1st Decade

Some purists may debate the point,

but the trade generally claims 1955 as

the year that rock ’n roll first took a

foothold on the pop music market. A

full decade later and the idiom, part-

and-parcel of a number of current

musical styles, is a musical way-of-life

for countless numbers of its fans who

are supposed to know better. And they

said it wouldn’t last!

We're pretty certain that the editors

of Life, Time and Look were unaware

that rock ’n roll was concluding its first

decade when they scheduled colorful

spreads on the sound, all of which

have made their appearances in the

space of the last several weeks. What

we are certain of is that rock 'n roll

—

the basic beat of the steps that crowd

’em in (mostly 21 plus folks) at dis-

cotheques—continues to win friends

in all walks of life. The spread made

this point clear.

Each of the aforementioned con-

sumer features didn’t let questions of

the why-and-wherefore of rock ’n roll’s

general acceptance—or at least tol-

eration—pass them by. In the blg-

beat’s earlier days, quotes from

psychiatrists and educators hinted at

some dark and devilish rationale be-

hind the musical style. Significantly,

the sources who comment this time

around see the idiom in a more favor-

able light, declaring, for instance, that

it serves as a harmless outlet for a

frustration or two. Well, tradesters,

rock ’n roll is finally the medicinal

equivalent of anything from being car-

ried away by a good opera or smacking

a golf ball 200 yards!

Rock ’n roll, in other words, is good

fun. It Is one of many musical ways In

which to have good fun. And like all

music, there Is much that is creatively

good and much that can be easily dis-

missed.

Critics of rock ’n roll still find fault

in everything that’s turned out. That's

their privilege. But, we have reached

the stage where such blanket criticism

is being answered—not necessarily by

philosophical rebuttle, but by the

many who prefer to enjoy Its basic

good-nature and vitality. It is these

latter qualities of rock 'n roll that add

up to the best defense of Its longevity.

10 years Is, Indeed, longevity. To

paraphrase a current beer company

slogan: rock 'n roll must be doing

something right.

NEW YORK — Columbia Records’
vast line-up of stage, screen and TV
product is getting its most intensive
promo going-over yet in Columbia
Records Sales Corp.’s second annual
summer stock campaign.
The goal of the summer stock pro-

gram is to showcase and sell Colum-
bia’s complete Broadway cast, musi-
cal re-creation, drama, and sound-
track catalog during the peak leisure
season, according to Bruce Lundvall,
merchandising Manager for the cast
catalog. Over 500 summer theatres
will be bringing Broadway shows to
local communities this summer, and
an extremely large percentage of the
musical productions are represented
by the diskery’s cast albums.

Columbia’s 1964 Summer Stock
Program proved to be an overwhelm-
ingly successful catalog program.
During Jxme and July 1964, ten
times as many cast and soundtrack
LP’s were sold as during the same
period in 1963. The 1965 promotion
has been refined and expanded to in-
clude the “best of last year” plus
innovations that are expected to add
new dynamics to the new push.

In addition, dealers and the-
atres will be provided with a new
and eye-catching central display unit
designed as a box office. The display
will highlight 14 show titles and in-

clude an insertion space for an al-

bum over of the show that is cur-
rently playing at the local summer
theatre.

In place of last year’s pennants, a
center banner, surrounded by Kleen-
stick covers of 16-best-selling cast

albums, has been created. Emphasis
will also be placed on local coop ad-

vertising and radio station promo-
tion.

NEW YORK — A damage suit re-
cently instituted by the Shirelles
against Scepter Records and its

Wand Management Corp. has been

3 R&H Shows Re-evaluated

NEW YORK—Three of Rodgers and
Hammerstein’s least successful Broad-
way productions are back in the disk
catalog, thanks to their original label
outlet, RCA Victor Records, which
has restored the sets to the market
as part of its big summer sales push
for Broadway merchandise (see last
week’s story).

In fact, one of the shows, “Alleg-
ro,” never made it to LP, and its ap-
pearance on 33 rpm is an event of
significance to show music buffs who
have tried for years to get their
hands on the original 78 rpm version.
The other two are “Me & Juliet” and
“Pipe Dream.”
The combined run of the three

shows—919 performances—was less
than the individual Broadway
stretches of “Oklahoma!”, “South Pa-
cific,” “King & I” and “Sound of Mu-
sic,” all of which stayed around for
more than 1000 performances. The
other two R&H shows, “Carousel” and
“Flower Drum Song,” played under
1000 times on Broadway.
Whatever their weaknesses on

stage, all three of R&H’s so-called

lesser works can claim scores that for

their better parts reflect the great
songwriting team in a highly compli-

mentary light. 1947’s “Allegro” fol-

lowed the team’s “Carousel,” and
stayed around for 315 performances.
Critics mostly found fault in the

Label Heads To Hit Increased

Mechanicals At Copy'rt Hearings

NEW YORK — Top executives of

leading U.S. record companies are
due in Washin^on this Thursday
(10) to testify in opposition to an
increased mechanical royalty as pro-
posed by the new Copyright Bill.

Hearings on the Bill are being con-
ducted by House Judiciary Commit-
tee.

The Bill would increase the me-
chanical royalty from 2^ to 3^ and
add a time element. The Bill states
that the figure is to be 3^ per part
(song) or per minute of playing
time or fraction thereof. Thus, a song
whose playing time exceeded 3 min-
utes by several seconds would be en-
titled to a royalty rate of 4^. Me-
chanicals for a 12-selection pop LP
would be raised from 24^ to 36^.

It was pointed out that a general
agreement between labels and pub-
lishers call for per minute of
playing time on classical music al-

bums.
Testifying against this proposal

will be Goddard Lieberson, president
of Columbia Records; Alan Living-
ston, president of Capitol Records;
and Dave Kapp, president of Kapp
Records. George Marek, president of
RCA Victor, cannot be on hand since
he is on a European trek.

In addition to the above-named
execs, the Record Industry Associa-
tion of America (RIAA), the label
organization, will be represented by
its special counsel, Thurman Arnold,
and its regular counsel, Ernest
Meyers. Also, the Committee will re-
ceive from the RIAA an “Eco.nomic
Study of the Record Industry” as
prepared by Professor John D. Glover
of the Harvard Graduate School of
Business.

Two weeks ago, Phil Wattenberg,
counsel for the Music Publishers As-
sociation (MPA) and Julian Abeles,
counsel for the Music Publishers Pro-
tective Association (MPPA) urged
passage of the new royalty rate.
Wattenberg’s testimony held that

the current 2^ rate was not in keep-
ing with the rise in the cost of liv-

ing since 1909, when it was estab-
lished. He contended that the 2^ of
that period had devaluated to a
present day worth of .64^. He said
the S4 rate was a “minimal” correc-
tion of this inequity.

Patti Page

After a long hiatus from the charts
Patti Page is once again hitting with
her Columbia recording of “Hush
Hush Sweet Charlotte.”

Patti, who was born as Clara Flow-
er, stai’ted her career in show biz with
a job in the art department of a Tulsa
radio station. Not long after she took
the position, an emergency call was
sounded from the station for a singer
to replace the regular vocalist on a
fifteen minute show sponsored by the
Page Milk Company. The young hope-
ful girl who loved to sing auditioned
and Miss Patti Page was born when
she got the job and adopted the name
of her sponsor.
From then on her career went into

high gear. A short period peppered
with appearances in small theatres
and clubs led to a regular niche on the
Don McNeil “BreaWast Club” show.
After singing on his show she snared
her own program and a Mercury re-
cording contract.
A long series of hits began in 1948

with the recording “Confess” in which
she employed the unusual device of
singing a duet with herself. Among
her other blockbuster credits are
“Doggie In The Window,” “Cross
Over The Bridge,” “I Went To Your
Wedding,” etc.

Bobby Goldsboro

Bobby Goldsboro, who is currently
hitting with his United Artists’ re-
lease of “Voodoo Woman,” was born
January 15, 1941 in Maryanna, Flor-
ida and attended school there through
the ninth grade. His family moved to
Dothan, Alabama and he was gradu-
ated from Dothan High School, then
studied at Auburn University for two
years before succumbing to his one
and only love, music.

After a brief period of free lance
work, Goldsboro joined Roy Orbison
as a guitarist in January of 1962, and
at the present time is still working
with Roy and his highly popular ag-
gregation.
A year and a half ago, a friend of

Bobby’s traveled to New York and
played a recording of his voice for
Jack Gold, an A&R director at United
Artists Records. Gold immediately
hopped on the first plane to Dothan
and signed the chanter to exclusive
wax contract. Bobby’s initial UA re-
lease, “See The Funny Little Clown,”
became an immediate best-seller. The
rest is history.

“They’re Not Writing Those Songs
Anymore” and then singing songs as-
sociated with all-time great per-
formers (e.g. Cantor, Jolson. etc.).

While always agreeable, Vinton at
times gave the impression that he was
singing on a stage in a huge concert
hall that was far removed from the
audience, giving the impression that
he was unaware of the crowded tables

that were just a few feet away from
him.

Getting back to his oldie routine,

it’s refreshing to see a teen-oriented
performer who doesn’t apologize for
today’s song outnut (he sang two
newer favorites. “More” and “As Long
As He Needs Me”) with a who-says-
the-oldies-are-the-best-songs pitch.

Vinton just likes good tunes. Both
adults and teeners present at his Copa
opening liked the way he performed
them.

book, which Hammerstein in later
years, right before his death, in fact,
said he would like to re-write. The
music, however, has many moments
of first-rate R&H lyricism, and, for
that extra measure of R&H individu-
ality, was often performed by a sing-
ing group which acted like a Greek
Chorus. Like all R&H scores, a num-
ber of songs linger on, including “The
Gentleman is a Dope,” three romantic
gems, “A Fella Needs A Girl,” “You
Are Never Away” and “So Far.”
Two wondrous R&H shows, “South

Pacific” (1,925 performances) and
“King & I” (1,246 performances), fol-
lowed “Allegro.” The next R&H mu-
sical was 1953’s “Me & Juliet,” de-
scribed as the pair’s valentine to the
theater. A key to R&H’s approach to
“Me & Juliet” is the fact that it was
referred to by them (and in the Play-
bill) as a “musical comedy.” R&H
had called all their previous shows
“musical plays.”
Like the “musical comedy” of old,

“Me & Juliet” was lighthearted, with
Hammerstein going in for quick-
witted rhsTnes (e.g. “gambit” and
“damn bit”) and Rodgers recalling
something of his association with the
master rhymer of them all, Lorenz
Hart. The engaging songs in this

spirit include “Marriage-Type Love,”
“Keep It Gay” and “It’s Me.” Once
more, R&H supplied the show with
graceful ballads. Among them are
“Pm Your Girl,” “The Next Time It

Happens” and “No Other Love” (this

melody stemmed from Rodgers’ score
for “Victory at Sea”).
By R&H standards, “Pipe Dream,”

their next show (1955), was also a
failure, but again, the immense crea-
tive resources of R&H are apparent
at most times. The production was
based on John Steinbeck’s “Sweet
Thursday,” a theme that gave R&H
the basis of several ingratiating
songs, such as “Lopsided Bus” and
“All Kinds of Peonle.” The team is

in touching ballad form on “Will You
Marry Me?”, “The Next Time It Hap-
pens,” “All At Once You Loye Her”
and, one of R&H’s finest songs, “Suzy
is a Good Girl.”
The R&H teaming realized two

further productions following “Pipe
Dream.” They were “Flower Drum
Song” (1958) and “Sound of Music”
(1959). Hammerstein died in Aug. of
1960.

Victor’s re-issue of “Allegro,” “Me
& Juliet” and “Pipe Dream” makes
all of R&H’s Broadway scores ayail-

able for disk suryey. Now that these

three are back, a re-evaluation of their

merits proves the lasting quality of

many of their songs—and of the re-

markable R&H team itself.

POP PICKS
BOBBY VINTON SINGS FOR LONELY
NIGHTS—Epic LN 24154/BN 26154
Having established himself as “Mr. Lonely,”

Bobby Vinton has turned out a string of melan-
choly hits and should stretch the line with this

collection of twelve softly swinging bluesers
aimed at the teen and young adult market that
has turned him into one of the best selling male
vocalists on the pop scene. Included in this ses-

sion are: “In the Still of the Night,” “Have Y^ou
Ever Been Lonely” and the chanter’s latest
smash “L-O-N-E-L-Y,” which makes the sales
appeal of this set phenomenal.

DO THE FREDDIE—Freddie and the Dreamers
—Mercury MG 21026/SR 61026
With a quick string of hits punched out in an

extraordinarily short time, Freddie and the
Dreamers tag this LP after one of their current
chart singles, “Do The Freddie.” Complete with
diagrammed instructions of the latest teen dance
fad (dubbed after the leader of the Dreamers)
the package features the zany British rocksters
wailing with a heap of rockin’ sounds that should
draw the teen fans in droves. Top gi’ooves here
include a revival of “Little Bitty Pretty One”
and the bouncy “A Little You.” Watch this one
skyrocket.

NAT KING COLE SINGS SONGS FROM ‘CAT
BALLOU’ AND OTHER MOTION PICTURES—
Capitol T/ST 2340
Although he is remembered mostly for his

crooning of pop ballads, the late Nat King Cole
also garnered several cameo roles in Hollywood
films and was featured as part of the sound-
tracks of several others. Along with Stubby
Kaye, he kicks off this Capitol album with the
title tune from his last movie, “The Ballad Of
Cat Ballou,” while, as a solo, he offers the title

themes from “China Gate” and “Blue Gardenia,”
in which films he was also featured. This set will
make a fine addition to any collection.

MEANWHILE BACK AT THE WHISKEY ’A
GO GO—Johnny Rivers—Imperial LP 9284/

Moving albums, both in the musical and sales

senses, have become a habit with Johnny Rivers,
whose newest effort should score big with dan-
cers and spinners. The new set is topped off with
his single hit, “Seventh Son,” and features
eleven other big beat cuts that should click at
parties and on top 40 shows by virtue of their
solid driving rhythms and big bold vocal jobs.
Among the niftiest of the tunes are Rivers’ read-
ings of “Stop! in the Name of Love” and “Work
Song.” Another winner for the chanter.

BEFORE AND AFTER—Chad and Jeremy

Topping off this first rate sampling of pop

and folk sounds with their latest hit, “Before
and After,” Chad and Jeremy should find little

difficulty in moving up the best seller charts with
their newest Columbia LP. The pair drift
smoothly along through a collection of easy
bouncing tunes, including “For Lovin’ Me” and
“Can’t Get Used To Losing You.” The twosome
have continually scored with the teen set, and
broadening their appeal somewhat to the folk
crowd, this set should find soaring sales.

THE GOLDEN HITS OF LESLIE GORE—
Mercury MG 21024/SR 61024
With a whole bunch of hit singles and albums

already behind her, Leslie Gore drives down her
own personal musical memory lane with this
album, which should attain chart status in short
order. Kicking off the package with her
golden single, “It’s My Party,” the songstress
runs the vocal gamut from bouncy and breezy
ditties to the plaintive, bittersweet ballad. Other
bright features include her recent best-seller,
“L^ok Of Love,” and her brand new single, “Sun-
shine, Lollipops and Rainbows.” This one should
get plenty of attention.

QUEEN OF THE HOUSE—Jody Miller—Capitol
T/ST 2349

Riding high with her smash novelty answer to
Roger Miller’s “King Of The Road,” Jody Miller
has dubbed this album after her current chart
item, “Queen Of The House.” With a powerful
voice and a style that falls somewhere in be-
tween rock and country, the perky young song-
stress hits both areas as she comes across with
a strong selection of vintage numbers from re-
cent years. In the countiy field she does a rous-
ing job with such standards as “I Walk The
Line” and “The Greatest Actor,” while in the
rock department she w’ails with “He Walks Like
A Man.”

album. Kicking off the hootenanny with their
recently-charted version of the Academy Award
winner, “Chim Chim Cheree,” the Minstrels make
heaps of happy harmony in a delightful selection

of folk-styled tunes and recent pop hits. In the
folk area, the group sparkles with “Kisses
Sweeter Than Wine” while the pop area gets an
excellent version of “Downtown.” Plenty of po-
tential here.

AN EVENING WITH BELAFONTE/MAKE-
BA—RCA Victor LPM/LSP 3420
One of the top names in the Calypso-folk

field, Harry Belafonte teams up on this package
with one of the leading exponents of African
music, Miriam Makeba, in a potent presentation
of melodies from the Dark Continent. Offering
the tunes in the native tongues of various tribes,

the two should score heavy as they heavily un-
derline the exciting, stark rhythms of Africa
and its peoples. Highlighting the session is the
throbbing “In The Land Of The Zulus” and the
poignant “Lullaby.” Excellent addition to the
folk buff’s library.

CATCH THE WIND—Donovan—Hickory 123
Bearing a strong resemblance to Bob Dylan in

voice and styling, Donovan has kicked up a huge
amount of public interest via his “Catch the
Wind” single, which tabs the artist’s first long
play outing for Hickory Records. Nine of the
twelve tunes on this package are original com-
positions or arrangements, each carrying the
stamp that could score with folk buffs, while his
title track should attract a big pop fan turnout.
Among the selections are “The Alamo” and
“Donna Donna.”

WOODY ALLEN VOL. 2—Colpix 488
Sporting a pop art cover. Woody Allen’s sec-

ond comedy outing for Colpix Records presents
humorous entertainment equally in keeping with
modern tastes. The comedian, who has received
broad exposure in night spots and on television
has proven a favorite with young and adult
throngs and should find a wide audience for this
LP, which includes some of his best routines,
including tales from his childhood (“Superman”),
and his more recent stint filming “What’s New
Pussycat?” Sparklingly witty.

Once an integral portion of the Ames Brothers’

easy harmony, Ed Ames has proven himself as
a solo artist, and further cements his musical
status with this RCA Victor LP. With an easy-
going quality, the chanter gently caresses a ten-
der ballad and also swings rhythmically with a
finger-snapping bouncer. Arranged and conducted
by Marty Manning, the package features such
numbers as “I Can’t Help It (If I’m Still In Love
With You)” and the haunting ballad “When The
World Was Young.” Could go well with the mid-
night romancers.

HOW TO BE A JEWISH MOTHER—Gertrude
Berg—Amy 8007
The off-beat best selling book of “How to be

a Jewish Mother” has now been turned into a
hilarious session beautifully adapted to comedy
spinning and extremely entertaining listening.
Narrated by David Ross with a devastating per-
formance by Gertrude Berg, the LP offers in-

struction in “The Basic Techniques of Jewish
Motherhood” and “The Jewish Mother’s Guide
to Sex and Marriage” among other fundamentals.
This wild Amy outing could become one of the
hottest comedy LP’s in recent months.

POP BEST BETS
FOR YOU FROM US—The Astronauts—RCA
Victor LPM/LSP 3359
The fans of the Astronauts should turn out

in hordes for the group’s latest LP, pushing
the package into a comfortable niche on the
best-selling lists. The high-flying combo, fueling
up with a solid selection of rockables, roars right
up into the stratosphere with this session, and
all systems are A-OK. Heading up the rollick-

ing grooves is wailing version of “Ain’t That
Just Like Me,” followed up by emally hard-
driving interpretations of some or rockdom’s
best-known rousers, including “Twist And
Shout” and “Rollin’ And Rockin’.”
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HANK WILLIAMS, SR. & HANK WILLIAMS,
JR.—MGM E SE 4276

In a unique example of modern engineering
techniques. Hank Williams, Jr. has been teamed
up on this album with his late father, Hank
Williams, Sr., one of the brightest names in

A certain amount of sensation accompanied the second heat when two na-

tional, press members of the jury-branded- the-lyrres- of “Unexpectedly” as im-
moral and boycotted the number by giving it only one vote each.

This gained a place in the finals for “As Long As She Looks Like You,” which
had tied with “Can I Get It From You” in the first heat, but lost on a show of
hands. Whereas the heats were judged by seven-member panels of music critics
from the national and international press, with a possible total of 70 points,
the finals were judged by 14 representatives from independent television com-
panies with a possible total of 140 points. From the final results it will be seen
that the outcome was unexpectedly exciting.

The realisation of Britain’s first Song Festival was not without its problems

nor was the event itself free from teething troubles. Whilst applauding the
efforts of the M.P.A. and all concerned with the contest, one inevitably looks
to the future. A certain amount of re-organisational thought is necessary
before next year if we are to rival San Remo. For example, too much import-
ance was attached to televising the programme and not enough to the contest
itself. Over-zealous audience participation throughout the heats distracted the
attention and rendered many of the numbers inaudible. This was happily recti-
fied on the final night. The standard of songs was above average and the
results reflect the current trend towards ballad type material and some lucra-
tive publishing deals were transacted. The Festival attracted a considerable
number of music men from overseas including from France, Henri Marchal
(Bathe Marconi), Roger Maruani (Festival Records), Mile Ferley (Marbot),
Marcel Maruani (Sugar Music), Claude Pascal (Tutti), Frank Gerard (author),
Francis O’Neill (Editions Jacques Plante), Mile Bismuth (Comptesse Music),
Jean Tilche (Philips Records), Gerard Toumier (Agence Internationale Musi-
cale) and Lee Hallyday. Holland was represented by Hans Dunk (Southern),
Nico Boer (Phonogram). Belgium had Peter Plum (Peter Plum Productions),
Jeff de Bneck (Ardmore & Beechwood), Jean Kluger (Jean Kluger Music) and
Roland Kluger (World Music). Italy had P. Sugar (CGD) and Ettore Carrera
(Sugar Music). Germany was represented by Mr. and Mrs. Theodor Seeger

Show records have probably made quite a find in the daughter of the Brus-

sels composer Jan Leopold, who calls herself Ann Fond’roy. Her first song was
recorded recently and the trial recording was so remarkable that the TV peo-
ple decided to hear it and to produce a show starring the songstress. In this

major teenager show she will be singing her “Je t’aime encore, tu sais” (I

Still Love You, Really), a hit in the making, among other songs.

Iva Zanicchi, of the Italian label Ri-Fi, came over to Brussels to sing four
of her hit tunes in a show presented by Flemish TV. She was accompanied by
Mr. Velona of the same firm. Jules Nijs, the Belgian distributor, assisted by
his manager, Alain Lelievre, made sui'e that her visit would not go by un-
noticed by the journalists, or the radio and TV people. She is to return to Bel-
gium this summer, together with four other Italian singers, to participate in

this year’s “European Cup of Songs,’’ which will be held in the famous and
fashionable seaside resort of Knokke.

Discobel has put out two new records, which are sure to create a consider-

able amount of interest, a new number by Red Sheldon, “I Can’t Give You
Anything But Love Baby” and a 45 rpm by Gerard Desreumaux. Sales of

Ricardo and Frank Alamo, both on the Riviera label, are still going strong,
in singles as well as EP’s.

Jean Vanloo, proprietor of the record producing firm Unidans, at Mouscron,
informs us that he has booked the Animals for September. They will perform
at Chatelet, near Charleroi (Festival des Jeunes—Youngsters Festival) on
Sept. 11, and will also appear on TV.

Barclay organized a reception for Charles Trenet in Brussels and it was a
smashing success. “Zorba the Greek,” the soundtrack from the movie, is at this
moment scoring the best sales for this firm. Manager Bral is quite optimistic
about the way business is doing and he predicted a fantastic promotion for the
“Sirtaki,” the dance of the moment. From our own experience we know that
anything Eddie Barclay undertakes pretty soon becomes the talk of the town.
So, better watch out for the “Sirtaki.”

Gramophone informs us that “Va-t’en, va-t’en” (Go away, go away), by
Dick Rivers, is turning out to be quite a hit. Other bestsellers from this com-
pany are “No Regi-ets,” by Shirley Bassey; “Yes I Will” by the Hollies;
“Bring it on home to me” by the Animals; “Guitar Boogie” by the Shadows;
and “A I’Olympia” (At the Olympia) by Enrico Macias, an LP recorded dur-
ing a recital he gave in the Paris temple of light music.

The Gramo-bosses were visited by Jerry Thomas, representative of Liberty-
records in New York. The main subject of their conversation was the nromo-
tion of PJ Proby and Vikky Carr under the Liberty label. There is still more
news from Gramo and namely the “find” by their hit-maker Adamo, who is

helping to launch a new singer, Linda Algeri. She is Italian and just 17, and,
in our opionion and that of others, she could go a long way. She just put out
her first single on RCA Victor with the sones “Us ne sont pas d’accord” (They
Don’t Agree) and “Je n’aurais nas du” (I Shouldn’t Haye). Music is by Linda
Algeri and the words are by MichMe Vendome.

Jeflf De Boeck, managing director of Ardmore und Beechwood, told us that
he has acquired sub-rights on the following numbers: “Tu es une petite fille”

(You’re A Little Girl) and “Toi je te garde” (I’ll Keep You For Sure) by
Marc Aryan, “Notre place au soleil” (Our Place In The Sun) and “Les filles

de mon pays” (The Girls of My Country) by Enrico Macias, and “What Did I

Do Wrong” by Manfred Mann. The firm holds world rights on “Je n’aurai pas
du” and “Us ne sont pas d’accord” by Linda Algeri.

On the Discotrade list are, of course, the Surfs, now enjoying a considerable
amount of success with their “Le printemps sur la colline” (Spring In The
Hills), the French yersion of “Le colline sono in fiore,” one of the songs at
the recent San Remo festiyal. In Belgium, Discotrade is introducing Michel
Delpech, a 20-year-old Parisian whose recording career got its start during a
high school gala. His EP, which is bound to attract the attention of a good
deal of the nublic, contains “Chez Laurette” (At Laurette’s), “Dis nous pour-
quoi” (Tell Us Why), and “T’en fais nas” (Don’t Worry) among others. Main
Discotrade hits are “Les Souliers” (The Shoes) by Guy Beart, “La Tendresse”
(Tenderness), by Marie Laforet, “Le Printemps sur la Colline” (Spring In The
Hills) by the Surfs, “La danse du baiser lanon” (Dance of the Lapp-kiss) by
Zina, “Les Filles sophistiquees” (The Sophisticated Girls) by Les Debs and
songs by J. Bodoin and Fred Gerard.

For more than half a century it was rather excentional when one could
meet true representatives of Russian popular music. Pouchkine, Tolstoi, Dos-
toievsky, all mentioned them in their books and this kind of music apparently
delighted them. Contemporary composers sn.ch as Rimsky-Korsakov, Shostako-
vitch and even Stravinsky found most of their inspiration in the subjects im-
provised by natural born musicians such as Sania Poustylnikoff, who recently
gave a private recital, which was quite a success. The proof came the very
next day, when he recorded for Victory a new 33 rpm balalaika for Victory.
Poustylnikoff possesses the ability to haye his songs, these folklore subjects,
distributed at a time when the artificial too often seizes everything that pours
out of an inspired and generous heart.

Marcel Roithel, a French singer, came to Brussels, where Pierre & Robby
took care of him and made different contacts for him, as far as TV and Radio
are concerned. He came with Yani Spanos, the well-known Greek composer,
leaving in Paris, where he recorded for “Sirtakis,” the new summer dance, for
Palette 4. During the same week, their publisher, Mrs. Legrand, came to Brus-
sels where she made a general view of her company in Belgium, with World
Music—Comubel

.

Mr. Faecq, just back from a trip in Italy, where he met different people
from record and publishing companies, is now attending the publishers meet-
ing in Paris.

Triumphal welcome was staged for The Cousins in the Congo, where they
will stay for a tour of 6 weeks. The first news we had is really great.

Harry Lubin, the well-known Hollywood film composer, arrived in Brussels
to discuss continental exploitation of World Music with Roland Kluger.

Gennan Song FestivalStarts This Week BIOS OF FESTIVAL ARTISTS
PETER HINNEN—ARIOLAFor the Fifth year in a row, the

German Pop Music Festival will take
place in Baden-Baden on June 12.

This festive event is the high spot
of the German record industry social
season with thousands of visitors
from all over the world on hand to
hand pick tunes for their respective
countries.
For three whole days, the jury of

13 lyric writers, composers, music
publishers, journalists and represen-
tatives of the major German record
companies listened to the over 200
songs which were sent in as entries
in the contest. The 24 best songs were
picked and presented in a preliminary
contest held in Berlin on May 22 and
nationally televised.
The Infra-Test, the German public

opinion institute, then checked a cross
section to find the 12 finalists for the
contest. This year’s contest was
changed in several ways. For the first

time, the 12 artists picked to interpret
the tunes were known well before the
festival so that writers could gear
their material to the artist. This year
the number of tunes picked for the
preliminaries was raised from 18 to
24 songs. Each artist, two from each
of the major record companies, was
given two songs to sing. This year,
entries were limited to members of
GEMA as experience from earlier
festivals showed that all finalists were
members anyway although the contest
was open to every and any one. Rules
were strict about secrecy. None of the
composers, lyric writers or publishers
of the tunes are known before the
contest and anyone publicizing tunes
in or outside of Germany would have
the tune disqualified. However, again

for the first time, the writers of the
tunes could be known after the pre-
liminary rounds.
The popularity of the German Pop

Music Festival has increased from
year to year. Over 50% of all possible
viewers in Germany saw the festival
on their TV screens last year and
this year is expected to even top that
figure. This year’s contest will see top
international stars along with favor-
ite German artists presenting the ma-
terial. The six major record firms,

Ariola, Electrola, Metronome, Philips,

Polydor and Teldec nominated top

The two
festival songs should keep his hit
parade status going and the young
Swiss cowboy will make the festival
even more fun to watch.

WERNER & RENATE LEISMANN
—ARIOLA

In 1963 the brother and sister team
of Werner & Renate Leismann won
an amateur contest and their first

record was a smash hit. Since then,
the Leismanns have had one hit after
another to add to their collection. This
is the first appearance in the festival
for the duo who are already top TV
and record favorites here.

SIW MALMKVIST—METRONOME
Siw who took first place in last

year’s festival is also a top favorite
this year. She took second place in
1962 at the second festival. Her win-
ning tune last year went on to sell

The genial young man
is a top man with TWA in Diisseldorf
but his singing engagements keep him
busy in all of his spare time.

BLUE DIAMONDS—PHILIPS
The Blue Diamonds came from

Java to Holland in 1949 and later be-
came as great an export item for the
land of the windmills as cheese and
tulips. The group started on their
way to success with “Ramona” which
sold over a million records here and
earned a golden record for the boys.
Since then, the duo has racked up hit

after hit here. After their short stint

in the army in Holland the Blue Dia-
monds are right back on the hit trail

and their appearance at this year’s
festival will certainly be the right
kickoff for their comeback in Ger-
many.

DORTHE—PHILIPS
Dorthe from Denmark is only 17

years old but she’s had a gold disk in

her trophy collection for over 5 years
now. At the ripe old age of 12, the
young daughter of an orchestra
leader father did her first Danish
disking and wound up on the top of
the hit parade and a gold record. At
last year’s festival Dorthe took 4th
place with her entry which also
turned out to be a best seller and
the gal has been on the hit lists

with every release since then. This
year’s appearance at the festival

should prove to strengthen her ever
growing popularity here.

CONNY FROBOESS—
ELECTROLA

Petite pretty Conny Froboess is

celebrating her 15th year as a top
star in Germany and she’s just now
in her early twenties! Little Cornelia
started as a child star and grew up
into a good looking teenage idol. She
took first place in the German Pop
Music Festival in 1962 and this is her
first appearance in the festival since

then. With record hits too numerous
to mention, Conny is a fine addition

to the glitter and glamour of the
event.

BILLY MO—TELDEC
Trinidad born Billy Mo who is as

adept with his trumpet as he is with
his voice is a real favorite of the
German fans. His gravel voiced imita-

tions of Louis Armstrong and his

strong interpretation of the special

material written for him here have
given him the opportunity to appear
in films, TV and on the stage here.

This is his first appearance in the
festival and a welcome addition to

the fine list of talented performers.

WENCKE MYHRE—POLYDOR
Pretty little Wencke Myhre is al-

ready a top star in Norway and she’s

on her way to a great German career.

The seventeen year old lass has two
silver records to her credit in her
homeland, and her German recordings
and TV appearances have helped her
gain great popularity with the Ger-
man fans. Polydor is giving the lass

all the help that it can to establish

her as a real top star here as well as

abroad and her chances in the festival

are fine for a top position.

We open this week’s column with some news from Fabrica De Discos Ro-
zenblit Ltda., concerning the “Mocambo” label. Jairo Rodrigues, who is re-
sponsible for its promotion in Sao Paulo announces that the first releases of
the “Kapp” label, now represented by that company in Brazil, are already
on the market, and the first supplement consists of three albums and two
compacts, including Louis Armstrong’s “Hello Dolly,” and two other LP’s, one
by Jack Jones, and the other titled “Ruby Romantic.” There is also a com-
pact with Jones doing “Dear Heart” and “Emily” and still another with
the Harry Simeone Chorale with “Dear Heart,” “My Love” and “Forgive
Me.” As was expected, this series of releases is getting a very good recep-
tion from both critics and lovers of this type of music, who are in great
number in the country. In the national field, there is a single having great
success, not only because of the artist Claudette Soares, who has long since
become one of the MPM (Bossa Nova Nova) fans, but also because one of the
numbers is “Eu So Queria Ser,” which was one of the first prize winners at
the “1st National Festival of the Popular Brazilian Music.” On the other
side is another beautiful song, “Barquinho Diferente,” which may make this
single a double winner. There is a possibility that this single will be released
in the States, with English words, and sung by the same artist.

It is touching to witness how the public remained faithful to an old-time
chanter, who is celebrating his 50th Anniversary in show-business. His name
is Silvio Caldas, but everybody affectionately calls him “Titio,” which is a
tender Brazilian expression for uncle. Now, there will be a special concert
at the “Teatro Municipal” in Sao Paulo, which will be attended by the most
famous names of the Brazilian Popular Music of all times and all schools.
During this performance, Caldas’ old guitar, which can be considered as a
symbol of Brazilian songs of old times, will be auctioned for charity purposes.
It is expected to be one of the most beautiful and touching shows of recent
years.

Discos RGE Ltda., now under new ownership and new management, is

starting in a new phase of great activity. It’s still Marcos Nobili, who is now
one of the efficient managers of the company, together with JuUo Nagib, who
gives us the latest news. The new album of Manfredo Fest and his Trio, is

scoring even bigger successes than was expected at the start. This is another
record, and another group, with all the characteristics of an export item.
Luiz Aguiar is a well-known and very popular disc-jockey of “Radio Ban-
deirantes” who became famous through a program for teen-agers. Now,
RGE is releasing a single with two sides by that young man, who now makes
his bow as a recording artist with “Eu Sou O Amor” b/w “Noite De Amor.”
The latter number is having substantial airplay and may even head for the
charts, with the unusually strong promotion that his deejay colleagues are
making lately. A long expected single of the internationally famous Zimbo
Trio, is finally available at the record shops. The two numbers, selected from
their first album, are “Consola^ao” and “O Norte,” and it is very possible
that they will appear on the charts again. After the trio’s tremendous hit
in Lima, Peru and the successful release of their second album one can safely
say that they are presently the highest rated artists in the country, in their
category.

Another album that RGE released recently and which is a serious competi-
tor for the local charts is called “14 Sucessos De Ouro” (14 Golden Hits) and
it features such all-around successes as “Amore Scusami” by Dalida, Billy
Vaughn’s rendition of “Michael,” “La Bamba” with Trini Lopez, “Lascia
Sta,” the Italian version of the big Brazilian hit, “Deixa Isso Pra La,” by
Ruperto Da Vinci, together with other popular numbers of varied types.
Another effort is being made by RGE to push the good French pop music.

Bob Martin long distances from Toronto’s Columbia H;Q. with a glowing
report on the label’s current crop of chart singles. Gene Pitney’s “Last
Chance To Turn Around” is on everybody’s top ten across Canada, while the
Patti Page ballad, “Hush Hush Sweet Charlotte” is one of the best selling
singles ever for the the veteran entertainer. An album billed after the title

of the smash single has just been released and Martin reports that jocks
across the country are playing it in best seller fashion. “Ribbon Of Darkness”
is a confirmed pop-country, two market smash in most Canadian centres
for Marty Robbins, and “Mr. Tambourine Man” is a giant with kids every-
where. Bobby Vinton’s Epic outing, “Lonely,” contributes to the frantic
single sales scene at Columbia, giving the impression that it’s going to be
a long, “Hit” summer at the label. A new release by Debbie Kaye, Dave
Carter’s daughter is officially released now on Columbia. She’s billed as Lori
Kaye and is winning over spinners everywhere with her debut single, “What
Makes You Do Me Like You Do.” Her dad is a spinner at CKCY in Sault
Ste. Marie, Ontario. Martin was terribly excited over Columbia’s most recent
signing. They have closed a deal with the most exciting new group to put
in an appearance on the Toronto scene in many a moon. The Liverpool Set
will shortly debut record product, both an album and a single under the
Columbia banner. A session with this new rave group will be cut in Nash-
ville very shortly under the supervision of Frank Jones. They are set to
appear in the Grandstand Show at the upcoming C.N.E., and are expected
shortly to appear on the Ed Sullivan TV’er. Excitement reigns supreme at
Columbia as they were able to sign the group after lengthy discussions had
been carried out with the Liverpool Set by no less than seven different labels.

They have already played to S.R.O. audiences at Campbells in London, and
a recent Toronto stand saw them play to no less than 60,000 kids.

Harold Winslow tells CB that Quality will establish a precedent as it

presents its Canadian Talent Broadcasting Award to KYNO Radio in Fresno,
Calif. The award is presented to salute the outlet as the first American sta-

tion to get “on” “Shakin’ All Over” by Chad Allen and the Expressions,
(Guess Who’s). A one time Canadian spinner, now associated with the Fresno
outlet, Dave McCormick was instrumental in breaking the sound, now a big
chart item all over the U.S., on KYNO. “Tossin’ and Turnin’,” the latest by
the outstanding Winnipeg natives now is in hot pursuit of its predecessor
on both Canadian and American charts, and seems certain to make it two
in a row for Allen and the boys, and even more important—^for Canada.
Hal Ross, drops a line from his Phonodisc office in Montreal to report that

he is getting tremendous air exposure on his latest album release by Jack
Jones, “My Kind Of Town.” Ross tells us that music director Bruce Patenaude
at CJAD is going heavily on one particular selection, “I Must Know,” and
the entire album is getting heavy air play on the Montreal powerhouse. The
set includes “The Race Is On,” and Phonodisc indicates that it is outselling
every other Jones album in his area. “Donna” by Ritchie Valens, re-released
by Phonodisc on the strength of Quebec action on a Laval release entitled,

“L’Histoire De Donna,” is developing into a real giant in that part of the
country. All of the French language broadcasters have charted the re-release,

and CFCF-Montreal spinner Dave Boxer is leading the way for English air

play on the big while-backer for the late singer. The flip side, “La Bamba,”
appears on the most recent charts out of CKPR at the Canadian Lakehad,
so it would seem that action on the two sider will be widespread.
Sheb Wooley has a cute new MGM outing, “Silver The Wonder Horse.”

Hottest record across the country at this moment would seem to be “Cara
Mia,” by Jay and The Americans. Check Claude King’s new Columbia out-
ing, “Tiger Woman.” It has that winning sound. CKPM, Ottawa has pro-
duced a new LP, “Canadian History Makers ’64.” It consists of actual voice
clips of the leading news makers ai^d top stories of last year, and the nar-
rator on the set is CKGM-Montreal’s Tom Cherrington. Considerable Lake-
head airplay has developed for “Sandy” by Robbie Lane. The plug side,

according to Capitol’s Paul White, is the flip, “Where Has Love Gone.” The
Big Town Boys will do well with their debut on Capitol, “I Love Her So.”
“My Girl Sloopy” byLittle Caesar and the Consuls is showing up on charts
all across the country. It’s on Red Leaf.

CBS Records has put on the market an LP titled “Festival De San Remo
1965,” which has all the tunes of the competition done by the artists of this

label.

Fermata Productions will cast an LP with the songs of San Remo for

the series Rifi. It will be titled “San Remo 1965” and it is done by several

artists. “Maysa” is the title of an LP in RGE’s series which Fermata will

publish shortly. It has very good adaptations by the popular Maysa. An ai-tist

who was very well accepted is John Foster, and his first record, edited by
Fermata, “Amor Perdoname,” is in great demand.

Microfon informs us that it will be releasing an LP of tangos done by
Reynaldo Michel (violin) and Los Solistas Del Tango. This group is com-
prised of Atilio Stampone on piano, Eduardo Rovira on bandoneon and Fer-

nando Roman on contrabass.

Phonogram tells us that Los Fronterizos recorded an EP in a different

pattern.

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AUSTRALIA
It is with regret that we advise our world-wide readers of the death of

Eileen M. Beard, a director of the huge music publishing house of J. Albert
& Son Pty. Ltd. Miss Beard was with the company for many, many years
and was one of the key directors at the time of her passing.
The folk music business seems to be getting bigger and stronger wdth every

passing day. There are several folk concert packages set to tour Australia
commencing late in May, and record releases are being rushed out to X’ep-

resent the artists concerned on the shows. The Clancey Brothers and Tommy
Makem are set to tour Australia and Australian Record Company is releas-

ing the CBS album “The Clancey Brothers In Ireland” in time for the con-
cert tour.
The current run of success being enjoyed by records from Australian

talent has rarely, if ever, been better. Several Top 40 stations are currently
featuring better than 25% local content in their programs. Radio station 3UZ
advised recently that Australian-produced records accounted for 32% of its

current Top 40 list. This was as little as two weeks ago.
Through Festival Records we find two new singles devoted to local talent.

The Rajahs are on the Leedon label with “Let Me Tell You About A Guy”
c/w “Oh!” whilst popular Col Joye has a new single on Festival with “Can
Your Monkey Do The Dog” c/w “Do-wn The Line.”

Local folk ai'tist Gary Shearston enjoyed great regional success with his

last CBS single entitled “Sydney Town.” He is now represented with his
second single release for CBS, the plug side is entitled “Sometime Lovin’.”
The CBS promotion sheet describes the song as “probably the most beautiful
folk ballad to come out of Australia.” Ray Bull, general sales manager of
Australian Record Company, is delighted with the action so far on the new
record. It could easily launch Shearston into the national limelight.
RCA is going great guns with the Elvis Presley soundtrack set from the

movie “Girl Happy.” In relation to this package, a few stations have marked
‘Do Not Play’ against the track entitled “Do Not Distui-b.” But the album
is selling well and should keep the RCA plant busy. On the singles scene,
the latest from RCA includes Comparsa Universitaria De La Laguna with
“The Magic Trumpet” “I’ll Cry Alone” by Gale Garnett and “Betty Lou” by
the local group, the Midnighters.
Had a nice card recently from former 2GB disc-jockey Graham Webb who

is now touring Europe with another 2GB man, Ken Barratt. Webb advises
that he expects to return to Australia later this year.
New sheet music issues from the Chappell & Co. group include “Every

Day I Have To Cry,” “A World Of Our Own,” and “The Special Years. On the
subject of “A World of our Own,” this has become an enormous smash on
W&G Records for our own Australian group the Seekers. By the time this
column appears, the Seekers will be in the midst of the triumphant home-
coming concert tour which takes them to all major cities. The Seekers all

come from Melbourne where the group was formed a couple of years ago,
and they are the first Australians ever to hit the international disc scene with
any real success at all. The concert tour, on which they share billing with the
Dave Clark Five, should be a complete sell out for the promoters.
The Belinda Music boys are i-ubbing their hands together in response to

the fabulous local success of their copyright, “Mrs. Brown You’ve Got A
Lovely Daughter,” which is the subject of a Columbia label single by Her-
man’s Hermits. The word is around that the late George Formby had a record

release of this title some years back; but we haven’t heard of anyone who has
been able to locate it as yet.

Jack Varney of W&G Records advises that W&G has recently secured the

sole Australian rights to the giant Italian record company, C.G.D. The labels

involved in the deal are C.G.D., Derby, and Juke Box. The initial release

will consist of material by Betty Curtis, the Kessler Twins, Luciano Tajoli,

and GigUola Cinquetti. All releases will carry the C.G.D. International logo.

Varney is also out and around singing? the praises of the new W&G release

by local star Merv Benton which couples “Cincinatti Fireball” with “I Got
Burned.” In its first week of release it won the V.I.P. award from station

3UZ, and has now hit several radio station charts.

Popular American artist Brook Benton is now in Australia for club, hotel,

and television appearances. He is currently performing at the Savoy-Plaza
and Menzies hotels in Melbourne. Benton is such a fine and impressive talent

that his visit could do a great deal towards sparking sales interest in his

records, which are released here through Philips.

Festival Records is on the brink of a big national breakthrough with two
of its locally produced singles, “Pride” by Ray Brown & the Whispers, and
“It Ain’t Necessarily So” by Normie Rowe. Both records are the subject of

big action in their “home” cities of Sydney and Melbourne respectively,

and with a little luck and support should soon gain national recognition.

Frederick C. Marks, executive director of Festival Records, has announced
that his company recently renewed its contract with Decca Records of the
USA for a further long term. The association between Festival and Decca
(and associate labels) has now entered its tenth year.

Australian Record Company has made a rush release of the new Peter,
Paul & Mary album on Warner Bros., entitled “A Song Will Rise.” Also
on release is the trio’s latest single “When The Ship Comes In.” Both records
look like certainties for heavy consumer action throughout Australia.

The only topic of conversation these days is the German Pop Music Festival

coming up on June 12. It will certainly be the most exciting festival in the

five-year history of the event, and everyone is in agreement that the material

this year is the strongest ever. The 12 tunes for the last round have been
chosen, and the stage is set for a fight which can only result in tremendous

record sales for all parties concerned, and that’s a happy battle for the sag-

ging singles business in Germany today. As is usual with major festivals

today, there was a bit of trouble with the 2 major trade papers lining up on

different sides of the fence, one strongly for the fairness of the festival, and
one saying that the festival is not being handled fairly in the eyes of many
publishers and authors. One trade paper published a list of 7 of the 24 songs

chosen for the preliminary rounds, •with the authors and the artists, and even

printed a letter from a publisher asking a composer to contact him about pub-

lishing some material. However, the troubles seem to be over with some peo-

ple, especially those with songs in the finals who are very happy, and, of •

course, there are a few unhappy ones. The fact that several of the composers

were known before the preliminary rounds, which is against the rules of the

festival, has caused a great deal of publicity, both good and bad, in newspapers
and magazines all over the country. However, the fact remains that this year’s

material is very strong and the winners of the festival, and even some who do

not place, can count on good record sales and lots of exposure. And that’s the

main thing. It should be a great festival, and, of course. Cash Box will be on
,

hand to give complete coverage of the event.

Electrola reports that the first German waxing with Wanda Jackson is

racking up great sales. German teenage star Rex Gildo has his first LP
with new songs on the market. The top artist has also signed for a series

of deejay shows with Radio Luxemburg.
A new TV series featuring top deejays from all over Europe, including

Holland, Switzerland, Austria, Luxemburg, Berlin and Saarbrucken and
_

their favorite artists and tunes, has started here. In the first show, Udo
Jurgens was picked by no less than 3 deejays and sang 3 songs in the

show. Other artists featured were France Gall with her first German re-

cording, Guy Mardell, Mary Roos, Tony Sheridan, Gitte, and several others.

Former AFN deejay Charlie Hickman M.C.’d the program.

Electrola has won an important court case in which the independent dis-

tribs who had handled the Electrola product until the firm decided to han-

dle its records strictly through its own distribution channels, cried unfair

practices. The firm won hands down, and now has complete control over

the distribution of its product.

Larry Yaskiel of German Vogue is shouting about new releases getting-

ready for the charts, including “Long Live Love” from Sandie Shaw and a

new German disc from Brian Diamond and the Cutters.

Polydor has released an LP called “The Best of Bert Kaempfert” and is

giving the LP a hard push. Kaempfert is scheduled for a big German ^

buildup to tie in with his new LP and singles.

Teldec reports that a trio of new German releases by Manuela, Ronny ''

and Drafi Deutscher are all headed for top 10 berths. The latter has al-

ready made it. That’s it for this week in Germany.

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Broadway musical hits, introduced here in Japan on films and on stage, are
coming on strong and booming in the record field. Each of the record compa-
nies is very eager to release this music either in original cast version or
sound track. The show music records now on the market, including the jazz
and moody arrangements, are nearly innumerable.

Relating to the original Broadway cast discs, the following are released
by Nippon Columbia, which was the first company to release this sort of
musical and putting one on the market last January. At first, the firm re-
leased the sound track recordings which hit big causing the label to release
a series of Broadway musicals, in various arrangements. They are “Annie,
Get Your Gun” by Doris Day, “King And I” by Barbara Cooke, “Oklahoma”
by John Layton, “Show Boat” by Barbara Cooke, as well as “South Pacific,”

released in the April issue, and “Oklahoma” will be put on the market in June.
“A-Merry-Go-Round,” “Porgy And Bess” and “Guys And Dolls” are sched-
uled from Toshiba Records, who released “No Strings” last year. Also re-
lating to the sound track discs, Nippon Victor plans to release “Sound of
Music” in June, while Nippon Grammohon has already released “Annie, Get
Your Gun” in May and plans to release “Mary Poppins,” and Capitol released
“King And I,” “High Society,” “A-Merry-Go-Round” and “Oklahoma,” all of
which have become best-sellers.

In jazz arrangements, “My Fair Lady,” by Nat King Cole, Oscar Peter-
son Trio and The Andre Previn Quartet are on the scene, while “Sound Of
Music” by Edmund Ros, “Hello, Dolly” by Louis Armstrong and “West Side
Story” by Oscar Peterson Trio are also shown.

NORWAY

Box Editorial

A Conscientious Attitude

THE CASE FOR

We were tempted to headline this editorial “For Big

City Operators Only” but the subject of discussion this

week really cannot be limited to operators and service-

men in the larger metropolitan cities. We’re talking about
the operator, regardless of whether or not he employs
servicemen or doubles in this capacity, who relies too

heavily on the outside service company or the local dis-

tributor to solve his service problems. And we're talking

about all types of equipment—music, amusement and
vending.

The operator with a route in the metropolitan area too
often becomes dependent upon outside service for

even the elementary calls and the eventual outcome is

that he not only drifts further and further away from the

business at hand—namely the operation of automatic
equipment—but in many instances it appears that he
loses control of his route through too infrequent visits to
his locations.

There are operators today who are almost absentee-
owners. This may come as a surprise to the small town
operator who is forced to depend on his own ability to
keep a route running at peak efficiency, but it is true.

Where the telephone call will solve a problem, the num-
ber is dialed. The result is that the operator spends an in-

creasingly larger amount of his profits for service, and in

many cases for unnecessary calls. To draw this situation

out to forecast tomorrow’s costs, the operator’s service

bills must run higher with each passing week simply be-

cause he is not learning anything about the servicing of

his equipment. And the machines are more complex each
year.

The reluctance to employ service people or learn to

perform the service task himself has other ramifications.

Equipment that is not given personal attention tends to

become rundown in appearance as well. The trade-in

price dips, of course, and more losses are incurred.

Equipment shipped to distributor showrooms from out-

of-the-way locations more often than not arrives in good-
looking shape. Machines from locations in the metropoli-

tan cities usually reflect the lack of simple preventive

maintenance steps performed automatically by the more
conscientious and independent operator. It is eye-open-

ing to sit at the elbow of a service company manager,
the service head of a distributor, or even a service engi-

neer of a manufacturer and hear operators complain of

‘breakdowns’ on equipment which call for nothing more
than basic know-how and require simple minor adjust-

ment.

Lack of technical knowledge can no longer serve as the

reason why an operator looks to outside help for his serv-

ice problems. Whether the machine be music, amuse-
ment or vending, the technical knowledge to be gained
from the periodic service schools conducted by the vari-

ous factories today is invaluable. More than ever before

the accent is on service, because herein lies the answer
to greater net profits. Again, the more complex equip-

ment manufactured requires more technical knowledge

than ever before. In addition to the regularly scheduled

service schools, in distributor showrooms and in hotel

and motel meeting rooms across the country, more fac-

tories are conducting five-day classes on the plant prem-

ises with distributors and the operating company sharing

the transportation costs of shuttling servicemen into the

factory.

The manufacturers and the distributors who are pri-

marily concerned with the sale of equipment have long

since discovered that in order for a route—regardless of

the equipment on it—to show maximum profit, either the

operator or his service crew must have a greater working

knowledge of the equipment than called for in the case of

simple changing of records, washing a back glass, or

clearing a coin mechanism.

It’s time the operator realized that profits are where
you find them. And the value placed on information

gained from service classes and used on location is

golden.
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New Seeburg DistribBULLETIN
Rowe Drops Phono Excise Tax

'A Shot in the Arm

WHIPPANY, N.J. — “To show the
proper spirit and help to encourage
the national economy,” Rowe AC Man-
ufacturing jumped one month ahead
of Pres. Johnson’s July 1st federal ex-

cise tax elimination by announcing its

own decision to drop the 10% excise
levy on its coin-operated phonographs
effective June 1st. (The House ap-
proved the resolution last week, pass-
ing it on to the Senate.)

In making the statement, Rowe
president Jack Harper revealed that
the factory would absorb the loss un-
til the official government cut goes
into effect July 1st, which he believes
will surely pass Congress and be
sigrned within a matter of days. The
savings, he said, would be passed on
to Rowe customers and excise costs
spent on phonograph purchases com-
pleted between June 1st and the pres-
ent date would be rebated, he further
advised.
Other phonograph manufacturers

queried indicated that they will wait
and see whether the tax proposal gets
the entire approval of Congress before
they announce their own plans.

Toward A United State

N. J. Industry Leaders Meet In Council

EAST BRUNSWICK, N. J.— Bill

Cannon, president of the New Jersey
Council of Coin Machine Operators,
announced last week that a special
meeting of regional association repre-
sentatives and distributors was held
May 26th here at the Brunswick Inn.
Foremost on the meeting’s agenda

was the group’s plan to introduce leg-
islation in the forthcoming session of
the Trenton legislature on the licen-
sing of and definition of amusement
machines.

Cannon
also spoke to the assemblage on the
new state’s personal property tax
which taxes all property used in busi-
ness at real estate rates.

Chairman of the Board and President,
has doubled its overseas sales between
1962 and 1964, going into many areas
where the automatic dispensing of

merchandise was entirely new.
Plans for the “E” award presenta-

tion will be announced shortly, ac-

cording to Nathan L. Stein, Director
of the Department’s Kansas City
Field Office. The award includes a
blue and gold citation signed in the
name of President Lyndon B. Johnson
by Secretary Connor, an “E” flag and
“E” lapel buttons.
The “E” award for excellence in

exporting is an adaptation of the
World War II “E” awarded industrial
plants for outstanding war produc-
tion. It was revived in December 1961
as part of the national export expan-
sion drive.

“Continued efforts to expand for-
eign trade, such as those of The Ven-
do Company, will further strengthen
our domestic economy, increase jobs
and improve the world trade position
of the United States,” Stein said.

Value Of Mfrs ’ ’64 New Machine Shipments
Goods Sold Thru Vend Equip. Hit Record $3.5 Billion

CHICAGO—The value of manufac-
turers’ shipments of new vending ma-
chines reached an all-time record in

1964, the National Automatic Mer-
chandising Association announced
here last week.
Up more than 11 per cent from

$160,821,000 in 1963, the value of last
year’s shipments reached $179,519,000
according to the annual U. S. Bureau
of the Census study which is under-
wi’itten by the vending industry’s na-
tional trade association.

(The value of goods sold through
vending machines also reached a new
record of $3.5 billion.)

“This new government report fur-
ther illustrates the important role
played by merchandise vending equip-
ment in our economy,” said Thomas
B. Hungerford, the association’s exec-

utive director.

“It underscores the importance of

‘compatible’ coinage for our machines

so that the buying public will be as-
sured trouble-free operation after the
Congress provides for substitute coins
in place of our present 90 per cent
silver alloy dimes, quarters and half
dollars,” he stated.
The previous high in value of ma-

chines shipped was reached in 1962,
when 683,000 new machines accounted
for $172,300,000.
The 66 manufacturers included in

the Census study shipped 608,194 ma-
chines, an increase from 591,665 in
1963. This total is less, however, than
the number of machines shipped in
the three previous years.

Association spokesmen said a trend
to higher-priced machines accounts
for the record dollar value of new
equipment in 1964.

Signiflcant increases were scored in
the number and value of beverage
vending machines, with shipments
worth $121,855,000 representing two-
thirds of the total 1964 production

value. Production of 206,209 new soft

drink and coffee venders compared
with 185,890 in 1963 ($103,360,000 in

1963).
Shipments of confection and food

vending machines totaled 227,020
units worth $31,915,000 (up from
179,703 units worth $29,751,000 in

1963). This total was exceeded only
in 1962.

Reflecting mergers among vending
machine manufacturers, the number
of companies represented in the re-
port is down to 66 in 1964 from 76
in 1963. Nearly twice as many manu-
facturers were represented in the
1958 report when 120 vending ma-
chine manufacturers accounted for
$98,000,000 worth of new machines.
The Bureau of the Census report

includes both domestic and export
shipments of new machines by U. S.
manufacturers. No data are repre-
sented for rebuilt or repaired equip-
ment.
