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The sounds of Broadway and Holly-

wood are tickling the business fancy
of more and more music industry com-
panies. Because of it, the upcoming
1965-66 season looms as one that will

realize spirited competition to nab
scores, both cast and soundtrack. On
the label end, a number of indie op-

erations — those, admittedly, with

parent companies who can dig into

their pockets for the necessary cash—are on the initial look-out for what
they hope will turn out to be lucrative

properties. Publishers, too, who had
previously let show-film music go to

the old-line firms are getting into the

act by going so far as to create separate

show music divisions (manned by
theater music experts) to mull over

and decide on various properties.

What was once the domain of a se-

lect few (both record and publishing

*wise) has evolved into an area where
all sorts of ‘angels’ are rushing in. The
stakes may be high and the gamble for

a major hit a long-shot, but it’s a

chance that both labels and publishers
seem to be more than willing to take.

Why? Obviously, a smash show or

soundtrack acquisition is worth their

weight in heavy investments, since the

returns on a hit can go on for years

and, in one fell swoop, establish a rep-

utation for both a label and publisher.

For the publisher who survives on
the basis of musical fads, the acquisi-

tion of a show-film score—even those
with limited success — offers what
amounts to “instant catalog.” And it’s

“catalog” that many of the publishing

oufits who once confined themselves
to Top 40 hits are discovering is the

way to build a truly secure business.

And, to their credit, they realize that

moving into the show-film area re-

quires separate publishing affiliates

and/or departments, manned by per-

sonnel who know their way around in

the field.

Beyond the borders of the U.S.,

both labels and publishers are totally

aware that American musicals and
films are repeating their domestic suc-

cess in many lands, in areas that until

recently did not constitute much of a
market (e.g. Japan, Israel).

From the creators’ point of view,

this development should be cheered.
Now there is a much better chance
that more properties will be getting an
audition. This is a boon to newcomers,
who have further doors to knock on,

and thereby a greater incentive to

create. Every music man can tell you
a story about the song or property he
turned down that went on to become a
sensation. With additional interested

parties, the “hit” show that has been
shelved may be found.

The special knack that indie label-

publisher operations have in getting

exposure of their material will be most
useful in getting performances of

show-film music. We have already
seen how some publishing operations
have broken tradition and have put
show-film material to market long be-

fore a Broadway opening, seeing well-

received tunes stimulate a “long-
awaited” interest in a production.

More participants in the show-film
category can only mean a brighter ar-

tistic and business future for all con-
cerned.

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Atlantic-Atco LP Sales
Running At Record Pace
NEW YORK—Album sales are at an
all-time sales peak at Atlantic-Atco,
according to Len Sachs, who heads
merchandising and LP sales at the
disk operation.

Sachs reports that sales for the
first four months of 1965 are up 105%
over the same period last year. More-
over, Sachs expects the sales showing
to continue during the summer
months, which, by the way, have been
traditionally a good period for the
label. Sachs based his feelings on a
“exceptional” May and June (first

two weeks) sales level.

An increased sales volume was
noted for Atlantic-Atco and nation-
ally distributed labels, including Stax,
Volt, Dial, Focus, Vault and Moon-
glow. Bill-of-fare selling involves
jazz, pop, R&B and material in new
releases and catalog merchandise.

Artists whose LP’s are part of the
boom include Herbie Mann, Esther
Philips, the Righteous Bros., Solomon
Burke, Otis Redding, Joe Tex, Nat
Adderly, the Modern Jazz Quartet,
Earl Hines, Killer Joe, Acker Bilk,

Bent Fabric and Ben E. King.
These will be joined, says the com-

nany, by Jack Wilson, whose “Brazil-
ian Mancini” LP on the Vault label

has sold between 5000 and 6000 copies
in Southern Calif, in several weeks.

Feller Leaving ABC-Par;
To Relocate In L.A.
NEW YORK—Sid Feller, ABC-Para-
mount Records’ A&R director and the
label’s first employee when it was
formed 10 years ago, is leaving the
company to set up residence in Cali-

fornia, where he will continue as an
yet unannounced association in the
music business. No replacement for

Feller was named.
According to Larry Newton, presi-

dent of ABC-Par, Feller will do free-

lance arranging and conducting for

the label from “time to time,” work-

ing with such performers as Ray
Charles and Frank Fontaine.

While at ABC-Par, Feller cut such

varied performers as Ray Charles, the

Barry Sisters, Steve Lawrence &
Eydie Gorme, Paul Anka, Lloyd Price,

Eddie Fisher, Ferrante & Teicher,

Erroll Garner, Allen & Rossi, Roberta

Sherwood and George Hamilton IV,

Frank Fontaine and Carlos Montoya,

among others.

He also recorded several cast LP’s

for the label, including “High Spirits”

and “Fade Out—Fade In.”

Feller, his wife Gertrude, and their

four children will leave New York
early next month to settle in the Los

Angeles area.

GERMANY—The 5th annual German
Pop Music Festival resulted in a win
for RCA Victor’s Peggy March with
her tune “Mit 17 hat man noch Trae-
ume” (A 17 Year Old Still Has
Dreams) written by Heinz Korn and
published by Hans Gerig Music.

Despite early disputes on the choice
of entries, the festival was a big sue- '

cess and the festival entries are ex-
pected to rack up huge record sales.

It all started with the entry of 234
songs by composers and lyric writers
from all over Germany. Each writer
paid a fee of $25 and sent a demo of
the tune to be heard by the jury of
13 persons headed by composer Franz
Grothe and made up of prominent
members of the press, publishing pro-
fession, authors, composers and rep-
resentatives of the record industry.
The jury chose 24 songs to be sung
by the 12 artists already picked by
the record industry to enter the festi-
val. A preliminary contest was held in
Berlin on national TV and Infratest,
the testing institute, made a study of
the German viewers and chose the 12
finalists for the end round held in
Baden-Baden on June 12.

Protest Denied
After the 24 entries were chosen,

several publishers and writers pro-
tested the choices saying that the
producers and record firms had al-
ready picked many of the entries
written by “house” composers for
their stars. This caused a tremendous
press reaction, and even a leading
trade paper jumped on the bandwagon
denouncing the festival. All charges
were checked out by a fact finding
board and devaluated. The Baden-
Baden festivities started on Thursday,
June 11 at a wine test and cold cuts
banquet held at the Windeck castle.
Dr. Erich Schulze, the head of GEMA,
announced that every one should eat,
drink and make merry as this may be
the last meal at the festival, but the
next day at the press conference, it

was decided that the festival would
be continued. For the first time, an
official press conference was held.

Festival Disk Sales

Dr. Schulze lead off the conference
by reporting that in the four years of

the festival over 7% million records
have been sold of festival entries, in-

cluding 1,255,000 copies of the 1962
winner, “Zwei Kleine Italiener” (Two
Little Italians) sung by Conny Froe-
boess for Electrola, written by Chris-
tian Bruhn and Georg Buschor and
published by Peter Meisel in Berlin.
1,050,000 copies of 1963’s winner,
“Ich will ’nen Cowboy als Bann” (I

Want to Marry a Cowboy) sung by
Gitte of Electrola, written by Rudi
Lindt and Peter Stroem and published
by Minerva Music in Cologne and by
the end of 1964 sales on the 1964 win-
ner “Liebeskummer lohnt sich nicht”
(It Doesn’t Pay To Be Lovesick) sung
bv Siw Malmkvist of Metronome and
once again written by Christain Bruhn
and Georg Buschor and published by
Peter Meisel in Berlin had reached
the 880,000 sales mark.

Dr. Schulze said that the reason
for the festival is to give the German
authors a chance to present new mate-
rial and publicize German material in
order to successfully compete with
top foreign material which continues
to flood the market here. He said that
the festival proves that German mu-
sic is able to successfully compete in
quality with foreign numbers.

Dr. Schulze stressed the popularity
of the festival with the public. Over
39% of all possible viewers saw the
preliminary contests this year in Ber-
lin and last year’s festival had a 50%
viewer count. He pointed out the
problems arising from this year’s fes-
tival. He said that each jury member
had 3 points to give for each number
and since the top choice had 37 points
of a possible 39 and the last of the 24
entries had 22 points it was impossi-
ble for a few jury members to swing
the results.

Lawyer Explains Finalists

The lawyer who checked the charges
then spoke saying that it was pretty
logical that the top writers of mate-
rial and the hit makers of today were
the people with entries in the finals
and that this just proves the fact that
the hit writers were the best in the
market. It is also natural that the so
called “house” composers of several
artists were most capable of writing

announcement to distribs and branch
sales managers emphasizing Dylan’s
rising international popularity. The
keynote to all merchandising, adver-
tising and publicity is provided by the
folksinger’s emergence as one of the
most important young American en-
tertainers to appear in England in

recent years. The label’s distribs have
been alerted to the tremendous suc-
cess of Dylan’s recently completed
tour of England where enthusiasm
for the artist reached a pitch com-
parable to that created in the U.S.

On All Disks; Columbia & Capitol Stand Pat
NEW YORK—The repeal of the manu-
facturers’ excise tax on disks was ex-

pected to become law over the week-
end, with passage of the overall cut

on excise taxes by Congress producing
a speedy response from RCA Victor,

Columbia and Capitol.

RCA Victor announced an across-

the-board reduction in the list price of

its disks, while Columbia and Capitol
issued special statements in view of

the expected signing of the Bill into

Law by President Johnson on Friday
or Saturday. Decca Records said it

had no statement to make.

Victor’s Move
Victor, through Norm Racusin, vp

the phonograph record manufacturer
for many years.

“This tax, together with widespread
use of records as ‘loss leaders’ and the
prevalence of exaggerated discounting
has produced an era of ‘profitless

prosperity’ for record companies.
“Columbia will use the monies made

available by the repeal of the excise
tax to contribute to the stimulation of
the growth of the record industry,
thereby the general economy. We will
announce the first of a series of dra-
matic merchandising and ad programs
at our national sales confab in July.
We will also be enabled to continue to
serve the record buying public by ex-
panding our activities in costly areas
of cultural and classical recordings.

“We believe that our plan will be
of ernormous benefit to the consumer
and the entire record industry.

“Floor stock rebates on our prod-
ucts in the hands of distributors and
dealers will be made in accordance
with the law. Detailed instructions
and forms will be issued as soon as
regulations are available from the
Internal Revenue Service.”

CRDC Comments
Capitol Records Distributing Corp.

made the following announcement:
“1. CRDC contemplates no price or

discount changes before July 1; 2. No
decision on the possibility of a dis-
count will be made before July 1; 3.

Detailed Government directives on
floor stock inventories have not been
received. It is presumed, however,
that any inventories ultimately sub-
mitted to CRDC must differentiate by
album prefix; 4. It is CRDC’s firm
conviction that retail price trends on
records continuously yield value ben-
efits to the consumer far beyond
economic wisdom. Consumer prices
today reflect competitive pressures,
rather than true costs of product, pro-
motion and distribution.”

“To be eligible for prospective floor
stock refund of excise tax you must
by law take inventory of all London
and London Group Records on hand at
beginning of business on morning of
first day after President signs bill.

You should imme-
diately advise your customers to take

Showcasing her capabilities on both the
soft and pop levels, the songstress covers a cross-
section that includes “Who Can I Turn To,” “It’s
Not Unusual” for contrast, and her latest hit, “I
Love You So” for insured sales. The exciting art-
istry of the lark, a brilliant sampling of songs,
and the soft ork-chorale backing are fused on this
Coral LP into a chart bound platter.

Softly sup-
ported by a chorale and light orking, Stewart
stands squarely in the spotlight with vocals that
should attract considerable attention for the set.

The first-class trumpeting of Doc Severinsen

HUCKLEBERRY HOUND TELLS STORIES OF
UNCLE REMUS—Hanna Barbera HLP 2022
The immensely successful television cartoon

team of Hanna-Barbera have moved into the re-

cording field with a series of children’s stories

narrated and sung by their popular comic char-
acters. In this session, the captivating canine,
Huckleberry Hound, recreates some of the fam-
ous Uncle Remus fables, which have delighted
and entertained youngsters down through the
ages. Featuring Huckleberry’s version of such
tales as “Brer Rabbit And The Tar Baby” and
Brer Rabbit And The Briar Patch,” this LP
should go over very well with the children.

THE COLLECTOR — Orig. Soundtrack — Main-
stream 56053/ S/6053
Winner of several awards at the Cannes Film

Festival, William Wyler’s “The Collector” is

graced with a splendid score from the pen of
Maurice Jerre, composer of the music for “Law-
rence of Arabia.” Steeped in psychological mood
building, the songs capture a tension while pro-
ducing a captivating and memorable theme. Com-
bining the best of contemporary classical and
light movie thematic traditions, this soundtrack
should prove extremely popular with viewers of
the movie. Tracks that are suited to program-
ming include: “Captive” and “Temptation.”

SOFTLY.'—Wanda de Sah—Capitol T/ST 2325
Following her fascinating first LP with a soft

samba-jazz trio backing, Wanda de Sah returns
supported by strings and brass as well on this
collection of bossa nova softies for lively good
music segments and possible pop airing.

With the art of bellydancing enjoying a great

amount of popularity here in the United States,
Musicor has compiled over fifty tunes most often
associated with this form of dance, done in the
exciting arrangements of Gus Vali and his or-
chestra. Arranged in six medleys, the tunes are
mostly native of various lands of the Middle
East, and are all full of the intense hypnotic
turbulence of the Oriental belly dance. Included
among the grooves are the exotic sounds of

Johnny “Crazy Otto” Maddox, whose tinkling

ragtime piano has long been a favorite with
many music lovers, offers another sparkling as
sortment of tunes that date back to the famous
“good old days.” In a session of light, bubbly
nostalgia, the keyman tickles the ivories with a
happy, rollicking touch that’s sure to please the
oldtimers and a great many of the newtimers as
well. Among the featured tracks on this one are
“Sweethearts On Parade,” and “Sentimental
Gentleman From Georgia,” as well as “Turke-
stan.”

JAZZ PICKS
FATHA—The New Earl Hines Trio—Columbia CL
2320/CS 9120

Something old, something new, and plenty of
blues make for easy programming on this Co-
lumbia outing by the New Earl Hines Trio. Long
a keyboard leader in jazz circles, Hines is ably
supported by Oliver Jackson on drums and bass-
ist Ahmed Abdul Malik, with whom he has been
playing only shortly over a year. The selections
include many standards as well as newies, featur-
ing “The Girl From Ipanema,” “Saint James In-
firmary Blues,” with a vocal by Hines, and
“Breezin’ Along With The Breeze.”

THE THING TO DO—Blue Mitchell-
Blue Note 4178

Sporting a lineup of former members of the
Horace Silver Quintet, and much of the fire that
the combo featured, the five-man combo headed
by Blue Mitchell on trumpet comes off very well
on this Blue Note LP, “The Thing To Do.”
Mitchell’s sidemen on this session were Junior
Cook (tenor sax), Chick Corea (piano), Gene
Taylor (bass) and Aloysius Foster (drums), all

performing beautifully on this tantalizing collec-

tion of five tracks. Highlights are: “Fungii
Mama,” “Chick’s Tune” and the title cut.

INSIGHT—Rod Levitt—RCA Victor
LPM/LSP-3372

Currently showing a keen interest in trombon-
ists, RCA Victor’s recording of ten tracks by the
Rod Levitt Orchestra stands out as an achieve-
ment neither of Levitt nor his sidemen, but by a
perfectly collaborating combo. Occasional solo

showings stand out, but it is the octet’s ability to

create an evocative mood that makes this the
magnificent set that it is. Breaking into swing
every now and then, the album is primarily
moody, with shining tracks to be found on “Vera
Cruz” and “Fugue For Tinhorns.”

Two monumental figures, Coleman Hawkins
and Lester Young, are presented in exceptional

performances cut in 1943 on this outstanding LP.
The two, who were for a long time the leading

lights of tenor sax artistry and jazz directions,

come off brilliantly on the twelve tracks, (four

featuring Young,) in a set that will interest long

standing jazz fans and those whose affinity for

jazz goes into the formulative periods. On the

disk are: “Crazy Rhythm,” “Stumpy” and
“Linger Awhile.”

NEW DIRECTIONS—David Mack—Serenus SRE
1009/SRS 12009

Subtitled “Essays for Jazz Band,’ this package
of nine David Mack compositions comes off with

a flare that should grab a good deal of deejay

response. Mack’s virtuosity with a baton is

equalled by his versatility with a pen as he

directs the orchestra in big band readings of

tunes as divergent in nature as “Dreamy Fugue,”

“Clockwork Boogie” and “Half-Tone Poem.” This

brilliant set makes wonderful use of big band
harmonies behind some very fine solo showings in

a superb showcase.

SHOSTAKOVICH: SYMPHONY NO. 7 “LENIN-
GRAD”; Leonard Bernstein conducting the New
York Philharmonic; Columbia M2L 322/M2S 722

A monumental work by one of the leading com-

posers of the twentieth century, Shostakovich’s

“Leningrad” Symphony is given a magnificent

reading by the New York Philharmonic under the

direction of Leonard Bernstein. The stirring emo-
tional build of the music is exquisitely handled

on this Columbia package, building in the initial

and final movements to an ecstatic climax. The
two-disk set should be much sought after by
afficionados of contemporary classical music.

BARTOK: CONCERTO FOR ORCHESTRA;
Fritz Reiner and the Chicago Orch.; RCA Victrola

VIC/VICS-1110
One of Bela Bartok’s most frequently per-

formed works, the “Concerto for Orchestra” has

enjoyed tremendous popularity, and this Victrola

recording by Fritz Reiner with the Chicago Sym-
phony Orchestra is one of the most sensitive and
appealing of the readings available. The moody
and intense opus is rendered simply with greater

emphasis on the main themes, while none of the

Otf Without Pulitzer Prize?

NEW YORK—If the Pulitzer Prize
can’t include music in its annual se-

lections, the world of music, especially
in America, is better off without a
Pulitzer Prize. This is the contention
of composer, onetime Pulitzer Prize
winner William Schuman, who ad-
dressed the recent graduating class of
Brandeis Univ. on the subject.
The Pulitzer music committee has

not made a music award for two
straight years. A recommendation
that Duke Ellington be given a special
award for his contributions to music
was turned down by the advisory
committee. This led to a resignation
of two members of the music com-
mittee, Winthrop Sargeant and
Ronald Eyer.
Schuman called for new procedures

that would give the Pulitzer music
awards “a professional prestige to
match their public prestige, a reality
to match their image.” He asked that
musicians and musical scholars be
added to the advisory board, which is

largely composed of editors and pub-
lishers, as well as the music commit-
tee, which is selected from music
critics.

Declaring that no-prize years “dis-
courages public acceptance of new
music and is a black eye on our com-
posers,” Schuman said he knew of a
number of -works unveiled last year
that were of a high quality.

Secret Seven

Behind the innocent-sounding rubric of

Marathan Productions, Inc., lurk seven

grimly determined men, carefully conceal-

ing their identities. Spies? In a sense. They

are seven bright and serious musicians (one

conductor, one opera composer, two classi-

cal composers, one pianist, two music

teachers) who have watched, with mixed

and simmering emotions, while various hir-

sute. caterwauling creatures piled up for-

tunes in the big-bang universe of rock ’n’

roll.

‘‘There was a resentment among these

serious composers that rock-’n’-roll people

were making so much more money than

they were,” says New York lawyer Nathan

Weiss, who is president and spokesman for

this musical Smersh. “Not only can they

write rock V roll,” Weiss continued, ‘‘but

they can do it so much better than the

regular rock-’n’-roll composers.”

The secret seven decided that they could

“synthesize the trend,” and create, in cold

blood, the next sensation in pop music.

They are working incognito because, as

college professors and classical musicians,

they feel association with so profoundly

lowbrow an enterprise would compromise

their present positions. “It’s fascinating,”

says Weiss, “to watch these serious com-

posers listening to this pop music with as

much intensity as they listen to sympho-

nies. They listen day in and day out,

studying the elements of sex appeal, qual-

ity of voice, type of song—the New York

sound, the Liverpool sound, the hybrid

sound, the Rolling Stones, the use of differ-

ent instruments. Our composers take rock-

’n’-roll music apart like chemists.”

‘ITALIAN THING’: Marathan sees the

English sound on the wane and believes the

time is ripe for a new American sound

—

but with a difference. One of the anony-

mous composers, who lives in Italy part of

the year, feels that Italian pop music with

its softer, more relaxed beat, would be the

perfect catalytic ingredient. “In between

any new phenomena,” says Weiss, “there
j

is a novelty area, and this Italian thing

would fill a temporary gap.” Marathan has

already arranged to hold auditions in Rome

for bel canto rock V rollers to sing their

new songs. “It could start an Italian

wave,” said Weiss excitedly. “Even the

hair-do is different.”

Marathan’s masked marvels have even

decided what their new sound is going to

be called. “Our sound won’t be square,”

says the opera composer. “It will be the

Round Sound.” And he added: “There’s a

big difference between the Americans and

the Europeans. The Americans, I think,

are boring to listen to—the rhythm is

steady, square, unvarying. Our sound will

be more melismatic—melodic, that is. And

it will be more romantic—not sentimental,

but sexual.” Strange talk from a man

!
whose name operagoers would recognize.

“You’d think serious composers would look

I down on this sort of thing,” muses front

man Weiss. “But it’s so lucrative . .
.”

material for the artists that they had
worked for during the past years. Dr.
Schulze pointed out that this contest
is not an amateur festival and that
the pros proved their value. The fact
that the artists were picked before
the festival and not after the songs
were written was explained as a re-

quest of the authors and not the rec-

ord industry so that the writers could
tailor make material for the artists

appearing. All writers had the same
chance, said Dr. Schulze. He pointed
out that negative press reactions
could cause the end of the festival

and asked for constructive criticism

and gave all members of the press a
chance to voice their problems, but
none came forth.

This ending of the fight for the
festival cleared the air. After the
press conference, Electrola held an
impromptu conference for The Pea-
nuts from Tokyo who came and con-
quered with their Japanese dress and
a few songs in their native language.
The gals were great in the out-of-

competition program as was Ger-
many’s top selling record star Freddy
Quinn and old timer Johannes Hees-
ters.

On the 12th, the 12 finalists were
presented and the counting of votes
began. There were 660 votes in all.

220 members of the audience were
given voting cards at random, the 11
radio stations in Germany each had
20 people as guests from the public
and each had a vote, and 220 votes
came from the TV viewer test from
the preliminaries. Here’s a chart
showing the exact count as it hap-
pened.

After the festival, dinner was held
for all present and the “Spatz”
awards were made for the actual best
selling records of 1964. The winner
of the golden “spatz” or Sparrow was
Freddy for the second year in a row
with “Junge, komm bald wieder” writ-

ten by Olias-Rothenberg and pub-
lished by Edition Esplanade. The
Polydor waxing has sold over 1.8 mil-
lion records to date. We’ll do a more
detailed story on this next week. The
silver “spatz” went to Rex Gildo and
Gitte of Electrola for “Vom Stadt-
park die Laterne” written by Gietz-
Feltz and published by Hans Gerig
Music and the bronze “spatz” was
awarded to the 1963 festival winner
“Ich will ’nen Cowboy als Mann” once
again by Gitte for Electrola with the
writers Rudi Lundt and Peter Strom
of Minerva Music.
Pop music is big business in Ger-

many with over 43 million records
sold in 1964 which is 79.4% of the
total record sales, and the German
Song Festival continues to play an
important role in the German record
business.
The contest win for Peggy March

will certainly help her career all over
Europe as the contest was viewed in

Belgium, Holland, Austria and Switz-
erland as well as Germany. The
chai’ming miss who made her first

appearance at the festival as a non-
performing guest is the first Ameri-
can to win the festival. The other
performers will also realize substan-
tial sales on their records. Here’s a

Form Computer Service

To 'Predict
7

Hit Decks

LOS ANGELES—COMPASS, a new
:oncept employing an electronic com-
puter to predict the probability of a
lew recording becoming a sales hit,

;vas unveiled last week at a press
inference at the Beverly Hills Hotel
iy Ted Randal and Allen D. Allen, co-

;reators and partners in COMPASS,
rhe new service was described as

bringing “space-age technology to

;he music-radio business for the first

;ime.”
COMPASS, which is an abbrevi-

ition for Computer Assessed Record
Data, has been tailored by Randal
and Allen as a nation-wide service

for radio stations, record manufac-
turers and distributors. Employing
a specially developed electronic com-
puter called SIRUP, for Single Rec-
ord Unit Projector, the COMPASS
service is said to project the “hit

probability percentage” of all new
recordings immediately following
their national release and in follow-

up.
Developed by Allen, the computer

is armed with the previous sales per-

formances of more than 10,000 rec-

ords released during the past two
years. To this “memory” is added a

continuing flow of pertinent infor-

mation regarding each new record

release compiled by Randal from
selected sources. SIRUP then proc-

esses all of the information to pro-

ject the probability-percentage of

the record becoming a hit.

The computer analysis is broken
down into three categories, project-

ing the probability of the record hit-

ting: a) the top 50; b) the top 10
and c) the number one in sales.

The machine is fed such factors

as: artist, label, “enthusiasm,” chart
activity, tradepaper and deejay
picks.
COMPASS data is transmitted to

subscribers by Bell System Teletype
(TWX) compatible with most radio

station systems at a rate of 60 words
per minute. The date is transmitted
directly from the computer to a
punched tape which programs the
teletype. Companies not having the
TWX service will receive the data by
wire or air mail special delivery.

association with Aberbach Music. The writers, discovered by Harry Walters of
the Peter Gormley Organisation, have penned Billy Fury’s new single, “In
Thoughts Of You.” issued on Decca and published by Essex Music. Cliff Rich-
ard and Frank Ifield have also cut numbers bv the trio for future release bv
E.M.I.
Shadam will operate from 17, Savile Row, London, W. 1. Walters has also

The Copyright Council of the Ministry of Education received from its five

ibcommittees on an over-all revision of the 66-year old Japanese Copyright
aw.

The major revisions proposed in this draft are the following:

1) The extension of the copyright protection period for authors and writers
> 50 years after the death of the author or writer from the present 35 years.

2) The stronger protection of copyrights on musical compositions.
a) The elimination of the present article 30 item 8. According to

article 30 item 8, it is free for users to use records in broadcasting and
public performance by only mentioning the name of the label. But copy-
right owners would have the right to license such use.

b) The establishment of provisions concerning copyrights for the pro-
tection of actors, singers, recording companies and broadcasting corpora-
tions. The right for license would also be rendered to recording companies,
based on copyrights, but it would be limited to broadcasting for the time
being. In this case, the term will be 20 or 30 years after mechanical re-

production or the first broadcast. The rights such as master right, etc.

protected in the Copyright Law at present would be transferred to the

protection on all copyrights.

3) A definite provision on moral rights.

4) A provision to give protection on motion picture copyrights to either the
lm company, or the director, producer, scenario writer, and music composer.

5) The extension of the copyright protection period for movies and news-
jels to 50 years from the present 10 to 35 years from the time of their first

ublication or release.

6) The extension of the translation or adaptation right on foreign literary

'orks, which now expires in 10 years after the first publication, to 50 years
fter the original author’s death.

Chad Allen
and the Expressions have just completed an American session for Sceptre,
says Reg Ayers. They are red hot at the moment with “Tossin’ and Turnin’ ”

heading for the top of all Canadian charts and expected to do likewise upon
release stateside. Ayers is also getting big sales action on “Give Us Your
Blessings” by the Shangri Las. . . . The Herman’s Hermits LP, “On Tour,”
has been an instant best seller throughout Quality’s mid west sales area.
Stores are clammering for it everywhere. . . . Whitey Haines at B.M.I., Canada
reports chart action on “Hum Drum” by Derek and Ed in several key centres.
Reports have it happening on a station playlist in Nashville. This won’t hurt
one bit. No word yet on whether or not it has been released in the U.S.
Haines also indicates there was considerable delight around B.M.I. H.Q., in

Toronto as Cash Box reviews of two B.M.I. properties, “Lost In The Shuffle”
by Stonewall Jackson and “Picking Up My Hat,” indicated that big things,
chartwise, could be in store for the two songs in question. The firm reports
that Diane Leigh’s debut on Capitol comprises two of B.M.I. ’s best, “Won’t Be
A Lonely Summer (After All)” b/w “Day After Lonely Day.” The “Summer”
side is a cover on a British chart item by Jerry Martin, who incidentally is

soon to appear in Canada on Barry, and the flip is a composition of well
known show biz writer, Alex Barris. They say, moreover, that Doug Crosley’s
soon-to-be-released album debut on RCA Victor will include Johnny Cowell’s
goodie, “Lonely Girl.” By the way, young Crosley will more than give the
big stars a run for their money in the developing chart fight with the movie tune,
“Forget Domani.” It’s his debut RCA single, and it’s great. He has been a
regular on CBS TV’ers for some years now, but this is his first venture of
any consequence into the world of wax. His version of the song from “Yellow
Rolls Royce” will more than hold its own with others hitting the country’s
turntables almost daily. Doug is from Oshawa, Ontario, and he’s a very tal-
ented and very commercial singer. . . . “Man In The Raincoat” is set for a
revival via a U.S. release on Borda by A1 and Ina Harris. Canadian release will
follow shortly by way of Harold Pounds’ Sparton label. . . . Tony Caticchio
send along the latest release from Trans Canada. Introduced in this release is
a brand new label, Laniel. Big name talent, proven in the French Canadian
market, appear on the initial three releases. Les Sultans, Tony Dallara and
Christine Breton are featured on the fledgling label’s first release. Included in
the group are three newies under the Trans Canada banner, headlined by a
new one from Margot Lefebvre. . . . They’re still talking about the fantastic
success the Herman’s Hermits show enjoyed in Montreal. The record men,
and ladies, in the city are all raving over the entire cast and its performance.
Emceed by Dave Boxer of CFCF, the show spotlighted, in addition to Herman
and his gang, the Zombies, who reportedly just tore the place up, and Freddy
Cannon, who was enthusiastically received by the big and vocal audience. Gave
Galin at London, home of the Zombies (the record act that is), reports that
the Montreal reception for the group was repeated everywhere the show
played. Record product by the group is showing a marked increase in sales
following their personal appearances across Canada. . . . Cosmo Filane was a
Cash Box visitor with a master tape of his recent session recorded in England.
It’ll be a very commercial package when it appears on the market, through
the efforts of Art Snider. At this writing, the label is not confirmed. Most com-
mercial side in the set is “No Money,” while first class updaters on “Enjoy
Yourself (It’s Later Than You Think),” “Lazy Mary” will win many new
fans for the artist, and please his old faithful ones. It’ll be a strong package,
and that’s for sure. . . . Barry Paine has high hopes for a Decca newie,
“Temper Tantrum” by the Warlocks. . . . Pierre Lalonde offers a new style
on his latest Apex outing, “I Believe In Miracles.” . . . The Scotty Stevenson
C&W outing on London is getting considerable airplay, with the action side
developing as the Webb Pierce while-backer, “Sparkling Brown Eyes.” Two
members of the group, the Canadian Nighthawks, Ruthie and Bemie MacLean
are featured on another London single. She solos on “Til I Can Talk To You,”
her own song, and the husband and wife team duet on the flip, “You Thought I
Thought.” . . . “My Girl Sloopy” continues to show up on chart after chart,
and the Red Leaf people couldn’t be happier.

ITALY (Continued)

As we have often mentioned in this column, the initiative taken by different
record firms to cut the price of Classical records, was welcomed by the public.
This decision got surprising results, gathering many new fans for the classical
repertoire. Of course the prices were cut only for the mono albums. Another
long step towards a further diffusion of classical music, is being made thanks
to the initiative taken by the record firms to also cut the price of the stereo
albums. Heading the drive was EMI Italiana, which recently announced the
new stereo release of the entire successful series “Invitation To The Music”
at the price of Lit. 2.400 ($3.90) for each stereo album.

Similar steps were taken by Decca Italiana which has just put on the market
the first release of a series that includes some of the classical works performed
by famous artists and international orchestras. The series is called “Asso Di
Quadri” stereo and is sold, as in the case of EMI Italiana, at Lit. 2.400.

This series cannot be considered a low quality series, since it includes first

class and very recent recordings performed by artists like Solti, Ansermet,
Muchinger, Sutherland, Tebaldi and Nilsson. Of course, these moves will
serve as a strong impulse for the album market, which, according to the record
firms and record retailers, is still increasing little by little in spite of the
desperate slump which has hit the single record field.

In Sweden, the
tune was penned by Thore Skogman.
NPA (Nordisk Polyphon Akts.) is very pi-oud announcing the release of

Carl Nielsen’s “Third Symphony,” cut recently with Leonard Bernstein con-
ducting Denmark’s famous Det Konogelige Kapel (The Royal Danish Sym-
phony Orchestra). Nielsen was born 100 years ago and died in 1931.

Enny Denita recorded “Harlekino” and “Spaar Je Tranen,” Belgian Tony
Geys recorded “Jumper-Bumper” and “Waterchocola,” the famous German
group Die Regenfeiffer recorded “Oh, Helen” and German Electrola will re-
cord the Hans Bradtke-version of “Heel De Wereld Kun Je Kopen.”
Joop Portengen obtained rights to “II Silenzio,” already a big hit in Italy,

Austria and Germany, and two Dutch records are now in preparation. Fur-
ther, Joop Portengen obtained three songs, on the Top Ten in Germany,
Draft Deutscher’s hit “Hast Du Alles Vergessen,” Manuela’s hit “Zwei Schat-
ten An Deinem Fenster” and Suzie’s “Wonderin’” (“Ich War Allein”) Dutch
versions will be recorded by Tony Light, Trea Dobbs and Suzie herself.

COIN MACHINES & VENDING The growth of the coin machine and vending export

market—from $20 million in 1958 to last year’s $44
million—has made large export firms out of small ones
but fortunately, the expansion has enabled the smaller

firms to survive and succeed. It appears that because of

the nature of the export business, there will always be
room for the wholesaler who ships small quantities of

music, amusement and vending equipment.

Cash Box Editorial

U.S. EXPORTS
There’s Room In the

Export Market for the

Smaller Wholesalers

From the start, one of the prime requisites for success
in this market, has been specialized service — good
equipment delivered on schedule and at a competitive

price. While the big coin machine export houses are in a

position to fill large size orders regularly, many distribu-

tors around the country have developed a comparatively

small following of buyers around the world and service

has made this possible. It can be profitable.

Several months ago one exporter in particular, who
devoted about one-tenth of his time to overseas ship-

ping, was selling juke boxes to Greece and to Cyprus.

The weekly shipments were small and several months
would show only two or three shipments to this port.

Three years ago the entire export trade in the US shipped

less than 300 juke boxes. One year later the figure just

passed the 400 mark to 408 units. Last year Greece

matched its previous 12-month volume in six months'

time. By the end of the year this port had registered 916
juke boxes, almost all used machines. The 1964 dollar

volume was more than a quarter of one million dollars.

For the first three months of this year, Greece bought

266 juke boxes—all used machines—and became the

most fertile new market for the export of coin-operated

music in Europe. And our friend continues to ship regu-

lar amounts, although larger in volume, now that the

country has taken to music.

The reasons for the success or failure of a coin ma-

chine buying country, are varied. Legislative rulings void-

ing amusements, which happens to be the case in

Greece, can boost music machine sales. Stringent credit

restrictions, a situation now in France and Italy, can re-

sult in curtailment of all types of equipment. Where
growth is slow, development in certain countries might

be underway and the eventual full blown market is not

yet at hand. But the patient wholesaler-shipper is the

exporter who benefits. And it is here that the smaller

firm, who doesn’t require heavy volume to make an ex-

port division profitable, can specialize and cultivate a

following in markets around the world.

The knowledgeable exporter—small or large—can

pinpoint his markets and develop a clientele in countries

with past histories of big volume and also in new markets

which record modest purchases, just as Greece did two

years ago. Either way, it’s a slow growth for the small

firm. But once he is established, and any given market

develops to a point where the sales are steady, the

smaller firm’s chances of continuing in that area as a

stable supplier of all types of merchandise, are excellent,

regardless of competition.

Taxes Get Priority

At S.D. Ops Meet
OMAHA—The South Dakota Opera-
tors’ Association business meeting
was held in the Prom Town House, in

this city, Monday afternoon, June 14,

in conjunction with H. Z. Vending &
Sales Company’s gala showing of the
new Rock-Ola phonograph line, and
the COIN meetings. On the dais along
with President Dario Maxwell were
Mac Hasvold, vice president; and
Earl Porter, the perennial secretary-
treasurer.

A happy discussion of the approach-
ing excise tax cuts was somewhat
overshadowed by an ominous warn-
ing from John Trucano, of Black Hills
Novelty Co., Deadwood, S. D., that
the new South Dakota sales tax will

apply to grosses on phonos, games,
and all vending and sales, except cig-
arettes. This law goes into effect July
1. Trucano further warned that state
inspectors will be circulating through-
out the state checking for violators.

Distributing representatives were
asked what impact, if any, the 10%
manufacturer’s excise tax removal
will have on the price of used equip-
ment. Eddie Zorinsky, H. Z. Vending
& Sales Co.; and, John Zagelin and
Solly Rose, of Lieberman Music Co.,

in Minneapolis, advised that it was
much too early to produce a logical

answer to this query.

The South Dakota group briefly

discussed the impact of the one cent
per pack tax increase on the price of
cigarettes. The price of 40^ was de-

bated for awhile. However, Dario
Maxwell asserted that such an in-

crease (to 40<f) would almost certain-

ly result in another tax increase by
the state.

There was a lengthy discussion
among the rank and file on Scopitone,
and its effect on the territory. It was
broadly agreed that this type of

equipment bears favorable results

only during the heavy summer tourist

trade season. The membership favors
equipment that has a more lasting ef-

fect in receipts.

Finally, the membership voted
unanimously in favor of having four
social-business meetings every year.

The next session, incidentally, will be
in Deadwood, August 15-16, hosted by
Johnny Trucano.

AUSTIN, TEXAS—The Governor of
Texas signed a bill last week making
free-play legal on novelty pinball
amusement machines effective Sep-
tember 1st. The passage of the bill

last month and its eventual signing
by the Governor came about after no
less than six long years of effort by
one man in particular, Abe Susman,
owner of State Music Distributors, a
Dallas-based Rock-Ola and Gottlieb
distributing firm.

Part of the text of the bill reads
“.

. . an immediate and unrecorded
right of free play mechanically con-
ferred on players of pinball machines
and similar devices is not intended to

be included in the phrase ‘money,
property, or other valuable things’

. . Text refers to the State’s penal
code which actually placed a value on
a free game. Passage of the bill

emphasized that a free game actually

has no value.
Susman spent most of the past six

years educating legislators as to just

what an unrecorded free play is. The
bill opens the entire state to novelty
pinball amusement machines and was
termed an outstanding accomplish-

Seeburg 6-Mo. Sales

Highest, Profits Off

CHICAGO—Sales of The Seeburg
Corporation in the six months ended
April 30, 1965, were the highest in the
company’s 63-year history. There
was, however, a slight decline in earn-
ings, attributed by management to ex-
traordinary non-recurring expenses
connected with completion of the com-
pany’s new principal plant in Chicago
and the transfer of production from
the old facilities to the new.

Sales in the six months were $41,-

738,244, compared with $35,754,744 a
year ago. Earnings were $1,741,355,
equal to 78 cents per share. During
the comparable 1964 period earnings
were $1,827,337, equal to 83 cents per
share.

Second quarter sales were $21,300,-

167, compared to $20,405,490 a year
ago. Earnings for the three months
were $820,981, or 37 cents per share,
compared to net of $1,107,633 or 50
cents per share, during the compar-
able period of 1964.

All figures pertaining to 1964 have
been restated to include Williams
Electronic Manufacturing Corp. on a
pooling-of-interests basis, and shares
issued in final payment for the 1961
acquisition of Qualitone.

Delbert W. Coleman, chairman, said
that the heavy expenditures neces-
sitated by the need for larger and
newer production facilities would con-
tinue through much of the third quar-
ter. He added that management antic-
ipates that costs will be reduced to

their normal level by the end of the
third quarter. “It is further ex-
pected,” he said, “that in the future
the increased capacity and greater
efficiency of the new plant will lead to
substantially improved profit margins
and the resumption of the steady up-
ward rise in net income that has
marked the company’s performance
during the past several years.”

Phono And Games Displays Spark May 19-31 Paris Fair
PARIS—Although the French coin
machine trade does not have an equip-
ment exposition of its own, it usually
takes advantage of the opportunity
afforded by the annual Foire de Paris
for this purpose. In past years, they
have had to make do with a section
of a pavilion shared by another trade
group or business delegation. For the
first time, in 1964, they were given a
room to themselves by Fair officials

and at this year’s affair held May
19-31, they went one step further
in their independence—the officials

granted them two half-days for clos-
ing the coin machine section to the
public and admitting only members of
this trade to the stands.

Impressions at the Fair were that
French juke box operators have not
been enjoying a very profitable time
due to high license fees and taxes and
there were a number of exhibitors in
this field missing compared with pre-
vious years. Of these French manu-
facturers only Emaphone had pro-

duced a new model for 1965, and it

was based on the now accepted con-

sole style. The French, however, al-

ways enjoy a small gamble on the

National Lottery, or any other lottery
for that matter, and this new 140-
selection stereo Monte Carlo console
incorporates such a gimmick. On the
machine’s facade are twelve num-
bered colored transparencies set in

three rows of four. Behind each row,
a moving light flashes on and off in

back of each transparency in turn.
If the light stops behind pictures giv-
ing certain number combinations when
selection is made, free plays may be
credited. For instance, if pictures
numbered 3, 6 and 9 remain lit, the
customer is awarded six extra plays
and for a single 3, 6 or 9, one extra
play is given.

Last year there were no less than
three of the visual type makes of
juke boxes to be seen but only one
of these, Scopitone, was to display at
the 1965 Fair.
The American market was repre-

sented by the Rowe AMI machines
on the stand of Electronique-Meca-
nique and Wurlitzer by Bussoz. The
European market was represented by
the Franco-Swiss, Jupiter (Electro-

Kicker)
;
the West German Serenade

(Comptoir Europeen Automatique)

and the French Emaphone (Mar-
chant).

Basically the equipment that is dis-

tributed throughout France consists
of machines that give entertainment
only. That is, juke boxes, flippers,

football tables and bowlers, plus of
course vending machines.
One of the biggest exhibitors was

Ets Bussoz who always offers an im-
pressive stand at these exhibitions.
This year they presented their large
selection of Wurlitzer, Williams and
Bally equipment in the surroundings
of a Wild West saloon complete with
saddles and other bridle trappings.
The full Wurlitzer range was on view.
From Williams were Moulin Rouge
single-player, Pretty Baby 2P1 and
Eager Beaver 2P1. Bally was repre-
sented by 50/50 2P1, Band Wagon
4P1 and Magic Circle 1P1 as well as
a six-player Bally bowler. Inside the
saloon, the directors of the company
Mile. Bussoz and M. Di-Meo talked
business and entertained their custo-

mers over the saloon bar.

Universal Amusement, another com-
pany specializing in flippers, distrib-

utes Gottlieb and Midway equipment.

Their display included Gottlieb

(American ex
ports to France during Jan., Feb. an
March of 1965 included: 176 phono
graphs valued at $85,497, amusemen
pieces at $1,186,587 and 567 vendinj

I machines for a total of $162,588.)

Electro-Mecanique represent the Rowe-Ami equip-
ment in France and their stand also showed the
Electronic phonograph which is manufactured in West
Germany.

Universal Amusement are the distributors of Gott-
lieb flippers and Midway games in France and their

stand showed a good variety of this equipment. On
the right of the picture is their Taxi Scope on which
the player can test his driving skill while following
a film on the screen.

The stand of Ets Bussoz took the form of a Wile

ANALYSIS OF THE FIRST QUARTERLY
COIN MACHINE & VENDING

EXPORT VOLUME REPORT 1965
A Review of Coin Machine and Vending Machine Sales

To World Markets During January, February and March 1965

GENERAL
If first quarterly sales figures mean anything, the export business for 1965 should
rank with the year 1963 when each quarter averaged $10 million which is what Jan-March
tallied this year. Last year at this time exporters had racked up $12.9 or about three
million dollars more in business. Most of the dip of course came from the games business
in Europe where legislative rulings have eliminated some healthy markets entirely.
Italy alone dropped to a measly $22 thousand volume whereas last year the three-month
figure was close to $1 million. France dipped by one-half million dolars in games, as
well. Unit figures on Amusement Machines are no longer recorded by the Department of
Commerce. While there has been no official reason for this revision, the fact is ship-
pers' declaration forms continue to indicate the required information. More on this
later. Phonographs passed the nine thousand unit mark with Greece a stand-out. Last
year's total music machine figure totaled 8,438. Vending's slow climb brought the busi-
ness to a $1.7 million volume, small but meaningful. Military bases continued to buy
more and more equipment of all types. Gibralter showed up with strong possibilities
buying 645 amusement machines. Vietnam took close to $20 thousand in amusements . Japan's
progress was slowed to some extent with a dip in games but music steadied. Ethiopia
made a comeback after being blanked for a quarter, with a games purchase. Incidentally
an increasing number of smaller wholesalers indicated greater interest in exporting
than in past months (see editorial). Look for these firms to attempt the export market
business with only those sticking to their guns with service and sales attention, re-
maining for the long pull.

PHONOGRAPHS
Off about $1 million, the music machine business went into about 65 countries with 9,235
juke boxes making the scene. Biggest continent buyer was Europe, natch, with three-
fourths of the total volume. West Germany and Belgium stole the show with more than $1
million each. Japan beat last year's figure with 805 machines being shipped and remem-
ber there are licensees over there, too. The country is moving fast with coin-operated
equipment. There are more than 90 , 000 vending machines alone on location in Japan. Oki-
nawa, technically part of the Japanese Goverment

, buys considerable quantities of all
types of equipment to staff the military bases on that island. Canada keeps its quarter-
million dollar volume steady on the average , but dipped from $317 thousand compared with
this time last year. The figure includes large amounts of new machines, of course. Ja-
maica bought close to $100 thousand in music. Venezuela, long time music machine buyer,
beat last quarter's figure with $100 thousand. The United Kingdom took $272 thousand,
almost even-steven with last year's volume. And look at Greece! A big deal with 266
jukes, and next quarter's figure will be greater. Unfortunately, the purchases are at
the expense, or because of, the closedown on games. The government soured on just about
everything but music. Kenya took 29 juke boxes against 10 last quarter. The country only
bought a total of 46 all last year. The U.S. factories are pushing for greater volume
on new equipment, naturally, with new machine premieres breaking almost simultaneously
with the USA. And the problems appear the same everywhere. But business continues.

AMUSEMENTS
The US Bureau of Census dealt us a crippling blow this month by advising that unit fig-
ures on amusement machines would no longer be made public. Don't ask why, if you're
looking for the reason. At press time, we were expecting to hear from Washington DC but
only silence, or "no quote" was evident. In any case with dollar volume figures
available, it's still simple to compare the quarters and see in which direction we're
heading. We know that Italy is a lost cause, at the moment. Markets open and markets
close. Let's hope this one opens again. Ditto for Greece. At $1 million per quarter,
it's down to $22 thousand, sad indeed. Belgium cut in half its take this quarter, the
only market of any consequence open to bingos. Denmark dipped, Finland increased
from $4 thousand to $32 thousand, France dropped but continued over the million dollar
mark, Netherlands doubled games volume, Norway slid badly, Sweden dropped, Switzer-
land skidded, and Western Germany went up by 50%. The dips for the most part came about
as a result of legislative rulings on bingo games and you can bet that the Continent,
as well as US exporters, will be flooding the market with the multiple coin games to

clear 'em out of the restricted countries. In Africa, where new countries pop up by the

week, Malagas bought $23 thousand in games. Union of So. Africa took $13 thousand. The

$4.2 million total around the world was off, for Jan-March, by $2.2 million, dealing a

crucial blow to the export games business in many countries.

VENDING
When you talk to those who have invested in the development of vending overseas, you

have to listen to the firms who know. There is little sign that vending will take hold

over there as the music and amusement business has, simply because the foreign coun-

tries can manufacture acceptable equipment, whereas they can't compete in music and

amusement. Furthermore, many US factories build equipment on location in Europe and

there is little need for US buying. But the figure for the quarter, nonetheless, reached

$1.7 million, a half-million over last year's comparable quarter. At this rate, perhaps

there's a $7 million volume in the offing, but how much of this is ball gum-bulk equip-

ment? It's hard to tell. The average per-machine cost in vending came in at about $30C

per unit, which leaves room for some high-priced equipment along with the $25 peanut ma-

chines. Europe bought $1.2 million of the total, with Canada buying $381 thousand. The

rest was about evenly distributed among fifteen or twenty countries averaging $15-2C

thousand each. But don't knock the growth from $1.1 to $1.7 million. Everybody should

increase business at this rate.

All-Tech Swings Into Slot Car Racing In Grand Style
Coin-Operated Units Coming In 4 Weeks

HIALEAH, FLORIDA — All-Tech
Industries, after studying the profit

potential for the nation’s latest hobby
and racing car craze, has announced
that it is producing on a full-scale

production line, slot-car racing rigs
which will list f.o.b. for up to $4500.-
00.

President Justin Goldsmith told
Cash Box last week that after viewing
the comparatively short history of
slot car racing in this country, “we’re
stepping into the field with first class
top quality tracks for special racing
center installations.” He added that
special coin-operated models would be
available within four weeks time “but
priced economically for the tavern
operator.”
The latest amusement craze began

in England several years ago and
has gained steadily over here with
California breaking lose with instal-

lations all over the State. Last week,
reports indicated that various instal-

lations are in operation in Philadel-
phia, Ramsey, N.J., Hempstead, N.Y.,
and in Florida, where All-Tech is

producing its line.

The veteran pool table and kiddie
ride manufacturer has models ranging
in size from fifty feet to one-hundred
fifty feet. All-Tech’s manufacturing
facilities are vast to accommodate its

pool table and kiddie ride assemblies
and expanded work and construction
areas are being used to turn out the
company’s initial run.

Practically every home
in the U.S. today has either a high fidelity or expensive stereophonic phono-
graph. The average home acoustics are, as a rule, better than the commercial
place of business. Therefore to bring even better music to the average loca-
tion the music operator must improve his sound system. To induce the
public to spend money they have to receive better value than ever before.”

And judging from the sounds we’ve heard from the new models
at all the showrooms in town you must agree that it’s most available to the
ops who are seeking to improve the cash box take at their locations. . . . Happy
to head that Ed Snider, Southern Cal’s division manager for the Calif.
