Can rock 'n roll tunes constitute

‘catalog’ for a music publisher? The

firm belief five years ago was ‘no.’ At

that time, rock ’n roll material was

stamped: here-today-gone-tomorrow;

any publisher worth his salt could not

kid himself to think otherwise. But, it’s

a half a decade later, and rock 'n roll,

dissimilar as it is from the sound of

1960, is still rock ’n roll. Publishers

who seemingly had one-shot teen-beat

material are discovering that they, in-

deed, have a catalog, for current per-

formers are dipping into years-back

rock-inspired favorites for new ses-

sions.

The interesting sidelight here is that

the British acts are making the most

use out of the oldie-but-goodie teen

items. We won’t be carried away to

suggest that kids may be tiring a bit of

the English Sound, songwise, but it

is apparent that more and more of the

Liverpool-Mersey boys are cutting oldie

made-in-America material, including

such sales stalwarts as the Dave Clark

Five (“I Like It Like That”), Herman’s

Hermits (‘‘Wonderful World”) and

Peter & Gordon (‘‘To Know You Is To

Love You”). Of course, these sessions

mark a return to American tunes for

the Britishers, who once did not have

any other kind of rock ’n roll songs to

turn tn.

Capitol & 4 L.A. Outlets
Ag ree To End 'Exclusives'

HOLLYWOOD—Capitol Records has
entered into a “gentlemen’s agree-

ment” with four Los Angeles radio

stations to end “exclusives,” that is

the performance of disks in advance

of general release and airplay dates.

The outlets have agreed to respect,

the label said, album and singles re-

lease dates set on its product by Capi-

tol Records Distributing Corp., so

that key Capitol product will be

simultaneously aired in the LA area

on a common date and hour.

The four stations are KBLA,
KFWB, KHJ and KRLA, all highly

competitive Top 40 outlets.

Don Anti, music coordinator at

KFWB, told Cash Box that the move

concerns only Capitol product and

“primarily new releases by the

Beatles.”

It’s understood that Capitol will at-

tempt to make similar, voluntary

agreements in other markets where

the heat is on for “exclusive” airing

of disks.

PHILADELPHIA—NARM, the rack-
jobber association, has put itself on
record with regard to the general re-

duction in the suggested list prices

of records, an aftermath of the repeal
of the 10% manufacturers excise tax
on disks.

Here is the complete statement, as
written by Jules Malamud, exec secre-

tary of NARM.
During recent weeks, there has been

much discussion in the phonograph
record industry, concerning the in-

fluence of the repeal of the manufac-
turer’s excise tax on records, on the
price structure of the product.

Subsequent to the repeal, a growing
number of record manufacturers have
announced a “lowering” of the retail

list price of records, approximately
as follows: $5.98 to $5.79; $4.98 to

$4.79; $3.98 to $3.79; etc., down to the
reduction of the $.98 single to $.94’.

The so-called reduction in the list

price has placed the record whole-
saler in an extremely embarrassing
position with the retail outlets to
whom he supplies recoz’ds. How can
the lowering of a $3.98 list price to

$3.79, be regarded as a gift to the
consumer, when the consumer actually
is buying these records for prices
which range from $1.66 to $2.79?
What does a list price for a single
record of $.94 mean, when the public
has been paying anywhere from $.59
to $.79?

All knowledgeable members of the
phonograph record industry, from
manufacturers to mass merchandisers,
know that phonograph records are

Labels Continue To
NEW YORK—More labels joined the
lower suggested list price parade last

Victor Sales, Profits Up
NEW YORK—RCA Victor’s Records
showed substantial sales increases and
continued profit improvement in a re-

port from the Radio Corporation of

America, which last week announced
its best second quarter and first half
in the firm’s history. The report
showed new highs in practically every
phase of operations, with a monthly
sales record set in June. David Sar-
noff, chairman, and Dr. Elmer W.
Engstrom, president, stated that sales
for the month showed a volume of
$186 million, topping by $17 million
the company’s previous high.

Sales for the first-half reached a
record $936.9 million against $899 mil-
lion in the same period of the previous
year, and topped the previous half-
vear high of $913.3 set in the second
half of last year.
Net income for the first half rose to

$43.9 million, or 75 cents a share.
The two executives attributed the

record breaking figures to five bases:
continued sales and profit increases
by the RCA Victor Record division
and service company; continued lead-
ership in the color television and stu-
dio fields: record profits of the sub-
sidiary National Broadcasting Co.;
sustained electronic data processing
sales; and record first-half and sec-
ond-quarter earnings from the elec-
tronic components and devices divi-
sion.

“loss leader prone”, and that so-called

“list price” has little or no relation-

ship to the price at which records are

sold.

As the manufacturers announced

the lowered list prices, this_ gesture

was in some cases accompanied by a

nominal lowering in price from the

manufacturer to the distributor. In

no case did the reduction to the dis-

tributor come close to or equal the

total percentage of the excise tax. In

some cases, the price reduction was
only a few pennies.

Therefore, it behooves all members
of the industry to take a very realistic

look at the manufacturers’ attempt to

satisfy the President’s request to pass

on the excise tax savings to the con-

sumer. In effect, the announcement
of the reduction in list price is mean-
ingless, since a very few records are

in fact sold at list price. Records were
and are one of the best consumer
buys on the market!
The mass merchandisers whose re-

tail operations include phonograph
record departments must_ appraise

this price situation in a realistic, busi-

nesslike manner. After lengthy inves-

tigation into the plans of rack jobbers,

one-stops, and distributors, it is obvi-

ous that in the uncertainty of the
present price situation, nothing con-

crete or permanent can be effected.

Many manufacturing companies have
not lowered their prices at all; of the
companies which have, the reductions
range from a meaningless few pen-
nies to a nominal percentage of the

Columbia Records has released an un-
precedented 6-minute outing called

POP PICKS
KISMET—Original Cast From The Music Theater
of Lincoln Center—RCA Victor LSO 1112/SPRS
6220
RCA Victor has come up with a vibrant record-

ing of the music from the long-time favorite
Broadway musical, “Kismet,” which was re-
cently reborn at the Music Theater of Lincoln
Center. The production spotlights Alfred Drake
(who also starred in the original Broadway ver-
sion), Anne Jeffries, Rudy Vejar and Lee Venora,
features the beautiful and poetic Wright-Forrest
score, highlighted by the haunting “This Is My
Beloved” and the memorable “Stranger In Para-
dise.” This one is an excellent item for the col-
lector’s library.

THE BEST OF HUGO WINTERHALTER—RCA
Victor LPM/LSP 3379
A long-time favorite when it comes to good

music and pleasant listening, Hugo Winterhalter
has packaged just a few of the tunes from the
past that went the hitsville route for him as
singles. Delving back more than a decade, the
conductor-arranger-composer offers a captivating
collection of musical reminiscences, chock full of
sweeping strings and the deep-throated voices of
his famed French horns. Memorable tracks in-
clude “Canadian Sunset” and “Song Of The
Barefoot Contessa,” as well as “Beyond The Blue
Horizon.”

THE WEAVERS REUNION AT CARNEGIE
HALL, PART II—Vanguard VRS-9161/VSD-
79161
The reunion celebrating the fifteenth anni-

versary of the Weavers has become something of
a fable in folk circles, and this second part of the
recording of that event should become an item
much in demand among followers of the folk
scene. Tracks include all seven of the artists who
were at one time or another a part of the team,
and feature many of the group’s most popular
songs including “Kisses Sweeter Than Wine,”
“Old Smokey” and “Rock Island Line.”

DRUM DISCOTHEQUE—Sandy Nelson—Impe-
rial LP 9283/12283
Sandy Nelson, whose throbbing drums have

been the basis for a number of hit teen dance-
ables, has come up with a discotheque-styled
package which covers all of the latest dance floor

fads. The steady, pulsating beat that draws the
dancers to the floor reaches an apex in track one
and continues with the same constant drive all

the way to the end, varying only with the tempo
of the different dances. Solid tracks include “Shot-
gun,” “Sidewinder” and “Land Of A Thousand
Dances.”

PEANUTS—The Sunglows—Sunglow LP/SLP
103
One of the oldest of the popular dance steps in

the country, the polka, has prompted plenty of
albums in recent years, and this package by the
Sunglows certainly ranks high among them. The
inborn gaiety and sparkle of the polka has re-
ceived a light and witty treatment in the hands of
the group, which performs with a refreshing
amount of verve and bounce. Some of the top
grooves on this set, in addition to the title track,
include “Beer Barrel Polka” and “La Rancho
Grande.”

THE ART OF LOVE—Cy Coleman—Capitol
T/ST 2355
From the forthcoming motion picture release,

“The Art Of Love,” Cy Coleman plays and con-
ducts his own musical score in his latest Capitol
platter. The highly rated comedy, which stars
James Garner, Dick Van Dyke, Elke Sommer and
Angie Dickinson, has been well seasoned with
charm and romance in the form of the delightful
themes created by Coleman. Some of the more en-
chanting pieces from the score include “Nikki,”

With plenty of hits in the past, Arthur Lyman

has come up with another pleasurable musical
performance that’s sure to delight his many fans.
The jazz-flavored Lyman sound is in high gear
for this session, which features a batch of recent
and while-back hits, as well as exotic sounds from
far off lands. Included among the tunes which are
readily identifiable are “Days Of Wine And
Roses” and the recent biggie, “Cast Your Fate
To The Wind,” while the package also features
the spicy “Crickets Of Karachi.”

ANNETTE SINGS GOLDEN SURFIN’ HITS—
Vista BV/STER 3327

Annette, whose career blossomed via the Walt
Disney “Mickey Mouse” TVer, is off and running
with a great batch of biggies from the surfin’
scene. Among the more well-known sounds from
the hard-moving beach ditties, with which the
ex-mouseketeer really swings, are the former
Beach Boys biggies, “Surfin’ USA” and “Surf
City.” Also included among the tracks is her
latest single side, the title theme from the Disney
flick, “Monkey’s Uncle,” in which the songstress
plays a featured role.

THE DON HO SHOW—Reprise R/RS 6161
Often referred to as the Hawaiian Trini Lopez,

Don Ho and his ensemble work up a sweat in
pouring out a parcel of entertainment that has
excited unprecedented sales in the Island State
and could do the same on the mainland. The LP
rocks and sways in alternately up-tempo and
island rhythms with outstanding tracks includ-
ing “La Bamba,” “Hawaiian Wedding Song” and
“A Taste of Honey.” A worth while platter for
change-of-pace spinning with a pleasant kick.

MISS MORGANA KING—Mainstream—56052
A down-to-earth exponent of the jazz-blues

style who’s gradually attracting a larger and
larger following. Morgana King should draw
many fans to the fold with this outing. The lark,

who handles a song with a distinctively lively and
feelingful style, is at her best on this package,
which features some of the most vivid blues-
styled tunes of our times. Highlighting the tracks
are “The Night Has A Thousand Eyes” and
“Bluesette,” as well as “Try To Remember” from
“The Fantasticks.”

POP BEST BETS
THE WHOLE WORLD DANCES—Ernie Heck-
scher—Columbia CL 2332/CS 9132
Sweeping ballads and Latin tempo favorites are

heaped into a charming package for the “ball-
room” crowd and swing set on this Columbia out-
ing featuring the band of Ernie Heckscher. Lush
and hearty interpretations of tunes like “Quando,
Quando, Quando” and “Theme From ‘The Luck of
Ginger Coffey’ ” are linked with some of the en-
joyable recent chart riders (i.e. “Downtown” and
“My Love Forgive Me”) to make up a well
rounded sampling of dance sounds. Consistently
enjoyable.

THE LIMELITERS LOOK AT LOVE ... IN
DEPTH—RCA Victor LPM/LSP-3385
The many fans that have become attracted to

the Limeliters will find the team still bright,
frisky and humorous on this new RCA Victor
LP, and just as musically gratifying. The team
bounces through a series of folk and original
pop tunes shedding light on the topic of love with
a sprightly “in” perspective. Entertaining cuts
include a psychological study “The Trouble With
You,” a straight treatment of “Green Grow the
Rushes” and a rollicking “Ties That Bind.”

ROBERT FARNON AND HIS ORK PLAY THE
HITS OF SINATRA—Philips PHM 200-179/PHS
600-179
Wrapping up a package of hits by one of the

most outstanding performers in the pop music
realm, Robert Farnon comes up with a sparkling
album tailor made for soft spins and splendid
sales. The glittering orchestral arrangements of
Sinatra hits are highlighted by imaginative
touches achieved through splendid use of vibes
and piano. Among the tracks to be found are:
“In the Wee Small Hours of the Morning,” “The
Tender Trap” and “All the Way.” Most enjoyable
listening.

Telling the story of Winnie the Pooh and the
honey tree, the album features tunes by the
Academy Award pair, narrations by Sebastian
Cabot, characterization of Pooh by Sterling
Holloway, and a completely illustrated folder in
the packaging. Arrival of the film should create
active sales for the wonderful children’s LP.

BEATRICE LILLIE SINGS—JJC M/ST 3003
Recorded over a quarter of a century ago, this

JJC album features Beatrice Lillie singing some
of the Noel Coward tunes which she brought to
life on the American stage. Besides the young
actress, and the young Coward, the album also
features the works of such “youngsters” as com-
posers Arthur Schwartz and Howard Dietz,
among others. Delightfully done, the top tracks
include “I Went To A Marvelous Party” and
two different versions of “Mad About the Boy.”

CLASSICAL PICKS

GARY GRAFFMAN PLAYS SCHUBERT; Co-
lumbia ML 6135/MS 6735
Two excellent works of Franz Schubert are

superbly performed by Gary Graffman on this
Columbia Masterworks LP. The virtuoso talents
of the pianist work glittering wonders with the
“Wanderer Fantasy” and “Sonata in C Minor,”
bringing a splendid drive and vigor to the former,
and a formal majesty to the latter. A pianist crit-

ically acclaimed and popularly followed, Graffman

excise tax reduction. The matter of
passing on any or all of the excise
tax which has been repealed is a
matter within the sole discretion of
each seller of phonograph records.
However, purchasers at all levels (in-

cluding consumers) should realize
that the already announced reduction
in “list prices” by certain manufac-
turers has no direct relationship to

the amount of the reduction made by
those manufacturers in their selling

prices.
The astute operator of a phono-

graph record outlet who enjoys a
good working relationship with his
supplier, demonstrates good business
perspective, when he gives his record
supplier a vote of confidence to “wait
and see”^—to consider the price situ-

ation soberly and in its right and
proper proportion. If a record whole-
saler has been instrumental in helping
to develop a profitable record depart-
ment, one which has been stocked
and serviced with the proper inven-
tory, one which has been an asset to
the store in which it is located—it

behooves the retail outlet to work
closely with his wholesaler at this

time. The temporary situation brought
about by the repeal of the excise tax
will certainly i-esolve itself on a sound
economic basis.

“I probably know more about the
manufacturing, distribution and op-
eration of this type equipment than
anyone in the business, simply be-
cause I am the only one who ran with
it and pioneered it three years ago,”
Rosen told Cash Box. “I am certain,
and my program bears me out, that
my machine can be profitably leased
to operators for a weekly rental on
the film. I actually loan the machine
to the operator. The film cost will be
one dollar per film per week.”

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Rockefeller Exempts 1 0/ or Less Items

In Vendors From NYS 2% Sales Tax
ALBANY, N.Y.—A New York State
bill (Intro 4617) formulated by Roger
and Harold Folz, Folz Vending,
Oceanside, N.Y., calling for exemp-
tions to the recently signed two per-
cent state sales tax on “tangible per-
sonal property sold through vending
machines at ten cents or less, pro-
vided the retailer is primarily en-
gaged in making such sales and main-
tains records as satisfactory to the
State Tax Commission” was signed
by Governor Nelson Rockefeller last

week (CB July 10). The bill gained
Senate approval earlier and was
passed through the Assembly one
week before the Governor’s signing.
At press time, while it was ac-

knowledged that the prime benefici-

aries of this legislation would be the
bulk vendors, vending penny-nickel-
dime items from merchandising ma-
chines, it was not clear whether
candy vending specialists, or full-line

Attendance Up 24%
For NAMA Spring Meet
CHICAGO—Operator attendance at

eleven Spring meetings of the Na-
tional Automatic Merchandising As-
sociation increased 24 per cent from
1964, according to J. Richard How-
ard, NAMA president.

Total attendance for the 1965 meet-
ings was 1,898 persons, as compared
to 1,532 in 1964. This year’s total

included 982 vending operators, 490
representatives of product and com-
ponent parts suppliers, and of 305
manufacturers of vending machines.
“The significant increase in oper-

ator attendance,” Howard said,

“proves that we were on the right
track in presenting a program which
singled out the greatest problems
confronting operators today.” How-
ard also praised the outstanding cov-
erage given the meetings by the
vending trade press. He said, “With
their help in reporting the early
meetings more operators were alerted
to the usefulness of the program.”
Beginning March 20 and ending

June 12, the Spring meetings coin-
cided with the annual meetings of
NAMA’s State Councils.
Each meeting was highlighted by

a two-hour presentation entitled
“How To Manage Time To Realize
Your Extra Profits Potential,” which
was conducted by members of the

vendors for that matter, could qualify

The New York Automatic
Vending Association combined with

Vendo Looks For A
$1.7 Mil. Half

NEW YORK—According to reports
in the Wall Street Journal last week,
the Vendo Company expects to hit
first-half earnings this year of $1,-

700,000, or 72 cents per share, up
from last year’s $1,475,272, or 56
cents per share. Statements were
recorded in interviews with Vendo
chairman and president, E. F. Pier-
son. Vendo’s first quarter earnings
rose to $707,469, or 27 cents per
share, from $414,769 or 16 cents a
share, recorded one year earlier. Sales
in the first quarter increased from
$11,941,406 to $15,461,101. Earnings
in last year’s second quarter were
$1,060,503, or 40 cents a share, on
sales of $16,926,634.

Sales should rise to $32,400,000 for
the half, according to the report. In
all of 1964, Vendo earned $3,503,434,
or $1.32 a share, on sales of $63,538,-
394.

For The Diet Conscious,
A Booklet On Candy
CHICAGO—Candy lovers who may be
concerned about their weight should
be glad to learn that a new booklet
has just been published which de-
scribes “How to Lose Weight and
Stay Happy by Eating Candy.”

Published as a public service by the
National Confectionei's Association as
the first in a series of educational
booklets, the well illusti’ated pamphlet
points out that one can eat candy and
reduce by (1) eating a piece of candy
about one half hour before each meal,
to depress the appetite; and (2) eat-
ing a piece of candy after a meal in

place of a dessert of much higher
caloric content.
The National Confectioners Asso-

ciation also points out that candy has
long been the scapegoat in the prob-
lem of overweight. “The plain truth,”
they say, “is that overweight is di-

rectly related to overeating.” The
booklet also states that because can-
dies raise the blood-sugar level, they
can depress the appetite.

This plan is advocated by the Na-
tional Confectioners Association only
to those who wish to lose weight.
They stress that a reducing diet

should also include lean meats, fruits
and vegetables, milk and low calorie
dairy products, whole grain bread and
cerals, in addition to candy.
The booklet will be distributed to

consumers by members of the Na-
tional Confectioners Association, free
of charge, through all their retail

outlets. This includes supermarkets,
candy counters, candy vending ma-
chines, in candy boxes and packages,
and by mail.
