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What factors assure disk success?

Perhaps the question is best answered

by citing those conditions that so

many in the record business falsely

—

in our viewpoint—believe are vital

prerequisites to disks that make the

grade. Crashing the charts—either

with a single or an LP—is not neces-

sarily a hit television show, with its

performers (or main-title) coming into

the recording studio; or the greatest

ballplayer who ever was who can also

sing more or less on key; or a dramatic

event that is translated into a song and

recorded; or a soundtrack from the

greatest movie spectacle of all-time;

or, to hit closer to home, a tremen-

dous outlay of cash and manpower to

produce the most extensive promo-

tional coverage ever.

There is no doubt that the afore-

mentioned can be contributing condi-

tions to a successful recording. They

became valuable only in the sense that

there must be a quality in the recorded

presentation itself that generates an

interest, a desire that is part of a rec-

ord library. When a performer walks

into a recording studio he leaves his

past behind. What he presents as a

record artist—not as a personality in

some other field of show business or,

for that matter, any other business

—

will determine the public acceptance

of the final product. This is the unique

quality of records— it rarely demands
fame, but that intangible rapport be-

tween artist and listener that culmi-

nates in an emotional satisfaction on

the part of the audience. No amount of

prior-to-the-recording popularity is

sufficient to make the record fan ac-

cept a sound that does not satisfy him.

There’s a sort of rule-of-thumb

about records that goes something

like this: “If it hasn’t got it in the

grooves, it hasn’t got it!” It is only that

time when a disk has got it in the

grooves (and, we must admit, this is

hardly a simple task to uncover) that

the examples cited previously can

come into play and help the recording

reach chart fame.

Often record company execs and

others involved lose a great deal of ob-

jectivity when dealing in the area ol

creating a recording personality out ol

one who claims fame somewhere else.

It is helpful to treat such a person as

an unknown quantity as he walks into

the recording studio, and endeavor to

record a “new” artist in a manner that

will display him as a “record talent”

rather than a sure-fire success. You
cannot deny the fact that a tremen-

dous following in one area for a given

personality can lead to a rewarding

recording career.

Many companies, obviously, believe

this “extra” support is well worth the

financial gamble. But, the step into a

recording studio is a big one, and the

activity that is to take place in front of

a mike must be thought out in the con-

text of the record business, not suc-

cess in some totally unrelated field.

MGM Sets Indie Deal
With Screen Gems Prod
NEW YORK—MGM Records, which
has been vastly expanding its deal-
ings with indie production outfits in

recent months, informed Cash Box at
press time (27) of the conclusion of
arrangements between the diskery
and Screen Gems productions. Len-
ny Scheer, coordinator of indie pro-
duction for the label, has just con-
cluded handling arrangements with
Don Kirshner, president of the Screen
Gems-Columbia pubberies, with the
first release under the alliance sched-
uled for rush-release this week.

NEW YORK—Columbia Records has
achieved 21% sales increase in the
first half of 1965 over the correspond-
ing period last year, according to an
announcement made by Goddard Lie-
berson, the label’s president. In addi-
tion, Fender Musical Instruments,
which Columbia recently acquired, re-
ports a 49% sales increase since last
year.

In commenting on the continuing
rise in disk sales, Lieberson stated:
“Although 1964 was the best year in

Columbia’s history,” 1965 promises to

establish a new peak. The 21% in.-

erease in sales for the first six months
is a significant jump over the first-

quarter rise of 13%. Our business in

the second quarter showed a dramatic
increase of 29% compared to the same
period last year. In view of these
healthy figures, Columbia Records’
outlook for the future is indeed a
healthy one.
“Over two years ago,” continued

Liberson, “when Columbia first estab-
lished its now famous ‘Age Of Reason’
marketing policy, the record industry
was very unstable.

During the three-year transitional pe-
riod, publishers now receiving distri-

bution from two funds will continue
to have the option to elect to receive
the distributions solely on the basis
of current performances. This elec-

tion must be made at least 30 days
prior to the fiscal survey year (that
is, 30 days prior to Oct. 1 of any
year) and will apply to distribution
based on performances in that year
and in subsequent years.

In addition to the above-mentioned
changes in the Consent Order, ASCAP
intends to make three significant al-

ternations in its distribution system,
the first of which will modify the dis-

tribution point schedule applicable to

the approximately 100 most success-
ful writer members so that, as a
group, they will give up about 20%
less than they now do of the money
they voluntarily allow the society to

distribute to less successful writers.

Shadow Heads Big 3
Ballad Buildup Move
NEW YORK—Big Three Music (Rob-
bins-Feist-Miller) has begun its

buildup of a “big ballad” catalog
with a drive centering around “The
Shadow Of Your Smile” from the
MGM film “The Sandpiper.” The firm
has recently been focusing its atten-
tion on hard rock songs and c&w ma-
terial, signing several songwriting
teams in these fields; but is now at
work developing special exploitation
patterns for its new music in the
“standard-type” tune area. This ex-
pansion calls for a slow and steady
increase of ballad tunes; and promo-
tion of this catalog will involve new
techniques, due to the reluctance of
many singers to attempt recording
soft songs for top 40 sales.

Other major figures
planning to use the song for single or
album sessions, several already com-
pleted, include: A1 Hirt (RCA Vic-
tor), Peggy Lee (Capitol), Gil Fuller
and Dizzy Gillespie (World-Pacific),
Enoch Light (Command), Bob Morri-
son (Columbia) and Bob Armbruster
(Mercury).
According to pubbery veep and

general manager Arnold Maxin, this

work adds another dimension to the
firm’s operation, bringing it closer to

the building of a “complete catalog.”

MGM Gets Okay From Mercury
On Roy Etzel's "Silence" Deck

NEW YORK — MGM Records last

week received the go-ahead from
Philips-Mercury to sell and promote
the Roy Etzel recording of “The
Silence” in the U.S. and Canada.
Mercury is withdrawing its claim of
rights for exclusive distribution of
the single which now allows MGM to

go full speed ahead with its version
while previously being forced to hold
back because of legal maneuverings.
MGM is now reservicing deejays in

key and secondary markets with
copies of the record and is aiming its

full promotional power at dealers,

one-tops, distributors and promotion
men. The single will be promoted to

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PETE SEEGER ON CAMPUS—Verve/Folkways
FV/FVS-9009
The man who, to many, personifies American

folk music, Pete Seeger shines in this ‘live’ re-
cording of twelve tunes that show him as singer,
outstanding banjo player, and personality (with
his inimitable power to draw audiences into sing-
along sessions). His instrumental prowess is am-
ply demonstrated in the “Introduction,” and other
standout tracks include: “The Water Is Wide”
and “The Bourgeois Blues.” One of his best sets
in quite some time, this LP should become one
of the favorites in Seeger’s catalog.

PASTEL BLUES—Nina Simone—Philips PHM

Combining her piano artistry with a moving

vocal style, Nina Simone pours herself into a tre-

mendous reading of nine tunes in a blues vein

that ranges from soft and plaintive to wild and
driving.

Probably the most popular Gospel group in

America, the Staple Singers are likely to stir up
considerable sales excitement among folk and
rock followers with this collection of driving
songs centered about the Negro drive for equal-
ity and religious motifs. Topped by the team’s
latest single, “Freedom Highway,” and “We Shall
Overcome,” the live recording also includes nine
other hard-paced movers. The emotional and
rhythmic appeal that the team has poured into
its work should excite plenty of action.

COPENHAGEN POPS!—Copenhagen Symphony
Orch.—Capitol G/SG-7253
Hans Christian Lumbye, although little known

outside of Scandinavia, is spotlighted in a Danish
collection that captures the lively and lyrical
spirit of the people. Bearing a similarity in fla-

vor and style to many of Strauss’ works, the
composer’s product varies from a “Britta Polka”
to “The Copenhagen Steam Railway Galop” with
the “Queen Louise’s Waltz” not to be forgotten.
Superb good and classical music fare that could
attract considerable attention, all of it well de-
served.
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THAT OLD BLACK MAGIC—Keely Smith—Re-
prise R/RS 6175
The staunch fan clubs of veteran songstress

Keely Smith should find this package just the
thing to satisfy their musical tastes. Produced
by husband Jimmy Bowen, the set is highlighted
by a batch of the lark’s biggest hits, re-done in

the sparkling, earthy sound that is synonomous
with the artist’s success. Along with the title

track, the session also features such well-knowns
as “I Gotta Right To Sing The Blues” and “I
Ain’t Got Nobody.”

TIME OF JUSTICE—MGM E 4310
The historic speech made by President Lyn-

don B. Johnson before a joint session of Con-
gress on Mar. 15, 1965 has been dramatically and
effectively reproduced on this MGM recording.
The album contains the most important high-
lights of the President’s message, which deals

with the proposed Voting Rights Act of 1965,
concerning the enforcement of the 15th Amend-
ment to the Constitution and the right to vote of

all American citizens. A splendid historical al-

bum.

THE SERENDIPITY SINGERS SING OF LOVE,
LIES AND FLYING FESTOONS—Philips PHM
200-190/PHS 600-190
The bright and perky Serendipity Singers, who

originally gained fame through songs of non-
sense, are present with a delightful session jam-
packed with stories of “shoes and ships and seal-
ing wax.” Bounce and vitality are the order of
the day as the nine-some take on a whole flock
of tunes from the pen of Shel Silverstein, present-
ing them in their first rate, rollicking style.
Among the best tracks are “The Monkey And
The Elephant” and two shorties called “Boa
Constrictor” and “The Lion.”

POP BEST BETS

BILLY STRANGE PLAYS THE HITS—Cres-
cendo GNP 2012
A dozen giants from the recent and current

crop of chart favorites, mixed with the funky
guitar of Billy Strange is a recipe that has all

the earmarks of a hitsville contender. Backed by
a lush string ork, Strange works up a real low-
down sound, which should attract a lot of atten-
tion from a great many deejays. Top-notch
grooves include “What The World Needs Now Is

Love” and “Mr. Tambourine Man,” as well as

“Hush, Hush, Sweet Charlotte.”

THE WHEELER MAN/BILLY EDD—Kapp KL
1443/KS 3443

Billy Edd Wheeler, who’s built up a sturdy. fan
club with his folksy, “cracker-barrel” pennings,
should build up an even larger audience with tpis

session, featuring a passel of Wheelerisms. jAn

artist whose material ranges from country to pop
to folk-pop, Wheeler spices his tunes with plefity

of earthy humor, evident in his “Ode To Granny
(And The Little Brown Shack Out Back)”. Other
goodies include “Hillbilly Bossa Nova” and
his latest single release, “Politician’s Dog.”

JAZZ PICKS

E.S.P.—Miles Davis—Columbia CL 2850/CS 9150
Miles Davis plus four, add seven tracks (five

Davis tunes, one each from pianist Herbie Han-
cock and bassist Ronald Carter) and you’ve got
one of the best selling jazz sets to come along in
quite awhile. The trumpet ace, whose fans believe
he can do no wrong, does none on this collection
that sits just between cool and blues. Tracks sure
to attract heavy sales for the Columbia effort in-
clude: “Little One,” “Agitation” and the title cut,
“E.S.P.” Another winner from the Davis team.

PWipiii® ORGAN GRINDER SWING—Jimmy Smith-
Verve V/V/6 8628

Cruising in a blues bag, Jimmy Smith turns
up a tremendous set in the company of Kenny
Burrell (guitar) and Grady Tate (drums). The
organist’s virtuosity is matched by the other
two as the combo glides through half-a-dozen
funky songs, among them “Satin Doll,” “Oh, No
Babe” and the package tabber, “Organ Grinder
Swing.” Heads up listening is offered here, and
Smith’s reputation should go a long way in kick-
ing off sales for this Verve disk; the contents
will do the rest.

CHIC CHIC CHICO—Chico Hamilton—Impulse
A/AS-82
Using his drums both as a means of setting a

framework for the combo, and to keep the crew
together, Chico Hamilton stands well above most
drummers as can be witnessed on his new Im-
pulse session, “Chic Chic Chico.” The team fea-
tures a bevy of other fine instrumentalists who
all rise to the occasion, either as a result of Ham-
ilton’s work or the great material. Sure fire sales
built in with cuts like: “Corrida De Toros,” “Fire
Works” and the title track.

CYCLE—Paul Horn—RCA Victor LPM/LSP-3386
Innovation in the group setup, and inventive-

ness in his flute stylings make Paul Horn one of
the brightest of the newcomers to the jazz scene.
Following up a great effort in his previous “Jazz
Suite On The Mass Texts,” Horn puts his orig-
inality to work on a series of more conventional
works, but comes off with a vivid new sound that
should reach a load of fans. Included on the pro-
gram are: “Greensleeves,” “Chim Chim Cheree”
and “Patterns.” Outstanding vibes showing as
well from Lynn Blessing.

JAZZ BEST BETS

BAKER’S HOLIDAY—Chet Baker—Limelight
LM/LS 86019
Ten songs from the Billie Holiday songbook are

the basis of this blues sampling featuring Chet
Baker on flugelhorn. Baker doubles as vocalist on
four of the tracks; and though this is not his
specialty, he demonstrates a feelingful ability

that makes for some fine listening. Included in

the set, that features the Limelight flare for
packaging, are: “There Is No Greater Love,”
“When Your Lover Has Gone” and “Travelin’
Light.” Velvet hued blues here.

BRAZILIAN MANCINI—Jack Wilson—Vault
9001
Two attractive elements and some superb art-

istry are rolled into an impressive set on this

platter of bossa arrangements of Mancini tunes
performed by Jack Wilson and his combo. The
collection, which features guest guitarist Tony
Brazil, moves softly along with a graceful splen-

dor on easy listening tracks done up with light

swing sounds. Among the highlights are “Days
Of Wine And Roses,” “Breakfast At Tiffany’s”

and “Softly.” Long a favorite with jazz fans,

Mancini’s offerings should attract sales for this

Vault outing.

WAGNER: TANNHAUSER; Windgassen, Bum-
bry; Philips PHM 3-560/PHS 3-960
The latest complete recording of “Tannhauser,”

taped at the Beyruth Festival, features an im-
portant change that should catch the attention, of

many classical discophiles, namely the inclusion

of the total work on three disks rather than the

usual four.

Recently enjoying a broader popularity, the
works of Anton Bruckner have proved quite suc-

cessful saleswise; and this excellent reading of

the sixth symphony, a somewhat pastoral opus,

should prove among the foremost. Harmonic
splendor and rhythmic tension alternate at the

fore in this magnificent composition, which is

brilliantly performed by the New Philharmonia
Orchestra conducted by Otto Klemperer. The
quality of the recording should add to this pack-
age’s commercial appeal.

Song,” Patti Page’s “Hush, Hush,
Sweet Charlotte,” Robert Goulet’s
“Begin To Love,” the New Christy
Minstrels’ “The Academy Award
Winner ‘Chim Chim Cher-ee’ And
Other Happy Songs,” Tony Bennett’s
“Songs For The Jet Set,” Jerry Vale’s
“Have You Looked Into Your Heart”
and Ray ConnifF’s “Music From ‘Mary
Poppins,’ ‘The Sound Of Music,’ ‘My
Fair Lady’ And Other Great Movie
Themes.” In addition, five artists have
been represented on the country al-
bum charts: George Morgan, Marty
Robbins, Johnny Cash, The Carter
Family and Stonewall Jackson.

In the past six months, five gold
records have been awarded to four top
Columbia recording artists. The trophy
is authenticated by the RIAA for
sales in excess of one million dollars.
Barbra Streisand, who also received
“Grammys” in three categories from
the National Academy of Recording
Arts and Sciences for her LP “Peo-
ple,” has won her third and fourth
gold records for “Barbra Streisand/
Third Album” and “People,” respec-
tively. Other gold records have been
awarded to Andre Kostelanetz for his
LP “Wonderland Of Golden Hits,” to
Johnny Cash for his album “Ring Of
Fire” and to Andy Wiliams for the
record “Dear Heart.”

In another significant development
in the classical area, pianist Vladimir
Horowitz’ two-LP recording, “An His-
toric Return—Hoz'owitz At Carnegie
Hall” was listed on the popular best-
selling charts less than a month after
its release. The album was recorded
live at the artist’s historic May 9 re-
turn to the concert stage after a
twelve-year absence.
To keep up with the increasing

sales, Columbia has planned expan-
sion of its facilities. Fender Musical
Instruments has nearly completed
construction of a new factory in Ful-
lerton, California, to meet its tre-
mendous order backlog, which has in-
creased from 4% to 7 million dollars.
In addition, a manufacturing plant
and distribution center has recently
been completed in Santa Maria, Cali-
fornia. The service centers in Dallas,
Cleveland and Pitman, New Jersey,
have been enlarged, with similar plans
for the Hollywood and Nashville re-
cording studios under way. A new
research and development center will

also be constructed in the near future.

Columbia has recently increased its

facilities abroad. The company has
acquired Oriole Records for CBS Rec-
ords in England, and has also

launched CBS Records in Israel and
Discos CBS, S.A., in Colombia.

In rounding out the firm’s progress,

the Columbia Record Club has grown,
in its ten-year existence, into the

world’s largest mail-order operation,

with a membership in excess of

1,500,000.

Supremes Engaged For
Philharmonic Spot

NEW YORK—The high riding Su-
premes, who have topped the Top 100
with five-consecutive releases and are
now sitting pretty in the #9 slot, have
just announced that they will make
their most prestigious showing to date
on Oct. 15 when they will appear at
the Philharmonic Hall in New York’s
Lincoln Center. Currently en route to
a show at the Michigan State Fair
(2-6), the Motown threesome is also
to be featured in “Beach Ball,” the
team’s second motion picture, which
will be released nationally next month
by Paramount Pictures.

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Leo Boudewijns, general manager of Phonogram, introduced the release of

Khaichaturian’s Violin Concerto, in the performance by Henryk Szeryng with

the London Symphony under Dorati. It is Szeryng’s Philips debut, after so

many splendid recordings for Mercury. Boudewijns stressed the commercial

importance of this Concerto which was composed in 1940 and dedicated to

David Oistrakh, as it is far from a ‘modern’ work in the contemporary vein,

but entirely in the classical-romantic tradition of Mendelssohn, Tchaikovsky,

Brahms and Bruch. It is very likely indeed that within some years this

Khatchaturian concert will be as popular as those by the other composers
mentioned. Szeryng will come to Holland in Feb. 1966, for concerts in Haarlem,
Rotterdam, Amsterdam and Scheveningen (Kurhaus), the last two concerts

with the Concertgebouw Orchestra.
Lucille Starr who will be featured in the coming “Grand Gala du Disque”

Festival in Holland this fall (Oct. 2), will receive not only a Golden Record
at that time, but also the Golden Tulip Award, John Ros of Phonogram
reports. The Golden Record is for “The French Song,” a recording which
became a tremendous hit here in Holland while other countries in Europe had
not even released it yet, and The Golden Tulip as a thankful appreciation
from her label for all her successful singles and albums in this country ever
since. She will be the second artist to receive this Golden Tulip Award. Billy

Vaughn was the first when he visited Holland in Sept. 1961. The lark is also

scheduled for personal appearances in Belgium, Germany and possibly France
after her start in Holland.

Rush-released by Phonogram was the hit-potential single, “Mexican Sunset,”
by American pianist Don Randi, the famous accompanist of Doris Day,
Frankie Laine, the Righteous Brothers, and many other top-stars. Recorded
under the supervision of Phil Spector, the pianist now leaves his modest place
(helping some 50 hits to become Golden Records) to be a solo recording
star. Released in Holland through London records, b/w “Baby, You Don’t
Understand Nothin’.”

The Dutch Fontana “Jazz Club Series” (12 inch albums for less than four
dollars) was extended once more, this time with four albums of highly
popular jazz-artists, an anthology of Roland Kirk recordings, Art Blakey, and
the 1957 Jazz Messengers Group, Lionel Hampton’s famous European ‘live’

recording of 1954 and a recent session by the Thelonious Monk Quartet in
New York, featuring Johnny Griffin.

The eighth annual Jazz Competition of 1965 at Loosdrecht, Holland (final

night was Aug. 15, broadcast by radio and TV) was won by the quartet of
tenor-saxophonist Joop van Enkhuizen in the “modern jazz” category and by
the Gay Pohl Low Down Blues Group in the “traditional jazz” category. The
latter group, consisting of a girl singer, a cornet man, a singer-guitarist and
leader Pohl at the honky-tonk piano, all dressed in fancy ‘twenty-style,’ was
offered a Phonogram contract right away. First release is a special single,
“Dope Head Blues,” sung by Victoria Lulu Varekamp, backed with Leadbelly’s
“Good Mornin’ Blues,” performed by guitarist-singer Leo “Blue” Unger. The
group, given 41.4 points by the jury (max. 50) was also contracted on the spot
for radio and TV shows. The musicians are all amateurs, but of professional
level. The leader is an architect and the lark a teacher of sports for ladies.

Bovema’s Atlantic label cheerfully welcomes Sonny & Cher’s “I Got You
Babe” in Top Twenty spot this week, shortly after its release on the Dutch
market. Additional biographies and press clippings have been largely dis-
tributed.

At the start of the new record season, ’65-’66, Bovema-Grammophonehouse
will launch an attractive “new-repertoire” show on a special exhibition-tour
covering all sales districts throughout the country. The project will take off
on Aug. 30 in Arnhem. Further one-niters will be held in cities such as
Alkmaar, Amsterdam, Rotterdam, The Hague, Zwolle, Groningen, Utrecht,
Geleen, Eindhoven, Enschede and Leeuwarden.

This company’s HMV-label, still scoring tremendous sales with the now-
Edison-awarded “One Man Show” album by Toon Herman, this week released
two other highlights from this unique showbiz event, the artist’s masterful
interpretations of “Golden Johnny” and “Cafe.” Herman is now busy pre-
paring for his Broadway debut.

Stateside has items out by Dave Helling (“It Ain’t Me Babe”), Gary Criss
(“Hands Off, Buddy”) and the New Wine Singers (“The New Wave” LP).
Parlophone, whose latest Beatles hit, “Help!,” is selling like hotcakes (“smash-
ing all previous records!” says label chief Roel Kruyse) will, upon many
requests, also release the Beatles “Help” LP this week. Special leaflets have
been designed for country-wide distribution.

Pye Records marked their first major release of Warner Brothers Records
with a mammoth launching party at London’s Kensington Palace Hotel last
week.

Top executives and artists from Warner Bros, flew in for the occasion,
headed by president John K. (Mike) Maitland and Allan Sherman. Several of
the label’s continental licensees also came over to join in the celebrations,
including Mr. and Mrs. Leon Cabat of Disques Vogue, France, and Paul Claude.
Robert Oeges, director of Negram of Holland and Hans Kellerman also of
Negram and Delta were present, and from CGD in Italy came Giuseppe
Giannini.

Louis Benjamin, managing director of Pye Records, distributors of Reprise
in this country, welcomed the guests and expressed his pleasure with the
deal which gives Pye the impressive Warner Bros, roster of artistes, including
Peter, Paul and Mary, the Everly Brothers, Bob Newhart, Vic Damone, Bing
Crosby and, of course, Allan Sherman.

Reciprocating, Mike Maitland paid tribute to Pye’s continued growth in the
record industry and said he was delighted that Warner Bros, would in the
future be handled by such an active, progressive and ‘scratching’ company. A
highlight of the evening came with a brilliantly witty and spontaneous speech
by comedian Sherman.

Maitland told Cash Box that the firm is fully aware of the importance of
personal and frequent visits to Europe by American artistes (irrespective of
comparatively low fees, which are more than offset by increased record sales),
and plans are already being made for many of the label’s top stars to come
over for T.V., radio and concert tours.

The Everly Brothers are due to appear in the U.K. in the fall and also at
the Grand Gala du Disque in Holland during October.

Initial release comprises five LP’s, including Sherman’s “For Swinging
Livers Only”, the Everly Brothers’ “Beat ’N’ Soul”, Peter, Paul and Mary’s
“A Song Will Rise”, Vic Damone’s “You Were Only Fooling” and the Trapp
Family Singers’ “The Sound Of Music”. There are three EP’s, Allan Sherman’s
“Won’t You Come Home Disraeli”, the Everly Brothers’ “The Price Of Love”
and Peter, Paul and Mary’s “Paultalk”.

The Zombies are just back from their successful five week American tour,
where their latest release is “Whenever You’re Ready” on Parrot. The disk,
their strongest since “She’s Not There,” is released here by Decca.

Joe Roncoroni and Ken Jones of Marquis Enterprises Ltd., who record The
Zombies, are elated by the success of their latest property, Jonathan King,
literally rocketing up the charts with his first disk and composition “Every-
one’s Gone To The Moon”, published by Marquis. Parrot has rush released it
in the U.S., confident that it will repeat its British success.

Liverpool-born Johnny Gustafson, bass guitarist with experience with several
top British groups, has been signed by Polydor and his first single as a solo
artist, his own composition, “Just To Be With You” was released last week.
Tune is published by Ivy Music. This is the first single to be produced by
Polydor A & R manager Chris Parmenter since the label embarked on its
new ‘pop’ programme, and the company is pulling out all the promotional stops
to get the disk off the ground.

It is good to see the Italian Durium label climbing the British charts with
“Zorba’s Dance” by Marcello Minerbi, released by Pye and published by
Robbins.

last couple of days. More singles than you can shake a stylus at are pouring
out of Capitol, all labeled “hit”. In the album department, key stations across
the country have been serviced with an exceptional assortment of high po-
tential album material. Sets in a recent deejay mailing included “You Turn
Me On” by Ian Whitcomb. Set contains no less than three of the artist’s chart
•outings, including his latest, “Nervous.” Another top attraction in White’s al-
bum mailing was the latest set by Freddie & the Dreamers, “Ready Freddie
Go.” White intended the sets to fit into stations’ pick album areas. This is hap-
pening, and in some cases deejays are picking out items from the LP’s and
giving the pick hit, single treatment.

Sets by the Lettermen and Stu Phillips round out the good sampling of red hot
Capitol album product. It is a commendable practice on the part of distribs to
occasionally select certain of their hottest LP products and sample deejays with
them, particularly jocks operating in top forty outlets making use of the pick
LP gimmick. In most cases these operations don’t place extensive orders for
album product with the distribs, but can be a useful exposure vehicle for se-
lected album sets in the same fashion they build up hot new singles. . . . The
Liverpool Set’s debut single on Columbia appears to be a sure thing for the
high rungs of everyone’s chart. “Must I Tell You” is developing into a real
winner. . . . Another new single outing of particular interest to Canadian
spinners is the two sider on Columbia, “I Wanna Hear That New Sound” by
Debbie Lori Kaye, b/w “You’ve Got A Flag—Wave It” by the Howard Cable
Orch. and Chorus. Both of the aforementioned tunes were written by Stan
Daniels, the man assigned the task of producing new material for this year’s
C.N.E Grandstand Spec. By the way, the young lark, daughter of CKCY—
Sault Ste. Marie spinner Dave Carter, has just recently ventured into the realm
of commercial vocalizing on the new series of radio spots for Cutex. . . . Gaye
Galin at London heard from; she has reserviced Canadian stations with copies
of the first Atco outing by Sonny & Cher, “Just You.”

“special” for television which has just been shown on a nation-wide basis,
the show is tagged “Leslie Uggams In Australia.” One of the guests on the
show was local boy, Paul Wayne, who sang “Wonderful World Of The
Young.” This has now been released on a disk through E.M.I. on their Parlo-
phone label.

At the top of the list with Belinda Music, and associated companies, is

“Magic Potion,” then comes “Easy Question,” “What The World Needs Now
Is Love,” “I Got You Babe,” “Fool, Fool, Fool,” “I’m The One Who Loves
You,” “Angel,” and “You’ve Got Your Troubles.”

Festival Records (and subsidiaries) are currently promoting six albums
devoted to Australian talent. They are, “Headin’ For The Top” by Ray Brown,
“Tony Worsley & The Fabulous Blue Jays,” “It Ain’t Necessarily So, But It

Is . . .” with Normie Rowre, “Poison Ivy” by Billy Thorpe and the Aztecs,
“’65’s Hit Groups” with various artists and “The Bowl Show” wilich features
various artists.

Several senior record company executives have spoken with Cash Box re-
cently on the apparently appalling lack of interest being displayed in Aus-
tralian records by overseas companies. One man was moved to say, “You’d
think that Australian records had the plague the way overseas people just
won’t touch them!” This same man (a key employee of one of our biggest
diskeries) says the overseas reaction wTas very disappointing, especially since
his company were prepared to bend-over-backwards to release material just
to keep their overseas affiliates happy. This man feels there should be “a lit-

tle two-way traffic.” Cash Box has checked around and it does appear there is

great difficulty in negotiating overseas releases for Australian records, but
there are signs that the situation is improving a little, especially since the
Seekers (an Australian group) rose to stardom on an international scale.

Overseas companies are prepared to “listen” to Australian records, but when
it comes to releasing them, this is an entirely different thing. Australian com-
panies who have had national number one hits throughout our country say
this counts for nothing at all. Yet, if an American or English record label

produces a hit that just makes the chart (without ever looking like it’s getting
to number one) he fully expects foreign companies to snap-up the master
without delay.

The growing success each and every day with the local product only serves
to accentuate the position, this applies particularly in the singles field. Some
of the more accurate of Top 40 radio station charts are showing better than
35% of local content among the records listed; and the way things look right
now this could easily build up to 50% by the end of this year. This continuing
local success with the local product tends to aggravate record execs who are
riding the crest in Australia with their singles, and yet they cannot create
ANY real interest overseas. If the positions were reversed, what would over-
seas labels be saying about Australian record companies ? ?

FACT OVER FANCY

A Public Relations Dilemma

When the average citizen steps a few inches out of line

through some trivial social or business indiscretion, the

resulting publicity surrounding the event usually amounts
to no more than a little community gossip. But when one
of our elected officials commits such an act, the standard
follow-up is usually scandal—the flames of which are

consumed by the public and enthusiastically fanned by
the press.

This example has been cited for simply one reason

—

to point up the inconsistent and often irrational judgment
exercised by the press and the unfair image planted by
it in the public mind. Certainly no more sterling manifes-
tation of this curious attitude can be found than in the
treatment by the press on the subject of coin machines
and their operators, sensational stories about which ap-

pear with frightening regularity in papers throughout the
land and are usually no more worthy of newspaper space
than the sun coming up on time in the morning.

To say that many editors and reporters have been in-

considerate of the coin machine industry would be an
understatement. Many either overlook or would rather

not believe that the operator is an average man trying to

earn an honest living and support his family like every-

one else. Sometimes it seems the mere mention of the
terms “juke box” or “pinball machine” set the press to

grinding its teeth and the sensational headlines once
again appear.

Now illegal equipment is, after all, illegal equipment.
But the basis of illegality is just too fragile in most cases
for members of the trade to put up with without a fight.

The circus of court cases, and pleas for fair legislation

accorded most industries have often been bitter and
too often the trade has been the victim of a verdict based
on a grossly undeserved public image. Not enough cool

judicial reasoning has been exercised by community
legislators in these matters—certainly not when they are

accustomed to seeing blaring headlines trumpeting the

“evils” of coin machine operation.

Only last month, when prominent Washington, D.C.

attorney Rufus King lectured some 200 of the nation’s

prosecuting attorneys at Northwestern University, in

Evanston, III., favoring the legality of non-gambling
amusement games, the Chicago daily newspapers com-
pletely “overlooked” King's favorable emphasis of the

feasibility of playing legalized equipment, and came up
with: (Headline) “TELLS LAWYERS WHY ILLINOIS PIN-

BALL GAMBLING THRIVES,” almost totally ignoring the

facts. In contrast, Northwestern's Professor Fred A. In-

bau, Dean of the Law School, eminent criminologist and
law teacher, urged the attending attorneys to differen-

tiate between “amusement” (legal) and “gambling” (il-

legal) amusement equipment. Again, an instance where
the press finds it difficult to look at and understand the

facts as they are reported to them.

This irresponsible news coverage serves only to com-
pound the public relations ills affecting the coin machine
industry. It will not be checked until the rank and file of

the trade do something constructive to alleviate this in-

correct image.

What can you do? Attack it on the grassroots level in

your own home town. Get involved in community affairs

(civic and social organizations), urge representatives of

the press in your area to take a frank look at both sides

of our coin. Let them know it’s hard enough to make a liv-

ing without this millstone hanging around your neck. Pro-

mote the good things in yourself, your trade, your liveli-

hood. Let’s get a little fact into print and do away with

the fancy!

NAMA WAVES RED FLAG TO OPERATORS:
BEWARE UNCLE SAM’S WAGE-HOUR GRIP

Association Wins Change in House Bill

THOMAS B. HUNGERFORD

CHICAGO — August 19 — Vending
operators may face serious problems
and possible penalties from the appli-
cation of the Fair Labor Standards
Act to vending employees, and from
broader coverage under legislation
now moving through the U. S. Con-
gress.
The warning was issued by

NAMA executive director Thomas B.
Hungerford to the association’s mem-
bers, together with recommendations
of a special Wage-Hour committee
appointed this month by J. Richard
Howard, NAMA president. The com-
mittee held its first meeting on
August 12 in Washington, D. C.
“The association will issue a com-

prehensive analysis and recommended
courses of action in coming weeks to
assist all operating company mem-
bers, and the subject of wage-hour
problems will be featured at a special
session during the Miami Beach con-
vention on October 19,” Hungerford
declared.
Numerous reports of problems aris-

ing from the Department of Labor’s
interpretations of the existing laws
have been received by NAMA from
all parts of the country in recent
months, and several conferences with
attorneys of operating companies
were held in Chicago before the new
committee was formed, Hungerford
explained.
“NAMA committee and staff mem-

bers contacted members of the House
Committee on Education and Labor
last week to urge changes in pending
minimum wage legislation which
would have imposed discriminatory
wage rates on vending and food
service companies that do some busi-
ness with the federal government,”
Hungerford said in the report.
As a result of these NAMA efforts,

the Congressional Committee this

week modified the bill to eliminate
the inequity.
“Even a small vending company

with just one or two employees could
be directly affected by the extension
of minimum wage benefits under the
proposed new legislation, and ad-

ministrators’ interpretations of exist-

ing wage-hour laws jeopardize the

exemptions presently claimed by
many vending companies,” Hunger-
ford pointed out.

The new legislation may raise the

minimum wage to $1.75 per hour
over a period of from 3 to 5 years

and will extend coverage to some 7

million additional employees.

Its provisions would remove present

exemptions on food service and res-

taurant workers, and would eventual-

ly exempt only those retail establish-

ments which gross less than $250,000

per year, as compared with a ceiling

of $1 million at present. This will

bring many additional vending com-

panies under the minimum wage law
automatically.

“Unfortunately, too many vending
companies have failed to realize that
administrators of the Wage and Hour
Division of the U. S. Labor Depart-
ment could adopt interpretations
which conflict with the operators’
actual practices in this area,” Hun-
gerford stated. “In some cases this
has already been done.”
He said the NAMA Wage-Hour

Committee recommended that when
back wage claims are made based on
violation of the Act, companies should
stress the following defenses:

1. A vending company is a retail
establishment and therefore its em-
ployees are exempt from the minimum
wage and overtime requirements of
the Act, if the company’s annual sales
volume is less than $1 million.

2. Regardless of annual sales vol-
ume, employees of a retail establish-
ment who are food handlers are
similarly exempt.

3. Retail employees who receive
more than half of their compensation
in the form of commissions on the
sale of goods or services, and earn at
least one and one-half times the mini-
mum wage, are exempt from the
overtime provisions of the Fair Labor
Standards Act.

4. Employees who regularly drive
trucks, such as route servicemen, are
exempt from the overtime provisions
of the Act, whether in retailing or
not, because they are subject to regu-
lation by the Interstate Commerce
Commission.
Hungerford stated that these de-

fenses are opposed by the Wage-Hour
Devision which administers the Act,
and that they have not yet been tested
in the courts. He said the NAMA
committee recommended that the as-
sociation should participate in “ap-
propriate legal actions which question
these defenses by cooperating with
the vending companies involved and
appearing in litigation as a friend of
the court.”

“All vending companies should
contact NAMA Legislative Counsel
Richard W. Funk in Chicago im-
mediately when confronted with
wage-hour problems,” Hungerford
urged. “This will assure the operator
expert advice and will allow con-
certed industry approaches before
matters have gotten out of hand.”
