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Every industry has its pacesetters,

those companies that year-in-and-year-

out take the lead in giving their par-

ticular fields of endeavor the kind of

product and salesmanship that set

patterns for other firms to adopt or

adapt to their own methods of opera-

tion. In the rush of today’s record busi-

ness to “run” with disks, we wondertf

many tradesters realize (or perhaps

take for granted) that the industry also

boasts its pacesetters, and that their

presence on the scene constitutes the

recording field’s best guarantee that

the consumer dollar will continually be

earmarked for the creation of a disk

library.

The hallmark of the record industry

pacesetters are varied, but they do

have a significant common denomi-

nator, and that is “a faith in the busi-

ness.” We do not use the phrase to de-

note a maudlin concept, but a very real

and sharp business-minded stake in

recorded product. This is most evident

in the financial gamble that the pace-

setter takes in the development of art-

ists—in some other industry not deal-

ing with the human element as far as

product is concerned this would fall

under the division of “research and de-

velopment.” The pacesetter believes

the record business has a future be-

yond the next “fad” hit. This company

is eager and willing to put a large sum

of money, effort and, very importan

in the context of the business, tii

into the nurturing of talent, with t

knowledge that the dividends of si

cess (if there is acceptance at all!) nr

not be realized for many months, p

haps years. In a business that sho

little patience for the painstaking c

tivation of talent, the pacesetters p

vide a long-range concept that goes

to create much of the industry’s m<

consistent and truly talented attr;

tions. Surely, the development of

prime performer by a pacesetl

activates the entire spectrum of t

business, creating an excitement tl

draws customers into the retail sho|

thus paving the way for an overall (

pansion of sales for all types of co

panies. Some may claim, with go

judgment, we may add, that it is t

responsibility of the pacesetter to ta

on such financially burdensome tasi

“If not the pacesetter, who else?,”

an honest rhetorical statement. But

the remark is carried a step furth

and with less cynicism, one can w
ponder a record business without t

pacesetter to fill this gap. Indeed,

not the pacesetter, who else!”

In short, it should be comforting

any kind of label operation, any type

business relying on recorded prodL

Pmnswick labels have announced a
oornbined release of 18 popular and
. 'assical LP’s in connection with their

fall merchandising program which
went into effect on Sept. 7, and will

run through the end of the month.
Details of the plans available may be
obtained through all Decca branches
and distributors.

In support of the promotion, full

color litho books have been prepared,
and are being issued to the company’s
fieldmen. In-store and window dis-

plays in the form of mounted lithos

are available to serve as point-of-

sales merchandising aids.

National trade advertising has been
scheduled to coincide with the dates
of the program, along with extensive
promotion and publicity campaigns.
Nine new popular sets spearhead

the label’s release. Highlights include:

“Dance Till Dawn” with Peter
Duchin, featuring 41 dance tunes ar-

ranged in medleys; Warren Coving-
ton and his Orchestra in “Golden
Trombone Favorites;” “That New
Country Feeling” by Henry Jerome
and his Ork; “The Best Of Wayne
King,” a two-record package; a return
with Randy Boone of the “Virginian”
TV series, “Ramblin’ Randy”; and the
Surfaris on “It Ain’t Me Babe.” Cover-

ing the c&w field, Kitty Wells is fea-
tured with a collection “The Kitty
Wells Family Gospel Sing.” Rounding
out the pop issue is a pair of LP’s
featuring the winners of the 1965
International Barbershop singing
competitions: one stars the contest
winners; and the other is a recording
of the top ten Quartets.

Decca’s Gold Label classical line

is represented in the fall release with
five packages: “The Renaissance
Band” with a group formed by the
New York Pro Musica to perform
neglected period works on authentic
instruments; flautist Jean-Pierre
Rampel conducting a Beethoven pro-
gram; the Amor Artis Chorale mak-
ing their Decca debut in a collection

of works by Scarlatti, Purcell and
Bach; another debut on the label by
pianist Gyorgy Cziffra in a Schumann
program; and a performance of two
Hayden Quartets by the Netherlands
String Quartet.

Coral and Brunswick are adding
four sets to the catalogue: “Standing
Room Only” by Pete Fountain, re-

corded live at his French Quarter in

New Orleans; “Big” Tiny Little’s

“Play Me A Country Song”; and the
debut of Gino Tonetti. The Brunswick
LP features Jackie Wilson with
“Spotlight On Jackie.”

Miller Sweeps MOA Awards;
Mercury, Smash Gold LP's

NEW YORK — The Mercury and
Smash labels got happy award news
from two sources last week.
Roger Miller, who appears on

Smash, scored his second clean sweep
of national awards this year as a re-

sult of being voted the most popular
artist and having the most popular
record, according to a poll of mem-
bers of the Music Operators of
America (MOA), who hold their an-
nual meet in Chicago next week (11-

13). Awards mark the first double-
win in MOA’s history. The recording
was “King Of The Road.” Members
vote on the basis of popularity of
artist and disk in juke-boxes. Miller
will receive the awards at the MOA
convention banquet on Sept. 13.

Earlier this year. Miller took all five

possible Grammy Awards for a male
artist in the country field.

Miller was also saluted by the
Record Industry Association of
America (RIAA), which certified his
LP, “The Return of Roger Miller” as
a gold-record. The Mercury label also
got a gold disk for “More Encores
of Golden Hits” by the Platters.

Soviets Say 'Nyet, Dolly!"

NEW YORK—Cultural exchange pro-

grams and politics are not supposed

to mix, but the blend seems to be un-

avoidable. The Soviet Union last week
“postponed” a scheduled Oct. showing
of the acclaimed American musical,

“Hello, Dolly!,” with Mary Martin
starring, sans an explanation. U.S.

officials on the scene in Moscow term
the Russian move part of “intensified

harassment” from authorities.
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NARA Scores Retailer's

Comments On Use Of Radio
To "Burn Down" Ghettos
NEW YORK—A Los Angeles disk
dealer’s advice that deejays use a
fellow deejay’s punch-line of “Bum,
Baby, Burn” to “help bum down”
Negro ghettos “that should be burnt
down” was scored last week in an
official statement of the National
Association of Radio Announcers
(NARA).
Without naming the parties in-

volved, the statement, issued from
Ed Wright, president of NARA, said
that the membership of NARA is

“concerned over the release of a text
published in a letter from the west
coast advising R&B disk jockeys to

take up the theme of ‘Burn, Baby,
Burn’ to persuade their listeners to

duplicate the tragic events that took
place in Los Angeles. . . . (the Watts
riots).”

Ray Dobard, who owns a dealer-
ship in Berkeley, Calif., claimed in

one of his recent weekly newsletters
that “the gigantic airnower of Mag-
nificent Montague KGFJ-Los Angeles)
was instrumental in burning down
Watts town. . .

.” Dobard made a call

for “all soul brothers around the
United States to “help burn down
some of those other ghetto towns that
should be burnt down.”

It has been noted that the punch-
line has been used by the disk jockey
for sometime, and that he had stopped
using the phrase when the disturb-
ance was officially classified as a
riot.

Here is the continuation of the
NARA statement:
The members of NARA are re-

sponsible members of the broadcast-
ing industry and leaders in their in-
dividual communities. Most are in-

volved in organizations which are

seeking peaceful and non-violent

methods to correct the social, eco-

nomic and political ills that face

members of our listening audience.

Therefore, we do not subscribe to

any method that will set aflame or

be responsible for the loss of lives,

property and disregard for law and
order.

Throughout the history of this

country, peaceful protest has been the

established method to dramatize and
direct attention to conditions, that

need correcting. And our members
will support those legitimate protests

which seek correction within the legal

framework of the law.

We will not support anarchy or ir-

responsible action on the part of a
few that will result in the loss and
willful destruction of millions of

HOLLYWOOD—Capitol Records has
ushered in the fall season with the
issue of 14 new popular LP packages,
and an added series of seven classical
sets from Angel. The albums went
into release early this week (6) and
marked the beginning of the label’s
Sept, sales campaign.
Among the feature disks in the

product are Wayne Newton’s “Sum-
mer Wind” and “It’s Been A Swingin’
Summer” with George Chakiris. Jazz-
man Junior Mance and his Trio are
represented with “That’s Where It’s

At,” and another highlighted set
is Laurindo Almeida’s “Suenos
(Dreams).”
Norrie Paramor and his Orchestra

offer an album of Jimmy McHugh
songs in “Warm And Willing” and
Mickey Katz travels to Broadway via
“Fiddler On The Roof.”
Country and western music is spot-

lighted in the label’s campaign,
showcased with Merle Haggard’s
first Capitol LP, “Strangers.” Other
c&w offerings include Hank Thomp-
son’s “Luckiest Heartache In Town”
with the Brazos Valley Boys; and
“The Hits Of T. Texas Tyler” makes
up the remainder of the series.
Freddy Martin and his Men are

represented on “As Time Goes By”;
and guitarist Glen Campbell’s LP is

tabbed “The Big, Bad Rock Guitar.”
The Hollywood Symphony Orches-

tra offers two albums: “Opera Without
Tears” with Alfred Newman and
Carmen Dragon conducting, and
“Pomp And Circumstance” featuring
Felix Slatkin, Earl Bernard Murray,
Newman and Dragon.

Concluding the label’s release is

LBJ's "Drop-Out" Program
Aided By Col Deejay Disk

NEW YORK—Columbia Records is

taking a page from President John-
son’s book and creating a special dee-

jay disk designed to deter kids from
dropping out of school, via spots by
famous personalities.

Basis of the promo disk is the Pres-
ident’s recently formulated campaign
to get young Americans to return to

school. He appointed Vice President
Hubert H. Humphrey to direct the
campaign, and he called upon employ-
ers, unions, mvic, trade and religious
organizations and state and local gov-
ernments to “exert every influence
that they command to bring to our
young people facts on the importance
of education.”

The Government estimates that dur-
ing the month of Sept., 1,000,000 stu-

dents between the ages of sixteen and
seventeen years of age will drop out
of school.

Second Excise Tax Report
May Take Labels Off Hook
NEW YORK—The record industry
may fare far better as a result of a

second report by the Council of Eco-
nomic Advisors on consumer savings
that were expected to follow the re-

duction or repeal of excise taxes last

June.
In the group’s first report to Presi-

dent Johnson, covering the month of

July, the industry was singled out
as one of the areas, the economists
claimed, that had not passed on the
repeal to the consumer.
Word of the new report, which

would cover the month of August,
followed a letter sent by Henry Brief,

exec secretary of the Record Industry
Association of America (RIAA), to

Gardner Ackley, chairman of the

CEA, Henry M. Fowler, secretary of

the 'Treasury and Bill Moyers, Presi-

dential Press Secretary, that expressed
“shock” at the original CEA re-

port (see below) in view of the fact

that most labels had made lower
price adjustments on their LP and
singles product.

Brief told Cash Box that he has
received a reply from Ackley. While
he would not divulge details of the
Ackley correspondence, he indicated
that Ackley had assured him that the
matter would be investigated, and
that some comment would be made in

a second report, which is said to be
part of a “continuing study” of the
excise tax situation.

The Brief letter called for a “.
. .

reevaluation of the situation prevail-

ing in our industry” which would
“.

. . prompt the council to issue a
revised report correcting a most

grievous misconception of the record

manufacturers’ price policies that has

been disseminated among the public.”

RIAA’s “dismay” at the CEA re-

port was compounded, Bi’ief wrote,

by the fact that the association on

Aug. 4 attended an informal meeting

called by the Chairman of the House
Ways and Means Committee to ex-

plore the effects of the excise tax

repeal on consumer prices of a variety
of commodities. “We presented in-

formation at this meeting, along with
copies of trade newspaper stories,

which indicated that the overwhelm-
ing number of record manufacturers
had indeed made downward adjust-
ments in their prices following the
excise tax repeal. Imagine our con-
sternation then to be confronted with
the allegation that record manufac-
turers had passed on none of the tax
cut.”

Brief said that the association felt

that inspection would reveal that
price competition within the business
was “so intense that even those man-
ufacturers who might not willingly
have wanted to cut prices have had
to do so in order to remain competi-

tive.” “This is in spite of the fact,”

Brief went on, “that a recent economic

study of our industry prepared by a

team of Professors from the Harvard
University School of Business and
the Cambridge Research Institute

revealed that net profits after taxes

for record manufacturers declined

from 6.8^c in 1957 to 1.7% in 1964.”

Riding high on both singles and album
charts with “The In Crowd,” a jazz
interpretation of the months-back
Dobie Gray hit, the team has been
forced to cancel some $27,000 in night-
club, television and one-nighter book-
ings.
The group had been headlining at

the resort city’s Wonder Garden at
the time of the freak accident, which
occurred when one of the waves over-
turned Lewis causing the fracture.
Aside from erasing the remainder of
the stay at the present engagement,
Lewis’ manager John Levy also had to
withdraw from signed bookings at the
Showboat in Philadelphia, the Village
Gate in New York, Leo’s Casino in
Cleveland, Columbus Ohio’s Jamaica
Club and a half-dozen college one-
nighters. TV dates for the “Tonight,”
“Nightlife” and “A1 Hirt” segments
were also eliminated.
Adding to the irony of the weird

incident is the realization that the
team, which has been performing to
the acclaim of jazz critics and fans
for about ten-years, is now repre-
sented by its first major success on
the charts, with a likely follow-up in
the offing.

The Italian industry is back at work after a short period of vacation. Top
executives are once again at their desks preparing a program for the fall

season. Anyway, it seems that the sales results of the summer season, con-
trary to what was generally expected were quite satisfactory. It seems that
our market definitely recovered from the crisis. Odds are strong that the
Autumn and Winter seasons will be a confirmation of this recovery.
Among the artists who have been promoted during this summer season,

we would like to point out the name of Omella Vanoni. The latest recording
of this star was issued by Dischi Ricordi for the contest “A Record For The
Summer.” Although it was excluded from this Festival, it quickly entered the
charts confirming the great value of the performer. The “A” side of the disc

was “Caldo” presented by Ornella Vanoni at the International Song Festival
at Pesaro late in June. Ornella will perform again the song on the TV screens
on the occasion of the next international Bari Show, which will take place
at the beginning of Sept. It’s organized by Gianni Ravera.

According to Paolo Ruggeri, International A/R Manager for Dischi Ricordi,
Ornella was also promoted to the foreign markets too: she was in Spain
and France where she performed on the TV and recorded discs in Spanish and
French. She will be back in France debuting on the famous Olympia stage.
Records of the songstress are issued in the foreign countries under the CBS
label.

CBS will also introduce Ornella in England and in the States. Ornella will

leave for the States next Oct. where she will be heavily promoted. Personal
appearances of this Italian artist are planned throughout the U.S.
Two other young Ricordi artists who will also be present at Bari are

Wilma Goich and a Greek boy called Teocoli.
Among the new releases which will soon appear on the record market we

wish to point out a new disc by Don Powell. This artist recently joined
Clan Celentano. His records will be issued under Celentano’s new label “FD
Cat.” The first disc by Powell under the new mark includes a song called “Le
Awenture E Gli Amori Di Moll Flanders” which comes from the film pro-
duced by Paramount starring Kim Novak and Vittorio De Sica.

Among the new Clan releases there is an instrumental disc which includes
another song derived from another great film which will be introduced in

Italy during the next season. Title of the film and of the song is “Prima
Vittoria.” The film is directed by Otto Preminger. Both records will be, of
course, heavily promoted on the occasion of the next presentations of the
films on the Italian screens.
A new music event called “Festival Della Lombardia” will start in the

immediate future. It will be a ten day tour of the northern district of Italy
which will boast a number of singers from different record firms such as
Ariston Records, SAAR, Phonogram and so on. We have received the news
from Phonogram and we will give more details on the program next week.
Final night of the contest will be televised from Milan. Phonogram has
informed Cash Box that they will be represented in this contest by the
Italian/Argentina star Sonia, performing “T’Hanno Visto.” Orchestra will be
conducted by Gornj Kramer.
Another top Italian star, Mina, will tour the States next Oct.; announce-

ment came from RI.FI. Records. Mina will star with five others on twenty
shows on the TV series Studio Uno scheduled for the next season. Other
stars on the series will be Omella Vanoni (Ricordi) and Rita Pavone (RCA
Italiana).

RI.FI RECORDS has also announced the next release of an LP containing
all the latest Italian top ten hits as sung by Mina.
Another RI.FI artist will be the star of a new TV series called “Le Nostre

Serate” which includes 6 weekly shows. We refer, of course, to Giorgio Gaber.

EMI has broken the ice by entering the rink of unconventional selling out-

ets around which the industry has been skating for a considerable time.

The move (reported in last week’s Cash Box) came with the news that EMI,
;he largest record company in the world, with 25% of the total market, had
oined forces with the Paul Hamlyn Publishing Group to produce popular

jriced LP’s for marketing, not only in record shops, but in other retail outlets

>uch as bookshops, newsagents, department and multiple stores, etc. etc.

The two multi-million pound giants have formed a new company. Music For
Pleasure Ltd, in which Paul Hamlyn (Holdings) Ltd and The Gramophone
I!ompany, an EMI subsidiary, each have equal holdings. The share capital is

2100,000.

Paul Hamlyn is chairman of the new company and Sir Joseph Lockwood,
chairman of EMI, is a director.

Commencing on Oct. 1, 1965 the company will market, on its own Music
S’or Pleasure label, high quality popular and classical 12" LP recordings for

mly 12/6. (1.75) and available to dealers on sale or exchange. A special sales

’orce has been set up and will operate from depots all over the counti*y.

The two companies came together because their experience was comple-
nentary. The Paul Hamlyn Group needed EMI Artistes and production facili-

;ies and EMI needed the specialist marketing skill of its new partner.

The records, featuring EMI artistes only, will be manufactured by that firm

it their plant in Hayes and will have the same quality of reproduction and
ilass of artiste as records costing 30/-. (4.20).

Marketing of the records, including designing the sleeves, distribution and
nerchandising will be handled by the Paul Hamlyn Group.

The Paul Hamlyn Group already has experience in marketing records. They
lave for three years been selling, with success, records made by the Czecho-
dovakian company Supraphon, specializing in classical music from Eastern
European composers and musicians.

The directors of Music For Pleasure emphasized that the LPs are in no way
cut price’ records. The low price of 12/6 is possible, partly because most of

;he records are made from material on which the original recording costs have
Deen absorbed, and partly because the volume of sale will be higher than any-
;hing achieved in the past.

SIR JOSEPH LOCKWOOD PAUL HAMLYN

At a special press conference, Lockwood said “Both companies are certain

jhat the market for long playing records in this country can be considerably
expanded.” He instanced that in the U.S. more than twice the number of LPs
are sold per capita than in the U.K. He said he believed that the new label

would open up an entirely new low priced market which would not adversely
affect the sales of other, more expensive, LPs, but would, on the contrary,

probably stimulate interest and boost sales in that category.

Here he drew a direct analogy with publishing by referring to the Music
For Pleasure records as the quality ‘paperbacks’ of the record industry, but
with one major advantage. “In the case of our records, the public are getting
sxactly the same product, not merely the same words in a different and
cheaper edition.’’

Commenting on the fact that since the mass introduction of paperbacks,
books are being read by a greater number of people than ever before, he said,

‘Authors, at first reluctant to appear in paperbacks, now take a very poor
view of their agents if they fail to sell paperback rights. In other words,
paperbacks opened up an entirely new market. We expect these records to do
the same.” The directors of Music For Pleasure anticipate selling several
million records during their first year of trading.

The first release comprises 78 records, forty-eight of them popular and the

remainder classical. Each subsequent month, with the exception of Dec., a

further 12 records will be released. The artistes roster is impressive with
orchestras including the Los Angeles Philharmonic, the Paris National Opera
Orchestra, the Philharmonia and, with Sir Malcolm Sargent, the B.B.C. Sym-
phony Orchestra. Popular International stars include Sammy Davis Jr., Judy
Garland, Nat ‘King’ Cole & Adam Faith.

The same week, encouraged with the tremendous success of their low priced

“Wing” series of quality LPs, introduced in March, Philips Records slashed
the price from 15/- to 10/-. The reduction comes into force with the Sept,

releases which include nine new show recordings, “My Fair Lady,” “South
Pacific,” “West Side Story,” “Annie Get Your Gun,” “Oklahoma,” “Kiss Me
Kate,” “Brigadoon,” “Carousel” and “The King & 1.” All new recordings were
specially made for the “Wing” series. These, together with six new classical

releases ranging from Symphonies and Concertos by Haydn and Mozart to

Dvorak’s “New World,” brings the total number of releases so far to 70.

Other notable low-priced series already available in this country include

Pye’s classical Marble Arch series retailing at 12/6. Ember Records recently
launched ‘Budget’ line “Famous Artistes” retailing at 9/11 and Pickwick
International enjoy considerable success with their Allegro catalogue which
sells at 10/-.

EMI Records has given its promotion department a “new look” and has
made several new appointments within the division which will widen con-
siderably the scope of the firm’s promotional activities, and ensure the closest

possible liaison between the company and dealers, radio and TV producers,
press and DJs, etc. Jack Florey has been appointed promotion manager, and
existing members of the promotion department, Nevil Scrimshire and Fenella
Ronald, have been joined by former sales representatives .Adrian Rudge and
Phil Greenop. Besides the usual promotional activities in London, considerable
attention will also be paid to the provinces.
Cameo Parkway artiste Chubby Checker, back in town for a series of TV

and radio appearances, was feted at a reception hosted by Pye Records, Cameo
Parkways U.K. licensees, who release his latest single, “Everything’s Wrong.”
Checker later left for appearances in Italy, France, Germany and Spain.

Roy Orhison, The Londonderry Strings and Frank Pourcel.

Companhia Brasileira de Discos (Philips) has a real winner with “Dois Na
Bossa,” the live recording done by two of the “hottest” artists of the moment,
Elis Regina and Jair Rodrigues (of “Deixa Isso Pr’a La” fame). Their show,
presented to 2,000 happy fans in Sao Paulo, was preserved on wax for all to
enjoy, with particular bouquets going to Elis for her stirrins: version of the
contest-winning “Arrastao” (1st. in Festival of Brazilian Popular Music),
Marcos Valle and brother Paulo Sergio’s haunting “Precise Aprender A Ser
So,” and the very swinging and catchy on “Deus Com A Familia.” Jair has a
real winner with “Ta Grossando” that should put him back to his familiar #1
position on the charts. Also included by the duo is fabulous up-beat “Pot-
pourri” of MPM Brazilian hits with everything from Antonio Carlos Jobim’s
“0 Morro Nao Tern Vez,” to Ze Keti’s “Acender As Velas.” CBD’s Jazz De-
partment has released a special treat by Charlie Mingus tabbed “Black Saint
And The Sinner Lady” and the Fantasia line which offers “Coisas do Sertao”
presenting folk music from Brazil’s Northeast. Philips has good news for all

Jorge Ben fans, with his current single hit of “Ninguem Chora Mais” (“Noon
Cries Anymore”), done up in his inimitable style.

Marcos Nobili, partly responsible for most of the present activities of
Discos Rge, faithfully keeps us posted on the goings-on of the company. One
of the important social-musical events of the season was a cocktail party,
hosted by Rge with two purposes, both connected with the Zimbo Trio.

An excellent LP for guitar fans, is the long
awaited Paulinho Nogueira new album, which includes several hits, like

CHICAGO—During a recent general
business meeting (August 15 & 16)
of the Music and Vending Association
of South Dakota, at the Franklin
Hotel, in Deadwood, S.D., the group
approved a resolution in reference to
the 3 per cent sales tax levied on
automatic machines of all types. The
association’s Legislative Committee
was instructed by vote to confer with
its attorney in Pierre to draft legisla-
tion to alter the present sales tax
regulation with regards to vending
machines.

It was pointed out, during the dis-
cussion, that there is no way opera-
tors of vending machines can collect
the sales tax on the products vended.
This is required by law. The sales
tax, as interpreted by law, cannot be
absorbed by the seller.

Presiding over the discussion was
Darlow Maxwell, Pierre, president of
the South Dakota association, who
chaired the sessions during the two-
day conference. John Trucano, of
Black Hills Novelty & Vending (Com-
panies, in Deadwood, was chairman
of all the arrangements, and host to
the gi’oup. The association reportedly
enjoyed excellent attendance from
among the membership for the meet-
ing.

Included among the speakers and
honored guests were representatives
of vending machine manufacturers
and distributors from Omaha, Ne-
braska; Minneapolis and St. Paul,
Minnesota; and Chicago.

Irv. Linderholm, of Tri-State Vend-
ing Co., Fargo, North Dakota, presi-
dent of the North Dakota operator
group, was the featured speaker dur-
ing the banquet, Monday evening, at
Turgeon’s Supper Club, in Deadwood.

Number Three of a series

The year was 1933, and a whole lot of people

were on first that year—like Babe Ruth,

Cuyler, Simmons, Gehrig and darn near every-

one else in the country were with

Rock-Ola’s great WORLD
FAIR JIGSAW and WORLD
SERIES game.
