As magical as they are, recordings

do not play by themselves. Before a

disk can come into a home, there must

be a phonograph ready to receive it

and play its contents. We poured over

the rosy statistics presented by mak-

ers of hi-fi component systems at the

just-concluded New York High Fidelity

Show, and like the new transistorized

systems that are revolutionizing the

hi-fi industry, sales of component

phonos and radio sets are in a solid

state—running some 20% ahead of

1964.

The significance of this fine show-

ing among hi-fi manufacturers was

pointed out in a recent edition of the

Wall Street Journal. The burgeoning

color TV market has evidently created

fears in some industry circles that con-

sumers would be foregoing purchases

of component systems in favor of en-

hancing their home entertainment with

color TV sets. Color TV price scales

—

though still considered a high-price in-

vestment—are such these days that

the TV industry is undergoing a boom
that is playing no small part in keeping

our economy in high gear.

But, as the aforementioned running-

ahead percentage makes plain, these

fears are unfounded, and to add to the

encouraging picture, “packaged”

phono-radio sets are also selling well

ahead of 1964.

As we see it, the obvious excitement

over tinted video broadcasts has not

evolved into the kind of competition

that is biting heavily into the well-

established glamour of creating a li-

brary of recorded sound that one can

take advantage of at his pleasure and

convenience.

Of course, the hi-fi-record industries

can also claim a recent revolution that

brought newly-won excitement and

sales strides to a 75-year-old area of

home-entertainment. This was the in-

vention of the stereo disk, which, after

its debut in 1957, established even

further the claim that records could

bring concert-hall realism into one’s

living room.

Unlike color TV, which had to over-

come high prices and, admittedly, im-

perfect technical and broadcast prob-

lems, stereo disks were pretty much a

refined art (stereo tapes had been on

the market for sometime) when they

were introduced. But, unfortunately,

poor public education on all levels of

the hi-fi-record industries did not con-

vey the truly startling advances in

sound reproduction offered by binau-

ral recordings. After this false start,

stereo has caught on (to say the least)

and, once more referring to the above

statistics, the public continues its

large-scale turnover in equipment.

Happily, the stereo record has been

around long enough so that it’s no

longer an innovation, but an accepted

form of hearing disks, though still

open to new markets. In the final anal-

ysis, it is the value of what records

have to say that will determine the in-

dustry’s future, its day-to-day success.

As long as recorded product continues

to satisfy its audience, its appeal

—

and, yes. Its glamour, will never wear

thin. Advances in the art of making

records are important; continually pro-

viding the record buyer with product

he wants to possess Is Imperative.

Dunhill

AMSTERDAM—At the sold out con-

gress hall of the ultra-modern Inter-

national congress center in Amster-
dam on Saturday, Oct. 2, famous
Dutch actor Guus Oster handed out

eleven “Edison Awards.” The small

bronze statue of the phonograph’s
inventor, Thomas Alva Edison, a de-

sign by Dutch sculptor Rioter d’Hont,

was given this year for the following

categories: Dutch vocal, international

vocal (2) ,
international instrumental,

Dutch and international jazz, Dutch
and international teenage repertoire,

French chanson, Dutch Cabaret and
folk recordings.
Winners of 1965, according to a

Dutch 6-man jury which has been

appointed by the CCGC, (Collective

Board for Record-promotion), were
Dutch singer Willeke Alberti for her

LP “Willeke,” Alice Babs and Svend
Asmussen for their LP, “Scandina-

vian Songs,” Esther Ofarim for her

German-sung LP, “Melodie einer

Nacht,” French orchestra-conductor

Franck Pourcel for his 23rd LP
“Amour, danse et violons,” the Dutch
jazz-group under pianist Louis Van
Dyke for his LP “Trio and Quartet,”

American bandleader Oliver Nelson

for his LP “More Blues and the Ab-
stract Truth,” Dutch teenage-group

Z. Z. And The Masks for their same-

name LP, The Beatles for their LP,
“Beatles For Sale,” French composer
and singer Leo Ferre for his double-

album “Ferre chante Verlaine et

Rimbaud,” Dutch cabaret-star Toon
Hermans for his “One Man Show
1965” and Joan Baez for her fifth

LP with folk-repertoire.

This Dutch Edison for Light Music
has become a sort of an Oscar. The
Edison award is not given for a cer-

tain sales-figure, but for the musical

merits of the recordings in question.

This year, the only American among
the eleven prize winners, Oliver Nel-

son, came to Holland personally to

receive the award and to say a few
words of thanks for TV to all those

who had helpeJ him in realizing the

prize-winning LP. Later in the night,

after the star-studded show. Nelson
led a jam-session on tenor with Art
Farmer on trumpet and a group of

prominent Dutch jazz-musicians with

Nine-month op-

erating profit increased to $66.2 mil-

lion or $1.13 a share, from $55.8 mil-

lion, or 93 cents a share, the previous

year. Sales rose 10% to $1,470,600,000

from $1,330,500,000.

a Mercury affiliate. For the past year,

Records, creating product and doing
national promotion.
He will be joined on the West Coast

by his wife, Elly, well known in in-

dustry circles for her many years
working with Muzak and RCA Cus-
tom.

It’s a
highly professional journal, but un-
fortunately, others we’ve come across
are rather slipshod affairs with half
truths, rumors and misleading items.
Recently we read an article on Bob
Dylan in a San Bernardino teen paper,
where reference was made to his being
influenced by Woody Guthrie. The
wi'iter then went on to comment on
Guthrie’s death, a statement which is

not supported by any fact we know.
It is true that Guthrie has been ill

for several years and had been resid-
ing at the Greystone Hospital in New
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Jersey. We understand that it was
there that Dylan first met Guthrie and
subsequently wrote a tribute in song
to the folk guitarist-composer and
singer. Guthrie is of course, a living
legend and his songs of justice and
injustice are among the finest in folk-
lore. What John Steinbeck wrote in
volumes in the 1930’s, Guthrie com-
pressed into such songs as “Pastures
of Plenty” and “Hard Travelin,.” His
“Deportees,” written in 1948, is one of
the most impressive of all protest
songs and his “Ruben James” is as
intense an anti-war lyric as we’ve ever
heard. Yet he has also written one of
our most powerfully patriotic anthems
“This Land Is Your Land.” We under-
stand that Howie Richmond’s music
firms contain at least a hundred un-
recorded Guthrie copyrights, yet, to
our knowledge, Dylan has yet to re-
cord a Guthrie song. . . . Another
brilliant folk hero is singer, writer
and guitarist Pete Seeger who, a few
years back, adapted words from the
text of the Book of Ecclesiastes in
the old testament, added music, and
called the song “Turn Turn Turn.”
Seeger recorded it for Columbia and
it was subsequently cut by a number
of other folk singers including the
Simon Sisters for Kapp and Judy Col-
lins for Elektra. It’s a magnificent
song of affirmation and the new single
version by the Byrds is currently in
orbit on Columbia. It’s just possible
that a song with a lyric which may
date back to the year 60 A.D., will
soon be on the nation’s top ten charts.

VAN CLIBURN-TCHAIKOVSKY PIANO CONCERTO
After more than seven years since its release, Van Cliburn’s reading of

Tchaikovsky's piano concerto number 1 remains a “first and only.” The LP,

first marketed in July of 1958. went on to become the industry’s first classical

recording to sell a million copies. According to Victor, the LP will soon hit

the two million mark in both domestic and foreign sales. As the latter figure

indicates, the album is far from being a fortunate relic of Victor’s past. It

remains todti».' in Victor’s catalog as a continuing best-seller. Of course, the

album was one of the most eagerly awaited classical albums of all-time. Cli-

burn was in his early twenties when he won the Tchaikovsky Prize in Moscow
in 1958, and the Tchaikovsky work was one of two concerti that the pianist

performed that won him first place and international fame.

Cliburn is now placed among the top classical attractions in the world, rank-

ing, according to Sol Hurok, the famed booking agent, with fellow pianist

Artur Rubinstein as the highest paid musician in the world; he can command
87500 per concert, but usually also receives a percentage of the gate.

The album could well show a significant sales spurt when Cliburn and Kiril

Kondrashin, the Russian maestro who conducted the orchestra at the original

and disk versions of Cliburn’s performance of the Tchaikovsky concerto, per-

form the w'ork once more in New York next month as Kondrashin starts his

American tour with the Moscow Philharmonic Orchestra. They will perform

the work on Nov. 23 and 24, and on Nov. 29, they will perform Rachmaninoff’s

piano concerto number 3, the second work that helped Cliburn win the Mos-
cow prize. The Rachmaninoff opus is one of 12 recordings by Cliburn for

Victor.

Last week we spoke in our column about the 1965 edition of the “Festival

Delle Rose,” a contest which will be held in Rome on Oct. 15, 16 and 17. This
interesting event marks the opening of the new autumn/winter season on the

light music scene in Italy. This is the second consecutive year that the

contest will be organized and we’d like to point out the success of the first

edition, which introduced the strong Gianni Morandi hit, on the RCA label,

“Non Son Degno Di Te.” The disk later became one of the top selling records

of the winter season 1965.

The contest will take place at the Hotel Hilton in Rome, and it’s organized
by Maria Luisa Pisan and Angelo Facenna, while the artistic director and stage

manager is our friend Mario Minasi.
This year 28 artists will perform in the contest, introducing 40 new songs,

twenty of them to be executed on the first night and twenty on the second
night. Only twenty songs, chosen by a special jury, will be performed on the

final night before the TV cameras.
List of performers includes top talents such as Orietta Berti (Phonogram),

Ico Cerrutti (Clan), Dino (RCA), Sergio Endrigo (Fonit Cetra), Peppino
Gagliardi (Saar), Bruno Lauzi (CGD), Le Amiche (Saar), Louiselle (RCA),
Jenny Luna (RCA), Bruno Martino (Ariston), Sonia E Le Sorelle (EMI
Italiana), Eroardo Vianello (RCA). Every one of the above mentioned artists

will perform two new songs, one of which will be chosen for the final night.

The cast is completed by 16 new young artists, some of them making their

debut. They will perform only one song each, and eight of them will be selected

for the final night of the contest. Two orchestras will perform on stage, one

conducted by Giampiero Boneschi and the other by Bruno Canfora.

We also wish to point out a very interesting particular; “Festival Delle Rose”
will also serve this year to organize, for the first tirne, a European meeting be-

tween top responsibles of the European musical industry. Organizers have
kindly invited some of the top publishers and record producers of all European
countries to be present at tbe event. The meeting, which is called “First Euro-
pean Convention for Light Music,” will take place at the end of the contest.

Purpose of the meeting is to discuss all the various problems connected with

the European market, with particular emphasis on the interchange of the

musical products between the various countries. CB also has been invited to be

present to the Convention.
We also announced last week that our TV company would present a one

hour show performed by Adriano Celentano and all the members of his Clan.

During this show he would present, for the first time to the public, the

mysterious “Clan Girl” who w’as successfully introduced last year on the record

market with her first recording, entitled “E Gia’.” The show took place this

week, and as we announced, the name of the unknown songstress is Marilena

Cantu’, who presented a new song, entitled “Ma Tu Chi Sei.” The record is

obtaining a good reaction on the market. Celentano presented two new songs,

“Ringo” and “La Festa.” The show served also to introduce a new talent

recentlv pacted by Clan Celentano, Pilade. The young singer performed a song

called “Charlie Brown.” Other participants in the show were Don Backy,

singing “L’Amore,” and Gino Santercole, performing “L’Autostop.”

Among the new releases presented on the market during this last period by

CGD Internazionale, we must mention a record which marks the debut of

Frank Sinatra Jr. The first record issued in Italy under the Reprise label, it

includes “You Were Meant For Me” c/w “Too Close For Comfort.”

^ CBS has released Eugene Ormandy’s version of “Also Sprach Zarathustra”
and a selection of works written by Chopin, by Alexander Brailowsky, for its

1 growing Classical music catalog, which is turning into one of the most impor-
tant in the market. On the pop side there is an album with the “Israel Song

' Festival,” by several Jewish artists, the new LP by Eydie Gorme and the Los
Panchos Trio, with more big selling melodic standards, and another album by
the Brothers Four, “Songs of Our Time.”

I Music Hall reports big sales for its expanding “Difusion Musical” series,

selling at 395 pesos and now including more than one hundred titles. The list

includes many LP’s not previously available, which now are selling very well.

The diskery’s president, Nestor Selasco, will soon travel to Europe for a series

of visits to the main music cities of Spain, France and Italy. Several new
business arrangements are expected to result from this trip.

RCA news includes a new single by top lark Violeta Rivas, “All The Way,”
the US standard, and Augusto Alguero’s “Cuando Llegue el Fin del Mundo,”
copyrighted originally in Spain. There is also a new single by folk singer
Eduardo Rodrigo, “Fugitiva de Medianoche,” and albums by Violeta, by top
teen star Juan Ramon (with tunes like “H Mondo” and “Downtown”) and folk

artists Suma Paz and Carlos Di Fulvio. The diskery’s Adolfo Pino is just back
from a stay in the States, where he held talks with RCA International’s people.

Public relations gal Celina Riviere infos that folk singer Julio Molina Cabral
is starting a tour of several provinces of the country. In November he must
be back to start shooting a new film titled “Polvareda Vieja,” which features
five stories related to folk music, and will be done by the same group that
made the hit film “Cosquin, Amor y Folklore,” filmed during the past Cosquin
Folk Music Festival. Cabral has recently recorded Pancho Flores’ tune “Que
Bonita Va.”
H & R Records have released a single by folk chanter Hedgar Di Fulvio,

devoted to Mother’s Day, which is celebrated in Argentina on the third Sunday
of October. Titles involved are “To Mommy” and “A la Manca Fiesta.” The
record is being distributed with a special cover.
Lagos Publishers hard at work with “Zambita del Musiquero,” a folk tune

^ penned by Chanqui Chazarreta, and recorded by Horacio Guarany, Los de Salta
and Los Fronterizos for Philips, Los Chalchaleros (RCA), Los Ariscos (Odeon
Pops,) El Chango Nieto (CBS) and Tomas Campos (Music Hall). The pubbery
is promoting the Bolivian rhythm “Taquirari” along the Pacific coast of South
America, seemingly with good results.
Phonogram is also keeping an eye on Mother’s Day, and has released a

single, recorded by top TV and radio announcer and emcee Cacho Fontana,
with two poems devoted to the event. The label expects huge sales from this

item. Americo Severini, in charge of sales at Philips, infos that folk singer
Horacio Guarany is selling very well; French lark France Gall, and Sam The
Sham are also blue chips on diskery’s roster.

There are two new albums coming from Microfon, one cut by Thelonious
Monk for Prestige, represented here by Kaminsky’s label and tagged “The
Golden Monk,” and the latter, by Dick Jacobs and orchestra, with a selection
of incidental music, including titles like “Cocktails for Two” and the tune
bearing the albums title, “Soft Lights and Sweet Music.” A new album by
pianist Liberace is also ready and there are several releases by Pete Fountain
expected in the near future.

Odeon infos that teen group Los Shakers are celebrating the sale of 25,000

copies of their first album with a fast trip to Lima, Peru, where they have
several pending contracts. Young lark Claudia has recorded the two main
titles from her film “Como Te Extrano Mi Amor,” “La Azafata” and “La
Cancion del Borriquin.” Chanter Dean Reed, recently on a tour of Europe, has
recorded “Elizabeth,” which seems to be a potential hit.

Jose Bragato of Ala-Nicky informs us that the diskery is just i-eleasing new
recordings by Pichy Mazzei and his Jazz Sextet, songstress Donna Carroll,
tango lark Alba Solis, one of the top names in the field, and country musician

' Damasio Esquivel. Mazzei’s titles are “Let’s Fall in Love,” “Ricky,” “Swing-
ing Sheperd’s Blues” and “Hammer’s Hung Up,” while Alba waxed “Cancion
de Ave Maria,” “La Calesita,” “La Cumparsita” and “Cambalache.”
Fermata Publishers report the waxing of “Help,” the latest Beatles’ hit,

by Las Ardillas for Odeon Pops. Tango stars Lezica-Caldara, under the Music
Hall banner, have cut “Nostalgias,” the old tango standard, while Sandro’s
latest is “Crying in the Chapel,” in Spanish. Los Buhos (CBS), have also re-
corded the Beatles’ smash, while Fabricio, on the same label, has “Veras,
Veras” and “La Verita.”

) Julio Korn Publishers are working on two tunes from the Italian bestsellers
lists, they are “E Voi Ballate” and “I Tuoi Occhi Verdi.” Also coming from
Italy is “L’Ultima Ocasione,” cut originally by Mina. This tune has been re-
corded here by Juan Ramon for RCA. JK also has two tunes cut by Aznavour:
“Quand J’En Aurai Assez” and “Avec,” which are believed to have strong sales
potential. French chanter Alain Barriere’s visit has been good promotion for
several of his songs, such as “Attends,” “Adio Karamou” and “Un ete.”
More from CBS, the diskery’s Press Dept, reports the arrival of Brazilian

chanter Roberto Carlos, who hit the charts some time ago with “Calhambeque”
and an album released a short time later. Carlos will appear on Channel 9 and
at dance parties, and is also expected to visit Cordoba.

Lucio Milena of Milrom sends word about the recording by Roberto Yanes
by CBS of several tunes contained in “La Pergola de las Flores,” the hit musical
film starred by Prieto and Marujita Diaz. Titles are “Campo Lindo,” “Dos Cora-
zones Debiera Tener,” “El Parque” and “Un Beso en Primavera.”

One of the big sensations of these past times, is without a doubt, the
presentation of Stan Getz in Brazil. The US musicman, was received by all

Brazilians with a gratitude and affection due to the general feeling of debt
that this country owes to the great tenor-sax, for all he has done for the
world promotion of Brazilian music, as well as for artists like Luiz Bonfa,
Maria Helena Toledo, Joao Gilberto, Astrud Gilberto, and composers like

Antonio Carlos Jobim, Vinicius De Morals, and lately Carlos Lyra, with whom
Stan appeared in several highly-acclaimed TV programs. After a series

of personal appearances, always with sold-out rooms, Stan Getz crowned it

all with his presentation (during the already famous MPM program, “Fino da
Bossa”) when he received the important award “Trofeu Guarani,” an homage
to the late composer Antonio Carlos Gomes, author of the operas “0 Guarani,”
“Loschiavo,” “Fosca,” “Noite No Castelo” and many others, from the hands
of lark Elis Regina, while Bob Corte Real made official presentation of the
touching ceremony. After that program, Stan left for a Buenos Aires engage-
ment, but will be in Rio de Janeiro, since he was invited by Governor Carlos
Lacerda, to represent a Columbia film, for which he wrote the musical score,

in the First International Festival of Cinema.

Producoes Fermata keeps us informed of the latest releases: in the LP
field, they have “The International Pop Orchestra,” the third volume of this
highly-regarded interpreter of beautiful latest hits; “Dance Party” by Martha
& The Vandellas, the famous trio who are responsible for the hit, “Dancing
In The Streets,” included in this album, and which was #1 on the Cash Box
charts; “Creme Batido”—Herb Alpert’s Tijuana Brass—which Fermata is

proud to introduce in the first LP by this instrumentalist in Brazil. The
“double-compacts” bring us two of the most successful artists in the US
today—Gerry & The Pacemakers, with their tremendous hit “I’m The One,”
and The Supremes, the big winners with so many number ones in the CB
best sellers’ lists, including “Stop! In The Name Of Love.” Some promising
singles complete the list of future hits of the Fermata label, like, the Portu-
guese “fado” singer Terezinha Alves, who lived for a long time in Brazil,
becoming a favorite in that country; Marino Marini, the international
combo, who appeared here with the new “sniart set” dancing the “Letkiss,”
with instructions how to dance it on the cover; another group under Fausto
Papetti, with the theme song from the successful Bond film “Goldfinger,” cur-
rently showing in Rio de Janeiro, were attended by enormous crowds.

The news from RCA Victor concerns a great loss for the company in Brazil:
Charles Nobili, for a long time the efficient, well-liked and admired sales-
manager in the Sao Paulo offices, left the company, after many years of
excellent services to RCA in particular, and to the Brazilian record industry
in general. Nobili, being on of the persons who knows more about the business,
and who accumulated long years of deep experience, which he put to service
with a dynamic personality, will be eventually welcomed by any organization
connected with the disc world. . . . Ramalho Neto, who is presently heading
the A&R dept, in Sao Paulo, is working in full speed and the results are being
felt already, with good production in that field, from a source which was
practically inactive before he started his efficient activities.

Marcos Nobili, sends along the latest news from RGE, he is so efficiently
heading, together with Julio Nagib: the President of that company and also
of Fermata—Enrique Lebendiger—was in Buenos Aires to attend important
meetings concerning his international activities. The new releases from RGE
are important ones, as can be seen in the following list: in the LP field we
have “Anjos Do Sol,” an interesting vocal group which is considered a pleasant
surprise, “Os Grandes Sucessos Do Paramount,” another varied album with
live recordings which were cut during recent shows (BN Concerts) in that
theater (the home of MPM), which includes numbers by Zimbo Trio, Alayde
Costa, Yvette, Walter Santos, Maria Lucia, The Noneth Of Oscar Neves and
the Bossa Jazz Trio; “Sabor A Mi,” by Billy Vaughn, a follow-up to the
unprecedented success of another old time favorite disc of this orchestra
interpreting Latin American hits called “La Paloma,” “0 Mundo Musical de
Baden Powell,” a highly interesting contribution to the international record-
ings of Brazilian music by Brazilian artists. This LP was cut in France for
the “Barclay” label which is now represented by RGE. The double-compacts
recently released include Eddie Fisher (“Hello, Dolly,” “Downtown,” “Red
Roses . . .” and “Dear Heart”); Uccio Gaeta, (“Cominciamo Ad Amarci,”
“Biondina,” “Floriana” and “Ma Cche Ma Cche”), arranged and sung by the
maestro with his group; Messias, a singer-composer, making his disc bow, with
four of his compositions (“Queimada,” “Sem Bossa,” “Sonho De Juliao” and
“Sambruxa.” There are also singles by Helena De Lima, Harry James, Oslain
Galvao & Trio Cristal, Miltinho and Charles Aznavour.

Getz was high in his praises for

the high artistic standards of the Brazilian musicians and confirmed that the

boys will be a terrific success no matter where they are presented all over

the world. Stan had some good boys of his own including Joe Hunt (Drums),
Steve Swalow, (bass) and young vibraphone virtuoso Garry Burton, who was
formerly with 'the George Shearing Quintet. Mrs. Getz—Monica Christina

was quite impressed with the way they were received in Brazil.

CBS Do Brasil has more news from their exclusive artists; Rosely is_ cutting

her first disc. . . . Rossini Pinto was pleased “with the success of his teen-

slanted composition. . . . Sidney’s latest LP selling well. . . . Famous concert

pianist Ana Stella Schic is preparing a new album. . . . Theima has already

cut the requested album for Columbia Records. . . . Great, is the word for the

first album by Trio Melodia. . . . The first record of guitarist Waltel for CBS
is ready for release. ... A new great LP by Wanderlea is also ready. . . .

Definite confirmation has been made of the prestige teen chanter Roberto
Carlos by the hand of the man who “invented” him—old pro Bob Corte Real.

This exclusive artists of CBS is presenting the show “Jovem Guarda,” at the

Teatro and “TV Record.”

Joao Gilberto, after a very successful season in the US, will be presented
again to his Brazilian public at the Record later this month.
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Lucille Starr and her husband Bob Regan (“The Canadian Sweethearts”)
arrived at Schiphol Airport, Sept. 30, for a live performance at the Grand Gala
Du Disque Popular on Oct. 2. Canadian-born Lucille was received at the Air-
port by Phonogram officials and taken to a busily attended press-conference
at the Apollo Hotel, where the couple was welcomed by Phonogram’s manag-
ing board, Rolf Ten Kate of the P&PR Dept., many press-officials and leading
Dutch record-dealers and publishers. Jack Haslinghuis, Phonogram managing
director, handed the songstress a “Golden Tulip” as a token of thanks for her
fast selling repertoire in Holland, and a Golden Record for “The French Song.”
Haslinghuis mentioned the fact that it was a Dutch dealer, Henk Seevers from
Maastricht, who started it all by his personal enthusiasm for her “French
Son^” and who activated a sensational top-seller in Holland which was fol-

lowed by later recordings, both as solos by her and duets by the pair. It is

hoped that Lucille Starr will do a recording in the Phonogram studios.

Also arriving for the Grand Gala du Disque were Wayne Fontana & the
Mindbenders (Golden Record in the USA for “The Game Of Love”), who were
prepared a welcome with lunch by PPI officials and label manager Otto Vrie-
zenberg of Phonogram. During the press conference at the Hilton Hotel, Fon-
tana was offered the new and very popular Philips Mini-Tape recorder on
batteries by H. Cats of Philips’ Phonographic Industries, including a tape with
“The Game Of Love,” much to his pleasant surprise.

Phonogram has released an album with the great old Decca successes of
Vera Lynn, in view with her personal appearance in Holland at the Grand
Gala du Disque and because all her great songs, like “From The Time We
Say Goodbye,” “Auf Wiedersehen,” “The Homing Waltz” and others, are still

very much in demand in singles. The album was put in the budget-line cate-

gory.
Mercury’s new jazz-label, “Limelight,” was put on the Dutch market with

an initial release of four LP’s “Butterfly With Hiccups” by Gerry Mulligan,
“Baby Breeze” by Chet Baker, “Canadiana Suite” by the Oscar Peterson Trio
and “In A New Setting” by Milt Jackson. Six other LP’s are to follow soon.
Bovema’s Stateside label started a special campaign for the promotion and

plugging of the McCoys’ “Hang On Sloopy,” now number 2 on the U.S. Hit-
parade. Dealers throughout the country have been supplied with display-mate-
rial.

Bovema’s Imperial hits the stands with several home-made pop-productions
this week. The label launches Hans v. Tijn’s initial recordings of his own
songs, “Droommeisje” and “Aan het Strand,” on which occasion the young
student-singer is accompanied by the Amsterdam beat-group the Scamps, also
to be available soon on records.
The winners of this year’s Kaag Contest, the Marquees, started on a re-

cording career with “I’m A Man”/Marqees’ Party.”
Pee White and the Magic Strangers, a very promising beat-band from The

Hague are premiered by Imperial with their tracks “King Bee” and “Balia,
Balia.”

On to Miami Beach!

1965 NAMA SHOW

The 1965 NAMA Convention and Trade Show (Oct. 16-

19), is about to be triggered in Miami Beach. For years,

the economic importance of automatic vending has been

recognized by our industry and by many more discerning

members of the business community as a valuable serv-

ice to our citizens. In this year, however, following rather

closely upon an unqualified victory in the metallic coinage

recipe controversy, the position of the vending operator

has rocketed into economic prominence as the business

community at large has been made to understand that

automatic merchandising is no longer a mere convenient

service but a vital necessity to our modern way of life.

The positive reaction of our federal legislators to the

thought of millions of coin-operated machines grounding

to a near stand-still resulted not only in securing a com-

patible coinage but in briefly focusing national consumer

attention toward our trade. The attendant public rela-

tions benefits have all been rather comforting to say the

least but let us be reminded where the lion’s share of

the credit belongs—to those leaders of NAMA whose ef-

forts during 1964-65 turned membership dues into

profitable victory.

A mammoth trade convention, almost from the first

one it ever sponsored, NAMA has journeyed over the

years, presenting members and non-members alike with

a convention that surpasses attempts by nearly every

other industry of similar size. With nearly 150 registered

exhibitors scheduled to show their lines of equipment or

demonstrate their services, this year’s show should be,

trite but true, “bigger and better than ever.’’ And as the

vending industry has modernized, no longer do we find

the radically new equipment in the fore but mechanical

refinements on present machine ideas based on location

performance instead. True, new modes of equipment will

assuredly appear, but far from being based simply upon

a “hunch,’’ they will be the product of long and arduous

research in both technical engineering and market analy-

sis.

The selector panel is I

also a die casting that will take all of
the abuse that can be heaped upon it

The red selector buttons are reverse

hinged again this year. The stationary
identification numbers and letters are
in translucent red in a black back-
ground. This panel again incorporates
a reject bar or “change your mind
button.” A selector button latches
down when pressed and the reject bar-
must be pressed to change a pre-
viously selected letter or number.

Any Single” is lighted. On the stan-
dard phonograph model, instead of
the panel reading “Select Any
Album,” it would read “Make Any
Selection.” When a half dollar, or two
quarters is deposited, the Golden Bar
lights up giving the patron a choice

. . . Ten Top Tunes or . . . Two Album
Sides plus a bonus of a single selec-

tion ... or seven different single

tunes . . . depending on the patron’s

choice. All of this play information is

contained in the convertible display

panels.

Directly beneath the selector is a

panel of 3/16" crystal glass emblaz-
oned with the name WURLITZER. To
produce this effect, white ceramic
paint is fired on the back and then
baked. The oval design is etched into

the paint at the time of firing. Black
ceramic paint is used for the word
WURLITZER and this, too, is baked
on for permanency and the “halo”
effect. The softly subdued blue cole
of the glass is accomplished by the
use of a blue fluorescent tube. This
panel is mounted in a hinged, high-
polished aluminum door that doubles
as a frame for the glass and as access
door to the selector switch banks, the
fluorescent tube and the grille color
shield.

Beneath this panel is the striking
contrast of a dark perforated metal
screen decorated and protected by
bright rolled sections of stainless steel
bars. Soft glowing shades of blue light
from above shimmering over these
metals add much to the beauty of the
Model 3000. The metal surrounding
the grille heavy extruded interlocking
aluminum was formed in such a man-
ner that by the use of a vinyl strip,

our designers were able to give the
effect that the grille and panel sec-
tion were separate from the cabinet.
The kickplate is 5” high. It is fash-
ioned of London Grey embossed vinyl
over a wood base. “Operators will find

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The Coin Machine Scene in England

A SEASIDE SHOW; POUNDS & PENCE & M’LORD’S LAWS

A Report from London

LONDON—The British Club Trade

j

Fair, held at the seaside resort of

I

Brighton from September 28th thru
October 2nd, was an important one

I for the United Kingdom market be-
i cause it was the last one at which

manufacturers and importers could
show their latest machines which
comply with the new laws which come
into force on November 1st. Although
called a “Club” Fair this exhibition
is attended by many brewery repre-
sentatives and tavern keepers and
therefore affords machine men an op-
portunity to show off their latest ma-
chines for the public bar trade.

S

Until November 1st this year oper-
ators of fruit machines have been in

, a position to site their equipment in

!
public places, and although they were

j
only permitted to give up to one

I shilling (14 cents) in cash awards

I
they could give whatever they liked
in value of prizes. Toward the end of
last year, however, the British Par-
liament passed a law stating that, in
the future, only one shilling could be
given in cash and the value of prizes
must be restricted to five shillings
(70 cents) for each game.
Despite these changes the operator

(unless he holds an arcade license)
must still obtain permission from the
local authority before siting a ma-
chine in a public place, such as a
tavern, cafe, restaurant or shop, etc.
It was the Government’s intention to
cut down the value of prizes to one
shilling (14 cents) for both cash and
prizes but thanks to the efforts of the
Trade Associations they were per-
suaded to increase the value of prizes
to five shillings (70 cents).

Furthermore, they were also per-
suaded to delay this law being en-

. forced for one year so that operators
could be given reasonable time to re-
coup money invested in equipment
before these restrictions were due to
be enforced. And so, during the inter-
vening 12 months, there has been
great activity among manufacturers,
importers and factory representatives
to come up with ideas for new equip-
ment which would not only comply
with the rather narrow margins of
the new laws but at the same time
provide enough player appeal to keep
people playing the machines for
smaller prizes. One way of doing this
was to provide a machine which
would give two plays on the insertion
of one coin.

The most popular coin in the
amusement business is the sixpenny
piece (7 cents) so that when this is

placed in such a machine the player
is actually playing with three pence
(3V2 cents) on each play. When pay-
ments are made they usually amount
to two coins for any two of the same
symbol or a 5/- (70 cent) token is

dropped when three of a kind are
achieved. Recently a new idea has be-
come very popular and it has done
much to increase play appeal in the
taverns. The machine is like any other
mechanical fruit machine and plays
on 6d tokens. When a jackpot is won
the usual 5/- token is dropped but at
the same time a light comes on. While
the light remains on practically every
play from then until it goes out wins
another 5/- token. This word “practi-
cally” is important because the Brit-
ish law says that there must be an
element of chance in every coin oper-
ated game.
To get around this, British manu-

facturers have incorporated a symbol
of some sort superimposed on all ex-
cept one of the fruit symbols on the
first reel of the machine. Thus, 19 of
the 20 fruit symbols on the first reel
have the special symbol superimposed
while the remaining one is normal. If

this one comes up no payment is

made. The light works on a time basis

but stays on for an average of 10

plays played at normal speed.
The public company of Phono-

graphic Equipment (Distributors)
Ltd. were among the first of the Brit-

ish companies to demonstrate the
“two pulls for 6d” type of machine
and this was manufactured for them
by Bally. Among those they showed
at the Club Trade Fair were the
Bally “Gold Award” which can give
two and three pulls for 6d. The latest

they have is called “The Jolly Tav-
erner” and can give two games for
6d or one game for a token (thus
making the token worth 6d). Cash
drops straight through to the cash
box and payouts are made by tokens.
In order to do this successfully extra
long token tubes had to be incorpo-
rated in the machine which meant
that it had to be made to look like a
fruit machine on a stand.

In actual fact it is all one machine
with the tubes going through to the
payout cup at the bottom. Three beer
glasses pay out the maximum 20
tokens (20 x threepence = 5/-) and
these tokens are changed for cigar-

ettes or beer from the bar. Three 7s

and three British pound signs pay 10.

Phonographic also displayed the lat-

est Bally “Money Honey” which is on
6d play and is a Club machine, which
means that it can pay out in cash
any amount desired. This is because
fruit machines on a cash basis are
permitted in private clubs and there
is no need to apply for permission
from local authorities to site them.
The “Money Honey” pays out on 52
combinations of Tic-Tac-Toe and
there are four different sizes of jack-
pots to be won. 7-7-7 pays out 200;
Tic-Tac-Toe 150; three melons 100
and three eight balls 50.

The latest electric upright from
Bally which Phonographic had on
their stand was the “Gold Cup.” It

has a multi-coin slot capable of ac-
cepting sixpence, one shilling, two
shillings or two and six, thus giving
from one to five plays at 6d a play.
This machine also has the quarduple
payout chance and when this is

achieved successfully the largest jack-
pot could be £50 ($140). Any Bally
symbol is wild and three of these give
a jackpot of 500 (100 in cash and 4
tokens); three stars give 300 (100
cash and two tokens) and three mel-
ons give 200 (100 cash and one
token). Th hopper payout system is

incorporated. This large Lndon com-
pany reports that the British Trade is

exceptionally pleased with the multi-
coin slots that Williams are putting
on their flippers.

Mar-Matic Sales Ltd. are the Lon-
don-based factory representatives of

the Keeney and Jennings organisa-
tions as well as the Mills Bell-0-
Matic machines which are now built

in London. Art Weinand, President of
Keeney and Maury Sykes of Mar-
Matic Sales were on the stand to in-

troduce the new Keeney “Little Duke”
which has been devised for the tavern
trade and which gives two plays for
6d. Another new machine from
Keeney was the “Juggler” which is

on threepenny play. "The “Juggler”
uses the familiar hold and erase but-

tons and the player can try for the

Gold Award or nothing. During the

seven-second play cycle an arrow
flashes up and down the glass award
card and where it stops determines

the success of the player.

Regent Automatic Supply showed

for the first time a new machine from
America which the manufacturers

claim to have been tested in Las
Vegas for twenty four hours a day
over a period of seven months with-
out ever experiencing a pay-out fail-
ure. It was the “Space Jet Bell”
which is an electro-mechanical fruit
machine using the hopper pay-out
system. The pay-out ratio can be
simply altered by changing telephone-
type jack plugs. The operator’s calcu-
lations are made easier by the ‘coin
in’ and ‘coin out’ meters which are
incorporated and a novel idea is that
the player can ‘stock up’ with up to
1000 coins and a meter on the front
shows how many plays he has in
credit. Payouts are from 18 to 2 with
a jackpot of 150 and a special award
of 200.

The Australian fruit machine man-
ufacturers were represented by Jubi-
lee Products who demonstrated their
Jubilee International models with
dropping jackpots which are on six-
penny, threepenny or onepenny play
for arcades, and Ainsworth Consoli-
dated Industries (G.B.) Ltd. who
showed a vast array of equipment for
use in clubs, pubs and arcades. Ains-
worth who are well-known for their
Aristocrat Nevada and Arcadian ma-

chines have brought out a new Olyni'
pic range which includes “Hi Dolly,”
“Bar Bell,” “Three of a Kind” and
“Tanner Treble” which has been de-
vised for the tavern trade. It is on 6d
play and rejects tokens.

British inventors and manufactur-
ers are always to the fore when it

comes to devising specialised equip-
ment and recently three United King-
dom companies have come forw'ard
with ideas that can make a deep im-
pression on the Trade. Peter Simper
of Bath showed an idea which does
away with the time that might be
wasted by a barman being asked for
change as well as being asked to
check a credit machine to determine
how much in value of goods a player
is due. Their new electric upright
“Gold Rush” has a multi-coin entry
which can cope with four different
sizes of coin and the amount in credit
is immediately shown on a counter on
the machine. Winning combinations
are registered on this meter as well
as a meter box behind the bar. This
means that when a player is finished
the barman can tell at a glance how
much he has won. When he has given

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PANIC BUTTON—It is empty, it is vacant, it stretches away, boundless
and bare as do the level sands of far Arabia—is it the Country of the Lost?
the Nether Regions? South Beach on Staten Island? Nay and again nay,
open spaces such as this are cause for rejoicing: a distributor’s showroom
where the machines have been sold. United East Coast’s Louis Druckman
gazed around contentedly and told us that two trailers of United’s “Corral”
shuffle and “Kickapoo” are on their way to fill up the void, but right now the
floor is nearly bare. Now, a good reporter must know his subject, and in the
name of Field Research, some time was spent at a target-shoot, and the re-

porter’s ever-penetrating eyes noticed that the rifle stock was made by Rem-
ington. When mentioned, Louis said, “That’s twenty-three dollars worth of
wood there.
