ON COLUMBIA RECORDS
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The essential significant occurence

during 1965 for American music on

records was the plain fact that there

was more American music around that

succeeded. During 1964, American

material, the mainstay of the pop

music world since the 1920’s, found

itself completely on the defensive. The

Beatles made their fantastic appear-

ance in the American market with their

trunk full of self-penned tunes, as did

a number of other English acts. So

strong were these imported sounds

that they remained unchallenged: few

established American acts dared to

compete with Americanized cover ver-

sions; American imitations of the Brit-

ish Sound fell flat on their faces.

1965, however, brought about what

was to prove a remarkably effective

amalgamation of the folk and rock

fields, a combination of musical forces

from which not only emerged a fresh-

ness of material that could give Eng-

lish sounds a run for their money, but

a group of new, colorful American disk

idols (e.g. Sonny & Cher, Bob Dylan).

Through one of the off-shoots of the

folk-rock movement—the protest or

message sound—teenagers respond-

ed to musical propaganda that they

show more concern about the world

within themselves and the world about

them.

The folk-rock approach was not the

only appeal that helped the American

sound make the grade this year. Mon
established sounds renewed interes

in U.S. material and artists. These ir

eluded jazz and the blues, both c

which provided great Top 100 statur

for such attractions as the Ramse

Lewis Trio, Marvin Gaye, Otis Redding

James Brown and Joe Tex.

The combined sales power of foll<

rock, jazz and blues dates further sc

lidified the American standing on th^

charts by recordings that “borrowed'

from one of the forms. Thus, hit mate

rial in folk-rock (or folk and rock), fo

example, quickly moved back on th^

charts as performed in a jazz vein.

It should be stressed that while thi

year saw this regrouping of Americai

disk forces, the English Sound con

tinned to meet with major acceptance

The difference seemed to be that whih

English favorites maintained their gri|

on the market, it became more difficul

for newer British names to get ;

strong foot-hold on these shores. Al

though it was hardly by design, ;

healthy balance was struck in the com
petition for recognition of Americai

and British made product.

1965, in short, produced such a va

riety of sounds of interest that for

tunes did not rise or fall on the basi

of any single sound fad. It appearei

that this situation would carry well Inti

1966 — and, quite conceivably, fo

years to come.

Arthur Luce Klein has helped to

raise the level -of spoken recordings
fiom that of a novelty item, in the

fifties, to its present major status in

the industry. Klein has worked to

keep the standards of Spoken Arts at

as high a level as possible.

When the Kleins began Spoken
Arts they were questioned by others

in the record industiy. especially

when they proposed to make a profit-

able business from the production of

records of such unorthodox materials

as Irish Verse, playwrights discuss-

ing their own works, authors reading
from their own poems and books, his-

torians. political figures and teachers
discussing their theories and foreign
language literary albums.
The sales figures have answered

those questions. Not only have thou-
sands of Spoken Arts records been
sold in the last ten years but they are
presently being featured by the Co-
lumbia Record Club and several ma-
jor book clubs. The major record com-
panies have themselves realized the
great potential of this market and
they too have entered it very
strongly during the past few years.

A major factor in the distribution of

records, filmstrips and feature length
films, to the educational market is

Encyclopaedia Britannica Films Inc.,

who distribute Spoken Arts to

schools and libraries throughout the
country. The major part of the
Spoken Arts catalog appears in the
EBF catalog.
Among the talents appearing on

Spoken Arts productions are Cornelia
Otis Skinner, Dorothy Parker, Ruth
Draper, Arthur Miller, Michael Mac-
Liammoir, Sir Michael Redgrave,
Siobhan McKenna, Vladimir Nabokov,
Moss Hart, Alexander Scourby,
Vanessa Redgrave and a host of
others.

In the area of particular interest
to Spoken Arts, the theatre, the com-
pany boasts the original cast albums
of Edward Albee’s “Zoo Story,” Sam-
uel Beckett’s “Krapp’s Last Tape,”
Bertolt Brecht’s “A Man’s A Man,”
five albums of Ruth Draper’s mono-
logues and a collection of twenty-
four of Shakespeare’s plays, each on
a single LP with the heart of the
play preserved though the version is

abridged.

A growing interest here in the
United States for foreign language
literary records prompted Dr. Klein
to prdouce and direct a large selec-

tion of both French and Spanish liter-

ary albums. Such outstanding French
actors as Jean Vilar, .Jean-Louis
Barrault, Madeleine Renaud and
Georges Riquier, the first two were
introduced by Klein to American
audiences through articles in The
Theatre Arts Monthly in 1946, and
have made many recordings for the
company, and these albums are being
used in schools here in the United
States as well as in many Lycees
throughout France.

Capitol Bows 4 Albums;
Beatles Set To Tap More Gold

Eleven of the numbers were penned
by the team of Lennon and McCart-
ney and the twelfth, “Think For
Yourself,” was authored by George
Harrison.

“Skyscraper,” which stars Julie
Harris, is the first Broadway musical
by the well known team of Sammy
Calm and Jimmy Van Heusen. The
label announced that it is launching
an extensive promotion and advertis-
ing campaign for this LP.
The balance of the release includes

the original soundtrack from the 20th
Century Fox flick “The Agony And
The Ecstasy” and an LP with the
Hollyridge Singers doing eleven
tunes from “Skyscraper.”

Beatles’ Boom Continues
The Beatles will be going for their

third straight million selling single
and their eighth gold LP when Capi-
tol releases “We Can Work It Out”
b/w “Day Tripper,” the groups new
single, and “Rubber Soul,” their new
album on Dec. 6.

Rocky Catena, national pop album
sales manager, estimated that by re-

lease date one million copies of the
LP will have been ordered by CRDC
customers. This figure would guaran-
tee the foursome a gold record the
day of the album’s release—a feat
the Beatles have accomplished sev-
eral times previously. In less than
24 hours since salesmen started to

take orders for the single, 475,000
requests were processed.

In view of the upcoming Xmas
season and the past history of the
Beatle product, Capitol is allocating

two million “Rubber Soul” LP’s to

its sales force. “Beatles ’65,” another
of the group’s million selling LP’s,
was released this time last year and
sold more than two million by
Christmas.

Musicor To Go Pop
With George Jones
NEW YORK—With the unusual
amount of country tunes and disks
finding their way into the pop charts,

Musicor Records is making its own
contribution to the country-pop link-

up with a servicing of George Jones’
latest country smash, “Take Me,” to

pop stations this week.
Jones hit the country charts soon

after the release of the record and it

was no surprise to the label when the
disk began to cause a stir with pop
spinners, since many of his past hits

have been made over into Top 40
winners in the hands of pop artists.

At least two of those, “The Race Is

On” and “Love Bug,” were big
moneymakers this year for Kapp’s
Jack Jones (related in choice of hit

material only).
This hit, the label decided, would

remain in the hands of the Musicor
artist. In a rather uncommon move,
the label took the country hit, yanked
the twangy, bluegrass track and sub-
stituted a strong pop orking. With
pop stations due to receive the record
this week, the label is expecting the
first George Jones pop-country hit

since his years-back Mercury giant,
“White Lightnin’.”

THE DEFINITIVE JAZZ SCENE, Volume 3—
Various—Impulse A/AS 9101

Designed for both dedicated jazz buffs and
newcomers to the sound alike, this collection of
previously unreleased works of some of both out-
standing and upcoming jazz artists features John
Coltrane on sax, Elvin Jones’ drums, the Shirley
Scott Quartet, featuring Stanley Turrentine on
tenor sax, and the Chico Hamilton Trio among
others. LP should find great favor with the in-

tended audience.

THE GREAT MALTZ—Original Cast—Capitol
SVAS 2126

This sumptuous-sounding recording contains the
cast performance of last summer’s Los Angeles
revival of the old operetta warhorse. The familiar
melodies are by Strauss, father and son, as trans-
lated into operetta songs by Wright and Forrest
and others. Perhaps the % time tempo lends a
certain monotony to the disk, but all is forgiven
when the tunes are so lovely and the perform-
ances so first-rate, both vocally and orchestrally.
Giorgio Tozzi, Jean Fenn, Frank Porretta, Wilbur
Evans, Eric Brotherson and Anita Gillette head-
line the delightful set.

DON BARRIE SINGS—Tiara MP 105M
Captain Don Barrie holds an airline transport

pilot’s license and now, with his Tiara debut, he
is ascending on another career. The album con-
tains ten sensitively interpreted songs, including
“Somebody Loves Me,” “Try A Little Tender-
ness,” and “Our Day Will Come,” on which the
songster is backed by the pleasant orking of the
Johnny Leighton Orchestra. The package should
attract many fans for the singer-flyer.

The “Honey West” TV show, starring Anne

Dick Curless sings this collection of hymns with

LOVE IN ANY LANGUAGE—Elke Sommer—

Cinema favorite Elke Sommer goes vocal, mul-

ti-lingually, on this, her debut LP. The German-
born artist has herself a collection of romancers
which she renders in English, German, French,
Spanish and Italian. Including such titles as
“Stardust,” “Don’t Stop Loving Me” and “Ich
Liebe Dich (I Love You),” her bittersweet husky
performance makes this a pleasing package for
late hours listening, and could well bring the
actress into the spotlight as a song stylist.

SONGS OF THE ROAD—Tommy Scott—Request

Tommy Scott and his group, the Men Of The

Long Road, have captivated audiences wherever
they have perfoi-med, and their latest collection
of country folk tunes shows why. Their sound
comes from a guitar, harmonica, a jew’s harp,
and a bass guitar, and their subject matter con-
cerns the problems of life. The LP features songs
like “Death By The Road,” “Alley Cat Blues,”
and “Wild Wind.” A delightful listening experi-
ence.

Brad Bradford has really gone nuts.
The spinner recently called on all

artistic listeners to enter his “Peanut-
Decorating Contest.” The object of the
contest was to submit peanuts with
novel decorations. Contest winners re-
ceived a number of “nutty prizes”
ranging from mixed party nuts to ten
nutty comedy LPs. Among the entries
considered exceptionally fascinating
were a number of peanuts decorated
as members of a court room scene, a
song-and-dance team called the “Nut-
niks” and a complete line of nutty race
car models. The first-prize peanut,
submitted by Virginia Lawson, was
designed in the motif of a beatnik,
complete with sackcloth clothing and
“shades.”

It took KVI-Seattle deejay Dave
Clarke a borrowed motorbike, an idea,
and 22 minutes, to help the cause of
thousands of motorists in the Seattle
area. Clarke waged a war on the
traffic problem of the main artery into
Seattle from the South and drama-
tized the need to hasten the com-
pletion of the freeway being built.
From his home in Federal Way he
rode on his motorbike 25 miles to
downtown Seattle during the peak
morning traffic. By weaving in and
out of cars, trucks, and buses, he made
the run in 22 minutes less than it

normally takes in a car. As a result
of his crusade, the Boeing Company,
one of the largest industries in the
Pacific Northwest, and the Washing-
ton State Highway Dept, joined forces
to solve the problems of 55,000 Boeing
employees and other motorists. The
Seattle Times carried the story as did
the Federal Way News Advertiser.
The Times also carried a page one
story saying that Boeing was stagger-
ing its shifts to help solve the prob-
lem.

There are no sections in Hoyle’s
book on gambling to cope with the
type of poker game that WDAF-Kan-
sas City has been playing.

The tape was played and
the listener instructed the deejay
where to stop the cartridge in order
to determine the game number to be
played. Listeners who beat the WDAF
personality’s hand received tickets to
the flic, decks of playing cards, and
gift certificates. The station also con-
ducted a Grand Royal Flush Drawing
from all postcards received, and the
winner received a week’s vacation in
New Orleans, where “The Cincinnati
Kid” was filmed, jet transportation,
hotel accomodations and 100 dollars
spending money.

Santa Claus is no further than a
phone call away for the people in the
Southern Florida area. More than
10,000 dollars in prizes will be given
away by WQAM-Miami to persons
phoning in and saying “Merry Christ-
mas.” A list of gifts, including bi-

cycles, TVs, record players, cameras,
and cash, was recorded on a cartridge
by one of the station’s deejays. When
a listener calls in, the cartridge is

started and when he says “Merry
Christmas,” the next gift to be an-
nounced is his. The grand prize is a
$1300 Admiral Home Entertainment
Center consisting of a color TV, a

HiFi Stereo, and an AM-FM radio.
During the past five years WQAM
has given away almost $300,000 in
cash and prizes. The station may not
be able to provide snow, but it will
help give many of its listeners a very
merry Christmas.

voting members to hear product re-
sulted in proposals that key radio
stations be contacted about program-
ing special segments of shows to tie

in with Grammy noiiLinations, as well
as investigating the possibility of
working closely with the new Lincoln
Center Library.

Csida opened the meeting with a
report to the membership, during
which he stressed the part that the
New York Chapter has been playing
in the creation of a new course in re-

cording at NYU, its work in the cur-
rent screening of Grammy nomina-
tions, the part it will play in the forth-
coming “The Best On Record” tele-

vision show, and its current member-
ship campaign drive, which appears
destined to raise the chapter’s rolls to
an all-time high.

Father Norman O’Connor, the chap-
ter’s 1st vice-president, reported on
the recent meeting of the national
trustees in Hollywood, explaining in

detail the new voting procedures that
have been instituted this year in an
effort to make the Grammy Awards
more meaningful than ever. He noted
that with each year the membership’s
voting has become more selective,

thereby helping to raise the calibre of

the awards in all categories.
Commenting on the awards, Csida

stated, “One of our most important
continuing efforts is to develop an
evermore knowledgable membership,
not only for voting for Grammys, but
also to further the various educational
and cultural aims for which the acad-
emy was originally established.

Automation On The Air
SEATTLE—Approximately two-thirds
of the nation’s AM and FM broadcast-
ers are considering automation, 27%
actively and 38% after further refine-
ments, if the 680 stations who re-
sponded to a nationwide survey in
Sept, and Oct. are typical.
Probing for attitudes as well as fac-

tual information, the survey was con-
ducted by Pollock & Loth, Seattle mar-
keting consultants, for International
Good Music, Bellingham, Wash., sup-
plier of both audio control equipment
and taped music programming for
radio.
The survey revealed that in choos-

ing automation equipment, broadcast-
ers are most concerned with installa-
tion and reliability guarantees, 337;
proof of successful operation by other
stations, 281.
As to taped music services, 11% of

those responding now either produce
their own or purchase from an outside
source. Another 15% contemplate the
purchase of taped music in the future.
Of prime concern to these broadcast-
ers in choosing an outside source of
taped music are compatibility with the
station’s air sound, with 331 “votes,”
and musical quality, 290.
The 680 survey respondents included

234 network-affiliated stations, 189 AM
directional. 423 AM non-directional,
238 FM only, and 25 AM-FM stations.
By population of city of license, 26%
are located in areas of 100,000 or
more, including 11 respondents in
areas above 2% million population;
46% in areas of 10,000 to 100,000; and
28% in areas of less than 10,000.
Cash Box was among specialized

publications mentioned by respondents
as regularly seen and read.

Even casual observers of the pop-
music scene are aware that a com-
mercial song can be the subject of

countless cover recordings. But it is

not so generally known that cover
competition in the world of classical

music is infinitely fiercer than most
rock ’n' roll entrepreneurs could ever
imagine.

For example, there are over two
dozen recordings available of Tchai-
kovsky's immortal 1812 Overture, Op.
49 and yet, one version—a Mercury
LP featuring Antal Dorati conduct-

ing the Minneapolis Symphony Or-
chestra — stands head-and-shoulders
over any of its rivals.

Issued nine years ago, the disk is

probably the best classical seller in

history and ranks high in any com-
pendium of all-time blockbusters. In
1960 the album was awarded an RIAA
gold disk certifying that it had passed
the $1,000,000 sales-mark. The LP’s
sales have certainly not slacked off in

Paul Hamlyn. chairman of MFP. said that the company’s experimentel market-

ing: lechniques involving: not only conventional record shops but multiple stores,

drug: stores. newsag:ents, etc. have been fully justified. He said that the market
for LPs can be expanded without any detrimental effect on established record

dealers who are g:iving: ever increasing support to Music for Pleasure. So far,

nearly 100 records have been released, over 30 of them classical and the re-

mainder popular. Latest release is a “Hello Dolly” album, specially recorded

for the label, and a “Mary Poppins” LP which has already sold 214 million

in the U.S.

In addition to Music for Pleasure the EMI factory is ‘hard pressed’ to meet
the phenomenal advance awaiting the December release of the Beatles latest

single “Day Tripper” b w “We Can Work It Out” and LP “Rubber Soul.”

These waxings together with the Seekers chart topper “The Carnival is Over”
and P. J. Proby’s fast selling “Maria” are going to make a bumper Xmas sales

for the company.

The latest move by British independent Ember Records is into the field of

spoken word recordings. A new series “LP Playhouse” has been launched with

the release of Richard Brinsley-Sheridan’s “The Critic” starring Noel Coward,
Mel Ferrar. Barbara Jefford, John Moflfatt. and the label’s director of spoken

word George Baker. “LP Playhouse”—a disk-theatre-presentation—is aimed to

move the theatre into the drawing room of every home and enable playgoers

everywhere to build up their own theatre library, and preserve the voices of

many' outstanding actors and actresses of the day. “LP Playhouse” albums
retail at 37/6d—the price of a single stall at one performance in the theatre.

Ember’s chief Jeff Kruger points out that by waxing at the Ember disk-

theatre-studios, artistes are only required to give three or four days of their

time—an important factor which makes it economically possible for Ember
to present a series of popular and classical plays with star-studded interna-

tional casts. Ember hosted a party at London’s Mayfair Hotel to launch the

series attended by many top stars.

Kruger is currently on a six-week visit to the U.S., Canada and Mexico.

Before leaving London, Kruger told CB that several major American com-
panies had already shown considerable interest in “LP Playhouse” and that

he expected to clinch exclusive deals involving top film names for future re-

leases both commercially and club-wise. Having terminated his leasing agree-

ment with World Artistes, Kruger owns world wide rights to a considerable

number of Chad and Jeremy titles, some never previously issued and for which
he will also negotiate record club deals. Chad and Jeremy are now under con-

tract to CBS Records.

First and only release this year from the newly formed Planet label is

scheduled for December. “World’s Champion” by Tony Lord, “Goodbye Sweet
Christine”—a folk type number penned and recorded by Dave Helling and “It’s

Not True” composed by Peter Townsend of the Who and recorded by the
Untamed. Planet is the label formed bv Shel Talmv (responsible for hit disks

Records. Talmy is currently negotiating deals in other countries and is anxious
to acquire material from the U.S. suitable for release in the U.K. Future
plans also include the production and consolidation of LP material for release

in all price brackets. A&R manager George Martin, who is successfully estab-

lishing his newly formed AIR Production company, has just waxed a new
Peter Sellers single coupling two Beatles hits “A Hard Day’s Night” and
“Help” for release on Parlophone. It is a happy reunion for Martin and Sellers

who with Sophie Loren were responsible for “(joodness Gracious Me” way back
in 1960, and together they have achieved considerable album success over the
years.

Carol Friday, already tremendously successful on the continent, is now
achieving similar success in this country via her “Everybody I Know” single

issued on Parlophone and published by Millwick.

The Seekers latest No. 1 hit “The Carnival Is Over” completes the hat trick

for the group and composer Tom Springfield who penned their previous chart
toppers “A World of our Own” and “I’ll Never Find Another You” published
by Springfield Music.

Campbell Connelly’s Roy Berry is currently riding high with “Almost
There” by Andy Williams (CBS); “Evil Hearted You” by the Yardbirds (Co-
lumbia) and “I Left My Heart in San Francisco” by Tony Bennett (CBS).
Berry has recently acquired publishing rights to a batch of new songs penned
by John Hendricks (late of Lembert, Hendricks and Ross) with British artiste
George Fame in mind. Fame had one of his biggest successes with a Hendricks’
composition “Yeh.”

Mills Music has a seasonal revival with two pop releases of Leroy Ander-
son’s evergreen “Sleigh Ride.” There is a beat version by the Ventures (Lib-
erty) and a Hawaiian treatment by the Waikikis ( Palette L Mills London man-
ager Cyril Gee and his wife, are currently visiting New York.

The publishing and film company, Franco-London Music in the Robert Mellin
group has been building up steadily over the past twelve months and has
gathered a considerable catalogue of background and feature film music.

The
group’s current single “Here It Comes Again” and their LP “The Fortunes”
are released in the U.S. on the Press label.

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The big news from show business, which will have international reper-
cussions, is the story of the birth of the latest dance, the Juimonos. Walter
Holzapfel and Mich Mertens, respectively general manager and artistic man-
ager of Polydor-Belgium (with headquarters in Bnassels) decided to put out
on single, the song “Juimonos,” from the LP by Sam the Sham and the
Pharaohs, and at the same time they had new dancing steps devised. Zizi and
Jac, a well-known dance team who run the famous youth dancing club
“Barque a Jac” in Zeebruges, on the Belgian seaside, presented their dance
in Brussels in the renowned night-club “Les enfants terribles.” Record dealers,
journalists, music publishers and other guests witnessed the event. They all

said that the Juimonos will certainly be the dance at the Yuletide celebra-
tions. Even after the New Year the dance could remain in vogue. Polydor
informed us that right after the demonstration, sales of the Juimonos took off

like a rocket.

Very often during past months we have mentioned in this news column the
successes and the activities of Vogue in Belgium. This time the news is rather
sad. A fierce fire destroyed part of the company’s premises. Manager Meyle-
mans, questioned by Cash Box, put the damage at some five million francs. A
huge stock of records (some 200,000 of them, including many LP’s) went up
in smoke. The buildings are located in Brussels, along the Brussels-Charleroi
canal, at 35, Avenue Barthelemy. The firm has been quite courageous and
has informed us about new developments. Donovan is to take part in a musico-
rama in Paris on Dec. 21. His second LP was launched on Nov. 20 in Belgium
and already demand is building up; the record “Yesterday Man” by Chris
Andrews in less than three weeks is reported to have booming sales, both
in the Dutch area and the French area of Belgium; the next record by
Andrews under the title “Les Marionettes” (The Puppets) is sure to become a
hit in Belgium too. Orders are streaming in, although the record still has to be
distributed; Petula Clark will attend a gala performance in Antwerp on Dec.
11 with proceeds going to the Belgian Red Cross. During Dec. 200 sq. ft.

posters will be on display all over Belgium to advertise the MODE series.

This series of 12 inch disks contains more than 500 numbers (mono and
stereo) and it is certainly enjoying the best sales in Belgium, thanks mainly
to its great diversity, as it offers not only jazz, but folklore classical and
many other types of music.

The Moderny pubbery from Mouscron informed us that it owns copyrights
on a series of numbers, which might well make our hit-parade. On Festival
by Michel Delpech is “Plus D’bac,” on Polydor Madeleine Pascal’s “Ma Chanson
d’Amour” (My Love Song) and “Qui m’Aurait Dit Ca” (Who Could Have Told
Me That). Latest news from SA Gramophone is that EMI international
promotion’s man Mr. Stern called on them. Arrangements were made for the
visit to Belgium of British and American stars. Mr. Garin went to Paris to

attend the pi’emiere of the operetta “Ouah, Ouah,” with Bourvil and Annie
Cordy. A big success; A new star is rising. He is Georges Chelon, and his

song is “Pere Prodigue” (Prodigal Father). After his first 33 i-pm, 4 new
songs are soon to be released including “Comme On Dit.” The 25th volume of

“Amour, Danse Et Violons,” penned by Franck Pourcel, is soon to make its

appearance. Just released is the 7th volume of “Pages celebres.” Pourcel is

turning to the U.S. for his inspiration and plays Gershwin (among the songs

recorded is the unforgetable “Rhapsody In Blue,” played by the pianist Gabriel

Tacchino).

Jean Kluger, a young and very active music publisher from Brussels, is

new woi'king mostly with the following numbers, Cogoys “Buona Fortuna,”

“Ca Se Voit Sur Ton Visage,” composed by J. Kluger; “Souvenir” (co-produc-

tion with Primavera)
;

Tura’s, 12 inch LP—12 titles in co-production with

World Music; Marie Laforet’s “Ah Dites, Dites,” which is the first title of

her new EP. Rika Zarai has come out with “Quand Je Faisais Mon Service

Militaire” (When I Was Doing Military Service); Dick Rivers has come out

with “Je Prefere Les Chansons d’Amours” (I Prefer Love Songs); Among the

songs of the latest LP by Compagnons De La Chanson is “Les Dix Petits

Freres” (Ten Little Brothers). The last three titles are J. Kluger composi-

tions. They are sub-production of “Bella Bella” (No. 1 in Gennany); Les
Parisiennes: four new songs; A big promotion is pushing four songs recorded

by Les Dollars, namely “O John,” “Chagrin d’Amour,” “Vive La Chasse,” and

“Un Jour Comme Aujourd’hui.”

Henceforth Barclay is to look after the distribution in Belgium of the

Atlantic label. During the first week this company launched some Atlantic

LP’s. “La Boheme,” the newest Aznavour production got an almost unbeliev-

able reception. “La Boheme” could well turn out to be the biggest Aznavour

success. Charles Trenet and Jacques Brel, two Barclay trumps, are to make
appearances in Belgium during the next few weeks.

After the Missa Luba and the Missa Bantu, Belgium’s Polygram has a new
religious album act, the Misa Criolla. This is the most sensational realization

of religious music, and the conception and execution by the soloists and Los
Fronterizos under direction of Ariel Ramirez will make this album a best

seller.

Polygram released the following great jazz albums: “The Original Blind

Boys Of Alabama”: “Old Time Religion,” “What He’s Done For Me,” “Just a

Closer Walk With Thee.”

A new EP from Clifford Brown includes “Finders Keepers,” “Gone With
The Wind,” Blueberry Hill” etc.

John Lee Hooker offers “I Need Some Money,” and “Wednesday Evenin’

Blues,” etc.

From the “chanson” field comes two great discs. Michel Corentin is out with

“La Plage Etait Deserte” b/w “La Terre,” and Michel Fisher—“Petite Rue
Sainte Anne Mon Pere” b/w “Le Grand Jardin,” “I’Amour Va Revenir.” All

these titles are controlled by Primavera Music Publishers.

After filming Freddy Zegers’ “Cantilene” German TV is very interested

British beatgroup the Hollies, now far ahead in establishing a great popu-
larity through Bovema’s distribution of their Paiiophone records in Holland,
will visit this country for a couple of concerts on Jan. 8-9. The events will be
organized by Paul Acket.

Bovema’s Paiiophone label, now’ awaiting the push button sign from EMI
for the new Beatles’ single released highly competitive items by Adam Faith,
Billy J. Kramer, and Matt Monro.

“Sien,” Toon Hermans’ masterful and exciting serenade to the prototype
of a real Dutch farmer’s daughter, was rush released in a special designed
cover this week. HMV’s captain Rien Hceremans feels that this single is

qualified to become a hit overnight and one of the biggest surprises for the
X-lMas heydays. “Sien” is from Herman’s One Man Show and one of its high-
lights.

Gramophonehouse’s HMV label expects good sales from its album “Com-
munity-singing w'ith Piet van Egmond recorded live at the Old Church in
Amsterdam in May. Producer Ger Hali commented: “the purpose was catch-
ing on this record, the inspired atmosphere of 1300 people singing their
hymns and psalms, the feeling of unity, under the musical guidance of a fine,

prominent organist like Piet V. Egmond. It was quite an experience for all

concerned.” Trumpeter Gerard Engelsma added his clean cut horn playing to
gi’eat advantage.

Due to w’eather conditions the Kinks’ visit to this country has more or less

Negram has planned to send to every important Dutch dealer a copy
of Cash Box’s special Sinatra edition; our leading Dutch radio station, Veron-
ica, joined the campaign to make Nov. 26 a special Sinatra day on the
turntable. In addition, deejays from Hilversum broadcasting stations planned
special programmes on the occasion of Sinatra’s anniversary.

Negram welcomes Vogue’s release of the new LP by Francoise Hardy. Al-
though her popularity is not what it used to be, we still believe that Negram
can reach good results with this LP. Dutch TV still needs the songstress.

Negram had good results with a couple of records from Deutsche Vogue,
such as Udo Jurgens and his single “Siebzehn Jahr, blondes Haar” and Brian
Diamond with “Keine Angst Little "Woman.” A newcomer from Deutsche Vogue
no doubt will be a trumpet vei’sion of the “Nabuco Melody,” which is now
being promoted at our radio stations and will be released in about one week.

CBS’ Zino Francescatti, the world famous violinist, will appear in concert
at the Kurhaus in Scheveningen, on Dec. 7-8. Francescatti will perform the
Beethoven Violin Concerto with the Residentie Orchestra conducted by the
eminent Willem van Otterloo. CBS is heavily promoting his records and The
Hague dealers will be supplied with photos, posters, blow-ups, etc., and the
Dutch press will receive a press-release, discography as well as photos. CBS
is verv happy to welcome the violinist who has not been in Holland since

1963.

The German CBS group the Rainbows will soon arrive in Holland for an
appearance on local AVRO-TV, Dec. 6. This performance will be followed by
several in person appearances in the big cities of our country. At the moment,
the Rainbows are on the hit-parade in Germany with two entries: “Baby,
Baby, Balia, Balia” c/w “Ju Ju Hand.” CBS recently released the single
featuring both entries which most likely will hit hard on our mai-ket. Their
'1 \' appearance rvill be aired later.

Piano Concerto in Amersfoort and Utrecht. So far, CBS released 2 Albums
by Graffman and a third one is planned to be released in conjunction with
his visit to our country. This LP will be Tchaikowsky’s Piano Concertos Nos
2 and 3, featuring the pianist and the Philadelphia Orchestra conducted by
Eugene Ormandy.

Pete Felleman of Artone’s subsid Funokler Records currently is extending
the Benelux Epic catalog. Latest single releases include “The Funny Thing
About It” by Nancy Ames, “Livin’ In A House Full Of Love” by promising
Country star David Houston, “Misty” by the Vibrations (originally making
chart news with “Hang On Sloopy”) and “What Color Is A Man” the first

protest song and folk-rocker by Bobby Vinton. In the classical field there are
four new’ albums by pianist Leon Fleisher with the Cleveland Orchestra under
George Szell (the complete Beethoven Piano Concertos), an album with two
Mendelssohn String Quartets performed by the Juilliard String Quartet,
pianist Charles Rosen playing Mozart and Schubert sonatas, and the Cleve-
land Orchestra in performances of Mozart and Johann & Josef Strauss.

Becoming one of the hottest Beat groups in Holland, the Renegades just

had a second single release on Artone in Benelux featuring their rendition of

“Take A Heart,” already a popular item due to the heavy air-play over the
pirate stations. The Renegades are a British group, recording their hits in

Sweden, and currently appear on the no. 15 slot of the Dutch Hit Parade with
their first single outing “Cadillac.” Their LP of the same name has become a
best selling item in Holland.

It looks like “The In Crowd” by the Ramsey Lewis Trio released by Func-
kler on the Chess label is becoming a hot item in Holland. The platter re-

ceived a lot of radio response and therefore appeared in the official Top Fifty
and it is climbing now every week. Funckler has planned to rush release the
LP by the Trio which includes “The In Crowd” as well an another single which
combines their latest chart entry “Hang On Sloopy” and his initial seller in

the U.S. of about a year ago, the Ramsey Lewis rendition of Chris Kenner’s
“Something You Got.” Another strong contender for the local charts is Fon-
tella Bass’ “Rescue Me,” released by Funckler in Benelux this week.

Artone also released two new albums recorded locally for the international
mai’ket. Top trumpet-player Willy Schobben has a new album containing
fourteen selections of pop Latin songs including “El Mexicano,” “Si Tu Vas
A Rio” and “Maria de Bahia.” The Royal Heerlan Male Choir “Pancratius,”
directed by Henri Heijdendael, is presented in an album of “International
Choir “Works” by Schubert, Schumann, Handel, Dvorak, di Lasso, Monteverdi
and others. One of the foremost Dutch choirs, Pancratius has been invited to

tour the U.S. in 1966.

Shawn Elliott, on the Dutch Top Ten with his original Roulette hit “Shame
And Scandal In The Family” was in Holland in order to tape a performance
for VARA-TV’s “Fan Club.” On the show, Elliott, of course, sang his big hit,

but to everybody’s surprise he also gave a swinging rendition of Roger
Miller’s “King Of The Road.” This tune is now being released to the Dutch
market through Artone’s subsid Funckler Records. The song is coupled with
“Josephine,” a potential hit recording too! Also available is the first E.P. by
Elliott, including “Shame” and “The Girl In The Bell Bottom Trousers.” The
future looks bright for this singer.

Another visitor to our shores was Westminster recording artist Robert
Gerle. He gave a recital at the Amsterdam Concertgebouw, Nov. 10. Gei'le

was welcomed to Holland by Adrian A. Kappers of Artone’s international

department and Paul Visser of publicity & promotion. So far, Artone re-

leased 3 LPs on the Westminster label featuring the famous violinist doing the

works of Brahms, Berg, Hindemith, and Weill.

Within a year, the Supremes have hit the top of the American hit Parade
six times—a unique achievement, indeed. Their latest million seller on Tamla-
Motown is “I Hear A Symphony,” which is now being released in Holland by
Funckler. The girls were recently in Holland for the second time. They are

very popular over here and their hit is expected to become a local bestseller.

In one of the coming weeks, their LP “Merry Christmas” (already a best-

seller in the U.S.) also will be released. Other new releases on the Tamla-
Motown label include “My Baby” by the Temptations and “My Girl Has Gone,”

one of the best by the Miracles.

From the ever growing United Artists catalog distributed in Benelux by
Artone, comes the original motion picture score from “How To Murder Your
Wife.” The first local showing of the flic has been announced for this week.

Phono-
gram expects big sales and will heavily back this album both through the press
and radio play.

Titles include “Quien te ha Dicho,” recorded in the
States by Graciela and Machito and soon to be released here by Music Hall, who
represents the Tico label.

Producciones Fermata is preparing a
single by Sergio Endrigo (Cetra) with “Teresa” and “Como Esta Noche,
Nunca,” along with an album by the Mafassoli group, tagged “Appuntamento
Con II Sucesso” and recorded in Brazil.
Odeon is cashing in on the visit paid to this counti-y by French star Richard

The only way that the problem could be solved is for a
strong group of foreign independent record firms to join together under one
management and attract other firms and indie producers both here and abroad
to let them handle their product. This move would cost time, organization and
niviney and it is very improbable that anyone would try such a move, although
it could be extremely successful.

Rudi Slezak of Aberbach has plenty of work to do this season with a hatfull
of hits that include “I Hear A Symphony” by the Supremes, “Ring Dang Doo”
by Sam the Sham. “Act Naturally” by the Beatles and several other top Ger-
man goodies.

Horst Jankowski, who just finished a very successful tour of the USA where
he also did his first nation wide TV shots, will head back to the states in the
first part of the new year for appearances and promotional work.

Rudi \'on Der Dovenmuhle, who is finishing up one of his top years with his
Minerva Music, is now going strong with foreign material. The smash hit “Ju
Ju Hand,” which is not only out by Sam the Sham & the Pharaohs but also out
in several other German and English versions and is the flip side of “Balia
Balia” by the Rainbows, has passed the 300,000 sales mark. His newest acquisi-
tion is the big newie by Dean Martin “I Will” which is also getting top promo-
tion.

D.G.G. had two of their records awarded the Grand Prix 1965 in Paris as the
most important records in the world. The two waxings were “Wozzeck” with
Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau and Evelyn Lear and the violin concerto by Sibelius
played by the Berlin Philharmonic conducted by Von Karajan.

Peter Meisel reports that his production is going great guns with the hit
parade topper by Draft Deutscher now over the 300,000 mark in sales. He’s also
got the first German release by Israel star Elisa Gabbai. It is her first German
recording. Publishing wise, he’s swinging with the top 3 from the East zone of
Germany and the French smash “Aline” by Christophe which has been released
here by Vogue.

Teldec reports that they have released a special package of all 6 symphonies
from Tschaikowsky played by the Vienna Philhax-monic under the direction of
Lorin Maazel. The special price for the 6 LP’s in the package is DM 118 ($29.50)
instead of the normal price of DM 150 ($37.50). The second subscription pack-
age brought out in time for Xmas is a 4 LP package of Brahms piano works
played by Julius Katchen. The special price until the end of this year is DM 78
($19.50) instead of the regular price which will go into effect on the first of
this year of DM 100 ($25). Teldec took 6 prizes from the recent German record
critics with their classical material including 4 RCA Victor recordings and two
Decca waxings.

Polydor has signed former East German star Brigitte Petty to a long term
pact. Brigitte escaped across the borders to West Germany a few months ago.

Promotion man Fritz Koehler of Teldec tells us that his big singles for the
holiday season include chart items by Draft Deutscher and Manuela from the
Peter Meisel Hansa Independent production along with a new hot German
single by Peggy March and the smash “Get Off Of My Cloud” from the Rolling
Stones.

Berlin’s American publisher-Producer Paul Siegel writes to tell us that Jim
Bailey, Veep of Pye records, will take over the British rights for his “Big Band
Europe” LP. Pye w'ill release the LP in “66.” Siegel is pushing the new Brenda
lyee waxing of “Jingle Bell Rock” which he publishes here, and the Sounds
Orchestra has recorded “Romance Of The North Sea” a German tune published
by Seigel and composed by Klaus Koester. Shapire Bernstein has picked up
sub-publishing for the states.

D.G.G. artist Professor Karl Richter did a special benefit concert for the
Kennedy Foundation on Nov. 22 in Lincoln Center.

Independent producer Kurt Feltz has written the lyrics for the German ver-
sion of the Rolling Stones hit “Satisfaction.” Retitled “Keine Klasse,” the
number was recorded by a young Swiss group Die Doradof for Kurt Feltz
Productions and is released by Polydor published by Gerig Music. The group has
also cut a German version of “Shame And Scandal In The Family.”
GEMA reported that the income for 1965 will be around 114 million German

marks ($28,500,000). This means an increase from 7.45% in income. The board
of directors have lost Kurt Schwaback due to illness and Kurt Feltz has taken
over his position. Franz Josef Breuer also left the board and will be replaced by
Harald Banter. Vice-president of the organization Dr. Petschull has been re-
placed by Dr. Hans Gerig. Head of the board of directors remains Hans Carste
with his first vice-head being Willy Dehmel. Income from foreign lands for
German music was 8,38.3,527 (2,190,882) but 19,672,554 (9,818,139) was paid to
foreign firms for the use of their music in this country. According to GEMA,
one of their strongest goals in the years to come is to increase interest in

German music in foreign countries.
The trade paper Musikmarkt and their staff of deejays and reporters from

other papers picked the best singers of 1965. Peter Alexander finished on top in

the male division followed by Udo Juergens and Freddy Quinn. On the distaff

side of the picture Caterina Valente walked off with top honors followed by
Corry Brokken and Esther Ofarim. Foreign honors went to Frank Sinatra as
best male singer with Gilbert Becaud and Charles Aznavour following and Joan
Baez took a surprise first place under the females with Ella Fitzgerald and
Barbra Streisand following.
CBS has released not only a new single by teenage idol Bernd Spier, but also

a special Xmas waxing for the season. This is the first time that a German firm

The other single brings us talented chanter Rada-
manto, who sings “Samba Bidii,” written by Jorge Costa and Padeirinho da
Alangueira. The tune is backed with “O Balance Da Menina De Jucata.” The
next important new's about the label, will soon be known, upon the return of
its president, Sebastian Bastos, from the U.S.

As we promised last week, we have special news from the reorganization
of Discos Chantecler, as given to us by its new promo head man Namir Cury:
other members of the promo department include several efficient young men,
who are familiar w'ith the trade in its different kinds and sections. They are
Horacio Faustino and Miltinho Gama in the press department, Amaury Ma-
zorca and Nisio, folk-music and Luiz Carlos Gouvea. Chantecler is in a phase
of super-promotion, with a new' attitude, based on pure publicity, since, as
we mentioned before, the man who is heading that department, Namir Cury,
is an experienced new'spaper and publicity pi’ofessional. Following the expan-
sion plans of the company, which became noticeable when it assumed the re-

presentation of the Italian label Ricordi, another important label, Roulette,
was added. The label’s stars include Sarah Vaughn, Barry Sisters, Pier An-
geli and many others. Also included is the Shawn Elliot number “Shame And
Scandal In The Family,” which in three weeks only was placed on number 1

spot, becoming the big champ of sales in this country—an obvious good start

for the US label in Brazil. The next step for the company was to add Ger-
many’s Metronome to its list. But as if this was not enough, in such a short
time Chantecler went another step ahead by representing the international
label Decca, from which so many successes have emerged and which has a
cast represented by names like Carmen Cavallaro, Eartha Kit, Brenda Lee,
Earl Grant, the Castillians, Rick Nelson, Quarteto Tres Bien and others.

But, this is not all—besides the international activity, of which we have
given a short summary, Chantecler is also concentrating on its national sup-
plement, with an active participation in the spirit that characterizes the
modern popular music of Brazil. The first star to shine with the firm in this

line is a young lady who is considered by many to be the great revelation of
the year, singer-composer Tuca. Also with the firm is a young guitar soloist

named Pierre, whose first album had a very good reception from public and
critics. The famous international Brazilian singer Leny Eversong is also in

the cast of the label, and the first disc will be an extraordinary interpretation
of the new samba rhythm of “Jequibau,” created by maestros Mario Albanese
and Ciro Pereira.

Through the courtesy of Carlos Gonsalves, who is in charge of the promo
and PR of Companhia Brasileira de Disco (Philips) in Sao Paulo, we came
in contact with an unusual record, which deserves a special mention in this

column. It is an LP on the Forma label (the MPM department of CBD) and
introduces songstress Ana Margarida. We call it unusual for several reasons,
but the main one is no doubt the form of accompaniment. Arrangements are
by Luiz Eca, directed by Mario Tavares, and there is special participation of
the Tamba Trio and the Villa-Lobos Quintet. Also unusual is the fact that
only eight numbers compose the LP (four in each side), including “Porque
Tinha De Ser,” by Jobim and Vinicius, that beautiful “Precise Aprender A Ser
So, by Marcos and Paulo Sergio Valle, “Maysa,” penned by Luiz E^a and
Ronaldo Boscoli, another Tom Jobim number “Dindi,” this time with Aloisio
de Oliveira and on side B, Dorival Caymmi’s hit number “.

. . Das Rosas,”
“Canijao Do Amanhecer,” by Edu Lobo and Vinicius de Moraes, “Minha Na-
morada,” by Carlos Lyra and Vinicius and finally “Canto Livre,” by Duke
.Nunes and Bene Nunes. The unusual result of all this is an especially artistic

disc, with a classical touch, which make this a very special recording for a
special public of a high leveled taste.

Once again we have news from Discos Continental about the long list of
recent releases. Lindomar Castilho, exclusive artist of the label, has a third
LP for the company titled “Escuta Minha Oragao” with a collection of roman-
tic ballads.

The two
albums which received the “Prix du President de la Republique” will be sent
to all French cultural centers in foreign countries, and for the first time the
‘Academie du Disque Frangais” has given a prize to a singer before the re-
lease of his first record. This singer is Henry Tachant. He is the author of his
songs but not the composer. He was working in a hotel in Canada when
Jacques Brel discovered him last year. Eddie Barclay decided to get him on
his way.
As you can see in the chart, Herve Vilard (“Capri C’Est Fini”) and Chris-

tophe (“Les Marionnettes”) will be no longer the singers of their hit. Their
new songs have taken a fantastic start. Christophe is the author and composer
of “Les Marionnettes” but it is Danyel Gerard and Ralph Bernet who wrote
the top number of the new Herve Vilard EP, “Fais La Rire.” Both of them
just released their first LP.

Quite a lot of very interesting records are released this week.

VOGUE: The Reprise label has released “So Long Babe,” the first EP by
Nancy Sinatra. On the WB label the Routers are a great success with “Let’s
Go,” which is now the war-cry of the French rockers. We also discover a very
good Petula Clark LP. The lark composed several of the songs which include

RIVIERA: The French version of “Sing C’Est La Vie” by Frank Alamo has
been released. Gil Caraman, the boy who sang “Les Pianos Mecaniques”
presents a new record with interesting new original songs, “Quand Les
Guitares” and “Les Jeunes Maries.” Ricardo has released a new EP with a
good version of the very old standard “La Chapelle Au Clair De Lune” (Chapel
In The Moonlight).

EMI: On the Columbia label, Ria Bartok gives us a very good French treat-
ment of “That’s The Way;” the French title is “Un Baiser.” A good record
from Aliro Dona “T'ons T^es Chemins Menent Vers Toi.”
EDITIONS COMTESSE: Barbra Streisand just recorded the French and Eng-
lish versions of French song “Non C’Est Rien.” The English title is “Free
Acrain.” She wants to ro^ord it in Spanish Italian and German. Marla Laforet
recorded on her last LP, four songs published or subpublished by Comtesse.
All the lyries a>’o by Miohel Joui'dan; they are “Viens,” “Plus Je T’Aime,”

Joe Marsh, director of food and
bevei-ages for the Holiday Inn,
brought in the Scopitone as an added
attraction last April, and the eighty-
eight seat capacity lounge will soon
expand to keep up with customer
popularity.

“It’s unusual, it’s French—it’s en-
tertainment,” said Marsh, and the
Lido Lounge staff testified to the
drawing power of the machine. Per-
formers in the films include Debbie
Reynolds, Jody Miller, Bobby Vee
and Bill Lee Reilly with a version of
“Hi Heel Sneakers” filmed on loca-
tion in a west coast discotheque.

Local distributor for the Scopitone
is A1 Miniaci’s Paramount Vending.
The machine itself is manufactured
by Tel-A-Sign, one of the largest
companies engaged in “point of pur-
chase” advertising. Tel-A-Sign ac-
quired the manufacturing rights to
Scopitone in this country this year,
and has begun a high-powered sales
program to promote it.

Contacted in Chicago, Tel-A-Sign
president A. A. Steiger said, “We
wanted Scopitone for two reasons.
Its reputation in Europe and its

potential here in America. It is popu-
lar on the Continent because it is

one of the few amusement machines
ever built which compliments the
audience. It is a sophisticated ma-
chine and the audience recognizes
that. It not only adds ‘that certain
something’ to a location—a location
could be built around it, with decor
and atmosphere to match the cli-

entele.”

“This audience is a spending audi-
ence. They are more than willing to
spend for entei-tainment, but they do
demand that the entertainment be
unusual and interesting—something
they can talk about while it’s going
on, after it’s over, or even before it

starts.”
“Most of the early films available

for the machine were French-made.
Here in America, the very mention of
‘French’ with a product will arouse
interest.

Number Six of a Series

Noah Webster published his famous

dictionary in 1828. It’s the same

one we use today.
