N.Y. Hearing: Stars & Their ‘Vintage’ Dates
NEW YORK—New York State At-
torney General Louis J. Lefkowitz
chaired a public hearing last week
(16) at the State Office Building here
which, in a lively two-hour period,
probed frauds in tbe counterfeiting
and sale of bogus records which vic-

timize the consumer.
“Investigations, which have been

conducted and others now under way,
by the Bureau of Frauds and Protec-
tion of my office disclose a shocking
scope to the counterfeiting of hit rec-
ords by a bold element which has
produced bogus reproductions of re-
cordings ranging from the Beatles
to Beethoven,” the Attorney General
told a jam-packed room of reporters,
lawyers and interested parties.

Lefkowitz indicated that present
legislation does not permit him to
effectively persecute those manufac-
turers who are guilty of deceptive
packaging. He admitted that he is a
neophyte as far as the record indus-
try is concerned and welcomed any
suggestions on how he could intro-
duce any meaningful restrictive codes.
Lefkowitz then turned the proceed-
ings over to Assistant Attorney Gen-
eral Steve Mindell who has person-
ally collected data on disk deceptions.

A Fact-Finding Inquiry

Mindell said that the hearing was
merely a “fact-finding inquiry” and
not a trial in any sense of the word.
The purpose, he stressed, was for the
Attorney General’s office to glean
more information from knowledge-
able trade sources so that a concrete
legal matrix can be assembled. He
pointed out that the economic aspects
of record deceptions were not the
concern of his office. His solitary aim
was to uncover areas where the public
has been fooled by fradulent gim-
mickery.

Trail Starts With Beatles

Mindell said that the Bureau of
Consumer Frauds got involved when
the Attorney General received a let-

ter from a lO-year-old boy who com-
plained about a Beatles LP. The al-

bum in question turned out to be “The
Beatles” on the MGM label. Four
cuts on the disk were purported to

feature the foursome. Investigation
revealed that, in reality, the group
was heard only instrumentally back-
ing up Tony Sheridan. Mindell con-
tended that countless fans purchased

freeway during rush hour.

Soaring with these sturdy lads among the white
caps was one Dennis Wilson, 18, who decided
that it was high time somebody lionized the sport

in song.
Dennis took a song idea to his musically tal-

ented and versatile family. His cousin, Mike Love,
wrote “Surfin’.” His brother Brian got together a
vocal group consisting of cousin Mike, Dennis, and
a third brother Carl. Dad Murray Wilson, a long-
time songwriter, ram-rodded a recording session.

The song clicked immediately.
With an ear ever to the ground to detect the

slightest vibration of a new musical trend, Capitol
producer Nick Venet heard the roar of the Beach
Boys' first hit and snagged them for on exclusive
Capitol contract.

Their first Capitol disk wos “Surfin’ Safari,” a
sequel to “Surfin’ ” and a bona fide nationwide
smash in the fall of 1962. They followed with a
host of two-sided smashes that included “Surfin’

U.S.A,” and “Shut Down,” “Little Deuce Coupe”
and “Surfer Girl” and “Be True To Your School,”
“In My Room,” “Help Me Rhonda,” “California
Girls.”

The Beafles—Capitol

Beatlemania has settled down to just plain star-

dom for the Beatles. They're still adored, of course, i

but 1965 seemed to indicate that the great English

foursome are far more than a quickly fading comet

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Tony Bennett was born in Astoria, New York and
begon his meteoric rise to stardom as a contestant
an Arthur Godfrey’s “Talent Scouts” TV’er.

Coming in as a runner-up to Rosemary Clooney,
Tony was immediately signed to appear on Jan
Murray’s “Songs For Sale” show. A few months
later he appeared in a Greenwich Village nitery

upon the insistence of Pearl Bailey who was head-
lining the show. Bob Hope wandered in one night
and invited the young crooner to join him the next
day on the stage of the Paramount Theatre where
the laughman wos appearing. The young performer
sang a few songs and the audience roared its ap-
proval. Four encores later, Hope announced that

Tony would be joining him on a national tour. The
rest is history. Mitch Miller inked the artist to a
Columbia recording contract and his initial sides

developed into best-sellers. The chanter has been
responsible for such hits as “Boulevard Of Broken
Dreams,” “I Won’t Cry Anymore,” “Stranger In

Paradise,” “Because Of You,” “Rags To Riches,”

“I Left My Heart In San Francisco” and “Who
Can I Turn To.”
When he is not on tour Tony usually devotes

his time to painting and high fidelity.

On the LP charts he has clicked with “I Left My
Heart In San Francisco,” “Tony Bennett At Carnegie
Holl,” “I Wanna Be Around,” “This Is All I

Louisiana Hayride followed, and later the trio be-
came a regular feoture on the “Ozark Jubilee”
TVer. Soon there were frequent invitations to ap-
pear at the Grand Ole Opry, and in 1963 the

Browns became regular members of the famed C&W
showcase. '

The recording career of the threesome was
brought home when Fabor Robinson recorded them
on his label, producing their “Dragging Main
Street” and “I Was Looking Back To See” smashes.
Their continued success culminated in a recording
contract with RCA Victor ond a line of hits that

Includes “Scarlet Ribbons,” “The Old Lamplighter”
and “Twelfth Rose.” The biggest wax outing by
the group, however, came In 1959 when they re-

leased “Three Bells,” which took little time to

rack up a million sales.

Temporarily split after Jim’s induction into the
|

Army, his two sisters drafted younger sister Norma
to take his place until his return, when they picked

^

up where they left off.

Solomon Burke—Atlantic
I

Like so many other popular singers, Solomon Burke
,

comes from Philadelphia where he received his

principal vocal training in the church. Solomon was
a soloist by the age of nine and at twelve he was
known as the “Wonder-Boy Preacher” and had his

own church.

He was discovered while at the temple and in

1960 he signed an exclusive long term contract

with Atlantic, the results of which have been such

hits as “Just Out Of Reach,” “Your Good For

Me,” “Everybody Needs Somebody to Love” and
most recently “Only Love.” In addition to record-

ing activities, the chanter has done extensive TV
work and played some of the top theatres and i

clubs throughout the country. ^

Carl BuHer—Columbia

One of C&W music’s brightest singing stars is

Columbia’s rugged-looking, personable Carl Butler

who is a native of Knoxville, Tennessee, which lies

near the foot of the Great Smoky Mountoins. Carl

was noturally exposed to Country singing and
guitar playing in his earliest years, and by age
twelve, he was entertaining at local festivals and
dances. His first radio appearance, over station

WROL, Knoxville, came after he won first place In

an amateur contest held in a neighborhood thea-

ter. Only sixteen at the time, Carl had no thoughts

of a musical career and played informally only for

his own pleasure and the enjoyment of his friends

in the community. He now feels that it was listen-

ing to the records of the late Jimmie Rogers that

inspired him to a serious consideration of a future

in music.
His plans were interrupted by the war and for

three yeors Carl served with the 35th Field Hos-
pital in Africa, Italy and Oermony. Upon returning

to Nashville, he entered the folk music field whole-
heartedly, organizing his own group, The Lonesome

Pine Boys. Tod^y he is a starring member of Nash-
ville’s “Grand Ole Opry” and makes appearances
throughout the country. Carl is married to his high-
school sweetheart. Pearl Jones, with whom he now
records. Among the duo’s successes are “Too Late
To Try Again,” “I'm Hanging Up The Phone” ond
“Just Thought I'd Let You Know."

Byrds—Columbia

The Byrds established themselves with their chart-
topping Columbia deck of “Mr. Tambourine Mon”
and followed it up with another #1 tune, their cur-
rent “Turn! Turn! Turn!” smash.

Individually they have a substantial amount of
experience. One was a New Christy Minstrel, an-
other was leader of a bluegrass group, a third
was the lead guitarist for Bobby Darin.

Though the crew was only formed a compara-
tively short time ago, their collective success in the
last month has not been an accident. Before re-
leasing them on the public, their management—
previously deeply involved in folk music—trained
the Byrds and prepared them for what they knew
would be a highly competitive field.

Johnny Cash—Columbia

Johnny Cash has been for the past several years
one of the most consistent chart-riders in both the
pop and country fields. He’s also a writer of more
than passing note. To date, the recorded versions
of his songs have reached the 10,000,000 sales
mark.

He started singing with his family on their Kings-
land. Ark., farm to lighten their chores. Profes-

sionally, his career began during his high school

days when he received radio exposure on KLCN-
Blythesville, Ark. During his hitch with the Air
Force, Cash teamed with his guitarist, Luther Per-

kins, and bass man Marshall Gront.
They met with immediate success on the Sun

label, where he scored such triumphs as “Cry,”
and “I Walk The Line.” In 1958 Cash moved to

Columbia, where he continued his phenomenal
string of 'nits. This year alone he has cashed-m
with “It Ain’t Me Babe,” “Orange Blossom Spe-
cial,” “The Sons Of Katie Elder,” “Mr. Garfield”

and “Happy To Be With You.”
Cash presently lives in Ventura, Calif., with his

wife and their four daughters. He does a good
deal of traveling, though, and guests frequently

through the south.

To round out his career he has done some TV
shows, westerns, and even a movie, “Five Minutes
To Live.”

Ray Charles—ABC-Paramount

Dividing his dates between ABC-Paramount and
Impulse, Am-Par’s subsid jazz label, Ray Charles

enjoys a big following in the field of pop, blues

and jazz, even more since his “Modern Sounds in

Country and Western Music” LP’s in 1962.

After a tragedy-ridden childhood (he was blinded

at 6, orphaned at 151, Charles gigged around
Florida, earning a big reputation as a combo side-

man. At 17 he formed his own trio and toured

the country, settling for a while in Seattle where
he had his own sponsored TV show. His big disk

break came when he was signed by Atlantic Rec-

ords, for which he produced several smash hit sin-

gles and albums. Two and a half years ago he
switched to Am-Par and continued his hit string

with “Georgia On My Mind,” “One Mint Julep”
and “Outskirts Of Town,” and “Hit The Road
Jack,” “Makin* Whoopee” and “Unchain My
Heart,” and such LP’s as “Genius+Soul-Jazz” (Im-

pulse) and “Ray Charles and Betty Carter” (Am-
Par.).

Petula Clark—Warner Bros.

Although she has sold millions of records in

Europe, Petula “Pet” Clark was practically un-

known in the U.S. until recently when Warner
Bros, obtained the releasing rights of hits for

America and she repeated her foreign hit pattern

with the release of her first single, “Downtown.”
At the beginning of World War ll.Pet starred

on the B.B.C., singing and reciting poems for the

families of British soldiers. Her first appearance
gave birth to her career, and she became a regular

on the network, making over 500 appearances by
the time she was twelve.

While still in her teens, the lark began her wide
travels as an artist, first in Holland, then farther

into the continent, starring on radio, TV and mak-
ing numerous p.a.’s. Despite the language barrier,

she became famous throughout Europe. Following

the release of her first English hit, “Gondolier,”

her French label. Vogue, requested that she per-

form the same song in French for Gallic release.

Pet set marks in the record bii os the first vocalist

to have a bi-linqual hit. She soon became a Par-

isian music-hall favorite.

The songstress, who is married to a French A&R
director, now lives in Paris with her husband and

two children.

This year Petula scored with “I Know a Place.*

Mitty Collier—Chess

Mitty Collier, who rode the charts In *65 with her

Chess outing of “I Had A Talk With My Man,**

wos born 24 years ago In Birmingham, Alabama.
She Is the oldest child of a family of seven

children.
Mitty’s formal introduction to show business was

in a talent show sponsored by Chicogo’s Al Ben-

son. When she come awoy with first prize, Benson

put her on the B.B. King-Etta James Show at the

Regal Theatre in Chicago.
Mitty’s first recording for Chess was released six

years ago, following the Royal engagement. She

has been with the label ever since. Tbe larks rec-

ords, in addition to this year’s chart rider, include

“Don’t Let Them Take My Baby,” ’’I’m Your Part

Time Love,” “Miss Loneliness,” and “Let Them
Talk."

Sam Cooke—RCA Victor

It was as a gospel singer with The Soul Stirrers

during a concert in Los Angeles Shrine Auditorium

that the late Som Cooke first came to the ottentlon

day Night,” “Li. tie Red Rooster,” “Tennessee
Walti” and “Good News.”

The son of o Chicago minister, the Victor re-

cording artist was a deeply religious youth. He was
also o serious musician, writing much of his own
material and playing the guitar as well. The man
that was Sam Cooke is no longer with us, but his

work cor.tinues giving pleasure wherever it is

exposed.

Bill Cosby—Warner Bros.

Bill Cosby, whose latest album Is titled “Why Is

There Air?” almost never became o comedian. He
was a star halfback at Temple University, but de-
cided to give up a pro footboll career for comedy.
The rest is history.

Cosby is currently taping “I Spy,” a TV series
in which he co-stors with Robert Culp. It is pro-
duced by Sheldon Leonard as an NBC color show.

The comic’s previous LP effort ”1 Started Out As
A Child” developed into a hot chart item.

Cosby come to fame vio his many TV appear-
ances with Jack Parr, Jimmy Dean and Andy Wil-
liams where his spoofables covered such items as
karate, street football, Noah’s Ark and TV com-
mercials.

Dick Curless—Tower

Bom in Ft. Fairfield, Me. on Mar. 17, 1932, Dick
Curless was strumming a banjo shortly after he
learned how to walk and talk, and by the time he
was nine he was singing, accompanying himself
on a guitar. In 1940 the family moved to Masso-
chusetts, where Dick took to the airways on WARE
in Ware. Dubbing himself the “Tumbleweed Kid,”
Dick went on to make his first recording, “The
Coast Of Moine,” ot the age of 18.

In 1953 he went to Korea and quickly became
an entertainer on the Armed Forces Korea network,
making himself well-known to the rice paddy
rangers with his recording of “China Nights.”
After the service he resumed his singing career in
Bangor, Me. and In 1957 he won the Arthur God-
frey Tolent Scout contest with his version of “Nine
Pound Hammer.”

His career came to o head when he signed a
recording contract with Tower Records in Feb. of
this year and Immediately rode up the charts with
his first Tower disk, “Tombstone Every Mile.”
Chart positions were also in store for his next two
offerings, “Six Times A Day,” and “Toter Raisin’
Man. ’

'

Dave Clark Five—Epic
j

When the Dave Clark Five toppled the Beatles ^

from the number one spot on the English best-
selling charts with their single, “Glad All Over,” '

the event caused such a sensation throughout Eng-
jlend that the story wos run on the front page of

both the Daily Mail and the Daily Mirror. The
j

deck, released by Epic Records in the U.S., soared
all the woy up the charts. It was followed by one

I

smash (LP and single) ofter another. Included are
I

“Bits And Pieces,” “Because,” “Everybody
!

Knows,” “Any Way You Want It,” “On Tour,”
”Cotch Us If You Can,” and “Over And Over.”

Prior to Dec. 15, 1963 when Dave Clark cele-
brated his twenty-first birthday by signing the con-
tract that gave him professional status, he was the
leader of o group of young men whose musical ac-
tivities were restricted to playing three nights o
week in a Tottenhom (a local London district) ball-
room plus making an occasional recording.

(

Shortly thereafter a Dave Clark business card i

found its way into Buckingham Palace ond Dave
!

received on invitation to play at the annual staff I

ball. That was the beginning of a popularity that
gradually increased until expected appearances in
London produced near pandemonium among young
femole fons.

All this commotion is caused mainly by drummer
Dove Clark heading a group consisting of Mike
Smith who handles most of the vocals in addition
to playing organ and piano; Ric Huxley on bass,
hormonica and guitar; Lenny Dovidson, guitarist
and Denny Poyton, saxophonist.

Johnny Darrell—United Artists

Johnny Darrell never wanted to be an entertainer.

His big dream in life was to become a jet pilot.

But when he was 14 years old, the farm boy from
the suburbs of Atlanta, Ga. taught himself to play
the guitar—in order to serenade a new girl friend.
A few years later, his serenading career was

interrupted when he joined the Army, where he
often played and sang at Army base clubs, and,
in his words, was often thrown out (most people
doubt the statement). It wasn’t until United Artists
producer Kelso Hurston heard Johnny that the
young artist got his first recognition. In the form
of a recording contract with UA.

In the summer of 1965, 24-yeor old Johnny had
his first country chart record with “Green, Green
Gross Of Home” and Is currently on the C&W
best -seller list with “As Long As The Wind Blows.”

Skeeter Davis—RCA Victor

Originally, best known for the RCA Victor side she
recorded with her late sister. Bee Jay, “I Forgot
More Than You’ll Ever Know.” It was a tremen-
dous hit ond firmly established the Davis Sisters, as
they were then known, os record personalities. For
this record the girls received the Cash Box Award
in 1953 for “The Most Programmed Record of the
Year.” Tragedy ended their brief joint success when
an automobile accident took Bee Jay’s life.

In 1957 Steve Sholes, Victor’s A&R chief, per-
suaded Skeeter to do a solo session, an important
turning point In the young singer's career, for in

1958 she received the annual Cosh Box award as
“The Most Promising Female Country Vocalist.”

Skeeter was born Mary Frances Penick, Decem-
ber 30, 1931 in Sparta, Kentucky, the oldest of
six children. Neither her father, nor her mother had
been professional performers, but they encouraged
their talented daughter. In Dixie Heights High
School, which she attended from 1945 to 1949, she
sang with pop bands, but country music was her
real love. She won amateur contests on radio and
TV shows and became a featured singer for two
years on a TV show in her area. Later, she ap-
peared on Nashville’s Grand Ole Opry.

The lark has had several duel-market hits includ-
ing “The End Of The World” and “I Can’t Stay
Mad.”

Donovan—Hickory

Donovan Leitch is the name . . . born in Maryhill,
Glasgow, Feb. 10, 1946 . . . and pulled through a
polio epidemic when he was three “in the hands
of a white-haired professor.”

Donovan continued his way through the educa-
tional system with another year at the Campus,
Welling Garden City Educational College. At the
college, he remembers, “I wrote some weird
stor'es.

”

But college was not for Donovan. He preferred
the roaming life and set about rambling through
England, taking any job that came along—digging
holes and other “labourin’ ” things until he bought
an old guitar for two pounds, figured out some
chords and created a song “Why Do You Treot Me
Like You Do.” He wandered on to the Yorkshire
Coast of the North Sea and spent time on the
beaches at St. Ives, playing, singing and writing.
He and a friend, kazoo player Gypsy Dave,

wandered in many directions “singin’ for Singin’s
sake and trovelin’ for travelin’s sake.” Sometimes
Donovan would sing on a streetcorner with his old
guitar and his fresh songs and Dave would pass
the cap.
Donovan appeared on a major TV, “Ready

Steady Go,” vehicle before he even had his first

record released, a rarity in this era of hit record
consciousness. Donovan met Geoff Stephens, a
songwriter at the Denmark Street headquarters of
Southern Music. Stephens later became his co-
manager, along with Eden. Finally, Donovan was
signed to a Pye recording contract, and almost co-

incidentallv, interest in Donovan began showing
uo in the United States, where he was soon signed
for U. S. and Canadian distribution by Hickory
Records.
Donovan enjoyed three consecutive hits in the

first six months of his professional career . . .

“Catch The Wind,” “Colours,” and most recently,

“Universal Soldier.” He has already recorded two
albums in Britain, with the first of these called
“Colours.”
About the time of his second hit, “Colours,”

di'ring th'^ <iHmmer of 1965, Donovan made his first

visit to America, where he appeared on “Shindig.”

Pete Drake—Smash
Pete Droke, who jumped into the national lime-

light in both the pop & country fields with “For-

ever” on the Smash label, was born thirty-one

I years ago in Augusta, Go. His first job, a clerk

I in a grocery store provided enough money to buy
I

his first guitar. His introduction to music was of

j

necessity on o cheaply-mode mail order instrument,

I

so Pete saved' for the next two years until he was

j

able to buy the steel guitar he dreamed about.
I Encouraged by his two brothers, both musicians,

j

Pete won his first professional job as a musician on
I WLMA-Atlanta while still a teenager. In 1959, his

talent recognized through the south, he decided
to move to Nashville, to work with the recording
artist who came to the Music City to wax their re-

cordings. Soon he was playing one-shot dates on
the Grand O’l Opry. With appearance on the Opry
his popularity grew until the management tabbed
him for regular Saturday night dates with the
show. The rest is history.

Roy Drusky—Mercury

A man of many talents, Roy Drusky turned down
o contract to play baseball for the Cleveland Indi-

ans before going ahead in the musical field and
creating an enviable name for himself as one of

Mercury Records’ top country artists.

While in the Navy, Roy learned to ploy the gui-

tar and began composing his own songs. Out of

the Navy and back in Atlanta, Ga., he began
contacting musician friends and formed a band,
playing many radio and TV dates. A recording
contract with Decca followed and also a regular
spot on the Grand Ole Opry.
Now on Mercury, he has a long string of hits

behind him, including “Birmingham Jail,” “My
World’s Losing You,” “White Lightnin’ Express”
and his duet with Priscilla Mitchell, “Yes, Mr.
Peters.

’ ’

Married and the father of two songs, Roy and his

family have an avid enthusiasm for raising French
poodles, becoming quite proficient at their chosen
hobby. Roy is also a racing fan and a flying en-
thusiast.

Patty Duke—United Artists

Patty Duke, whose portrayal of Helen Keller In

“The Miracle Worker” flick gave her the distinc-

tion of being the youngest actress ever to win an
Academy Award, successfully spread her artistic

wings and established herself as a record sales-

woman via her best-selling United Artists decks
of “Don’t Just Stand There,” and “Say Something
Funny.

”

Patty is a native New Yorker, who lived the first

eight years of her life on the city’s East Side, just

a few blocks from Bellevue Hospital, where she
was born. Some weeks after her eighth birthday,

Patty came to the attention of John Ross, actor’s

coach and personal manager, who, with his wife,

became very interested in her.

For the next few years the Rosses trained Patty,

eradicating her New Yorkese diction and teaching

her stage presence. Soon she was landing parts on
television. Her role in “The Miracle Worker”
catapulted her to stardom.

Today, the multi-faceted performer is starring in

her own highly-rated ABC-TV stanza, “The Patty

Duke Show.” When she’s not before the cameras
Potty spends her off-hours swimming, riding, and
ice-skating.

Bob Dylan—Columbia

Proof-positive of the growing acceptance of folk

music is the success of Bob Dylan.
Dylan was born in Duluth, Minnesota on May

24, 1941. After living briefly in Sioux Falls, South
Dakota and Gallup, New Mexico, he graduated
from high school in Hibbing, Minn. For six months,
Bob attended the University of Minnesota on a

scholarship. But like many of the restless, questing

students of his generation, the formal confines

of college couldn’t hold him.
Bob started to sing and play guitar when he was

10. Five or six years later wrote his first song.

Dylan first came East in Feb. 1961. His destina-

tion: the Greystone Park Hospital, Greystone Park,

New Jersey. His Purpose: to visit the ailing Woody
Guthrie—singer, ballad-maker and poet, it was the

beginning of a deep friendship between them.
Dylan achieved a highpoint in his career with an

appearance at the recent Newport Folk Festival,

and has since earned innumerable new followers
based on h!s single clicks “Like A Rolling Stone”
and “Positively 4th Street,” both in the folk-rock

bag that is so much his doing.

Shirley Ellis—Congress

Shirley Ellis started out in show biz by winning
on Amateur NIte Contest at the Apollo Theatre in

her native New York. After having gained in-

valuable experience to support her natural talents

by performing at every opportunity In vorious clubs,

benefits and dances, she teamed up with a jazz

group called the Metronomes which played every-

thing from rock to calypso.
A short while later the lark met Lincoln Chase

under whose management and professional tutelage

she spent five years of further intensive preparation
prior to his writing for her “The Nitty Gritty”

which smashed Shirley into the national limelight.

She followed that vp with her giant Congress re-

cording of “The Number Game,” the songstress is

married and lives in Gotham. In between record

dotes, TV shots and engagements, she designs much>
of her own wardrobe.

Betty Everett—Vee Jay

Mississippi born Betty Everett started singing in

the choir of the Travelers Rest Baptist Church in

the little town of Greenwood. She credits her choir-

master with teaching her to slowly reach, hold and
caress her notes, a style that has been compared
to the sound of the golden horn of Six Beiderbeck.

She has also been described as “having the

ability to find a note out of nowhere, hold it ten-

derly, then slip down to continue with the melody
of the song as written by the composer.”

Betty has hit with such top decks as “Shoop
Shoop” and “You’re No Good” and has joined
forces with Jerry Butler for an outstanding LP

titled “Delicious Together.” Her new LP, “The
Best Of Betty Everett” will be released shortly.

Marianne Faithfull—London

Contrary to the widely-held belief that pop record

performers must come from improverished back-

grounds, Marianne Foithfull, who scored in 1965

with “As Tears Go By,” Is the daughter of on

Austrian baroness and a college professor father

(he’s a lecturer in Italian and Renaissance studies

at London University).

Marianne came into show biz quite by chance.

She was discovered singing at a party which was
also attended by British Decco recording manager
Andy Oldham. Andy thought that this seventeen
year-old had a distinctive and commercial singing

style. He suggested the idea of a record date. The

concept appealed to her and before she could

change her mind she was whisked into a studio.

A few weeks later the deck, her current U. S. best-

seller, was an English smash.
Unlike other artists Marianne is unable to moke

TV or radio oppearances to promote her record:

she attends a convent school. But it is a sure bel

that she’ll cut other records in the future.

Lester Flatt & Earl Scruggs

—

Columbia

Having never swayed from their traditional style,

Lester Flatt and Eorl Scruggs are two of thu besi

known exponents of bluegross music in the entire

country field.

The boys have never drifted towards o **pop*'

sound as so many other country musicians have.

Their group consists of Scruggs on the flve-strine

banjo (playing the three-finger style he virtually

invented) and Flatt on guitar, and a fiddle, c

mandolin, a bass and a second guitar. Their mesi

distinctive sound comes from the fact that none o(

their instruments are electrified. The boys ofter

add wild soaring vocols of old folk songs, usually

dealing with unhoppy love.

The boys* first big pop-country hit came oboui

when they scored with “Ballad Of Jed Clompett.”

4 Seasons—Philips

The 4 Seasons, who skyrocketed to the pinnacle

of the charts with **Sherry** and “Big Girls Don*l

Cry,’* were unknown just days before “Sherry*'

was released. Proof-positive of the show bii

dream of the “overnight success** is the fact thal

the boys are now a household name among rec*

ord buyers across the nation.

All four boys hail from New Jersey. They are

Frankie Valli, Bob Gaudio, Nick Massi ond Tommy
De Vito. Except for Bob Gaudio, who joined the

group after leaving the Royal Teens, the othei

boys have been working together for obout si)i

years as the Four Lovers.

Prior to their initial smashes, everything seemed
to be going wrong for the group. However, on o

chance visit to Gotham, Frankie met independent

record producer Bob Crewe. Crewe decided the

group could still make it if they were given the

proper material and took the artists unefer hit

wing. The second record they come up with waa
“Sherry.** Smashes that followed included “Wolk
Like A Man,** “Candy Girl,** “Ain*t That A
Shame** ond “New Mexican Rose.’*

In *64 the group joined the Philips rosier and
smashed thru with one top-ten giant ofter another.

Included are “Rag Doll,** “Down,** **Ronnie,*'

“Save It For Me** and “Big Man In Town.**
In 1965, they hit the charts with “Dawn Go

Away.” “Let's Hang On,” and “Don’t Think

Twice.”

Connie Francis—MGM
Connie Francis is undoubtedly one of the most suc-

cessful female voices on the disk scene today.
^

The U.S. market is only part of her domain as

a lark Queen, for she has also made most of the

other parts of world her own——and in o unique
manner.

In non-English speaking countries, the performei

cuts her hit recordings in the native tongue, includ-

ing French, German, Spanish, Italian ancf Japanese.
In the 7 years she has been recording foi

MGM Records, Connie has sold over 23 million

disks and has been awarded eight gold picrttera

by the label for sessions that hove sold at leasi

1 million each.
The 22-year-old artist, bom in Newark, N.J.,

(real name: Constance Franconero), first made her

mark in show business ot the age of 11, when
she was heard, as a singer and accordionist, on
the early juvenile-performer TV'er, “Startime,**
presented by George Sheck, now her manager. A
year later she was a winner on Arthur Godfrey's
“Talent Scout” show.

She was signed to MGM Records when she was
17, and nothing too noteworthy happened for

seven or eight records and soundtrack chores for

rock *n roll flicks. But her father, who plays the
concertina as a hobby, suggested that she record
o triple-backed reading of the oldie, “Who's
Sorry Now”; she did and soon had her first mil-'

lion-seilinq single.

Apart from singles, Connie has cut a host of
varied-themed LP's, and has done major nitery-

TV stints all over tho world. The chirp recently
appeared on the charts with “Forget Domani” ancf

“Jealous Heart.”
In *64 Connie became Mrs. Richard Kanelis.

Lefty Frizzel—Columbia

Lefty Frizzell is one of those multi-singers who also
compose. Lefty began writing sonqs to amuse him-
self when he was only fifteen. After finishing up
his high school studies he decided that he wanted
to be a country singer. However, in the beginning,
he found it somewhat tough to break into the field.

He played parks, auditoriums, and even tobacco
warehouses perfecting his craft. As his popularity
spread, so did his bookings and soon he was work-
ing niqht clubs and doing TV shots.

Among his credits are “Sagniaw, Michigan,"
“Black,” “Forbidden Lovers,” and “The Nester,”
“She's Gone, Gone, Gone,” etc.

Marvin Gaye—Tamla

Marvin Gaye began singing at the tender age of

three, when he was a soloist in his father's church
in Washington, D.C.

'noney to eventually attend medical school, but
(oon musk became such on indispensible part of

his life that he abondoned his desire to become a
doctor. By the time he was 18 he had played with
luch outstanding orchestras as Phil Harris, Stan
<enton, Jimmy Dorsey and Benny Goodman.

During the next four years he helped form the
'Four Brothers" which later became incorporated
n Woody Herman’s "second herd." It was at this

lime that the saxophonist waxed "Early Autumn."
In 1949 he won a poll as top tenor saxophonist,
rhree years ioter Stan recorded "Moonlight In

Vermont" with Jimmy Smith.
In 1958 he took his wife and three children to

Lesley Gore—Mercury

.esiey Gore, who had had a runaway best-selling
(ingle in "It's My Party" on Mercury never per-
'ormed commerxlally before the release of her hit.
The 17 year-old strawberry blond from Tenofly,

‘few Jersey, was completely unknown before she
:ut the deck.
The lark's cousin, Howard Albert, reotly gets

fhe credit for launching her career. Impressed with
ler abilities, he took an oudilien record to Jo#
Slater, president of Associated Booking Corpora-
lion, who quickly sent it to Irving Green, Mercury
'opper. Lesley's unusuol abilities were apporont
»ven on the oudition disk, and ^e label immedi-
ately rushed her into a recording session with
Duincy Jones. Performing like a pro, the artist
cut the flnol record on the first take.

Horsf Jankowski—Mercury
i

Pianist Horst Jankowski, who broke onto the
American disk-scene with his best-seller instru-

mental Mercury recording of "A Walk In The
Black Forest," was born 29 years ogo in Berlin.

It wos the twin objective of his mother and him-
self that he become a prominent musician. Even
as a boy of six, he recalls the piano as his
favorite toy. His mother moved from Berlin when
the heavy bombing began. He lost his father in
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1944, when, he wos eight. In 1947, even though
Berlin was still a bombed-out area early after the
war, his mother and he moved bock into the city,

because she felt the finest music education facilities

were there. He graduated from high school and his

mother worked and sacrificed so that he could ot-

tend the Berlin Conservotory of Music. While ot the
conservatory, he studied tenor saxophone, trumpet
and contra-boss, in eddition to piano. His instruc-

tors felt his talent. They obtained jobs for him
playing both popular and jazz piano.

In 1960 he organized his own choir. After that
his fame spreod rapidly throughout Germany. This
year the musician scored with "A Walk In The
Black Forest."

George Jones—Musicor

Over the past several years, George Jones has
earned so many laurels for his distinctive country
stylings, that this songster mutt rank among the
biggest c&w artists around today.

Jones wos bom on Sept. 12, 1931, in Sorasota,
Texas. At the age of nine he began playing the
guitar and at 12 wrote his first song. Uncle Sam
beckoned in '51 and in '53, after his discharge
from the Marines, he returned to Beaumont, Texas.
In '54 he joined the Houston Jamboree, followed
this as a regular with Shreveport's Louisiana Hay-
ride and an oppearance on the trade charts with
his Stardoy original, "Why Baby Why." He then
became a favorite with Opry fans in '56, joined
the Mercury roster, ond smashed thro with "White
Lightning" ond "Who Shot Som" among others.

George is now with Musicor where during ’65

his hits included "Things Have Gone To Pieces,"
"Love Bug" and "Toke Me." He has also teamed
up for hits with Gene Pitney ("I’ve Got Five Dol-
lars And it’s Saturday Night," "Louisiana Man")
and with Melba Montgomery ("Multiply The
Heartaches," "Blue Moon Of Kentucky)."

Tom Jones—Parrot

Tom Jones, who hit with "It’s Not Unusual" on
the London-distributed Parrot label, was born
twenty-three years ago In Pontypridd, South Wales.
Tom, who went to the Treforrest Secondary Modern
School did the usual thing that all Welshmen tra-

ditionally do—which is singing in his chapel choir
and was greatly influenced by his father and his

uncle who were of course—singing miners.
After several jobs and a short period in the

building industry, Tom began playing drums in and
around South Wales men’s clubs for several groups.
It wasn't until he formed his own crew, the Play-
boys, that Tom got the chance to sing and from
then on they startec! to work in ballrooms. It was
from one of these appearances that he was booked
for Donald Peers' BBC-TV stanza. He was so suc-
cessful that he was asked a return appearance. A
Decca recording contract quickly followed suit.

Tom is currently booked for a host of England’s
top-rated television ond radio shows. He’s also
set for a long string of club dates and p.a.’s, pro-
moting his "Thunderball" lid from the James
Bond flick of the same name.

Jr. Walker & All Stars—Soul

Autry DeWalt, known professionally os Jr. Walker,
is by no means a newcomer to the music world

—

he had been swinging with his present All Stars

for the past five or six years.
Jr., who is 22 years old, hails from South Bend,

Ind.; and at the age of nine, learned that he had
a natural talent for music. He later discovered that

he could best express himself on the tenor saxo-
phone, and as time passed, it was also learned
that his style of playing was attractive to many of

his buddy musicians of which three became a part

of his present All Star group.
The AM Stars are comprised of Vic Thomas, or-

ganist, whose hobby is fishing when not perform-
ing; Willie Woods, electric guitarist, experiments
with electronics and drag racing; and James
Graves, the most recent member of the crew, is a
drummer who lives in Cleveland, Ohio.

The group, who previously hit with such giant
pop-r&b smashes os "Shotgun" and "Do The
Boomerang" ond "Shoke And Fingerpop" on the

Soul label.

Bert Kaempfert—Decca

Bert Kaempfert, the German maestro known here
for his big 1961 hit, "Wonderland By Night" (a

salute to Monhattan), can approach the music
business from almost every musical angle. He plays
four instruments (piano, his first love, clarinet,

saxophone and occordion), composes (e.g. "Won-
derland"), arranges and Is a producer for Ger-
many's Polydor label (Decca releases his sessions

here).

Bert was born in Hamburg, Germany, of an old

Hamburg family, and is on only child. Showing
musicol gifts at an early age. Bert is a graduate
of the Hamburg School of Music.

He, his wife and two daughters live in a roomy
house in a quiet suburb of Hamburg. His favorite

hobbies are fishing and boating, and he enjoys

detective stories, wild west novels and a "good"
film. His "pet hates" are (1) the telephone, ond
(2) getting up in the morning.

After a hiatus from the U.S. charts the orkster is

scored again with his runawoy best-seller of "Red
Roses For A Blue Lady." He has since followed
that up with "Three O’Clock In The Morning" ond
"Moon Over Naples."

Kinks—Reprise

Take four art students dressed like characters from
Dickens and whose musical appreciation ranges
from Chuck Berry to Bach. Add long hair, vocal
sounds reminiscent of LitHe Richard, mix in three

guitars, a set of drums, a flair for r&b and you
have the Kinks.

The Kinks have for the past three years played
and sung In Muswell Hill, London. They originally

got together with the idea of making money to

help with their studies at the Croydon School of

Art—where they all studied. Their unconventional
clothes, capes with way-out leather accessories

Loretta Lynn—Decca

When Loretta Lynn first came to Nashville, on a
promo tour in behalf of her bow on Zero Records,
she visited the offices of the Wilburn Bros. The
fellas, Doyle & Teddy, liked what they heard and
arranged to have her records distributed on a wider
scale here and signed her to their Wil-Helm
Agency.

The lark started her singing career in Custer,
Wash., where she hod moved from her home
state of Kentucky. She started her own band
there and while working a long club date was dis-
covered by Zero execs. Her initial outings on the
label, including “I'm A Honky Tonk Girl,” received
so much deejay acceptance that Decca officials

grabbed up her contract. On Decca she immediately
clicked with “I Walked Away From The Wreck.”

Other credits include: “Success,” “Get Set For
A Heartache,” “Blue Kentucky Girl,” and her duet
with Ernest Tubb, “Our Hearts Are Holding Hands,”
as well as her latest deck, “The Home You're Tear-
ing Down.”

Henry Mancini—RCA Victor

Henry Mancini, composer-arranger-conductor,
played a major role in bringing jazz to TV with
hit muiicol bockgroursdt for the “Peter Gunn” and
“Mr. Lucky” series and is currently a mainstay
writer of feature flick scores. MarKini wos bom
April 16, 1924, in Cleveland, the ton of a steel
worker who used to ploy flute in his spare time.
Hit father tent Honk to Comegie Tech Music Schoel«
or>d the JulUard trsstitute. He has been staff com-
poser and arranger at Univertol Pictures since 1952
or^ omong the films to his credit it “The Glenn
Miller Story.” He wrote the score for the Ring
Crosby film “High Time,” ond his score to “Break-
fost At Tiffony's” which he wrote as well as
recorded for RCA Victor, wos a fobulout soundtrack
teller. “Moon River” is the film's most fcrmout se-
lection, won an Academy Award as the fop film
song of 1961. In '62 he won the Awcrrd with
“Days Of Wine And Roses” ond in *63 hod a
nominee in “Charode.” A 1964 nominee was “Dear
Heart.” He also composed music for club CKts in-
cluding tf^se of such stors as Dinah Shore, Polly
Bergen, Billy Eckstine ond Betty Hutton. Hank lives
in Northridge, California with his wife and three
children.

Mantovani—London

A comic routine ends with the line ‘if everybody
in the world would ploy a violin each day we
would oll^ be bigger and better than Mantovani.*
Although if may be stretching the point o bit one
would still have to go pretty for to match the
sounds of Mantovani's ‘cascading strings.'

The moestro is, undoubtedly, one of the most
popular ork leaders in the world. Everyone of his
more than 20 oJbum releases has been a best-seller
in the U. S. mart and on many occasions he has
scored heavily in the singles dept. His tours have
have also met with fantastic success.
Bom in Venice, Annunzio Paulo Mantovoni, he

ir^erited his sense of beauty and good taste from
his father, who was first violinist at the famed
La Scala in Milon, reigned over at that time by
Arturo Toscanini.

His family then moved to England where they
settled. His father tried his best to steer Monty into
ertgineering but he stuck to his violin lessons. His
love for music won out and ot 20 Monty was leact-
ing his own ork ot London's Hotel Metropole. Lon-
don Records hos been cashing in on his talent ever
sirKe.

His latest LP credits include “The Mantovani
Sound—Big Hits from Broadway,” and “Ole.”

Dean Martin—Reprise

In on era when show business personalities are
usually straight-jacketed into norrow fields of ex-
prMiion, Deon Mortin is an exception to the rule.
This polished pro has a versatility thot seemingly
knows no bounds.

Bom Oir>o Crocetti in Steubenville, Ohio, Martin
moved with his family, when still a youth, to Long
Beacti, Calif. Although he recalls being “a fairly

cocky kid” with no lack of self-confidence. Dean
tried hit harsd at numerous jobs before he took up
singing seriously. In 1946 he luckily found himself
on the tame bill with a your>g laughman called
Jerry Lewis with whom he quickly joined up as a
duo. Dean sang and ployed straight man to Lewis’
wackiness.

Eight tremefKlously successful years and 16 films

later, the team of Martin and Lewis was dissolved.
Since then Dean has gone on as a solo to new
vistas of success as a night club performer, come-
dian, and dramatic actor.

When he is not on the road or recording. Dean
lives with his wife and three children in a formal
English mcmsion in Beverly Hills.

“Everybody Loves Somebody” was Martin’s big
comeback disk in 1964. His 1965 triumph was
“I Will.” The “Everybody” LP was a gold record

seller in 1965.

Al Martino—Capitol

In 1950, Ai Martino mode the disk world sit

up and take notice with a potent ballad tagged,
“Here In My Heart,” which went on to become
his first million seller. The Philadelphia chanter
joined Capitol in 1952 where he immediately scored
with “Take My Heort” and “Wanted.” During c^

long dry spell in the disk biz, the worm-voiced
chanter continued to play top clubs and theaters
throughout Europe and the U.S. until 1963 when he
returned to the charts with a giant tagged, “I
Love You Because.” The formula proved to be the
right one, because he has scored with every single
he's made since. His albums have scored equally
well—each LP tagged after a hit single has won
chort laurels. “My Cherie” is his current LP biggie.

Barbara Mason—Artie

Barabara Mason, who scored heavily in both the
pop and r&b departments with “Yes, I'm Ready”
on the Jamie/ Guyden-distributed Artie label, was
born on August 9, 1947 in Philadelphia.

The lark, who attended Hallahan High School In

her home town, has been singing for about a year.
Her present hit is her third release on Artie. She
wrote “Yes, I’m Ready,” and her next hit release
“Sad Sad Girl” as well.

Since the success of her records Barbara has been
in great demand. She has appeared in Miami,
Fla., Washington, D. C., and the west coast.

Johnny Mathis—Mercury

A singer who offered straight ballad singles in

1956, when rock 'n roll had already taken over
the singles market, could hardly expect more than
meager sales.

However, Johnny Mathis, certainly in the croon-
ing class, was able to buckle the teen-beat tide
with an outstanding record of singles successes that
carried nary a sign of rock ’n roll.

With “better” pop songs, Mathis proved a
“good-music” oasis with such singles hits as
“Wonderful, Wonderful,” “It's Not for Me to

Say,” “Chances Are,” “Wild is the Wind,” “A
Certain Smile,” “Maria” ond “Gino,” and a host
of top albums, including “Johnny’s Greatest Hits,”
which has passed the half-million mark in sales.
After any years with Columbia. Mathis switched
to Mercury near the end of 1963.

These triumphs have extended Mathis' fame to

concert halls, niteries, TV and pics, where he has
sung the title song on three soundtracks (“Lizzie,”
“Wild is the Wind” and “A Certain Smile”).
One of seven children, Johnny’s chief claim to

fame, at first, was as an outstanding all-around
athlete in George Washington High in San Fran-
cisco, his hometown, and San Francisco State Col-
lege (in high school, he established a local high-
jump record, 5' 5V2

", that has been matched only
four times in the history of the Olympics). An in-

formal Sunday afternoon jam session at San Fran-
cisco's Black Hawk nitery, then co-owned by Helen
Noga, his manager, Johnny sang a number with
the group. Helen heard him, ending Johnny’s plans
to teach physical education, starting a career that
now shines brightly.

His current LP chart rider is “Sweetheart Tree.”

Leon McAuliffe—Capitol

The end of World War II morked not only the finish

to a global conflict, it also brought down the
curtain on another era—that of the big bands.
With few exceptions, most of the big bands started

a steady decline after the war but some, like Leon
McAuliffe and his Cimarron Boys were able to hang
on and prosper.
When Leon returned to civilian life after the

war, he organized a modern dance band in Tulsa.

That switch was probably one of the most pros-

perous any band leader has ever made. Since
that time, Leon and the Cimarron Boys hove be-
come one of the busiest aggregations In the
country. For over 400 consecutive weeks they
played to capacity crowds (twice each week) at

Leon’s Cimarron Ballroom in Tulsa.
Born in Houston, Texas, Leon took three guitar

lessons and then landed his first job with a
Houston radio station. Two years later, he took a

job with another Houston radio station and shortly

thereafter received an offer from W. Lee O'Daniels
and his Light Crust Doughboys, to join their band.
At 18, he joined Bob Wills and his Texas Playboys
and stayed with them until he entered the service

in 1942.
Aside from being a top bandleader, Leon is

also noted for his compositions—he was co-writer

of the million-seller “San Antonio Rose” and has
written such western standards as “Steel Guitar
Rag,” “Panhandle Rag,” etc.

Roger Miller—Smash

Roger Miller, who is currently clicking with “Eng-
land Swings” on Smash, was born twenty-eight
years ago on a farm in Erick, Oklahoma.

It was during high school that Hank Williams
became Roger’s idol and the motivating factor in

his life. However, it was very difficult to be like

Hank Williams without o guitar, so Roger began
saving nickels and dimes doing odd jobs.

Soon a little money began trickling into Roger's
jeans and he felt he was on his way. But just as

things were getting better he was drafted into the
Army to do hls port in the Korean conflict.

Following his stint in the service, he moved to

Amarillo where he began writing and working in

local bands. So he decided to make the big move
to Nashville and try for audition with a label. An
RCA Victor contract followed in quick order and
the chanter jumped into the notional spotlight with
a string of best-selling platters including “Hey
Little Star,” “You Don’t Want My Love,” etc. The
rest is history.

He then signed with Smash and busted thru with
his debut deck, “Dang Me” and followed with
“Chug-A-Lug,” “Do Wacka Do,” “Engine, Engine
#9,” “One Dyin’ And A-Buryin,” and “Kansas
City Star,” etc.

Little Milton—Checker

Thirty-one year old Milton Campbell, who got the

name “Little Milton” in order to distinguish be-

tween Milton Campbell, Sr. and Jr., rode the charts

this year with his Checker outings of “Blind Man,”
“Who’s Cheating Who,” and “We're Gonna Make
It.”

Determined to succeed as a singer-guitarist,

Milton gained experience with several groups, in-

cluding Willie Love, Eddie Cusic and Sonny Boy
Williamson. He formed hls own group several

times, but somehow he wasn’t able to find the win-
ning combination.

In 1950 the singer’s luck changed. That year
Milton formed a successful trio and began recording

with the Ike Turner Band on Sun Records. Later he
waxed for Meteor Records and the Bobbin label.

During 1961 Little Milton signed with the Checker
label of the Chess producing company and he
recorded a number of decks including “What
Kind Of Love Is This,” “Losing Hand,” and “So
Mean To Me.” The rest is history.

New Christy Minstrels—Columbia

The New Christy Minstrels were organized by their

former leader Randy Sparks.
Sparks conceived the idea and name for his

singer-instrumentalists from Edwin P. Christy, who,
in 1842, formed the famous Christy Minstrels,

hailed as the nation’s foremost interpreters of

Stephen Foster songs.
Sparks got his start in show business while in

college. He was seeking a part-time job and made
his first appearance at the Purple Onion in San
Francisco. Since then he has been booked at the

Blue Angel in New York, the entire Playboy circuit

and numerous TV appearances.
The new Christies all sing and play folk instru-

ments (guitars, banjos, bass violin and a variety of

assorted secondary instruments: harmonica, fife,

etc.).

Priscilla Mitchell

Priscilla Mitchell has had the unusual distinction of

recording for two different labels under two differ-

ent names almost simultaneously. Under the name
of Sadina she recorded rock tunes, while she re-

corded country music on Mercury under her own
name.

Her earliest recollection of singing was on a
show on radio WFOM-Marietta, Ga. when she

was four years old. Later, during high school, her

singing career took shape for real and she was
kept running to radio and club dates. It was on
one such date that she met her husband, Jerry

Reed Hubbard, an arranger, songwriter and
singer.

Although a great deal of her recording work
saw her singing background for many a well-

known artist, Priscilla rocketed to fame in the

country field with her recent chart-topping duet

with Roy Drusky, called “Yes, Mr. Peters.” The
two immediately hit the charts with their next

dual effort, “Trouble On Our Line,” and went on
to win the honor of being named the most promis-

ing new country vocal group of 1965.

Roy Orbison—MGM
Roy Orbison's dad, an oil-rig driller, has spent his

life searching for black gold in the oilfields of

Texas. Roy, a one-time geology student, who gave
up his pick-ax for a guitar pick, has made his

strike in the recording studios of Nashville.

Roy, now 27, grew up in the oil town of Wink,
Texas. When his dad wasn't drilling for oil he was
playing a guitar and taught Roy how to play when
he was 6. He was barely in his teens when he was
leading “The Wink Westerners” and conducting a
talent show over the local radio station. At 16 he
represented the Lone Star state at the Int'l Lions

Conclave in Chicago. While a geology major at

North Texas State a fellow student (ar>d disk artist

at the time) Pat Boone helped convince him to look

for gold records instead of black gold.

In April of '56, he was signed to Sun Records
by topper Sam Phillips and later on mode chart

noise with “Ooby Oooby.” In '58 he signed a
cleffer-mgm't pact with Wesley Rose. Then he
moved over to RCA Victor and from there on to

Foster’s Monument label, coming up with o Top
100 outing in “Uptown.” Then came his “Only The
Lonely” and he's been smashing through ever since

as evidenced by his “Cryin',” “Runnin’ Scared,”
“Condy Mon,” “Working For The Man” and
“Leah” chart triumphs.

In '64 the artist had LP giants in his “Greatest
Hits” and “More Greatest Hits” packages. His

“Oh, Pretty Woman” single turned out to be one
of the year's biggest decks. In addition Roy be-
came one of Great Britain's biggest disk names.

In 1965 Ray rode the charts with “Crawling
Back” and LP’s “There Is Only One Roy Orbison”
and “Orbisongs.”

Buck Owens—Capitol

Born in Sherman, Texas, On Aug. 12, 1929, Buck
Owens was plinking on his mother’s piano at the
Pentecostal Church as soon as he could reach the
keyboard. By the time he was 13 the family
moved to Phoenix, Ariz., and the boy's musical
ability was so apparent that his parents bought
him a mandolin.

Buck had to leave school when he was still in

his teens and get a job. For several years he
hauled fruit and produce between Arizona and
California’s San Joaquin Valley. By the time he
was 21 the artist played sufficient guitar to get a
job with a band in a Bakersfield club. Later Owens
joined Boll Wood’s band in Bakersfield, played on
the “Chuck Wagon” TV show there.

Buck, who writes most of his own compositions,
soon came to the attention of Capitol Records
which inked him to an exclusive recording con-
tract. Over the years he has had a host of c&w
sales giants including “Act Naturally,” “Love's
Gonna Live Here,” “My Heart Skips A Bent,”
“Together Again,” “I’ve Got a Tiger By The Toil,”

“Only You” and “Buckaroo,” among many, many
other hit singles and albums.

Peter, Paul & Mary—Warner Bros.

Life-long interests in folk music led Peter, Paul and
Mary to Greenwich Village, where they became a
trio. The group toured the country from the Blue

Angel to the Hungry i developing their style and
acquiring a loyal group of admirers. Their fortunes

began to rise ropidly when they cut an album for

Warner Brothers tagged after themselves. A single,

“Lemon Tree,” token from the disk brought the trio

into the national limelight.

Peter Yarrow, who was born in New York in

1937, took a ipsychology degree at Cornell Uni-

versity where he was an instructor in a folk bal-

lad course. He was discovered at the Newport
Festival in 1960 and toured the nation cs a solo

performer.
Paul Stookey, who was born twenty-six years

ogo in Birmingham, Mich., thumped an electric

guitar for a high school rock 'n roll group on local

TV and emceed his way through Michigan State

University.

Mary Allin Travers was born in Louisville, Ky.,

in 1937. She has appeared with several teen-oge

folk groups and has made it to Carnegie Hall

twice. She is the only member of the group with

Broadway credits having appeared in “Mr. Presi-

dent” with Mort Sahl.

Besides “Lemon Tree,” their hits include “If I

Had A Hammer,” “Puff,” “Blowin’ In The Wind”
and “Don’t Think Twice, It’s All Right.” Their

hit LP’s include “In The Wind,” “Movin’,”
“Peter, Poul & Mary in Concert,” and currently

“See What Tomorrow Brings.”

Webb Pierce—Decca

Webb Pierce has been for many years, one of

Decca’s most consistent hit-makers. His roster of

successes started with “Wandering” in 1951. Coun-
try music devotees will recognize previous Pierce

triumphs in “Follen Angel,” “How Do You Talk

To A Baby,” “Last Night,” “Tupelo Country

Jail,” “In The Jailhouse Now” and “There

Stands The Glass,” “Cow Town,” “Sooner Or
Later,” “Yeors Gone By” “Memory “Loving

You Then Losing You,” “That's Where My Money
Goes,” ond “Hobo And The Rose.”

The Pierce brand of magic began at sixteen when
he became proficient enough to land a job os an
entertainer on a radio show on KMLB-West Mon-
roe, Louisiana, his hometown’s major station.

After a three-year stint in the Army, Pierce

settled in Shreveport and played for various bands
throughout the state; waiting for the audition that

was soon to come from “Louisiana Hayride.” At

first he was used sparingly on the show, then as

he received a veritable Rood of mall, he was
elevated to star billing. Three years arfter he came
to “Hoyride” Pierce cut his first hit Decca release

and his career went into high gear.

Today Webb Pierce is one of the nation's fore-

most country chanters. He has sold millions of

recordings and popularized hundreds of folk songs,

many of which he wrote himself.

Gene Pitney—Musicor

Gene Pitney began his career in music biz as a

tunesmith. After supplying other performers with

disk material, he stepped out on UA's Musicor

label with o chart rendition of his own number,
“(I Wanna) Love My Life Away.” The chanter

has pulled in plenty of loot with “Town Without

Pity” and “(The Man Who Shot) Liberty Val-

ence,” “Only Love Can Break A Heort,”

“Mecca,” “I’m Gonna Be Strong” and “It Hurts

To Be In Love.”
Some of the artists who have cut Pitney songs

include June Valli, Steve Lawrence, Tommy Ed-

wards, Billy Bland and Roy Orbison.
A native of Rockville, Conn., the 21-yeor-old

performer has, irt addition to his singing-writing

background, experience as an arranger and instru-

mentalist.
The performer’s hobbies cover three areas: taxi-

dermy, trapping and electronics.

In 1965 Gene rode the charts with “I'm Going
To Be Strong.” and “Princess In Rags.”

The Righteous Brothers, who established themselves

with “You’ve Lost That Lovin’ Feeling” on Philles,

are not brothers at all. The duo actually consists

of Bill Medley and Bobby Hatfield.

Bill was born in Los Angeles on September 19,

1940 and now makes his home in Santa Ana. In

addition to his singing talent, he is also top-notch

tunesmith (his present chart-rider Is one of his own
compositions). He also plays the piano and bass

guitar.

Bobby was born in Beaver Dam, Wisconsin on
August 10, 1940. He appeared in high school

musicals, was emcee and sang in school talent

shows, and because of the encouraging reaction he
not, decided to enter show business.

Prior to their Philles offillation, the lods hit

with “Little Latin Lupe Lu” on the Moonglow label

and since have had such smashes as “Unchained
Melody” and “Ebb Tide.”

Johnny Rivers—Imperial

Johnny Rivers skyrocketed to national fame in

1964 in a seemingly-rapid-fire fashion of singles

and LP hits.

As show biz paradoxes have a way of being,

Johnny, despite his accelerated journey to star-

dom, is no “overnight success.” Born in Baton

Rouge 23 years ago, he studied music constantly

and soon gained a large local following. Though

he is now living in Hollywood, Baton Rouge is

still his hometown. Johnny is the complete

musician, being a songwriter, guitar player, ar-

ranger in addition to being a fine performer. He
hos writen innumerable hits including “I'll Make
Believe’ which Ricky Nelson scored big in 1958.

Steeped in the classical blues tradition, Johnny

got his first musical inspiration from such greats

as Fats Domino, B. B. King, Ray Charles, etc.

He has had offers from every top supper club in

the country including the Sands and Flamingo In

Vegas and Mr. Kelly's in Chicago, as well os

offers from every major TV (e.g. Ed Sullivan, Jack

Poor, Jimmy Dean, etc.).

His current LP winner is “Johnny Rivers Rocks

The Folk.”

Marty Robbins—Columbia

Versatile Columbia hit-maker Marty Robbins has

written well over hundreds of songs. He has also

appeared in a number of Hollywood movies, in-

cluding “The Gun And The Gavel,” “The Bodge

of Marsholl Brennan,” “The Western Musketeers,”

and “Buffalo Guns.” His tremendous pop-country

hit line-up includes “A White Sport Coat,” “Sing-

ing The Blues,
” “Don’t Worry,” “Knee Deep In

The Blues,” “Big Iron,” “Jimmy Martinez” and

“El Paso,” which was culled from his LP smash,

“Gunfighter Ballods And Trail Songs,” “Devil

Woman,” “Ruby Ann,” “The Cowboy In The Con-

tinental Suit,
’ “Old Red, ” “While You’re Danc-

ing,” etc.

Born in Arizona, near the small town of Glen-

dale, Marty moved with his family to Phoenix

when he was 12 years old. At 19, he enlisted in

the Navy and spent three years on a Pacific Island,

where he taught himself to strum the guitar and

began to compose songs. After Navy service, Marty

tried many jobs and in his spare time he was
writing songs.

Through a friend whose band was booked at a

Phoenix nightclub, Marty made his singing debut.

He sang several times as a guest, was later en-

gaged for his first playing job as a guitarist in the

band.
In time, Marty had his own radio show and a

television program called “Western Caravan.” His

versatile style was developed on these programs

on which he ranged from gospel songs and blues

to Western ballads. Besides two radio progroms

daily and a weekly television show, Marty made
frequent guest appearonces on “Grand Ole Opry,”
becoming a regular member in 1953. He then be-

gan to make recordings, chiefly of his own works.

The Rolling Stones—London

Proving how to succeed in show business without

realy getting dressed for it are England's Rolling

Stones—lead vocalist Mick Jagger—born In Dart-

ford, Kent in ’44, harmonica-guitarist & vocalist

—

Brian Jones, born In Gloucestershire in '44, drum-

mer—Charlie Watts, born in Wembley in '41
,

guitarist Keith Richard, born in ’42 and bass qullar-

ist-vocalist Bill Wyman, born in London in ’41.

Their story began In ’62 when Brian and his own
group were playing in an Ealing Club. Among the

fans were Mick and Keith. The boys had one main
interest in mind-putting R&B on the wax map and

teamed up to do so. Times were hard but they

carried on. In ’63 they took on Watts, Wyman and

Ian Stewart, >^ho is now road mgr., as pianist.

They then began to click everywhere they played

—

especially at the Station Hotel In Richmond, where

they ployed every Sunday. Included In their fans

were the Beatles ond a live-wire publicist associ-

ated with them—Andrew Oldhom. Both Andy and

Eric Easton were knocked out by the Stones and
immediately became their co-managers. On May
10 of ’63 they waxed a Chuck Berry number for

Decca Ltd., “Come One,” ond hit with it right off

the bat. It was followed by a Beatles (Paul &

John) penned tone, “I Wanna Be Your Mon,” that

soared higher on the charts. Their next deck. Buddy
Holly’s oldie, “Not Fade Away,” proved to be

their 1st big success in the U.S. Other hits that

followed were “Tell Me,” “It’s All Over,” “Time
In On My Side,” “Satisfaction” and “Get Off

My Cloud.” “Satisfaction” was a million seller,

and an LP, “Out Of Our Heads,” was on RIAA-

certlfied gold record seller.

Sam The Sham &
The Pharoahs—MGM

Sam The Sham was born to Domingo In Dallas,

Texas. He spent his youth there and after grodu-

atlon from high school joined the Navy for a four-

year hitch.

While in service Sam decided that he wonted to

devote himself to music upon his discharge.

When he wound up his Navy duty he organized a
combo and began to play dates throughout the

South. During this period of searching for o dis-

tinctive sound and molding a cohesive crew, Sam
taught himself to ploy the organ. In short order

the Pharoahs were formed. The group become
popular in various clubs in and around Memphis.
ENTER: Stan Kesler, an A&R producer for Penn
Records, who invited Sam and the boys to drop by
in their black hearse (which still serves as their

transportation) for an audition. It only took one
listen and a contract was Issued. Almost immedi-
ately the group gave birth to “Wooly Bully” which
was released under MGM's label. Other big

singles for the group have been “Ju Ju Hand” and
“Ring Dang Do.”

Hank Snow—RCA Victor

Hank Snow, who was discovered, signed and
recorded for the first time by Hugh Joseph in

Canado, in 1936, was recently presented a sterling

silver plaque commemorating his 25 years associa-

tion with RCA Victor—one of the longest runs in

popular recording history. Snow originally built his

reputation in Canada, working in radio os “The
Singing Ranger” and on the “Canadian Farm
Hour” as well as starring at numerous exhibitions

and fairs. It wasn’t until 1944, eight years after

signing with Victor that he appeared for the first

' time in the U.S. In 1948, Snow made his first

American tour. In ’49, Steve Sholes, then RCA’s
Country music A&R heod, decided to release the

first Snow disk in this country. The response was

j

immediate and Hank has been hitting ever since,

i including some of his own compositions such as

“I’m Moving On,” “The Golden Rocket,” “Rhumba
I Boogie,” “I’ve Been Everywhere,” “Ninety Days”

and many more. In 1950, Snow signed with WSM
I in Nashville. “I Don’t Hurt Anymore,” which top-

I

ped the million mork, was Hank’s biggest seller.

I Hank is married and the father of Jimmy Rodgers
i Snow, also a Country performer.

Sonny & Cher—Atco

Sonny & Cher’s rise to fame has been as off-beat as

it has been meteoric. They first met in California in

1963, when they were both hired as background
singers for a Phil Spector recording session for the

Ronnettes. A few months later they decided to be-

come a duo, both as singers and as husband and
wife. Two years later, as Sonny & Cher, they had
become the hottest vocal act in the country, with

four smash singles, a best-selling album, world-

wide feme and their pick of TV shows, concerts

and night clubs.

When Sonny & Cher first met, Cher was 17 and

Sonny was 23 years old. Cher LaPiere sang to

support herself while she studied acting and danc-

ing. Her mother, a Hollywood actress, started her

off on an acting career by hiring acting teacher

Jeff Corey to tutor her.

Sonny Bono at that time was a budding young
singer and songwriter. He hod penned a number of

hits. He had played and sung on many recording

dates for the Ronnettes, the Crystols, Darlene Love,

Bobb B. Soxx and The Blue Jeans, and the Righte-

ous Brothers. Working under Phil Spector he had
gotten a good knowledge of record production, an
area that was to become his forte.

A few months after they met, and were married,

they made their first record, under the names of

Caeser and Cleo. A few weeks later, ot o recording

Connie Smith—RCA Victor

It was a freak accident that brought the talent

of Connie Smith out into the open. While mowing
the lawn one day as a teenager, the young filly

was severely cut in the leg by a piece of rock
that flew up from under the mower, hospitalizing
her for long, tiresome weeks. Rather than let the
time pass idly, Connie picked up an old guitar

and taught herself to play, and decided right

then that music was her first love.

Performances at square dances, grange meet-
ings and picnics began to pile up after she was
back on her feet, and a meeting with Grand Ole
Opry star Bill Anderson led to audition tapes and
a long-term recording contract with RCA Victor.

Her first record, “Once A Day,” roared straight up
the charts to the top of the heap, and from there
on in the name of Connie Smith became a house-
hold word in country circles.

Born on Aug. 14 1941 in Elkhart, Ind., the
songstress barely stretches to five feet tall, making
a petite but powerful entry to the list of artists-

to-be-reckoned-with.
Among her '65 crop of hits are “Then And Only

Then,” “I Can’t Remember” and “If I Talk To
H.m.”

The Smothers Brothers—Mercury

The zany, folksinging funsters who call themselves
the Smojhers Brothers proudly declare Smothers is

their real name. They mix pop ond folk songs with
generous helpings of funny satire, and have been
doing it very successfuly for just a liftle more
than two years. Tom and Dick were singing in a
nitery called the Purple Onion In their hometown
of San Francisco and delighting the patrons with
their tongue-in-cheek vocal shenanigans when they
were discovered by Mercury A&R men who im-
mediately recorded them “live.” ShorJiy thereafter

they were invited to appear on Jack Paar’s “To-
night” show which catapulted them to national
fame.

Since their first television exposure, the Smothers
Brothers have appeared on almost all of the net-

work variety shows and have waxed a number of

hit albums for Mercury. They started a weekly
situation TV show in 1965.

Billy Stewart—Chess

Billy Stewart, who was born in Washington, D.C.,

feels that his mother was instrumental in his

musical education. She taught him how to play the
piano and sing at the age of five and, since then,

until he reached the age of eighteen, he sang in

the Stewart Gospel Singers, a group formulated by
his mother.

At eighteen, Billy went to see Bo Diddley perform
at the Capital Arena in Washington. After they got
to know each other. Bo became impressed with
Billy's piano accomplishments and hired him as his
personal accompanist. The singer-guitarist intro-

duced Billy to Chess Records where he cut his chart
high riders “I Do Love You” and “How Nice It

Is.”
Besides playing the piano, Stewart is also an

accomplished artist on the organ, drums and bass.
Since 1955 he has made appearances with Red
Prysock, Billy Clark, and Bobby Sanchez.

Barbra Streisand—Columbia

Barbra Streisand's route to LP stardom was a curi-

ous one. She first appeared at Columbia’s studios
last spring to repeat her showstopping portrayal of
of Miss Marmelstein for the original Broadway
cast album, “I Can Get It For You Wholesale.”
Following ;his LP of Horold Rome’s hit musical,
came a recording that recreated “Pins And Nee-
dles,” the 25-year-oid revue which had made
composer Rome famous. Rome, who sings one of

the leads in the album, chose Barbra as his co-
star

The lark’s successful recorded performances in

these two show albums won her a contract with
Colum'oia Records.

Then followed a series of remarkable LP suc-
cesses, “The Barbra Streisand Album” and “The
Second Barbra Streisand Album,” and more. The
performer triumphed in 1964-65 in Broadway’s
“Funny Girl,” in which she played the late Fanny
Brice. Her TV spectacular debut in 1965 was tele-

cast twice. Her “Third” LP and “People” got gold
LP awards in 1965.

Supremes—Motown

Sometimes three is not a crowd, but a well-orga-
nized team. That is always the case when the

three are Diana Ross, Mary Wilson and Florence
Ballard, the trio of young ladies called the Su-
premes. The group, which now boasts 3 smashes
in-a-row In “Where Did Our Love Go,” “Baby
Love” and “Come See About Me,” have been
close friends since their childhood days in Detroit.

The trio began to appear at local amateur shows,
and church socials, after being urged to do so by
their high school music instructor. The three, not
yet the Supremes, won a talent contest their last

yeor of school, and in so doing, caught the ear of

a talent scout from Motown Records. Not long after

they were signed to the label the girls scored

with their initial hit
—“I Want A Guy.”

“I Want A Guy.” “I Hear
A Symphony” was a number 1 triumph in 1955.

The group have been stressing teamwork and
harmony ever since, and they've steadily moved up
the ladder of international popularity, including

dates at the Copa and Philharmonic Hall in New
Y ork.

Temptations—Gordy

Five young fellows got together about four years

ago and decided to do a little harmonizing. One
night not long after, there was an opening for a

Joe Tex—Dial

Joe Tex was born and raised in Baytown, Texas
where he received musical training throughout his

high school days.
His big day came in 1954, when at the age of

18 he won a two week trip to New York, where
he entered an amateur show at the Apollo and
wen first prize. He soon returned to that theatre,

this time on a paying basis and wound up staying

for a full four weeks. The artist’s biggest hit was
“Hold What You’ve Got,” a self penned tune.

Among his many other accomplishments Joe is a
prolific songwriter with several hundred songs to

his credit. His compositions have been cut by such

outstanding artists as James Brown and Jerry Butler.

Hank Thompson—Capitol

The versatile Hank Thompson has been up among
(he front runners for a number of years now, either

as a vocalist, guitarist, composer or ork leoder.

This year. Hank and his Brazos Valley Boys have,

once again, been named the most programmed
band in a poll conducted among the platter spin-

ners of country music. Also, the outfit continues to

be booked solid around the country, playing many
spots that are usually dominated by pop ortists.

The Thompson story began back in Waco, Texas,

on Sept. 3, 1925, the year Henry William was
born. After mastering the harmonico Hank turned

to the guitar—which so impressed officials of a

flour company, when they heard him over WACO,
that he was sponsored on an early morning show
as “Hank The Hired Hand.” A ’43 to '46 hitch In

the Navy followed. He then auditioned as a singer

on KWTX-Waco, and won a noon-time slot. His

activities broadened when he put together the

Brazos Valley Boys and played dances and shows
throughout Central Texas. Label-mate Tex Ritter

became a fan and introduced him to Capitol of-

ficials. The rest is wax history.

Johnny Tillotson—MGM
Though only 26, the MGM disk stor boasts of an

unusually intensive training program in show biz.

Born in Jacksonville, Fla., April 20, 1939, he moved
to Palatka, Fla., at age 8 (he still calls it home)

i and there developed his early musical interest-

country music.

I former. Then came a 3-year contract as a regular

on a TV variety show, "The Tom Dowdy Show.”
' Lee Rosenberg of Southern Belle Music heard him

and arranged an audition with Archie Bleyer, Ca-
dence Records prexy. Bleyer inked Tillotson im-
mediately and then followed “Dreomy Eyes,”
(which became a hit reissue) “True, True Happi-
ness,” “Jimmys Girl’,” “Without You,” and
“Poetry In Motion.”
When Cadence closed its doors, Tillotson signed

with MGM where he has continued in his chort-
winning ways. 1964 saw the chanter go great
guns with such hot-selling items os “Talk Back
Trembling Lips” and “She Understands Me.”

In 1965 he scored with “Heartaches By The
Number,” and “Our World.”

The Ventures—Dolton

The Ventures ore four young- men in their twenties,
who have succeeded in capturing that indefinable
teen age flavor that means success on singles and
LP’s.

Paraphrasing their first hit, it is a matter of

“Run, Don’t Walk” up the stairway to stardom.
Beginnings for the group go back several years
when Don Wilson and Bob Bogle had a locol

guitar act but decided to expand. They added
guitarist Nokie Edwards and drummer Howie John-
son and soon after recorded “Walk, Don't Run.”
The disk was released first on the Blue Horizon
label in their local Tacoma, Wash, area, but
Liberty Records sensing a hit, picked up the master
and signed the group to a wax pact. The boys
now spend most of their time promoting their

records with personal appearances.
The group has always had consistent success in

the LP field.

Bobby Vinton—Epic

Vinton organized his first band in high school play-
ing proms and parties for students at Duquesne
University which was near his hometown of Can-
onsburg, Pa. Later Vinton formed a second group
which was soon a favorite at teen dances in

Pittsburgh. The youngster began singing a few of

the numbers with the orchestra and his vocals soon
became the band’s most popular feature.

Bobby’s career went into high gear in 1960
when Guy Lombardo discovered him at a hop out-

side Pittsburgh. Some TV dates followed and soon
Vinton was on his way to stardom.

In November of 1960 Bobby’s crew was fea-

tured as the band of the month on NBC’s Saturday
Prom and plaved with a succession of stars in-

cluding Bobby Vee and the late Same Cooke. Bobby
continued his fast pace in 1961, making a nation-

wide tour with Tony Orlando. More club dates
followed—the rest is history.

Bobby likes sports, particularly baseball, which
he plays almost as expertly as he does the saxo-

phone. The multi-talented performer is currently

studying acting and reading plays.

As a vocalist, his hits include “Roses Are Red,”
his first smash, “Rain, Rain Go Away,” “Trouble
Is My Middle Nome,” “Blue On Blue,” “Blue
Velvet,” “There! I’ve Soid It Again,” “Mr.
Lonely,” “What Color Is A Man,” and “Satin

Pillows.”

Rusty Warren—Jubilee

The public doesn’t hear Rusty Warren play Bee-

thoven piano sonatas, but for much of her life the

odds were in favor of Rusty Warren, concert pianist.

Rusty, who has sold at least a million copies of

risque comedy LP’s on Jubilee, is a graduate (1950)

of the New England Conseravtory.

She entered the school on being a concert pianist,

but after the first year, she begon to have reserva-

tions about the concert field (“too much talent go-

ing unrecognized” and no “temperament and dedi-

cation to the art to fight these obstacles”) and
switched to popular music.

During semesters, she worked in smoll night

clubs and hotels, first at singing and playing, then

adding comedy to her routine.

The turning point in her career was when Stan-

ford Zucker, the agent, sow her perform, became
her agent, and brought her to California to per-

form. Her first taste of real success came at the

Pomp Room in Phoenix, where in 1958 she cut her

first LP. “Songs For Sinners.” (Her other hit LP’s

are “Knockers Up,” “Sinsatlonal,” “Rusty Warren

In Orbit,” “Banned In Boston,” “Sex-X-Ponent,

Rusty’s hometown is Milton, Mass.

Dionne Warwick—Scepter

Dionne Warwick, unlike many of her pop-r&b peers,

hos studied music since the age of six, coming

from a family of gospel singers. She did a great

deal of singing in choirs for different organizations.

Then to school in East Orange, New Jersey and

from there to the Hartt College of Music in Hart-

ford. In time she became an accomplished singer

and pianist, playing and singing in church every

Sunday. Her next step forward took Dionne to the

recording studios in New York where she sang in

the background chorus on many recording sessions.

Her unique song styling attracted two of the top

tunesmilhs and producers. Burt Bacharach and Hal

David, who brought her to the attention of Scepter

Records and what followed was “Don’t Make Me
Over,” a tremendously successful recording.

The lark has toured all over Europe playing to

turn-away audiences and establishing a significant

international reputation for herself. Among her long

string of hits are “Walk On By,” “Anyone Who
Had A Heart,” “You’ll Never Get To Heaven,” and

“Are You Sure.”

Kitty Wells—Decca

To the country music fans—and, more recently, the

pop crowd, Kitty Wells ranks as one of the all-

time great performers. And in a field where women
are definitely not equal to men, as far as longevity

of fame is concerned, this is quite an achievement.

Kitty, born Aug. 30, 1919 in Nashville, began a

career in radio on Nashville’s WSIX in 1937, going

onto various other outlets, including a long stint as

o soloist on “Louisiana Hevride.” She’s now one

of the regulars on WSM’s “Grand Ole Opry.” Kitty

is married to Johnnie Wright, who is a successful

singer in his own right.

Among her initial hits for Decca, which has been
her label for many years, wos “It Wasn’t God Who
Made Honky Tonk Angels.” A host of successful
singles and IP’s have continued to keep her stand-
ing high in the country music community, including
this year’s “I’ll Repossess My Heart,” “You Don’t
Hear” ond “Meanwhile, Down At Joe’s.”

Mary Wells—Atlantic

Mary Wells is one of those artists who helped
make her own ‘lucky break.’ It happened in 1962
when the lark finally got up enough nerve to walk
into the ‘Hitsville’ studios of Motown/Tamlo/Gordy
topper Berry Gordy, Jr. (her former personal mgr.)
and ask him to have one of his artists record one
of her originals, “Bye, Bye Baby.” Gordy asked
Mary to sinq it for him and was so Impressed with
her vocal tolent that he had her do the tune her-
self. The rest is wax history—hit after hit followed—including the follow-up “I Don’t Want To Toke
A Chance,” “The One Who Really Loves You,”
“You Beat Me To The Punch” and “Two Lovers.”

Mary, who hails from Detroit, the home of her
diskery, has also been a big hit on the concert
tour. In 1964, George Scheck became her personal
manager and she switchecf label ofTiliation to 20th
Century-Fox Records. While with thot label she hod
“Me Without You,” but hos since switched her
ofRIiotion to Atlantic.

Dottie West—RCA Victor

Born on a small farm near McMinnville, Tenn.,
Dottie West was the oldest of 10 children and
learned to accept responsibilit>s at an ear'y age.
She shared the many doily chores which were nec-
essary in order to survive on the meager ocreoge
owned by the fomily. Although life was hard, the
family enjoyed the off hours and often hod square
dances ot the house on week-ends when neighbors
ond relatives brought their fiddles and guitars for
whot Dottie refers to os a good old-fashioned
'hoedown ”

The fomily moved to Cookeville, Tenn., when
Dottie was seventeen and she entered college at
'ennessee Tech where she majored In music. A
fisw yeors loter she married o fellow student. Bill

West, ond moved with him to Cleveland. Dott'e's
ntfsrest in music never dimmed and she soon man-
aged to meet a local entertainer who arranged on
>!*;iion for a country music show called “Lond-
lork Jamboree” which was televised every Satur-

- -^y night on the Ohio Network. One thing led to

another and soon she was traveling around the

U.S. doing p.a.’s as a full-fledged country per-
former.

After a false start with several other labels,

Dottie signed with RCA Victor where she imme-
diately scored with “Touch Me.” Among her many
other Victor triumphs are “Here Comes My Baby,”
“Love Is No Excuse,” “Getting Married Has Made
Us Strangers,” “Didn’t I,” “No Sign Of Living,”
etc.

Ian Whitcomb—Tower

Ian Whitcomb, who along with the Bluesville,

scored with “This Sporting Life” on the Tower
label, is a young Englishman who was born
twenty-four years ago in Surrey.

Unlike many of his rock ’n’ rolling peers, Ian
doesn’t come from an impoverished backgorund.
The scion of a wealthy family (oil Interests all

over the world) he drifted to show business purely
as an avocation.

While Ian studies Modern History at Trinity

College, he and his Bluesville group, play weekend
dates at night spots all over Dublin.

His initial deck, “This Sporting Life,” was pur-
chased by Tower Records from Jerry Dennon’s
Jerden label, while his latest side for Tower is

titled “Good Hard Rock.”

Andy Williams—Columbia

Andy Williams began his singing career when he
and his three brothers along with their parents or-

ganized a church choir in Wall Lake, Iowa. Later

the four brothers were heard on their own radio
shows from Des Moines, Chicago and Cincinnati.

After the V/illiams family moved to California,

the brothers teamed up with comed'enne Kay
Thompson and formed a highly successful night

club act. The group stayed together six years and
then the three older brothers settled down with
their families and Andy became a soloist. He
achieved national prominence when he became a
regular on the old “Tonight” show hosted by Steve
Allen. A recording contract with Cadence Records
followed and he waxed a long string 'of singles

and LP hits.

In the foil of 1959, Andy Williams was named
“Personolity of the Year” by the Variety Clubs of

America, an oward which has been given to such
stellar performers as Al Jolson, Steve Allen and
Arthur Godfrey.

In 1961 the talented singer was signed by Co-

lumbia Records for whom he has made a series of

chart-riding singles and LP's. His album “Moon
River” quickly went to the top of the charts in

1962 and remained there for many months.
’63 saw Andy Williams continue riding the top

of the LP charts with his “Days Of Wine And
Roses” LP going straight to the top and a new
Christmas album moving up quickly.

In ’64 Andy came thru big with “Call Me Ir-

responsible” and “My Fair Lady” (LP-wise) and
“Can’t Get Used To Losing You,” “Wrong For

Each Other” and “Dear Heart” (single-wise) among
others. In 1965, Williams’ “Dear Heart” album
got a gold record oword.

Will is Brothers—Starday

The Willis Brothers, Guy, Skeeter and Vic, origi-

nally known as the “Oklahoma Wranglers” and
later the “Drifting Cowboys,” began their radio

career ot KGEF-Shawnee, Ok., and, after a tour of

dutyin the World War II Army, they became regulor

members of WSM’s Grand Ole Opry. Eight years
on the Eddy Arnold show followed and, in 1960,
they rejoined the Opry os featured performers.

The boys were the first group to back the late great
Hank Williams and were also the first C&W artists

to play at Constitution Hall in Washington, D.C.,

a ploce normally reserved for classical musicians.
Their career has also been generously loden with

TV shots, motion pictures, recordings and personal
appearances, including shows in many foreign

lands.
With Guy on guitar, Skeeter on fiddle and Vic

on accordion or piono, some of the trio’s latest

disks, on Storday Records, include “Give Me Forty

Acres,” “Six Feet, Two By Four,” “Blazing Smoke
Stack” and “Strange Old Town.”

Nancy Wilson—Capitol

The song stylist is one of the leading lights in the

sophisticated pop song field. Capitol has thought
enough of her talents to pair her on LP’s with such
stellar instrumentalists as George Shearing and
Cannonball Adderly, and, It’s easy to assume, that

both Shearing and Adderly share the label’s respect

for the performer. She was born on Feb. 20, 1937
in Chillicothe, Ohio.

1963 sow Nancy Wilson become one of the

strongest femole disk sellers in the industry. Her
Capitol albums, “Broadway My Way” and the

follow-up, “Hollywood—My Way” jumped to the

top twenty shortly after release and remained there

for many weeks.

1964 realized cn opening of the singles market
to her with “You Don’t Know How Glad I Am.”
In 1965, she made further gains in the singles
and LP areas.

Glenn Yarbrough—RCA Victor

Glenn Yarbrough traces the beginning of his sing-
ing career back to the days when he was a soloist

at Grace Church in New 'fork at the tender age of

eight. Since that time he has pursued a diverse
and checkered career. He was a student at St.

John’s College in Annapolis and later studied
Greek and pre-Socratic philosophy at Mexico City

College. In 1955 he studied classical Greek and by
day supported himself In a typically bizarre fashion
—as night bouncer in a New York City hotel.

Following his usual penchant for doing the un-
expected, Glenn later deserted his study of ancient
languages to begin pursuing a singing career,

opening as a single in Aspen’s LimeMte club.

In May, 1959, a chance meeting in “Cosmo
Alley ” a L.A. night club, brought Glenn together

with Lou Gottlieb and Alex Hassilev. Organized
as the Limeliters, these three men in the next four

years became one of the most popular folksinging

groups in the nation.

In ’65 Glenn clicked with his RCA Victor record-

Curtis Leach Dies

Of Knife Wound
MESQUITE, TEX.—Curtis Leach, a
promising country composer and art-

ist, died last week as a result of a

knife wound in the leg, suffered dur-
ing an argument at his Texas home
on Dec. 14.

Mesquite police chief L. H. Limmer
reported that two patrolmen went to

the artist’s home, answering a routine
disturbance call, and found him bleed-

ing profusely from the wound in his

left leg.

Leach w'as rushed to the Mesquite
Memorial Hospital, where he was pro-

nounced dead on arriyal. It was an-
nounced that the knife apparently
seyered an artery.

A 27-year old woman was arrested
in connection with the stabbing and
arraigned before Justice of the Peace
F. T. Fox.

Leach, who recorded for Longhorn
Records, had written such country
tunes as “One Man Band,” “Highway
Man” and “Golden Guitar.”

He has served as Managing
Editor of the magazine Musical Cou-

rier, as associate editor of Bravo

Radio Stations Seek

Exemption From FCG Ruling

NEW YORK— Radio bi’oadcasters

seeking exemption from a proposed
rule that their FM cease duplicating

AM programs by 50 per cent will get

formal consideration for their re-

quests from the Federal Communica-
tions Commission. At present there

is no restriction.

The proposed rule was adopted by
the commission in July 1964. It

stated that the owner of an AM sta-

tion in a city with a population of

more than 100,000 could not dupli-

cate more than 50 per cent of pro-

gramming on its FM affiliate. It was

the feeling of the F.C.C. that the

rule would halt a waste of air chan-

nels by forbidding shows to be broad-

cast simultaneously on two outlets.

The commission believed that the re-

sult of this would result in a greater

diversity of programming.

About 200 AM and FM stations

would be affected by the rule. Al-

ready, about 100 of these stations

have applied for a waiver.

Louis has been Sweet Daddy for as
long as we can remember. They say
he’s celebrating his fiftieth year in
show business and that he’s now six-

ty-five. According to the record books
he has actually been blowing hot and
heavenly for at least fifty-four. He
started in New Orleans when he was
only eleven, just fooling around with
a beatup cornet and trying it on for
size. When he was twelve he cele-
brated the new year by “firing fire-

arms within the city limits” and was
sentenced to the Waife’s Home. By
1916, while still in short pants, he was
already working gin mills around the
Gravier Street Tenderloin at a dollar
a night and playing on the excursion
boats that moved up the Mississippi’s
muddy waters. And by ’27 he had his
own band at the Sunset Cafe in Chi-
cago. The records he produced in that
era are high on the chai’ts of the all

The Byrds topped the charts with their “Turn

Turn Turn” single and have now followed it up
with this potent package tagged after that hit.

The tremendously popular quintet also does a top
job on a pair of Bob Dylan tunes “The Times
They Are A-Changing” and “Lay Down Your
Weary Tune,” as well as potent renditions of a
host of other teen oriented numbers. LP should
be a favorite with the massive following that the
group has built up.

WORKING MY WAY BACK TO YOU—4 Sea-
sons—Philips PHM 200-201/PHS 600-201

Consistent top-sellers in both the singles and
albums areas, the 4 Seasons (still going strong
with their ex-No. 1 single, “Let’s Hang On”)
have another chartbound LP on their hands here.
All of the ingredients that have made biggies of
their previous' outings, including the steady,
pounding beat and unique vocal arrangements,
are present to make this another powerful pack-
age for the group. Some of the top flight tracks
include “I Woke Up” and “Sundown,” as well as
the title tracks.

HEAR! HERE!—The Hollies—Imperial 9299/
12299
The smooth, driving sound of the Hollies makes

this LP one that’s bound to attract the attention
of the American teen market. The British group
has included their current chart item, “Look
Through Any Window,” their big international
hit “I’m Alive,” as well as a potent updating of
the standard “That’s My Desire,” along with a
host of other goodies. Album should be eagerly
sought by the group’s fans and should make them
a bunch of new ones.

HUNGRY FOR LOVE—San Remo Strings—Ric-
Tic SLP 901

After shooting up the charts with their first

single effort, “Hungry For Love,” the San Remo
Strings are quick to follow up that hit with this
LP by the same name. The ensemble sparkles and
glitters with charming renditions of recent big-
gies and unknown melodies, creating a merger of
the sweet and the beat, which should attract
flocks of buyers. Among the tracks that may get
special attention are “Some Things You Never
Get Used To” and “Downtown.”

STAND BY ME—Earl Grant—Decca DL 4738/
74738

Multi-talented Earl Grant, who recently rode
the charts with his instrumental updating of
“Stand By Me,” dubs this package by the same
name and looks forward to equally good sales
response. Whether touring the keyboards of the
organ and piano or taking the vocal path, the
artist presents a powerful portion of soul, pour-
ing out a generous helping of excitement and
creativity in each groove. Tracks that should be
dug by mood enthusiasts include “I’ll Always Be
In Love With You” and “Autumn Nocturne.”

NEW BROADWAY—HOLLYWOOD HITS—
Laurindo Almeida—Capitol T/ST 2419

Guitarist Laurindo Almeida, who is building a
larger and larger following via his albums,
should get good sales reaction with this package.
Backed by the San Fernando Guitars, Almeida
plays scores from the 1965-’66 Broadway stage
and Hollywood screen. Blending into each melody,
in addition to the guitars, is a harmonica, an
electric piano, and the treble sound of a cava-
quinho, a small Brazilian guitar. Tracks include
“Theme From Skyscraper,” “The Cincinnati
Kid,” and “Forget Domani.”

POP BEST BETS

THE AGONY AND THE ECSTASY—Original
Soundtrack—Capitol SMAS 2427
The newly-opened film extravaganza, “The

Agony And The Ecstasy,” which stars Charlton
Heston and Rex Harrison, has been enrichened
with an unusually fine set of themes from the
pen of Alex North, who boasts of a long line of
acclaimed motion picture scores. The film depicts
the life and the many moods of the great Michel-
angelo, and the soundtrack, with an authentic
taste of 16th century musical compositions and
instruments, lends a great deal of flavor to the
story. The addition of a 10-page, full-color book-
let, dedicated to works of the artisan, lends even
greater appeal to the set.

A SUNDAY SERENADE—The Anita Kerr
Quartet—RCA Victor LPM/LSP 3485
The Anita Kerr Quartet, backed by soft orking,

should find a warm reception for this collection
of beautiful gospel music. Included in the LP are
inspirational hymns, spiritual songs of faith,
promise, and love, including “His Name Is Won-
derful,” “How Rich I Am,” and a heart-felt rendi-
tion of “Borrowed Angel.” The perfect harmony
of the quartet makes this package a fine listening
experience.

SONGS WE’VE SUNG ON SHINDIG—Dick and
DeeDee—Warner Bros. W/WS 1623
Very popular with the teen set, Dick and

DeeDee should make it big with this collection of
songs that the duo has sung on TV’s “Shindig.”
Included in the album are tunes that Dick has
written, “Use What You’ve Got” and “Be My
Baby,” and Bob Dylan’s “Don’t Think Twice, It’s

All Right.” This package of rockin’ goodies
should be a good sales item in addition to getting
plenty of deejay attention.

THE ZULU & THE ZAYDA—Original Broadway
Cast—Columbia KOS 2880/KOL 6480
“The Zulu And The Zayda” is a drama about

the injustice of South Africa’s apartheid policy
delineated in probingly human terms by a primi-
tive bushman (Louis Gossett) and a world-weary
Jewish grandfather, Menasha Skulnick, who has
an unquenchable zest for life. Although it is

formalistically a straight-play, Harold Rome has
created a superbly well-integrated score which
underscores the socially significant book. None of
the individual songs seem likely to achieve best-
seller status but the set should still be a woi’thy
addition to any theatre buff’s shelf.

ODETTA IN JAPAN—RCA Victor LPM/LSP-
3457
The majestic voice of Odetta took her Japanese

audiences by storm, and her spirit and power
come across in this disk cut during one of her
concerts in Japan. With a repertoire that lends
itself to powerful, yet tender readings, Odetta
communicates her artistry with such selections

as “We Shall Overcome,” “Hush Little Baby” and
the funny “Fox.” The many fans of this talented
folk artist should flock to get their copies of
this album.

THAT DARN CAT—Original Score—Vista BV
3334
Walt Disney’s latest feature length comedy,

“That Darn Cat,” has been greeted with enthusi-

astic reviews and box office response, in the same
vein as a great many of his past successes. With
Hayley Mills, Dean Jones, Dorothy Provine and
Roddy McDowall sharing top billing, and with a
light, whimsical score composed and conducted by
Bob Brunner, the film is another enchanting con-

coction from the master storyteller, and deals

with the problems met by the FBI in tracking

down a group of bank robbers. Those who enjoy
the film will certainly enjoy the soundtrack LP,

CONCERT IN THE VIRGIN ISLANDS—Duke
Ellington—Reprise R/RS 6185
The fabulous, swinging Duke Ellington orches-

tra, which has appeared in concert in almost
every country in the world, comes across in the
finest Ellington tradition with this performance,
inspired by the ensemble’s recent trip to the Vir-
gin Islands. Light jazz buffs and Ellington fans
can’t help but dig the set, as the ork rambles and
scrambles, bounces and bops, in a collection of
sophisticated movers with unlimited infectious-
ness. Flying high or flying low, the ork is in top
form on each and every groove.

THE DUBLINERS IN CONCERT—Vanguard
VRS 9187/VSD 79187
The delightful sounds of the folk music of

Ireland, tied to lyrics which are either tearjerk-

ing or riotously funny, is the forte of these five

young men from the Emerald Isle. The tender

lament that is “Roddy MacCorley,” the renowned
“Patriot Game” and the slashing humor of “The
Old Orange Flute,” are but a small sampling of

the outstanding tracks on this LP. Folk fans
should have a ball with this offering.

1.N THE VIRGIN ISLANDS
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r.M so GOOD THAT I DON’T HAVE TO BRAG
—Shel Silverstein—Cadet LP 4052

Shel Silverstein has found a large audience for
all of his various talents, whether it be poems,
plays, cartoons, children’s books or the writing
and singing of picturesque tunes, such as the
ones contained in this LP. Highly spiced with
satire and sharp wit, the artist’s tunes are often
bawdy, often biting, but always entertaining. For
both the unindoctrinated and the regular fol-
low’ers of the artist, this is an excellent sampling
of Silverstein.

THE GUITAR SOUNDS OF BUDDY MERRILL—Accent—SLP 5010
In this LP, Buddy Merrill displays his skill as

a composer, arranger, and performer. His use of
a solid rock beat as a foundation for the flowing
sounds in the high register of the guitar give
him a combination of sounds that is both artistic
and commercial. The package includes “Hava
Nagila,’’ “Love Makes The World Go ’Round,”
and self-penned “The Worm.” Watch this one.

JAZZ BEST BETS

LOVE IN A LATIN MOOD—The Strings Of Rio—Epic LF 18040
The sweet Latin sounds on this LP are certainly

fit for romantic dancing as the subtitle of the
album states. The Strings of Rio give a series of
pleasing, soothing readings of such favorites as
“Besame Mucho,” “Green Eyes,” “Perfidia” and
“Frenesi,” among a host of tunes that should
give lots of late hours listening pleasure to
romancers of all ages.

DIE STIMME DER HEIMAT—Freddy—Polydor
237481

Freddy, one of Germany’s top baritones, makes
a potent elfort to add Americans to his extensive
following with this package of German home-
land tunes. Backed by a sumptuous ork, the
chanter sings such tunes as “Nun Ade, Du Mein
Lieb’ Heimatland,” “Die Stimme Der Heimat,”
and “Lustig 1st Das Zigeunerieben.” A beautiful
collection of sounds.

SPAIN’S MARISOL—London TW 91370
Presently enjoying a great deal of success in

Spain’s film and record industry, Marisol can look
forward to gathering many American fans with
her LP debut in this country. The teenage lark
sings with a bubbling, hearty style, performing
each cancione with liveliness and gusto, giving an
excellent, vivid portrait of modern Spain and its

music. Tracks that highlight the set include “El
Que Quiera Madronos” and “El Berebito,” as well
as “Fandangos Del Cerro.”

INGER NIELSEN SINGS DANISH FOLK
SONGS—Folkways FW 8819

This collection of Danish folk songs by Inger
Nielsen, the latest in the series of folk albums
from foreign countries, is a worthy addition to
the Folkways’ catalog. In the LP, the songstress
sings songs ranging from sad love ballads to the
jolly country tunes. Melodies included are “Den-
mark In A Thousand Years,” “Mother And Child,”
and “Born In Jutland.” There should be a wel-
come reception among many for this collection of
delightful folk tunes.

EL LEON—Leo Dan—Columbia EX 5152
After conquering the pop music audiences in

his native Argentina, Leo Dan is back on the
North American scene, looking to build his U.S.
following even larger with this package from
Columbia’s Latin series. Sultry, swaying rhythms
from south of the border, set to captivating pop-
rock orchestrations, highlight the chanter’s reper-
toire, and make this a fine choice for Latin collec-
tors. Among the included grooves are “Mi Cora-
zon Te Podra Decir (My Heart Will Tell You)”
and “Adios A Las Penas (Goodbye To Sorrow).”

HOT JAZZ, POP JAZZ, HOKUM & HILARITY
—Jelly Roll Morton—RCA Victor LPV 524
From the highly attractive Vintage series of

RCA Victor comes another top drawer album
offering, this one a collection of livelies by Jelly
Roll Morton. The old master of the rinky-tink
piano is brought to the fore once again with a
delightful and memory-filled offering, highlighted
by such goodies as “Sweet Anita Mine” and “I’m
Her Papa, She’s My Mama.” Featuring a variety
of bands that include such names as J. C. Higgin-
botham, Johnny Dodds and Charlie Holmes,
among others, the LP is a fine piece of nostalgia
that will enhance many a collection.

RIP, RIG AND PANIC—Roland Kirk Quartet

—

Limelight LM 82027/LS 86027
The Roland Kirk Quartet is one of the finest

assemblages of jazz musicians yet gathered. With
Kirk leading and primarily working with his
tenor sax, Elvin Jones on drums, the piano
manned by Jaki Byard and bassist Richard Davis,
the artistry of each is unquestionable and happily
they come over just as strong as a group. From
the infectious electronic sounds of the title track
to the straight-ahead, blowing performances of
“Black Diamond” and “Once In A While,” the
LP is a groove.

ORNETTE COLEMAN, TOWN HALL—1962—
ESP 1006
The groovy, gushing, infectious sounds of third

stream jazz are rampant on this set cut by
Ornette Coleman, backed by David Izenzohn,
Charles Moffett and a string ensemble. From the
driving stacatto runs of “Doughnut” to the funky
low wails and moans of “Sadness,” Coleman uses
his sax to set the mood for the others, and they
feel it, and follow it, to perfection. Devotees of
this scene should flip for this offering.

1984—Yusef Lateef—Impulse A-84/AS-84
The day of the employment of the bizarre

instrument has truly arrived with this effort on
the part of tenor sax man Yusef Lateef, who
abandons his sax to take up such tools as the
Taiwan flute and the MaMa flute, both of which
are employed in the surrealistic “1984,” penned
by Lateef and based on a twelve tone technique
of his own invention. In the other eight tracks
one goodie follows another with a special nod to

the smooth, groovy “Soul Sister.”

PATTERSON’S PEOPLE—Don Patterson—Pres-
tige 7381
Ace jazz organist Don Patterson cooks with

drummer Billy James and tenor sax men Booker
Ervin and Sonny Stitt (alternately) in setting
down this groovy set. From the smooth, sugar-
sweet tones of “Sentimental Journey,” on which
Ervin is showcased, through Stitt’s slashing
blasts on “42639,” the group swells with a
blended infectious sound that should bring jazz

buffs of many persuasions on the run to get this

one.

CLASSICAL PICKS

MOZART OVERTURES—Otto Klemperer—
Angel S 36289
The overtures recorded on this LP by Otto

Klemperer, with both the Philharmonic Orchestra
and the New Philharmonic Orchestra, belong to

Mozart’s six most celebrated operas. Among
these outstanding works are the overture to “The
Marriage Of Figero” and that of “Don Cliovani.”

Klemperer, who has long been recognized for
outstanding handling of the music of Mozart,
lives up to these high standards on this exciting

album. An excellent piece for the classical col-

lector.

BRAHMS: SCHUMANN—Budapest String Quar-
tet/Rudolf Serkin—Columbia M2L 334/M2S 734
The Budapest String Quartet with Rudolf

Serkin at the piano have effected an excellent

two-disk set, comprising the three Brahms String
Quartets and Schumann’s “Piano Quintet in E-
Flat.” The quartet readings of the pieces are
excellent and, in the blending of the piano and
the quartet in the last selection, each gives to

the other of its flavor, creating a whole that is

a different and pleasing combination of both.

From Studio To Stage:

LP Revivals Help Old

Musicals See Light Again

NEW YORK—One way to get a re-

vival of a vintage Broadway musical

is to get a disk revival first.

Latest example of this approach,

not necessarily by design, of course,

may well be “Allegro,” the 1947

Rodgers and Hammerstein musical

that had two tough acts to follow;

R&H’s previous “Oklahoma!” and
“Carousel.” “Allegro” was never a

real hit (331 performances), and
shortly after RCA Victor recorded

the original cast LP, it left the cata-

log. However, Victor recently released

the caster in its first appearance in

LP form. Now, the word is around
that a Broadway revival, under the

auspices of Richard Rodgers, will

come about next fall.

Over the past 15 years, there have
been other LP’s that are said to have
inspired stage revivals of old musicals.

The most classic case was Columbia
Records’ re-creation LP of Rodgers &
Hart’s “Pal Joey,” the 1952 revival

of which outdid the original 1940 ver-

sion in popularity and length of run.

In fact, Vivienne Segal, a member of

the original production, and Harold
Lang, who did the Columbia set, were
recruited for “Joey’s” return.

For many years, show music fans

were delighting in another Columbia
re-creation, cut in 1953, of an earlier

Rodgers & Hart musical, “The Boys
from Syracuse.” Several years ago,

“Boys” was done Off-Broadway, and
once more, revival outdid original.

Lastly, the 1960 Off-Broadway re-

staging of the Gershwin Brothers’

“Oh, Kay!” is credited to yet another

Columbia album of the score.

Columbia, it’s interesting to note,

did not get the original cast record-

ings of any of the shows its LP re-

creations helped to revive. “Pal Joey”

went to Capitol (though Segal and

Lang are not heard on that LP), 20th

Century-Fox cut “Oh, Kay!” and Capi-

tol released “The Boys from Syracuse.”

CLASSIC CONCERTOS—Epic has set

the release of a three disk set of Mo-
zart’s Piano Concertos Nos. 12, 18, 20,

23, 24, and 26 by Lili Kraus with

Stephen Simon conducting the Vienna

Festival Orchestra. This will be the

first of four sets on which Madame
Kraus will perform all of the Mozart
Piano Concertos. The pianist is re-

garded as one of the world’s foremost

interpreters of the composer’s work as

she has dedicated herself to the study

of it for some 25 years. Madame
Kraus, with Simon (pictured here)

and the Vienna Festival Orchestra

will perform the entire series of Mo-
zart Piano Concertos in New York
during the 1966-1967 season.

MGM Launches
'Zhivago' Deck
NEW YORK—In a move to launch
the single release of “Lara’s Theme,”
from the upcomine motion picture,
“Dr. Zhivago,” MGM Records flew in

its field men to the factory in Bloom-
field, N.J., where they were given ad-
vance pressings of the record last
Tuesday (13).

They, in turn, returned to their
respective territories, and began im-
mediate distribution of the record,
on what the company termed “a
super-special basis,” to good music
and Top 40 stations. The first good
music stations to get on the record
include WNEW-New York, WHDH-
Boston and WFIL-Philadelphia, while
Top 40 outlets number WORC-Worces-
ter. Mass, and WABZ-New Haven,
Conn.

In the meantime, singles sales man-
ager Lenny Scheer began soliciting
orders by telephone and, within 3
days, the firm reported 12(),000 copies
sold to distributors. The whole process
of the deejay distribution was done in

12 hours.
The record was arranged-con-

ducted-produced by well-known pro-
ducer Teddy Randazzo and features
the MGM Singing Strings. The single
was released in advance of the world
premiere of the film, which is sched-
uled to bow in New York on Dec. 22
and on the West Coast on the follow-
ing day. A soundtrack LP will be
issued on the same “super-special”
basis after the first of the year.

Vanguard Offers Cantate IP’s
NEW YORK—Vanguard Records has
just announced that it has signed a
contract with Cantate Records for the
release of Cantate material on the
Vanguard Everyman Classics label.
Cantate has in the past been known
for its product involving the works of
Bach and other Baroque masters.

Fifteen LP’s have been selected for
release during the early part of 1966
and further issues will follow during
the year.

This addition to the Vanguard cata-
log is in line with a policy based on
the idea that the budget buyer is

interested in fine recordings of the
entire range of music history, from
Renaissance and Baroque to Sibelius,
Vaughn Williams and Nielsen.

Record Club Of America
Begins $2 Mil Expansion
NEW YORK—The Record Club of
America, currently servicing 400,000
members, plans to increase its mem-
bership by June 1966 to over 600,000
niembers. J he record club has already
begun a two million dollar expansion
program which will more than double
the present size of its distribution and
office facilities.

A new 4.5,000 square foot building,
scheduled for completion by late
Spring, is being erected in York, Penn-
sylvania, where the club is head-
quartered. The new building will en-
able the firm to consolidate the entire
York operation under one roof. Fred
Miller, executive vice president, cur-
rently heads the York operation, and
the entire company is headed by its

president and founder Sigmund Fried-
man.

In addition to its headquarters in

York, the club also maintains an ad-
vertising and merchandising office at

888 Eighth Avenue, N.Y.C., and a
record purchasing and editorial office

in Philadelphia in the Lewis Tower
Building.

The club is presently the largest re-

tailer of classical records in the world,
and as a result of the expansion pro-
gram it will become the second largest
record club. Over 12 million mailing
pieces are sent out each year, and, in

addition to publishing a monthly
magazine. Disc, the club advertises in

Time, Life, Newsweek, Playboy, TV
Guide, and The Saturday Review.

In addition to individual members,
the club also services many libraries

and schools.

Brown, spoke of the “artistic indigni-
ties” they suffered by deceptive prac-
tices. Nero mentioned a Spinorania
LP (a division of Premier Albums)
in which he shares billing with an
unknown performer who is actually
the star. He said that he can only be
heard on two tracks on the album and
those were made eight years ago be-
fore he perfected his present style.

The lark noted a similar circumstance
to Nero’s mentioning a “fraudulent”
Wyncote album.

Some Legal Pointers

Several lawyers representing vari-

ous artists basically aired the same
points which have been mentioned
earlier. Erroll Garner’s attorney,
Gerald Kushnick, noted an identical

LP by his client simultaneously re-

leased on two different labels. He
called for the Attorney General to in-

stitute legislation to have re-chan-
neled stereo albums to be properly
identified. He said many Garner al-

bums, recorded long before the inven-
tion of stereo techniques, were passed
off as genuine stereo. John Clark, an
attorney for the Harry Fox organiza-
tion, the publishers collection firm,

said many manufacturers use licensed
material without paying the standard
royalties. He indicated that it was ex-
tremely difficult tracking down these
labels—many of which operate on a
here-today-gone-tomorrow basis. He
said laws should be written making it

essential for the manufacturer and
presser to clearly print their names
and addresses on every album. Richard
Jablow, John Gary’s counsel, said
that several demos made by the chan-
ter were released as finished masters
after he became successful.

Ginibel Looks Deeper
Herman Gimbel, president of Audio

Fidelity Records, said that sometimes
the artists themselves were at fault.

He brought the fact that unknown
artists often get large advances on
un-released records. He said that any
good business man, who lost such an
“expensive” artist to another label,

should certainly try to recoup losses

by releasing the recordings.

Hope Of A Committee
In closing the hearing Lefkowitz

noted that in the future he hoped to

form a committee of industry experts
(deejays, manufacturers, lawyers,
etc.) to advise his office on deceptive
practices. He said that there might
be another hearing in the near future.

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Great Britain — 1965 Review
After the boom of 1964 which, de-

spite a disappointing- fourth quarter,
ended with a sales total of £25,602,000
(£4,000,000 up on the previous year),
1965 has been rather an anti-climax,
particularly in the singles field. On
the other hand L.P. sales spiralled
spurred on by the introduction of
more and more low-priced lines. One
of many significant sign posts to the
future which appeai’ed during the
year—a year during which the indus-
try found itself at the crossroads
more than once. Besides the change of
speed from 45 to 33%rd the brake has
been applied to R.P.M. and several
manufacturers are changing gear in

order to accelerate if, and when, the
amber turns to green around the mid-
dle of 1966. Meantime, during the
past 12 months pirate radio ships
have extended their activities, impor-
tant new indie production companies
have been set up, independent pro-
ducers have provided more hits (and
more misses) than ever before, top
groups have maintained their popu-
larity, bottom groups haven’t! Solo
artistes, particularly the female of the
species have made a strong come-
back, folk artistes and material have
enjoyed a new-found popularity but
the really new and exciting sound
which everyone hoped was just around
the corner is still—just around the
corner. Maybe it will emerge in 1966
along with the many other far-reach-
ing and revolutionary changes that
the New Year is expected to bring to
the British record industry. Meantime,
let’s turn back the calendar for a
summary of 1965.

JANUARY
The year began with a 4 per cent

drop in both home and export sales
compared with January 1964. The
Beatles topped the L.P. charts with
“Beatles For Sale” (Parlophone).
Petula Clark set the pace for her best
year by topping charts with “Down-
town” (Pye). Val Doonican had his
first chart entry with “Walk Tall”
(Decca). Adam Faith came back with
“A Message to Martha” (Parlophone).
From their record breaking Palladium
pantomime “Alladin” Cliif Richard
and The Shadows hit the charts with
singles from the show—“I Could
Easily Fall” (Cliif) and “Genie with
the Light Brown Lamp” (The Shad-
ows) both on Columbia. Another Co-
lumbia artiste Georgie Fame hit the
No. 1 slot with “Yeh Yeh.” P. J.

Proby switched from Decca to Liberty
and hit the charts with “Somewhere.”
Fellow-American Roy Orbison made
the Top Ten with “Pretty Paper”
(London). Pye recorded the final per-
formance of Marlene Dietrich’s Lon-
don season. First disk by British group
The Who “I Can’t Explain” (Decca)
cut by indie producer Shel Talmy—

a

hit in the U.S.A. Decca acquired the
Ava catalogue for U.K. release on
London. Island Records acquired dis-
tribution rights to Ace r & b label.

The New Christy Minstrels arrived in
London for Palladium TV and toured
Europe culminating in the San Remo
Song Festival. Vic Lewis and Don
Black signed a composer/writer/indie
producer contract with CBS. Publisher
Dick James hosted annual lunch at
Cafe Royal. Jelf Kruger signed five

year agreement with United Artists
Corp gaining major exposure for the
Ember product in the U.S.A., Canada,
Mexico and South America. Pye en-
joyed American chart success via
Petula Clark’s “Downtown” (No. 1),
The Searchers “Love Potion No. 9”

(No. 2) and Sandie Shaw’s “Always
Something There To Remind Me.”
Manfred Mann formed indie produc-
tion company Manfrediscs and toured
Australia and New Zealand. First
VeeJay artiste to visit Britain since
Philips acquired distribution rights,
Betty Everitt, flew in for promotional

tour. Other U.S. visitors during Janu-

ary included Del Shannon, Chuck
Berry, Paul Anka and The Righteous

Brothers who hit the jackpot with
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their original version of “You’ve Lost
That Lovin’ Peelin’.” Philip Solomon’s
indie pi’oduction company had chart
entries with “Terry” by Twinkle, “No
Arms Can Ever Hold You” by The
Bachelors and “Baby Please Don’t Go”
by Them—all on Decca. Danish star
Gitte cut first disk in English for
EMI. The Kinks made their first over-
seas visit to Paris followed by Aus-
tralia and New Zealand with TV ap-
pearances in U.S.A. The Rolling
Stones also made their first tour of
Australia and New Zealand.

FEBRUARY
Manufacturers sales of gramophone

records for the month rallied with a
3 per cent increase accounted for by
export sales which rose by one third.

Home sales were again do-wn by 3 per
cent. Production of 45 r.p.m. disks
was a quarter lower than a year
earlier but output of 33%rd increased
by 13 per cent—the L.P. spiral was
on the way. Freddie and the Dreamers
made their first world tour and estab-
lished themselves in the U.S. charts.
Ember Records strengthened their na-
tional distribution via E.M.I. depots.
The Honeycombs toured Australia
followed by TV in America. Matt
Monro made cabaret debut at Lon-
don’s “Talk of the Town.” Silver disk
for The Moody Blues “Go Now”
(Decca). “I Belong” written bv Peter
Lee Sterling and published by Robbins
Music won the “Song for Europe”
contest and became Britain’s entry for
the Eurovision Song Contest at
Naples. Decca issued special 12" L.P.
containing highlights of famous
speeches by Sir Winston Churchill.
Chess label given own identity in

Britain. Pye marked the acquisition
of the French Vogue label by Fran-
cois Hardy, Petula Clark, Sidney
Bechet, Dizzie Gillespie and Pierre
Dorsey releases. Pye completed nego-
tiations to handle the Command line.

After ten years with Pye Records
A & R Manager Alan Freeman left

to set up his own independent pro-
duction company. American publish-
ing company Frank Stanton Enter-
prises set up London HQ. The
Zombies had their second American
chart success with “Tell Her No.”
Mellin Music topped Best Selling
Sheet Music Lists for three consecu-
tive weeks with “Cast Your Fate to
the Wind.” Dot recording artiste and
folk A & R Chief Jimmy Rodgers in

London for p.a.’s. Roy Orbison toured
Britain. Decca issued “The Ineom-
parable Mantovani” L.P. Half a million
sales for Val Doonican’s “Walk Tall”
(Decca) published by Shapiro Bern-
stein. Beatle Ringo Starr married.
First vocal disk by The Shadows is-

sued on Columbia “Mary Anne” pub-
lished by Francis Day & Hunter—later
to climb the charts. John Barry
penned theme for “Ipcress File” and
recorded it for CBS. Chris Andrews
gave Sandie Shaw her third hit “I’ll

Stop at Nothing” (Pye) published by
Glissando. EMI renewed their contract
with Epic Records for a further three
years, and also extended their agree-
ment with Verve Records. Shirley
Bassey to New York for TV where
her “Goldfinger” single entered Top
100 charts for U.A. subsequently to
Australia for cabaret.

MARCH
Record sales fell again and were 4

per cent lower than in March 1964.
Again all the decrease was in home
sales which fell by 5 per cent. Export
sales rose again and were 5 per cent
higher. Taking the first three months
of 1965 as a whole home sales were
4 per cent lower than in the same
quarter of 1964 although export sales
increased by 13 per cent. EMI
launched the Tamla Motown label in

this country backed by a nationwide
tour of Tamla Motown stars. EMI
made reorganisational changes bring-
ing all their U.K. record, production,
commercial and financial divisions
within E.M.I. Records Ltd. West One

Entertainments Ltd. was set up to

handle agency, press, and exploitation
of artistes. Oriole Records was ac-
quired by Columbia Records of
America and became CBS Records.
The launching was spearheaded by a
bumper release including soundtrack
album of “My Fair Lady.” Columbia
President Goddard Lieberson headed
launching party at Dorchester Hotel
attended by Tony Bennett, Bob Dylan,
Chad and Jeremy etc. etc. Philips
Records introduced low-priced “Wing”
series of 12" L.Ps.—pops and classics
retailing at 15/- ($2.10). Petula Clark
followed “Downtown” with another
Tony Hatch composition “I Know a
Place” (Pye). Adam Faith had big-
gest U.S. hit with “It’s Alright”
(Amy) and together with Sandie
Shaw crossed the Atlantic for TV ap-
pearances. Roy Berry, Managing Di-
rector of Campbell Connelly, pub-
lisher of all Dave Clark material,
visited America. Publishers Acuff-
Rose hosted party for Roy Orbison.
Philips Records undertook exclusive
distribution via their own depots for
all labels handled by the comnany.
Keeley Smith visited Britain. Petula
Clark received Cash Box International
Gold Award for “Downtown” No. 1

in American Top 100. The Rolling
Stones toured Scandinavia. Cliif Rich-
ard formed his own film production
company with manager Peter Gorm-
ley as Director. Harry Walters joined
Peter Gormley (Management) Ltd. as
Executive Director. The Bachelors
toured Britain. Independent producer
Bunny Lewis paid annual visit to

U.S.A. Tom Jones topped charts with
“It’s Not Unusual” (Decca). British
artistes still well represented in

American charts with 26 titles. Bron
Associated publishers took over Musi-
cor interests in the U.K. and enioyed
success on the agency side via Mari-
anne Faithfull. Publisher Hal Shaper
of Sparta Music to New York for
meetings with Howie Richmond Or-
ganisation and Cheshire Music.

APRIL

The second quarter started off

badly with April sales valued at

£1,543,000—a quarter down on the
previous April. Home sales fell by
over a quarter and export sales were
also down by nearly one fifth. Produc-
tion of all speeds was down as well

—

33y3rd fell by one tenth and 45 r.p.m.

by one quarter compared with 1964.

Production of
45 r.p.m. continued below the level of
a year earlier but L.P. production was
up again by 14 per cent. The Beatles
toured France, Spain and Italy. The
Honeycombs toured Scandinavia and
Japan where they received a Gold
Disc from Nippon Columbia for their
record sales in that territory. Philips

issued a special five-record set of
Beethoven five Piano Concertos by
Claudio Arrau. Elvis Presley topped
British charts for three consecutive
weeks with “Crying In The Chapel”
(RCA).” Philips Records renewed con-
tracts with Caedmon and Vanguard
labels. Italian chart topper Nini Rosso
gave Durium their first British hit

with “H Silenzio.” The Rolling Stones
had their first American No. 1 with
“Satisfaction” (Decca). Polydor Rec-
ords stepped up their pop activities
and announced a 70 singles release
programme for the next 12 months.
Lynn Music had score of British film
“Dr. Who and the Daleks.” Philip
Solomon appointed his first U.S. pub-
lishing company Bernice Music man-
aged by Walter Hofer. Tom Jones
toured America. Cilia Black made
cabaret debut at Persian Room in
New York’s Plaza Hotel. Roger
Greenaway and Roger Cook, contract
writers to Mills Music, took the pub-
bery and The Fortunes (Decca) into
the charts with “You’ve Got Your
Troubles.” Songwriters Alan Blaikley
and Ken Howard (Managers of The
Honeycombs) and authors of the
group’s million seller “Have I The
Right” awarded costs against Geoffrey
Goddard who claimed authorship.
Sparta Music represented in Ameri-
can charts by “Before and After” by
Chad and Jeremy and Ian Whitcomb’s
“You Turn Me On.” Jonathan King
made sensational debut on Decca with
“Everyone’s Gone to the Moon” re-

corded by Marquis Enterprises and
released on Decca. Joan Baez had 3
L.P.s; 2 E.P.s- and 2 singles in best
selling charts for Fontana. E.M.I. an-
nounced all group labels to be distrib-

uted only by their own depots as
from July 1966. The Byrds took CBS
to No. 1 with “Mr. Tambourine Man”
and arrived in Britain for a personal
appearance tour. Transatlantic Rec-
ords clinched a licensing deal with
Vanguard for release of their material

in the U.S.A. and Canada. John Len-
non and Paul McCartney; Northern
Songs and E.M.I. Records collected
Ivor Novello Award for “Can’t Buy
Me Love”—the A Side Achieving
Highest Certified Sales in 1964. Roy
Pitt appointed General Manager of
Good Music. Roy Orbison signed con-
tract with Decca for world wide re-
lease of his disks outside the Amer-
icas. The Beatles film “Help” pre-
miered in London. Title song issued
to an advance of quarter million.
Dave Berry (Decca) waxed future in-

ternational hit “This Strange Effect.”
American artistes to visit Britain dur-
ing the month include George Maharis,
Ernastine Anderson and Dionne War-
wick.

AUGUST
Sales were down again—manufac-

tui’ers sales of records for August
valued at £1,969,000 were 8 per cent
lower than the same month last year.
Home sales decreased by 12 per cent
but export sales were almost one third
higher. Production of both 45 and
33%rd r.p.m. were lower than a year
earlier. Ken Glancy, Vice President,
A & R Columbia Records of America
appointed Managing Director of CBS
Records Great Britain. Buddy Greco
appeared in cabaret at London’s Talk
of the Town. EMI bought a chain of
six record shops in London. Sonny
and Cher arrived here to promote “I
Got You Babe” and- sent it soaring
into the charts. Wesley Rose in Lon-
don for talks with Louis Benjamin of
Pye. The Warner Bros, label in the
United Kingdom distributed by Pye
Records, and the launching party was
attended by Mike Maitland (Warner
Bros. President) ; and top star Allan
Sheiman. Herman’s Hermits topped
American Top 100 with “I’m Henry
The Vlllth.” Charlie Fach of Smash
and Fontana Records of America in

London for Philips Records annual

SEPTEMBER

Autumn got off to a bad start sales
wise with a September total valued at
£2,207,000 seven per cent lower than
September 1964. Home sales fell by 9
per cent but export sales were slightly
higher. In the first nine months of
1965 taken as a whole home sales
were nearly one tenth lower than in

the corresponding period of a year
ago. Export sales were eleven per cent
higher. Production of 45 r.p.m. con-
tinued below the level of a year
earlier but output of 33%rd continued
to rise. In the nine months from Jan-
uary to September production of 45
r.p.m. disks was one fifth lower than
last year but, as expected, output of
3313rd r.p.m. disks was higher by five

per cent. The Rolling Stones returned
to the top of the British charts with
“Satisfaction.” Donovan headed the
E.P. charts with “Universal Soldier”
and The Beatles were No. 1 in the
L.P. stakes with “Help.” Joan Baez
returned to Britain for another nation-
wide tour. “Zorba’s Dance” brought
chart success to Marcello Minerbi on
the Italian Durium label released by

Pye and published by Robbins. E.M.I.
j

Records and the Paul Hamlyn group
joined forces to form a new record
company “Music for Pleasure” mar-

keting a new range of popular priced
L.Ps retailing at 12 6d. ($1.75(‘). The
most significant part of the move was

the company’s plans to market the

albums not only in record shops but
in other retail outlets such as book-
shops, newsagents, departmental and
multiple stores. Philips slashed the
price of their low-priced “Wing” se-

ries from 15/- to 10/-. Pye Records
held their 6th annual sales conference
—claimed to be the most successful
to date. Publisher Dick James signed
catalogue deal with Truesdale Music
of Hollywood and immediately hit the
charts with Barry McGuire’s “Eve of
Destruction.” Northern Songs, the
publishing company of John Lennon
and Paul McCartney, announced a

j

profit for the year ended 30th April
is £621,000—the first profit announced
since the company went public in

February this year. The Everley
Brothers returned to the charts with
“I’ll Never Get Over You” (Warner
Bros.) published by Acuff Rose. Decca
promotion chief Tony Hall paid first

visit to United States. Cliff Richard
was voted Top Male Singer in Melody
Maker popularity poll, Sandie Shaw
topped the Female Singers and The
Beatles were voted the Best Group.
Composer Chris Andrews entered
charts with debut disk as a singer
with “Yesterday Man.” The Rolling
Stones signed agreement with Decca
to finance five films for tbe?Ti over a
three year period. Publisher Hal
Shaper of Sparta Music signed two
members of The Moody Blues, Denny
Laine and Mike Binder to a five-year
song writing contract. Moses Asch of
Folkways America in London for
meetings with U.K. licencee Nathan
Joseph of Transatlantic Records. L. G.
Wood, Managing Director of E.M.I.
Records and Mr. Poe of 20th Century
Fox Records finalised long-term ex-
tension of contract. American indie
producer Jim Economides signed a
non-exclusive contract with Decca.
The “With The Beatles” album be-
came first L.P. pressed and distrib-

uted from EMI factory to top the one
million sales mark.

OCTOBER

EMI announced that total group
sales for 1964/65 were valued at £100,-
222,000 with a profit before tax of
£10,218,000—an all time high and
£1,114,000 up on the previous year.
EMI’s world sales of records increased
by ten per cent. In the U.K. total sales
were maintained in spite of a fall in
sales of pop records compared with
the phenomenal high level of 1963/4.
Decca Chairman Sir Edward Lewis
also announced an increase in profits
for the year ended 31st March 1965.
The consolidated turnover reached a
new high level at £36,900,000 (last
year £30,200,000). Profits before taxa-
tion were £3,939,000 (against £2,620,-
000 in 1964). Founder-President
Aaron Schroeder and Vice President
and International Administrator Abby
Steinberg set up A. Schroeder Music
company London H.Q. Cliff Richard
voted Britain’s Top Male Singer in
the Melody Maker Popularity Poll.

Sandie Shaw voted Top Female Singer.
Composer Igor Stravinsky in Britain
to conduct a concert of his own works
at the Royal Festival Hall. CBS re-
leased the “Sti-avinsky Conducts Stra-
vinsky” series. Mills Music had their
biggest hit of the year with The For-
tunes “You’ve Got Your Troubles”
(Decca). The Rolling Stones co-mana-
gers Andrew Oldham and Eric Easton
split up. Oldham entered partnership
with American Alan Klein. American
folk trio Peter, Paul and Mary in Bri-
tain for nation wide tour and TV.
Deutsche Grammophon (Great Brit-
ain) Ltd. changed name to Polydor
Ltd. and appointed new Managing
Director Roland Rennie. Writers
Roger Greenaway and Roger Cook
turned singers and as David and
Jonathan were first artistes to be
signed to George Martin’s AIR com-
pany. Mercury A & R Manager Lou
Reizner in London for talks with

Philips Records. Independent Imme-
diate Records had first immediate hit

with “Hang on Sloopy” by The Mc-
Coys. Overseas visitors in October in-

cluded Billy Joe Royal, Francoise
Hardy, Pete Seeger, Gary Lewis,
Buddy Greco and Peter Nero. L. G.
Wood, Managing Director of EMI
Records paid three-week visit to
America. EMI announced plans to
expand their sales force and dis-
tribution organisation within next
twelve months in line with the chang-
ing marketing conditions. Gerry Oord,
head of N.V. Bovema, celebrated his
5th dealer convention by flying two
parties of top Dutch dealers to Lon-
don for receptions hosted by EMI.
Oord presented Sir Joseph Lockwood
with a Gold Disc . in recognition of
100,000 sales of The Beatles “Help” in
Holland. Pye Records and A.P. Films
joined forces to form Century 21 Rec-
ords producing 7" 33% mini albums
for children. Chappells acquired Lib-
erty Records publishing outlet Metric
Music and subsidiaries Travis, Post
and Aza for representation in the
U.K. International publishers visiting
London for meetings with Burling-
ton-Palace Music included Wim Van
Vught (Holland), Stig Anderson (Swe-
den), Peter Plum (Belgium), and Mi-
chael Arends (Germany). Transatlan-
tic Records distribution taken on by
Selecta Records. Pye completed long-
term deal to handle Kama Sutra lines
in the U.K., Australia, New Zealand,
South Africa and other territories.
Nick Firth of Acuff Rose reported
boom in company’s mechanical and
performing fees, agency income etc.

Sales of records in Great Britain

dropped during the first few months
of the year—a bitter blow to an in-
dustry grown fat and prosperous on
a pre-Beatles and post-Beatles boom.
Inevitably and not entirely unjustifi-
ably pirate radio stations came in for
the lion’s share of the blame. Pirates—for most Americans— conjures up
an image of bloodthirsty bearded
rogues. But the British immediately
think of pop music, disc jockeys and
their favourite commercial radio sta-
tion. Britain’s pirates are so called
because they operate from ships or
disused forts in international waters
just outside the three mile limit and
beyond the stringent Government laws
which control commercial radio. The
only legal broadcasts are transmitted
by the British Broadcasting Corpora-
tion, a Government monopoly and
the small commercial Radio Manx
serving the Isle of Man. Commercial
television came on the British scene
just over ten years ago but the Gov-
ernment has refused to legalise com-
mercial radio. However, talks have
been going on for a long time and
are now gathering momentum with
regard to the future of commercial
radio in this country. Up until the
advent of the pirate ships British
p"‘’s only heard Radio Luxembourg
which is beamed from Europe, and
R^’dio Manx which comes from the
Isle of Man, just off the West Coast
of Britain. Early in 1965 BBC broad-
casts were interrupted bv a voice
which proclaimed “This is Radio Car-
oline, a pirate radio station operating
on 199 metres for your listening pleas-
ure.” Loud Government protests fol-

lowed but no overt action was taken.
Almost immediately Radio Caroline
was followed by Radio Atlanta and
before very long a flotilla had gath-
ered including Radio City, Invicta and
the highly Americanised Radio Lon-
don which rapidly earned popularity.
Radio Caroline (North) became even
more commercial and othe^' stations
follov/ed suit. Since then the pirates
have not looked back.

Diversification of format and sta-

tions has taken place. Radio 390, the
latest addition to the off-shore sta-

tions and the most powerful, com-
petes directly with the BBC offering
light music eighteen hours a day, plus
religious programmes and soap op-
eras. Radio 390 operates from the
Red Sands Towers, abandoned anti-

aircraft forts in the Thames Estuary.
Using a new R.C.A. transmitter and a
200 ft aerial. Radio 390, can be re-

ceived clearly throughout the lower
half of the United Kingdom. Their
rapidly growing audience is particu-
larly strong in the 25 year-plus group.

Radio Caroline, Britain’s only net-
worked station (and the only pirate
to pay performing right fees at the
moment) operates from two ships

—

Caroline North off the Isle of Man
serving the north and Caroline South
located ofP the Essex coast. The north-
ern ship is highly Americanised and
has a monopoly covering the northern
industrial section of the country which
probably accounts for the fact that it

has 514 advertising minutes sold per
hour, in recent months Caroline has
suffered from Radio London’s compe-
tition. According to the latest N.O.P.
survey Caroline South has registered
a loss of some 2,000,000 listeners
while the Northern ship audience has
declined from 61/2 million to 51/2 mil-
lion. In order to counter this Radio
Caroline has taken over the increas-
ingly popular Radio City which, like
Radio 390, broadcasts from abandoned
forts in the Thames Estuary.

Radio City has been fitted out with
a £5000 antennae and a new 25,000
watt transmitter. It was the first sta-
tion to broadcast on two frequencies
and the first to employ an American
deejay. A second iull time studio is

being constructed to put out two pro-
grammes simultaneously over two dif-
ferent transmitters. Radio City, unlike
the ships, is not affected by the
weather and is able to use directional
antennae. Their tie-up with Radio
Caroline will free the Southern ship
to move to The Wash to cover the
untapped north-eastern industrial
area. They will also change their
name to Caroline 299 and hope to
amalgamate the audiences of City and
Caroline South and listeners from
other sources.
By far the most popular station serv-

ing the South with 7 to 10 million
listeners per day is Radio London.
Heading up the operation is Philip
Birch who dropped anchor only 1000
yards away from Caroline South and
began broadcasting with a new 50 kil-

owatt transmitter. Covering a radius
of 250 miles the station has achieved
success by providing the right formula
—weather reports, news flashes and
continuous playing of the most popu-
lar hits. This provides Radio London
with a huge following among the
younger set whilst Radio Caroline,
with a more varied format, tends to

attract the housewives.
Anxious to capitalise on the proven

success of the present stations, new
ships are hoisting the ‘skull and cross-

bones’. Radio Essex, Britain’s first

local commercial station, began broad-
casting in early November from the

last habitable fort in the Thames Es-

tuary. Operating with a very small

transmitter these new ‘corsairs’ broad-
cast light music for eight hours a day.

Radio Scotland hopes to go on the air

in time to bring yuletide greetings to

Scottish listeners devoting most of its

t’me to the current pop boom and

Scottish tunes.
These then are the pirates who man

the forts and ride out the contro-

versial storm in territorial waters.

Ashore, land-based and legal, the BBC
has increased its needle time, particu-

larly in the pop music field, stream-
lined, and broadened the appeal of

their programmes.
Radio Luxembourg, established in

England since 1932 is a voice which
cannot be ignored. It is Europe’s larg-

est commercial station and broad-

casts in several languages. Heard all

over the United Kingdom from 6:30

p.m. until 3:00 a.m. Radio Luxem-
bourg is still Britain’s most popular

commercial station. Much of the time
on its English service is devoted to
record companies who monopolise air-
time with their new releases. Over
£300,000 has been spent on revitalis-
ing and improving transmission re-
sulting in a rise in listening figures.
Radio Luxembourg, unlike the pirates,
pays 12%% royalty to cover artistes
and song writers performing rights.
Radio Luxembourg’s Geoffrey Everitt
claims that the station pays around
£100,000 a year in copyright and
phonographic fees which means that
out of very pound taken in airtime
something like 18 per cent goes in

copyright and phongraphic fees when
it is a disk show. He therefore feels
that it is quite wrong for any other
broadcasting organisation to be al-

lowed to operate without payment of
these dues. Heavy continental inter-
ference limits the pirates to daylight
broadcasting but Radio Luxembourg,
transmitting on 208 metres, maintains
its programming monopoly from 6:30
p.m. to 3:00 a.m.
Leading the crusade against the

pirates, at least superficially, are the
record companies and the Performing
Rights Society. They claim that pirate
radio stations are damaging Top Ten
sales. They consider that regarding
pop disks, the BBC—both television
and sound—and the Independent Tele-
vision Authority keep a reasonable
balance but pirate radio stations do
not. Their main cause for complaint
is saturation coverage of pop music
put out by the ship-to-shore stations.
They feel that teenage buyers do not
buy pop disks if they can hear them
constantly at the flip of a switch.
These complaints are backed by Board
of Trade figures which show that the
sales of 45 r.p.m. and E.P. records
have fallen since the advent of pirate
stations although album sales have
increased. However, the pirates are
not entirely responsible for the de-
crease of record sales. Record com-
panies, anxious to capitalise on the
current boom have, for a long time,
indulged in over production of an in-

feriour quality, particularly in the
singles field. Agents, publicity men,
producers, publishers and artistes be-
seige the offices of the pirates in an
effort to get their records played and
while the record companies outwai’dly
refuse to recognise the potentiality of
the pirates many of them buy as much
time as possible on Radio Luxembourg
and rely on auxilliary forces to look
after their interests with regard to
the pirates. The pirates claim they
can play a large part in the making
of a record and instance the success
of “Concrete and Clay” by Unit Four
Plus Two which, heavily plugged by
Radio London, went high into the
charts. Several of the pirate stations
have also been friendly towards small
recording comnanies who find it vir-
tually impossible to get airtime on
other mediums. Nevertheless, over

production by record companies and
over exposure by pirates have both

contributed to the fall in singles sales.

At the Gramophone Record Retailers

: Association annual conference on the

I

subject of pirate stations one dealer
complained that he had heard one disk

j

played 36 times in one day alone. But
I certain visiting American disk execu-
tives view the pirate problem with a
little less alarm. A1 Bennett of Lib-
erty Records has been quoted as say-
ing “What pirate radio stations are
doing in England is showing that the
listening public is demanding a
change. They want all music stations
and you can’t argue with that. There’s
no need to be frightened either. If
you rely on the Top 50 then you may
find that whereas before you sold
400,000 copies of a big hit with com-
mercial radio you may sell only 300,-
000 but there will be an interest for
a wider variety of product by a wider
cross section of the listening public.
This will bring about an increase in
L.P. sales and a total increase in over-
all sales.” This is a fact borne out by
Board of Trade figures which show
that total sales for 1964 (the year of
the pirates) were valued £25,602,000
against 1963 total of £21,767,000—an
increase of £3,835,000 in hard cash.
As we go to press the whole question

of commercial radio in this country is

coming to the boil. The publicity seeking
pirates basking in the warmth of public
acclaim are under direct fire from the
Postmaster General Mr. Wedgewood
Benn. The stations operating within
the three mile limit are threatened
with prosecution under the Wireless
and Telegraphy Act which can
amount to a £100 fine or three months
imprisonment for the backers. The
P.M.G. told the pirate stations op-
erating outside the three mile limit in

territorial waters that a new law
would be necessary to deal with them
and that the Government intended to

bring such legislation before Parlia-
ment at the earliest opportunity—but
gave no indication of an actual date.
Such legislation would implement the
Council of Europea agreement to ban
pirate l adio broadcasts signed in Jan-
uary this year by Britain and six other
European countries—Belgium, Den-
mark. France, Greece, Luxembourg
and Sweden. An amendment was later

made to the agreement stating that
action would be taken only when such
broadcasts interfered with other fre-

quencies not to protect vested inter-

ests in broadcasting by the state or
any other monopoly. The P.M.G. says
that there is a real danger of ship-
ping because the pirates transmissions
get on the same wavelength as ship-
to-shore radio and generally endanger

those at sea. Recent complaints of

interference have been received from

countries as far away as Czechoslo-

vakia. Nevertheless the P.M.G knows
that pirate transmissions are popular

and that to suppress and not replace

them would make the Government as

unpopular as the pirates are popular.

Thus, the future of commercial radio,

legal or otherwise in Britain, is an-

other of the unsolved problems of 1965

which may be resolved in 1966.

As expected, December brought the
usual year-end boost to sales; and
again, not unexpectedly after a year
which has seen a steady rise in L.P.

The company’s other seasonal
releases included “Don’t Push Me”
by The Hedgehoppers Anonymous;
“Thunderball” by Tom Jones and the
Chris Andrews single “To Whom It

Concerns.” On the classical side Decca
had a best seller with “Twelve Days
to Christmas” by Joan Sutherland.

Philips Records report that the steady
rise in November sales for the pre-
Christmas product gathered momen-
tum and their big end of year sellers

were spearheaded by three major
albums: “Everything’s Coming Up
Dusty” by Dusty Springfield (Phil-
ips), “Farewell Angelina” by Joan
Baez (Fontana), and “Take It Easy”
with The Walker Brothers (Philips).
These album sales were a good prel-

ude for Philips Records New Year
resolution for 1966 to increase sales
in all sizes and speeds, with the em-
phasis on long-playing 12" disks. Pye
Records will kick off 1966 with a spe-
cial Frank Sinatra week from Janu-
ary 17th to 22nd to mark the star’s

50th birthday and 25 years in show

business. Topping the releases will be
a two-album pack, “Sinatra—A Man
And His Music” and a single album
“My Kind of Broadway” (Reprise).
These and other Sinatra releases will

be backed by a mammoth nationwide
promotional campaign in all mediums.
CBS climaxed their first year in Brit-

ain with a strong Christmas release
schedule. Heading the lists in singles,

E.P.s and L.P.s, folk singer Bob Dy-
lan and Andy Williams and Tony
Bennett. Seasonal album releases
came also from Mahalia Jackson,
Johnny Cash, New Christy Minstrels
and The Mormon Tabernacle Choir
conducted by Leonard Bernstein.
Christmas greetings from the Cash
Box London office.
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HOLLAND— Review 1965
The past year has been a most

satisfactory one for PHONOGRAM.
There were many golden disks, many
awards for the company’s artists,
closer ties with foreign recording or-
ganizations, and a growing interest
from abroad for Dutch recording
stars, both in popular and classical
fields. To mention a few characteristic
highlights: soprano Elly Ameling was
chosen by Prof. Karl Miinchinger for
a prominent part in Bach’s St. Mat-
thew Passion, and soprano Erna
Spoorenberg and bass Guus Hoekman
were elected for a Decca-recording of
Debussy’s Pelleas et Melisande, con-
ducted by Ansermet. Both Elly Ame-
ling and Erna Spoorenberg were given
Edison Awards at the Dutch Grand
Gala Du Disque Classical in October.
The Concertgebouw Orchestra re-

corded many new albums for inter-
national release, and in the popular
field the Dutch Swing College gained
top successes all over the world. They
also had good international sales
with their numerous albums. Popular
Dutch jazz singer Rita Reys cele-
brated her 10th year on Philips
records; her special album “Congratu-
lations In Jazz” sold well and when
American musician Oliver Nelson
(Edison winner) was in Holland last
October, Rita recorded another bril-
liant LP with a ten piece band con-
ducted by Oliver Nelson who also
penned the arrangements. Another
jazz highlight was the release of Eric
Dolphy’s album “Last Date.” The LP
consisted of Dolphy’s very last re-
cordings accompanied by Dutch mu-
sicians, an album that won interna-
tional acclaim. Tremendous successes
were booked by Phonogram in the
pop field. Never before were the
Dutch teenagers conquered by so
many hits released by the company.
From American and English stars we
mention the fantastic successes of
the Rolling Stones with half a dozen
toppers (among them “Little Red
Rooster,” “Time Is On My Side,”
“Satisfaction,” “Get Off My Cloud”)
and a fast-selling couple of LP’s. An-
other British success here, also on
Decca, was that of Dave Berry, the
25 year old hit-maker had “This
Strange Effect.” Berry’s popularity in
Holland is many times larger than
anywhere else in the world. From the
American musical world came Roy
Orbison who got a golden record in
March for “Pretty Woman,” and last
but not least the charming Lucille
Starr got a golden record for “The
French Song.”

BOVEMA—Gramophonehouse is

looking back at a highly satisfactorily
1965, the commercial results of which
surpassed those of the preceeding
year, especially in the LP-area. Add-
ing to the prominent position of the
company’s EMI and U.S. labels this
year are Walter & Connie’s first single
release. Liberty unveiling P. J. Proby’s
“Somewhere,” the Co-Op Show book-
ing sold-out concerts, Capitol launch-
ing Buck Owens’ “I’ve Got A Tiger
By The Tail,” and Adamo, bestseller
on H.M.V., doing personal appearances
and TV-dates in Holland. Toon Her-
mans’, appointed officer in the Order
of Orange Nassau, had his one man
show on TV in February. While HMV

released the recording with great suc-

cess. Bovema took part in the British

Week and had Johnny Jordaan and
Tante Leen celebrating their 10th an-

niversary on records. Vic Dana’s “Red
Roses” single hit the 15,000 sales-

mark; the Shepherds launched new
albums; the Seekers hit the stands
with “A World Of Our Own.” The
Holland Festival featured artists like

Giulini, Ogdon and Annie Fischer.

Imca Marina received a Golden Plat-

ter for “Harlekino.” Bovema labels

had 7 Edison Awards and welcomed
the New Philharmonia Orchestra at

the Grand Gala Du Disque Classique.

Parlophone Odeon labels are entering

the Bovema family. They scored with
the Beatles’ “Help” and “Yesterday.”
Bovema organized England EMI trips

for its prominent dealers, while the

company toured the whole country
with a new repertoire show. Atlantic

launched hit items by Sonny & Cher
and welcomed Art Farmer, Ted Cur-
son and Ornette Coleman for concert

gigs in Holland. State-side released

initial items by the Toys and the

McCoys. Bovema removed record

stores and other depts. to newly
erected buildings near the pressing

plants.
1965 was an important year for the

establishment and further improve-
ment of the NEGRAM company. It

was the year of the association with
DELTA records and their dynamic
director Hans I. Kellermam who
joined Negram together with Robert
Oeges. 2% years ago the firm started

to grow now has a place among the

big record companies in this coun-

try. It was the year that Reprise
and Warner Bros, gave their confi-

dence in this new company and this

month Scepter has accepted the con-

tract for next year with Negram.
Negram this year had an immense
quantity of hits by famous artists

such as Everly Brothers, Kinks,
Searchers, Petula Clark, Fran?oise
Hardy and many others, but also the
enlargement of the basic line gives a
direct confirmation to their confidence

for their improvement for next year.

CNR GRAMMOFOONPLATEN’s
top recording artist of 1965 remained
Gert Timmerman, who already got
three Golden Records and gets his

fourth one January. Other big sellers

for CNR were the (Greek) Trio
Hellenique, who created quite a sensa-
tion over here with their “Danse De
Zorba” (Sirtaki) and the (British)
Scorpions who made a big topper
with “Hello Josephine.”

It was a great year also for BAR-
CLAY Nederland. French recording
artists such as Charles Aznavour,
Jacques Brel and Hugues Aufray are
still in demand. The Edison Reward
for Leo Ferre has brought the artist

the attention he deserves. Finally
there was growing interest for one
of the best French singers of today,
Jean Ferrat. The Multiphonie Stei'eo

recordings by these artists are a great
success. There has been recognition
for Erato as one of the best classical
labels with the Hfl 10 record. The
Arion folkloric records on Riviera
and Barclay are getting attention
from the Dutch dealers.

SPAIN— Review 1965
As expected, 1965 was another good

year for the Spanish music business,
especially for the record industry
which reached figures never dreamed
of only two years before. The pub-
lishing business has also grown and
the best-seller lists are beginning to
show Spanish hits mostly of modern
music and sometimes of folk music.

1965 has been a year all around.
There are many factors to explain
quite clearly the improvement.
For the first time in our record

business history a record has passed
the 100,000 sales mark. This was
achieved “H mondo” by Jimmy Fon-
tana. It was first released at the end
of Aug. and re-serviced in Dec. RCA’s
publishing firm reports 27 different
cover versions by other artists and
101,000 records sold of the Jimmy
Fontana version in Spanish and Ital-

ian.

A great national impact has been
made here by a group called Los
Brincos. Their first single, “Flamen-
co,” appeared at the end of 1964 and
and in Oct. of 1965 the sales were
near 80,000. Beside this, the group
has hit with two other singles, one
featuring “Dance the Pulga” and an-
other with “Borracho” (“Drunk”) and
“Sola” (“Alone”). Besides that, they’ve
recorded one L.J. in Spain and another
L.P. in Italy, where they are begin-
ning to succeed with “Borracho”
(“L’ubriacco”). In France, they re-

leased “Flamenco” on the AZ label
and it reached the #30 place on the
charts while Dalida recorded it in

French. Their records have been re-

leased in almost 30 countries. The
Brincos compose all their own songs.
Another impact that began at the

end of 1964 was “La Yenka.” This
was introduced here by Recourt
(“Johnny and Charly”) and recorded
by them in Spanish. After some TV
shows, everybody in Spain danced “La
Yenka.” Charly died as consequence
of a car accident, and Johnny had to

record “La Yenka” in English, Ger-
man, French and Italian. Their Eng-
lish version entered the Melody Maker
list at number 45 (it was released
by Pye in England.)
Another success by Spanish singers

and composers was “Esos ojitos

negros” by the Diio Dinamico. These
two boys have been quite successful
in Spain for the past five years and
they return with new hits all the
time. “Esos ojitos negros” has been
recorded in English and Italian. The
song was showcased in the Eurovision
Song contest, which was eliminated
by “Que bueno que bueno” the song
that represented Spain in the contest.
“Que bueno, que bueno” was success-
ful here thanks to the records of
Conchita Bautista, Los Sirex and
Alma Cogan.
We must mention two other hits,

one is “La luna y el toro” (“The
moon and the bull”), a folk song of
more than two years old which sud-
denly became a big success and had
many different verions. The best-sell-
ing versions were by Marife de Tri-
ana, Mikaela and Marisol. The other
hit is “Me lo dijo Perez” composed
by Alberto Cortez for the Festival of
Mallorca. The tune (a “cumbia”)
succeeded thanks to four versions:
Los 3 Sudamericanos, Karina, Mochi,
and Alberto Cortez.

ITALY— Review 1 965
The crisis on ihe record market was

dt cpest during this year since sales

legists rod a further decrease in spite

of a 'ew symptoms of a general re-

covery from the economic slump. Sales
results of the San Remo recordings
s ssmpletely disappointed the industry.

The San Remo Festival brought to

the public “lo Che Non Vivo” by
Rino Donaggio: this song began as an
International hit, particularly in South
America, Spain and France. The same
author 'singer also published this year
“Sono Nato Con Te” (Cantagiro 1965),
"Pensa Solo a Me” (Rai Contest: A
record for the Summer) and “Un
Amore” from the film of the same
title.

Richard Anthony, after the success
of ‘‘Cin Cin,” (1964) was at the head
of the chart with the following two
titles: “La Mia Festa” and “Piangi.”
Recently published by the same artist

are “Le Ragazze D’Oggi/se Hai Bi-

sogno D’Un Amico.”
1965 was also the year of Adamo,

the young author-singer living in Bel-
gium but Italian citizen. His “La
Notte” was a chart topper. Another
song by the same author which sold
very well in Italy is “Non Voglio Nas-
condei-mi.” The last record “No Mi
Tenere II Broncio/Lei” is also having
good success.
The Italian charts have reported the

following songs at the top of the chart
this year:—Goldfinger (from the same film)

by Shirley Bassey
—The House of the Rising Sun

by Animals
—No So Piu” Che Santo Pregare

by Sacha Distel

—Surfin Bird by Trashmen
—La Playa by Claude Ciari
Many other records have reached

good sales including “H Paese Del Mio
Cuore” (E. Macias), “Un’estate Senza
Te” (Duo Dinamico), “The Miracle”
and “Santa Ana” (Shadows). We can
say that future good sales will come
from the new recordings of the sing-

ers quoted above and others such as:

Vasso Ovale (Treni, navi e aerei),

Paki e Paki, Sonia e le Sorelle (No,
ragazzo, no) and the Italian record by
Cliff Richard (Per un Bacio D’Amor/
non L’ascoltare).

Operatic & Classical music—Al-
though the Italian Market had a hard
time during 1965 we have not regis-

tered a decrease in the sale of pop
repertoire, and furthermore we had a
very strong increase in the sale of
classical repertoire 33 rpm.

Such an improvement was particu-
larly due to two successful steps taken
by the Company with the economic
series “Invito Alla Musica” and “Sta-
sera All’opera.”
Of the two series in question the

firm has started the issuing of the
stereo and the 45 rpm version.
We must also point out that the

Angel series of very high prestige re-

cordings has obtained fairly good re-

sults in our market.
The sale forecast for the future is

optimistic.
Despite the lasting general eco-

nomic crisis and the huge recession in

the record business, 1965 is going to

close out on an unquestionably more
solid basis than the previous year. Al-
though such a result has been mainly
achieved in the last quarter of the
year, the average monthly sales have
been far superior than the months of

1964. The outstanding events that
have shaped Rifi’s activity have been
as follows:
January: two artists, Iva Zaniechi

and Fabrizio Ferretti, take part in

the Festival of Sanremo. Giorgio
Gaber and Tony Dallara are signed
by Rifi;

February: the Japanese version of

“Un Buco Nella Sabbia” recorded by
Mina is number 1 in Japan. At the
same time Mina is awarded a golden
record in Spain because of her huge
success of “It’s A Lonely Town,”
which was recorded in Spanish.
March:

The 7th Festival of “Zecchino D’Oro”
(the contest for Children), takes place
in Bologna and, as usual, the full set
of records embodying the songs (6
NPs —2 EPs—1 LP) enjoy terrific

sales.

May: Mina waxes the Japanese ver-
sion of “Un Anno D’Amore.” The
song by this time is in the top posi-
tions on the Italian charts and will

climb the Japanese hit-parade in a
couple of months.

September: Iva Zaniechi and Tony
Dallara go to Barcelona for the Fes-
tival de la Cancion Mediteranea. Rifi

improves its distributing organization
abroad, signing an agreement with
Philips for all the Latin-American
countries, Mexico and Republic of
South Africa.

October: an important plan of rec-

ords for winter is fulfilled by Rifi: it

embodies some fifty records of chil-

dren’s tales and Christmas songs plus
numerous LPs.
December: last but not least the

probably most important news of the
year: the “pocket-record.” This is a 6"

record that is as large as a “pocket-
book.” Patented by Rifi, it will be re-

leased in a color-jacket including also
a small newspaper. This new low-
priced production, that will present
the hit songs actually on the Italian

charts, will be sold not by the usual
channels (record-shops), but by chain
stores and newsstands. The advance
order has been placed in such a large

quantity that Rifi foresees great
monthly sales.

Giuseppe Ornato expressed his sat-

isfaction with the present market of

which his firm represents a large
share. Sales for RCA Italiana are
concerned are back to the same levels

as before the crisis. Ornato said that
the summer period has ended with a
positive final balance. This is demon-
strated by the number of hits under
the RCA logo which have entered our
charts. First on the list is “H Mondo,”
sung by Jimmy Fontana which has

reached the top of our hit parade sell
ing more than 50,000 copies. Next i

the Gianni Morandi success “SeNoi
Avessi piu’ Te” followed by Rita Pa
vone’s “Lui.” Michele released a tw
sided hit “Dopo i Giorni Dell’Amore
and “Ti Senti Sola Stasera.” Unde

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BELGIUM— Review 1 965
The success registered by the movie

“Zorba the Greek” in Belgium has
contributed to a wave of Greek music
which has appeared on the market.
At one time almost every firm was
selling Greek music and many sin-

gles, EP’s and LP’s were being pro-
duced. We could not determine ex-
actly which firm has made the best
sales and how important the profits

were made as a result of sales of

Greek music. Simultaneously the
Sirtaki dance was launched.
On the whole most firms have done

better this year than last year. Com-
petition in the sales of LP’s is still

pretty strong. Several companies
have even at one time been selling

LP’s by big stars at 139 fr ($2.80),

the price paid by the customer. One
firm even went further and offered

LP’s of fine quality recorded by
stars for fr (1.98).
Towards the end of the year—still

from a general point of view—sales

of EP’s were better compared to last

year’s.

On the other hand we have been
able to notice that the golden times
of the cheap singles is definitely a
thing of the past. Customers prefer
to pay the full price of 66 fr for a
single, rather than to buy a lower
priced copy of a hit-tune, recorded
bv an unknown artist. People have
shown a marked pereference for the
original material.

ANVERS RADIO
This firm, in the field of EP-sales,
achieved the stunt of the year. On
the Ember label they produced a
series of LP’l: priced at only 99 fr

($1.98). It caused quite a stir in the
industry, but the firm has reaped the
benefits of its effort. Even though it

did not have fantastic hits during the
year, Anvers Radio has always been
a very consistent company, especially
as regards its Telefunken album line.

ARTONE
Artone is doing quite well. This firm
has done quite well with its Festival

label which has The Surfs, even
though their greatest hits are still

secured by the American firm. The
company has had excellent and close

relations with radio and TV and suc-
ceeded to make of “The In Crowd”
by the Ramsey Lewis Trio, a hit. An
Artone star appears practically once
every quarter before the Belgian TV
cameras. Here the firm has certainly
done some excellent work.

BARCLAY
It hardly needs to be said that Bar-
clay has sold mountains of records of
the Sonny and Cher hits. This firm
has only recently started the distri-

bution of the Atlantic label and on its

own label it has again recorded a
whole string of hits with such stars
as Aznavour, Brel, Aufray and other
French singers, usually on contract
with Eddie Barclay in France. Their
biggest hit could very well turn out
to be the film music of “Zorba the
Greek,” which both as an LP and a
single has really hit fantastic figures.

CARDINAL
Last year we announced that this

firm had made a flying start. Its

lucky star has followed it along and
we can consider it among the key
companies, which even though their
production is not large, they consist-
ently turn out hits. At the recent
Flemish Hit Festival in Antwerp
among the three top singers, were
two stars recording for this label;
Louis Neefs and Jacques Raymond.
Rocco Granata, manager of the com-
pany, himself became a best-seller
with a release on his own label.

CBS
Subsidiaries of the mother company
Artone in the Netherlands, CBS and
Artone are neighbors and they both
have one significant thing in common

:

a good promotion on radio and TV,
handled in the most efficient way.
Many CBS artists have already been
on radio and TV. Among the hitmak-
ers for this company are Fanon, Bob
Dylan, the Byrds, Marshall, although

a special effort was made to put local
production into the limelight. We thus
became acquainted with Les Godasses
Vertes and their hit “La Salade.”
Very fine results too with the LP’s,
not to mention the Bobby Solo hits!

DISCOBEL
This company has enjoyed a success
with a record by the Dutch singer
Imca Mairna: “Santo Domingo.”
Later in the year they put out a rec-
ord, which is still doing fine “Shame
and Scandal in the Family” in the
original version by Shawn Elliot.

DISCOTRADE
This film put out a real successful
novelty which was a series of record-
ings or interviews of famous people
frorn every branch of society. Greek
music has also helped the company’s
turnover in a great small way. They
lost the distribution of Festival

—

which went to Artone—but in the
records business they have a well-
established reputation in many fields.

FONIOR-DECCA
This company can look back on a fan-
tastic year and it can be especially
proud about two of its stars: Claude
Silva and Duo Aropolis, who both had
a pretty strong hit. Orbison, The
Rolling Stones, Lucille Starr and
others helped the firm rack-up big

record sales. The company did a i

job of putting out covers of hits
the-making and was quite success
in scoring big sales in this way, T
have also embarked on an effort

GRAMOPHONE
This firm has another fantastic y
with Adamo.

Although this firm does not have a

Together with Ferry Devos she
was one of the strongest stars during
the finals of the Flemish Hit Festi-
val. Her records are consistent hits
and undoubtedly many more will fol-

low.

VOGUE

Vogue can now be considered among I

the most important companies in
Belgium. As mentioned in our weekly
columns the firm has been adding the
hits as beads on a thread and this
still goes on. The hits no longer come

DUO ACROPOLIS
A few months ago, Greek music became very popu>
lar after the astounding success of the movie “Zor-
ba the Greek," the Duo Acropolis—two Greek boys
working In a Greek restaurant in Brussels—was
quick to put the theme-music on record. Decca
scored a big hit with it, and this Greek single was
probably the one which enjoyed the best sales of

Greek music in Belgium.

ADAMO
Belgian show-business can be mighty proud of this

chanter. First he achieved on unequalled popu-
larity in Belgium, t'ien he became number one in

the Netherlands, end for many months now he has
been the top favorite in France. All his songs are
selling by the hundreds of thousands. His most re-

cent success is titled "Mes mains sur tes hanches"
(My Hands On Your Hips). He has oiready been
awarded several gold records. He has just recorded
a single, in English, of a very fine song, and seems
ready to move to the top of the bestsellers in

the U.S.A. as well as Britain. He is a star wi(h
really unlimited possibilities. Adamo is 21 and of
Sicilian desent, though he has livved in Belgium
from childhood.

ARIANE
Ariane is perhaps the most beautiful of all our
songstresses. Not only is she good looking, but she
also has a voice that sent many a record to the
top of the hit-parade. The orchestra which always
accompanies her, Les 10^20, gives her solid sup-
port. On the Palette label she just recorded a
disk, which could well end up high on the Belgian
as well as the French hit-parade. The title is "Ice
Cream."

NANCY AND the ATLANTICS
This orchestra from Ghent, has released a fine

disk on the Gramophone-label. They performed
during the recent Golden Microphone contest. This
orchestra is bound to hit a top-tune, and Producer
Jeff De Boeck will certainly have something to do
with it; with their first disk he succeeded to pro-
duce a first-rate recording.

ROLAND AND the BEMOLS
The Vogue management in Belgium does not often
concern itself with local production. The reason is

quite simple: it can hardly keep up with the distri-

bution of the many hits produced by the main com-
pany in France, and follow the Britisb hiCs on the
Pye label. But an Antwerp orchestra, Roland and
the Beemols, has now been contracted by the firm.

The boys have recently recorded their first EP for
Vogue.

jean—MARC BERTRAND
Jean-Marc Bertrand has already recorded for sev-
eral companies. His first bestseller was, however,
produced on Ranch. The tune is "Capri c’est fini"

(Capri, that’s finished), and the original version
was by Herve Villard. Ranch did a fast job with
the release of the version by Bertrand, and this

helped the singer to be successful. New recordings
are programmed by this firm.

BURT BLANCA
Everybody in Belgium Is convinced of the talents
of the young Brussels guitarist, Burt Blanca. Many
firms as a result are regularly calling on him. The
Brauer publishing firm, on its Hebra label, has now
produced a choice Blanca single and LP. Real tal-

ent on the guitar of the highest degree. The young
guitarist ts already famous in France.

THE COUSINS
It all started in a Brussels teenage club with "Kili
Watch." Ever since, the Cousins have hardly
changed their band or their repertory. They have
broken-through in some Lotln-Amerlcan countries
with "Do re ml." The group received a kingly wel-
come during their tour of Argentine. Among Belgian
youngsters they have acquired c great popularity.

FERRY DEVOS
"In September" is the title of a Sobedi-disc sung
by Ferry Devos. The tune was performed by him
during the finals of the Flemish hit-tune festival at
Antwerp. He immediately become famous. His voice
reminds us somewhat of Camillo Felgen. The disk-
ery, as far as we are concerned, may go on pro-
ducing disks by Devos; he will certainly in due
time come up with a hit-tune.

DAN ELLERY
Born in Ghent, CA’s Dan Ellery, lived for many
years in Chicago. He started on his singing career
in Belgium. Since he signed a contract with RCA he
has recorded a hit, which got a good reception in

many other countries. His latest song "I . . .

"

could very well follow the footprints of his previ-
ous hit-tune.

FERNANDEZ
We've got to move fast these days. Among the
dozens of new records marketed every week maybe
one will become a bestseller, and its popularity
grows so rapidly that it takes much time to make
the acquaintance of the performer. Such was the
case with Alberto Fernandez, a nice-looking Portu-
gese living in Brussels. On the new label Sachem
he had h!s first hit recording, "Je n’ai plus rien"
(I've got nothing left). We can expect more hits

from his corner.

JIMMY FREY
Born in Bruges, Jimmy Frey some years ago heard
the call of France and moved to Paris, where he
hoped to establish his reputation. French show-
business was convinced of his talents, but It did
not welcome him as he had expected. Bock home
his career took a sudden, favorable turn. Partici-

pating in the Antwerp Flemish Hit-tune Festival he
ended 2nd in the finals.

LES GODASSES VERTES
This group has a hit-tune on CBS, "La Salade"
(The Salod). The quintette's repertory has several
successful songs, but "La Salade" was their first

real hit. The boys moreover stand a good chance
to establish their name abroad with this record-
ing. They became quite popular following a TV
appearance

ROCCO GRANATA
There is certainly hardly any need to remind read-

ers that this man wrote the score of two hits

Always in great demand, this lark is always ac-

She can
look back on a fine performance at the recently

held Flemish Hit-tune festival in Antwerp. Sobedi
can produce many releases with the songstress.

JOHN LARRY
He became quite famous as "the darling of the

Flemish girls." Polydor launched his first single

"Alleen" (Alone), which became "the" Flemish
hit of 1964. He has since recorded more songs on
Polydor, and each time has been successful. His

real name is Armand Parijs and he still lives in a
small Flemish village, where he is revered just* as
if he were a great political figure. "Laat je hcofd
op mijn schouder" (Leave your head on my shoul-

der) is sure to be a bestseller.

LILIANE
A homey girl from a small village somewhere in

Flanders, she caused a sensation two years ago
with "We gotta stop," a Philips release. She hes
since earned the favor of the larger Flemish public.

She has not been able to produce another bestseller

like the one mentioned above, but her new Philips-

single has just appeared and it may make the

grade. "Kom met ons mee" (Come with os) is the

name of the tune.

LUIGI
Luigi is a young Italian, and from his chidhood he
has lived in Belgium with his parents and several

brothers and sisters. Several of his songs have
already been released by Palette. Because of his

original appearance on the stage, this company
has been able to reach a fair-sized sales figure. He
is now on a tour of Turkey.

LOUIS NEEFS
This "top Flemish singer" has just won the Flemish
Hit-tune festival finals. Some eighteen Flemish
singers and songstresses competed and each one
interpreted two numbers. For yeors Neefs has been
quite successful with Flemish songs. "Wat een
leven" (What a life), the winning song, is headed
for the top of the bestsellers’ list Hos signed a con-

tract with Cardinal.

BENOIT PHILLIPPE

Though he hails from Ghent, a Flemish city,

Benoit Philippe sings in French. He rates as a
discovery of the recently estobllshed Ranch label,

We should also mention several big

Concerning “La escoba” by Los
Sirex: This is another successful
Spanish group. Their recording began
to sell well in the north east Spain,
where the group is always success-
ful. But recently, they extended their

success to the rest of the country,
so that “La escoba” has been another
tremendous hit of 1965.
The influence of France and Italy

in our sales has proved to be very
important after the summer. When
tourists come here they bring their
own hits. But tourists, also buy Span-
ish folk music and recently records
of Spanish groups have been doing
quite well. The trend began more
than a year ago with the Pekenikes’
recording of “Los cuatro muleros,”
and now is very usual to find the
mixture of modern beat with a Span-
ish folk flavor.

Big news concerning the industry:
CBS’ contract with Hispavox ended
and now some CBS recordings are
being released here under the Epic
label repi'esented by Discophon. 20th
Fox Records are handled here by the
new up and coming company “Tempo.”
Among the other new companies are
Marfer, Grecco, Pamidisc, Berta and
Concentric.
TV has proved to be the most effec-

tive (and the most dangerous) way
of promotion for new records and
artists. The radio and press now dedi-

cate big amounts of space to the
record news. Newspapers and maga-
zines now have sections of record re-

views and there are no less than four
specialized papers.
As we said last year, Spain is no

longer an underdeveloped country in

the record business. Expectations for
next year are really good. And intei'-

national interest in this area should
undoubtedly come into the picture.

Review 1965
Usually at this time of the year]

the trade all over the world takes a]

look at the activities of the past year.J
On the whole, 1965 was a year wher]
little sales improvements was noticed]
throughout the trade in Australia;?
the one major exception was in the:]

field of the local product—1965 must,
go down as a vital year to the local
industry.

|

The most significant factor has
been the strong swing in sales to
locally produced records; this applies
especially in the singles field. Last
year at this time our best seller list

for the year contained only two local
discs . . . this year it includes no less
than eleven, including the Normie
Rowe single of “Que Sera Sera” (Fes-‘
tival/Sunshine) which finished in sec-'

ond place and wasn’t far short of
nudging “H Silenzio” (Durium) out
of the top spot.

Yes, it’s been a big year for the
local record in Australia; the unfor-
tunate thing is that Australian rec-
ords, as yet, haven’t made their mark
on the world market. But there is a
strong feeling of enthusiasm in the
trade here that indicates that the day
isn’t too far distant when Australian-
produced records will make it big on
the international scene.
The Seekers, Frank Ifield, etc., have

proved to the world that there is

some fine talent in this country, and
with the quality of the local record
now on a par with world standards it

seems just a matter of time before
an all-Australian record will break
through the international “barrier.”

Since singles are the “life-blood” of
the record industry, we believe that it

is time to make a brief examination
of our list of Australia’s Top Forty
Records Of 1965.
As far as artists are concerned,

we find that vocal groups continue to

lead the way with eighteen out of the
forty. Individual male vocalists are
next in line with seventeen; then
there is a big drop to female artists

who acount for only three; the final

two are orchestral /instrumental per-
formances, which include the record
of the year.
The most disturbing feature of the

breakdown is the poor showing by
female artists; the three artists con-
cerned are from England, and not one
local girl made our chart. We are
aware that the position is much the
same around the world, and we are
also aware of all the theories ad-
vanced to account for the lack of
consumer interest in records of the
fair sex (such as the widely accepted
trade belief that most buyers of sin-

gles are girls and they show a reluc-

tance to buy records by female stars),

but it seems that people like Petula
Clark can find a good market with
her singles. If it happens once (about
four times for Pet Clark this year)
surely it must be able to happen
again. Sure, we all know it’s hard to

sell singles by girls, but occasionally
they break through with a smash, so
the solution is there if the secret can
be found. It’s been so long since a
locally produced record by a female
hit the big time in Australia that we
notice record companies aren’t keen
to contract girl artists.

The big success story of the year
relates to young local star Normie
Rowe. At this time last year the song-
ster was hardly known outside his

hometown; today with several strong
hits and a couple of equally strong-

albums under his belt, he is about the
hottest property on the local scene.

He finished the year with two records
on our list of Australian Top Records
of 1965.
Other young local stars to emerge

strongly over the past twelve months
are Billy Thorpe, who has no less than
three titles on the list. His records
are independently produced by the
record production division of the pub-
bery J. Albert & Son Pty, the same
organization that produces the discs

of the Easy Beats, who also figure on
the list. These discs are released by
EMI.

FRANCE—
Review 1965

19()5 has been a prood year for the
record industry in France. The turn-
over is improving after a two year
stop. Besides this commercial tend-
ency this year, we discovered a very
interesting new generation of young-
authors and composers. For the first

time, since the beginning of the twist-
period five years ago, we see a lot of
original French songs at the top of
the chart. They are written and sung
by Adamo (from Belgium), Maurice
Fanon, Henri Tachant, Jean Claude
Annoux, Georges Chelon, Christophe,
Herve Vilard and at least ten others.
Adamo is of course the man of the
year. Never in France have we seen
such a fantastic success.

This new situation is a really good
thing for French pubberys because
there is a lot of good original French
songs which are sold throughout the
world. As the French songs are be-
coming important, we see that French
people prefer original English or
American songs rather than French
treatments of them. This is a new
fact and we are sure it is very im-
portant. For the first time this year
we can see in France original foreign
songs reach the top of our charts.
The Beatles, the rolling Stones, Sonny
and Cher, Tom Jones, the Kinks,
Sandie Shaw, Bob Dylan were recently
featured on France’s best selling
charts. This is why we believe the
French publishing market is taking
a new direction. We are importing
much material, and we have a lot of
very good French songs to export.

On the CB charts, it is easy to see
the good position of French songs in
the world. Jacques Brel was recently
welcomed to Carnegie Hall in New
York, Charles Aznavour is doing an
extensive tour in the states, and Alain
Barriere with “Ma Vie” reached the
top of the charts in the many coun-
tries. Also doing well internationally
is France Gall with “Poupee de Cire
Poupee De Son,” and Sylvie Vartan
with “La Plus Belle Pour Aller
Danser” (an Aznavour’s song). Michel
Legrand, the composer of “Les Para-
pluies De Cherbourg, is also taking an
important international place; he has
just come back to France after a
Journey in New York, where he wrote
songs for Barbra Streisand.

In France we have begun to observe
efforts to launch the sales of singles.
The results are good: Last summer
Decca presented “Satisfaction” by the
Rolling Stones. It has been a very big
success, but a lot of dealers refused to
sell it and waited for the EP.

French dealers believe they will
loose money if they sell singles in-
stead of EPs.
But a lot of people in the French

record industry believe that France
will have a good singles mai-ket in
two or three years.
One of the most interesting tend-

encies of this year is the great im-
portance taken by the big orchestras.
It is now a real war between Frank
Pourcel (Voix de son maitre), Paul
Mauriat (Philips), Caravelli (CBS)
and Raymond Lefevre (Barclay). The
reason for this is the beginning of
mood music in France. Super-mar-
kets, banks, airports etc. are renting
tapes. There is only 5,000 places where
the 6 different manufacturers of mood
music rent their tapes, but the
number is growing quickly and
market studies show 50,000 locals are
now ready to rent the tapes.
We said at the beginning of the

article that 1965 has been a good year
for the French record market. It

seems interesting to see what is the
position of the different record com-
panies at the end of this year.

Pathe Marconi: The happiest com-
pany in France. Two months ago it

held the first four places on the
French chart with its four young male
stars: Adamo, of course, with “Mes
Mains sur tes hanches,” Sacha Distel
(coming from RCA Victor) with
“Scandale Dans La Famille,” Enrico
Macias with “Mon Coeur d’Attache”
and Richard Anthony with “Jamais Je

Philips: With Claude Franqois and
Sheila, this firm possesses two of the
most important records sellers of the
Yeye group. The company also has
had success with Johnny Hallyday,
back from military service, and
France Gall, winner of the Eurovision
song contest with “Poupee De Cire
Poupee De Son.” This year Philips
discovered a new young singer, Herve
Vilard. The main song of his second
record has been one of the best songs
of the year. It’s called “Capri C’Est
Fini.” Philips can also be happy about
the very great success of Barbara.
At the end of November the firm pub-
lished a very interesting set on “L’-
Age D’Or De Saint (jermain Des
Pres”: 4 LPs of songs and interviews
with the voices of Juliette Greco,
Aragon, Jacques Prevert, Boris Vian,
Yves Montand, and Mouloudji.

Other successes for
Vogue at the end of the year are
Franqoise Hardy (“L’Amitie”), Petula
Clark who presents a very good new
LP, the Kinks (“A Well Respected
Man”) and Sandie Shaw who was
very warmly welcomed at the Olym-
pia.

Barclay: This French company is

always strong with people such as
Charles Aznavour, Jean Ferrat, Jac-
ques Brel, Leo Ferre, Charles Trenet,
and Dalida. Hugues Auffray, who has
the exclusive rights for all treatments
of Bob Dylan’s songs in France, is

also getting better and better. A new
name in the company is Henri Tach-
ant, who received the “Grand Prix de
I’Academie du Disque Frangais” for
his first record.

Riviera: This firm is the second
company of the Barclay group. It is

a young and dynamic company, and it

features Frank Alamo, Monty and
Patricia Carli. Riviera also signed a
very good young artist, Guy March-
and. His first record, “La Passionata,”
is a great success.

Bel Air: Nicole Barclay’s company
has ceased to exist.

Festival: This firm is going well.
Les Surfs and Marie Laforet are still

in a good position, and the records
from the children’s TV’er “Le manege
enchante” are a fantastic success.

Polydor: With Marcel Amot and
Les Compagnons de la Chanson, this

firm has several strong artists. But
the execs are looking for several new
young stars.

CBS: This firm is in a very good
position with its English catalog
(Beatles). It also has good French
artists such as Maurice Fanon and
Joe Dassin. But the most important
event is the arrival of Jacques Souplet
as general manager. This makes us
believe 1966 will be a very good year
for CBS.

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GERMANY— Review 1 965
1965 in Germany has been a level-

ing out year with LP’s jumping sales

wise to tremendous peaks and singles

sales finally leveling out and slightly

increasing after several years of de-
cline. LP sales jumped a whopping
66.7% over the same first half year
period of last years and singles gained
1.9%. Stereo records accounted for

over Vs of the total LP sales with fig-

ures expected to jump over the 50%
mark this year especially due to the

fact that most firms have now changed
to a single release schedule on LP’s
which can also be played on mono
machines. 17 of the 30 tunes that
made the top 3 in 1965 were German
compositions compared with 23 of the

37 tunes that made it last year and
23 of the 33 LP’s that made the top

10 were German productions com-
pared to 18 of the 30 that made it

last year for strong increase. Indie
producers enjoyed a tremendous year
as 15 of the 30 top 3 chart makers
were produced by indie firms, and 5

of the discs coming from foreign
sources. This included one by Roy Or-
bison, one by Nini Rosso, two by Sam

The Sham and the Pharaohs and 2 by
the Rolling Stones. Of the remaining

artist. Low priced LP’s continued to

be a strong factor in the market.
The English beat had another

! strong year but several local groups
also racked up top sales to compete
for the first time. German music had
another strong year with Bert
Kaempfert, Udo Jurgens and Horst
Jankowsky dominating the charts all

over the world, as writers and artists.

More and more of the top English

groups visited Germany with virtu-
ally every top group making at least
one visit with the strong exception of
The Beatles.
Of the single records, 23 of the 30

were German language vocals with 2
instrumentals and 5 English language
hits makino- up the rest of the chart.
On the LP side of the picture, standard
productions continued to dominate
with 3 Rolling Stones LP’s and 4
Beatles LP’s making the grade along
with 3 LP’s from Esther and Abi
Ofarim, 2 from Peter Alexander and
2 from Helen Vita also making the
grade. Mixed hit parade LP’s had a
strong year as 6 such LP’s made the
charts from different firms. The Musi-
cal side of the picture was repre-
sented by “My Fair Lady” in German
and “The West Side Story” in Eng-
lish remaining the steadiest selling

LP’s on the list and the rest of the
charts were made up by The Swingle
Singer’s Bach LP, a memoriam LP by
Kenneth Spencer, Play Bach by
Jacques Loussier, a carnival chart
maker, a Hildegard Knef LP, a Fred-
dy Quinn chart maker, a rock LP by
Casey Jones and the Governors, an
LP by Francoise Hardy, a folk LP by
Ernst Mosch and his Egerland sound,
the “H Silenzio” LP by Nini Rosso
and Udo Jurgens’ first review as re-

ported by Cash Box.

JANUARY
The new year started with the

firms all reporting on their success
in “64”. Ariola reported their best
year in the history of the firm sales-

wise. CBS wrapped up their second
year of business with a 280% sales

increase over the previous year.
Deutsche Grammophon reported that
classical sales were up 15% putting
the firm in first place on the classical

sector here. Deutsche Vogue also had
their best year since they have been
in business. Electrola had their best
year since the war with singles just

about holding their own and LP sales
up 69% over the previous year. Au-
stroton had their first hit group in the
charts constantly as Jimmy and The
Rackets lead up sales for their Elite
Special label. Metronome celebrated
their best year in their 10 year his-

tory with strong singles sales and in-

creasing LP action. Philips had a
great LP year with “My Fair Lady”
selling over V2 million LP’s to lead
sales. Teldec also increased sales LP
wise and had a great singles year.
“Musik Parade” a teen oriented

magazine picked their reader’s favor-
ites. Musician of the year was Max
Greger of Polydor with A1 Hirt of
RCA picking up international honors.
Male singer of the year was Drafi
Deutscher of Decca on a local basis
and foreign honors went to Cliff Rich-
ard of Columbia. Distaff honors went
to Manuela of Telefunken locally and
Connie Francis of MGM on the for-
eign side. The favorite local group
was the Rattles of Philips-Star Club
and Odeon’s The Beatles picked up
foreign honors. Instrumental groups
were lead by Hazy Osterwald of Elec-
trola locally and The Shadows for
foreign appeal. Dance band winners
were Max Greger of Polydor locally
and Ray Coniff on the international
scene. Favorite local D.J. was Camil-
lo Felgin of Radio Luxembourg and
first place on the international D.J.
scene was Mai Sondock of West and
South German Radio. Top hits of the
year were “Shake Hands” by Drafi
Deutscher for Decca and “A Hard
Day’s Night” for The Beatles as top
foreign hit.

Carnival time came to Germany
and amid the celebrations a great
number of special carnival records
were sold. Deutsche Vogue and Hans
Gerig Music began an all out push on
the English and German versions of
“Downtown” by Petula Clark which
became a chart topper here. Wanda
Jackson did her first German waxing
for Electrola which also made the top
10. Freddy Quinn started his Ger-
many tour of 30 cities which not only
did tremendous business but also pro-
duced a top 10 live LP. German rec-
ord firms became very beat oriented
and began to record plenty of Eng-
lish artists living here in English for
this market and several groups in-

cluding Casey Jones and The Gover-
nors for Golden 12/Metronome, Jim-
my and the Rackets for Elite Special
and the Liverbirds for Star Club/
Philips came up with smash singles
and LP’s for this market.
The Swinging Blue Jeans made

their first tour of Germany. Jacques
Loussier who has top 10 LP’s with
his “Play Bach” series made his first

tour as well. Stereo sales picked up
to an extent that the major record
firms began to issue their LP’s in
compatible form to be played in ste-

reo or on mono players. German
Vogue changed their management set
up as Jean Jacques Finsterwald con-
tinued as Managing Director, the new
assistant director is Roger Lilia, dis-
tribution boss remains Klaus Paulns,
sales manager Heinz Jurgens and
International Manager and press chief
Larry Yaskiel.

MARCH
Dorthe joined the Philips fold from

Metronome and her first waxing for
the firm was a hit. Teldec signed the
“Top 10” beat club to a contract for
recordings directly from the club.
Heinz Lucas left Philips and York
Von Prittwitz took his music pro-
motion and radio promotion depart-
ment over. York left CBS to take on
the new Philips position. Germany’s
exports sales and music wise began
to rise with Horst Jankowski and
Bert Kaempfert along with Udo Jur-
gens leading the way to top inter-
national hits.

Bravo, Germany’s biggest teen fan
magazine voted (Tliff Richard for the
second time in a row as the most
popular male artist in Germany, with
the Beatles finishing second. Ger-
many’s Freddy Quinn took 3rd place
honors. On the distalf side of the pic-
ture, first place went to Gitte from
Denmark with Germany’s Manuela
taking second place and Connie Fran-
cis moving to 3rd. A&R man Lothar
Olias of Polydor took over the produc-
tion of Lolita. A new booking agency,
Interart from Dusseldorf opened with
a successful concert tour of Casey
Jones and The Governors, The Lords
from Germany and the Beat-Chics.
The tour was a great success.

France Gall who won the song for
Europe contest with her Luxembourg
entry became a household name in
Germany and the winning tune be-
came a top hit here. Teldec started
the push on their new “royal sound”
stereo.

Wilhelm Klofat returned to Ariola-
Eurodisc as head of promotion and
press replacing Machiel Andries who
joined Interart promotions.

Annie Get Your Gun was televised
here in the original German version
to give a boost to Philips records
sales. Ralph Maria Siegel had a top
smash with Pretty Woman by Roy
Orbison and The Wedding by Julie
Rogers.

Sports stars were in the news rec-
ord wise as 3 top sports figures had
top discing here.

D.G.G.-
Polydor started a special series of
LP’s culled from their extensive cata-
logue for a full promotion all over
Europe. Bert Kaempfert celebrated
his 50th birthday with a big shindig
in Hamburk. More and more time has
been devoted to pop records in TV
which have had a good reflection in
sales here. The German Radio-TV
fair was set for Stuttgart for the first

time. The fair will be held in August.
Barbara Kist of Schaeffers Music left

the firm to take over the AME pub-
lishing firm of Ed Kassner. Gaby
Richt left Montana Music to take
over for Barclay Records here. Eng-
lish A&R man Paul Murphy left

Polydor for Alpha Production post
under Caterina Valente’s husband
Eric Von Aro. The Aaron Schroeder
publishing interests shifted from
Peter Meisel to Edition Accord. Elec-
trola’s The Peanuts from Japan were
booked for the German Song Festival.

MAY
Cabaret star Helen Vita passed the

100,000 mark with LP’s sold for
Vogue. UFA Music announced that
they will start their own label in Sep-
tember distributed by Ariola-Eurodisc.
Both the publishing firm and record
company belong to Bertelmann. Oscar
Peterson and his trio toured Ger-
many. Peter Meisel’s Hansa label
landed two host masters and both
racked up terrific sales. One was “H
Silenzio” by Nini Rosso which went
to the number 1 slot in Germany and
sales of over 14 million and the other
was “Cadillac” by The Renegades, an
English group living in Finland. Ann
Busse left the Busse Music complex
to take over the new Telstar publish-
ing group owned by Echolette. Rec-
ord firms began heavy production of
regional records for vacation busi-
ness. CBS issued a group of standard
stereo singles. TrouWe began popping
up regarding the German Song Festi-
val and the choosing of material for
the festival by the jury. Electrola
won an important court case from
indie distributors smce the firm set
up their own distribution net and took
the label away from the indies.

JUNE
The German Song Festival ended

in a win for “Mit 17 Hat Man Noch
Traeume” sung for RCA by Peggy
March. Second place went to Poly-
dor’s Wencke Myhre and third place
to Siw Malmkvist of Metronome. All
three records and several other festi-

val tunes immediately picked up sales-

wise. Other top items included the
new German Cliff Richard single of
“I Could Easily Fall In Love With
You” and “11 Silenzio” by Nini Rosso.
Freddy Quinn, Germany’s top record
artist did his first English single for
Kapp. Peter Walter of the Big Apple
Night club brought in The Animals
for their first concert here. The Ibretty

Things also made their first appear-
ance at the club. Teldec picked up the
Reprise label from Ariola for Ger-
many. Teldec issued a new “Beat For
Beaters” series of hard rock sounds.

JULY
GEMA won a court battle and now

receives 5% of the sales price of tope
recorders for the authors. Copyright
laws were amended in Germany to

give composers a 70 instead of a 50
year protection. Vogue started a new
low priced series of beat LP’s.
Heinz Gietz gave up his position as

head of production at Electrola to

take on a non-exclusive agreement
with the firm as chief producer.
Heinz’s partner, Gunter Ilgner leaves
Electrola as administrative director

to work exclusively for the partner-
ship production with all labels. Elec-
trola is for the first time open to

independent production through this

move.
Gunter later took over as produc-

tion-distribution chief of Polydor. The
huge Bertelsmann production firm
with Ariola records, publishing firms,

TV and film interests along with the

Instrumental hits dom-
inated the hot summer season with
Nini Rosso’s “H Silenzio” in first

place on the charts and the “Sirtaki”
taking Germany by storm through the
“Zorba” recordings.
The German trade paper “Musik-

markt” maintained a strong position
against the German Pop Music Festi-
val with a very hard article and the
reprinting of pi’ess notices, mostly
negative, concerning the event. The
paper said in no uncertain terms that
the festival was badly run and went
all out to bombard the festival and
the people connected with it. Positive
results were also mentioned and
everyone had a nice word to say about
the winner Peggy March and Heinz
Korn’s w'inning tune. RCA Victor and
Hans Gerig Music shared the laurels

with the song going over the 350,000
in sales.

AUGUST
Tunes from the German Pop Festi-

val were strongly represented in the
top 10 with 4 of the entries racking
up chart positions. Beat music con-
tinued to have strong sales but were
not represented strongly in the charts
as sales seemed to be too split. Poly-
dor stars Martin Lauer, Lolita, and
Ivo Robic along with Lale Anderson
headed out for their U.S. tour, which

took place in September-October. Rolf
Bude reported strong U.S. action on
the festival entry “Summer Wind”
which failed to make the finals here
but ended up with waxings by Perry
Como, Wayne Newton and Roger
Williams.

Horst Jankowsky started to have
action with “A Walk In The Black
Forest” stateside. Philips took over
the Amadeo label for Germany. D.G.G.
opened the fall season with 3 special
packages of classical LP’s each con-
taining 8 discs to special prices and
tremendous sales. Teldec took 3 of
the top jazz prizes from the German
Jazz federation with LPs by Coleman
Hawkins, Duke Ellington and The
Davis Sisters. Peter Alexander signed
a long term fil mpact with Constantin
which resulted later in a label switch
to Ariola for the best selling artist

after a long term pact with Polydor.
Kurt Feltz stayed as A&R manager of
the artist.

Horst Jankowsky who took the
“most promising instrumentalist of
the year award in Cash Box planned
his first stateside trip.

A new trade paper “Music” opened
its doors with the first issue set for
release in October. Popular trade
journalist Just Ptach and editor Rolf
Bier headed up the publication team.
The monthly magazine supplemented
by a bi-weekly hit parade is the first

authorized and authenticated hit pa-
rade in Germany, based solely on
sales. Publisher Rudi Von Der Doven-
muhle began his international activi-

ties for the year with “Ju Ju Hand”
by Sam The Sham and ended up with
5 versions selling over % million rec-

ords. Barbara Kist took over as head
of the Edward Kassner organization
in Germany.

SEPTEMBER
The month started out on a happy

kick as marathon beat band contests
began with the record being over 100
hours and held down by The Rollicks
who then signed a CBS recording
contract. Vogue’s Larry Yaskiel went
to London to record 6 LP’s of top beat
tunes for a low priced series. Elite

Special artist Heinz Kiessling visited

Japan to set up a new show with over
800 musical parts. Peppino Di Capri
guested here. Teldec started their 5

star LP release series with 20 new
LP’s. The first “European Common
Market Golden Record” was awarded
Nino Rosso for sales of over a million
discs in Europe of “II Silenzio.” The
disc handled here by Peter Meisel’s
indie “Hansa” label and distributed
by Ariola went on to become the best
selling single of the year with over
800,000 sold copies in Germany alone.

Hans Gerig continued his strong
move on the pop market publishing
wise with “Zorba” and “Mit 17,” the
German Pop Music Festival winner
rolling up strong chart positions. Mike
Warner’s group took over in the
marathon beat band contest with 155
hours without a pause. The groun
signed with Ariola. Philips did an LP
of the 21 beat bands appearing at the
2nd annual festival held in the Star
Club in Hamburg.
The Rolling Stones did their first

tour here to completely sold out
houses and racked up tremendous
sales singles and LP wise as a result

of the tour. The Kinks followed with
a strong tour. The Stones tour was
sponsored by teen mag “Bravo” and
the competition “Musik Parade” did

the Kinks stint. The Animals played
Munich and the Searchers did Berlin.

Statistics were released for the
first half year in Germany showing
that 11.2 million singles were sold

and 5.5 million 12" LP’s for a new
high.

OCTOBER
Esther and Abi Ofarim stai’ted

their German tour which had to be re-

peated due to complete sellouts in all

areas. “Bravo” started a strong mag-
azine series on the Rolling Stones
which kept the group in the front
sales wise months on end. Peter
Kraus left his long time producer
Gerhard Mendelson for a new Ariola
pact.
The Munich Oktober Fest ended

with over 5 million visitors and
$17,500 going to GEMA for music
royalties from the over 350 musicians
and 100 jukeboxes which blasted out
music to the masses.

The change in trend is very evident
in the fact that local artist Billy
Thorpe has three records on our list
of the year’s big hits. In each case
they are ballads: “Over The Rain-
bow,” “Twilight Time,” and “I Told
The Brook.” Regardless of what trend
in music takes hold in Australia in
1966, the future looks very rosy in-
deed for the locals in all fields of en-
tertainment, and this is especially
applicable to the record business.

1965 witnessed the “arrival” of the
trio known as M.P.D. Limited who
did well with their first record on the
Go Label. The same company also had
sucess with records by Laurie Allen
& Bobby Bright.
Ray Brown also grabbed his share

of the market with his Festival /Lee-
don releases, as did Tony Worsley
with his singles for the Festival/Sun-
shine people.
A young local lad who has been on

the brink of national success is Merv
Benton, who is contracted to W & G
Records. Benton deserves to make it

big, and we strongly predict that 1966
will be his year.
EMI continued to dominate the sin-

gles field with sixteen out of the
forty; they were followed in turn by
the Festival group with six; then
came Astor with five; RCA and
W & G with four a-piece; Philips had
three, and CBS and Durium had one
each. It was a rough year for CBS
with singles, the parent company in
America had a lot of success with the
Bob Dylan decks, but unfortunately
Dylan’s singles proved hard to sell

in this country. But what CBS may
have missed in singles they certainly
picked up in albums, which has al-

ways been a major part of their
strength in Australia.
On the publishing side, we find that

Leeds Music came out on top with
eleven titles out of the forty. Next in
line came the Belinda group with
seven—they scored well with some of
the Sonny & Cher songs; J. Albert &
Son finished with six, and Chappell &
Co. have five. Allan & Co. and Boosey
& Hawkes finished with 2% each

—

they split the copyright on one title;

Southern Music have two, Apollo Mu-
sic has one, and one title (“Eve Of
Destruction”) remains unpublished.
What about the future? The feel-

ing that consumer interest in Mersey-
beat groups is falling off is refiected
by the fact that at this time last year
when we listed only thirty records,
groups acounted for no less than nine-
teen of them. This year when we list

forty records we find there are eight-
een by groups; this is still a good
percentage but it does show that ac-
tion is slipping a little.

JANUARY: Richard Anthony

strengthens his position as his “II

Mio Mondo” hits top places on the
charts. The Beatles’ “Hard Day’s
Night” starts craze over the boy’s
first flick. Jorge Cafrune gets hot
sales with “Que Seas Vas” after top
award at Odol Song Festival. Tito
Rodriguez’ “Inolvidable,” first bolero
to hit the charts in many months,
reaches peak.

FEBRUARY: Brazilian publisher
Lebendiger and Italian Campi visit

Argentina. First promotional service
of Argentine records in other coun-
tries is started by former publicity
man Agustin Ferrante. Mexican art-
ists Los Panchos visit this country
once more. RCA releases “Fiebre de
Primavera,” a flick shot jointly by
Palito Ortega and Violeta Rivas. Jorge
Sobral cuts album devoted to Fran-
cisco Canaro.

MARCH : Philips launches Dusty
Springfield and Dionne Warwick’s
new waxings. Italian artists Gian-
carlo Guardabassi and Sergio Endrigo
visit the country. Neil Sedaka and
Edoardo Vianello are also here. Fenix
releases the records of a Brazilian
singer named Nilser. Philips awards
Los Quilla Huasi a gold record for
their sales. Deejays start promotion
of Charles Aznavour records. Surco
awards Tito Rodriguez another gold
record.

APRIL: RCA launches Alain Bar-
riere’s “Ma Vie”, which should start
a whole trend towards French music.
Fermata’s Brenner and Odeon’s
Brodie arrange a production contract
by which the latter will release rec-

ords produced by Fermata. CBS inks
Chango Nieto, new folk artist. Leo
Dan’s first flick, “Santiago Querido”
nremieres. Microfilm releases the first

album by local group Los Planetas.
Bobby Solo’s “Se Piangi, Se Ridi,”
starts chart ride that will last six
months.

MAY: Ala-Nicky starts strong push
and buys offices, plans studio and
pressing plant. Alaide Gorostiza is

manager; Jose Bragato is A&R man.

OFFICIAL AND PRIVATE ACTION: While there has been a general decay of

the “pena,” a place where music amateurs gathered for dancing and singing,

there is a new, and more commercial, sort of “pena,” like a night club, with
typical meals and music.

The Cultural Department of the Foreign Relations Ministery has started

sending folk artists to other countries, to take part in the opening of new
“Argentine Houses,” that will promote the country’s culture and tradition. The
National Arts fund has given many scholarships to writers and investigators

of folk sciences, while Radio Nacional, owned by the State, has also con-

tributed by airing programs written by specialized writers and musicians.

FOLK HITS: There have been two big folk music hits during 1965, both

reaching the charts. One of them was launched at the Uruguayan Festival,

“No Quisiera Quererte,” written by Guarany and Piatelli; the other one is

Abel Montes’ “Gaviota,” with eighteen recordings in the market. Last year’s

has also reached high sheet music sales. There have been other works in this

style like “A Mass For The People,” written by the Bishop of Moron, Monsenor
Bazan, which may turn, it is believed, into another hit like the “Folk Mass.”
Two historical themes were also developed into records. A part of Ernesto

Sabato’s best-selling book “Sobre Heroes y Tumbas” was recorded by the

writer with Eduardo Falu, while Ariel Ramirez has recorded “Los Caudillos,” a

cantata written by poet Felix Luna. Carlos Di Fulvio has worked on the theme
of superstition with his “Concierto Supersticioso,” while Maria Elena Walsh
recorded interesting songs for children in her album “Canciones Para Mi.”

This is the balance, sober but of big importance from the national and inter-

national points of view. Folk music in Argentina is not only not decaying but

even gathering cultural importance, covering all parts of the population in all

the country, from Buenos Aires, the biggest city, to the smallest towns in the

“puna.”

Denmark,
who a year ago said it would never
join those spectacle again, changed
its mind and picked a song for Naples,
“For din skyld” (Because of you),
Finnish audiences voted for a Jenka,
but TV authorities considered this not
good enough and sent a slow fox trot
and got plenty of complaints from
everybody, particularly after that
Luxembourg had been winning with
a Jenka inspired tune. Norway choiced

Midnight Sun
Records, manufactured by Moonlight
Music, debuts and get hits already
from the start. . . . Swedish publisher
Stig Anderson to New York and
California to teach the Americans
how to do the Jenka/Letkis. . . .

March was a busy month in all Scan-
dinavian recording studios, at least in
the Danish and Swedish, the two
countries most hurt by the copyright
conflict that ended March 1st. . . .

Denmark listened to a
local Danish recording of the Swedish
song “Froken Fraken” with Johnny

APRIL:
Late Jim Reeves became the first

in Norway to get a Diamond Disk.
His “I Love You Because” had sold

76,000 in Norway with 3.6 million
inhabitants. . . . Tamla/Motown label
debuted at the Scandinavian market,
handled by the EMI companies here.
. . . Swedish music people began to
“discover” United States as never be-
fore, judging from the many who
went to New York for biz talks, Stig
Anderson, Felix Stahl and Sture
Borgedahl among the publishers,
Borje Ekberg and Anders Holmstedt
among record people and in May-
June, publisher Thore Ehrling. . . .

Why do like everybody else, was the
slogan of publisher Lennart Reuter-
skiold who packed his trunks and
went to Moscow, Warsaw, Prague and
other eastern European music centers.

MAY:
I.F.P.I. had their council meeting in

Stockholm May 17th to 20th with
record people from among others
Peru, Israel and South Africa attend-
ing. . . . Norwegian lark Wenche
Myhre got a Silver Disk for “La meg
vaere ung.” . . . Dag Haggquist of
Sonet spent most of the month travel-
ling around Europe for business talks.

. . . Lani and Pandorec, two new
labels, debuted at the Swedish mar-
ket. . . . The song “Cadillac,” a top
seller all over Scandinavia, seemed to
be published by everybody, at least
three publishers claims that it is their
song. . . . Japan is the future coun-
try for record export, it was said by
almost everybody here in Scandinavia
who by now have had very good con-
tacts with Japanese record industry.
. . . LP sales is growing in Sweden,
was the general opinion, but from
Finland it was reported a very bad
year, saleswise (see separate story in

The
invasion of artists for summer tours
in Sweden had started and names as
Honeycombs, Kinks, France Gall,
Georgie Fame, Louis Armstrong, Alma
Cogan, P. J. Proby, Downliners Sect,
just to mention a few entertained
the Swedish audiences, and in some
cases also audiences in the other Scan-
dinavia countries. . . . Beatles and
“Rock And Roll Music” was what
Danish record buyers preferred, “Pik-
ku Nina” with Kari Kuuva made the
big money in Finland, Beatles again
in Norway, but here with “Ticket To
Ride” and finally The Hep Stars in
Sweden, now with “Farmer John.”

with its beautiful and moody tune. In

the SP vocal section, two girls Sylvie
Vartan and France Gall, are over-
whelmingly popular, while Brenda
Lee and Connie Francis were high
among the popular singers in Japan.
In the latter half of this year, Johnny
Tillotson had a hit with “Good-Bye,
Mr. Tears” on MGM.
On Japanese locals, the business of

the year closes, every year, with the
descision of the Disc Grand Prix. This
year “Yamaha” sung by the lark,

iHibari Misora (Nippon Columbia) got
the prize. When classifying more
than two thousand new releases of

this year there were three catagories,
popular songs, Japanese-made popu-
lar songs, and rhythm ones. In the
first ones, “Yawara,” “Onnagokoro
No Uta” and “Matsunoko Kouta”
were among the hits. In the second
one, “One Rainy Night In Tokyo,”
“Una Sera Di Tokyo,” “Namidano
Taiyo,” “Akasaka No Yowa Fukete,”
“Natsuno Hino Omoide” and “Futar-
ino Sekai,” among others were seen
among the hits. In the new rhythm
ones, the twist, swim, monkey and
others were seen. One more charac-
teristic is that most of local hits were
sung by new faces such as Miyoko
Tashiro with “Aishite. Aishite, Aishi-
chatanoyo,” Teruko Hino with “Nat-
suno Hino Omoise,” Barve Satake
with “Onnagokoro No Uta” and
others.
Looking back at the business

achievements of the Japanese record
business in this year, most of I’ecord

companies showed favorable sales
against a generally dull economy. An
economic white paper said economic
growth ratio of this year was only
3%. Favorable achievement seemed
partly due to positive sales expansion
policies as seen in adopting a new
method in treatment of special
agents, of releases on new labels, or
anniversary releases of foreign art-
ists performance in Japan, while the
establishment of associations for com-
posers, or lyric writers was partly
for the protection of individual rights.
On new label release, Nippon Co-

lumbia, for example, added ten more
labels to the fifteen existing ones.

Relating to the achievement of each
of record companies. King Records
achieved its sales target, especially
in the latter half of the year, which
was the result of the several hits of
locals like “Onnagokoro No Uta,”
“Matsunoki Kouta” and “Sayonarawa
Dance No Atoni” on which the firm
reportedly is said to have received
many orders from Brazil. The ratio of
locals and classic-popular is 53 to 47
which showed a little increase in local
percentage. In popular music. Rolling
Stones, Nashville Teens, Bobby Solo,
Stanley Black, Mantovani, Perez
Prado, Caterina Valente, and Ray
Charles sold well.
Toshiba Records showed more than

a 7% increase which consists of 28%
locals, 12% classic and 60% popular
in which Beatles and Ventures took
7%.
Nippon Grammophon showed al-

most the same sales as last year. The
percentage of popular local singles is

42 to 58 which shows locals popularity

coming up. However, with the local

hits in the latter half of the year
made by Teruko Hino, Sachiko Nishi-
da, Mari Sono, the firm can expect
rather good achievement next year.
Nippon Victor has been able to

figure a 6% increase in sales, while
Nippon Columbia also showed rather
favorable achievement with its ag-
gressive policy. Nippon Crown showed
40% increase on the strength of local
hits.

Looking back on the comings and
goings of the people in the record
business circle in the latter half of
the year, the following people come
to mind.

George Scheck, owner of Francon
Music, and manager of Connie Fran-
cis, and Frank Mancini, a member of
MGM promotional Division, came to
Japan in Oct. with Connie, for the
purpose of marketing research in

Japan and for promotional activity
for Connie. While staying in Tokyo,
they developed publishing operation
with Shinko Music and others.

New York publisher Ivan Mogull

broke off his journey in Tokyo to

exploit his tunes and to do marketing
research through conferences with

record producers, deejays and editors

of music magazines.

Rudolf E. Bare, the director of

Australasian Performing Right Asso-
ciation Ltd. and the director of Allans

Music Pty. Ltd., had a break here on
Oct. 14 on his business trip. He had a
conference with Shinko Music Pub-
lishing Co., Ltd. and with the staff of

JASRAC.
J. M. Maitland, president of Wai’-

ner Brothers arrived here in Nov. for

an inspection tour of Teichiku Rec-

ords which had made a contract with

the firm this spring.

Jimmy Johnson, president of Walt
Disney Publishing Division, arrived

here in Oct. for the purpose of de-

veloping the publishing operation of

“Mary Poppins” with a concert of

Nippon Columbia and Joe Webster,

manager of Japan Branch of Walt
Disney Publishing Division. Relating

to the local people Hachidai Naka-
mura and Rokusuke Ei, one of the

finest composers and writers of

Japan went to Holland and made two
songs, “Meeke And Maleike” and
“Tears Of Glass” for the Bovema
company, both of which were released

in July by Toshiba Records with Kyu
Sakamoto and with a lark, Fubuki
Koshizi. These two songs were ex-

pected to be another “Sukiyaki Song,”

which was composed and written by
the same two people.

Kazuo Kikuta, a managing directoi

of Toho, travelled Europe and Amer-

ica for an inspection of musical shows

now running overseas, among which

he recommended “Fiddler On The

Roof” and “Pickwick” now running

on Broadway. Toho is scheduled tc

cut nine musicals including “King

And I” by the end of this year, anc

“Kiss Me Kate” next February.

CANADA -Review 1965
QUALITY
The quality of Canadian recorded

product is much improved in the last

year. Compare some of the earlier
product, such as “Charlena” with one
of the current releases, and there is a
world of difference. Studios have im-
proved their facilities, and new studios
are opening across the country. More
studios are in the works too. The qual-
ity of demo tapes submitted to us is

improving, and the day is coming
when we can pick up a master from
some of Canada’s smaller centres and
release it. Currently, most records are
cut in Toronto or Montreal, but prod-
uct is starting to come from Western
Canada. More Canadian artists are re-
cording in Canada, rather than going
to New York or Nashville, even
though recording costs in the U.S.
aren’t much more than Toronto. Cana-
dian producers such as Stan Klees and
Marshall Shapiro are able to make a
living off production of phonograph
records exclusively. Canadian pro-
duced records are getting U.S. release,
too, and must meet high standards in

order to be accepted.

ACCEPTANCE
Canadian Teens are finally accept-

ing Canadian artists in Canada, rather
than after they make it in the U.S.
The English invasion was partially
responsible for this. Pseudo English

acts were accepted by teens in Toron-
to, and this opened the door for per-
sonal appearances and record accept-
ance. More groups are making a living
off music now than ever before, and
the Toronto scene especially is

swamped with groups with Fan Clubs,
etc. Some Canadian acts are being ac-
cepted internationally (Terry Black,
Guess Who, Little Caesar), while
others are gaining reputations as
writers (Gordon Lightfoot, Ian &
Sylvia, etc.) or performer's (Kenny
Hamilton, Joey Hollingsworth). Some
of these acts are also known in more
than one medium, or are broadening
into more than one. The next year
should hold even bigger things for
mank of these acts. A year ago, only
about three records in RPM’s Top
Twenty broke even or made money for
the distributors, while currently about
eight made money and a couple more
broke even. This does not include
recording costs, only distribution and
promotion expenses. Most of the
groups paid for their own sessions,

and made money off bookings, higher
prices etc. This picture is improving,
too, as acts such as “Little Caesar”
have made money off their recordings,
too.

DISTRIBUTION
Most major companies are distribut-

ing more Canadian pr-oduct than ever

before, and many are making a smal
profit. There is a strong feeling o

patriotism in many companies, especi

ally among the younger executives
and this is helping persuade som
companies to promote Canadian taleni

Compo has met with reasonable artis

tic success with most of our produd
and have made a small profit off som
of these discs. (I’m referring to Eng
lish Canadian, not French Canadiar
as Compo is acknowledged as th
leader in the field already) and th

outlook for Canadian talent is bette

every month, with increased accept
ance at all levels.

THE FUTURE
Although the saying has been over

used “THIS IS THE YEAR.” I expec
to see at least three Canadians make
splash on the American scene (Gordo:
Lightfoot, Kenny Hamilton) and a

least one other act, as well as mor
Canadian produced records on th

charts. When the problem with immi
gration has been solved, so that Cana
dian artists can work more readily i:

the U.S., I expect to see even mor
happening internationally. Many visit

A Year-End Review of Industry
Events, Problems and Opinions

The year 1965 was a full rich year
for the coin machine industry,
marked with plenty of ups and downs
and may we say lefts and I’ights as
the business enjoyed an excellent sup-
ply of new equipment and new equip-
ment ideas, saw a comfortable amount
of money find its way into the trade’s
cash boxes, made inroads into new
types of locations and otherwise made

j

modest advances in manufacturing,
distributing and operating techniques.
The trade suffered its share of set-

!

backs, especially in the field of legis-
1 lation, cigarette taxation in particu-

i

lar.

! While unable to boast of sensa-
tional results in establishing a better
image for itself, the coin machine in-
dustry at large became more increas-
ingly aware of the value of good,
sound public relations, learned to
have faith in the possibility of ef-
fecting a better image and finally
cast aside the painted windows of
the past in favor of a more progres-
sive grass roots attack on the forces
that would rather see the public
while away its leisure hours at any-
thing other than the wholesome rec-
reation of pinball or pool.

1965 was the year of coin-operated
discotheque, of a logical proposal for
an operator copyright royalty agree-
ment and a brand new recipe for our
nation’s coins. The year saw our
manufacturers put a coin mechanism
onto the growing American fad of
slot car racing and watched as our
manufacturers took the coin shoot off
some of their pool tables to cash in
on a lucrative homeowner market for
this product. It was the year when the
subject of juke box programming hit
the headlines of all the trade press
when the Seeburg Corp. announced
the formation of the Coin Operated
Phonograph Performance Society and
issued a huge library of stereo music,
both single and little LP, for music
ops with forecasts of much more to
come. Several of the major record
manufacturers took heed of the music
operator’s needs and began turning
out juke box material with a zest,
also both single and little LP.

1965 tried to give the operator
more money through a much pro-
moted and often successful $5 amuse-
ment games front money agreement
with location owners and more sav-
ings when the federal government
dropped its 10% excise levy on
phonographs. Operators lost money.

in some instances a great deal of
money, as unwieldly cigarette excise
tax hikes in half of our states mush-
roomed like crab grass after a rain-
storm.

Progress of the

Film Juke Box
The year witnessed the steady

emergence of the audio-visual ma-
chine as a force to be reckoned with
in the coin machine industry as new
manufacturers with new products
such as Intersphere Development
with its ‘Colorama’ and David Rosen,
Inc. with its ‘Filmotheque-Disco-
theque’ joined with Tel-A-Sign’s
‘Scopitone’ to capture the increasing
interest of those in the trade. Scopi-
tone added to its impressive library
of films from Europe with a whole
new batch made right here in the
States, many featuring major Holly-
wood stars; Colorama and its theatri-
cal agent 'Trans-Am launched an am-
bitious film production program soon
after it hit the market and David
Rosen, one of the king-pins in our in-

dustry, used his ken to provide a
huge amount of film footage—and so
the machines with the necessary ma-
terial are definitely here.

Shaffer Music Signs With

Rowe AC for Southern Ohio

A score of domestic distributors
gained, lost or switched factory lines

during the year. Many prominent
coinmen rose to greater prominence
within their respective firms through
well deserved promotions. Some, es-

pecially sales veterans, changed their

place of employment. Several retired

from the business. And too many of

our friends were lost forever during
the eventful twelve months.

Tobacco—Taxes

and a Warning
The U.S. Surgeon General’s To-

bacco and Health Report continued to

provoke depressing developments for
cigarette distributors and operators.
During the year, you could watch the
progress of federal legislation to re-
quire the message “Caution: Ciga-
rette Smoking May Be Hazardous To
Your Health” be printed on every
package of smokes. Suggestions were
delivered by Sen. Magnuson and Sen.

Newburger. Demands were forthcom-
ing from the FTC. New York’s Gov-
ernor Rockefeller even provided for
that State’s own labeling law. How-
ever, all of this is history, for the
federal government finally passed the
law, effective this Jan. 1st and tacked
on a penalty of $10,000 for every of-
fense (and each negligent pack con-
stitutes an offense).
More disastrous cigarette news de-

veloped as the months rolled on and
state by state (21 as of August) de-
cided to raise their excise taxes on
cigarette packs sold in the state. New
York, Texas and Washington State
were among the more stringent areas
(in New York City for example, op-
erators now have to pay 10(j per pack
state excise on each one sold, 4^ city

excise and 2<j; sales tax—all in addi-
tion to the basic wholesaler price).
However, it is interesting to note that
cigarette consumption by the public
is not in nearly as rough shape. The
U.S. Dept, of Agriculture I’eported
that 24 billion more cigarettes were
consumed during the ’64-65 mid-year
to mid-year period than during the
previous period.

Some Points for

Games Operators

On the sunny side of the legislative
ledger, the State of Texas legalized
free pin play in Sept., thanks in large
part to the efforts of coinvet Abe
Sussman. The State of West Virginis
saw its association, under the leader
ship of John Wallace, help to defea
every single piece of adverse legisla

tion that would harass the coin ma-
chine operator there. A pin game ban
was also defeated in Baltimore.
Back again to the discouraging

side, N.Y.S. Coin Machine Assn,
president Millie McCarthy tried
again unsuccessfully to get executive
approval of her licensing bill as the
governor vetoed it for the second
time. Cook County, the highly popu-
lated Chicago, 111. operating area, felt

the undeserved restrain of a ruling
on pin game operation.

Coin machine associations, notably
MOA and NAMA, provided the trade
with more than its usual excellent

profitable conventions, to insurance
and pension plans, to employee rela-
tions and mechanic training. Huge
trade fairs abroad, at Milan, Han-
over, Blackpool and by the Amuse-
ment Trades Exposition brought the

latest in domestic and foreign equip-
ment before operators of many na-
tions. But perhaps the most valuable
and laudable accomplishment pro-
duced by the trade’s associations was
the passage of a brand new U.S. me-
tallic coinage recipe which is compati-
ble in the slug rejectors presently
functioning in our millions of ma-
chines on location. This feat, largely
accomplished through the efforts of
NAMA with the help of MOA, not
only secured the livelihood of thou-
sands of coin machine and vending
operators but brought before the pub-
lic the positive recognition that our
business is essential to the nation’s
economy and a powerful force in the
industrial community.

The Year of

Coi'n-Op Discotheque

Our phonograph manufacturers,
capitalizing on the success of a thing
called “discotheque,” took a giant
step during 1965 in pioneering the
coin-operated version of the fad. See-
burg, Wurlitzer and Rowe Mfg. (the
latter firm changed its name from
Rowe AC Mfg. late this year)
plunged head and shoulders into the
discotheque craze.

Seeburg, a pioneer in this area, be-
gan by adding two giant Altech-
Lansing speakers to their LPC 480
phono (in production at that time)
and completed the package with wall
banners, napkins, table tents and
even a discotheque cocktail. To top
it off, they even produced an entire
library of disco records. To market
the concept, they hired a recognized
discotheque authority by the name
of Joseph Panarifino from France to
help Seeburg’s Stan Jarocki and Ar-
nold Silverman barnstorm the coun-
try and introduce the idea to the
nation’s operators and its consumers
through distributor showings and
press parties.

Wurlitzer contracted with the Ar-
thur Murray Dance Studios for as-
sistance and with several prominent
record companies to produce disco
music on little LP for them. Utilizing
their Model 2900 phono (also in pro-
duction then), Wurlitzer provided
their own wall banners, table acces-
sories and together with the Arthur
Murray dancers, scoured the nation’s
operating companies with discotheque
demonstrations in the Wurlitzer style.

What of the Rowe Mfg. style ? When
you think of Rowe discotheque, you
naturally think of Killer Joe Piro,
the dancemaster who personified their
speaker-phono package (the nucleus
here was the Diplomat Model M), on

stage, in promotions and at ti

The ‘Escrow’ Decision: Singer’s Contract Vindicated

Because of the number of inquiries addressed to this magazine

concerning location contracts and a story carried in our November
13th issue, we are presenting this special feature. Briefly, the case

was as follows: a standard form location contract developed by New
York attorney Morton Singer became the object of a favorable State

Supreme Court decision regarding the responsibility of a location

owner to set aside an escrow fund if he should decide to sell the lo-

cation before the contract with the operator has fully expired. The
decision rendered by Justice of the Supreme Court John J. Dillon is

here given word-for-word in the official legal documents concerning

the case.

In an action for an injunction and other connected relief the plaintiff moves
for a temporary injunction restraining the defendant from divesting himself
of the proceeds of the sale of a business before establishing an escrow fund
for the protection of the plaintiff’s claims as a creditor. The defendant Joseph
Valeri and one Joseph Capalbo did business as a partnership under the name
of “Joe’s Bar & Grill.” Upon the death of Joseph Capalbo his wife Julia suc-

ceeded to his financial interest as administratrix of his estate. This did not
make Mrs. Capalbo a partner, since the death of one member of a partnership
effects a dissolution as a matter of law for all purposes except the liquidation
of its business (Partnership Law, secs. 61, 62; Trenbath v. Platt, 20 N.Y.S.
2d 244, affd. 264 App. Div. 708). The plaintiff has therefore proceeded cor-

rectly in bringing the action only against the surviving partner.
On May 27, 1964, which was apparently after the death of Mr. Capalbo, the

plaintiff entered into two contracts with Valeri, one for the installation in the

C HICAGO The vending- machine industry’s net profits before income taxes

dropped to a national average of 3.21 per cent of sales in 1964 from 4.17 per

cent the previous year, according to an annual survey released today by the

Xational Automatic IMerchandising Association.

Compiled for the association by Price Waterhouse & Co., the profit ratio

study comprised data from 113 vending service companies -with sales of

65,459. This represents more than 20 per cent of the industry’s 1964 sales

volume of $3.5 billion.

An increase of 1.5 per cent in the cost of products vended and continued high

labor costs -ft'ere largely responsible for the lower profit margins, association

officials pointed out. Labor costs accounted for 44 per cent of all operating ex-

penses. proving that the ‘‘man behind the machine” counts heavily in what is

commonly regarded as an “automatic” business.

The NAMA study analyzes cost and sales figures for vending operating
companies, but does not cover manufacture of vending machines. Fig-ures sub-

mitted include the calendar year 1964 and data for the fiscal year ending as
late as June, 1965 for some participating companies.

Actual profit from operations, not including auxiliary income from non-
vending sources, averaged 2.23 per cent of sales (3.89 per cent in 1963), ac-
cording to the report.
The profit averages also fluctuate on the basis of types of products vended

by different companies.
The national vending association’s analysis shows that for every $100 of

sales at retail, the operator averaged $53.42 in product costs, while operating
expenses took another $44.35 ($51.88 and $44.23 respectively in 1963).

Sales through outlets “other than through vending machines” accounted for
an average 26.18 per cent of total sales in 1964 (23.38 per cent in 1963).
The higher volume of non-vending sales reflects current trends of diversifi-

cation by vending firms into conventional food service and probably contributed
to lower margins, while increasing sales.

The composition of sales by product categories shows that cigarettes ac-
counted for 24.82 per cent of total sales of the companies reporting (down
from 27.77 per cent in 1963). Cigarettes accounted for 40.06 per cent of total
vending industry sales in 1964. The 24.82 per cent ratio in the NAMA analy-
sis probably illustrates a difference in product mix, especially for diversified
vending companies.

Other percentages of total sales were as follows in 1964 (1963 figures in
parenthesis)

:

Hot cup beverages, 17.67 per cent (18.51); candy and confections vended at
5 cents or more, 10.92 per cent (11.56); cold cup beverages, 7.10 per cent
(6.93); sandwiches, salads, and pastry 6.95 per cent (4.66); milk, 2.73 per cent
(2.49); ice cream, 2.10 per cent (2.37); and hot food, .74 per cent (.77).
Annual sales for all types of vending machines averaged $1,358 per ma-

chine ($1,256), with a range of $627 per year for candy venders to $2,641
average sales per machine for hot cup beverage machines."

cent of sales (8.44 in 1963).

Vending's Future: Fishman Sees 'Day When

a Credit Cards & Powder

! FORT LEE, VA.—The future of vend-

I

ing in providing food and refreshment
I services is practically unlimited.
That’s what William S. Fishman,
president of Automatic Retailers of
America, Inc., told Army and Air
Force exchange executives at two ses-

sions on creative thinking and prob-
lem solving at the U. S. Army Quar-
termaster school here.

Fishman, whose company is of the
largest in the institutional food sei-v-

ice field and who was twice president
of the National Automatic Merchan-
dising Association, cited advances al-

ready made by the industry and the
sophistication of its services.
After tracing the history of vend-

ing from its early and cruder days,
the ARA president reported that this
relatively new method of service has
gained increased acceptance from cus-
tomers everywhere.
“The ability to sell at prices near

what the public has been paying and
yet offering these products fresh, of
high quality and at all times has re-
sulted in an enhanced reputation for
the industry,” Fishman said.

“Thei-e used to be two businesses in

the food and refreshment field—ren-
dering of personal services, such as
operations of cafeterias, dining halls,

snack bars and dietary departments,
and automatic merchandising. Today
these two have become one—the offer-

ing of highly sophisticated services
embodying personal and automatic
service and combinations of the two,”
Fishman said.

The industry requires highly tech-
nical and professional skills. There is

a large investment and the return is

relatively small and dependent on
high volume. That, he said, is why
the well-rounded professional man-
agement company has the advantage
over individuals in the “do-it-yourself”
school.
Continuous educational and training

programs are necessary for the vend-
ing industry to produce sorely needed
professional talent to meet these
stringent objectives, Fishman said.

During question and answer pe-
riods, Fishman explained such future
trends as possible use of powders in

producing soft drinks on location,

credit cards for vending machines and
increased use of heated outdoor re-

freshment patios at military installa-

tions.
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NAMA 3 Uncle Sam Touch Up New Vending Health Code

CHICAGO—More than 50 changes
have been made in the new U. S.

Public Health Service Vending Code
issued last month, marking the first

revision of the basic federal sanita-

tion guidelines for vending since they
were established in 1957 in coopera-
tion with the National Automatic
Merchandising Association (NAMA).
Major revisions affect definitions,

. technology, methods and administra-
I tive details, according to David E.

I
Hartley, NAMA public health counsel.

I
The revised Federal Code replaces

i the 1957 U. S. Public Health Service
Vending Code which the Public

I
Health Service and NAMA’s public

:

health committee developed jointly.

Hartley said the Code was reviewed
and amended according to recommen-
dations of the Automatic Merchan-
dising Health Industry Council
(AMHIC) of NAMA and the 50 state
health agencies. The Public Health
Service and NAMA began work on
the revision of the Code in 1963.

Copies of the new Code and a
separate summary of major changes
are being distributed to all NAMA
members by Hartley.
“From all viewpoints,” Hartley

stated, “the 1965 revised Vending
Code must be considered an improve-
ment in respect to the 1957 Code. It

will eliminate almost every technical
problem which has presented difficul-

ties in the past and introduces no
new requirement which can be denied
by any sales-minded vending operator
or machine manufacturer.”
The Code is the foundation upon

which NAMA has built its public
health programs, including the evalu-
ation of new machines, machine
standards activities, promotion of uni-
form health legislation in states and
cities, and research, safety and train-
ing programs.
“The Code changes are largely the

result of some eight years’ experience
in machine design and construction
and in on-location inspection,” Hart-
ley said.

More than 35 cities and 16 states
have adopted unifoi-m vending health
laws and regulations in cooperation
with local vending service companies
and the national association. Hartley
pointed out that recently adopted
state regulations conform with the
revised Code requirements, but that
older ones may need some slight
revision in order to maintain nation-
wide uniformity and acceptance of
design standards.
“Although the revised Code does

not automatically change any of the
existing city or state uniform vending
regulations, there is no doubt that
most local officials will follow the new
Code requirements and accept ma-
chines which are built to meet the
1965 Code standards,” Hartley said.
For the first time, the Code con-

tains regulations for the heating of
foods within the vending machine. The
new requirement allows foods to be
“cold-loaded” and heated in the ma-
chine. A maximum two hour heating
period is allowed to bring the product
from 45 degrees to 140 degrees.

One major change in the Code
establishes new temperature require-
ments for potentially hazardous foods
at 45 degrees for maximum cold food
storage and at 140 degrees for mini-
mum hot food storage. This repre-
sents a 5 degree lowering of the cold
temperature and a 10 degree lowering
of the hot temperature, Hartley said.

Both temperatures are now uniform
with the Federal requirements for I

other food establishments.

Water may now be brought to vend-

ing machines in portable containers,

urns, or by other means than by
piping it into the machine under pres-

sure. “This acknowledges that urn-

type venders, bottled water venders,
and similar machines may be accep-
table from the sanitation viewpoint,”
Hartley stated.
Another revision of importance to

vending operators and machine manu-
facturers, is a change in the compres-
sor-area screening from 16 mesh
screen to a wider 8 mesh per inch
screen. According to Hartley, this will

eliminate problems of clogging and
overheating caused by the finer

screening used since 1957.
The new Code also requires con-

veniently located hand-washing fa-

cilities for persons servicing or load-
ing bulk food into the machines.
Fresh fruit which will be eaten raw

without peeling may be dispensed
from a machine unwrapped. Hartley
said, but the Code stipulates that it

must be thoroughly washed before
being placed in the vending machine.

Guidelines for machines which re-

constitute milk or milk products from
dry or liquid concentrates are estab-
lished in the new Code. Without this
