
1965 was another banner year for Elvis Presley, a disk sensation for the past decade. The Cash Box annual poll named him top male vocalist in the singles field, with the follow-

ing six singles hits to his credit during the year: “Do The Clam,” “Easy Question,” “I’m Yours,” “Puppet On A String,” “Crying In The Chapel” and “Blue Christmas.” In the album
area, Elvis scored with “Girl Happy,” “Elvis For Everyone,” the current “Harum Scarum” and his Christmas IP.
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The Brothers Four resolve to
set the charts humming with an
appropriately titled follow-up
to their fabulous 1965 success,

“Try to Remember’’
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The scions of Wall Street would call

it “bullish,” those involved In the
space-race would say it’s “all systems
go.” Far more than finding itself on the
threshold of a New Year, it would ap-

pear that the record business is going
into 1966 with the prospects of initiat-

ing a new era in Its growth and pros-

perity.

1965 was the year that started new
trends or solidified them, the year
when all sorts of musical ideas moved
ahead on what may be termed a strong
“united front” and thereby drew an
historic sales response from the pub-
lic.

Looking back Into 1965, here Is a

projection of what we feel will be the
major gains of 1966. LP production
and, happily, consumer acceptance
will gain new highs. There is every In-

dication that the come-back of the
Arherican Sound in 1965 coupled with

the remarkable stability in the power
of the English Sound boom, part of

that “united front” we referred to

above, will be a prime factor in achiev-

ing conditions for an historic album
and singles sales year. 1966 will surely

continue the effective merchandising
campaigns undertaken by many com-
panies in 1966, highlighted by new
sales tools, exposure areas, etc. The
right product with imaginative and In-

tensive merchandising will be a hard
combination to beat!

The indie label segment of the busi-

ness will be able to count on record

club arrangements to greatly increase

their LP sales volume. The top disk

clubs had a busy year bringing into

their stables a bevy of companies
whose annual dollar sales run well into

the millions, boasting LP catalogs of

enormous value to a record club.

One of the great new fields into

which product will be fed is the one In-

volving auto tape players. The Ford
Motor Company is already on record
as declaring that no luxury option since

air-conditioning has caught the pub-
lic’s fancy as auto tape systems.

Interestingly enough, product that

that is being channeled through this

bright new market is not of limited

scope, but involves music of all types,
with requests for teen-music catalogs,

for example, often exceeding the sup-
ply.

A major force in Industry sales in

1965 was that of indie producing
firms. By year’s end, majors and indies
alike had committed themselves to
drawing from the great pool of Indie

producing talent. For 1966, this means
that many companies once dependent
solely on Internal A&R production will

be supplied with a broader creative
base from which to attract a variety of
consumer tastes.

A fascinating and tremendously re-

warding year looms ahead for the rec-

ord business—we’ll be proud to tell

the Industry about it!

Volume IV, currently on newstands,
covers such diverse teen tidings and
topics as the Beatles last U.S. tour,

Elvis’ next feature film, a Beach
Boy’s record session, TV personality

Sam Riddle’s new hair style and di-

rections on how to inveigle and in-

clude yourself in the social life of
your favorite recording artist. The
editorial content is as wholesome as

Tiger’s Milk and occasionally as

corny as Kansas in August.

Rapport with Teeners

One hundred and seventy-five

thousand each of Volumes III and IV
were printed for newstand consump-
tion by the Kimtex Corporation,

which is being paid by Capitol to

produce the publication. Edited by
attractive twenty-five year old Dylan
disciple Judith Canon, it’s distributed

by Kable News. With subscriptions

during in to the rock and roll tune of

a couple of hundred each day, the

book Is building as a bantom bonanza
for CRDC, Volume I, issued in Octo-

ber ’64, was a bio and pictorial

ephemeris dedication to the Beach
Boys and was edited by teen column-
ist-photographer Earl Leaf. Some
750,000 copies were given away
through retail outlets and tied in with
pui’chases of Beach Boys albums.

The song
is a standard spiritual, recorded by
Belafonte and others prior to its re-
introduction in the multi-prize win-
ning film “Lilies of the Field.” A num-

in the film. Jester Hairston, who sang
it for Sidney Poitier (who admitted
that he “couldn’t hold a note with a
handcuff”) cut a single version prior
to the national release of the movie
but, for some reason, it was never re-
leased. Epic wisely did issue the
pundtrack version with Hairston and
it was one of label’s most successful
albums of ’64. It wasn’t until the
Impressions got hold of the song and
ABC-Paramount released the first sin-
gle vocal version, (a year and a half
after the film opened) that the song
became a national chart breaker.
Whether the new treatment can
spread past Phoenix and maintain
sales into the new year is a question
that won’t be answered for another
few weeks. The album is altogether
an excellent one and the “Amen” cut
is the finest version we have yet heard
of this spirited spiritual. . . . The
Liberty smash single titled “No
Matter What Shape” by the T-Bones
will be followed by an album within
the next few days.

lars a year on entertainment alone.

Early Mag Start

Capitol has been one of the pion-
eers, as well, in the magazine field.

As far back as March, 1943 when the
firm was in its infancy, Dave Dexter,
former Chicago editor of Downbeat,
edited a four page semi-monthly
periodical called “The Capitol” which
was distributed at no charge through
record dealers. Its circulation sky-
rocketed to 900,000 a month during
the war years and was undoubtedly
the largest pop music publication in
U. S. history. In 1945 it became the
“Capitol News,” a 7X9 sixteen page
two-color slick with news and photos
of bands, artists and openings with a
price tag of fifteen cents an issue.

Dexter describes it as “a little Down-
beat”. Despite its phenomenal success
in the circulation department, the
journal showed only a small profit
margin and was abandoned in 1955, a
few years after Dexter joined the
repertoire department with Capitol.
He is presently an executive A&R
producer for the label. A house organ
called ‘Capitol World”, edited by then
publicity chief Marilyn Hammond,
was begun in 1949 and covered deejay
events and changes. That too was dis-
continued about the same time as the
“Capitol News”.
With Hondas, stereo sets and al-

bum giveaways added a incentive to
an expanding circulation Teen Set is

already one of the most successful
merchandising tools devised by Capi-
tol in years. As yet the label has
not been informed of the total sales
for Volume III and IV but estimates
more than 200,000 sold in the past
three months.

Bobby Powell

Although blind since birth, Bobby
Powell has brought light to his life

through music. Bobby was born
twenty-three years ago on a farm in

Louisiana, and since he could not

help with the farm work, he passed

the time by playing and taking les-

sons on a neighbor’s piano.

When Bobby reached his teens, his

brother would take him to town on

Friday and Saturday nights, and he

would sit in with the r&b bands that

were playing at the night spots. After

graduating from high school, he en-

rolled in Southern University in

Baton Rouge, where he is studying

music.

In the summer of 1965, Bobby
waxed his first deck, his current Whit
chart climber “C. C. Rider.” Stan

The air per-
sonality recently saw a private
screening of the new flic “Boeing
Boeing” and liked it so much that he
decided to invite some of his friends
to a private showing of it. His invita-
tion list snowballed to such an extent
that he couldn’t hold the party in his
garage, as originally planned. So he
arranged with Ned Block of Lennon
and Newell advertising, who was han-
dling the promotion, to get a local
movie theater for his own preview
showing. The deejay then invited his
entire listening audience to see the
picture. The result was a packed

theater and a great business for the
pop corn venders.

After the smoke has cleared away,
those empty cigarette packages can
be of great benefit to Northern Cali-
fornia hospitals.

KDKA-Pittsburgh has begun a
weekly series entitled “The Addicted
American,” which will deal with the
problem of addiction to alcohol, pills

and chemicals. The series, which con-

sists of 15 half-hour programs, will
center attention on the addictive per-
sonality as well as on the individual
addict, his problems and their impli-
cations. The first program focuses on
the increasing number of Americans
turning to alcohol, barbituates, tran-
quilizers, pep pills and chemicals. The
second in the series will call attention
to the growth of addiction among
teenagers. Alcoholism will be covered
on four subsequent broadcasts. Suc-
ceeding episodes will provide infor-
mation about the sometimes fatal
combination of alcohol and opiates,
the pill problem, the controversial
chemical LSD 25, the dangers and
discomforts of heroin, the pros and
cons of the Synanon organization, and
a debate about whether present nar-
cotics laws reduce or spread addic-
tion. The station is producing the
series in cooperation with the Gradu-
ate School of Social Work of New
York University.

Beatles, Beach Boys Tap
New Vein (6 IP's) Of Gold

NEW YORK—Capitol Records’ two
“B’s” of pop music, the Beatles and
the Beach Boys, have added new links
to their golden chain of LP sellers.
The Beatles, already sporting seven

gold LP awards, got the nod from the
RIAA last week to claim an eighth,
their fastest-selling one to date. The
LP is “Rubber Soul,” which Capitol
says sold 1,192,000 copies in its first

nine days. The label’s initial allocation
of the set was held to be the largest
of any album in the label’s history.
The prospect is, the label adds, that
“Rubber Soul” will outsell the largest
Beatles’ LP smash, “Meet The
Beatles,” their first LP for Capitol,
and a 4.5 million seller to date.

“Soul,” by the way, contains

“Michele,” the oft-cut number penned
by Beatleites John Lennon and Paul
McCartney.
The Beach Boys have just received

Haney, the Voice of Gemini, who is

also involved in public relations for

the U.S. space agency.

For several years, Haney explained,

he has been receiving tapes of various

recordings from Mickey Kapp, vp of

Kapp Records, who has been coordi-

nating industry efforts to supply the

space agency with recorded material.

Most recently, the flights of Gemini

6 and 7 were treated to music donated

by the A&M (Herb Alpert & Tijuana

Brass), Cadet (Ramsey Lewis) and

Warner Bros-Reprise (Frank Sinatra

and Dean Martin) labels.

This will come dur-

ing the Apollo flights, the space crafts

of which will easily allow this luxury.

Moonglow.

Atlantic LP sales showed a marked
increase in 1965. Total sales were up
200 per cent over 1964, sparked by
Sonny and Cher’s smash album, “Look
At Us,” which sold over one million

copies throughout the world. Other
chart LP’s were by Wilson Pickett,

Joe Tex, Solomon Burke, Barbara
Lewis, the Drifters, Herbie Mann and
the Modern Jazz Quartet.
On the Volt label Otis Redding had

two chart albums. The Righteous
Brothers on Moonglow enjoyed three
successful LP’s.
The firm signed long term contracts

with many top artists in 1965. Bobby
Darin re-joined Atlantic in the fall of

the year. Most prominent among the

new artists joining the firm were:
Patty LaBelle and the Bluebells, Mary
Wells, Ted Taylor, King Curtis, the
Young Rascals, Leslie Uggams, Eddie
Harris and Elvin Jones.
The organization also renewed its

distribution deal with Jim Stewart’s
Memphis-based firms, Stax and Volt
Records. Indie production deals were
made with John Marascalco to han-
dle his Lola label, and with New
Orleans producer Wardell Quezerque.
A production deal was set with
writer-producers Gerry Goffin and
Carole King to handle their Tomor-
row label. Atlantic also concluded a
deal with Rick Hall of Fame Records
to distribute all recordings by Jimmy
Hughes on Fame.

Atlantic executives Ahmet Ertegun,
Jerry Wexler and Nesuhi Ertegun
traveled to Europe to strengthen the
company’s licensing arrangements
overseas. Most important deal was set
for Eddie Barclay’s Disques Barclay
to handle company product in France.
At the same time activity was stepped
up for label artists to make overseas
tours, and before the year was out
Sonny & Cher, Wilson Pickett, Solo-

mon Burke, and The Drifters had com-
pleted tours in England, with many
other artists on the label set to travel
to England, France and Germany in
1966.

listening experience.

GOLDEN TRUMPET CLASSICS—^Warren Luen-

A master in the field of presenting good music,

Lawrence Welk has had consistently vigorous
reaction to his past album offerings and can cer-

tainly expect the same type of response to this

presentation of memorabilia. Featuring the
honeyed horn of Warren Luening of the NORAD
Commanders, the album stirs up a heaping por-
tion of nostalgia with a dozen trumpet favorites

from the Big Band era, including “Ciribiribin”

and “Memories Of You,” as well as “And The
Angels Sing.” An excellent LP and fine hornman-
ship.

POP BEST BETS

SONGS FROM SKYSCRAPER — Hollyridge
Singers—Capitol T/ST 2411

In this package the Hollyridge Singers, backed
by an ork conducted by Sid Feller, sing the de-
lightful Sammy Cahn and James Van Heusen
songs from the new Feuer and Martin musical,
“Skyscraper.” The singers demonstrate plenty of
polish throughout the LP, which includes “Every-
body Has The Right To Be Wrong,” “I’ll Only
Miss Her When I Think Of Her,” and “Don’t
Worry.” Watch this one.

THE BIG GUITARS—Various Artists—Surrey
S/SS 1014

It’s guitars, guitars, and more guitars in this
package by three masters of the six-stringed
instrument. Guitar buffs should get plenty of
listening enjoyment from the collection, which
includes “Daddy Roll’em” played by Billy Strange,
“Cottonfields” by Howard Roberts, and “Get The
Bird Flyin’ ” by Glen Campbell. This one should
be big with everyone who digs the guitar sound.

DICK KALLMAN DROPS IN AS HANK—RCA
Victor LPM/LSP 3489

Dick Kallman, who has already won over a
large following in both the live stage and tele-
vision, now aims to conquer music audiences with
his RCA Victor debut album. Well known for
his starring role in the TV series, “Hank,” the
artist displays an exciting and hearty style, with
tender ballads getting top billing among the in-

cluded tracks. Grooves that may create special
interest are “I’m Always Chasing Rainbows” and
“Big City Life,” among others.

JACQUES BREL—Reprise R/RS 6187
A charm-laden Belgian offering to the pop

music field, Jacques Brel is one of the top names
in France and aims at capturing a large portion
of the American record-buying audience as a
result of this Reprise bundle. A superb writer as
well as a performer, Brel’s compositions are
touching and vivid pieces of poetry which the
sensitive listener will certainly enjoy. Some of
the tracks that highlight the set include “Chanson
Sans Paroles” and “Madeleine.”

THE ROY CLARK SPECTACULAR—Capitol
T/ST 2425
The versatility of country artist Roy Clark

comes across vividly in this instrumental session.

Kicking off the performance with a racing, elec-

tric version of “Caravan,” guitarist Clark romps
and rambles throughout the performance, slow-
ing down the pace only for such mood items as
“La Paloma” and “Lilli Marlene.” Strictly for
aficianados of top-notch guitar virtuosity, the
package should delight good music spinners and
buyers on a wide scale.

PIANO MAGIC HOLLYWOOD—George Feyer—
Decca DL 4647/74647

In this package, pianist George Feyer plays, in

his inimitable style, top movie themes from many
of Hollywood’s recent productions. The pianist,

with a deft rhythm accompaniment for back-
ground, plays such selections as “A Medley from
Mary Poppins,” “Moon River” from “Breakfast
At Tiffany’s,” and “Days Of Wine And Roses.”
Watch for a good reaction to this fine collection

of tracks.

ITALIAN ROMANCE-AMERICAN STYLE—
Frank DeVol—ABC-Paramount ABC/ABCS 534
The rich, soft orking of Frank DeVol, which

has delved into practically every form of music,
widens its horizon with this package of romantic
Italian melodies. DeVol tailors a wide-ranging
selection of Italian tunes to the American style,

and the result is an ear-pleasing collection that
should have plenty of appeal. Some of the top

tracks are “Forget Domani,” “Non Dimenticar,”
and “More.”
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BRIGHT LIGHTS AND COUNTRY MUSIC—
Bill Anderson—Decca DL 4686/74686

Bill Anderson and the Po’ Boys, who recently
rode high on the country charts with their tear-

jerkin’ smash, “Bright Lights And Country
Music,” have dubbed this package with the same
name and can expect similar reaction in the C&W
sales market. In addition to the title track, the
LP also features Anderson’s latest single release,

“Golden Guitar,” and a smattering of country
favorites, including “The Wild Side Of Life” and
“Mountain Dew,” making up a delectable morsel
for the bluegrass-oriented buyer.

MAXWELL STREET—Jimmy Davis—Elektra
Records EKL 303/EKS 7303

Street singing seems to be disappearing from
the American scene, but one place where it is still

thriving is in Chicago in the Maxwell Street flea

market area, and one of the most expressive of

the blues-performers who regularly work the
street is Jimmy Davis. In this LP, which is set

to his powerful singing and rhythmic guitar
playing, the chanter sings such tunes as “Two
Trains Running,” “I Got My Eyes On You,” and
“Alberta.” Could be a big one.

I LIKE IT THIS WAY—Lisa Kindred—Van-
guard VRS 9196/VSD 79196

Lisa Kindred comes on strong with this collec-

tion of folk-blues tunes. Able support is given to

the songstress by the sounds of bass, 6- and 12-

string guitar, drums and a fretted dobro. Songs
included in the package are “Candy Man,” “I Like
It This Way,” and “Baby, Did You Hear Me.” An
excellent addition to the Vanguard catalog.

IN A MOOD—Arthur Prysock—Old Town LP
2010
Arthur Prysock has captivated audiences for

many years and his latest set is possibly his finest

effort. In the package the blues chanter backed by
sweet orking sings such tunes as “My Funny
Valentine,” “My First Love,” and “Don’t You
Ever Feel Sorry.” The album should score big
with good music spiners and the adult audience.

THE BEST OF ESQUIVEL—RCA Victor LPM/
LSP 3502
By the time Juan Garcia Esquivel was 18, he

was arranging, conducting, and composing for his
own 22 piece orchestra. Esquivel’s ork sound is a
combination of exotic instruments set to unique
arrangements and original recording techniques.
Examples of this can be heard on this LP which
ranges from pop (“Take The ‘A’ Train”) to
classical (“My Reverie”) to Latin (“Malaguena”).
Plenty of good listening.

THE NEW BEER BARREL POLKA—Will Glahe—London SP 44069
Accordion soloist and band-leader Will Glahe

makes his Phase Four Stereo debut with this
vivid musical portrayal of the sights and scenes
of Bavaria and neighboring Austria. The infec-
tious jollity of the polka and the nostalgic strains
of the Viennese waltz combine to transport the
listener to this beautiful corner of Europe. High-
lighted by “Beer Barrel Polka,” “The Skater’s
Waltz,” and “Auf Wiederseh’n Sweetheart,” this
LP should do very well with stereo fans.

MADE IN HOLLYWOOD—Surrey Strings—
Surrey S/SS 1011
For the listeners who enjoy the relaxing sound

of warm, sweeping strings, set to ultra-pleasant,
moody melodies, this package by the Surrey
Strings should satisfy many an appetite. Long-
time favorites in the vein of the romantic ballad
make up the bill of fare, with themes from some
of Hollywood’s finest motion pictures highlight-
ing the assortment. With lovely tracks running
from beginning to end, the LP incorporates such
sturdies as “Unchained Melody” and “Song From
Moulin Rouge.”

LATIN AU GO GO—Louie Ramirez—Atco 33-
179/SD 33-179
Louie Ramirez and his orchestra should capture

a large audience with this package of mambos,
cha-chas and boleros. The youthful, driving sound
is sparked by Ramirez, who is an ace on the vibes
and timbales and his partner, Torrens, a top
percussionist. The band’s arrangements, all

written by the leader, are unusual for a Latin
band because of their jazz orientation. Top tracks
include “Monton Simon,” “Con La Bembapara,”
and “Alma Con Alma.”

LA GUAPACHOSA—Sonora Santanera—Colum-
bia EX 5151

Latin music, from the soft and swaying
rhythm of the guaracha to the torrid, pulsating
beat of the cumbia is the keynote of this package
by Sonora Santanera. Whether for listening or
for dancing, the album is a captivating presenta-
tion of tropical tempos and should gain favor
with Latin enthusiasts. Featured tracks in the LP
include “Cobarde Y Mentirosa” and “La Cumbia
Del Torero,” in addition to “Nunca Digas Que Te
Quise.”

JAZZ PICK
MILES DAVIS PLAYS JAZZ CLASSICS —
Prestige 7373
The Miles Davis Quintet, vintage 1956, is an

aggregate of musicians of outstanding stature.

Featuring Davis on trumpet with John Coltrane
on tenor sax, 88’er Red Garland, Paul Chambers
on bass and Philly Joe Jones on drums, the group
shines with professionalism. The eight tracks on
this disk were culled from some two dozen cut by
the group and represent some of the top work of
contemporary jazz leaders. A special hurrah for
“Tune Up” and “Airegin” in an overall top notch
LP.

JAZZ BEST BETS

THE NIGHT OF THE COOKERS, VOL. 1 —
Freddie Hubbard—Blue Note 4207
Trumpeter Freddie Hubbard leads a good group

of musicians in this solid sounding disk, cut ‘live’

at the Club La Marchal. This first of a two-
volume set, the disk has a pair of powerful cuts
with “Pensativa,” a romantic Latin tune, and
“Walkin’,” a funky finger snapping outing. The
live audience cooks with the artists and lots of
jazzophiles should join them in digging this solid

scene.

SOULERO—Eddie Higgins Trio—Atlantic SD
1446
The Eddie Higgins Trio is showcased on this

LP of highly varied jazz tracks. 'The Chicago-
based outfit takes great pains to add something
extra to its interpretations of each of these
tunes, and that something extra is soul. Dig the
swinging title track, or the boys’ rendition of the
“Django” standard, or what they do with the
Foster melody of “Beautiful Dreamer,” to see
what that little extra does. LP should be a delight
for jazz buffs.

CLASSICAL PICKS

BARTOK/MIRACULOUS MANDARIN SUITE— Ormandy/Philadelphia Orchestra — Columbia
ML 6189

This potent reading of Bartok’s second and last

ballet should give great satisfaction to the many
fans of the composer and/or Eugene Ormandy. In

addition to this stirring emotion-provoking piece,

the LP offers effective readings of “Deux Images
(Two Pictures)” and “Two Portraits,” both by
Bartok. The high professionalism of the reading
should create a large audience for this disk.

BEETHOVEN/THE MIDDLE QUARTETS —
Fine Arts Quartet—Concert—Disc SP 506/3
The Fine Arts Quartet, known for its renditions

of chamber music, has an outstanding outing in

these interpretations of Beethoven’s quartets
“Opus 59 No. 1, 2, 3,” “Opus 74” and “Opus 95.”

The group, which hails from the University
_

of

Wisconsin, effectively reads these highly varied
pieces in a manner that brings out the differences

in the periods that they were written, and these

readings should find great favor with devotees of

this form of music.
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Roy Orbison's

ROY ORBISON'S
BREATEST HITS
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By and large, when most trade-
sters are asked to mention “catalog”
merchandise they usually note classi-

cal, Broadway cast or soundtrack al-

bums. There are, of course, glaring
exceptions to this catalog rule-of-
thumb. “Roy Orbison’s Greatest Hits”
is one such exception. In the 3% years
since the Monument LP was released
it has sold in excess of 650,000 units.

The disk was an immediate best-
seller, reaching the charts shortly

Greatest Hits
after its release. Its early consumer
acceptance kept the album on the
charts for the next 86 weeks. But that
is only the first phase of the story.

In the past twenty months, since
the set has dropped off the lists, it

has sold over 250,000 copies. These
thoroughly impressive figures are
complimented by a hefty European
sale of 100,000 pieces. Interestingly
enough, the album presently sells

almost as well in stereo as it does in
mono, which seems to suggest a more
sophisticated audience than tradi-
tional rock ’n’ roll buyers.
Although the chanter is no longer

associated with Monument, the LP’s
prospects are still quite rosy. The
label projects a 100,000 plus sale for
1966. Future sales, it was noted, will
be considerably in excess of this
figure if Orbison has single hit on
either of his two affiliations. In any
event, the package will certainly not
suffer a cut-out death for many years
to come.

Epic Rushes Release Of
On Mike Douglas Album
NEW YORK—Due to the roaring suc-
cess of the Mike Douglas single, “The
Man In My Little Girl’s Life,” Epic
Records last week rushed out an al-

bum by the same title. The single,

which was released only four weeks
ago, is currently rocketing up the CB
Top 100 chart.
The album was prepared in only ten

days, with the label’s factories in
Pitman, Terre Haute, and Santa
Maria operating on a full time basis
to press bulk quantities in time for
release by Dec. 22.

In keeping with the theme of the
title tune, the album includes several
other selections in the same vein,
including “Is There A Baby In The
House” and “Let Her Be A Little
Girl.”

Swedish title is “Vilken frojd
och vilken lycka” and Sweden Music AB is Scandinavian publisher. Same
publisher is also doing very good with “Yesterday Man” with Chris Andrews
on Decca and a local recording, titled “Elefanten och loppan” in Swedish, with
Lill-Babs on Karusell.

Just in tovm for biz talks before Christmas was American publisher Ivan
Mogull, who just completed a world-wide trip covering the Pacific, Asia and
Europe.

Record sales before Christmas were reported as satisfactory. EP’s did less
good than usually, but singles and LP’s increased its sale. However, typical
songs dealing with Christmas, Santa Claus, etc., seem to be less and less
attractive nowadays. The record buyers ask for their “normal” favourites such
as the Beatles, Rolling Stones, Donovan, etc. with record titles having very
little in common with the Christmas.

The Grand prix was awarded to Nippon Co-
lumbia’s “Yawara” which was written by Shinichi Sekizawa, composed by
Masao Koga, arranged by Toru Saeki, and sung by Japan’s Hibari Misora. The
new talent award was given to Burve Satake (King) who sang a great hit
“Onnagokoro No Uta” and to Miyoko Tashiro (Victor) who had two big hits,

“Shiawase Ga Ippai” and “Aishite, Aishite, Aishichattanoyo.” Composer award
was given to Hirooki Ogawa (King) with “Sayonaro Wa Dance No Atoni.”
Arrangement award was given to Kiyoshi Yamaya with “Noche De Tokyo.”
The Platters arrived in Japan on Dec. 11 for a fortnight tour through some

main cities. Tony Williams, Paul Robi, Gerald Arett, Warren Crosby and
Zola Taylor are expected to give much gratification to their fan. Nippon Victor
had already released more than thirty of the groups’ records in SP and LP.

Teichiku Records decided to give a pop hit award to the following artists as
a mark of congratulation.

to Brenda Lee, The Surfaris, Carmen Cavalero, Sam Taylor, Petula Clark and
The Fabulous Jokers.

French pop song “Dans Le Meme Wagon” sung by Marjorie Noel, hit the
Japanese charts in a very short period. This debut record is expected to es-
tablish her popularity.

They were the guest
of P.P.I.’s managing director, Mr. J. W. A. Langenberg. The famous folk and
blues-singer and pianist, under exclusive Philip contract, made a TV-recording
for Dutch VARA Network with a program from her latest recorded repertoire,
broadcasted on Christmas Day. On Dec. 14th, the lark held a press-conference
at the Amsterdam Hilton, organized by Phonogram’s PR head, Rolf ten Kate.
This conference, which lasted for nearly two hours, apparently pleased Miss
Simone who talked about her music, her career and her ideals concerning her
struggle for equal rights with prominent journalists from daily and weekly
papers.

Roel Kruyse, Bovema’s Parlophone label chief reports that Adam Faith
videotaped three of his best hits including “Someone’s Taken Maria Away”
for AVRO’s “Moef-Ga-Ga” TV show on Dec. 22nd. A press meeting with Faith
was held after the session in the Americain hotel in Amsterdam.
Phones and presses are being kept red hot with dealers orders for the

Julio Kom Publishers reports the publishing of the music of “The Greatest

Story Ever Told” and “What’s New Pussycat.” Some of the songs of the
latter have been already performed on “Ritmo y Juventud,” on Channel 11, and
will be released in the Burt Bacharach version by Music Hall. Other tunes to
be released are “King Of The Road,” previously cut by George Maharis and
Les Elgart; the tune is also presently available in the Redd Waine version
(CBS).
Microfon has released the third single by teen chanter Johnny Allon, titled

“One, Two, Three.” Allon has been gaining force during the past months, and
his first two records have sold well. He now has plans for an album, and he will
several Microfon artists.
Lagos Publishers are working on the promotion of the music from the LP

devoted to “Chacho Penaloza” by Jorge Cafrune (CBS). The words are written
by Leon Benaros, and the music is written by Eduardo Falu, Ramon Navarra,
Carlos Fulvio, Adolfo Abalos and Carlos Vicenz. Also being promoted is “El
Fiero Arias,” recorded by Los Fronterizos, El Chango Nieto, Horacio Guarany
and the Quinteto Sombras.
Romantic-rhythmed tunes; “Angelitos Negros,” “Nuestra Noche,” “Pedabo

de Noche” and“Tu Condena;” other outings are EP’s by Felipe Contreras (folk
music), Normita Contretas (tropical music). Trio Taragui (regional) and
Felipe Contreras (also folk music). There is also a record with typical Spanish
music cut by Rafael de Triana, and another one with regional music by Rosina
and his group.
News from Ala-Nicky: Luis Ordonez, with the Vlady orchestra, has recorded

a new version of two old standards: “Happy Birthday” and “The Fifteen Years
Birthday.” Melodic singer Siro San Roman, recently inked by the same com-
pany, has cut six tunes with the same orkstei*, including “No Me Dejes Mas,”
“Corazon Dormido” (written by Cholo Aguirre), “Frente al Amor” and
“Nuestro Aniversario.”
RCA reports big successes of its Xmas campaign, which included several

singles released for the occasion. Among them is “Changuito Dios” by Palito
Ortega, and “Al Llegar la Navidad” by Juan Ramon, “Noche de Paz” by
Violeta Rivas, and “Jingle Bells” by Los Iracundos. RCA is also strongly
engaged in the folk-rock and “A Go Go” trends, and new duet Fedra and
Zachary will record a record very soon.

Latest reports from Music Hall informs us that the diskery has_ released an
album by the Mills Brothers, singing Latin hits like “Say Si Si,” “Besame
Mucho,” “Perfidia” and others. Also coming from Music Hall is “Harry James
1965,” a new album by the vet orkster. Titles include “Green Onions,” “Red
Roses For A Blue Lady” and others.

Disc Jockey is releasing the fourth volume by the Punta Pora instrumental
group; the LP includes new tangos; from the Barclay repertoire there is an
album by Raymond Lefevre: “Paris Can Can,” and the Pierre Gossez’ album,
“Come Back,” is receiving much promotion. On the singles side, the news is

the release of “Navidad Jujena” by Anastasio Quiroga, and “Pollerita,” by folk

group Los Trinos.
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Brazil — 1965 Review
It is becoming- a habit to start Brazil’s review or, for that matter, anything

that has to do with statistics and year o year comparative reports, with a
mention to the political happenings in the country, which obviously influences
the financial and economical life of the people and, consequently, commerce
and industry. During March and April of 1965, this country went through dif-
ficult times, which brought a nearly complete stop to the big bulk of business—this fact was deeply felt in the record field. However, after the first few
months in order to make good what many years of poor government had
destroyed, Brazil came out of it and we can say that a new era in the
music and record business is arising from the crisis. In spite of the bad period,

\ we can safely say that this year’s record sales average has at least equaled
that of last year (approximately two and a half million units placed in the
buying market until last Nevember), but, in connection with this, it is most
important to note that record sales have been rising so violently during the
last several months that every company is announcing continuous records.
This will most likely culminate with an all-time top sales figure this month,
due to the usual Christmas rush, which this year is being taken advantage of
by several companies, with an intense promotion in the “give a record for
Xmas” campaign (ex.: Philips, CBS, etc.K This make the outlook for the
future very optimistic from the viewpoint of producers, artists and everyone

,

involved in the record business.

1 Brazilians are, as a general rule, born with an enormous natural sense for
music and a great appreciation for it. Due to the great mixture of races and
origins of the people of Brazil, every type of music can find someone who will

like it. Local artists have a chance to show their talents in fields other than
the local music, and foreign artists have a grateful audience in this country.
This fact has intensified the representation in the record business of more and
more international labels, and their releases are being made known to the
Brazilian record buyers through the local companies. Decca (Som/Maior;
Chantecler), Roulette (Chantecler), Tamla/Motown (Fermata) Barclay
(RGE), and others, joined the long list of labels represented and some of
them, in a short period of months, saw some of its releases reach high posi-
tions in the local charts. These were Roulette/Chantecler-Sam,/Maior’s “Shame
And Scandal In The Family,” Barclay/RGE Dalida and Aznavour numbers.
A long list of international artists visited Brazil during the past twelve

months. They were in-vited by local stations in agreement with the record
companies. TV-TUPI (Channel 4) during the past year brought world famous
artists like Pino Donaggio (some of his records are constants in the local
charts). Less known but also famous internationally Freddy Buongusto, new
idol Alain Barriere (RCA Victor), Latin American ballad chanter Roberto
Llanes (CBS) and, American-Puertorican Shawn Elliot (Roulette/Chantecler
and Som/Maior), who arrived just as his “Shame and Scandal . . was
among the best-sellers. TV-Excelsior (Channel 19), besides popular South-
American idol Lucho Gatica, presented to the Brazilian audiences two famous
US artists, Johnny Mathis (CBS) and versatile Connie Francis. But it is

to TV-RECORD (Channel 7) that the Brazilian public owes a substantial
debt of gratitude. After many years during which this outlet introduced to
an eager audience some of the most representative names of the inter-
national musical world, in 1965, due to the wide view, interest, and efl[iciency

of its president. Paulinho Machado De Carvalho, we had on stage and later
on tape the following international “limelight” names: in January, Michelle
(RCA Victor); March, Edoardo Vianello (RCA); in April Rita Pavone came
back and in May Nico Fidenco and Hanna Ahroni visited us; in June, Frank
Sinatra and Tony Dorsey and his Orchestra; then a brazilian born chantress,
which can be considered foreigner since she started her career in the States
and had never been heard here before—^we are naturally referring to Astrud
Gilberto; in September, one of the foreign artists who did much for Brazilian
music, Stan Getz, who came with his own musicians. Presently, TV-Record js
presenting another artist who, although he was already one of the public’s
favorites, comes back now even with more prestige, due to his brilliant stay
in the USA, Joao Gilberto. Carvalho has many more plans for the year to
come but, still we must render homage to the man who probably did the
most for the local movement of the international as well as national music
promotion. Using his strong weapons (theater and TV), he promoted weekly
shows in the company’s “Teatro Records,” which were later shown to the
great public on video-tape. He signed some of the most popular names in
Brazilian show-business, like Elis Regina, Zimbo Trio, Elizete Cardoso, Jorge
Ben, Agnaldo Rayol, Renato Corte-Real Orlando Silva, Joao Dias, Lenny
Eversong, and many many others, and he produced three shows, “0 Fino Da

;
Bossa,” “Bossaudale” and the “Corte-Royal Show.” We make this special
mention to this because we consider that, together with Walter Silva (“Pica-

I pau” and Abelardo Figueiredo and Joao Evangelista, they are responsible for
a great part of the sales promotion of records in this country. Also help-
ing the promotion of small records were a number of small shows that
were constantly being produced both in Sao Paulo (Teatro de Arena,” “Cave”
and others) and in Rio de Janeiro (“Zum Zum,” “Porao 73,” “Rio 1800,” etc.)

It is also important to mention that another factor happened in the last
couple of years, intensified in the past twelve months, which gave an even
bigger incentive to artists and producers. Up until a few years ago, the center
of the music and show business was definitely Rio de Janeiro and, any show
created there came sporadicly to Sao Paulo for short tours. Today it is dif-
ferent: some of the best shows are produced in Sao Paulo as well. Some of
the best-selling recording artists stem from this city, while top artists from
Rio have to dedicate a large part of their time to Sao Paulo, in order to con-
quer that important market. This competition has enormous advantages and,
the day that all will get together, they will be stronger, for the righteous
conquest of international market, since we are still of the opinion that the
exportable Brazilian popular music is the one which has the best conditions to

- succeed. All that is mentioned above leads to the important factor in our re-
view: a better infiltration of records to the potential buyer. But, there is also
a technical-economical reason why people are getting more used to buying
records, and this is due to a relative stabilization of prices. While in previous
years record prices have risen to 60% a year, during 1965, an average of
10% was all that people had to pay. This aids the prospective buyer and is
a new incentive to the producer. Together with a new (because of the possi-
bility to afiford it) public for the traditional “samba,” there is also a definite
wave of appreciation and understanding for the latest acquisition to the al-
ready rich musical scene of Brazil—the once called Bossa-Nova, which some
people prefer to call today MPM (Modern Popular Music). New labels are
appearing which concentrate on that type of music. Side-by-side with labels
such as Elenco, which was born under the BN sign, we have now Som/Maior
(formerly Audio-Fidelity), Forma (of Companhia Brasileira de Discos) which
is producing some experimental recordings with a touch of erudition, with a
high artistic level for a selected public, Bossacopa (from the Copacabana
label), and others; at the same time, all or practically all other companies
dedicate a large part of their production to the excellent new shape of the
traditional “samba” music of Brazil.

Constantly, new names appear, some which rise to stardom in a short time.
Such is the case of Ary Toledo (Fermata), a young satirical songster who,
accompanied by his own guitar sings in a make-believe northeastern style

hilarious numbers, most of which he has written. His rendition of Pau De
Arara” was number one for quite a while, and another number called Aribu

—Os Ovos Da Galinha” is still on the charts. A young-singer-composer, Tuca,

who after a few appearances in amateur shows, recorded an album for

Chantecler which brought her the title of the best new-comer. Another singer-

composer, who is also an excellent guitarist and accompanies himself is

Valter Santos. He became a favorite overnight with his RCA album
“Caminho.” After the already successful Zimbo Trio (RGE) and Tamba Trio,

(Philips) another instrumental and vocal trio appears and reaches stardom
within these past twelve months, the Jongo Trio. With one record, soloist

Geraldo Vespar (Odeon), has become well-known overnight.

Many important songs, too many to even list have appeared during this

past year. We will only mention those that cannot be kept in silence, such as,

the one which was awarded first prize in the First National Festival of the

Modern Popular Music. The tune is called “Arrastao,” by Edu Lobo and
Vinicius De Moraes; another was “Carcara,” which another new-corner who
rose to the top after her appearance in a musical show call^ “Opiniao,” in-

terpreted with a unique natural style. She was Maria Bethania (RCA Victor).

An excellent songstress, Claudete Soares, also held an important position in

this years recording activity with an LP for Mocambo, “Claudete ’65” Old-

timer Sylvio Caldas, also with Mocambo, recorded one of the best traditional

samba-ballad discs (seresta) and Helena De Lima had a double LP hit with
live recordings at O Cangaceiro, a night club in Rio, which is a birth place for

many a hit. RGE was responsible for this. As a matter of fact live recordings
are one of the main features of this past year’s activities. Besides these two
“Noitees No Cangaceiro” (RGE), many other discs appeared taking ad-

vantage ofthe public’s warm responses, such as “0 Fino da Bossa” and
“Bossa No Paramount” (also RGE), “Dois Na Bossa” and “0 do Fino do
Fino” (Philips), “Show de Balanga” (RCA Victor) and many others. This
type of “live” recording absolutely caught the public’s fancy and many more
will be made in the future. We would also like to mention “Gemini V,” which
Odeon cut during a show with Pery Ribeiro and Leny Andrade, with the

Bossa 3 instrumental group. It is also important to make special mention of

another type of music which gained many followers during this last year. The
teen-age type of big-beat, such as the Beatles and all their successors, who
have in Brazil a great number of representatives today.
Most popular of all is Roberto Carlos (CBS) who, with mainly his own

compositions became an absolute idol of the younger set. Every record re-

leased by CBS do Brasil of this artist is sure to appear on the local charts.

The young-man is also known in other Latin-American countries and even in

Europe. The teen-music Theater and TV-Record program dedicated to this

type of music, “Jovem Guarda,” is presented by Roberto Carlos. Other art-

ists successful in this field are Erasmo Carlo® (RGE), Wanderlea (CBS),
Demetrius (RCA Victor) and others, as well as instrumental groups, like the

already internationally famous Os Incriveis (Ex—“The Clevers”) of the Con-
tinental label. The Jet Blacks (Chantecler), Renato & Seus Blue Caps (CBS),
and a very good vocal duo. Os Vips (Continental).
We talked about the “Jovem Guarda” show in which the most representative

artists of the teen-music, and once again we have to make mention to the man
who, after bringing all the international names we mentioned before, is doing
the biggest and best promotions for Brazilian artists. He is doing this through
three weekly shows. Besides the one just mentioned. They are “0 Fino Da
Bossa,” introduced by Elis Regina, with guest stars of the best Bossa Nova
level; “Bossaudade,” introduced by Elizete Cardoso, with all the top names
of the traditional “samba”; and “Corte-Rayol Show,” a comedy program with
Renato Corte-Real and Agnaldo Rayol, in a Jerry Lewis-Dean Martin type of

humor. Paulinho Machado De Carvalho of “Emiss Aras Unidas” tells us much
more will be done in the future, and this will be a good incentive to other
top promoters in this country.

Italian music came in strong again this past year, after having given way
to the local music (specially MPM or BNN). Artists like Bobby Solo
(Chantecler/ricordi), John Foster (Fermata), Pino Donaggio (Odeon), Jimmy
Fontana, Gianni Morandi and Nico Fidenco (RCA Victor) saw their singles,

and LP’s all over the charts, especially in Sao Paulo, where the Italian descen-
dents are concentrated. It is very interesting to note that several French
artists also appeared in the market. For the first time in years, Charles
Aznavour and Dalida (RGE/Barclay), and Alain Barriere (RCA Victor), are
appearing among the best-sellers. We predict that many other artists will

have chances in the Brazilian market in the near future.

North American artists did not appear as strongly as was expected, in spite

of some good releases by Earl Grant, Eartha Kit, Brenda Lee, the Kingston
Trio and others on Decca/Chantecler/Som/Maior; Ella Fitzgerald on Copaca-
bana Frank Sinatra on Reprise, and some personal appearances by Stan Getz,
Frank Sinatra Jr. with the Tommy Dorsey Orchestra, Johnny Mathis, Shawn
Elliot and others. The only one who did even more success than was expected,
especially since he was in this country for such a very short time, was Trini
Lopez, -whose discs still appearing at the top of the charts.

We already mentioned the very good reception received by the Brazilian
artists who toured Latin-America, Europe and the United States. Zimbo Trio
and Elis Regina scored in Peru; Francisco Petronio, Francisco Egidio, Roberto
Carlos and many others were in Europe, and Tamba Trio was in Mexico. A
show starring Wilson Simonal, Marly Tavares and the Bossa 3 also toured
Europe. But, even more important was the Brazilian artists’ year in the USA:
Antonio Carlos Jobim, became one of the most famous artists in this country,
taking part in several TV shows (Andy Williams), cutting several best-sell-

ing albums (’’The Wonderful World of Antonio Carlos Jobim,” “Jobim with
Nelson Riddle,” etc.), and composing musical scores for films, etc. Astrud
Gilberto is still one of the great attractions in the States, where she appeared
in several films, cut two important albums, appeared in a New York night-
club, etc. Interesting to note is that Astrud did not have that enormous suc-

cess when she came to Brazil, where she appeared as a foreign attraction.

Joao Gilberto is also still one of the big names in the States. Wanda De Sah,
Jorge Ben, Sergio Mendes, Marcos Valle, Rozinha De Valen^a, are together
with Luiz Bonfa, and the Os Cariocas, some of the Brazilian artists who
brought Brazilian music to a high level of attraction in the USA. Also per-
forming in the U.S. were Eliane Pittman and Dorival Caymmi. Once the
artists from Sao Paulo start following in their footsteps then we are sure that
our music will come to the level it deserves. Practically all these artists cut
records in the U.S. and their releases have been accepted with interest by
critics and public.
Many new songs appeared during this year which, as usually happens with

good numbers, became “classics” overnight. We cannot mention all composi-
tions which belong to such a category, since the year was a fertile one, but
we consider that some have all that it takes to become world hits such as

“Preciso Aprender A Ser So” (I Have To Learn To Be Alone), by the brothers
Marcos and Paulo Sergio Valle. It was recorded by Elis Regina (Philips), Os
Cariocas (Philips), Marcos Valle and others, Arrastao (first nrize winner in

the First National Festival of the Modern Popular Music of Brazil), also by
Elis Regina (Philips), its author Edu Lobo (Elenco) and several others:

“Caracaa,” by Maria Bethania, for RCA Victor; “Pau De Arara” sung by
(Continued on page 37)
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Ary Toledo (Discos Fermata) and many others.
Many composers of the new generation produced material that places them

on top such as Edu Lobo, Valter Santos, Marcos Valle, Geraldo Vandre and
the new revelation (considered by many to be the follower of Tom Jobim)
Adilson Godoy. Soloists of the new wave are also popping out all over, spe-

cially backed by a guitar. New artists, new muscians, new music, everything
is proof -that the movement which started a few years ago, was very promis-
ing this year.
During this year, the “Associa^ao Brasileira de Produtores de Disces” (Bra-

zilian Association of Record Producers) held its regular reunions and made
some important decisions. Through the A.B.P.D. the interests of everyone in-

volved with the record business are taken in consideration. We give two
examples: 1. the fight not to allow the record companies to give play-backs
to the artist, which they can later use in TV programs, thus protecting the
the interests of the musicians; 2. to pass the responsibility of previous censor-

ship directly to the publishers and not to the record companies.
Several international conventions of the different companies took place in

Brazil during this year, the most important of all being the convention of
Philips. This proves that Brazil is becoming an important country in the record
business.

Finally this year saw the Brazilian Government approve the “Rome Con-
vention,” which gives rights to the interpreter and the producer.

In a country like Brazil, home of the famous Carnival (Mardi-Gras), where
everything has an indirect connection with music, the record industry will

always be getting more and more important, there is no doubt about that!
It is very difficult to write in a few pages all that happened during a whole
year in this field. Tomorrow will be better and bigger in every sense, including
the record business. Many very important things have been omitted uninten-
tionally. The future alone will tell how important this potentially very strong
market will be and how much it will influence foreign markets.

Cupronickle Quarters

A Bane or a Blessing

By any standard, the single most laudable accomplish-
ment of the coin machine and vending industry during
1965 was in securing federal approval of a new metallic

recipe for the minting of U.S. coins—coins which would
function perfectly in our present slug rejectors along with

the older silver coins in circulation and at the same time
provide a solution to a coin shortage whose cause was
rooted in the nation’s dwindling silver supply.

Coins minted under this new “cupronickle” formula
were rigidly tested by the Treasury Dept, in all models of

our slug rejectors and found to be “compatible” with the
older silver dimes, quarters and halves. The first batch
of cupronickle quarters were punched out and issued to

the public last November and thus the real test com-
menced as consumers began to deposit the new coins
into our machines right along with the old.

After a month’s use of the new quarters by the public,

the question was again asked—DO THEY WORK? The
unanimous answer, determined through a poll of associ-

ation leaders, rejector manufacturers and several large

and small operating companies, is that THEY DO INDEED.

Certain operators have lodged complaints over recent
weeks that, on the basis of their own tests and an appar-
ent scarcity of new quarters in some of their coin boxes,
they’ve determined that cupronickle coins are not as
compatible as the trade was originally led to believe. This,

according to manufacturing experts, is not the fault of

the new quarter but rather the result of a poorly main-
tained slug rejector. Not only do the new coins function as
well as the old in our machines, it seems, but they can
work as poorly—poorly in the case of a rejector in need
of cleaning, lubricating or normal adjustment. In short, if

your coin mechanisms are snubbing the new quarters,

they are very probably rejecting many old ones right

along with them.

Newly minted coins have been a source of concern for

operators over the years. The problem posed by the
slightly raised rim found on freshly minted silver coins
could be corrected by a simple “tune up” of the rejector.

The slightly raised rim is not a problem on cupronickle
coins, thankfully, but the call for a rejector “tune up” is

still as stringent. This does not mean that a rejector

must be radically readjusted for a new cupronickle for-

mula, for that would be defeating the very meaning of

compatibility. It simply means the operator should read-

just his rejectors at least once every six months or after

every 25,000 operations (whichever comes first) accord-

ing to the manual he receives from the manufacturer, by
taking the same preventative steps he would for the old

silver coins.

90% of the present complaints, according to one man-
ufacturer, can be solved through a simple cleaning and
lubrication of the rejector. 8% of the remaining trouble

is usually found at locations where the slug problem is

acute and the operator must set his rejector for an even
stricter tolerance than normally specified in the manual.

In all other cases where an operator complains of trouble

with the cupronickle quarter, he should check his separa-

tors, deflectors or the spread of the cradle legs and
otherwise troubleshoot the rejector unit for, a problem
which can not be properly focused on the new quarter.

Our rejectors are highly sophisticated mechanical

marvels and a testimony to the engineering ingenuity of

man. But, as in all complex machinery, the proper atten-

tion should be paid it, as specified in your manual.

Good preventative maintenance is the key to the solu-

tion of most service worries and should be exercised as

often as is economically possible. Frequently, the proper

care of equipment can save service worries later on.

Sometimes we’ll correct the symptom instead of the

fundamental cause. Remember this last statement and

look at the condition of your slug rejectors—not at the

innocent cupronickle quarter. It works.

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The ShuHlehoard: A Favorite Game

For 400 Years; American's New Modei
King Henry VIII wasn’t too keen

on them and neither were the colonial

fathers, but the shuffleboard, despite
such lamentings and lacksense, has
survived to prove itself the standard
moneymaker for coin-operated loca-

tions and one of the most popular
games in the world. So mused Nick
Melone, president of the American
Shuffleboard Co., Union City, N.J., full

of tbe Christmas spirit and closing

out one of the most profitable years
in the firm’s history.
A shuffleboard, in its many forms,

appears almost everywhere, from the
local tavern to a house in suburbia to

an ocean liner. It requires skill but
does not demand that the player be
of any specific age: a college boy or
a cleric can play it and feel perfectly

at home, besides having fun.

But there are always those eager
to wipe out joy, Melone reported.
King Henry VIII forbade the playing
of the game by the common people
because it kept them from working
on the royal farms and serving in the
royal wars. So shuffleboards went un-
derground. Once over in America
with the early colonists, it popp^ up
happily again, only to have village

elders with long faces ban it again on
the grounds that it was creating a
public disturbance, keeping people
from their work, and generally doing
something suspicious.
These bans disappeared with time,

and by tbe turn or the century shuf-
fleboard became wildly popular, so
popular that it created its own
“stars,” foremost of whom was G.
Edward Morris. Morris, besides being
the best player of his day on the
Eastern seaboard (see cut) and living

comfortably on prize money from his

exhibition games, brought certain
standards to the game and the equip-
ment itself.

An expert with both hands, Morris
could judge the condition of a board
after a few slides and if it fell short
of his approval he would demand that
the board be resurfaced before play-
ing any worthy opponent. Morris re-

fused to play at any time on a “for-
eign surface” — slate — and took his

own personal and professional ideas
of the game to all the cities on his
