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Closing The ‘Potential’ Gap

Several years ago, when the million-

selling single was rare and seemed an

irretrievable part of the past, some
members of the Record Industry Asso-

ciation of America (RIAA) met to con-

sider a concession to the fading ap-

pearance of a golden single: a lowering

of the qualification for a gold record

award to 500,000. The suggestion

never passed.

In retrospect, the whole idea, while

advanced with the realistic appraisal of

the singles sales doldrums of that

time, would have been an embarrass-

ment to all who might have swayed the

RIAA to lower the traditional and

vaunted million-selling standard. For,

at this time, RIAA is headed for its best

golden year ever, seconded only by last

year’s total of 47 awards, 11 for sin-

gles. In the first eight months of 1966,

RIAA-audited disks are only two shy of

reaching the complete total of last

year! Thirty-three albums have been

put into the golden category, while 12

singles have reached this milestone.

Although these statistics are im-

pressive under today's standards of

success they pale somewhat when
one thinks of the industry “potential,"

a word that becomes awesome when
converted into statistics that declare

that some 50 million phonos are in

consumer homes. We don’t mean to

suggest that any given release be sad-

dled with visions of reaching 50 million

buyers. There is hope, however, of

closing the wide gap that exists be-

tween actual sales and “potential.”

For a number of reasons, the music

business was never in a better position

to increase the ratio of record sales to

phono homes. There are the general

advantages of a prospering society

with more leisure time to spend on the

luxury of listening to music. More spe-

cifically, the musical tastes of the pub-

lic have become more eclectic, making

more homes broaden their library of

recordings, both in IP’s and singles.

The industry has given such more well-

rounded purchases a helping hand

through the creation of various econ-

omy-priced disk lines in fields where

the cost of disks at one time were cost-

lier than pop product: classical, jazz

and folk.

But, newly-created product de-

mands a higher price tag, and the in-

dustry must continue to keep-up with

new musical approaches — whether

they be In pop, classical, jazz and folk

areas—^to maintain a continuing inter-

est among music fans in paying this

price increment.

A great disk market Is out there

without the need, however, to achieve

the impossible goal of complete satu-

ration of that market. But, maybe gold

record standards for albums and sin-

gles will, of necessity, have to be in-

creased someday!

Six new regular
members will be on hand for their
first mid-year event.

Capitol To Offer Top Russian Disks In U.S.

Under Historic Deal With Soviet Govt.

HOLLYWOOD—Capitol Records has
scored a major cultural-exchange coup
with the signing of a contract with
the Soviet Union giving the label ex-
clusive first rights to manufacture,
license and distribute in the U.S. and
Western Hemisphere all recordings by
Russian artists.

The historic agreement was reached,
according to Alan Livingston, presi-
dent of the label, with Mezhdunarod-
naja (pronounced: Mess-Dun-A-Rod-
Na-Ja Kee-Gaa), a department of the
Government of the U.S.S.R., and the
agency responsible for Russian music
under the Soviet Union’s cultural ex-
change program.

It’s understood that no reciprocal
arrangement was made whereby Cap-
itol product might be offered to the
Russian public.
The agreement was reached after

months of discussions between the
two parties. The negotiations, which
were carried on with the blessings and
encouragement of the United States
State Department, began last Nov.
when Livingston met in Moscow with
the Russian agency. The agreement
marks the first time that the Russian
government has ever given rights to
recordings by all its artists to one

American record company.
Livingston stated that the record-

ings, primarily classical, would be re-
leased on a special new label, Melo-
diya/Angel. “Melodiya” is the Russian
label, “Angel” is the classical label
distributed in the United States by
Capitol. First releases on “Melodiya/
Angel are now scheduled for earlv
1967.
Among the many celebrated artists

whose recordings are included in the
agreement are : Emil Gilels, Sviatoslav
Richter, David Oistrakh, Mstislav
Rostropovich, Igor Oistrakh, Moscow
Philharmonic Orchestra, The Moscow
Chamber Orchestra, The Bolshoi The-
atre Orchestra, Leonid Kogan, Galina
Vishnevskaya, Rudolf Barshai, Gen-
nady Rozhdestvensky, Ivan Petrov
and Grigori Sokolov.

In making the announcement, Liv-
ingston stated:
“We hope that the signing of this

agreement will open many new areas
of cultural exchange between our
country and the U.S.S.R. It will cer-
tainly introduce to the United States
a number of brilliant artists and
works, many of which have never
been available before in the Western
Hemisphere.”

Enoch Light Starts Label With Singer Co.
NEW YORK — Enoch Light, disk
artist and innovator, is back in the
disk business through a co-partner-
ship deal with The Singer Company.
Light, who left his post as head of
Command Records last fall, will be
president and chief exec officer of the
new company, to be jointly owned by

ENOCH LIGHT

Light and the giant sewing machine
firm and distributor of various home
products.
The name of the new label will be

made known following its legal clear-

ance, an announcement said.

Alfred DiScipio, vp in charge of

Singer’s consumer products division,

which will be responsible for the com-

pany’s investment in the new com-
pany, said that the formation of the
label was part of Singer’s diversifica-
tion effort into the home entertain-
ment and music fields, including the
1963 purchase of KLH Research &
Development Corp., makers of hifi

speakers, stereo radio/phonos and
other related products.
The new label will produce record-

ings for the normal disk market

—

producing disks, tapes and tape car-
tridges—and will also seek opportun-
ities in educational, audio-visual and
other specialty fields.

The company will operate indepen-
dently and autonomously under
Light’s direction and control. There
will be complete domestic distribution,
including the 1600 Singer Centers in

the U.S. More than 6000 Singer retail

outlets around the world will also

carry product of the firm.
Light, a longtime orchestra leader,

formed the Grand Award label in

1954, and later added an historic affil-

iate: Command. This label gave
stereo sales a great lift through
Light’s production of the various
“Percussion” themes. When the com-
pany was purchased by ABC Records
several years after its formation in

1959, Light stayed on as its recording
director, leaving the operation last

fall.

Light will operate out of 1270 Sixth
Ave. in Rockefeller Center.

Tentative Dismissal Reached In Huskey Suit
LOS ANGELES — A tentative agree-

ment was reached last week between
lawyers representing defendant San
Diego deejay Chuck Dougherty and
plaintiff ex-promo man A1 Huskey
which calls for the dropping of “all

payola” charges against Dougherty
and deejay Jimmy O’Neil.

Speaking in behalf of Huskey, at-

torney Francis Mintz of the Max Fink

office said, “there is a good chance

that he’ll be dropping his suit against

other named defendants in the future.

Huskey feels that this dismissal would
best serve his own interests by get-

ting to the heart of the matter.”

TIC 1458 Dwike Mitchell and Willie
Ruff have been playing together for
about ten years and this new release
eloquently testifies to the fact that
over the years they have really devel-
oped a tremendous empathy, the kind
of communication that comes only
from working together for a long
period of time. Until 1961, it was The
Mitchell /Ruff Duo; then the group
was expanded to include a drummer,

Horn on Victor This Verve album is

his first effort since then. To describe
the flavor of the music in capsule, it

is a modernization of the baroque
music of yesterday, always imagina-
tive, always swinging. Lalo and his

music are portrayed in three different

settings: in a small group, in a string
setting, and in a brass setting. To
obtain all the colorations that char-
acterize baroque music, Schifrin has
used harp, harpsichord, and a single

voice. Worthy of special mention is

rhe playing of Jerome Richardson on
flute. Gene Bertoncini on guitar, and
Richard Davis on bass. The main force

is Lalo Schifrin’s writing and his

playing, and in this day when so

much begins to sound alike, this album
is a welcome departure into new pas-
tures.

MACK THE KNIFE AND OTHER
BERLIN THEATRE SONGS OF
KURT WEILI^THE SEXTET OF
ORCHESTRA U.S.A.—VICTOR 3498
This small band from within The
Orchestra has gleaned from the rich

library of Kurt Weill seven songs and
has endowed each with a rewarding
jazz treatment. The Sextet, under the

direction of Michael Zwerin, must
have enjoyed every moment spent in

the recording studio at Victor, witness
the vitality that practically jumps out
of the grooves. Zwerin’s bass trumpet,
an instrument that we hear too sel-

dom, is featured, as is the playing of
the late Eric Dolphy. This album also
affords us the opportunity to hear
two members of The Modern Jazz
Quartet, John Lewis and Connie Kay,
in a new setting. Naturally, “Mack
The Knife”, “Bilbao Song”, and “Bar-
bara Song” are included in the rep-
ertoire, but we also get the chance to
hear some of Kurt Weill’s lesser
known works, “Alabama Song”, “As
You Make Your Bed”, “Pirate Jenny”,
and “Havana Song”. One of the out-
standing aspects of this album is the
fact that it was recorded with two
different groups, and yet the overall
feeling remains completely identical.
This must be considered as a tribute
to the solid musicianship of all the
performers. RCA Victor, George
Avakian, Bob Prince, and the gentle-
men of the ensemble are to be con-
gratulated for a job magnificently
done.

TIME WILL TELL—JOHN ANDER-
SON—TANGERINE 1506 One must
draw the inference that John Ander-
son is a strict disciplinarian, other-
wise how could he have achieved such
a tight big-band sound from nineteen
men who obviously don’t work to-

gether on a regular basis Anderson,
a veteran of the big band scene and
himself an accomplished trumpeter,
although he doesn’t play on this al-

bum, has put together what might be
the big band “sleeper” album of the
year. The section work bristles, the
soloists are outstanding, and the ma-
terial is muscular whether it is at up,
medium, or down tempo. Of particular
interest is the use of piccolo, itself a
depai’ture from the normal instrumen-
tation, and an instrument which, as
it is used here, makes the altogether
sound even more incisive. Hopefully,
some deejays and program directors
will read this very enthusiastic cri-

tique and, as a consequence, will seek
out this John Anderson album and
give it some much deserved air play.
Music like this should be heard by the
many, not the few.

JUST ABOUT EVERYTHING—BOB
DOROUGH—FOCUS 336 In 1956 Bob
Dorough recorded a vocal album on
Bethlehem, one titled, “Devil May
Care.” By now, this album has be-
come a collectors’ item In spite of
its scarcity and the fact that a decade
has elapsed, it continues to receive air
play from many discerning program-
mers. Dorough’s latest album, com-
prised of ten vocals, is a veritable
potpourri of good music, featuring
standards, ballads, jazz originals, and
a couple of jazz infected folk songs.
By some standards. Bob Dorough
might not be considered to have a
good voice, at least not in the accepted
sense of the word, voice. However,
let us hasten to add that Bob Dorough
is a great singer, one whose phrasing
is completely unique, and a singer
whose understanding of a lyric is a
joy to behold, especially in the midst
of so many vocalists who don’t seem
to understand the meaning of the
words they sing. Dorough’s colleagues
on this recording are all seasoned and

sympathetic players: A1 Schackman
on guitar, Percy Brice on drums, and

Ben Tucker on bass. It was with Ben
Tucker that Dorough collaborated

several seasons ago on the hit,

“Cornin’ Home, Baby”. On this Focus

album two more Dorough-Tucker ef-

forts can be heard, each a jazz orig-

inal by Tucker to which Bob Dorough

has added his engaging lyrics. The

Dorough piano is very much in evi-

dence throughout the album and it

fortifies the opinion, often expressed,

that no one can accompany a singer

better than the singer himself. This

Bob Dorough vocal album signals a

welcome return to the recording scene

for one of music’s most gifted per-

formers, a singers’ singer, a musi-

cians’ singer, and, perhaps most impor-

tant of all, an appreciative listeners’

singer.

Atlantic's Mann On Flute
Inks New Long-Termer

NEW YORK—Herbie Mann will be
Atlantic’s jazz flutist for some time to
come, under a new exclusive long-
term pact. During a six-year affili-

ation with the company, Mann has
cut 15 albums, the latest being “Our
Mann Flute.” A single from the LP,
“Philly Dog,” is reportedly making-
noise.

Milestone Records Bows
With Emphasis On Jazz

NEW YORK—Milestone Records, a
new label with the announced inten-

tion of concentrating on “quality

album product,” has just begun activ-

ity, with headquarters in New York
City. Milestone plans to move most
heavily into the jazz market, and
has stressed this point by acquiring

the services of jazz producer Orrin

Keepnews.
The label’s first group of releases

is currently being shipped. Included

are: jazz album, “Mean What You
Say,” by the Thad Jones/Pepper
Adams Quintet; “Lead Me, Guide
Me”, by the Duncanaires, a Chicago-

based gospel and spirituals group;
and “Classic Delta Blues”, by Missis-

sippi-born blues singer Big Joe Wil-
liams. The first two were newly re-

corded by Keepnews, with the Big
Joe disc being produced by blues

man Pete Welding. Subsequent re-

leases, although emphasizing current

jazz, will also include “important”
reissue packages as well as further

material in the blues and gospel

fields.

Distribution has been set for most
key territories, and organization of

the national sales picture is now be-

ing completed, with a tape cartridge

Keepnews, vet record executive,

Sales Rising At TRO
NEW YORK—Shipments of all types
of printed copies of music from the
catalog of the Richmond Organiza-
tion are currently moving at twice the
pace of the same period a year ago.
According to general manager, A1
Brackman, and sales manager, Bernie
Fisher, shipments through July and
the first week of August hit a
monthly billing rate in excess of
$40,000. Put another way, more than
100,000 individual pieces were shipped
during the period.
Brackman says the vast expansion

of music sales reflects the evolving
body of new standard material for
the ’60’s generation, as well as an
upsurge of interest not only in the
playing of numerous types of in-

struments, but in choral efforts as
well. “Normally,” he continued, “A
number of things will take off during
the summer when young people are
out of school and have more leisure
time on their hands, but the upsurge
this year goes much beyond that.”
The TRO catalog has made a sub-

stantial contribution to the body of
new standard material. “We used to
think of standards in terms of ‘Star-
dust’ and many songs of its era,”
Brackman said. “Now we have new
things that younger people identify
with, songs like ‘Who Can I Turn
To?’ ‘Fly Me To The Moon,’ ‘Turn,
Turn, Turn,’ ‘What Kind Of Fool Am
I?’ ‘I Believe,’ and ‘As Tears Go By,’
all of which are listed in the TRO
catalog.”

Included among the TRO music
publications are collections of songs
in special folios for guitar, banjo,
ukulele and organ. Organs particu-
larly, have enjoyed a marked upsurge
in interest and have accounted for an
increasing folio sale.

Also recently issued were four dif-

ferent collections of songs identified

with the Byrds. These include “guitar

spectacular” folio collections; combo
collections for lead guitar, rhythm
guitar and bass as well as vocal ar-

June Phono, Radio
Sales Show Increase

WASHINGTON, D.C.—A continuing
climb in distrib sales of radios and
phonographs during June as com-
pared to June 1965 has been reported
by the Electronic Industries Associa-
tion.

Substantial increases were made by
home radios, particularly FM, and
console phonos, while declines were
shown by automobile radios and port-
able/table model phonos.
Home radio sales in June totaled

1,173,010, a rise of 14.9 per cent over
the 1,020,575 total for June 1965.
Home radios sold in the first six
months of 1966 totaled 5,976,902, up
16.9 per cent from 5,112,766 in the
same January-June period of 1965.
Of the home radio total, FM sales

in June accounted for 288,830 sets, an
increase of 22.0 per cent over 236,772
units in June 1965, and giving the
1,619,169 sets sold in the first six

months of 1966 a 48.9 per cent edge
over the 1,087,696 units sold in the
comparable period of 1965.
Auto radio sales totaled 823,607

units in June, down 2.9 per cent from
848,097 in June 1965. Auto radio sales

for the January-June period totaled

4,741,986, down 5.8 per cent from
5,034,970 in the same six months of
1965.

Total phono sales in June showed a
slight increase (1 per cent) to 328,897
from 325,663 in June 1965. Cumula-
tive totals for the first six months of
1966 totaled 1,963.751 units, up 5.5

per cent from 1,861,961 in the same
period of 1965.

Console phono sales continued up-
ward in June, totaling 133,656, an in-

crease of 20 per cent over 111,371 in

June 1965. Consoles sold in the first

six months of 1966 totaled 793,007, an
increase of 29.8 per cent over 610,988
units in the same period of 1965.

Portable/table model sales in June
totaled 195,241, a decrease of 8.9 per
cent from 214,292 in June 1965. Sales
for the January-June period totaled

1,170,744, down 6.4 per cent from
1,250,973 in the same six months of

1965.

TALENT ON STAGE

Sandler & Young Vikki Carr
NEW YORK—If you want an eve-
ning’s pleasure, one way of being sure
to get it is to go see Ralph Sandler
and Tony Young at the Persian Room.
The continental, multi-lingual Tony
and the Bronxite Ralph are the per-
fect foils, one for the other. Whether
in songs, rhyme or patter the ex-
citement generated by their perfectly
coordinated interplay is the excite-
ment that arises out of the enjoyment
of pure talent.
The bulk of the Capitol's duo’s act

is contained in song and the boys’
wonderful, mellifulous voices blend
perfectly, no matter what the tempo
or mood of the song. Among the high-
light moments were an adaptation of
the while back rock hit “Mr. Bass
Man’’ that was milked for every pos-
sible laugh and a trip around the
world with a popular lady named
Dolly, which earned a standing ova-
tion from the packed Persian Room.
The moods created with the French-
English counterbalanced version of
“What Now My Love” (“Eh Mainte-
nant”) and the pair’s wonderful
knack of matching English and
French tunes in simultaneous and
harmonious pairs left the audience
stamping, clapping and shouting for
more.

Ray Anthony
NEW YORK—Ray Anthony is taking
no chances as the master of a five-

man instrumental crew and four gal
singers. He has something for every-
body: sex, sentimentality, humor
(most of it blue) and, of course, an
agile trumpet of his own design.

This package, called the “Bookend
Review,” is currently on display at
the Royal Box of the Americana
Hotel, where its contents were un-
loaded with zest for the first time last
Monday (15). Instrumentally, An-
thony and his boys are dishing out a
happy sound, covering lots of pop
ground, such as Dixie, Swing Era,
rock ’n roll and the sound of the
Tijuana Brass (this is a “salute”
medley and a darn exciting one).
The girls, all striking and always

garbed to the best physical advantage,
are lively, and, one of them, Diane
Varga, has a ken comic sense, es-
pecially during a take-off on the songs
of the 20’s. The foursome, by the way,
can do a whacky teen step with the
best of them, with an “Everybody
Swim” format one of the uninhibited
joys of the evening. Anthony and
drummer Tommy Melton are a strik-
ing Swing Era pair on “Sing Sing
Sing” and “And The Angels Sing.”
Anthony’s bassist, Dave Leonard,

also fills in as a comic, cracking one-

liners while Anthony is either playing
or saying something, and doing ade-

quate impersonations of popular
singers and actors. While Anthony’s
vaudeville-type approach has an ele-

m.ent of sadness in that it under-
scores the end of Big Band appeal
sans hokum, the Capitol Records
artist, blessed with a good personality,

is the emcee and fine artist in his own
right of an enjoyable break from the

summer’s heat.

LOS ANGELES—That compact Carr,
currently on display at the Westside
Room of the Century Plaza Hotel,
comes loaded with every conceivable
accessory—possibly the brightest,
most polished, sleek-lined and fast-

wheeling female performer engineered
on the coast during the past five years.

There’s a modest threat for openers
(it’s also reprised at the scheduled
conclusion of the show) in “You’re
Gonna Hear From Me,” that soon-
standard from “Inside Daisy Clover.”
But it’s decidedly after the fact. Carr
has already fulfilled the promise
demonstrated in her initial “Dis-
covery” LP for Liberty and her year-
and-a-half-back debut at the Grove.
This ’66 model is certainly more self
assured and oifers a greater variety
of material to display her versatility.
Altogether there are sixteen songs in
her one hour show. Only a few (“San
Francisco,” “Poor Butterfly/Stay” and
“Surrey With A Fringe On Top”)
have remained, as we recall, from her
previous repertoire. She has added
a ballad version of the Supremes
chart tune “My World Is Empty
Withbut You,” a rhythm treatment to
“I Will Wait For You,” “Smile”

big voiced tribute to Sophie Tucker
(“Some of These Days” and “After
You’ve Gone,” which drew “bravos”
from the star packed audience) and
our particular favorite of the night

—

a fragile lyric from Fred Manley to
a tender tune by arranger Bob Flor-
ence titled “Toys.”
Danny Kaye, who introduced her at

the start of the show, joined in at the
end with a duet “bird” medley (mostly
“Listen to the Mocking Bird”), obvi-
ously a number they had performed
during their recent Vietnam tour. Like
everything else (including Vikki’s
genuine stream of tears which poured
forth several times during the show

—

prompting one wag to suggest she
henceforth be billed as “The Town
Crier”) it contributed to an enchant-
ing evening.

Debut ‘How To Record’ Book
NEW YORK—“How To Record Pro-
fessionally” “Or How To Make A Hit
Record,” has been put on the market
by Bob Gallo and Chris Huston of
the Talentmasters Recording Studio.
This book has been prepared for the
layman and is unencumbered by
highly technical details that might
tend to confuse those just starting
out in the field. Retailing at $1, this

Gallo and Huston have
avoided mention of their own studio
except for credits on the inside of the
back cover.

Col. Bows Murrow
Memorial Album
NEW YORK—Columbia Records has
released a comprehensive album
which deals with one of the most im-
portant periods in the career of
famed reporter Edward R. Murrow.
The two-LP documentary set, entitled

“Edward R. Murrow—A Reporter
Remembers—Volume One: The War
Years,” covers the period between
August, 1939, and February, 1946.
Assembled from thousands of Co-

lumbia Broadcasting System and
British Broadcasting Corporation
transcriptions, these LP’s contain eye-
witness reports which convey some of
the most brilliant moments in Mr.
Murrow’s illustrious career. The rec-

ordings were prepared and edited by
Fred W. Friendly, Alvin Snyder and
Sheldon Hoffman. The narrative an-
nouncements are by Douglas Ed-
wards.
A highlight of the album is ex-

cerpts from Murrow’s eloquent fare-
well broadcast to the British people,
“A Reporter Remembers.” Also in-

cluded are recordings of Murrow’s
World War II broadcasts from Eng-
land, accounts of air raids, high
points in the career of Winston
Churchill, reactions to bombings, the

NEW YORK—Ampex Corp. sales

rose 31 percent and net eanings 34
percent in the first quarter of fiscal

year 1967, compared with the same
period last year, it was annouced last

week by William E. Roberts, presi-

dent and chief executive.
Sales for the three months ended

July 30, 1966, totaled $46,061,000, up
31 percent from $35,273,000 a year
ago. Net earnings after taxes were
$1,887,000, or 20 cents per share on
9,455,196 average shares outstanding,
up 34 percent from $1,408,000, or 15
cents per share on 9,295,376 shares.
The company’s backlog of product

orders at the end of the period was
$51,000,000, up 43 percent from this
time last year, even though record
shipments were attained in the quar-
ter, reflecting gains by all divisions.

Tape cartridges are the talk of the town these days: several major com-
panies are studying their entrance in this market and some producers are al-

ready manufacturing tape players. The biggest difficulty seems to be in the

fact that there are several models available, and that players and cartridges

are not compatible. Up to now the efforts to arrange the production of a single

type (or system) for players hasn’t given good results. Players available in

the market are based on the Japanese system, with four tracks, cost 55,000
pesos (about $240), and reportedly 1,500 of them were sold in the first month.
RCA’s Adolfo Pino reports the release of two new Dunhill LP’s cut by the

Brass Ring and Barry McGuire, and RCA soundtrack albums from “Ara-
besque,” “Boeing Boeing” and Presley’s “Frankie And Johnny” and “Harum
Scarum.” Regarding Dunhill, it may be commented that RCA has done good
promotional work towards this label, and obtained interesting sales on the
Mama’s and Papa’s and Barry McGuire, especially. On the publishing side,

RCA’s Relay Publishers are now putting force on the tunes controlled by the
US organization.

Luis Calvo of Sicamericana reports the release of the third volume by folk

songstress Joan Baez, cut originally for Vanguard. This LP is included in the
“Difusion Musical” series, and sold at 475 pesos ($2.29) which have been
allowed to build a good sales volume on some records and release other records
which otherwise would find a very limited market. Other news from Music
Hall includes “Sinatra: A Man And His Music,” under the Reprise banner,
and “Let’s Dance,” with Mexican group Los Locos del Ritmo, cut in that
country for Orfeon-Maya.

The news from CBS include this week a new album by Roberto Yanes, un-
doubtedly the most important melodic singer in Argentina on these days. The
LP is tagged “A Bit Of Your Love” and includes standards like “Camino del
Puente,” “Piel Canela” and “Lagrimas de Amor,” with a clear trend towards
the sort of repertoire that may sell in other Latin American countries. Also
coming from CBS are the second LP by Horacio Molina, and a new one by
Cuarteto Imperial, once more in the charts this week with “El Rey del Rio.”
Odeon is presenting the Richard Anthony version of “California Dreamin’ ”,

along with a new single by Italian star Pino Donaggio: “Svegliati Amore,”
another one by Los Wawanco (“Los Borrachos Son Ustedes”), and a Compact
33 by Altemar Dutra. There is also single record—on the Liberty label—by
Gary Lewis and the Playboys, and teen star Johnny Rivers. It is interesting
to mention that Odeon is working well on the Rivers product it has, while
Phonogram, who represents Imperial, where this artist made several sessions
afterwards, has made no move up to now in this direction, in spite of the
strong promotion received by Johnny through several radio programs—like
Excelsior’s “Modart En La Noche”—playing imported Imperial records.

Speaking about hPonogram, this diskery is working hard on the first album
by Cesar Isella, now a solo singer after being many years with Los Fronteri-
zos. Isella has several strong items in this album, and among them the “Zamba
del Carpintero,” which is receiving heavy air play. The new Ariel Ramirez-
Felix Luna album, “Los Caudillos,” must be ready in short time, and is also
a strong bet in this year’s schedule. Reports about the ten record set, “Argen-
tina Canta Asi,” show also satisfactory results, and the box will be used for
promoting Argentine music in other countries, through the Diplomatic service.
Fermata Publishers inform that Viviana Mechita has cut for Music Hall the

tunes “Acariciame Amor” and “Uno, Dos . . .,” while Elio Roco (Philips), cut
“Este es el Momento” and Sandro (CBS) “Three Thousand Drums.” The Rec-
ord Division of Fermata reports the release of an album by the Baja Marimba
Band under the A&M series, an album by Caludio Villa (Cetra series) and one
by Italian songstress Milva, also for Cetra.

As reported before, the all Japan folk song festival was held on July 24 at

Zushi Beach, famous sumer resort place, under the auspices of Nippon Colum-
bia. This is the final contest to choose the best amateur group of all Japan
after many pre-contests, having been held for the three months since the end
of April at Tokyo, Hiroshima, Nagoya, Fukuoka, Osaka, and Sendai, in which
more than 60 groups participated. So, it may be said that this festival was a

reduced drawing of current folk boom. Glancing through this festival, among
groups, most of them are consisting of college students, high school students,

office ladies some groups look likely to be fond of Brothers Four, Bob Dylan,
and Peter, Paul and Mary, while some groups look to intend to create Japan’s
original folk, not the imitations of American folk groups, singing protest
songs and others. Anyway, folksong festivals or concerts being held at every
corner at every opportunity, it never fails to have folk boom going with more
and more strengthened growth and folk song tunes and records go on selling

accordingly.

Due to the announcement made by Nippon Grammophon, the firm finds it

impossible to reach the sales target set in the beginning of this term, on ac-
count of general economic depression, if going on with present sales tendency.
Therefore, to complete the sales target, 1152 million yen, following sales, ex-
pansion plan was examined and decided, by which the firm will put stress on
the sales of 17 centi LP, especially, on Hawaiian which was delayed to be
released, Spotnicks popular, especially “Sentimental Guitar,” “Over The Milk
Way,” and Japanese originals “Saihateno Mizuumi,” “Nandemo Naiwa” and
some others.

Marjolie Noel, who came here in the middle of July in the invitations of
Kambara Music Office to appear in some TV musical shows and others, re-

turned home on July 29. Prior to the going-home of the lark, a presentation
of Golden records ceremony was held at King studio to honor fine hits here
with “Dans Le Meme Wagon” which sold more than 300,000 copies. While the
lark was in Japan, recording of Japanese originals was done and they are
scheduled to be put on the market in October.

Nippon Victor will have anniversary release of a stereo LP on Sept. 15 to
honor Charles Munch performance here. Among them, “Beethoven’s Symphony
No. 5,” “Schubert Symphony No. 8” and some others are seen.

Alfred Kampoli, having come here for a tour, had cut on July 23 at King
studio on such tunes as “Ava Maria,” “Rondo” and some Japanese song
“Jogashimano Ame,” “Akatombo” and some others.

While the Japanese TV program “Ultra-man” was very popular with chil-

dren, the theme songs, to count 12 kinds of the tunes, were released by eight
companies including venyl-record companies. Among recent hits of this kind,
marketed for children from TV programs, “Astro-Boy,” exported to U.S.A.,
“Oba-Q,” are conspicuously seen.

Nippon Columbia’s best sold SP’s in July were reportedly seen as follows:
They are “Blue Eyes” by today’s most populated rock combo, Jacky Yoshikawa
and His Blue Comets, Japanese originals “Shiroi Hama” or “On This Beach”
in English by popular singer Yuzo Kayama, “More” by Andy Williams whose

every Sunday on N.H.K. TV, “Kicks” by Paul Revere and The Raiders, “I Am
A Rock” by Simon and Garfunkel, and “You Don’t Know Baby” by Emmy
Jackson.

The search gets
under way in September when Larry Page will visit America. Besides the
label’s chart topping group the Troggs, other contract artists include Toni
Caroll, the Chants and a group called Craig, whose single, “I Must Be Mad,”
is released in the United States on Fontana, and a new singer, Lee Drum-
mond, whose first disc, “Lindsay, Parker and Flynn,” is also due for States
side release shortly. The Larry Page Orchestra originally released by Decca
will now switch to Page One. An Instrumental Group—the Chelsea Lads,
previously with CBS, have also been contracted to Page One.
Herman, of Herman’s Hermits, just back from his fourth and most suc-

cessful American tour, is filming “The Canterville Ghost” for screening on
American television later this year. The film stars Sir Michael Redgrave and
Douglas Fairbanks. Herman returns to America to star in the first Ed Sulli-

van show of the coming season on September 18th. After that he will appear
with Perry Como at the Oklahoma State Fair on September 28th, 29th and
30th. Herman’s latest single, “This Door Swings Both Ways,” is doing well
on the American market.

British song writers Les Reed and Mitch Murray have been invited to rep-
resent England in Brazil’s First International Song Festival in October.
Writers and artists from twelve countries will be taking part. The Reed/
Murray composition “Gina” will be sung by Wayne Fontana. The first prize
for the writer is around $6,000 and $4,000 for the artist. “Gina” is published
by Les Reed’s Donna Music. Both writers have many hits to their credit.

Reed’s titles include “It’s Not Unusual,” “Here It Comes Again” (a recent
No. 1 in Italy by Rita Pavone), “To Make a Big Man Cry” (also a hit in
Italy by Bobby Solo), “Don’t Bring Me Heartaches,” “Have Pity on the
Boy,” etc.

Englaiul Gets Cassettes System Oct ./
LONDON—Philips Electrical Ltd.
and Philips Records introduced their
compact cassette system recorders
and stereo compatible musicassettes,
for marketing in Britain on Oct. 1,

at a recent press conference here.
First seen in Germany in 1965, the

musicassettes have subsequently en-
joyed sensational success in Switzer-
land, Austria, Holland, France and
Belgium. By the end of the year, they
will also be marketed in Italy and
Scandinavia. U.S. introduction took
place last month.

In designing and developing mu-
sicassettes, Philips has taken four
major aspects into consideration:
ease of operation, simplicity, ver-
satility and complete portability. Each
musicassette contains a total of 20
components and intricate and costly
equipment has been installed at
Philips’ record factory, where they
will be mass produced to meet the
demand, which is expected to follow
the Continental and American pat-
tern of success. The cassette, made
of plastic and weighing only three
ounces, is no larger in size than a
bar of chocolate. The tapes per-
manently housed inside of the car-
tridge are about %" wide and play up
to 30 minutes on each side, the
equivalent of an LP. They retail at

2 pounds each.
It was pointed out that the Philips

cassette was not intended as a com-
petitor to the disk, but as a supple-
ment to it. The cassette has already

In addition to the funds that have
been accumulated by NOPA over a
period of years for this purpose, the
NRK has made a grant of Kr. 100.000
to make these recordings possible. As
well as the recordings made by the
NRK’s own orchestra, work on which
has already commenced, the series

will comprise recordings of brass-
band music, and an a cappella choir,

a choir with orchestral accompani-
ment, and instrumental solos and
small ensembles.

In connection with the first orches-
tral recordings, NRK appointed a
working committee consisting of radio
producer Leif Rustad (chairman),
conductor 0ivind Bergh (who has also

conducted the first recordings), and
the composer Jolly Kramer-Johansen
(chairman and public relations officer

of NOPA).

been accepted by thirty-nine com-
panies throughout the world. The first

musicassettes to be issued in Britain
will be from the repertoire of Philips
and EMI. Material from Pye and
Polydor will be available in 1967.

Cassette Product

Although initially all material will

be taken from existing LP’s it’s ex-
pected that in due course tracks will

be recorded specially for the musicas-
sette market. The first release will be
made up of pop best-sellers, light

classics, jazz and light orchestral mu-
sic. Subsequent releases will be made
at three monthly intervals. Classical
repertoire is scheduled for next year,

by which time it is anticipated that
enough equipment will be in con-
sumer hands to guarantee a market
for the best quality reproduction.

Concurrent with the issuing of the
first musicassettes by Philips, and in

addition to the battery portable
EL 3301 (successor to the EL 3300,
of which over 1 million have been
sold). Philips Electrical is releasing
two new recorders, the 3310 mono and
the 3312 stereo. A new technique has
been developed for the 3312 with the
left and right hand stereo tracks
being alongside each other to give
full compatibility of mono & stereo

recordings.

Best Year Ever
Philips managing director Leslie

Gould opened the meeting by putting
forward the Philips slogan “Full
Steam Ahead at Full Price” for the
next 12 months.

The dealer
would starve in a discount war be-

cause there would not be enough mar-
gin for him or for the manufacturer.
Our slogan for the next year should
be We know what out product is

worth and we expect to be paid what
it is worth—full price.” Gould con-
cluded by mentioning the credit

bum of classical themes treated in

a modern instrumental manner by
arranger-MD Reg Tilsley and also
played an extract from the first Cha-
quito LP for four years, which is a
Latin piano and rhythm treatment of
standards and the first of three Latin
sets which Chaquito (alias Johnny
Glregory) is to cut for Fontana. He
mentioned Fontana’s drawing on the
French Barclay and the American
World Pacific catalogues for British
release and played examples.

“There’s nothing that’s not on
Fontana” was the theme for tapes
illustrated by color slides on screen
which emphasized the wide scope of

Fontana’s coverage. There were ex-

tracts from the Scottish catalogues
and Fontana’s documentary resources
were also adequately covered. Jazz
and blues experts Charles Fox and
Alexis Korner compered a selection of

extracts from the Fontana and River-
side jazz repertoires.

Leslie Gould then made the official

announcement concerning the deal
concluded between Fontana and Page
One Records run by Larry Page and
music publisher Dick James (see last

week’s issue). A long-term contract
has been signed and the Page-One
label would make its debut on Octo-
ber 1 handling material from the
States as well as its own British
recordings. He and Jack Baverstock
originally agreed to release Page
One disk product on Fontana for six

months. The Page One material had
been particularly successful during
that period notably via The Troggs
and a large roster of artistes was
being built. The Page One label only
applies to Britain at present, Gould
added. “Their product will go out on
Fontana or under the terms of ex-
isting arrangements elsewhere.”
Larry Page talked about the

hazards of independent record pro-
ducing. He said “We were lucky with
The 'Troggs “Wild Thing” a number,
incidentally, which was turned down
for issue by other companies in re-

spect of versions by Jordon Christo-
pher and Hedgehoppers Anonymous.
“Our aim is not only to keep The
Troggs at the top but to get other
Page One artists there too.” Terry
Brown dealt with the Fontana folk
repertoire with the humorous yet
well informed aid of the Spinners.
There are now 500 folk clubs in ex-
istence in the British Isles and a
potentially flourishing market for folk
music on record.

Leslie Gould informed the meeting
that three men prominently asso-
ciated with and primarily responsible
for the foundation of the Fontana
label ten years ago were present.
They were Jack Baverstock, Louis
Hazam and Herman Cats. He paid a
glowing tribute to Jack Baverstock
by saying that his name and Fontana
were virtually synonymous in Britain.

He said “It took terrific guts and
determination to get Fontana going.
He did it the hard way but he did
it.” Gould then mentioned the efforts

of Herman Cats and Louis Hazam in

support of Fontana in Holland and
France where at one time the em-
phasis was mainly on Philips. In re-

ply, Herman Cats said “Fontana in

England has done the best job by
far. It’s thanks to the product and
talent we’re getting from you that
Fontana occupies its present position

on the Continent and elsewhere in

the world.”

The August 13 session began with

addresses from Darcy Glover and
Leslie Gould. Glover, in an impres-

sively forthright speech, stressed the

current influence and status of the

Philips group disk product. “We’ve
reached our majority,” he declared.

“Dealers need Philips. We set trends
—^we don’t just follow them.” He also

made mention of the new Philips disk

catalog which is being prepared by

computer over a time span of eight

weeks as opposed to the former

method of human collation which

could take as many months before

completion. The Mercury and Wing

Meeting

catalogs were then discussed as were
Planet Records whose product is dis-

tributed by Philips. Walter Woyda,
formerly with Keith Prowse and a
Philips staffman of only a few
months, dealt with an interesting line

of record accessories which Philips
is to market. He said that a display
merchandiser would be supplied free
to any dealer placing an order worth
£25 in respect of the accessories
range.

‘Immediate’ Film

Next a film was screened with the
Immediate label and its stars as sub-
ject matter. Immediate is the record
label founded by Andrew Loog Old-
ham, manager of The Rolling Stones,
which is distributed by Philips and
the film with its novel production
technique and intriguing artistic

Immediate patterns being drawn on
the nude torso of a model, provoked
warm applause. Gould expressed the
Philips pleasure at the success of
Immediate artists like Chris Farlowe
and The McCoys and recalled that it

was only a year ago that Andrew
Oldham and his colleague Tony
Calder first appeared with the Imme-
diate idea. Calder and Oldham
thanked the Philips organization for
their help in achieving success of the
past year hoped that the following
year would be a good one.

The Musicassettes

Then came the highlight of the
meeting. The introduction here after

their success on the continent of the
Philips Musicassettes by Walter
Woyda, aided by an interesting and
thorough film about their manufac-
ture and processing prepared for

dealer trade shows (see story in this

issue). Woyda described the Musicas-
settes as the record industry’s answer
to the transistor radio, complete with
mono and stereo compatibility. They
could be used anywhere at any time.

The Philips Cassette Recorder could

now offer all the advantages of a
portable tape recorder. ‘Snap in and
switch on’ was the operative slogan.

There are now three models available

of the Cassette Recorder which will

play Musicassettes. The initial Philips

release of Musicassettes goes on the
market on October 1 and will consist

of 20 cassettes by top artists such as

The Walker Brothers, Dusty Spring-
field, Xavier Cugat, Frankie Vaughan
and Susan Maughan and a further
20 are planned for January 2. It is

hoped to have 100 Musicassettes on
the market within a year. They weigh
three ounces, are made of plastic and
are no bigger than a bar of choco-
late. Woyda added that Musicassettes
would retail at £2 each, slightly more
than the price of the equivalent LP
but dealers would make 6d more pro-

fit. The Musicassettes are durable,

their tapes cannot tear and have a
safety device to prevent accidental

erasing of their contents, and the
packaging is dust proof. A merchan-
diser would be available free of

charge to each dealer ordering a set

of Musicassettes. George Hannis of

Erwin Wasey advertising agency gave
details of the comprehensive promo-
tional campaigns devised to launch

the Musicassettes. Over £200,000 is

to be spent and of this £90,000 has

been earmarked for TV advertising

over nine weeks until December in

preparation for the Christmas buying

season.

The meeting concluded with tributes

from Leslie Gould and Darcy Glover

to Walter Woyda who had master-

minded the Musicassettes launching

and campaign during his short so-

journ to date with Philips and to

other Philips personnel for their hard

work in organizing the meeting and

ensuring its smooth functioning. Mr.

K. Bouma of Philips Holland provided

a parting gift for Philips executives

and reps by enrolling them in the

“Fontana pipe smokers” club and

presenting them with long-stemmed

Dutch pipes and pouches of tobacco.

The balance sheet for EMI (Australia) Ltd. for the financial year ended June

The
record is on the In label, a subsidiary of W & G. Both titles were written by
the group and publishing rights are held by Woomera Music. Gillespie also
reports strongly on behalf of young Australian singer Tony Henry and his
latest single “Searchin’,” the old Leiber-Stoller song. W & G has also just
issued an E.P. by Tony Henry.

Australian recording star Brian Withers is presently in London enjoying the
scene as part of his prize in winning a talent quest conducted by the Sitmar
shipping line. RCA of Australia advises that it has received word from London
that Brian’s first English recording has just been issued. Titles are “For No
One” and “Here There And Everywhere;” both penned by John Lennon and
Paul McCartney. Brian’s session was produced for RCA by Bunny Lewis, whilst
backings were provided by David Whittaker and his orch. The record will ob-

viously receive the rush-release treatment throughout Australia by RCA.
EMI is out with a whole flock of new singles including the Troggs with their

the first time with tomatoes and other
missiles. On stage at the time was a
“ye-ye” orchestra, the “Them.” The
public vented its feelings, but it was
all rather good-humored.
On Saturday, too, the traditional

gate-crashers were for the first time
checked and in this respect the Fes-
tival introduced something new: all

around the meadow a new barbed
wire fence had gone up. Even at the
turnstiles the gate-crashers were out
of luck. Here the officials controllers
of the Belgian soccer team Standard
Club Liege let no one get in without
paying.
Comblain 1966 remained faithful to

its tradition by offering the popular
orchestras an opportunity to cater
for the teenagers. Some 1,500 of them
almost attended the performances of
some 20 orchestras under the big tent,

but they could not really live it up. A
score or so of judokas circulated
among the crowd to prevent any row-
diness, but they did not have to in-

tervene. With the exuberance held in

check many youngsters started drink-
ing and a few were locked up by the
police until they sobered up. Nothing
was destroyed or damaged at Com-
blain during the night, another break
with tradition.
On Sunday the program was sched-

uled to start at 11 a.m., but not until
Benny Goodman came on stage did
the atmosphere of the festival come
into its own. Before his performance
a few orchestras got a good recep-
tion, among them the one conducted
by Andre Brasseur, a rather debated
figure in the jazz-world. A big suc-
cess, too, for the Hammer Trio in

the afternoon and at the end of the
day for Anita Day, a very great
singer, who got a big hand from the
audience, also the well-liked group of
Fud Candrix. An Austrian orchestra.
The Original Storyville Jazz Band
concluded the day.

Facts and Figures

The world wants figures. It is sim-
ply not satisfied with the statement
that the “stage” at Comblain was
one of the best that can be offered,
but it should perhaps be mentioned
that it was worth more than 2 mil-
lion francs (or $40,000). Everybody
happy? We have not mentioned,
though, Benny Goodman’s fee, since
this might cause heart troubles.

Other figures then: more than 2,500
ft of crowd-barriers were used at
Comblain; fifty loudspakers columns
were installed and to link them up
with the microphones 80,000 ft of
electric wire were stretched in all di-

rections over the meadow.
The visitors consumed 20,000 hot-

dogs, 12,000 cups of coffee, 10,000

sandwiches, 5,000 waffles, 11,000 ice
cream sticks, almost 100,000 bottles
of beer and soft-drinks, 16,000 bags
of fried potatoes.
Behind the stage a camping area

for some 400 trailers and 800 tents
had been provided. On the hill over-
looking Comblain-la-Tour a 140 ft
mast had been erected to beam the
pictures picked up by the TV-cameras
to the broadcasting station. Some
5.000 chairs stood in front of the

“Levi’s Palladium,” the “ye-ye”-
tent, had doubled its surface under
canvas to 22,500 sq. ft., with a dance
floor of 2,000 sq. ft. Twenty orches-
tras played for one and a half hour
each throughout the two days of the
festival. And just one more statistic:

20.000 cigars were sold with a band
labelled “Comblain” (in an envelope
containing four cigars) and each en-
velope contained a raffle-ticket.

Color TV
TV was of course present at Com-

blain. The Belgian TV broadcast some
of the scenes “life” and many other
parts of the program were recorded
and will be shown on our screens in.

the coming months. Foreign radio
stations broadcast from Comblain:
the French, German, Italian, British,
Dutch, Danish and Czech networks, as
well as N.B.C., but this is quite a
story by itself, worth telling.

The man in charge of public rela-
tions for Sabena in New York, Pierre
de Moral publish a bulletin in order
to promote U.S. tourism to Belgium
and in it he lists the coming events,
among them of course the Comblain
Jazz Festival. This bulletin happened
to be read by Barry Wood, the former
singer and now producer of one of the
most popular programs sponsored by
Bell Telephone Co. For him Comblain
looked like a fine opportunity to get
off the beaten track just for once and
he took the first plane to Belgium,
going straight to Comblain, where he
met Jacques Seron, press attache for
the festival, who arranged a meeting
with Joe Napoli. Actually, their brief
encounter took place not at Comblain,
but in Spoleto (Italy) and as a re-
sult N.B.C. decided to produce a color
TV-program of the festival. Color
TV, of course, requires strong light-

ing and it explains why Comblain was
so well illuminated! N.B.C. shipped
its equipment, worth 300,000 dollars
to Comblain, including eight cameras
and along came 25 technicians,
brought over specially from New
York to film this Jazz Festival. N.B.C.

also hired a helicopter to shoot some
of the scenes of the crowd from roof-

top height, which a dozen times or

so rather upset the show.

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Never before was the large assembly-room of the City Council of Sao Paulo
so crowded (as a matter of fact, so was the whole street in which stands the
building, where all business stopped and commerce closed doors). Tbe reason
was the ceremony during which the title of “Honorary Citizen of Sao Paulo”
(Cidadao Paulitsano) was granted to Brazil’s Teen Idol Roberto Carlos. And
once again, as has been happening for nearly two years now, tbe talented
young singer-composer’s name hit the headlines in all local magazines and
newspapers, and was commented on in all radio and TV stations. Proposed by
the young edile Armando Simoes Neto and practically unanimously approved
by other councilmen, the title was granted in an atmosphere of rare emotion,
a mixture of juvenile excitement and alacrity with adult curiosity and admira-
tion. The formality was presided by Manoel Figeiredo Ferraz, president of tbe
City Council, and all Secretaries of State were represented, as well as the Apos-
tolic Nuncio. Nearly 1,000 policemen and guards were mobilized to assure the
good proceeding of the ceremony, during which the Brazilian youngster was
done homage to, in the person of Roberto Carlos. In the speech the young
chanter used his personal typical slang which was received with complaisant
smiles from the present authorities and cheers from the public who jammed
the rooms. Outside, a military band played bis hit number ‘Quero Que Va
Tudo Pro Inferno” (Everything Else Can Go To Hell) as an anthem, while
crowds waited patiently for nearly four hours to greet and congratulate the
young idol who, beaking usual procedures, cbose to have this done outside, on
the sidewalk. Before stepping into his car, the young man couldn’t control his
deep emotion and burst into tears!

As an important addition to the efficient promo department of Companhia
Brasileira De Disco (Philips) in Sao Paulo, where Luiz Mocarzel and Carlos
Goncalves are carefully furnishing all important happenings of the company,
we are now receiving more news directly from the general manager in Rio,
Alain Trossat; as compiled by secretary C. Pinto, we are informed that: con-
troversial chantress of the new wave Nara Leao (considered by some as “the
Muse of Bossa Nova”), is cutting a new album, in her personal protest theme
style, with numbers by some of the best new composers of the moment, Chico
Buarque, Gilberto Gil, Caetano Veloso.

The 1st High Mass in Yeah-
yeah-yeah took place in Rio de Janeiro and the chosen group was the Polydor
label exclusive artists Brazilian Bitles—C.B.D. who represents the Polydor
label in Brazil, is planning to cut an LP with this unedited and much discussed
ceremony. Next November, another top recording artist of the company will
receive the “Golden Record,” for his high sales figures—^for several weeks al-

ready his “Tristeza” is on first spot in the local charts and the popular chanter
is cutting a nev/ album recorded “live” at one of the TV Record weekly pro-
grams “0 Fino . . .,” produced by A&R man in S.P., Mario Duarte. The Polydor
label, which is having great activity in the teen-music field, through launching
of exclusive artists Ronnie Von, Brazilian Bitles, Os Santos, Roberto Pereira,
etc. is preparing an LP including all these interpreters of the young rhythms,
which will be titled “The New Rings of Yeah-Yeah-Yeah.”

which had anticipated sale of 15,000 copies in a single day b/w “Downtown.”

Enrique Lebendiger, prexy of RGE/Fermata, is still in Europe, on one of
his frequent business tours, a sign of good promotion of the Brazilian Music.
We receive news that another recording of the hit number “Tristeza,” of the
Fermata catalogue, and which was awarded first prize in last Carnival, became
a favorite standard immediately and has been recorded by several artists sub-
sequently, such as Jair Rodrigues (Philips), Zimbo Trio (RGE), Mayza (RCA),
while Ary Cordovil, who actually was the number’s creator, is having great
success in Rio de Janeiro currently. Another current hit which received a
Portuguese version and is having good acceptance is “Yesterday,” which is

being sung by Agostinho Dos Santos, famous for his “Black Orpheus” record-
ings. One of the numbers which rose faster in the local charts lately, is the
current hit “Coruja,” composed and interpreted by newcomer vocal twosome
Dino & Deny (Odeon), considered authentic representatives of the new genuine-
ly Brazilian teen-music.

We also find out more about latest releases of tbe RGE label, through PR
man Macos Nobili, as follows: for lovers of the real traditional “samba” we
have an album titled “Na Madrugada,” by Paulinho Da Viola and Elton Me-
deiros, interpreting numbers by popular composers such as Ze Keti and Cartola,
in that famous “match-box rhythm” style. International bolero chanter Lucho
Gatica has his first disc released through RGE, of the original “Musart” Mexi-
can label, now represented by that label here. In the LP, some of the great hits
of the romantic-voice songster are included, as well as a Spanish version of the
Brazilian international hit “Girl From Ipanema.”

Henry Jessen is now heading the “Odeon” offices in Brazil, from his Rio de
Janeiro seat, assited in Sao Paulo by efficient and experienced disk-man Oswal-
do Gurzonni. Tbe news from latest activity of tbe company, comes in the new
pictured bulletin from the hands of PR man Orlando Steffano, and informs:
TV novel (in the soap-opera style) is the big success of the moment in Brazil
attaining top audiences in the housewives’ milieu—one of the successful ones
was called “Deusa Vencida” (Defeated Goddess) and the theme song, inter-
preted by chanter Hugo Santana, became also a sales hit. Comebacker US-
Mexican Andy Russel is also appearing here through an original “Capitol” re-
lease with chances to become a favorite here. Still from the San Remo Festival
1966, an album including several exclusive artists of the company, like Pino
Donaggio, in “Una Casa In Cima A1 Mondo”; Richard Anthony, with “Nessuno
Di Voi”; and Giuseppe De Stefano, interpreting “Per Questo Voglio.” Having
good critics and public reception the recently released album by chantress
Clara Nunes, who was among the best artists to participate in tbe Excelsior
Festival, should do well in these parts. After the success of the new Beatles
album “Rubber Soul,” currently in the first spot, and the good airplay of
“Samba -j- Samba = Miltinbo,” from the national catalogue, Odeon is calling
attention for another album titled “See What Tomorrow Brings” with Peter,
Paul & Mary. Odeon is calling also our attention for the role played by the
label in the present craze about the teen-music, initiated with Tony and Cely
Campelio years ago. Now, the cast in this “epidemical” music movement of
the company include some of the top names, both nationally and international-
ly: the Beatles, Golden Boys, Trio Esperan^a, Rolling Stones, Tony Campelo,
Deny & Dino, Dave Clark Five, Beach Boys, Sergio Reis, Eduardo Araujo,
Herman’s Hermits, Pino Donaggio, The Fevers, etc.

The number one position on the Dutch hit-parade went early in August to

Karin Kent with her lively rendition of “Dans Je De Hele Nacht Met Mij”
(Dance All Night With Me) on the Decca label. The music for this song, edited
by U. A. Music-Altona in Amsterdam, was composed by Bert Baccarach and
could be heard in the original instrumental version in the U. A. picture
“What’s New Pussycat”. Via a German version that did not develop into
greater popularity, Karin Kent picked out the song with Dutch lyrics by Willy
Rex for her repertoire to be sung at the recent Knokke Song Festival in Bel-
giurn, where the young lady from Amsterdam conquered the multi-linguistic
public. A large publicity campaign in close cooperation with leading Dutch
daily paper “Het Vrije Volk” was the second phase, and also Belgium took
over the release immediately with a great deal of success.

The Sextet of the world-wide popular Dutch Swing College (the line-up with

Oscar Klein and Dick Kaart, brass, leader Peter Schilperoort, clarinet, and
rhythm-section Arie Lighthart, Bob van Oven and drummer Lu Sanet) are
conquering the market with a highly commercial single taken from a previous
album, the Ellingtoned “East St. Louis Toodle-Oo” and the bluesy “From
Monday On”. Rine Geveke, program-leader of Phonogram Hilversum, told us
that well-chosen singles of the D. S. C. band, released in the proper times,
keep up an unbroken chain of popularity-continuation in both the home-market
and abroad.

“The Best of Jim Reeves” by Faron Young in his splendid Mercury-album
that was considered by the official Dutch Jim Reeves Fan Club as one of the
most exciting and fascinating C & W productions by the Mercury diskery.
Also released here was the Mercury-album by Clebanolf’s Ork with the amus-
ing title: “Country Music For People Who Don’t Like Country Music”.

Julie Felix, the attractive and highly gifted American folk-singer, switched
from Decca to Fontana and consequently came on the Dutch market with her
first Fontana-single: “I Can’t Touch The Sun”. Manfred Mann’s first Fontana-
recording is a tremendous thing: “Just Like A Woman”, tipped for the top ten.

Other very interesting Fontana-releases by Phonogram are “A House In The
Country” by the Pretty Things, and a nice and hit-potential ear-catcher by the
Happenings: “See You In September”. Very popular Fontana-group the Troggs
have their first EP with accent on “Wild Thing” and the waiting is for their
first LP.

In the jazz-field. Phonogram reported releases of a handful of solidly swing-
ing albums like “Lester Young Leaps Again” (with the historical Basie
groups) in Fontana’s Jazz Club Series, Art Blakey’s “Sould Finger” on Mer-
cury and the Les McCann-Gerald Wilson cooperation “The Wailers” on
Fontana.
CBS Holland recently signed the Dutch group Les Cruches (the Pitchers)

for recordings on the label. The group consists of 5 boys and are from the
southern part of The Netherlands, Tilburg. Their first single, their own com-
position: “I’m Gonna Be A Father” b/w “Walking And Strolling”, proved to

be quite successful right from the start.

Local KRO-TV aired a 30-minute Show by Simon & Garfunkel on August 12.

Telerecordings were made during a previous visit of Paul Simon and Art
Garfunkel in Holland last July. Simon & Garfunkel are very popular in the
low countries and their records are considered hit-singles and continue to sell

very well. CBS recently released their latest hit-single: “The Dangling Con-
versation” c/w “The Big Bright Green Pleasure Machine”.

Charles Lloyd & Quartet, accompanied by their manager George Avakian,
again payed a visit to our country, having made TV-appearances on local

AVRO-TV, August 9th. TV-recordings took place at the Concordia Studio in

Bussum. Some time ago, simultaneously with their first visit to Holland, CBS
released their Album, entitled “Of Course, Of Course”. The Charles Lloyd
Quartet made quite an impression on the Dutch jazz fans and the critics hailed
his performances.

Current chart-items on the Dutch single-hitparade include the following CBS
recordings: “I Am A Rock” (Simon & (garfunkel), “I Want You” (Bob Dylan),
“Fifth Dimension” (the Byrds) and Gene Pitney’s “Nobody Needs Your Love”.

A recent CBS addition to the popular LP field is an Album by the world-
famous zyther-player Anton Karas, featuring a.o. his famous tune “Third
Man Theme”.

After the success and wide publicity of the Music Festival for international
brassbands in Kerkrade, Bovema’s Columbia-label is now pushing hard behind
its exclusive and highlevel brassband-catalogue and keeps an eye on the Inter-
national Youth Music Festival to be held in Purmerend from 13-20th August.
Local deals will be supplied with albums and display-material of Munn & Fel-
ton’s and other brassbands on the Harry Mortimer-bandwagon.

Singles by
Georgia Fame (“Get Away”), Herman’s Hermits, the Shadows, David & Jona-
than and Cliff’s latest waxing “Visions” are doing well on this market. So
does the new group “She Trinity”, which have their “The Man Who Took The
Valise Off” now rush released in Holland.

Capitol’s plugging the Lou Rawls’ “Live” album, meanwhile establishing A1
Martino’s surprising comeback with “I’ll Go Somewhere, Etc”. Roel Kruyse
says he hopes Martino will visit this country in the near future.

Parlophone’s new single “Yellow Submarine” features one of the best
Beatles-tracks from their new album “Revolver”. Release of both single and
LP was scheduled early August. The Bovema-label meanwhile rushreleased
Cliff Bennett’s coverversion of “Got To Get You Into My Life”.

Stateside in Holland is ready to take off with the new McCoys-single “You
Made Me Feel So Good” and still has the Syndicate of Sound’s “Little Girl” on
the nation’s Top 40. (This item being released in USA by Bell Records).

It seems that American music (top hits) is getting popular again and several
radio stations in the country have changed their programming to this type of
music. Anyhow, the percentage is no higher than a 20%.

Gabriel Pardo, manager of the famous Mexican rock and roll group the Loud
Jets, is preparing a modern music festival at the National Auditorium, with
the performances of Frank Sinatra Jr., the Tommy Dorsey band, Duane Eddy,
the Supremes and some other artists. At the moment, nothing is sure.

Brazilian group the Tamba Trio offered a cocktail to the press and disk
jockeys of Mexico City, to introduce new arrangements which belong to a new
long play that will be released on the Philips label.

It is said that Connie Francis will arrive in town very soon. She will perform
at a nightclub and record in the Spanish language. The recordings will be
released on the MGM label and be distributed by DUSA record company.

Capitol Records cut the latest Beatles album titled “The Beatles Yesterday
And Today”, with songs like “Yesterday”, “Nowhere Man”, “Act Naturally”,
“Day Tripper” and others. Most of them have been released already.
The Puerto Rican female group, the De Castro Sisters, is performing at

the “Terrazza Cassino” nightclub. On the same show is Dutch singer Andrik,
who has settled since about a year in town.
Gamma Records released at the moment four LP’s by Johnny Rivers, the

singer who is supposed to perform in some nightclub of Mexico City by the
first days of September. “Susie Q” is still his most popular record here.

Kapp Records released “Strangers In The Night” and “Weekend” in a new
single record. On the same label we received “Younger Girl” and “Gone For
A While” in the version of the Critters.

Spanish singer Mayte Gaos, who has settled in Mexico with her family,
wrote to inform us that she will record an LP in Madrid, with songs written
by Agusto Alguero, and two written by herself. Mayte also told us that when
she returns to Mexico she will adopt the Mexican nationality.

The Operator As A Salesman

or

Take A Location Owner to

Lunch This Week

Like the small town civil servant, the average coin ma-
chine operator wears several occupational hats. In a very
real sense, today’s successful operator must be familiar

with at least three different and distinct skills—as an
entertainer, as an equipment mechanic and as a sales-

man. Right now, let’s direct our attention to the operator

as a salesman.

The operator’s sales activities fail into two closely knit

areas: 1. landing a location, and 2. keeping the location.

Although the operator employs his best sales techniques

when he sets out to add a new spot to the route, it’s

equally important for him to continue “selling” himself

and his services to the owner in order to keep that loca-

tion.

While the contract is generally considered to be the

best means at hand for holding onto a location for a good

period of time, it’s important for the operator to keep the

owner of that location satisfied with the service he’s

given and glad that he signed. In the case of the “gentle-

men’s agreement” where no contract exists, amicable

relations between the owner and the operator are vital.

But whether a contract exists or not, the satisfaction of

every location owner on the route must be the primary

concern of every operator interested in maintaining a

pleasant and constructive business atmosphere.

How do you, the operator, please that man behind the

bar or the lunch counter without killing yourself with

loans or an unbalanced commission agreement? Granted

you perform all the normal functions of a conscientious

operator—maintaining good looking, mechanically effi-

cient, up-to-date equipment backed up by prompt and

proficient service. But what else can you do to keep a

cordial atmosphere at the location while earning a good

buck?

For starters, you can ask the location owner which

particular tunes he might want on the juke—both oldies

and newies—instead of waiting until he asks. (A good-

sized backlog of records should be maintained here in

order to give the owner what he wants when he wants it.)

You might suggest some practical thoughts on dressing

up his place or moving your pieces to better spots on the

floor—changes you’ve seen completed quickly, cheaply

and profitably at some of your other locations. Establish

a trust by discussing his problems and then leading into

yours. From a foundation of mutual trust, you can more

successfully discuss the possible need for front money.

Show the location owner the latest advertising circu-

lars on new games which you believe will create greater

activity at his place—he’s interested in increased income

too. If you’ve got any routemen on the payroll, outfit

them in clean, starched uniforms—makes a very strong

impression, you know. Hire an artist to paint the firm

name on the route truck. Prepare and distribute little

promotional doodads (miniature plastic jukes, cue balls,

etc.) bearing the firm name. Find out the owner’s birth-

date and send him a card. Invite him and his wife to join

you and yours for dinner some night.

These are some of the many suggestions everybody

has thought of at one time or another. To those who
practice them goes the cream for the coffee. Take a loca-

tion owner to lunch sometime—you may end up placing

a new pin game for dessert.

Sam Stern, president of Williams Elec-

tronic Manufacturing Corp., got into

the coin machine industry by that
familiar process known as “accident”.
In 1931, as Stern says, “somebody
mentioned something about this new
game called pinball” and he began to
operate. In 1934 he formed Keystone
Vending as an operating company,

—

one of the machines he had was the
first Coca-Cola vendor—in Philadelphia.
He began Scott-Crosse as a game and
jukebox distributing company in 1939.
By 1946 he had bought an interest in

Williams. He sold Keystone and Scott-
Crosse, bought out Williams in 1959,
sold it to Seeburg in 1964 and is now,
besides being president of Williams, a
vice-president of Seeburg. The follow-
ing interview was conducted by phone
between New York and Stern’s office

in Chicago.

Q. What’s the advantage of three
balls for a dime?

A. It should take in more money
for an operator. You don’t have
people standing in line waiting to
play a pinball game at a location. You
have a peak period, three or four
hours a day. That’s when the operator
makes his money. In the old days the
games lasted a minute to a minute
and a quarter; now they run for two
and a half minutes or three. Some of
them are still on nickel play. The
operator doesn’t make that much
money on them with five balls for a

"Both—preferably both."

nickel; the old playing time brought
in a nickel or a dime in a minute; now
it takes three minutes and it cuts the
receipts down.

Q. Does this require a special mech-
anism in the game to adjust for the
different types of play?

A. All it takes is moving a plug and
changing a card.

Q. When did you come up with this
idea?

A. Years ago. And we’ve been mak-
ing the adjustable machines for years.

Q. So you’ve made limited progress
with the idea?

A. Some areas were very quick to
respond, others weren’t. We quit mak-
ing the adjustable machines for awhile
because we thought the response had
been too slow. But then we got letters
and calls from operators asking for it,

so we put ’em out again.
Q. Why is the progress slow, then?
A. Well, some operators are scared

to move. If they put in a three-ball
machine for a dime they’re afraid
another operator is going to under-
cut them at the location with five for
a nickel. The operator, in my opinion,
has two choices: Either he goes for
three ball play or he asks for front
money. But they’re hesitant about
asking for it.

Q. Because the location may go with
another operator?

A. Yes. The power of the location
owner is one of the big problems of
this industry. They have far too much
power. The operator should ask for
front money; he’s entitled to it. He
pays a considerable price for a ma-
chine, sets it up in a location on a
fifty-fifty split and its nuts.

Post Office rolls of from 100 to 3,000
stamps. In extensive pre-testing by
Scribe, the vendors were capable of
making 300,000 transactions without
adjustment, maintenance or cleaning.
The units reject foreign coins or

slugs; contain an “out-of-stamps”
sensing unit which flashes an ex-
ternal “empty” light, and an auto-
matic coin return. Other features
include an integral five-digit, non-
resettable counter which permits an
accurate count of stamps dispensed;
a special cutter shears as stamps are
dispensed to prevent stamps from
falling to the ground

;
and unique

built-in modifications to allow adjust-
ment in the event of postal rate
changes.
The Scribe units were developed

three years ago by Charles Flu-
backer, creator of such important
electronic devices as an automatic
telephone-answering device

;
wireless

TV control for hospitals, and a jet
aircraft ice-warning system, now
mandatory equipment on all commer-
cial jets. One of the developers of the
Norden Bombsight, Flubacker holds
thirty-five patents on important new
inventions.

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Millie McCarthy Letter

Examines Cause & Effect

of Mayors' Objection
To Pingame License Bill

NEW YORK—A lettei’ addressed to
the assistant editor of the coin ma-
chine section of Cash Box from
Millie McCarthy, president of the
New York State Coin Machine Asso-
ciation, is reprinted below. It con-
cerns one of the objections raised to
the late pinball licensing bill, vetoed
by the Governor two weeks ago. As
mentioned in an editorial (“Is Any-
body Out There Listening?” 13 Au-
gust 1966), the Conference of Mayors
advised against the bill on the
grounds that it would deny them the
right to issue licenses, and their ac-
companying fees. Mrs. McCarthy re-
veals a new factor in her letter:

Dear Joel:
1 learned the final reason why the

Mayors decided to vote against the
bill.

As you know, the bill was amended
any number of times in three at-
tempts. On the second try, a request
was made to insert a section that
most licensing measures have because
they don’t want to bother to check
out one or two shares to see if a felon
is buying them. Therefore, a provision
that says no license shall be granted
if a partner, officer, director or stock-
holder of a company has within ten
years been convicted of a felony and
he holds more than ten per cent of
the outstanding shares of stock.
Now—Mr. Donald Walsh, Chief

Counsel of the State Conference of
Mayors said, “It would throw the
door wide open to felons.” He noted
that six felons, each owning 9% of
the shares of the company would own
54% of the stock, which is enough to

control the company.
Joel, can you possibly imagine such

reasoning ! It is as if they were say-
ing that it’s alright for a felon to
own the whole blasted thing right
now without looking for five more
cohorts to gain only 54% of it.

Again, I’m quite sure this is one
mayi’s opinion. He couldn’t possibly
understand our business. Most of ours
are three—possibly four man opera-
tions. What would one business do
ivith six felons plus the good men to
own. the other

If there is a possibility that such
a thing could happen someday—then
an amendment could be passed to
cover a loophole. After all, the meas-
ure wasn’t taking effect until 1967
anyway. Furthermore, shoiv me any
measure the Government has ever
passed—from compensation, unem-
ployment insurance to Medicare that
someone didn’t find a way to collect
who wasn’t really intended in the
measure. Nothing is absolutely “loop-
hole” proof. That is why we have
courts and lawyers—but this is the
wildest I ever heard—especially u'he^i

he says, “wide opeyi to felons”—as
though six felons who could get to-

gether were easy to come by.
I blame the Governor for not listen-

ing to all the sound reasoning for the
bill—as against this ridiculous state-
ment against it.

portation are ali going up. As labor
goes up, as material goes up, we have
to go up.

I say right now
that games are cheaper than they’re
going to be. Within the next thirty
or ninety days the price may go up
again—who knows?—and the opera-
tor has to have some means of offset-

ting his costs and still make a profit.

Q. Three-ball play or front money?
A. Three-ball play or front money

or both—preferably both.

Q. Do your sales agents promote
three-ball play?

A. Of course. With every game we
release we send out a full color circu-
lar explaining our ideas.

Q. Do you think there are new
markets or markets that aren’t fully

being exploited?
A. There are a lot of airports and

hotel recreation rooms that have pin-
balls, but a lot of them don’t. These
are areas that a good wide-awake
operator should cover.

Q. If you had to sum up your ex-
perience in the industry in twenty-five
words or less, how would you do it?

A. This is still one of the greatest
industries in the world and big oppor-
tunities are still available—if they
aren’t taken advantage of it’s the
fault of the people in the industry it-

self.

Q. Do you see any way of reaching
operators who may be slow to respond
to new ideas and changing situations?

A. They’d have to get together with
themselves and the distributors. There
may be one or two fellows who’d try
to undercut and make a quick pi'ofit,

but if the rest of them stuck together
they’d have to come in. The location
has too much power. It’s got to be
cut down. And the operator should
know that the manufacturer does care.
