These bashes also have

a tendency to create goodwill not only

between the label and the event it

hosts, but the entire guest list as well.

They are simply a good time to meet-

and-greet in pleasant. Informal sur-

roundings.

One more thing. If a member of

Cash Box seems to refer to his watch

during a cocktail party, he is not nec-

essarily bored by the whole affair. He's

probably doing some fast calculations

on getting over to a concurrent affair.

We look forward to seeing a prosper-

ous trade at well-earned gestures of

glad-tidings.

With the exception of numerous

copies on a single record release. The
Monkees’ first single, “Last Train To
Clarksville” and album, “The Mon-
kees,” have each exceeded one million

copies in sales. They set a precedent
on Oct. 31, when they were simul-

taneously certified by the RIAA (Rec-

ord Industry Association of America)

for Gold Record Awards.

The Monkees’ new single, “I’m A
Believer” was written by Neil Di-

amond, arranged and produced by Jeff

Barry. “(I’m Not Your) Steppin’

Stone” was written, arranged and

produced by Tommy Boyce and Bob-

by Hart, who also produced the

Monkees’ first single, “Last Train To
Clarksville.”

NEW YORK—A widening popularity
of shortwave listening among teen-
agers and overseas travelers is help-
ing to stimulate the market for short-
wave radios.

This accelerating interest by these
two affluent segments of the consumer

' market offers important sales poten-
tials to dealers and distributors, ac-

[

cording to William B. Keepin, man-
I ager of the radio department of North
American Philips Company, Inc., mar-

' keter of Norelco AM/FM/shortwave
receivers.
He estimates that during the past

five to 10 years the overall market in

shortwave receiving equipment has
1 more than doubled. Today, more than
$60 million is being spent yearly for
equipment with shortwave bands.

Keepin predicts that by 1970 some
j

$75 million will be spent annually for

i

all types of shortwave radios.
The Norelco exec notes that pres-

ent-day sales have been spurred con-
siderably by intense interest in short-
wave equipment on the part of young
people. In addition, he points out, an
increasing number of people who

i travel abroad have taken to carrying

I

portable radios capable of receiving

shortwave broadcasts from home.
“More and more dealers and dis-

tributors are recognizing this demand
and are promoting shortwave units

—

especially new, lightweight, transisto-

rized portables with multi-band facil-

ities,” he observed.

Says Norelco's Bill Keepin
James Bond Helps

“Teenagers apparently have discov-
ered that shortwave listening offers a
different and exciting form of home
entertainment. In addition, the great
popularity of James Bond and other
secret agent-type heroes who use un-
usual communications devices is

pi-ompting interest among young peo-
ple in more sophisticated radio equip-
ment,” he says.

Keepin also cites the fact that
many schools have recognized the
educational advantages of shortwave
listening and have encouraged the
formation of shortwave listener clubs.
Educators, he notes, have long appre-
ciated that shortwave listening offers
a “painless” means of learning about
electronics, geography, modern lan-
guages and current events.
As for toui’ist interest, Keepin sug-

gests dealers capitalize on the travel-
er’s desire to keep abreast of events
at home by taking along compact,
portable radios which can receive
shortwave broadcasts beamed from
the United States and other points.
“American travelers today are par-

ticularly fortunate in this respect,”
he says. “With multi-band radios they
can receive English language broad-
casts of American news, sports
events, stock market reports and mu-
sic which are ti'ansmitted frequently
to most parts of the world by the
U.S.I.A.’s Voice of America, the
Armed Forces Radio and Television
Service, and Radio New York World-
wide.”

NEW YORK—“Being adventurous in

business pays off, and in many ways,”
says Goddard Lieberson, president of
the CBS/Colunibia Group. Lieberson
makes this remark. An interview' just
published in Journal of World Busi-
ness, the Columbia University Gradu-
ate School of Business bimonthly
magazine. “Years ago my company
made the decision to record works
that w'ere supposed to be beyond the
pale of making money, but curiously
they often did make money.” If you’re
a very large company, perhaps you
can keep going for a long time with-
out being adventurous. But without
adventure, even a big company will

gradually sicken, shrivel, and eventu-
ally die.

“If I had the terrible job of build-
ing a curriculum for a business
school,” says Lieberson in reply to a
question on what educational qualifi-

cations are necessary for a successful
career in business, “I should stress
psychology, sociology, and philosophy.
This preparation would give the fu-
ture business manager more for his
money than the study of business
techniques. After all, you can buy
techniques, but you can’t buy creative
ability. Too much technique keeps
the executive tied down, locked in a
framework of cliche, looking inward.
What he really needs is a sense of
looking outward, a sense of the
mystical. The specific content of the
educational preparation is not too im-
portant. The creative thinker will

employ his education, however general
or unrelated, to serve the purpose of

LOS ANGELES — The unpredictable
chemical combination of an unknown
quality—a “show me” first night audi-
ence and a parvenue performer—met
its acid test at the Cocoanut Grove
last Monday night. Susan Barrett’s
series of opening titles, bright and
frothy, were received with polite at-

tention and modest applause. But, un-
expectedly, this golden haired fledg-

ling (not unlike a vocal version of an
old 20th Century-Fox flick wherein
Betty Grable removes those horn-
rimmed specs and blossoms from her
secretarial cocoon into Miss Universe)
wraps her chords around a dramatic
piece titled “I Want To Be With You”
and emerges as an aureate aureole, a
sure-fire maturescent enchantress.
And, just as suddenly, the audience
catches the spark, basks in the
warmth and assurance of that husky
delivery, that prodigious range and
stunning artistry.
There are several show-stoppers

along the way, an auto harp backed
medley of folk oriented tunes, a
“rock” ” reprise of several current and
recent “soul” songs, a French-English
version of Becaud’s “What Now My
Love” and a shattering closer, “Im-

possible Dream,” the “Man Of La
Mancha” standard concerned with the
elusive unreachable star.

Undeniably, Miss Barrett deserves
most of the approbation for this

eventful evening. But credit, too, to

exec producer Joe Csida, staging by
Michael Ross and arrangements by
half a dozen charters including Marty

^
Gold and Marion Evans.

There was some advance hoopla
from the Grove to the effect that this

nitery has “discovered many stars

—

among them Barbra Streisand and
Nancy Wilson” (we’ll refuse to buy
the latter exaggeration since Miss <

Wilson appeared at least twice at the
Crescendo before her Ambassador de-

]

but) suggesting that Miss Barrett
might eventually join this illustrious

group. She is undoubtedly one of the
most attractive performers we have
ever witnessed. And one of the young-
est to hold a star spotlight at the
Grove. But those pleasurable features
only gild the lily of her blessed vocal
abilities. In one computable swoop the
chemistry is complete. Miss Barrett is

an artist on the verge of attaining her
unreachable star.

BLUES PROJECT
NEW YORK — One of these days
someone is going to discover the
Blues Project. That is, someone other
than the capacity crowd on hand to

greet them at the Cafe Au Go Go last

week. The five boys put on a show
that sliced through the low-hanging

cloud of smoke and just about took

the roof off the club, much to the de-

light of the besweatered young long-

hairs (and the occasional old fogey in

a suit) who were shoe-horned into the

club.

This is an act that’s strictly psyche-

delic, although not necessarily in the

exact meaning of the word. They are

psychedelic as far as something in

that vein can move the mind on
a wild journey. For their whole act

is a groovy, mood-creating journey.

They call themselves the Blues

Project, and they really are a project

in blues. They range all the way from
gutsy, brain-smashing blues rock to

a gentle free-flowing air whipped up
on the flute by Projectee Andy Kuhl-

berg. (And a fine bit of whipping he

did).

These boys have it. There are still

a few rough spots, but nothing that

steady work won’t iron out. In their

own particular bag, they have to rank
among the best that we’ve ever seen.

FOCUS OJir JAZZ
Among the new jazz releases this

week is an album by Illinois Jacquet
on the Cadet label. GO POWER! The
advent of this album opens a horizon
of jazz that is much worth exploring,
for it concerns itself not only with
Illinois Jacquet, but with so many
other players of his time and of his
talent.

Ruth of Jazz

Jacquet’s name is as analagous to
jazz as Babe Ruth’s is to baseball, or
Red Grange’s is to football. When you
mention Illinois Jacquet you can only
think about jazz, as we have for at
least a quarter of a century. Yet, Illi-

nois is uncommonly young to have
been a star for so many years. At the
time of this writing, Jacquet has just
celebrated his forty-fifth birthday, and
his energy, verve, and constant
searching for new ways to please his
audiences belie even that age. Illinois
Jacquet fans the world over will testi-
fy to that fact. Less than a year ago
he shook the jazz world up by playing
jazz on a bassoon, no small task. Be-
fore he made his debut on bassoon
before the public, Illinois had been
practicing several hours a day for
over a year and a half. When asked
why he waited so long to play in pub-
lic on bassoon, he said, “This instru-
ment is very difficult to master, and
I wanted to be sure that I had every-
thing together before I played it in
front of a paying audience. I don’t be-
lieve in doing my practicing on a
bandstand. I practice on my time, and
I perform on the customer’s time.’’
This point of view is quite a depar-
ture from the attitude of so many of
our younger jazz musicians who some-
times evidence almost disdain for the
feelings of the audience. And, it might
be added, Jacquet’s concern for the
welfare of his audience is character-
istic of the musicians of his era. They
come to play, not only for their own
enjoyment but for the enjoyment of
the audience, too.

Greater E.xposure

Everyone will acknowledge that
there has been a population explosion
in jazz. This state of affairs has been
brought about by a combination of
events: first of all, the opportunity to
be heard is far greater today than it

was years ago. The recording indus-
try has made this possible. In years
gone by, when a player first came on
the scene, it was almost standard pro-
cedure for him to serve a tour of duty
on a big band that traveled, always as
a section man, with only limited op-
portunity to be heard as a soloist.
Today, with the accent on small
groups, a young jazz musician has a
far greater opportunity to stretch out,
and if he is particularly talented, he
can attain recognition in a much
shorter time. Once the young player
has made his mark, some record com-
pany rushes to record him, often pre-
maturely. Another substantial factor
in the population explosion in jazz is

the undeniable fact that today’s
young musicians are infinitely better
equipped to pursue their craft. It has
become commonplace to hear a young
man of seventeen or eighteen play
jazz so well that it defies belief. Sev-
eral such young players who come to

mind immediately are Gary Burton,
Anthony Williams, Bobby Scott, each
in his own time a phenomenon.
With the increased number of jazz

performers and the decreased number
of clubs featuring jazz we are faced
with a perplexing inversion. What is

to become of the many jazz perfor-
mers who never attain headliner sta-
tus ? Where are they to play ? How
are they to sustain themselves eco-
nomically? It becomes particularly
acute among so many of the veteran
jazz performers who have known only
one pursuit since first they began
working.
To return to Illinois Jacquet, his

new album on Cadet was recorded live
at Lennie’s On The Turnpike in West
Peabody, a suburb of Boston, Massa-
chusetts. Lennie’s is one of many such
clubs around the country which con-
tinue to feature name jazz musicians,
and it is clubs like this that, almost
exclusively, afford the veteran jazz
musicians gainful employment. Along
these lines, it has been pointed out
that Buck Clayton, a titan among jazz
trumpet players, gets more jobs in
Canada and Europe than he does in
the United States. A pitiful state of
affairs, but true, nevertheless. Roy El-
dridge, recently departed from the
Count Basie band, is another of the
younger jazz veterans who has to
venture far afield for steady work.
Jazz players like Illinois Jacquet,
Buck Clayton, Roy Eldridge, and so
many more of that ilk, have so much
to offer an appreciative audience that
it seems untoward that more club
owners in the metropolitan areas don’t
sense that it would be to their advan-
tage to book these men.

‘Elder Statesmen’ Noted
Credit should be given to George

Wein who produces most of the major
jazz festivals in the United States,
and who is very active in packaging
jazz troupes for overseas. Wein has
never lost sight of the importance of
the “elder statesmen” of jazz, and sel-
dom, if ever, does one of his presen-
tations exclude a set by some of
young “oldtimers”. From a personal
observation, it can be reported that
Wein’s awareness in this regard is

very much appreciated. Very often the
most stimulating portion of a Wein
presentation is the set played by the
veteran jazzmen.

It is hoped that the era of “hot
jazz” will return to popularity. May
we assume that the extraordinary
popularity of Herb Alpert and The
Tijuana Brass is an indication that
the public is ready for a return to the
music that lets you participate ? The
hard-nose jazz buff might say that
Herb Alpert’s music isn’t jazz, but
let it be stated that it is more jazz-
inflected than any commercial music
has been for too long a time.

In appreciation. Miss Smith has
taped for the American Forces Net-
work over 40 individual Christmas
greetings to be aired by the AFN
during the holiday season, from Viet
Nam, to Pago Pago. The greetings
will also be aired over the Voice of

America and Radio Free Europe.
Special taped greetings have also been
made for Pacific, Atlantic, and Medi-
terranean aircraft carriers.

The story behind “Christmas Eve
In My Home Town” dates back to

1951 when Zabka and Upton were
both pages at a television studio in

New York. A year later, both young
men found themselves in uniform at
the American Forces Network in

Frankfurt, Germany. At that time the
song was heard and recorded by an-
other GI, PFC Eddie Fisher with the
Lutz Dietmar’s German Orchestra,
especially pressed by the Armed
Forces Radio Service. It made its

debut on the AFN in December, 1952.

Until recently presented to Miss
Smith, “Christmas Eve In My Home
Town” had never before been recorded
commercialy.

Kate Smith is scheduled to sing
“Christmas Eve In My Home Town,”
on ABC-TV’s Hollywood Palace, De-
cember 24.

The single was produced by Andy
Wiswell.

Pitney Scores in Europe

NEW YORK—Gene Pitney, who came
off in top form (14 in his appearance
at the 1966 Royal Command Perform-

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Jazz Study: Average Jazz Fan

Isn't Cartoonist's Stereotype
NEW YORK—People who like jazz
are, on the average, far from the
stereotypes made popular by cartoon-
ists. They make more money and have
a higher degree of education than the
national average, a new study indi-

cates.

These are among the leading con-
clusions reached by the first known
demographic study of the character-
istics of people who are jazz fans.
The new study is seen as filling a long-
time information gap and effectively
destroys the favorite myth of cartoon-
ists, that to enjoy jazz one must be
a bearded kook, or a finger-snapping
teen-ager, or a doddering oldster who
nods off to sleep to the strains of a
Dixieland tune from a 78 rpm record.
The study was prepared by Market-

ing Counselors, Inc. for Jazz Interac-
tions, Inc., an organization whose
membership includes many of the
most respected names among jazz
writers, critics and recording execu-
tives, among them Mort Fega, who
writes “Focus On Jazz” for Cash Box.
A total of 2,664 questionnaires was

sent to jazz fans in the Metropolitan
New York market; 1,234 responses
were received by the cut-off date, a
response rate of 49.9 per cent. Ethni-
cally, 79.2 per cent were received
from respondents who reside in pre-
dominantly white neighborhoods, and
20.8 per cent from those residing in

predominantly non-white neighbor-
hoods, roughly paralleling the New
York City population pattern.

the jazz fans, with 45.6 per cent
earning over $100 weekly (the nation-
al average is 11.8 per cent), and with
16.6 per cent earnig over $200 weekly
(against the 7.9 per cent national
average)

.

Education of the jazz fans, too, was
well above the norm, with 89.3 per
cent of the respondents being high
school graduates (compared with the
28.3 per cent national average), and
with 36.9 per cent college graduates
(as against the 8.9 per cent national
average)

.

From the standpoint of radio listen-

ing, the jazz buffs proved to be a
class market, with 94.1 per cent own-
ing FM radios, and 85.1 per cent
doing more listening on the FM band
than on AM.

The survey also concluded that
today’s typical jazz enthusiast is

“emerging as an adult with family
responsibilities.” Nearly half the re-

spondents (49.34 per cent) were mar-
ried, and 76 per cent were between
the ages of 21 and 45 (40 per cent
were between 21 and 30, and 36 per
cent between 30 and 45).
The typical respondent was active

in pursuit of his interest in jazz, with
79.7 per cent indicating attendance at
clubs where jazz is featured, and 92.6
per cent stating they are purchasers
of jazz recordings.

Automobile ownership also proved
high, with 51 per cent of the respon-
dents car owners compared with the
New York City average of 22.5 per
cent, and 31.7 per cent stating they
bought their cars new.

National Market Projected
While the findings of the study pro-

vide a profile of jazz fans in the New
York City area, the general conclu-
sions of the study are “probably true
of the national market,” according to

Albert Goodman, president of Market-
ing Counselors, Inc., who added,
however, that “more representative
national research would be required
for confirmation.” Nevertheless, in the
absence of such research at the
moment, it is expected that the pres-
ent study will be examined carefully
by advertisers and agencies as the
best available guideline to the charac-
teristics of the jazz radio audience.
Cost of the survey was borne by

Harry Novik, president of WLIB-FM,
the only all-jazz radio station in New
York, as an industry service. In agree-
ing to finance the study at the request
of Jazz Interactions, which is a non-
profit organization, Novik felt that
making the results of a pioneer demo-
graphic study available to the entire
industry would provide a valuable

service to all broadcasters who pro-

gram jazz, and to advertiser and

agency personnel as well.

WLIB-FM broadcasts jazz from
noon to midnight, seven days weekly.

Its personalities include Ed Williams,

from noon to 4 pm; famed jazz pianist

and commentator Billy Taylor, from
4 to 7:30 pm; and jazz authority Del

Shields from 7:30 pm to midnight.

The uncomplexlty of the single went tltle'Chenges"..
. . . takes on much depth when applied to this album. It applies, of course, to the new approach of Johnny Rivers. It applies to the musical changes

within the songs, and last, it is a perfect description of the emotional feelings you will experience when listening. For example: “Days of

Wine and Roses,” “Softly, As I Leave You” and “By The Time I Get To Phoenix”; these and the eight other tracks will recall good and bad

memories. But good or bad, they will put you through some changes. Johnny Rivers has the drive of a drill hammer, the determination of a

bulldozer, the guts of a lion, and talent, and talent, and talent. He almost single-handedly started a trend (Go-Go) that brought booming business

to night clubs (which they had been trying to do for years), new ideas to advertising (which they had been trying to do for years) and a fortune to

himself (which he had been trying to do for years). He’s young enough so he doesn’t have to lie about his age (24). Secure enough to have an

ego. Possibly, it’s wrong to get so editorial about Johnny Rivers, but it’s time that everyone sat up and took another look at the handsome, sensitive

young man from Louisiana. Over the past three years, he has been the most consistent-selling male vocalist, bar none— that’s right, NONE. But

it hasn’t been easy to separate the Go-Go from Rivers and vice-versa. It’s a classic example of the joke, “Build One Bridge.” There have been other

trends that have come and gone and in most cases when they went, they took their creators with them. A strange twist of fate, but not so J.R. His

current single, “Poor Side Of Town,” his twelfth hit in as many outings, gave notice that a change was gonna come.

And change he did. There are twelve cuts in this album; that’s normal. There are eight or nine standards that have

been performed in many albums; that’s normal. But what isn’t “normal” is Johnny Rivers’ interpretation of these twelve

cuts. To me, his most important contribution to the recording field is that he is not calculated; he sings real. This has

allowed him to make this musical change smoothly and defiantly. Oh, yes. One other change. On Johnny’s first album,

I wrote that he was 22 years old, and great— he’s 24 now, and GREATER. Any questions? Listen . . . —Lou Adler

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Back from a ten-day visit to America, Leslie Gould, managing director of
Philips Records, is pleased to report that after a rather unfortunate start
Dusty Springfield is now playing to packed houses in her cabaret season at
Basin Street East. Gould is delighted with the continued popularity of Philips
artists not only in America but throughout the world. British artists are ap-
pearing with regularity in the charts of Japan, Scandinavia, France, Germany
as well as Canada and America. Whilst in the States Gould negotiated to bring
American artists Bobby Hebb, Brian Hyland and Keith to Britain early in the
new year.

A new company, Mann Music Publishers Ltd., is being set up jointly by
Manfred Mann and Bron Music to publish compositions by members of the
group and acquire copyrights penned by local British writers. Plans are also
in hand to form a company in association with Gene Pitney for whom Gerry
Bron acts as manager in Great Britain. The new deal will enable the company
to activate th extensive amount of material already owned by Pitney in the
United States. Bron Associated are now actively expanding the management
and agency side of the business and, in addition to Manfred Man and Gene
Pitney, negotiations are almost complete to sign folk singer Bert Jansch to
an exclusive contract.

Lee Dorsey returned to the States last weekend after spending a successful

four weeks in Britain during which he undertook a nationwide ballroom tour
and had the satisfaction of seeing his Stateside release “Holy Cow” (published

K.P.M. have the latest Ken Dodd single “It’s Love” on Columbia. This was
adapted from the Italian copyi’ight “In Un Fiore” which was first heard at
the San Remo Song Contest this year. Same pubbery also have “Almost Per-
suaded”—the number which topped the Country and Western charts for many
weeks—now recorded by Dai Francis (of the Black and White Minstrel fame)
making his debut as a solo artist.

Maurice Press has entered into a partnership with Roy Tempest resulting
in the formation of Universal Dancing Ltd. Both Press and Tempest are cur-
rently in the States to book American artists for U.K. and continental tours in

1967. During the past twelve months, Tempest has brought over a host of
talent including Ben E. King, Lee Dorsey, Edwin Starr, Wilson Pickett, Stevie
Wonder, etc.

He will also discuss possible American tours for his
artists as well as seeking master for a new independent recording company
which he plans to launch in Britain early in the New Year. After visiting the
States, King will visit Germany and Holland.

Kit Lambert and Chris Stamp (manager of the Who) have formed a new
independent label—Track Records—to be distributed by Polydor Records. The
new label will make its debut in December with an album by the Who.
“Batman” is the first album release on the new Panda label issued by R & B

Discs, and three more are scheduled for release before Christmas: “Little Red
Riding Hood,” “Mother Goose And Other Stories” and “Happy Songs For
Rainy Days.”

Decca Exploitation Chief Tony Hall, in association with British publishers
K.P.M. and United Artists, is pulling out all promotional stops in an effort to
take curent American charters “Coming On Strong” by Brenda Lee and
“Whispers” by Jackie Wilson as high on British charts as they are in America.
As Hall observes this is no mean feat when one considers that only three out
of 18 American records currently in the American Top 20 have happened in
the U.K. As always, there is no guarantee that a hit in America will be a hit
in Britain. Sometimes, of course, it works the other way round. American art-
ists who fail to get away in their own country have enjoyed considerable suc-
cess in Britain, for example: Ike and Tina Turner’s “River Deep, Mountain
High” and currently “A Love Like Yours,” as well as the Righteous Brothers’
“The White Cliffs of Dover.”

As seen in the pop charts of Japan—both single and LP—the folk music
boom has really become “hot” even though its history here is very short.

sidered a best seller, Gianni is now recording his second single, which will be
presented on the market in a few days. In the meantime, his first hit seems
to be the leit-motif of the most popular Italian radio program, just titled
“Yellow Flag” (Bandiera Gialla).

Pino Velona’, executive of RIFI Records, will be in London next week. He
will accompany the top RI.FI songstress Iva Zanicchi, who will be star guest
at the BBC TV show called “International Cabaret”. Pino Velona’ has also
informed us about the first releases of the promotional “Operation Kangaroo.”

Italiana. The new disc is receiving an immediate strong sales reaction, as do
all by this top talent. The single has been introduced by Adriano Mazzoletti,
one of the top disk-jockeys on Radio TV Company.

David & Johnatan, top English duo, who will be in Italy, to take part in a
TV’er Dec. 16th. Their first single released in this country has been introduced
by EMI Italiana via the radio broadcasting “Bandiera Gialla” (Yellow Flag).

It is definitively confirmed that Bobby Goldsboro, top American U.A. artist,

will take part in the next San Remo Festival. This is the result of a deal
between Gianni Ravera, San Remo organizer, and Cemed Carosello, who
represents the United Artists label in Italy.

Memo Remigi has signed a new pact with Cemed Carosello. He already had
an exclusive agi’eement as composer with Curci Publishing Group, and for-
merly had signed a contract with RI.FI as a vocalist.

According to Roland Ferneborg, head of Swe-Disc, the Caretakers, another of

his best-selling groups, also have several international offers: Great Britain

and France in January, and Mexico in February—the latter if they can ac-

cept due to other engagements.
Lena, Bicke and the Organ Grinders have done “A Good Thing” and “The

Right Time” on an Amigo single, just released.
New sheet music from Gehrmans include “Farewell Angelina” (“Faiwal

Angelina”), “Paris Smiles” from the movie “Is Paris Burning” (“Ler Peris”)

both with Swedish lyrics by Gdsta Rybrant, who also has penned the Swedish
lyrics to “Moon River”, the oldie from “Breakfast at Tiffanys.” Other just-

published tunes from the same publisher include “Mr. Tambourine Man” by
Bob Dylan and George Gershwin’s “Summertime” with Swedish lyrics (“Som-
martid”) by Styrbjorn Lindedal.

The Best in Benelux Bens
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The “dinner-show” hosted by Discos Odeon proved very successful—with
the usual good organization and traditional hospitality, Oswaldo Gurzoni and
Orlando Stefano, together with the whole Sao Paulo staff of the company,
received radio, TV and press representatives, as well as disc-shop owners and
employees for a perfect evening. The latest activities of the company were
presented by Estevao Sangirardi, and their top stars and newcomers appeared
on stage.
The news bulletin from the Promo Department of CBS Do Brasil includes

the following recently-pacted artists: Os Ingenues, Luiz Jacinto Da Silva, the
Sunshines, Trio Nordestino and Marines. All of them are preparing recordings
for future release. . . . Ready for release is the new album of “bolero-king
from Brazil” Carlos Alberto which will surely follow the success of his
previous recordings.
RCA Victor announced the contract renewal with Exposito. Born in

Argentina, the composer-band leader and arranger has had many hits in
Brazil and is considered responsible for the new movement of Argentinian
popular music. Some of his recordings were with top artists such as Neil
Sedaka, Consuelo Velasquez and Nina Pizzi. . . . RCA is releasing two singles
by two top interpreters of the company. Maysa cut “Dia Das Rosas” which
she sang in the recently-held Rio international Fest, coupled with “Amor-Paz,”
her own composition with Vera Brasil, from the Sao Paulo National Fest. The
other chantress is Lucienne Franco with her rendition of the winning number
in Rio’s International Fest, “Saveiros,” backed with another number of that
contest titled “Festa Das Cores.” . . . The company is also doing a special
promotion of Henry Mancini reviews, to coincide with the release of a two-
disc album containing Academy Award numbers. The album’s being well
received due to Mancini’s presence in Rio de Janeiro during the International
Fest.
Companhia Brasileira De Discos, has ready for release a new single with

English teen chanter Wayne Fontana interpreting “Gina”, which represented
Great Britain in the Rio Fest and which became one of the public’s favorites.
. . . Also ready for release is the Philips album titled “Festival Of Festivals”
which includes songs from both Festivals (National, Sao Paulo and Inter-
national, Rio).
As a proof of friendship and homage to Brazil, Maestro Helmuth Zacharias

left to Brazilian pubbery Fermata the world rights of the winning song “Frag
Den Wind.” . . . Also from Fermata the sub-edition of third prize in Fest
“L’Amour, Toujours L’Amour,” penned by Daniel Faure and interpreted by
Guy Mardel. Francisco F. da Silva, informs us that he is now back with
Fermata, the pubber with which he started.
The long-awaited official launching of new Brazilian label “Au” (Artistas

Unidos) took place with the Emissoras Unidas at “Theater Record.” This
group is one of the partners of the new and daring enterprise, together with
Fabrica De Discos Rozenblit (FDR), “Marcos Lazaro ProduQoes, Organiza?ao
Brasileiro de Artistas (DBA), Emissoras Associadas TV Bandeirantes.
On the flowered stage whose decoration was based on the trade-mark of the
company (a large red AU, inscribed in a TV screen), everyone had the
opportunity to see their favorite artists, some already pacted by the diskery
and others as guests, who were presented by some of the most popular deejays
and announcers from radio and TV stations. Randal Julian© emceed the entire

show and introduced each of the other speakers. Albums of the first release of

the new label were distributed among the audience. The entire show was tele-

vised by three of the most important TV channels of Sao Paulo (Record, Tupi
and Cultura) and Rio de Janeiro (TV-RIO) working in chain, and carried by
eight radio stations (Record, Panamericana, S. Paulo, Bandeicrantes, America,
Tupi, Difusora and Cultura) and by radio chains Vei-de-Amarela N.S., and
Nacional Emissoras Unidas.

MEXICO
Come Dec. first, Lalo Carrion will leave the popular group of Los Hermanos

Carrion, to perform as a soloist. Just recently, Los Carrion made a videotape
to be released in the United States on the Andy Griffith TV show.
A big a go-go place has been opened in the same area where the Terrazza

Cassino is in Mexico City. Named Tequila A Go-Go, it features continuous
performances with artists Fabricio, Hnos. Reyes, Lorenza Lori, Malu Reyes,
Los Rebeldes del Rock, Los Cuervos and Los Comanches.

“Teresa,” the beautiful Italian song which introduced in Mexico by Gianni
Aless, has gained tremendous popularity in a few weeks and now almost all

the record companies in town want to record it: Capitol with Los Yaki, Musart
with Torrebruno, CBS probably with Enrique Guzman, Tizoc with Los “H”,
Peerless with Los Ovnis and RCA probably with Cesar Costa.

“Winchester Cathedral” is another theme that is getting very popular here
in the past days. In Mexico, already released are versions by New Vaudeville
Band on Philips Records, John Smith on Gamma Records, the New Happiness
on CBS and with Marcos Lizama on Capitol. And more new versions are
on the way!
Gamma Records has released a wonderful extended play with the extraordi-

nary voice of Chilean singer Monna Bell singing Christmas themes like “Santa
Claus Is Coming To Town,” “Mary’s Boy Child,” “Jerusalem” and “Christmas
Is Here”. Monna is currently performing in a weekly TV show.
From the International Department of CBS, three new LP releases: The

Academy Award Winning “Shadow Of Your Smile” with the new orchestra
of Andre Kostelanetz; “Dreamy Girl” with the organ of Ken Griffin and “The
Touch Of Gold” with the jazz guitar of Charlie Bird.
Malu Reyes—the beautiful young singer who just signed with Peerless

Records a few weeks ago—has cut an album with songs like “Todo A Go-Go,”
“Sweet Pea,” “Guantanamera,” “El Pato,” “El Yoyo De Tomasa.” Another long
play from Peerless—but on their economy label of Eco—played by the rock
and roll group Los Baby with themes like “Senza Fine,” “Sure Gonna Miss
You,” “Cool Jerk,” “Crying Time,” “Nowhere Man” “Pretty Baby,” and others.
A new promotion album from Liberty Records is being sent to stations

here with some of the songs recorded in various albums already released by
Musart Records. The list includes “The Best Of Timi Yuro,” “This Diamond
Ring” with Gary Lewis, “Hawaii Goes A Go-Go” with Martin Denny, to
mention a few.
Gamma Records has cut a new album with A1 Caiola, his guitar and

orchestra named “Caiola Romantico.”
Philips Records is waiting for the arrival in town of its new general

manager Hans Schrade.

ARGENTINA
Top news of the week has been the release of the “Fourteen With lango

Music” released by Producciones Fermata. Far from being a regular oiAing,

this LP has gathered fourteen composers (among them Astor Piazzolla, Mari-

ano Mores, Julie de Caro and Jose Basso), fourteen writers and poets (Jorge

Luis Borges, Ernesto Sabato, Leopold© Marechal among them) and fourteen

painters, along with an orchestra directed by Alberto Di Paulo and singers.

The album features fourteen paintings related to the songs, and several of

the songs included seem to be potential big hits. Producer Ben Molar has also

released a Compact 33 record exclusively for promotion with four titles culled

from the album, and, during the past days, the promotion given this record

has been extremely heavy. It may be expected that high sales will be attained

and, at the same time, the project is important since it may give new force

to tango music, a rhythm that has suffered a decline during the past years.

RCA news this week includes a single record by duet Barbara & Dick that

has big impact in Brazil: “Funeral do Labrador.” The song has been recorded
in Portuguese, thus keeping the force of its lyrics which would lose much in

the translation. Another interesting record is the version in Spanish of Gianni
Morandi’s smash “He Was A Boy Like Me, And He Liked The Beatles And
The Rolling Stones,” which won Morandi third place at the Festival of the

Roses in Rome.
Music Hall’s news states that both Frank and Nancy Sinatra have established

themselves as strong artists in Argentina after their hits “Strangers In The
Night” and “These Boots Are Made For Walkin’.” Frank’s album with the

same title is also selling very strongly, and Nancy’s latest single, “How Does
That Grab You, Baby?” is also appearing both in MH’s and in the National
lists. Now MH is working on the strengthening of the Warner Bros, catalog
in this country, whose representation was started a short time back.
CBS has released the first local version of “Black Is Black” by Los In, and

also has a new album by folk songstress Maria Helena. Under the United
Artists banner, there is an LP cut by Jay and the Americans, as well as the
soundtrack album of “A Man And A Woman,” the successful Anouk Aimee-
Jean Louis Trintignan film. Folk artist Jorge Cafrune has a new album also

and there is an LP devoted to the late Julio Sosa on the second anniversary of

his death.
Odeon reports the release of a somewhat unusual version of the “Yellow

Submarine,” the one recorded by Maurice Chevalier. Other new releases in-

clude “Pretty Flamingo” by Richard Anthony, “Walk With Me” by the Seekers
and “Merci Cherie” (coupled with “Born Free”) by Matt Monro. The diskery
is preparing two singles for Christmas: tropical group Los Wawanco and teen
star \aco Monti will be the artists.

Phonogram reports good success of the recent Fronterizos album, recorded
during the tours of this folk group in the Buenos Aires province. It is also
understood that producer Ariel Ramirez will soon start working on another
project since “Los Caudillos” appears as one of the strongest-selling albums
of the season. As we have reported before, it was cut by Vlady’s Orchestra
with solo singer Ramon Navarro.

Diskorn Records are outing the second album cut by folk singer Jaime
Davalos whose first LP for this label has been very successful. Other recent
releases are two Hickory singles by Bob Moore, and a single and an album by
another folk artist, Rodolfo Ovejero. Ovejero has been recently appearing on
Radio Provincia, through Mario Jorge Acuna’s well rated “Mananitas Cam-
peras” program.

More from Fermata: the pubbery is promoting the top-selling Brazilian hit,

“La Banda,” penned and recorded by Chico Buarque de Hollanda. The record

will be released through Producciones Fermata, and the Spanish lyrics for

the song are already prepared.

Microfon reports the release of a new single by tropical music group Los
Cinco del Ritmo, and another one by songstress Marcela Tobar. Titles are

“Flight 502” and “La Chunga,” and these records appear at the same time as

the albums by Atilio Stampone and Nestor Fabian. Microfon’s topper, Mario
Kaminsky, has started an artists management venture under the name of

Talent and already has an interesting roster. Address of Talent is Lavalle

1759, Buenos Aires, in the same building as Microfon.

Luis A. Rodriguez Roque, in charge of the Press section of the Cosquin
Folk Music Festival (to take place the third week of January in the province

of Cordoba), reports that most of the top artists of this country have been
signed to take part at the contest. Some of them are Atahualpa Yupanqui,
Los Fronterizos, Eduardo Falu, Los Quilla Huasi, Los Nombradores and many
others, which means that the 1967 edition of the Festival will be bigger than
ever. There will also be delegations from all the provinces and from some
other Latin American countries.

Disc Jockey reports that its top singer Rosamel Araya has recorded a new
album from which one of the tunes, “Sin Retorno,” seems to be especially

strong. Rosamel appears regularly on TV and PA’s and has been for years
one of the most popular artists in this country.

Titles are “Breakfast At Tiffany’s” and “Since I Fell For You.” Backing is

arranged and conducted by Sid Feller.

Several people in the trade have commented very favorably on the part
that station 4IP in Ipswich, Queensland, is playing in the promotion of local

talent. It seems that a strong percentage of their total program output is

devoted to Australian artists. It’s great to see that more and more stations
are adopting this policy.

Mr. Neville Smith, head of Astor Records, recently announced that plans
have been completed with Pye records of England under which MPD Limited
will record for Pye while the group is in England. MPD Limited is a local

group who are currently in London. Smith said he was happy that the group

could now record for Pye as Astor handles the Pye catalog for Australia. He

current “No Milk Today” which is a strong single here for Herman’s Hermits.

They also have the Australian rights to “Sunny,” a recent click for Bobby
Hebb. Reg Connelly in Australia represent the Campbell-Connelly group from
London.

New locally-recorded singles through the Festival company are: Warren
Carr with “The Mexican Bug” and “Tokyo” (Festival); Donna Gay is heard

on the Kommotion label with “Hey Beach Boys” and “Why Should We Take
The Easy Way Out?”; Tony Worsley has “No Worries” and “Humpy Dumpy”
(Sunshine); the Atlantics are on Sunshine with “I Put A Spell On You” and

“By The Glow Of A Candle”; the Black Diamonds are on Festival with “See

The Way” and “I Want, Need, Love You.” And on the Sunshine International

label is Normie Rowe with two sides he recorded in England, “Ooh La La”
and “Ain’t Nobody Home.”

From London, Welcome

A*T*E* Encore

For the second time this year the Alexandra Palace
houses an Annual Amusement Trade Exhibition from
Tuesday the 29th November through Thursday the 1st

December 1966. At the time of the last show, ten months
ago, the organisers were facing the first of two major
changes—a change of venue and a change of dates.

As far as the venue is concerned all hopes and antici-

pations were amply realised and attendance figures for

the January show were the highest ever attained. In fact

the first show at the Alexandra Palace proved to be an
unqualified success in every way. Now the organisers
face the second of these changes—a switch in timing
from January to December. Although the effects of this

are a little uncertain and more difficult to foretell the
organisers are equally confident that history will repeat
itself and that the 23rd A.T.E. will fully justify the switch
in timing.

Certainly there has been no lessening of interest on
the part of manufacturers and distributors and whilst for

various reasons fewer ancillary trades will be represent-
ed the number of firms displaying amusement equip-
ment will be at least ten more than ever before. On this

occasion fewer foreign manufacturers will be showing on
their own account but this is not surprising as most of

them have appointed British distributors who will be at

the show.

The growing tendency to introduce electronic and
other modern devices into the manufacture of machines
has caught the imagination of many of Britain’s inven-

tive ‘boffins’ who have entered the coin machine world
for the first time and have produced a crop of new and
exciting ideas which will be on show this year. Apart from
entirely new equipment there will as usual be a magnifi-

cent display of the latest models of old-tried favourites.

In short manufacturers and distributors have once again
“gone to town’’ to provide the widest and best possible
range of equipment to whet the appetite of potential

customers.

However it remains to be seen whether operators will

be willing to spend on the usual scale. Because of the
economic situation and especially the current wage and
credit squeeze there has been some increase in the num-
ber of unemployed and many of those still working are
unfortunately on short time. This must inevitably affect

the volume of spending money in circulation and it is

possible that some operators may think it prudent to

hold back a little until the economic situation is stabi-

lised.

Another factor which may exert some influence on the
show is the recent introduction on the 1st October of The
Gaming Machine Licence Duty. This calls for an annual
tax of £75 on practically all machines installed in clubs.

Initially the money has to be laid out by operators which
must inevitably reduce to some degree the amount of

capital available for the purchase of new equipment.

However on a brighter note the temporary Import Sur-

charge Tax initially levied at 15% and now reduced to

10% is to be taken off entirely before the end of the year.

This should bring about a reduction in the price of im-

ported machines which should in turn have a beneficial

effect on the market generally.

One very important happening since the last A.T.E.

is that the government has at last made up its mind on
the question of decimal currency and has annouced that

the changeover is to take place early in 1971. Although
details of the new coinage still have to be worked out it

is worthy of note that some manufacturers are already

looking ahead to the new scheme of things and one ex-

hibitor at least guarantees that when decimal coinage is

introduced parts will be available for all their machines
for the new size coin whatever it may be. In view of these

factors it is more difficult than usual to weigh up the

prospects of the show but remembering that the British

Amusement Industry is known for its resilience in the

face of adversity it is safe to prophesy that it will be very

much a case of business as usual—and perhaps even
better than usual—at the 23rd Amusement Trades Ex-

hibition.

As usual Cash Box will be at hand to report the event

and a full editorial and pictorial report will appear in sub-

sequent issues. In the meantime we extend our congrat-

ulations to the organisers and wish the event every suc-

cess.

PHILADELPHIA — In a move to

stimulate independent production of

motion picture subjects for the coin

operated audio-visual market, Uayid

Rosen has announced a co-operative

profit sharing plan for producers of

film subjects, musical renditions,

synced records &nd all othei filnied

presentations suitable for machine

'^^Rosen, who already numbers almost

800 film subjects in his catalog, is the

United States distributor for the 2-in-

1 combination Cinejukebox that com-

bines movies and jukebox mechanisrns

in a single machine. In addition, his

film library is made available to all

audio-visual machine operators on a

sale or rental basis.

Rosen has advised independent film

producers that he will print a mini-

mum of 100 copies of every suitable

movie subject accepted, and will share

the profits in the sale of the filrns

with the producers on a 50-50 basis.

The 50-.50 deal will continue for the

sale of the first 1,000 films in which

event it would return to the producer

a minimum of $2,000, Rosen esti-

mated. Beyond the 1,000-mark, Rosen

will pay the producer a 10 per cent

royalty in perpetuity for every print

sold.

With the world market at present

estimated at being a minimum of

5.000 audio-visual machines, Rosen es-

timated that the independent film pro-

ducer can look forward to an immedi-

ate possibility of $6,000 for each film

subject. Indications are stronger than

ever, Rosen continued, that the audio-

visual market will do better than

15.000 machines by the end of 1967.

In the event that Rosen is unable

to market the first 100 prints within

a four-month period, he will relin-

quish the exclusivity of the film and
re-sell the prints to the producer on

a cost basis if desired. In any event,

the producer could then submit the

film to another company for distribu-

TOKYO—The 100-yen coin having a

cherry blossom design and the 50-yen
coin bearing three chrysanthemums

—

these two will go into use as of

January, 1967, and will make nearly
half of the nation’s 290,000 coin ma-

^
chines unable to use without proper
remodeling. The industries concerned
are now working on the government
to have it either compensate for the
incurred loss or cut down tax, “since
the loss will come from the govern-
ment’s attitude to suit its own con-
veniences.”
A coin machine service company

^
selling 30-yen-per-cup coffee with
some ninety machines disposed at
buildings in Tokyo area noted with
resentment, “we consulted a manufac-
turer only to learn that required
remodeling whereby new coins can be
used on the machine will cost as much
as 55 dollars per machine. All the
stocked spare parts will go to waste. In
addition, a decline in sales is unavoid-
able in the transition period when old
coins are switched to new ones. We
all are upset at the news. Naturally,
we hold the government responsible
for all the damage.”

Involved in the Japanese coin
machine business are a machine
manufacturer, an operator and a con-
tent-merchandise producer. Of these
three the biggest influence of the
switch is exercised over an operator
like the above company, which oper-
ates on profit derived from sale of
merchandise contained in the machine.
Keportedly, the number of such oper-
ators throughout the country exceeds
six thousand and they are mostly a
medium or small business except a
few soft drink manufacturer-oper-
ators.
Now the 50-yen and 100-yen coins

are employed on about 123,000 equip-
ments. With these is equipped a coin

mechanism which distinguishes the 50

from the 100 and the real from the

forgery. In order that both new and
old coins may be used until 1973
when the switch will have been com-
pleted, this mechanism needs remodel-
ing and it is reported that the total

amount of money needed for this

purpose will reach approximately
83,000,000 dollars in all.

Barney Ross has a reputation of

being a gallant fighter, a man per-

pionship in 1938, battling Henry
Armstrong in a fight which is still

remembered by aficionados. Ross
joined the Marines and was wounded
on Guadalcanal in 1942.
When the Navy asked him to make

a tour of war plants he left the hos-
pital, although still in bad shape, to

cover as many as five plants a day.
The morphine injections given him
in the hospital seemed the only
answer to his pain and he became
addicted. He eventually defeated “the
habit”, wrote a book. No Alan Stands
Alone and saw his life made into a

movie, Alonkey On Aly Back.

Through Ross’ efforts many famous
personalities of the entertainment

world appeared at coin machine

functions, including Elizabeth Taylor,
Leslie Uggams and Eddie Fisher.
