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In-The-Know PR Men

The music business has toucheid so

many bases in recent years that one

never knows when and where a music

company and/or record act is apt to

pop up in the area of publicity. It's not

uncommon for the pages of a financial

publication, for instance, to sport and

spotlight the often vast ventures that

take place in the business.

During the more halcyon days of

music business dealings, outlets for

such PR work were generally limited

to the trades, columns and fan mags.

If something happened to break in any

other media, you could bet your life

that the story had sordid qualities. To-

day, however, the business can make

news in far more meaningful ways,

whether it involves carload-of-money

transactions or the social-political con-

sequences of certain kinds of music

and their performers.

With this in mind, we direct our at-

tentions to the music public relations

man himself. The great expansion of

his possibilities for obtaining coverage

for his clients has necessitated, in our

view, a concurrent growth of his so-

phistication and skill at using the tools

of his trade. The music business PR

man, whether he be associated with a

PR firm outright or work for a music

company with a PR dept., has become

the most direct link between various

media and the music business. As an

unofficial spokesman for the industry,

his responsibility is to speak on its be-

half with more fact than fancy, with

the welfare of the business in mind as

well as that of his clients.

The knowledgeable PR man Is the

one who is going to survive. He is the

fellow who not only knows where-the-

action-is in terms of his own field, but

sundry fields as well. As a PR man re-

cently put it, he found it amazing (and

exhilarating) that over a two-day pe-

riod he had lunched with an editor of

the Wall Street Journal and a staffer of

a music trade publication.

When one thinks of many outlets

where the record business can be

spoken of, today's scope of the PR

man is awesome as it Is demanding.

There Is no getting away from this fact.

He owes it to himself and the business

he is a vital part of to soak up all the

knowledge he can. And we mean

knowledge about just about anything

that could be of possible use in his

great function.

Tarr Up To Post As Marketing VP

Phiiips Seeks Simuitaneoas Reiease

Schedaie With Mercury For Europe
NEW YORK — Harry Jenkins has
been promoted to operations vp at
RCA Victor Records, it was an-
nounced by Norman Racusin, vp and
general manager. Jenkins, in turn,
reported that Irwin Tarr had been
named to his previous RCA post,
marketing vp.

Jenkins will add to his current re-
sponsibilities in marketing the direc-
tion of all manufacturing, warehous-
ing and distribution activities, as well
as the newly-created dept., operations
services. Tarr, formerly vp of pre-
recorded tape marketing, will contin-
ue as acting manager of this section.
Tarr was a key factor in RCA’s en-
try into the 8-track cartridge field

several years ago.
Racusin said that the Jenkins ap-

pointment answered “the growing
complexities and need for fast action
in the record business,” requiring
“tighter coordination of all functions
related to the production and distribu-
tion of our product.”

Reporting to Jenkins will be: Tarr,
J. P. Deary, manager of operations
services; C. A. Gerhardt, manager of
special recording projects; K. E.
Glander, manager of warehousing and
distribution — Indianapolis; W. R.
Isom, chief engineer of engineering
department; R. 0. Price, manager of
manufacturing and recording depart-
ment; K. B. Tomlinson, manager of
warehousing and distribution—’Rocka-
way; and R. C. Williams, manager of
custom records marketing.

Jenkins joined RCA as quality con-
trol supervisor in 1941. Shortly there-
after, he left the company to serve
for three years as a bomber pilot in
the U. S. Army Air Force. In 1945,

Tarr’s Functions

Tarr will be responsible for sales,
merchandising, advertising, art and
production and tane marketing.

In 1953, he be-
came manager of coin operated syn-
dicated sales. In 1957, he was anpoint-
ed manager of sale.'* in special mar-
kets. At that time. Tarr snarked the
broadening of record distribution
through rack jobbers, who now ac-
cou^it for approximately 40 to 50 per
cent of all record sales.

In 1962. premium record sales and
educational record sales were added
to the activity. This was followed by
Tarr’s apnointment in 1963 as m.an-
ager of nlannine- and merchandising,
in which capacity he spearheaded
RCA’s entry into the Stereo 8 busi-
ness.
A graduate of Syracuse University,

Tarr has been a disc jockey, a motion
picture exploitation representative and
a reporter for the New York Post.
For a number of years, he was as-
sistant advertising manager of Decca
Records.

receivers, phonographs and tape
equipment.”
The total United States radio mar-

ket (including auto radios) grew to
47.6 million units in 1966, roughly 9
per cent over 1965. EIA pointed out
that this figure also includes any com-
bination unit incorporating a radio re-
ceiver, (normally, EIA counts com-
binations either as television receivers
or phonographs. This departure, EIA
said, in method permits a sharper
focus on every aspect of the radio
market).

FM: Great Impact

The impact of FM on the total radio
market becomes clearly evident by
this method. A total of 13.6 million
FM-capacity radios (exclusive of au-
to radios) were sold in U.S. market
in 1966, accounting for 35.6 per cent
of total sales. In 1965, 7.8 million FM

Kenton Leading Parade Of
Performers At Copyr't

Hearings In Washington

BEVERLY HILLS—Bandleader Stan
Kenton will lead a group of recording
artists in varied fields to Washington
this Tuesday (11) to testify before
the Senate sub-committee on patents,
trademarks and copyrights.
Among those artists scheduled to

appear in the nation’s capital with
Kenton are Guy Lombardo, Eric
Leinsdorff, Julie London, Bobby
Troup, Mitch Miller, Tex Ritter, Red
Foley and Bonnie Guitar.
As national chairman for the Na-

tional Committee for the Recording
Arts, Kenton will introduce these art-

ists to the Senators on the sub-com-
mittee who will hear their testimony
in support of a change in the copy-
right laws that would extend copy-

The House last week voted, on a
nonrecord basis, to continue the
exemption from copyright laws for
educational TV. The vote, 81 to 71,

is subject to possible reversal on
a roll call. However, the House
failed to act on the question of
jukebox and CATV (community
TV antenna systems) royalty pay-
ments, deciding to take up the
matter this Tuesday (11). The
House also voted down, by a 252-

to-126 vote, an attempt by Rep.
Wayne Hayes (D-Ohio), to kill the
entire Copyright Revision Bill on
Haye’s contention that “nobody
apparently knows what this Bill

is all about.”

right protection to phonograph rec-

ords.
Unlike most other Western nations,

the United States does not now offer

such protection. However, a major re-

vision of U. S. copyright laws is now
under consideration. Inclusion of a
phonograph record provision in the

new law would enable artists and
their recording companies to set up
a performance licensing organization
similar to ASCAP. This organization
would pay them performance royal-

ties based upon license fees collected

for the commercial use of their rec-

ords on radio, TV, jukeboxes, disco-

theques and wired music systems.
Kenton formed the National Com-

mittee for the Recording Arts sev-

eral months ago to seek copyright
protection and performance royalties

for recording artists.

He reports that several hundred
performers have now become active

members of the group. Among those

radio sales made up only 23.1 per cent
of the total radio figure.

Phonos Up 14.3%
Phonographs showed a gratifying

14.3 per cent increase over 1965. The
total U.S. market in this category
amounted to 7.1 million (excluding
combinations), an all-time record. The
fast-growing portable-table category
accounted for 61 per cent of this total,

rising to 4.4 million units. Radio-
phono combinations had a very good
year, with 2.5 million units compared
with 1.6 million in 1965. Color TV-
phonograph combinations (not count-
ed in the 7.1 million total) have a
relatively small share of the market,
but it grew 35 per cent last year over
1965 (386,000 units vs. 249,000).

Tape Sets Set Record

The tape recorder industry regis-
tered its largest gain in 1966. Over
4.5 million units flowed into the Amer-
ican market. U.S. produced sets
jumped nearly 25 per cent to 868,000
units. U.S. brand imports increased
62 per cent to 265,000 units. Foreign
brand imports (including a large pro-
portion of popular-priced portaffie ma-
chines) totaled 3.4 million units, or
21 per cent.
EIA’s marketing services dept, ex-

pects to publish total U.S. market
statistics periodically during the year.

Unlike

conventional business organizations, a

band of musicians is much more com-
plex, and The Herman Herds that

have prevailed through the years are

eloquent testimony to the fact that

Woody has had to be father, mother,

teacher, psychologist, disciplinarian,

boss, friend, and whatever else it

takes to endure and conquer as he has.

If I were asked what impresses me
the most about Woody Herman, I

would answer, unhesitatingly, the

fact that he is always a gentleman.
This impression comes not only from
my personal acquaintance with him,

but also from watching him behave
with others. I’ve been witness to

several instances when, at the con-

clusion of the last set and in the

small hours of the morning. Woody
was tired and anxious to get back to

the hotel and to sleep. On the way out

of the club, he would be stopped by a
fan, more than half drunk with booze
and nostalgia, and he would be sub-
jected to interminable questions and
feeble attempts at conversation, and
never for a moment would he be
abrupt with this early morning
reveler. We must assume that Woody
IS ever mindful of his debt to the
people who have kept him up front
for so many years.

Mischa Elman Dies

Talnoye, in the Ukraine, on Jan. 20,
1891. His grandfather was a noted
violinist, and music was an early part
of his life.

Elman performed in London in

Queen’s Hall in 1905 with the London

Williams. He made his New York
debut on Dec. 10, 1908, with the Rus-
sian Symphony Orchestra, playing the
Tchaikovsky concerto.

In the following years, Elman, who
had an unusually large repertory,
made annual tours of the United
States and Europe. He became famous
for what many critics called the
"‘Elman tone,” which was described
as “warm, sensuous, opulent—as vi-

brant as a living thing.”
Elman is survived by his wife, Mrs.

Helen Katten Elman, a son, Joseph,
and a daughter, Mrs. Nadia Mack. He
also leaves two sisters, the Misses

Liza and Esther Elman, who are

music teachers in Philadelphia, and
three grandchildren.

Chappell Active With
Musicals Going HVood
NEW YORK—Chappell & Co. Inc.,

already enjoying one of its strongest

recent seasons in the Broadway show
score derby, is now blueprinting a

major campaign on scores for movie
versions of six of the firm’s all-time

top hit show scores. Designed to hit

all exploitation levels, the motion pic-

ture projects are at present in vari-

ous stages of production.
Stage-to-screen transfers include

cinema versions of such memorable
hits as “Camelot” and “Paint Your
Wagon,” both by Alan Jay Lerner
and Frederick Loewe; “Half A Six-

pence” by David Heneker; “Funny
Girl” by Jule Styne and Bob Merrill;

“Finian’s Rainbow” by E. Y. (Yip)
Harburg and Burton Lane; and “On
A Clear Day You Can See Forever”
by Lane and Alan Jay Lerner.

One of the most interesting features
of the campaign involves a coopera-
tive effort between Chappell and
Warner Brothers Records, label on
which the soundtrack LP of “Came-
lot” will be released. John Cacavas,
Chappell’s director of publications,

has prepared a special marching band
arrangement of the overture from
“Camelot,” and Warner Brothers will

use this as the backbone of a colorful

kit designating a series of unique
marching band formations and rou-
tines. Known as the “Half-Time Kit,”

the package will be used by high

school and college marching bands
for half-time shows at football games
next fall.

Both “Camelot” and “Half A Six-

Chappell, publisher of all the scores
involved, will produce new covers for
all of its publications, and has
planned new promotional mailings to

concert band, orchestra, small instru-
mental groups, and choruses.
On the current movie front, Chap-

man and his society. The Citizens for
Clean Air Award will be presented inMay at the organization’s annual
meeting.

PAUL BUTTERFIELD BLUES BAND 4 TOPS
SAM THE SHAM, PHARAOHS

& SHAMETTES
PAUL BUTTERFIELD BAND ....

NEW YORK—The Paul Butterfield

Blues Band opened at the Cafe Au-
Go-Go to a packed house. It seems

that this Elektra group almost al-

ways plays to packed houses these

days but this time people were there

to find out what damage had been

caused by the then-month-back depar-

ture of a particularly good lead gui-

tarist. The reality is that no ill has

been brought to the group and that

if anything the Paul Buterfield Blues

Band has become a closer unit.

NEW YORK—On Thursday night,

Apr. 30, Capitol songster Andy Rus-

sell opened a month-long engagement
at the Chateau Madrid. Having de-

cided, about twelve years ago, to

leave the U.S. and continue his sing-

ing career in Mexico, Russell has lost

touch with his old public here, but

from what we saw at the Chateau, he

could easily regain favor with Ameri-
can audiences.

Russell’s tenor voice is not of the

rich, operatic variety, but it is ex-

tremely pleasant, and one cannot help

being caught up in the “good times”

atmosphere that he communicates so

naturally. Many singers are too pro-

fessional. Their concern with giving

Elvin Bishop, former rhythm gui-

tarist with the gi’oup, filled in more
than adequately in the lead slot. And
Butterfield? Who remembered that he

can play a mouth harp so beautifully

that it seems to become an agonized

voice crying out the Blues from a

Mississippi Delta cane field. With the

elimination of one guitar, the Paul
Butterfield Blues Band is now a
cleaner, less cluttered group . . . cap-

able of driving the Blues home with
a devastating punch. Good entertain-

ment!

a snappy performance makes them
seem cold and insincere. Russell, on

the other hand, is totally unaffected.

Watching him perform is almost like

visiting a good friend. One can relax,

enjoy a drink, and feel completely

at home. A refreshing experience in-

deed!

As might be expected, most of

Russell’s material is in a Latin (or

at least Latin-flavored) style, but it

has a universal quality that should

make it appealing to listeners of

many different tastes. A successful

comeback is often difficult to make,
but if he continues to perform as he

did at the Chateau, Russell should

have no trouble.

NEW YORK—The 4-Tops crowned
the Sam the Sham show with a fast
stepping, intricately choreographed,
hand-clapping romp through the Mo-
town songbag. The highlight of the
4-Tops show was of course, their
bright, peppy reading of “Baby, I

Need Your Lovin’.”
The Sam the Sham show, which

of entertainment. Sam the Sham and

“L’ll Red Riding

Hood,” “Hair Of My Chiny Chin
Chin,” and the currently charted “Oh
That’s Good, No That’s Bad” were
near show-stoppers for the MGM
group.

force and the excitement so necessary '

to a good live act. The 4-Tops, al-

though possessed of a highly polished

set of routines, lacked the spontaneity

of the other groups. Perhaps this was
due to their being unaccustomed to

the surroundings (the Westbury

Fair tent) or its being an “off night”

but we’ve seen the 4-Tops when they

were considerably better.

Hall Proves To Be Noteworthy Country Milestone

Designed With Effective Simplicity

NASHVILLE — After six years of
planning, the Country Music Hall of
Fame and Museum opened its doors
to the public on Apr. 1, following
celebrity-filled ceremonies held the
previous evening on Music Row.
The building, which was built and

will be operated under the auspices
of the Country Music Foundation (the
organization which launched the drive
to raise more than $500,000 to finance
the building), has shown itself to be a
charming extension of Nashville’s
music scene as well as an informative
and fitting monument to an art form
that has quietly and unassumingly
made its impression in American
music, history and general way of
life.

The Hall of Fame is constructed
simply, as is country music. But in
its simplicity lies most of its basic
appeal, again as in the art form
which it symbolizes. The central
section of the building is designed in

a barn-like shape as a symbol of

economic growth and evolution of the
music, and colorful exhibits pointing
up some of the themes which writers
have used to compose country tunes.

In the same wing is a replica of an
old country store, through the win-
dow of which can be seen an old
film of the country mainstay, the
Grand Ole Oprey. Through another
window will be seen a puppet show
acting out the festivities of other
famous country music programs. At
this point are two cases of artifacts,
including fiddles, guitars, costumes
and mementoes which formerly be-
longed to many artists, and, in many
cases, played a significant or senti-

mental role in forming the artists’

careers.
The north wing, which houses the

theatre, also holds unique displays
demonstrating how a song is recorded
and how a record is manufactured. In
the same wing is an unusual exhibit,
similar to a huge juke box, which
shows colorful pictures of country

rural America and is built of native
brick, covered with a slate roof and
fronted with multicolor glass panels.
This section is flanked by two wings
of the same brick and is landscaped
with twin fountains and pools.

Tours World Of Country Music
Leading up to the entrance is the

“Walkway of Stars,” an inlaid side-

walk containing the names of artists

who contributed more than $1000 to
the construction of the building. In-
side, visitors are treated to a kaleido-
scopic tour of the many facets of
country music, beginning with a
portrait gallery of those people who
have been elected to the Hall of
Fame and winding up at the theatre
which features a film called “What’s
This Country Coming To.” In one
wing of the building is a comprehen-
sive group of displays on the origin.

stars and the music they’ve made
famous.

Loft Houses Reference Library

The frosting atop the Hall of
Fame cake is the loft where the li-

brary of reference books on country
music is located, and where a collec-

tion of rare old records has been set
up. The loft will be open, by appoint-
ment only, to writers and students.
Over 600 paying visitors toured the

building on opening day, with an
additional 332 visitors the following
day. The Foundation, whose president
is RCA Victor’s Steve Sholes and
whose board chairman is Tex Ritter,
is looking forward to a busy and
prosperous summer for the new
landmark and tourist attraction. Ad-
mission charge is scaled at $1. for
adults and $.50 for children.

Board of Directors of CMA Ends Meeting
NASHVILLE — The Board of Direc-
tors of the Country Music Association
concluded its third quarterly meet-
ing in Nashville on April 3, 1967.

The meetings, which were held fol-

lowing the official opening of the
Country Music Hall of Fame, covered
many topics ranging from Interna-
tional expansion to activities here in

Nashville.
Hubert Long reported the CMA has

85 new members, and announced
plans for a new membership drive.

Frances Preston reported on the suc-
cessful opening of the Country Music
Hall of Fame and Museum; Jack
Stapp reported on the new items his

Acquisition Committee has acquired
for the Hall of Fame; Hal Neely re-

ported on the successful CMA pre-

sentation before the NARM member-
ship in Hollywood; Carl Brenner dis-

cussed plans for a New York pre-

sentation which will be staged by
the CMA in Oct.; Hal Neely reported

on the Music City Pro-Celebrity Golf
Tourney which will stage its third
event in Oct., and Jerry Glaser was
appointed chairman of the Annual
CMA Banquet and Show which will
be held in Oct. during the Country
Music Festival. Plans for world-wide
expansion of Country Music through
the CMA was discussed following a
report by Dick Broderick who is
chairman of the International Com-
mittee. The Board voted aproval for
all past presidents and chairmen to
attend board meetings if they wish,
and the power of the CMA Executive
Committee was drawn up and ap-
proved.

Transatlantic Records are about to enter the pop singles market for the

first time. A new label Big T will be launched early in April with the release

of “Granny Takes A Trip” composed and recorded by a new group the

Purple Gang. The disk was cut by American indie producer Joe Boyd cur-

rently enjoying his first chart entry with “Arnold Layne” by Pink Floyd on

Columbia. Subsequent Big T releases will include singles by John Renbourn

and top selling folk singer Bert Jansch whose latest album “Nicola” will be

issued on Transatlantic in May. Transatlantic chief Nathan Joseph reports

that group turnover for 1966 was up by 28%, and that figures for the first

two months for 1967 are even better.

The first disk to be released following the recent agreement set up by
American Decca for Tito Burns to produce masters for world-wide release

is “I’ve Never Known A Lady” by Wayne Thomas on Coral. The nurnber

was penned by Cat Stevens who only recently left the charts after eight

weeks with his own Deram single “Matthew & Son.”

Mike Sloman, European representative for American Decca, has just signed

the well-known British journalist and raconteur Clement Freud to make a

comedy album later this year for world wide release.

Performer-composers the Bee Gees were guests of honor at a party given

by NEMS Enterprises & Polydor Records at London’s Cromwelliam Disco-

theque. Recently contracted to NEMS, the Bee Gees first composition to get

U.K. release is also the first release for Billy J. Kramer on Polydor’s Reaction

label—the title “Town Of Tuxley Toy Maker—Part I”—published by Camp-
bell Connelly. Besides swinging with the Sinatra’s “Something Stupid” and
Val Doonecan’s “Memories Are Made Of This,” Campbell Connelly produced
and published the CBS single by a new group the Magic Lanterns of the

Monkees’ composition “Auntie Grizelda.” They also have the Clinton Ford
version of the Hank Locklin C/W number “This Song Is Just For You” on
Piccadilly.

Surprise announcement of the week is the resignation of Bill Phillips from
the K.P.M. Publishing Co. where he has been general manager of exploitation

over a number of years. Bill, who is the younger brother of K.P.M.’s man-
aging director Jimmy Phillips, has been responsible over the years for estab-

lishing a formidable string of chart successes, and he has also discovered,

established and been associated with many of the British top artists including

Tommy Steele, Dave Clark, Harry Secombe, Ken Dodd, Lionel Bart, Petula
Clark, and, from America, Jane Morgan, Eddie Fisher and Eartha Kitt. He
was also responsible for establishing K.P.M.’s subsidiary companies Mac-
Melodies, World Music and Leeds. Although his future plans are at present
undeveloped, it is understood that Bill will be looking for new artists and
writers with a view to launching them on an international career.

Frank Ifield, back from a successful Australian tour, has a new single on
Columbia “Out Of Nowhere” published by Chappell. Following his current
appearance at the London Palladium, Frank flies to Nashville for his second
recording session there following up with an Ed Sullivan TV show on May
7th.
Manager Ken Pitt reports that Crispian St. Peters has waxed C/W song

“Almost Persuaded” for release here by Decca (Jamie in the United States).
The original Epic recording by David Houston was a multi-Grammy winner
for 1966.

EMI’s West One Agency (set up 18 months ago under the direction of
Arthur Muxlow to sign up and promote British talent) ceased to operate as
of March 31, 1967. The closure comes a week after the EMI’s acquisition of

the giant Grade Organization. Although the Grade Agency will continue to

operate completely independent from EMI, the takeover—apart from being a
good investment—will benefit EMI should they enter into film production. EMI
could also increase their retail outlets via the Grade Cinema Chain.

Plans for setting up a series of 9 local radio stations throughout Britain to

counteract the pirates continue to progress. So far, the Postmaster-General
has selected seven out of the nine areas—these are Brighton, Manchester,
Nottingham, Stoke-on-Trent, Merseyside, Leicester and Sheffield. The stations
which the B.B.C. will operate as a two-year experiment will broadcast on
VHF.

Jeff Kruger’s Flamingo Club and Tiles of Oxford Street have come together
to form a new company to promote the interest of both clubs. The new Tiles-
Flamingo set-up will book acts for both clubs and act as agents for star art-
ists and performers from overseas brought in to tour jointly by both manage-
ments. Kruger emphasizes that the new company aims to ensure a high stand-
ard of presentation. New recording studios are also being built within the
Tiles complex in London’s Oxford Street and expect to be in operation by
July offering 24-hours service.

Tests and surveys have
indicated that record purchasers use the bags long after they have brought
records home in them, so the dealers’ ad goes right on plugging.
A Montreal based. French-language trade paper. Echo Vedettes, lists no

less than three Canusa releases at the top of its hit chart. In one-two-three ,

order are: “Je T’aime Je Te Veut” by Johnny Farago; “Petit Homme” by
Nannette and Tony Roman and “Guantanamara” by Nannette Roman, a solo

effort.

Cash Box visitor was Harold Pounds. Harold was on his way back to his

London office from the N.A.R.M. meetings in L.A. He came by way of the
Canadian west, Vancouver, Winnipeg, etc., where he was conferring with dis-

tribs on his Stone releases. Harold has a pair of red hot singles on his new
Stone label, owned by Robert J. Stone Associates of Oshawa. Just completing
a lengthy Canadian chart stand is their Spencer Davis smash, “Gimmie Some ,

Lovin’ ” and a second Davis outing is a sure thing for the top ten right across
the Country. “I’m A Man” has had a pile of picks in every Canadian center.

The Davis group have a Stone LP on the way that should have reached both '

dealers and jocks by the time you read this. Based on the action of the two
singles, it’ll be a very large item in both sales and air play. Harold tells C.B.
that Millie Small, while-backer chart buster with “My Boy Lollipop,” is skedded
for a Stone single outing in short order. Harold indicates that his small-but-
building firm is in search of commercial disc properties for Canadian distribu-
tion.

A1 Mair points out that Gordon Lightfoot is not only Canada’s greatest re-

cording artist, he is rapidly becoming one of North America’s most recorded <

composers. Latest Lightfoot song to appear on wax is the new Spyder Turner *

outing on MGM, “I Can’t Make It Anymore.”
Richard Dinsmore, promo man at Yorkville, reports much air action on the

good debut outing by charming Susan Taylor. Susan was voted Toronto’s top
girl singer in the Telegram pole, without benefit of a record at all. Now she
has one on Yorkville, and it’s happening. “Don’t Make Promises” is getting
picks at many important Canadian stations and appears to be a coast to coast
winner for the delightful young lady. New Veep for Yorkville Records is ex-
CKRC, Winnipeg spinner, Ron Legge. He’ll remain in Winnipeg as he takes
over his record duties.

Tony Choma’s Tempo label has recorded a Japanese group, Nobuo Harada
and His 5 Characters. The Japanese group, fresh from a Latin Quarter stand
in Manhattan recorded an English and Japanese version, one each, of the
Expo ’67 Theme. “Hey Friend, Say Friend.” Tony tells C.B. this is the first

time the official World’s Fair Theme has been recorded in any language other
than French and English. Tony says lease deals for any country contact Tony
Choma at Tempo Records, 548 Jean Talon, West, Montreal 15, Quebec. He’s
just about set for a release, in Japan and has several good prospects for an
American release. Tempo records are distributed in Canada by London Records.

The big C&W label, Starday, has switched Canadian distribution from Spar-
ton to Columbia. They have a lion’s share of the C&W market, both LP’s and
singles.

“Love Eyes” by Nancy Sinatra figures to keep the gorgeous gal in the
forefront of Canadian chart action. Larry Lee and the Leesures getting much
attention from Canadian deejays with their latest, a great updating of “Bare-
footin.” Side is lifted from his Columbia LP, “Club Date.” The Byrds will be
all over the airwaves in no time at all with a hot new thing, “My Back Pages.”
“Close Your Eyes” by Peaches and Herb will keep the singles scene popping
for Corrine Burke at Columbia in Winnipeg. The Date outing will be a strong ,

follow-up to “Let’s Fall In Love,” the duo’s current chart smash. Best of the
new soul sounds is Arthur Conley’s Atco outing, “Sweet Soul Music.”

Italy Celebrates Toscanini Centenary;

RCA ItalianaMaps Big Promo Campaign
NEW YORK—Italy paid homage to

one of its great men of music, Arturo
Toscanini, on the occasion of the cen-
tenary of the late maestro’s birth.

On March 25, his birthdate, two
cities closely associated with Tosca-
nini held special events. In Milan,
where his artistic genius was nutured,
a big concert was held in the morning
at the Teatro Alla Scalla, in the pres-
ence of the President of Italy, Giu-
seppe Saragat. One of the featured
works was Verdi’s “Hymn of the Na-
tions,” a tribute to Toscanini’s ad-
miration for the composer of operas.
Later in the day, the scene shifted to

Parma, where the maestro was born
in 1867. There, Toscanini’s daughter
officially presented the house where
Toscanini was born to the munici-

pality as a museum of his career.

RCA Italiana, which releases Tosca-
nini’s recordings in Italy, made a gift

of a stereo player to the house. Ear-
lier in Milan, George Marek, vp of

RCA Victor Records in the U.S., pre-

sented a stereo player and complete
set of Toscanini recordings to the
Musicians Retirement House, “Giu-
seppe Verdi.”
RCA Italiana is currently engaged

in a huge promotion of Toscanini re-

cordings, including ads, a new Tosca-
nini catalog, window displays, etc.

Many Italian record shops are devot-
ing their entire windows to honor the

centenary. Giuseppe Ornato, manag-
ing director of RCA Italiana, at-

tended the ceremonies with Marek.

Stones To Crash Iron Curtain
NEW YORK—Britain’s Rolling Stones
will achieve the rare distinction of
performing behind the Iron Curtain
when they appear by government in-

vitation in Warsaw, Poland, on April
13. The date occurs towards the end
of the group’s current European tour,
which began 25 March in Oerbro,
Sweden, and terminates 17 April in

Athens, Greece. Other cities on the
Stones’ itinerary include Halsenhorg,
Bremen, Cologne, Dortmund, Ham-
burg, Vienna, Bologna, Rome, Milan,
Genoa, Paris, Zurich, and The Hague.

Since 1965, when they sold more
than 10 million singles and eight mil-
lion albums. The Rolling Stones have
emerged as one of the highest-gross-

ing recording attractions of all time.

They were America’s top-selling art-

ists of the year in 1966, when their

albums grossed an estimated $20 mil-

lion in the States alone, in addition to

earning RIAA Gold Record LP
awards in each case. One of these,

“Big Hits (High Tide And Green
Grass),” sold one million copies at a
dollar over standard LP price to gross
$6.5 million.

Their current singlel, “Ruby Tues-
day” b/w “Let’s Spend The Night
Together,” reached Number One in

the States and Number Two in Great
Britain, and was recently awarded an
RIAA Gold Record single certifica-

tion.

NEW YORK—London Records conti-

nues its most active foreign distribu-

tion phase in its history with the
signing of new catalog distribution
deals with three American indie disk
firms, according to Mimi Trepel, man-
ager of foreign distribution for Lon-
don. Latest to sign with London are
Pete Garris’ New York-based Garri-
son label; Impact Records in Detroit,
owned by Harry Balk; and Mira Pro-
ductions Inc., West Coast company
operated by Randall Wood.
The Garrison deal was negotiated

with London by Joe Zerga, chief of
the Garrison International wing.
Terms call for distribution of Garri-
son product in the United Kingdom,
Eire, Germany, Austria, and Switzer-
land. The next disk from the label,

scheduled for imminent release, is

“Gotta Keep My Cool” b/w “Too Good
To Be True” by The Traits. The rela-
tively new firm has had two previous
American releases, “The Humphrey
Stomp” hy Earl Harrison and “Where
Do We Go From Here” by Allen
Bruce.

London’s agreement with Balk’s
Impact label covers the entire world,
exclusive of the United States and
Canada. Under the new contract,
“You’re The Love” hy The Sixnence,
already perking here, will be released
in the United Kingdom this week.
London will distribute Mira product

in the United Kingdom and Eire
through The Decca Record Company

Ltd. of England, and in Germany,
Austria, and Switzerland through
Teldec Records, Decca affiliate cover-
ing those countries. The contract also

covers France, where distribution is

handled through Societe Francaise du
Son. The initial disc set for release is

“The River Is Wide” by The Forum.

Publishing Deals

In addition, Randall Wood com-
pleted a sub-publication deal with the
Burlington-Palace group, British
Decca’s publishing subsidiary. Set
through the New York Burlington
Music office, the new arrangement
covers representation for the catalogs
of Wood’s publishing firms in Ger-
many, Austria, Switzerlatnd, Benelux,
Australasia, Japan, and Central and
South America. Wood’s firms include
Mirwood (BMI), Miraka (ASCAP),
and Arima (SESAC).
The Mira, Garrison, and Impact

deals represent, respectively, the
fourth, fifth, and sixth to be signed
by London here in recent months,
highlighting the increasingly aggres-
sive activity of the firm in this area.
The company just signed contracts
for the distribution of Hickory Rec-
ords in the British Isles, Spain, and
Portugal. Announced previously were
deals with Lee Hazlewood Enter-
prises, and with Ted Feigin and Lee
Lasseff, co-head of White Whale Rec-
ords. The two latter firms both head-
quarter on the Coast.

Monkees Play London June 30 — July 2
LONDON—As already announced the
Monkees are coming to Britain for
three concerts at London’s 9,500
seater Empire Pool Wembley—Brit-
ain’s largest covered venue—on Fri-
day, June 30, Saturday July 1, and
Sunday July 2. They will give only
one show a night with prices ranging
from $1 to $4. Negotiations for this
event were completed by Vic Lewis on

behalf of NEMS Enterprises, Steve
Blauner, executive of Screen Gems
and Bert Schneider manager of the
group and producer of their television

series. Monkees’ fans from all over
Britain will travel to London by
special trains and coaches. It is ex-
pected that the Monkees will be given
a tumultuous reception reminiscent of
Beatlemania.

underexploited. Italy, for example, has about 40 different firms whereas
Germany has 8 major firms doing all of the business being done. The German
record business is growing, but in which direction? Singles sales—especially

on German language product—have been dropping at an alarming rate for
several years now and, with the exception of a very few major artists such

;

as Ariola’s Peter Alexander & Polydor’s Freddy and Roy Black, fewer and
fewer local names seem to appear on the charts.

Company A&R men seem also to have lost their lucky hand in the last few
years. Most all of the productions being done which make the charts are

being handled by independent A&R firms doing contractual or leasing jobs
j

on their product but producing for more than one label. Of course, there ’

are glaring exceptions which only seem to strengthen the rule. Even the

most conservative firms have lowered their barriers to available indie masters
produced locally and foreign product continues to gobble up a tremendous
piece of the total sales here.

On the other hand, LP sales continue to zoom up making the record busi-

ness a much more “business-like” but somewhat less exciting business. Firms
like Deutsche Vogue, which has its basic home in France, Metronome which i

is partly owned from Scandinavia & the swinging CBS operation have made
heavy inroads into the sales picture in the past few years, and local produc-
tion and label operations like the Coronet operation of top producer-executive
team Gunter Ilgner & Heinz Gietz and the Hansa operation of Peter Meisel
are growing in importance every day. Karl-Heinz Munchow has gone so far

;

as to build his own factoi'y for production and pressing to really kick off t

his “Mondial” label and companies are overrun with offers of productions
from indie sources.

The German market seems to be in a very uncertain position today, but
new blood on the singles picture and a concentration of LP sales by the major
labels seems to be the trend that the record business here is headed for. The
near future will probably see more and more foreign countries looking for a

j

piece of the pie in Germany, and even opening their own distribution setups
to push for it. Promotion will be heavily increased by all firms to be able to

compete in this over-saturated market, and all firms will be in the market for

/ Illinois Alert! >v

The alarm has sounded in the State of Illinois, call-

ing all amusement game manufacturers, distributors,

operators and even location owners to action ... IM-

MEDIATE ACTION! Last week, the State's 12 member
Senate Legislative Committee swung a hammer at the

very foundation of the Illinois operating industry by

unanimously passing out Bill S376, tailored to outlaw

all pingames as gambling devices by amending the

1961 Criminal Code’s 29-2 exemption.

It is painfully ironic that the bill's sponsors, in their

anxiety to ban genuine gambling type machines, have

run helter-skelter into a “ban ’em all” campaign. At-

tempts by industry representatives to educate legisla-

tors on the difference between a machine that pays out

money and a skill game that yields either a free play

or just plain fun have met with the following type re-

plies:

“They all look the same to me.’’

“They’re all owned by gangsters.’’

“I don’t know and I don’t want to know.’’

Should this bill eventually pass both Illinois legisla-

tive chambers and be signed into law (and there’s

plenty of time between now and June adjournment to

do it), it would all but annihilate the industry in that

state. Not only designed to outlaw pingame operation

but even simple possession, it would empower the

police to go into any establishment, including, we as-

sume, a private home, seize the machine and pitch it

into the street.

The Illinois legislature, under the direction of a new
“reform’’ power block, seems to want to do something
rare to tickle the fancy of the electorate. They have no
doubt found, as have many other political bodies, that

the amusement machine industry is unorganized,

loosely defended, cognizant of its problems but ap-

parently unwilling to do anything about them except

in moments of crisis. In other words, the legislators

have discovered the perfect patsy, made-to-order for a

witch hunt.

This is precisely what this bill represents—a witch

hunt. It is badly thought out, economically brutal in its

purpose and we think shamelessly political. It is an un-

abashed insult to small businessmen—mass character

defamation, vicious and totally biased and unfounded.

The lllincis legislature is either unaware of what they

are doing or simply don’t care.

We’re calling upon every single tradesman in the

state to let them know exactly what they are doing. Do
not, by any stretch of the imagination, delude your-

selves into thinking that this will blow over. It’s not go-

ing to unless we all act! The bill’s sponsors got a nice

early start this time. All that’s left to do is take a vote

in the Senate, pass it through the House and SLAM!
With three months to adjournment, it can all fit very

easily into the calendar.

Can the Illinois amusement industry kill this “can-

cer’’? Under law the answer is YES! But the industry

and its thousands of location owners must well up from
every nook and cranny of the State and shout its unani-

mous objection. They must contact their senators and
representatives NOW or else be hopelessly locked in

the grip of economic limbo with no future relief in sight.

There is yet time to stem this “hell-for-leather’’ atti-

tude of the discriminatory bill’s sponsors who are sim-

ply “ag’in sin.”

It’s a biased, bullying, ballot-waving attack which

could easily spread to other states and other types of

equipment. Everyone’s involved and nothing seems to

be sacred. For a good starter, jot down this important

date: April 22-23 at the Holiday Inn in Springfield for

a special meeting of the ICMOA. Representative Zeke
Giorgi (owner of Midwest Dist.

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Text of and Trouble Over Illinois Pinbaii Ban Biii
SPRINGFIELD, 111.—A bill to
amend Section 28-2 of the 1961 Il-

linois Criminal Code by outlawing the
possession and operation of all varie-
ties of pingames was approved by
the 12-member Senate Legislative
Committee here last week by a vote
of 12-0. The bill, S376, will now be
presented for a “second reading” be-
fore the entire Illinois Senate within
coming weeks and either voted on or
amended further.

Should the bill be approved by the
entire State Senate, it would then
follow the same channels at the Il-

linois House with sufficient time to

reach the governor’s desk for signa-
ture before June adjournment.

In its present wording, the Crimi-
nal Code already outlaws gambling
devices but excludes pingames from

its Section 28-2 definition of a gam-
bling device.” It is this exclusion
which would be removed and replaced
with the Section 28-9 amendment
which expressly prohibits the posses-
sion of “pinball, bagatelle and pigeon-
hole.”
The proposed amendment reads:
Sec. 28-9. Pinball, Bagatelle and

Pigeonhole.) (a) It shall be unlawful
for any person to keep or use in any
place of public resort any tables or
implements for any game of pinball,
bagatelle or pigeonhole.

(b) The term “pinball, bagatelle
or pigeonhole” means a game played
with any number of balls or spheres
upon a table or board having holes,
pockets or cups into which such balls
or spheres may drop or become
lodged, or arches, pins and springs.

or any of them, to control, deflect,
or impede the direction or speed of
the balls or spheres put in motion by
the player.

(c) The term “place of public re-
sort” means any premises wherein
any service or merchandise is offered
for sale to the public or where tables
or implements for playing the game
of pinball, bagatelle or pigeonhole
are kept for gain or profit, or any
premises used as a clubhouse or club-
rooms.

(d) Every table or implement for
any game of pinball, bagatelle or
pigeonhole kept in a place of public
resort shall be subject to seizure,
confiscation and destruction by any
municipal, or other local authority,
within whose jurisdiction the same
may be found.

Representatives of both the manu-
facturing and operating interests in
the State expressed shock over the
unanimous approval of the bill and
intend enlisting the support of every
operator, distributor and location
owner in the State to help disuade the
legislators of the combined General
Assembly from passing the amend-
ment in its present form. These
sources sincerely believe the bill’s

sponsors have been unduly harsh in
proposing the “total ban” when in
reality they only intend prohibiting
genuine “gambling type machines.”
Therefore, an “education on the types
of pin games on the market should
and must be endorsed to combat
this sweeping legislation,” industry
sources contend.

Blatt also mentioned the
copyrighted location contract written
for MONY members, telling the
audience, “You all know that there
are non-members who don’t contribute
to the benefits this organization gives
but are always the first to cry when
something adverse happens. They are
also the first to look for a free ride.
Do not, under any circumstances,
show these contracts to non-members,
because they have no right to use
them. These contracts are copyrighted
legal documents, written for the
benefit of MONY members. If a man
wants to ride on a train he has to
pay his fare, and it is not equitable
to give these fellows a free ride.”
MONY president A1 Denver then
gave a report and capsule history of
the Washington copyright legislation
problem, urging the assembled ops
and distribs to stand fast and be
resolute. There were plenty of fami-
liar faces at the meeting, among
them: Harold Kaufman, Louis Wol-
burg.
