The massive overhaul of the na-

tion’s Copyright Law must contain

two important compensations for

those involved in the creative process

of bringing recordings to market. Al-

ready made part of the proposed re-

vision, passed by the House and now

being considered by the Senate, is an

increase in the mechanical royalty

from 20 to 2Vz

1

to publishers and

writers; yet to be written into the Bill

is a proposal to grant performance

fees to record companies and artists

for records played over the airwaves.

We believe that record companies,

represented by the Record Industry

Association of America (RIAA) anfl art-

ists, whose voice in the matter is the

National Committee of Recording Art-

ists, have a good case for their cause.

The Copyright Law now on the books

is well-stocked with monetary recom-

pense for the use of creative property.

The broadcast industry argues that its

exposure of recordings is the chief

means by which the public can hear

recordings and thus evaluate them for

possible purchase. But, the record in-

dustry and its artist roster can counter

that, on radio at least, recordings are

a leading entertainment diet of broad-

casting. Both parties are correct, of

course, and each point-of-view, we be-

lieve, cancels the other out. What
emerges from this nullification, we

hold, is just payment for creative prop-

erty being played to attract listeners

and, in turn, commercial advertisers.

The broadcasting industry is now pay-

ing publishers and writers for the per-

formance of their works on-the-air;

labels and artists, certainly a decisive

creative link between a work and its

appearance on a recording, we feel,

deserve the same type of income.

Publishers and writers, in turn, are

receiving a well-earned pay rise in

mechanicals under the Bill. The Vz

t

increase can be justifiably absorbed by

a general price rise for recordings;

many labels, in fact, have anticipated

the increase by programming 11 se-

lections on an album rather than 12.

Senator Harrison Williams of New
Jersey has introduced to the Senate an

amendment to the Copyright Bill that

would provide a performance fee pay-

ment by broadcasters to labels and
artists.

With the mechanical increase large-

ly conceded, it's the label and artist per-

formance fee innovation that requires

immediate attention. Inclusion of such

an amendment in the Copyright Bill is,

we believe, just recognition of the con-

tribution of record companies and
their performers to the creation of a

commercial entity.

The latest

is ABC’s global distribution deal with
Terry Melcher’s new label. Equinox

Records, New Deal, the wholesaling
giant, and distribution arrangements
with 20th Century Fox Records and
Wes Farrell’s Senate Label. ABC also

has a major investment in Bob Mer-
rill’s new musical, “Henry, Sweet
Henry,” set for an Oct. opening on
Broadway.

ShouldBe The Judge Of GoodPop Lyrics
NEW YORK—The teenmarket song
lyric represents the viewpoint of
‘•young America and I think that we
should listen to them, whether we
agree with them or whether we don’t
agree with them is not the point.”
These were the words of Alan Liv-

ingston, president of Capitol Records,
as he was interviewed on Friday,
April 28, on a newscast over KNXT-
TV in Los Angeles. Livingston was
asked to comment on the recent deci-
sion, effective May 15, of the McLen-
don group of stations to ban all

records it considered suggestive and
to require record companies to submit
a copy of the lyric of each record de-
livered for airplay.

“I think that censorship on the part
of the receiving end of the radio sta-
tion could be extremely dangerous
and ill-advised,” he said. From a busi-
ness standpoint, however, the exec
added, he believed the move could “re-
move from the air a lot of the small
labels who do not have an attitude of
responsibility and probably make
things easier for all of us.” Morally,
Livingston considers records, “partic-
ularly teenage records,” as an art-
form, and said censorship in this area
was comparable to censorship in any
other art form. “These kids who are
writing today’s teenage records have
something to say . . .,” Livingston
said.

Hits Contrived Criticism

Livingston said that criticism of

HOLLYWOOD—Capitol Records has
won out in a court action to stop the
radio exposure of a new Beatles LP
whose release is weeks away. The
label filed action against KHJ-Los
Angeles and Dave Diamond, among
others, last week (1) charging air-
play of an “unauthorized” copy of the
album.
Judge Ralph H. Nutter granted a

temporary restraining order against
Diamond and, moreover by stipula-
tion between the attorneys for Capitol
and KHJ, KHJ has agreed that its

officers, agents, servants and em-
ployees shall not offer, permit, or
make available for broadcast, di-

rectly or indirectly, nor broadcast by
radio or any other means, all or any
portion of the new Beatle’s album,
“Sergeant Pepper’s Lonely Hearts
Club Band,” or any selections derived
therefrom, until authorized by Capi-
tol to do so, or until the hearing set
for May 10, 1967, on an “order to
show cause.”

Later in the week, WMCA-New
York started playing cuts from the
LP, but stopped after learning of the
Capitol-KHJ stipulation. Two deejays,

teen lyrics is extremely contrived in
many cases,” pointing to several re-
cent hits (e.g. “Norwegian Wood” by
the Beatles and “Rainy Day Woman”
by Bob Dylan) as pointless exercises
of “reading into something.”

Livingston, in replying to a query

about the possibility of a record in-
dustry code of conduct similar to
those of the film and TV areas, said
that record companies should have
their own code, but that if there is to
be a censorship organization its “far
better to have it done by the record-
ing companies themselves through
one common body.” He added that it

would be “dangerous” for an outside

body to try and understand the busi-

ness or what “our creative people are

trying to say.” “I don’t think that its

necessary nor wise, but I would prefer

it to one run by radio stations them-
selves.”

Gary Stevens and Dandy Dan Daniels,
offered sides from the LP on Wednes-
day evening and Thursday morning,
respectively.

It is Capitol’s contention, expressed
by Alan Livingston, president, in an
affidavit, that premature exposure of
the LP could be “disastrous.”

Carl Zoehrns, Of
E. B. Marks, Dies

NEW YORK—Carl Zoehrns, for
nearly thirty years general sales
manager of the Edward B. Marks
Music Corporation, died suddenly on
May 2, 1967.

Zoehrns was born in Chicago and
started his music career there by
singing in the Paulist Choristers
under the Reverend William J. Finn.
Subsequently, he managed the Music
Department of the McCrory store on
the Boardwalk in Atlantic City. Later,
he had his own radio program,
Dream Daddy”, named after one of

the songs he wrote, on WFI-Phila-
delphia.

His song plugging days were fol-
lowed by a long, successful career as
a salesman and sales executive. He
started in the ’20’s with Robbins
Music Corporation, then worked for
many years at Irving Berlin, and since
1939, for Marks. In recent years he
became known for his knowledge of
educational music as well as popular.
He lived for many years in Bayside,

Long Island, at 212-16 38th Avenue,
with his wife, Marie. He is also sur-
vived by his three daughters. Dorothy
Wade, Marie Dulebahm and Mildred
Zoehrns, several grandchildren, all of
Philadelphia, and by his sister, Helen
Zoehrns.

Services were held on Friday, May
5, at the Sacred Heart Roman Catho-
lic Church in Bayside and interment
followed in Philadelphia.

KERRadio Syndicated Program
Sales, in New York, is concerned
about the attempt to some artists at
the NAB convention to have incorpo-
rated into the copyright law a pro-
vision for royalties to be paid to
them by broadcasters. NAB president
Vincent Wasilewski, in his luncheon
address on April 3, expressed what
broadcasters feel to be the irration-
ality of such a law. They claim that

their outlets are already over-

burdened by fees paid to licensing

agencies. Wasilewski stated that the

copyright law protects authors and
inventors on their writings and dis-

coveries, and to consider as such an

artist’s interpretation of an already

copyrighted number they have been

given permission to use is basically

incorrect. WERRadio itself empha-
sizes that artists are paid royalties

on sales of their work according to

their popularity. The firm argues that

radio achieves this popularity for

them by air play; therefore, it is not

feasible to force an outlet to pay for

playing an artist’s rendition of an
already copyrighted record. We will

be glad to hear from our readers on
this matter, both pro and con.

Ed Ames

Ed Ames, RCA recording artist,

displays a performing versatility
which is little short of breathtaking.
A complete list of his stage, night
club, TV, and outdoor show accom-
plishments would fill a book of heroic
proportions. In the 1950’s Ames sang
in night clubs, on recordings, and
leading radio and TV variety shows
as the lead singer and soloist with
the Ames Brothers. In 1961 he acted
in an off-Broadway production of
Arthur Miller’s “The Crucible,” before
entering musical comedy as the star
of “The Fantastiks.” He next appear-
ed in the National Company of
“Carnival,” and then took on a series

of dramatic roles on TV. The lead in

“One Flew Over The Cuckoo’s Nest”
followed. When the play closed, Ames
was called to co-star on NBC-TV’s
“Daniel Boone” series as Mingo, the
Oxford-educated son of a Cherokee
Indian mother and an English father,

a part he continues to play. In 1964,
after a recording hiatus of four years,
Ames cut an LP titled, “Opening
Night With Ed Ames.” One of the
tunes on the disk, “Try To Remem-
ber,” emerged as one of the top songs
of 1965. Ed Ames, who now plans to

press on to a directorial debut and a

venture into both opera and Shake-
spearean drama, is currently repre-

sented on the charts with “Time,
Time,” which is number 81 this week.

Don & Goodtimes

Don & the Goodtimes are comprised
of Don Gallueci, organist and leader
of the group; lead singer Jeff Hawks;
Ron Overman, bass guitarist; Charlie
Coe, lead guitarist; and Bobby Holden,
drummer.

THE MOVIE SONGS—Frank Sinatra—Capitol
DT 2700
Following closely upon the chart success of

“Francis Albert Sinatra & Antonio Carlos Jo-
bim,” the artist’s impressive talents are shown
off in a set of film favorites. Included among the
fine melodies are “Young At Heart,” “(Love Is)
The Tender Trap,” and “Three Coins In The
Fountain.” The singer should have little trouble
hitting high chart altitude with this one.

THE SEEKERS—Pickwick PC/SPC 3068
The Seekers, in an album cut before their

smash success with “Georgie Girl,” sing a pack-
age of folk songs. Included on the offering are
“If I Had A Hammer,” “Chilly Winds,” and “The
Light From The Lighthouse.” The group per-
forms with easy, rhythmic grace, and the album
should sail to a prominent position on the charts.

THEN YOU CAN TELL ME GOODBYE—Casi-
nos—Fraternity FLP 1019
The Casinos follow up their recent single,

“Then You Can Tell Me Goodbye,” with an LP
of the same title. In a sweet, “big band” bag,
the group renders the title tune, “Rag Doll,”
“Talk To Me,” and “What Kind Of Fool Am I.”
The Casinos perform with smooth, professional
style, and the album is likely to develop into a
chart-flyer.

LATIN IN THE HORN—A1 Hirt—RCA Victor
LPM/LSP 3653
A1 Hirt trumpets a collection of musical sounds

of today’s Latin America. Two time Grammy
Award winner Lalo Schrifrin has arranged and
conducted the music. The tracks include “A Sky
Without Stars” and “Gringo A-Go-Go”—two
Schrifrin originals, and “Desafinado.” The selec-
tions—basically boleros and bossa novas—give
Hirt a chance to exhibit his lyrical trumpet style
to perfection. The LP should be a real mover.

EAST COAST—WEST COAST—Don Ho—Re-
prise R/RS 6244
Hawaiian singer Don Ho is recorded live with

the Aliis at the Royal Box in New York, and
the Cocoanut Grove in Los Angeles. The sound
is bright, bouncy fun. The songs include “One
Paddle, Two Paddle,” “This Could Be The Start
Of Something Big,” and the artist’s while-back
chart single, “Tiny Bubbles.” “East Coast—West
Coast” shapes up as the worthy successor to the
chanter’s long-running chart LP, “Tiny Bubbles.”

THAT MIDNIGHT TOUCH—Bobby Hackett—
Project 3 PR5006 SD

Cornetist Bobby Hackett gives a lustrous,
sparkling treatment to songs by George Gersh-
win, Duke Ellington, Kurt Weill, and Victor
Young. Among the excellent tracks are “My
Foolish Heart,” “I Guess I’ll Have To Dream
The Rest,” and “Nancy (With The Laughing-
Face).” Hackett is provided with a luxuriant
string orchestra background which is spiced
with imaginative piano, guitar, and celeste col-
orations. The LP should attain widespread popu-
larity.

CHET ATKINS PICKS THE BEST—RCA Victor
LPM/LSP 3818
Master guitarist Chet Atkins picks a peck of

pop goodies. The select tracks on the album in-
clude “You’ll Never Walk Alone,” “Colonel
Bogey,” and “Battle Hymn Of The Republic.”
The artist performs brilliantly on the LP, which
deserves respectful attention as a showcase of
a major and versatile talent.

LEE HAZLEWOOD PRESENTS THE 98%
AMERICAN, MOM & APPLE PIE, 1929 CRASH
BAND—LHI (7) E12001
The sounds presented here are as zany as the

LP’s title. In a tub-thumping, rollicking, fun-for-
everyone style, the Crash Band romps through
such chucklers as “These Boots Are Made For
Walkin’,” “So Long Babe,” and “Leave My Dog
Alone.” There is bright, bouncy listening on the
disk, and the album should get spins aplenty.

BOBBY VINTON SINGS THE NEWEST HITS—
Epic LN 24245/BN 26245

Consistent chartmaker Bobby Vinton swings
out in top form on an LP of current pop tunes.
Two of the artist’s recent chart hits are featured
on the disk: “Coming Home Soldier” and “For
He’s A Jolly Good Fellow.” The Academy Award
winner, “Born Free,” is also given a superb
treatment by the chanter. The album should
swiftly soar to the top of the charts.

MATTHEW & SON—Cat Stevens—Deram DE
16005/DES 18005

In “Matthew & Son,” the title track of which
is Cat Stevens’ recent chart item, the artist

demonstrates his versatility as a songwriter with
such efforts as “I’ve Found A Love,” “I See A
Road,” and “Hummingbird.” The lyrics are beau-
tiful, especially in “Hummingbird,” and they are
inventive. Cat Stevens, in this, his first album,
evinces a talent that is likely to keep him in the
public eye for quite a while.

put together a rousing collection of tunes made
popular by the Monkees. Included in the set are
“I Wanna Be Free,” “I’m A Believer,” “Last

Bit You,” and many others. Cramer is really at
the top of his form on this one. Watch it move.

PRESENTING MILTON DELUGG AND ‘THE

Arranger-composer-conductor Milton Delugg
offers a package of the good music sounds that
he presents nightly in “The Tonight Show.” The

tune. Believing that “Why?” had all

the potential of being a bigger
rhythm vocal record, and in an effort

again was recorded, under the direc-

Kellem, producers for the label.

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TALENT ON STAGE

CHUCK BERRY
NEW YORK—An impatient audience

was kept waiting an hour and a half

by lukewarm “warm-up” groups to

see the remarkable Chuck Berry at

the Village Theatre Friday evening,

April 28. It was worth the wait.

Berry sang and played for forty-

five minutes, and in that time man-
aged to overcome or ignore a squak-
ing and buzzing sound system and the
ineptitude of his back-up group. Nei-
ther his rhythm guitarist or his

drummer seemed to know the chords
and breaks to many of the songs

—

and what songs!—“Roll Over Beetho-
ven,” “Sweet Little Sixteen,” “School
Day” and “Too Much Monkey Busi-
ness” alone have made Berry a near-
legend.
When he walked out on stage sev-

eral of the audience leaped in the air

with welcoming hollers and applause
rang out when he went into his fa-

mous “duck-walk” dance routine.

Berry as a guitarist has sometimes
been overshadowed by Berry the per-
former and songwriter, but his solo

on “Wee Wee Hours” was a model of
how to get the most out of a few
notes. He is one of the few rock gui-
tarists who have an original ard de-
veloped style, instantly recognizable
as belonging to no one else. Berry is

in such command of his instrument
that he cradles it, throws it, swings
it about like amarksman shooting

clay ducks; he knows how to get the
most out of an electric guitar—many
times he played it with his left hand
only, allowing the amplifier to act as
a right hand.
Berry the composer has been such

a tremendous influence on the Beatles
and the Rolling Stones that he de-
serves—and is getting—much credit

for helping to bring on the resur-
gence of rock and the current golden
age of popular music. He was the first

rock artist to show wit and intelli-

gence in his lyrics, a distinct person-
ality who let it come through in his

music.
Berry on stage that night, six feet

two and four feet wide, Berry danc-
i ig, mugging, joking, playing a de-
lightfully rowdy version of “Reelin’
and Rockin’,” singing a farewell song
i i French, plugging his home town
of St. Louis, good-naturedly kidding
his fumbling rhythm guitarist—Berry
sentimental, sensual, out for a good
time and so accomplished in his mu-
sicianship that he could all but ignore
his guitar while playing it like no
one else, proved that his glory will

be just as bright twenty years from
now as it was that night

Let it also be said that he deserved
a better concert hall and that the
audience deserved more of him and
less of the “warm-up” hokum that
took up most of the evening.

SUNDAY WILL NEVER BE THE SAME
SPANKY & OUR GANG Mercury 72679
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LOU RAWLS
HOLLYWOOD—Not since the Right-
eous Bros, shucked their knee length
jackets, moving across and uptown
more than a year back, has this room
rocked with the “soul” stirring in-

tensity that marked Lou Rawls’ first

solo shot at the Coconut Grove. Ob-
viously determined to “tell it like it

is,” his performance is virtually un-
compromising, steeped in traditional
12 bar blues and little altered from
the repertoire planned for less fash-
ionable surroundings. There is, of
course, his memorable “Old Man’s
Memories” trilogy, Ben Raleigh’s po-

tent lyrics to “Love Is A Hurtin’

Thing” and “Dead End Street” (com-

plete with Lou’s own caustic Chicago

put-down) spiced with a couple of

Broadway show and Hollywood film

tunes (“On A Clear Day” and “Shad-
ow Of Your Smile”). But the re-

mainder of the evening is devoted to

the likes of “St. James Infirmary,” >

“Stormy Monday,” “Muddy Water,”
“Mean Black Snake” and “Evening
When The Sun Goes Down”—possibly

less commercial but just as rewarding.

Obviously “Tobacco Road” is no
longer Lou’s home address. But it’s

a fitting finale to the eve’s constant
lyrical references to our nation’s pov-
erty striken ghettos.

Not too long ago, we recall, Rawls

moonlighted with Sam Cooke (and
others) at record sessions. He was
Cooke’s “other voice,” dueting without
label credit. It’s gratifying to find

him, at last, past the plateau of
promissory “note” holders, blue velvet
jacket and all, now acclaimed by
Capitol Records as their #1 selling

male vocalist—more than $5,000,000
in LP and singles product sold in the
past twelve months.
One minor and perhaps carping

comment—Rawls’ overstylized treat-
ment of “Shadow Of Your Smile”
seemed the longest three minutes of

his show Perhaps it’s time that

ASCAP, Mandel-Webster (and Rawls)
declared a six month moratorium on

this overworked Academy award
title. At any rate Lou’s version came
off too mannered for our taste.

H. B. Barnum deserves mountains
of approbation for an inspired set of

arrangements and for his conducting

of the Dick Stabile band (augmented
with Gildo Mahones, piano; Mel Lee,

drums; Bobby Haynes, bass and
Francois Vass, guitar).

If you just happened to miss Rawls
at the Grove, don’t despair. SRO
business and G. David Schine’s double

option contract means he’ll be back.

Also in the works—a Hollywood Bowl
concert this summer.

THAD JONES & MEL LEWIS
NEW YORK—On Friday night, April

28, we had the pleasure of hearing
the Thad Jones and Mel Lewis 18-

pieee jazz orchestra perform at the
Village Vanguard. The bill of fare
consisted of a wide variety of jazz
pieces—“Low-Down,” “Willow Tree,”
and “That Freedom,” to name just
a few. Some of the numbers were
light and easygoing; others were
bright and brassy; a few were soulful
and sad.

Jones, an accomplished trumpeter,
provided some nice solo work, while
Lewis, on drums, displayed a fine

technical facility combined with a

natural feeling for rhythm. The or-

chestra, too, was in good form, and
the audience remained attentive

throughout the entire evening.

Jones and Lewis, who record for

United Artists’ Solid State label,

have already established a sizable

following, and judging by their per-

formance at the Vanguard, their pop-

ularity, both as nightclub and disk

artists, should continue to increase by

leaps and bounds. They are good, solid

entertainers who produce a highly en-

joyable sound, and they deserve every

bit of their success.

CHAD MITCHELL
HOLLYWOOD—There’s a striking-

similarity in point of view between
Chad Mitchell, who has returned in

triumph to the Troubadour and Rod
McKuen, who recently closed his most
successful stint at this folk oriented
club. Both take an on stage cue from
Charles Aznavour’s and Jacques
Brel’s emotion packed tunes of ten-

derness and tragedy, striving in their
“vignette” approach to achieve emo-
tional response from their audiences.
Both interweaving art with person-
ality, spinning threads of Stanislav-
sky to the total tapestry of their

considerable talents. A major diver-
gence is that McKuen’s credentials
include his own lyrics and, in many
cases, melodies as well. Like Azna-
vour, Brel, Montand, and Becaud,
McKuen “lives” his songs while
Mitchell, obviously by design, tunes
in with us on the facts and fancies
of writers such as “Yip” Harburg,
Merle Travis, Fred Hellerman, Lorenz
Hart. Shel Silverstein and Anthony
Newly. The result, wittingly perhaps,
is a boundless variety of perspectives

and somehow a more demanding re-
petoire. And, less significant than one
might readily assume, Mitchell dem-
onstrates, particularly with poignant
and melodic songs as “Quiet Room”
and “Over The Rainbow,” that his
voice is eloquently superior to his
peers in brilliance, clarity and range.
Aznavour, by his own admission, has
never been “much of a singer.”
Mitchell is.

Just about two years since he
elected to leave the trio, eons since

he first climbed onto a stage in Spo-
kane, Wash, with Hugh, Kobluk, Col-
lins (and the likes of “Lizzie Borden”
and “Susan Brown”), Mitchell will be
demonstrating the wisdom of his solo
“break” in search of creative identity
through May 14 at the Troubadour.
Southern Californians are advised,
urged and ordered to attend.

Exiting the club with a somewhat
confused colleague, he commented
that, since Mitchell had left the group,
the Kingston Trio missed him “very
much.” But they always did.

Canada's Canusa
NEW YORK—The first major excur-
sion into the American market by a
Canadian recording firm is now shap-
ing up. Taking its cue from the cres-

cendo of publicity attendant on the
Dominion’s centennial celebration and
the opening of the long-heralded Expo
’67 on Friday (28), Canusa Records
has announced the formation of Can-
usa Records USA.

Operated by Tony Roman, one of
Canada’s best-known current pop
idols, Canusa will be distributed ex-
clusively in the United States by Bell
Records. Arrangements for the dis-

tribution deal were completed recently
by Paul Marshall, Roman’s attorney
in New York, and Larry Uttal, presi-
dent of Bell Records.
Roman is concurrently a star of

the label and its producer. In addition,
he handles all bookings for the entire
seven-artist roster, including himself
and Montreal-based American expa-
triate singer Nanette.
The move into the United States

market is the latest in a series of
international operations recently es-
tablished by the 18-month-old com-
pany. The firm has already set distri-

bution under its own name for France
through Festival, Italy through Di-
rium, and Germany through Hansa.

Distribution in the United Kingdom,
Scandinavia, and the Benelux nations
will be on Emi’s Stateside label.

According to Roman, the firm in-

tends to adopt a truly international
posture. “We don’t expect to try to
keep proving that Canadian talent is

just as good as any other and there-
fore deserves to make it in America
and other markets,” he said. “If
we’re trying to prove anything, it’s

that Canadian production can compete
favorably anywhere.
“We plan to sign artists in all the

countries where we are represented.
They don’t have to be Canadian as
long as they’re good. Many of them
we’ll produce in our home base of
Montreal, but others we’ll produce in
their home countries.”

Canusa’s initial U.S. single, an ef-
fort by Roman titled “Shadows On A
Foggy Day,” has just been released.
Currently popular in Canada, the disk
is due for early release in Great Brit-
ain as well. The first American singles
by Nanette is due to be cut shortly.

NEW YORK—The Roman City of
Chichester is now famed as much for
its live theatre as for the ancient Ca-
thedral, whose spire can be seen for
miles across the rolling Sussex Downs.

Started by Sir Laurence Olivier
from Voluntary Subscriptions in 1962,
Chichester Festival Theatre, built not
far from the thousand-year-old Moat
Hall on the green Priory grounds, has

Sybil Thorndike, Joan Greenwood,
Robert Stephens and younger prodi-
gies like Tom Courtney, playing in
works as varied as “The Royal Hunt
Of The Sun,” “Macbeth,” and “The
Cherry Orchard.”

The disk became one of the
most sold in Italy during the winter
season of 1966, and Caterina was
considered the real revelation of the
San Remo Festival of that year.

In 1966 she followed with two other-

hits, “Cento Giorni” and “L’Uomo
D’Oro.” The latter won the Juke Box
“Festival Bar,” and was at the top
of the charts in Italy during the sum-
mer.

This year, Caterina took part again
in the San Remo contest, and she
presented “II Cammino D’Ogni Sper-
anza.” Even though the song did not
enter the finals, the record has sold

over 200,000, reaching top positions
in our charts.

She is making concerts all over
Italy, and her performances are in

505 registered guests including TV producers and head of light entertain-

ment departments from TV stations all over the world, representatives of all

major agencies and over 189 journalists gathered in Montreux, Switzerland,
for the annual “Golden Rose of Montreux,” the TV festival which features
only music and comedy shows. The jury which chose the best shows was lead
off by Werner Hess of Frankfurt TV with Alexandre Gladychev of Moscow
and Thomas McManus of ABC in New York acting as vice-presidents. Other
members of the jury included representatives from England, Canada, Czecho-
slovakia, East Germany, Denmark, Scotland, Hungary, Japan, Norway, Holland,
Austria, France, Italy, Belgium, Sweden, Switzerland, Poland and Yugoslavia.
Twenty-four entries from 22 countries with only England and the U.S. present-
ing 2 entries each vied for the coveted rose with its prize of 10,000 Swiss
francs and a load of sales to countries all over the world. The mornings of the
9-day festival were filled with the entries while afternoons were taken up by
color TV seminars and showing of color productions from all over the world.

First place went to the BBC of England for their show “Frost Over England”
a political-musical cabaret show featuring David Frost, a man with a tremen-
dous sense of humor. Musically, folk songstress Julie Felix was a standout
on the show. This was the first win for Britain since the 1961 start of the con-
test when the “Black And White Minstrel Show” took top honors. Tom Sloane,
head of light entertainment of BBC, was grinning like a cat as he picked up
the honors along with Bill Cotton, Jr., and producer-comedian David Frost.
The “silver rose” went to another comedy show, “Dorus” from Holland, and

Russia picked up third place honors and the “bronze rose” for “Rouge, bleu,
vert” a very well-produced abstract dance review without text.

Highlights of the festival were the final evening held for awards at the
Casino, and the Philips Records evening which featured Greame Allwright
from Australia, Conny Van Den Bos from Holland, Hanna Hegarova from
Czechoslovakia, Lado Leskovar from Yugoslavia, Ryoko Moriyama from Japan,
the Roulettes from England, Vicky from Greece and Germany, Nola York
from England, Don Paulin from the U.S.A. who stole the show with his comedy
routines and folk tunes and Julie Rogers from England who did a fine pro-
fessional job with her cabaret show. The first half of the program was well
received by the pros of TV from all over the world, but the house broke apart
as Abi & Esther Ofarim from Israel did their 40-minute show. The show lasted
close to 4 hours but was a grand success for the Phillips people.
The U.S. entries “Jack And The Beanstalk” from NBC and “Clown Alley”

from CBS failed to gain a prize from the critical jury. Record industry per-
sonalities were sadly missing from the festival which is the main vehicle for
the promotion of musical artists today.

“I’ll Walk To You” from Chris Andrews, “Mr Pleasant” from the Kinks and
“Bring It Up” from John Smith and the New Sound. Bestsellers for the firm

include both records from David Garrick, “A Man In The Woods” from Andy
Fisher, “This Is My Song” in English and German by Petula Clark, “Kiliman-
jaro” from Pascal Danel, “Painter Man” from the Creation and just about
everything from Michel Polnareff!

Philips just brought out a list of their best 10 sellers in jazz and, as the
firm with the biggest jazz catalog, it seems pretty representative. The list

is lead off by the Modern Jazz Quartet with guest Laurindo Almeida followed
by two German productions from Gunter Gruntz and Klaus Doldinger, and
then Doldinger in South America.

and 7 with LP’s, with Oscar Peterson also taking 3 places on the list 6, 8 and 9,

and a local production “Swinging Macedonia” featuring Dusko Gokovitch
ending the coveted 10. That’s it for this week in Germany.

This is the ideal time

for record companies to step-up their advertising campaigns that are aimed

at the consumer. No other entertainment medium can offer anything like the

vast array of name talent that is immediately available in any part of the

world on discs and tape.
RCA’s May album release contains eleven 12” sets and eight EPs. Among

the albums are “Mario Lanza Sings His Favorite Arias,” “Winchester Cathe-

dral” by the Palm Beach Band Boys, “Sour Cream & Other Delights” with the

Frivolous Five, “Perry Como In Italy,” “Stay With Me” by Vic Damone, and

“Fractious Fingering” with Fats Waller. The eight EPs include six by Elvis

Presley, all of which should find a ready market here.

The recently completed television spectacular featuring the Seekers (pro-

duced during their recent visit home) is to be shown nationally within the

next week or so. The channel seven television network here are more than

hopeful of selling show around the world.
The Victorian Branch of the Australian Musicians’ Union, has threatened

action against all institutions who refuse to pay scale rates to Union members
for performances.

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Cash Box- ARGENTINA
The dependence of the record industry on the promotion channels (radio,

TV, shop windows, press) has been always a matter of concern in all markets,
and Argentina has been no exception to the rule. Although the population of
the country (roughly 22,000,000) is about one-ninth of the United States, the
purchasing power of the market is much lower for many reasons: lower in-

come, weaker facilities (e.g., electric power, not available in certain parts
isolated from the cities) and, especially in the case of records and music, a
sort of incommunication by which a big part of the population, including the
high income branch, isn’t reached by the usual promotional campaigns of
the records companies. Thus, the maximum selling mark seldom surpasses
the 100,000 line for singles, and 30,000 for LP’s.
However, certain exceptions have taken place in the recent past, and

among them the unusual success of the Reader’s Digest sets, and more re-
cently the CBS Record Club, managed by its Special Products Division, and
Phonogram’s package sales. This has called the attention of everybody
towards the fact that the usual promotion resources are, at least, inadequate.
Some of the reasons that could be mentioned are the fact that radio stations’
programming isn’t directed to record promotion, since air time is sold to

people who afterwards resell it to advertisers. As radio advertising is weak,
large amounts of time are devoted to commercials, resulting in less music
per hour and poorer audience. Recently, the Government has ordered to limit

the commercial time, but this resulted in a further increase in advertising
rates. Financial difficulties encourage deals between owners of air time and
record companies, who find no other way to increase their promotion in a
market where supply (new releases) is much higher that demand (record
playing time).
On the other side, the lack of production talent has moved the TV stations

to limit or suppress musical programs, which some time ago were a good
way of promotion: each channel holds only two or three programs of this

sort a week, and only a few weeks ago Channel 11 started its “Telemusica”
series, featured daily. Several other projects are under way, including one
produced by successful programmer Kleinman, whose “Modart en la Noche”
radio programs have obtained strong audience, but till these become real

no promo campaigns can be based on television.

Record retailers are another mean, but there has been a long struggle be-
tween them and the record companies regarding their percentage, and a re-

cent change in the sales tax has strengthened it. Retailers consider that their
allowance isn’t enough to cover expenses and the usual discount (about 10%)
usually offered to buyers. According to the way it is calculated, their allow-
ance ranges from 28% to 32%. Manufacturers object that traditionally re-

tailers haven’t done anything to promote sales of records, limiting themselves
to wait till the customers arrive. “With seldom exceptions,” argued a diskery
topper, “no retailer has sponsored record programs to help sell their own
product.” The lack of a proper catalog implies that a prospective buyer will

have to count on the good will of the employee to be able to know something
about non-radio-promoted releases, unless he knows exactly what he wants.
This applies especially to classical music and may be one of the main reasons
for its decline from the sales point of view.
Another major fact is the price, which for a regular album amounts to

the same as in the States in spite of the fact that wages and salaries are
four times higher in the U.S. One of the devices to solve this has been the
release of budget-priced series (sold at 40 to 60% of regular LP’s), following
agreements regarding half-royalty payment to foreign labels. Two companies
particularly successful at this have been Sicamericana and Odeon, and now
several others are also offering this sort of material, in many cases actually
old releases at a lower price. But this hasn’t given the answer to the question
of how getting to, for instance, the busy executive who doesn’t listen to the
radio, has little time for TV (and prefers serials or films) and has never
visited a record shop This may be why the mail order system, defined by
another topper as “a way to sell, instead of letting the people buy,” is

being increasingly used and will apparently continue growing. An industry
that has been growing and is investing (and must do so, to keep itself com-
petitive in the international market) heavily, finds it more and more difficult

to rely exclusively on the pop hit, and sooner or later will have to be able
to count on constant sales volumes, as any other industry does. An example
of this was given during past April, when sales were extremely low because
of tight money, school investments, payment of the income tax and the
particular lack of strong singles put some companies in a somewhat difficult

situation.

Editorial

Illinois Pin Ban: Round Two
The passage of “anti pingame” bill S376 by the

Illinois State Senate last week sounded an ominous

note, we agree, but to the trained observer on the

scene, it came as no big surprise. The 45-3 vote fa-

voring the prohibition of pingame possession and op-

eration was fairly well predicted by officials at ICMOA
headquarters. What perhaps hurt more than the final

Senate vote was their earlier 49-1 poll against inclu-

sion of an amendment presented in the “11th hour”

designed to exclude flipper games from the “ban-em-

ail” sweep.

To exclude flippers from the prohibition is of

course, our goal but we feel the right time to have

presented our side was not in the “sanctimonious”

Senate but in the Illinois House where the promise

of fair play is much more apparent. It is in the House

where the bill now moves for discussion. Known there

as HB688, this companion bill to S376 will go before

the House Judiciary Committee Wed., May 10th. It is

here where Rep. George Burditt and attorneys Rufus

King and Jim Winning will argue in favor of our own

bill (HB2410, presented May 1st—see separate story

below) designed to ban solely gambling type equip-

ment and preserve the Illinois games industry from

perishing.

ICMOA president Lou Casola has supplied us with a

list of Illinois representatives which we in turn have

published in this issue. At the risk of striking a mor-

bidly redundant chord, we urge all Illinois operators to

sound out their representatives in this matter via the

phones, the mails might be too late. HB688 cannot and

must not be passed into law. This indiscriminate an-

nihilation of a man’s livelihood, simply because that

livelihood is founded upon a harmless little machine

with a big, but undeserved, black eye goes against the

very nature of American fair play and constitutional

equity.

Should our attorneys and association chiefs suc-

ceed in gaining House ratification of our HB2410

(and they can only do it through the financial and vocal

support of the rank and file coinman), the legal ma-

chinery could and more than likely would reverse itself

and force a similar move in the Senate. Round two is

about to ring in—let’s rally ’round.

CHICAGO—A new firm name arose
on the coin-op audio-visual scene last
week when J. Cameron Gordon made
the official announcement that Scopi-
tone, Inc. has become Theatre 16 In-
ternational. More than simply a
change in firm name, Theatre 16 In-
ternational represents a brand new
manufacturing company, with a new
corporate structure, new audio-visual
product and an ambitious new mar-
keting approach.
The new product Gordon announced

is appropriately called Theatre 16
International. Basically, the machine
is a modification of the model 450
Scopitone unit to offer the largest
screen available on today’s market

—

a 5 ft. x 7 ft. auxiliary screen de-
signed to hang anywhere from three
to five feet in front of the Theatre 16
projection mechanism, incorporating
the principles of rear projection.

Theatre 16 can also be operated
without the auxiliary screen through
a newly expanded in-unit screen
measuring 25" x 34" (the former
Scopitone screen measured 16 Vz" x
21 M>"). Furthermore, Theatre 16 can
be operated at the location by means
of remote wallboxes. Remote units,
in fact, are recommended in view of
the inconvenience a customer would
encounter making a selection on the
unit with its large auxiliary screen in
the mounted position. Units operating
without the large additional screen,
while permitting wallbox selection,
can be selected at the console as on
the former Scopitone machine.

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Text of MOA’S Opposition to Section 117 Presented to Senate Judiciary

WASHINGTON—Nicholas F. Allen,

ttorney, appeared before the Senate
udiciary Committee of Patents,

resent opposition to the newly pro-

osed Section 117 of S. 597, which
rould grant royalties to record manu-
acturers and recording artists. The
mendment was introduced to the

lenate by Sen. Harrison Williams Jr.

Dem. N.J.), on March 16th.

Following, is the complete text of

illen’s statement in opposition:

. Introduction

I appear here as counsel for Music
Iperators of America, Inc., the na-
ional association of operators of

ukeboxes to oppose the proposed new
lection 117 of S. 597.

This new Section would impose
ipon jukebox operators, and other
isers of phonorecords, a new per-
ormance royalty designed to benefit

ecord manufacturers and performing
.rtists. This amendment was intro-

luced by Senator Williams on March
6, just one day before the sub-com-
nittee on Section 116 of the Bill and
re therefore did not have the oppor-
unity to examine the proposed
.mendment or to comment on it at

he time.

!. Grounds for our opposition

I am here therefore on behalf of

he jukebox operators to oppose Sec-
ion 117 both as a matter of principle
md on practical grounds as emphati-
ally as can be done.

I. Premises for our opposition

The premises for our opposition
vhich we wish to keep constantly be-
ore the committee are twofold.
First, the practical considerations—

he fact that there are already two
•oyalties—the Jukebox royalty in this

fill and in the companion bill H.R.

2512; the other, the mechanical roy-

alty which is being increased in both

bills.
.

Second, the constitutional limita-

tions, which are formidable barriers

to this proposal.

4. The present two royalties

Under Section 116 of the companion
bill H.R. 2512, which has passed the

House and is now before this commit-
tee, there would be a new royalty

imposed solely upon jukebox operators

which would amount to $4 million per

year. This is an add-on to the me-
chanical royalty of 2V2 c per recording

under Section 115 of both bills, S.59 1

and H.R. 2512, which would amount
to more than $2.5 million a year from
the jukebox industry. Despite what
others who oppose us have said, the

jukebox operators do buy and pay for

more than 50 million records per year,

and thereby produce for copyright

owners over $2.5 million in royalties

per year. Thus the total copyright

royalties from jukebox operators will

amount to more than $6.5 million per

year if the bill as passed by the House
of Representatives is adopted by the

Senate and becomes law.

We emohasize that all of these roy-

alties will go to songwriters, com-
posers and lyricists—and to such

others as they may assign their ex-

clusive rights to, whether they be
publishers, performing rights socie-

ties, record manufacturers or others.

It is important also to note that com-
posers and lyricists are the only peo-

ple who, up to now, have ever been

granted exclusive statutory copy-

rights bv Congress.
Significantly therefore, Section 117

would expand the Congressional grant

of statutory copyright into new areas

where such exclusive rights have

never been granted before.

5. This new royalty would be disas-

trous to jukebox operators

We wish to stress again to the Sub-

committee the facts heretofore pre-

sented which show conclusively that
jukebox operators are really small
businessmen. Any new royalty will be
burdensome for them and section 116
already does this. The House Commit-
tee report on H.R. 2512, Report No.
83, March 8, 1967, summarises the
economic structure of the jukebox in-

dustry, and shows that the operators’
average weekly gross revenue was
$9.25 per machine at the time of the
surveys upon which that report was
based. The average annual net profit

also is shown to be only $100 per
machine. These figures are borne out
by the more recent survey presented
on March 17, 1967, to this Committee
by a representative of Price Water-
house and Company which shows that
the jukebox operators’ average reve-
nue may be somewhat higher—around
$9.80 per week. But, as the president
of M.O.A., James Tolisano, and other
operator witnesses also testified, the
rising cost of operations more than
offset any small increase in the oper-
ators’ revenues.
We would also remind the sub-com-

mittee that section 116 of this bill

would repeal the exemption upon
which the whole structure of the juke-
box industry has been based for al-

most sixty years. This necessarily
means that the operators will have to

make many economic and business
adjustments when this new legislation

goes into effect. They will have new
administration costs as well as sub-
stantial new royalties to pay under
section 116, of the bill, as well as the
higher mechanical fees added to the
cost of their records under section

115.
We believe it is unthinkable to im-

pose upon these small businessmen
still another, a third, new musical
copyright royalty as Section 117
would do.

6.

The open door to further demands

The jukebox operators have opposed
repeal of the so-called “jukebox ex-
emption” for many years principally
because they feared that repeal would
open the door to unlimited and ever-
increasing demands for musical copy-
right royalties. Their fears in this
regard are reflected in House Reoort
No. 83, page 79. The new claim of the
record manufacturers for enactment
of a royalty for their benefit and the
benefit of performing artists is ex-
actly the kind of development which
the jukebox operators have so long
feared. The fact that this new demand
is being maed even before Section 116
can be enacted into law, demonstrates
that the operators’ fears were not un-
founded.

7. Open-end liability

Section 117 would create the very

kind of performance royalty, without

any maximum limit on royalties that

could be charged, which the jukebox

operators have vigorously opposed

over the many years this subject has

been before the congress. The pro-

posal for so-called “free bargaining,

subject only to statutory arbitration

is similar to one which the House
Committee considered and rejected on

the grounds that it provides insuffi-

cient safeguards to jukebox operators

(House Report 83, page 79). We also

objected strongly to any such open-

end provision in our appearance here

on March 17th.

8. Constitutional limitations

Article 1, Section 8 of the Consti-

tution confers upon Congress the

power, among others:
.

“To Promote the Progress of Sci-

ence and useful Arts, by securing for

limited times to Authors and Inven-

tors the exclusive Right to their re-

spective Writings and Discoveries.”

Despite all the technological ad-

vances which have occurred in recent

years, and which have been the sub-

ject of many witnesses’ statements

before this committee, the fact re-

mains that an author is still an
author, not a record manufacturer,
and not a performing artist. No
amount of statutory definition, or re-

definition, or refinement of definitions,

can alter fundamentally the language
of the quoted provision of our con-

stitution, and no amount of decisional

law spelling out refinements of the

concepts of “copyrightable works,”
and the varieties of copyright bene-

fits, can transform a record manufac-
turer or performing artist into an
“author” in the Constitutional mean-
ing of that term.
We acknowledge the contributions

of performing artists and record
manufacturers in the reproduction of

musical compositions upon phono-
records but we insist that they are

not copyrightable. On this issue we
agree with Douelas A. Annello, gen-

eral counsel of the National Associa-

tion of Broadcasters, and Leon Kell-

man, counsel for the American Guild

of Authors and Composers, who al-

ready have testified on this subject

and have carefully delineated between

those creative acts of authorships,

which are copyrightable in the con-

stitutional sense and the contribution

of others such as the performing art-

ists and record manufacturers which

are not copyrightable. We refer also

to the learned writings relative to

this subject by Miss Barbara Ringer

of the copyright office, in Study No.

26, for the Copyright Law Revision,

which we consider most illuminating,

even though we do not entirely agree

with all of her legal conclusions.

9.

Conclusion

In closing, we would like to stress

what many other witnesses before the

committee repeatedly have stated,

that section 117 is a most controver-

sial proposal; it raises a great variety

of complicated and far-reaching ques-

tions as to which there are many con-

flicting views throughout the whole

field of musical entertainment; and

finally that it is most objectionable to

the jukebox operators who would be

among those who would bear the

heaviest burdens of this proposal if

it were enacted into law. We object

because of the basic unfairness of im-

posing a third copyright royalty on

our industry, because of the lack of

adequate statutory safeguards against

exorbitant royalties, and as a matter

of Constitutional lack of power in

Congress to enact this provision into

law.

Accordingly, we urge the Commit-
tee to reject this proposed amend-

ment.

Conversion kits for presently exist-

ing Scopitone units to permit the

additional screen size are available

now, Zlatich advised. Remote boxes

already existing in the used equip-

ment field can be adapted by the op-

erator himself for Theatre 16 use, he

added.

“We’re recommending the operator

charge the location from $75 to $100

to lease the machine each week,” Zla-

tich stated. “We already have several

Theatre 16’s operating on location

and the customer traffic has risen

considerably, showing us what we
knew to be true—audio-visual enter-

tainment draws customers who spend

money. This should certainly be

worthwhile to any location looking for

inexpensive but first-rate entertain-

ment,” he declared.

Canteen sales and operating income
for the first six months ending March
