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Mono Price Increase (Cont.)

As the dust of the impact of the

overwhelming, if not unanimous ac-

ceptance of the elevation of the regu-

lar-priced mono LP to the equivalent

price of stereo settles, the industry

should be assessing the matter in

broader terms. Discussions at this

stage of the historic development have

been mainly limited to the mono vs.

stereo situation itself, with tradesters

predicting the eventual demise, by and

large, of the mono LP.

Some voices, however, who have

been heard and amply amplified in the

pages of Cash Box have raised long-

range possibilities that they feel may
result directly from the price increase.

They have little to do with the fate of

the mono album. ABC's Larry Newton,

for Instance, has gone on record with

the enticing view that singles sales will

greatly benefit from the increase, and
the outlook Is also considered bright

for the budget LP business, as out-

lined by Mel Fuhrman, who heads Lib-

erty Records' low-priced Sunset line.

The contention of both. In essence, is

that the wider spread created by the

abandonment of the price differential

between mono and stereo LP's will

make singles more attractive to teen-

ers and budget product an even greater

bargain to the general disk buyer.

Since, it Is obvious, the new Mono
Price Story is yet to be slammed home
to the consumer—creating a problem
of consumer education to the fact in

its own right—^there is only the barest

of information available to draw
graphic curves in one direction or an-

other. If one accepts, however, the

propositions that the singles and
budget lines are going to benefit from
the mono price increase, then he must
contemplate the very real prospect of

a decrease, at least during the period

of, let us say, psychological adjust-

ment to the price elevation, in regular-

priced LP business. Even if this de-

crease does take some form of per-

manency, observers have told us it can

be easily off-set by the time and money
saved in erasing the double inventory

factor.

All these assumptions possess. In

our viewpoint, more substance than

mere conjecture. While we are certain

that labels have taken the whole pic-

ture into account in making the move
upwards for mono, their immediate in-

tention was to initiate the obsolescence

of mono product and, as far as a price

Increase Is concerned, maintain a fair

return on sales. But, the development
carries with it a number of far-reach-

ing developments that only time and
the desires of record fans will uncover.

DGG Phasing Out Mono IP's in U.5.

NEW YORK—Deutsche Grammophon
will begin to phase out its mono
albums beginning with its initial

autumn release due in August. In re-

sponse to the record industry’s move
to a stereo-only market, all future
classical albums on both DGG and
Archive labels will be issued in stereo
only.

Deutsche Grammophon has long
had a $5.79 list in effect for both mono
or stereo disks since Jerry Schoen-
baum became chief of MGM’s classical

division in Sept, of 1963.
Schoenbaum said that the propor-

tion of stereo to mono sales is ex-
tremely high, especially in some areas
of the country where distributors
order in the ratio of ten stereo disks
to one mono. In many instances, the
re-order pattern for monaural albums
after their initial release is insignifi-

cant. The major factor behind
Deutsche Grammophon’s high rate of
stereo sales is attributed to be the
long established equal list price,

though the special nature of the DGG
and Archive catalogues is no doubt
a point not to be overlooked. The
decision to eliminate the mono num-
bers from the catalog, the label

states, is not a new one; it has been
under consideration during the last

season, when a study of sales figures
indicated the huge growth in stereo
buyers.

All future issues, according to

Broadway Musicals '66-67: Made
In America. Bat Not That Well
NEW YORK—The American musical
theatre went American during the
just-concluded 1966-67 season, and its

vaunted legacy wasn’t quite upheld.
England in recent seasons has sup-

plied Broadway with a number of

hits (eg. “Oliver!,” “Stop The World.
. .

.,” “Roar Of The Greasepaint”) and
if not hits, a series of oft-recorded
scores. But, the spotlight fell solely

on American productions with less

than historic results.
Nine musicals were slated to open;

one of them, “Chu Chem,” closed out
of town and another, “Breakfast at
Tiffany’s,” never got past opening
night. Another failure, “Sherry,” ran
for several months, but RCA Victor,
a heavy investor in the musical adap-
tation of Kaufman & Hart’s “The
Man Who Came To Dinner,” passed
up its rights to produce an original
cast album. “A Joyful Noise,” in

which Liberty Records provided some
backing, folded shortly following
opening night, also failing to obtain
a cast LP.
Two 1966-67 productions seemed

headed for success. They are “Ca-
baret” and “I Do I Do.” “Cabaret,”
winner of this year’s New York
Drama Critics Circle and Tony awards
as the top musical of the season, has
developed into a strong caster on

Columbia, while RCA and Broadway
are doing well with “I Do I Do.’’

Columbia has also had moderate suc-

cess with “The Apple Tree” and
“Hallelujah, Baby,” as is United
Artists with “Ulya Darling,” the

song-and-dance version of “Never On
Sunday.”
The Off-Broadway scene can still

boast such long-run items as “The
“Fantasticks” (MGM) and “Man Of
La Mancha” (Kapp), but nothing

really developed last season. Despite

rave notices, “Man With A Load Of
Mischief” is done with, and Kapp can
hardly anticipate worthwhile sales

with its cast LP version of the show.

Individual Songs

Easily the most popular singles hits

to develop out of a Broadway tune are

“I Do, I Do’s” “My Cup Runneth
Over” by Ed Ames on RCA. The title

song from “Cabaret,” has a long list

of recordings, with no sizeable singles

hit to show for it.

They include two
singles, “Strangers On The Shore”
by Acker Bilk and “Green Onions” by
Booker T & the MG’s, both issued
about five years ago.
Aretha Franklin, who got an award

recently for her single smash, “Re-
spect,” has two more in her single and
LP of “I Never Loved A Man.” The
Rascals have, according to the RIAA,
a million-seller with “Groovin’,” which

takes over the number 1 spot on the

Top 100 this week. Acker Bilk also

received a gold LP award for

“Strangers On The Shore.”

Seehurg Home Phono Stores, Plays

30 Albums On Dial Phone Basis
NEW YORK—The Seeburg Corp. has
entered the home phono market with
an innovation in album programming.
A console unit was unveiled in New
York last week containing a com-
pletely automatic unit which plays
both sides of an LP in a vertical po-
sition, enabling the continuous play
of both sides of 50 LP’s. Once the
disks are placed in a vertical carrier,

a device scans, selects, plays and
stores records.

Bill Adair, vp of the Chicago-based
firm, largest producer of commercial
musical equipment, described the new
phono unit at a special press showing
at the Plaza Hotel. He said the unit
would be available for consumers in

about four to six weeks. Trade dis-

play will be made at the upcoming
NAMM Music Show in Chicago, and
at the Electronics Show in New York.
Advertising and promotional plans
will be unveiled in Sept., Adair noted.

‘Memory Bank’

The new mechanism also boasts a
memory bank, similar to that used
in today’s computers, which can call

forth up to 100 sides of a personal
record library, either stereo or mono.
By dialing numbers on a conventional
telephone dial, either on the unit or
from a remote point, the user can
make the instrument perform con-
tinuously for as many as 40 hours
and switch from “pop” or classical

music to dramatic readings or lan-
guage study records.
The stored albums are_ selected by

means of a booklet, which contains
the LP titles and their dialed codes.
Louis J. Nicastro, president of the

company, declared that the new sys-
tem represented a major break-
through in home entertainment.

“This is the most revolutionary
development in musical equipment for

the home since Edison’s perfection of

the phonograph, and Emile Berliner’s

invention of the flat disk,” Nicastro
said.

He pointed to the fact that until

now, records had been stacked one
on top of the other in home phono-
graphs or when not in use, which
resulted in their being scratched,
thumb printed or damaged.
“Now, they will be played and

stored in an upright position in such
a way that they will never touch
each other, and will not be

_

touched
by human hands, safeguarding rec-

ords against warpage and breakage,”
he said.

Nicastro indicated that the com-
pany holds exclusive patents on the
revolutionary record-playing mecha-
nism.
The unit has been engineered to

meet the technical specifications of
the Institute of High Fidelity. It fea-

tures a solid state AM/FM stereo
tuner and plays tape cartridges as
well as records. This makes possible
separate music for separate rooms.
Through use of optional accessories,

as many as twelve remote locations

around the home—from den to patio

to swimming pool—can produce mu-
sic of the listener’s choice at the
touch of a button.

There will also be a component

version available for those who have

an existing sound equipment system

that will provide the automatic record

handling feature as well as the remote

capabilities.

The new record playing systems

will retail from $795 to $1500.

Ampex Has Good Year
REDW^OOD CITY, CAL.—William E.
Roberts, president and chief executive
officer of Ampex Corp., announced last

week that the firm’s sales rose 27 per-
cent and net earnings 21 percent in

the fiscal year ended April 29.

Sales and operating revenues for
fiscal year 1967 totaled $214,746,000,
up 27 percent from $169,544,000 a
year earlier. Net earnings after taxes
were $10,321,000 or $1.09 per share on
9,489,183 average shares outstanding,
up 21 percent from $8,516,000, or 91
cents per share on 9,379,188 average
shares.

Roberts said these gains included
particularly strong performances by
videotape recording products for pro-
fessional broadcasting and closed cir-

cuit use and magnetic tape for all

applications in video, audio, computer
and instrumentation. International
sales made important contributions,
accounting for 28 percent of the total.

Product orders rose 29 precent in

the fourth quarter, ended April 29,”

Roberts said. “As a result our backlog
of product orders totaled a record
$54,200,000 as we entered fiscal 1968.”

Hickory Names New
Sister Label 'TRX'
NASHVILLE — The management of
Hickory Records has gotten the green
light from their attorneys to use
“TRX” as the name for their new
sister label.

W. D. Kilpatrick and Lester Rose,
Hickory management team, made the
announcement following several weeks
of additional effort to select and clear
the name after their original choice
(“Troy”) turned out not to be avail-

able.

At the same time, Kilpatrick and
Rose announced that the first artists

signed for the new label are British
comedy performer Mia Lewis and
U.S. recording artist Troy Shondell,
who had the successful single “This
Time.”
Hickory management plans to use

the new TRX label to broaden the
Hickory operation and serve a wider
segment of the market. It will be used
primarily to feature contemporary,
pop, and Top 40 material.

Distribution policy on the new label

is not exclusively Hickory, and Kil-

patrick and Rose said that the TRX
distributor organization is not yet
complete.

A bunch of us boys were whooping

it up at Martoni’s bar a couple of
months back when Dangerous Ben
Raleigh suddenly said that he hadn’t
heard an Irving Berlin song on the
radio in several months. Raleigh, a
constant threat to the top 40 charts
(he penned “Dead End Street” and
“Love Is A Hurtin’ Thing”) went on
to announce that he also hadn’t
heard a Cole Porter copyright or a
George and Ira Gershwin song in
sometime. It appears, he went on,
that their standards are being re-
placed by the contemporary efforts
of writers like Lennon-McCartney,
Newley-Bricusse, David-Bacharach,
Michele LeGrand and Hank Mancini.
Before the enormous popularity of
top 40 radio it was virtually impos-
sible to shift your radio dial for more
than a few minutes without sampling
some product from the great crafts-
men of the 30’s. With the acceptance
of the LP in the early 50’s, almost
every name artist rushed to a studio
to cut his favorites. More often than
not they included Berlin, Hammer-
stein, Garshwin, Porter, Rodgers,
Hart and Arlen.
As late as 1961 we recall song-

writer Robert Allen bemoaning the
fact that recording artists refused to
take a chance on new writers. “How
often can they cut ‘Blue Moon?”’
Only a couple of weeks after this
query a group called the Marcels
cut a master of that song and it

climbed to the #1 slot on CB’s top
100. About the same time Dinah
Shore, explaining the success of her
TV show, inner rhymed her method
of selecting material. She told us,
“When in doubt do ‘Tea For Two’.”

Baby” and “Night And Day.” “I Got
Rhythm,” the Gershwins’ standard
which dates back to the early 30’s
and “Girl Crazy,” was undoubtedly
never as big a record hit until it hap-
pened with the Happenings. “Beauti-
ful Baby,” with bullets thanks to the
Dave Clark Five, is a Mercer-Warren
ditty from “Hard To Get” which
starred Dick Powell in the late 30’s.
If memory serves us right Bing
Crosby had the original hit on Decca
but Mercer also sang it on Benny
Goodman’s “Camel Caravan.” And
“Night And Day” goes all the way
back to Fred Astaire and “Gay Di-
vorce.” Astaire originally danced to
its strains (with Claire Luce) on
Broadway and reprised it with Ginger
Rogers for RKO. He also cut a mar-
velous 4 minute disk on RCA Victor.
Now Sergio Mendez and Brazil ’66,

all too young to recall the original
treatments, are offering the Cole
Porter tune as though it was born
yesterday. To the tables down at Mar-
toni’s, to the place where Bill Drake
dwells, a reminder. If there’s one
definitive statement that one could
make about the music industry, it’s

this—you can’t make any definitive
statements about the music indus-
try. . . .

One of many reasons for frequent-
ing Martoni’s, we might add, is our
“West Coast Girl Of The Week”
Linda Gaye Scott who is a regular
customer at the music biz eatery. She
was featured in the film “The Loved
Ones” as well as a dozen TV shows
including “Batman,” “Bewitched,” and
“Man From Uncle.”

Spanky & Our Gang

The spark that ignited Spanky and
Our Gang into being was struck in a
Florida hurricane. Spanky McFarlane
had been known for some years in

folk singing circles. She had sung
with the New Wine Singers and had
gained an excellent musical reputa-
tion, particularly in the Chicago area.
In early 1966 she left the group and
moved to Florida. One night, a hurri-
cane struck the Miami area in which
Spanky was living in a one-room con-
verted chicken coop. Two young men
named Nigel Pickering and Oz Bach
took shelter in Spanky’s quarters dur-
ing a party. While they waited for the
winds to subside, the three passed the
time by singing. Thus was born the
idea for Spanky and Our Gang. They
finally got together in Chicago and
worked as a trio. Then they recruited

a fourth member, Malcolm Hale, a
folk singer who also had worked with
the New Wine Singers. Pickering, be-

fore joining Spanky, had done a lot

of singing, particularly C&W. Bach
was at one time a well-known per-

former in Miami coffeehouses. Hale
participated in a State Dept, tour of

Viet Nam while playing with the New
Wine Singers. The quartet plays what
Spanky calls “good-time music ... we
want everyone around us to have
fun.” Spanky and (Jur Gang, who
have succeeded admirably in their

aim, are number 9 on the charts this

week with “Sunday Will Never Be
The Same” for Mercury.

Bee Gees

The precociousness of the Bee Gees,

Atco recording artists, is little short

of astounding. In 1960, when the aver-

age age of the group was just ten

years, the Bee Gees starred in their

own weekly 30-minute TV series

screened from Brisbane, Australia.

Previously, in 1956, the trio, Barry
Gibb and his younger twin brothers,

Robin and Maurice Gibb, began as an

amateur group in their Manchester,

England, hometown. In 1958 the Gibb

family emigrated to Australia. Dur-

ing the following eight years, the Bee

Gees became one of that country s

top pop acts.

De-
signed for music listening or record-
ing anywhere, it may also be used as
a tape deck with any console or com-
ponents. It also features an external
speaker outlet. Price, $99.95.

2. Micro 50. A walnut encased ster-

eo player/recorder deck designed for
use with any stereo system. It has
preamplifiers and power supply. Two
omni-directional microphones are in-

cluded. Unit features push button op-
eration, instant reset digital counter,
VU meter, pause and record level con-

trols. All solid state, the Micro 50
measures 14%" x 8%" x 3%", and
weighs 8 lbs. Connecting cables for
console or components are included.
Price, $139.95.

3. Micro 85. A complete system in-

cluding a walnut encased player/re-
corder with dual power amplifiers,
preamplifiers.

JOHNNY TILLOTSON
NEW YORK—Johnny Tillotson is a
busy boy at the Copacabana, where
he’s making his third appearance. Set
against sparkling arrangements by
Larry Wilcox, the young MGM song-
ster touches a large area of pop
musicdom, and a fine voice maintains
an appealing consistency in all cate-

gories, although it must be said that
Johnny is best at home in the country
field. In this regard, he offers a great
reading—guitar in hand—of the
“Green Green Grass of Home,” and a
happy round-up of C&W standards.
As part of a rock stint that involves

a my-hits medley (e.g. “Poetry in

Motion,” “Heartaches by the Num-
bers”), he also attacks “Dancing in

the Streets” with a solid sense of

rhythm. Johnny’s lesser moments do

not directly involve singing, but pat-

ter that’s too-cute and movements not
always fluid.

In the pop evergreen category, he
breezes through a name-song bill and
such happy goodies as “Happy Talk,”

his bright opener, “June is Bustin’

Out All Over,” “June Night” and

“Come Back to Me.” Johnny comes on

with an aim-to-please charm, and the

philosophy works.

STONE COUNTRY
HOLLYWOOD— About seven weeks
ago five disenchanted folk singer-
guitarists and a rock drummer (from
groups such as the Deep Six, New
Christy Minstrels, Goodtime Singers
and Greenwood County) joined up to

travel to a land called Stone Country.
The results of their woodshedding
labors are currently on display at the
Pasadena Ice House. The novel ap-
proach, comparable to the Christy
Minstrel’s untraditional but extremely
commercial choral folk act, is a youth-
ful, neoteric version of the Nashville
brand. Just enough rock to make it

palatable to top 40 if, perhaps, too
contemporary for the fans of Flatt-
Scruggs and the Stoneman Family.
An harmonious blending of both in-
struments and voices, repertoire is

mostly made of their own material
which is more town than country. Un-
doubtedly conceived on the proposition
that there’s gold in them thar hill-

billys, word of mouth has brought a

number of record execs off the beaten

path to Pasadena. Undoubtedly they’ll

be represented on disk before long.

Group comprises Dan Berry, Don
Beck, Steve Young, Doug Brooks,

Dennis Conway and Richard Lock-

miller.
Opening act at the Ice House is

Biff Rose, an irreverent comic who
contrasts some pertinent observations

on current events (“The All American
Japanese Transistor”) to his ragtime

piano stylings. And another new
standup comic and sit down banjoist,

Steve Martin, rounds out the bill, add-

ing joy and multiple laughs to the

package. Lines such as, “I really got

this banjo for my mother-^it’s not

often you can make a trade like that,

is a tribute to his timing and de-

livery since they seemed terribly

funny to us at the moment.
Show remains at the Ice House

through the 25th. It’s worth the fight

on the freeway.

NITTY GRITTY DIRT BAND
STONE PONEYS
TIM BUCKLEY

HOLLYWOOD—Added tribute to the
pioneering patience and SRO acumen
of troubadour proprietor Doug Wes-
ton is the booking of the ebuiliant
Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, the neo folk
stylings of the Stone Roneys and the
intense Donovanesque Tim Buckley.
Little wonder that this room Tvas
filled to overflowing on what is usu-
ally a quiet Thursday night in Hol-
lywood.
The NGDT, reviewed several

months back when they appeared in

concert with Joan Baez, continue to
utilize a variety of “musical” para-
phernalia—washboards, wash tubs,
broom handles, kazoos, pots, pans—as
well as more mundane instruments.
We said at the time, that they were
the most visually compelling new act
of ’66, wondering if they could ever
be quite as spectacular on disks.
Their first Liberty release (“Buy for
Me the Rain”) was extremely suc-
cessful. But not a true test since their
“in person” sound was conspicuous by
its absence. Next planned single
(which does capture the hippie-
Hoosier-Hot-Shot atmosphere they
project) is, we are told, a blue grass
to Spike Jones fusion of the kiddie
classic “Teddy Bear’s Picnic” fwhich
could refute our singular misgivings).
We’re preparing for the event by
ordering a bushel of crow.

Group’s improvisational demeanor
is deceptive. On second hearing it’s

clear that they are exacting and ac-

complished musicians. With songs
such as “Hard Hearted Hannah,”
“Shake That Thing,” and ‘Sister
Kate,” they consistently demonstrate
an awareness of traditional jazz, cap-
turing both sound and aura of the
Jelly Roll Morton and “Mezz” Mezz-
row groups of the late ‘20’s.

The Stone Roneys (Bob Kimmel,
Linda Ronstadt and Ken Edwards)
are Capitol’s belated rebuttal to

Peter, Paul and Mary. But their ma-
terial is thankfully more contempo-
rary than the Warners’ group, in-

cluding works of Burt Bacharach and
songs of the Zombies. Ronstadt is

particularly impressive, a long haired
beauty with the most coercive pop-
folk voice we’ve heard since Mama
Cass made “California Dreamin’ ” a
reality. Trio exhibits a simple, elo-

quent blending of instruments and
voices, more rewarding in person
than on the so far over-arranged LP’s
released by Capitol.
Working to a variety of rhythms,

Tim Buckley embellishes upon a
diversity of subjects—carnivals, sun-
shine women, railroads, Saturday’s
children and springtime gals. Ills

range is prodigious and delivery con-
stantly convulsive. Unfortunately,
like so many of his peers, key words

are lost to faulty phrasing and dic-

tion. A shame since he’s obviously an

articulate composer as well as a

vigorous and glowing performer.

David Houston (who’s been
pulling in his share of awards lately)
copped the honors for the “Outstand-
ing Music Personality of the Year,”
while Tompall and the Glasers walked
off with the award for the Federa-
tion’s “Favorite C&W Group” and Jan
Howard (who marked the third artist
in the Hubert Long stable to hit the
scoring column) was named “Favorite
Female Singer” by the organization.

Doctors stated that
the loss of another half hour might
well have meant the loss of the singer.
Paycheck is now recuperating at his
home in El Cajon, Calif. . . . There’s
also some good news from the Pay-
check homestead, as Johnny’s wife,
Barbara, has just given birth to the
couple’s second daughter. Our con-
grats !

Holland and Switzerland and is breaking in Norway, Sweden, Denmark and Germany as well as Italy. Disk was produced by Denny Cordell of New Breed Productions (bona fide).

Procul Harum are all set to visit the U.S. where the disk hits the number 60 spot in its first appearance on the Top 100 this week.

BRITAIN
Our text this week “Patterns of Change” is taken from the Cash Box leader

of 27th November 1965. “In the past year a new provocative factor has been
injected into the Anglo-American disk scene that has promulgated the spirit
of Internationalism to an even further dep-ee. The conservative British record
industry has been adopting with increasing frequency American methods of
organization and marketing. The somewhat resti-icted English business, con-
trolled by a handful of manufacturers, now has an undercurrent of decidedly
extraneous American coefficients. Formations of indie producers which once
would have brought gasps of surprise from British record men are today be-
coming almost commonplace. The Andrew Oldhams and the George Martins
were undoubtedly stimulated to go out on their own because of their Ameri-
can cousins who have long held a vital place in the hit-producing process.
Although it’s too premature to predict whether the indie A & R talent in
Britain will ultimately succeed, it is clear they will provide an artistic sound-
ing board for the rest of the industry”. . . . Here endeth the lesson.
Now, 18 months later, should anyone doubt the truth of the lesson, they

have only to look at the current British and indeed European charts to see
that indie A & R talent has indeed succeeded. Both the artists and the label
columns of the charts are bursting with new and unfamiliar names. As far
as labels are concerned, it’s 20 to 1 that even when the name is that of an
established company, the title that has taken it there was cut by an indie
and leased to the major. It is at the conceptual and creative level rather than
on the higher plane of administration that the new breed excels. In most
cases they look to the majors to buy, process and distribute their masters.
Therefore it seems a logical development that the old and the new should
combine their talents and their experience to their mutual advantage.
Way-out titles by artists with way-out names are usually found on the “in”

labels of today. Take the latest British Top Twenty. At No. 1 stands “A
Whiter Shade Of Pale” by Procul Harum on Deram—a group who escalated
from anonymity to the top of the charts to become front page news in just
three weeks. The disk was produced by Denny Cordell of New Breed Produc-
tions and leased to Decca on the new “in” label Deram. With U.K. sales of
half a million, “A Whiter Shade Of Pale” becomes Decca’s fastest selling single
of all time. The number is already ah International hit with chart entries in
Belgium, Holland, Switzerland and about to break in Norway, Sweden, Den-
mark, Germany and Italy. Cordell was also responsible for the Move’s recent
Deram charter “I Can Hear The Grass Grow.” The Tremeloes who have just
been toppled from their No. 1 slot after a three week stay with “Silence Is

Golden” on CBS also owe their status to an independent production by their
manager Peter Walsh who heads up Strand Records Ltd. Walsh was also re-
sponsible for their previous charter “Here Comes My Baby.” High in the Top 20
is “Waterloo Sunset” by the Kinks released by Pye but produced by Shel Talmy
of Planet Records. Talmy, an American by birth, has been in the U.K. for the
past five years and during this time he has notched up sales of over 33 million
singles and acquired 10 Gold Disks. Another chart entry, “The Boat That I

Row” by Lulu, although released on the Columbia label was in fact produced
by prolific indie Micky Most and Englebert Humperdinck’s follow-up to his
“Release Me” smash “There Goes My Everything” released on Decca was
produced by Peter Sullivan of AIR (London) Ltd.
From indie producers to indie labels we find two chart entries on the newly

established Track label headed by Kit Lambert and Chris Stamp with “Pic-
tures Of Lilly” by the Who (discovered and managed by Lambert and Stamp)
and “The Wind Cries Mary” by Jimi Hendrix, follow-up to his “Purple Haze”
charter. Next, we have “The First Cut Is The Deepest” by P. P. Arnold pro-
duced and released on Andrew Oldham’s Immediate label. “Seven Drunken
Nights” by the Dubliners—now in its 9th week in the Top 20—provides the
first major hit for Philip Solomon’s Major-Minor label. Last, but certainly not
least, Chris Blackwell’s Island Records have a resounding hit with “Paper
Sun” by the Traffic, a group recently formed by Stevie Winwood, ex-member
of the Spencer Davis Group.

David Cardwell, Managing Director of Interpop Publicity, advises that his
company has ceased to handle publicity for RCA Great Britain Ltd. but that
the following RCA artists will continue to be handled by his company: the
Monkees, Malcolm Roberts, Jose Feliciano and Italian group the Roke. Card-
well has recently entered into a reciprocal agreement with Braverman Mirasch
whereby artists represented by the two companies will get international
publicity. Among the Mirasch artists are Vic Dana, Della Reese, Trini Lopez,
Herb Alpert, etc.

Harold Fields who handle’s Perry Como’s Roncom Music in the U.K. is busy

activating Como’s latest RCA single “How Beautiful The World Can Be.” A
six-year old composition by Fields has been cut by new singer David Brook
on Pye entitled “Wanderlust.” Fields has penned many compositions includ-
ing the Nat King Cole hit “A Blossom Fell.”

The Australian group the Bee Gees are currently having tremendous suc-
cess in the States via “New York Mining Disaster 1941” on the Atco label
which also achieved chart succeess in the U.K. on Polydor. Now comes news
of a new single “To Love Somebody” penned by the group and published
through their Abigail Music company. They also have a new album “The
Bee Gees First” which is to be simultaneously released in the U.K. and U.S.A.

trade association, AFI.
The number, a romantic melody in

a typical Italian vein, is published by
RCA Italiana, whose record label also
released the Fontana reading.

Last year, Fontana introduced on

the international scene, also via “A
Disk for the Summer,” his big hit,

“11 Hondo.”
Second place was taken by “La

Rosa Nera,” published by Sugarmusic
and performed by CCD artist, Gigliola

Cinquetti. Third prize went to “Se
Stasera Sono Qui,” composed by the
late Luigi Tenco. It was performed

by Ricordi artist Wilma Goich. Ri-

cordi also published the song.

CCD/CBS Holds First Convention;

Mono 8 Stereo Prices equalized
RICCIONE— The first convention of
CGD/CBS Italiana was held in this
tourist resort on the Adriatic coast
from June 3-6.

Purposes of the meet, conducted at
the Savioli Spiaggia Hotel, were: the
presentation of the new sales organ-
ization of CGD/CBS Italiana, the in-
troduction of the new product, and a
short training course for new sales
agents who recently joined the CGD/
CBS Italiana sales organization.
As previously reported, the new

sales manager of CGD and CBS Itali-

ana is Sergio Di Gennaro, formerly
with RCA Italiana.

Total sales staff of CGD/CBS Itali-

ana previously included 14 sales trav-
el agents with two stores located in
Milan and Rome. Now the number of
sales agents has been increased to 37,
and five new stores have been opened
in other important commercial centers
of Italy: Naples, Catania, Turin, Ge-
nova and Bari. According to Di Gen-
naro, two other stores will soon open
in Padova and Florence, and two sales
inspectors have been just appointed.

It is just seven months that Di Gen-
naro joined CGD/CBS Italiana as new
sales manager. During this period,
total sales of single disks have in-'

creased 188%, while sales of LP disks
have increased 600%.

It’s an opinion of all CGD/CBS
Italiana’s execs, that the LP market
in Italy is greatly expanding.

New LP Lines
A series will be devoted to jazz,

and will be called “Vi Piace II Jazz?”
(Do You Like The Jazz). This series
is directly derived from a production
released by CBS in France.
A second series is called “Per Voi

Innamorati” (For You, Who Are In
Love) and will include a series of LPs
devoted to romantic and mood music.
These albums will be expertly laid
out, and each disk will include a spe-
cial reproduction of a famous love
poem.
A third, and most important series

will be devoted to classical music.

This series will be “Odissea” and it’s

derived from a line released in the
states by CBS.

New Stereo-Mono Price Policy
The prices of these new series will

conform to a new policy: for light and
pop music, the price of mono and
stereo LPs will be the same.

In this case the prices will be the
following:
Lit. 1.800 (about $3.00) for the low

Lit. 2.400 (about $4.00) for the nor-
mal series

Lit. 2.700 (about $4.50) for the luxury
series.

In the classical line, there will be
no difference between the prices of
stereo and mono LPs, only for low
priced albums. This price is fixed in

Lit. 1.500 (about $2.50). The normal
series cost of mono LP is Lit. 2.970
(about $4.90) while the price of stereo
is fixed at Lit. 3.300 (about $5.50).

Also presented during the meeting
was the new single pop production,
including 30 disks which for the first

time will all be promoted together.
Special attention will be devoted to
each one of these records. They will
be promoted via TV, radio, special
contests and so on. Many of them
will be presented via the various sum-
mer events like Cantagiro, Festival
Of Venice, A Disk For The Summer,
and Festival Bar.
The CGD/CBS Italiana meeting

was attended by all top execs of the
firm: Piero Sugar, president of CGD/
CBS Italiana, Joe Giannini and
Franco Crepax, managers of the firm,
Sergio Di Gennaro, and Sandro Delor,
Johnny Porta, Marina Testori.
A special show was organized by

CGD/CBS Italiana at the end of the
first day of the meeting: the night
saw the talent of the New Dada, (a

Japan Conlabs For Fxecs

01 World Musk, Palette
BRUSSELS — Roland Kluger and
Jacques Faecq of World Music and
Palette Records Belgium recently paid
their first visit to Japan, where they
had discussions with many of the im-
portant Japanese publishers including
Nichion Music, Shinko Music, Victor
Publishing, New Orient, Pacific Music,
Nippon Columbia Publishing Toshiba,
Tone Music and Suisei-Sha Music. In
recent years. World Music and their
affiliated companies have been doing a
lot of business with Japan and two of
its copyrights, “La Playa” and “Ha-
waii Tatoo,” have been extremely suc-
cessful, the first having sold more
than 1,200,000 copies and the latter
having had more han 15 local cover
recordings. Faecq had meetings with

the JASRAC and gained much knowl-
edge of the Japanese copyright law
and several mechanical rights prob-
lems were resolved. They placed many
of their copyrights with Japanese
publishers and also acquired Japanese
copyrights to be exploited on the con-
tinent. Important discussions were
held with Mr. Kaneke of Nippon Co-
lumbia, Japanese licensees of Palette
for many years and plans were laid
for Palette artists Los Mayas, The
Klan, and Andre Brasseur to visit
Japan during the year. Faecq later
left for Hong Kong, Australia, New
Zealand and the West Coast of Amer-
ica and Kluger flew to New York for
conferences with Allan Arrow of Zo-
diac before returning to Brussels.

By now, Musichouse Westerlund has taken over Columbia, Parlophone, Odeon,
MGM, etc. Among local artists, Irina Milan looks like a sure bet, according to
Reino Backman of Musichouse Westerlund. Miss Milan, 19, a native of Hel-
sinki, used to run a Beatles fan club before she started her own career in
record biz. Her debut record, “Vaikka Paljain Jaloin” (The Beat Goes On) is

soon to be followed by “Come Sinfonia” in which a great orchestra and a choir
is responsible for the background.

Scandia-Musiikki Oy is out with another LP album this week. Local star
Olavi Virta performs 16 songs, of which many have been penned by himself.
With the tango being a popular dance here, it is no surprise that 12 out of
the 16 songs are tangos.
The first Finnish releases at the CBS label are just out here. Titles include

“Perjantai” (Friday On My Mind) by a new group who call themselves First.
Other local CBS releases include “En Tanaan Sua Naa (I’ve Said It All Be-
fore) with Matti Kokkola and “Saanhan Menna Luotas Pois” (Release Me)
by ‘Kreivi’ Lindgren. At Philips, a local version of the Song For Europe win-
ner “Puppet On A String,” here titled “Satkynukke,” by Marja-Leena, is

reported doing very well. Recent releases at Decca include Tom Jones with
“Funny Familiar Forgotten Feelings,” Engelbert Humperdinck with “There
Goes My Everything” and Val Donnigan with “Two Streets.” The current
smash with Procol Harum on Deram, “A Whiter Silver Pale” will be rush-
released in the next few days.

Musichouse Westerlund recently received the award of Walt Disney Records
of Disneyland record production. Jimmy Johnson, president of Walt Disney
Music Co. handed the prize to Robert Westerlund, general manager of Music-
house Westerlund, and Reino Backman, Finnish producer of Disney records.
SWEDEN
Jan Malmsjd, who successfully did “Green, Green Grass Of Home” in

Swedish for CBS, has just passed 50,000 sold singles, enough to give him a
Silver Disc here.
Leppe & Git have a new local single at Cupol. Carli Tornehave with Cissi

Haslum (she’s only seven years old) have done two songs on Jay Dee Pop
Hat Records. The two tunes are by Jack Dailey, who now lives in Norway.
Anita Lindblom is the next Swedish artist at the CBS label where she has

just recorded the Danish oldie “Jealousy” by Jacob Gade with new Swedish
lyrics by Stig Anderson. It is one of the first vocal recordings of this all-time
standard tune in about 30 years—at least in Sweden. Flip side includes a
Swedish version of “Lonely Street.”

Sandie Shaw just completed a three day tour here, opening in Gothenburg,
western Sweden.
“A Musical Document” is the title of a soon-to-be-released LP album with

Svend Asmussen’s Quintet on CBS. ^

As of July 1st (the commencement of our new financial year) the American

catalogs of MGM and Verve will be exclusively represented and distributed
in this territory by Phonogram Recordings Pty. Limited, which was formerly
Philips Records here as reported in a previous column. For many years before-
hand, the MGM line had been handled by EMI, whilst the Verve catalog had
been distributed by Astor. In advising Cash Box of the new arrangement,
Mr. Arthur Major, General Manager of Phonogram, said that the first re-
lease would be the soundtrack package from the forthcoming cinerama film,
“Grand Prix.” Phonogram plans to release the set to the accompaniment of
an extensive national promotion blitz.

Performance restrictions have been placed on the entire musical score from
the new film “Dr. Doolittle” on behalf of the local publisher, J. Albert &
Son Pty. Ltd. Also on restriction is “Hellzapoppin’ ” (Chappell & Co.) and
the title song from the film “You Only Live Twice,” Tu-Con Music.

Phil Matthews of Castle Music and associated companies is enjoying fine
action at the moment with “Hi Ho Silver Lining,” “Young Girl,” and the biggie
from England in “Silence Is Golden,” and through their Palace music subsid
with “There Goes My Everything” and “You Are The Love Of My Life,” a
big record for local girl Bev Harrell. Palace have had a mighty good run with
“Green Green Grass Of Home” which has sold better than 12,000 sheet copies
here ... a big effort these days.

The hit Broadway musical “Fiddler On The Roof” is currently running in
Sydney with Hayes Gordon in the leading role. The show is being staged by
J. C. Williamson Theatres, Ltd. Chappell & Co., Ltd., who own the copyright to
the show in this country, have issued the sheet copies to “Sunrise, Sunset”
and “Matchmaker” from “Fiddler On The Roof”.

RCA of Australia have begun a nation-wide promotion drive to launch the
first single by their local girl Gita Rivera. The campaign is built around the
slogan “Think!! Gita” which is being put to use in many forms. Gita Rivera’s
first RCA single features two Australian compositions, “Letters” and “My
Heart Just Died.” The backing is conducted by popular television musician
Thomas Tycho. Could be that Gita Rivera will become a big national attraction
before much longer.

Ivan Dayman, head of Sunshine Recording Company whose main stars are
Australian artists Normie Rowe & the Playboys, is beating the durm in prep-
aration for the return to Australia, early in July, of Normie Rowe who is

presently overseas. Normie has ben away for about twelve months, but he
still has a terrific fan following here and the series of “back home” concerts
should be sell-outs.

Mr. K. R. Parham, General Manager of radio station 5KA in Adelaide, has
advised that the annual SKA Top Talent Awards to the Australian record in-

dustry will be presented this year on Monday, June 26th. Details of the win-
ners will appear in this column immediately as they are available.

Kevin Shegog, top-selling country and western star with the W & G label,

has a new single out featuring his own song “Apple Blossom Belle” coupled
with the Canadian standard “Sault St. Marie.” For collectors of rarities, W & G
have also issued an album of authentic aborigine dance music. To capture the
sounds in their natural atmosphere a recording crew was sent to the aboriginal
settlement at Mornington Island in the Gulf of Carpentaria in far Northern
Australia. Ron Gillespie of W & G tells Cash Box that his company is also
out with a new single by one of Sweden’s top combos in the Spotnicks with

“Little Things” and “Ecstacy.”

Festival Records have issued the first material from their newly acquired
Project 3 label of the United States. First albums to appear here are “Spanish
Strings” with Enoch Light & the Light Brigade, “The Kissin’ Cousins Sing,”
and “Film On Film—Great Movie Themes” by Enoch Light & the Light
Brigade.

New local product from the Festival group brings the Young Australians
with “Shadow Valley And Iron Triangles” c/w “Too Many Twisted Trails” on
Festival, the Kompany (Clarion) “Little Joe The Boxer” c/w “The Family
Way,” and the Sunsets (Festival) with “The Hot Generation” and “This Is
What It’s All About.” Australian star Normie Rowe has another single
(recorded in England) on the Sunshine label: “But I Know” and “Sunshine
Secret.”

We are aware of the fact that there is growing overseas interest in Aus-
tralian songs and masters, and this is great to see! It’s a situation the entire
Australian industry has dreamed of since it became of age. Jack Argent, boss
of the Leeds Music group who is at the moment on an overseas trip, confirms
this in a recent card (thanks Jack) from London. We only hope that this “po-
tential demand” doesn’t result in a whole rash of second-rate material being
produced just to “cash in” on the possibility of placing something on the
international market.

Barry Kimberley of Essex Music of Australia says his company has no
intention of haphazardly signing up local writers. He is interested in quality
rather than quantity. In this regard, Essex have recently signed the com-
posing talents of Gary Shearston, Peter Best, and Lobby Loyde, all of whom
have had their songs recorded by top local artists. Summing up, Barry Kim-
berley says, “Obviously, the international market is becoming very aware of
Australian compositions, and we believe that we are acquiring a team of local

composers who will enable us to make our contribution to the emergence of
Australian compositions in all countries.”

John Brennan, Program boss and man-of-action at station 2SM in Sydney,
has been on the sick list for quite a while, and could be away for a few weeks
to come yet.

EMI will be using imported covers for the initial release of the new album
by the Beatles, “Sgt. Peppers Lonely Hearts Club Band.” The set is due for
release here towards the end of June. Meanwhile, all items in the package re-

main on heavy broadcast restriction.

Astor Records have announced the appointment recently of an exclusive
American representative, Don Blocker (T.A.P.), who is operating from offices

in Hollywood, California. Blocker will be responsible for securing American
catalogs, individual masters and copyrights for addition to the Astor range
for release in Australia. In announcing the appointment, Neville Smith of

Astor said he was delighted that a man of Don Blocker’s knowledge and

ability in all areas of the popular record and music business has become our

special representative in the United States.” The appointment is effective

immediately.

Australian artists the Allen Bros, will return to Australia shortly for a

season at a leading nightspot with Liza Minelli. The Allen Bros, are presently

in America where they are known as Chris & Peter Allen. Peter is Liza

Minelli’s husband.



Famed group the Swingle Singers whose arrival was due this month, will

visit Ai’gentina in mid-July, it was reported to Cash Box. The group will ap-
pear at the Gran Rex Theater and on TV Channel 11, with a probable visit

to Montevideo, Uruguay. Phonogram, who has the representation of Philips
and thus their records, is planning a strong campaign in their behalf. Inci-

dentally, Channel 11 has been airing frequently video-tapes recorded by
the Singers in Italy and received by this plant through its connections with
Italian RAI.

Music Hall’s Luis Calvo feels enthusiastic about the sales of the company,
something made more remarkable by the fact that May and June have been
considered bad months by the whole industry. MH is still selling strongly its

Spanish Raphael recordings—and added a new single, with “Yo Soy Aquel,”
previously available only on Compact 33—Little Tony, Sandie Shaw’s “Puppet
On A String” and a bunch of new releases including a version of “La Plaza,”
the big Brazilian hit. Frank & Nancy Sinatra’s new single, “Somethin’ Stupid,”
is also showing reaction in the market which may mean a new hit for the
Sinatra family.

Last week we reported some of the arrangements made by RCA’s A&R
topper, Adolfo Pino, in Spain, during his recent trip to Europe. He con-
tracted the representation of the Massiel (young lark currently a sensation
in that country) recordings for Argentina and plans to release them soon
here. In Italy, Palito Ortega recorded Italian versions of “La Felicidad” and
“Un Muchacho Como Yo,” two of his biggest hits of recent times in Argen-
tina, while Barbara & Dick cut in Italian the versions of “El Funeral Del
Labrador” (RCA’s top selling record during the past twelve months) and
“Facundo” which will be titled “Nicola” in that market.

Mauricio Brenner of Fermata infos that Beto Fernan has recorded for
Music Hall a version of “La Carta” coupled with “Canta Muchachita.” The
same tunes have been cut by Claudia for Odeon Pops, and “La Plaza” has
still one more version by Os Garotos on the same label. Brenner believes that
this tune will turn into a hit as strong as “La Banda” which stormed the
local charts a couple of months ago. On the tango side, there will be an in-

strumental album devoted to the 14 songs of “14 With The Tango” on the
RCA label. The Record Division of Fermata is preparing a single by Berto
Fia and Bruno Nicolai with “Django” and another one with “Corazon De
Papel” by the Silvery Boys, this one produced originally by RGE.
Odeon reports that Rafael Rossi, who has been recording for the diskery

for more than 40 years (his first record was released in May, 1927), has just
finished a new LP which will be due soon. Other regional music artists with
new recordings are Tarrago Ross and Ramon Mendez, whose first LP will ap-
pear soon. On the International side there is a new single by Tom Jones
(“Detroit City” and “Riders In The Sky”) and another one by Lucho Gatica
(“Bravo”), and also local singles by Ramona Galarza and a new group Los
Rivera, already commented in this column.
A strong bunch of singles coming this week from Disc Jockey, starting with

another newie by Los Veneto’s carrying two strong sellers (“Pietre” and
“Cuore Matto”); another one by Bingo Reyna with standards “La Paloma”
and “Cielito Lindo”; one more by Lucio Milena with his version of “Hello
Dolly!” and “Land (jf A Thousand Dances”; and also a record by local group
Las Nuevas Voces with “Just Like A Man” flipped by “Outsider Mr. James.”
The first record by Los Veneto’s, “Trabajo Quiero Trabajo,” teen-oriented
version of a folk song penned by Atahualpa Yupanqui has a strong potential,

even for the International market.
Microfon’s Mario Kaminsky feels happy with the initial success of “Summer

In The City,” the first Kama Sutra single released by Microfon, cut by the
Lovin’ Spoonful. There is also a good album by Arsenio Rodriguez with
tropical teen music of strong interest, and a new album by folk group Los
Andariegos is due soon.
CBS’s latest production includes “Como,” a bolero sung by melodic star

Roberto Yanes with the Lucio Milena Orchestra; two standards by local group
Los Flamencos (“Granada” and “Maria Bonita”); two tangos by Horacio
Molina (“Tu” and “Yuyo Verde”); a Compact 33 by Italian songstress Wilma
Goich; another one by local beat group Los In; a new single by successful
Mexican trio Los Panchos; and one more entry by Los Granadinos: “Las Tres
Carabelas.” There is also another bet for the best sellers lists: “There Is A
Kind Of Hush” by the Popsingers, and good sales reports for the Caravelli
version of “Puppet On A String.”

Quinto Records infos about the release of the first records by Los de Texas,
a teen group from the province of Cordoba who write their own songs and
dress in Texan style. Their first record is “The Texas Youth” and “You Learn
To Dance At Fifteen.” The diskery has also released a single by teen folk-rock
group the End recorded in Spain: “You Must Do Something.”
Trova reports the release of an album by Theodore “Fats” Navarro, “Sonny”

r Can Soda Vending Sleeper of the Year

In the parlance of the music industry, a “sleeper”
Is a record which “comes on” with no particular fan-
fare, lies fairly dormant for awhile and then suddenly
breaks out onto the sales charts like gangbusters. Can
soda vendors have been around for several years, cut-
ting very slowly into the market once totally claimed
by the cold cup machines. But because of a slimmer
profit margin and an apparent operator preference for
the post mix cold drink process, can machines never
provoked sales headlines. Until this spring, that is.

As the circus barker says, “take a look around, my
friend and you’ll see sights that will dazzle your imagi-
nation.” Well, the bumper crop of can soda vendors
popping out like June buds on locations from New York
to California has certainly caught our imagination and
we decided to do a little investigating. According to an
informal poll of three can drink vending manufacturers
and half a dozen distributors, it turns out that at least

50% of the can machines being located today are pur-

chased by what we like to call the “old line music and
games operator.”

Music and game guys, principally for technical rea-

sons, have drawn the vending line at cigarettes and
candy machines. Anything “wet” has posed the obvious

difficulties of installation, sanitation, service and in-

ventory. The operator more accustomed to changing
records and stocking cigarettes has pretty much
turned his nose down on building a route of coffee and
cold drink machines, especially in a totally new variety

of location. Has he missed out on additional income?
. . . we think so.

Can drink vending seems to be the ideal vehicle for
the music and games operator to enter into or expand
his vending activities. As a distributor observed last

week, “these machines, after all, are nothing more
than cigarette venders with refrigerators.” Can drinks

are sealed items much the same as cigarettes and they

even have a longer life than candy on the inventory

shelf. The suggested 15^ vend makes for a comforta-

ble profit and many excellent brands with a variety of

column capacities are available through our own
phonograph distributors.

There is one big difference, though, between can

drink and cigarette vending—the type of location.

Here the old line music op has to use his creative

noodle. Besides the obvious service stations, arcades,

amusement parks, beaches, store fronts etc. etc.,

there remains an entirely new area where can soda

machines can be profitably located but where you’d

never see a game or juke box in a million years. We
mean the office building, the motor garage, the small

factory, the parking lot, and a host of others wherever

a thirsty worker would welcome a refreshing pause.

With the summer officially less than a week off, the

time to move is “yesterday.” Check out your operating

area for the potential number of profitable can drink

spots, call on or write your distributor for his equip-

ment brochures and ask him to recommend the neces-

sary can drink suppliers in your locale. Do it today and

you might make some hay tomorrow.

PROrilE ON:

TEDDY BLATT- LEGISUTIVE WATCHDOG FOR

NEW YORK'S OPERATORS
This week’s CASH BOX PROFILE

spotlights Teddy Blatt, attorney for
the Music Operators of New York,
legal champion for the metropolitan
area coin trade and this year’s Guest
of Honor for the 1967 UJA Victory
pinner (see separate story in this
issue). Blatt, a partner in the law
firm of Haskell & Blatt, has roots
which drive deeply into this industry

and stands as one of the most intelli-

gent spokesmen the New York trade
has ever had. Teddy’s knowledge of
the coin machine industry has suc-
ceeded in helping to push some of the
greatest legal breakthroughs for the
business through both the city and
state governments. Blatt’s keen in-

sight into the Washington copyright
question has also helped the national

industry over the years. Blatt’s re-
spect among his law colleagues is

such that he was elevated to the
bench in New York during 1966. We
are proud to have the Honorable Mr.
Blatt among us.

Were you in the coin machine busi-
ness before becoming a lawyer?
No, I’ve represented the coin ma-

chine industry since the very first ma-
chine came to New York, the old
“lark” penny slot machine, and that
was in 1927. My older brother, Wil-
liam Blatt was the pioneer of the
coin machine industry in New York.
He was the sole distributor for all

the pin-ball factories in this area and
he started the first association.
What was the name of that asso-

ciation?
The Metropolitan Operators Asso-

ciation.

Have the legal problems affecting
N.Y. operators changed very much
over the past years?

Yes, I was instrumental in changing
the licensing procedure for machines.
Previously, everytime a machine was
changed you had to get a new license,

in other words you could not move a
machine out of Joe’s and place it in

Harry’s and then have the license
transferred, it was one license for
each particular machine in each par-
ticular location. Now, you buy trans-
ferable tax stamps and if the operator
wants to move his machine from one
location to another he can do so by
notifying the licensing bureau of a
transfer.

Is there any legal advantages
which are principally ignored by oper-
ators that would allow them to in-

crease their income?
Here, the big thing for the operator

is to have insurance on the locations.
If he is protected against sales, he
will be in a good position to negotiate
with the new owner.
What legal problem comes up most

with operators?
As you know, since the depression

times, pin-balls have no longer been
operational in New York, so we have
no legal problems in that area. But,
there is one that deals with the con-
tractual differences with locations in-

volving loans or bonuses. When an
operator takes on a location and said
location happens to go out of business
or the tavern owner skips town, this

leaves the operator hanging. Now, we
can take out a mortgage or a security
agreement that holds the bar fixtures

in lien.

Do you believe association member-
ship for the operator has a direct
bearing on his income?
Not only does this have a direct

bearing on his income but on his very
existence. Without a strong associa-
tion, this industry would be subjected
to excessive taxation and cutthroat
tactics to such an extent, survival
would be questionable.
How much of your daily activity

is concerned with the coin machine
industry?
The bulk of my activity deals di-

rectly with representing the members
of the association. I also help mem-
bers with their personal business af-
fairs.

Is there anything you would like to

say in closing about the public image
of our industry?

Yes, the very nature of our business
has been compared to that of the one-
armed-bandits. We’ve tried our very
best through organized associations to
change that face of the industry that
is undesirable to the general public
and to ourselves. I think the public
image of the coin machine industry
has been elevated considerably, as in-

dicated by the willingness of men in

high public offices to attend our indus-
trial functions.
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RCA TO PRODUCE THREE NEW
CANDY FILMS FOR RELEASE
CHICAGO — The Public Relations
Committee of the National Confection-
ers Association, during their Annual
Meeting and Convention, formally ap-
proved a plan to produce three five-

minute films.

The new films will be devoted to
three themes previously embodied in
NCA’s point-of-sale and educational
literature. They are: (1) How to

Lose Weight by Eating Candy; (2)
