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Going Abroad Domestically

Doing business on today’s world-

wide publishing scene is a complex

matter, requiring the selection of

strong representation in key markets.

For smaller publishing set-ups sur-

veying the possibilities of exposure in

key markets, there are several meth-

ods open to them. They may assign in-

dividual songs to selected foreign com-

panies, or perhaps their entire cata-

logs. Generally speaking, these firms

do not possess the capabilities of go-

ing abroad on their own.

A third step, however, has devel-

oped, and it amounts to a philosophy

of you're-in-good-hands-with-a-large-

domestic company. Some of the more

aggressive well-established publishing

outlets are actively soliciting indie pub-

lishers as sub-publishing accounts.

Their approach is one that involves the

take-over of entire catalogs on a sub-

publishing basis, with the very scope

of their foreign situation and, of

course, the reputation acquired by

time and impact on the market, as

major selling points.

Instead of intensive, or, at times,

hit-or-miss arrangements country-by-

country, modest publishing operations

can cover the world market through

an all-inclusive deal with a single com-

pany, one with strong ties abroad.

Entire catalog deals in this direction, >

it is pointed out, have evolved basically

from the formation of publishing units

by indie producers and/or artists. We
have previously commented on. the

growth of indie producer-performer

writers, whose material naturally finds

its way into a self-owned music com-

plex. These trade factors may, in a

sense, have fallen into the publishing
[

game without the necessary back-

ground or time to administrate such

divisions effectively on a global basis.

And to add even further Incentive to

associate with broad publishing enter-

prises, there is the matter of printed

matter (e.g. sheet music, folios, etc.),

which, one spokesman for a giant pub-

lisher explains, is now a vital sales

component of the publishing field.

Here, too, the giant publisher becomes

a sort of convenient and reliable one-

stop service.

By assuming the foreign exploitation

of indie publishing catalogs, the large

publishing operation is, we feel, great-

ly aiding the smooth and successful

flow of American material—most of

which happens to be major contempo-

rary copyrights—to the major music

markets of the world.

FCC Again OK's
ABC-ITTC Merger
NEW YORK—The merger of the
American Broadcasting Co. and Inter-
national Telephone & Telegraph Corp.
was once again approved last week by
the Federal Communications Commis-
sion (FCC). The vote, 4-3, came after
months of hearings evolving out of
Justice Department objections to the
proposed merger, first approved by
the FCC last year. The new FCC de-
cision did not indicate a specific time
the merger could take place, but no
official move in this direction was seen
for at least 30 days. The Justice De-
partment said it would study the
Commission’s decision carefully be-
fore deciding whether or not to ap-
peal.

NEW YORK—An increase in United
States television network background
music rates and double normal pay-
ment for feature performances of

songs which have had over one mil-

lion logged performances, both relat-

ing to fourth quarter statements,
have been announced to all affiliated

writers and publishers by BMI
(Broadcast Music, Inc.) president Bob
Sour.

Sour said that the rate for United
States television network background
music has increased from 10V2<} to

12^ per minute during Group A time.
United States local television back-
ground rates and all Canadian rates
are unaffected by this change.
A Group A time program is any

television program broadcast between
the hours of 6 P.M. and 11 P.M., and
a musical or variety program pro-
duced especially for television which
is broadcast between the hours of 11
P.M. and 1 A.M. All other programs

NEW YORK—Contributions of crea-
tivity and money from the record
business are aiding Israel in the after-

A personal gift to the country of

$250,000 was made by Herb Alpert,
the A&M recording star, at a fund-
raising gathering at the home of Jack
Warner, the movie mogul, who con-
tributed $150,000 himself.

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Lipman On Mono IPs: Don't Be
Too Quick To Shut OH Supply
HOLLYWOOD—A go-slow warning
signal regarding the mono price in-
crease development has been sounded
by Macey Lipman, national promotion
& sales manager of World Pacific
Records.
While “happy to see” the recent

trend toward increased mono LP
prices in terms of profits and the
expense of maintaining a double
inventory, Lipman declares he is “dis-
turbed about the projected manner in
which many distributors, racks, one-
stops and retailers intended to curtail
and discourage the sale of monaural
LP’s from the market place.”

Continues Lipman:
“Based on some of my conversa-

tions, it seems that the distribution
structure of the industry will put
great emphasis on stereo and, accord-
ing to their present plans, intend to
reduce mono purchases considerably
or eliminate them entirely. For in-
stance, a dealer that ordered five mono

and two stereo of a selection, will
now buy five stereo and one mono,
or no mono. I believe the industry
is making a critical miscalculation if

it tries to dictate the buying habits
of the consumer. The average record
buyer will continue to buy mono
from years of habit, even if stereo
and mono are the same price, unless
he buys a new stereo player he will
continue to buy mono because he has
built up a collection of mono LP’s.
Why should he change now that the
price is higher? I don’t believe the
new price will drive him to stereo rec-
ords or a new investment in stereo
equipment. Let us not be so hasty in
burying the mono LP.

“There should be a smooth continu-
ation of mono inventory at all levels.

The public will not react as quickly
as the industry, to the price rise.

“Don’t shut off the supply to quick-
ly. It may take a lot longer than you
think to make up for the loss.”

Maybe you couldn’t hear a pin
drop, but even in the far reaches of
Central Park’s Sheepmeadow, 90
acres big, Barbra Streisand could be
heard caressing all-the-things-you-
are, whispering I’ll-tell-the-man-in-
the-street. Playing before 135,000
fans—and we do mean fans—who
were lured less by the free admission
(courtesy of Rheingold Beer, sponsor-
ing a nightly summer round of pop
concerts at the park) than by the
immense talent of the performer,
Barbara didn’t—and couldn’t—let

them down. Essentially, her perform-
ance encored her series of Columbia
albums, with some additional dialog
and false starts putting to rest any
idea that the whole affair was on

video tape. Actually, the event, 32
songs strong, was being video taped
for a TV special to be aired next
fall. Standing or sitting on a stool
set on a plexiglass runway, Barbra’s
historic one-night stand was a re-
markable achievement, and much of
the amazement of being there was
hearing her get-away with so much
romantic singing, when one might
suppose that the best way out was to
swing to the rafters. But, an ex-
tremely well-behaved portion of New
York City didn’t want to miss a
rhyme. Columbia Records, by the
way, did some taping of its own, but
this, a spokesman for the label said,

did not necessarily mean that an LP
of the event would be the result.

HAPPENINGS
NEW YORK—The Happenings hap-
pened at the Boulevard Nightclub in

Elmhurst, Queens, on Saturday night,
June 17. The results were edifying
The six-member group featured

four vocalists and organ, drums, and
guitar. A series of impressions of
movie stars opened the act, and then
the sextet settled down to business.
“Go Away Little Girl” was performed
with zest, style, and polish, and the
goup displayed expert, balanced har-
monizing in “Yesterday.”
The Happenings then sang their

chart single, “I Got Rhythm,” and
it was in this tune particularly that
the group’s characteristic quality
emerged—voices and instruments
blended into a pleasing, satisfying
sound. “Mammy,” a rousing, upbeat

number, was followed by a change of
pace, “I Wish You Love,” a slow,
yearning ballad. The sextet next
rendered a hand-clapper, “Bye, Bye
Blackbird.”
The Happenings rounded out their

act with their impressions of three
popular groups. They sang “I Get
Around,” a la the Beach Boys;
“Sherry,” like the 4 Seasons; and,
finally, a particularly devastating
version of the Rolling Stones’ “Ruby
Tuesday,” off-key note and fluttering
flute included.
The Happening, in their first major

nightclub appearance, showed poise,
versatility, and a professionally
smooth delivery. A long and success-
ful career for the group seems as-
sured.

TOM SANKEY &
NEW YORK—To fully appreciate
Tom Sankey and the Innersanctum,
currently working out at Ondine, you
must first convince yourself to con-
sider the act as not one, but two,
separate and distinct acts; the Inner-
sanctum and Tom Sankey and the
Innersanctum. Sankey’s poetic efforts
as accompanied by amplified autoharp
and backed by the Innersanctum,
simply do not make it at Ondine, and
would be hard pressed to make it at
any other disko-type nitery. The mu-
sic isn’t really geared to dancing and

INNERSANCTUM
the diskos don’t offer the ultimate in

listening conditions or atmosphere.
However; when Sankey leaves the
stage, the Innersanctum seems to
slide into a different bag and pro-
duces hard driving, funky, bluesy
sounds that lend themselves perfect-
ly to the discotheque. As a recording
(Atco) and concert group, Tom San-

key and the Innersanctum can pro-

duce a very pleasant listening ex-

perience, and might do well to limit

themselves to these fields.

VAGRANTS
NEW YORK—The Vagrants, for the
past year or so one of the better
drawing groups in the greater New
York area, are back again. This time
with a brand new act that even in-
cludes fireworks. The group is much
tighter now than when last we saw
them at Ungano’s west-side club and
their treatment of material is much
more advanced, than it was then.

“If I Were A Carpenter” and
“Satisfaction” are the highest points

of a very powerful show. Peter Saba-
tino’s frantic gyrations and soulful,
blues-drenched vocals are at their
best here. Overshadowed by Saba-
tino’s, but still particularly powerful
vocals are those of guitarist Leslie
West.

All in all, the Vagrants, who re-
cord for Atlantic, have an exception-
ally strong act and should prove valid
competition in the big name/big
money area.

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Teamwork Leading To Laurie’s Biggest Year

NEW YORK—Laurie Records will

have its best sales year in 1967, re-

ports Bob Schwartz, partner in the
multi-faceted music operation.

Idicative of the label’s strides this

year is the setting up of new quarters

here at 165 West 46th St., within
which all of the label’s divisions, ex-

cepting Allegro Sound Studios, will

operate.
This includes the Laurie label and

its affiliates, Rust and Providence, a

publishing complex, Schwartz-Green-
berg, a jingle company, Laurie Pro-
ductions, and all sales, A&R and ad-

ministrative functions.
According to Bob Schwartz, part-

ner in the firm with his brother, Gene
and Elliot Greenberg, credit for much
of the label’s success can be attri-

buted to an inter-relationship among
j

various sections. Personnel in any
dept., he explains, can be called upon
to assist efforts in another area. ‘‘The

ability to switch around gives us com-
plete flexibility,” Schwartz adds.

The broad level of policy at the

label is supervised by Bob and Gene
Schwartz and Greenberg, who, also

function in A&R, the label’s dept, of

which is also manned by John Abbott,

Doug Morris and Ernie Maresca.
In sales, Oscar Faura runs general

promotion & sales plus distrib rela-

tions, while Murray Singer directs the

label’s acitvities in the one-stop &
rack area.
The publishing unit is managed by

Joey Day, with Maresca functioning
as the division’s creative director. In

this capacity, Maresca also grooms

writers through a work-shop concept,

also housed in the new offices.

Four UCLA Students
Win Sinatra Awards
LOS ANGELES—At a ceremony and
concert held in Royce Hall auditorium
on the UCLA campus on Saturday
night, June 10, four UCLA students
were named the first year’s winners
of the $5,000 Frank Sinatra Musical
performance awards.
The four winners, selected from

among music majors in UCLA’s Col-
lege of Fine Arts, are Gary Gray,
clarinetist and jazz saxophonist, first-

place winner ($2000) in the instru-
mental category; Diana Sims, colora-
tura soprano, first-place winner
($2000) in the vocal category; Wil-
liam Cosby, second-place winner
($500) in the instrumental category;
and Andrew Belling, singer and com-
poser-arranger-pianist, second-place
winner ($500) in the vocal category.
The four students were presented

cash prizes by Frank Sinatra follow-
ing the concert, in which each gave
solo performances and joined in pop-
ular and classical selections.
A highlight of the concert was a

tribute to Frank Sinatra conducted by
Gray and arranged by Belling. Ac-
companied by 18 instrumentalists, the
winners presented a medley of songs
made famous by Sinatra.

Robert L. Tusler, assistant dean of
the College of Fine Arts, declared
that the concert was a major per-
formance opportunity for the stu-
dents and characterized it as a “Town
Hall of the West’’ recital.

Sinatra established the awards for
three years to help promising music
students develop their talents toward
professional careers.

Gray, 27, has won several music
scholarships and awards. In 1957 he
won the Indiana Young Artists Com-
petition to become guest soloist with
the Indianapolis Symphony Orches-
tra. He was first clarinetist in the
Indiana University Philharmonic
from 1960 to 1963. He is presently a
teaching assistant in band and orches-
tra at UCLA while working toward
his Ph.D. degree in music education.
Gray is the son of Delmer Gay of
Indianapolis.

Diana Sims is a 19-year-old soprano
from Beverly Hills who is currently
a sophomore at UCLA. A winner of
many vocal awards, she has received
a summer scholarship to the Music
Academy of the West and a scholar-

ship to attend Juilliard School of Mu-
sic in New York. She is the daughter
of Mr. and Mrs. Edward S. Sims of
320 S. Clarke Dr., Beverly Hills.

Francisco. He has worked in televi-
sion as a scriptwriter, composer and
performer. He is currently assistant

conductor of the UCLA Glee Club.

He is the son of Mr. and Mrs. Morris
Belling of San Francisco.

The Fourth of July weekend always
signifies something special in the
world of jazz, the staging of The
Newport Jazz Festival, which, by
virtue of its thirteen year history is

generally considered the top jazz at-

traction of its kind in the world. New-
port’s major domo, George Wein, has
assembled another mammoth extrava-
ganza which will run from Friday,
June 30, through Monday, July 3.

There will be four evening concerts
stai'ting at 8:00 P.M. and three after-
noon concerts, excluding Friday, start-
ing at 2:00 P.M. For the third year,
the site will be Festival Park, Wein’s
permanent location in Rhode Island.

Some Pop Names
As has been his wont in the more

recent yeaz’s, impresario Wein has not
only asembled most of the top names
in jazz for The Festival, but he has
also taken pains to flavor the shows
with a few attractions that are best
known in pop circles, but whose ef-

forts are genuinely jazz oriented. To
wit, on Sunday night, probably the
biggest night of the four, the crowd
will hear The Blues Project, a group
best known to followers of today’s pop
music. My feeling is the The Blues
Project will break it up at Newport,
not only with the many youngsters in
the audience, but with the many die-

hard, rock-ribbed jazz patrons as well.
Each of the evening shows will have

a big band on stage. Friday it will be
Count Basie, Saturday, Buddy Rich’s
new band, Sunday, Woody Herman’s
Herd, and Monday, Lionel Hampton’s
Alumni Orchestra. Similarly, each eve-
ning show will feature a vocalist,
namely, Joe Williams, Nina Simone,
Marilyn Maye, and Sarah Vaughan.
Everything about the programming is

conceived to assure a well balanced
evening of top drawer entertainment.
The only thing that might make one
performance more attractive than an-
other is one’s personal tastes and
one’s personal devotion to a particular
performer. Naturally, the best thing
to do would be to try to attend every
performance, because each is rich with
the best to be seen and heard in
today’s market.

Full Evening’s Sponsor
This year, for the first time to the

best of my knowledge, one entire eve-
ning is being sponsored by a national
product, Schlitz Beer. The opening
show on Friday is called “Schlitz Sa-
lute To Jazz 1967” and, curiously, the
prices for this performance are scaled
down to one dollar from the prices of
the other three evening shows. May
we assume that Schlitz is reimbursing
Wein to the tune of one dollar per
person, or $15,000, which would be the
tap for a capacity crowd of 15,000? If

this sponsorship begins a trend and
permits us to look forward to the time
when each of the performances will
have a commercial benefactor, it

should have a very salutary effect on
jazz matters. First, the wedding of a
national sponsor to jazz is healthy
because it opens the too-long closed
doors of Madison Avenue to jazz. Sec-
ond, it enables the jazz fan to enjoy
an incomparable evening of music at
a lower cost.

Anyone remotely familiar with the
history of the Newport Jazz Festivals
under the aegis of George Wein must
recognize his loyalty and devotion to
a small cadre of veteran musicians.
This year, as in years past, the people
who attend the Festival will have the

opportunity to hear players like Ruby
Braff, Buck Clayton, Bud Freeman,
Pee Wee Russell, Buddy Tate, Illinois

Jacquet, and others of that ilk. Unlike

his colleagues in the field of jazz con-

certizing, Wein has remained resolute

in his determination to keep yester-

day’s heroes in the public eye. For
this he is to be highly commended be-

cause the Jacquets and the Braffs and
the Claytons have so much to offer.

Often, impresario Wein, who plays
very respectable piano, will join these

fellows for a happy, swinging set.

Workshop Series

The afternoon concerts at Newport
sometimes offer the most exciting

music of the entire program, the pity

being that these performances are no-

torious for their poor attendance. Of
special importance is the “workshop”
series that had its inception about

three years ago. This year’s workshop
will showcase the saxophone as exem-
plified by the playing of Bud Freeman,
Booker Ervin, John Handy, Illinois

Jacquet, Budd Johnson, Buddy Tate,

and others. Billy Taylor, a very
knowledgeable commentator, will, as

in years past, conduct the workshop.
Billy has a great faculty for present-

ing, in lay language, just what the

musicians are trying to accomplish

with their varied styles. Being an ex-

pert jazz pianist, it’s not unusual for

Taylor to join in the playing, the bet-

ter that he might illustrate his point.

Father Norman O’Connor, along with
Billy Taylor, are listed as the co-

masters of ceremonies for the entire

four day program.

New Faces Of ’67

Another exciting aspect of this

year’s Festival is the number of new
faces in jazz that will be presented.

Albert Ayler’s Quintet will be heard,

as will be the big band of Don Ellis,

which is being flown in from the West
Coast, expressly for this appearance.
Ellis’ band has won rave notices for

its appearance at The Monterey Jazz
Festival of last Fall and its more re-

cent UCLA jazz fete. Gabor Szabo’s

“Jazz Raga” is another exciting ex-

ploration that will be heard. This will

be Szabo’s first Newport appearance
as a leader, having played here previ-

ously as a member of Chico Hamil-
ton’s ensemble. Gary Burton, too, will

be making his first Newport showing
as a group leader. Burton first ap-

peared there in 1960 as a seventeen
year old phenomenon, later as a vital

member of Stan Getz’s group. This
year Gary will be leading his own
quartet, though still only twenty four
years old. Freddie Hubbard, not a new
face in the strict sense of the word,
will be featured with the Max Roach
group, and the combination of Max’s
drums and Hubbard’s fiery trumpeting
should make many in the audience re-

count the extraordinary music pro-
duced by the Max Roach-Clifford
Brown affiliation.

NEW YORK—Right at the height of

what could be termed their second
rise to success, the Dave Clark Five
arrived in New York recently for
their sixth tour of this country. The
junket, a 30-city affair that will run
until July 24, is only the first tour
undertaken by the group in a year,
yet it maintains the Dave Clark Five
as the longest-running of the English
groups in the American touring class.

The quintet, which came back on
the hot sales path a short time back
after what had been a long cold spell

for them, was one of the first of the
British superstars to tour this coun-
try, having beaten out the Beatles by
a good many months. One of the
most interesting facets of their per-
sonal appearances has been in the
long-time use of strobe lights and
other paraphernalia now considered
“psychedelic” effects. Leaders of the
“underground” have been known to
term these effects as “years before
their time”. As a result he captured
the imagination of a good part of the
concert audience, to say nothing of
the record-buyers and the TV viewers.
Every major city in the U.S. has been
on the D.C. 5 itinerary at least once,
while a good portion of the 'secondary
cities has also been well covered. In
addition, the boys have literally

blanketed the video scene with appear-
ances on such programs as the “Dean
Martin Show,” “Shindig,” “Hullaba-
loo,” “The Entertainers,” “The Lucille
Ball Show” and several specials, in-
cluding “Anatomy of Pop,” “Swing
Ding’s Night With The Dave Clark
Five at T.J.’s” and a segment for
Sargent Schriver. The highlight of
their TV collective career lies in the
fact that every U.S. visit, with the
exclusion of the current one, has in-

cluded an appearance on the “Ed
Sullivan Show” for a total of 17 spots
on that one package alone.
Immediately prior to starting off on

this latest tour, Clark was at the
Jolly Sixpence to receive the Pirns
Award for the year’s outstanding Brit-
ish musician. The award is given each
year to a cross-section of British
personalities, ranging from sports to
science to the arts. Arriving in the
States several days before the rest

of his group, Clark also took time to

look into his other business holdings

on this front. One of the group’s
major operations outside of their

music business holdings is a movie-
making concern called Big Five Films,
which has been concentrating mainly
on shorts up until this time. Plans for

the company include full-length films,

featuring the D.C. 5 in tailormade
roles. Special scripts will be em-
ployed, with situations and dialogue
molded toward the actors rather than
the reverse, because in the words of

Dave Clark, “We are not experienced
actors, and we’re not in this to only
make a fast dollar. We’d much rather
have the public see a good picture

with the Dave Clark Five coming off

good, than to have them see a great
picture marred only by a poor show-
ing from us. Therefore, we’ll have
directors who can bring out the best
in us, as well as scripts and dialog
that fall into our speech patterns
and are more natural for us.” Clark
stated that he would like to do at least
one film a year (as well as one major
personal appearance tour a year).

NEW YORK—Billy Fields and Bryan
Sennett, of Fredana Management, re-
port that because of the station re-
sponse to their newly completed
35-mm. color promotion films, they
plan to make this standard procedure
in record promotion for their artists.

extended improvisational choruses on
“She Don’t Care,” “Please Mr.
Friend,” and “Magic People,” warm-
ing the crowd further for Lou Rawls
(introduced by Monkee Peter Tork)
and backed aggressively by H. B.
Barnum’s band). Rawl’s “soul food”
included “On Broadway,” “St. James
Infirmary,” “In The Evening When
The Sun Goes Down,” plus several of

his chart singles. He was in marvel-
ous voice and the audience brought
him back for encores.
An attractive dark haired English

composer-guitarist named Beverly
was the third act and she was obvi-
ously nervous. Her soft folk voice
treatments of “Ch My Sweet Joy,”
and “Sweet Honesty,” failed to in-

flame as she exited to a smattering
of applause.
A bearded Johnny Rivers was also

not too well received though the
audience was politely attentive as he
rocked through a series of his chart
tunes, adding a live version of “Do
What You Gotta Do” from his new
“Rewind” LP. Eric Burdon and the
Animals were next to closing and the
creative aspects of the festival took
flight with five frenetic numbers (in-

cluding “Gin House Blues,” “On a
Warm San Francisco Night” and
“Paint it Black”). Simon and Gar-
funkel, who closed the show, had to
beg off as the audience clamored for
more of their soft delivered poetry
“Homeward Bound,” “At the Zoo,”
“S'^th Street Bridge” and a new tune
which Paul Simon introduced as a
“song of social insignificance.” It was
just a few minutes after 1:00 A.M.
when the lights went up.

Saturday Afternoon

Saturday afternoon was devoted,
with vengeance, to the caustic sounds
of 12 bars blues, a musical form
which is engaging if limiting. Lib-
erty’s hope in that bag, the Canned
Heat, recently discovered at the Ash
Grove in L.A., opened with both sides
of the new single (“Rollin’ and Tum-
blin’ ” and “Bullfrog”), and extended
their welcome by adding several more
eruptive numbers. Janice Joplin, with
Big Brother and the Holding Co., a
San Francisco combo, were extremely
good with Janice out in front on
unison. Country Joe and the Fish, an-
other San Francisco contingent, was
uninhibited but lacking in originality.
Paul Butterfield’s Blues Band, intro-

duced as “the first blues group that
socked it to the flower children,” of-

fered more white watered blues.

again demonstrating that Butterfield
is an excellent hamonica virtuoso
with the vocal instinct and inclina-

tion. But little timbre for the songs
he has chosen to sing. The Quick-
silver Messenger Service was undis-
tinguished and the Steve Miller Blues
Band fared just a mite better. Biggest
hand of the afternoon was reserved
for Mike Bloomfield and the Electric
Flag (group has just signed with
Warners and may be changing its

name to The Sound). Bloomfield, for-
mer guitarist with the Butterfield
Band, was accorded two standing
ovations before closing.

Saturday Night

Another San Francisco group, re-

cently signed to Columbia, the Moby
Grape, opened to excellent reaction
and Hugh Masekela’s ornamental
triplets, set against the African
rhythm of the congas, combined to
offer some fine Johannesburg jazz.

The Byrds came on, exhibiting their
new style, quite apart from the early
Dylan efforts and much more con-
cerned with dissonant effects. David
Crosby’s social and hallucinogenic
remai’ks were appreciated by much
of the audience but not in keeping
with the artistic dedication of the
weekend project Most rewarding
numbers—“He Was a Friend of
Mine” from an early LP and their
next projected Columbia single “Lady
Friend.”

Paul Butterfield’s Blues Band again
returned to the stage, offeinng pretty
much the same songs presented in

the afternoon. Grace Slick and the
Jefferson Airplane brought cries of
“encore” from the SRO audience with
“Somebody to Love,” and “White
Rabbit,” clearly one of the hit acts
of the evening. And, despite the em-
phasis on youth in the series, Otis
Redding, a venerable rhythm and
blues performer, electrified all as he
wailed through “Respect,” “Shake,”
“I’ve Been Loving You too Long,”
“Satisfaction,” and a sledge hammer
treatment of “Try a Little Tender-
ness.”

Sunday Afternoon

A classical jam session was offered
here on a misty summer afternoon
following an early morning rain as
Ravi Shankar, India’s best known
classical musician, opened with a
prayer that “we give a good per-
foi’mance and that it does not rain.”
A complex and elaborate instrument,
the sitar has had a profound influ-

ence on contemporary music. Shankar

explained the various ragas per-
formed as well as some of the musical
terms (Tisram — six notes against
four, Chanchar—14 beats—2 X 3-2-2)

as well as the tanpura and tabla
which backed his persuasive rhyth-
mic sequences.

The most experimental of all the
concerts, each of the several extended
works was greeted with orchid toss-

ing ovations. Most of them, religious
in nature, are unmelodic by western
tradition and mathematically intri-

cate. “Even if my music is not pop
music,” Shankar said, “I am grateful
to discover that it has become very
popular.” He also added that about
95% of the concert was improvisa-
tional—-“maybe more.” It is hoped
that World Pacific will see fit to re-

lease at least a portion of this per-
formance on disk.

Sunday Night
One of the east coast’s best new

groups, Verve’s The Blues Project,
opened the final concert with a
marvelous modern Mozart-like instru-
mental, amplified flute working effec-

tively in unison with electric guitars.
“Lost in the Shuffle,” which followed
was more routine and “Wake Me,
Shake Me,” described as “a lower east
side gospel” was a strong closer.

Big Brother and the Holding Co.,

one of the more successful Saturday
afternoon acts, was next with Janice
Joplin again starring as lead singer.
A new combo composed of refugees
from the Association and the Travel-
lers Three (the Group Without a
Name) offered a trilogy of tunes in-

cluding an excellent Gary Alexander
composition “And I Think About
Her.” More woodshedding is required
and perhaps a change or two in per-
sonnel.

The Buffalo Springfield, country
flavored folk ‘n’ roll, came on with a
series of their simple, retentive tunes
(“Pretty Girl Why,” “Rock and Roll
Woman,” and “Blue Bird,” their lat-

est release) demonstrating why they
are one of the brightest of the west
coast contingents.

England’s The Who, Decca’s flam-
boyantly guised group, were explo-
sive, completing their version of “My
Generation” by crashing their instru-
ments to the floor. It was a last
angry man gesture which might have
greater meaning in Britain than the
states. But it nearly destroyed the
magic they created earlier with
“Summertime Blues” and “Happy
Jack.”

Warner’s The Grateful Dead of-
fered an exercise in amplified dex-
terity but their guitaristronics only
served to remind us of Dave Kapp’s
pictorial supplication captioned
“Where’s the Melody?” Sound and

Next year? Hopefully including the
Beach Boys and Bob Dylan and a
few others conspicuous this year by
their absence. And, perhaps by then,
we’ll discover if the Beatles were any-
where near the Monterey Festival
grounds last week. Only their beard- ,

dresser knows.
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About once every year the big one
comes along. The song that captures
the imagination of audiences from
Augusta, Me. to Amarillo, from
Bakersfield to Brooklyn. The song
that has artists racing for the record-
ing studios.

In one year it might have been a
“King Of The Road” and in another
year it might have been a “Hello
Walls” or an “Almost Persuaded.”
All of them so fresh and so different,
yet, in one small respect, so alike.
Their likeness comes in their univer-
sal appeal, and their basic simplicity.
It comes in their proximity to the
common man, and in the degree with
which the ordinary person can iden-
tify with the particular song. What
man didn’t, or doesn’t, have the secret
yearning to be the “King Of The
Road,” completely unhobbled by the
unwritten rules of society? And who
hasn’t felt himself, at least at one
time or another, “Almost Persuaded”?
(We’ve even known one or two who
have been persuaded).
From where we sit, we can see

blossoming what looks like the big
one of this year, “My Elusive
Dreams.” written by Curly Putman.
It may be dangerous making predic-
tions in print, but we don’t feel that
we’re going too far out on a limb in
this case. There’s an excitement
about this one that makes it difficult

to keep it under wraps. Already we
have seen, or heard of, four diflferent
versions of the song, all vying for a
share of the action. In addition, we’re
told of several other versions which
are set for immediate release. This in
itself is a strange case in the area of
country music. Two competing ver-
sions of the same tune is the excep-
tion rather than the rule in this mar-
ket, and three is a rarity. But to have
four, five and six different interpreta-
tions of a tune going at the same time
is unheard of. These are not just
album cuts, but brand new record-
ings of a brand new song, all in the
race together.
The question is “Why???” Why

do so many artists rush to hop on
the rocky bandwagon of the com-
peting record. What could make a
pair like Tammy Wynette and David
Houston rush to cover the original
version by Curly Putman, the writer
of the song? And what could inspire
Johnny Darrell (who’s coming off
perhaps the biggest record of his
career in “Ruby”) to get involved in
the competition? And why did Rusty
Draper decide to throw his hat in the
ever-growing ring?
The answer has to be in the song

itself. In less than three minutes
worth of spinning time, Putman has
managed to capture a small bit of all
mankind, just as Roger Miller did
with “King Of The Road.” Who
among us has never been plagued
with elusive dreams, and which of us
that has followed these dreams has
not had to sacrifice something else to
that end? Frankly, after Putman
wrote his “Green, Green Grass Of
Home,” we believed that that song
would stand as his monument, for it

also had that rare insight to make it

universally successful. But in this
latest effort he may well have sur-
passed himself. And so, as we tip our
hats to the talented Mr. Putman, the
horses are at the starting gate . . .

Italy Swings Into 'Cantagiro' Tour Rex Oldfield Heads MGM In UK
CANTANIA, ITALY — “Cantagiro”
and its touring company of top Ital-

ian artists started its 6th summer
tour of Italy here last week (21).
The word ‘Cantagiro’ was coined by
its sponsor, Edzio Radaelli, combining
the Italian phrases for “song” and
“tour.”
“Cantagiro” is a musical contest of

15 days duration. During these fifteen
days, the singers, the groups, all the
artists who are taking part in it will
tour Italy. The caravan of Cantagiro
is formed by more than 100 cars; to-
gether with the cars of artists of
organizers and musicians, there are
the cars of each record firm which are
allowed to follow the caravan on the
roads of Italy to publicize their prod-
uct and to help their artists in the
“Cantagiro” struggle. There are also
the cars of journalists, TV, radio and
film operators.
Every night the Cantagiro caravan

will stop in one town, where the
show will be performed. The public
will vote for best singer or group, and
the singer and group who gets the
most votes will be declared the win-
ner at the final night held in Fiuggi.
(a resort near Rome, well known for
its mineral waters).
As in past editions of 1965 and 1966,

the performers will be grouped in

three different teams. First team,
called “A” will be composed of popu-
lar singers; second team “B” will be
composed of new artists, while a
third team “C” is filled by groups.

Interest in this 6th edition is really
strong! First names on the list of the
“A” team are Adriano Celentano
(Clan) Rita Pavone (RCA) and
Little Tony (Durium). The other
participants are Nicola Di Bari,
(RCA), Dino (RCA) Milena Cantu’
(Clan), I Marcellos Ferial (Durium),
Carmelo Pagano (RCA) Patty Pravo
(RCA) Gianni Pettenati (Fonit Cen-
tra), Gino Santercole (Clan), Ricky
Shaine (RCA), Edoardo Vianello
(RCA), Mario Zelinotti (Durium),
Bobby Solo (Ricordi), Wilma Goich
(Ricordi) and Nico Fidenco (Parade).
All the names on the “A” team are

well known in Italy, which is the
principal reason for the big success
of “Cantagiro” each year.

Adriano Celentano was the top

winner of one edition of Cantagiro:
Rita Pavone was also one of the
winners of a past edition. Little Tony
is now one of the most popular artists
on the Italian scene, thanks to his
million seller “Cuore Matto.”

Holland Labels Join Philips In

'Music While You Work' Product
EINDHOVEN—With a view to meet-
ing the musical wishes of those em-
ployed in factories, workshops and
suchlike, the record companies in Hol-
land are to collaborate with Philips in
the production of “Music While You
Work” programs.
The type of functional music pro-

gram hitherto compiled by Philips for
large numbers of factories and similar
establishments will undergo substan-
tial modification in consequence of the
new arrangement. Whereas up to now
it was only possible to compile tapes
containing music taken from the rep-
ertoire of a single company, from
now in the vocal and instrumental
renditions of the top talent perform-
ing under other labels will be included
in the programs. The agreement,
which has now been reached and
which, until virtually all the record
companies gave it their approval, had
been the subject of talk for years, has
several attractive features. Among
these is the fact that it will now be
possible to include, in addition to the
selection from the 14,000 pieces of
purely functional music titles in

Philips own repertoire, a monthly
selection from the top forty numbers
of the Dutch Hit Parade, this enabling
the program arrangers to provide

even more effective mood conditioning,
which, hopefully, will lead to enhanced
working performance.

Great value widely acknowledged.
The fact that nearly all the record

companies have endorsed Philips’ plan
to extend its music programs sub-
stantially is a demonstration of the
great psychological and physiological
value which is ascribed to functional
music in wide circles.

Whether this latest step represents
an entirely new development is the
only point open to question. It has
long been k own that music is of
more value than words, the reason
being that music encounters no intel-

lectual resistance and can induce the
listener to act without presenting any
logical argument why he should do
so. Music has been employed through-
out history to create a desired at-
mosphere, to alleviate and dispel men-
tal and physical fatigue, and to re-

lieve the boredom engendered by mo-
notonous work. As knowledge of the
influence exercised by music grows,
and whether the influence be on the
respiration rate or on the logico-
motoric functions, the merits of func-
tional music can win even wider rec-
ognition.

SESAC Sub-Publishing
Pacts In Spain, Japan
NEW YORK — SESAC with repre-
sentation agreements currently in ef-

fect with some 25 performance and
mechanical licensing organizations
outside the United States, has again
expanded its activities in the field of
foreign representation of its affiliated

publishers’ catalogs with the signing
of two new sub-publishing agree-
ments with Ediciones Hispania in

Spain and Friendship Music, Ltd., in

Japan.
Under these new agreements,

granting the two publishing firms
representation of virtually the entire

SESAC repertory in their respective
territories, the licensing firm antic-
ipates greatly expanded exposure of
its diversified repertory in these im-
portant markets.

EMI-Bovema Deal Official

LONDON—As reported in Cash Box
May 6 issue, EMI has acquired a ma-
jority interest in the capital of Bo-
vema, a Dutch private company manu-
facturing and distributing records.
The total consideration was 150,000
Ordinary shares of EMI plus £367,000
in cash. On June 30, 1966 the date of
Bovema’s last audited Balance Sheet,
net assets amounted to £446,000.

All the tapes are orchestral and the material has been varied deliber-
ately to avoid drowsiness at the wheel. Orchestras include those of Les Reed,
Johnny Gregory, Reg Tilsey, Ivor Raymonde, Dennis Wilson and Peter Knight.
Guest of honor at the launching was Lord Montagu of Beaulieu, collector of
veteran cars and self-confessed supporter of musicassettes, who predicts a
great future for them adding that being interference-free they have an
advantage over ordinary noise-prone car radios. Introducing Lord Montagu,
Philips Managing Director Leslie Gould announced further plans for the
development of the musicassette including the addition of spoken word and
drama tapes by the end of the year or early 1968. Language course musi-
cassettes as educational aids are also planned for the future. Several major
equipment manufacturers exhibited at the Festival Hall reception including
Garrard who have a prototype musicassette automatic changer due to come on
the market in the spring of 1968. For Philips July will be Musicassette Month
during which they will make special offers to consumers through the retailer
offering two sets of 4 musicassettes (pop and classical) at a 25% discount
i.e. £6 ($16.80) instead of the normal £8 ($22.40) .

Indie producer Norman Newell is expanding his international recording
productions with the acquisition of top German artist Roy Black. Black has
been in London recording several tracks with Newell out of which will come a
single in July and also an album. Contracted to Deutsche Grammophon in
Germany, his British disks will be issued on the Polydor label. Newell also
waxes Rita Pavone (Italy), Adamo (Belgium), and Udo Jurgens (Australia)
and is seeking top French and Scandinavian talent. Newell’s latest British
signing is 15-year-old Jonny Ross whose first single “Too Much Love” penned
by Cyril Ornadel and Peter Callander and published yb Shapiro Bernstein is to
be issued by E.M.I. on July 7th. Tracks for an album have also been canned.
American (leorge Greif in London recently has signed to represent Ross in the
U.S.A.

Chris Blackwell, managing director of Island Records, now in New York for
two weeks visiting top executives of United Artists who distribute his disks
in the U.S.A. Titles for immediate release are “Green Door” by Wynder K.
Frogg, Jackie Edwards “Come Back Girl” and “Paper Sun” by Stevie Win-
wood’s new group the Traffic which is already scoring on this side of the
Atlantic. Following his stateside trip, Blackwell visits Jamaica where he will

have discussions with Coxon Spencer-Dodd concerning future releases from the
White label which are released in Britain on Island’s new Studio One label

and distributed by Philips.
Excitement mounts and plans abound as the arrival of the Monkees draws

near. Their first ever press conference will take place at The Royal Garden
Hotel on Thursday, June 29th, given by Interpop Ppublicity. David Cardwell,
who heads up Interpop, informs that more than 320 journalists will be in

attendance coming not only from Great Britain but Holland, France, Germany,
Scandinavia and South Africa. 18 camera crews will be there for on-the-spot
coverage of the event for the U.K. and the continent. After their five British
concert dates, the Monkees head back for the States where they are to make a
40 city tour in 60 days. In September they continue filming their TV series

and plans are being negotiated for them to tour the Far East early in 1968
which will also take them to Australia and New Zealand. The Monkees co-

managers Bob Rafelson and Bert Schneider are already in London awaiting
the group’s arrival.

Larry Page of Page One Records currently in Spain recorded top Spanish
group Los Brincos. Page recently lau cehnBdrincos on an international career
via their first British release “Lola” which is already selling well. Page is now
recording “Lola” in Spanish for which advance orders of over 50,000 copies
have been received which makes it a chart certainty and a probable No. 1 for
Zafiro.

Phonogi-am’s commercial Decca execs were happy to announce a first se-

lection from Germany’s excellent “Musik fiir Alle” (Music For Everyone)

LP series in the low budget category. The first selection includes ten classical

and popular albums, such as Tchaikovsky’s Violin Concerto (Campoli), the

Camien and Arlesienne Suites by Bizet, “Famous Voices, Famous Arias’’

(Gueden, Bbhme, Rothenberger), Hawaiian Bands, songs from famous op-

erettas and musicals and albums for special occasions like Carnival and Songs
for Mother. As a big surprise in these series for Holland came “Beat From
England,’’ a collection of Dave Berry songs. It was in Holland where Decca’s

Dave rose to his international fame and collected his first Golden Disks.

The young Dutch ballad singer and actor Boudewijn de Groot had a song
released in January, ’67, and received a Golden Record for it in April. It was
Lennaert Nijgh’s witty and happy composition “Het Land Van Maas En
Waal.’’ (Altona Ed.). On June 9th, the song was released in an English
translation; “The Land At Rainbow’s End” and appeared in England under
the name Baldwin. Baldwin from Holland gives it a warm interpretation

and a very humorous touch, backed by an attractive martial style drumbeat
and clarinet. The Decca recording, b/w “Beautiful ButteiJly” (also a Nijgh
number), is already gaining a lot of attention in England.

Procol Harum’s “A Whiter Shade Of Pale” (Decca) jumped from nothing
to the first place on the Dutch hit-parades. This unique event is pointing to

Steen, national promotion boss of Australian Record Company is on an
all stops out” campaign on behalf of ‘‘San Francisco” (Be Sure To Wear
Flowers In Your Hair) which is issued here on the CBS label. Des says that
juke box operators are showing a keen interest in the record and that most of
the big top-forty stations have the record on their play lists and prediction
chai'ts. It is getting a stack of air-play and looks a certainty to be the first of
the “flower” songs to make the charts in this country.
There is no doubt that total record production in Australia for the twelve

months ending June 30, 1967, will, for the first time in the history of the indus-
try, reach a production figure in excess of 12 million. This averages out at a
shade better than one record per year for every man, woman and child in Aus-
tralia . . . our population hasn’t quite touched twelve million yet. How does this
compare to other countries ?

Album production will beat singles by a great margin. In fact, singles
haven’t improved much over the corresponding period in 1966, but album output
for the same period shows a terrific lift in production. Stereo releases are just
a little short of 50% of the total album figure.
Amongst the latest singles from the EMI group we find the Judith Durham

(she’s from the Seekers) solo release on Columbia with “The Olive Tree” and
“The Non-Performing Lion Quickstep.” New locally recorded product from EMI
brings the Thin Men with “Runnin’ ’Round In Circles” c/w “Please Don’t Cry”;
the Allusions have “Two Of A Kind” and “Seven Days Of Rain”; the John
Charter Group are out with “A Pub With No Beer” and “When Marty 'Throws
A Party”; and Don Lane is featured with “The Sadder-But-Wiser Girl For Me”
c/w “Georgy Girl.”
Gordon “Snowy” Fleet, who has been the drummer with the Easybeats since

the group was first formed, has now left them. “Snowy” wound-up his stint
with the Easybeats at the conclusion of their recent Australia-wide concert
tour. It is reported that he left the group for private reasons, and has decided
to settle in Perth, Western Australia. The other four members of the Easybeats
are now back in England with their manager, Michael Vaughan, where they are
auditioning for a new drummer. It’s a pity they couldn’t find an Australian
drummer to replace “Snowy” . . . this would have retained the all-Australian
line-up of the Easybeats.
Barry Kimberley of Essex Music of Australia believes that his company has

one of the hottest copyrights they may ever hold in “A Whiter Shade Of Pale”
as recorded by Procol Harum and released here on the Deram logo. Barry is in

a great state of excitement over the potential of the record in this country.
General air-play on the record is very strong, although some stations are “a
little cold” on their exposure.

Belinda Music have placed a restriction on broadcasting of “Mister Pleasant,”
by the Kinks. We understand this side was made for foreign release only, as a
single. The Kinks are currently scoring with “Waterloo Sunset” on Astor.
Tony Tromeros of Phono-Vox of Australia advises officially that local artist

Tony Barber has signed an exclusive recording pact with Phono-Vox. First
release under the deal will be “If You Have Somebody To Love” which Tony
describes as a “very powerful number with a big band backing.” Phono-Vox
have 5 new albums scheduled for release in July. All will be marketed in the
budget-priced range at (Aust) $2.50. They include “Madame Butterfly,” “La
’Traviata” and “The Barber Of Seville” ... all three sung in Italian. The other
two are instrumental sets entitled “Immortal Tangos” and “La Corrida.”
RCA are strengthening their nation-wide promotion campaign on behalf of

their local girl discovery Gita Rivera. Her first single for the company is “My
Heart Just Died” c/w “Letters,” both are Australian compositions. The single

is issued in a four-color jacket which is something of a rarity in the business
here. Gita is set to appear at Chequers night club commencing June 29th, on
the same bill as American television star Robert Horton. Meanwhile, Gita is on
a nation-wide promotion tour on behalf of her record. RCA are holding special

receptions in each major city to introduce Gita to the trade. Their “Think
Gita!” slogan is being used in the daily press to stimulate consumer interest

and to consolidate air-play. The campaign also embraces the use of display

posters, stickers on letters and envelopes, lapel buttons are supplied that carry

the “Think Gita!” message, and there are special dealer display kits featuring

a portrait of Gita Rivera. RCA have even had some cute little Gita dolls made
up for special occasions. It’s a big campaign, and naturally enough the RCA
boys are working all-out on sales.

Local lad Ray Brown has a new album out on Festival entitled “Same Old
Song . . . Brand New Beat.” The title is a play on Ray’s most recent chart-rider

“The Same Old Song.” Local lass Judy Stone has a new album also. It’s on the

ATA label (distributed by Festival) and is called “12 Good Reasons.”

The presentation was made on behalf of _Berlingske Tidene

and EMI, who cooperated in this venture, on Reumert’s 65th-anniversary as

an actor.

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Brazilian artist and composer Chico Buarque de Hollanda is currently in
Buenos Aires on a one-week stay that includes radio appearances on Radio
Belgrano and TV programs for “Modart No. 1,” the Ricardo Kleinman TV
program, and Mancera’s “Sabados Circulares.” Kleinman and Fermata’s
Mauricio Brenner arranged a special promo campaign for Chico Buarque who
is responsible for “La Banda” and other recent hits in Brazil. Fermata has
released his first LP and hopes that this visit will result in some other strong
sellers for this artist.

Phonogram’s manager Hugo Persichini reports that Philips will soon launch
the “musicasette” in this country and will release its main recordings simiul-
taneously on records and this model of tape. Next December, the organization
will start the marketing of its car tape player which will b ecompatible with
the musicasettes. Besides, there are about 6,000 tape recorders that may play
them in Argentina, which means a small but strong and expanding market.
Up to now, there have been two models of car tape players based on the
Japanese and the American four track models.

Sorry, we erred! The affiliation of the publisher in Argentina of the Mon-
kees’ tunes, currently in the local charts, is Melograf and not Relay, as we
stated in the previous lists. Stanko Jerebic of Melograf reported to Cash Box
that his pubbery has signed some time ago a representation contract with
Screen Gems and thus has the rights to the songs. Relay is the publishing
company associated to RCA who releases theMonkees’ records, but is not
connected to the publishing side of their production.

Music Hall’s Luis Calvo reports the release of the first album by good
Spanish group Los Pekenikes, recorded originally by Hispavox. There are also
new albums by Peter, Paul and Mary, cut by WB, the soundtrack of “Gone
With The Wind,” on the same label, the fourth LP in this country of pianist
Roger Williams and Difusion Musical budget priced albums by Los Fronteri-
zos (titled “Paisaje Nortefio” and carrying some of their first hits), Arsenio
Aguirre and melodic chanter Don Fabian. Under the same logo comes a Van-
guard album by top folk chantress Joan Baez: “Old Blue.”

Producciones Fermata is preparing the release of the second volume by U.S.
chanter Chris Montez, recorded originally by A&M in the States. There will
also be another album under this label by Sergio Mendes and the Brasil ’66

ensemble, and the first Michel Poulnareff AZ album must be due now.
Disc Jockey celebrated the release of a new album by its top chanter

Rosamel Araya with a cocktail party gathering the press, disk jockeys and
artists. The record is titled “Rosamel’s Golden Records” and carries the
chanter’s best selling titles during his career which has been an extremely
successful one. He is currently in the lists with “Propiedad Privada” and
appears weekly on highly rated TV program “El Special” on Channel 9.

Odeon is releasing the long awaited “Sergeant Pepper’s Lonely Hearts
Club Band,” new Beatles album, which will sell strongly in this market since
it has received wide promotion and will probably account for even more in
the near future. Another British group, Herman’s Hermits, is also running fast
through its two singles, “No Milk Today” and new chart entry “There Is A
Kind Of Hush.” Label topper Denis Dunn reports that Odeon will start the
release of kiddie records, the first of them based on a script written by well
known composer and songstress Alma Garcia.

Surco is promoting several strong pop albums, and among them the first

LP in this country by the Young Rascals, recording for Atco-Atlantic, and
a Dunwich LP by the Shadows Of Knight: “Back Door Men.” The diskery is

also working on the recent album by French lark Francoise Hardy who will
visit Argentina soon.

Microfon is preparing the titles for the third album by chanter Nestor
Fabian, whose first two efforts have been well received both in the local and
the international markets. Fabian is currently performing at the “Cano 14”
night club, devoted exclusively to tango music, and also on TV Channel 13
and radio.
Famous is releasing two Ray Charles albums at “promotional” price, about

$2.20 (vs $4.00, the regular price for average records), with a selection of
the chanter’s best hits, and a new album by good selling Colombian
artists Bovea and Los Vallenatos. There is also an LP sung in Spanish
by the Barry Sisters and a single with two of the titles from this album.
Trova continues the promotion and is obtaining good results with its locally

recorded albums and mainly its recent folk recordings by Maria Escudero and
Moncho Mierez. There are also jazz albums cut in Buenos Aires by the Por-
tena Jazz Band and Jorge Lopez Ruiz, and an album by sweet lark Donna
Carroll. Several other albums are being planned for the near future.
BGM has released two songs from the film “La Cuccagna,” starred by the

late Luigi Tenco, sung by Gianfranco Pagliaro: “La Vida Facil” and “La Rosa
Bianca.” There is also a Brazilian single by Os Cobras with recent hit “Mas-
cara Negra” and “Garota le le le,” and a single by Canadian chanter Bob
Harrington who really was born in Liverpool but cuts for Quality of Canada,
as well as another single by 9-year-old Gloria Kaye, also Canadian.
RCA’s chanter Juan Ramon is preparing his next trip to Europe where he

will perform at the Benidorm in Spain with two songs especially selected and
afterwards record at the RCA studios in Rome. Instrumental and vocal group
Los Iracundos is touring the north of Argentina, and afterwards will travel to

Paraguay and Bolivia. The diskery will award tango orkster Anibal Troilo a
golden record, celebrating his 30th anniversary with his tango orchestra. His
irst recording was “Yo Soy El Tango,” waxed in 1941.

Os Versateis. Several artists of the two labels, such as Bobby McKay and Os
Baobas were applauded during the animated show by the large crowd attend-

ing the affair. Directors of the company, Adolfo Rozenblit and Bernardo Son-

dermann, backed by the efficient staff headed by pronao man Amaury, received

press and friends who remained till late in the evening.

RCA Victor released a single by San Remo successful chanter Lucio Dalla

with strong number “Bisogna Saper Perdere.” Preparing the release of a new
album by old-timer Nelson Gongalves, the company released a new single m
which the deep-voiced popular chanter sings several traditional tangos in Pot-

He noted that in 1958, classical records sales were 39% of the
market, and that in 1967 they are only 17%.

This year, it is more and more difficult to find new talent in France. So,
A&R men are beginning to try to launch old artists with new names. EMI
just released an EP by new group Les Anges.

In France, the
Smoke’s records are distributed by Festival. Fonit-Centra artist Sergio End-
rigo will be in Paris from July 24th to 26th. Impact distributes him in France.
CBS released this week three singles in the Gemini collection. Jacques

Souplet effectively decided to promote more and more singles in France. In the
same way, Decca decided to release the Procol Harum’s hit “A Whiter Shade
Of Pale” through a single record. CBS also released this week a promotion
LP album titled “The Sound Of Hits Is On CBS” at the 15,35FF special price
Pathe Marconi’s greatest artist Adamo is just back from Japan. Line

Andres’s new EP through CBS includes “Non Merci” (Essex publishing)
written by Frank Gerald and Francis Fumiere. Johnny Hallyday who was
going to record the Procol Harum hit “A Whiter Shade Of Pale” just re-
nounced the intention because of the fantastic success of the original version.
Nicoletta, young Riviera artist, will record the French treatment written by
Georges Aber. This author also wrote for Johnny French lyrics of the old
Elvis Presley song “Love Me Tender.” French Title is “Amour d’Ete.”
Sammy Davis, Jr., is leaving France after three weeks on the Olympia

stage. Sammy, who was a really great success, promised to come back to
Paris. He would like to do several movies with, namely, Johnny Hallyway and
Eddie Constantine.

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Editorial

Operation Feedback A

Since the 1965 Convention, MOA's Bill Cannon has

been functioning as a one-man liaison committee whose
goal is to establish, or as Bill puts it

—
“re-establish”

direct communications between the record manufac-

turer and the nation’s music operators. Cannon under-

scores the word re-establish in view of a bygone past

when record companies listened to the views of oper-

ators on new prooduct and in turn considered the pop-

ularity meter on the jukebox an excellent barometer of

the sales potential of their new releases.

In recent years, the need for cooperative relations

between the two factions. Cannon insists, has either

been played down, neglected or destroyed by a total

dependence upon the one-stop, the sales charts and

the pop radio stations for all jukebox programming. “All

are immensely helpful programming aids,” says Bill,

“but the operator has forgotten that his own knowl-

edge of the business and the taste of his locations is

the most important programming aid he has at hand.”

Short and sweet, the MCA exec says the vast ma-

jority of music operators have taken the path of least

resistance in their method of programming and as a

direct result, have destroyed any dialogue with the

record maker.

The crux of this situation then, is simply: 1. what can

the operator gain by trading information with the

record company, and 2. what can the record company

gain by talking back to the operator. The answer, ac-

cording to Cannon, is even simplier
—“more juke box

plays on more disks sold, provided these disks are

suited to the tastes of the average location consumer.”

“There was a time when record firms depended

upon our machines to give them a valid prediction of

the saleability of a new release, based upon the popu-

larity meter,” contends Cannon. “Nowadays, most op-

erators never look at the meter to see if a retail store

hit is causing the same commotion on the jukebox.

Record companies likewise are disinterested in the

value of the meter. However, don’t think a new record

can’t make money on a machine simply because it’s

never been on the radio. All the operator need do is stick

it on the jukebox, play it for the bartender, ask him to

recommend it to his customers or even draw their at-

tention to the tune by placing a ‘pick hit’ sign in the

glass. I remember when ‘Winchester Cathedral’ first

played on the machines. The customers turned around

on their barstools and said, ‘Hey, what’s that?’ If the

tune is good ... if it’s a ‘hey, what’s that’ record,

believe me, the operator will be the first to know.”

Cannon’s suggestion is to establish an “operation

feedback” ... a logical step toward regaining direct con-

tact with the record makers. Each operator would se-

lect two or three “test locations” on his route, pro-

gram several new, untried releases on each, let the lo-

cation know there’s something New on the machine

and check the meter at week’s end to determine the

popularity of the tune. If the disk checks out favorably,

it’s a strong reason to buy more for the remainder of

the route. (New releases can be selected at the one-

stop after taking a sample listen and based upon the

operator’s experience and knowledge of location taste.)

Cannon would like to see the record companies dis-

tribute samples of selected new releases to operators

but agrees the trade press record reviews are an ex-

cellent source of new product information.

The operator in turn could gain more of the records

he knows would make an extra coin on the location;

more of the big name stars singing the standard tunes

etc.; more of the popular elements that make up a

good jukebox record but not necessarily a smash con-

sumer hit; more, hopefully, of little IP’s from the man-

ufacturer himself.

We think “operation feedback” might pave the way
for a more prolific release of jukebox material . . . and

perhaps most important of all—let the record manu-

facturer know just what “juke box material” really is.

Apart from the variety of locations
for Cinejukebox, Rosen has used the
audiovisual machine successfully in a
children’s nursery, in a department
store as a holiday attraction, and as
an attention-getter at a commerical
exhibition.

Company News Sheet Reveals

Vandalism To Vending Machines

At BOAC HQs In London Airport

LONDON—A most disgraceful ac-
count of vandalism to automatic vend-
ing machines and other property by
their own staff, appears in the latest
B.O A.C. news-sheet. In recent months
repairs to vending machines at
B.O.A.C.’s headquarters at Heathrow
Airport, London, have skyrocketed.

In the report, it explains how the
140 machines, vending tea, coffee,

snacks and cigarettes have had to be
bolted to the walls because they were
being rocked to make change and food
fall into the delivery trays. Cigarette
machines operating on half-crowns
have been found full of spurious coins
. . . pieces of metal alloy, machined
to the exact size and weight of the
legal tender.
As well as the abuse of vending

machines, telephone boxes have been
smashed, and only four out of 16 are
currently in operation. To add to these
uncalled for headaches, the internal
mail boxes in the building have been
filled with all kinds of rubbish includ-

ing candy wrappers, waste paper,
coffee cups and dregs from the cups.

This wanton destruction occurs not
only at night but also in the middle
of the day, when hundreds of people
are in the airport. The news-sheet
stated; “Some of the vandals may be
outsiders, but some must also be on
the B.O.A.C. staff.” Regardless of
who the perpetrators are, they should
be apprehended and made to pay a
stiff penalty as well as cost of dam-
ages to the machines.

mental legislation and attain real

stature before the business commu-
nity.
