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Notice To The Trade

The record buyer is in the dark. Al-

though he senses, through modest

coverage of the consumer press, that

an historic transition is taking place in

the record industry—the evolution of

an all-stereo album inventory—he is

for from being well-informed as to

what it means to him each time he en-

ters a record store. The result is not

that he is without a choice in selecting

the type of album he desires, but

whether or not the form it takes meets

with what he assumes are the de-

mands of his present phono system.

An encouraging attempt, however,

is underway to clear the air and lessen

the very real chance that today’s rec-

ord buyer may walk out of the store

not only more confused, but without

any record purchase at all; it is con-

sumer education to the fact that he

can make the purchase of a stereo

record even though he may not pos-

sess stereo equipment to play it. Re-

cording engineers have studied the

matter and conclude that mono phono-

graphs equipped with light tone-arms

—and that includes practically all

mono sets produced in recent years

—

can safely (and with fine results) re-

produce a stereo disk. This means that

the owner of a mono unit should feel

completely secure In the knowledge

that while he cannot at present enjoy

the dimensional effects of stereo re-

cordings, he can play a stereo disk

monaurally until such time that he de-

cides to buy a stereo phono.

To turn a “should feel completely

aware” to “Is completely aware” Is a

task that is now being initiated. The

Columbia and Elektra labels have

started the ball rolling by revealing a

number of consumer educational ap-

proaches designed to set the record

straight. Columbia itself has prepared

a comprehensive statement that, in

straight forward terms, assures the

record buyer, as well as the trade, that

a stereo disk is safe in the hands of a

mono phonograph. Portions of this as-

surance will appear in ads, browser

cards and perhaps, most dramatically,

on stereo packages themselves. Elektra

is earmarking its remarks for a promi-

nent position on album sleeves.

Needless to say, we are hopeful that

every manufacturer dealing In stereo

product will add further fuel to this

all-important educational program. For

our part. Cash Box is making a con-

sumer-oriented statement on the back

0 this week’s cover. We urge that this

statement be used by wholesalers and

retailers to Inform their customers

—

dealer and consumer alike—^that

mono phono owners need not fear the

purchase of a stereo disk. We advise

dealers to display the card. The theory

behind the recent price equalization

between mono and stereo product

was, for all intents and purposes, an

eventual all-stereo industry. Consumer

education is the key that can open the

all-stereo door.

EthnicMessage SetsAcross AtNewport
NEWPORT, R.I.—The 1967 Newport
Folk Festival got underway July 10th,
offering a varied program that placed
heavy emphasis on ethnic folk music,
as opposed to burdening itself with
the star system of the more commer-
cial folk artists and forms. No longer
dependent on building a financially
profitable series of concerts around
big name performers, the Newport
Folk Foundation saw fit to offer a
wide range of traditional performers,
going so far as to expand the fest
from four to seven days of additional
activity. The “names” were there
however, including such luminous per-
formers as Joan Baez, Judy Collins,
Peter Seeger, and Theodore Bikel.

Flower Theme

Perhaps the strongest recurrent
theme throughout the festival was
that of fiowers, the gentle, unobstru-
sive persuasive force that is, “Flower
Power.” Flowers seemed to be every-
where; stuck in guitars, banjos, and
lapels, worn as hair pieces, and scat-
tered throughout the audience. George
Wein, producer of the Newport Fes-
tivals, was seen more than once on
stage with a long stemmed carnation
in his hand and July 16th’s closing
concert was finalized by the perform-
ers’ tossing their flowers into the
audience.

Varied Performances

Performances throughout the series
of concerts and workshops included
programs on: folk dancing, story tell-

ing, topical songs, C&W, the Blues,
bawdy songs, Bluegrass, Gospel, in-

ternational songs, prison songs folk
theatre, and instructive workshops in
dulcimer, autoharp, banjo, fiddle, gui-
tar, and vocal styles. A highly popu-
lar addition to the system of work-
shops was an area devoted to folk
arts and crafts where the spectator
could see instruments made, stones
sculpted, wooden shovels carved, or
baskets woven.

There were booths set up in which
one might try out a new guitar or
banjo, offering a wide variety of
styles.

Future Of Newurk Musk Business:

A Mixture Of Hope & Pessimism
NEWARK—The record business of
Newark and surrounding areas voiced
a mixture of hope and pessimism as
the riot-torn area returned to a some-
what uneasy calm last week.

All business suffered, of course,
during the incidents of shootings and
lootings, and the record business was
no exception. But, a survey of seven
distributors in the Newark area, in-

dicated concern as to what the future
held for some of the key dealers,
some of whom lost entire record in-

ventories, as well as incurring severe
damage to their premises.
Some of the retail establishments

may pull through with insurance cov-
erage, while others were counting on
some sort of Federal loan to make a
go if it again. Most of the five or six
major retail outlets in Newark are
operated by whites, although some
over the counter sales are managed
by Negroes.

In Plainview, N.J., also struck by
rioting, there was little damage re-

ported from the city’s two leading
record stores, A. Brooks, Negro-own-
ed, and Gregory’s, operated by whites.
As for the seven distributors in and

around Newark, none reported dam-
age to inventory or premises, even
though most were not more than 4
or 5 blocks from the center of dis-

turbances. Distrib working hours
were erratic last week, owing to po-
lice suggestions that they close early.
By week’s end, however, there were
general indications that business was
“moving” despite little traffic and, as
one distrib put, “a lot of fear in every
body.”

Besides Dot, other labels in the
Paramount fold include Viva, Acta,
Steed and, most recently. Bob Crewe’s
DynoVoice Records.

All publishing activities, as well as
motion picture and television music.

will be under the direction of William
R. Stinson, who has been named
executive vice-president and general
manager of Paramount’s publishing
companies.

With the formation of the new
music division, Davis said that Para-
mount foresees an accelerated program
of expansion through the development
of new producers, artists and com-
posers, and greater concentration on
Broadway musical and film sound-
track recordings.

Capitol Victory Vs. Cartridge Piracy

Points Up Release Schedule Time Lag
HOLLYWOOD—Capitol Records has
received a favorable decision in what
is said to be the first piracy suit in-

volving tape cai’tridges on the west
coast.

Capitol had charged that Frank D.
Campoy, owner-operator of Record
City in San Jose, was “Pirating” Cap-
itol product through the unauthorized
transfer of Capitol’s recorded per-
formances onto tape. Capitol sought
an injunction and damages. The de-
fendant demurred to the Capitol com-
plaint, contending that the plaintiff

had no cause of action, and argued
that there was a legal distinction be-
tween so-called “Custom Duplicating”
and “Duplicating for Inventory.”
Judge Barnett of Santa Clara

Country Superior Court, in his memo-
randum and order (No. 191454), ruled
that the defendant was clearly in vio-
lation of Capitol’s rights, drawing no
distinction between “Custom Dupli-
cating” and Duplicating for Inven-
tory.”
The Court’s opinion, dated June 30,

also stated:

NEW YOEK—“Elektra Communi-
cates” is the theme advanced by the
label for its fall line-up of album
product, including the debut of a new
$3.50 classical line. Checkmate.
Checkmate is the product of a year

of research under the direction of
Elektra president Jac Holzman. Tech-
nically, Holzman considers the series

a major advancement in recorded
sound. Features along this line in-

clude the premiere use of the Dolby
Noise Reduction System, process of

disk masters from the original multi-
channel stereo master tapes and mas-
ters cut at half-speed. These ingredi-
ents, Holzman says, add up to records
that offer “superior sound.” They are
available in stereo only.

The line, debuting with six war-
horses cut in Europe (four sets are
for Aug. release, two for Sept.), also

features packaging with a thin gate-
fold approach. Despite the book-type
appearance, each Checkmate package
takes up space not greater than an
ordinary sleeve.

The Checkmate line, carrying the
slogan, “Records Worthy of a King’s
Ransom,” above the logo, and an ex-
planation of the recording techniques
below it, has been singled out for a
big ad campaign, Holzman said. A
double-page spread will carry the
Checkmate message in major con-
sumer publications.

Elektra also sports a $2.50 line of
classical disks, Nonesuch. This series
was introduced in 1964 and, Holzman
claims, remains the number 1 moder-
ately-priced classical label. Nonesuch
is essentially a re-issue label.

Elektra: Pop-Oriented
Holzman, who debuted the Check-

mate line last week at a series of dis-

trib sales meetings in New York, Chi-

cago and Los Angeles, said that the

pop sound has become the label’s

“major creative direction.” Currently
hot with material by the Doors and
Love, the label will be shortly intro-

ducing LP product by these two acts

plus such steady LP sellers as Judy
Collins, Tom Paxton, Theodore Bikel
and the Butterfield Blues Band.

Also introduced at the sales con-

fabs were two singles, “Clear Light”
by the Scene East, who feature dou-
ble-drumming, and Tim Buckley’s
“Goodbye & Hello.”

Sales Up 84% So Far

Sales at Elektra are up 84% for
the first half of 1967, Mel Posner,
sales manager, noted in outlining the
company’s merchandising plans. Aids
include a “Nonesuch Listening Booth”

be going-out to more than 100 college
radio stations. Other merchandising
assists include in-store displays, di-

William Sheck, Capitol Record
Club’s vice president of operations,
said, “The very latest in business
systems and computer technology will
be developed here to handle the grow-
ing volume of Capitol Record Club, to
better serve its over 1,000,000 mem-
bers, and to pioneer new methods of
marketing recorded entertainment to
those areas of the country not accesi-
ble to record stores.”
The Thousand Oaks location was

chosen, Sheck pointed out, because of
its ideal year-round climate, reason-
ably priced housing, and wholesome
family environment, as well as it’s

convenience to the Capitol executive
offices in Hollywood. “This location
will make it possible for us to recruit
the best computer technicians and
mail order managers from all over
the United States,” Sheck said.

May show a 55.4% jump in sales of

FM radios, and small gains in the

AM. phonograph and figures over
comparable sales for May of the pre-

ceding year, according to reports
from the Electronic Industries As-
sociation’s marketing services depart-
ment.

Sales for May showed FM radios
moved 264,657 units, bringing year-
to-date FM radio distributor sales up
to 1,352,598, an increase of 1.7 per
cent over 1966.
Home radio distributor sales regis-

tered 764,443 units in May, 4.8 per
cent higher than sales in the same
1966 period. Five-month figures for

1967, however, were 14.9 per cent be-

low comparable 1966 sales: 4,088,439
units this year vs 4,803,892 in 1966.

Auto radios, reflecting better auto
sales, sold more briskly at 698,675
units. While higher than the April
1967 total, this figure was still 5 per
cent below the May 1966 statistic.

A total of 3,540,133 auto radios were
sold in the first five months of this

year, 9.7 per cent below the compara-
ble 1966 figure.

Portable and table phonograph
sales were up 18.4% at 1,155,398 for

the first five months of ’67, while
May showed a slight decrease of 3.1%
at 141,797 compared to May 1966.

Though total phonograph sales

slacked 12% below the May figures

of last year, over all figures for the
five-month period were 1.2% higher
than last year’s.

NEW YORK—Mercury Records has
negotiated agreements with independ-
ent producers Sonny Casella, Major
Bill Smith and Otis Pollard, whereby
each of these producers will produce
a new act exclusively for Mercury.

Major Bill Smith
will supervise, in Fort Worth, Texas,
the production of a duo named Pick
and Bill. Otis Pollard will produce
chanter George Jackson.

This in last
week’s Calendar section of the L.A.
Times.
With swivel guns leveled at

“Creativity in a Pop Straightjacket,”
do-gooder Good recalls that he is “old
enough to remember the halcyon days
when rock ’n roll was a lot of fun
rather than an important art form.”

“Today, as we all know, Leonard
Bernstein approves, the Free Press
approves—the whole scene has be-
come desperately significant. It has
been ironed out into one vast, hairy
paisley-patterned uniformity. It is no
longer enough to play a wild guitar.
You have to think Zen, eat macro-
biotic and look hideous.”

“There are very few solo perform-
ers left . . . just groovy groups with
groovy names. For the most part in-
distinguishable visually and less so
aurally. These records sound groovy
when you’re high. . . .But what
doesn’t?”
“The last remaining outpost of

exciting, personal and unself-consci-
ous popular music is the rhythm and
blues field,” adds Good, concluding
with, “We await the awakening of the
vociferous nonconformists to their
conformity which is simply their
refuge from lack of ideas and tech-
nique.”
We have, of course, condensed

Good’s several hundred words of wis-
dom to a smattering of related para-
graphs on the music scene. But the
article touches upon the entire spect-
rum of art including the theater. It
is with this aspect of Good’s generali-
zations that we must take issue.
“How long is it since you saw an

Important New Play with a happy
ending?” asks Good. His answer. “It
can’t be done. . . how can you have
an ending if you haven’t got a story
to end?” With this Good simply re-
jects all serious writings.

r
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We can’t help but wonder whether
Good is rationalizing here—particu-
larly since he’s presently involved in

a musical version of “Othello” sched-
uled to open at the Ahmanson Theater
next spring. Is it possible that Good
is getting too seriously unserious
about his latest venture?
Harvey Kornspan, manager of the

Miller Blues Band, notes that a re-

cent press release from ESP an-
nounced the signing of the group to

a record contract was erroneous. The
band is presently negotiating with
several labels but, at this writing, the
SF contingent is unaffiliated.

THE PERCY SLEDGE WAY — Atlantic (SD)
8146

Percy Sledge shows his way of singing- a col-

lection of outstanding pop and R&B goodies. The
ditties include Sam Cooke’s “You Send Me,” Otis
Redding’s “I’ve Been Loving You Too Long (To
Stop Now),” Ray Charles’ “Drown In My Own
Tears,” and Johnny Ace’s “Pledging My Love.”
The LP could very well develop into a monster,
as Sledge sings in tender and touching style.

THE STAX/VOLT REVUE, VOL. 1 — Various
Artists—Stax (S) 721

Recorded live in London, this Stax/Volt set of
soul promises to deliver major sales returns for
the label. Among the swinging, I’ocking tracks
are Booker T. & the MG’s “Green Onions,” Eddie
Floyd’s “Knock On Wood,” Carla Thomas’
“B-A-B-Y,” and Sam & Dave’s “Hold On, I’m
Cornin’.” Exciting performance by all artists
should insure the disk’s success.

EVERYTHING BUT THE KITCHEN CINQ—
LHI (7) E 12000
The Kitchen Cinq delivers a healthy batch of

rock outings for the approbation of the listener.
The melodies include “You’ll Be Sorry Some Day,”
“Please Come Back To Me,” “Last Chance To
Turn Around,” and “Need All The Help I Can
Get.” The fivesome sing with eclat and drive, and
the album should create a good deal of excite-
ment.

MUSIC TO TURN YOU ON—Pete Fountain-
Coral CRL 57496/757496

Pete Fountain applies his lyrical clarinet to a
happy, romantic album of pop tunes, highlighted
by ditties from the movies. Included on the set
are the title song, “Music To Turn You On,”
“Thoroughly Modern Millie,” “Music To Watch
Girls By,” and “Bourbon Street Parade.” The
artist demonstrates why he is one of the fore-
most clarinetists in the business on the LP, and
the disk should enchant Fountain fans.

POP BEST BETS

FOR ONCE IN MY LIFE— Carmen McRae—
Atlantic (SD) 8143
Carmen McRae sings a selection of pop melo-

dies which her fans are bound to take to their
hearts. The tunes include the title offering, “For
Once In My Life,” “Until It’s Time For You To
Go,” “The Look Of Love,” and “It’s Not Going
That Way.” The artist’s tone is mellow and true,
and she gives meaningful interpretation to the
lyrics. A quality package indeed.

THE HAPPY SOUND OF THE SLEWFOOT
FIVE—Decca DL 4915/74915
The Slewfoot Five uncorks a bubbly brew of

fun-for-all melodies performed with a view to-
wards keeping the listener smiling. Among the
happy tunes are “Georgy Girl,” “Thoroughly Mod-
ern Millie,” “Strangers In The Night,” and “On
A Clear Day (You Can See Forever).” The music
is bright, bouncy, and perky, and the album
should provide many carefree hours of listening.

THE FIRST LOOK AT . . . FOREVER & EVER
—Jubilee JGM/S 8002
The first look at Forever & Ever, a folk-rock

duo, is edifying indeed. They have penned all the
tunes on this LP, and their material is poetic and
lyrical. The melodies include “Friday Woman,”
“Saints And Sinners,” “The Beautiful Night,”
and the charming “Early Morning Bath.” Forever
& Ever are a pair to be carefully watched.

HAPPENING ‘LIVE!’—Outsiders—Capitol T/ST
2745

All the excitement of a “live” performance is

captured on this swinging LP. The Outsiders de-
liver a stirring rendition of their hit, “Time Won’t
Let Me,” and a soft, silky version of “Michelle.”
Other top tracks are “Ain’t Too Proud to Beg”
and “Help Me Girl.” Tho disk figures to stir up
plenty of consumer reaction.

CANNED HEAT—Liberty LRP 3526/LST 7526
Canned Heat, a group of blues musicians, play

eleven tunes with ferocity and intensity, taking
traditional country-styled blues and adapting
them to the electric guitar and harmonica and to
ensemble rather than solo frameworks. The songs
include “Rollin’ And Tumblin’,” “Catfish Blues,”
and “Dust My Broom.” This one deserves the
close attention of blues aficianados.

HUGH MASEKELA’S LATEST—Uni 3010/73010
Hugh Masekela sings and plays the trumpet in

a selection of varied outings in a wide range of
African, jazz, and blues styles. The songs include
“Society’s Child (Baby I’ve Been Thinking),”
“Lily The Fox,” “I Just Wasn’t Meant For These
Times,” and “Here, There And Everywhere.” The
artist demonstrates great versatility on the LP,
which should create lots of listener enthusiasm.

THE SUPER HITS—Various Artists—Atlantic
Group (SD) 501
“The Super Hits” is the first in the new At-

lantic group series containing outstanding hits
originally issued on the Atlantic, Stax, and Dial
labels. Among the tunes are “Respect,” by
Aretha Franklin, “When A Man Loves A Wom-
an,” by Percy Sledge, and “In The Midnight
Hour,” by Wilson Pickett, plus nine others. 'The
package should fast become a collector’s delight.

TOROS (SUITE FOR TWO GUITARS)—Vicente
Gomez & Richard Podolor—Decca DL 4873/74873

Vicente Gomez, Spanish guitarist, presents a
musical picture of the brave bulls. He is accom-
panied by Richard Podolor on guitar and receives
an instrumental backing. Narrations by Tom
Dixon introduce the music. The haunting music
and poetic narration capture the essence and fla-
vor of the world of the flghting bulls. Listeners
interested in bullfighting as well as fine guitar
music should respond favorably to the LP.

THE DIRTY DOZEN—Music from the Original
Soundtrack—MGM E/SE 4445
Music from the original soundtrack of the film,

“The Dirty Dozen,” starring Lee Marvin. Frank
De Vol’s score is expertly tailored to a picture
filled with excitement and high adventure. His
music reflects the military moods and action of
the movie. The album should establish itself as
a favorite with movie music buff's.

PRIVILEGE— Original Soundtrack— Uni 3005/
73005
Soon to be released, “Privilege” is a movie that

could stir up a great deal of controversy, and lots
of interest in the soundtrack album featuring a
score by Mike Leander. The English flick stars
Paul Jones, former Manfred Mann man, who sings
“Free Me” and “I’ve Been A Bad, Bad Bov” which
will bow on a single soon.
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POP BEST BETS

SONG OF KAMA—Festival M/MS 6701

A dramatic re-creation of the Kama Sutra of

Vatsyayana, the Hindu rites of love. The album
was adapted from the book by Mohan M. Klon-
jee; the narration is by Shri Ben Hayeem. Back-
ground music is performed by master musicians
of India. With the new frankness towards sex,

the recording is likely to become popular.

ODETTA—Verve Forecast FT/FTS 3014
Displaying brilliant artistry, Odetta sings a set

of folk-oriented ditties calculated to appeal to a
broad spectrum of musical tastes. Included on the
disk are a lullabye version of “Strawberry Fields
Forever,” “Little Red Caboose,” “Hogan’s Alley,”
and “African Prayer.” The artist performs with
consummate style, and the LP is certain to score
big with her many followers.

•LEGEND OF THE BLUES’ Vol. 1 — Memphis
Slim—Jubilee JGM (S) 8003

This is the first of six projected albums record-
ing the “Legend Of The Blues.” Memphis Slim
(Peter Chatman) is an appropriate choice to lead
off the series. His blues efforts, such as “Little

Lonely Girl,” “Forty Years Or More,” “Lend Me
Your Love,” and “I Feel Like Ballin’ The Jack,”
are superb. The set should be of major importance
to blues fanciers.

BLUE LIGHTNIN’— Lightnin’ Hopkins— Jewel
LP 5000

Lightnin’ Hopkins sings the blues—low down
blues, happy blues, sad blues. The tunes include
“Found My Baby Crying,” “Back Door Friend,”
“Lonesome Dog Blues,” and “Move On Out,”
Parts one and two. The artist renders his mate-
rial with soul and feeling, and the album should
be particularly popular with listeners who dig
the genuine article in blues.

HERE IT IS! THE EXCITING PIANO AND

The Quartette Tres Bien consists of a piano

mine Eyes,” “The Shadow Of Your Smile,” and

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SWEET RAIN—Stan Getz—Verve V/V 6-8693
Tenor saxist Stan Getz performs five smooth,

glistening jazz sessions. The numbers include the
title track “Sweet Rain,” “Litha,” “0 Grande
Amor,” “Con Alma,” and “Windows.” Getz re-
ceives the stellar support of Ron Carter, bass;
Grady Tate, drums; and Chick Corea, piano. The
artist plays poetically on the LP, which should
get heavy sales action.

HAPPENINGS—Bobby Hutcherson—Blue Note
BLP 4231

Vibraharpist Bobby Hutcherson sets out on a
rhythmic excursion through a set of jazz sessions.
He plays vibes and marimba, and is supported by
Herbie Hancock, piano; Bob Cranshaw, bass; and
Joe Chambers, drums. Six of the seven tracks
were written by Hutcherson, among them are
“Aquarian Moon,” “Head Start,” and “When You
Are Near.” The LP shapes up as a big winner.

GRITS & GRAVY—Eric Kloss—Prestige 7486
Alto saxist Eric Kloss cooks with gas on an

LP of jazz sessions. Among the numbers are the
title track, “Grits And Gravy,” “Softly As In A
Morning Sunrise,” and “Milestones.” “A Day In
The Life Of A Fool,” by Luiz Bonfa, and Henry
Mancini’s “Slow Hot Wind” are pointed in the
direction of the record buying public, and tbe
work of Jaki Byard on piano is outstanding.

BALTIMORE— Frank Sinatra closed
his seven-city, eleven-concert limited
tour with an appearance at Baltimore’s
Civic Center (15), and the show was
sold out as completely as each of the
other dates which brought the series’

gross to $1,172,565.
Packing crowds in at each of the

auditoriums, there were 120,900 ticket
holders who showed up for the con-
certs w'hich played to a seating capa-
city of 120,900.

Ticket prices for the tour were scaled
from $12.50 to $4.50 on the insistence
of Sinatra, who thus afforded an op-
portunity to those who could not af-
ford tickets in the usual price range
of $7.50 to $12.50. Ironically, accord-
ing to the two firms handling the tour,
the highest priced seats were those
sold-out first.

This stint, Sinatra’s first concert
tour since the summer of ’65, was lim-
ited due to his crowded work schedule.
Nevertheless, due to demand, it was
extended from eight to eleven dates.
Apperaing on the bill with Sinatra

were Sergio Mendes and Brasil ’66

and comedian Pat Henry. Buddy Rich’s
Orchestra provided the backing, aug-
mented by a 12-piece string section.
The trip strated with matinee and

evening performances at Pittsburgh’s
Civic Arena on July 2; Cleveland’s
Public Auditorium (6); matinee and
evening shows at the Dade County
Fair Grounds, Madison, Wise. (8);
Detroit’s Cobo Hall (9); the Interna-
tional Amphitheatre in Chicago (10
& 11); two concerts in Philadelphia’s
Convention Center (13 & 14); and
the Civic Center in Baltimore.

Local arrangements for the tour
were handled by Franklyn Fried’s Tri-
angle Productions Inc. in Chicago, De-
troit, Cleveland and Madison. Feld
Brothers Super Attractions handled
matters in Philadelphia, Pittsburgh
and Baltimore.

Jazz Star John Coltrane
Dies Of Liver Ailment

NEW YORK—John Coltrane, tenor
saxophonist and a leader of the avant
garde jazz movement, died last Mon-
day (17) at Huntington Hospital, Long
Island, of a liver ailment.
The 40 year old musician is reported

to have complained of stomach pains
for several weeks, but had refused to

see a doctor until the Friday prior to

his death. He entered the hospital on
Sunday to undergo treatment for an
inflamed liver.

Born in Hamlet, N.C., Sept. 23,

1926, “Trane” developed a musical
background from his father who play-
ed several instruments as a hobby.
Coltrane gained experience in his high
school band and went into jazz along
the lines of his early hero Sidney Be-
chet.

By the late ’40’s, he had worked
with several of the leading new men
in the jazz field, including the Miles
Davis Quintet and Dizzy Gillespie.

About 5 years ago he began to ex-
periment with harmonic changes and
developed new techniques described by
Nat Hentoff as “sheets of sound.” He
also turned to religious and Oriental
influence for exploratory material.
Reaching the peak of acclaim in

1965, Coltrane was named “Jazzman
of the Year” by Down Beat magazine,
was selected for the publication’s hall
of fame; and took honors for Album
of the Year with his “A Love Su-
preme.”

Affiliated with Impulse Records since
1961, Coltrane is now represented on
17 LP’s and of these one is yet to be
released, “Expressions.” This last set
was cut in February, and the title was
chosen by him the Friday before his
death.

Coltrane had a home at Candlewood
Path, Dix Hills, Huntington, L.I. He
is survived by his widow Alice Mc-
Leod Coltrane, his mother and four
children: John Jr., Rabi, Michelle and
Oran.

FOCUS ON MZZ
MORT FEGA

John Coltrane is dead, and with his
passing another of the giants has
fallen. More than anyone else, Col-
trane was the spiritual leader of the
avant-garde movement in jazz, a
movement that has given voice to
many jazzmen, some more worthy
than others, but none with greater
credentials than Trane’s. He had
played it all, and his explorations
into the ultimate jazz sound were the
product of having played with big
bands, small groups, rhythm and
blues bands, you name it, Coltrane
played it Today, if you had to name
one saxophone player who has exer-
cised the greatest influence on young
jazz musicians that player v.'ould be
John Coltrane.

Search For New Expression
The tragedy of his passing is

heightened by the fact that he was
only forty years old. Who is to say
what manner of music we might still

have heard from him? His was the
constant search for new expression,
and his propensity for the extended
form lends credence to the belief that
his sense of exploration was virtually
inexhaustible. Seldom, if ever, has
the world of jazz known anyone who
played with such intensity. And yet
his manner was, for the most part,
the antithesis of his music. When not
playing, he was calm, soft-spoken,
succinct, but always the leader. His
sidemen idolized him, responding, al-

most mysteriously, to his every in-

clination. It was this type of relation-
ship that produced the sophisticated
dialog that the Coltrane groups en-
joyed. Without it, such a high level of
communication could never have been
achieved.

His Associations

Prior to his debut as a leader in
1960, Trane’s best known sti’^ts were
as a featured sideman with Thelonius
Monk and with Miles Davis. It should
be mentioned that Coltrane worked
with Dizzy Gillespie in his big band
from 1949 to 1951 Somehow, this fact
has been overlooked in most of what
has been written about Coltrane’s
ascent to stardom. He did two stints
with Miles Davis, 1955-7 and 1958-60,
and between these a brief, but mean-
ingful, stay with Thelonius Monk in
the Summer and Fall of 1957. It’s

interesting to observe that in both
instances, Davis and Monk, Trane’s
playing was in direct contrast to the
styles of the leaders. Both Miles Davis
and Thelonius Monk are known for
their lean, economical styles and Col-
trane’s whirlwind attack presented an
exciting contrast, a tremendous sense

of dynamics. Those who chronicle

jazz would agree that the groups that

included the presence of Coltrane
were the most exciting ever fronted

by either Miles Davis or Thelonius x
Monk. In the light of the many fine

players who have worked with both ^
Monk and Davis, this is a great ac-

colade.

t

Pioneer of Soprano Sax
Since 1961 when he debuted as a

leader of his own group, John Col-
trane has been in the vanguard of

:

the new jazz movement. Completely
uncompromising, he continued to

search, probe, explore, always with
the idea of extracting just a little

more from his instrument. It was he
who, almost single-handedly, brought
back to popularity the use of the
soprano saxophone. This he accom-
plished with a fourteen minute quartet •

recording of “My Favorite Things.”
With the advent of that Atlantic al-

bum, many of Trane’s colleagues be-
gan playing the soprano sax, either
again or anew.

In speaking to Bob Thiele, who su-
pervised John Coltrane’s recordings
for Impulse Records, I learned that no
one in Thiele’s vast experience in the
recording industry displayed as much
precision and care as did Coltrane.
According to Thiele, Trane was com-
pletely fastidious about every facet
of his recordings, from the package
to the music. In 1964 Coltrane did an
album with Duke Ellington on Im-
pulse; aside from being an extraordi-
nary musical effort, it had another
effect on Coltrane. Up to that time
John had been one who believed in
many takes on a song, the better that
he might achieve the ultimate. By
contrast, Duke is what we might call

a “one take man,” believing that the
spontaneity of the first take is of
paramount importance. Thiele notes
that since that 1964 date with Elling-
ton, Coltrane’s attitude changed and
that he was more inclined to accept
the initial take on a tune, suffering
the loss of perfection for the excite-
ment of spontaneity. From his exneri-
ence with John Coltrane, Duke Elling-
ton described him as “beyond cate-
gory.”

Just four days prior to his death,
John Coltrane was in the Impulse
studios editing some tapes that had
been recorded in February of this
year and which are scheduled for re-
lease shortly. The album, when re-
leased will be called “Exnression,”
and was named, as were all his al-
bums, by Coltrane.

In summation, I would quote some-
thing that Bob Thiele said to me less
than an hour ago, on the day after
the announcement of John Coltrane’s
death. Thiele said, “I’m grateful to
John for his having been, in a sense,
a bridge for me from the jazz with
which I grew up to the jazz that’s
happening now He was a singular
human being, just as his music was
so unique.”

Mason Records Revives
Crosby-Like Crooning
NEW YORK—In a business where
new musical trends crop up with each
new season, and gimmickery is con-
sidered standard operating procedure,
it is somewhat rare to see the debut
of a new label aimed at propagating
a near-extinct form of music—the
sound of the 30s. The label is Mason
Records and the owner (and sole art-
ist at this point) is Steve Mason, a
former singing waiter whose “bag”
is crooning the pop ballads from an
era that saw Bing Crosby and Russ
Columbo holding down popularity po-
sitions much akin to those currently
held by the Beatles and the Rolling
Stones. Not only does Mason feature
a bill of fare composed strictly of
classic pop numbers, but he delivers
them in the style that once caused
flappers to flap and bobby soxers to

bob. His vocal efforts aimed almost
entirely at the 35-year-old plus audi-
ence, the erstwhile teeny-boppers who
were bopping before bop became an
“in” art form.
At this point. Mason Records has

a catalog of two albums and eight
singles, with distribution limited to
the New York area. The label is as
close to a one-man operation as can
be found in the business, with Mason
constantly changing uniform as he
becomes label president, promo man,
salesman, arranger and artist almost
simultaneously. To date Mason’s drive
to revive the past is an uphill battle,
a one-man crusade which he hopes
will spread beyond the confines of the
five boroughs here. Word-of-mouth
was the basis of his publicity until
he began making frequent appear-
ances on the New York-based Joe
Franklin TVer, “Memory Lane.”
As interest begins to grow in the

label. Mason, who operates out of
2716 Decatur Ave. in the Bronx, is

sending out feelers to such areas as
Chicago, San Francisco and Los An-
geles for distribution and handling
of the label, with hopes of reaching
a good portion of that limited, but
certain audience that remembers “I
Surrender, Dear.”

Tribute To Guthrie

The “New York, New York” con-

cert, held July 14th, was ended by
the singing of “This Land Is Your
Land” (by the entire company and
audience) as a tribute to Woody
Guthrie on his 55th birthday. It was
a fitting tribute for this man, who is

at the same time a folk legend and a

symbol of social justice. Though
written about America, the song
seems to say “This World Is Your
World” rather than propounding na-'

tionalistic sentiments. Never com-
mercialized, (primarily due to the
efforts of TRO’s Howie Richmond)
“This Land Is Your Land” is perhaps
the strongest pillar on which the
Guthrie Children’s Fund is based.

Highlights

Elektra’s Judy Collins appeared off

and on throughout the festival, act-

ing as both emcee and peifformer. She
offered many different songs, a great
many of which came off her latest

“In My Life” LP. She introduced an
English trio known as the Young Tra-
dition, that had backed her up on the
album. They sang a cappella, running
through a generous helping of sea
chantys and a song from northern
England (approximately 1500-yrs-old)
called, “The Light Dirge For The
Dead.”
The Bread and Puppet Theatre,

appearing at Newport for the first

time, caused quite a stir with its

sometimes-ghoulish puppet faces and
incisive look at the state of present
day society. The main characters were
Eve and Chicken Little, with sup-
porting roles played by Mother Earth,
Father Time, Mr. Ratner, a very large
dragon, and the people of the World.
A sterling example of the directions
that the folk process can take, the
Bread and Puppet Theatre deserves
to be ranked among America’s top
folk acts.

Country music was represented at
Newport by: Dave Dudley & the
Road Runners; Merle Travis; Bill

Munroe & the Blue Grass Boys;
Grandpa Jones; Maybelle Carter; and
Sarah Carter. The show seemed to
belong to Maybelle and Sarah Carter,
who hadn’t sung together publicly
(although they have a joint LP out
together) in 40-yrs. They romped
through a selection of old Carter
Family tunes including their famed
“Wildwood Flower.” At the close of
their segment of the program, both
Sarah and Maybelle were presented
flowers in appreciation of their con-'

tribution to the American folk legacy.
The presentation was made by Judy
Collins, Mike Seeger, and Pete Seeger
on behalf of the Newport Folk Foun-
dation.
The Chambers Brothers (Columbia)

offered hard driving Blues and even
went into the psychedelic bag for a
while. More traditional Blues offer-
ings were served up by Muddy
Waters, Sippie Wallace, Robert Pete
Williams, and J. B. Smith. Sister
Rosetta T'harpe and her mother, Katy
Bell Nubin, delivered a series of heart
felt gospel renditions as did the
Staple Singers.
Vanguard’s Jim Kweskin Jug Band,

featuring a particularly good jazz
fiddler, upheld the jug band tradition
while funky Chicago-style Blues was
served by the Siegal-Schwall Blues
Band, in spite of the latter group’s
having had a lot of trouble with their
electrical equipment. High point of
the Kweskin appearance was the per-
formance of Lieber-Stroller’s “I Am
A Woman W-O-M-A-N.”

Buffy Ste. Marie struck another
blow for the equality of the American
Indian by singing, “My Country Tis
Of Thy People You’re Dying.” Also
included in her repetoire were “Little
Wheel Spin And Spin” and her now
well known brotherhood theme. Pete
Seeger sang “Knee Deep In The Big
J luddy” as a more than apt comment
on our current political situation.

Delightful Trio

Joan Baez invited her sister, Mimi
Farina, and Judy Collins to join her-

on stage for a few trio numbers. If

not the musical apex of this year’s

Folk Festival, it was certainly the
emotional high spot. After being
called back for several encores, they
finished with “We Shall Overcome,”
which led into a spirited group /audi-

ence finale.

Young Songwriters

Arlo Guthrie of course headed the
list of young songwriters at the fest.

Leonard Cohen, who wrote “Suzanne,”
sang a smattering of his better loved
songs. Lovely Joanie Mitchell made
her first big public appearance as a
performer and did very well. She is

best known for having written “Circle

Game” and “Urge For Going.” Gordon
Lightfoot (UA) sang his “Early
Morning Rain” to a delighted audi-

ence. And the Incredible String Band
offered several sets of their own ma-
terial.

Old Time Music

Several forms of old time music
were more than adequately repre-
sented by the New Lost City Ram-
blers, the Galax String Band (from
Galax, Va.), Sarah and Maybelle Car-
ter, Raymond Melton, Jimmy Drift-'

wood, Jean Ritchie, Kyle Creed, Bill

Keith, and Russell Fluharty (who is

keeping the hammer dulcimer tradi-

tion alive in the mountains of West
Virginia). In seeing the old time acts,

we were reminded of what John Co-
hen said when speaking of the cur-

rent preponderance of folk music.
. . . . “there’s plenty right now, but
when it’s gone this time, it’s gone
for good.”

Wexler Adds Monterey Gift

To Negro College Fund

NEW YORK—In a letter mailed last

week to Lou Adler, Atlantic execu-
tive veep Jerry Wexler requested that
“serious consideration’ be given to

contributing “a significant allocation”

of the recent Monterey Pop Festival’s

proceeds to the United Negro College
Fund’s Music Division.

Offering congratulations on the suc-

cess of the festival, Wexler noted the
response of the predominantly white
audience to acts featuring Otis Red-
ding and Booker T. & the MG’s. In
donating to the Negro College Fund,
he said, it furthers the “potential of

some deserving Negro youngster to

become tomorrow’s Otis Redding or
Leontyne Price.”
Among others cited in the note as

being “deeply committed” were John
Phillips and Andrew Oldham.

Carolyn Hester Signs With

Farrell’s Coral Rock Prod.

NEW YORK—Folk singer Carolyn
Hester has signed a three year deal

for record production with Wes Far-
rell’s Coral Rock Productions. The
deal does not preclude any label nego-
tiations. Miss Hester is free of her
record contract with Columbia and is

now waxing an LP for Coral Rock.
Farrell plans to spend the remainder
of the summer working with her on
the album. Miss Hester will go on tour
in England for the month of Sep-
tember.

contractual stipulations with their

duplicators calling for the release of

cartridge product not less than 45
days following the release of an LP.
It’s understood that one label esti-

mates the loss of 50,000 cartridges on
its smash album. Once a strong LP is

released, it can be used by pirates for
the manufacture of cartridges and
sold to retailers as “custom” pur-
chases. This goes for both 4 and 8
track tapes.

ANDY WILLIAMS
ERROLL GARNER

HOLLYWOOD—It was a capacity
house at the Greek Theatre for open-
ing- night exercises involving Mister I

Andy Williams, who sings, and Mister
Erroll Garner, who plays piano. Ex-
cept for two empty seats behind the
Cash Box vantage point. Whether de-
layed by dinner, summer colds or total
surrender to an impossible parking
situation, the ticket-holders missed an
evening that contained few surprises,
but ions of enjoyment.
A living, breathing, life-sized edi-

tion of Williams’ now-defunct weekly
television adventure, it featured the
easy-going, engaging vocalist at his
best for the hometown crowd and

—

as the Columbia sales statistics echo—his best is very good, indeed.
Including medleys, a free-form

playalong with Erroll and a couple
encores, Andy poured out more than
20 numbers after “Moon River’’ sig-
naled his arrival. Most of the hits
were there—“Born Free,’’ title tune
from the latest Williams album to
earn a gold coat, “Dear Heart,’’ “Days
of Wine And Roses,’’ ad infinitum

—

and the crowd greeted each familiar
number warmly, as if there paying
homage to “A Man And His Micro-
phone.’’

Whatever the beat, Andy was with
it, in fiine voice that the outdoor arena
and its chilling temperature failed to
flail. With items such as “Danny
Boy,’’ for example, he held the notes
as if they returned better than 5.0%
interest.

And, a 40-piece orchestra under

Eddie Karam’s deft direction lent
lushness to arrangements that showed
off the Williams throat, as well as a
stereo sound system in perfect bal-
ance.

Erroll made his first appearance
after a 15-minute opening set by the
headliner, launching into a rendition
of “Autumn Leaves’’ that demon-
strated his rare ability to make music
without ever touching the keyboard.
It’s the kind of touch safecrackers
pray for, and it produces a cache of
kicks. (Lucky MGM Records!)

His 30-minute turn took its toll of
“Misty,’’ “That’s All,” “Gypsy In My
Soul” and a couple other finger exer-
cises, with firm center-stage support
from A1 McKibbon on bass. Bill

Douglass on drums and Jose Mangual
on bongos.

Erroll returned with his patent-
leather hair and patented grunts after
intermission to poke through some
fun-and-games things with Andy.
They obviously enjoyed this sharing-
pairing and it was contagious.

In fact, it was pretty much at this
point that the evening picked up pace
and perked along to conclusion, some
214 hours (including intermission) in

coming. Some of the over-length can
be attributed to Andy’s predilection
for between-tunes jokes and anec-
dotes.

It produced laughs, in addition to
fidgets from a few, but could have
been sacrificed in the interests of time

and those who prefer lyrics to punch-

lines.

SEEDS
NEW YORK—Solid rock, spiced with
far-out harmonies and electronic
sound effects, made up the first, the
second and the third course in the rous-
ing bill of fare offered by the Seeds
on Friday night, June 14, at the
newly-opened Electric Circus in the
East Village. Both the Seeds and the
Circus are worth seeing. Put them to-
gether and they are a must for any-
one who is interested in what is hap-
pening on the current pop music
scene.
True to the publicity that preceded

its opening, the Electric Circus proved
to be an exciting experience. The
main room of the nightery, where the
performers appear and the customers
may dance, is shaped like a circus
tent. Projected upon the walls of the
“tent” is a continuous light show,
which features alternating op art pat-

terns, pulsating pictures of what look

like (and may be intended to be)
microorganisms, and even short films.

From time to time acrobats, dancers,
jugglers and other circus performers
appear as if from nowhere, do their
acts, and then vanish.

In such an atmosphere, a group like

the Seeds is at its best. Wild and
sometimes even exotic, their music
jelled perfectly with the mood of the
circus. The group lent its inventive
stylings to a wide variety of rock
songs, but to this reviewer, the high-
light of their show was a mind-blow-
ing, “psycbedelic” instrumental which
lasted for 20 minutes and built to an
overwhelming climax.

Provided they can duplicate on
disks the sounds we heard Friday
night, the Seeds, who appear on the
GNP Crescendo label, should have a

long and lucrative recording career

ahead of them.

HENRY MANCINI
DOODLETOWN PIPERS

HOLLYWOOD—Holmby Hills’ har-
monist Henry Mancini did it by the
numbers—the 1st “pop” show of the
12th consecutive season at the Greek
Theatre, his 4th appearance here. And
he brought along 60 strong to en-
chant followers of what he appropri-
ately labeled (in his opening remarks)
“good pop music, well performed, well
sung.”
Those numbers were varied and

totally musical, offered by his 40
piece orchestra and the Doodletown
Pipers, that 20 mule terpsichorean
team of immaculate young songsters
spawned by Ward Ellis and George
Wilkins. The group, currently starring
on TV each Sunday eve (“Our Place”)
all but danced away with the Nancy
Wilson Show at the amphitheater last

year. And their reappearance (closing
the 1st half and at the conclusion to

sing along with Mancini’s marvel-
ously disciplined disciples) was at
least equal to last season’s untragic
Greek debut. Their repertoire included
“Only In The Movies,” satirizing such
film stereotypes as westerns and
“West Side Story,’’with standout solos

by Bill Lively (“Danny Boy”), Holly
Mershon and Jill McDonald
(“Stomped On My Heart”) and Joy
Jolley (“It Might As Well Be
Spring”), and a “message” medley,
“For What It’s Worth” interweaved
with “What The World Needs Now
Is Love.”

Mancini’s opener—“Conquest” from
“Captain From Castile” (featuring
trumpeter Pete Candoli) was followed
by an inspired version of “House Of
The Rising Sun,” a neo-symphonic
first chorus which gets down to brass
attacks with Plas Johnson joining for

a mood sax solo. Second half high-
lights—Mancini’s “The Monkey Farm”
compo (from the forthcoming “Peter
Gunn” flick), a tribute (according to
Mancini) “to the hippie generation,”
the “Baby Elephant Walk” (syncho-
nized to a film clip from “Hatari”)
and an extended “Portrait Of The
Beatles,” six of Lennon-McCartney’s
more melodic titles.

Closer, with the Pipers piping, were
three of the most famous Mancini-
Mercer standards—“Days Of Wine
And Roses,” “Charade,” and “Moon
River.” Also a good deal of Hank-
foolery offered by the urbane com-
poser—a tearful shrug while intro-
ducing “The Sweetheart Tree” as “my
most recent academy award loser,”
and a beautifully executed bit, an-
nouncing the arrival of a baby boy
at drummer Jack Sperling’s house.
“Will the proud father please take
a bow?” says Mancini and most of
the 40 piece orchestra rises to the
occasion.

Mancini’s innumerable credits in-
clude 2 Oscars, scores to 19 films in
the past seven years and 17 Gram-
mies, a record total for the record
industry academy. In his last appear-
ance at the Greek, Mancini mentioned
that he was planning to send his
three children through college on tha
royalties of “Moon River.” We’d guesi
that half the teens of Tarzana couhj
matriculate to that one. Next “pop”
concert appearance for Mancini—tha
Chicago Opera House (with tha
Righteous Bros.) July 25th thru tht

30th. The Doodletown Pipers just

opened at the Sahara-Tahoe with

Nancy Wilson.

New Ampex Process
NEW YORK—Six labels are taking
advantage of a newly developed Am-
pex process for reducing background
noise during tape playback in record-
ing fifteen new classical albums for
near future release.
The new process, called EX-j-, is

said to permit up to 100% increase in

the volume of sound recorded on the
master tape over standard recording
techniques. This greater volume
passed on the tape duplicates reduces
extraneous noise as much as 50%,
vastly improving the signal-to-noise
ratio.

Donald V. Hall, general manager of
Ampex Stereo Tapes, said that music
recorded with the EX-j- process can
be played back at a substantially
lower volume that greatly reduces the
noise level.

Initial albums recorded with the
new EX-|- process include tapes for
London, Archive, DGG, Philips, Mer-
cury and Vanguard.
The releases are duplicated on a

high quality polyester based Ampex
ferro-sheen tape featuring a special
coating designed to prolong head life

and reduce oxide buildup on tape re-
cording and playback units. Single
album classics will sell for $7.95.

DGG’s tapings of Bruckner’s 6th and
7th Symphonies, Beethoven’s “Com-

by Bach; London tapes contain seven
Dvorak symphonies, nos. 1, 2, 3&8,
4&5 and 9 with several shorter works;
Mercury’s “Baroque Music For Two
Guitars;” Handel’s “Messiah” on
Philips; and Vanguard’s “L’Histoire
Du Soldat” by Stravinsky and Mah-
ler’s “Des Knaben Wunderhorn.”

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We have noticed a growing trend in

the country recording world toward
the competitive cover record—a situa-

tion generally considered highly un-

usual in this area. For many years

cover records were shunned or shied

away from, except in cases where the

original version of a song had already

had its run, but in the last couple of

years actual competing covers have
gained more and more favor with pro-

ducers.
In some quarters the cover record

is still frowned upon as the byproduct

of unprincipled or even unscrupulous
individuals. Many musicians, artists

and label execs are of the opinion that

the market is barely large enough to

support one version of a given record,

much less two or more competing
renditions. And to some degree, this

line of thought has its merits. As one

country producer put it, “One of the

reasons why the Country Music busi-

ness is superior to other areas is be-

cause of the courtesy and friendliness

of the people who are supposed to be

rivals. Take away that friendliness and
that courtesy and substitute back-

stabbing and skulduggery and you
have nothing more than the other

areas of the business with a twang
thrown in.”

But let’s look at the other side of

the coin. Let’s take an in-depth view
of the word “competition” and what it

means to all concerned. Naturally, all

of us would much prefer to have a

lock on all the little things for which
we strive, be it the “smash of the

eons” or the antique lamp going on
the auction block. But, at the same
time, how many of us have seen a job

done or heard a record with the reac-

tion that “I could do it much better?”
This type of thinking has been the

basis of American industry for over

200 years, and has proven to be quite

successful over the long haul. Com-
petition spurs the manufacturer to

new heights in order to create a bet-

ter product in order to keep in the

race. The slogan “We have to try

harder because we’re only No. 2”

wraps up the whole scene in a nut-

shell. Without competition, product
tends toward becoming stagnant and
new horizons may go forever undis-
covered; with competition, creativity

is forced to blossom, and product is

continually improving, much to the
delight and benefit of the consumer.
Of course, competition must at all

times be conducted tastefully, wheth-

to play an all important part in the pop field in Germany. The two hit pa-
rades list 15 songs, of which 8 are of German origin and 7 are foreign
smashes. The juke boxes still seem to favor the German platter, while the
fantastic number of discotheques around Germany are pushing the U.S -

English brand of music. Radio play seems to be fairly well divided, with the
German hit still getting the edge on play. But the many foreign stations push-
ing out platters day and night cut the edge down to a draw.
England is still King of the road at present with Sandie Shaw, Dave Dee,

Dozy, Mick & Tich, Whistling Jack Smith, Manfred Mann, Cliff Richard, The
Who and The Tremeloes all holding down top 10 slots, but the “Soul” sound is

finally beginning to catch on and it shouldn’t be long before names like Wilson
Pickett, Aretha Franklin, Otis Redding will be gi’acing the top 10 lists.

Two of the top 10 records are done in English by local artists. Andy Fisher,
who already has his 3rd hit in a row, and Eve are not getting international
action, but their English language hits are smashes here.
The pop world is very divided here. The German hits are typical German

records with no ti-ace of the modern sounds of their English counterparts. The
record buyers seem to prefer to buy the original when buying “beat” or “soul”
sounds and will not shell out their money for German copies. The cover rec-
ords in German of top hits sell fairly well, often reaching the 20,000 mark,
but seldem do as well as the original goodie. The two top selling artists for
this % year seem to be Roy Black for the German language and “Dave Dee,
Dozy, Beaky, Mick & Tich for the English language. Both artists have had
several hits in a row in the coveted top 10.

Larry Yaskiel’s promotion firm “Stigwood-Yaskiel” is busy pushing the new
releases by The Easybeats (“Heaven & Hell”), The Bee-Gees (“To Love Some-
body”), Sam The Sham (“Black Sheep”), Janis Ian (“Society’s Child”) and
several others.
Jean Claude Pascal has signed a long term pact with Polydor. He was for-

merly with Electrola here. The French artist has had many hits here in the
past.

Ariola is giving an international plug to the new “Tops For Dancing” LP
with Joe Ment’s “happy sound.” The LP covers the top hits and has 28 tunes
in non-stop playing order. Due to the success of German instrumentalists
Bert Kaempfert, Horst Jankowsky and James Last, the LP is getting a big
push.

Rudi Petry, new head of Edition Accord was in town pushing “C’mon Mari-
anne” by The Four Seasons, “Can’t Take My Eyes Off You” by Frankie Valli,

“The Boat That I Row” by Lulu, “For Your Love” by Peaches and Herb,
“Ensemble,” by Adamo and “Notre Roman” also by Adamo.

“Silence Is Golden,” by The Tremeloes, is also getting top plugs by the
pubbery.

Holger Voss from Peer Music tells us that the big push items for the pub-
lishing house right now are “Little Bit O’ Soul” by 'The Music Explosion and
“Finchley Central” by The New Vaudeville Band.

The young firm Deutsche Vogue is crowing about their great success in the
hit lists. According to the trade paper “Der Musikmarkt,” the firm has lead
the list of firms with the most hits in the top 40 for 6 of the last 8 months
and were in second place behind Electrola in January and second place behind
Teldec in May (to account for the other two months). Fine results for a young
“minor” label!

That’s it for this week in Germany.

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Pollowing the Cash Box leader of a few weeks back concerning the ‘second

front’ invasion of the American charts by British artists, it is interesting to

note that, vice-versa the British charts reflect a similar resurgence of stateside

talent on this side of the Atlantic. That the British Top Twenty of today is

shared almost equally by English & American artists while the American pal-

ate still hungers for the best Britain has to offer, confirms the healthy balance
of musical taste which has developed between our two countries. A year ago
Britain had a weekly average of 17 - 20 entries in the American Top 100. Today
the level is around 12 - 17. On the other hand, the average number of Arnerican
entries in the British charts is slightly higher than a year ago. It is also

interesting to note that except for newcomers like the Procul Hamm and
Engelbert Humperdinck, British artists claiming a place on the U.S. charts
today were already there a year ago. But Americans enjoying chart success in

Britain today are almost all newcomers who emerged during the past year.

What the position will be a year from now is anyone’s guess. Competition is

healthy, and with more and more American companies setting up European
offices, the fight to find new faces and sounds is under way. This will certainly

further (in the words of the leader) “the inventive interplay between the Eng-
lish and American pop market.’’

The first L.P. to be released by Liberty since going it alone in Britain is

“It Must Be Him’’ by Vicki Carr. The set is tagged after Vicki’s hit single,

which is still riding high on the British charts. Liberty is also heading for its

second Top Twenty hit with the Johnny Mann single “Up Up And Away”
issued on June 16th and published by Carlin Music. This will be the Johnny
Mann Singers’ first British hit and a chart double for Liberty.

Jimmy Nicols and Eddie Quinn left town to go to the United States, where
they will promote the new album and single they made at the RCA studios.

New Capitol releases are “La Chica Y La Luna” and “Besa Mas Suave,” by
Lalo Duarte, “Hablame” and “Contigo Aprendi” by Lucho Gatica, (who re-
cently left town for Europe to fulfill several contracts he has there) and an
EP by European chanter Adamo, who sings in Spanish such songs as “Tu
Nombre,” “Era Una Linda Flor,” “Un Mechon De Tus Cabellos” and “Quiero.”
Capitol told us that they just signed French singer Jacqueline Fellay to do a
live LP of her night club show.

Musart records released a marvelous EP by Spanish singer Gloria Lasso,
who has been living for a long time in Mexico. On the EP Gloria sings “Ciao
Amore, Ciao,” “Los De Varsovia,” “Esta Es Mi Cancion” and “Vivo.”

RCA cut a new single by the popular composer Armando Manzanero. The
single features two new songs by Manzanero, “Esta Tarde Vi Llover” and
“Contigo Aprendi.”

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Before starting with the usual weekly news let us glance at this week’s
charts. Once again after eight strong years on the record market, Adriano
Celentano (Clan) and Mina (RI.FI) are the prime protagonists on our record

scene. Adriano is listed again at the top of the charts with his new song,

“La Coppia Piu’ Bella Del Mondo.” According to Clan, the disk has now sold

more than 400,000 copies.
Mina has re-entered the chart this week with her wonderful Italian ver-

sion of the Brasilian hit, “La Banda,” issued under the RI.FI label. As we
reported earlier, Mina introduced this hit via the weekly TV show “Saturday
Night.” The sales of her disk are constantly increasing, and it is probable
that within a few weeks it will reach the top position on the chart. Celentano’s

hit, “La Coppia Piu’ Bella Del Mondo,” is published by the Clan pubbery,
which recently became a member of the Leonard! Publishing Group. “La
Banda,” Mina’s hit, is sub-published by the RI.FI-associated pubbery. La
Cicogna, a member of the Alberto Carisch publishing group. Original pub-
lisher of “La Banda” is Fermata.

Let us also examine the chart success obtained by the recordings pre-
sented at the recent “A Disk for the Summer” contest. “Summer Disk” is

the most important summer contest organized here. It is the only contest
whose results can be considered similar to those of the San Remo Festival.

Three weeks after the conclusion of “A Disk for the Summer,” nine num-
bers among the 15 listed on our chart were introduced via this contest. This
is a confirmation of the strong promotional power of the contest. Since all

the numbers in the contest have original Italian copyrights, the event is a
strong help to our domestic industry.
The nine “Summer Disk” songs listed on the chart are: “La Mia Serenata,”

by Jimmy Fontana (RCA) (n. 3) (which was listed at the top of the hit parade
two weeks ago); “La Rosa Nera” by Gigliola Cinquetti (CGD) (n. 5); “Nel
Sole” by A1 Bano (EMI Italiana) (n. 7); “Ricordo Quando Ero Bambino,” by
The Rokes (RCA) (n. 10); “Se Stasera Sono Qui” by Wilma Goich (Ricordi)
(n. 11); “Era La Donna Mia” by Robertino (Cemed Carosello) (n. 13);
“Corriamo” by Isabella lannetti (Durium) (n. 14); “Uno Tranquillo” by
Riccardo Del Turco (CGD) (n. 15); and “Non Mi Dire Mai Good Bye,” by
Tony Renis (RCA) which has just entered the charts.
Among the new releases presented recently on the Italian market, we

have to give special attention to a very interesting release from CDI Com-
pagnia Discografica Italiana.

CDI has just put on the market a package called “Russian Musical Anthol-
ogy.” The package includes ten albums, which bring together some of the
best Russian classical music and some of the most famous Russian artists.

A special promotional and sales campaign has been planned by CDI for
this handsomely-packaged special release.

Ariston Records has informed Cash Box that Claude Pascal of Edition
Tutti will take care of the French production of their top artist, Ornella
Vanoni. Ornella’s 1st French disk will soon be presented on the market in
France. It will be released under the A/Z label, and distributed by Vogue.
Dante Panzuti, owner of the Cielo Video publishing group, has announced

that his firm is sub-publishing in Italy four of the top hits by Atlantic’s the
Young Rascals, namely, “Groovin’,” “Sueno,” “I’ve Been Lonely Too Long”
and “If You Knew.”

RI.FI has scheduled the release of the Italian versions of the first two
songs with the Italian titles “Scava” and “Un Vestito Rosso Fuoco Nella
Mente” respectively. This will mark the Rascal’s debut on the Italian market
and in the Italian language. A strong promotional campaign for the Rascals
is planned for next season.

'The New Vaudeville Band is presently touring Italy. After the great suc-
cess of “Winchester Cathedral,” introduced on the Italian market by Phono-
gram, the band has presented another disk here. Title is “Peek a Boo,” pub-
lished by Southern.

Ricordi has released an Italian version of the song by their top artist,

Bobby Solo.

Getting back to The New Vaudeville Band, Phonogram has released their
“Finchley Central” single here, which is also published by Southern.

Southern has informed Cash Box that 22 recordings of “Winchester Cathe-
dral” have been released in Italy up to now, 12 of them originally grooved
in our country.

Dischi Parade of Rome is strongly working to introduce their talents on
the record scene. They have just released the first single by Roberto Fia, a
young discovery who made his public debut on two TV shows in Lugano
and Pesaro.
Nico Fidenco, Don Powell and Janet Smith, all of Dischi Parade, will

appear next week in Salerno at the “First International Festival of the Folk
Music.” The Festival will be televised.

Bentler Records is strongly promoting the Rogers, who were formerly
with Kansas Records. The group took part in the Cantagiro, and in the
Pesaro TV show. The Rogers will also appear in the Oscar Del Successo
show, planned for the end of August.
Another Italian group The Patrick Samson Set, (formerly with RCA) is

being strongly promoted by Fonit Cetra. They have performed in the Canta-
giro, too.

It is possible that some action may be taken soon to curb the flow of cheap

imported albums into this country. For the past couple of years the record in-

dustry of Australia has been becoming increasingly concerned at the volume
of cheap overseas album product (mostly of American origin), which is being

literally ‘dumped’ on the Australian market at prices at which the local manu- ,

facturer finds it impossible to compete.
We have in this country a tariff board, which investigates cases where im-

ported product has an unfair advantage over local product. The tariff board is

a government organization, and is, in the main, sympathetic towards the local

manufacturer. Recently thei’e have been tariff board enquiries into such diverse

products as eucalyptus oil and cutlery. Why not a similar enquiry on behalf

of the record industry?
While the tariff board cannot control the purchase price of imports into

Australia, it can impose tariffs that bring the final retail price of imported
goods into line with the similar locally-made item. A move such as this would
and should be welcomed by the record industry of this country. The record in-

dustry of Australia, both directly and indirectly, provides employment for

thousands of Australians, and it should be protected from the growing threat

of cheap imported albums.
The copyright owners in this country are interested in the effects of cheap

imports on the general price structure of records. So much so that they are

seeking ways of helping the local disk manufacturer. In a recent issue of the

publication “SESAC Music”, Rudolph Bare’, a director of the music publishing

house of D. Davis & Co. Pty. Ltd., and chairman of the Copyright Owners
Reproduction Society, writing on the matter of copyright royalty in relation

to imported records said . . . “the law is not explicit on the rate of royalty
applying to records imported, and copyright owners will have to consider

methods now to protect their interests against the danger of indiscriminate

importation of low-price disks
“On the subject of mechanical rights, it should be pointed out that mech-

anical licensing of disks made in the United States does not clear the records

for Australia and New Zealand. Obviously, the royalty paid under the pro-

visions of the United States Copyright Act has no bearing on territories out-

side the United States; for this reason it is natural that when records are

imported into Australia and/or New Zealand the companies who control the
mechanical right in the works recorded are entitled to a separate royalty”.

It seems that the rate of royalty applied to imported products is at the dis-

cretion of the copyright owner—as against a set figure (5% of retail selling

price) for all locally manufactured records.
CBS of Australia, via their promotion chief Des Steen, pulled a_ rather neat

(if somewhat scary) promotion gimmick to launch the (jigliola Cinquetti ver-

sion of “La Rosa Nera” (The Black Rose). We received in the mail a plain

hox containing only a black rose; I’m sure half the trade, ourselves included,

figured that the Mafia was after them. It was something of a relief to re-

ceive the follow-up material, plus pressing, from the Australian record com-
pany which handles the disk here.

Dick Heming has joined Astor records as record promotion manager for
Australia. Dick is well-known in the business, having been for many years in

commercial radio both as an on-air personality and a programmer. Prior to

taking up the appointment with Astor, Dick worked at radio station 3UZ. He
had been there for several years.
New locally-produced product from the Festival group includes Ross D.

Wyllie (on the Sunshine label) with “Short Skirts” and “Paper Bunnies”; the
Escorts (Sunshine) with “The House On Soul Hill” and “The Sound Of Your
Voice”; Terry Hall (Festival) with “The Abalinga Mail” b/w “Black And
White Tangle”. On the album front comes the first set (spin logo) by local lad
Ronnie Burns. The package is simply entitled “Ronnie”.

First release of Liberty (and associated labels) product through the Festival
group, who have recently assumed Liberty’s representation in this country, in-

cludes “Till The End Of Time” by Nelson Eddy; “Super Psychedelics” by the
Ventures; “Paint Me A Picture” by Gary Lewis & the Playboys; “15th Anni-
versary Album” by Slim Whitman; “The Nitty Gritty Dirt Band”; “Intimate
Excitement” by Vikki Carr; and “Bunch-A-Banjos On Broadway” by Freddy
Morgan.

Dee-jay Don Rainsford, after several years with station 3UZ, has joined the
on-air staff at station 3DB. At the moment Don is doing the 2-4pm shift Mon-
day through Friday.

Buck
Owens & Buckaroos’ “Your Tender Loving Care,” James & Bobby Purify’s “I
Take What I Want” with a new version of “Sixteen Tons” on the flip, Oscar
Toney, Jr.’s “For Your Precious Love” in the Soul Supply series, while the
forthcoming new Neil Diamond single “Thank The Lord For The Night Time”
is expected to break all previous Diamond scores in Holland. Important LP
release for next week: Slim Whitman’s “15th Anniversary Album.”

Negram-Delta moved this week to its new headquarters at the villa “Nieuw-
Berkenrode,” Heerenweg 101, Heemstede, phone: 87350.

Ariola recording stars Peter Alexander and Udo Jurgens both visited Hol-
land last week. Peter Alexander will be appearing in another Caterina Va-
lente show in September, and Udo Jurgens was filmed while he was singing
“Immer Wieder Geht Die Sonne Auf” for the NCRV TV-program “Pick Up.”
Negram-Delta released two singles this month by Pye recording artist David

Garrick: “Please Mr. Movingman” and Gounod’s “Ave Maria.” Because of the
tremendous popularity of this very talented singer, both singles have to reach
the Dutch Top Ten.
Negram-Delta and publishing company Altona are very glad of the success

of Ronnie Schuttes’ “Beestjes.” The record was going down the charts two
weeks ago, but is now shooting up and has reached the number 10 spot. The
follow up to “Beestjes” will be “Help Me,” another composition of Peter
Koelewijn, who is also Ronnie’s producer.
Negram-Delta is following the new release policy of Kapp records. The

label is famous for its LP repertoire, but is issuing more singles these days.
Negram-Delta is very glad about this new approach and consequently re-
leased two new Kapp singles last week: “City Of Windows” by Stephen
Monahan and “The Collector” by the new group the Number One.
Iramac is very happy with its blues and soul records. It’s “Soul Sound Hot

12” album and singles by B. B. King and Little Richard have met with great
good criticism and surprising initial sales. And now, the company is launch-
ing the great United (former Crown) blues catalog. In its first release, budget
albums have been issued by B. B. King, John Lee Hooker, Howlin’ Wolf,
Lightnin’ Hopkins and the late Elmore James.
On the local R&B front, Iramac produced “How Can I Forget,” the new

single by Canadian soul singer Davy Jones, and a great “live” LP recorded at
the Amsterdam Lucky Star club. Another successful “live” album was re-
corded at The Holland Blues Festival and will get major TV exposure on
NCRV-TV at the end of this month. Title of the second album is “H20 In
Blue.”
The Beatles have duplicated the miracle the Procol Harum boys accom-

plished with “Whiter Shade Of Pale” (Essex-Basart) some weeks ago. In
one week, “All You Need Is Love” (Leeds Basart) rocketed to first position
in the Dutch hit charts and Basart has rushed sheet music on the market.
Dave Dee c.s. still increased their grip on the Dutch Top 10 by climbing to
3rd position with “Okay.” “Paper Sun,” an Essex Basart copyright, by the
Traffic is also heading for the top and settled this week for the number 16
spot. New entries in the Dutch top lists include local Impala Basart copy-
rights: “Just Fancy” by the Ro-d-ys, “Another Day, Another Road” by Cuby
and the Blizzards and the Mills original “Sure He’s A Cat” by the Cats.
Cover versions were obtained of “Whiter Shade Of Pale” by Cowboy Gerard,
“Too Much Love” by Andy Star and “Now I Know” by Connie Vink, the lat-

ter two artists having taken part in the Dutch equipe for the Knokke Festival.

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Antonio Carlos Jobim is back in Brazil after a long stay in the United
States where he cut the famous album with Francis Albert Sinatra. Besides
this LP, “Ton” cut two other albums in New York, one with completely new
compositions which we predict will soon appear in the best-selling lists. The
Sinatra/Jobim wax reached first spot here and is constantly being heard in

night spots and has lots of air-play. Jobim has been interviewed by several
local papers and magazines and he is glad to be able to say that our music
is going well in the USA, specially when it is played and sung by Sergio
Mendes, Astrud Gilberto and Joao Gilberto, Carlos Lira, Luiz Bonfa and
Walter Wanderley.
Another Brazilian artist who scored an international success recently was

the so-called “Brazil’s Teen Idol,” Roberto Carlos. In a short trip to Venice,
the young chanter-composer presented two of his own compositions at the
music festival held in that city and remained among the six finalists. The
numbers were sung in an Italian version and probably CBS will release them
in that country. When Roberto arrived in Sao Paulo, an enormous crowd
awaited him at the airport and escorted him to the TV station (TV-Record,
Channel 7) theater where he leads the most important teen program of the
country. It was another big victory to add to the artist’s successful career.

It is announced that Chris Montez will be appearing in this country be-
fore the end of this month—this is a promotion of radio-TV chain “Emissoras
Associadas” and the presentation will be through Channel 4, TV-Tupy. Inter-
national artist’s agent Waldomiro Saad is managing the trip of the well-liked
U.S. chanter, very popular in this country.
Some of the recent releases of the Fermata group were brought to us by

promo topper Myrna. It includes disks from the Fermata, RGE and Som/
Maior labels. From the first, we have singles by Pascal Danel (AZ), Burt
Bacharach (A&M), John Foster (Style, Italy), the Parade (A&M) and a local
recording by chantress (Claudia Barroso with two versions by Fred Jorge of
two San Remo Fest hits (“E Piu Forte Di Me” b/w ‘To Per Amore”)

;
“dou-

ble-compacts” are by Os Sambeatles—four Lennon/McCartney hits in Brazil-
ian rhythm and teen group the Shakers, these of British E.M.I. original; three
albums with Archibald and Tim (“Sucessos Internacionais”), ?and the Mys-
terians (“96 Tears”), and, last but not least, Sergio Mendes & Brasil 66
(“Equinox”).

Discos RGE releases include singles by new teen twosome Cidinho & Leila,
MPM chantress Claudia, two versions by Fred Jorge of international hits by
chantress Morgana, an original Barclay release with Alain Barriere, the Billy
Vaughn Singers (“Sweet Maria” c/w “A Man And A Woman”); doubles
bring us still another release of the San Remo Fest with Tullio Glallo’s Or-
chestra and Maestro Simonetti’s Chamber Orchestra with “Musica A Luz Da
Ora^o”; albums include one by Antonio Aguilar (Mexican Musart label),
“14 Hits by Dalida” and, also from Barclay, a new album of the Maestro
and orchestra.
_New label of the group Som/Maior released singles by Berto Fia/Bruno

Nicolai Orchestra (Italian Parade), threesome vocal group Os 3 Morais
singing versions of “There’s A Kind Of Hush” b/w “Tell The Boys” and
new vocal foursome As Meninas in their bow disk with numbers of the MPM
score “Funeral De Um Lavrador” (a chart number in Argentina) penned by
Chico Buarque and Joao C. De Mello Neto c/w “Redondo Sambao,” by Chico
De Assis and Carlos Castilho; one double-compact with “8 Songs from San
Remo 67” by I Barimar’s (an original of Italian Interrecord); and one album
by the famous Cuban orchestra La Sonora Matancera interpreting tropical
rhythm hits.

Miltinho Gama of the Chantecler label promo informs us about some of the
latest releases of the company: an album by chanter-composer Chico Mattos
interpreting: twelve of his numbers in new arrangements that somehow mod-
ernize traditional Brazilian music. Title: “Paginas Da Vida.” For dancing
fans, a new album of the series Uma Braza Para Dancar” with combo
Craques Da Musica with international varied hits. Folk chantress Ely Ca-
margo appears with her seventh album titled “Outras Can^des Da Minha
Terra.” And, of the Ricordi represented label, a good album by international
Italian chantress Milva who was recently among us with twelve numbers
specially chosen for the lark’s voice, including her San Remo hit “Tamburino
Ciao.”
From Companhia Brasileira De Dicos we received news about a recent and

new recording of the hit number penned by Carlos Imperial, “A Pra?a,” by
popular Som-Bateau Orchestra, together with “Last Train To Clarksville,”
and Brazilian original “Veja Se Me Esquece” (Marcos Roberto/Dori Edson).
Portuguese chanter Francisco Jose appears again with an album titled “O
Tempo Volta Pra Traz,” name of the song by Eduardo Damas and Manuel
Paiao which was a top hit in Portugal. Chanter-composer Edu Lobo, who
recently scored great success in Paris, is cutting a new album for the com-
pany, including “Frevo No. 1.” The same artist will also have an album re-
leased with the musical score of the successful show “Edu Canta Zumbi” by
GianFrancesco Guamieri and Augusto Boal (original name “Arena Canta
Zumbi.”
As we predicted a few weeks ago, some changes were introduced in the

organization of the newest Brazilian label AU (Artistas Unidos). The groups
Emissoras Unidas and Marcos Lazaro Produ^oes are no longer connected with
the organization which is now sole property of Fabrica De Discos Rozenblit.
We were informed by the Sao Paulo Board of Directors of the company
(Adolfo Rozenblit, Kurt Sondermann and Bernardo Sondermann) that a new
dynamic phase of activities has started, including the pacting for A&R of
experienced disk man Bob Corte-Real and reorganization of the whole promo
system. Having their own well-equipped plant, printing facilities (in Recife,
Pernambuco), the company has all the chances to become one of the top in-

dependent diskeries of the country.
Wilson Simonal (Odeon exclusive artist) is becoming the top artist in the

Brazilian scene through a well presented TV weekly program which is shown
“coast to coast” in Brazil. Through this, he is also appointed as potential top
disk best seller having a “double-compact” in first spot in the charts for sev-
eral weeks. His own composition, “Tribute To Martin Luther King” (Edclave
pubbery), already has a version in English and has chances of becoming an
international hit.

Thus, Fermata will represent Com-
bine, Vintage, Music City Music,
Longhorn, Songs of the World and
Wide World of Music.

Lebendiger’s first action will cover

local language versions of such
Monument-owned copyrights as
“Single Girl,” “Satin Pillows,” etc.,

with emphasis on the release of the

Sandy Posey Italian-language MGM
record version of “Single Girl” plus

the French disclick of the same song
on RCA by Sylvie Vartan, in both
countries.

In addition to the six Monument-
owned music companies, Fermata
Brazil and Argentina will acquire the

foreign rights controlled by Combine
to the catalogues of House of Bryant
and Matamoros plus specific copy-
rights available from Mar-Son and
Ahab Music. Monument is also ex-

ploring other areas of music pub-
lishing representation with Leben-
diger’s Fennata firms in Chile, Peru,
Venezuela, Colombia, Uruguay and
Ecuador.

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ARGENTINA
After a short absence, teen chanter Leo Dan is back in the charts with an-

other smash, “For Un Caminito,” heavily backed by the fantastic success of his
third film, “La Muchachada De A Bordo,” remake of a very successful flick

starred in the late thirties by Luis Sandrini. To better appreciate this, it is

necessary to recall that Leo, when starting his career some four years ago,
had seven consecutive records enter the Top Three, with the majority of them
reaching the highest position in the local charts. The start of his filming career
with “Como Te Extraiio, Mi Amor” and “Santiago Querido”—titles also of two
of his biggest hits—showed that a recording star could also mean good box
office results, a point that wasn’t considered necessarily true in this market,
and now the return of the artist to the charts may mean that, if properly
managed, a long and profitable career awaits him in a country where teen
stars are believed to appear and disappear in very short time.

RCA is preparing the release of a new album by Uruguayan group Los
Iracundos currently established in Argentina and enjoying chart rider “Y La
Lluvia For Fin Vendra” culled from an album recorded by them at the RCA
studios in Rome. Next single will be “Se Que No Volveras,” and they also
appear in the label’s successful LF “Nuestro Happening” which includes also
Falito Ortega, Juan Ramon, Jose Feliciano, the Mama’s & Fapa’s among others.

CBS reports that the diskery has won a “leading case” regarding illegal

reproduction of songs and artists copyrighted by the label made by a cartridge
manufacturer who started the marketing of tapes without permission. The
lawsuit started in September, 1966, ended in March, 1967, when the cartridge
manufacturer finally accepted the charges and recognized that his actions had
been against law 11723, which states the rights of writers and producers of
artistic and intellectual works.

Music Hall is releasing an album cut by Fausto Fapetti for Italian label
Durium with a selection of standards as well as a new LF by guitarist Adolfo
Beron, and an Hispavox LF by Maria Luisa Romero. There are also singles by
the Equipe 84, local group Les Eiffel, young lark Maria Christina, Italian
chanter Tony Cucchiara and a folk single by Cholo Aguirre and Los Gauchos
carrying “Corazon Dormido” and “Trasnochados Espineles,” one of the big-
gest hits penned by Aguirre.

Local trade paper “Reporter” has been celebrating its first year of existence
and is releasing this week a special issue devoted to the evolution of the
theater, records and TV scene in this market during the past six months.
Started by Luis Fedro Toni with the cooperation of other newsmen from local

dailies and magazines, it is planning to widen its coverage of the movie and
stage business in the near future, keeping an eye on the local record and
artist market.

Folk quartet Los Zupay are busy this month fulfilling contracts in the in-

terior of the country and at the Fayro Theater in Buenos Aires where they
have set four concert dates this month. The group will probably give another
concert at magnificent San Martin Theater later this year. It is interesting to
mention that, in spite of the good reviews received from critics and folk com-
mentators, they have no record affiliation yet.

Trova is releasing a Folkways album carrying the liberty songs recorded
during the Selma, Alabama, marches, as well as a new Baden Fowell album
recorded live by the Brazilian guitarist at the Santa Rosa Theater in his
country. There is also a Savoy album cut by pianist Erroll Gamer and his trio

containing fourteen standards.

Disc Jockey is releasing a new single by pop orchestra Rudy Varela, as well
as the first one for this label by Marcio with the Lucio Milena Group, doing
two Brazilian tunes: “Mas Que Nada,” penned by Jorge Ben, and “Gira
Mundo.” There is also a single by folk artist Miguel Angel Rial with a song
penned by Uruguayan singer and composer Alan Gomez, “Mi Mama, La Fala
Y El Rio,” and typical chacarera written by him, “La Surana.”

Odeon is releasing a new single by Spanish Duo Dinamico who will visit
Argentina next month. Both songs are penned by them. Titles are “Amor
Amargo” and “Como Ayer.” There is also the Decca album with the sound-
track of “A Countess From Hong Kong,” a new album by Los Hermanos
Arriagada recorded in Chile, and another one by Mantovani and His Orchestra
titled “Mr. Music.”

Fermata Fublishers report that both Las Cuatro Voces (CBS) and Billy
Bond (Music Hall) have recorded what may be the next Brazilian top hit:

“Faper Heart.” Instrumental group Les Eiffel, also for Music Hall, has cut
“Fuppet On A String,” currently on top of the local charts. The Record
Division infos about the release of “There Is A Kind Of Hush” by Los Tres
Moraes, cut in Brazil, along with a new single by Erasmo Carlos: “Ven Que
Estoy Eludiendo.” There is also the first LF by duet Archibald & Tim cut for
Style in Italy.

Beatriz Lupo of Relay expects very much from “Somethin’ Stupid,” now in

the charts via the Frank & Nancy Sinatra version. The pubbery also has
“Bravo,” a Luis Demetrio tune coming from Mexico which looks like a strong
bet, too.

Knokke Festival 1967. Big jury-scandal during 9th European song cup con-
test. Between July 7th and 13th six European countries, Belgium, Britain, Hol-
land, France, Germany and Italy competed in the Ninth European Song Cup
contest, held at the Casino at Knokke (Belgium).

The official British team, entered by Nems Enterprises Ltd., won 1st place.
The team consisted of Rog Whittaker, Gerry Marsden, Dodie 'VVest, Os^ar and
Louis Lane.

A Jury of 37 international journalists awarded Rog Whittaker the prize of
the Fress, consisting of a cheque for 25.000 BFr. ($500) given to the partici-
pant with the greatest talent and the most winning artistic personality.

France came in second, obtaining the sum of 100.000 BFr. ($2000). The

Though the British team proved to be far superior to the others and no-
body refuted their victory, the contest was the scene of many incidents mainly
caused by the international Jury.

In protest the two Dutch members
retired. Thus only Germany, England, Belgium & France remained on the
Jury. This “new” Jury had to judge the Belgium-Italy match. France was
directly interested in the results since the finals were to be between England
and either France or Belgium.

On being asked the question, “Can a French member score objectively in

such a case?,” the Fresident replied evasively. France came into the finals.

It was declared that each member of the Jury should state the scores be
awarded by means of a raised notice after every performance.

Since a Jury member is not allowed to judge his own country’s team, the
Grand Finals were judged on July the 13th by only Belgium and Germany.

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Editorial

The Long, Slow Summer

“Business is soft," “sales are cold," “the summer

stinks." So go the laments of many of our operators

and distributors during this normally slow season.

Trouble is, the horrors of the summer slump have been

exaggerated over the years until a lethargic state of

mind has arisen which sees the vacation season as a

time of absolute hibernation. Bunk! There are still mil-

lions of coins dropping into the machines every day

—

maybe not the usual total but nevertheless, it’s busi-

ness as usual at every location. There are still locations

to be gained, equipment to be serviced, models to be

replaced. But like reeds bending in the wind, too many

members of the trade succumb to a “do nothing, wait

till the fall" state of thinking, which is about as produc-

tive as selling water in a flood.

If you say business is soft, the treatment is not to

sit back and groan but to utilize the extra time doing

the jobs you might have been too busy to think of last

winter. What jobs? How does the shop look? Could it

use a facelift, a paint job, some paneling? What about

those half-dozen machines lying about the place, gath-

ering dust and taking up space? Could they be cleaned

up, rented out to private parties or traded in in ad-

vance of a new piece later on or something right now

to replace that “dog" over in Charley’s Bar? What

about the volume of used records in boxes scattered

here, there, everywhere? Could they be cleaned off and

catalogued on shelves for the start of an accessible

record library? No shelves? Get some lumber and put

the boys to work.

Interested in putting out some 100mm machines?

Take one cigarette machine at a time off location, re-

place it with a spare, talk to the factory reps or distrib-

utor parts specialists for the necessary parts for con-

verting the unit yourself. If not, send it down to the

pro’s and let them make the changeover for you. Hav-

ing any trouble with breakin’s? There’s quite a few bar-

lock assemblies on the market at reasonable prices

and the summer’s a perfect time to fit out your trouble-

spot machines with a little extra security.

If your operation is so big that you the operator do

little more than paper work, take advantage of the

extra time the slow summer allows you and pay calls

on your locations, especially the places and the people

you never see during the busy seasons.

Short and simple, compensate for whatever time

you might have on your hands this summer to com-

plete those neglected jobs, to call on those forgotten

locations, to modernize your shop and inventory facili-

ties. You know best what can and should be done and

there’s not a better time for it than right now.

NEWARK, N.J.—The unbelievable
chaos which finally exhausted its

hopeless fury in this city last week,
left a specter of wreckage which re-
minded the observer of a World War
II bomb site. The enormous extent of
damage is still being compiled by the
police and insurance companies, but
it is apparent that a large share of
the overall destruction has been suf-
fered by the coin machine firms oper-
;-.ting in the area.
Runyon, Silco and the other operat-

ing companies, both large and small,
w.'ose machines were located in the
bars and restaurants in the riot area,
were only permitted into the de-

stroyed section last Tuesday, or at
the very earliest Monday, to inspect
their losses. What they found in many
cases were canibalized jukeboxes,
cigarette machines and games lying
in the gutter, empty of records, cash,
permanently destroyed cabinets and
mechanisms. In addition to the loss of
equipment and hard cash in the coin
box, operators faced the prospect of
lossing the location itself since many
spots carried no extended insurance

against such rioting. Loss of location

entails loss of any bonus or loan to

the owner, unless some portion can be

recovered through location bankrupt-

cy proceedings much later on.

Even those locations outside of the
riot-torn area suffered as most of the
population remained at home for

security. Surprisingly, the two game
arcades on Market Street reported no
damage other than debris on the side-
walk out front.

SPRINGFIELD — Harry Shaffner, of
Schaffner Music Company, Alton, Ill-

inois, is the new president of the
Illinois Coin Machine Operators As-
sociation (ICMOA) for the remainder
of Lou Casola’s unexpired term (until

the next election during the forth-
coming MOA Convention and Trade
Show in the Pick-Congress Hotel).
His election to this important post
heralds a new era in Illinois coin
machine activities, wherby a dedicated
coinman- from the deep southern
portion of the state fills the vitally
important shoes of ICMOA president,
as numerous complex and vital issues
must be resolved.

Another pressing issue resolved
during the general meeting, Sunday
afternoon, July 16, was the unanimous
vote approving the selection of a new
executive director patterned after the
Florida association’s selection of
Julius Sturm (profiled in the July
22 issue of Cash Box), to direct the
organization’s activities.

He also read a telegram to Lou from
the mayor of Rockford.

MERCHANDISERS HANDBOOK No. 3

Artists’ Photos—Here’s a nifty idea, never fully exploited by the music oper-

ating industry, but pushed to the hilt by more than a few bars and restaurants

in big metropolitan centers—displaying signed photographs of entertainers.

Autographed pictures of prominent recording talent would draw quite a bit

of interest in the jukebox location, especially if displayed on or near the

machine and more especially if the photo is personalized to the location owner

or the bartender by the star himself. Photos of popular record artists, with

inscriptions reading something like “Best Wishes to Phil and all the gang at

the Colonial Inn”, signed by the star, are first rate attention getters and not

too difficult to obtain. Many artists, their managers and record companies
should be happy to receive requests for display shots from music operators.

You can write directly c/o his record label and either he, she or someone in

the staff should take care of the job. Simply let them know what you’d like

written on the picture. It’s also a good idea to program one or more of their

tunes on the machine.

Carrying this idea one step further. New York operator Sam Morrison

thinks actual tours of selected jukebox locations by the stars themselves

(much the same as comic Jerry Lewis and actress Bette Davis tour theatres

to promote their latest films) would boost the location and the artist’s new
record. This is an especially good thought for semi-stars or groups on the way
up or new artists trying to get a start.

for thirty years and I started on my
own in April of 1957 when I bought
the Music Operation route from Sol
Tabb.

What sales formula do you stress in
obtaining and maintaining your loca-
tions, would it be service or good
public relations?

It’s service and public relations, but
I think a more applicable word would
be . . . good will . . . going above the
normal way of doing business and giv-
ing your customers that little “extra”
something that makes them appreci-
ate your service.

In the past three or four years,
the new bars opening up are primarily
opened by persons from the minority
groups . . . they need assistance,
where to buy the necessary equip-
ment, how to go about it, where they
can get the best deals and still have
the proper service? If you can pro-
vide them with this information, they
appreciate it and the result is a better
business relationship.

Of the equipment you operate, what
percent of your route is composed of
music as compared to amusement and
cigarette?
My operations are on Long Island,

in the Brooklyn, Queens and Nassau
communities where music seems to be
the biggest attraction. Music takes
up 75 to 80 percent and the other 20
to 25 percent is comprised of amuse-
ment and cigarette equipment.
Up until about three years ago, our

cigarette locations were given to op-
erators who dealt primarily in ciga-
rettes, but as they became increasing-
ly more profitable we began to keep
cigarette locations on the route.

How do you go about programming
music for your locations?
My route men keep a list of re-

quests from the location customers
and owners and we go by the list,

primarily. We try to give the patrons
of the particular location in question
the type of music they want to hear.
We use the one-stops and the

charts to some extent as a guide to
the new releases. We listen to every
record and if a new tune will fit into
the music program of a particular
bar, then we use it.

We also maintain a library of old
numbers and quite often we get a
request for an old Glenn Miller or
Mills Brothers’ tune. The sustomers
are surprised to hear them. Requests
are important, they let you know
what the customers want to hear and
if they want to hear a particular
number . . . then, they’ll play it.

What type of location have you
found is best to program the little

LP’s?
We find that rythmn and blues lo-

cations are the best spots to program
the little LP’s.

Do you use any particular merchan-
dising technique at the location to
promote more plays for a certain
selection?
The only thing we do is display

some of the record covers over the
machine, sometimes this lets the cus-
tomer know what style of music is on
the record.

Do you ever approach the small
grocer or drug store owner and talk
to them about placing a cigarette
vendor on their premises?

Yes, but the first thing we look for
is security, otherwise, we don’t bother.
If the security is good, we offer them
a higher inducement because the value
is there. In most small stores like

this, especially candy stores, ciga-

rettes are the owner’s biggest profit

item and to give them up would be
^

like giving away half of his business.
Cigarettes vend for five cents more
than over the counter sales and this

would hurt his business in the respect
that the store across the street sells

''

them five cents cheaper. It’s different

in bars, you pay the extra nickel,

simply because you don’t like the
idea of going across the street to buy „

a pack of cigarettes.

What are your views along the line

of clearing up the image of the coin r
trade and what role do you think the
state and local associations assume?

Right now. I’m sorry to say, the
state and local associations are not
doing much to improve our image in

'

the eye of the general public, how-
ever, they have done a great deal
towards gaining respect from the
local and state government agencies.
The associations give us roots and
representation but as far as the gen-
eral public, it’s practically non-exist-
ent.

One thing we can do, as operators,
to improve our image is to concen-
trate on our own communities Every
community has regular church and
charitable events taking place, rather
than renting a machine to these af-
fairs . . . donate one . . . every opera-
tor has at least one machine that is

not on location so why not let some
responsible group use it. The $20 or -

$25 you pass up goes a long way in
helping to improve your image, and
from this exposure, I’ve gotten some
good locations. I’ve also found, when «

you lend a machine to an organiza-
tion, it comes back in better condition
than if you had rented it to them,
they tend to appreciate it more and
will be more conscious not to abuse the -
machine. Recently, I donated a Dis-
cotheque to the Oceanside Cancer '

Care group for one of their outings,
there were 70 to 80 couples there. To- r
day. I’m sure those people and the
organization have a different opin- ,

ion of the juke box than they did
before.

In addition to its south Florida au-
tomatic vending and food service op-
erations, Wometco also provides au-
tomatic and manual food and refresh-
ment services throughout the State of
Florida, as well as in Washington,
D.C., Maryland, Virginia, North and
South Carolina, Tennessee, Georgia,
and the Bahamas.

Silver News
WASHINGTON -- John B. Stevens.
Executive Vice President of Interna-
tional Silver Company and Chairman
of SUA’s Executive Committee, re-

cently stated that the objective of the
Silver Users Association is a free
market for silver. This is in line with
U. S. silver policies which call for the
recognition of silver as a commodity
vital to industry and its withdrawal
from our monetary system.
Commenting on the changing role

of silver in our economy, Stevens told

the Idaho Mining Association Conven-
tion in Wallace, Idaho, that, “Silver
today is an industrial commodity; sil-

ver a hundred years ago was a mon-
etary metal. The technological de-
mands of the 20th century have forced
the abandonment of the last remnants
of the monetary traditions of the 19th
century.”

Stevens continued, “We in the sil-

verware industry are sorry to see the
use of 900 fine silver discontinued in

the minting of subsidiary coins. They
were almost sterling in quality; how-
ever, in our coins we can no longer
afford the luxury of using silver. The
Association has asked the Treasury
to stop using silver in the minting of
half dollars.”
He added, “My own reaction to the

argument that a prestige coin is

needed is that a silver plated coin of
60 percent copper can hardly be called
one of prestige.”

Assuring his audience of the silver
users’ interest in the mining industry,
Stevens said, “Your production of sil-

ver is our lifeblood. We are concerned
with your problems and we will sup-
port you in your efforts to obtain
necessary assistance from the govern-
ment.”
Composed of members who account

for approximately 75% of all silver
consumed by the arts and industry in

the United States, the Association
asks that disposition of silver remain-
ing in the Treasury be made so as to
permit an orderly transition from the
present market situation to a free
market.

Notice To The Record Buyer

You are probably aware that there

has been a general price equalization

between mono and stereo albums in

recent weeks. Indications point to an
eventual stereo-only release of albums
by your favorite artists. During this

transitional period, you may find it in-

creasingly difficult to obtain mono ver-

sions of the albums you want. If you
are the owner of a mono phonograph
manufactured in the past five years or

so, the statement below is intended for

you. If, after reading it, you remain un-

certain as to whether you can play a

stereo recording on your unit, inform
your dealer of the type of mono phono-
graph you own and the date pur-

chased, and he will let you know if your
phonograph is capable of playing a

stereo recording without harming the
grooves:

Stereo records can be played on to-

day's mono record players with excel-

lent results. They will last as long as
mono records played on the same
equipment, yet will reveal full stereo

sound when played on stereo record
players.

Technical developments in recent

years have enormously improved the
quality of today’s phonograph. When
stereo records were first introduced,

they could not be played on machines
designed to play only monaural rec-

ords. In recent years all phonographs—both mono and stereo—have been
so markedly improved that this limita-

tion is no longer effective.

Groove information of a horizontal,

side-to-side nature is common to both

mono and stereo records. In addition,

stereo records have built into their

grooves information that occurs in the

vertical plane. Played with modern
equipment, today’s stereo record will

transmit all the horizontal information

through monaural playback and, when
played back through stereo equip-

ment, will additionally transmit the

vertical information.

The importance of this to record

purchasers is that they need no longer

hesitate to buy, play or build collec-

tions of stereo records although they

have monaural playback machines.
Improvements made in the design of

the pickup in current monaural ma-
chines make it possible to play stereo

records with no greater incidence of

skipping and with no greater wear than

when played on stereo machines. The
life expectancy of the records will re-

main the same. Further, the three-

dimensional, “spatial” effect of stereo

—while not revealed through a mon-
aural player—will remain unaffected

in the grooves, available for subse-

quent play on a stereo phonograph.

Today’s full-separation stereo disc

is now unchallenged in quality and rep-

resents the future of the record indus-

try. While most labels will continue to

produce monaural records, it is never-

theless clearly to the advantage of con-

sumers who own monaural players to

buy, give and build collections of cur-

rent records in the stereo versions, an-

ticipating their future ownership of a

stereo phonograph.
