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Sans-Single LP Success

There is such a close correlation

between a teen singles date, of the hit

variety that is, and the success of the

inevitable album sequel that it has ob-

scured the more recent emergence of

a crop of teen acts who are making a

profitable go of things in the LP field

without the benefit of a really hot

singles session.

Remember, we’re talking about

teen acts. There are any number of

attractions in the pop LP field that do

not require anything that even resem-

bles a Top 100 single (e.g., original

casters, soundtracks, folk, comedy,

certain instrumental and vocal stars,

etc.). But, to parlay a hit teen album

from an act that fails to light up the

board like a Chrismas tree with a sin-

gle was once considered quite a feat

—in fact quite unique.

To bring the rock revolution down

yet another new merchandising path,

there are a number of teen-oriented

attractions—including the Nitty Gritty

Dirt Band, Billy Butterfield Blues Band

and Blues Project—whose sales pow-

er has preceded any similar success

in the singles field. In some cases acts

in this grouping have gone on to cre-

ate a big stir in singles circles, such as

the Jefferson Airplane, the Mothers

of Invention, the Sopwith Camel and

Janis Ian. But these stars had initially

received rather widespread teen ac-

ceptance in the album field.

These acts are vehicles for an ever-

growing aspect of trade exposure of

new teen-market performers, namely

the LP. In addition, some of them

have scored within the “underground”

segment of the record buying public,

and with that popularity they profit

greatly from “word-of-mouth” adver-

tising, the best kind of advertising

there is, anyone on Madison Ave. can

tell you. Also, several, most promi-

nently the Fugs, and, for a while, Janis

Ian, have and continue to produce re-

cordings that challenge the open-

mindedness of radio station program-

mers, and in instances of justification

and undue self-restraint some of their

recordings have been deemed ver-

boten for airtime.

Add this characteristic of many a

new act on the scene today to the fact

that popularity of newcomers in cer-

tain cities virtually assures a worth-

while LP seller and you’ve got a teen

star whose LP chart standing can pre-

date a run on the singles listing.

Several years ago we stated here

that the teen album had reached a

state of high dependency as a follow-

up to a hit single. This is still true to-

day, but there’s something to be said

for the teen album that carries a sort

of “singles” excitement of its own.

casting Co., who was present at the
New York meet, the film has the
potential of being an all-time grosser.

Mozart, Dirty Old
Man , From Epic
NEW YORK—“Wolfgang Amadeus
Mozart is a Dirty Old Man” and the
Epic label will be out to prove it next
month. Label is releasing a collection
of bawdy and risque lyrics set to
music by the master composer as per-
formed, for the first time in English,
by a chorus conducted by Norman
Luboff.
According to Tom Shepard, classical

producer for Columbia Records, parent
firm of Epic, Mozart wrote these
pieces as “a private joke for his
friends and fellow members of the
Masons.” Shepard, who says the music
is as “pretty as can be,” said the
originals were written in a combina-
tion of German, Spanish, English and
double-talk. Some, he claimed, were
“untranslatable” for Ann Grossman,
who has provided English texts for
operas produced by NBC for TV.

Luboff directs a chorus of 12
singers, with both vocal and instru-
mental accompaniment playing it

straight. Igor Kipnis is highlighted on
harpsichord. The material was written
during Mozart’s adult life when he
lived in Vienna.
A legend on the bottom cover will

state: “This album is not recom-
mended for sale to persons under the
age of 18.”

FTC Charges Columbia Record Club With

Label Deals That ’Lessen Competition'
NEW YORK—Certain portions of
the Columbia Record Club’s contrac-
tual relationships with nine labels
have “illegally lessened competition”
in the disk club field, the Federal
Trade Commission (FTC) ruled late
last week.

In a 4-to-l decision, the Federal
agency listed a number of alleged
practices that, it claimed, violated the
FTC’s ban on attempted monopoliza-
tion.

The Commission said Columbia was
charged 87 4 for albums whose nor-
mal wholesale prices ranged from
$1.60 to $2.47. The Commission also
stated that artists whose disks were
sold through the Club receive “de-
pressed” royalties; that none of the
nine labels are permitted to sell their
product through any other club
operation; that the Club has exclu-
sive rights to press LP’s from mas-

ters obtained from the nine labels.

At presstime, there was no state-

ment on the FTC decision available
from the Club. The FTC’s decision
was to be delivered to Club lawyers
last Fri. (11) in the form of a 70-

page document.
The nine label members of the

Columbia Record Club are Caedmon,
Mercury, Verve, Warner Bros., Kapp,
Vanguard, United Artists, Liberty
and Cameo-Parkway.
The Columbia Record Club, the

largest operation of its kind with
more than 2 million members, was
formed in 1955. In 1958, it began to

obtain rights to other labels. Later
the Club successfully fought attempts

by the FTC to make it give up out-

side labels. The other major clubs,

including RCA and Capitol, also han-

dle labels other than their own.

Bogart, 3 Others

Exit Cameo/Parkway
NEW YORK—Neil Bogart, vp of
Cameo-Parkway Records, and three
staff members have left the label.

Besides Bogart, the following have
also resigned from the label: Marty
Thau and Cecil Holmes, promo execs.
In addition, Carol Coviello, an as-
sistant, has also left the company.
The label changed hands last

month, when Allen Klein purchased
56% of the shares in the company.
Bogart joined the company in New

York two years ago, having recently
been elected a vp of the company.
The label perked up as a chart con-
tender over the past year with a num-
ber of chart sides, as Bogart brought
in new artists and negotiated many
master deals.

It’s understood that Bogart, Thau
and Holmes plan to remain together
within a new label affiliation.

The Children of Rock

Belt the Blues
By RICHARD GOLDSTEIN

W HEN the Bee Gees
were first intro-

duced to New York
radio audiences as

“the English surprise,” it was
considered suave to wink at

a girl you were trying to

impress, and coolly observe:
“Of course you know they’re

the Beatles in drag.”

It was a logical conclusion.

After all, this “English sur-

prise” was managed by Brian
Epstein, the man who first

decided that what the world
needed most was not another
crew-cut Casanova warbling
a eulogy to his hotrod, but
something longhaired, fren-

zied, and English—something
Beatle.

But more than common
management, this new combo

^ shared something musical
with Lennon and McCartney:
their sound. “New York
Mining Disaster — 1941”

would have been a credible

title for a new Beatle com-
position, and the production
(intoning strings to back a

sparsely tragic tale) would
have been an appropriate

sequel to “Eleanor Rigby.”

Even the vocal phrasing —
clipped, soft and incredibly

sad — had a certain Mc-
Cartney quality to it.

*

Heads shot back when the

radio announcers revealed

that the Bee Gees were
themselves — three brothers

(Barry, Robin, and Maurice
Gibb) and two acquaintances

(Vince Melouney and Colin

Petersen) — all Australians.

Even more startling was the

revelation that the Gibbs,

who wrote the song, had

been local show business

luminaries since they were
about 7. Now pushing 18.

they left behind a string of

hits Down Under to emerge

triumphant — a super-

phoenix. They didn’t even

need ashes.
*

For, despite the objections

of a few partisans (before

rock ’n’ roll came of age,

we called them “fans”),

“New York Mining Disaster

— 1941” was a solid hit.

Long after the novelty of suc-

cessful imitation had worn
away, its own subtle power
continued to impress. Here

was folk music in a truly

modern idiom. Concise, and

not rambling like the classic

ballad-narrative, utterly per-

sonal and underplayed rather

than melodramatic, it em-

ployed a poet’s truism that

journalists are just beginning

to understand: a tragedy is

the sum of its details. Their

chronicle offered no data and

no summation other than the

quiet nobility of a miner

facing death who calmly ad-

vises an apocryphal Mr.

Jones: “Don’t go talking too

loud; you’ll cause a land-

slide.” The power is not in

the lyric but in its implica-

tions, and that sense of

indirection placed the Bee

Gees a hefty cut above copy-

cats.

Now, with the release of

their album, “The Bee Gees

First” (Atco), they are re-

luctant to talk about the

Beatles. They claim any
similarity is “an accident of

birth,” explaining that the

Lennon-MCartney sound has

influenced everyone. They in-

sist “Mining Disaster” was
conceived and recorded be-

fore Epstein ever heard the

group (the Gibbs wrote all

the material they perform on
the album, and if this col-

lection is any indica-

tion, their talent as song-

writers alone is formidable).

But the deja vu comes in

the arrangement — all those

musical and vocal embellish-

ments that grace a simple

melody. Here is where one
hears reverb and tonal dis-

tortion a la “Revolver”
(play "In My Own Time”
and "Taxman” back to back);

beyond the similarities in

composition, the feeling of

having heard those harmon-
ies before is too strong for

comfort, and chance can be

as dangerous as calculation.

The group’s success with

other styles (and this album
is a very mixed package)

makes such imitation un-

necessary, and even decep-

tive. As it is, the listener

must transcend familiarity

to discover what is actually

worthwhile about the Bee

Gees. The new single, “To
Love Somebody” backed

with “Close Another Door,”

is a belting rhythm and
blues set. Not many voices

in rock can scream without

screeching. But Barry Gibb

has a strong voice (listen to

him wail on “Close Another
Door”) with tremendous

range (listen to him sigh on

“Holiday”). At his best, he

is his own stylist, and that

goes for the music he sings

as well.

“There's still this over-

riding thing of being com-

mercial, which is always on

your mind,” he admits. It's

an old line in rock ’n’ roll,

but the Gibb brothers mean
something other than the

cliche when they speak of

slick.

The time when "going

commercial” meant creating

repetitive and simplified

music is over, and this album

is all the proof of that one

needs. It is right in the

financial mainstream —
eclectic, zany, and cryptic

— but it is skillfully con-

ceived and sewn together.

All the cuts are within the

conventional three-and-a-

half minutes; there are no
radical innovations, and so

it is not a "key” work. But
it is the result of a renais-

sance, if not the cause of

one.
*

The rock revolution is his-

tory now; the Bee Gees are

its children. Their sound will

never be duplicated
. by four

guys standing under a lamp
post on a summer night. It

is finely, carefully wrought
music, meant for deep listen-

ing, and its imagery is

etched in terse filigree. The
lyrics are simple, but they

sting. For example, of Craise

Finton Kirk, haute monde
hero of one song, the Bee

Gees observe: “His wavy hair

continues not to grow.”

You can approach this

album assuming it will be

complex; today’s rock

audience demands that. To
be profound is to be pro-

fessional. Good poetry sells.

To blow the mind with

radical departures is com-
mercial. The pseudo-sound

that passed for Pop music
five years ago has become
a vital, probing sound. To-
day, slick means skill.

“When people put out ads
saying you’re the most
significant new talent of

1967, you’ve got to live up
to it,” says Robin. “So you
do as much as you can to

keep away from basic chords
and rhythms."

And though Pop en-

thusiasts often mistake mere
novelty for quality, “The
Bee Gees First” is that not-

so-rare occasion when the

two coincide. There is a

good deal of background

orchestration, but it all falls

into place nicely; it neither

smothers a good composition
nor tries to mask a bad one.

The special effects are abun-
dant, but they are not a
raison d’etre. The songs are

all-important.

Two major compositions
(“Every Christian Lion
Hearted Man Will Tell You,”
and “Holiday”) are superb
examples of eclectic Pop
music. They share a brood-
ing ecclesiastical mood
(“We always thought if

somebody put monks in a
song it would sell”). The

former song begins with Gre-

gorian chanting, then slides

into an easy rhythm,
followed by some salty

vocalizing in the chorus. It

moves back and forth from
religiosity to rock (ending
in a mournful drum fade-out)

with brilliant continuity be-

cause all the melodies are

tightly knit; they speak to

one another.

"Holiday” has more secu-

lar overtones, but it uses a
cathedral organ to juxta-

pose a gay lyric with a
melancholy tune. The tension

between words and melody
provides just the right

setting for what the Bee
Gees want to say in “Holi-
day”: its protagonist cannot
love the girl of his dreams.
His statement is executed
with precise and stunning
musical irony.

“The Bee Gees First” is

so brimming with the new
poetry of Pop that one
almost overlooks some cagy
xerography within. It is

tempting to believe that the

composers of “Cucumber
Castle” — which sounds so

fresh and original — imitate

the Beatles by accident.

Buenos Aires Mayor Censors

Alberto Ginastera’s ‘Bomarzo’

NEW YORK—The South American
premiere of Alberto Ginasteras’s op-
era “Bomarzo,” scheduled for Aug. 4
at the Teatro Colon in Buenos Aires,
has been banned by Mayor Eugenio
Schettini on the ground that it is not
fit for public showing because it is

“obsessed with sex and violence and
hallucinations.”
“Bomarzo,” commissioned and pre-

miered by the Washington Opera So-
ciety on May 19 before an audience
of notables that included Vice Presi-
dent Humphrey, was hailed as a mod-
ern master work that places Ginastera
in the ranks of the great 20th century
opera composers and its premiere a
landmark in the history of the art-
form as a whole. It represents a
theatrical totality born of our own
times about a period, the Renaissance,
which the composer likens to our own
age of violence, sex and anxiety.
The libretto by Argentine poet and

novelist Manuel Mujica Lainez, adapt-
ed from his prize-winning novel, con-
cerns the 16th century half-historical
half-fictional Pier Francesco Orsini,
Duke of Bomarzo, a hu chback anti-
hero whose legacy to posterity was a
series of grotesque stone monsters
he had carved in the palace garden.
In the last 15 seconds of his life, after
he has been poisoned by his nephew,
he relives his secret life in a series
of flashbacks, the demonical struggle
with inner forces symbolized by the
stone monsters, a man twisted in
spirit as in body, sexually ambivalent,
frustrated, ghost-ridden, obsessed
with death and a promise of immor-
tality.

In Buenos Aires, where he is Di-
rector of the Latin American Center
for Advanced Musical Studies in the
Instituto Torcuato Di Telia and pro-
fessor of music at Argentine Catho-
lic University, Senor Ginastera called
the mayor’s action “a blantant case
of censorship, based on no other ref-
erences than newspaper clippings.”

NEW YORK — One of the biggest
Israeli songs in years, the English
title of which is “Jerusalem, Jerusa-
lem,” has been acquired by Chappell
& Co., which acquired the 1967 San
Remo Song Festival first place winner
“Non Pensare a Me” earlier this year.
Chappell obtained the Israeli tune
through Chappell Ltd., the firm’s
London counterpart. “Jerusalem,
Jerusalem” is the work of one cf
Israel’s top songwriters, Naomi
Schemer, who arrived in New York
recently from Tel Aviv for confer-
ences with Chappell regarding ex-
ploitation on the song.

“Jerusalem, Jerusalem” was com-
missioned by the mayor of Jerusalem,
and Miss Schemer completed the
music and lyrics in time for a debut
performance by popular Israeli re-
cording star Shuly Nathan before
13,000 persons in Jerusalem’s Nation
Hall on May 15, the Israeli Indepen-
dence Day. The song was an instant
hit, and the entire audience joined in

the chorus during three encores. The
concert performance, which was
broadcast by the National Radio,
drew a deluge of mail and three
weeks later, upon the outbreak of
hostilities between Israel and her
Arab neighbors, the song became a
sort of second national anthem among
Israeli forces in the field.

Miss Nathan’s recording of “Jeru-
salem, Jerusalem” has become a
smash hit in Israel, and harmonica
virtuoso Larry Adler has performed
the song in a concert with the Israeli
Philharmonic in Haifa. In England,
the song has been recorded by re-
nowned Israeli stage personality
Topol, who has been appearing in the
London production of “Fiddler On
The Roof.” Most recently, Eddie
Fisher has cut the song, also in Lon-
don, and RCA Victor is preparing the
disk for early U. S. release backed by
a major promotional effort. Also,
Richard Tucker has recorded the tune
and will donate all his royalties to
the Israel Emergency Fund of the
United Jewish Appeal.
Meanwhile, Miss Schemer, who was

born in a kibbutz on the Sea of Gali-

lee which she recalls as “the most
beautiful place in the world,” has
been busy with a round of personal

interviews in connection with her
composing skills. Writer of both

music and lyrics, she has created

more than 200 songs, including

marches, children’s songs, and folk
|

songs.

The lachrymal legend re- >
mains a requiem for all artists, now
forgotten. The pathetic tale might

also be an awfully good bet for a
Hollywood scenario.

She was barely 17 when she cut *

her first demo session for Joy Music.
A beautiful dark haired damsel.
“Marionette” was the song that
Charlie Grean showed the A&R chiefs * .

in N.Y. Bob Thiele and others tossed
it aside. But Mitch Miller turned som-
ersaults. For the girl—not the tune.

JUST EXPECT THE INCREDIBLE!!!
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Nevertheless “Marionette” was the
backside for “Let Me Go Lover,” the
disk that was to be introduced with
repetitive vengeance in a forthcom-
ing Studio One Show on CBS-TV. Un-
til that record’s introduction on TV,
Weber had not been heard outside of
the Associated Recording Studio in
Manhattan or the little New Jersey
night club where she occasionally per-
formed with her husband’s four piece
band. But the morning after the show,
Columbia’s sales staff discovered or-
ders for more than 200,000 records
and by nightfall close to half a mil-
lion had been sold. Within four weeks
the Weber version had climbed to the
#1 slot on the Cash Box top 50, pass-
ing “Mr. Sandman” and “Naughty
Lady of Shady Lane” along the way.
But fade out on the sales angle and

a quick dissolve to a hospital where,
three days after the record’s intro-
duction, Weber gave birth to her first
child. Within a week she was to open
at the Copacabana (though her rep-
ertoire consisted of no more than a
half dozen tunes) and debut on the
Ed Sullivan Show, cutting her second
session for Columbia between appear-
ances at the Copa. Small wonder that
she returned to the same hospital be-
fore the week was out, hemorrhaging
and suffering from exhaustion. Tem-
peramentally and physically unequip-
ped for the ordeal ahead, she was
subsequently booked into a dozen
name niteries (including the Palace
Theater). Now a breathtakingly beau-
tiful blonde in formfitting gowns and
a price of ten thousand a week. Her
next single was “It May Sound Silly.”
According to Weber—“it did.”
Advance sales topped 200,000 but

returns (once jocks heard the Mc-
Guire Sisters’ version) were consider-

able. The next was titled “Gone.” An
epitaph.

Within the year her nightclub earn-
ings had slipped to $1000.00 a week.
Columbia was dropping their option.
Her marriage was ended. And
strange, by the time that few cared
to look or listen, she was developing
into a better than fair talent. But it

was too late. She had already topped
Olympus and was now discovering
that bottomless pit of total obscurity.
The last we heard of Weber, she

was working somewhere in Jersey as
a librarian. Twice divorced. Still hop-
ing for a comeback. Where is she to-
day? Something for Bobbie Gentry to
ponder as she tours the nation to pro-

Every once in a while, after having

listened to some of the more recent
jazz releases, I like to share my im-
pressions with you. I don’t mean to

come on like a critic, but more like a

fellow listener, who hopes that letting

you know- about these albums will be
a form of service.
STANDARD EYES (Cadet 786)

AHMAD JAMAL — In the strictest

sense of the word, this is not a new
album. All of the twelve tracks were
recorded between 1958 and 1961 with
the trio that had as its bassist the
late Israel Crosby. It was Crosby’s
playing that contributed so much to

the sound and success of The Ahmed
Jamal Trio, and making these tracks
available is especially noteworthy. As
the album title implies, all the tunes
on the album are from the standard
bag, and once again Jamal has evi-

denced his impeccable good taste in

programming. This album was pro-
duced with a particular thought in

mind, to make the music of Ahmed
Jamal available to “good music” sta-

tions within the framework that their
format dictates. Each track on the
album is brief enough to be played
and each tune is sufficiently recog-
nizable to have universal appeal. If

these concessions have to be made in

order to get music like this played on
the air, I say more companies should
take a leaf out of Cadet’s book and
do the same. There is no reason in the
world why Jamal’s music, and other
good music like Jamal’s, should not be
played on any station that chooses to

proclaim itself a “good music” station.

MJQ LIVE AT THE LIGHTHOUSE
(Atlantic 1486) THE MODERN JAZZ
QUARTET—Every MJQ album is an
event, but the ones that they record
before live audiences make them even
more so. This one was recorded in

Hermosa Beach, California, site of

The Lighthouse, long a bastion for
the best in jazz in Southern Cali-

fornia. For my taste, the best of The
MJQ’s recording have been done be-
fore live audiences, and this one fol-

lows true to form. The responses from
an appreciative audience apparently
have a very salutory effect on The
MJQ, and seem to urge them to swing
just a little bit harder. And make no
mistake about it, these four gentle-
men swing! When the tempo is bright
they swing a little harder, when the
tempo is down they swing a little

softer, but swing they do. Of particu-
lar note is the group’s treatment of

the popular, “The Shadow Of Your
Smile;” once again it points up how
admirable this vehicle lends itself to

a jazz interpretation. The fact that
The Modern Jazz Quartet makes very
limited club appearances adds to the
importance of this release. The legion
of MJQ fans should revel with this

one and those who are being intro-

duced to the MJQ for the first time
couldn’t have a nicer introduction.

SWEET RAIN (Verve 8693) STAN
GETZ -— This is the first “blowing”
album that Getz has released in a
long time and it is welcomed by me
and all the other Stan Getz fans.

Much of the success of the album
must be given to the outstanding
rhythm section with which Getz has
surrounded himself, Chick Corea on
niano, Ron Carter on bass, and Grady
Tate on drums. It’s doubtful if the

album would have come off as well as

it did if players of lesser calibre were

used. This rhythm section seemed the

catalyst for Getz’s flights, and one

would find it hard to believe that they
had not worked long and regularly
with Getz before this album was re-
corded. As a long-standing and ardent
Stan Getz fan I must infer from this
recording that some of the fire is gone
from his playing, especially at up-
tempo. It makes one wonder if his
alliance with the music of South
America, The Bossa Nova, hasn’t
robbed Getz of some of his vitality.

Then again, perhaps this affinity for
lyricism and beauty is a further so-
phistication of the Getz conception,
and, as such, is what we can expect
from him henceforth. Lyrical or fiery,

Stan Getz remains one of the greats
and this “Gentle Rain” album is a
good one.

BIG SWING FACE (Pacific Jazz
10117) BUDDY RICH—This is Bud-
dy’s second big band set and it’s al-

most as good as the first one. Con-
sidering what a blockbuster the first

one was, almost is a very high recom-
mendation! Recorded before a live au-
dience in California, it gives Buddy
a chance to exhibit his charm and
repartee as a leader of one of the
most exciting, invigorating, stimu-
lating big bands of the day. As usual,
Rich has made his drum mastery an
integral part of the band’s sound in-
stead of a stick-out sound around
which the rest of the band plays. The
arrangements are by Bill Holman, Bill
Potts, Harry Betts, Shorty Rogers,
and Pete Myers. Anybody who knows
anything about music knows that’s a
pretty good team of arrangers. Oh
yes, Bob Florence should be included,
too. Fresh off its triumph at New-
port, its tour with Sinatra, its sum-
mertime TV show, the Buddy Rich
Band has to be about the hottest
thing around, and this album can only
help you understand why. Buddy’s
twelve year old daughter, Cathy, does
a remarkably good vocal, “The Beat
Goes On,” and I mean good, not just
“good for a twelve year old.” It must
be a tremendous kick for Buddy to
hear his daughter singing in front of
his band, a band that always comes
to play.

BOLA SETE AT THE MONTE-
REY JAZZ FESTIVAL (Verve 8689)
BOLA SETE—It happened in Monte-
rey and not such a long time ago,
last September, to be exact. And
what happened was one of the high-
points of the Festival; fortunately the
tape decks were rolling for Bola
Sete’s set and what we have is one
of the most exciting albums to come
our way in a long time. The Brazilian
guitarist has been playing in the
States for several years now, and
always just at the brink of large-
scale recognition. Well, if this album
doesn’t do it for him, I don’t know
what will. As the notes head, this is

a MAGNIFICENT album! One side is

given over to a medley from “Black
Orpheus” and the other side is com-
prised of two originals by the guitar-
ist. His colleagues for this appear-
ance are the two regular members of
his Trio, fellow Brazilians Sebastian
Neto on Bass, and Paulhino on Drums.
The quality of music that this trio

creates is unbelievable, and the
amount of sound that they generate is

equally unbelievable. There was no
need to dub in audience response for
this date. Jazz chroniclers testify that
The Bola Sete Trio was the hit of
Monterey that Saturday night and
much of what they played has been
perpetuated on this album. You should
hear it!

Weinberger Dies At 71

NEW YORK — Noted composer-con-
ductor Jaromir Weinberger died at

the age of 71 on August 8 at his

home in St. Petersburg, Florida.

Weinberger had been in ill health for
some time.
Born in Prague, Wienberger stud-

ied at conservatories in Prague and
Leipzig, and became a teacher and
conductor in Europe. He came to the
United States in 1939 and became a

citizen in 1948. A member of the
American Society of Composers,
Authors and Publishers (ASCAP)
since 1943, Weinberger wrote several
operas, among them “Schwanda, The
Bagpiper,” “The Beloved Voice,” and
“The Outcasts Of Poker Flat;” and
numerous works for orchestra (“Pas-
sacaglia,” “The Legend Of Sleepy
Hollow,” etc.).

Weinberger is survived by his

widow.

Maestro Casals has long been asso-

ciated with Columbia Records. His

LP’s include Bach’s “Brandenburg
Concertos,” “Orchestral Suites” and

ten other disks featuring rarely heard

chamber music for instruments and

voice. These records include Casals

with the Marlboro Festival Orchestra.

He is also featured on the historic

“Concert at the White House” LP cut

at a special private concert given for

the late President Kennedy.
The Marlboro Festival, directed by

pianist Rudolf Serkin, brings to Ver-

mont each summer, at their own ex-

pense, a community of solo artists and

chamber music players for master

classes and concerts.

Chris Wilson Promo Campaign

Puts ‘Joy’ In The Picture

NEW YORK — Anyone who arrived

early at the recent Four Seasons con-

cert at the Central Park Rheingold

Festival was welcomed by a surprising

new talent, Chris Wilson, who is now
the target of a promotion campaign
centered on his “All The Joy” deck.

Cut short after only two numbers,

the performer seemed to be lost in the

void until Columbia Records released

his self-composed song and found that

he was well received at the recent

sales meeting in Hollywood, Fla. At
that time, several representatives

stated that they would gladly get to

work breaking the ballad, and Wilson

is now in the midst of preparing mate-

rial with his combo and readying for

personal appearances on behalf of his

outing.
Although this is his first recording

venture, he has been writing material

for several years. Most of his words
are composed spontaneously “as the

feeling or inspiration hits” with music
almost inherent in the rhythm of the

poetry. He has already composed al-

most ninety songs, many published by
Martinique Music.
Night clubs and theater dates are

his forte because, he describes, “my
songs are the kind that have to be

listened to,” so that a sitting audience

is best to aim at.

Wilson opened his show business ca-

reer nine months ago, and has already

been tabbed “the troubador of the love

generation” through his appearance at

the Cafe Wha? in New York.
Highlight of the promotion for “All

The Joy” will be an upcoming color

television show filmed by CBS-TV for

probable airing this fall. The show
was taped during a recording session,

and features Wilson and his song.

TEMPTATIONS
NEW YORK—First there was some
fine old-fashioned entertainment, then
the Detroit hit machine brought extra
excitement to the show, and suddenly—there was magic as the Temptations
paraded in splendid revue at the
Copacabana in New York.

Opening strongly with a series of
blues songs, the Temptations nearly
gave the impression that Copa
habituees had come to the wrong place
since they mark a departure from the
usual headline act type at the nitery;
but by the closing number there was
no doubt that viewers had been won
over by the sheer excitement of the
group and their material. Rather than
striking out by showing to the wrong
audience, the quintet struck a blow
for the spread of Motown blues among
the older, somewhat conservative,
people who frequent the club.

But the act was not a simple
smattering of one musical view; it

was a presentation of the many
faceted talents of the team, who per-
formed with equal talent selections
out of the American show, folk and
blues bags, as well as a combined
Anglo-French pairing of “Yester-
day” and “What Now My Love.”

Spacing performances of their own
hits by including softer material be-
tween them, the crew allowed viewers
a chance to catch their breath and
see another side of the entertainers.

“Beauty Is Only Skin Deep,” “My
Girl” and “Ain’t Too Proud To Beg”
were broken up by a fine up-dating of

“Swanee” and the team’s tribute to
“some of the groups who guided us
along the way”—a showing of im-
personations of the Freshmen, Ink
Spots and Mills Brothers, whose styles

are blended into the sound that is

only the Temptations.
In the encore segment of the almost

hour-long performance, the group
scored with the audience on a brilliant

reading of “Ole Man River” and broke
up the entire evening’s gathering
with an indescribable “Losing You.”

Enthusiastic applause for many of

the sone-s was nowhere near the shat-

tering ovation that poured out during
the fina’e a version of “Losing You”
that ca T' only be called a jazz-like

session developing and is altering the

show by the singers’ building emotion

and ability to swing into the mood
read in the crowd.

HERMAN'S
NEW YORK—Remember Saturday
afternoons at the movies when the
kids screamed through all the car-
toons and pelted the screen with
empty (and sometimes not so emptv)
popcorn and candy boxes? Well, the
same atmosphere, if not precisely the
same spirit, nrevailed at the West-
bury Music Fair in Westbury, Long
Island last Monday afternoon (7)
when MGM’s top rock group, Her-
man’s Hermits, pitted their strength
against that of a crowd composed
mostly of frenzied teenage girls. Of
course the Hermits, who have been
similarly received hundreds of times
before, did not really expect to be
heard clearly. Having little wads of
paper thrown at them by their ador-
ing fans was probably nothing new
either. But the few people in the

HERMITS
audience who wanted to hear the
Hermits perform rather than worship
them were denied that pleasure.

What could be heard, sounded
good, and judging by the very nature
of the audience’s apnroval, the Her-
mits are still one of the most ponular
grouns around. Leading off with an
infectious reading of the Beatles’ “A
Little Help From My Friends,” the

boys offered a wide variety of pop
tunes including the Bee Gees’ recent

hit, “New York Mining Disaster

—

1941,” and their own hits, “Mrs.
Brown. You’ve Got A Lovely Daugh-
ter,” “Henry VIII,” “There’s A Kind

Of A Hush,” and others. No doubt

about the Hermits’ talent. But if you

really want to hear them, buy their

records.

JIMI HENDRIX EXPERIENCE
NEW YORK—One of the most aptly
named groups on the modern blues-
rock scene, the Jimi Hendrix Experi-
ence, closed their New York stay with
a frantic set at Salvation marking the
night spot’s opening last Tuesday (8).

Titling the team “Experience” is

appropriate because that is exactly
what their shows are. The act is en-
thralling on records, as may be wit-
nessed by the ranid recention given
“Are You Experienced?,” the trio’s

first American release LP on Renrise;
but even more engrossing in person.

Music aside, and that is hardly the

way it effects audiences, the act is

really something to behold. Hendrix
himself is not satisfied to perform as
one of the finest blues guitarists on
the current scene, and he goes to

great lengths to prove his capabilities

by carrying on in a number of con-
torted positions losing none of his
artistry, and even (at one point in

the act) by picking a melody with
his teeth or his toes.

Visually exciting, audially a delight,

the Jimi Hendrix Experience proved
a worthy talent to mark the premiere
to the public of Salvation.

CANDY MEN
NEW YORK—Long a back-un group
for Roy Orbison, the Candy Men are
out on their own now and, just last
week, were packing ’em into Steve
Paul’s the Scene. The group is as
tight as any we’ve ever seen and is

a sort of “musicians group,” drawing
members of other rock a^-ts to the
cavernous nitery night after night.
The Candy Men offer material from

just about every bag imaginable, from
middle-fifties rock ’n’ roll to slices

from the “Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely
Hearts Club Band” LP.
They do other people’s material ex-

tremely well and we look forward to
hearing them do some more original
stuff somedav. Thev are particularly
good and well worth seeing whenever
the opportunity arises.

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British C~StW Group Inks Pact With RCA Victor;

Gordon Smith In Big Push For C&W Music In Eng.

NASHVILLE—A group calling itself

the Hillsiders made news when it

sidled into Nashville last week to cut
its first session under a shiny new
RCA Victor contract. Although re-
cording pacts in themselves are rarely
eye-opening, especially in the case of
unknown acts, the Victor-Hillsiders
deal draws its interest from the fact
that the group is composed of five
British boys who sing country music—English style. In addition, the Hill-
siders first sessions for RCA are part
of a duet package with Bobby Bear,
making them perhaps the first foreigm
country act ever to cut such an LP for
American consumption. The group’s
first RCA single is due out in Jan.

Arriving in Nashville last week,
the Hillsiders guested on the “Porter
Wagoner” and “Ralph Emery” TV’ers
and the Grand OT Opry. They had
originally planned to make a two
week tour of the U.S., but it was
cancelled because of difficulties with
the American Federation of Musicians.

As a result, the group is doing only

station promos.

Oddly enough, the Hillsiders are not

a unique act in their native land.

Gordon Smith, who handles the group,

has a stable of over 60 country bands
in England, the great majority of

which operate in the Liverpool area

—

the home of the Beatles and other

famed rock groups. The Cavern Club,

where the Beatles began, is now
featuring country music.

“I see Liverpool as England’s
answer to Nashville,” says Smith, who
has been waging what amounts to a

one-man campaign for country music
in Britain. Smith was noticed by New
York publisher A1 Gallico, who was so

impressed by the Englishman’s knowl-
edge of our country music that he im-
mediately directed him on the path

which led him to the position he now
holds—head of his own firm, Country
Music Federation. Gallico brought
Smith over in Dec., 1966 to visit Nash-
ville and get first-hand knowledge of
country music operations here.

Smith’s CMF is probably the largest
dealer in country music in England,
handling not only management, but
the recording and leasing of tapes to
labels, as well as the organization and
booking of packaged tours. The firm
also imports foreign (American)
country talent, having been respon-
sible for the handling of David
Houston’s current British tour. The
next few months will see such names
as Tammy Wynnette and Charlie
Walker also making the British scene
via CMF.

“In England,” says Smith, “while
there are numerous country fans, U.S.
C&W artists are just faces and photo-
graphs to them. U.S. country acts
rarely appear in Britain, and their hit

records are often as much as a year
late in arriving here. American labels

do not exploit their C&W product

here, and American artists ask too

much for touring in England.”

Smith plans to bring to Britain one

U.S. country act a month as well as

to try to start country TV series in

England. He feels that in England
country music is still almost an

underground movement. A number of

British deejays and artists who ap-

preciated it themselves have, until

recently, shied away from involve-

ment with it with the apprehension of

being labelled squares. Major blows

were struck for the cause by English

artists Tom Jones and Engelbert

Humperdinck, whose giant versions

of U.S. country songs leant inestim-

able prestige to C&W music.

Henry B. Clay & Wife
Die In Plane Crash

NEW YORK—Henry B. Clay, execu-
tive vice president and general man-
ager of KWKH-Radio in Shreveport,
Louisiana, was killed with his wife on
Aug. 3 when their private plane
crashed near Nevada, Missouri. The
Clays were enroute to the fishing

camp of Charles T. McCord of Shreve-
port on McCord Island in Nestor Falls,

Canada. Mr. Clay was piloting the
plane when it went down during a
light rainstorm at approximately
7:10 p.m. The exact cause of the
crash is unknown, but witnesses say
that the plane broke up as it fell to

earth. Some heard a noise which
sounded like an explosion or the
engines being reved up at full speed.
The plane did not burn after it

crashed.
Mr. Clay was 48 and Mrs. Clay, 44

at the time of their death. Both were
prominent citizens of Shreveport. Both
served as directors of the Shreveport
Times. Both were active in social and
civic organizations.

Mr. Clay came to KWKH as man-
ager at the age of 28. He was head of
the National Broadcasters Association
in 1955, and in 1958 the Louisiana
Broadcasters Association elected him
to its board of directors. The LBA
named him “Broadcaster of the Year”
in 1965. Mr. Clay founded the famed
“Louisiana Hayride.”
The Clays are survived by four

children. Mr. Clay is also survived by
four brothers and four sisters, and
Mrs. Clay by one brother.

Lester Flatt Hospitalized

NASHVILLE — Lester Flatt, lead

singer and rhythm guitarist of the
famed bluegrass duo, Flatt & Scruggs,
is currently undergoing treatment at

the White City Hospital in Sparta,
Tenn. for a blood clot which developed
in his heart. Flatt became aware of

his ailment when he almost collapsed

after an appearance at Constitution
Hall in Washington, D.C.

“However,” Smith states, “the aver-

age British listener still does not
necessarily identify with country
music. He identifies with a particular
artist such as Jones or Humperdinck.
This is the major reason why we must
try to build an image of C&W music
as a form unto itself.

“We are not, however, trying to
build a picture of country music-
American style but country music-
English style. In America, the em-
phasis is on the lyric. Generally, you
look for either a strong message or
a clever lyrical content as a basis for
a hit C&W song. In England, the
emphasis is on the sound, and we are
hoping to develop our own C&W
sound.”

When asked to comment on the

future of country music in England,

Smith told Cash Box, “Country music

is moving in England now just as

R&B music did a while back. People

said R&B wouldn’t go here, but when
groups like the Rolling Stones began
to do some of their material in an

R&B style, it caught on. Soon real

R&B was demanded and U.S. soul acts

and records flooded into England. I

see the same thing happening here

with country music.”

Official figures show that sales of Gramophone records in May this year were
19% up on ,the same month last year. This is encouraging and follows the in-

creases registered in March and April. Total sales for May were valued at

£2,016,000. Home sales gained 16% and Export sales—representing nearly 19%
of the total-—rose by 39%.

Production in May was also up on the same month last year by 7%. 6,812,000

records were produced. Output of 45 RPM records fell by 2% but again, LP
production was up by 21%. Output of 78 RPM records fell by 20%.

Happily, despite the exceptionally hot summer in Britain, manufacturers and
dealers report that sales continue to rise and are well up on last year. The

: emphasis is on quality material by quality artists; this is reflected in the grow-
ing number of these artists, including more and more established names, who
are enjoying long and consistent runs in both the single and LP charts. The
switch to quality is also evident in the continuing growth in popularity of the

Album and the steadily climbing LP sales.

Dealers also report a healthy increase in the demand for Hi-Fi equipment
which can be related to the more selective and discriminating musical taste

of the moment.
As announced in Cash Box (12th August) EMI plans to release the Bell

product on its own label in Britain from this autumn. Additionally, EMI an-

nounce that in October this year they will issue Stereo albums from ABC
Paramount’s Command label. EMI’s Command releases will be packaged in

full colour front and back sleeves which will also include a double-page break-
down of tracks, artist biogs, ets. The first 12 releases will include albums by
Count Basie, Robert Maxwell, The Ray Charles Singers, Dick Hyman, etc., etc.,

plus a “Discotheque Dance Album.”
John Culshaw is to leave Decca Records on October 1st, to take up a new

appointment as head of BBC TV Music Programmes. Culshaw, one of Britain’s

leading experts on the recording of classical music and a pioneer of modern
methods for recording opera, leaves Decca after 21 years as Recording Man-
ager, during which time he has been responsible for many of the company’s
finest classical recordings including the complete Wagner “Ring” cycle with
the Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra under Georgo Solti which was completed
last year with the issue of “Die Walkure.”

British Decca has temporarily suspended the release of the Jimi Hendrix
single “How Would You Feel” originally scheduled for 11th August. We don’t

know how Hendrix feels, but the decision comes hard on the heels of the
American ban resulting on his withdrawal from the Monkees’ tour.

The latest classical project planned by CBS is to record the complete works
of Webern with the London Symphony Orchestra and a specially selected
group of instrumentalists and soloists, under the distinguished baton of CBS
conductor Pierre Boulez. The series got under way in June when the Passa-
caglia Op. 1, the Six Pieces Op. 6 and the Five Pieces Op. 10 were recorded.
Further sessions are planned for November 1967 and April 1968. It is hoped
that the series will be completed by 1969, the year that Boulez is coming to

Britain to conduct the L.S.O. in a number of concerts devoted to composers of
the “Second Viennese School” (Berg, Schoenberg and Webern).

Before leaving for Yugoslavia, British group The Shadows went into the
studios with A.&.R. Larrie Paramor to record the titles they will sing at the
Song Festival in Spliit—“I Can’t Forget” and “Running Out of World,” both
have lyrics by Don Black who wrote the Oscar-winning words for “Born Free.”

; The group are also busy cutting a special LP for the Japanese market, includ-
ing some impressionistic compositions of their own, and established ‘Pops’
from the Japanese hit parade. The LP has been requested by EMI’s affiliate

in Japan Toshiba following the Shadows’ recent and fantastically successful
tour of that country.
CBS announced that the third and most lavish Annual Sales Conference to

date will take place on September 29th at London’s newly-opened Royal Lan-
: caster Hotel. Innovations will include the use of Psychedelic lighting and
closed-circuit television. The Conference will be chaired by CBS Managing
Director Ken Glancy, who will also host an after business banquet at which
CBS artists will supply the cabaret.

LONDON—Philips Records Limited
recently staged its 1967 annual sales
conference in London, during which
future releases on Philips, Fontana
and Mercury were presented.
Top executives from Liberty Rec-

ords, whose product is distributed
here by Philips, were also in attend-
ance. Present were Alvin S. Bennett,
president, Seymour Zucker, vice-
president, Bob Scaff, vice-president,
Ronald Kass European director and
Robert Reisdorff, managing director,
Liberty Records Landon.
The Philips Group has enjoyed con-

siderable success in recent years with
an above average number of chart
entries, and the organization’s inten-
tion of achieving even higher ratings
in the future was evidenced by the
very high standard of future releases
presented at the conference.

Musicassette Plans
Managing director Leslie Gould

said that after a rather slow summer
sales period, he was looking forward
to a very successful selling season
with a bumper release schedule con-
taining an unusual number of “block-
busters.” Looking further ahead,
Gould prophesied that 1968/69 would
be “Musicassette Year,” with new
machines, new manufacturers and
new programs in this field. Philips’
plans for musicassettes cover all

facets of music and will be aimed at
all markets including many new ones
where records have not yet been sold.
Playback equipment will be within the
reach of all buyers, ranging in price
from £10-£50 a machine. Car cassette
machines will also be available in
more compact designs, which will
revolutionize the concept of music in
cars. Over one hundred different pro-
grams, catering to every taste, have
been specially designed for cars and
will soon be on the market.

Gould announced the forthcoming
release (October 1st) of a special
charity record of Christmas carols by
the Gregory Orchestra, which has
been produced by Philips for Oxfam.
Entitled “David Frost Introduces A
Christmas Record for Oxfam,” the
album will sell for £1. Dealers will
take a reduced profit, and all proceeds
will go to Oxfam.
Darcy Glover, Philips’ marketing

manager, was responsible for organiz-
ing yet another highly successful
sales conference.

‘Campaign’ Presentation
An innovation of this year’s confer-

ence was the presentation of product
to the sales force by ‘campaigns’
rather than by the usual label by label
method. Presenting the future prod-
uct, Glover first announced plans for
the company’s Double Album re-
leases, which, for the first time, will
feature brand new recordings instead
of re-issue material. These releases
will also include for the first time
classical and spoken word material.
Philips has developed a completely
new marketing system for the Double
Album series, combining packaging,
advertising and point of sale mer-

chandising. A special new recognition
logo for Double Albums has also been
created.

Glover announced that due to the
past success of the budget line popu-
lar jazz series (retailing at 21/9d)
the series would be extended as of
Semptember to include not only jazz,
but Scottish material and more popu-
lar folk-styled material, as well as a
range of Mercury “Super Stereo”
sound records and a range of Mer-
cury popular records by artists such
as Sarah Vaughan, Brook Benton etc.

In the classical field, the conference
saw the introduction of boxed sets
containing, in each case, one or more
free records, i.e. five record sets sell-

ing for the price of three records and
three record sets selling for the price
of two. Again, these will be presented
in a combined campaign. It was also
announced that Philips will be re-
leasing a 1-disk LP of highlights from
the fantastically successful “Messiah”
set, featuring the L.S.O. conducted by
Colin Davis. This will retail at 38/-.

End Mono Classics
A major announcement in the

classical field came with Philips’ de-
cision that as of September 1st they
will no longer issue mono classical
recordings. The company’s sales slo-
gan will be “Stereo Records Also
Playable on Mono.” Mono records in
the current catalog will continue to
be available until present stocks are
exhausted.

Highlights from the new LP prod-
uct announced by Philips include: the
first Scott Walker LP, “Scott”; a new
album by Julie Felix, “Flowers”; and
the first LP Madeleine Bell, “Made-
leine.” A&R manager Johnnie Franz
announced that he has just completed
a new Dusty Springfield LP for rush-
release in September.
A new campaign for the “Wing”

budget line involving “budget boxes,”
was also announced. There will be
four boxes of six records each, one
containing the nine Beethoven Sym-
phonies, another a selection of Tsehai-
kovsky favourites, a third six Gilbert
and Sullivan operettas, and a fourth
nine top Broadway musicals. Each set
will retail at the remarkably low
price of 75/-. Also on “Wing” will be
the only low-priced single recording
available of Tschaikovsky’s “1812
Overture” at 12/6d.
A new popular-priced Vanguard

series will also be issued on Fontana,
including “Spirituals to Swing” Vol-
umes 1 & 2 featuring the famous
Carnegie Hall concert recordings of
1938/39 by Benny Goodman, the
Count Basie Band and others. The
series will also include albums by
Mitchell’s Christian Singers, Ruby
Braff and Ellis Larkins, Jimmy Rush-
ing and others. Other Fontana high-
lights include a second record by the
Tilsley Orchestra of more favorite
classical themes, this time styled for
1967. There will also be a new record
by the Band of the Scots Guards,
“King Sousa” and a second album by
Manitas de Plata.

MIDEM’s de Villeroy Completes
7 Week Tour Of The Americas
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Of course there is not much activity on the Italian market during this period
of the year. Many publishers and record firms have closed their offices for a
vacation period. Some others are already back at their desks, preparing the
new schedule for the coming season, but it will be two weeks before we will

be able to speak about the specific new programs and productions for the
autumn/winter season. According to conversations we had recently with ex-
ecutives of the Italian industry, it seems that the activity for the coming sea-
son will be even more concentrated in the “albums” field and particularly in

the releases of pop LPs, confirming once more, that on the Italian market,
LPs are taking an increasing share of the total sales The 16% share indicated
in our Directory in July should be modified substantially before the end of the
year.
The summer season has put the spotlight, in Italy, on two artists, Antoine,

a French singer, and A1 Bano, of this country.
Antoine originally recorded for Vogue of Paris, whose products are dis-

tributed here by Saar. Antoine was introduced on the Italian market via the
San Remo Festival, where he sang his big hit, “Pietre.” This disk has sold
over 600,000 copies, and this during the period when his popularity in his
native country was clearly declining. Now his name is again listed on our
charts thanks to the Italian version of his composition entitled originally “Je
M’Appelle Cannelle” which has been translated in Italian as “Cannella.”
Antoine introduced this song for the first time on the stage of the Piazza

San Marco in Venice during the 3rd edition of the International Light Music
Show'. The success reported on this occasion is confirmed on the Italian record

market by the increasing sales of his disk, which is climbing the charts.

At present Antoine is the only foreign artist with a record among the top

20 best sellers on the Italian market (with the exclusion of the American
born singer Rocky Roberts (Durium), of whom we will speak later.

The summer season has put the accent on domestic artists and domestic
product, this in spite of the increased demand for foreign releases on the part

of some of our producers and in spite of the British and American influences

which have always affected our record market. With the exceptions of La
Banda by Mina (Ri.Fi) and A Chi by Fausto Leali (also from Ri.Fi) there

are no foreign copyrights listed among the top fifteen.

We wish to stress, for the benefit of our record and music operators, who
are preparing the schedule for the coming season, that it looks as though
domestic artists and product are currently preferred by our public.

As we said before, among the Italian artists, the summer spotlight shone
on EMI Italiana’s new discovery, A1 Bano.
A1 Bano is a young talent: he was discovered by Pino Massara who pro-

duces him for EMI Italiana. He took part in the “summer disk” contest with
the song, “Nel Sole” which is presently his best seller with over 250,000 copies

sold up to now. The same song obtained further promotion via the Interna-

tional Light Music Show of Venice where Bano was judged first among the
young talents debuting in this event and was awarded a “Silver Gondola.”
We have also mentioned Rocky Roberts of Durium. As we already reported,

he is an American-born singer, but really he has to be considered as an Italian

artist, since he started his career here thanks to Durium, who introduced his

name on the record market. His top disk is “Stasera Mi Butto” a song which
served as the opening tune in the top Italian TV show “Sabato Sera” (Satur-
day Night), where Rocky was invited to be one of the performers. “Stasera
Mi Butto” is an original Italian title published by Curci, and it has been listed

on our best sellers charts for 13 weeks.

“Sure, He’s A Cat.” The group is now working on a new album to be released

next September.
HMV’s winner of the 1961 Eurovision Song Festival, Jean-Claude Pascal,

did his show, “Nous Les Amoureux,” for VPRO-TV last Friday. Both Johnny

Jordaan and Tante Leen scored big successes with their participation in Frans

Boelen’s musical show, which featured highlights of the 50’s. New releases

to be rushed out by Bovema’s pop department this week are, among others,

Jeff Beck’s “Tallyman,” Rupert’s People’s “Reflections Of Charles Brown,”

Neil Diamonds “Thank The Lord For The Night Time,” The Royal Guardmen’s

“Airplane Song” and Vicky Carr’s “It Must Be Him.” In the LP area there

are new items launched by Buck Owens’ Bucharoos (“America’s Most Wanted

Band”), Wynn Stewart (“It’s Such A Pretty World Today”), and the fifth

Dimension’s (“Up, Up And Away”). Alan Price Set’s “The House That Jack

Built” (Decca) received a fantastic reception from all Dutch deejays resulting

in maximum airplay. Tom Jones’ latest, “I’ll Never Fall In Love Again’

(Decca) had very good sales in its first week and will be high on the charts

within a month. The American hit “River Is Wide” by The Forum, recorded

by Mira Records, has been released here on the London label. N.V. Phono-

gram obtained the rights for “007,” an English hit parade success by Desmond

Dekker on the Pyramid label. Big sales are expected for The Troggs record

“Hi Hi Hazel.” Their previous one, “Night Of The Long Grass” is still on

the charts. Phonogram released on the Page One label “My Mammy” by the

King Brothers and “All I Want Is You” by Pick and Bill.

The Dutch pop groups are riding high in the Top Twenty. This week Cuby

& Blizzards, The RO-d-YS and Rob Hoeke’s R & B Group have all moved up-

ward with their new singles.

A gigantic “love-in” in Amsterdam featured flower-power groups such as

Zen and The RO-d-YS. N.V. Phonogram reports the rush-release of The Sym-

bol’s new single, “Bye Bye Baby” on the President label.

Negram-Delta introduced a brand-new Dutch label to the market on August

11; Teeset Records. The label will feature local recordings and is distributed

by Delta. The first record issued on the new label is “Now’s The Time,” by

the famous Teeset. The first album, scheduled for release on Teeset is an LP
by the same group, to be finished this month. Negram-Delta is launching the

label with all the power they posses. “Now’s The Time” will probably be

issued in England.

Dave Davies made the jump of the week into the Dutch top ten when his

first solo single leaped from #26 to #3. It’s obvious that “Death Of A Clown”

will be topping the charts before the end of the month. A new Kinks single

will be released in September.

On Pye, Negram-Delta released four “Greatest Hits” LP’s by well-known

English artists Donovan, The Kinks, Sandie Shaw and The Searchers. The

Kinks LP met a tremendous demand from all dealers. In the “Greatest Hits”

introduction series more LP’s are planned by The Motions, the Teeset and

others.

New releases in the single field this week include: “I Like The Way” by

Tommy James and the Shondells, which is currently riding the charts in the

States; “Don’t Let The Rain Fall Down On Me,” a lovely little record by the

Critters; “Behold.” in the tradition of the 20’s, by the Ray King Soul Band;

and a sparkling duet by Dionne W'arwick and Chuck Jackson entitled “Any-

thing You Can Do . .
.”

. “Love Song” and “My Mother” are two self-penned

items by 20-year old Dutch lark Marian Nobel, which are coupled on a new
Delta single. For the same label the Wheels have made splendid instrumental

versions a la Ramsey Lewis of two former golden hits, “Come Down The

Roof” and “I Despise You,” both produced by Peter “Beestjes” Koelewijn.

Netherlands’ leading pop-weekly, “Hitweek,” has payed much attention

this week to two splendid West Coast groups. The Doors and the Electric

Prunes both gained enthusiastic reviews for their first albums. The chart-

topping Doors single, “Light My Fire,” and the Prunes’ single, “Get Me Tc

The World In Time” were marked as “aanraders” (advised to buy). Editors

of the paper are already raving about the Electric Prunes’ banana record.

In September, 150 California hippies will visit Amsterdam to “LOVE.” A
“love-in” like never before will take place at the Vondelpark, two leading

“LOVE” groups, the Grateful Dead and Big Brother and the Holding Com-
pany, will give a free concert at the event. Negram-Delta will release the

first LP by the Grateful Dead on Warner Brothers and “All Is Loneliness”

by Big Brother And The Holding Company on Vogue/Mainstream at the

time of the “love-in.” On July 31 Negram-Delta released six LP’s featuring

highlights of six famous opera’s sung in German on it’s Ariolas Baccarola

line. The complete series consists of “Der Freischutz,” composed by C. M.

von Weber, “La Boheme” by G. Puccini, “Die Hoc-hzeit Des Figaros” com-

posed by W. A. Mozart. “Madame Buttrefly” by G. Puccini, “Cavalleria

Rusticana” by P. Mascagini and “Zar Und Zimmerman” written by Albert

Lortzing. Sales of the LP’s are promising.

J. B. Euson, CBS’ greatest local rhythm & blues discovery, appeared on

NCRV-TV on August 3, singing his latest single, “True Love” b/w “Hold

On Baby.” No doubt this single will be received well after Euson’s first

success in Belgium with “Amen.”

Last week in this column we made mention of the visit to America by dee-

jay Ken Sparkes. Due to a last minute change in plans, Ken has had to post-

pone the trip for a short while. Meanwhile he is continuing with his radio

and television programs.
It has been a few weeks now since there was a locally produced single fea-

tured on our national best-seller list. Records by artists such as the Easy-
beats, Normie Rowe, the Bee Gees, etc., were all recorded in England. There

Move with “Magic Eyes” and “I Heard The Fire Sing”; Phil Jones and the
Unknown Blues with “Pick A Bale Of Cotton” b/w “Sylvie”. On the album
front we have “The Sun’s Gonna Shine Tomorrow, and other J.O’K Hits”,

featuring Johnny O’Keefe and an album called “The Clarion Set”, with singles

from the Clarion label packed into one album.
Buddy England has a new single out on the HMV label through EMI. Top-

side is “I’m Goin’ For You” a composition by Mike Brady, a local writer;

whilst the “b” side of the release is Buddy’s own song “Never Do Tommor-
row”. Buddy England has had some strong regional success with past re-

leases but just hasn’t been able to break-through on the national scene. The
new deck may tip the scales in his favour this time around.

One of the biggest single hits of this month and no. 1 on the Dutch charts

this week is Scott McKenzie’s “San Francisco” (Be Sure To Wear Some
Flowers In Your Hair). CBS just released the third single by the popular

British group, The Tremeloes: “Even The Bad Times Are Good.” This single

(issued in a 4-color sleeve) like “Here Comes My Baby” and “Silence Is

Golden” is bound to strike the market with quite a bang. Other single re-

leases include “My World Fell Down” by Sagittarius and the British London
Cast version of “If I Were A Rich Man” by Topol. New releases in the popu-

lar LP field are: a tremendous album by Georgie Fame, entitled “The Two
Faces Of Fame,” featuring him in the studio and in concert with The Georgie
Fame Band and The Harry South Big Band; The Buckinghams, with “Time
And Charges”; and an album entitled “Country Music Hits Of Today” fea-

turing among others, Ray Price, Johnny Cash, “Little” Jimmy Dickens, Stone-

wall Jackson and Carl Smith. Recent CES additions to the classical LP field

include: a great new album entitled “Boulez Conducts Debussy,” containing

Debussy’s “La Mer,” “Prelude L’Apres-midi D’un Faune” and “Jeux,” per-

formed by The New Philharmonia Orchestra conducted by Pierre Boulez,

and E. Power Biggs in a wonderful set playing the Baroque Organs Of
Europe.
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The decision of the Brazilian Musicians’ Union to force all professionals to

go through exams in order to have permits to work hasn’t been put into effect.

After a few weeks of discussions, in which people connected with music (sing-

ers and musicians, press, radio and TV, representatives etc.) took conflicting

positions, many young artists went through exams and others didn’t even show
up. No one wanted to create a worse situation and everything is more or less

where it was at the beginning. ...
Vocal trio Os 3 Morais, and Discos Som Maior, hosted a cocktail party for

the official release of the album that the group cut for that label. Press and
friends attended the party and praised the disk, which includes such numbers
as “There’s A Kind Of Hush” (version by Lilian Knapp, “So Eu E Voce”),

“Call Me” (version by Sidney Morais), “Tell The Boys” (A Turma, also Sid-

ney’s version), “Un Homme Et Une Femme” (version by Luis Guedes), “Pup-
pet On A String” (Estou Feliz, version by Lilian), “Five Hundred Miles” (La
Muito Alem, version by Maria Julia) and others.

RCA Victor’s latest releases include: a double-compact by old-timer Carlos
Gonzaga, who sings in his well-known style the Portuguese version of “Black
Is Black” (Escureceu), “Juramento De Play Boy,”_ “Canta Maria” and “Tempo
De Crianga”; an important album by best-seller pianist Floyd Cramer playing
the Monkees in his personal way and with excellent rhythmic backing; the
debut disk of popular chanter Nilton Cesar, “Voce Precisa Se Mancar” (penned
by Carlos Imperial and Eduardo Araujo) b/w “Lenita”; Djalma Lucio with a
new single, “A Imensidao” (L’lmensita) c/w “So Pertengo A Voce”; Luiz
Americo with “Sei Que Nao Sei” c/w “Nao Vou Fiear Sem Voce”; the Jeffer-

son Airplane with “Somebody To Love”; an album by teen chantress Rose-
mary, featuring her hit number “Feitico De Broto” and other numbers by top

men like Carlos Imperial, Eduardo Araujo and Romeo Nunes.

Last week we wrote about Juca Chaves and his censored number, “A Outra
Face Das Rosas” (The Other Face Of The Roses), which was liberated after

a long court case. The chanter-composer just signed a pact with Fabrica De
Discos Rozenblit and will cut a disk (for its Mocambo label) which includes

“Roses”. This way Rozenblit enlarges its national roster with another impor-

tant name which appears besides best-sellers Bobby De Carlo, Martinha, Os
Versateis, Os Baobas, Os Quentes, and others. . . . The international disks re-

leased by the company which we mentioned last week are making noise all

over and have a good chance of appearing on the charts.

Discos CBS Do Brasil has given us news of their latest activities including

the preparation of a new album by popular chanter Carlos Jose—a sure seller.

Newly pacted chanter Jose Roberto is having his debut disk released in the

near future. Another sure seller is organist Lafayette who has already made
his third album of hits. The newest acquisition of CBS is young chanter Flavio

De Taumaturgo. Top artists of the company, Wanderlea, Sidney, Luiz Carlos

Clay, Katia Cilene, Leno & Lilian are preparing new LP’s.

More news from Companhia Brasileira De Discos, home of the Philips label

in this country: a single cut by Marlene includes a number penned by Dora
Lopes and Jose Helio, called “Musiquinha,” which is very much in the style

of Chico Buarque De Hollanda; “A Banda,” which was followed by “A Praga,”

“Jardim De Infancia,” “Ai Vem O Circo,” etc . . . While chanter-composer Edu
Lobo sees his single “Cordao Da Saideira” starting its career towards the top,

he prepares his new album for Philips.

Among the recent new releases made by Nippon Columbia “Maria-No Izumi”
sung by The Blue Comets is making a big hit with sales of 400,000 copies per

month since it was released on June 20. LP “Blue Comets Young Beat” re-

leased on July 20 is gathering popularity, selling 10,000 copies last week.
Among the newest pop releases in August: Nippon Columbia came out on
Flower Music with “San Francisco” by Scott McKenzie, meeting flower music
or psychedelic-rock demands. The firm reportedly schedules 2nd and 3rd serial

releases of the sort, but details are undecided. “Silence Is Golden”/“Hair Hung
Down” by The Tremeloes, “Mercy, Mercy, Mercy”/“You Are Gone” by Buck-
inghams, and “Hey, Grand”/“ Someday” by Moby Grape are among August’s
new pop releases.
When The Brothers Four come here for a 4th-tour at the end of August,

Nippon Columbia will have an anniversary release of “The Brothers Four
Deluxe, Vol. 2” LP (10). The firm will also have another anniversary release
of folk material with “Pete Seeger Story” consisting of a 2 LP set to honor
2nd performance of the artist scheduled this October. The album includes
“Where Have All The Flowers Gone”, “Michael Row The Boat Ashore”, “If I

Had A Hammer” and 19 others.
When Nippon Grammophon switched the sales procedure of jazz recordings

on Atlantic and Verve from Japanese pressings to imported records in June
sales amounts increased abruptly. These good results are partly due to the
“Grammophon Jazz Fan Club”. In the wake of a first release of 48 imported
records, the firm has had a 2nd release with 17 records on Aug. 5, “Simple
Matter Of Conviction” by Bill Evans-, “Summer Samba,” “Soft Samba String,”
“Dream Weaver” and others.
As one of the sales policies on pop singles, the firm will put a strong push

on release of bossa nova tunes, while “Shiroi Nami” (White Wave)/“Nagai
Yoru” (Long Night) released on July 5 with Yuki & Hide is selling most with
sales amount of some 20,000 copies for a fortnight. LP “King Of Bossa Nova/
Stan Getz” on Verve is gathering much popularity, selling 5,000 copies last

month.
The Ventures arrived here on July 23 for a tour which is scheduled to be held

at all the main cities through Japan. Prior to the opening of the performances,
Toshiba Records held a reception party to honor the artists for the surpassing
of 20 million copies in sales. It was held at Tokyo’s Hilton Hotel on July 24
where The Ventures were introduced and played psychodelic- tunes and local

tunes composed by The Ventures with “Kitaguni-No Aoi Sora” (Blue Heaven
Of Northern Country) and “Tokyo Night.”
To mourn the death of John Coltrane, King Records released three of his

LP’s with “A Love Supreme,” “Coltrane’s Golden Album” and “Kula Se Mama”
on September 20; and “Expressions,” a posthumous LP of works by the artist,

will be released at the end of next January. Special favors such as a photo and
interview phono-sheet will be attached to the mourning pressing.

Just how important the radio and TV appearances of artists is, was recently

shown by the statistics over the number of radio and TV sets in different

countries in Europe Let’s run through the main countries in order to give you
an idea: Belgium has 2,995,000 radio sets and 1,660,000 TV sets for the 10

million inhabitants. That means that 30.47' '<_ and 16.6% of the total population

has radio and TV sets respectively. Denmark shows 1,561,000 radio sets and
1.140.000 TV sets for a population of 4.8 million people. That’s 32.74% radio

and 23.9% TV sets for the population. France shows 15.9 million radio sets

and 7.5 million TV sets for a population of about 50 million or 31.9% radio

and 15.0% TV. Italy has 11.2 million radio sets and 6.8 million TV sets for

their 53 million population. That’s 21.1% radio listeners and 13% TV viewers.

Holland has 3.1 million radio sets and 2.4 million TV sets for their 12.5 million

population for a 25% radio listening audience and a 19% TV viewing audience.

Spain has the lowest count with 6 million radio sets and 2.3 million TV sets

for a 32 million population or 18.8% radio and 7.2% TV audience. The highest

viewing audience is in the United Kingdom with 16.4 million radio sets and
14 million TVers for their 54.5 million inhabitants or a 30.2% listening and a

25.6% viewing public and West Germany has 18.2 million radio sets and 12.8

million TV sets for their 60 million people or a 30.4% listening audience and
21.20% viewing public. First place compared to population in both radio and
TV divisions went to Sweden with 3 million radio and 2.2 million TV sets for

just 7.8 million inhabitants or 37.9% radio listeners and 27.8% viewing
audience.

Locally, work is going on for the German
version of “Ma Mie” written and sung by Charles Aznavour, “A Whiter Shade
Of Pale” by Procol Harum, “Dedicated To The One I Love” from The Mamas
And The Papas, “A Little Bit Me, A Little Bit You” from the Monkees, “Pic-
tures Of Lily” from the Who, and of course “Puppet On A String” by Sandie
Shaw.

Larry Yaskiel the Managing Director of Stigwood-Yaskiel International, the
only independent company in Germany working on the basis of promotion and
the acquisition of foreign catalogs gave Cash Box the sum total of the first 6
months work of the young firm. On the promotion side, records promoted by
the firm have sold over 2 million copies. All these are on the Polydor labels.

Every major Polydor international star has been on German TV and here for
personal appearances and at the present, 6 singles and 2 albums are in the top
40 charts. The fastest moving album is the Jimi Hendrix disk “Are You Ex-
perienced” which is number 7 in the best selling albums list which is unique
for a new artist in this country. The new Bee Gees album has also passed the
20.000 mark in sales.

Internationally, Sigwood-Yaskiel pulled the biggest coup of the season as
they acquired the important A&M label which has now switched from Teldec*
to D.G.G. Another acquisition on behalf of D.G.G. is the Acta label with their
hit single “Step Out Of Your Mind” by The American Breed already set for
release. Publishingwise, the firm is busy develoning writers to supplement their
English material. Constantly in the charts with tunes by the Bee Gees and
The Cream they also sub-publish the latest Tremeloes single “Even The Bad
Times Are Good” picked up in January in Cannes by Larry and right hand
man Peter Knight. About the cooperation with D.G.G. Larry said that he has
never before experienced such fantastic sales merchandising as is practiced
by D.G.G. who spared neither time nor money to put on excellent sales posters
and other articles to catch the customers’ eyes and all of their success was
due to the great help from D.G.G. Right now a contract is just starting for the
firm with Philips on the same basis and the firm is looking optimistically to
great success for that label as well.

The Direct Sale
Everyone Suffers but the Conman

This week’s editorial offers a slightly different ap-
proach toward arresting an age-old problem whose
poison is seeping back into the mainstream of our in-

dustry. This article is addressed directly to the loca-

tion owner who may have been exposed to those fast-

money con artists who periodically prance through
the business, fast-talking storekeepers into buying
used jukeboxes, games and vending machines, at

prices far more than they're worth, by selling them
the tall tale that they’re needlessly sacrificing half the
potential income the machine yields to the operator
and can have it all to themselves.

We know the location is actually buying a peck of

grief in service worries, breakdowns, aging equip-

ment, extra work in an area he knows nothing about

and dissatisfaction among his customers used to the

first-class treatment only the experienced coin opera-

tor can provide. Therefore, we have prepared a list of

the more commonly known reasons against direct

sales. Clip it out, paste it on cardboard or bind it in

your collection book. It talks to the storekeeper in lan-

guage he understands. Have it ready if the temptation

winds its ugly way into one of your spots.

You own a store. You sell some kind of merchandise
. . . food, liquor, sundries or whatever. If you turn a
profit at the end of each week you obviously know how
to sell that product properly. The man who gave you
this article knows how to conduct his business proper-
ly and profitably. He’s a coin machine operator and
like you know your trade, he knows his.

Has someone visited your store recently, offering
a chance to own your own jukebox, amusement game
or vending machine? His proposition sounded pretty
good, you thought. Why take a percentage of your op-
erator’s collections from the equipment in your estab-
lishment when you can have it all, just by buying that
salesman's machines? Did he show you, on paper, a
marvelous projection of extra profits you’ll earn at
year’s end with a “minimum of investment’’ of money
and time? Well, beware!
We say beware because buying and attempting to

operate your own coin equipment is like opening Pan-
dora’s Box . . . throw out the operator and you’ll open
the door to all the hundreds of problems he has dealt
with each week without you even knowing. What
problems will you the storekeeper have to face in op-
erating your own machines? Here’s just a few:

1. You’ll be entering an entirely different trade
calling for highly technical skills, purchasing profi-
ciency and a whole new breakdown of tangled legal
ordinances, licenses and taxes that must be complied
with under law.

2. Ail coin-operated equipment breaks down peri-
odically, for any one or combination of a thousand
reasons. Eventually you must either be prepared to fix

it yourself or pay for the services of an independent
n chine repairman. Your operator keeps abreast of
the technical in’s and out’s of all new and used ma-
chines by regularly attending service classes at fac-
tory distributor showrooms. He’s always available to
answer your call when a machine breaks down and put
il hack into working order as rapidly as possible to

66

eliminate loss of income. When your TV set goes on
the blink, do you attempt to fix it yourself? Normally,

you pay for the services of the repairman plus what-
ever parts he must replace. Maintenance is one of the

main services your operator provides gratis.

3. You must be prepared to purchase supplies to

keep your equipment profitable, whether they be rec-

ords, cigarettes, candy or whatever. The cost your op-

erator expends for these supplies is below your own
since the multiplicity of the machines on his overall

route permits him to buy in bulk. In addition, you must
be able to match his skill in purchasing just the right

records, etc. to keep the machine at its maximum
earning capacity.

4. All the tax stamps, monthly tax payments, li-

cense fees, collection reports and the rest of the myr-
iad amount of paperwork the operator has knowledge
of and regularly performs must now be completed and
filed by you.

5. The operator has the ability of rotating different

machines around his route to give each location some-
thing new whenever he feels it needs a shot in the
arm. You are out in the cold in this department and
must be satisfied with whatever you purchased from
the gypsy salesman. If someday you’ll need a new
piece, and you most definitely will, you’ll find great
difficulty obtaining equipment from reputable distrib-

utors and will have to look up your quick-money friend
once again.

6. The reputation of a location is rather important
among the operating industry in each locale. Should
you eventually decide to return to the services of a
professional operator and word of your “back door”
direct purchase approach is discovered, you will find
you’ve alienated the good will of this industry and be
in the coin machine business yourself permanently,
whether you like it or not.

JACK GORDON

NEW YORK — J. Cameron (Jack)
Gordon, former president of the See-
burg Sales Corp. and most recently
president of the Scopitone Div. of
Tel-A-Sign, Inc., has announced his

acquisition of all world wide rights
to all of Scopitone’s patents. His
startling announcement followed two
weeks of meetings at Cameca (the
French parent firm) and as he said,

“became official last Monday (Aug.
7th) when the attorneys for Tel-A-
Sign were granted a Chapter 11 ‘vol-

untary reorganization’ (of the Bank-
ruptcy Act) by the Federal District

Court in Chicago.”
Gordon declared upon his return,

“my trip to Cameca was to assure
the future of ‘sight and sound’ in our
industry, both here in the United
States and internationally.”

In addition to gaining world patent

rights on Cameca’s audio-visual unit,

Gordon obtained the rights to over a

thousand original film negatives made
by “top American and international

artists,” as he expressed it. “The ma-
jority of these films have never been

released in the United States,” Gordon
emphasized.

Gordon has incorporated a firm

called Cameron International, Ltd.

with offices at 515 Madison Ave. in

New York. He advised that parts and
service for all Scopitone equipment

are now available through the new
organization.

“Of the utmost importance to the

coin machine operator,” Gordon stat-

ed, “will be the extent of our film

program. In addition to the original

film masters already mentioned, we’ve

BE OUR GUEST—Say, this merchan-
dising idea is really catching on with
our readers. Here’s a terrific sugges-
tion (see cut) which Sam Willens
(Willens Music Systems, Oak Park,
Mich.) has been using for years. The
idea is to print in the name of the
location owner and location in the
lower portion of the card and insert
a dime in the cutout (see shaded
area). Sam says he’s gotten great re-

sults with the complimentary cards,
adding that he uses them in place of
marked money. Just building a little

on Sam’s suggestion, the card might
make just the “ticket” for turning
your location customers onto two-
plays for two-bits. It’s a nice way to
get them used to the higher price, a
fine way to get the machine going in

dead time, and plenty of good will for
your location owner and naturally for
YOU. Give it a try. Sam says “the
results will amaze you”. Cost of
printing the cards and cutting the slot

is nominal and can be done in a mat-
ter of days by the same printer who
does your letterhead.

set up a world wide film program by
concluding joint ventures to produce
audio-visual programs in Great Brit-
ain, France, Germany, Italy, Japan,
the Benelux nations as well as the
United States,” he added.

$740,000).

Disk Vender Intro'd
CHICAGO—Dave Gorwitz, secretary-
treasurer of Newport Manufacturing
(10 S LaSalle, Chicago, 111.), intro-
duced his firm’s new phonograph ree-'

ord vending machine, the “Dilly-Disc,”
here last week.

Gorwitz said the machine, which
enjoyed a successful trial run in

Wichita, Kansas, is geared for almost
any location, especially retail record
stores, supermarkets, drug stores,
etc.

The machine is equipped to hold a
supply of 240 45 rpm records. The po-
tential customer need only listen to
the record, make his selection, put
four quarters in the slot and complete
the purchase.

Gorwitz further stated that the in-

ventor of Dilly-Disc has given New-
port Mfg. world rights to the ma-
chine. Firm is currently concentrating
on setting up distributorships
throughout the country (and over-
seas).
The Ohio trade is currently gearing

to battle a proposed add-a-ball pin-
game ban in the wake of a judgment
by their Attorney General placing the
extra ball as a “thing of value.”

joyed by millions of American fami-
lies. I think you understand what I

mean.
You recently stated and I quote:

“I’m going to put myself out on a
limb and say it’s time we stop talking
about the labor shortage and do some-
thing about it.” What do you suggest
we do and how?

Yes, I think, up to this point, oper-
ators, distributors and manufacturers
have taken the entire situation too
lightly. It’s a most critical situation

and this must be realized before we
can begin to bring the mechanic need
back to an even par to meet service
demands. We shouldn’t wait for feder-
al and state subsidies . . . what we
need is immediate action . . . we need
mechanics, not government backed
service schools that would allow just
anyone a place to hang his hat. It’s

time the entire industry got together
and planned a series of ‘probing meet-
ings’ to discuss the ways and means
to alleviate the mechanic shortage.
Jack Moran’s service school in Den-

ver is a perfect example of the solu-

tion. I’m not trying to grind an ax
for Jack, but this man is doing his

best to provide good mechanics and
so far he’s been an exceptional suc-

cess. He’s a tremendously dedicated
man and he has the desire to further
our industry’s effectiveness in this

area. He deserves our all-out support
and he has proven to deserve it.

What can we do, Jim?
I think if these meetings were set,

if the heads of associations and inter-

ested operators, distributors and man-
ufacturers would all get together and
discuss this problem, work out the de-
tails, use money from within the in-

dustry and pattern the plans after
the Denver mechanic’s school, that
would be one progressive way to solve
this labor shortage.
