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If amateur night in some local

school gym is a pastime all but past

from the American scene, amateur

night in millions of American homes

is not only very much alive, but kicking

up a sound storm. All sorts of musical

instruments are performed-on on an

amateur level by 45 million, a figure

remarkably double that of 1950.

Amateur musicianship, of course,

does not necessarily mean a profes-

sional career, especially among the 15

million youths between the ages of 14

and 21 who may or may not strike a

melodic note on the dotted line.

However, there are still intriguing

aspects to this boom in spare time ac-

tivity in relation to the record industry.

First, there is a chance that greater

numbers of youngsters will attempt

and hopefully succeed in the profes-

sional arena, thereby supplying the

record industry, in a not-so-indirect

way, with a potential pool of skilled

artistry, whether In a pop, folk, jazz or

what-have-you vein. But, perhaps even

far more reaching Is the affect that a

measure of musical scholarship can

have on the type of music that is to

be recorded.

The point is that the more knowl-

edgeable the record buying public Is

about music, the more demanding the

tide of amateur musicians will be In

measuring the artistry of those who do

go on to become professionals and

factors in one way or another in the

world of recordings. This will not be

happy news to those, whether artists

or recording execs, who are content to

provide recordings with less than total-

ly professional and imaginative sounds.

For the folks out there who can lay

claim to justifiable (in terms of musical

knowledge) criticism will be listening

and judging severely the sounds they

hear. No musical approach will be left

untouched by a group as vast as 45
million, for in that multitude you'll find

Interests that range from the Beatles

to Bach, from soloists to symphonies.

America has reached the point,

many feel, where to be literate in

music Is part of the process of just be-

ing plain literate. And the more this

concept is Inculcated In the educa-

tional scheme of things, the more the

recording industry will have to respond

with product that can live up to the

musical sophisticate. He may never

bask in the glow of a Kliegllght, but

he’s going to be a hard fellow to please

when it comes to others who will.

RANDY WOOD EXITS DOT
HOLLYWOOD—A 17-year association
with a record company he founded
has come to an end for Randy Wood,
who last week revealed his regisna-
tion as president of the label and as
vp of parent company Paramount
Pictures and Famous Music. Para-
mount purchased Dot in 1957, and
last year Paramount was acquired by
Gulf & Western Industries.
An announcement said that Wood

terminated his employment contract
last Jan. 31, although it was to have
remained in effect until Aug., 1969.
Wood, who formed Dot in Gallatin,

Tenn. in 1951, had personally prod-
uced hit singles and albums which
have had retail sales of more than
1126,000,000.
Wood said he would become more

active in management of his Ten-
nessee enterprises, which include
Randy’s Record Shop, Gallatin Music
Corp., Randy Smith Music, Nashville
Pike Farms Inc., Radio Station WHIN
in (Gallatin) and Woodview Farms
and Morrison Farms in Tenn., where
Wood was born and where his parents
reside.
Wood told Cash Box that last Jan-

uary 30th “I terminated my three
year employment contract, and lit-

erally was working day to day. Just
last Thursday (I'Z) I officially re-
signed. As of Monday (21) the people
at Paramount told me they’d have a
new management team by next week.
We have a marvelous, happy group
of people here at Dot. My hope is

that they’ll continue with the label.

As for me—I’ll be commuting be-
tween L.A. and Gallatin. . . . They
say that every door opens to another
room.”

FurtherMajorDeals Coming To Establish

Label Ties With indie Producing Talent
NEW YORK — The association,
through newly-formed labels, of major
record companies and indie producers
is about to be further enhanced by a
number of new deals.

It’s understood that the Columbia,
RCA and Capitol labels are in the
process of and/or nearing completion
of negotiations that will lead to the
establishment of new labels to be ad-
ministered by them, through which
will flow the product created by some
of the industry’s top indie producing
entities.

All three labels have already en-
tered similar agreements over the
past year. Columbia is marketing Lou
Adler’s Ode label, which got off the
ground quickly with its first release,

Scott McKenzie’s “San Francisco
Flowers In Your Hair.” RCA, of

course, has struck gold time-and-time-
again with the Monkees who appear
on the Colgems label, a product of

Columbia Pictures handled through
RCA. Most recently, Capitol Records
and the Beach Boys opened shop with
Brother Records, with the top-selling

team switching from Capitol to this

new label.

Dominant Pattern

The new arrangements will follow

a dominant pattern of record industry
activity in recent years. ABC Records,
for instance, started the Dunhill
Records set-up with Lou Adler,
among others. From this label came

the Mamas & Papas and a hot pub-
lishing company 'Trousdale, with both
the diskery and publishing unit being
purchased outright by ABC last year.
ABC also has a company with Wes
Farrell (Senate) and one with Terry
Melcher. The Dot label has been parti-
cularly active in this area, having
formed in recent months labels vdth
Snuff Garrett (Viva), Jeff Barry
(Steed), and bringing in Bob Crewe
and his Dynovoice Records.
MGM has met with outstanding

success, via the Lovin’ Spoonful, with
this tie-in with the Kama-Sutra label,

which involves a unique trio of fac-
tors: MGM handles the K-S label in

partnership with Kama-Sutra Produc-
tions; while they are signed to Kama-
Sutra, the Spoonful’s sides are pro-
duced by another indie producing
outfit, Koppelman-Rubin.
Amy-Mala has relied on indie

producing talent and their respective
labels for many years. Its recent deals
include ones with Dale Hawkins and
Papa Don.

Other label-indie producer label ar-
rangements include Jubilee and the
Tokens’ B. T. Puppy and Decca
Records, which has a deal with Lee
Hazlewood’s LHI tag.

Prior to this direct relationship
with indie producers, such companies
as Atlantic and London had created
a family-concept of labels distributed
by them yet still wholly-owned by
others.

Edwards To Continue Pop-Siant
Of Jazz Artists On Verve Labei
NEW YORK—Jazz product from the

stable of the Verve label will retain a
pop-orientation under Esmond Ed-
wards, recently named to replace

ESMOND EDWARDS

Creed Taylor as jazz A&R director.

“As we’re seeing everyday,” Ed-
wards says, “jazz is being absorbed
commercially, and is not considered
so far out today. What is avante-
garde today and hard to assimilate
will appear tomorrow in movies, com-
mercials, etc.”

Edwards concedes that jazz sales

have fallen off, but only in the context
of an expanded pop market. As to the
pop-orientation of a number of jazz-

ists, Edwards feels, jazz purists (e.g.

critics) notwithstanding, that it’s not
too much to ask that they think in

terms of earning a greater income by
sporting more commercialized sounds
and still maintaining basic jazz ele-

ments of their artistry. At Verve,
Esmond will cut such stars as Johnny
Hodges, Cal Tjader, Stan Getz,
Astrud Gilberto and Kenny Burrell.
He is currently doing a Hodges LP,
his first project since joining Verve.

London Mono LP End
Denied By Toller-Bond
NEW YORK—London Records will

not put an end to the production of
mono albums, according to D. H. Tol-
ler-Bond, president of the company.
Responding to recent statements in

the daily press, including column ma-
terial in the Chicago Sun-Times and
the Washington Post, Toller-Bond
vigorously denied that any such plan
to phase out mono product was in the
works at London.

Toller-Bond pointed out that all of
the company’s classical releases,
which are already blueprinted for the
release period through the end of this
year, have been allocated for produc-
tion in both mono and stereo units.

This includes both opera and orches-
tral recordings.

London’s pop division, which, with
its family of labels including Hi, Par-
rot, Press, and Deram among others,
is now particularly hot with major hit
LP’s by The Rolling Stones, Engel-
bert Humperdinck, Tom Jones, and
Procol Harum, also envisions no
change in its policy of issuing both
mono and stereo versions of all LP
releases.

Toller-Bond, posing the rhetorical
question of whether a company plan-
ning to get out of the mono business
entirely would, “as we have just done,
bring out 26 new fall LP’s, each in
mono and stereo,” concluded: “I
would like to make clear again that
we have absolutely no plans to dis-
continue the manufacture and mar-
keting of monaural recordings.”

as the music industry press.

He replaces
Esmond Edwards, who has moved
over in a jazz A&R solt at Verve
Records.
Evans has arranged many dates for

Cadet, including Ramsey Lewis’
“Wade In The Water,” “Soulful
Strings” and dates by George Kirby
and Bunky Green. In recent years, he
has done a great deal of work in the
east.

The Chess label, parent company of

Cadet, feels that Evans is one of the
“most important A&R men around,
with a great feel for today’s product.”
His new deal with the label also in-

volves his joining Cadet as an artist

with his own orchestra.

Instrumental 'Ode'
Is Rushed By Atco
NEW -YORK—Atco Records is rush-
ing an instrumental version of the
current Bobbie Gentry (Capitol)
smash, “Ode To Billie Joe.”

Side features a group called the
Kingpins, the leader of which, notes
the label’s Jerry Wexler, is a well-
known instrumentalist whose name
will be revealed at a later date. Kidd-
ingly referring to the matter of who
or what is thrown off ,the bridge in
the vocal hit, Wexler says that on the
instrumental “it’s a broken reed from
an alto sax.”
The Atco date, running 2:45 against

more than 4 min. for the Gentry side,

was cut in Memphis by Tommy Dowd,
Atco’s vp of engineering, and Tommy
Cogbill, the label’s southern rep.
Dowd, by the way, has been stepping
out in the producing area of late.

Levin Sells MGM Holdings
NEW YORK—720,000 shares, nearly

13%% of the outstanding common
shares in MGM Pictures, have been
sold to Time, Inc. and Edgar Bronf-
man, vp of Distillers Corp.-Seagrams.
Of that total, 560,000 shares were

acquired through Philip J. Levin, who
has attempted twice to unseat the
present management of the company
through proxy battles.

Time, Inc. acquired 300,000 shares
from Levin, while Bronfman pur-
chased a total of 320,000, of which
100.000 were received from other
sources. Bronfman is now a holder of

800.000 of the 5,043,000 MGM shares
currently outstanding.

According to statements by Time,
Inc. and Bronfman, their acquisitions

do not represent an associated effort.

Robert H. O’Brien, president of

MGM, termed the acquisitions as
“most gratifying to the board of di-

rectors and management of MGM.”
Time, Inc.’s announcement of its

purchase, made through James Linen,
president of Time, noted the “impor-
tant interests” of MGM in the music
and record industry. MGM is the prin-

cipal owner of Big 3 Music (Robbins-
Feist-Miller) and operates MGM Rec-
ords and its subsidiary labels.

Dorado: Spanish Label

Formed By Al Mossier
NEW YORK—A Latin LP line. Do-
rado Records, has been formed by Al

Massler of Golden Records. The line,

carrying a suggested list of $4.79 in

mono or stereo, will be handled

through distribs that specialize in

Latin market material, Massler said.

First LP features singer Carmen
Delia Dipini. Dorado is the word for

“Golden” in Spanish.

Lishinsky To Vanguard
As Publicity Director
NEW YORK—Judy Lishinsky has

joined Vanguard Records as director

of publicity. She comes to the folk-

oriented label after seven years in

disk company publicity, the las five

of which were with Epic Records
as publicity head. Prior to this, she

was a member of the RCA Victor

press dept, for two years.

Steve Paul's Scene' Goes TV:

2-Hour Metromedia Telecaster
NEW YORK—Steve Paul, owner of

the Scene and the Scene East night-
eries, will host a two-hour color TV
special dealing with contemporary
music over WNEW-New York at
eight pm on Labor Day evening. En-
titled, “Steve Paul’s Scene,” the show
was created by Paul and co-produced
by him in conjunction with New York
Times critic Robert Shelton and
WNEW-TV staff producer Art Fisher
(who also directed the special.) The
show was jointly financed by David
Wolper TV Sales, which will handle
worldwide distribution, and Metro-
politan Broadcasting Television,
which owns outlets in New York, Los
Angeles and Washington, D.C. Mel
Bailey is the executive producer. The
show is slated for airings in Wash-
ington and Los Angeles soon.

Sound consultant for the show was
Bill Hanley, who lists the Newport
Festivals and the James Brown Show
among his credits. Special lighting
effects were created Rudi Stern and
Jackie Cassen, who used 16 slide pro-
jectors, 3 motion picture projectors,
strobe lights, film clips, and rear pro-
jection screens to get the desired
effect. A hand-held piggy-back cam-
era was employed in the taping of the
show so that the viewer might have a
feeling of total involvement, as
though he were a part of the action
taking place.

Living Environment

“Steve Paul’s Scene” was shot in a
living environment concept with no
rehearsals and an audience comprised
of musicians, young people, and (as
Steve Paul puts it) “good people . . .

who may or may not be young or
musicians.” The TV’er features; the
Young Rascals, the Blues Project,
Aretha Franklin, Janis Ian, Moby
Grape, the Chambers Brothers, and
the Staple Singers in addition to
Paul, who sings his soon-to-be-re-
leased single, “The Nitty (Iritty
Secret Of Staying Alive (Or Holding
Hands Can Be Fun) ’’/“Grownups
Play Without Blankets Over Their
Head.” All acts were taped live with
no lip-sink. The video effort was shot
in one-day as though it were really
happening as an attempt to extend
the fusion Steve Paul seeks in his
New York nighteries to the mass

media environment.

Fusion Of Elements

The Scene, Steve Paul’s first club,

was opened in a basement at 46th St.

and 8th. Ave. three-years ago. Paul
states the purpose of the club as, “to
use music as a common denominator
for the fusion between music, musi-
cians, people who like music, and
people who are music in their very
being.” In discussing the Scene fur-
ther, Steve Paul notes: “It still isn’t

paying for itself in the sense that,

although it achieves spurts of eco-
nomic success (on the basis of its

validity) through time to time mass
media acceptance, it functions more
as a club that attempts to be eternal-
ly valid in a true sense. The people
who go to such clubs in general are
not concerned with the clubs for their
validity but for their chicness or ob-
vious appeal. For example: the club
hasn’t been doing well financially re-

cently yet it has never been more
valid.”

Jam Sessions

“Only a week ago there were night-
ly jam sessions where Jimi Hendrix
and his group joined forces with the
Who to back up such front men as
Eddie Brigatti, Tiny Tim, and Keith.
Surely these happenings (while typi-
cal of the Scene’s emergence as the
pop musicians’ club house in N.Y.)
would make it a valid club on the
current pop scene. Yet, because we
present good music first, commercial
music second (sometimes simultane-
ously . . . that’s when we make it,)

we cannot establish the mass public
following.” Elaborating on this
theme, Paul said: “The mass public
wants musical groups that are easy
to dance to, and that they play ob-
viously recognizable (safe) music, or
if it be ‘far out’ that ‘everybody who
matters’ had better have said that it’s

good far out. Being really good far
out doesn’t seem to matter. Pity!”
“We were the first to play the Free

Spirits and Jeremy and the Satyrs
in N.Y., but that was jazz-oriented
rock then (as it is now.) Therefore,
nobody cared . . . except those who
really cared. Now that they write of
the emergence of jazz-oriented rock

sive advertising and promotion cam-
paign on behalf of the entire John
Gary catalog at RCA Victor.

Preparations have been made for
an intensive two-month merchandis-
ing campaign “Starring John Gary,”
which will run through the months of
September and October, and is esti-
mated to reach approximately 15 mil-
lion consumers. Keyed on the new LP
release taped at the balladeer’s March
27th Carnegie Hall concert, the cam-
paign will also give maximum expo-
sure to his fourteen additional catalog
albums and the ten RCA Stereo 8
cartridge and reel-to-reel tape sets
available.
Every aspect of the promotional

field is being employed in the drive,
spotlighting material that the artist
has recorded during his four years
with the label. A consistent best-seller
in the album area, Gary’s sets include
“Spanish Moonlight,” “A Heart Filled
With Song,” “The Nearness of You,”

RawTs LP Cut Removed
NEW YORK—An objection by the

Irving Berlin office to a cut in the

new Lou Rawls’ LP, “That’s Lou,”
has led to a removal of the side from
all new pressings of the album. Cut is

Rawls’ singles hit, “Show Business.”

A section of the lyric is a paraphrase
of the rhyme, “There’s No Business

Like Show Business/Like No Busi-

ness I Know,” although the tune of

the original Berlin song is not used.

While all previously manufactured
copies of the LP now in dealer’s

hands need not be returned, Capitol

has agreed to press future copies

with a new session replacing “Show
Business.” The LP, a spokesman for

the label said, has sold over 100,000
copies.

of the CBS news special produced by
David Oppenheim and broadcast on
April 26, 1967. It was titled “Inside
Pop: The Rock Revolution.” The most
lucid coverage that TV has yet given
the contemporary music scene. For
those who may have missed it, we’re
including here a paragraph or two
composed and voiced by Leonard
Bernstein:
“The message in most of these

songs is delivered by implication. This
is one of our teenagers' strongest
weapons. It amounts almost to a pri-

vate language. But, this use of im-
plication produces another effect as
well, something bordering on poetry.
Many of the lyrics in their oblique
allusions and way-out metaphors are
beginning to sound like real poems.
And, protected by this armor of poet-
ry, our young lyricists can say just

about anything they care to, and they
do care. They care about civil rights,

about sexual freedom, about peace.

They talk about alienation, mysticism,
drugs. . . . But mostly they talk about
love as all songwriters have since

time began, only this time it’s either

a cool kind of love or a frankly sexual
love, or—and this is most important
—universal love, a mystical Oriental
concept that is presumably attainable

through meditation or withdrawal
from the Establishment, or most read-
ily through drugs. ... I think it’s all

part of a historic revolution, one that

has been going on for 50 years. Only
now these young people have gotten

control of a mass medium, the phono-
graph record, and the music on the

records, with its noise and its cool

messages, may make us uneasy, but
we must take it seriously as both a

symptom and a generator of this rev-

olution. We must listen to it and its

makers, this new breed of young peo-

ple with long hair and fanciful cloth-

ing. . . .

Fans Campaigning
For Bee Gees Visas
LONDON—Teen fans of the Bee Gees
have initiated a four-pronged cam-
paign to “Save the Bee Gees” from a
threatened separation as a result of
the British government’s refusal to
renew visit visa for two Australian
members of the group.
Admission permits issued to Colin

Petersen and Vince Melouney allowing
them to stay in the British Isles for
six months as working members of
the group are due to expire Sept. 17;
and refusal has been made for an
extension of these visas.

In order to show protest to the
government, fans of the Bee Gees have
organized a campaign that was recent-
ly highlighted by bold tactics to gain
publicity for the team’s “salvation.”

Three fans traveled by train and
helicopter to present a letter regard-
ing the situation to Prime Minister
Harold Wilson, who was vacationing
in the Scilly Isles. The trio’s trek re-
sulted in a meeting with Wilson’s
secretary, who promished to deliver
the message pleading for the PM’s
help.
Another fan handcuffed herself to

the railings in front of the Queen’s
London residence at Buckingham
Palace, and remained there for more
than a half-hour while police labored
to remove the cuffs. A great deal of
press coverage was given to the inci-

dent and the girl’s affiliation with the
“Save the Bee Gees” move.

In another situation, a parade was
formed to march down Whitehall to
St. James’ Square, headed by a bor-
rowed elephant carrying a placard
reading “Home Office must not deport
Bee Gees.”

And, at a favorite teen meeting
place, the Tiles Club on Oxford Street,
a booth has been set up to keep
followers posted of the progress in-

volved in the campaign, and to collect
signatures on a petition for presenta-
tion to the Home Secretary. Among
the names included already are
“Twiggy” and Spanish matador El
Cordobes.

You are probably aware that there

has been a general price equalization

between mono and stereo albums in

recent weeks. Indications point to an
eventual stereo-only release of albums
by your favorite artists. During this

transitional period, you may find it in-

creasingly difficult to obtain mono ver-

sions of the albums you want. If you
are the owner of a mono phonograph
manufactured in the past five years or

so, the statement below is intended for

you. If, after reading it, you remain un-

certain as to whether you can play a

stereo recording on your unit, inform

your dealer of the type of mono phono-
graph you own and the date pur-

chased, and he will let you know if your
phonograph is capable of playing a

stereo recording without harming the

grooves:

Stereo records can be played to to-

day’s mono record players with excel-

lent results. They will last as long as

mono records played on the same
equipment, yet will reveal full stereo

sound when played on stereo record

players.

Technical developments in recent

years have enormously improved the

quality of today’s phonograph. When
stereo records were first introduced,

they could not be played on machines
designed to play only monaural rec-

ords. In recent years all phonographs
—both mono and stereo—have been
so markedly improved that this limita-

tion is no longer effective.

Groove information of a horizontal,

side-to-side nature is common to both

mono and stereo records. In addition,

stereo records have built into their

grooves information that occurs in the
vertical plane. Played with modern
equipment, today’s stereo record will

transmit all the horizontal information
through monaural playback and, when
played back through stereo equip-

ment, will additionally transmit the
vertical information.

The importance of this to record
purchasers is that they need no longer
hesitate to buy, play or build collec-

tions of stereo records although they
have monaural playback machines.
Improvements made in the design of

the pickup in current monaural ma-
chines make it possible to play stereo
records with no greater incidence of

skipping and with no greater wear than
when played on stereo machines. The
life expectancy of the records will re-

main the same. Further, the three-

dimensional, “spatial” effect of stereo

—while not revealed through a mon-
aural player—will remain unaffected

in the grooves, available for subse-

quent play on a stereo phonograph.

Today’s full-separation stereo disc

is now unchallenged in quality and rep-

resents the future of the record indus-

try. While most labels will continue to

produce monaural records, it is never-

theless clearly to the advantage of con-

sumers who own monaural players to

buy, give and build collections of cur-

rent records in the stereo versions, an-

ticipating their future ownership of a

stereo phonograph.

NSW YORK—Susan Barrett’g. scrap-

book is a kaleidoscopic study in ac-
colades and printed “huzzas,” but we
hope there’s still some small corner
left uncovered so that we might toss

in a few bouquets of our own.
Susan is the songwriter’s prover-

bial vision in white as she comes on-

stage at the posh Persian Room at

the Plaza Hotel. And for our money,
had she stood motionless all night
without making a sound, the evening
would still have been a pleasure. But
she does make a sound—she makes
lots of sounds—and the needle on the
pleasure meter soars.

She opens her act telling us that
she’s “Peelin’ Good,” and we believe

her because she radiates an incandes-
cence that’s difficult to counterfeit.

Although she continues to radiate,

the glow takes on softer hues as she
shifts to the more melancholy “The
Very Thought Of You.” Then she de-

livers a quick jab to the heartstrings
with “I Wanna Be With You.”
There’s another change of pace as

Susan uncorks a quick one-two punch
with a spritely “You’d Better Love
Me While You May” and an infec-

tious “Mas Que Nada.”
Shortly before the end of the round,

the surprising Miss Barrett accom-

panies herself on the autoharp—sans

orchestra—on a plaintive trio of folk

gems which include “I Know Where
I’m Going,” “The 12th Of Never” and

a lovely Anglo-French version of

“Plaisir D’Amour (The Joy Of
Love).” The bit is very effective, and
jefinitely one of the high points of

che act.

Round two begins with another sur-
' prise. Our change of mood artist does
a quickie costume change (4 seconds,
time it) and reappears cut as the well-

know button in a pink pants suit,

prancing through “Walking Happy.”
She follows with a low-key rendition
of “Sunny,” which is probably the
one flaw in the evening. “Sunny” can
and should be an exciting, building af-

fair, but then again, Della Reese had
the best version we’ve ever heard of

the tune, and her record didn’t sell

three copies.

Rock ’n roll makes its entry via a
fun medley (complete with kazoo),
but the cute is overshadowed by the
powerful as our gal once again stirs

the emotions with an excellent rendi-
tion of “The Impossible Dream.”

Oddly enough, the standout number
in the act, in our opinion, is her ren-

dition of “What Now, My Love”

(again an Anglo-French offering).

We say oddly enough, because accord-

ing to Susan, “They told me not to

do it, because everyone else is doing

it. But I’m going to do it anyway.”
We’re glad she did.

Susan Barrett is a lovely girl, but

she’s also an artist to watch. The fact

that she’s lovely only makes the

watching all the easier. Her greatest

asset on stage—aside from her obvi-

ous vocal talent—is her charm. A few
small gimmick lines added to some of

her numbers can, in fact, should be

deleted—she can handle the crowd all

by her lonesome.

We think it will be fun watching

her climb to the top.

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BEERS FAMILY FESTIVAL
Word of last year’s highly infor-

mal, highly successful folk festival at
Fox Hollow brought a peak audience
of 2000 to the 1967 festival August
17-20 to hear a wide variety of folk,

traditional and contemporary music,
and even some pop numbers. The pro-
gram, under the benign, autocratic
direction of Bob “Fiddler” Beers, of
the Beers family of traditional musi-
cians, ranged from the pagan polyph-
ony of the Pennywhistlers to ninth
century Russian hymns by a remark-

able group from Michigan called The
Young Uns, from the Cumberland
Mountain ballads of the beloved Jean
Ritchie to the modern C & W tunes

of Rosalie Sorrells, a Rocky Mountain
lass with overtones of Edith Piaf and
Kitty Wells.

Rain, wind, mud, and mileage did

not prevent dedicated folk music fans

from flocking to the outdoor festival,

and once there, they could feast not

only on familiar styles of folk music.

but on out-of-the-way varieties like

the hammer-dulcimer, a West Vir-
ginia instrument played by Howie
Mitchell with a sound between a
harpsichord and a sitar. There was
even a teenager from Florida who
wrung every ounce of emotion from
Charles Aznavour’s “For Mama.”

Well-planned, intelligently pro-
grammed, and carried off with a com-
fortable mixture of friendly infor-
mality and smooth professionalism
where it counted, the 1967 Fox Hol-

low Festival may not have been the

scene of any musical revolutions, but

it does present an answer to critics

of the big-time festival scene who
nevertheless recognize the need for a

gathering place and an exchange of

ideas and discoveries. Most signifi-

cantly, the small-scale, regionally-

oriented festival serves as a showcase

for new—not necessarily young

—

talent still in the process of develop-

ing toward full-scale careers.

HASSLES
NEW YORK—The Hassles, a new
rock group recently signed by United
Artists Records, made their Manhat-
tan debut on Wednesday evening,
August 23, at Ungano’s Discotheque.
The group’s instrumental work is in-

teresting, featuring many “psyche-

delic” effects on organ, guitar, drums,

tambourine and wood block. The Has-
sles’ vocal work, however, is some-

what uncontrolled and needs work.
Energetic singing is desirable in rock
music, but it can get out of hand, and
when it does, the listener is left with
an impression of formlessness.

Despite their flaws, the Hassles
show promise, and if they can bring
their singing up to the level of their
playing, they should stand a chance
of making a successful assault upon
the disk scene.

Jimmy Campbell Dies At 64
NEW YORK—Jimmy Campbell, au-
thor and coauthor of many interna-
tional pop hits, died in London on
August 19 at 64. He was noted for
“Show Me The Way To Go Home,”
which he wrote and published in 1925.
Equally renowned were such tunes
as “Goodnight, Sweetheart,” “If I

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ElA Cites FM's Growth In '67
WASHINGTON—Some 300 FM broad-
casters last week (24) were presented
with new Electronic Industries Asso-
ciation statistics revealing sturdy and
continuing growth for FM, radio’s
newest voice.

Speaking at the second New York
Sales Seminar of the National Asso-
ciation of FM Broadcasters, EIA con-
sumer products division staff vice
president Jack Wayman said that in
the first six months of 1967, the pro-
portion of radios in the U.S. market
with FM capacity attained 39.3 per
cent, the highest penetration ever re-
corded.
“As recently as 1961, FM radios

accounted for only 9.7 per cent of the
total U.S. market,’’ Wayman said.
Growth measured within model groups
was even more impressive.

In 1961 only 119,000 clock radios
had FM capability; in 1966 1,290,000
clock radios came into the market
FM-equipped, a jump of 984 per cent.
Portable radios did even better. Way-
man reported, jumping 1097 per cent
from 348,000 to 7,297,000.
Wayman underlined the merchan-

dising possibilities inherent in the de-
tailed EIA marketing services statis-
tics. “You’ll note that in every model
category for the first half of 1967, as
well as for the full years 1965 and
1966, the percentage of dollar value
of FM sales exceeds those same sales
expressed as a percentage of total
radios sold.

Running Promo Men
Keep Bell Ringing
NEW YORK—Bell Records’ dual na-
tional promo setup, which began four
months ago, is beginning to show its

worth. The two-man national promo
team of Gordon Bossin and Dave Car-
rico, which is designed to have one
man on the road and the other on
the phones, is proving effective. In
the past 16 weeks, no less than 17
cities have been visited by Cai’rico
or Bossin. At the same time, almost
constant phone contact has been
maintained with deejays, music di-

rectors and trade publications.
Proof that the dual setup is effect-

ive is born out by the number of
chart records Bell has had this pe-
riod. Oscar Toney, Jr. has had two
reeoi'ds well up on the charts, as
have James & Bobby Purify; Mitch
Rvder with “Joy,” Betty Harris with
“Nearer To You” and currently “The
Letter” by the Box Tops. Also rep-
resented on the R&B charts have been
records by James Carr, Clifford Curry
and Lee Dorsey.

Carrico and Bossin stated that on
an average, they sneak to approxi-
mately 75 DJ’s, MD’s and distribu-
tor promotion men each week. They
stated further, that in a market place
so cluttered with releases, it is im-
perative that they back up the local
distributor and promotion men with
their own personal contact in order
to obtain maximum exposure on their
product.

It’s very strange how a little thing
like an “x” can mean the difference,

in many cases, between a hit record
and a bomb. The “x” being the mark
put on a record to distinguish the A
side from the B. Quite a few labels

mark the top side of a record with an
easily identifiable mark, or, perhaps,
stamp “plug side’’ on the lid which
they intend to promote, but there are
still many other firms which give no
indication of the side which will get
the push. The people that be at these
companies evidently feel that the
choice should be left up to the sta-

tions, or even to individual deejays,
with a top side to be decided upon
at a later date. Although this

‘pick-whichever-side-you-want’’ atti-

tude seems very liberal, it can often
spell the death of a record.
“Why?” asks the label. “If a record

is a hit it will eventually be found
»ut.” As odd as it may seem, the com-
pany naively believes that a hit is a

liit is a hit . . ., and that, if a record
‘has it in the grooves,” it will make
it—no matter what.
Not necessarily true! Many a big

lisk comes to mind which was suc-
cessful only because of bulldog deter-
mination on the part of some regional
promo man or the faith of an isolated
ieejay in Rock Mt., N.C. Many more
records come to mind which “had it

in the grooves,” but were lost because
>f wishy-washy promotion or no pro-
motion at all.

There is also a widely held opinion
that a big name artist automatically
means a big record, on one side or
another. This theory seems to have
an exceptionally strong following in
the country field, where the loyalty
af the audience generally keeps a fa-
vorite artist on top for longer than
in the pop market. Records are
thrown out to the public with the idea
that the name of the artist is enough
to create a best-seller. Quite often
this is true, when all the push is on
the same side of the record. But, even
when a disk gets all-out promtion
an one side, it doesn’t necessarily hit.

How then can a single hit if each side
is getting only half the attention it

deserves ?

Say, for example, it takes a radio
saturation of 60% of all stations
playing a record to make it a big
national hit. If these stations are
split into two groups on a particular
disk, then that record will receive
anly an approximate 30% saturation.
With that kind of airplay the artist
might come up with a noisemaker at
best.

The simple matter of making a de-
cision, any decision, before the record
is sent out to trade magazines could
save quite a number of records. (The
old Army phrase of “Don’t just stand

there! Do something, even if it’s

wrong” seems very apropos here.)

True, there is many a deejay who
Wsualizes himself a discoverer, and
true also, there is the infrequent flip

side that runs away with the race and
leaves the original A side long for-

gotten (e.g. David Houston’s “Almost
Persuaded” and his “Loser’s Cathe-
dral”). The noble are of “flipping” will

continue to cause a certain amount of
split action for many years to come,
but this can be insignificant when
compared to the split a single will

get when the A side is up for grabs.
In a business as competitive as the

record business, each individual piece
of product needs as much help as
it can get. Every release suffers the
immediate handicap of being one
among hundreds of other such re-

leases that week. Why give the rec-
ord an additional handicap? Pick a
side!

CMA To Present 1st Annual Awards In Oct*;

TV Sponsorship Planned With Qoodson-Todman
NEW YORK—At its annual show
and banquet, which will be held Octo-
ber 20 at the Municipal Auditorium
in Nashville, the Country Music As-
sociation will present its first annual
C&W awards. Roy Horton, the Asso-
ciation’s board chairman, has an-
nounced that CMA and Goodson-Tod-
man Productions, producers of such
network TV shows as “What’s My
Line” and “To Tell The Truth,” have
just made arrangements for produc-
tion of the event for television. A
meeting was held here in New York
last week between CMA officials and
Goodson-Todman executives to make
plans for the show. Goodson-Todman
staffer Mike Gargiulo was named cre-

ative director of the production.

Negotiations concerning the schedul-

ing of the show are currently under-
way with TV network officials.

CMA has of course given out hun-
dreds of awards in the past, but the

annual awards will be different in

that they will be all-industry awards
not limited to any one area of the

country or based on the voting of a
small number of judges. The entire

membership of the Country Music
Association will be able to nominate
candidates for the awards and par-

ticipate in the voting.

An independent auditing firm will

keep the outcome of the election se-

cret until the night of the awards.

Basic information regarding the

mechanical aspects of the election is

being sent to all CMA members. Op-
erational procedures such as the tabu-

lation of the voting are being han-

dled by Price Waterhouse.

The awards will cover the year

running from August 1, 1966 through

July 31, 1967. They will be presented

in the following ten categories:

2. Single of the Year
3. Album of the Year
4. Song of the Year
5. Male Vocalist of the Year
6. Female Vocalist of the Year
7. Vocal Group of the Year
8. Instrumental Group or Band of

the Year
9. Instrumentalist of the Year
10. Comedian of the Year

“Mozart’s Symphony No. 40” and “Haydn’s Symphony No. 88” by the Colum-
bia Symphony Orchestra conducted by Bruno Walter.
August 22 and 23, Mr. Andre Vidal of Vogue was visiting Mr. Robert Oeges

and Mr. Hans 1. Kellerman of Negram-Delta. They discussed further plans
for the future and the coordination between Negram and Vogue. The same
week Negram released two new French hits: “Voila” by Francoise Hardy and
“Ca Fait Mai” by Danyel Gerard; both singles were very well received. Due
to an intensive promotion campaign, Negram-Delta has its first ever Elektra
hit on hands. “Light My Fire” by the Doors is fast rising and heading for
the top twenty. Negram-Delta is trying to arrange a Dutch visit by the Doors.
(They might do live appearances and T.V. shows at the end of September.)
In the meanwhile, Negram is eagerly looking forward to their new album.
Zarah Leander will be visiting the Netherlands on October 3 to give a

concert in the famous Concert Hall in Amstei-dam. To tie in with this event
an introductory LP featuring Zarah Leanders greatest hits will be released
on Ariola.
Negram-Delta has printed a folder with “Hits For The Flower Children.” At

the same time all radio and TV stations have received samples of flower
power records. The dealers will also pay much attention to the flourishing
flower hits. The currently best selling flower albums are: “The Electric
Prunes,” “Del Capo-Love,” “The Doors,” “Harpers Bizarre.” . . . Planned for
release in September; “Mugwumps,” “Underground—Electric Prunes,” “Grate-
ful Dead” and “Big Brother & Holding Company.”

The Federal Government recently announced budget details for the 1967/8

financial year. There was very little change of vital importance to industry in

general, with no real tax relief in sight of any form. Sales tax on tape re-

corders, tape players, tape decks, and similar appliances (which of course in-

cludes Cassette playback and record units) has been increased from 12% per

cent to 25 per cent. There was no change in the rate of sales tax on discs

which still stands at a very hefty 25% ... a burden that the record industry

has been forced to carry for a number of years now. Sales tax adds about 75

cents to the retail price of regular-priced albums. Telephone and postal fees

have also been hiked in the new budget.

For the third year in a row, E.M.I. (Australia) Limited has lifted dividend

following another boost in profits for the year ended June 30. Net profit for

the group rose to (Aust) $1,178,855 as against $1,067,296 for the previous year;

dividend is up from 16% to 18%.
Jim Valley steps out with his first solo release in this country via the RCA

label and “Try, Try, Try” and “Invitation.” The Dunhill product from the

United States is issued in this territory by RCA of Australia.

We hear tell that two of our national pop music progi-ams are expected to

disappear from television quite soon. Our information indicates that both shows
will cut out within the next month. Both have proved to be valuable outlets for

promoting local discs.

Kevin Ritchie, promo chief of the E.M.I. group of labels, says that local

singer Cheryl Gray stopped ofif in Sydney recently on her way to Brisbane to

promote her latest single “It’s Not Easy Loving You.” Cheryl did some tele-

vision work on the record and also visited disc jockeys. The 15 year-old artist

is looked upon as having outstanding potential for a big career in the business.

Several local writers have been contracted to the publishing house of J. Albert

& Son recently. They include: Jeff St. John, Freddy Hampton, Gregory Lawrie
and Keith Matcham. Tony Geary of the publishing company says he is pleased

to have these writers on the team because all are with recording groups in this

country which affords greater opportunity to have their compositions recorded.

Local artist Bobby Bright (formerly one half of the successful double act of

Bobby & Laurie) is now recording for the CBS label and his current single is

catching strong air play. “Would You Believe, Love” is the side getting the
action, whilst the underhalf is “Midnight Preaching.”

Dick Heming, in charge of national promotion for Astor, says the label is

still having a great run with the Davy Jones “left-fielder,” “Theme For A New
Love.” Other new issues from the label are “Death Of A Clown” by Dave
Davies, “My Mammy” by the Happenings, “If You Can Put That In A Bottle”
by Peter Doyle, and on the Scope label is the Explosive Mind with “The Kids
Are Alright.”

Ornella Vanoni’s new single via Ariston Records will feature “Cordialmente,”

the leit motiv for same-named TV series. As a result, chart status in the near
future can be expected.
New French discovery Philip Olivier will be introduced in Italy through the

contest “11 Festival Degli Sconosciuti” (The Unknown’s Festival) a yearly
event organized in Ariccia (a resort near Rome) by Teddy Reno. It is the first

time that a foreign singer is taking part in this event. News has been an-
nounced by Carisch S.p.A. who will distribute Olivier’s discs here.

Phonogram has announced that their top star Orietta Berti has recorded the
song “A Piedi Nudi.” The number is included in the soundtrack of the Italian

motion picture “L’uomo Dei Sei Palloni’’ which is expected on the Italian

Also just released by Phonogram the new disc by Annarita Spinaci, whose

The album
features first class soloists with the Goldsborough Ensemble. Handel is repre-

A Piece of the Actionr

While talking with one of our more prominent South-

ern phonograph distributors last week, we heard one

of the most adventurous and creative financial experi-

ments ever conducted in this industry. The experi-

ment, we learned, returned great personal satisfaction

as well as profit. What he did, simply, was put one of

his most competent and trusted employees into busi-

ness with his own route—basically a sideline to his

normal duties and a reward for a job well done.

Setting up an employee, a son, son-in-law or who-

ever, in business by financing the cost of equipment,

location sale, etc. gives the recipient an enormous

sense of pride, purpose and a real education in this

coin machine business. In addition, it provides him

with a bit of equity for the years ahead. And nobody

works harder than when they have a piece of the action

themselves.

But what does the distributor get out of it? Well,

he just might have a little extra capital he’d want to

invest or reinvest within a particular fiscal year. Rout-

ing some extra revenue into a new corporate enter-

prise could very well be just what the doctor ordered

at tax time. Besides which, a good part of his original

investment would promptly return in the form of equip-

ment sales for the new route.

Naturally, whoever it is you’re setting up in the busi-

ness must continue exercising his normal work-a-day

duties with your firm and only build and service the

new route in his free time. Let him make the sales

calls on the location, transport and service his ma-

chines. Naturally, he’d stand a better chance of suc-

cess if his area of concentration centered around some

of the newer types of equipment—say, can soda vend-

ing, table soccer, etc.—but there’s still ample room

for more music, pool tables, cigarettes, shuffles, etc.

if he wants to go that direction.

Since you as a silent partner can’t be hurt by the

competition and can only reap your own reward in your

operator’s success, spend some time running the

names and faces of your people through your mind.

Know somebody you’d like to put into the coin machine

business? Well, talk it over with your accountant im-

mediately. It could be very satisfying.

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Flip-Top Rings Menacing Parking Meters Hyde Park Coin Co. Robbed
NEW YORK—The New York City
Traffic Department recently reported
that they are collecting about 20,000
rings, the ones that come with the
flip-top and pop-top beer and soft-
drink cans, each month from the city’s
parking meters.

Reports of the “flip-top” menace
have been coming in from nearly all

of the Nation’s larger cities. Chicago
reports that of the 108,628 slugs
pumped into its 30,000 parking meters
last month, 74,524 were the flip-top

rings. Some 4,000 San Francisco
meters were jammed by rings in the
same period.
The Detroit Meter Collections De-

partment has stored some two bushel
baskets of the rings in the city treas-
urer’s office . . . out of the sight of the
eye pei’haps, but the epidemic is there

and is causing police chiefs to turn
purple and the can manufacturers to

look for secrecy at the mention of

the subject.
The can companies blame it on

meters so unselective that they accept
anything from religious medals to $5
gold pieces and washers to bent paper
clips. However, the companies are
planning to change the size of the
ring so it will be unmatched in size

with any of the U.S. coins. The cost
is expected to run into millions of
dollars. The loss in revenue to the
city government has run into tens
of thousands of dollars.

There have been no reports of the
rings showing up on the vending and
coin machine markets due to the very
sensitive slug rejectors installed on
the machines.

HYDE PARK, CHICAGO—Two men
armed with a sawed-off shotgun
grabbed 26 bags of coins weighing
702 pounds, ($11,000), from two em-
ployee of the Coin Machine Industries

Chmn. For Vending Research Comm. Named
CHICAGO — William C. McConnell,
Jr., has been named chairman of a re-

search subcommittee which will assist

in developing predictions for the fu-

ture of the vending industry, accord-
ing to Thomas B. Donahue, chairman
of the long-range planning committee
of the National Automatic Merchan-
dising Association.
“As part of the NAMA long-range

planning effort to adapt the services
of the association to future require-
ments of our members, an outside re-

search organization will undertake a
four-month study,” Donahue said.
“This study will concentrate on the
technological, social, economic and
governmental conditions which are
likely to affect our industry in the
next decade.”
As a subcommittee of the long-

range planning committee, McCon-
nell’s group of industry representa-
tives will advise the outside research
consultants and assist in evaluating
the results of their study.
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WASHINGTON, D.C.— A cigarette
manufacturer recommended to a Sen-
ate subcommittee Thursday, August
24th, that the Federal Trade Commis-
sion test the tar and nicotine content
of cigarettes and report their findings
to the public at least every three
months.

Constantine Stephano, president of
Stephano Brothers, manufacturer of
Marvel cigarettes, urged the Com-
merce Committee unit to help make
the smoking public more aware of the
low tar and nicotine cigarettes that
are being made available. The Phila-
delphia executive pi-edicted that the

low tar-nicotine cigarettes would
“fade into oblivion” if the Government
did not take action.

As the producer of Marvels which

were found to contain the least tar
and nicotine in the recently released
Roswell Park Memorial Institute
study, Stephano told the committee
how his company embarked on a new
program in April of 1966 “to develop
filter tip cigarettes which are substan-
tially reduced in tar and nicotine.” He
pointed to the Roswell study as proof
of how quickly his company was able
to respond and produce Marvels which
scored first, and Cascade menthol cig-
arettes which scored second.
He also told the Senate group how

his company relies on an independent
laboratory to test and determine the

average tar and nicotine content of

his Marvels and Cascades. This data

is printed on each package and is used

in all of the company’s advertising.

prepared by Gi’ay & Rogers, Phila-
delphia.

Stephano said, “My rationale in
reaching the decision to manufacture
low tar and nicotine cigarettes, such
as Marvels, is as follows: If cigarettes
are not casually related to health
problems, my low tar and nicotine
Marvels have served their purpose as
an enjoyable smoke to many custom-
ers. If cigarette tar and nicotine con-
tent are related to the various health
problems, then my Marvels, by deliv-
ering an extremely low amount of tar
and nicotine compared to other ciga-
rettes, are less hazardous. By the
above rationale, the responsible deci-
sion for our company was the one
which we took that is to strive to re-
duce tar and nicotine content but, at
the same time, to maintain taste.”
