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Record companies that enjoy large

parent corporations as benefactors are

today shaping the look of tomorrow’s

music business. Just how much their

various acquisitions (the heart of this

re-shaping) will change the face of the

business is as difficult as predicting

next year's big artists and sounds. But,

one thing is clear: almost every firm

dealing in some way or another in

music is subject to purchase by a label.

More than that, there is reason to be-

lieve — a belief supported by signa-

tures on the dotted line — that even

firms totally removed from the music

scene will find new financial and ad-

ministrative homes among a number

of labels.

Wall Street terms companies that

make moves on a vertical and/or hori-

zontal plane as “conglomerates.”

While the word has a random ring

about it, it serves well to describe what

is materializing with specific intent.

That intent is as old as the profit-

motive itself.

And what is interesting about these

deals is the ability of the label to pro-

vide financing and an atmosphere of

cost-reduction; and given the prob-

ability of continued good-business by

acquisitions, the increase of prof-

its. This is achieved by the process

of centralization wherein the various

resources of a label or even its parent

can be utilized to keep the wheels turn-

ing for any number of newly-acqujred

companies. This can include sophisti-

cated data-processing and computer

systems and a large legal staff.

Such a modus-operandi is already in

effect at ABC Records, which has just

added to its family the John Billinis

Distributing Co., a record wholesaler.

Billinis and another ABC purchase on

this level. New Deal, are about to have

their accounting departments shifted

to the data-processing facilities at yet

another wholesaler recently bought by

the label, C&C Distributing in Seattle.

As termed by Larry Newton, president

of ABC, this will allow the wholesalers

involved to “just sell and service rec-

ords.” And in a complicated set-up

such as a large wholesaler, full-time

dedication to the heart of one’s busi-

ness is not always possible.

Whether the industry is going to

eventually see a massive centralization

of the wholesaling level into the corpo-

rate set-ups of labels or some other

process whereby the profit-picture

makes an acquisition relevant, the rec-

ord business is entering the wide, wide

world of finance in a big way.

HOLLYWOOD— MGM Records has
established an R&B-slanted label here.
Venture Records, in conjunction with
Mickey Stevenson, the successful disk
producer. A joint announcement by
Mort Nasatir, president of MGM, and
Stevenson said that Stevenson will di-

rect the new label, which is being
partly financed by MGM. Move is part
of the continued tie-ups between ma-
jor companies and indie producers in

the formation of new labels. Further
MGM deals are understood to be in

the works.

NEW YORK—ABC Records will be-
come virtually an all-stereo company
after the New Year.

In fact, Larry Newton, president of
the label, said last week that mono
production has ceased at the company,
with the exception of the low-priced
Grand Award and Movietone (20th
Century Fox) lines and the full-priced
Riverside jazz label.

Move becomes effective with the
company’s distrib sales meet in Las
Vegas Jan. 3-7, when as much as 50
albums will be released. Newton said
that the decision to eliminate mono
production came in an effort to “do
something to stabilize the business.”
Newton pointed to distrib orders for

the soundtrack LP of “Dr. Dolittle”
(released on the ABC-handled 20th
Century Fox label) as indicative of the
slackening demand for mono product.
Of a total of 360,000 orders, only
10,000 were received for the mono
version. The label has stopped mono
production of the track LP and plans
no mono pressings of its upcoming
Broadway caster, “Henry, Sweet,
Henry.”

All mono records in the ABC stock
will be allowed to deplete, Newton ex-
plained, with no replacements being
made. The following ABC subsidiaries
are affected: ABC, Impulse!, Blues-
Way, Dunhill, Command, Westminster
and the classical budget lines White-
hall and Music Guild. In addition, the
same goes for the ABC-distributed
companies, 20th Century Fox, Tan-
gerine, Senate and Equinox.

Newton supported the position of

Columbia Records that stereo disks

could be played by newer model mono
phonos without harming them beyond
normal wear-and-tear. He said that

for the dui-ation of mono sales at the

label, prices would reflect the recent

increase of mono product to level of

stereo.

ABC's BUiinis Purchnse Te Be
Part Of Upcoming ABC Sales Corp.
NEW YORK—The forthcoming es-
tablishment of the ABC Sales Corp.,
a wholesaling division of ABC Rec-
ords, will entail yet another operation
just acquired by the company. The
operation is the John Billinis Distrib-
uting Co., a rack-jobber, one-stop and
record distributor. Personnel remains
the same, with Billinis becoming vp
and general manager, reporting to
Larry Newton, president of ABC.
Along with New Deal, based in

New York, and C&C Distributing, lo-

cated in Seattle, two previous ABC
acquisitions, the Billinis operation
will eventually be absorbed into an
umbrella corporation called ABC
Sales, according to Newton. Newton
indicated that further deals along

similar lines were in the making.

Billinis Distributing, whose home-

base is Salt Lake City, Utah, operates
its rack-jobbing service in Colorado,
Idaho, Montana, Reno, Nevada, Utah
and Wyoming, servicing some 400 lo-

cations in these territories.

As a distributor, the company han-
dles various lines in Salt Lake City
and Denver. In Salt Lake City, the
labels include A&M, MGM, UA, Mo-
town, Buena Vista, Disneyland, Music
Hall. The Denver market involves
Buena Vista and Disneyland.
Newton said that the data-process-

ing facilities of C&C Distributing
would handle the accounting phase of
both the Billinis and New Deal opera-
tions, citing cost-reduction and cen-
tralization as the goals.

Billinis has operated his company
for the past 10 years. He is a former
president of NARM, the wholesaler
organization.

cessions, supported by current sales
figures, that the mono LP was already
accounting for a minimum of LP
sales. None of the latter, however, de-
clared any cut-off date for their own
mono production.

Capitol Records vp Brown Meggs
stated he was “sorry to see the pre-
mature demise of the mono LP.” He
teemed this a “disservice that is bound
to occur at the consumer level.” While
Capitol has no plans to end the release
of mono product, he added, the label
will do what the market place de-
mands. Capitol has not been making
any mono product in the classical field
for months.
Len Sachs, LP sales head of Atlan-

tic, reiterated his previous report (see
Cash Box, Sept. 23 issue) that mono
sales were still “substantial,” although
he saw the “unquestionable” natural
death of mono.”
Columbia Records, through Bill

Farr, vp of marketing, addressed a
memo to all Columbia record accounts.
It states that the label’s policy and
goals stated last May “remain firmly
in force.” “It is our belief,” he writes,
“that an orderly and gradual evolve-
ment to an all stereo inventory system
will be accomplished to the maximum
benefit of all concerned by continuing
to serve the mono market as long as
it remains economically feasible to do
so. In a continuous study of the mar-
ket, it is clear that best selling mono
records will sell at the same price as
stereo when offered and merchandised
to the consumer. Therefore, Columbia
mono records will continue to be sold
to our accounts at the same price as
stereo records in the same category.”
A statement issued by RCA Victor

Records stated: “We have no present
plans to change our release policies.”

Joel Friedman of Warner Bros-
Reprise Records said that the com-
pany’s sales indicate a “minimum
mono market.” Stereo sales, he ex-
plained, are outselling mono 90% to
10%. He said the label would take
the ABC move “under advisement.”
Herb Goldfarb, sales manager of

London Records, reaffirmed a recent
clarification by the company’s presi-
dent, D. H. Toller-Bond, that London
would continue to produce mono prod-
uct. He added that all forthcoming
LP’s—set for release in Nov. and Dec.
•—-would be pressed in mono and
stereo.
Bob Fead of A&M declared that the

label was essentially a “stereo house”
and that a small catalog assured the
kind of turnover that lent itself to a
minimum of mono inventory. He said
the company was stock transferring
mono product among its distribs. As
a finn that does as much as 97% of
sales in stereo, Fead said that mono
product may well die a natural death
at the label after Jan. 1.

Cooper Leaves Dot
HOLLYWOOD—George Cooper has
resigned his post as vp and national
sales manager of Dot Records.
Cooper’s departure further reduces
the number of Dot execs remaining at
the company since the departure of
Randy Wood. Cooper said he had no
plans at present, other than to return
to Nashville. Dick Peirce, general
manager of Dot, said he accepted the
resignation with “deep regret.”

U.S. distributor of EMI finished goods
from the United Kingdom, Argentina,
Belgium, Denmark, Finland, France,
Greece, Holland, India, Ireland, Italy,

Norway, Spain, Sweden, Turkey and
Germany.

Peters has purchased the import in-

ventory of Capitol Records Interna-
tional Corp., and is transfering it^ into

his newly expanded import facility at
600 Eighth Avenue, New York. Bob
Reid, formerly CRIC’s Import A&R
Manager, and Herb Williams, CRIC’s
Import Operations Manager, have
both joined the Peters organization.
By arrangement with Peters, Capi-

tol Records Distributing Corp.’s sales

representatives throughout the U.S.
will continue to solicit orders for EMI
imports for the Peters organization.

Mamas & Papas Ink
New Dunhill Pact
NEW YORK—Rumors circulating for
more than a week that the Mamas &
Papas were leaving the music scene
were finally dispelled by an announce-
ment that the group had renewed
their long-term recording contract
with Dunhill Records.

Reports had been made following a

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TALENT ON STAGE

MONTEREY JAZZ FESTIVAL
MONTEREY — The 10th annual
Monterey Jazz Festival got off to a
full-house start with the frenetic
sound of the big Don Ellis band
overture. This year’s audience seemed
to contain less “kook” than “cat”
than in previous years. The middle
of the road jazznick was in greater
evidence than the “let’s-have-no-
nonsense” hard core jazz buff. It

should bode well for record sales as
the latter aficianado is still only a
fraction of the market. For example,
“show-wise” performers like Dizzy
Gillespie (who was being touted all

over the lot for President), Clara
Ward, Earl Hines, Louis Bellson and
others of the “old” school received a
far more warmer response than that
accorded to some European artists

and local far-out electronic groups.

CONNIE
HOLLYWOOD—Contrary to the Co-
coanut Grove’s advance and current
ads, this is not Connie Francis’ ini-

tial nitery engagement in L.A. About
seven years back she was warbling
in a now defunct club on the Sunset
Strip. But she’s a welcome sight and
sound to these parts after all these
years. And the Grove audience em-
braced her with a glad hug and hand
on opening night, a reunion which
might, in part, make up for the shab-
by treatment she received at MGM’s
Culver City studios in those brief
film roles a few years ago.

Francis hasn’t forgotten. And, in

fact, makes it a plus part of her act
with patter pointing to those bromidic
teenage musicals (“Remember ‘Fol-
low the Boys—the greatest naval dis-

aster since Pearl Harbor”) and, as for
her attractive empire gown—“it was
designed by Gertrude of Spain, a hell-

ofa nice guy.” Add this to about
twenty tasteful selections, performed
with exacting pitch and musicianship
and you have a triumphant evening.
The most inspired single act at the

Saturday afternoon’s outburst of
dancing in the aisles was reminiscent
of Benny Goodman’s hey-day at the
Paramount Theatre in New York. It’s

a pity that some of the newer mu-
sicians can’t transfer the so-called
“excitement” of their personal ap-
pearances to records like some of the
older artists. One exception, however,
was the refreshingly melodic, yet
vigorous compositions and arrange-
ments of Yugoslavia’s Miljenko Pro-
chaska. His appearance, conducting
the very professional Ellis band, was
a high point of the Festival. He
should be a fine choice for a good
music label as an artist with solid
potential. All in all, it was a good
show, well organized, beautifully
staged and, for an outdoor perform-
ance, perfectly amplified.

FRANCIS
Grove since Ella Fitzgerald’s appear-
ance here last year. Repertoire in-
cludes only two of her chart titles

(“Who’s Sorry Now” offered at a
more rhythmic pace than the million
seller which “got me out of Newark”
and “Mama” one of several dramatic
ballads which exhibit her range and
emotional maturity). There’s also a
medley of lesser known Gershwin ti-

tles, another series of Italian tunes,
a couple of recent chart songs (“Born
Free,” “Sonny” etc.) an updated lyric

treatment to “Will You Still Be Mine”
with “Cabaret” opening and “Exodus”
closing the show. “More” was the en-
core number, in response to the audi-
ence who clamored for “more”, though
it’s not certain whether they were
calling for that title.

A dozen years since we first caught
her on a local N.Y. telecast provi-
dently tabbed “Startime,” and a dec-

ade since “Who’s Sorry Now” climbed

to #1 on the nation’s charts. Miss

Francis currently appears to be rid-

ing the crest of her capabilities.

CREAM-PAUPERS
NEW YORK—Two imported groups
shared the bill at the Cafe Au Go
Go in a show that opened last Tues-
day (26) for a two-week run. Head-
ing the list is the stunning Cream,
a trans-Atlantic trio whose best seller
status has been established in Eng-
land and the US via their Atco offer-
ings; and support was given by the
Paupers, Canadians who have swelled
their American following through
“underground” appeal on the west
coast and national release of their
“Magic People” single and LP on
Verve.

Visually and audially exciting, the
Cream delivered far more than any-
one might have asked or expected by
utilization of material that might
easily have been hand-picked for the
audience. Moreover, they chose songs
that amplified their image by avoid-
ing material that had already become
familiar to their fans, and working
with songs that could never have
been used completely in their record-
ings.

Instrumental breaks of extreme
length formed the bulk of their show-
ing, with vocals used almost solely
as a frame to mark the beginning
and end of each spot. In a sense, this
magnified the genius of the trio, since
they came across as entertainers ra-
ther than a recording act. Moreover,
with the Cafe’s mike system being
geared more to amplification of in-

struments than voices, this style gave
the team the most from conditions
that often hamper average instru-
mentalists whose appeal is mainly
vocal.

Highlighting each of the songs was
the body of the instrumental devel-
opment that both reflected the art-
istry of the Cream as individuals, and
their tightly knit combo working. In
all the songs, at least four minutes

were spent in developing the main
theme by interworkings on lead and
bass guitar. Operating in a jazz-blues
manner, the guitarists performed in
“question-answer” development of
melody with frequent long breaks by
one or the other of the guitarists. Be-
hind each was the sometimes subtle
rhythmic response and always atten-
tive drumming that always stayed
closely in touch with the intricate
shifts in tempo or mood.

Loose tuners on the bass and a
cymbal lost midway through the
opening song failed to hind^er the
team, which overcame these difficul-

ties as though they were non-existent.
It is probable that viewers unaware
of the loss never noted the setbacks,
since they were so expertly covered
musically.

Staying basically in a solid blues-
rock bag, the interpretations of songs
like “N.S.U.,” “Open Your Mind” and
“Sweet Wine” pointed up the three-
some’s abilities to fit into a jazz con-
cept with phenomenal inventions and
take offs. The latter selection is avail-
able in their latest LP, “French
Cream.”
More conventional in contrast, but

still a step away from the basic rock
group, the Paupers provide openers
on the bill. They’ll be leading off

programs at the Au Go Go until
Richie Havens steps in with the
Cream on October 3.

This quartet scored with a unique
series of quick songs, many of which
had a flavor of the early Beatles tech-
nique. In fact, the team may well be
thought of as an evolutionary prod-
uct of the English four, or they may
be viewed as what the Beatles might
now be had they not taken their Ori-

ental or Baroque turns. Rhythmically,

vocally and instrumentally, the Pau-

Sen. Williams Addresses
Hawaiian Broadcasters
On Artist Performance Fees

HONOLULU—U.S. Senator Harrison
A. Williams, Jr., (D-NJ) told a meet-
ing of Hawaiian Broadcasters here
that radio stations would increase
their selection of new classical and
jazz recordings for programming if

an amendment to the copyright act
he is sponsoring is enacted into law.

Williams told delegates to the Ha-
waiian Broadcasters Association con-
vention in Honolulu that young per-
formers struggling to make a living
and a name for themselves would
also benefit.

The Williams amendment to the
proposed copyright law would give
performers and record companies the
right to negotiate with radio stations
for royalties each time a record is

broadcast. At present, only the com-
posers and publishers are compen-
sated for the use of their songs. The
performers and record companies re-
ceive nothing for the broadcasting of
their records. The only payment comes
from the sale of the record. The Na-
tional Committee for the Eecording
Arts was established earlier this year
under bandleader Stan Kenton to
sponsor enactment of Senator Will-
iams legislation.

Senator Williams said: “Many im-
portant new works by highly recog-
nized concert artists go unrecorded
simply because the potential market
for the record is not large enough to
permit an investment in musicians,
manufacturing and distributing costs.
But new works could be recorded if

artists and record producers were
compensated for the recorded per-
formance of their work on your sta-
tion.

“It is axiomatic today that the art-
ist makes the song,” Williams said,
“A hit record represents the creative
blending of composer, record producer
and performing artist. Each should
be compensated accordingly.”

Senator Williams explained that
“Our present copyright laws—writ-
ten more than 50 years ago—give the
composer and the publisher a contin-
uing financial interest in their work.”
He said his amendment would give
the record producer and the perform-
ing artist a similar continuing stake.”

Carnival Makes Circus Scene

NEW YORK—The Canadian music
market, lately showing promise as a
fertile developing ground for new
talent, makes another enti-y into the

This being the case should a particular
producer hold the boys to a long term
contract even though he himself has
been unsuccessful with them.

In a recent visit to Cash Box’s of-

fices, Leeds also mentioned that he
is handling the Models, a pair of
fashion-models-turned-singers, and a
group which he refers to as “my se-

cret project.” The latter, he stated,

has been confined to a loft in New
York to rehearse and practice for
quite a while now, and will remain
there until such time as he feels they
are ready to be exposed to the public.

“I’m not ti-ying to be coy by holding
back with this group.

that he cut—Man, they were gassers!!
Six gold records in a row! Not only
was he a great singer and picker, but
he was also the most humble, down-
to-earth guy that you’d ever want
to meet. Everyone agreed that Johnny
Jones was going to be a big name
for many years to come, ’cause this
kid was too much.
Then one day Johnny decided that

he was going to be a songwriter
and write all his own songs. Why
not? ? He could rhyme things like

June and moon, love and above, and
all those other things that made hit

songs. At about the same time, he
learned about the publishing business.
So he took a book from the library
and looked it over one night and,
when he finished, he knew all there
was to know about that area of the
music business.
Of course, other publishers and

other songwriters continued to submit
material to Johnny, and every once
in a while he would receive something
that was really a knockout. He would
then contact the person who sent him
the song and say, “I’d like to record
that song you sent me but I gotta
have publishing on it” or “I gotta
get writer’s credits, but I’ll pay you
$50 for it.” But for the most part,
Johnny’s material came straight from
his own talented “June-moon, love-
above” pen, which were published
by his own knowledgeable “Glance-
at-a-library-book” pubbery.

Naturally, his short but glowing
career is still remembered by the
fans. Only last week someone was
asking, “Whatever happened to
Johnny Jones?” And every once in a
while some deejay plays one of his
records as an “Oldie But Goodie.”
So maybe his memory is growing a
bit dim in the mind of the public.

time to pay the rent.
In case anyone has missed the

message, it’s simply this: If you’re
a talented singer—sing. If you’re
a talented writer—write. And if

you’re knowledgeable about publish-
ing—publish. Some people have abili-

ties in more than one of those areas,
perhaps all three, but most people
don’t. And the people who don’t
should stick strictly to those things
that they can do well. Sacrificing
good material from an “outside” pub-
lisher or writer, and using definitely
inferior material, just to keep the
“gravy” in the family is perhaps one
of the worst moves that can be made
by an artist (or a producer or man-
ager) with any interest in the future.
While the Johnny Jones story was

strictly fiction, there are now, and
have been in the past, many people
who have fallen into that exact same
pitfall. Most of those in the past have
long since joined the “Whatever Hap-
pened To” club. And many more are
destined for entry in that same or-
ganization in the future—unless they
realize that the quick dollar quite
often follows a path quite the op-
posite of the one that leads to a long
and prosperous career.

Each week New York’s own Coun-
try Music Showcase, Nashville at the
Taft grows bigger and better. The
talent lineups have been superb, and
the artists are showing the city slick-

ers “where it’s at.” We’ve tried to
keep country people aware of the club
and its growth, which has been ex-

tremely gratifying, so it won’t be
overlooked on the booking calendars.

(Strictly a matter of selfishness—we
want to see the top country talent in

town as much as possible.) In recent
weeks we’ve been fortunate to have
been visited by Johnny Paycheck,
Claude Gray, Jeannie Reilly, Tammy
Wynette (her second visit) and Mel
Tillis, among others. But, so far, the
best show w«!ve seen was last week’s
lineup, featuring Merle Kilgore and
Del Reeves as the lady-killers and
Lois Johnson holding down the good
looks department. Also featured on
the bill were the ever-present Nash-
villeans, headed up by Ron Under-
wood, and emcee Lee “Smiley” Arnold

cookery sets. Philips has also put together a special sampler LP carrying a
dozen selected tracks and dropped in price to $1.80 to tease the customers into
investigating further.

An “uneducated guess” by music publisher Dick James as to the gross earn-
ing power of the Beatles over the past five years had the group bringing in

between $70,000,000 and $85,000,000. Dick James, managing dii’ector of North-
ern Songs which publishes the Beatles’ numbers, made his estimate of the
group’s total fiscal yield as he received an award on their behalf at the Melody
Maker’s annual poll reception. He later stressed that, although he was in no
position to state categorically what the Beatles had earned, the figure he men-
tioned related to the money the act had brought into the country via their

^

films, records and songs. In the poll, the Beatles retained two of their titles

and took the awards for top group and the best LP, “Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely ,

Hearts Club Band.”

Top single award went to the Procul Harum for “A Whiter Shade Of Pale.”
This act was cited as “The brightest hope for the future.” Cliff Richard re-

turned as top male singer for the seventh time in eight years, and he ousted
i

Tom Jones into second place. Dusty Springfield headed the female singers list.

Top deejay was Jimmy Savile. Both retained their titles.

Among the new winners in the local section of the poll were Lulu (Top Girl

On TV), Deejay Simon Dee (Top Male On TV) and Eric Clapton (Top Mu-
sician), guitarist with the Cream. In the awards’ International Section, local

artists were in prominence again. They topped five of the seven categories.

American singer Otis Reading (10th last year) beat Elvis Presley into second
place as Male Singer Of The Year. American born Jimi Hendrix, now a British

resident, was voted No. 1 Musician. British winners in the International Sec-

tion were the Beatles (Group and Best LP), Procul Harum (Best Single and
Brightest Hope) and Dusty Springfield (Girl Singer).

Saga Records held their annual sales conference in London recently during
which Managing Director Marcel Rodd unveiled 30 fall releases. Classical

highlights included two-record set of Schubert’s “Winterreise” by Thomas
Hemsley and Gerald Moore and the only existing recording of Saint-Saen’s
“5th Piano Concerto” by Orazio Frugoni with the Vienna Symphony Orchestra.
Also scheduled is a complete recording of all three Greig “Violin And Piano
Sonatas” on a single record retailing at 12/6d. Other classical releases include

works by Beethoven and Schubert. Pop releases to be issued on the Eros label

by the end of November include LP’s of Indian and flamenco music, a new
recording of “The Desert Song,” plus four language LP’s. Saga’s successful

Dandy children’s series have been transferred to the Society LP label, and
during October 10 new albums will be issued to coincide with the Christmas
season retailing at 10/-.

Walt Disney Productions announce an impressive fall release schedule in-

cluding the Christmas product to be issued on the Disney and Buena Vista
labels during the first week in October. Topping the list will be the original

cast Soundtrack album of “The Happiest Millionaire” starring Tommy Steele.

The score of the 12 song musical, which opens in London on October 26th, was
penned by the Oscar-winning Sherman Brothers. The film is expected to run
in London’s West End until Easter, 1968, before going on general release.

Tommy Steele has also cut a single from the film “Fortuosity” backed with his

own composition “I’m A Brass Band Today” for release on Buena Vista. The
major event of the Disney year comes at Christmas with the nationwide re-

lease of their new full-length cartoon “Jungle Book” based on Rudyard Kipling
stories. Excerpts from the film were well received at EMI’s recent sales con-

ference. Again much of the score comes from the pens of the Sherman
Brothers. Recordings from the film will include a “Storyteller” LP with songs
and dialogue from the soundtrack, a little LP and a soundtrack EP made up
of the four main songs. The October release will also feature six more Disney-

Roel Kruize, General Manager of
Bovema’s repertoire department, released eight albums in the “Chanson Series”
with Adamo, Gilbert Becaud, Les Compagnons de la Chanson, Enrico Macias,
Luis Mariano, Edith Piaf, Tino Rossi and Charles Trenet.
Jan V. Schalkwijk, director of Anagon Music Publishers, proudly reported

that the Dutch team won first prize at the song festival in Gmunden, Austria.
As Cash Box reported earlier, Mr. Van Schalkwijk was leader of the Dutch
team comprising of the Bovema artists Patricia and Berry and the Iramac
singer Edwin Rutten.

Last week, Ted Shapiro of Kapp Records visited the Netherlands to discuss
plans for the future with Mr. Robert Oeges and Mr. Hans I. Kellerman of
Negram-Delta for the release of several new Kapp singles: “I Know” by
Ruby and the Romantics; “Everyday” by St. George and Tana; “Deep In Your
Heart” by John L. Sullivan; “All My Tomorrows Are Gone” by Patti and the
Emblems, and a bright new Just Us record entitled “What Are We Gonna Do.”
On September 22, a Negram’ Delta sales meeting was held in Heemstede,

during which a great new series of LP’s was launched: “Something Else” by
the Kinks, “Don’t Go Out In The Rain” by David Garrick, “The World We
Knew” by the Voice, Nancy Sinatra going “The Country Way,” the Electric
Prunes coming from the “Underground,” “Welcome To My World” by Dean
Martin, another lively longplay by Geno Washington “Hipsters, Flipsters,
Finger-Popping, Daddies!,” “The Everly Brothers Sing,” Pet Clark with
“These Are My Songs.” “Was Ich Dir Sagen Will” and “Peter Alexander
Serviert Spezialitaten” are the titles of two new albums by the great German
singers Udo Jurgens and Peter Alexander. Both Ariola LP’s were released at
Negram’s Sales Meeting Day. Peter Alexander will sing some of his songs in
the Caterina Valente Show on A.V.R.O. T.V. in October.
Negram-Delta has gained the exclusive rights to represent Double Shot in

Holland. The first Double Shot release in the Netherlands will be “Gimmi
Little Sign,” a marvelous record by Brenton Wood, coupled with “Oo^m
Boogum Song.” Record will be backed by an intensive promotion campaign;
Radio Veronica started with lots of airplay.
The single of the Honestmen, “Mister, Mister” will be issued in Austria

Suisse and Germany by Producer & Publisher Evcart-Rahn. The next single
by the group (who are causing a sensation in the nation) will be launched
the end of October. The group will be pushed as the new Dutch top group
of 1968.

Talk of the country in Dutch show business is news of the first “Europa”
stereo albums, to be released in Holland by Iramac. Big controversial articles
and opinions in the newspapers but Holland’s record market is open for the
real budget line. Big orders are pouring in for thousands of Europa- and
Somerset-albums, featuring artists such as Peter Kreuder, Paul Badura-
Skoda, Eschenbach, among others.

The label has released his version of “No” and hopes
it will sell strongly in this market and promote the chanter’s name among pop
music fans in this market.

James Brown in Paris! Three weeks at the Olympia and already a tremen-
dous success, James is one of the most popular foreign artists in France. The
second musical event of the week was the premiere of “Millie” starring Julie
Andrews. For this occasion, Paul Beuscher, who represents SIM in France, did
an excellent job of promoting the songs of that movie. Decca already released
an LP album with the original soundtrack; it will soon be followed by two
singles: Julie Andrews’ singing “Thoroughly Modern Millie” and “Jimmy,”
and Carol Channing in “Jazz Baby” and “Do It Again.” Annie Cordy, who is

cut by Pathe Marconi, recorded the French treatment of “Millie.”
Decca just signed an exclusive contract with Bruno Coquatrix for the re-

cording of the “Music Hall d’Israel” which has been a really great success in

France. Decca also got the rights for distributing it all over the world.
Jacques Souplet, CBS President in France, invited all French journalists to

prove to them there is no crisis in France for the record industry. The main
reason, Souplet believes, is that the market here has not yet been thoroughly
exploited. In 1966, 200 million Americans spent 3.800 million F.F. for records.
In Great Britain, 55 million people spent 590 million F.F.; in Germany, 57 mil-
lion people spent 520 million F.F.; and in France only 380 million F.F. of rec-

ords have been sold to 50 million people.
Mr. Souplet believes that France can soon reach the German turnover. This

would indicate a progress of 35%.
Henri Salvador, whose record company Rigolo is now distributed by CBS,

will leave Paris the beginning of November for an extensive tour in the States.

Salvador, one of the most popular singers in France, will visit Minneapolis
(November 11th to 23rd), IJniversity of Georgia (November 20th), Houston
(Nov. 25th), San Antonio (Nov. 28th), Oxford, Mississippi (Nov. 30th), Miami
(Dec. 2nd), Tallahassee (Dec. 4th), New Orleans (Dec. 6th), San Francisco
(Dec. 9th), Los Angeles (Dec. 10th) and San Diego (Dec. 11th).
Guy Mardel, who was just awarded “La Coupe D’Europe de la Chanson,” is

in Barcelona for a local song contest. CBS artists Les Compagnons de la Chan-
son will sing in Holland October 14th to 21st. On October 28th they will leave

France for a tour in Canada and United States.
Vogue Records has decided on a strong promotional campaign to launch

young artists Sullivan and Mario Jacques. The firm also announced that Frank
Sinatra’s sales in France have passed the million mark in 1966.

GERMANY
Germany’s teenagers spend their allowances buying records. That’s no news ?

Well it is when statistics show that record buying is in second place on the
teens list of items where most of their pocket money goes. Here’s how it looks.
80% of the teens spend their own money on clothes, 73% spend money on
phonograph records, 51% buy cosmetics with their hard cash, 48% spend
money on parties, movies and, in general, going out, 45% spend cash on travel
and 42% need some of their pocket spending power for cars.
The Golden Shot has booked Lou Rawls, Helen Shapiro, the Bee Gees, France

Gall and local stars Marion and Hans Hass, Jr., for their show on Sept. 28th.
The fight is on for subscriptions especially aimed at the record buyer for

the big gift purchasing Xmas season. Just to mention a few of the offers:
Deutsche Grammophon has offered the 9 symphonies from Bruckner played by
the Berlin Philharmonic and the Symphony Orchestra Of The Bavarian Radio
under the direction of Eugen Jochum for a special price of DM 148 ($37) in-
stead of the normal price of DM 275 ($68.75). This offer is for 11 LPs in one
package. There’s a five package set of Telemann’s music, “Don Giovanni” from
Karl Boehm and soloists like Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau and Brigit Nilsson for
a 4 LP package going for DM 70 instead of DM 100 which is the regular price,
and a fabulous 7 LP package from Herbert Von Karajan playing Tschaikowsky
with the Berlin Philharmonic selling for 15 bucks under the normal price on
subscription. D.G.G. put out a special 1 LP sampler for $2.50 (DM 10) which
is also now an absolute best seller.

Electrola has 4 subscription offers including the complete string quartets
from Beethoven played by the Hungarian String Quartet with the 10 LP pack-
age selling for DM 125 with the regular price being exactly the doubled sum.

Ariola-Eurodisc label offers a 3 LP package of Tschai-
kowsky selling for only DM 30, and CBS offers Beethoven’s “3rd Symphony”
from Leonard Bernstein at a special DM 10 price with a 10 package classical
catalog in every package to draw the heavy classical buyers for the big fall

and winter season.

“Theme From The Avengers,” the new German goodie by Peggy March “Ro-
meo & Julia” which is already a chart favorite, and “Kaiser Bill’s Batman” on
the march again with the Travelers.

Music, Rudi Slezak, will visit New York and can be contacted through their
office starting October 7th. The pair will be at Nemperor Artists, 1501 Broad-
way, in New York for a week; then in San Francisco from October 14th; and
in Los Angeles on October 17th where they can be contacted via Don Blocker
of Tapp, 6725 Sunset Blvd., Suite 315, in Hollywood.
Hans Gerig has published push items on new waxings in German by Gitte,

Liane Covi, France Gall, the Peanuts and “Tammy” from TV done by Angela.
Holger Voss from Peer Music tells us that “Little Bit O’ Soul” from the Music
Explosion, “Museum” from Herman’s Hermits, “Let’s Go To San Francisco”
from the Flower Pot Men, “There Is A Mountain” from Donovan and “Green
Street Green” from the New Vaudeville Band are prime push platters.

It’s especially appropo at this particular time to dis-

cuss the role of the phonograph and game repairman

in lieu of the forthcoming MOA Show . . . the once-a-

year summit meeting of the kingpins of this trade

where operator has a chance to exchange ideas, sug-

gestions and, yes, complaints with our manufacturer

representatives.

Where does the mechanic come in? Well, after at-

tending a good number of these conventions it’s been

our experience that one of the most singly valuable

services the show provides is a chance to discuss me-

chanical and electrical in’s and out’s of today’s ma-

chines with the fellows who designed them—the fac-

tory engineers. We’d like to see every operating com-

pany represented at the show by its chief mechanic . . .

the fellow who physically deals with the machines on

the route, replaces the transistors, changes the car-

tridges, solders the relays . . . the guy who keeps the

little money-makers chugging along and the coins

dropping into the cash box. Matter of fact, if it came
down to a choice between some operators and their

servicemen, we’d rather see the mechanic at the show

broadening his knowledge of our increasingly more

sophisticated machinery instead of the op doing the

cocktail party, vo do de oh do thing.

Granted, quite a large percentage of our operators

are their own mechanics, routemen et al rolled into

one. It’s to those larger operating companies that we
make the appeal to afford themselves and their chief

repairman the singular opportunity of personal con-

tact with the manufacturer representatives gathered

under one roof. Let’s not bypass the invaluable knowl-

edge your man can learn at the industry seminars,

from the overseas tradesmen coming in for the show

and from the record companies attending.

Think it over. Is it worth the price of another plane

ticket and room reservation? If the answer is yes, put

this book down and pick the phone up now.

Rock-Ola Distribs Learn How Sega Succeeds In The Far East
|

TOKYO—The Rock-Ola distributors’
survey team currently touring- the
Orient, visited the large SEGA Enter-
prises factory here (Sept. 14th) for a
first-hand look at business methods
used in the Far East. (SEGA dis-

tributes Rock-Ola phonographs and
vending machines throughout Japan.)

Prior to touring the factory, the

team members listened to an outline
given by SEGA managing director
David Rosen on the systems being
used by SEGA to expand their -juke-
box locations in Japan by more than
30% a year.
“Rock-Ola phonographs predomi-

nate in Japan, due in part to the fact
that SEGA spends 10% of monthly

income to purchase new records and
currently maintains in its central and
district libraries an inventory of 800,-

000 records” Rosen advised. Another
reason for the success of the Rock-Ola
operation in Japan, the distributors
learned, is sheer size; SEGA has 33
branches in Japan and 180 route ve-
hicles.

The Rock-Ola team started off the i

plant tour by viewing the quality
control department and the parts

warehouse (where more than a mil-
lion dollars worth of spare parts are I

maintained with the aid of computer-

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German Firm Opens Machine Museum In Mainz

MAINZ, GERMANY — Through the
consuming interest of H. Schulz of
Der Muenzautomat Mainz (Rhineland
based operating firm) in preserving
coin-operated equipment for their
historical value, the European indus-
try is privileged to view perhaps the
most extensive museum of coin ma-
chines in the world, now on display

for the trade in an 80 meter sq. show-
room at his headquarters here in

Mainz.

Schulz, who claims every one of the
hundred pieces of equipment which
make up the exposition is in working
order, has spent years gathering
up his priceless collection. The mu-
seum, which is open during normal
office hours, is free-of-charge to mem-
bers of the coin machine industry.
Twelve pieces date from prior 1914

including one of the first coin music
boxes and the legendary ‘Bagazzo’ of
1906. An additional photo gallery
offers a rundown of even earlier

equipment, some back as far as 1890.
Schulz also offers visitors a nearly-

complete collection of the early pinball
units (1930-1938) and traces their
evolution to modern day flippers.
Tradesmen can also see models of
early target-rifles which paid out
cash to the player as well as a good
dozen of the early slot machines.

Schulz has extended an invitation
to the world-wide trade to drop in
on his museum when they’re touring
Europe.

DuKane Exits Coinbiz

ST. CHARLES, ILL.—Joe Lyon, sales

manager of the Games Division of

DuKane Industries, has announced
the exit of the prominent electronics

fii-m from the coin machine industry
with the cessation of production on
‘Grand Prix’ and ‘Tag-It’.

Assembly line priority, normally
given to the manufacture of DuKane’s
sophisticated electronics systems for
government and industry, ruled out
any production on ‘Grand Prix’ and
‘Tag-It’ for the foreseeable future,
according to Lyon, and a recent in-

flux of electronics contract orders
forced the firm to drop the coin line

entirely.
Lyon advised that he’s currently

conferring with several manufactur-
ing firm’s interested in securing the
patents and manufacturing rights to

both machines.
DuKane has been a leading U.S.

manufacturer of electronic systems
since 1922 and currently specializes

in the production of satellite trans-
mitters, sound systems for schools
including language lab facilities, hos-
pital communications networks and
filmstrip projectors.
They entered the coin machine in-

dustry in 1964 with the introduction
of the ‘Ski ’n Skore’ game. Ultimately
they added the ‘Grand Prix’ car game
and ‘Tag-It’ vendor (the latter was
purchased from Dymo Industries).
Over 20 domestic and foreign distrib-

utors handled the line, all of which,
according to Lyon, have sold out
whatever inventory remained after
the last production run. Operators of
DuKane equipment will be interested
to know that a parts backup will be
continued at former DuKane distrib-

utors, Lyon declared.

Wurl. Previews In Cal.

SAN FRANCISCO—The official un-
veiling of Wurlitzer’s brand new
Model 3200 ‘Americana II’ phono-
graph, scheduled for Oct. 23-28 ‘Wur-
litzer Week’ got an “out of town try-
out’’ in the Mark Hopkins Hotel here
last Fri. & Sat. before distrib reps
flown in by the factory sales force
for an advance preview. The machine
will also be on display at the forth-
coming MOA Show.

They also observed the game ma-

chine production lines and were given
a preview of some of the games
SEGA will exhibit at the forthcoming
MOA show. Rosen said considerable
interest was shown in the games
SEGA manufactures and distributes
for its Asian markets. The phono-
graph re-conditioning and inspection
lines were surveyed next, and an ex-
planation was given on how the thou-
sands of Rock-Ola units on location
are maintained and rotated annually.

The U.S. distributors then went
through production engineering, the
company dining hall, research and de-
velopment, the record library and ve-
hicle service section before returning
to the showroom for a question and
answer session.

Rosen informed the survey team
that the Japan market for phono-

graphs will continue to expand at its

present rate, and that Japan is now
probably the second largest world

market for records.

Trade With “Superb” Code Of Ethics

Code of Ethics in collaboration with
his son’s public relations firm, Shinn
Associates located in Charlotte.

Shinn has done a great deal for the
association and South Carolina oper-
ators; we salute him for his dedica-
tion.

When and how did you get your
first taste of the coin machine indus-
try?

Well, it happened in 1945. I was
manager of the Cherokee Theatre in
Gaffney when I decided to start Star
Amusement Company. I’ve been in
the business ever since then.
What is the best income-yielding

type of equipment you operate?
My biggest and most profitable line

is phonographs; however, I also oper-
ate games and shuffle alleys. Music
has always been the prevailing piece
of equipment in this area. Naturally,
games are also big but not quite as
big as music.
What about statewide?
Statewide, games are the biggest.
What seems to be the biggest prob-

lem facing South Carolina operators?
Children playing machines. This

has been a problem for a long time
and we’ve done everything to prevent
it but we still have to face the prob-
lem and continue to discourage it. The
operators are told at every meeting
of the association that a child’s nickel
isn’t worth the future of their busi-
ness and that they should continuous-
ly remind locations to keep minors
away from the machines.
Would you say “efficient service’’ is

the most important effort an operator
can extend to keep a location happy?

Yes, I do. We tell our locations to

report immediately in the event of a
breakdown. Most of our operators
here have kept their word by jump-
ing right on top of the breakdown
and fixing it before the machine col-

lects too much “dead time.”
How about “personal contact” with

the location?
We work with the location by pro-

viding them the service they deserve.
We know that locations are where the
collections are made and try to keep
them happy with little extras.
Does Star Amusement plan on en-

tering the vending business more ex-
tensively ?

We have no vending at present and
have no immediate plans to enter.
Any plans for putting out can-

drink machines?
No; however, can-drink machines

have made their debut here. Matter
of fact, they started just this past
summer.
What percentage of the records on

your machines is of the country and
western variety?

I would say around half of them.
They’re big around this part of the
country. The other half are a mixture
of rhythm & blues and pop.
Ever thought of conducting a

shuffle or pingame tournament at
any of your locations?

Yes, just recently we started a
tournament at the Elk’s Club, but
it’s not going so good. The people
won’t enter the contest—no competi-
tors.

As president of the South Carolina
Coin Operators Association, what do
you feel the association’s primary ob-
jective is?

Our association is working for the
operators every day. We have only
one purpose, to make our business
stronger, more secure and more prof-
itable. We feel a strong active asso-
ciation is important to the future of
our business. We continually urge
operators to join the association and
take an active part with full sup-
port. We feel an association cannot
be 100% effective until it has 100%
membership.

SERVICE TIP

When servicing one of your amuse-
ment games, never experiment with
any of the mechanisms. Improper
adjustments, or makeshift repairs,
will cause serious damage to other
parts of the machine, or repeated
failure of that same part. To service
any amusement game in a minimum
of time, it is necessary to isolate the
problem to a particular circuit. A sys-
tem of logical elimination will reduce
the possible trouble spots.

This is done by attempting to play
the game and observing the results.
With a little reasoning, a brief ref-
erence to the schematic and perhaps
a continuity check will usually deter-
mine the cause.
A visual inspection of the compo-

nents in the possible trouble area may
often save time. Always look for a
possible loose wire, a bad connection
at the plug or socket, and broken or
unhooked springs on step-ups, relays,
etc.

_

If nothing appears wrong, addi-
tional procedures will be in order.
