With the demise of the monaural
album staring the industry in the face,

the time has truly come for merchan-
disers and dealers to speak of many
things. For with the almost total end of

mono product, and the inventory prob-

lems with which that product has natu-

rally gone hand and hand in the past,

the dealer and merchandiser find them-
selves on the receiving end of an extra

dividend—the dividend of Inventory

space.

And with the inventory space problem
chopped virtually in half, the retailer or

distributor can turn his thoughts to

those areas of the business, which, of

necessity, he had been neglecting.

For instance, there are those country

albums that he has been planning to

stock, but has been putting off, even
though he gets an occasional call for

them. The empty corner that is suddenly
shaping up in the warehouse would be
ideal for a more extensive catalog of

country LPs. And now that the racks

are divesting themselves of dual inven-

tory, it would be a good time for jobbers

to Invest a few more dollars in a classical

line.

Diversification becomes the name of

the game. The merchandiser interested

in offering a full service operation will

be quick to take advantage of the in-

ventory gap by stocking up on product
from those smaller areas of the business
that have often proved ‘gravy’ spots. Just

a small portion of the new shelf or

storage space can be allocated to such
areas as jazz, r&b, and Latin product, as

well as the numerous other fingers of

the disk world that demand some sort of

attention.

The retailer who physically had no
room to house an extensive catalog of

ethnic folk material as a result of his un-

avoidable mono-stereo inventory hang-
up, will soon find himself faced with the

opportunity to go into such a project in

depth—without hurting his more popu-
lar inventory!

In this business, as with the hardware
trade or the local grocer, the man who
makes wise use of space is the man who
suffers least from problems of overhead.
The same hardware store owner and the
same grocer have found that the repeat
business is often assured by the stock-

ing of not only the most popular items,

but those which appeal even to a limited

segment of consumers. Diversification

implies a wider service, and better serv-

ice generally results in repeat business.
And repeat business, as we all know,
means black ink.

AGAC, NMPA Tout 8%
NEW YORK—Edward Eliscu, presi-

dent of the American Guild of Authors
and Composers, and Leonard Feist,

executive secretary of the National
Music Publishers’ Association, pre-

sented a joint proposal for a change
in the mechanical royalty provisions

of the pending Copyright Revision
Bill. The proposal was made at a meet-
ing with Senator John L. McClellan,
chairman of the Senate Subcommittee
on Patents, Trademarks and Copy-
rights, in Washington on February 26.

The amendment proposed by AGAC
and NMPA would replace the royalty
of 2%^ presently in the Bill with a
percentage royalty of 8% on the sug-
gested or established retail price.

In submitting this amendment to

the Bill it was emphasized that writers
and publishers are still actively op-

Mech, Royalties
posed to the entire concept of a com-
pulsory license. However, if a compul-
sory license is to be maintained in the
law, AGAC and NMPA vigorously at-
tack the concept of any fixed royalty
rate.

It was pointed out that writers and
publishers had previously expressed
their concern about the possible un-
favorable long-range impact of any
mechanical royalty stated in monetary
terms. In his testimony before the
Senate Subcommittee on March 20,

1967, Feist had urged that “under
any circumstances a provision be writ-
ten into the law to provide that the
established royalty be subject to re-

examination at periodic intervals.”

Record Sales Improvement
Aids RCA Over $3-Bil Mark
NEW YORK — RCA’s annual report
issued last week confirmed last year’s

prediction that the corporation would
top the three-billion dollar sales mark.
It noted sales improvements in sales

operations of most phases of the com-
pany’s divisions including records,
broadcasting, publishing, broadcast
equipment and electronic data process-
ing.

Sales indicated in the report showed
.$3,027,216,000 against a previous
year’s mark of $2,891,975,000. This
was the sixth consecutive year of in-

creases, and though the rate of gain
was not as great in the last five years,
it ran ahead of U.S. manufacturer
profits as a whole (a 6% drop from
’66 levels was shown.) Net income was
reported at $147,509,000 or $2.27 a
share compared with $144,459,000 for
the last year which equaled $2.26 on
fewer shares. Net profit was 4.9 per
cent of sales.

that Capitol might acquire a rack
jobber if the situation presented it-

self. He said no agreement to do so
had been concluded but intimated that
discussions in this area might be
taking place.

Livingston also indicated that there
would probably be no difficulty for
Capitol to acquire a small label. He
said anti-trust laws might prevent
Capitol’s acquiring a large company
but said he would investigate this
area when a situation to acquire
developed.

Tape
In answer to a question as to

whether Capitol would get into the
cassett field, Livingston said there
are no plans at the moment to do so.

However, he said Capitol is in dis-

cussions with Philips which owns the
patents to the cassett. He said he
did not want to go into an area of
production that would come back to
haunt him. He was referring to the
fact that anyone producing cassetts
must pay Philips a royalty. “We are
in the business of selling music,” he
said, “and not devices.” If the cas-
setts were to become popular and
Capitol would have to pay a royalty
on each unit (which it does not have
to do on the manufacture of LP’s)
the increased popularity of the cas-
sett would be self defeating. If Capitol
can be assured that it could produce
cassetts free of license fee, it is

possible Capitol would enter the field.

Livingston also mentioned that
Audio Devices owned 20% of ITCC
which Capitol Industries now owns.

Future Plans
Livingston said that Capitol Indus-

tries is now in the process of nego-
tiating for a company not in the
record industry, but closely allied. For
obvious reasons, he would not reveal
the company’s name.

Livingston joined Capitol after
his return from World War II in
1946.

Sly and the Family
Stone have now been together almost
a year and a half, with the exception
of Rose. At the age of 20, Sly wrote
for and produced the Beau Brummels,
the Mojo Men, and Bobby Freeman
for the Autumn label in Los Angeles.

SEC Stops Trading

Over-The-Counter

On Cameo-Parkway
NEW YORK—Over-the-counter trad-
ing in the stock of Cameo-Parkway
Records was stopped recently (16) by
the Securities and Exchange Commis-
sion (SEC) in order to study “ab-
normal trading patterns” in the firm’s
common stock. The halt in trading is

to end Sunday “pending clarification
of facts with respect to developments
concerning the company.”
A statement by the SEC said that

its trading suspension came in the ab-
sence of “adequate information neces-
sary for shareholders and prospective
investors to make an informed invest-
ment judgment.” Since last July, C/P
has announced several proposed ac-
quisitions, though negotiations were
discontinued on all but one, Allen
Klein & Co. Final terms on that trans-
action have been held up awaiting an
audit of the concern.

LOU RAWLS
NEW YORK—Commenting on some
of the appellations used for him dur-
ing his career, Lou Rawls lists “pop
singer, jazz singer, folk singer, and a
half-dozen more.” The opening per-
formance for his current stand at the
Royal Box in the Hotel Americana
entitles him to yet another title

—

Whole-Lot-Of-Singer.
Rawls’ performance marks the first

uptown spotlight for him here, though
he has played at many of the leading
jazz spots and blues clubs in the city.
The act includes highlights of his best-
known material and also shows trim-
ming and tailoring for the more con-
servative crowd associated with the
posh room.
Though his ardent fans might ob-

ject to the alterations, Rawls’ pene-
trating performances and poignant
powers are apparent in even the most
time-tested numbers. Wry twists in
the closing sting of “Autumn Leaves”
or “The Shadow of Your Smile” pre-
sent these standards as never before
though they are hardly able to stand
comparison to his forceful opening
“Show Business” that was played up
by brilliant use of lighting to empha-
size the lyrics and add color to his

entrance; or his high points— “On
Broadway,” and an old-man medley
that featured a narrative picture of
“granddad” strolling through conver-
sations with a giddy “Hand Me Down
My Walking Cane,” “It Was a Very
Good Year” and the dramatic “Old
Folks.”
For sheer spectacle the artist’s fa-

vorites, “Love is a Hurtin’ Thing” and
“Dead End Street” nearly stole the
show, except for a tremendous playing
of the T-Bone Walker classic “When
the Sun Goes Down” that spotlighted
H. B. Bamum’s arrangements, trump-
eting and a humorous commentary de-
livered with poise and color seldom
shown in singer-monologues.

Musically dynamic enough to bridge
the gap between selections and yet re-
tain individual honesty of the songs,
Rawls set out to satisfy everybody
who might have come to see him and
succeeded memorably. Well prepared
and perfectly stated patter, a diversity
of songs and the overall presence that
is Lou Rawls combined to create an
exhilirating show that offers the artist
with a catalog serving his rumpled
velvet voice in all its smoothness and
splendor.

LOVIN' SPOONFUL
NEW YORK—Before a surprisingly
sparse audience at Philharmonic Hall
on Wednesday night, February 21, the
Lovin’ Spoonful frolicked through a
performance of the good time music
which has made them one of the top
acts in America.
The tunes which the quartet made

popular flowed in fast profusion. There
were “Do You Believe In Magic?”
“Nashville Cats,” “Younger Girl,” “6

O’clock,” “You Didnt Have To Be So
Nice,’ “Daydream,” “Summer In The
City,” “Did You Ever Have To Make
Up Your Mind?” and “Darling Be
Home Soon.” The songs were rendered
in slick, smooth fashion, with cornpone
patter from drummer Joe Butler in-

terspersed between numbers. Besides

Butler, the Spoonful consists of leader
John Sebastian; Steve Boone, bass;
and Jerry Yester, lead guitar. The
group shuffled about the stage, switch-
ing instruments and thoroughly enjoy-
ing itself.

The foursome offered “Younger
Generation” and “Boredom” from its

Kama Sutra album, “Everything Play-
ing,” which is represented on the
charts. The Lovin’ Spoonful is living
evidence of the fact that profession-
alism can be fun. The zest and joy
which the group brings to its music,
the breezy casualness of its perform-
ance, and the marked quality of its ma-
terial all serve to set the Lovin’ Spoon-
ful way ahead of the pack in the pop
field.

different in concept that there is no
tendency to compare them.

This all hanpened at the Scene,
Steve Paul’s W. 46th St. disko/meet-
ing place, where the Beacon Street
Union (MGM) and the Illusion (Dy-
novoice’' were booked into what turned
out to be an unforgettable evening
of good rock.

The Illusion is basically a local

group from West Hempstead, L.I.

They use a five part harmony and
are mostly into a soul bag, doing ma-
terial like, “Let It Be Me.” Mike
Maniscalco sometimes takes over lead
vocal chores from John Vinci but
spends most of his time on the organ
or sax. Their act is reminiscent of the
production number of a musical. That’s
meant only as a description, not to be

The
act is a long, fast-paced, hard working
session complete with cmate stage cos-

tures and a light show.

One of the more often talked about
groups to Cv.me out of Boston in recent
months, the Deacon Street Union
snorts an almost incredibly funky lead
guitar player in the person of Paul
Tartachny.

JACQUES BREL IS ALIVE AND WELL
AND LIVING IN PARIS

NEW YORK — Jacques Brel, the
Belgian-born songwriter and singer
who first established himself in France
and whose fame has grown to inter-

national proportions during the past
few years, has written some of the
most interesting and most beautiful
songs of recent times. Twenty-five of
these songs have been put together
into a fine musical show called “Jac-
ques Brel Is Alive And Well And Liv-
ing In Paris,” which is currently play-
ing at the Village Gate.

The sho,v has a simple, abstract set,

and no props are used. The audience
is led to concentrate its attention fully
on Elly Stone, Mort Shuman, Shawn
Elliot and Alice Whitfield, who sing
Brel’s songs brilliantly, accompanying
their vocal performances with eco-
nomic but very effective pantomimes.

Brel writes songs about women,
soldiers, “Girls & Dogs,” love, hate
and almost everything else under the
sun. His view of the human condition
is sometimes humorous (usually in a
highly satirical manner), sometimes
almost nihilistic (though the very
savagery of his writing affirms life

with its power-true nihilists haven’t
much strength), sometimes compas-

sionate 'if often sad) and occasionally
hopeful. “Mathilde” is an amusing
song about a man who is concerned,
not because his love has left him, but
because she’s coming back. “Amster-
dam,” which was sung with wonderful
fierceness by Mort Shuman is a furi-
ous tirade about sailors and whores in

the Dutch port. “Old Folks” looks
upon the world of the elderly with
sympathy. “If Only We Have Love.”

Frankie Lymon Dies

NEW YORK—Frankie Lymon, one of

the first major figures in the early

rock & roll era, was found dead last

week (27) at the apartment of a

friend. A spokesman for the office of

the chief medical examiner stated that

the death was apparently caused by
an overdose of narcotics.

Though Lymon began his career in

1954 with hits like “Why Do Fools

Fall In Love” and “I’m Not a Juvenile

Delinquent,” he quickly fell from favor

when his voice changed and he altered

his style. At that time Frankie Lymon
and the Teenagers parted company,
and both continued to hit independent-

ly for a while.

Shortly afterward, Lymon was
plagued with troubles. He was picked

up by the police on several charges

including narcotics violations. His con-

tract ended with Roulette Records and

he sank from public view.

Currently in the Army, things be-

gan to pick up. Lymon was featured

as the subject of articles in several

magazines describing how he had

“kicked the habit.” Rumors had be-

gun to circulate that he was planning

to attempt a comeback, and he had

come to New York last week for a

trial session with Roulette.

Lymon is survived by his wife El-

vira, now living in Augusta, Ga., near

Fort Gordon, where he had been

stationed.

UA Pushing Traffic, S,D.G.

NEW YORK—Traffic and the Spencer

Davis group will be the beneficiaries

of a major promotional campaign

by United Artists Records in connec-

tion with forthcoming American tours

for the two British acts. Both groups

have new singles and albums just re-

leased or about to be issued, accord-

ing to Ron Eyre, United Artists co-

ordinator of international product.

Traffic, spotlighting blues-singer

Stevie Winwood, arrives in the States

on March 13. The group will fly direct-

ly to San Francisco, where they will

remain until March 23, playing the

Fillmore Auditorium and Winterland.

Additional west coast dates include

the Shrine Auditorium in Los Angeles,

March 29-30; a Santa Barbara con-

cert, April 6; and a headline stint at

Hollywood’s Whiskey A Go Go, April

7-11. Traffic will then move into the mid-

west for appearances at The Grande
Ballroom in Detroit on April 12-13,

and the Cheetah in Chicago, April 19-

cu stated, “A percentage royalty is,

in effect, a periodic re-examination.”

“Since the Senate hearings two clear

and rapid developments have already
substantiated our concern for the fu-

ture,” said Eliscu. “The first and fore-

most is inflation. It is not necessary

to document the degree of inflation

which has occurred in the immediate
past. The anxieties which have devel-

oped with relation to the stability of

currency itself and official government
statements displaying deep concern
over serious inflationary trends now
and in the future are front page news
every day. For example, the annual
report of the Council of Economic
Advisors quoted in all newspapers
throughout the country on February
26th calls the continuation of creep-

ing inflation the most disturbing eco-

nomic news of 1967. Setting a royalty
in terms of pennies and fractions of

pennies freezes the compensation of

writers in a manner which could re-

sult in a dire injustice however un-
intentional.”

“Record companies can guard
against inflationary trends by the sim-
ple device of increasing their prices.

In fact, they have already done so.

For example, the number of songs in-

cluded in albums is being reduced at

an alarming rate from the previous
twelve to eleven and even ten. The
record indusrty has also undertaken
a concerted campaign to eliminate
monaural recordings which in effect

means a one dollar increase per album
to those who formerly bought mono
records and who perhaps bought
monoraul players because of the eco-

nomy of those records. In other words,
where the record industry direly fore-

casts that an increase in the mechan-
ical royalty rate would lead to an in-

crease in the price of records to the
consumer, they have, in fact, jumped
the gun. They have done this without
any consideration of the fact that all

records presently under license can
continue to be manufactured and sold

at the royalty rate provided in the
license. The time has come for writers
and their publishers to bring this to

the attention of Congress and to seek
proper protection.”

Eliscu emphasized that all other
royalties are based on a percentage,
not only those paid to writers on sheet
music sales and other sources of in-

come but also those paid by the rec-
ord industry itself to artists and to

the Musicians Performance Trust.

The fiugre of 8% was originally
proposed by the Register of Copy-
rights in the first draft of the Revision
Bill after a searching study of the en-
tire subject of the compulsory license
problem and the statutory royalty.
The rate of 8% prevails in all Euro-
pean countries and has worked satis-

factorily for many years.

(In the United Kingdom the present
rate is 6^,4% but negotiations are now
in process with the writer-publisher
group pressing for 10%. A compro-
mise between the two figures seems
likely.)

The Register of Copyrights’ original
proposal for either the elimination of

the compulsory license or a statutory
royalty of 8% was bitterly resisted by
the record industry. In the Bill as final-

ly introduced in Congress in 1964, the
statutory royalty was set at 3^. This
rate was reduced to 2%^ in the report
of the House Judiciary Committee and
the Bill as passed by the House main-

tains that figure as does the Bill be-

ing presently considered by the Senate
Subcommittee. “At 8% the royalty
on popular albums with a list price of

$3.79 would be 30% If the album
contained twelve songs that would
amount to 2%^i a song. If the price
goes up, so too would the royalty and
no reasonable person could argue the
justice or equity of this,” said Leonard
Feist, Executive Secretary of NMPA.
“The entire record industry itself

stands to benefit from the percentage
royalty on an artistic basis. Record
companies would have reasonable lati-

tude in their production and could,

if the purpose required, use more
songs for the same royalty cost per
album.”
The accounting aspects of a per-

centage rate have been carefully
checked by Prager and Fenton, ac-

countants for the Harry Fox Office.

Because this firm conducts audits of

record companies on a continuing basis
on behalf of the Fox Office they are
in a unique position to comment on the
impact of this basis for royalty ac-
counting. According to Prager and
Fenton, there would be very little

complication in accounting under such
a royalty setup. The recommended list

price is established and known. A pro-
jection of the percentage royalty to a
dollar basis presents no problem and
would preserve accounting substan-
tially as it exists today. In fact, other
payments of record companies are
stated in percentage terms.
Al Berman of the Fox Office which

licenses some 70% of all recordings in
the United States sees no difficulty

for his office in issuing licenses. In

fact, he sees some simplification of the
process because the price of record-
ings would not be an issue of negotia-
tion as under the present law. On the
other hand, he forecasts that bargain-
ing would still continue since the 8%
royalty would be a ceiling and there
would be no reason why record com-
panies could not or would not seek a
lower percentage rate just as they
now negotiate for a rate below the
present 2^ ceiling. The difference
would only be that the ceiling would
be flexible as between records of differ-

ent price ranges.
“We believe that the record indus-

try itself will be forced to admit the
justice of this proposal, and recognize
its merits and foresight with respect
to all concerned. It protects them if

pirces fall just as it protects us if

prices rise,” said Feist. “It is aimed
at coping with technological and eco-
nomic changes before they occur and it

relieves all concerned from the re-
sponsibility of arbitrarily setting the
exact number—the exact number of
pennies or fractions of pennies—which
would prevail if a fixed ceiling is es-
tablished for now and for the long,
long years ahead.

In the discussion with Senator Mc-
Clellan, Eliscu emphasized that AGAC
would feel itself lacking in responsi-
bility not only to its writer members
but to its estate members—to widows
who rely on royalties for their support
and that of their children and to fu-
ture generations of writers if a means
were not proposed by which they would
be provided some measure of security
in their true earnings and protection
from adverse economic forces.

LOOK AROUND—Sergio Mendes & Brasil ’66

—

A&M 137/SP 4137

Already moving up the charts, “Look Around”
features Brasilian-oriented treatments of ten pop
melodies. In addition to the title track, the disk
includes “With A Little Help From My Friends,”
“Like A Lover,” and “The Look Of Love.” At-
ti’active vocals blend with sparkling instrumental
effects. A most appealing LP.

LIZA MINNELLI—A&M 141/SP 4141

Here’s Liza Minnelli’s first A&M album, and
it shapes up as a winning entry. The artist gives
a rich, swaying treatment to “The Debutante’s
Ball.” She is intense and dramatic in “The Look Of
Love.” Other fine outings are “You’d Better Sit
Down, Kids” and “The Happy Time.” The bright,
young talent of a potentially major songstress is
effectively showcased on the set.

VIKKI!—Vikki Carr—Liberty LRP 3548/LST
7548

Vikki Carr offers twelve pop ditties in a warm,
lyrical fashion calculated to appeal to her many
followers. The lark gives excellent renditions of
“By The Time I Get To Phoenix,” “Never My
Love,” “Everything I Touch Turns To Tears,” and
“For Once In My Life.” The disk promises to see
early chart action.

I CAN’T STAND MYSELF WHEN YOU TOUCH
ME—James Brown—King 1030

Here’s a James Brown package that seethes
with the excitement of the Soul King himself. In
addition to the title song (in two parts), some of
the stronger tracks are: “There Was A Time,”
“Funky Soul #1,” “You’ve Got To Change Your
Mind,” and an instrumental entitled, “The Soul Of
J.B.” There’s a ready-made market of James
Brown fans for this powerhouse offering of soul.

SAMMY DAVIS JR.’S GREATEST HITS—Re-
prise R/RS 6291

The inimitable Sammy Davis Jr. has assembled
twelve of his most popular numbers, and the result
is a powerhouse album that’s bound to see lots of
action. Sammy’s voice has both quality and
strength, and he uses it to express almost every
emotion known to man. On this set, he offers “Hey
There” (the first song he ever recorded), “What
Kind Of Fool Am I?,” “The Shelter Of Your
Arms,” “Yes I Can” and eight other striking
songs. Excellent LP.

I s > , . PAUtSiMON
THE GRADUATE—Original Motion Picture
Soundtrack—OS 3180

“The Graduate” has already started to climb the
Top 100 Albums and will probably climb a lot
further during the coming weeks. The chief selling
points of the LP are the performances by Simon
& Garfunkel of the songs which Paul Simon wrote
for the Embassy Pictures flick. Among these are
“Scarborough Fair/Canticle,” which is on the Top
100 singles chart, “Sounds Of Silence,” and “Mrs.
Robinson.” This album could go all the way.

BRAZIL’S SUPER HITS—Various Artists—At-
lantic 8157/SD 8167

This collection is a must for every lover of the
type of Brazilian music that has become so popular
in the U.S. in recent years. Here are Luiz Bonfa,
Antonio Carlos Jobim, Sergio Mendes, Herbie
Mann, Joao Gilberto and others performing the
greatest hits from Brazil, including “The Girl
From Ipanema,” “Desafinado,” “One Note Sam-
ba,” a “Black Orpheus Medley” and many more.
Should be on the charts soon.

WE’RE ONLY IN IT FOR THE MONEY—Moth-
ers of Invention—Verve V/V6 5045X

Mothers of Invention leader Frank Zappa
created this album. The double-fold jacket is a
“Sergeant Pepper” jacket turned inside out, and
the LP itself is a reply to the Beatles’ renowned
album. The songs, like some of the songs on
“Sergeant Pepper,” look ruefully on various
aspects of modern life (“phony hippies,” the
“American Way,” “American Womanhood”), and
the last track, a horror-invoking electronic in-

strumental, ends, like “Sergeant Pepper,” with a
long, doom-filled piano chord.

PRETTY COUNTRY—Billy Vaughn Singers—
Dot DLP 25837

The Billy Vaughn iSingers here offer a set con-
taining middle-of-the-road choral readings of a
dozen country ballads. “Turn The World Around,”
“It’s Such A Pretty World Today,” “All The
Time” and “My Elusive Dreams” are among the
well-known ditties showcased. Always excellent-
selling artists, the Billy Vaughn Singers should
have no difficulty seeing plenty of action with
“Pretty Country. "

SOUL COAXING—Raymond Lefevre & Orch.

—

4 Corners FCL/FCS 4244

The many fans of Raymond LeFevre and His
Orchestra should welcome this LP with great en-

thusiasm. The set showcases Lefevre at his pol-

ished best, offering both rhythmic infectious num-
bers like the title tune, which is on the Top 100, and
“If I Were A Carpenter” and lyrical, string-filled

efforts like “This Is My Song” and “Release Me.”
The set should move especially well in middle-of-

the-road circles.

LOVE IS BLUE—Johnny Mann Singers—Liberty
LRP 3553/LST 7553

The smooth vocal performances of the Johnny
Mann Singers have resulted in their becoming one
of the most sought after choral groups on disks,

and this LP should only continue the tradition.

Leading off the set with a pretty, steady-moving
reading of Paul Mauriat’s big hit, “Love Is Blue,”

the Singers go on to offer 11 others including “The
Other Man’s Grass Is Always Greener” and “Stop!
In The Name Of Love.” Should be on the charts

soon.

MUSIC TO WATCH BIRDS BY—Bob Crewe Gen-
eration—DynoVoice DY 1902/31902

Last summer, the Macmillan Company pub-

lished “Birds Of Britain,” a deluxe book full of

photographs of beautiful English girls, and at the

same time, the Bob Crewe Generation brought out

a sprightly pop instrumental single, also called

“Birds Of Britain.” This follow-up album, whose
cover is the same as the book’s, is in the buoyant,

carefree style of the “Birds Of Britain” single

(the single is included on the set). Should be a

winner.

SUNDAY SAX—Boots Randolph—Monument
MLP 8092/SLP 18092

Popular saxophonist Boots Randolph was re-

cently awarded a gold record by the RlAA for liis

album, “Yakety Sax,” and his new album, already
beginning to climb the charts, looks as thougn
it might be another monster. The set spotlights

Boots in a performance of ten religious numbers
including “The Lord’s Prayer,” “I Believe,” “Ave
Maria” and “When The Saints Go Mpching In.”

Boots plays with feeling and devotion, and he
should reap a fitting reward.

MR FANTASY—TraflSc—United Artists UAL
3651/UAS 6651

Comprised of Steve Winwood (formerly with

Spencer Davis), Jim Capaldi, and Chris Wood,
Traffic has been meeting with a great deal of suc-

cess in England and is now vridening its circle

of fans here. In addition to “Dear Mr. Fantasy,”

this set includes the group’s “Paper Sun” and
“Hole In My Shoe” singles. Good new rock from
beginning to end, this package should get lots of

play and cause a commotion in the marketplace.

THE BUBBLE GUM MACHINE—Senate S 21002

The Bubble Gum Machine, Senate’s new rock
group, stands an excellent chance of winning
chart honors with this LP. The group’s sound is

clean, their beat is very contagious, and they come
up with some nice harmonies which support and
enhance their rhythmic strength. Put this set on
your list of disks to watch. It could establish the
Bubble Gum Machine as a group to be reckoned
with.

Pop Best Bets

THE THOUGHTS OF EMERLIST DAVJACK—
Nice—Immediate Z 1252004

Plenty of message rock in this package by the
Nice, their first LP. In addition to the title track,
some of the more interesting efforts include:
“Tantalising Maggie,” “The Cry Of Eugene,”
“Flower King Of Flies” (which opens with a full

stereo sweep of bells), and an over-8 minute cut
called “Rondo,” that starts cookin’ early. This
Nice LP is a candidate for plenty of sales action.

THE OTHER HALF—Acta A 38004

The Other Half is making a bid for fame with
this, their first Acta LP, and judging by the
group’s performance here, they could go far.

Swinging rock is the Other Half’s forte, and
there’s enough infectious music on this set to send
it whirling across the nation. One of the highlights
of the package, “I Need You” (not George Harri-
son’s) has been released as a single.

CHRISTOPHER’S MOVIE MATINEE—3’s A
Crowd—Dunhill D/DS 50030

3’s A Crowd (five guys and a girl) renders a
selection of gentle, easygoing rock tanes. The girl,

Donna, serves up a number of powerful, lyrical

vocals as lead singer. She is particularly effective

in such efforts as “Let’s Get Together,” “Wasn’t
It You,” and “Bird Without Wings.” The title

track is a bouncy, rinky-tink outing in which the
entire group thoroughly enjoys itself. This LP
should attract a crowd of admirers for 3’s A
Crowd.

Jazz Picks

MR. SHING-A-LING—Lou Donaldson—Blue Note
BST 84271

Following up his recent chart success with the
“Alligator Bogoloo” LP, Lou Donaldson offers

“Mr. Shing-A-Ling” as a powerhouse set that
includes jazz treatments of “Ode To Billie Joe”
and “The Shadow Of Your Smile,” among other
tunes. Likely to be extensive airplay and wide
spread sales on this one.

THE SOUND OF VELVET SOUL—Johhny Lytle
—Solid State SS 18026

His second Solid State album, this is also
Johnny Lytle’s first big band venture. The band in-

cludes, among others, Richard Davis and Mel
Lewis. Lytle’s vibes spark the group through a
series of lively interpretations of tunes like: “Up
Up And Away,” “On A Clear Day,” and “Live
For Life.” The set is likely to see a lot of middle-
of-the-road action in addition to jazz spins.

Ciassicai Picks —
BRAHMS/WOLF SONGS—^Lotte Lehmann—RCA
Victrola VIC 1320/VICS 1320(e)

RCA’s economy-priced Victrola line has an “Im-
mortal Performances” series which includes re-

cordings by some of the greatest classical artists

of this century (Toscanini, Reiner, Monteux,
Traubel, Brailowsky). On this LP, the great opera
and concert singer, Lotte Lehmann, offers a fine

performance of songs by Johannes Brahms and
Hugo Wolf. Listeners who remember the beauty
and magnetism of Lehmann’s voice will welcome
this album; those who are unfamiliar with her
have a treat in store.

Timts
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THE HELLO PEOPLE—Philips PHM 200-265/
PHS 200-265

Philip’s new group, the Hello People, has put
together an inventive LP that could do very well
on the pop market. The six member group (all

guys) performs nine groovy numbers (most of
them are longer than the average single) includ-
ing a haunting but buoyant blueser called “It’s
A Monday Of Tuesday,” a cute ditty called “Pais-
ley Teddy Bear,” and a rousing rocker dubbed
“Jerusalem.” Watch this set for action.

LIGHT MY FIRE—Bob Thiele and His New
Happy Times Orchestra/Gabor Szabo—Impulse
AS 9159

Guitarist Gabor Szabo and the California
Dreamers vocal group, who recently had their own
Impulse LP, “Wind, Sky and Diamonds,” join
forces with Bob Thiele and his New Happy Times
Orchestra. Bill Plummer’s sitar adds zest to
“Forest Flower,” and the Dreamers are airily
superb on Bob Dylan’s “Rainy Day Woman #12 &
35.” The title track is a rh3^hmic, driving effort
with plenty of brass. The disk should see pop, jazz,
and good music play.

THE BEST OF IAN AND SYLVIA—Vanguard
VRS 9269/VSD 79269

Ian and Sylvia are presented at the top of their
form on this compilation of their best disk per-
formances. Included on the set are “You Were On
My Mind,” by Ian and Sylvia; “24 Hours From
Tulsa,” by Burt Bacharach and Hal David; the
hauntingly lovely “Darcy Farrow;” and Ian’s own
“Four Strong Winds.” Ian and Sylvia have
emerged as major figures on the folk rock scene,
and this LP should solidify their position.

DAVE VAN RONK AND THE HUDSON DUST-
ERS—Verve/Forecast FT/FTS 3041

Mostly out of the folk/blues bag now, Dave
Van Ronk has not only gone electric but gone all

the way and gotten a rock group as well. The
sound is powerful, with the blues roots showing.
Highlights include: “Romping Through The
Swamp,” “Head Inspector,” “Clouds,” “New
Dreams,” and “Chelsea Morning.” Good rock all

the way through, this album should see plenty of
spins and sales.

RIDIN’ HIGH—Maynard Ferguson—Enterprise S
13-101

Maynard Ferguson (with trumpet and flugel-
horn) leads a group that includes such names as
James Cleveland & Slide Hampton (trombones).
Pepper Adams (baritone), and Joe Beck (guitar)
through a series of mostly up-beat jazz ventures.
“Sunny” and “Alife” are outstanding tracks as are
“Satan Speaks,” and “Light Green.” The label is

distributed by Atlantic, and this set is a front run-
ning candidate for wide-spread jazz play.

EASTERN MAN ALONE—Charles Tyler—ESP-
Disk ESP 1059

Charles Tyler’s alto sets a wailing pace for
Dave Baker’s cello and the basses of Brent Mc-
Kesson and Kent Brinkley. The four selections are
long (two are over 11 minutes and both of the
other two are over 8 minutes.) The set is particu-
larly well packaged in bright, eye-appealing colors.
The sound is modem, with lead being carried on
the alto. Jazzophiles should go for this one.

LECLAIR: VIOLIN CONCERTOS—Fernandez/
Paillard Chamber Orch.—Music Guild MS 148

Jean-Marie Leclair (1697-1764) was a French
violinist who also composed, and this album show-
cases three of his concertos for violin and string
orchestra. The concertos “combine the Italian clas-

sical forms with French stylized melody and
grace.” Solo violinist Huguette Fernandez plays
with both virtuosity and feeling, and he is excel-

lently backed by the Jean-Francois Paillard Cham-
ber Orchestra, Paillard himself conducting.

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Testimony to the way album marketeering is developing in this country,
Philips Records has launched a budget line on a major label. This is the first

time it has been done in this country. The budgeteer which bowed March 8th
is called Fontana Special and retails at 12/6d. ($1.50). Artists included in the
initial release are such Fontana clicks as Manfred Mann, Dave Dee, Dozy,
Beaky, Mick and Tich, and the New Vaudeville Band. Label plans to issue
albums twice a month, and material will range from pop and middleroad to
jazz and classics. Other artists involved with the initial release include Pearl
Bailey, Chaquito, Brian Hyland, Roger Miller and Oscar Peterson.

Philips are currently riding high in the charts not only with Manfred Mann’s
terrific come-back “Mighty Quinn” in the No. 1 position and perrenial charters
Dave Dee, Dozy, Beaky, Mick and Tich with their latest Fontana disking
“Ballad of Xanandu” but are sweeping the board with the success of Israeli

duo Esther and Abi Ofarim. Their Philips single “Cinderella Rockefella” is

selling at a phenomenal rate per day and swooped straight into the lower
regions of the charts after only one week of release. Already sales are nearing
the quarter million mark, and indications are that it will be a No. 1 topper
in the immediate future. Esther and Abi, although fantastic sellers in Germany,
have not caught on with the British public recordwise until now. Their frequent
TV appearances in this country are always favorably received and have been
considered a quality act rather than hit parade material. Now they are having
the best of both worlds with their “Cinderella” success. After completing
numerous TV engagements in Britain, they are giving a concert at the Royal
Albert Hall on March 30th which is already a s.r.o. Coincidental with their
single success. Philips have released their album “Two In Three” which looks
all set to make the album charts.
Don Black, Britain’s foremost lyricist in the field of film songs, continues

to be both busy and predominant in this area of activity. Such is the volume
of work in hand that, apart from managing Matt Monro, he is confining his
activities to penning “the songs of the film.” Currently, Cilia Black has just
waxed his “Work Is A Four Lettered Word” which Black wrote with highbrow
composer Guy Wolfenden for the Rita Tushingham film. Black’s association
with upcoming British composer Mark London, "with whom he wrote the No. 1

song “To Sir With Love” and subsequently “Valley Of 1,000 Dolls,” has con-
tinued with two songs for 20th Century Fox’s picture “The Guru.” They are
“Whilst My Eyes Rest On The Water” and “Where Did You Come From.”

Liberty Records local' head Bob Reisdorf is confident that his operation as
a solo outfit (albeit pressed and distributed by Philips) will result in single
sales in excess of 1,000,000 before the first 12 months is up. Not counting
album sales. Liberty has achieved three top 10 hits since it set up shop last

July and is presently riding high with Brenton Wood and “Gimme Little

Sign.” In the pipeline with real sales potential are P. J. Proby’s “It’s Your Day
Today” and “Spooky’ by the Classic IV. Reisdorf, recently visited by his U.S.
chief A1 Bennett, figures Liberty to be “the most autonomous American record
company in Britain.” So far, he claims, the London office of Liberty Records

|

has not had to call on New York for fiscal aid. Not only is the company paying
its way but is doing better than expected, says Reisdorf.
Top British composer John Barry and business associates are in an advanced

stage of negotiations to acquire a controlling interest in the British inde-
pendent label Ember Records currently owned by Jeff Kruger. If the deal
goes through, Barry will become Chairman of the company, which, it is stated, .

will be his sole function with the company. The prospective Barry buy-in
emerges from a press statement issued on Barry’s behalf which calls a previous

press release by Kruger “inaccurate and misleading.” Kruger issued a notice

at MIDEM to the effect that Barry, his key aid Jimmy Henney, and film di- j

rector Bryan Forbes would be joining the board of Ember Records and setting .

up an associated publishing company. Kruger’s release also stated that Barry
and his associates would be developing certain projects for the Ember banner.
Barry’s own statement, however, clearly states that the composer/MD is
exclusively contracted to CBS Records for waxing purposes and that Edwin H.

Morris handles his publishing on an exclusive basis.
Recent incidences of performers moving into the area of management and

production, most notably of late with the Beatles developing their Apple com-
panies, have been added to by the activation of Manfrad Mann’s new company.
Now, In association with Harold Shampan of Filmusic, the company has set
up waxing and publishing deals for the Jigsaw Band. The act has recorded
“I Need Your Love,” a number written by Mann’s cohort Mike Hugg for the
film “Up The Junction” and the disk has been issued by Polydor here. It
emerges in the U.S. on Dot Records in April. Shampan, meantime has linked <

with Howard Conder in a new publishing company, 'Theron Music. Conder,
formerly a drummer with the Barron Knights group and later with Joe Brown,
now manages a hot new group, Rupert’s People.
The production boom in gramophone records towards the end of 1967 is

emphasized by the Board of Trade figures for November which show that '

the production totalled 11,953,000 units, the highest level ever. On the sales
side, the November figure totalled £3,270,000, a 36% increase on the same
month in November, 1966. However, exports at £382,000 were 7% lower than
in the previous year. For the eleven months to November, 1967, total sales '

and exports were both higher than for the same period of 1966. Similarly,
production of both 45 r.p.m. and 33%rd r.p.m. gramophone records was higher
in 1967 although, of course, 78 r.p.m. records continued to decline

Buenos Aires has turned into an executive meeting point these days, at least
for international organizations with affiliates in this part of the world. As
reported previously, March 11 through 14 will see a meeting of the Latin
American licensees of RCA with R. R. Jackson, Dario Soria and Joe Viaz from
the States attending the event. Several top RCA artists—among them Mexican
chanter and composer Armando Manzanero will provide entemtainment.
On the other side, CBS execs Manuel Viallareal, VP for Latin American

Operations, and Harvey Schein, President of CBS Records International, are
currently in town in touch with Juan Truden who is managing the local branch
of the diskery net.

There are also many artists of international stature currently in Argentina.
Among them, French stars Sylvie Vartan and Johnny Hallyday, U.S. chanter
Jose Feliciano, British group the Tremeloes and several others.
Melograf Publishers are working hard on “To Sir, With Love,” the British

hit coming from the Sidney Poitier starred film. Besides the original version
ny Liuiu, released by Odeon in this market, there is another by Derek and
Ray on Mercury (released here by Philips), and the tune has also been recorded
by the Popsingers.

Music Hall’s Luis Calvo reports a strong series of hits, both in the inter-
national pop and in the local recording fields. Top selling record of the whole
country is “Pata Pata” by Miriam Makeba, and the album is also running
very well. On the local side, teen group the Walkers is showing very strong
sales with “The Letter,” and its first LP is also seeming to be a good bet.
Teen chanter Billy Bond is also receiving heavy air play through his “Yo”
album, and the same is happening with young folk chanter Daniel 'Toro who
appears as a strong potential star in the near future.
Odeon is working on the promotion of Melodic chanter Daniel Riolobos who

is also currently in Argentina. It has released an album by him cut with the
Armando Patrono Orchestra and expects to sell it strongly. There are also
new singles by Brazilian star Altemar Dutra (also here at this moment) and
the already mentioned Lulu, and Compact 33’s by Salvatore Adamo and Frank
PourceL
Latest releases from CBS include an album by U.S.-French chanter Joe

Dassin, as well as a Harmony labeled album by Rodolfo Biagi, Armando Pontier
and Hector Varela, a new single by the Tremeloes (“Suddenly You Love Me”)
which has shown immediate chart action, and an album devoted to modem
tango music by the Juan Cedron Trio.

Releases from RCA feature this week a Selection album tagged “Boogaloo In
Copacabana” by several Brazilian artists ; another one tagged “Cantemos”
and singles by Sylvie Vartan, Jimmy Fontana, Los Indios Tabajaras, Hugo
Marcel, Mari Trini, Bovea y sus Vallenatos and El Chino Martinez.

After the success of the first four releases of the “Asi” series, Mario Ka-
minsky of Microfon reports the outing of ten new albums that will be sold
through the “Asi” magazines and newspaper “Cronica” as were the previous
ones. New releases will include some of the top artists of the label and will

also be budget-priced.
Disc Jockey has released a new album by top French orkster Raymond

Lefevre with tunes like “The Last Waltz,” “The World We Knew” and “Une
Larme Aux Nuages.” There is also an LP by Guillermo Neira and his guitar
group, and a new single by Pepito Perez that will surely score high: “Paloma
Blanca.” On the pop side there is a new good single by Los Venetos with
another version of “Pata Pata” and another single by Bingo Reyna:
“Esmeralda.”

L. J. Van Rymenant, prexy of Arcade Records and Eurovox Music Editions,

is more than happy with the fantastic success of his artist Marc Dex, now in

the Belgian Charts with two records : “Oh Clown” and “La, La, La, Lai.” At
the Midem, Van Rymenant placed “Oh Clown” in 12 countries, while he sold

the Hammond Brothers album (Arcade Records) for the entire world.

In Cannes, he discovered Fauvette, a new French singer with Disques Presi-

dent. Fauvette has been placed in six countries without one record on the

market! He stated: “Fauvette is the biggest talent to cross my way in my
twenty years of activity. She’ll soon be one of the very biggest stars in

Europe.” This attractive fiower-salesgirl of Montmartre—Paris has been

booked for two major Belgian TV shows as well as a gala with Belgian and
French singer Adamo.
Marc Dex will record “Oh Clown” in French. His new stereo album will be

launched March 15th. With two more TV broadcasts of “Canzonissima-TV-
song-contest” to go before the finale, Marc Dex is the virtual winner. He will

have at least three songs in this finale. It is not unlikely he will win the first

prize as “Best Artist” as well as first prize for the “Best Song.” “Oh Clown,”
coupled with “La, La, La, Lai” will be rush released by Philips Holland next

week.
Two more very important releases in Belgium, are “Words” from the Bee

Gees on Polydor and “Delilah” by Tom Jones on the Decca.

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Although Polydor’s Roy Black took over the number 1 slot in the hit parade
as expected, the sensation in pop music in Germany this year is the Bee Gees.
The group has no less than 3 of the top 10 tunes in this week’s chart. The
Robert Stigwood Organization, Stigwood-Yaskiel International, and promoter
Hans Werner Funke are bringing the group to Germany for an 11 city tour
together with the Procol Harum. The tour starts on February 27th in Ham-
burg and then goes on to Bremen, Hannover, Stuttgart, Munich, Nurnberg,
Frankfurt, Munster, Cologne, Berlin and finally Braunschweig. The tour is

a sellout already before the posters went out. March 9th will be a golden
day for the group as they receive the Golden Lion Award from Radio Luxem-
burg for their tune “Massachusetts” as the most-played record of the past
% year by the powerful station. This is the first possible and the biggest
award of 1968.

Stigwood-Yaskiel also report that Manfred Mann, Traffic, Nirvana, the
Bee Gees, Dusty Springfield and Procol Harum will appear on the TVer Beat
Club on March 9th as well. Work records for the firm include “Carmen” from
Herb Alpert, “Chained To Your Heart” from the Sandpebbles, “We Can Fly”
from the Cowsills, “Money” from the Lovin’ Spoonful, “Mighty Quinn” from
Manfred Mann, “Save Me” from Julie Driscoll, “Sunshine Of Your Love” from
Cream, “Mr. Second Class” from Spencer Davis Group, “Fire Brigade” from
the Move and, of course, “Words” from the Bee Gees.
Klaus Teubig reports big action at Francis Day & Hunter Music. The firm

is red hot with “Mighty Quinn” by Manfred Mann, “I Can Take Or Leave Your
Loving” from Herman’s Hermits, “Kiss Me Goodbye” from Petula Clark,
“No One Can Break A Heart Like You” from Dave Clark Five, and the big
one—“Delilah”—from Tom Jones which looks like smashville all over the
world. James Last, who continues to rack up record sales here and all over
Europe, wrote two FDH songs for the USA, “Shadows On The Sand” recorded
by the Corporation for Command Records and the up and coming “Some
Sweet Tomorrow” for Kay Starr. Wow!
Hans Gerig, who still has 3 of the top 10 publishing wise, is going out extra

strong for the number 1 song “Stay With Me” by Roy Black. “Love Is Blue”
but not Vicky, the star who created the song. The 18 year old songstress from
Hamburg has sold 250,000 copies of the song in Japan, and has her own label
Vicky Records in the USA now. Phonogramm handles her product here.
Vogue has good news this week. First of all the label has taken over dis-

tribution of the Vanguard label for this territory and the distribution of a
German label Victoria and secondly Jean Jacques Finsterwald, the managing
director, has been appointed to the board of directors of the parent company
in France. Congratulations!! Rolf Engleder, who joined the firm recently from
many top executive posts in Germany, has left the company for health reasons.

It’s a little late, folks, but never too late for good news! Ariola-Eurodisc
Records just sent us a report over the year 1967. The firm had over a 30%
increase in sales in their 9th year in business. One of the reasons was the
signing of top artists like Udo Jurgens and Peter Alexander as well as Rex
Gildo. Other top pop artists were Nini Rosso, Peter Kreuder, Renate &
Werner Leismann, Fred Bertelsmann, the Hollies, the Troggs, the Equals and
the Herd. The LP series from Jo Ment and his happy Music has been a great
success as well. With a fabulous 60 LP catalog, Ariola-Eurodisc has stars
such as Robert Stolz, Rudolf Schock and Margit Schramm under contract
and racking up sales not only in Germany but also in Holland and Switzerland.
A1 Schacht is going back into the pop field in a big way. The man who

headed the Aberbach organization for many years has been chosen to represent
the Apple Publishing interests in Germany. The first platter getting the big
push is “Dear Delilah” from the Grapefruit which is a top hit in England.

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“Concert of Aranjuez,” penned by Joaquim Rodrigo, is obtaining greater and
greater success and continues to attract more and more artists and producers.
It already has been recorded by Richard Anthony, Dalida and Mina. Now, Gigi
Gallo, one of the most active independent Italian producers, has just released

^ for CBS Italiana an exceptional version of it performed by the well-known
South American trumpeter A1 Korvin accompanied by the orchestra of Tullio
Gallo. This record has sold 23,000 copies and is coming out in 17 countries.

Mirelle Mathieu is recording “Canzone Per Te” in French, English and
'• German for release in these countries while French Philips has already pub-

lished the Italian recording by Sergio Endrigo. Shortly it will also issue the
French version by Endrigo. “Canzone Per Te” has also been chosen by Mina
(PDU) for her new record.

[

I Giganti (Rifi) is one of the most popular Italian groups. They took part

I
in this year’s San Remo contest with the song “Da Bambino.” This is a
melodic tune they carried among the finalists and which is now among top
hits on our charts. I Giganti now are on a two month tour throughout Italy.

One of the highlights of the local recording industry so far this year has
been the outstanding success of an American composition, “Sadie, The Clean-
ing Lady” (composed by Ray Gilmore, John Madara, and David White; pub-
lishing rights are held here by Leeds Music) and recorded to great national
success by an eighteen year old lad named Johnny Farnham, who, about twelve
weeks ago, was an apprentice plumber.
We recently attended the Gold Record presentation from EMI (the record

is on their Columbia label) to Johnny Farnham to mark sales to date in
excess of 65,000 copies (on a population basis this figure is better than one
million copies by American standards).
The Executives, one of the best groups in the local business here and one

of the least appreciated on a national basis, have a new single out on the
Festival label which might just be the one to land them the national recogni-
tion they so thoroughly deserve. Topside is “It’s A Happening World,” whilst
the undercut is “Moving In A Circle.”
Australian artists the Groop, now in England, have a new single locally

released by CBS. To help promote the record, Des Steen, promo head of
Australian Record Company, sent the record out accompanied by a rather
luxurious pillow complete with a pillow-slip adorned by a picture of the
members of the Groop. Topside of the single is “Lovin’ Tree” . . . the reverse
is “Night Life”; both songs are compositions by group members Max Ross
and Brian Cadd.
RCA are making a monster promotion drive on their release of the single

featuring 3’s A Crowd with “Bird Without Wings” c/w “Coat Of Colours.”
The single is issued in a special color jacket and all disc jockeys and press
people have been supplied with a handsome press kit to introduce the artists
and the record. The kit carries a picture and extensive biog of 3’s A Crowd.
One of Australia’s greatest songs, and almost the “national anthem” of

this country, is “Waltzing Matilda.” It has had a new set of patriotic lyrics

written by veteran composer Jack O’Hagan and the new version is called

“God Bless Australia.” The sheet music has been printed and released by
Allans Music who also control the copyright in “Waltzing Matilda.”
Astor Records are coasting along with a strong batch of singles right now

including “Green Tambourine” by the Lemon Pipers; “Simon Says” by 1910
Fruitgum Co.; “Love Me Two Times” by the Doors; and the new local one,
“Elevator Driver” by the Masters Apprentices.
Record production figures for the five-month period ended November, 1967,

show a slight down-turn over the corresponding period in the previous year.
Singles actually improved, but albums slipped a little, as did EP’s, but the
total fall-off amounted to only 45,000 pieces.

France
For the first time Philips is releasing this week a single instead of an EP

for a French artist, this by Herbert Leonard. After this new victory for singles

in France, we asked Jacques Souplet, CBS President, of the current status of

Gemini, their collection of singles.

During the first eight months of 1967, CBS released 26 Geminis, 56 EPs and
52 LPs. During the last four months of 1967, releases were 54 Geminis, 18 EPs
and 33 LPs. Gemini turnover in January, 1968, was 620% higher than in

Jan., 1967. It is also really interesting to note that for the same two periods,

LP turnover was doubled.
Le Compagnons de la Chanson, Marcel Merkes, Paulette Merval, Marie Jose,

Lina Margy and Joe Dassin voluntarily joined the Gemini collection. The list

of the Gemini best sellers shows that the public wholeheartedly welcomed this

series. Best sellers are: “San Francisco” (Scott McKenzie, 280,000), “Days
Of Pearly Spencer” (David McWilliams, 200,000), “Hush” (Billy Joe Royal,

190,000), “Le Sous-Marin Vert” (Les Compagnons de la (Chanson, 160,000).

Cyril Brillant of Riviera’ tells us the CED staff was visited last week by
agents of seven South American record companies. Contracts for distribution

were signed between CED and Colombiana De Discos (Colombia), Discos

Industria Nacional (Peru) and Distribuidora Nacional De Discos S.A. (Vene-

zuela). Other deals are expected for other South American countries. Riviera

now produces several artists of international appeal: Raymond Lefevre, Nino
Ferrer, Nicoletta, Frankie Donato, Frank Alamo, Michel Mallory.

Nino Ferrer just recorded four numbers in Spanish and two in English,

namely “The Telephone” which has just been launched through British Radio

and TV. Nicoletta, who is coming up very strong, will soon record an LP in

Spanish and a new single in English. Next September, Nicoletta will do an
extensive American tour. It will include Montreal, Mexico, Caracas, Bogota,

Lima, Buenos Aires, Rio de Janeiro.

Andre Jeanneret, RCA/Decca France prexy, is back in town after an eight

day stay in Canada and United States. He announced he signed a contract

with Samuel Muller, President of Cycnus productions, to manage Cycnus pro-

duction here under Muller’s supervision.

Deram artists the Moody Blues, who are a great success in France presently

with “Nights In White Satin,” are in Paris for TV promotions. Essex, pub-

lishers of the song, announced that Patricia (Pathe Marconi) will record the

French treatment written by Hubert Ithier. Frank Pourcel has already recorded

an orchestral version of it.

Record Company Les Disques President will represent in France British

firm International Library Service LTD. Tony Osborne, Syd Dale, Harold Geller,

Vic Flick, Lou Whiteson’s orchestra are featured in this catalog.

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Location Programming Guide \
In line with the present trend toward more profitable

jukebox programming, Cash Box has inaugurated its

‘Location Programming Guide’—a weekly feature of the

Coin Machine Section beginning with this issue.

Responding to the numerous requests from music
operators for a handy reference list of those weekly

single releases found to be most suitable for jukebox

programming, the ‘Guide’ will present a carefully se-

lected list of those artists and titles whose product is

uniquely suited to the tastes of the location customer.

Immediate information of good location music when
it’s released (even before radio exposure begins) should

offer operators the chance to enjoy the longest life and
most profitable run from each single purchased.

Many of the records cited in the ‘Guide’ will eventu-

ally reach the Top 100 Chart, indicating strong retail

sales; while others, owing to their specialized nature,

may not reach the chart but still provoke good play at

the location.

Guidelines have been set up, based upon information

gleaned from a recent Cash Box survey mailed to 1,000

selected music operators, to determine location suit-

ability of each weekly release. Artists, whose records

operators have found to be the most consistently played

on location, will determine which releases are listed.

These guidelines, therefore, have been set up by

operators themselves.

Records have been categorized under ‘Adult Pop’,

‘R&B’, ‘Teen’, ‘C&W’, and ‘Specialty’ in order to assist

operators in filling the slots with welt balanced material,

V___

as well as provide a direction for properly selecting tunes
for specialized locations such as Irish bars, Italian res-

taurants, discotheques, etc. A more complete review

of weekly releases can be found in the Music Section.

For our purposes here, we are limiting our listing to

those presented as the most outstanding jukebox
singles, hopefully making the operator’s weekly record

purchases a bit easier.

The survey, mentioned above, unearthed some other

pertinent information on the buying habits of the na-

tion’s music operators. It determined that the average
number of new singles purchased weekly for each
machine well exceeded the four mark (4.94 to be exact).

The survey also learned that 72% of our operators find

their local one stop record supplier cooperative in

assisting him in selecting weekly releases. Also, we
found that 60% of the one-stops post charts of weekly
releases either on the premises or through the mail.

Cash Box will continue to survey music operators on
a regular basis in order to determine changing tastes

and to find additional information that will be helpful

to us in determining the best and most profitable mate-
rial for special types of locations such as ethnic, spoken
word, etc.

We hope the “Location Programming Guide” will be
a useful tool to the trade and invite you, the operator, to

offer suggestions on how we can improve it to better

serve your needs so that we can give you at a glance a

handy list of the best of the week in new releases for

your phonographs.

CHICAGO—The Seeburg Corporation
has released sales figures for the three

months ended January 31, 1968, ac-

cording to Delbert W. Coleman, chair-

man of the board of Seeburg direc-

tors. Coleman stated in a letter to

shareholders,

“In the first three months ended
January 31, 1968, Seeburg sales and
profits were the highest recorded in

any first quarter of the company’s
history.

“Sales rose to $24,939,728 from vol-

ume of $21,694,696 a year ago. This
resulted in net income from operations

of $1,209,165, or 48 cents per share,

which compares with the previous
year’s $735,232, or 29 cents per share.

There was additional income in the

first quarter of $508,697, or 20 cents

per share, deriving from the com-
pany’s withdrawal of its tender offer

to the stockholders of Rheem Manu-
facturing Co. In the comparable quar-
ter of 1967 there was an extraordi-
nary loss of $131,954, or 5 cents per
share, resulting from operations of

Kay Musical Instruments Division,

sold by the company in June, 1967.

“The improved results are to be at-

tributed to heavy demand for the
company’s new line of vending equip-
ment and the favorable public recep-
tion accorded the new Seeburg Stereo
Music Center, a fully automated home
stereophonic console, introduced in

late 1967. With sales continuing
strong and with the company deriving
the benefits of more efficient and econ-
omical production facilities, there is

reason to anticipate continued im-
provement during the balance of the
fiscal year,” he added.

“There is presently pending an offer

by the company to purchase 630,000
shares of common stock at $80 per
share from holders of common stock
of Raybestos-Manhattan, Inc. With
the offer open until March 1, 1968,
it is not possible at this writing to
predict the result of the offer,” Cole-
man said in closing.

Nassau and Suffolk County Operators Pledge Full Support At Meeting

MEN BEHIND IT ALL—Pictured in a rare photograph are U. S. Billiards

president (left to right), Albert Simon, Simon’s right-hand man, A1 D’Inzillo

and Sales manager, Lenny Schneller.

AMITYVILLE, L. I.—After months of

coordinated promotion, planning and
just plain hard work by U.S. Billiards’

Albert Simon, Lenny Schneller and A1
D’Inzillo—the Greater Long Island 8-

Ball Tournament, sponsored by U.S.
Billiards, Inc,; Coin-Operators of pool

tables in Nassau & Suffolk counties

and sanctioned pool table locations

—

is only a step and a few days away
from reality.

At a meeting of some 20 Long Island
operators representing 11 firms at-

tending a meeting at the Westbury
Manor in Westbury, Long Island, last

Tuesday, Feb. 27, operators listened

to Lenny Schneller, sales manager for

U.S. Billiards, explain the procedures,
rules, regulations and what the oper-
ator, himself must do, to get the
tournament underway.

Schneller suggested that, “the best
results are obtained from a tourna-
ment of this nature when there is 128
participating locations, however, it is

possible to run one with a few less

than 128.”

At the Westbury meeting operators
were asked to cast a written ballot
indicating how many of their locations
they thought would be interested in
participating in the tourney. After the
results were counted, the enthusiasm
and successful staging of the tourna-
ment was readily apparent when
Schneller announced that a total of 94
locations were counted whom opera-
tors thought would be interested.

Albert Simon, president of the spon-
soring firm said, “if you feel that 94
of your locations would go along, with-
out even contacting them—just think

how many more would sign up when
you take the letter introducing the
tournament, the tournament package
and the certificate in to show them
and explain the tourney. I’m sure we
can get the necessary 128 locations to

stage a successful tournament.” (It was
learned later that full support was
pledged.)

As Schneller stood in front of the
audience enthusiastically explaining
the who, where, why, when and what’s
of the tourney, his hard wok and in-

formed manner was evidenced as he
answered operator questions such as,

“How do we sign up the locations?
Could you explain that ‘A’ class again ?

How do we keep it legitimate?” and
many, many more.

Towards the end of the meeting a
tournament committee of five was se-

lected—Ronald Bieng, Bob Matthews,
Bill Kohler, Vic Vandelenden and Len
Schneller will head up the committee.

On the combined efforts of Albert
Simon, A1 D’Inzillo and Schneller ex-
plaining the entire manner of how
the eight-ball tourney will be run, we
gathered the following facts and ex-
planations :

The function of the tournament
committee will be to initiate, promote
and guide the 8-Ball tourney in the
various sanctioned locations for the
purpose of stimulating interest and
participation in playing on coin-oper-
ated pool tables; to establish standards
and procedures for participation; and
to gather and disseminate information
related to tournament programs.

According to D’Inzillo, “these tour-
neys are designed to stimulate interest

and the development of wholesome
recreational activities which can sup-
plement patron’s leisure time and will

have a carry-over value for the loca-
tion and his operator.”

Schneller said, “Any reliable, rec-
ognized coin pool table operator in
Nassau and Suffolk counties may enter
and qualify his location to become
sanctioned by purchasing a sanctioned
certificate at a cost of $100 each. They
must be sold in lots of eight, however,
and for this fee the operator will re-
ceive: the certificate, 4 division win-
ners certificates, 4 trophies for win-
ners in the 4 classes, the necessary
tournament kit, be required to help
run the tourney and may not be a
participant in the tournament.”

Ball Tournament Committee; if he
does any betting or gambling during
the playoffs; if he is not properly
dressed; if he becomes detrimental to
the progress of the playoffs in any
way; if he does not arrive one-half
hour before his scheduled match; or
if he becomes drunk or disorderly
either before or during his match.

All men contestants are required to
be properly dressed in tie and jacket
during tourney playoffs—if not, he
will be disqualified at the discretion
of the committee. Women participants
are required to wear a dress, culottes
or slacks and a blouse.
“The Championship Playoffs,” ac-

cording to A1 Simon, “will be held at
the Malibu Shore Club, Lido Beach,

Commenting on the tournament
play, Schneller went on to say, “to be
a winner, a contestant must win 2 out
of 3 games to beat his opponent. To
qualify for the playoffs he must play
in a double elimination tourney and
be declared a winner by the person in

charge at the sanctioned location. To
determine the final winner of each of

the the four divisions, (A, B, C, and
Women’s) 3 out of 5 games will be
played.”
Lenny added, “all matters of arbi-

tration will be ruled on by the com-
mittee and the director and their deci-

sion will be final—the majority rule
will prevail.”
When asked who would be eligible

to play in the tourney, Schneller ad-
vised, “the tourney will be open to all

patrons, men and women of legal age,
that are granted authorization by any
participating sanctioned location.”
There is no entry fee for contestants,

but he must submit his or her name
to the person in charge of the location.
Any participant will be declared

ineligible if he goes under an assumed
name; does not present a certificate

issued by the Greater Long Island 8-

L.I. on Sunlday, May 19th at 2:00 PM,
Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday,
May 20-21-22 at 6:30 PM.”
Each sanctioned location will be

limited to one entry in each division,

‘A,’ ‘B,’ ‘C’ and Women’s, in the
Championship Playoffs. Players can
play for only one location.

Long Island pool table operators
have been mailed the necessary litera-

ture he will need to sign up his loca-

tions and if any operator that did not
receive the mail he may call Lenny
Schneller at the U.S. Billiards factory
at this phone number— (516) PY 8-

2626. The tournament will start in the
locations on March 11th, so time is

limited. Schneller advised that he
would need all available information
and entries no later than Friday,
March 8th so as to get certificates and
tournament kits out to the operators
and into the locations for the start
of the first matches.

visions and Brinkman reported activi-

ties directly to the vice-president of
the Consumer group. He was also re-
sponsible for long range planning and
for the development of a full line of
vending machines.

In 1963, while still with Westing-
house, the A.M. division manufac-
tured bottle vendors only for the bot-
tlers of Coca-Cola and the sales

volume was $11,257,000 with the in-

come before taxes of $285,000. In 1966
the sales group was expanded to three
separate sales organizations—one sell-

ing bottle vendors to the bottlers of

Coca-Cola, second selling to bottlers
of Pepsi-Cola, Dr. Pepper, 7-Up and

”A Delicate Balance" Canteen s O'Malley States

CHICAGO, 111.—The U. S. is faced
with a “profitless prosperity’’ which,
unless countered by increased produc-
tivity, threatens to produce an “econ-
cmy of lunacy, a manic-depressive
world plagued by unpredictable swings
between prosperity and panic, between
bull and bear,’’ a leading corporation
executive declared here today.

In the keynote address, titled “A
Delicate Balance,’’ before the 25th An-
niversary Meeting of the Administra-
tive Management Society at the Con-
rad Hilton Hotel, Patrick L. O’Malley,
President of Canteen Corporation,
called increased productivity the one
solution America can offer to stabilize

the economies of the world.

Speaking at a luncheon meeting of

the AMS in the Boulevard Room of the

Hilton, O’Malley stated; “Increased
productivity is the way to produce
profits without aggravating inflation,

it is the only way to strengthen our
domestic economy, maintain the value
of the dollar and bridge the gap be-

tween the haves and the have-nots of

the world.’’

“This gap is increasing,’’ he said,

noting that the developed countries
of the world, with about 900 million
people, occupy about one-half of the
earth’s surface, while the remaining
half contains some two billion people
living “in abject poverty.’’

If present trends continue, O’Malley
warned, “by the year 2000, half of th^’ x

world will be supporting about 1.3

billion people, while the other half

the half that can least afford it—will

be supporting over 5 billion people
“America cannot feel secure in a

world where such a chasm exists,’’

O’Malley continued.
“The course is clear,’’ he said, “that

in our own self-interest, America must'’' ^
act to stabilize the economies of the
world. I believe that we can unleash
the might of American industry and
through increased productivity manu-^ ^
facture and sell at a profit the food
and the goods that the world requires.

We can generate the capital needed.’

Triangle's Net
Income For '67

Second Highest

NEWARK, N. J.—Net income after

taxes of Triangle Conduit & Cable Co.,

Inc. totaled $7,076,604 in the year
ended December 31, 1967, on net sales

of $111,821,446, it was reported re-

cently by Carl S. Menger, chairman
of the board and president. Both net
sales and net income in 1967 were the
second highest in the company’s his-

tory.

Net income after taxes equalled
$3.51 per share of capital stock, Men-
ger said. In 1966, Triangle earned
$8,005,148, or $3.97 per share, on net
sales of $123,790,066.
Menger attributed the lower sales

and earnings to the eight-month-old
copper strike which has not yet been
settled.

“In the first nine' months of 1967,
Triangle’s earnings surpassed those
of the similar period in 1966 partly
because our operations had been pro-
grammed and budgeted in anticipa-
tion of a strike of a comparatively
short duration. Instead, the nation-
wide copper strike is now in its eighth
month, and it has had devastating
effects on our fourth quarter earnings
and, consequently, on our year-end
results.

The latest major step in this direc-
tion was Triangle’s acquisition of the
Rowe Manufacturing Division of Can-
teen Corporation earlier this month,
which signaled Triangle’s first entry
into the consumer field. Rowe, which is

now a wholly-owned subsidiary of
Triangle, operating under the name
of Rowe International, Inc., is one of
the country’s largest manufacturers
of vending machine equipment, coin-
operated phonographs and back-
ground music systems.
