A No Trend Story 

"Do you see any trends?" is a ques- 

tion frequently posed to staff members 
of Cash Box. Actually, the trade is 

being highly selective in the use of the 

word "trends," since it usually applies 
only to the sound of singles. For it is 

the singles field that is the launching 
pad from which the industry takes its 

cue in the production of LP merchan- 

dising today. 

In answering the question at this 

time, we are hardly walking -the -fence 

in stating that today's trend is quite 

simply the lack of one. No one type of 

sound, no singular pop approach, no 

utter dominance by one kind of per- 

former. It's really open -house on every- 

thing that falls into that kaleidoscope 

of tastes called pop music. 

Is the lack of a definite "trend" a 

bad omen for the business? We don't 

think so, for it depicts a marketplace 

that is as wide as it is varied in its di- 

rections. Renewed for the trade and the 

wide, wide world of artistic approaches 

is the faith that one does not neces- 

sarily have to limit himself to the often 

self-defeating concept of doing things 

where -it's -at. In scheduling product for 

the singles field, the list can safely 

include a philosophy of where -we -want - 

to -be. Go with soul, or R&B instrumen- 

tals, or folk-rock, or straight rock or 

kiddie rock, or big -voiced singer (male 
or female), or groups or country. 

Yes, it's a healthy state of affairs for 
the business. Even more so when one 

considers the step that follows singles 
success, that is the opportunity to move 

album product. If such a variety of ap- 

proaches can find generous receptions 
on the singles chart, then variety be- 

comes the happy spice of life in LP 

sales, too. 

As indicated above, the wide and 

varied marketplace that is penetrated 
by multi -taste singles hits focuses at- 
tention on an ever-growing and broad 

demand for records. There is no doubt 
that the industry likes the sales fever 

generated by trends in a singular direc- 

tion. But such movement of product 

can restrict the exposure of all sorts 

of sounds. Wide-ranging hits promote 

interest in records to more people most 

of the time. 

Thus, we prefer to assume that the 

current "trend against trends," if you 

will, is one in which the trade can be 

grateful for. Selling records is selling 

to all who look forward to buying music 

that hits them the right way. That's 

a lot of people-and a lot of potential 

sales.

BUDDY MILES EXPRESS-MUSIC 
WHISKY -A -GO-GO, L.A. - Like a 
roaring, ten -ton train, The Buddy 
Miles Express rips across the mind - 
land with unequaled speed. The sound 
of trumpets, reeds, drums, guitars, 
and an occasional flute, never allow a 
moment of silence while the eight 
members of the Express are on-stage. 

Miles himself started beating the 
drums when he was 15 years old, back 
in South Dakota. Then he began to 
play for Wilson Pickett and Mike 
Bloomfield (the Electric Flag). About 
two months ago, when the Flag dis- 
banded, Miles decided to take several 
of the musicians and form his own 
group. 

So the Express was created; a man- 
made monsted of gigantic proportions, 
destined to re-create the sounds of the 
big -band era, with new additions of 
nitty-gritty soul and loaded blues. 

Miles sits behind his drums like a 
great jerking Buddha, basking in the 
limelight of the group. He beats the 
skins with an uncanny madness, that 
is also evident in his howling voice. He 
doesn't seem satisfied to sing lyrics, 
but rather he shouts, hollers, yells, and 
generally plays havoc with the words. 
Miles is the star, and he tries to shine. 
If he feels a little dim, he just beats a 
little harder and louder. Occasionally 
he tries too hard, overpowering the 
lyrical and musical quality of his 
songs. 

Shouts of "yeah," "wow," and 

"louder, Buddy baby," come sporadic- 
ally from the audience as the Express 
pulls into the Blown -Mind Depot. Peo- 
ple on the dancefloor find it difficult to 
dance to the throbbing drums, so they 
just stand and groove on Magical 
Miles and his Blaring Boys. 

Besides Miles, there's another drum- 
mer, Jim McCarty, who sits above 
Miles and helps to ripen the pulsating 
beat created by the others 

Then, the Rich brothers, Bill and 
Herbie, contribute effectively to the 
reverberations. Marcus Doubleday, 
the trumpet player, smiles and toys 
with Terence Clements, often stroking 
Clements' curly hair or tickling him 
under the chin. Clements resembles a 
bespectacled Donovan, and plays the 
saxophone and flute. 

Then there's Virgil Gonsalves, the 
little daddy -jazz -influenced musician, 
who together with Robert McPherson 
on reed, drives the big -band sound 
home. 

Also appearing with the Express is 
a group called Music. A better and 
more appropriate name would be 
"Noise." The lead singer, obviously a 
Jim Morrison idol -worshipper, freaks - 
out on-stage while the others try to 
play. He screams, yells, jumps, cries, 
and really looks like he needs emo- 
tional psychotherapy. Four members 
are adequate to create havoc, not quite 
resembling "music."

VANILLA FUDGE -BUDDY RICH 
FELT FORUM, NYC - Deep inside 
the formidable edifice of the new Mad- 
ison Square Garden lies a beautiful 
indoor amphitheatre. Last Saturday 
night (21) it was filled to capacity 
with wildly enthusiastic fans who had 
come to see the Vanilla Fudge. The 
Atlantic -based group's combined and 
individual talents were never more in 
evidence as they ripped through such 
Fudge favorites as "You Keep Me 
Hanging On" (their recent monster 
single), the Zombies' "She's Not 
There," and "People Get Ready." 

Most impressive was the combo's 
forty minute finale (the complete act 
was just under two hours) which in- 
cluded their current disc, "Take Me 
For A Little While," "Shotgun," and 
an instrumental number in which each 
of the boys took solo turns on their 
instruments. Carmine Appice's electri- 
fying drum solo brought the screaming 
crowd to its feet in thunderous ap- 
proval and proved, at least to this re- 
viewer, that he has nothing to fear 
from his English counterparts, Ginger 
Baker and Keith Moon. 

The Fudge, Shadow Morton's brain- 
child, sometimes come under fire for 
their histrionics upon stage. But it is 
now becoming more and more apparent 
that they are in the vanguard of pro- 
gressive rock groups who are setting 
out to broaden and change the scope of 
rock as a performing art. The huge 
successes of the Who, Jimi Hendrix, 
and most specifically, Arthur Brown 
(the Crazy World of) have shown that 
it is not enough just to play music but 
that the framework for an entire 
muti -media show (i.e. acting, mime, 
poetry) can be built around their 
songs. 

Buddy Rich opened the evening's 
festivities, playing his last date in this 
country before embarking on a three- 
week stint in England. Yells of "let's 
go, Buddy" punctuated the exciting 
big -band sounds as Rich and his men 
coolly breezed through their most pop- 
ular songs. Highlight was an extended 
"West Side Story" medly for which 
the drummer and his band deservedly 
received a standing ovation. 

SPOOKY TOOTH -SUNSHINE COMPANY 
THE SCENE, N. Y.-The combined 
effects of long tours and the New York 
weather took its toll on both Spooky 
Tooth and the Sunshine Company, as 
both groups found themselves minus 
voices. 

Being as instrumentally astute as 
they are vocally voluminous, Spooky 
Tooth tactfully `filled in' for them- 
selves in a monumental close to their 
first American tour last week. 

Highly regarded for a vocal power 
that resembles Righteous Brothers vo- 
cal chords stretched across the Grand 
Canyon, the lead singing team was 
rendered virtually silent by the con- 
stant performing pressures of their 
trip; but tactfully donned instrumen- 
talist masks for the bulk of their 
Scene stint adding a new scope to that 
expressed in the Bell LP that has earn- 
ed them an audience here. 

The program exploded for openers 
with "I Can't Quit Her" and "Sunshine 
Help Me," but when the third number 
began it was apparent that there 
would be no more song though the 
music continued and more than made 
up the deficit. Moving with a stately 
sombreness, the two guitars, two or- 
gans and drum traded breaks, paired 
off, repaired and developed the "New 
York Mining Disaster" at length into 
a solid blues work. 

Putting the cap on their show, "Too 
Much of Nothing" had the quintet 
bruising eardrums with a crescendo 
finish to its full -LP -side peformance 
of the Dylan piece. 

Prior to the U.S. visit rumors and 

reports had crossed the Atlantic about 
one of the most phenomenal English 
acts to develop on the live scene in 
many months. They were all true! 

Imperial's Sunshine Company, de- 
pending more on vocal effects, were 
harder hit by the loss, but still man- 
aged to display considerable finesse. 
The lead and bass guitarists, who sup- 
ply the needed support vocals, were 
without voice completely, while Mary 
Nance, who shares the lead slot with 
Larry Sims, was severely limited. In a 
way, this marks a final performance 
by the group, since Mary was skeded 
to leave the group at the conclusion of 
this current gig to "do my own thing" 

The set opened with "Back On The 
Street Again," the Steve Gilette- 
penned tune that hit for the quintet a 
while back, did another Gillette song, 
"You Don't Know Like I Do," and 
moved right into to their current 
single, "Willie Jean." The group's in- 
strumental work was strong and pro- 
fessional, but, since, unlike Spooky 
Tooth, they are not an `improvisation- 
al rock' outfit, it cannot stand by it- 
self. One exception was a solid blues 
tune, "Better Lovin' Man," which 
showed that the group, if they wanted 
to, could adjust to almost any changes 
in direction Closing tune was the Dino 
Valenti rock standard, "Let's Get To- 
gether," off their current "Sunshine 
And Shadows" album. We're looking 
forward to catching the Sunshine 
Company at full strength, because we 
think it would be quite a treat. 

ARS NOVA 
BITTER END, N. Y.-Ars Nova, 
whose re-formation and re -birth was 
graphically depicted in a recent life 
magazine article, made their New 
York debut at the Bitter End recently 
and conclusively proved that most of 
their troubles are behind them. 

Musically, the new group (only Jon 
Pierson, on trombone, and Wyatt Day, 
on rhythm guitar remain from the 
outfit that cut an Elektra LP last 
year) is very together, spinning a 
potent spell of jazz-rock with a heavy 
classical feel. Two tunes from the 
Elektra album, "Pavan For My Lady" 
and "Fields Of People," showed the 
strongest classical influence, but, be- 

cause the group employs a totally 
electric and heavy beat string sound, 
were also very contemporary. Jimmy 
Owens, on trumpet, managed to at- 
tract a lot of attention with his fine 
work and could be a key to the group's 
future success. "Walk On The Sand," 
a bossa-nova side, and "Round Once 
Again," a Nashville pop side, showed 
the group in different bags, both in- 
teresting. 

The Bitter End Friday audience, 
tending towards sightseers, seemed to 
be unusually taken with the group, 
and from our experience that is a very 
healthy sign pointing to a strong, 
commercial future. 

PEGGY LEE 
COPACABANA, NEW YORK-Peggy 
Lee is closing out her present contrac- 
tual obligations at the Copa (it's on 
to the Empire Room next spring) 
with a "Best of ..." touch. The Capi- 
tol Records songstress is in bright 
spirits, a state -of -mind that carries 
itself into her music. That music is 
well chosen, consisting as it does of 
sad & glad songs, old & new. New- 
comer -wise, she's unearthed some in- 
teresting material, including two 
Randy Newman numbers-both of 
which expand the pop -song idiom- 
and a great supper -club ballad by 

Jimmy Webb, "Didn't We." Also on 
the bill are "Almost Like Being in 
Love," "This Girl's in Love With 
You," "Someday My Prince Will 
Come," "Yesterday I Heard the Rain," 
"I Got it Bad & That Ain't Good" 
and a collection of her hits, Peggy's 
act finale that's done with hi-jinks and 
gusto. At one point, Peggy gives the 
spotlight to drummer Grady Tate, who 
displays a sensitive vocal style on 
"Windmills of Your Mind," his current 
singles release on Skye. The orchestra 
under pianist Lou Levy's direction is 
augmented and great. But, look who 
the musicians are playing for. 

PATTI 
ROYAL BOX, NEW YORK - Patti 
Page is a warm and elegant addition 
to the fall nitery scene in New York. 
Having made only three previous ma- 
jor club engagements in town, she is 
treating New Yorkers to a graceful 
manner and lots of vocal charm to 
boot. She sings songs that she and her 
audiences are comfortable with. It 
doesn't mean just oldies, but also such 
oldies -like "Gentle On My Mind," 
newcomers as "Release Me," "Little 
Green Apples" (her latest Columbia 
single) and "What a Wonderful 
World." They all sound like we've met 
them sometime ago, as successfully 
sung by the artist herself. Of course, 
she's got authentic evergreens to of- 
fer. They include "The More I See

You," "Dream a Little Dream of Me," 
revived on the Top 100 by Mama Cass, 
and a fine love -lost medley of "Too 
Long at the Fair," "Sophisticated

FRAN WARREN 
RIVER BOAT, N. Y. - One of the 
great pop stylists was brought back 
into the forefront earlier this month 
to the delight of a great many music 
fans when Fran Warren opened at 
the River Boat in the Empire State 
Building. Like the Apollo nose cone, 
Fran Warren's re-entry into the music 
biz atmosphere was a glowing success. 

The artistry of a person like Miss 
Warren is marked by her ability to 
step back into the limelight after so 
many years and take up as if there 
were no time when she wasn't per- 
forming before an audience. Only by 
the material could one tell that a new 
era had been ushered in. And then only 
once in a while. 

For the most part, her choice of 
material were those hand-picked gems 
that have lived gloriously over the 
years. A grand old "Funny Valentine"

"By The Time I Get To Phoenix" and 
a bit more firmly with "If I Ruled The 
World."

A&M Sets All -Media Month For Creed Taylor 
HOLLYWOOD -A massive national 
campaign utilizing all media has been 
set by A&M Records for its Creed 
Taylor Month promotional, October 15 - 

November 15, reports Bill Mulhern, 
A&M's director of east coast opera- 
tions, and John Rosica, director of 
Creed Taylor product. 

Taylor, who joined the Iabel on June 
1, 1967, is acknowledged to be one of 
the top producers on the jazz scene 
today, and the man largely responsible 
for the fusion of jazz with pop in such 
best selling albums as Wes Montgom- 
ery's "A Day In The Life," Stan Getz 
and Charlie Byrd's "Jazz Samba," and 
Ray Charles' "Genius Plus Soul Equals 
Jazz." 

Of Taylor, A&M's noted jazz musi- 
cian, Nat Adderley, has said, "He has 
the most powerful voice in erasing the 
lines of demarcation that separate the 
forms of music today. In Creed's mind 
there are no lines. He's just there with 
suggestions - creating the meeting 
ground in the middle for artist and 
producer." 

Taylor currently heads CTI (Creed 
Taylor, Inc.), a record production firm 
whose contract with the A&M label 
resulted in three successful new A&M 
albums: Montgomery's "A Day In 
The Life," Antonio Carlos Jobim's 
"Wave," and Herbie Mann's "Glory Of 
Love." 

Taylor's current activities with CTI 
bring his many talents into play. Tay- 
lor has said, "I'm not in a hurry to 
rush out product. I'd rather work on 
an album until I'm satisfied that it's 
the best it can be from every angle. 
CT's contract with Jerry Moss and 
Herb Alpert is ideal, because they feel 
the same way about their product." 

In 1964, Creed Taylor won the music 
industry Grammy Award as "Pro- 
ducer of the Year" for album and single. 
He was the first producer to be so 
honored. The album was "Getz -Gil- 
berto" and the single was "The Girl 
From Ipanema," which was included 
on the LP. "Girl" started the national 

bossa nova syndrome. 
While Taylor was director of album 

product at ABC -Paramount Records, 
he founded the famous jazz label, Im- 
pulse. The first album on the new label 
was Charles' "Genius Plus Soul," 
which included his big instrumental 
hit, "One Mint Julep" A later success- 
ful Impulse release was Gil Evans' 
"Out Of The Cool." 

Taylor moved to Verve Records in 
1961, and continued making records 
that fused jazz and pop idioms. It was 
Taylor who was responsible for bring- 
ing to the fore such jazz greats as 
Jimmie Smith and guitarist Wes 
Montgomery on the Verve label. Kai 
Winding's hit single, "More," from the 
film "Mondo Cane," was also pro- 
duced by Taylor for the label. 

In 1962, Taylor presided over a ses- 
sion with guitarist Charlie Byrd, and 
tenor saxist Stan Getz. The result of 
this get-together was the "Jazz 
Samba" LP with its big hit, "Desa- 
finado." 

To date Taylor is currently produc- 
ing the following artists for A&M Ar- 
tie Butler, Paul Desmond, Nat Ad- 
derley, Richard Barbary, Tamiko 
Jones, J. J. Johnson and Kai Winding, 
Antonio Carlos Jobim, Herbie Mann, 
Wes Montgomery, Tamba 4, Willie 
Bobo, Quincy Jones, Marcos Valle, 
Eumir Deddato, and the Soul Flutes.

sound of Nelson Riddle, Henry Man- 
cini, Andy Williams, and Jack Jones 
with the provocative sounds of the 
Beatles, Elvis Presley, and the many 
rock groups equipped with guitars and 
amplifiers. Listed among practitioners 
of the "now" sound were Harpers 
Bizarre, Herb Alpert, and the Mamas 
and the Papas. Notice was also taken 
at the seminar of the manner in which 
many of today's commercial advertis- 
ers use "now" sound artists to put 
the "now" sound into the sales mes- 
sage. 

On Sunday, September 1, KING - 
FM -Seattle expanded its broadcast 
hours by 40%. The outlet now airs 
classical music from 9 a.m. to 11 p.m., 
and jazz from 11 p.m. to midnight, 
seven days a week.

to replace tapes they no longer want,' 
Horwitz said. 

We believe that the clear statemen 
of return conditions in the written 
warranty will be helpful to dealer: 
and to us at Liberty. We hope the 
dealer will attempt to enforce thi: 
policy with the customers. Although 
we realize that many large depart 
ment stores have very liberal ex 
change policies, we believe if a depart 
ment store acknowledges this Time, 
type of warranty, they will be willing 
to apply a similar practice to sterec 
tapes. We certainly recognize that WE 

will need their utmost cooperation.' 
"In the long run, the dealer will bE 

relieved of an unpleasant responsi- 
bility and we will be better able tc 
control the replacement problem,' 
Horwitz concluded.

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ASCAP Awards Hit New High; 

$658,450 To 1,813 Writers 
NEW YORK-A new record will be 
set by ASCAP when it distributes 
$658,450 in awards to 1,813 writer 
members, ASCAP president Stanley 
Adams has announced. These awards 
for 1968-69 are the highest of any 
during the nine years that the Society 
has been making these special grants, 
and they boost the cumulative total 
to more than $5,000,000. 

Some $321,800 is going to 1,221 
writers in the "popular" field which 
encompasses contemporary pop -rock, 
country music, R&B, jazz, motion pic- 
tures, and musical theatre. The re- 
maining $336,650 is being distributed 
to 592 composers and authors of sym- 
phonic and concert works, reflecting 
ASCAP's continuing commitment to 
foster the cultural growth and en- 
richment of America's musical heri- 
tage. 

Awards To Writers of Chart Songs 
Writers of chart songs again re- 

ceived special recognition in this new 
group of ASCAP awards. These writ- 
ers include many top new talents in 
the music world, such important crea- 
tors of today's "now" sounds as Bobby 
Russell ("Honey" and "Little Green 
Apples") and Jim Webb ("Mac 
Arthur Park"). Other award -winning 
writers whose works have blossomed 
on tradepaper popularity charts since 
March 1st include Hamilton Camp, 
writer of "Here's To You"; Sheila 
Davis, author of the English lyric of 
"Who Will Answer"; Gary Geld and 
Peter Udell, creators of "Sealed With 
a Kiss"; Guy Marks, who wrote "Lov- 
ing You Has Made Me Bananas"; 
Tom Paxton, writer of "Bottle of 
Wine" and "The Last Thing On My 
Mind"; and Stuart Scharf, who pen- 
ned "Like To Get To Know You." 

In keeping with its new policy (be- 
gun at its last meeting) of granting

Others, such as Jefferson Airplane, 
have written songs about Neil.

In 1960, he was the winner of the 
Italian International Composers Festi- 
val with his composition of "Lonely 
Dawn."

Film Scorer Sees New Soundtrack Maturity 
NEW YORK - "Movies are better 
than ever," said Walter Scharf, "and 
one of the reasons is the new maturity 
of the soundtrack scores." Scharf, 
who's just finished a seventeen month 
stint as musical director for Barbra 
Streisand's "Funny Girl" flick, be- 
lieves that even though many innova- 
tions have already been put into prac- 
tice, the next few years will see 
changes that exceed the imagination. 

Scharf points to "The Graduate" 
and its use of song to illustrate the 
inner thoughts of a character as the 
perfect example of the new freedom 
being offered to composers. "The 
youngsters of today, Paul Simon, Jim 
Webb, Lennon & McCartney, John Se- 
bastian and others, are in the enviable 
position of being able to effect major 
changes in scoring, changes which we 
old-timers couldn't even conceive of." 

Although Scharf expresses the wish 
to be young again, he actually does 
have a `young' mind. For "Funny 
Girl," he went against the prevailing 
big budget trend and insisted that 
most of the songs (those that don't 
take place in a `show -within -a -show' 
atmosphere) be provided with fully 
updated musical arrangements, though 
the plot is set in the 1920's era. For 
his latest job, scoring "Pendulum," 
Scharf worked with an electric piano 
sound, coupled with an orchestra. 
"When you're trying to find the right 
sound or mood for a movie, you can't 
let yourself be limited in scope. You've 
got to be aware of new sounds that are 
happening, many of which are already 
accepted by the majority of your po- 
tential audience."

Musimart, Ltd., of Montreal will act as the indie's representative in Can- ada, both for importing and leasing of the label's masters for Canadian pressing. Arrangements have been concluded also for representation of Monmouth -Evergreen's LP's in Great Britain through the World Record Club. The British firm will release "Jerome Kern/All The Things You Are" shortly. As for clubs, the label will have its LP's offered as feature selections from time to time through the Nostalgia Book Club. First such offering, due this fall, will be the three -volume, 50 -song set "Irving Ber- lin-All By Myself (1921-1933)". 
In addition to Borden, who with col- league Steve Marvin co -produces all product, and Sabatino, the label's staff now includes as consultants veteran 

independent artist Burt Goldblatt and 
publicity men Robert Ganshaw and 
John Prescott. Mel Richmond is 
handling promotion. 

Monmouth -Evergreen's fall re- 
leases, marketed September 15, con- 
sists of a trio of LP's. "Meyer Davis 
Plays Cole Porter" marks the return 
of the maestro of one of society 
music's favorite dance orchestras to 
recording with a package of 36 of 
Porter's greatest standards in the 
Davis medley format. "Miss Ethel 
Waters" is a first -time -on -record per- 
formance by Ethel Waters of a concert 
with which she toured the nation in 
the mid -50's. The LP features all the 
songs which have long been associated 
with her and has her approval. Round- 
ing out the release is "Mildred Bailey/ 
All Of Me," a re -issue of 16 of the 
singer's sides of the 40's, some of 
which are available here for the first 
time in LP form. Four additional LP's 
are now in planning for January. As 
with Monmouth -Evergreen's spring 
releases, packaging for the Davis LP 
will be the new Unipak design jacket. 

Borden says that the overall accept- 
ance of the Collector's Series of LP's 
on a nation-wide basis for the first 
time mandates a further increase in 
production in 1969 coupled with plans 
to expand the distribution network to 
full coverage.

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Jeannie Riley Wins Nashville Court Battle 
NASHVILLE-Jeannie C. Riley, like 
the main character she made famous 
in her "Harper Valley P.T.A." smash, 
wore a miniskirt into the room and 
emerged triumphant. The room in 
question was Chancery Court in 
Davidson County courthouse, where 
Chancellor Ned Lentz ended three 
days of hearings with a quick ruling 
in favor of the 22 year old songs- 
tress. 

Lentz dismissed the $390,000 action 
filed by Little Darlin' Records, saying 
that it was evident, at least to him, 
that the Aubrey Mayhew firm had 
intended to release Miss Riley from 
all contracts. "Now, in view of the 
success of this song, they (Little 
Darlin') are attempting to qualify 
their release. It's a little bit late." 

Mayhew's contention was that al- 
though he had released the lark from 
her booking and management con- 
tract, her recording and songwriting 
contracts were still in effect. Miss 
Riley claimed she thought she was 
released from all her obligations to 
Mayhew's firms. 

Harlon Dodson, Miss Riley's at- 
torney, argued that since Little 
Darlin' had only paid the artist $1.10 
in royalties during the 17 months of 
the contract, it had failed to live 
up to its commitments. Dodson also 
claimed that all of Jeannie's record- 
ings for Little Darlin' were demos 
and were never mastered for event- 
ual release until after the success 
of "Harper Valley P.T.A." 

After her 'release' from Little 
Darlin', Miss Reilly signed with 
Shelby Singleton and cut "P.T.A." 
for his newly -formed Plantation label. 
It was an instant success and is now 
reported to have gone over the 3,000,- 
000 sales mark. A "P.T.A." album 
by the lark is also seeing strong 

sales and is also being marketed 
through the Columbia Record CIub. 

"I believe in truth and justice," 
said Jeannie after the dismissal, "If 
it hadn't come out now, it would have 
later." 

Mayhew's attorneys, Dan McGugin 
and Warner McNeilly, are contem- 
plating an appeal.

Perhaps the time has come for some 
enterprising person or persons to think 
seriously about a Country Song Festi- 
val, and its relative worth of the busi- 
ness. It may be that such an idea 
would not prove gainful or of any 
worth to the country music industry 
and it may even have a negative effect 
on the excitement of the annual con- 
vention-but it certainly merits some 
positive thought. 

What better way to showcase coun- 
try music than an annual gathering 
of this sort-designed especially for 
the fan, with little or no business 
on the agenda to interrupt the flow of 
talent.

Phonogram has inked chanter Julio Sobrino who recently won the Festival 
de la Alegria Song Contest and has already recorded his first single. The 
diskery reports good sales for the soundtrack album of "Martin Fierro," the 
hit movie directed by Torre Nilsson and premiered here about two months ago. 

Odeon's A&R man in charge of local pop music, Jose A. Rota, is currently 
in France. The diskery is happy with the results of the recent Tom Jones 
product, and the new regional music releases by Coco Diaz whose new LP, 
"El Mimoso," is expected to sell strongly. 

CBS' Press Dept. reports that Italian lark Rita Pavone will visit the country 
in November, as will also beat group the Tremeloes. The diskery released 
last week an album with their latest recordings. 

Microfon is releasing a new album by Jose Antonio, recorded during the 
visit of this chanter to Mexico, and also the latest product from the Buddah 
label which is expected to sell strongly in this market. 

Disc Jockey has released a new single by group Los Bravos, singing in Span- 
ish, along with one by Jose Ferrer from the Toast label, and one by David 
McWilliams who has obtained good sales figures with his version of "The 
Days Of Pearly Spencer." On the local side, new LP's by Pepito Perez and 
Rosamel Araya are due soon.

Andy Russell has been 

given the "Leo Award" as 
Argentina's number one 
foreign star. Shown pre- 
senting the coveted prize 
is Leo Vanes, columnist 
and music critic. Then 
Russell flew to San Juan, 
P.R. for an appearance at 
La Concha Hotel. In Octo- 
ber he will go to Holly- 
wood for recording ses- 
sions with Capitol and to 
tape the pilot for a weekly 
TV series. 
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Figures of total turnover for the first half of fiscal 1968 (April -September 
1968) have been announced by the four companies: Nippon Victor, Nippur 
Columbia, Toshiba and Nippon Grammophon. 

Victor has suceeded in keeping the top position of the market by recordinj 
the sales of 4,800 million yen, which has exceeded the target for the sam, 
period (4,540 million yen) by 5%. This result is attributed to the interna 
rationalization of management and production and the promotion of qualit: 
control system. The firm's local repertoire has been especially successful wit] 
the serial LP and single releases of Shinichi Mori, Philips Records Divisioì 
with the local groups such as the Tempters and the Spiders, and RCA Record 
Division has made constant sale of classic albums of Van Cliburn, Heifetz 
and others as well as the Monkees' hits. Pre-recorded tapes shared 10% of th, 
total turnover. Victor has fixed the goal for the second half of this year to b, 
5,100 million yen aiming at 10% increase over the first half. 

Columbia has recorded the sales of 3,800 million yen, passing the target o 
3,600 million yen by 5.5%. The result has been brought by the rapid increas, 
of the sales of the local materials which is 14% up over the similar perio/ 
of the previous year, especially of the special de -luxe album issues such a 
"Complete Works Of Masao Koga" (one of the most renowned Japanes, 
popular song composers). The sales of local LPs has increased by 37%, whil, 
the local singles by 6%, as there was not an especially big single hit. Th, 
international repertoire has remained on the same level as the previous perio/ 
in spite of the smash of "Sound Of Silence" (Simon & Garfunkel) and "Simon 
Says" (1910 Fruitgum Co). It is worthy of notice that the share of the loca 
material and the international one is 76% & 24%. Pre-recorded tapes made 
great growth, 80% up over the previous six months, amounting to 380 milliol 
yen which shares 10% of the total turnover. This figure is made up as follow, 
per type: 8 -track cartridges, 85%; 4 -track cartridges, 6%; music cassettes 
8%; and open reel tapes, 1%. The target for the second half of this fisea 
year has been set to be 4,100 million yen covered 15% by pre-recorded tapes 

Toshiba Records' turnover for the first half of this fiscal year got n, 
further than 3,030 million yen, failing :o attain the target of 3,500 million 
yen. The figure also fell 9% behind that of the previous period, 3,330 million 
yen. The reason for this slump is considered to be the fact that in the pas 
six months they could not produce such exceedingly big hits as contributec 
to the result of the previous period. But since August, the firm's sales have 
been showing a rising tendency, and a constant sale of LP records is noted 
The above total turnover is specified as follows: local repertoire, 40.3% 
international repertoire, 46.1%; pre-recorded tapes, 13.3%. Toshiba has se 
the target for the second half at 3,500 million yen. 

Nippon Grammophon has come through the same period with greatest sale: 
since the establishment of the company, amounting to 2,023 million yen, whiel 
has passed 17% over their target of 1,725 million yen. Especially the turnover 
of records, 1,965 million yet, represents 20% increase over that of 1967's simile] 
period. This remarkable result was mainly owing to the Tigers, local toi 
group, who shared 30% of the total record sales with their serial single hit: 
and an album. Besides the Tigers, the record sales have been supported by 
the Atlantic label corresponding to the rise of public favor for rhythm anc 
blues. The turnover of pre-recorded tapes was about 70 million yen reaching 
88% of the target. For the next six months the firm will advance in the tapi 
market with the new release project of EP cassettes, aiming at the goal of 
105 million yen. Grammophon's total target for next period is 2,235 million yen 

Nippon Columbia has recently established a new label called Denon. Under 
this logo, they will exploit the new popular artists and intend to export their 
recordings which will be available all over the world. 'The initial release of 
the label consists of the debut records of two groups and two solo singers. 

Columbia has signed two representative artists of our classic music field, 
Hiroyuki Iwaki, conductor, and Takahiro Sonoda, pianist, to exclusive recording 
contracts. The recordings of all Beethoven symphonies by Iwaki conducting 
NHK Symphony Orchestra and all Beethoven piano sonatas by Sonoda, the 
vast undertaking has already been started by the two artists for Columbia.

Along 
with the English hit version, Sandie Shaw is making the race hot as the 
popular songstress has not only released the song in English but has also 
done a German version of the tune. 

The 10th anniversary of Warner Bros. -Reprise -Seven Arts records is 
getting the big play at Teldec these days with special promotion on the 
product of the firm and special releases for the big event getting the big push. 
Joel Hochdorf of MCA dropped bios of Neil Diamond, Hugh Masekela, the 
Forum Quorum and the Peppermint Rainbow to start off his contact as 
International Publicity and Promotion chief of the firm. 

Cornet Records has a special entree into Paris through the appearance 
of Roland W. at the Olympia with his special smash "Monja." 

Speaking of festivals, and who doesn't. The radio -TV bosses met recently 
with representatives of the record indipstry to decide how the German entry 
for the "Song For Europe" Grand Prix Eurovision de la Chanson will be 
chosen. The results of this talk should be announced in the next few days. 
That's it for this week from Germany. 
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Well, the Monkees have been and gone. 
The tour was a fine success and proved that the four boys have ability 

above and beyond what we had come to appreciate from their records and 
television programs. RCA rush -released their new single before it had ap- 
peared in some overseas areas; the titles are "Mary, Mary" and "What Am 
I Doin' Hangin' 'Round."

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EDITORIAL: New Attitudes for a New Market 

A reformation in America's cultural attitudes has been 
in progress across the land since the end of World War 
Il. This socio-economic revolution, as the highbrows 
might term it, has begun to come to a head in the late 
60's, manifesting itself in such things as student protests 
and hippiedom for those too slow or too confused to 
grasp its full spirit-greater social and economic free- 
dom. For those who prefer to join the mainstream and 
enjoy the privileges of the affluent society it means 
other things . . . new cars, vacations to somewhere 
other than the seashore, college for the capable and 
thousands upon thousands of new opportunities which 
all boils down to one thought-there's more cash and 
more to spend it on. And at the forefront of the 
movement are the nation's young people. 

How does it effect the music and amusement machine 
business? Simply, that the relatively quiet, adult -orient- 
ed market that we used to cater to in taverns and rest- 
aurants has gotten strangely younger in appearance, a 

little louder, more excitable, more restless and demand- 
ing. Manufacturer reps, who spend a good deal of their 
working year traveling about the country, have come up 
with a basic and most profound conclusion-we must 
now think of the average location customer as a young 
man in his twenties rather than the factory worker push- 
ing forty. There are several excellent reasons why our 
audience is becoming strongly youth -oriented: 

1. The more permissive attitude toward liquor (many 
of our states have dropped the legal drinking age down 
to 18). 

2. Young people today carry more cash around, but, 
just like in ages past, they still spend pretty near 
whatever they've got. 

3. The tavern location, whether it be the corner gin 

mill or the crowded discotheque, is the prime gathering 
spot for young people ... not the soda shoppe or the 
public library. And as the community dance hall wanes 
in popularity, the tavern location has risen as the place 
to find new friends (male or female). 

How does the music and games operator meet this 
new market? He must first single out those of his loca- 
tions where the accent should now be on the college 
student and his young working girl. Then he must pro- 
gram his equipment to suit their tastes. How? 

1. Young people are chart music -oriented. They listen 
to the rock stations and follow the rock entertainers. 
Therefore, strict programming from the Top 100 trade 
charts should offer them the tunes they like. However, 
young folks are more impatient than their elders and the 
operator would do well to get the new hot tunes (and as 
many as he can) onto the Box as fast as possible. 

2. The younger generation wants action games .. . 

games that require strong physical involvment where the 
skill in the play comes from manual dexterity rather than 
electrical luck. And they love to compete. 

3. This audience responds to merchandising ideas 
much quicker than their elders. The new ideas in this 
business, like the shuffle alley 'beer frame' and all the 
rest of the gimmicks that are incorporated into new 
factory equipment or have been suggested in the trade, 
have a much greater chance of success with this group. 

4. They are restless and require uniqueness in every- 
thing . .. including the equipment you put before them. 
Newness is appreciated and acted on. 

Point is, the industry's attitudes, which must always 
be flexible when it involves placing the right equipment 
in the individual location, must now concentrate on 
meeting the needs of a younger and more active mind.
