The music promo or sales man who 
is elevated to a national position usu- 
ally leaves behind a long trail of road- 
work, if not one-nighters. His promo- 
tion to national status may well en- 
gender the feeling that he has paid 
his dues and is entitled to the respite 
from the grind of generating action 
on a record or song based on ardu- 
ous contact in the field. In directing 
a network of local promo and sales 
forces, he may feel that his primary 
functions are telephone contact and 
various administrative functions re- 
quired to analyze and define field re- 
ports. 

Such home -office procedures are 
certain to preclude a national man's 
return to the road on a continuous 
basis. Yet, in the performance of his 
duties, is the national man exempt 
from occassional road trips? We think 
not. For, as a national man recently 
pointed out to us, much of the nitty- 
gritty of getting a record or song or 
artist on the road to success still re- 

mains in the hands of city -by -city con- 
tact. As any promo man knows, there 
are many changes that take place on 

the local music scene. There is a 

high -rate of deejay turnover; distrib 
promo and sales personnel are them- 
selves possibilities for national jobs; 
new record outlets and talent show- 

cases emerge. 

The local scene, then, is in con- 
stant flux. And the people and places 

the national man knew so well during 
his stint as a local man may no lon- 
ger be around, with a new generation 
of important contacts in their place. 
Even if there is little change in an 
area, the national man should rea- 
lize that the written word or the tele- 
phone contact is merely a good sub- 
stitute for personal meet -and -greet 
contact. Bringing in one's staff to the 
home office is a good idea, of course, 
but what about getting together with 
local people on their homeground? 
The national man can get a truer first- 
hand view of the market when he 
makes the scene himself and is filled 
in by the rep there without the com- 
petition of other reps. And it's also a 
matter of displaying the importance 
of each and every market when a 

national man takes the time to drop - 
in. 

The first vocational home for a na- 
tional man is, obviously, the home - 
office. He has been situated there to 
perform vital tasks, including an in- 
volvement in important policy deci- 
sions that can effect the entire scope 
of a music operation. He must, how- 
ever, make it his business to take 
some time off away from the home - 
office and reacquaint himself from 
time -to -time with what's happening 
in the field - first hand. Only then 
can he have a meaningful rapport 
with the total national picture for 
which he has been given the respon- 
sibility.

HOLYWOOD - Transcontinental En- 
tertainment Corp. has made a neo 
deal in indie label and production with 
the acquisition of Levine & Resnick 
Productions. 

The deal, according to Mike Curb, 
president of TEC, a division of Trans- 
continental Investing Corp., provides 
for "substantial funding" of the L&R 
operation. TEC will also bring under 
its banner two of L&R's music pub- 
lishing companies, Peanut Butter 
Music (BMI) and a recently -estab- 
lished ASCAP firm, Jelly Music.

Artie Hipp, president of Budclah 
Records, heard the record while on 
a tour of Frisco and brought it to 
the attention of his partners. Neil 
Bogart, vice president and general 
manager of Buddah, and Art Kass, 
executive vice president of Buddah, 
flew to San Francisco over the week- 
end of April 5-6, and concluded the 
distribution arrangement. 

The gospel group was formed 
in May, 1967 by Edwin Hawkins and 
Betty Watson with the concept of in- 
spiring .. "religious feeling in young 
people."

The next ad for A.R.D. was also in 
the Sunday Daily News on March 
30 from Skye Records and had a total 
of 25 dealers listed. Prior to the ads 
appearing in the news, each partici- 
pating dealer stocked up the adver- 
tised merchandise. When the ad 
broke, window displays were put up 
and records were played in stores. 
The ads were paid for by the manu- 
facturer with the monies accumulated 
for individual dealer advertising. "In 
the past, a single dealer could not buy 
a major consumer market but in a 
group the avenues are open to them," 
A.R.D. noted. There is a drive to re- 
cruit at least 100 members, thus bring- 
ing the cost of advertising down to the 
label or distributor, on the agenda of 
the next A.R.D. meeting on April 15. 

A decision will be made as to 
whether advertised discount prices 
are to continue with institutional ad- 
vertising.

TEMPTATIONS 
COPACABANA, N.Y. - The Tempta- 
tions are becoming regular visitors to 
the Copa, this being their third visit 
in the last year. As usual, the Motown 
quintet provided first rate vocal enter- 
tainment and threw in a little extra 
for dance fans. A round of applause 
should also go to the man who created 
a four-way mike contiguration, allow- 
ing more freedom of movement and 
better sound for the group. 

This is the first time we've seen the 
group without David Ruffin, and al- 
though we miss his personalized brand 
of suffering, the group does indeed 
still come off in top form. The usual 
blend of old Tempts hits ("Get Ready," 
"My Girl," "Ain't Too Proud To Beg, 

and "1 Could Never Love Another" 
among others) was augmented by a 
strong solo performance by Paul Will- 
iams on "I've Gotta Be Me," a solid 
group workout on an "Old Man River/ 
Swanee" medley and a reading of their 
recent hit with Diana Ross and the 
Supremes, "I'm Gonna Make You 
Love Me." Of course, their last two 
'new -sound' hits, "Cloud Nine" and 
"Runaway Child (Running Wild)" 
were included and received a heavy re- 
ception. Smooth all the way, a Tempta- 
tions trademark. 

Comic Willie Tyler and his dummy 
Lester provided some amusing mom- 
ents in the first part of the evening. 

TEN YEARS AFTER 

FAMILY - NICE 
FILLMORE EAST, N.Y. - The special 
mid -Easter -week concert series at Bill 
Graham's Fillmore East didn't draw 
a full house to the closing show, but 
those that did turn out were rewarded 
with a strong show and responded ac- 
cordingly. 

We've given Ten Years After rave 
reviews before, and lind ourselves at 
a loss for words to describe their im- 
provement. Part of their increased ap- 
peal lies in their material; which now 
seems to be straight blues (as opposed 
to the be-bop material we've previously 
heard). With the breakup of Cream, 
"Spoonful" has become fair game 
again, and Ten Years After seems to 
have it in the bag. Their version is 
short, but heavy. Mainstay of the group 
is their solo work, which is all ex- 
cellent (or even better). "Hobbit" 
gave drummer a chance to show his 
stuff, while they got their shots during 
"I Can't Keep From Crying," "Good 
Morning, Little School Girl" and "Help 
Me Baby." 

Family, making their U.S. debut, 
showed some interesting instrumental 

work, but seems to need better mater- 
ial (or more Americanized material) 
to achieve the same popularity here 
that they have back in England. Their 
closing number, "Song To 'Me," sked- 
ded for their third LP, (their second, 
"Family Entertainment," has just 
been released by Reprise) , showed 
the group to their best advantage and 
gave a promise of things to come. 
Family's instrumentation, which in- 
cludes a violin, an oboe, a sax and a 
flute, along with the usual guitars and 
drums, gives them a different enough 
sound to pick up a good-sized following 
on their current tour. 

The Nice, playing essentially the 
same set as at their recently reviewed 
Scene gig, again came off as a start- 
lingly individual and worth -of -hearing 
band. They have an ultra commercial 
sound (for a classically -influenced 
underground trio) and with a little 
help and the right breaks could emerge 
as a top -selling record and live act. 
We personally find them the most en- 
joyable English group to hit our shores 
since Led Zeppelin. 

BILLY ECKSTEIN 
RAINBOW GRILL, N.Y. - There's 
very little new to say about Billy Eck- 
stein. He's smooth voiced, a perfect 
stylist and a top showman. We said it 
before ourselves, last November, when 
Mr. B. made a triumphant return to 
New York, after a long absence. The 
scene was the same then as it was 
last week: the Rainbow Grill, a club 
we consider N.Y.'s finest for food, 
entertainment and atmosphere. 

His repetoire is basically the same, 
("Abraham, Martin & John" being a 

noteworthy addition), featuring such 
contemporary tunes as "By The Time 
I Get To Phoenix," "Up, Up And Away" 
and "Little Green Apples," such stand- 
ards as "Fools Rush In," "Maria" and 
"A Day In The Life Of A Fool" (from 
"Black Orpheus") and a few specialty 
numbers such as "Young Man With A 
Horn" (featuring Mr. B. on trumpet) 
and -"Little Mama," a song he used to 
do with Basie. 

Welcome back, Mr. B. 

MASTERS OF DECEIT 
JASON - FABULOUS EDDIE WALKER 

THE SCENE, N.Y. - Like many ne(i 
groups, Vanguard's Masters Of Deceit 
are stiong instrumentalists (in a jazz - 
blues vein) but seem to suffer fron a 
lack of good material. In a night-club 
setting, the group provides solid music, 
but we don't think we would be stirred 
to run out and buy their album, unless 
we were convinced it was commercially 
better than their live performance. 
(Always a strong possibility in this 
business) . 

Jason (who starred in Shirley Clark's "Portrait Of Jason" and has just cut 
an LP for Douglas) and the Fabulous 
Eddie Walker are two entertaining 
acts in an almost novelty game. Work-

IAN & SYLVIA 
CAFE AU GO GO, N.Y. - Ian & Sylvia 
have handily managed to survive the 
death of folk music, and they've done 
it by moving into new musical areas. 
Together with their current backup 
group, the Great Speckled Bird, the talented husband & wife team are mov- 
ing strongly in the country music areas 
today, and they manage to inject the idiom with a strong feeling of pop, 
while at the same time retaining its naturalness. We've reviewed the duo several times in the last year, always 
in a more than favorable light, and their latest appearance at the Cafe 
Au Go Go only shows them to be on the rise. Old favorites such as "Four 
Strong Winds" and "Long Black Veil" are joined by Sylvia's solo (at the piano) on "Woman's World" and Ian's work on "What Makes Milwaukee Fam- ous," and the result is pure entertain- 
ment. Ian & Sylvia are always a delight 
to see and hear, and we hope to do so many times in the near future. 

GERDE'S FOLK CITY, N.Y. - Sonny 
Terry and Brownie McGhee sing the 
blues with less sorrow than any other 
artists we've seen. Terry, in particular, 
obviously has a good time even when 
he's singing a number with mournful 
lyrics, and McGhee, who operates at 
a somewhat lower pressure, never ap- 
proaches the tone of grief that char- 
acterizes so many blues artists. Now 
the blues, even when delivered sor- 
rowfully, is supposed to make you 
feel better. At its best, it takes the 
troubles of life and transforms them 
into the victories of art. And that's 
what Terry and McGhee do at their 
best. 

Sonny Terry sings and plays har- 
monica, and he is so adept that he 
often seems to be doing both at once. 
He can put his harmonica to his mouth, 
take it away to sing a word or two 
and put it back with the speed of a 
shutter on a camera. His voice, his 
harmonica and his stamping foot are 
one organ for making music. 

Brownie McGhee also sings, but less 
than Terry (at least the night we saw 
them). McGhee's voice is more subtle 
and provides an interesting contrast 
to his partner's. Quite often, McGhee. 
plays guitar quietly in the background 
while Terry takes the limelight. But 
those who listen carefully can hear

_ike many of today's top producers, 
iddy Buie backed into the record 
siness, but, now, running with a hot 
eak of hits, he's right up front. Buie 
ong with artist/producer Joe Smith) 
responsible for the heavy aura of 

ccess radiating from Bill Lowery's 
anta -based production/publishing/ 
3nagement complex, surrounding 
ph artists as the Classics IV, Billy 

Royal, the Tams, Friend & Lover, 
Candymen and South. 

3uie entered the music business as 
dance promoter, running rock con- 
rts throughout the mid -South, and 
m found himself managing an old 
;h school chum named Bobby Golds - 

ro. Through Goldsboro, Buie met Roy 
bison and eventually became his road 
mager. It was at this period that he 
;t began writing songs. 
3uie, very involved in today, is a little 
;ue about yesterday. He can remem- 

L', if sufficiently prodded, most of the 
t ngs he's done, but chronology is an- 
t ier story. He knows he wrote a hit 
t le ("Party Girl") for Tommy Roe, he 
r nembers selling Bobby's contract to 
c icentrate on the creative end of the 
t 5iness, he can recall starting a pub - 
1 ling firm with Paul Cochran and Bill 
L every, and, sonofagun, there was that 
f .t big hit with Sandy Posey, "I Take 
I 3ack," which he co -wrote with Jimmy 
C bb, then with the Classics IV. And 

newhere in there he became involved 
v h the Candymen. 

-he Candymen were Roy Orbison's 
t:kup band, and when they decided 
t 'y were ready to go out on their own, 
E le left Orbison and became 
t ir manager and producer. If this were 
a able, Buie and the Candymen would 

have been happy ever after, but the 
record business, despite all the glamour 
stories currently in circulation, is paved 
with broken glass (or is it vinyl). Des- 
pite very favorable press (from the then 
emerging generation of rock writers), 
the Candymen couldn't find the handle 
to a hit record. 

So enter the Classics IV and "Spooky," 
a vocal version of a medium sized hit 
(written by Buie and Cobb) by Mike 
Sharpe. "Spooky" marked Buie's first 
major hit as a producer, but definitely 
not his last. 

"The secret is in the musicians. The 
ones we have down in Atlanta have a 

sound, or actually several sounds, all 
their own. Working in a studio with them 
makes producing easy." Buie credits 
Cobb, who has left the Classics IV to 
concentrate on writing, with providing 
the solid guitar work: Emory Gordy for 
his string arrangements, an important 
part of the Atlanta' sound; drummer 
Mike Clark (who has since joined the 
Classics IV; and Dean 'Ox' Daughtry for 
his organ contributions. 

Buie gives his musicians (an inter- 
esting sidelight: Buie uses one set of 
musicians, South another, although 
"occasionally we borrow from one an- 
other") free rein in laying the basic 
track. "We start with the demo dub, 
let the musicians hear it so they can 
get the proper perspective, and then 
prod them to create and convey their 
feelings. Although I'm concerned about 
the track, my main concern is the song. 
That, in the end, is the essence of al- 
most all hit records. Anyway, once the 
track is done, we add the tricks, like 
an overdubbed, out -of -tune guitar, or, 
as on "Traces," a classical guitar, and 
then we put on the strings. Not very 
complicated or different, but because 
of the musicians, it works well." 

"Most people think of Atlanta as a 

stronghold of country music, but in 
reality, our main influence has been 
R&B. And then, after digging soul for 
awhile, most of the musicians have 
discovered country and jazz, and the 
combination of the three is what makes 
Atlanta unique." Buie himself is a jazz 
fan, "I grew up on Dave Brubeck," and 
thinks that Blood, Sweat and Tears is 
the "epitome of contemporary records." 

Buie feels that the just -released 
Classics IV LP, "Traces," is his ultimate 
project. The LP contains, in addition to 
the title song and the new single, "Every- 
day With You Girl," five more original 
songs ("A tribute to our careful choice 
of songs is the tremendous amount of 
coverage they have received"), plus 
special arrangements on a few rock 
standards. Buie is also excited about 
Wilbur Walton, who's first disk, "Bed 
Of Roses," will be issued shortly on the 
1-2-3 label (owned by Bill Lowery and 
distributed by Capitol). "Blues are hap- 
pening, and Walton plays happening 
blues. We expect big things from him, 
and I don't think we'll be disappointed."

"Those Were The Days" in a leisurely, 
lilting fashion, and her delivery turn- 
ed the number into what was almost 
a torch song. Once again, the result 
was quite effective. 

The songstress also performed 
attractively in a "A Man And A Wom- 
an"/"Live For Life" medley, 
"Have I Stayed Too Long At The 
Fair," and "The Mood I'm In." 

Miss de Roy, visually and vocally 
appealing, is giving a new slant to 
what has been generally termed 
"good music" or "middle-of-the-road" 
music. She could very well be re- 
warded in a music industry which is 

always seeking new sounds and new 
styles. 

Talent On Stage 

PEGGY LEE 

EMPIRE ROOM, NEW YORK 
Peggy Lee is as contemporary as the 
next Jim Webb song. During her en- 
tire career, the songstress has never 
had to catch up with the rhythms of 
the day, a talent she displays to per- 
fection at the Empire Room these 
days. 

Opening with a hurried "Almost 
Like Being in Love," Peggy moves 
on to rock "Natural Woman" and 
"All of a Sudden Mv Heart Beats," 
cuddle Jim Webb's "Didn't We" 
and dress up "Someday My Prince 
Will Come" in a jazz beat. After a 
gracious handing over of the spot- 
light to her drummer, Grady Tate, 
for his now almost classic rendition 

of "Windmills of Your Mind" and a 
blues number, she returns with a 
Lieber -Stoller item called "Is That 
All There Is," a catchy affair wrapped 
in a Kurt Weill -sounding orchestra- 
tion. Her new single, a Blood, Sweat 
& Tears number, "Spinning Wheel," 
continues her contemporary ways, 
and she then dips into the pen of 
Billie Holiday for a truly meaningful 
rendition of "Don't Explain." She 
closes out her show with hh hit reprise - including "Fever," "Why Don't 
You Do Right" and "Alright, OK, 
You Win." Do you see what is meant 
by the opening statement that Peggy 
has always been right there with the 
new sounds of pop? 

RICKY NELSON 
THE TIMES SQUARE TWO 

THE TROUBADOUR, L.A. - "Wow! 
For a minute, I thought it was a 
long time ago." With those words, 
singer Ricky Nelson bowed to the 
rousing applause of an SRO crowd 
at Los Angeles' Troubadour and 
rushed back on stage after his first 
set to do an encore. His encore tune? 
"My Bucket's Got a Hole In It." 

Nelson was snaking his first live 
appearance in many years and his 
first ever club date in Los Angeles. 

Now 28 and with a family of his 
own, the popular son of Ozzie and 
Harriet Nelson has matured. He 
sang several of his golden hits ("Mary 
Lou," "Lonesome Town," and 
"Travelin' Man") , but he per- 
formed them in the spirit of fun. 
He wasn't trying to revive and 
make hits out of them again. He 
was simply sharing some pleasant 
memories with the audience. The 
crowd, in turn, responded with 
continuous hand -clapping, foot -stomp- 
ing, and even some isolated screams. 

When he settled into more con - 

temporal. material, Nelson illu- 
strated hi., dynamic appeal as a per- 
former. Unpretentiously, he inter- 
preted such songs as Tim Hardin's 
"Don't Make Promises", Randy 
Newman's "I Think It's Going to 
Rain, Today," and Bob Dylan's 
"I Shall Be Released". He wasn't 
putting anybody on with phoney 
styles and mannerisms . Rick 
Nelson was just being himself. This 
unassuming manner, together with 
his uptempo interpretations, good 
looks and smile, should make Nelson 
a stellar attraction on the modern 
club circuit. 

Completing the Troubadour bill 
was a vaudevillian -comedy duo 
called The Times Square Two. 
With one character assuming the 
role of a very proper 1890's lothario 
and the the other a squeak -voiced 
scatterbrain, they played and sang out 
of key, told corney jokes, and 
employed a modified Don Rickles 
audience routine. They had the 
audience in a state of convulsive 
laughter throughout their set. 

UPSTAIRS AT THE DOWNSTAIRS 

UPSTAIRS AT THE DOWNSTAIRS, 
N.Y. - If you're looking for what 
the program calls "an evening of 
parody, irony and satire," you would 
be well-advised to head with all 
deliberate speed to the Upstairs at 
the Downstairs room at 37 West 56th 
Street where you will find all that 
the program promises in its descrip- 
tion of "Free Fall," the revue cur- 
rently in residence. 

An attractive cast of five, in two 
fast-moving acts, spliced by a brief 
intermission, levels bright shafts of 
wit against such contemporary 
conundrums as nude theater, camp 
comic heroes (farewell, Batman and 
Robin) , and conversation after love- 
making. The five performers, who 
rail against reality in speech and 
song, are Warren Burton, Bud Cort, 
Patti Deutsch, Judy Engles, and 
Brandon Maggart. They are all, in 
their own distinctive manners, entire- 
ly winning. The proceedings are 
briskly directed by Ronny Graham, 
a longtime contributor to the Up- 
stairs. 

Mr. Maggart has one of his finest 
moments as he sings what, in effect, 
is a love song to his jug and the 
alcoholic contents therein. The 
imbibers in the opening night audi- 
ence had difficulty in maintaining a 
grip on their drinks and chairs, so 
helpless were they with laughter. 

In a sketch called "Let It All 
Hang Out," Miss Deutsch and Mr. 
Cort have at the theater in the raw. 

Although both performers remain 
completely clothed, the more non- 
sensical aspects of nude theater are 
thoroughly exposed. 

Perhaps the highspot of the even- 
ing, in terms of sustained satire, was 
what very well could serve as the 
epitaph for comicstrip TV shows. 
Mr. Maggart and Mr. Burton, as 
Batman and Robin, respectively, 
employ Freudian comedy devices 
to puncture the camptown comic - 
book characters. How anyone will 
ever be able to watch that TV tandem 
with a straight face after seeing this 
sketch ("Generation Gap") is be- 
yond our comprehension. 

The lights were turned off at the 
Upstairs room for "L' After Lines," 
and the audience was treated to the 
cast's one-liners, speeches which 
might possibly be made after the act 
of love. One particularly deft line 
could be visualized by the audience 
as being delivered by a wife whose 
romantic interest in her husband 
had long been on the wane. "Well, 
I'm glad that's over," said the re- 
luctant wife. "Now, on your way 
home tonight, I want you to pick 
up " A masculine response to 
such lack of enthusiasm was included 
in "L' After Lines" - "Did I wake 
you, dear'?" 

Make haste. Hurry to the Upstairs 
at the Downstairs and join in the 
happy hilarity.

The following is a letter I wrote to Iry 
Lichtman, my editor at Cash Box:

Phoenix, Arizona 
April 7, 1969 

Dear Irv: 

I sure had a pleasant surprise today! 
When I arrived at the station at noon I 
was told that there was someone look- 
ing for me, ,someone from New York.

here?" Big laugh and lots of 
fun, and then it was time for him to go 
on the air for an interview with Jack 
Ware, who, aside from being an excel- 
lent air man, is a big McFarland fan. 
No one told Jack that Gary and I are 
old friends, so when he asked what 
brought him to Phoenix, he got this 
for an answer: "I came to Phoenix to 
bust Mort Fega! " Everyone was 
grooved and the interview carne off 
with ease and interest. 
Gary's new album has to be the most 
ambitious undertaking for him, to 
date, and you know that he's been in- 
volved in some pretty heavy things in 
the past. I'm writing this from home, 
after listening to the album twice. It's 
a really beautiful thing and you should 
make it your business to get a copy 
and listen to it. As the title suggests, 
it's a comment on our country, a suite 
made up of six movements, each inde- 
pendent, but each a part of the whole.

Promo Is Dunhill's First Line 
Of Offense, Says Mary Helfer 
HOLLYWOOD - There's one thing 
about promotion at Dunhill Records: 
it comes first. 

This simple philosophy, under the 
direction of Mary Helfer, national 
sales and promo director, works on 
the basis of treating each album and 
singles release as a major project. 
"We make a point of babying each 
release," says Helfer in noting that 
the company can afford to do so be- 
cause of its minimum annual release 
schedule. Last year, the label mar- 
keted only 16 LP's and 35 singles. 

Such a release structure was deter- 
mined at the onset of the label four 
years ago when the label decided that 
it did not want to please everybody's

musical tastes. "We decided to con- 
centrate on one type of market," 
Helfer explains. "Our objective was 
to get strictly into the 'hits' type 
business aiming at young adults and 
teenagers." 

Helfer claims he gained a tremen- 
dous amount of knowledge of sales 
and promotion from "the point of 
view of the field man." He worked for 
two labels, and was an independent 
promotion man, prior to joining Dun- 
hill. He attributes his know how from 
his experience in working in the areas 
of distributor sales, rack jobbing and 
"one stops." 

Example Cited 

On breaking a record by a new art- 
ist Helfer points to the recent pro- 
motional activities instituted by Dun- 
hill on behalf of Three Dog Night. 
Since signing with the label, the 
group, in a period of less than seven 
months, has already had two chart 
hits. 

Helfer says Dunhill worked very 
closely with Three Dog Night's man- 
agement, to make them a nationally 
exposed artist. "For the group to have 
a national record, it was a must to 
have the right combination of record 
company and management behind 
them," he adds. 

The areas of promotion that Dun- 
hill leaned upon for creating the suc- 
cess of Three Dog Night's two re- 
leases, "Nobody," and "Try A Little 
Tenderness," came in five phases, 
states Helfer. These phases came in 
the form of: 1. financially backing the 
group's first concert tour this past 
winter; 2. planning an extensive 
schedule of personal appearances in 
key markets during the tour; 3. plan- 
ning an extensive schedule of disc 
jockey and TV appearances for the 
group; 4. sending Barry Gross, Dun- 
hill National Promotion Manager on 
the road to work with the label's vari- 
ous field men; 5. planning and arrang- 
ing for press and promotion in the 
various key markets on the tour. 
"You have to make promotion happen. 
And, of course, you have to have the 
talent to work with," says Helfer. 

Varied Career 

Helfer began his career as a branch 
manager of King Records in Cleve- 
land in 1957. This came after selling 
a lucrative dry cleaning business, in 
which he specialized in promotion and 
advertising for his company. Helfer 
stayed with King Records for six 
months, then took a position with 
Roulette as a regional promotion man. 
He was with Roulette for almost four 
years covering the mid -West and 
overseeing sales and promotion of 
15 distributors. 

In April, 1961, Helfer went into 
business for himself working as an 
independent promotion man. He 

handled most of the key independent 
labels and many name artists. He 
stayed in independent promotion 
through December, 1966. His associa- 
tion with Dunhill, representing the 
company in the mid -West, eventually 
led to his joining the label in January, 
1967, as national promotion director. 
One year later, he became Director of 
Sales and Promotion at Dunhill. 

Between working with his promotion 
staff, Barry Gross and Dennis Lavin- 
thal, and distributors, Helfer is an 
avid sports enthusiast. He tries to at- 
tend as many games of Los Angeles' 
professional teams as possible. He 
particularly enjoys pro football and 
basketball. And when he's not at his 
desk or in a stadium, Helfer enjoys 
playing talent scout for Dunhill - 
"because that's where it's at today." 

Polydor Continues 
Build -Up Of Staff 
NEW YORK - The appointments of 
Noel Love as national promotion man- 
ager, and Guy Gravenson as national 
public relations manager headed the 
week's activities at Polydor Records. 
The label has also selected the firm of 
Jerry Della Femina and Parners to 
handle its advertising, and named 
Margie Levine to manage all copyright 
and license duties and Fred Bruder 
as warehouse manager. 

Love had been national promotion 
director for Dick James Music and 
Page One Records for the last year, 
working closely with Larry Utall and 
the Amy -Mala group, and had also 
served two years in promotion with 
Alpha Record Distributors in New 
York. He will also be screening mas- 
ters and looking for producers, both 
new and experienced. 

Gravenson, new to the record busi- 
ness, had been advertising manager 
for Ramparts Magazine, the muck- 
raking monthly. 

Polydor will be the first entertain- 
ment account for the Jerry Della 
Femina agency, which is currently 
handling Cinzano, Moet and Ruffino 
products, as well as American Home 
Assurance and ABC. Both Jerry Scho- 
enbaum, Polydor chief exec, and Della 
Femina, are strong merchandisers and 
believe in the creditability of their 
product.

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WMCA - New York: 
A Sweeping Wind Of Change 

WMCA-New York this week (14) is 
taking dead aim at achieving the best 
of both possible worlds: specifically 
the radio worlds of contemporary mu- 
sic and the two-way talk format. For 
seven days a week, WMCA will be pro- 
gramming a contemporary two-way 
talk format from 1 a.m. to 10 a.m. (The 
Barry Gray Show - 11 p.m. to 1 a.m. - a WMCA feature for 18 years, re- 
mains essentially the same, although 
Gray may sometimes take phone calls 
from listeners.) From 10 a.m. to 11 p.m. 
during the broadcast week, the sta- 
tion's deejays will play music within 
a format which will stay basically the 
same: a medium -length playlist will 
incorporate the contemporary hits of 
today mixed with the familiar hits of 
the past. 

In describing WMCA's new two-way 
talk format, Terrell Metheny, program 
director of the outlet, says, "We won't 
chicken out on anything. Our only re- 
quirement is that there be no profa- 
nity.' He states that no topics for dis- 
cussion between the talk personalities 
and the listeners have been set up by 
WMCA. Any "clean" topic will be dis- 
cussed.The station has brought into 
play a sophisticated engineering de- 
vice which insures that no profanity 
will go over the airwaves. 

Metheny emphasizes that WMCA is 
guarding against becoming two radio 
stations with its two formats. He be- 
lieves that the two formats are "oppo- 
sites in a positive way." It is Methe- 
ny's feeling that the two-way talk seg- 
ment during drive -time (6 to 10 a.m.) 
will appeal to the same audience of 18 
to 30 -year -olds that enjoys WMCA's 
music. Says Metheny, "This audience 
has something to say, and says it in 
words. Our music is a reflection of 
their ideas." 

The times at which WMCA broad- 
casts news have been changed. Within 
the station's talk format, newscasts 
will occur at 15 minutes and 45 mi- 
nutes after the hour. At 15 minutes 
after the hour during two-way talk 
time, a five-minute newscast will be 
aired; at 45 minutes after the hour, 
eight minutes of news will be broad- 
cast. Two minutes of news will be fea- 
tured at 45 minutes after the hour du- 
ring WMCA's music programming. At 
the same time, the outlet has reduced 
the amount of commercial messages 
from 18 to 141/2 minutes per hour in 
both the talk and music formats. 

WMCA's line-up of talk personalities 
is comprised of: Dominic R. Quinn 
(6-10 a.m.); Alex Bennett (1-6 a.m.), 
with Leon Lewis filling in three nights 
a week; and Lee Gray, who works the 
6-10 a.m. slot on Sunday mornings in 
addition to his deejay duties. 

With the initiation of WMCA's new 
half -day music, half -day talk format 
(a new concept in radio, Metheny 
points out), deejays Jack Spector and 
Ed Baeur have left the station. Their 
future plans were not revealed at press 
time. The new WMCA music persona- 
lity staff is; Chuck Browning (10 a.m. 
to 2 p.m.). Dan Daniel (2 to 6 p.m.).

6 to 11 p.m., Murray the K. (Kaul- 
man), who is heard on Saturdays from 
6 to 11 p.m. and on Sundays from 2 to 
7 p.m., and Lee Gray (Saturdays, 10- 
2 p.m., and Sundays, 6-10 a.m.). 

During the hours in which WMCA is 
playing music, should an important 
news story break, tape recorded ex- 
cerpts of conversations between lis- 
teners and the outlet's talk personali- 
ties will be aired. A three-way dialogue 
will be established by the station when 
WMCA phones a newsmaker, and a 
listener will be able to talk with him 
and a WMCA talk personality. Methe- 
ny states that WMCA will make it pos- 
sible for as many as 4 or 5 people to be 
on the telephone line at the same time. 

The outlet is adding a number of con- 
tests to its broadcasting day, among 
which is "Money Call." This basic con- 
test is scheduled to run indefinitely. 
Listeners are called at random from 
the phonebook, and the listener who 
guesses the amount of money in a 
jackpot which builds with each incor- 
rect guess of a listener is the winner 
of the jackpot. "Money Call is being 
programmed in both the music and 
talk formats. 

Program director Metheny is proud 
of WMCA's strong public affairs de- 
partment, which is headed by Mrs. 
Ellen Straus, wife of R. Peter Straus, 
president of the Straus Broadcasting 
Group, of which WMCA is a member. 
"Call For Action" has been an inte- 
gral part of WMCA's public affairs 
programming. On that award -winning 
program, listeners phone the station 
and receive information concerning vi- 
tal community services. WMCA was 
instrumental in the passage of a law 
limiting the power of New York slum- 
lords, and talk personality Leon Lewis, 
while working at WLIB, a station ser- 
ving the needs of Harlem, won a Pea- 
body Award for outstanding local radio 
education. His award came to him for 
his role as moderator of the documen- 
tary program, "Community Opinion," 
which provided Harlem with a "safety 
valve" in the summer of 1966. On that 
broadcast, Harlem citizens, via a hot- 
line telephone interview, had an oppor- 
tunity to voice their feelings frankly 
and openly. WLIB, during the course 
of "Community Opinion," advised its 
listeners as to how they could avail 
themselves of existing vital commu- 
nity services. 

Metheny believes, with the advent 
of WMCA's format change, that the 
outlet's public affairs department and 
the two-way talk programming can 
now complement each other. He fore- 
sees that the public affairs department 
may observe a pattern in the talk pro- 
gramming, and then will be able to do 
something about the problems which 
emerge from that pattern.

Django Reinhardt, considered by many to 
be the finest jazz guitarist who ever lived, is 
showcased here in some of the first recordings 
on which he soloed. Made in 1934-35, these cuts 
spotlight Reinhardt in a group, the Quintet of 

the Hot Club of France, which was formed 
around him. Reinhardt devotees will probably 
have difficulty getting hold of these tracks in 
any other form (though they have been issued 
before somewhere) , so this set is a valuable 
item, especially since it contains some of the 
best work Reinhardt ever did. 

WORKING ON A GROOVY THING - Richard 
`Groove' Holmes - World Pacific 20153 

The feelingful jazz organ of Richard 
'Groove' Holmes, combined with the talents 
of arranger/conductor Gerald Wilson and a 

varied book of pop and jazz tunes, should be 
more than enough to entice a considerable 
amount of consumers to purchase this LP.

Aaron Copland, one of the finest American 
composers, conducts his Dance Symphony 
and the first recording of his Short Symphony 
on this album. The Dance Symphony dates 
back to the early 1920's and is a fantastic. 
highly imaginative and effective work adapted 
from Copland's first ballet, "Grohg," which 
is about an evil necromancer (a sorcerer 
who raises the dead). The Short Symphony 
(it lasts 15 minutes) was composed in 1934 

and is a very powerful work filled with irreg- 
ular rhythms (the difficulties involved in per- 
forming the piece account in great measure 
for this being the first recording) . 

GOULD: VENICE, VIVALDI GALLERY - 
Seattle Symphony/Katims - RCA LSC 3079 

Two recent works by contemporary com- 
poser Morton Gould receive their premiere 
recordings on this album.

CMA Holds Quarterly Meet In L.A. 
LOS ANGELES - The Country Music 
Association last week held a quarterly 
meeting at the Century Plaza Hotel 
in Los Angeles, to discuss matters 
pertaining to the Country Music Foun- 
dation, the 5th Annual Pro -Celebrity 
Golf Tournament and the annual dee - 
jay convention, in addition to other 
Association business. 

The Country Music Foundation re- 
vealed that of the many thousands of 
dollars pledged to the Foundation 
for the support of the Country Music 
Hall of Fame, only a small percent- 
age has not been paid to date, in com- 
parison to normal capital fund drives. 

Roy Horton, heading a committee 
on Hall of Fame Pioneers, reported 
that a great amount of study had gone 
into the proposal for selection of pio- 
neers. As a result of the study the 
committee was perpetuated to carry 
on an active exploration of ways to 
further recognize the pioneers in the 
industry by assisting the Country 
Music Foundation in creating a suit- 
able exhibit dedicated to the early 
innovators in the great variety of 
fields which go to make up the coun- 
try music industry. 

The board of directors of the Asso- 
ciation approved plans for the 5th 
Annual Pro -Celebrity Golf Invitational 
Tournament. Set for October 11 - 12 

in Nashville. The tournament is joint- 
ly sponsored by the Country Music 
Association, The Nashville Tennessean 
and the Nashville Area Junior Cham- 
ber of Commerce. 

Deejay Convention 
The officers and board members 

also considered detailed plans for this 
year's annual deejay convention which 
occurs during the birthday celebration 
of the Grand Ole Opry. The 44th 
Birthday is set for October 16 - 18 this 

year. The Artist -DJ meeting plans re- 
ported by Mike Hoyer and George 
Hamilton IV included the proposal for 
more isolation if possible in the taping 
of the interviews with the artists. 
Tentative plans call for as much sep- 
aration as possible from any shows so 
that a maximum number of the art- 
ists of the participating record com- 
panies may attend the session. 

The meeting considered new mem- 
bership categories as reported by com- 
mittee head Wade Pepper. He an- 
nounced a new category for record 
merchandisers which will, along with 
the recently approved International 
category, broaden the base of those 
with a direct interest in the industry 
connected to country music and also 
widen country music exposure through 
better utilization of the record outlets. 

Other business to come before the 
meeting included exploration of the 
possibility of construction of a perma- 
nent research library on the present 
premises. This would provide a suit- 
able area for study and safekeeping 
of the manuscripts, tapes, recordings, 
and materials available for serious 
students of Country Music.

A High Court bid to freeze pay- 
ment of the Beatles' EMI royalties 
failed April 1st. The action was 
brought by Nemperor Holdings Ltd. 
and the Triumph Investment Trust 
Ltd., and it was stated in their be- 
half that Nemperor was entitled un- 
der various agreements to receive 
the royalties as agents for the 
Beatles. However, Apple, the com- 
pany formed by the Beatles, had writ- 
ten early in March to EMI Records 
asking the company to pay all royal- 
ties direct to them which, Nemperor 
submitted, was a complete reversal 
of what had been happening for 
years. The situation had suddenly 
changed when Allen Klein, the 
Beatles' business manager at Apple, 
had visited Triumph Investment's 
managing director. Jeremiah Har- 
man, the Nemperor-Triumph QC in 
the case, said Klein had tried to buy 
Triumph's shares in Nemperor, and 
when that failed, he demanded the 
royalties should be paid direct to 
Apple. For the defendants, EMI 
Records, S.W. Templeman QC point- 
ed out that Nemperor had ceased to 
manage the Beatles on October 1st, 
1967, and there was not the slightest 
evidence that a single penny was still 
outstanding. EMI did not mind 
to whom the money was paid, and 
it was unthinkable that the company 
would pay £1 million to anyone while 
the dispute existed. The idea that 
Klein might pressurise EMI to hand 
over royalties to Apple or to himself 
as agent for Apple and the Beatles 
was "laughable." In any event, 
£750,000 belonged to the Beatles. 

Mr. Justice Buckley, in dismiss- 
ing the action, said there was no justi- 
fication for supposing that EMI 
"would be likely to be influenced by 
any sinister influence and would de- 
part from the course of action they 
have adopted." The company had 
made it quite plain it would not pay 
any royalties to anyone until the dis- 
pute was settled. 

John Lennon and his bride Yoko 
Ono astounded a Vienna press con- 
ference April 1st by addressing the 
reporters from the depths of a large 
pillow case, but the Austrian TV film 
"Rape," made by Kuno Knobl and 
Hans Preiner from a Lennon -Ono 
idea, was well -received. Lennon and 
his wife arrived later at Heathrow 
Airport carrying dozens of envelopes, 
each of which contained two acorns. 

These were for the world's leaders, 
and Lennon said that "planting them 
would be the most positive thing that 
has been done for peace in the last 
200 years." Lennon wants the Beatles 
to go on the road for concerts again 
to restore his depleted bank balance, 
but Ringo Starr has stated that the 
group will never appear in public 
again. 

RCA is opening a European office 
for its Red Seal classical recording 
operations. The office will be located 
at RCA's London head office in Cur- 
zon Street and will supervise Red 
Seal operations throughout Europe. 
RCA record division managing di- 
rector Bernard Bess said the office 
would provide a home base for the 
increasing European activity of Red 
Seal and would forge links with Euro- 
pean capitals which are music cen- 
ters in their own right. The office, 
which will be the responsibility of 
the Red Seal operation in New York, 
would liaise with Red Seal artists 
in Europe and would be administra- 
ted by Rosemarie Schnutz, formerly 
deputy general manager of the New 
Philharmonia Orchestra. Wendy Han- 
son, RCA's UK Red Seal public re- 
lations officer, will work directly with 
the new office. 

Roy Orbison arrived April 1st for 
a two -month European stint which 
opened with an Irish tour starting 
April 6th. Orbison has engagements 
in Scotland and Wales as well as 
London, Bolton, Stockton and Batley, 
and will begin a German tour at the 
end of May. Traveling with him was 
his 18 -year -old bride, German-born 
Barbara Ann Wellkover Jakobs, 
whom Orbison had married the pre- 
vious week at Hendersonville, Ten- 
nessee, and whom he had met in 
England. 

The French co -winner of the Euro- 
vision Song Contest, "Un Jour, Un 
Enfant," has been released here by 
Philips under the English title 
"Through The 'Eyes Of A Child" 
sung by Frida Boccara. The English 
lyrics were penned by Joan Maitland. 
Frida Boccara is expected to take 
part in an intensive promotion drive 
later in Britain. Other Eurovision 
song releases here include the 
Monaco entry "Maman" sung by 12 - 
year -old Jean Jacques (Pye) and the 
Swiss entry "Bonjour Bonjour" 
(Decca).

EMI/Toshiba Form Label In Japan 
LONDON - Electric & Musical In- 
dustries Ltd. with its American sub- 
sidiary, Capitol Industries, Inc., has 
formed a 50/50 company with Tokyo 
Shibaura Electric Company (Toshiba) 
of Japan.

at the Royal York Hotel. 
The announcement, which was con- 

tained in BMI's bi -monthly publication 
The Music Scene, has created much 
excitement throughout the industry. 
This is a giant "first" and one that 
many had predicted would never 
come to pass, and came about through 
the untiring efforts of BMI's general 
manager Harold Moon, who received 
much moral support from his able 
colleague Whitey Hains. 

It was pointed out in the Music 
Scene report that the awarding of 
honours to Canadian composers in 
foreign countries had always been of 
much concern to many in the Cana- 
dian music industry, and has been con- 
sidered "top priority" at BMI (Can- 
ada) for several years. 

Moon's "Newsletter" in the same 
issue as the announcement sums it up 
nicely when he states 

"Happily more and more people are 
espousing the cause of Canadian mu- 
sic - not because it is Canadian, but 
because it deserves playing, and this 
growth of numbers is most encourag- 
ing and helpful to those of us who have 
pioneered this concept for the past 
two or three decades."

Sweden Says It's 
Out Of Eurovision 
STOCKHOLM - It was officially an- 
nounced here that SBC-TV has decided 
not to join the Eurovision Song Con- 
tests in the future, and that SBC-TV 
will inform the Eurovision headquar- 
ter in Brussels and the European 
Broadcasting Union about this deci- 
sion. This year's Eurovision Song Con- 
test in Madrid was the last one in 
which Sweden participated. 

What's behind this decision is not 
known exactly, but officially it is said 
that such a giant program has very 
little to offer TV audiences, who have 
to sit there for more than an hour to 
watch one artist after an other, stand- 
ing just in front of a microphone per- 
forming a song, with very little differ- 
ence between how the artists appear. 
It is the type of a program that would 
do much better as a radio program 
than a TV show. 

However, Swedish TV viewers still 
have a chance to see next year's Eu- 
rovision Song Contest-with Sweden 
participating in it. 

At the moment, Sweden has only one 
TV channel, known as P1 (program 
one) , but a second channel, known as 
P2 is about to start operating, and will 
be operating in full scale in time for 
next year's Eurovision Song Contest. 
The P2 executives also announced 
very quickly, that the present deci- 
sion by SBC-TV has to be considered 
as a decision by Pl and that P2 has 
not yet made any decision for or 
against. 

One reason for the decision by SBC- 
TV is, in addition to the above expla- 
nations, that the Eurovision executives 
decided to create not less than four 
first prize winners this year, instead 
of arranging a second voting among. 
the four songs ending at the same 
points, in order to get one winner. 

Sweden is the second Scandinavian 
country backing out of this type of 
Song Festival. Denmark, who arrang- 
ed the Song For Europe contest the 
other year, stepped out of it the next 
year. This year, Austria did not par- 
ticipate in Madrid. 

UA To Rep Pubs 
Of Hy Mizrahi 
HOLLYWOOD - Hy Mizrahi, presi- 
dent of Remember and Rama Rama 
Records, has a set worldwide deal 
with United Artists Music for over- 
seas publishing of Big Bucks Music, 
BMI publishing wing, and Miz Music, 
ASCAP publishing arm of Mizrahi 
Productions. 

Deal was made with Murray 
Deutch, vice president of United Art- 
ists Music.

"Tippy Hippy Rabbit" is the win- 

ning song of the 10th edition of the 
"Golden Sequin." Italian title of the 
song is "Tippy Coniglio Hippy" and 
"Lo Zecchino D'oro ("Golden Se- 
quin" in Italian) is doubtlessly Italy's 
most important children's singing 
contest. The idea to start such a 
Festival occurred to the organizers of 
a children's toy exhibition held in 
Milan in 1959 with the purpose to ren- 
der same more attractive. We should 
say that the acclaims received from 
its very beginning proved that their 
idea definitively had been a good one. 

Two years later "Zecchino D'oro" 
moved to Bologna and put into the 
hands of a group of Grey Friars. The 
right job for the right people, because 
these friars knew exactly how to get 
along with the kids and how to or- 
ganize such an event. It may also 
be worth mentioning that just in these 
days the friars were joined by RI.FI 
who now are solely responsible for the 
distribution of all the records made. 
In only two years "Zecchino D'oro" 
became one of the country's most 
popular music events. The friars 
cells were flooded with hundreds 
of tunes, while many hundreds of 
kids (3 to 7 years old), coming from 
all over Italy, were to be selected in 
order to pick out the best ones. Mean- 
while RI.FI's cooperation also became 
closer as in addition to selling records, 
RI.FI will now handle all the musical 
arrangements as well as the studio 
recordings. 

Two big successes were born: "Il 
Pulcino Ballerino" (The Dancing 
Chicken) and "Caro Gesu' Bambino" 
(Dear Holy Child). Two tunes which 
even crossed the ocean reaching 
America. The Festival also served to 
discover the potential of the children's 
record market. In some editions of 
the "Golden Sequin," the LP issued 
by RI.FI containing the participating 
songs, sold over 100,000. This is an 
extremely remarkable goal if com- 
pared with the total potential of the 
Italian record market. 

A cocktail party was offered by 
Dischi Ricordi to fete their singer 
and composer Lucio B,iuisti. Lucio 
presented to the press his first LP 
which includes all his top hits written 
and now sung by him. 

Phonogram has announced that the 
Yugoslav sonsti'ess Tereza Ungar, 
whom they recently have signed 

under an exclusive agreement, will 
be first introduced via the next Euro- 
pean contest "A Record For Europe, 
A Young Man For Europe" which will 
take place in Lugano. Phonogram is 
also recording the new Italian single 
of the Aphrodite Child which will be 
presented by the group in the same 
Festival. 

After one year the successful trio 
I Marcellos Ferial is back on the 
record scene with a new single: 
"Michael" and "Antonietta." The 
new single is released for Durium, 
the firm who first introduced the 
group on the record scene 6 years ago. 
A member of the trio has been sub- 
stituted: his name is Jean Pierre 
Monod who has joined Marcello 
Minerbi and Tullio Romano on their 
way back to the music stage. Durium 
has announced a strong promotion on 
the new release. 

"La Faccia Sporca" is the title of 
the song which will be presented by 
Gene Pitney in the next top mani- 
festation of Lugano. Announcement 
has been given by CGD, the firm 
which distributes Gene's records in 
Italy. Other top CGD artists will also 
take part to the top show of Lugano: 
Marisol, top Spanish film actress will 
present "Tu Primo Amore"; David 
McWilliams has just recorded "Un 
Sasso Nel Cuore": while Italian artist 
Marisa Sannia, just recently pacted 
by CGD (previously she was 
with Fonit Cetra), has grooved "La 
Compagnia." The title presented by 
Francoise Hardy on the stage of 
Teatro Kursaal in Lugano will be 
"Il Pretesto." The debuting artists 
presented on the Lugano stage by 
CGD are Tina with the song "In 
Cima Alla Montagna," Luisa Ghini 
interpreting "Due Lacrime," Paola 
Musiani performing "Tu Dormirai" 
and Wallies whose title has not yet 
been announced. 

The top American group Tommy

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There was a preview given to the 
trade recently of the Johnny Farnham 
Special which is to be shown on na- 
tional television later this month. The 
show was produced by Jardin Produc- 
tions for ATV -Channel 0 and features 
EMI local recording star Johnny Farn- 
ham. Johnny is now known nationally 
and internationally as the young Aus- 
tralian artist whose first single, "Sadie, 
The Cleaning Lady," sold more copies 
than any other disc in the history of 
the industry in this country. It is un- 
derstood that sales to date are in the 
vicinity of 150,000. This is outstanding 
when one stops to consider that 50,000 
constitutes a Gold Record in Australia. 
The sixty -minute television special 
shows young Farnham in good light 
and should be a strong television 
attraction. Producer was Bob Foster. 

At the same function as the Farnham 
special, Festival Records (the Mel- 
bourne office of which administrates 
the affairs of Jardin Productions) gave 
the trade a sneak hearing of the new 
single for Ross D. Wyllie, a revival of 
the Ray Stevens classic, "Funny Man." 
Ross is the compere of the national 
television pop show "Uptight." 

CBS are off on an enormous promo- 
tion campaign on behalf of their al- 
bum "Blood, Sweat & Tears" which 
is rating in the very top regions of the 
Cash Box album chart. The single 
from the set "You Made Me So Very 
Happy" is on the receiving end of a 
fairly substantial amount of air -play, 
and it could be just the thing to get 
the group to consumer popularity in 
these parts. The album has got a big 
chance of taking -off here now the 
single is attracting so much attention. 

Roger Savage, one of the top re- 
cording engineers in Australia and 
chief engineer with the famous Aus- 
tralian studios of Bill Armstrong Pty. 
Ltd., is still in the United States on 
the first section of his world tour. He 
heard from Roger a few days back 
from Los Angeles where he is having 
a great time visiting some of the top 
American studios. Roger reports that 
the Bill Armstrong Studios are in good 
shape equipment -wise with their Scully 
8 -track and a whole bank of 4 -track 
machines and all allied gear. After 
Los Angeles, Roger Savage is set to visit the following centres in order. 

Vancouver, Toronto, Detroit, Cinci- 
natti, Nashville, Memphis and New 
York . .. then onto London. 

EMI of Australia have rush -released 
the single from the newly -formed 
American Amos label featuring Bing 
Crosby with "Hey Jude" c/w "Lonely 
Street." Tracks are both from the 
album "Hey Jude/Hey Bing" which 
is also set for release through EMI. 
There is extensive consumer and trade 
interest in the "Hey Jude" cut which 
has been receiving great radio sup- 
port this setting -up a ready market 
for the deck. We understand that sta- 
tion BAW in Melbourne, almost on the 
strength of the single, are sending one 
of their top air personalities, Norman 
Banks, to the United States to tape 
some material with Bing Crosby. Bing 
and Norman are old buddies from way 
back. 

Another Australian who seems to 
have found his niche overseas is 
Ritchie Yorke who is presently in 
Toronto writing pop columns for the na- 
tional Canadian newspaper The Globe 
& Mail. In addition to this, Ritchie has 
done the liner notes for several Atlan- 
tic albums, "Soul 69" by Aretha Frank- 
lin, "The Best Of King Curtis," and 
"The Electric B.B. King." Ritchie also 
did the program notes for Aretha 
Franklin's recent appearance at the 
Philharmonic Hall in New York. He 
is also contributing material for Rol- 
ling Stone and several American dail- 
ies. On top of all this he has a weekly 
show on CHUW-FM in Canada.

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The establishment of the new joint 
venture by EMI/Capitol and Toshiba 
Electric Co., Toshiba Records K.K., 
has been just approved by the Govern- 
ment, and the company will start its 
business in July. The new firm will 
be capitalized at 150 million yen of 
which 25% will be shared by EMI, 
25% by Capitol and 50% by Toshiba, 
and it will take over not only the 
sales organizations but also artist & 
recording, promotion & advertise- 
ment, administrative and accoun- 
ting departments of the present 
Toshiba Music Industries for both 
phonograph records and pre-recorded 
tapes, and in the due course, will take 
over the name of Toshiba Music 
Industries. The present Toshiba 
Music Industries will only remain as 
a pressing factory by changing the 
name into Toshiba Records Produc- 
tion Co. Mr. Suga, President of Toshi- 
ba Music Industries, will hold the 
additional post of the president of 
the new company, and the board of 
directors will consist of six managers 
respectively from EMI/Capitol and 
Toshiba. Turnover of existing Toshi- 
ba Music Industries for one year end- 
ing September 1968 amounted to 
6,364 million yen, and profit less tax 
was 60 million yen. Referring to the 
international repertoire, classic re- 
cordings shared 13.7% of the total 
turnover with 871 million yen and 
popular recordings 28.5% with 1,812 
million yen. 

According to the announcement of 
Japan Record Association, the total 
turnover of records in January was 
9,483,879 units and 4,217 million yen 
in value. The figures show 23% de- 
crease in quantity and an 11% de- 
crease in value comparing to those 
of the previous month. In compari- 
son with the same period of the pre- 
vious year, the quantity is almost 
the same and the turnover in value 

increased by 36%. It is attributed to 
a remarkably increasing share of 
production of 30cm LPs. 

Victor -Philips will develop a strong 
tie-in promotion with film distributors 
for lately released six single records 
of soundtrack music, "Soundtrack Big 
6," between mid -April and the end 
of June. The six singles are: the ori- 
ginal soundtrack from French film 
"Vivre La Nuit" distributed by 
Herald Film here, "When Joanna 
Loved Me" recorded by Scott Walker 
from the 20th Century Fox film 
"Joanna," the original soundtracks 
from French film "Le Rivolver" 
distributed by Herald Film, from the 
Universal film "Tante Zita," from 
the Columbia film, Terence Young's 
"Mayerling" and "Laggaza di Bube," 
big hit of several years ago from the 
Italian film which is to be revived 
this spring. 

RRK (Rippon Roso Kyokai) will 
bring the London Philharmony Or- 
chestra in late September corres- 
ponding to the British Fair to be held 
in Tokyo. The orchestra will give ten 
concerts by touring around eight 
cities and also appear on TV and 
radio of RRK. Edmond Ross Or- 
chestra with its 18 members arrived 
at Tokyo on March 30th and started 
a nation-wide month tour with a con- 
cert in Tokyo on April 1st. 

Victor -Philips' release of "World 
Star Festival," the United Nations 
record including the performances 
of top popular artists on various 
labels, is promising a big success in 
Japan, too. The album was put on 
the market here on March 25th, and 
dealers' orders received by Victor - 
Philips in prior to the release date 
went up to 250% of the sales of the 
previous United Nations record. As 
in all other countries, all the profits 
from its sales will be donated to the 
United Nations for the relief of 
refuTees.

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EDITORIAL: Raising the Ante at Resort Locations 
The big buying season is once again upon the coin 

machine trade as music and games operators set 
about outfitting their resort locations with new and 
reconditioned equipment. Brisk trading is the order 
of the day at many machine dealers; likewise record 
sales are picking up at one stops as the trade fills 
its new music machines with current best selling 
singles and selected oldies. 

While the trade goes about the spring location 
shape -up, we'd like to ask them to remember one 
thing - increasing the play pricing on music and 
games. 

While many seasonal locations do turn out a good 
buck during the vacation period, it's perfectly in 
order this year to raise the play price on what- 
ever machine can convert to it or is already pro- 
grammed for it by the factory. Two -for -a -quarter 
music and amusement play is a healthy and a 
necessary trend in the industry so why not make 
it blanket policy to up the ante at the resort spots. 

These locations, after all, normally cater to a free - 
spending crowd in a captive situation. They'd be 
more agreeable than just about any other type of 
customer to the price rise. 

One day, in the not too remote future, the standard 
coin in this business will definitely be the quarter. 
The remarkable thing about this pricing business 
is that it's taken so long to arrive at the present 
trend when you consider how inflation has socked 
it to the public in virtually every other retail area. 

The trade should bè grateful that the coin -operated 
pool table was founded with a quarter chute. The 
pool table lesson was considered in the development 
and release of other selected amusement games like 
the Periscope - games novel enough to command 
the higher price. 

The higher price must be considered from here on 
out by every factory and by every operator who buys 
products made by that factory. Summer locations can 
provide an excellent starting point for operators yet 
to climb on the bandwagon. Take advantage of it.

Three Year, $14,000 Op Credit Secured 
Thru Bank by SEGA for Japanese Trade 
TOKYO-Sega president David Rosen 
has officially announced that his 
firm recently concluded an agree- 
ment with the Sumitomo Bank (Ja- 
pan's largest) to finance nation-wide 
sales of the company's products and 
equipment from Rock -Ola, Midway, 
Bally, Williams, Chicago Coin, 
and other overseas manufacturers. 

The first leisure/amusement in- 
dustry agreement of its type here, 
the new plan enables customers to 
order up to $14,000. worth of equip- 
ment from Sega headquarters, or one 
of its 38 branches, with no down pay- 
ment and up to 36 months to pay. 

For convenience, customers will 
deal directly with any one of the 
Sumitomo Bank's 178 neighborhood 
branches. 

Rosen, who first proposed the spe- 
cific formula that led to an eventual 
agreement with the huge Sumitomo 
organization, expressed "great sat- 
isfaction" with the new agreement 
and hailed it as "a further recogni- 
tion of the status of the coin machine 

industry in Japan... 
The agreement was comparable to 

another contract negotiated years ago 
when Sega became the first firm in 
Japan to lease fleet vehicles.

'About Music' column last week and 
gave some very definite opinions 
about music - operator -style. 

Stan's Record Service, according to 
Lewis, "has the world's largest 
collection of Gold Standards and en- 
joys a considerable list of music 
operator customers." 

Lewis said, "I think a lot of today's 
operators are ignoring a very, very 
profitable means in failing to exploit 
the fantastic potential of those great 
old hits of yesteryear. This doesn't 
hold true for all operators, but 
enough are failing to program the 
golden oldies to warrant discussing 
it and attempt to stimulate their 
interest. 

"I think every music box in the 
country should devote an entire 
column to the standards. Everyone 
is talking about jukebox music that 
could take up some of the slack on 
the machines left by Top 100 chart 
programming. That's an excellent 
idea and there's some excellent 
records existing and coming into 
existence, but as far as the old 
standards go, the handwriting is on 
the wall. There's a ready made 
market . . . practically every person 
that goes into a jukebox location 
today can identify with and remember 
the old standards. Chances are they 
would play the oldies if they were on 
the boxes. Besides this, the majority 
of people who play jukeboxes are not 
youngsters, they are middleaged 
and can remember the old tunes. 

"Then we have the current trend 
in the music business whereby many 
of the oldies that were past hits are 
being revived by recording groups, 
many of these up -dated versions 
have made the trade charts during 
the past few months." 

Lewis doesn't have a bad idea here. 
We've heard many of the trade's 
leading operators ask, "where can I 

get copies of 'Tuxedo Junction', 'Sun- 
rise Serenade' or 'So Rare'?", so 
apparently there's some interest 
in the old standards on the part of
