The music business has had the 
rare opportunity over the past several 
weeks to hear the voices of two dedi- 
cated men among the ranks of distin- 
guished politicians speak at two in- 
dustry gatherings. Senator Javits of 
New York, addressed an RIAA award 
dinner (of which he was the first reci- 
pient) and Julian Bond, who was pro- 
pelled to national prominence from his 
base as a representative in the Geor- 
gia legislature, spoke to guests at the 
Stax/Volt sales convention in Memphis. 
Sen. Javits' address was geared di- 
rectly for music business consump- 
tion, while Rep. Bond spoke to his 
audience not in their capacity as mu- 
sic men, but as concerned Americans. 

Both, however, presented a strong 
case for greater involvement in the up- 
lifting of the economic standard of 
those victimized by the repression with- 
in ghetto life. Rep. Bond pointed to 
the fact that the gains the Negro has 
made in the area of integration into 
public facilities (e.g. buses, restau- 
rants) has not been matched by all- 
important progress on the economic 
level. And he came armed with dev- 
astating statistics to support his thesis. 

Sen. Javits relied less on the statis- 
tical approach, but on the moral ques- 
tion of what role the record industry 
can play to improve the economic lot 
of the disadvantaged. 

Praising the industry for its part in 
"erasing the color line" in America's 
entertainment world, Sen. Javits visu- 
alized its participation in recruiting 
talent from the ghettos and helping 
form new record companies owned 
and operated inside the ghettos. This 
dual purpose, of course, gives youth 
in the ghettos a chance to achieve 
economic strength on a creative level 
and also provides employment in all 
types of skills required of any busi- 
ness enterprise within the ghetto 
structure. Putting new economic vigor 
into the ghetto is one thing, we may 
add, but it's also important that the 
music business find employment and 
opportunity for the disadvantaged out- 
side of the ghetto, too. 

What Sen. Javits has proposed in 
direct relationship to the music busi- 
ness and Rep. Bond in more general 
terms has not totally been denied 
to some extent, both through cooper- 
ative industry ventures and the actions 
of individual companies and people. 
But, "to some extent" is surely not 
enough in a struggle to improve the 
lives of millions upon millions. And 
"to some extent" is not enough for an 
industry that owes much of its present 
prosperity (and excitement) to creativ- 
ity that has its origins in the ghetto. 

Yes, the role of the music business 
in this area is one of personal concern, 
not to mention a patriotic one.

NEW YORK - ABKCO Industries, 
Inc. has been appointed by Apple 
Corps Ltd. as the exclusive business 
manager on behalf of Apple, the Bea- 
tles, and the Beatle group of com- 
panies. (Apple Corps Ltd. is the ma- 
jority partner in Beatles & Co., a 
partnership consisting of itself and 
the individual Beatles, John Lennon, 
Paul McCartney, George Harrison and 
Ringo Starr. Among the companies is 
Apple Records, Inc., Apple Music, Inc., 
Apple Films, Maclen Music Ltd., and 
the music publishing companies of 
Ringo Starr and George Harrison. 

The appointment, which is for a pe- 
riod of three years, is cancellable by 
either party at the end of each year, 
and, at Apple's option, at any time, 
should Allen Klein, president of 
ABKCO, cease his involvement with 
ABKCO. 

Klein emphasized that under its ap- 
pointment, ABKCO would not share 
in any way in any Beatle record roy- 
alties arising from all existing Beatle 
recording agreements, except to the 
extent of increases in Beatle record 
royalty rates during the currency of 
the appointment. Klein underscored 
the fact that there was no assurance 
that any existing Beatle recording 
agreements would be renegotiated, or 
that if renegotiated, ABKCO would 
realize any material earnings there- 
from. 

Under the terms of the appointment, 
ABKCO would receive certain percent- 
ages of the income of Apple and the 
Beatle group of companies from other 
sources. Klein again emphasized the 
fact that there was no assurance that 
ABKCO would derive any material 
earnings from this arrangement. 

More formal agreements are to be 
prepared in connection with this ap- 
pointment.

Kicking Out the Jams 
It's mind-blowing, earsplitting, stom- 

ach -churning. The souped -up music of 
the MC5 (MC for Motor City) starts off 

in high and never throttles down. Until 
recently, pop music from Detroit was all 
Motown, the slick manufactured charm 
symbolized by the Supremes. But up 
from the underground has come a real 
Detroit sound, pulsating with the belch 
of its smokestacks and the beat of its 
machinery. Some of the new groups are 
the Amboy Dukes, the Psychedelic 
Stooges, SRC and UP. Last week, the 
leader of the pack, the MC5, was playing 
an infrequent out-of-town date, at New 
York's Unganó s. 

It's a driving music that has in it the 
dirt and factory pulse and scream of rub- 
ber turning corners at full speed. The 
unmuffled engines of the MC5 spare 
neither audience nor musicians, who ex- 

ercise an uncanny control over their 
electrifying, abandoned ferocity. They 
steam with sweat, they leap and stretch 
and spin as they play and sing. They 
even carry along a sort of flight engineer 
who adjusts their electronic amplifiers, 
hands out towels, passes around a water 

bucket and replaces frenetic drummer 
Dennis Thompson's sticks as he breaks 
them-ten, fifteen, twenty a set. 

The battering ram of a revolution is 
how the MC5 think of themselves. "Call 
Me Animal," chants lead singer Rob 
Tyner, a plumpish blob of wild -haired 
libido. And the band makes happy pig 
noises as Tyner throws a handy "groupie" 
to the floor and exuberantly pretends 
to rape her. They play and chant with 
relish "Motor City Is Burning" and re- 
gard society as "The Human Be- 
ing Lawnmower (Chop -chop -chop -chop - 
chop)" as they chant the litany or point 
the necks of their guitars at the audi- 
ence like bayonets or machine guns. 

Profane: To these kids -25 -year -old 
bass guitarist Michael Davis is the oldest 
-the Revolution is happening. "There's 
two cultures today," says lead guitarist 
Wayne Kramer, who wears a Continental 
Army uniform and paints his guitar with 
stars and stripes. "There's the adult 
honky culture-Frank Sinatra, Democrats 
and Republicans. And there's the Al- 
ternative Culture-the Cream, Jimi Hen- 
drix, the underground." "It's a revolution 
against cultural repression," adds guitar- 
ist Fred Smith. "What's obscenity?" asks 
Davis. "Four-letter words? Making love? 
What's obscene are city streets, dead 
fish, pollution of air and water. And war. 
Honky culture is death culture." The 
groups' use of profane language on one 
version of their Elektra LP, "Kick Out 
the Jams," which has sold more than 
100,000 copies, and in an advertisement 
in an Ann Arbor, Mich., newspaper were

apparently the reasons why Elektra re- 
cently fired them, citing "unprofession- 
al conduct." However, it looks as if 
they will soon sign with Atlantic Records. 

All except Davis come from Lincoln 
Park, "the other side of the tracks" from 
rich Grosse Pointe. That's where they 
met, schooled together, learned to make 
music together. "After high school, in 
Lincoln Park," says Smith, "you can go to 
college, which you can't afford, or the 
Army or the factory. You end up working 
all year in a loveless job to have two 
weeks' vacation a year." Smith's father 
works in a factory; Kramer's is a truck - 
driver; Davis's has worked for Ford for 
30 years. He himself once worked in a 
steel mill, and Dennis Thompson used to 
work in a tool -and -die shop. 

Impulses: Despite the show of vio- 
lence, the MC5 is a likable group, not 
only talented and personable, but con- 
cerned and peace -loving, driven genu- 
inely by inchoate but profoundly felt 
impulses. "We want the rebirth of the 
natural, righteous self," says Thompson. 
"It's a young planet," says Tyner. "We're 
just getting out of the caves. What we 
try to say in our music is: Come out, 
have the whole planet, not just the room 
with the TV set." To the MC5, their 
music "tries to create an atmosphere for 
change." "\\'e found out that when you 
played super -loud and super -fast, it 
made you feel pure and happy," says 
Tyner. "It makes you feel better today," 
says Davis. "It makes you feel even bet- 
ter tomorrow," says Smith.

Tuning In On .. . 

WLOF-Orlando, 

Wide Pop Format w/Community Service 
WLOF-Orlando, Fla., a 5,000 watt 

outlet which broadcasts 24 -hours -a - 
day, beams its Top 40 format to a 
market, that according to the Standard 
Rate and Data Service, is number 74 
in terms of population. In Florida's 
Metro area, which consists of Orange 
and Seminole Counties, there are 
425,000 people. In addition, Walt Disney 
World, a complex similar to Disney- 
land in Hollywood, is scheduled to 
open in October 1971. An estimated 
$600 million will be invested in the 
operation in 15 years. Walt Disney 
World, now under construction, is loc- 
ated on 27,000 acres of land, with the 
complex to include the City of Tomor- 
row. 

No Tight Playlist 

WLOF has no tight playlist; music 
director Bill Vermillion reports that 
the outlet programs its music from a 
printed playlist of 40 tunes, and airs 
an additional 20. Two or three LP cuts 
may receive airplay, sometimes none. 
Vermillion, who selects all music broad- 
cast on WLOF, says that the station 
has been trying to get distributors to 
mark album cuts which they feel are 
among the best on the disk. According 
to Vermillion, Florida distributors are 
already marking top tracks on their 
LP's. The music director points out 
that with 75 albums coming in to WLOF 
a week, there is simply not time to 
listen to entire sets. 

WLOF has often spotted hit acts 

before they became nationally popular, 
states Vermillion. In the summer of 
1967, Jimi Hendrix was the hottest act 
in the Metro area, and WLOF spun 
three Cream tunes which were Metro 
area hits before "Sunshine Of Your 
Love" brought nationwide success to 
the group. The outlet is one of the very 
few AM stations to have ever given 
airplay to the Mothers of Invention - 
in 1967, WLOF played that group's 
single, 'How Can I Be Such A fool," 
which was subtitled "Motown Waltz." 
The lid was a spoof of the Motown 
sound. 

News & Community Service 

WLOF programs 5 -minute hourly 
news segments with new emphasis on 
local affairs. Terry Lee, a former 
KONO-San Antonio, Texas, deejay, is 
now news director at WLOF, which 
gives the news on -the -spot coverage. A 
local community bulletin board, which 
sometimes replaces news broadcasts, 
is aired on the outlet. This community 
service feature announces events of 
local interest such as church functions 
and various community meetings.

Though we 
had been involved in the business 
before, and had felt we were suffi- 
ciently knowledgeable in the area of 
pop music, we started going around 
to all the clubs to find out what really 
was going down. 

Now, one year later, we are still 
going round to all the clubs to find 
out what's going down, because there 
is a continual change. In our rounds 
we have encountered many people 
in the business, but we stopped to 
think about the subject over lunch 

today and realized that there are a 
great many people that we've never 
encountered, or have met only infre- 
quently. 

Which leads us to ask the question, 
"Where the hell is everybody?" Is 
it possible that most music business 
execs are signing 5 and 6 figure deals 
without first-hand knowledge of the 
current state of the business? Not 
knowledge of last week's scene, but 
knowledge of today's scene. 

Can the A&R man who has just 
signed a group "almost as good as 
Jefferson Airplane," perhaps be miss- 
ing the knowledge that there are 10 
groups "almost as good as Jefferson 
Airplane," and better than the group 
he's just signed? And none of them 
have made it? 

If the A&R men spend their time 
listening only to hit records or watch- 

ing television, then we've found the 
answer to the flood of albums glut- 
ting the market. To spread the blame 
a little, publicists, agents, managers 
and even pop writers fall in the same 
category. 

Anyway, it has been an interesting 
year!

NEW YORK - Two new automobile 
stereo cassette systems, a recorder/ 
player, a playback -only unit, have just 
been marketed, by Ampex Corpora- 
tion. 

E. Peter Larmer, vice president and 
general manager of the consumer 
equipment division described the units 
as the new Micro 42 which provides 
monaural recording and stereo play- 
back (priced at $119.95) and the Micro 
40, a stereo, playback only unit ($99.95) 
complete with mounting bracket, hard- 
ware and demonstration tape. They 
are the first recorder/players offered 
by Ampex for automobile use. 

The Micro 42 comes complete with 
a remote control microphone and a 
slide -out accessory tray. Mounted on 
the underside of the unit, the tray holds 
the microphone and extra cassettes.

Norelco Depicts Purchaser Composite. 

Married, Male, Urbanite And Over 25 
NEW YORK - Results have just been 
released by the Norelco home enter- 
tainment products division of North 
American Philips Corp. from a com- 
prehensive marketing study of tape 
recorder buyers and users, and their 
preferences. According to this survey, 
the average tape consumer purchasing 
or dealing with recorders priced $50 
and up, is male, married; over 25, 
earns more than $10,000 annually and 
lives in a major urban center. 

Delineating the findings, Wybo Sem- 
melink, vp in charge of the division, 
noted that cassette and cartridge (in- 
cluding 4 and 8 -track) equipment ac- 
counted for 42 percent of all tape re- 
corder sales in 1968 as compared to 
17% in '67. Additionally, cassettes com- 
prised 2/3, and portable units 86%, of 
all '68 cartridge -type sales. 

He reports that department and 
radio/TV stores share top spot as lead- 
ing retail outlets for tape recorders - 
each with 20 per cent. They are fol- 
lowed by discount stores at 12 percent 
and appliance stores at 9 percent. Au- 
dio specialty, camera, music and jew- 
elry stores trail. This order has re- 
mained fairly constant over the last 
three years although department 
stores lost five points last year, while 
radio/TV gained three, and discount- 
ers lost three. 

Semmelink says, two-thirds of all 
brand decisions are made before shop- 
ping. He attributes this, in part, to 
strong advertising and promotional 
campaigns intended to inform and 
pre -sell the consumer. He cites Nor- 
elco's heavy advertising investment 
"designed to strengthen the brand 
name and generate traffic and sales 
for dealers."

Beneath all this - and the excite- 
ment that surrounds him does require 
probing - is a voice of iron, yet supple 
in response to rhythm and sentiment. 
Perhaps most of all, Tom Jones uses 
his vocal equipment to best advan- 
tage, seemingly for his own fulfillment 
and the hungry, eager needs of his 
fans. He is a master on knowing how 
not to let his fans down. The image 
that Jones has created on TV is no 
trick of the video art. It's all there 
plus a lot more in real -life.

Producer's Profile 

KENNY GAMBLE & 
LEON HUFF 

We've been trying to get hold of Kenny 
Gamble and Leon Huff since we first 
started this feature, but their constant 
travels have made them hard to find. 
When we finally got together last week, 
our first question was "Why don't you 
have a publicist?" "Well," answered Ken- 
ny Gamble, "we're waiting till we get 
everything together before we start tell- 
ing people about." 

If there are two producers who have 
got "everything together," it has to be 
Kenny Gamble and Leon Huff. They won 
the 1968 NATRA "Producers Of The 
Year" award, copped four gold disks and 
wound up with 22 chart singles for the 
year. They should have little trouble 
winning even more awards at the 1968 
BMI dinner being held this week. 

"A lot of our success is due to the 
musicians we use," said Huff. "It's a 
pride thing," added Gamble (they always 
work as a team), "everybody tries hard, 
they feel as though they are the artist." 
And so, the Philadelphia sound, which 
has quietly made a good size dent in 
the charts in the course of the last year, 
looks like it will become even a hotter 
thing in 1969. 

the vehicle that the pair think will 
really explode the Philly sound is Nep- 
tune Records, the label Gamble -Huff 
Productions formed recently with GRT. 
"We've already signed some name artists 
for Neptune," said Gamble, "including 
Dee Dee Sharpe (Mrs. Gamble); the 
O'Jays & Bunny Sigler, and some tal- 
ented newcomers including the Indigos 
and a guitarist named Rolling Cham- 
bers." The label, being distributed thru 
Chess, should have its first release out 
in a week or so. 

Up until now, Gamble and Huff have 
personally produced all the product they 
have released, but with the new Neptune 
label and the expansion planned for 
their own Huff Puff Records. they have 

signed several other producers to work r 

with them. One of them is Thom Bell, 
another exponent of the Philly sound, r 

who has produced the Delfonics through 
a series of chart disks including "La 
La Means I Love You" and "Break Your 
Promise." Another to join the team is 
Bobby Martin, known for his arrange- 
ments on Cliff Nobles' "The Horse" and 
Barbara Mason's "Yes I'm Ready," among 
others. Martin has also been working out 
of Philly. Norma Harris is a newcomer 
to the production ranks, but Gamble 
and Huff are expecting big things from 
her. 

Both producers had found success as 
individuals. Huff hit with "Mixed Up 
Shook Up Girl" by Patti & the Emblems 
and "Let The Good Times Roll/Feel Sc 
Good" medley by Bunny Sigler, among 
others. Up until recently, Huff was writ- 
ing for John Madera Productions, but is 

now exclusively signed to Gamble -Huh 
Records. While Huff started as a studic 
musician, Gamble made his mark as z 

writer, scoring with "The 81" by Candy 
& the Kisses among others, before turn 
ing into a hit producer with "Who Dc 

You Love" by the Saphires, "Everybody 
Monkey" and "That's The Way Girls Are' 
by Freddie Cannon and "I Really LOVE 

You" by Dee Dee Sharpe.

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Coleman Hawkins Dies At 64 
NEW YORK - Coleman Hawkins, 
one of America's jazz greats for more 
than forty years, died last Monday 
(19) of pneumonia at Wickersham 
Hospital in N. Y. Hawkins, billed as 
the "Father of the tenor sax" was 64. 

Born in St. Joseph, Mo., he arrived 
in N. Y. as a member of Mamie 
Smith's Jazz Hounds, cutting his first 
sides with Fletcher Henderson's band 
in 1923. In 1933 he formed his own 
combo, featuring Henry (Red) Allen 
on trumpet, Horace Henderson on 
piano and J. C. Higginbotham on 
bass. In '39 he recorded his most 
famous sessions for the Bluebird 
label. They included "She's Funny 
That Way," "Meet Dr. Foo" and 
"Body and Soul" which was a 

million seller. Throughout the years, 
it was his most requested title. 

Frequent trips to Europe estab- 
lished him as an international jazz 
figure. A lush warm style, marked by 
sweeping legato phrases was his 
trademark. During the 40's and 50's 
he toured with his own small group 
and was heard on the Jazz at the 
Philharmonic sides cut by Norman 
Grantz. 

Hawkins placed #1 on all the Esquire 
Jazz polls held and was generally 
#1 tenor sax soloist on the Playboy, 
Downbeat and Metronome polls. 

He leaves a rich legacy of his 
talents on such labels as Apollo, Key- 
note, Victor, HMV, CMS, Savoy and 
Capitol.

FOCUS ON JAZZ 
One sure way to be reminded that 
about a year has gone by again is the 
release of a new Horace Silver album. 
"You Gotta Take A Little Love" is the 
name of his latest and, as usual, it's 
on Blue Note. I guess that Horace and 
Blue Note have been blissfully mar- 
ried to one another as long as any art- 
ist and company that come to mind. 
Of course, any union prospers better 
in success than it does in mediocrity 
or failure, and Horaces's albums have 
always enjoyed great success, both 
from the critics and from the story 
told by record sales. Much of this suc- 
cess must be attributed to the fact that 
Horace's albums are as infrequent as 
they are, and that when he and his col- 
leagues go into the studio to record, 
things are really together. 

Brotherhood Theme 

Seven of the eight compositions that 
comprise this new album are originals 
by Horace, and the theme for the al- 
bum is BROTHERHOOD. The eighth 
selection is one written by Bennie 
Maupin, Horace's new saxophone -flut- 
ist and is titled, "Lovely's Daughter". 
Unique to this release is the fact that 
Horace has also written lyrics to four 
of his seven compositions ... and the 
liner notes, as well. This is a full-blown 
Horace Silver production! 
I never cease to marvel at how Silver 
can continue to find new players who 
are able to perpetuate that character- 
istic Horace Silver "oonka choonka" 
sound, the sound that has made it 
comparatively easy to identify as Hor- 
ace's. True, the community of jazz 
musicians is ripe with capable young 
players, but to be able to weld them 
into a group with such a personal 
sound is another thing and the fact 
that Horace continues to be able to do 
so with each change of personnel is a 
distinct tribute to his talent as a 
leader. 

Usual Silver Pacing 

As usual, Silver has exercised his 
good judgment. Programming on this 
new album is a succession of shift- 
ing changes and colors. Tempos vary, 
moods differ, and, as a consequence, 
one's interest remains intact. I believe 
that as much as anyone else, Horace 
Silver has learned the art of maintain- 
ing his audience's span of attention. 
Anyone would agree That without that 
span of attention boredom would be- 
come a quick replacement, especially 
in jazz where improvisation is so much 
a part of things and where lengthy ex- 
plorations become more and more 
common. Of special note, too, is the 
playing of Horace's new drummer, 
Billy Cobham, Jr., who, like all Horace 
Silver drummers before him, has been 
able to provide precisely what is need- 
ed to compliment Horace's playing and 
his writing. Each time Silver comes 
up with a new drummer I ask myself 
the same question, "Where does he 
find them?" Lest you believe that I'm 
less impressed by the other new mem- 
bers of the group, let me dispel that 
idea at once.

English 'underground' group currently making a lot of international noise is Led Zeppelin. Four talented musicians in 
their own right Jimmy Page (guitar); John Paul Jones (bass/organ); John Bonham (drums) and Robert Plant (vocal) 
joined forces five months ago and made an immediate impact. They toured America earlier this year where their 
album "Led Zeppelin" is issued on Atlantic. They are now on their second Stateside tour playing San Francisco, Los 
Angeles, Seattle, Vancouver, Portland, Detroit, Minneapolis and Baltimore culminating in a concert at New York's Filmore 
East May 29/31. 
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The 1968 Ivor Novello Awards for 
outstanding contributions to British 
music were announced May 22nd at a 
Royal Garden Hotel luncheon given by 
the Music Publishers Association. The 
Most Performed Work Of The Year 
was "Congratulations by Bill Martin 
and Phil Coulter and published by 
Keith Prowse-Peter Maurice Music 
which notched 356 broadcasts and 
7,375 general performances. Second 
was "Delilah" by Les Reed and Barry 
Mason and published by Donna Music 
which scored 355 broadcasts and 7,216 
general performances, and third was 
"The Ballad Of Bonnie And Clyde" 
by Mitch Murray and Peter Callander 
and published by Intune Music with 
318 broadcasts and 4,000 general 
performances. The Highest Certified 
British Sales ;for an A Side for the 
period January 1st through Decem- 
ber 31st 1968 was "Hey Jude" by John 
Lennon and Paul McCartney, pub- 
lished by Northern Songs and released 
by EMI, which totaled 697,934 sales. 
Second in this category was the Reed - 
Mason "Delilah" with 550,000 sales on 
Decca, and third was "Lily The Pink" 
written and sung by The Scaffold 
on EMI. 

The award for outstanding services 
to British music went posthumously 
to the late Andrew Gold, BBC assist- 
ant head of light music. The citation 
revealed that light music achieved a 
48% share of all music broadcast dur- 
ing his office, and 57 new works 
sponsored by the BBC were perform- 
ed more than five times each. Gold 
was also prominent in organising the 
annual Festival of British Light 
Music at the Royal Festival Hall. 
Awards went to "Build Me Up Butter- 
cup" by The Foundations as the best 
Dance -Beat disk of the year; Clive 
Westlake's "I Close My Eyes And 
Count To Ten" recorded by Dusty 
Springfield as the best Romantic 
Ballad; "I'm The Urban Spaceman" 
by The Bonzo Dog Doo-Dah Band as 
the best Novelty disk, and "Delilah" 
by Tom Jones as the best Interna- 
tional success of the year. Certificates 
of Honor were awarded to "Massa- 
chusetts" by The Bee Gees, "Aber- 
gavenny" by Marty Wilde and "The 
Fool On The Hill" by John Lennon 
and Paul McCartney. A light music 
award went to Peter Hope for his 
"Ring Of Kerry" suite, with Ron 
Goodwin's "633 squadron" as runner- 
up. These two prizes were decided by 
a jury co-opted from the Light Music 
Society. The jury for the other Novello 
Awards consisted of Donald McLean 
of BBC radio, TV personality and 
producer Muriel Young, Bob Kingston 
of Southern Music, disk jockey Jimmy 
Savile, John Burgess of the AIR Lon- 
don independent production enterprise, 
and Nigel Hunter of the Cash Box 
London staff. The event was organised 
by the Songwriters' Guild of Great 
Britain, and chaired by Guild execu- 
tive member Brian Willey, who also 
produced the BBC radio program at 
which the awards were presented. 

Two more London stage musicals 
have expensively bitten the dust. 
They are "Belle Starr" which had 
Bette Grable in the name part, and 
"Ann Veronica" based on an H. G. 
Wells story. "Belle Starr" is estimat- 
ed to have lost £140,000 and "Ann 
Veronica" £60,000. These two fail- 
ures make a total of six West End 
casualties this year. The others were 
"Two Cities," which dropped £130,000, 
"Mr. And Mrs.", which lost £65,000, 
and "The Young Visitors" and "Your 
Own Thing." A spokesman for the 
"Belle Starr" production said that the 
show needed a weekly take of between 
£6,000 and £7,000 to break even over 
the crucial early weeks, and just 
failed to make the target. The London 
critical equivalents of the butchers of 
Broadway are largely blamed for the 
failures, plus an alleged decrease in 
public interest in stage musicals. 
This latter theory is disproved by the 
solid success of "Fiddler On The 
Roof," "Mame" with Ginger Rogers, 
which is breaking Drury Lane box 
office records, "Charlie Girl" and 
"Canterbury Tales."

Permission is being sought to close 
Carnaby Street to traffic to facilitate 
open-air dancing. 

American country stars Willie Nel- 
son, Nat Stuckey, Johnny Darrell and 
Wes Buchanan are expected to join 
local country talent to celebrate the 
first birthday of the country magazine 
"Opry" at three parties in Man- 
chester, Birmingham and London this 
week. In the current edition of the 
publication promoter Mervyn Conn 
thanks fans for their support at the 
country music festival at Empire 
Pool, Wembly, last Easter, and ex- 
presses the hope of making it a two- 
day event in 1970.

EDITORIAL: Location Programming is a Speciality 
Record programming is a subject most operators 

think about but unfortunately do little about, other than 
keeping an eye on the top 100 charts and trying to be 
more selective down at the one stop. We're not knock- 
ing what might look like a half-hearted attempt by op- 
erators in general to put better records on their routes. 
Let's face it ... the average jukebox guy is too pressed 
for time in his daily routine to properly dope out the 
musical preferences of each spot, and then go out and 
search up the tunes to fit. If he's got routemen on the 
payroll, making collections and record changes, then 
the operator's almost totally out of touch with the mu- 
sic on his machines. He must depend upon these men 
to perform the programming duties as best they can. 
But again, how much time do collectors have to afford? 
How much do they really want to spend in a spot when 
they've got a coin box to empty and a cash bin in the 
route -truck to keep an eye on? Not much at all. 

So then, what's the secret. How do the few music 
operators that do spend time conscientiously program 
ming tunes get away with it when the average op wishes 
there were more than 24 hours in a day just to get the 
routine things done. The answer is obvious-the re- 
sponsibility of record programming must be delegated 
to an employee separated from the route routine .. . 

somebody completely divorced from any other duties 
while doing that particular job. 

If you're a one man operation, check your schedule 
and try to cut out one solid afternoon to do nothing but 
program your music locations. Of course, to do this 
effectively, you must be armed with all the necessary 

tools: 1. a cross index file showing you at a glance the 
type(s) of music preferred by each location; 2. a file of 
request records and past hits, backed up by a good 
sized record library; 3. the phone number of a good 
one stop record distrib who can promptly fill an order 
for an old or new release; 4. the trade magazines with 
their charts, reviews of new releases and programming 
guide features. 

If your firm is big enough to warrant full time route - 
men on the payroll, get them into the programming 
spirit the same way. And there's nothing wrong with 
offering some kind of incentive if their efforts boost 
the weekly take a certain percentage. But, they must 
have that special time devoted to programming and 
nothing else. 

Some operating firms employ full time record librar- 
ians whose job is to select the weekly changes for the 
music boxes, to communicate with each location for 
requests and to keep tabs on the popularity of the disks 
on each machine. 

In short, you've got to think of good location record 
programming as a specialty requiring complete and 
absolute concentration. If you, the operator, can't af- 
ford the time, get your people to do it or hire addition- 
al personnel. 

Good programming invariably boosts collections- 
often up to 25% and even 35%. You can't knock that 
. . . and you really can't ignore it just because you 
might agree in principle but say it's too much added 
work-not in the face of skyrocketing operational costs 
when every additional buck is more important than 
ever.

Triangle Net Sales 
Up 26% For First 
Quarter of 1969 
NEWARK, N. J. - Net sales of Tri- 
angle Industries, Inc., rose 26 per cent 
to $40,092,000 in the first three months 
of 1969 from $31,846,000 in the similar 
period of 1968, announced by Carl S. 
Menger, chairman and president of this 
parent corporation of Rowe Interna- 
tional. 

Net income after taxes totaled $889,- 
000 in the first quarter, or 44 cents per 
share, up from $819,000, or 41 cents per 
share in the first quarter of 1968. 

Menger stated that "although earn- 
ings in the first quarter of 1969 ex- 
ceeded the similar period of last year, 
they were lower than what had been 
anticipated primarily due to the very 
high premium prices we are being 
forced to pay for much of our copper 
requirements and because of a simul- 
taneous unprecedented price -cost 
squeeze on the fabricated products we 
manufacture. 

"Although the copper strike ended 
more than a year ago, it is absolutely 
impossible to obtain our copper re- 
quirements from basic domestic pro- 
ducers. Instead, we continue to be 
forced to seek out secondary sources, 
whose price is almost 50 per cent 
higher than the published domestic 
price of approximately 44 cents per 
pound. It is hoped that this situation 
has bottomed out and that improve- 
ments will be soon shown in the 
second and subsequent quarters of this 
year.

Montauk heads Vic VanDerLeenden 
and Bill Kobler displayed several 
pieces of coin equipment that had been 
decorated with the "flocking" ma- 
terial as evidence of how Color Coat- 
ing can put a modern exterior on a 
dated machine, as well as add beauty 
to new machines. 

Color Coating, to put it simply, lays 
a "carpet -like" material on the sur- 
face of the machine. The equipment 
is first coated with a magnetically - 
charged adhesive and then sprayed 
with thousands of tiny nylon filiments 
to achieve the carpet effect. Once 
dry, the Color Coated surface is com- 
pletely wear -resistant. 

The Montauk executives advised 
that a separate division of the cor- 
poration has been formed to provide 
the Color Coating service for the Long 
Island trade. The process will be per- 
formed at their Bethpage building at 
a cost of $49.95 for each machine. An 
almost ,unlimited number of colors 
and colór combinations is available. 

The wide variety of colors and styles 
available through the process was am- 

ply demonstrated in the equipment 
on display at the Harbour Light party. 
Machines on display included an old 
National cigarette machine, a Rock - 
Ola Princess phonograph, a U.S. Bil- 
liards coin table and a Seeburg Gem 
phonograph. Operators who inspected 
the machines were fascinated by their 
appearance as well as the velvet tex- 
ture.

Kempy, as a Rowe salesman, is 
particularly enthused with the track 
records of the PhonoVue projector 
mechanisms he's sold along with new 
console phonographs in the metro- 
politan area. "Talk about two for a 
quarter pricing, I'm pushing one for 
a quarter! Nuts? Not when you pair 
up a chart record smash with a Phono - 
Vue film subject. Customers at the 
location are almost compelled to play 
some of these hits. If they find it pair- 
ed with a film, all the more reason 
to play it. PhonoVue vends its film 
plays at 25e... hence, 25e music. And 
I see it working all over this terri- 
tory." 

As a salesman, Kempy has two 
loyalties - to Runyon and to his oper- 
ator -customers who've been dealing 
with him for many years. However, 
when it comes to buying new music 
machines and auxilliary equipment, 
he feels he serves both parties. "New 
machines, especially when they're 
customized to fit the location with 
speakers, wall boxes, etc., invariably 
make more money for operators. 
I'm a firm believer in customizing 
the music system to the location. The 
proper placement of speakers at the 
tavern, for instance, can mean as 
much of a difference in the amount 
of collections as the difference in 
sound from any old juke box just 
stuck in the corner to fend for itself. 
Music machines should stand out, 
stand right up to the customer and 
sound off in the best stereo balance 
possible. Good records might be nec- 
essary, of course, but what good are 
they is the sound system is bland .. .

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SEGA 's Rosen Urges Operators 
i To Earn More by Charging More 

TOKYO - "Charge more - Earn g 
More" is the urgent counsel being 
given to Japanese coin machine oper- 
ators and location owners by SEGA 
Enterprises president David Rosen. J Writing in a widely -circulated newslet- 
ter the SEGA chief executive stressed 
the necessity of "raising prices to 
raise income," and indicated that the 
problems faced by operators in Japan 
were the same as those "now being 
confronted and solved by operators 
around the world." According to Ros- 
en: 

"There are four main categories of 
reasons why operators must now reas- 
sess their pricing structure: (1) 

5, 
World-wide economic changes linked 
to inflation, (2) Pricing strategy 
changes, (3) Mass psychology and 
changes in the public's leisure at- 
titudes, and (4) Industry -wide tech- 
nical and conceptual changes. 

"The first important category cov- 
ers the rapidly rising cost of doing 
business in nearly every advanced 
country of the world. Machines and 
equipment now cost more, taxes and 
levies are increasing, overheads are - soaring, and interest rates are becom- 
ing prohibitively expensive. Common 
sense dictates that the first thing a 
businessman must consider is how to 
stay in business. - "In the normal competition of com- 
merce an operator can usually stay - in business and increase his profits 
by: providing better service; improv- 
ing the environment of his place of - business; lowering his operating costs; 
exploiting factors that can favorably 
influence customers, such as promo- 
tion, publicity and advertising; and, 
more importantly, by charging a price 
that is high enough to assure a good 
return on his considerable investment. 

"In a period of generally escalat- 
ing prices, the value of the entertain- 
ment an operator provides has not 
diminished and there is no reason 
way he should charge less for his 
services or the use of his equipment. 
There are, in fact, many cogent rea- 
sons why he should charge much 
more. In the serious business of pro- 
viding amusement and illusion, it is 
all the more important that operators 
act realistically. 

"It is illusory to think that low 
prices would eventually bring in suf- 
ficient business volume to exceed 
what could be earned at the correct 
higher multiple per play (not to men- 
tion the additional depreciation on the 
equipment and the extra service costs 
the lower price would entail). It is re- 
alistic to approach the problem with 
the question How should I raise the 
price per play and by how much? 

"With few exceptions, operators 
who raise per -play prices in a system- 
atic way find that even when the aver- 
age number of plays drops percentage - 
Wise for a period following the change- 
over, the total income does not drop. i .after a brief period, income rises to 
a satisfyingly higher level. Even ex- 
Perienced operators are often amazed 
at what the public will accept in the - way of higher prices when the change- 
over is handled intelligently. 

11 "While it is true that crowds at- - tracted by a department store bargain 
sale will stimulate additional purchas- 
ing enthusiasm, this is only marginal- 
1)' the case at arcades and game 
rooms. Coin amusement equipment / locations cannot be operated in the 
same way as consumer goods outlets. 
This leads us to the 2nd main category 
°f reasons why it is imperative that 
operators re-evaluate their per -play 
Price structure: the changes that have 
occurred in pricing strategy. 

"Pricing strategy used with coin - 
4514 operated equipment is, of course, en- 

1irely different from that used in other lines. And, pricing with coins for 
smaller unit sales is different from 
Pricing with banknotes. Obviously a

CM a supermarket shopper when

operated machines.

ing with pocket change. If we were to 
set a machine at 7¢ or 8a we all know 
that we would get far fewer plays 
than at 10¢. People tend to play initial- 
ly for the change they have in their 
pockets. Because of inflation people 
now carry more of the higher denomi- 
nation coins than they did a few years 
ago. 

"Pricing strategy necessarily in- 
volves considering questions of con- 
venience, timing, placement of ma- 
chines, a breakdown of pocket -change. 
presentation of machines, promotion 

of the establishment, the type of cli- 
entele, public psychology, etc. After 
analyzing the diverse factors involved 
in the less -than -scientific field of 
pricing, it is usually wise to "err" on 
the side of charging "to much," rath- 
er than "to little." 

"We should boldly charge what the 
market will bear, even if this means 
fewer plays and an initial temporary 
drop in anticipated income. Pricing 
is both a strategy and a tactic, which 
raises the third category of reasons 
for reviewing price structure - public 
psychology and evolving leisure atti- 
tudes. 

'In our business, we're selling 
something ephemeral - an experience. 
We're stimulating curiosity, challeng- 
ing skill, and allowing players to com- 
pete against the machine, themselves. 
or others. We provide opportunities 
for the public to test themselves, to 
be amused, and to be entertained. 

"A person plays a skill game or a 
juke box because he desires to do so. 
He plays for his own reasons and may 
be following one or several of many 
possible psychological motivations. 

"In deciding what to play at a "poc- 
ket change" entertainment location, 
no one likes to think that his game 
of choice is "to expensive." No one 
wants to say to himself "I'd like to 
play it, but I can't afford it." 

"The average customer at a public 
location feels that he is as good (and 
has as much right to be there) as any- 
one else. He is, in a sense. proving 
this by participating. He is doing what 
is being done at the establishment 
without "rocking the boat." If, for 
example everybody is ordering whis- 
ky at a bar, the average customer 
doesn't loudly demand a lemonade or 
a glass of free ice water. He is pleased 
to order something similar or slightly 
"better" than the other patrons. 

"If a tourist visits the Fountains 
of Trevi in Rome and fumbles for a 
coin to toss into this famous wishing

well, he will not refuse to throw a 
large denomination coin, if this is 
the only thing he has in his pocket. 
On the contrary, he will frequently 
hurl a handful of large denomination 
coins "because he wants to." People 
spend pocket change because they 
want to. 

"The general psychology of pres- 
tige pricing has been studied at great 
depth and many examples are given 
in the text books. Frequently the 
physician or dentist who charges 
more for his services will have more 
patients. The patient's attitude in this 
case is usually "He's expensive, but 
he must be good. "Seller" pricing 
plays a decisive role in forming "buy- 
er" value judgments. The usual at- 
titude toward a doctor with low fees 
is "He can't be top notch because he 
charges too little." 
"Similarly, an artist or sculptor 

%ill frequently find more potential 
buyers at a higher price than at a 
lower price level. Again, the buying 
public's attitude is "It's a little ex- 
pensive, but it's a work of quality." 
Paying a little more may even give 
(he customer greater satisfaction. 

"A true and speedy appraisal of the 
value of goods and services is some- 
thing beyond the scope or experience 
of most persons. In making a "buy" 
decision, the average individual may 
rely upon comparison shopping, on 
the advice of others, or on what ap- 
Pears to be obvious. With one -of -a -kind 
Items, such as specialty arcade pieces 
and games, the value is truly 'in the 
el'eof the beholder.'

"As a direct result of the changes 
taking place in the industry, the con- 
cept of "Charge more - earn more" 
is fast becoming a must. The key to 
raising prices is, of course, the new 
machines - those recently introduced 
and those planned for introduction 
in the near future. "Quarter -play" 
in the United States is already linked 
as a package deal with the new ma- 
chines. 

"While many good locations are 
constantly being developed. the excep- 
tionally good locations are difficult to 
find. This is true in Japan and through- 
out the world. Further, many oper- 
ators are simply not facing up to the 
massive changes now taking place. 
They are mistakenly "milking" ex- 
cellent locations by keeping 3, 4, and 
5 year old depreciated machines set 
at low prices -per -play in premium 
spots. As many progressive operators 
have found over the past 2 years, this 
course is very unwise. 

"Alert operators in the U.S. have 
discovered that - despite the depre- 
ciation factor - older machines set 
at ion are bringing in only a fraction 
of the amount being earned on the 
new machines, such as those from 
SEGA, that have been designed and 
engineered for 25° play. There is sim- 
ply no comparison. The new machines 
set at 25° play are, in addition, help- 
ing to upgrade whole establishments 
and making possible an improved price 
structure. 

"A few years ago no one thought 
that a higher price per play would re- 
sult in anything else than far fewer 
plays and bankruptcy. Changing in- 
dustry concepts and innovative games 
have now resulted in an entirely new 
situation and smart operators are 
proving to themselves that by charg- 
ing more, they are earning more. Let 
us be realistic: we are not in business 
simply to provide a public service or 
be altruistic. We are in business to 
make a good and fair profit on our 
investment and hard work. 

"With all the many reasons for 
"prestige pricing" that will allow us 
to "Charge more - earn more," there 
is one final reason why operators 
should ask for more on the new games: 
it works. All of the operators I know 
who have given "Charge more - earn 
more" a fair trial are now enthusiastic 
boosters. After you try it, you will be 
too.
