The Chambers Brothers
On Columbia Recordse
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Too Much
Of A Good Thing

Each year on the average of one
week a month, the executive tradester
receives invitations for fun and busi-
ness that, we have learned, he might
like to pass by. It's not that he dislikes
to combine fun and business at some
plush locale; the problem seems to be
“too much of a good thing.”

And when one considers the time
away from business for an exec's
personal rest-and-relaxation, then the
time element gets a bit out of hand,
all to the detriment, it's felt, of proper
management of one's business back
home.

The record business, then, should
take a hard look at the conventioneer-
Ing schedule. This schedule includes
basically two types of industry affairs.
One is the general trade convention
that seeks to draw a certain phase of
the business such as the wholesaler,
the promotion man, the international
dept. of a label and so on. Of course,
many of these latter gatherings also
tend to accommodate other exec
levels as well, making them represen-
tative of the business as a whole. Then
there are the individual label sales
conventions, requiring—and that's the
right word—the bulk of a label's ad-
ministrative staff and its line-up of
wholesalers to be in attendance for a
three or four day period. There has
been of late a newer, enlightened ap-
proach to sales confabs. Not even con-
sidering the time-away-from-home
factor, many labels have taken to the
regional meeting format on the basis
that they can reach not only top exec
levels of wholesaling operations, but
important personnel below that level as
well and, in some instances, major re-
tail outlets in the area. The road show
sales convention has itself reached a
timesaving sophistication of its own.

The trick is to send out teams of execs
to major markets simultaneously for
an all-encompassing one-day series of
regional meets. The obvious advantage
Is that all personnel can return to the
home office, If need be, the following
morning. And, as we pointed out in a
recent editorial, it's all to the good that
record execs visit key local areas to ac-
quaint (or re-acquaint) themselves with
local music scenes. There is little doubt
that regionals lack the glamour of the
big, multi-day blast, but we again stress
the fact that many wholesalers are will-
ing to forego this format for a more
straightforward, conceivably more ef-
fective and certainly less-time consum-
ing handling of such industry affairs.

But, sales conventions are only part
of the time-away-from-home factor
with regard to industry functions. Do-
mestic and international gatherings
siphon off the bulk of industry time
and energy. There are, admittedly,
numerous facets of vital interest to the
business as a whole, and perhaps
they warrant such expenditure of time
and energy. But, there's a lot of prun-
Ing that can be done to cut these con-
ventions down to compact, yet mean-
ingful size.

One key member of the music in-
dustry, Bill Gallagher, sizes up the sit-
uation this way: “With the growing
number of conventions and conclaves,
it has become most difficult for a rec-
ord company to go about the basic task
of organizing and planning its own
business. After all, unless we as a
company are successful, we cannot
afford to attend such affairs.”

If we are dealing with a “necessary
evil,” it's time that the industry made
its conventioneering more necessary
and less evil to the conduct of business.

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Ampex Sees Cassette Momentum Zooming In "69;

NEW YORK — “This is the year cas-
sette becomes king” according to Am-
pex projections voiced by the lirm's
vice president and general manager
E. Peter Larmer. Looking forward
with indications that the cassette mar-
ket will show a two-fold sales increase
Larmer estimated that hardware sales
would explode from the 1.7 million-
unit '68 figure to a 3.5 million-unit
showing in '69. He further cited a well-
above 4 million cassette unit sales
prediction in 1970

Larmer's comments were made last
week at the Americana Hotel where
Ampex presented a pre-EIA Consumer
Products Show unveiling of eight new
player/recorder units. The units them-
selves reflected Ampex’ cassette em-
phasis six being cassette models and
only two for open-reel use.

_For the other configurations, Larmer
cited a moderate rise on the 8-track
player level: and only small increases
in sales of 4-track and open-reel equip-
ment though.

One of the major aspects that is in-
fluencing hardware sales, Larmer
noted, is the “placement” of equip-
ment in  extraordinary amounts.
While a single family will use fewer
than two or three televisions, radios,
etc., there is room for up to six re-
corder/players in a single home. One

machine would serve as a business
aid for fathers; another is likely to be
found in automobile use; one for high-
quality sound reproduction in a family
entertainment center; ye! another as
a school aid by sons and daughters;
and still one or two lower-priced carry-
corders for youngster musical enjoy-
ment.

Among the emerging trends, Larmer
pointed out that this year would wit-
ness two pricing-moves toward the
high and low ends of the scale. Dis-
regarding player/recorder equipment
sold at bargain shops, the average
equipment purchaser has been shown
to be in the earning bracket over
$10,000 and interested in quality ma-
chinery. The success of expensive
models in sales is expected to continue,
with retail prices moving toward the
higher end, equipment adding extra
features and aiming for higher quality
sound reproduction

At the other end, portables, teenage
models and machines for non-family-
center use will tend toward the lower
priced end creating a de-emphasis on
medium priced hardware

Don Hall Cites Growth
Of Cartridge Market

NEW YORK — Ampex has embarked
on a “time-is-right” thrust with its
AST music division initiating a series
of new approaches to sales of pre-re-
corded tapes. Indicated by division
vice president and general manager
Don Hall, the company feels that the
already-sold hardware, and growing
unit sales have laid groundwork for a
tape sales boom which will show sales
rising to 35 or 40 percent of the total
pre-recorded music picture in the next
three years

Addressing viewers at AST’s product
preview last week, Hall noted that
although tapes made up only 3-4% of
recorded music sales as late as 1966,
last year the figures showed tapes
looming to 20% of music sales. With
homes now equipped with hardware
and convenient cassette and cartridge
product becoming increasingly avail-
able, the surge is expected to grow at
an even faster pace

Ampex’ research indicated that '69
retail pre-recorded ta sales would
hit $415 million. The figure surpasses
the company’'s January estimate of
$350 million, and with entry of new
firms even the new statistic 1s subject
to upward shifts.

Config Breakdown

In individual configurations, Hall
stated that the estimates show an ex-
tremely fast-paced rise in cassette
sales which should show $80.000,000
in sales for the newest major form
of pre-recorded tape. Due to the con-
venience, reliability, player availabil-
ity and use of cassette as a recording
as well as playback configuration Hall
noted that the form would this year
outstrip the older open-reel and 4-
track competition. This places cas-
settes second only to 8-track car-
tridges, which he expected would be
outsold by cassettes within three years.

The auto-player boom that has
placed 8-track in the lead is predicted
to continue setting the pace for an 80%
rise in 8-track sales during '69.

Talent On Stage

LAURA NYRO

THE TROUBADOUR, L. A. — Laura
Nyro has never played Los Angeles.
She has, in fact, appeared on the West
Coast only twice — once at the Mon-
terey Pop Festival and once at San
Francisco’s Hungry I, both in 1967 —
but you wouldn't have known it from
the reception she received at the Trou-
badour in Hollywood. Her four-night
gig was virtually sold out and the
crowds couldn’t get enough of her.

The composer of “Stoned Soul Pic-
nic,”” “Sweet Blindness,” “And When
I Die” and “Wedding Bell Blues"”
gave her lollowing every reason for
enthusiasm as a performer. She is one
of the most powerful, rangy singers
around and she cloaks the stage in
her own kind of magic the moment she
sits at the piano.

Miss Nyro speaks rarely during a
set, making her few pronouncements
seem like major insights and she is
cryptic enough to get away with it

Her voice ranges [rom f[inely cor
trolled delicacy to screaming force a
it rides the complex contours of he
songs. Barely fleshed out whisper
confront shattering broken cries witl
in roller coasterish time variations
but the strength of her artistry i
poses a smooth coherence on whg
could otherwise seem jagged confu
sion.

Much of Laura Nyro’s current re
pertoire is drawn from a gem of a
album on Columbia, “El and th
Thirteenth Contfession,” though sh
also includes songs from her earlie
Verve LP and from a soon-to-be-re
leased Columbia opus, “New Yor
Tendaberry.”

Rene Revisited

If you don't dig nostalgia or never
heard of Henri Rene, may we suggest
you hop-skip the next few paragraphs
and jump right into our Girl of the
Week.

For anyone still with us, Rene is a
near legendary name in the music
biz. Back in the age when the world
and record labels were not depart-
mentalized. when Fleming was tube-
testing penicillin and the Germans
were being wiped out at Stalingrad,
Rene was RCA Victor's original and
only A&R exec on the coast. For
twenty-four years he labored here,
cutting everyone from Spike Jones to
Jascha Heifetz. Along the way he ar-
ranged, conducted and produced a few
chart items on his own — tunes like
“Velvet Glove’ and “Bubble Bubble
Bubble.” In '59 he left Victor to head
the Imperial label's A&R department
cutting acis like Rod McKuen, Tony
Randall and Peggy King. About eight
years ago he left the coast and settled
in N.Y. He worked for CBS as musical
director of “Candid Camera’ but soon
tired of creating four bar themes for
the show. By 1961 he found himself in
Munich, arranging and conducting
catalog material for Reader’s Digest
and Longine

Projecting a sales statistic of $280
million, 8-track will account for more
than two-thirds of tape sales this year.
The difficulties of recording in this
configuration, recent cassette produc-
tion entry by RCA and Columbia, and
the relatively modest development of
8-track players as a home-use product
are among the reasons that this con-
figuration is expected to slip behind
cassettes in the next few vears

Open reel, which has been available
since the late '50's, has shown a lev-
elling off in the last two years through
the emergence of cartridge tapes. The
market is expected to show gains
though, since reel-to-reel is the pre-
ferred music source for high-fidelity
and classical recordings because of
the “significantly better sound quality”
it offers compared to other forms.

NEW YORK — The 1970 line of Decca
phonographs, radios, tape players and
musical instruments was introduced
last week by marketing VP Tony Mar-

CKLW-Detroit:

Straddling 2 Countries w/Top 40

An interesting and unusual situation
prevails at CKLW-Detroit, which is
located in Windsor, Ontario, and
beams its 50,000 wats 24-hours-a*day
across Lake St. Clair to the Detroit
area. As program director Jim
O’Brien puts it, there is a ‘‘strange
and interesting dichotomy between
being a top station in the American
market and being licensed by
Canada.’ Because CKLW, a Drake
station, is a Canadian licensee, the
FCC regulations of the U. S. do not
ap{)ly to the outlet. Canadian rules do

contemporary Top 40 operation,
CKLW programs 40 to 45 singles. The
station spins a “Big 30,” which is
determined by sales and listener re-
quests, and maintains a Hitbound
Sheet consisting of 11 to 15 new disks.
CKLW’s music library contains 2,000
oldies which are aired on the mid-day
and night shows. When new single
product is lacking, selected LP cuts
are given airplay.

Detroit Market

The Detroit market, although it re-
flects nationwide tastes in contempor-
ary music, nevertheless has its own
distinetive characteristics, O’Brien
points out. CKLW is closely associated
with the Motor City Sound, a sound
represented by “Kick Out The Jams,”
by the MC5, which was number 1 in
Detroit at a time when the single was
not yet a national hit. What has been
called the ‘“Motown Sound” has
“evolved into a much more diverse
sound,” says O'Brien. “It’s now Mo-
town musi¢,” states the program
director, who specifically refers to
the current product of such artists as
the Temptations, Stevie Wonder, and
Diana Ross and the Supremes.

Describing the Detroit i
preterences, O’Brien says: “This
market responds to records that are
basic stuff to the beat, the lyric
that can be understood.”

While there is a considerable mar-
ket for underground music in the
Detroit area, CKLW does not program
underground sounds heavily, aiming
instead at a broad-based listener ap-
peal which will attract the largest
possible audience. CKLW, however,
has been airing “Pinball Wizard,”
by the Who, as well as the Illusion’s
‘Did You See Her Eyes,” from that
group’'s album, “The Illusion.”” The
station has shortened “Did You See
Her Eyes” from its original 6-minute
length to 2:55 to adapt the tune to the

listeners’

CKLW format. Herbie Mann’s single,
“Memphis Underground,” has also
been given exposure on CKLW. An
interesting experitment took place
last summer at CKLW in which the
outlet tested the appeal of the under-
ground to its own listeners. One
underground record was played every
30 minutes. There was no favorable
audience response, and CKLW has
been content to leave the underground
market to the competition.

News Format

The news programming at CKLW fol-
lows the format of all Drake stations.
Five to six-minute news segments are
broadcast every three hours. During
morning drive-time and afternoon
drive-time seven-minute news pro-
grams are aired. O'Brien is highl
enthusiastic about CKLW’s news staff,
which is very extensive and covers
the news on-the-spot. making phoned-
in reports. Of particular note is the
fact that CKLW, like all Drake sta-
tions, is in close contact with other
Drake stations. Music, news, and pro-
motion are discussed via phone calls
from the different Drake outlets to
each other and to a central office.
O’Brien describes this policy as “total
cooperation in the area of communica-
tion,” with the various stations main-
taining unity and individuality.

CKLW’s public service pro-
gramming indicates how the outlet
straddles the U S. and Canada. On
Sundays, “Parliament Hill" offers a
15-minute report from Canadian
government officials who serve in the
Canadian Parliament. These officials
are similar to U. S. congressmen
‘Canada Now,” also broadcast on
CKLW on Sundays, is 2 30-minute
program produced by the CKLW
news department. The show plays
specifically Canadian music, Canadian
recording artists are interviewed by
CKLW deejays, and topics of interest
to Canadian listeners, such as sports
and agriculture are discussed

Another CKLW public service fea-
ture reaches across Lake St. Clair to
Detroit. For the second year, the sta-
tion is sponsoring a teen organization
called KDBT's (Keep Detroit Beauti-
ful Teams), which i1s now in a re-
cruiting drive. CKLW has been in-
volved in a public service campaign,
in which the outlet broadcasts an-
go_uncements in support of KDBT’s
rive.

Radio News Report

Over a month ago, WPRO-Provi-
dence, R. I, put a mystery man in an
over-sized sack in a promotion aptly
dubbed WPRO’s “Man In The Bag.”

{)y Wein. Listeners were then asked to
mail their guesses as to whom they
thought was the “Man In The Bag”
Guesses made by the thousands of
letter writers included Navy Secretary
John Chafee, Red Sox outfielder Tony
Conigliaro, brewer Joseph Schlitz, Sir
Thomas Lipton of Lipton Tea, and the
Bishop of Providence. WPRO pyra-
mided the cash prize daily from $25
to $875, which went to Mr. and Mrs.
Stephen Fusco and their 13-year-old
daughter, Karen, who were the first
to identity Wein. The promotion’s
climax was an on-the-air “press con-
ference”  conducted by WPRO.
Listeners phoned the outlet and talked
to the “Man In The Bag,” with ques-
tion limited to yes” or “no”
answers.

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Although John Hartford jokes about
being “the highest paid silhouette in
television” (on the Glen Campbell
CBS-TV' er), he’s quickly become
aware of the power of the medium to
boost disk sales. First week orders on
his new RCA album, “John Hartford.”
have already exceeded total sales on
any of his previous five albums.

“The really interesting thing is that
the promotion and publicity campaign
that RCA and Ken (Kragen) have set
up just got underway and hasn’t had a
chance to reach the trade or the pub-
lic yet,” Hartford told us last week.

While in town to kick ofl the very
same promotion and publicity drive,
John could have seen himself on five
nationwide TV shows in two days (a
feat he was too busy to accomplish)
thru one of those f[reak scheduling
coincidences becoming almost com-
monplace in these ¢ays of pre-recorded
shows. A Glen Campbell rerun, the
taped-well-in-advance Steve Allen and
Merv Griffin shows, the Today Show
which John was still recovering from,
and the Tonight Show which was the
next item on the agenda, all listed
John Hartford, Grammy-winning song-
writer, as a guest.

Like many of his contemporaries,
Hartford is not cut from the Tin Pan
Alley mold.

FOCUS ON JAZZ

It's S>unday night and I'm watching
a show called “Something Special,”
and it is for me because it features
The Count Basie Band and Shirley
Bassey . . and it's in prime time, from
8:00 10 9:00 o’clock. The fact that Basie
and his fellows can be seen and heard
in this time slot opens up all kinds of
channels for me, mostly of a negative
character. For example, I often wanted
to ask what there is about Hollywood
that could attract such fine musicians
as Lalo Shifrin, Quincy Jones, Oliver
Nelson, Mundell Lowe, and so many
more whose names just don’t come to
mind at this moment. Well, we know
that the money is the major considera-
tion . . or is it? Could it possibly be
something other than the fantastic
sums that lure people like this to the
cinema capital? What do men like
Shifrin, Jones, and all the other good
jazzmen who have made the trek west-
ward think when they cut themselves
loose from the jazz community and
involve themselves exclusively with
writing for films, television, and record
dates, usually as orchestrators for
vocalists?

Jazzmen In TV House Bands

Why should the fact that Basie and
his band are appearing on television
evoke such a response from someone
like me who has been involved in the
music business for as long as I have?
Why do I get annoyed when [ realize
that jazz musicians appear all too
seldom on television and in the
motion pictures, too? And when they
are portrayed in films, jazz musicians,
that is, why are they always shown as
caricatures of what today’s jazzmen
are all about? The people who produce
commercials, both for radio and tele-
vision, have shown the good judgement
to employ the top jazzmen from all
the major markets to achieve the best
possible sound for backgrounds to their
commercial messages. Why, then
should it be a singular instance when
Count Basie gets a chance to do his
thing on a network television show?
The plain and simple truth is that, in
spite of the fact that jazzmen make
the best music, their efforts are still
relegated to the role of the underdog

o sometimes even anonymous.
The proof of what I have to say is
exemplified in the make-up of the
bands that support such late night
television stars as Johnny Carson,
Joey Bishop, Merv Griffen, et al. In
each instance the bands for these
shows are populated by some of the
most talented and imaginative jazzmen
in their respective cities. And about
these same shows, why aren’t the
bands given more time to do their
thing? Carson is the least guilty of the
big hosts; at least he give Doc Sev-
erinsen and the band a chance to
stretch out once in a while . . not often
enough to suit me, but once in a while,
The other guys don’t even do that'
What an abysmal waste of talent to
have top jazzmen on a television house
band without allowing them to exploit
the wealth of talent that inhabits the
band!

In defense of television, let’'s give
credit to NET, The National Educa-
tional Television Network. They have
performed yoeman service to the
community of jazz, devoting more than
a reasonable portion of their program
time to the art of jazz. I'm appalled at

Talent On Stage

MARY HOPKIN

ROYAL BOX, N. Y. — Mary Hopkin
had everything going for her at her
New York debut last week. Except the
orchestra and her musical director.
Her opening show, which should have
turned into one of the major pop tri-
umphs of recent memory, left us filled
with sadness.

Mary came on stage in a long, red
%own, and just the sight of this frail

elsh girl filled us with a positive
feeling. After hearing her loosen her
sweet, fragile, nostalgia-tinged voice
on “Puppy Love” and “‘Love Is The
Sweetest Thing” we were prepared
to go out and do battle with dragons
for the privilege of hearing her sing.

However, as the show went on, sev-
eral irritants which we had pushed

into the back of our mind began to
fight their way to the surface. The
band was over-orchestrated, the horns
were occasionally off, some of the
material didn’t fit in with the image
that was forming in everybody's mind
The lack of strings was also noticeable.

Although Miss Hopkin’s two single
hits, “Those Were The Dagrs" and
“Goodbye,” were performed faultless-
ly, the total aura of the show seemed
strained. Mary still impresses us as
an artist who could rise to the top of
her profession, and she should not be
blamed for the failure of the evening
to live up to expectations. Hopefully,
we will get another chance to catch
Mary Hopkin fulfill her destiny

LED ZEPPELIN

FILLMORE EAST, N. Y. — The first
time we caught Led Zeppelin (also at
the Fillmore), we were knocked out.
The quartet had fused showmanship
and musicianshi{) into a not-to-be-be-
lieved totality that overwhelmed the
then-hip crowd. Not being a Yardbird
fanatic, we weren't familiar with
Jimmy Page or his guitar work. Rob-
ert Plant was an element unknown to
all, and John Paul Jones and John
Bonham were known to but a few.

Led Zeppelin’s music, all original,
was a new form of commercial but
not teeniebop, blues, and it created a
base from which the Zeppelin could
capture more followers than almost
any other blues-oriented group before
them. Lead singer Plant, a friend of
Terry Reids (almost a disciple), was
a show in himself, as was Page, jump-
ing up and down, twisting and con-
torting, and still making each note

perfect. Bonham and Jones, though re-
latively motionless, were nonetheless
excellent musicians.

A lot of water has gone under the
bridge since that unforgetable night
in December. The group has had a
large-selling album and a fair-sized
single. And we’ve spent the last few
months wondering if what we saw
that night was real. A second look at
several groups that had impressed
us at first proved disappointing, to say
the least

But Led Zeppelin is real, and their
show last week showed them to be
even better that we had remembered.
We lost track of time while they were
on stage and emerged into the chilly
night to find out that they had been on
stage about two hours. If they hadn'’t
stopped, we might have sat there all
night without realizing it.

DELANEY & BONNIE

THE SCENE, N. Y We've seen a
lot of acts at the Scene, most of them
very good, but only twice before in re-
cent months have we seen an act with
the impact of Elektra's Delaney &
Bonnie & Friends

The Friends on this night included
singer Rita Coolidge, a talent in her
own right, who's been traveling with
the group lately and pops up on their

Elektra set. John Sebastian also
helped out for one tune, subbing for the
bass player who'd been left asleep in
the hotel. Other assorted, and uniden-
tified friends also added their musical
talents.

_The key to the act is simple. Good
singing, good arrangements and good
material. Delaney & Bonnie (and Rita)
sing with a soul, almost gospel feel,

but the instrumentation does not fol-
low the traditional pattern, and the
contrast puts everybody's head togeth-
er. Several tunes from the album, “Get
Ourselves Together,” “When The
Battle Is Over (Who Will Wear The
Crown)” (both sides of their current
single) and “Ghetto,” along with some
material that will undoubtedly show
up on their Stax album (cut some time
ago) like “You're My Girl” and *‘Love
Starved,” kept the packed house on
their feet almost continuously. Bonnie
sang “Piece Of My Heart,” and with-
out taking anything away from Erma
and Janis, it was her song.

We'd like to rave about Delaney
& Bonnie forever, but space is short.
We can only say: see them.

RAMSEY LEWIS

PLAZA 9, N. Y. — Although Ramsey
Lewis has played several concerts in
New York over the last few years,
this engagement at the Plaza 9 marks
his first local club date in quite some
time. Lewis low-keyed style of piani-
simo is superbly suited to the romantic
atmosphere of the club, and his open-
ing night show easily won the house.

Lewis can by no means be considered
a cocktail pianist, and as one of the
first )azz artists to start interpreting
rock tunes, he certainly comes across
with a good dose of soul. In all things
he does, he stays between the borders
of good, improvisational jazz and
commercially acceptable music, no
mean feat. Thus he is able to appeal
to the )azz-is-the-only-art-form audi
ence, the soul audience, the pop audi-
ence and the lets-go-somewhere-nice-
for-dinner crowd.

A Disk For Historic “Limonaire 1800°

LONDON The year 1898 is an
historical one as far as organ build-
ing is concerned. It was the year that

the  brothers Limonaire famous
French organ builders and real
magicians, succeeded after forty-

eight years of research in creating
an organ that was able to play any
piece of music. They started their
test in 1840 when establishing their
own company but had to invent a new
pneumatic and rapid control on the
chromatic scale belore their dream
became true. This was something
fabulous at a time when the phono-
graph was far beyond the financial
possibilities of most citizens and the
entertainment of each family con-
sisted in going on Sunday afternoon
to the park to listen to the concert
of the local band playing on the band-
stand.

One Of A Kind

In 1900, the brothers Limonaire
were the most important and famous
organ manufacturers. The cost of the
new instrument, the Limonaire 1900,
was so high — twice the price of a
common organ — that they could not
consider putting it into production.
They never built a second one, and
they used the unique ‘Limonaire 1900"
for prestige and publicity purposes
So it was being admired at the World’s
Fair in Paris (1900) and the World's
Fair in Brussels (1905). Although the
organ was not for sale Gustave
Renard. a Belgian business showman
from Bressoux near Liege, succeeded
In buying the famous Limonaire 1900
after several trips to Paris. He put
the organ in a merry-go-round and
travelled with it with” great success
from one fair to another

This was not the end of adventures
of the “Limonaire 1900.” In 1914

One of the hang-ups in this industry
lately that is a matter of some con-
cern to local record companies, artists,
producers and publishers is the “re-
gional” hit. These past few months se-
veral people from the industry have
had discussions with Cash Box on the
problems of the regional hit and how
to get it to national status, especially
in ]relation to locally-produced mate-
rial.

At the moment we find records by
artists such as Ross D. Wylie; the
Strangers, Doug Ashdown, the Flying
Circus, the Valentines, Doug Parkin-
son, etc.. all with stroné regional hits
to their credit in one State. The big
question is “what can be done to lift
them to national recognition?” The
one exception at the moment is the
smash Russell Morris hit “The Real
Thing” which is enjoying terrific na-
tional acceptance and sales. From
where we sit it seems very obvious
that the so-called Sydney/Melbourne
“barrier” is rapidly disintegrating
(three cheers and drinks all round for
all those who are helping tear it down)
because records by Sydney artists
such as the Flying Circus, Doug Par-
kinson, etc., are gelting big plays in
Melhourne, and Melbourne acts like
the Valentines. Ross D. Wylie, etc.,
are on the receiving end of strong
support from Sydney radio and the
whole position is showing signs of
rapid improvement.

It appears that the hardest State for
a local disc to get a break-through is
South Australia. This market should
rate about fourth in sales on a figure
basis, but for some reason(s) or other
Adelaide (the capital of South Aus-
tralia) is slow to acce})t locally-pro-
duced records except for some that

are actually recorded there. It is
shame for the entire
such a position has arisen, because i
the Adelaide position could be im
proved to the extent of the other to
sales areas, the Australian recor:
business would then have somethin
like a national market which it mus
have to stay alive.

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COIN MACHINE NEWS

EDITORIAL :

Several weeks back, we suggested to our manufac-
turers and distributors that additional locations might
be opened to the coin-op music and games trade by
displaying their equipment before members of orga-
nizations and associations (apart from this trade) at
their annual conventions. Hundreds of these shows are
held throughout the year, sponsored by groups ranging
from educators, to institutional supervisors to the mili-
tary. We, of course, are particularly interested in the lo-
cations they control, the vast majority of which might
contain vending machines but no such thing as a coin
phonograph, game or pool table.

Showcasing our products before these people can
open all kinds of location doors to our trade. However,
it has been the thinking among our dealers that pro-
moting music and amusement equipment directly to
these people would be tantamount to opening Pan-
dora's Box — the direct sale, to be specific.

This, we feel, is dark ages thinking. There is abso-
lutely, positively, nothing dangerous in telling the pur-
chasing agent of a nursing home, who shows interest
in your juke box, to leave his business card and a pro-
fessional operator of your distributor’s choosing will be
all too glad to call on him within the following few
weeks.

Incidentally, a generous percentage of exhibitors
at these shows don't sell their product to convention-
eers. They have representatives across the country
who make the necessary follow-up call and the folks
are perfectly satisfied with this arrangement. And re-
member, a number of our distributors regularly show
their wares at local tavern owners' shows and don't
run into any crucial direct sale problems.

In spectulating on which particular trade shows
might be most advantageous, an obvious one comes

The Parks Show

to mind which just may do the music and games busi-
ness more good than all the others combined. Gener-
ally referred to as the “Parks Show”, it is the annual
trade convention of the International Association of
Amusement Parks. Oddly enough, it's being held in
Chicago this year, one month after the MOA Exposition
and right in the Sherman House, home of the MOA.

The Parks Show normally draws around 4,000 to its
four days of exhibits and trade meetings. Roughly 40%
of the attendance is composed of either arcade opera-
tors or amusement parks managers who have control
over the arcade(s) within their grounds. This, obviously,
amounts to a sizable chunk of music, and especially,
games customers, but strangely, our manufacturers
do not exhibit at this show. The reason, once again,
is fear of encouraging a direct sale, bypassing the dis-
tributor. And it's a big fear, since the Parks Show is well
known as a “buying convention” where millions of dol-
lars are spent on everything from roller coasters to cot-
ton candy machines.

Again, we say, the problem can be neatly bridged.
Business cards can be collected by manufacturer re-
presentatives at the show and referred to local distribs.
Should an arcade rep press for an order, the manu-
facturer will obviously gquote the distributor’s list price
and have the sale consummated and the equipment
delivered through this distrib.

We feel it essential to the growth of the trade that the
hardcore arcade people should be encouraged to visit
our games and juke box distributors . . . too few do so
now, relying upon a select number of hard-pressed ar-
cade equipment dealers — not reaching their full buy-
ing potential. The liason should be established for the
benefit of both parties and the step should be taken
this year.

Whichard Ind. Introduces Poker Arena;

Game Combines Appeal of Cards and Pool

GREENVILLE, N.C A new amuse-
ment game, with all the earmarks of
a winner, is currently being shipped
by a young coin machine manufactur-
ing firm called Whichard Industries
Inc. The unit is dubbed ‘Poker Arena’
and, while familiar to many games
operators in the South, comes on as
a new item for the remainder of the
country

Poker Arena, is essentially a card
game adaptations in which the player
attempts to build a winning hand
through his skill in sinking five red
balls into playfield holes which cor-
respond electrically with card faces
in the backglass. Player shoots with

standard cue stick by means of a
white cue ball, similiar to pool, from
one end only. This permits the piece
to be installed in locations in the
same fashion as a pintable

The game is a single player, but for
obvious reasons. invites strong com-
petition on game-to-game basis
The cue ball is oversized to prevent
it from being pocketed (game operates
on a coin-op locking ball drawer
principle, again simihar to a coin
table)

Haywood Whichard, vice presi
dent of the firm said a rising demand
for the game among his Southern
distributors has his factory on a dou:
ble production basis. Whichard also
advised that General Vending Sales
of Baltimore has been appointed dis
tributor for the Northeast USA and is
naming sub-distributors in the terri
tory to handle the item

Bureau of the Census survey.

Based on reports from 35 vending
machine manufacturers, the Bureau
of the Census put production of ma-
chines at 552,441 units, compared with
538,587 in 1967.

The most significant increase con-
tinued to be in the shipment of canned
beverage venders, with the value
at $39,776,000 compared with $26.809,000
in 1967. Production ol these venders
has risen annually from $2,575,000
in 1963 ($13,522,000 in 1965. and
$19,260,000 in 1966) .

The beverage vending machine
category accounted for $134,453,000
(up 10 per cent), comprising 194,612
machines, while 200,199 machines
for confections and foods ‘vere
valued at $45,743.000, (up 15 per cent)
and all other merchandise vending
machines totaled 157,630 units worth
$27,107,000 ($25,115,000 in 1967)

Also issued in May, 1969, was a
10-year compilation of vending ma-
chine production figures which showed
substantial increases during the
period. Published by the Business
and Defense Services Administra-
tion, the explanatory text refers to
1967 production figures which have
since been revised by the Bureau
of the Census. The tables covering
1967. however, were corrected in re-
printsmadeby NAMA

The BDSA review, covering the
years 1958 through 1967, shows that
production of post-mix cup beverage
dispensers more than quadrupled
from $4,528,000 to $19,820,000 while
bottle vending machines rose trom
$36,011,000 to only $40,024,000.

Shipment of candy bar venders
advanced to $19,751,000 from $7,077,000
1n 1958.

Based on the data in both reports,
total value of vending machine ship-
ments between 1958-1968 advanced
from $108,400,000 to $207,303,000.
