Than Meets The Eye 

There's a new glamour word in the 
business - one that's abused almost 
as often as it's used. That word is 

"complex", a catch-all for a company 
that not only is interested in record 
success, but music publishing, pro- 
duction, film and TV, management, 
etc. Disconcertingly so, it may be an 
entirely new entertainment entity that 
starts life as a "complex", seemingly 
ready -willing -and -able to slay dragons 
that stand in the way of "total" success. 

Ready and willing, perhaps, but how 
"able" are these companies to persue 
a blanket approach to the entertain- 
ment business? And, we should stress, 
it's simply not a matter of money, 
"Wall Street" or otherwise. Being "able" 
is being geared in manpower and a 

sufficient grade of talent to embark 
on ventures that some of the great 
corporate giants fear to tread. But, of 
course, it's all impressive -looking copy 
when so-and-so creates a "complex", 
and for want of a better word to give 
these operations a benefit of a doubt, 
the trade papers help perpetuate this 
concept of instant diversity. 

On the surface of it all it would seem 
to be rather harmless to start a firm 
off or "expand" an already existing 
operation with the intentions of making 
the grade in all areas associated with 
the music business - and, goodness 
knows, it's hard to uncover an area 
that isn't these days. But, assuming 
that most of these operations still 

depend on disk success to get them to 
these allied fields in the first place, 
isn't it a better idea to put one's full 
resources into making a reputation 
on the Top 100 singles or LP charts 
before it's decided that the time and 
company's talent is ripe for the "com- 
plex" concept? We don't believe that 
recorded success has become such a 

matter-of-fact that a new or modest 
setup can presume the kind of success 
pattern that lends itself to thoughts of 
bigger -and -better things. 

In truth, the trade respects the 
formation of new divisions within a 

company when its success in a parti- 
cular area seems to cry out for expan- 
sion. It is rather skeptical of such so- 
called expansion when it really cannot 
stand on its record (no pun intended). 

As a trade magazine, Cash Box is 
obliged to print legitimate news stories 
that inform the trade of a company's 
decision to reach out as far as it says 
it will. When such a setup is viewed by 
us as capable of undertaking such a 

direction coverage by Cash Box will 
tend to be prominent if not extensive. 
We urge, however, that operations which 
are seeking more in print than they can 
demontrate in fact contemplate such 
announcements and weigh the manner 
in which they are introducing them- 
selves to the entertainment commu- 
nity. Being a true "complex" is far 
more complex than a desire to be one.

Davis At Confab Outlines Col.'s 'Sound Of 70's' 
Approach To Artist Deals, Promotion And Sales 
HOLLYWOOD - Underscoring its own 
artists, sales and promotion policies 
for the "Sound of the Seventies," Co- 
lumbia Records hosted its largest sales 
convention at the Century Plaza Hotel 
here last week. 

In his speech before the convention 
on Thursday (31), Clive Davis, presi- 
dent of CBS Records, listed and ex- 
plained a set of standards that he feels 
must be met if the label is to continue 
its sales leadership in the albums and 
singles markets. 

LP's, Cassettes Bow 

In the product area, the company 
unveiled its first lineup of cassettes, 
totaling 88 releases from the Columbia 
and Epic labels, in addition to 14 8 - 
track, nine reel-to-reel and one 4 -track 
sets (see Tape News Report) .

In pointing to the label's A&R activ- 
ities, Davis declared: "Let it be said, 
once and for all, that unless an artist 
has a realistic pptential of 100,000 al- 
bums or better over a period of time, 
Columbia Records doesn't need that 
artist. We want quality artists who 
have long careers ... Question A&R 
men should ask themselves is: If I 
give a great piece of material to this 
artist, will I be launching or extending 
a long-term career?" Davis explained 
that the company was not interested 
in disk performers whose LP sales 
were dependent on singles success, 
but in artists who would have long- 
range LP success on a long-term ba- 
sis. Davis said the company has al- 
ways been a low bidder in artist nego- 
tiations with the exception of instances 
when "it is clear there will be a big 
advance sale for the first album by 
that new artist."

Frank Loesser, Composer Great, Dies 
NEW YORK - A competent lyricist 
and sometime composer who evolved 
into one of the most inventive of 
Broadway's words -and -music men, 
Frank Loesser died here last week (28) 
of lung cancer at the age of 59. 

Before his first big Broadway musi- 
cal opened in 1948 -a musical version 
of "Charley's Aunt" called "Where's 
Charley?"-Loesser had already had a 
hand in some of the top standards, in- 
cluding the lyrics for "Moon of Mana- 
koora," "Two Sleepy People," among 
others. As an Army enlisted man dur- 
ing World War 2, Loesser composed 
many songs for the war drive, includ- 
ing the words -and -music for "What Do 
You Do In The Infantry?", "Praise 
The Lord & Pass The Ammunition" 
and the "Ballad of Rodger Young, 
Also, Bette Davis in the film "Thank 
Your Lucky Stars" sang "They're 
Either Too Young Or Too Old." Loes - 
ser won an Academy Award for "Baby 
It's Cold Outside" from "Neptune's 
Daughter." 

Working with such writers as Jule 
Styne, Burton Lane, Jimmy McHugh 
and Hoagy Carmichael, Loesser's pre - 
"Where's Charley?" hits included 
"Small Fry," "I Don't Want To Walk 

Without You Baby," "I Hear Music," 
"Dolores," "Heart & Soul" and many 
others. He had also self -penned two 
other songs, "Spring Will Be A Little 
Late This Year" and "I've Got Bells 
That Jingle, Jangle Jingle." He is 
credited with being involved in the 
creation of some 1500 songs. 

But, "Where's Charley?" containing 
a score that included "Once In Love 
With Amy," "My Darling, My Dar- 
ling" and "Springtime You're Looking 
Lovelier Than Ever," put Loesser's 
career into a newer perspective, that 
of writing for the new demands of mu- 
sical comedy. 

In 1950, he wrote the words and mu- 
sic for "Guys & Dolls," an approach 
to Damon Runyon characters that 
found Loesser remarkably fit as lyri- 
cist and composer to capture the at- 
mosphere, however mythical, of Run- 
yonesque New York. The hits included 
"If I Were a Bell," "Bushel & A 
Peck," "I've Never Been In Love Be- 
fore," "Í'll Know," "My Time Of 
Day," "Luck Be A Lady." Loesser 
took a short leave from Braodway to 
write the words and music for the

The Blind Faith concert a few weeks 

ago at Madison Square Garden was 
revealing in many ways. For one thing, 

Ten Wheel Drive 
it demonstrated that even Eric Clapton 
is not invulnerable to a sound system 
that sounds like the loudspeakers on a 
stalled IRT train. Then, it proved that 
Ginger Baker, or part of him, is still 
alive. And finally, it showed that Steve 
Winwood has found another really good 
band to back him up. Yet in addition 
to all this, the Blind Faith show clearly 
pointed to and underlined one of the 
great tragedies of the rock phenome- 
non: namely, that concerts are at best 
an enormous hassle and at worst, a 
stone drag. The chief reason for this 
often appears to be the fact that there 
is a lack of understanding between the 
people who put on the shows, agents, 
administrators, theater owners, and 
the audience. In Rock, the audience is 
not simply an audience of young people. 
More specifically and more accurately 
it is an audience of kids, kids in their 
teens who make the supergroups, 
determine the styles, and at least 

since the Beatles, control a good part 
of the direction of general pop music. 
These are the kids who create idols, 
buy singles, listen to albums, and go 
to concerts. All of this costs money, 
and while it is certainly true that the 
youth market seems sometimes to 
draw its daily bread from the vaults 
of King Solomon's mines, it is never- 
theless equally true that a concert 
seat to hear Eric, Stevie, Rickie, and 
Ginger that costs $8.00 has got to set 
a kid back quite a bit. If he buys a 

Virginia Anderle 
cheaper seat in the Garden, he may, 
if lucky, get to see the stage on which 
the group performs, though the group 
itself will appear like distant, strum- 
ming ants. We must remember that a 
kid doesn't go to a rock concert to 
hear his idols, he goes to see them. 
Beatle concerts, with their constant 
roaring hysteria, proved this, and even 
today, with all our mod sophistication, 
it remains an irrefragible fact. If 
you're going to see Blind Faith, it's 
going to cost you the price of two 
albums you have been dying to get. 
Even the Fillmore East, which is the 
main station of rock concerts in the 
city, has a price range of $3.50, $4.50, 

and $5.50, all rather high tolls for a 
kid who has a weekly allowance of 
probably less than ten dollars. All in 
all, a kid who wants to see the per- 
formers he admires has to do a lot of 
worrying about whether or not he can 
afford it. Tickets to the Fillmore for 
two may cost as much as $11.00. That 
doesn't even leave a dime for a soda. 

But there is hope. Summer concerts 
like the Schaefer Music Festival in 
Central Park and Jazz in the Garden 
in the Museum of Modern Art are 
presenting top name acts at very 
reasonable prices. At the rate of a 
dollar in the park and 75' (plus Museum 
admission of $1.50) , a kid can see a 
good show and have some fun without 
worrying about where his next meal 
is coming from. 

An even more important develop- 
ment, however, is the fact that some 
very prominent performers, more 
intent in their desire to reach the 
public than in their desire to make a 
lot of money, have begun to put on 
shows where a very low admission fee 
is charged. Most important of these 
are, of course, the Doors whose recent 
performance at the Aquarius Theater 
in Los Angeles could be seen for only 
two dollars a head. This meant more 

people could get to see them, and for 
the Doors, that's really all that 
matters.

NEW YORK - At its national sales 
convention, held July 31 -August 3 in 
Los Angeles, Columbia Records un- 
veiled an August album release con- 
sisting of 21 popular albums, 2 original 
soundtracks, 7 Masterworks sets, 3 
Latin LP's, 10 Harmony packages 
and 5 Odyssey disks. Also unveiled at 
the convention were the fall and win- 
ter releases in Columbia's Children's 
Book and Record Library Series. 

Popular Albums 

Among the twenty-one popular al- 
bums, Columbia highlighted "What 
About Today," by Barbra Streisand; 
"W.C. Fields On Radio"; "Pacific 
Gas And Electric"; and "The Flock". 

The Streisand LP is dedicated, in 
her own words which appear on the 
album jacket, "to the young people 
who push against indifference, shout 
down mediocrity, demand a better 
future, and who write and sing the 
songs of today." The songs on the set, 
selected by the artist and Columbia 
A&R man Wally Gold, who produced 
the LP, include three Lennon -McCart- 
ney tunes ("Honey Pie," "With A 
Little Help From My Friends" 
and "Goodnight"), Paul Simon's 
"Punky's Dilemma," Bacharach- 
David's "Alfie," Buffy Sainte -Marie's 
"Until It's Time For You To Go" and 
Jim Webb's "Little Tin Soldier." 

The "W.C. Fields On Radio" LP 
contains material from the great 
comedian's own radio shows and his 
guest appearances on radio with 
Edgar Bergen and Charlie McCarthy. 
Included are such routines as "The 
Pharmacist," "The Temperance Lec- 
ture" and "The Snake Story (A Com- 
mercial) ." 

Pacific Gas And Electric, a blues 
group that made the charts with an

Folk & Rock Concerts 
For Medical Research 
PHILADELPHIA, PENNSYLVANIA - 
Two surgeons at Graduate Hospital at 
the University of Pennsylvania in 
Philadelphia, Dr. Herbert Wallace and 
Dr. Stanley Hoffman, have announced 
the formation of a new philanthropic 
foundation, the Arch Foundation, which 
will raise monies for medical research 
by producing a series of folk and rock 
concerts on university campuses across 
the nation. 

The Arch Foundation's scientific 
board, which consists of prominent 
scientists from throughout the country, 
will issue medical research grants 
composed of funds raised by the 
profits -for -research concerts. It is 
hoped that these grants will partially 
fill the gap resulting from the cutback 
in federal funds designated for medical 
research by Richard Nixon. The budget 
proposed for the National Institute of 
Health by the Nixon administration is 
$47,384,000 less than the budget pro- 
posed in January of this year by the 
outgoing administration. Nixon's new, 
revised budget cuts back funds for re- 
search grants by $7,752,000 and funds 
for research manpower programs by 
11,000,000. This cutback is especially 
discouraging to the less -established 
medical scientist, who without funds 
might abandon not only his project, 
but. the field of medical research. 

Proceeds from the Arch Foundation's 
concerts will be channeled in two 
directions in order to provide maximum 
encouragement to the scientific com- 
munity. Arch will grant one-half of the 
gross proceeds from each concert to a 
scientific department at each univer- 
sity, and will grant the remaining pro- 
ceeds from each concert for medical 
research projects, as determined by 
the foundation's scientific board. 

The first two concerts this fall will 
be held on October 4 at Boston College 
and on November 1 at Penn State. 
Financed entirely by the Arch Founda- 
tion, these two concerts are expected 
to generate over $25,000 for scientific 
departments on these two campuses. 

Both academic surgeons, Drs. Wal- 
lace and Hoffman have been involved 
in both clinical and research activities. 
Dr. Wallace works in heart research, 
and Dr. Hoffman is working on a 
cancer research project he initiated 
when he was 21 years old, a project 
which studies the effects of exercise on 
the progress of cancer, and the 
possibilities of exercise as a cure. Drs. 
Wallace and Hoffman, interested in 
maintaining this country's momentum 
in medical research, formed the Arch 
Foundation.

London Changing w/Changing Patterns 
NEW YORK - London Records' new 
merchandising approach, unveiled 
during the recent convention and sales 
meetings in Memphis, has been geared 
to keep pace with rapidly changing 
industry marketing patterns, according 
to Herb Goldfarb, national sales and 
distribution manager for the company. 
The Memphis sessions, comprising 
three days of presentations and enter- 
tainment in connection with Hi Records 
10th anniversary of its distributing 
association with London, featured pre- 
sentation of six new Hi LP's and a host 
of major new London releases in pop, 
classical, and Phase 4 Stereo catego- 
ries. 

Goldfarb took note of the ever-in- 
creasing importance ' of radio, both 
FM and AM, as a disk advertising 
media. The firm is putting more of its 
promo dollars than ever before in FM 
underground station spots, he said, 
focussing particularly on such artists 
as the Moody Blues, 10 Years After, 
Savoy Brown and new singer Martha 
Velez, on the London -distributed Sire 
label. 

While in former times FM spots 
would be largely geared to markets 
where a given act was to do a person- 
al appearance, today London s rule 
is virtually across-the-board, major 
market spot advertising. Beyond this, 
it was noted, more and more AM Top - 
40 oriented stations are also going the 
album cut route. Accordingly, AM 
station, too, are being serviced with 
more LP's for programming. 

20x30 inch posters of a host of acts 
including the Moody Blues, 10 Years 
After, Savoy Brown, Martha Velez, 
Keef Hartley, and John Mayall are also 
being shipped to distributors in bulk 
for use in all types of retail locations. 
Plans are also being discussed for 
possible later consumer distribution of 
the poster. 

Taub Appointed Controller 
For Avco Embassy Records 
NEW YORK - Gerald Taub has been 
appointed controller for Avco Embassy 
Records. Taub, a graduate of the New 
York University School of Commerce, 
joined Columbia Pictures in 1962 in the 
accounting department of the television 
division. He acted as assistant con- 
troller for Colpix Records from 1963 
until 1965 when he was appointed con- 
troller for Columbia Pictures and 
Screen Gems. With the formation of 
Colgems, Taub took on the additional 
duties of controller for the label. As 
controller for Avco Embassy Records, 
Taub will be involved in all financial 
aspects of the label's operation. 

Scarcity of available display space 
in many retail locations has also dic- 
tated a changing approach to promo- 
tion at the point of sale. Much effort 
will be centered on heavier -than -ever 
distribution of in-store demo records 
on the theory, as Goldfarb put it, "that 
we're selling sound, so why not let the 
customer hear the product as well as 
see it on the racks?" 

In line with this, a new Hi demo 
album, introduced at the convention, 
includes 16 cuts from the firm's six 
new albums. A new Phase 4 demo disk 
includes sample tracks from four new 
Phase 4 sets released last week, in 
addition to sample cuts from Phase 4 
releases of the past three months. This 
is the 17th Phase 4 demo record to be 
issued by the firm. 

Empty LP jackets, a tradition in 
album merchandising, are being con- 
tinued with a special 12 -LP kit of 
covers being supplied to dealers based 
on the newest releases. On the other 
hand, space limitations have brought 
about the virtual demise of large floor 
display pieces with the exception of 
the current widely -used Tom Jones 
three by four foot unit. 

Local newspaper co-op ads are en- 
couraged through distribution of small 
glossy "minis" of LP covers for use in 
making up local ads. In addition, Gold- 
farb noted that bulk promo copies of 
new artist LP's are being sent to 
distributors and all salesmen. Artists 
in this special promotional distribution 
include Martha Velez, J.J. Worthington, 
and Johnny Almond. 

Jeromes To A -E A&R 
NEW YORK - Steve and Bill Jerome 
have joined the A&R department of 
the newly -organized Avco Embassy 
Records. The announcement was made 
last week by Hugo & Luigi, vice pres- 
idents and operating officers of the 
diskery. 

The Jerome brothers are veteran 
producers who over the past seven 
years have established a good track 
record. They have been charted with 
"Whenever A Teenager Cries" and 
"Tommy" by Reparata & The - Del- 
rons; "Walk Away Renee" and "Pret- 
ty Ballerina" by The Left Banke; 
"Ding Dong The Witch Is Dead" and 
"Heigh Ho" by The Fifth Estate and 
"Happy" by the Blades of Grass. 
Their Real Good Productions firm has 
performed indie production work for 
RCA, Columbia, Atco, Bell, Jubilee, 
Kapp, UA, MGM and most recently 
Dunhill Records.

very well be a brisk selling pattern." 
"No one wants to lose a hit," he said, 
"but we shouldn't be bulldozed into 
getting a 50% returp on a single." 
Davis also urged field personnel to 
judge for themselves what cuts from 

P's could be hit singles rather than 
rely solely on radio station lists. 

Profit's The Game 

Moving to the sales area, Davis said 
that "too often we forget that in reach- 
ing and exceeding quotas, profit still 
remains the name of the game. The 
test of a good salesman is not to sell 
the most at the lowest price." Davis 
referred to reports that came in after 
the mono cut-out price was establish- 
ed. "We knew it was the highest price 
any label had established and frankly 
it was almost an insult to intelligence 
to read some reports that said we'd 
sell many more at 85 cents," Davis 
said. 

"We don't need the quirk single, the 
fad artist, the one-time sale. We are 
leaders, building and looking to the 
future" was Davis' assessment of Co- 
lumbia's approach to its share of the 
record industry dollar.

Columbia presented, for the third 
year, awards for engineering excel- 
lence. The award consists of a small 
gold record, mounted on a plaque, 
which bears the label of the actual 
record which achieved gold status.

Roy Segal and 
Jerry Hochman each received a plaque 
for their co -efforts on the million -dol- 
lar -seller LP "Cheap Thrills" by Big 
Brother and The Holding Company 
featuring Janis Joplin, and both Neil 
Wilburn and Bob Breault received 
awards for their co -efforts on the best- 
selling "Johnny Cash at Folsom Pris- 
on."

two conga drummers as well as a fea- 
tured drummer, a _lead organ, plus 
bass and guitar. One of the conga 
drummers also doubles on marimba. 

Chicago, a group already well rep- 
resented on the charts with its "Chi- 
cago Transit Authority" LP, includes 
a sax, a trumpet, and a trombone 
along with the rock era's drums, bass, 
guitar and organ. 

Since each group employs vocals, 
the combination of sounds are infinite 
and there is no limit as to what the 
potential of the rock sound of tomor- 
row will be like. 

Each of the above named groups 
was manned with what every music 
man at the Columbia meeting called 
"some of the most talented and disci- 
plined musicians we've ever heard." 

The resulting effect of the opening 
Columbia Convention event was much 
more than evidence that the label has 
some strong young talent on its ros- 
ter. It appeared that salesmen, pro- 
motion men, A&R heads and company 
brass were all convinced that this 
seven man or eight man "Rock Band" 
sound, definitely inspired by Blood, 
Sweat and Tears, is probably going to 
be the next big sound trend on the 
record scene.

tour bound -in pages of Spanish text, 
translations and informative notes. 

Mendelssohn's "Die Erste Walpur- 
gisnacht," long absent from the cata- 
log, is another of the choral master- 
pieces to be rescued from neglect by 
the Musica Aeterna. Soloists in this 
work, based on the Goethe poem, are 
baritone Herman Prey, tenor Ernst 
Haefliger, contralto Lili Chookasian 
and bass -baritone Raymond Michal- 
ski.

A large number of so-called Rock 
Festivals have been slated for the 
summer of '69 and at many of the ones 
staged to date there have been fights, 
riots, and cries of "never again" from 
the city fathers. It is customary to 
blame the hassles that arise on long- 
haired anarchists, but the truth of the 
matter is that most of the problems 
are brought about by greed -head pro- 
moters who are getting $7.00 and up 
peddling seating space in some hot, 
dusty field and then staging a poorly 
planned show whose sound is rotten 
and whose principle acts ofttimes do 
not appear. 

There are other aspects of greed 
involved here, too, including some of 
the acts, their management, and their 
agencies. But I don't think a kid is 
being greedy when he resents having 
to pay that kind of money. If he is part 
of a group of organized anarchists (can 
you dig it?) the promoters should be 
smart enough to let the ten or fifteen 
noisemakers in free and avoid the 
hassle that will erupt if the crowd 
is allowed to grow. 

In San Francisco, Wild West is 
trying a new approach by having the 
artists themselves stage a non-profit 
festival that will involve over 150 
hours of free entertainment in the 
park during a three day period as well 
as three nighttime events priced at 
just $3.00. 

The festival's growth has been 
organic and is based on the concept 
of the artist presenting himself in a 
situation he creates and the presenta- 
tion is one that involves all the arts in 
San Francisco, not just rock musicians. 

In addition to some eighty rock 
groups there are jazz and Dixieland 
shows, film people, graphic artists and 
ecologists. 

People in all the artistic areas are 
coming together to create their own 
concept of a festival. It is hoped that 
it will be sufficiently successful that 
in another year sufficient subsidization 
can be obtained to make all the events 
free and that the idea of the artistic 
community staging its own celebration 
will spread across the country. 

I was having a discussion recently 
with some friends about the sound 
produced by groups like Iron Butter- 
fly, Blue Cheer and the MC5. They 
are the more successful representa- 
tives of a whole flock of groups who 
play at very high amplification, who 
utilize extensive distortion of their 
instruments, and who fall into a cate- 
gory of either love or hate on the part 
of the record buyers and people in the 
business. You don't find a middle 
ground when you ask an opinion on 
groups like Blue Cheer. You're either 
with them or against them and yet 
these groups, Iron Butterfly in partic- 
ular have proven tremendously suc- 
cessful in recording and are big con- 
cert and ballroom attractions. 

Henry Carr, a former Texas DJ who 
has for some time been a part of the 
Bay Area scene says they are playing 
"monster music" appealing to the 
same kind of audience who once loved 
the grotesquery of rock and who dig 
the extremes in sound and satire. 

At another level are the groups like 
Arther Brown, Bonzo Dog Doodah 
Band, Hapshash and the Coloured 
Coat (featuring the Human Host and 
the Heavy Metal Kids!) , the Mothers 
of Invention, Captain Beefheart and Red Crayola, the Texas group that, as 
Rolling Stone pointed out, are proud 
of the fact that they have never been 
invited to play anywhere twice. In an appearance at the Berkeley Folk Festival several years ago they utilized 
a galvanized drum with chicken wire stretched across the top supporting a chunk of ice which, as it melted and dripped, provided a kind of bottom to their sound which at the top consisted 
of electronic distortion at such a high level of intensity that when they per- formed, all of the street peoples' dogs fled howling from the scene. 

Among these groups whose emphasis lies in the area of the satirical and bizarre there are many fine musicians

and if you are among the Establish- 
ment population and suffer heavily 
from advanced Communication Gap, 
you can learn alot by listening to them 
on LP and particularly by seeing them 
in person. 

Almost without exception these 
groups are fine showmen, an ability 
sadly lacking among most rock groups 
and an attribute that when found, is 
usually being used to conceal a lack 
of musicianship, something that is no 
problem with the aforenamed. Spike 
Jones would have loved them all. 

I've recently been giving some 
counsel to a group of young ladies 
who have formed an organization 
called Bandades, that will shortly 
begin functioning in New York, Los 
Angeles, San Francisco, Houston, and 
hopefully, other major markets. 

If a record company or booking 
agency has a group on the road they 
will prepare an extensive local itiner- 
ary, setting up radio station and press 
interviews in advance and do record 
promotion for the group. 

They meet them at the airport, take 
them to a hotel where they will be 
accepted, see that they get a sound 
rehearsal where they are playing, iron 
their shirts, find them dates, keep 
them away from the wrong parties, 
take them sight-seeing and generally 
keep them happy and make their visit 
effective promotionally. Money back 
if the group gets busted and what more 
could you ask than that? 

In a national record publication's 
review of new releases, I recently 
discovered the word. "click" used 
about 15 times within a few para- 
graphs. I would like to offer: realize, 
prevail, flourish, triumph, conquer, 
prosper, gain, turn up trumps, thrive, 
win the day, outmaneuver, weather 
the storm, and bear fruit, as possible 
alternatives when reviewing records 
one thinks might click (do you ever 
get the feeling when reading reviews 
that no one is making bad records?). 

It's going to be fun to watch the 
record companies pursue the nostalgia 
groups that have been coming on 
heavily as of late. Some of them are 
extremely clever in their re-creation 
of rock sounds of the 50's and I'm a 
fan of those who can use the attack of 
yesterday while applying the good 
musicianship and recording techniques 
of today. Watch out for Sha -na -na and 
a group we're working with at North 
Beach called Fast Bucks.

The Man Behind

Tom Donahue has been involved in 
many phases of the record and radio 
business in the past twenty years. He 
was a highly rated Top 40 disk jockey 
at WIBG in Philadelphia and KYA in 
San Francisco and over the years has 
been involved in C&W, R&B and jazz 
programs. In 1967 he initiated the 
first "underground" radio station at 
KMPX in San Francisco and later 
programmed KPPC in Los Angeles 
and KSAN in San Franciso. In the 
early 60's he was president of Autumn 
Records, of the starting points of the 
San Francisco Music Scene and in 
partnership with the late Bob Mitchell 
had the Tempo Productions Program- 
ming Service and Tip Sheet, as well 
as Taracrest Music Publishing and a 
highly successful concert production 
business. He is currently general 
manager of North Beach Productions

HOLLYWOOD BOWL, HOLLYWOOD - Two and a half hours of Latin pop, 
Latin jazz and Brazilian bossa nova 
(even if that's your thing) is enough 
tequila un-mokingbird. Still, thanks 
to Mendes precise, regimented and 
tuneful excursions, the results last 
Friday eve (25) were satisfying; even 
memorable. 

Mendes, more and more compromi- 
sing improvisation for more modest 
and commercial dimensions, was the 
star attraction. Offering discipline 
and conformity in lieu of spontaneity. 
Yet his arrangements are so com- 
pelling that one hardly misses the 
absence of accidental art. Repertoire, 
which includes a barrage of Bacharach 
and Lennon -McCartney, also involves 
(predictably) a handful of chart titles. 
And too, that marvelous lost -lonely 
ballad, "Crystal Illusions," the title 
tune of their current A&M LP. Lani 
Hall (the one artist, with the exception 
of Mendes himself, remaining after 
the recent '66 purge) and Karen Phil- 
lips are the two mini -skirted attrac- 
tions. They are excellent soloists 

though their unison work could 
mite more woodshedding. Seba! 
Neto on bass, Don Um Rama( 
drums and Rubens Bassini on 
cussion back admirably.

FILLMORE EAST, NYC - Born on 
the West Coast, Creedence Clearwater 
Revival's brand of bayou rock has 
taken a long time to mature but it 
has been well worth the wait.

WMAK-Nashville: 
Contemporary Sound & Civic Service 

WMAK-Nashville, a 5,000 watt, 24 - 
hour -a -day operation, is a contempo- 
rary Top 40 operation helmed by pro- 
gram director Joe Sullivan. Sullivan 
selects the station's playlist with the 
assistance of WMAK's personalities 
at informal meetings. 

WMAK's Music 

Although located in the heart of the 
country music scene, the closest to 
C&W WMAK comes, according to 
Sullivan, is the music of Johnny Cash 
and Roy Clark, both of whom have 
broken heavily into the pop market. 

WMAK's Top 40 format includes a 
few extras in addition to the basic 
playlist, as well as the "Power Hour" 
on which oldies are aired 7 -days -a - 
week from 11 to midnight. 

News at 'WMAK is programmed at 
55 minutes after the hour, 24 -hours -a - 
day, in 5 -minute segments. Locally 
significant news is broadcast within 
the hour, whenever it happens, and 
at 55 minutes after the hour. A Mutual 
affiliate, WMAK offers taped Mutual 
news at the half-hour. The station's 
own four -man news staff, headed by 
Jim Miller, won the coveted Middle 
Tennessee Radio -Television Council 
News Award for 1968 in local news 
programming, as well as a 1968 AP 
award. 

In November 1967, Mooney Broad- 
casting Corp. bought WMAK, result- 
ing in a complete change -over in the 
station's personnel. Says program di- 
rector Sullivan, "We've established 
these men (the WMAK personalities) 
in their own time slots." These men 
are: Dick Kent (6-10 a.m.), Joe Sul- 
livan (10 -noon), Gary Douglas (noon - 
3 p.m.), Allen Dennis (3-7 p.m.), 
Scott Shannon (7 -midnight) , and Phil 
Stanley (midnight -6 a.m.). Except 
for Shannon, who has been with the 
outlet for a few months now, all of 
these personalities have been with 
WMAK for at least a year. 

Civic Service 

The station's community service 
programming stresses assistance on 
a local basis. Dick Kent gave the first 
pint of blood for the Red Cross, in a 
campaign that saw donors give a total 
of 500 pints of blood. Last summer, 
WMAK conducted "Wish of a Lifetime," 
a promotion that granted a listener s 
life-long wish. A young girl received 
the funds to have an eye operation 
which corrected her vision. 

Another WMAK public service fea- 
ture is the "Nashville Music Special," 
now an annual affair. The first Spe- 
cial, held in 1968, was a big, free 
festival, which attracted an audience 
of 70,000 people. Centennial Park was 
the scene of that concert, in which 
the Box Tops, Ray Stevens, Andy Kim, 
and Jeannie C. Riley performed from 
a bandstand. This year's Nashville 
Music Special, reports Sullivan, is set 
for August 22, 23 and 24. Already 
firmed up for the festival are Lou 
Christie; the Neon Philharmonic; and 
the Rugbys, who record for Amazon 
Records, distributed by S.S.S. Inter- 
nationa. 

'Stamps For Tots' 

WMAK's concern with community 
service is further illustrated by the 
outlet's "Stamps for Tots" campaign. 
The station pastes trading stamps that 
have been donated by listeners into a 
book, and then exchanges the book 
for Christmas gifts for Nashville area 
children. Finally WMAK's commit- 
ment to its listeners is exemplified by 
the outlet's involvement with the 
Heart Fund on Washington's Birthday. 
WMAK gives $1,300 in cash to anyone 
who can toss a 45 rpm across the 
Cumberland River. The station 
sponsors the record toss, charging the 
contestant 25e for three throws. All 
monies collected, of course, go to the 
Heart Fund.

Out For Biafra 

Orpheus, an MGM recording act, 
canceled their August 3rd concert date 
to appear at a benefit for Biafra 
sponsored by WMEX-Boston and The 
American Freedom From Hunger 
Foundation. The performance took 
place at the Unicorn here on Sunday, 
August 3rd, and was broadcast live 
over WMEX. Admission was free, 
with all money donated to The Ameri- 
can Freedom From Hunger Founda- 
tion.

RRR Data Shows FM 

Sets As Mobile As AM 

NEW YORK - New data released by 
RKO Radio Representatives indicates 
that the high level of portable FM 
radio sets sold in recent years makes 
this medium almost as mobile and 
accessible to out -of -home listeners as 
AM. FM's growing popularity is re- 
vealed by sales figures for the last 
few years. 

Of the total 102,286,000 radios sold in 
1967/68, 37% were FM sets. In 1968 
alone, FM sales rose to 48.4% of all 
sets sold (auto units excluded) a 35%, 
increase over 1967. In 1960, total FM 
sales were one million. By 1968 this 
figure had skyrocketed to 18.2 million. 

Besides proving the wide public ac- 
ceptance of FM radio, sales figures 
also prove the almost equal mobility 
of FM to AM. 

Since 1960, the RRR findings show, 
annual portable FM/AM-FM radio set 
sales have soared. 

In 1963, for example, of the total 
18.2 million were portable. 

Adding TV -phonograph combinations, 
auto units, and phonograph -portable 
combinations, 57% of the total 21,714,000 
FM/AM-FM radio sets sold in 1968 
were portable. Forty-four per cent 
of the total 32,934,000 AM radio sets 
sold in that year were portable. 

Over 4 out of 10 portable radios sold 
in 1968 were FM/AM-FM. They ac- 
counted for 46.4% of the total 26,747,000 
portable sets sold. 

And, according to 1967/68 averages, 
11% of the total 22,031,000 auto radio 
units sold had an FM dial, again 
signifying the ability of the FM medi- 
um to stay with the listener. 

The RRR study, conducted under 
the supervision of Marvin Roslin, 
RRR's director of sales planning and 
research, was intended to dispel wide- 
spread misconceptions that FM listen- 
ership decreases in the summer when 
out -of -home listening increases. Ad- 
vertisers, the study shows, need not 
fear losing the reach of FM radio spots 
during the summer because the FM 
medium, in portable and auto unit 
form, is steadily becoming as mobile 
as AM. 

RRR is a subsidiary corporation of 
RKO General, which handles the RKO 
AM -FM properties in seven major 
markets and a limited number of non- 
RKO owned radio stations. 

RCA's `Intro -Time' 
Assists Deejays 

NEW YORK - Another innovative 
step at the radio station level has been 
taken by RCA Victor Records, via the 
label's responding to numerous re- 
quests from deejays by adding the 
listing of an Intro -Time to all singles 
where a music lead-in exists. The Intro - 
Time will appear on the label of all 
radio station singles under the time of 
the entire single, and will assist air 
personalities in their programming of 
the record, by aiding them in their 
attempt not to speak over the lyrics 
of a single. 

The first single release to feature 
the Intro -Time concept will ship to 
arrive at radio stations on August 22nd.

At First Half Peak 
NEW YORK - Novo Corp. which re- 
cently purchased Americom, produ- 
cers of the Pocketdisc, achieved rec- 
ord sales and net earnings for the 
first six months of 1969, according 
to Chester M. Ross, president and 
chief executive officer. Novo is a 

diversified service -oriented company 
with major concentrations in air 
freight and worldwide forwarding, 
education communication services and 
specialized surface transportation. 

Sales for the six-month period end- 
ing June 30, 1969 were $40,600,000, 
compared with sales of $30,200,000, 
for the same period in 1968. Earnings 
for the first half of 1969 were $1,012, 
000, or 86 cents per common share, 
on the basis of 1.094,803 average num- 
ber of common shares outstanding, 
compared with earnings of $962,000, 
or 84 cents per common share, on 
the basis of 1,055,243 average num- 
ber of common shares outstanding 
in 1968. Average shares for both years 
include shares from conversion of the 
Series B preferred stock. Figures for 
1968 have been restated to reflect the 
operations of companies acquired on 
a pooling -of -interests basis during 
1969. 

"The record first half results were 
achieved despite a 59 -day longshore- 
men's strike, delays in tariff in- 
creases until early July and increased 
cost of borrowed money," Mr. Ross 
stated. "Without these adverse fac- 
tors we would have been significantly 
ahead of the pooled results for the 
first half of 1968." 

"We anticipate a strong second half, 
and earnings for the year should be 
substantially higher than the earn- 
ings of $1.38 per share for 1968," Ross 
said. (Earnings per share for 1968 

have been restated to include acqui- 
sitions made in 1969) .

Producer's Profile 

PAUL A. ROTHCHILD 

Paul Rothchild is the kind of producer 
who makes one realize that musical 
creativity, invention, and genius are not 
exclusively the province of songwriters, 
instrumentalists, and singers, for as pro- 
ducer, Rothchild is also an artist, a 

highly specialized musician with a 

unique and important function. He ap- 
proaches his work with an enormous 
sense of what is subtlest in musical 
detail. He hears beyond melodies and 
rhythms, even beyond sound. Music, 
on a Rothchild album, is not a surface; 
it is a center. 

Paul Rothchild has been involved in 
the record business for 17 years, and 
like many people in the industry, he 
started out as a record salesman in a 
retail shop in his hometown, which was 
Teaneck, New Jersey. A move to New 
York City brought Paul closer to the 
heart of the record business, as he con- 
tinued in the retail business at the Elec- 
tronic Workshop in the company of Jim 
Richmond and Bob Staub, the latter 
currently general manager of the Rec- 
ord Center chain.

Unlike the western stars, Ford is a 
country boy from Tennessee having 
been born in Bristol in the eastern 
portion of the state. He boosted a coal - 
mining song, "Sixteen Tons," into a 
three -million -plus seller in 1955 when 
he was already a national television 
star. The song by Merle Travis brought 
Ernie a gold record which is now dis- 
played in the Country Music Hall of 
Fame and Museum.

Target of the Union's ire: the 
BBC's proposals to cut down on or- 
chestras to help reduce the Corpora- 
tion's annual deficit of £4,500,000. Says 
Union Boss Hardie Ratcliffe: "The 
plan as explained to us could result in 
the loss of continuing employment for 
300 orchestral players, and a reduction 
of casual employment for musicians 
at fees totalling not less than £250,000 
a year. In view of the very limited 
employment opportunities that now 
exist for musicians of the kind in- 
volved, this would be the most severe 
single blow to the profession and to 
students of music hoping to enter it 
for 40 years." One BBC orchestra that 
would suffer if the BBC economy outs 
were put into operation, and Mr. Rat- 
cliffe has described the plan as a 
"non-starter," is the popular Northern 
Dance Orchestra. This is a BBC 
"house" orchestra of 12 years' stand- 
ing. Pete Murray, one of Britain's top 
deejays, has said: "It would be a tra- 
jedy if the NDO were disbanded." 

BBC hopes to fill in its music pro- 
grams with more recordings, but this 
would be resisted by the MU and pos- 
sibly also by the record manufacturers 
themselves. Only 82 hours a week out 
of 440 hours total transmission time is 
permitted for recordings. BBC wants 
to increase this by another 70 hours, 
making a total of 152 hours. 

America's historic moon shot made 
a massive impact on Britain's tele- 
viewers. But it has also sparked off 
less favourable reactions from record 
dealers, but only because Philips 
Records has made a deal with a top - 
selling Sunday newspaper - the News 
of the World - for the exclusive rights 
to an EP of the actual moon landing. 
Philips will manufacture and produce 
the 15 -minute EP which is packaged 
with a 12 -page foldout sleeve. Disc 
includes the voices of a NASA an- 
nouncer and astronauts Armstrong, 
Aldrin and Collins. Titled "Man On 
The Moon," the EP costs 12s. and 
initial orders of over six figures have 
been received by News of the World. 
The disc will not be available through 
the normal retail outlets. Says Laurie 
Krieger, boss of Harlequin Records, 
"This is a severe blow to the goodwill 
that exists between Philips and the 
record dealer." 

Tamla Motown, which has snatched 
a hefty slice of chart space in Britain, 
is planning to step up its British opera- 
tions. Tamla is released here by EMI 
under a licensing deal which expires 
September 30th, but whether Tamla 
will go independent or seek another 
deal involving EMI was uncertain 

at press time. 
Chris Hutchins, who handles Tom 

Jones and Engelbert Humperdinck, 
has added the activities of Pye Rec- 
ords to his roster. 

Spain, edgy over Britain's long-term 
occupation of Gibraltar, has hit 
back at Britain on the song front. 
Britain lost to the Spanish team in the 
final round of the Knokke Le Zoute 
Song Contest in Belgium recently. A 
"poor selection of songs" was blamed 
for the British failure. 

CBS Records are planning immedi- 
ate release of "Johnny Cash At San 
Quentin" album. One of Britain's 
commercial TV's companies - Gra- 
nada - flew over a camera team to 
film the concert under direction of 
Jo Durden-Smith who recalls it was 
a "rewarding, but somewhat weird 
experience." Granada plans to screen 
the Cash concert for British viewers. 
Jo Durden-Smith once filmed inmates 
of a British prison for a TV documen- 
tary, but this is his first venture be- 
hind the walls of an American one. 

Greatest jazz festival ever to be 
presented in Great Britain will be 
staged by Harold Davison, George 
Wein and Jack Higgins from October 
25th to November 1st. Titled Jazz 
Expo '69,' the festival will consist of 
13 concerts, opening at London's famed 
Royal Festival Hall. Artists taking 
part include Tal Farlow, Grant Green, 
Louis Jordan and his Tympany Five, 
the Robert Patterson Singers, Lionel 
Hampton and his Band, Mary Lou 
Williams and top British jazzman 
Humphrey Lyttelton. 

Nudity on record sleeves and in 
song has run into trouble on both 
sides of the Atlantic. Stateside dealers 
objected to plans by Blind Faith to 
market an album showing a naked 11 - 
year old girl holding a spacecraft. 
Now, over here, BBC has banned 
broadcasts of a song titled "Take Off 
Your Clothes" by top singer -composer 
Peter Sarstedt. Song was featured on 
BBC and evoked protests from lis- 
teners. "It should never have been 
broadcast," said red-faced BBC spoke - 
man. "It was a mistake. It will not be 
broadcast on future occasions." Sars- 
tedt, who had a big hit with "Where 
Do You Go To My Lovely," has- fea- 
tured the "banned" song without in- 
cident at concerts throughout Britain. 

British Government clamped down 
on the "pirate" commercial radio sta- 
tions broadcasting from off-shore 
ships. But they have refused to be sunk 
without trace. New commercial sta- 
tion, Radio Andorra, is planning to 
broadcast to Britain from the prin- 
cipality of Andorra on the Lines of 
Radio Luxembourg.

The 
British segment featured the sounds 
of established artists such as The 
Tremeloes, The Love Affair, The 
Marmalade and Georgie Fame. Also 
highlighted were a number of CBS 
United Kingdom's newer artists. K.G. 
Young is an American writer living in 
London who has a strong track re- 
cord as a composer (among his hits 
are such diverse things as the old 
U.S. smash "Under the Boardwalk" 
and the recent British chart topper 
"Come Back and Shake Me") . Young's 
recent debut a single as a solo artist, 
"Spider," was featured. Roly Daniels, 
vocalist, was showcased with his latest

Keith Mans- 
field, a jazz composer who has made 
his mark as a top English arranger, 
demonstrated his distinctive instru- 
mental treatment of pop songs with 
his orchestra.

Empha- 
sis was on the voice of Carmen Maki, 
CBS/SONY's first Gold Record winner 
in its less -than -a -year -old operation. 

The presentation then moved from 
pop to the creative efforts of various 
CBS affiliates in the area of classical 
music: Brazil's Conjunto Brazileiro 
Roberto de Regina, vocal group of 
five men and three women singing 
music of the Renaissance; Argentina's 
violin virtuoso Alberto Lysy, director 
of the Camerata Bariloche, an Argen- 
tine chamber -music ensemble that 
has gained world-wide praise; Israel's 
Rinat Israel Chamber Choir under the 
direction of Gary Bertima; France's 
"Chronophagie," performed by the 
Jacques Lasry group on musical 
sculptures created by the brothers 
Baschet; and CBS United Kingdom's 
Pierre Boulez, the great French -born 
contemporary composer/conductor 
who has just been named music direc- 
tor of the New York Philharmonic. 
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For Fonit Cetra Claudio Villa has 
just released "Il Momento Della Ver- 
ita" and is now at Cote d'Azur for a 
new broadcast for Monte Carlo Radio 
which will take place in September 
next.
