Catalog

The album scene has entered into a
new era of catalog strength for con-
temporary product, for the fact is that
a new contemporary look to catalog
inventory is giving long-range sales
weight to a lot of product. Cash Box
has in several weekly comments on
this page noted the gradual demise of
the importance of catalog that, in
many instances, pre-dated the devel-
opment of the tong-play disk, not to
mention a vast area of post-stereo
merchandise. While much of this
product has successfully been mer-
chandised in the budget and/or premi-
um sections of the business, there
had been a sort of vacuum created
whereby the business was viewed as
less than secure in its availability of
solid, “rainy-day"” product.

It's evident at this time, however,
that this vacuum—and a serious void
it has been—is being filled by the
newer crop of talents, many of whom
are erroneously relegated to “now”
performers without tomorrow’s ability
to make their LP wares stick. The in-
dustry has witnessed the likes of The
Beatles, the Rolling Stones, Simon &
Garfunkel, Tom Jones, Glenn Camp-
bell, Peter, Paul & Mary giving day-in-

and-day-out, year-after-year status to
their own LP’'s. Just like their coun-
terparts of old, success by these art-
ists—whether it be through a series of
singles hits, exposure on TV or through
motion-pictures, immediately stim-
ulates a broad demand for their LP
works. No longer does the industry
need to concede that once it reaches
the 90-day peak of album sales on one
of its contemporary acts it might as
well make a budget and/or premium
arrangement. There presently exists a
likely element of stability in contem-
porary LP catalog, one in which a label
might well expect long-range dividends
from an act.

It should be emphasized that the
appeal of disk attractions are always
subject to change of consumer pref-
erence. But, the signs point to a far
greater degree of endurance of disk
performers than in recent years past.
This is especially conducive to the
establishment of catalog sellers and,
by the way, a testament to the quality
of much of today's acts themselves.
And for the business, it means a new
degree of stability that a lot of folks
thought was a glaring missing element
in the LP field.

NEW YORK — Tom Jones and Engel-
bert Humperdinck will cortinue to
record for British Decca over the next
six years. New deal, reportedly
guaranteeing the star songsters $6
million over this period, assures their
continued aﬂpcarunce through London
Records in the U.S. Jones and Humper-
einck are both managed by Gordon
Mills, with whom the performers are
partered in a company called Man-
agement Agency & Music, of which
500,000 shares have been acquired by
British Decca. In turn, the trio own
Decca stock valued at about 3% of the
value of the company. It's estimated
that the new agreement, effective Jan.
I, one year earlier than originally
anticipated, will be based on new
royalty rates which are 75% higher
than the old.

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Talks Become Music To The Ears Of CBS, BMI
As Firms Enter Sessions To Avert Music Ban

NEW YORK — Whether or not the
1970’s would start with a stoppage of
the performance of BMI music over
the CBS TV network was still up in the
air last week.

But, some signs pointed to at least a
chance at talks between CBS and BMI
to avert a previous decision by BMI to
cancel its licensing contract with CBS,
effective Jan. 1, if the broadcaster did
not alter what BMI says is the “unfair
and inequitable manner in which CBS
was paying for performing rights.”
CBS. however, has demanded that
both BMI and ASCAP offer new terms

for performance fee payments that
would be based on actual per-
formances of songs rather than the
traditional method of royalty payment
on the basis of gross advertising
revenue.

Al this came to a head as a result of
a letter to BMI and ASCAP from
George Wood, president of the CBS net-
work. “ ... the royalties paid by CBS
do not bear any relationship to the
amount of music performed on the
CBS Television Network,” he said.
“ .. CBS is forced to pay royalties on
programming which which does not

Atlantic Set LP Sales Mark During '69
Label Maintained Leading Singles Pace

NEW YORK — Atlantic Records has
set a new mark in LP sales for 1969
while keeping pace as a singles sales
leader over the past five years, the
company reported last week.

In addition. the label noted a “tre-
mendous growth” of tape cartridge
product during the year in which the
company set its own facilities for 8-
track and cassette product. These
product factors plus the successful in-
troduction of new artists and the ex-
pansion of the diskery’s English art-
ists roster contributed, in the words of
Ahmet Ertegun, president of Atlantic,
“to a consolidation in 1969 of (Atlan-
tic's) position as one of the world’s
leading companies.”

The top sales mark ever in LP’s is
reflected in the award this year of
nine RIAA-certified gold disks for sales
of $1 million. In addition, the company
itself awarded four albums with plat-
inum records for sales of over $2 mil-
lion. A new company record in total
sales was set by the Iron Butterfly
whose Atco album, “In-A-Gadda-Da-
Vida”, passed the 2 million unit mark
in domestic sales this month.

“We look forward,” Ertegun said,
“with confidence to even greater suc-
cess for the Atlantic, Atco and Cotillion
labels during the 1970’s.”

“We could not have achieved such a
successful year” Ertegun continued,
“without the tremendous talents of in-
de[)endent producers associated with
Atlantic Records like Buddy Killen (of
Dial Records), Quin Ivy and Marlin
Greene, Ollie McLaughlin, Kenny
Gamble & Leon Huff, Isaac Hayes
David Prater, Brad Shapiro and Steve
Alaimo, George Avakian, Charles
Greene, Jim Hilton, Rick Hall, King
Curtis, Les Carter, Huey Meaux, Felix
Pappalardi, Willie Henderson, Herbie
Mann, Eddie Hinton, Tommy Cogbill,
Norman Petty, Ted Cooper, David
Rubinson, and Bob Crewe.”

“The independent English producers
who contributed so much to this great

- year for Atlantic are Robert Stigwood,

Maurice and Barry Gibb, Georgio
Gomelsky, Kit Lambert & Chris
Stamp, Jimmy Miller, and Pete Town-
shend”, concluded Ertegun.

Lib/UA Into Nat'l Rack Scene
It's Music Isle Of America

HOLLYWOOD — Musical Isle, the
rack jobbing arm of Liberty/UA, will
become Musical Isle of America, Inc.,
on Jan. 1, 1970, signalling a significant
move towards a national mass mer-
chandising operation. The national
scope of the company took shape with
the recent acquisitions of Modern
Records, a major New Orleans rack
jobber, and San Francisco's Pic-A-
Tune rack operation and distributing
arm, Eric-Mainland.

According to Liberty/UA president
Al Bennett, a complex of 20 fulfillment
centers is anticipated during the next 3-
5 years. Musical Isle currently is
operating in Kansas City, Memphis,
Nashville, St. Louis and Chicago.

Though not totally ruling out future
acquisitions, Ron Bledsoe, who will be
president of the new operation, said
that the growth of the firm is expected
to be internal, with new branches
being opened as executive manpower
becomes available.

The Musical Isle operation will re-
main separate from Liberty/UA Dis-
tributing Corp., and all Musical Isle

outlets (except New Orleans) will
continue to handle independent
distribution, with one-stop service

available in Chicago, St. Louis, San
Francisco and Kansas City.

The Chicago warehouse, in Morton
Grove, will function as a feeder for the
midwestern states. The Chicago rack
jobbing operation, and others, will
offer a unique perpetual inventory
control service by data processin%.
The computer service will be available
to all accounts, from the largest chain
to the smallest retailer.

The board of directors for the new
corporations are Al Bennett, chair-
man, Ron Bledsoe, vice-chairman,
Russ Back (also serving as director of
mass merchandising), Joe Chacere.

Consumer Electronics
Show October Decline

WASHINGTON — Distributor sales in
consumer electronics to dealers were
enerally off the October 1968 pace.
{fowever, color television, auto radio
and portable and table phonog year-to-
date sales were slightly ahead of 1968,
the Electronic Industries Association
reports.

Distributor sales of color television
sets to dealers were down 22.5 percent
during October as compared with
sales during the same month the year
before. In October, 506,358 sets were
sold to dealers, compared with 653,691
the same month last vear, EIA re-
ported. Color TV sales to dealers were
4,568,602 sets for the yvear-to-date, 1.4
percent ahead of the 4,507,537 sets sold
in the same period in 1968.

Monochrome TV sales in October, at
442,161 sets, were down 17.7 percent
from the 537.250 sets sold in the same
month last year. Total TV sales to
dealers, on & vear-to-date basis were
down 3.2 percent; 8,692,808 in 1969 to
8,977,045 sets the first ten months of
1968.

Total phonograph sales decreased
16.4 percent in October over the same
month a year ago and is now 1.1 per-
cent behind on a year-to-date basis.

Total radio sales to dealers declined
in all categories and are now running
6.6 percent behind on a year-to-date
basis.

of five gold albums for Cream; the
others were for “Fresh Cream”, “Dis-
realt Gears”, and “Wheels Of Fire".
This means that Cream have earned a
gold record for every LP released on
Atco.

Blind Faith, which includes two ex-
Cream members, Eric Clapton and
Ginger Baker, also won a gold record
for their album “Blind Faith™.

All of these gold LP’s were produced
by the artists themselves, with the
exception of “Ball”, which was pro-
duced by Jim Hilton, and “Blind
Faith”, produced by Jimmy DMiller.

Platinum Awards

Atlantic’'s Platinum Record Award
for $2,000,000 in sales, was awarded
four times in 1969. The Rascals earned
it for “Time Peace: The Rascals’
Greatest Hits”. Led Zeppelin earned it
twice, for “Led Zeppelin I” and “Led
Zeppelin 117, making it the first group
to Lc so honored by Atlantic.

Iron Butterfly won it early in 1969
for “In-A-Gadda-Da-Vida™. The LP
continued to sell so [ast and furiously
that by the end of the year it passed
the 2,000,000 unit mark in sales. This
makes “In-A-Gadda-Da-Vida” on Atco
one of the biggest-selling pop albums
of all time.

Tape Cartridges And Cassettes

Atlantic started releasing its own 8-
track stereo cartridges last January,
se]ling them to its distributors through-
out the country. Sales of cartridges on
the Atlantic-Atco-Cotillion labels have
boomed all year, and now account for
25 per cent of the firm’s album busi-
ness. (This does not include tape sales
made by Ampex, who are licensed to
make tapes of Atlantic product.)
~ In December, Atlantic started issuing
its album product on cassettes. The
cassettes are being issued simulta-
neously with the release of LP’s, just
as the firm has been doing with its 8-
track stereo cartridges.

New Signing & Additions

Atlantic presented many new artists
in 1969, and a large percentage of them
had solid album or single record hits
during the year. New artists on
Atlantic, Atco and Cotillion included
Lulu, Crosby, Stills & Nash, Gary
Burton, Lotti Golden, R.B. Greaves,
MC 5, Black Pearl, Blackwell, Blues
Image, The Allman Brothers Band,
Fusion, Rosco Robinson, Baby Wash-
ington, Z.Z. Hill, Donnie Hathaway,
Otis Leavill, Walter Jackson, Banchee,
Yes, and Taste. Cher was signed to
Atco as a solo artist, with Sonny and
Cher together continuing their work as

a duo. At the end of the year Atlantic
announced the signing of two major
artists, Mongo Santamaria and Ronnie
Hawkins.

Two acts from England had a solid
impact in the U.S. on Atco. They were
Blind Faith, made up of ex-Cream
musicians Eric Clapton and Ginger
Baker, and Jack Bruce—whose first
album as a soloist was issued in the
Fall. Two of England's hottest new
groups, Fat Mattress and King crim-
son were signed to long-term exclusive
contracts with Atlantic in mid-
summer. By late fall both groups were
on tours in the United States and their
initial albums had turned into best-
sellers. Atlantic also released an
album by a rock group trom Holliand,
Golden Fuarring.

During the vear Atlantic made a
number of major distribution deals
for new labels. One of the key distribu-
tion arrangements was with San Fran-

cisco, the new label started by
Fillmore owner Bill Graham and
producer David Rubinson. First

release on the label featured a second
generation San Francisco rock act,
Cold Blood. The group’s first ablum,
released in November, was on the best-
selling charts by December.

Another label distribution arrange-
ment was made with Track Records
of England. First artist to be released
in the U.S. under the contract was
Thunderclan Newman, whose “Some-
thing In The Air’” was a hit.

Sly Stone and David Kapralik
entered into a distribution arrange-
ment with Atlantic for their new label
Stone Flower. Under the agreement
Sly Stone will produce new artists that
he signs to the label. Initial product is
expected early in 1970. Initial product
is also expected early next year from
Charles Greene’'s new Etcetera label,
which Atlantic will distribute.

Atlantic made arrangements in the
fall to distribute Phil Walden’s new
label, Capricorn. First release featured
The Allman Brothers Band.

Foreign Sales

Foreign sales for Atlantic Records
were termed “‘excellent” in 1969. with
many of the firm's top acts becoming
best-sellers abroad. Stron% sales were
scored in England and European
countries, especially in those countries
visited by the company's top names
during the year. The company has had
several big hits in Europe this year.
Percy Sledge's “My Special Prayer”
was number one in Holland for several
weeks. Vanilla Fudge's “Some Velvet
Morning~ was number three in Italy
for many weeks.

One major change in Atlantic's
foreign distribution during the year
was made when Warner Bros. Records
of Canada, Ltd. was named Atlantic’s
Canadian licensee.

second class status there. Rock has

either been served up as_ nostalgia,

dreds of nondescript groups playing
endless sets in the pseudo-dicos that
seemed designed only to drive the
patrons back to the tables.

There are some that would say Elvis
Presley was the first rock act to head-
line Vegas, but Elvis is more an nstitu-
tion than a rock star.

Tape configurations
multiplied before our eyes. With all of
this happening, what can they come
up with in the 70’s? Plenty. Here are
some predictions for the next 10 years:

KMET-Los Angeles
A Blend That's Believable

Los Angeles has been the scene for
many innovations and refinements in
radio programming, so it should come
as no surprise that new directions in
Erogressive radio are being pioneered

ere by KMET, Metromedia’s local
FM outlet. The new format, in con-
ception for over a year, and in opera-
tion for two months, combines persona-
lity, believability and professionalism,
and just seems to jump out at you as
soon as you flick on your radio. None
of the factors involved are new to radio,
but the way they have been blended is.

B. Mitchell Reed. director of opera-
tions for KMET, learned about persona-
lity at KFWB, where he was L. A's #1
jock for over four years. BMR (as he
i1s fondly remembered by millions of
once-upon-a-time teenieboppers) cred-
its Chuck Blore with creating a whole
new brand of Top 40 radio at KFWB
in 1958, and Mitch is applying some of
Blore’s basic principles, updated, to
KMET. KMET's jocks, Steve Seagull,
Uncle T and Mitch, project their per-
sonalities, not only thru talk but thru
their music as well, and it is this mu-
sical projection, varying from day to
day and from jock to jock, which gives
the station a life of its own.

“We’'re into believable radio,” said
KMET program director Dave More-
head, “rather than the old Top 40
shuck syndrome, where everything
was done with phony enthusiasm and
a lot of hype production. We do a lot
of commercial production, but it's
keyed to believability. We don’t put
something in the copy to make it grand-
iose production spot when it sacrifices
the station’s believability.” Morehead
credits this approach with providing
advertisers with a response “all out
of proportion to what our rating num-
bers show. That’s why we have so many
direct accounts that don’t go thru
agencies. We can take stores in shop-
ping centers that are just opening, and
we will turn out a greater proportion of
our listeners.”

“Progressive radio is fine as long as
someone understands it,” says Mitch,
and that's where the professionalism
comes in. “We're a rock station. The
term ‘underground’ doesn’t apply any-
more,” added Morehead. “We play
nlmre popular music than anyone
else.”
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“Early attempts at progressive ra-
dio,” continues Mitch, “were ‘free
form.” They tried to be the exact op-
posite of the AM'ers, to play it as na-
ive as you possibly could, to say, in
effect, ‘here we are fumbling our way
thru, but we know that you dig fum-
bling . . .” But, in reality, only a small
portion of the potential progressive
rock audiences digs fumbling, and
KMET is after more than that. Though
there is no regular ‘playlist,’” there is
an active and master library of music
that has been cleared by all the jocks
in regular meetings. Each jock pro-
grams his own show from the library,
but there are no ‘must play’ records.

Basically, the music is plaved in
‘sets,” with each set, or sometimes the
entire show, carrying a particular
theme. The patterns are seldom re-
peated, so that the musical content each
day, and each show, varies consider-
ably. Each d.j. does four hours a day,
with the remaining 12 hours handled
by ‘the machine.’ ‘The machine,” an
automation device, will blend music,
commercials and other spots from
seven reels of tape into a different pro-
gram each day.

The station is still building its
public service identity and currently
1s carrying one show of its own, “Watts
Revitalization,” and sharing one show
with its sister AM’er, KLAC, “First
Person.” News is simulcast during the
automated hours, and done live by the
jocks, from specially prepared copy,
the rest of the day. KMET, along with
most other Metromedia outlets, carries
The Fifth Estate, an improvisation
group that provides a different slant
to the news thru comedy bits and ori-
ginal songs.

The station will continue adding
jokes, as the right ones become avail-
able, till they reach a 24-hour-a-day
live status.

Listen To ‘Superstar’
WRNO Mgr. Urges

NEW ORLEANS — WRNO-Radio has
gone on record in support of the Decca
single “Superstar” which has been
generating much controversy among
station listeners. In response to numer-
ous phone calls, station mgr. J. Cos-
tello issued the following statement:

“WRNO has been receiving much
comment regarding a certain record
by Murray Head on the Decca label
entitled ‘Superstar.’” The minute some-
one hears the name of Jesus Christ set
to a rock rhythm the telephone switch-
board jams — it becomes the topic of
calls on radio programs, downing the
record, and those stations that play it.

“If those who condemn ‘Superstar’
will listen before they condemn, they
will find this record is ‘pro’ Jesus
Christ, not anti-Christ.

“If I wish to communicate with
African natives, I would have to talk
in Swahili. If T wish to communicate
with a Spaniard, I must speak Span-
ish. It is the same with today’s genera-
tion. If we want them to accept Christ
as a savior, we must speak to them in
their own language. If we at WRNO
can do that by playing this record,
then we are indeed performing a com-
munity service.”

Meanwhile the record moved up
from 14 to 6 on this week’s Looking
Ahead list.

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One of the most important movies
of the Christmas season is expected
to be '‘The Battle Of Neretva” starring
Yul Brynner, Syvlva Koscina, Curt
Jurgens, Franco Nero and others. It
is about the all important battle fought
by the partisans of Marshall Tito in
1943 against the overwhelming Nazi
troops. International Music Business
was able to get the publishing and
recording rights of the original sound-
track, which have been already
granted to Suisei-Sha for Japan.

Amateurs of Italian music have
probably noticed the Soffici name in
the composers’ lists. Years ago, for
instance, for “Stessa Spiaggia Stesso
Mare”, this year for “Zucchero” and
“Non Credere”. But the first was
penned by Piero Soffici and the others
by Roberto, who is Piero’s son. Now
Roberto starts also his singing career
as an artist of Ricordi. His first record
is a single including ‘‘Possibile” b/w
“Una Parola’.

Another musical note connected
with a movie: reference is made to
the film “La Strana Voglia Di Jean”
screened now in Italy. Bobby Solo,
one of the main artists in the Ricordi's
cast, has recorded the title song of
this picture.

The popular French singer Antoine
continues his career in Italy. Ricordi
has announced that he is just back
from a long tour in Latin American
countries. During this tour he met the
well-known  Argentine singer/com-
poser Palito Ortega, under pact with
RCA as a singer and with Fermata as
a composer. Antoine will introduce
Palito’s hits in Europe, and first re-
cordings of them will be released in
Italian by Ricordi. The first one in the
list is “La Canzone Che lo Canto’
which will be immediately promoted
via a TV show.

Mino and Sergio, two of the mem-
bers of the dissolved group, 1 Giganti,
have just signed a long term pact
with Ricordi. The first release pre-
sented by them on this label is “Zero
Anno D’Amore” a song which follows
in its style the route of the other
Giganti hits such as “Tema” and
“Proposta”. The success of the new

recording is connected with the par-
ticular significance which it has in
the present world situation, where
the voung people’s demands for a
better world are so frequent.

The young actress Romina Power
(EMI Italiana) really well deserves
the qualification of “singer” as well,
but as a singer she has entered defi-
antly the “olympus” of the great
stars. After her “Acqua Di Mare”
which got her top positions in the
charts for several weeks, the second

disk including *“‘La Mia Solitudine”
serves as a further confirmation of
her talent. The conviction that Ro-

mina uses in performing this number
makes us think that this second disk
will, as the first, suddenly jump up
our hit parade, and be another top
seller of the season.

The name of Adriano Celentano is a
common occurrence on our charts,
so that sometimes we even forget to
bring this fact to the attention of our
readers: we have to repair our over-
sight by putting a big spotlight on his
latest release “Lirica D'Inverno” b/w
“L’Uomo Nasce Nudo”. That is one
of the few cases when both titles of a
disk are to be considered really as “A”
sides. The record, which, as always
happens since eleven years ago with
Adriano’s records, suddenly jumped
into the top posmon in the charts a
few days after the release, follows the
way of his previous hit “Storia
D’Amore”, reminding the atmosphere
of the latter.

The new born publishing and record
company Numero Uno, managed by
Maria and Giulio Rapetti and
Sandro Colombini, has not met with
the difficulties new companies usually
find. Actually they have already one
record on the charts, “Questo Folle
Sentimento” by the group Formula
Tre, and now there is a4 new release
which will surely obtain the f(avour of
the public. This is the version of a
successful well-known motif, Grieg’s
“Morning” and is very well per-
formed by a new group just discovered
by Numero Uno: La Verde Stagione
who just take their name from the
title of this first song recorded by
them, that is “La Verde Stagione”.

Great Britain

The BBC's recently published annual
report disclosed a massive 1968 deficit
of nearly 4% million. The govern-
ment’s delay in raising the annual
license fee and the post office’s failure
to remedy the revenue lost by license
evasion are two factors blamed for the
deficit by the report. The size of the
cash shortfall has provided additional
ammunition to critics of the BBC's
plans. supported by the present govern-
ment, for a major and expensive exten-
sion of local radio broadcasting under
BBC auspices. The Corporation is also
under fire from Sadler’s Wells Opera
managing director Stephen Arlen, who
described its announcement of drastic
reductions in broadcasts of live opera
from London and the provinces as “a
bloody disgrace.” Covent Garden
Opera general administrator Sir David
Webster joined the onslaught by saying
the BBC was letting opera down after
receiving Arts Council commendation
for its co-operation in the past. Live
opera broadcasts will henceforth be
cut from a yearly average of 21 to 17,
and only six each will emanate from
Sadler’s Wells and Covent Garden.

Pre-Christmas action in the High
Court seems to be the prelude to moves
likely to end the lucrative disk import
trade from across the Atlantic as it
exists at present. The Carlin Music
Corporation, Shadamm Music, Jobete-
Carlin Music, Burlington Music, and
Francis Day & Hunter sought an order
restraining Beat and Commercial
Records (trading as Musicland) and
One Stop Records from selling certain
American LPs which they have import-
ed into the UK “without prior license
from the plaintiffs.” An account of the
profits on the records imported and
damages and costs were also sought.
The two defendants gave undertakings
to stop importing and selling on the
LPs specified by Elvis Presley, Diana
Ross and The Supremes, The Tempta-
tions and Gladys Knight and The Pips.
The plainutiffs’ applications will be
heard again during the next court
term. Their move reflects resentment
felt in music publishing circles about
the alleged non-payment of copyright
royalties under the prevailing system
of disk importation.

Major Minor chief Phil Solomon is
endeavoring to organize a joint
approach by the smaller record labels
to the BBC on the question of needle
time, the weekly allocation of radio
time for records which is hamstring-
ing exposure and promotion chances,
est)(ecially on new artists.

Figures filed officially in conformity
with the Companies Act reveal that
some expectations on the subject of
Apple Corps profits were somewhat
optimistic. In the eighteen months
ending in December 1966, the figure
was £574,000 equivalent to an annual
rate of ¢380,000. In the preceding
twelve months, profits had totaled
£519,000 for the Beatle enterprise.
Subafilms, the Beatle subsidiary
receiving _royalties for movies like
“Help,” “A Hard Day’s Night,” and
“Yellow Submarine” showed a 1967
profit dip from £263,000 to £104,000 and
there was not dividend payment as
opposed to £54,000 in 1966. Profits from
Apple Films slumped from €37,000 to
£4,900 in 1966, and the profit figure for
1967 for Maclen Music, which benefits
from the Lennon-McCartney composi-
tions, was nearly £150,000. The four
Beatles drew salaries and dividends
totaling almost £400,000 during the
two and a half year period covered by
the published accounts. The figures
relate to the earlier days of the Apple
operation and show business circles
expect more favorable results subse-
quent to the reorganization and ratio-
nalization measures initiated by their
business manager Allen Klein. Mean-
while, the group have nixed a £1 mil-
lion American tour offer received from
the Cleveland-based Belkin Produc-
tions. The offer covered concerts in
twelve major American cities next
summer and guaranteed The Beatles
65 per cent of the gross take. The deal
is being kept open by the Belkin office
until January 10th, but there seems no
prospect of the group changing their
minds. The Beatles last toured the
States in 1966.

If the initial Apple Corps results
have not shown an exactly abundant
harvest, there is no disputing the fiscal
buovancy of that famous British show
business star of the stock market,
Management Agency and Music. MAM
shares hit a pre-Christmas peak of 58
shillings on the strength of reports that
Warner Brothers were angling for the
recording services of Tom Jones and
Engelbert Humperdinck and mi%ht
even be considermg a takeover bid for
MAM itself. Jones’ stake in MAM is
now estimated at £2% million, and
both Humperdinck and manager Gor-
don Mills own a piece of the action
well over the £2 million mark. The
future recording plans of the two stars
are still the subject of speculation in
the music trade. Some people expect
them to transfer their contractual
allegiance to Button, the new label
planned by Mills, but others point out
that they may well renew with the
Decca label itself on account of its
ability to pay them a higher royalty
rate-than a brand-new disk enterprise
could afford.

‘Special’ light, which jumps around
between three different scoring targets,
is an outstandmg play attraction of
‘King tut,”” said Paul Calamari, sales
manager of Bally ‘\/Ianufactunng Cor-
poration, in announcing international
delivery of the game this week.

“To get the Specml’ light going,’
Calamari explained. ‘‘player must
light T-U-T in a 3-ball game or
K-I-N-G-T-U-T in a 5-ball game. Let-
ters are lit by hitting correspondingly
lettered top rollovers and side targets.
Once lit, the letters remain lit until
end of game, and, as long as the letters
are lit, the Specnal’ light rotates be-
tween the upper left ‘Special’ rollover,
upper right ‘Special’ rollover and cen-
ter ‘Special’ target, each one worth 1
replaK if hit when lit.

“Like the upper side rollovers, the
bottom side rollovers are extra 1mp0r—
tant in ‘King Tut.” Both normally score
100, as the ball exits into the out-hole.
But if the ‘Kicker On’ light is lit by
hlttmg left mushroom bumper. ball
entering left out lane is kicked back on
1he playfield for further scoring action.

‘Gate Open' is lit by hitting right
mushroom bumper, right out-lane de-
livers free ball to plunger tip.

“With 31 different ways to build up
score, including one dozen 100 point
hits, ‘ng Tut’ is naturally attracting
peak play and hllmg coin-boxes with
king-size collections,” Calamari con-
cluded

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EDITORIAL:

Yesterday, Today and Tomorrow

The “season to be jolly” is also a time for personal
reflection. As we approach 1970 and the dawning of
a new decade, these holidays in particular will cause
many a music and games operator to look back over
the closing decade and consider how much he's ac-
complished, how far he's advanced his business and
possibly what he's lost. Surely, each operator, in hind-
sight, must be bitter over at least one deal he could
have made if he had the foresight to do it differently.

If every operator could have turned hindsight into
foresight, what wonders there would have been! How
many loans and bonuses wouldn’t have been so freely
given to suspect location owners? How much more
personal attention would have been paid to certain
locations before they were swiped by a competitor?
How many stops could have been added to the route
if a little more initiative were devoted in that direc-
tion? How many locations might have been disposed
of for not measuring up to the proper collection yield

.and are still on the route? And maybe, there are
a few operators beating themselves for not spotting
that one promising employee who could have devel-
oped into a first-class mechanic or possibly a route
manager if encouraged (and paid) enough.

Distributors may wonder why they ever financed
this or that slip-shod operator during the 60's; and
mumble at the same time why they didn't extend
themselves far enough to help that certain young man
get started who's cooking with gas today but buying
his machines elsewhere.

While surveying the accounts receivable over a hot
cup of eggnog, surely some distributors will wonder
why in heaven's name they ever extended so many
“good” operators so far, but as always, fail to come up
with a sensible solution.

There are hundreds of things the operator and dis-
tributor can recriminate themselves over for not doing
during the closing decade . . . but why bother? Surely,
there isn't a man in business for himself today who
couldn’'t have done something better if he knew the
result in advance. The point is, it's never too late to
correct any condition. But it's always too bad for the
lad who sees obvious directions for improvement but
continues to ignore them.

Before the next decade is out, they'll be profound
changes in the coin machine industry. There could be
great things like an effective program that would get
each and every operator a higher commission on his
equipment. There might be sweeping technological
advances like a tape cartridge jukebox or the dawning
of the audio-visual machine as standard rather than
exceptional. There also could very well be some dark
developments like an increased sale of equipment to
the location if the trade doesn’t stay on its toes.

What could be today will become what has been in
1980, and while it's every tradester's privilege to
worry about what's going on in his business at the
moment, he should be ready to move immediately on
all promising innovations.

Now during the year's end, when thoughts turn to
the man in the business rather than the business that
feeds the man, each and every one of you must pause
a minute and consider how far you've really come
along. If there’s a nice route out there with your name
on it, take a moment to enjoy that thought. A good
business, like a happy and healthy family in a com-
fortable home, is the measure of a man in this world.
