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Recently interviewed on radio, Max
Morath, the ingratiating, performing
expert on ragtime music, took issue

with the music trade's penchant for

putting tags on music. His contention

is that ragtime is itself a victim of

category in that the music is not mere-
ly rinky-dink or honky-tonk in nature,

but covers a wide variety of expres-
sion, often mellow and romantic in

tone.

Morath also indicted the world of

contemporary music for throwing out
ill-defined phrases, such as folk-rock,

country-rock, etc. Rock, too, is very

capable of ranging wide in its forms
of expression, and is, in reality, a

melting-pot of sounds, never really

this kind or that kind of music. It is,

in short, a universal music that, like

ragtime, owes a debt (often ragtime it-

self!) to practically all music that had
developed before it.

We have often stated here that

judgements on music should be made
on the simple basis of: music— is it

good or bad? Why should the world of

music be burdened with the conven-
ient cop-out, for instance, that ration-

alizes the quality of music on the basis

of “well, for a country-rock (or a folk-

rock or a blues-rock) sound, it's pretty

good.'' The public—and you can expand

this audience to much of the world—
has had more exposure to more kinds

of musical cultures than ever before

in history. They have been exposed to

so many kinds of musical cultures in

the last 15 years that they no longer

have to adjust to or fight-off new and
strange sounds. It’s this eclectic na-

ture of music lovers today that is the

best testament to a doing-away with

of most definitions. Based on the emo-
tions satisfied, the kind of perform-
ances offered, they are likely to de-

clare that l-like-this or l-don’t. Music
has little identification problems to-

day, a lack of which, for example,
made the sound revolution of the 50’s

so difficult to comprehend at first. As
all the known sources of music are

employed in the development of a so-

called "new music,” the public is

going to find it even easier to accept
fresher approaches as they come
along.

It would be helpful if the industry—
when it thinks it’s on to a “new
sound”—try to explain the sound to the

public via ads, public relations, etc.

With this educational “softening-up”

of the market, the business can avoid

tags of music that only tend to restrict

what is largely a wide-open market
for all types of music.

The album, issued six months
ago, was an immediate best-seller, and
qualified for a gold record before it

was issued. It became a No. 1 seller.

“Led Zeppelin II” is the second LP
to pass the two million units sales at

Atlantic-Atco; the other being the Iron.

Butterfly’s “In-A-Gadda-Da-Vida”.
Last week Led Zeppelin received

certification of its first gold single,

See Phasing Out
Of Some Labels

HOLLYWOOD - Future plans of Lib-
erty/UA, a subject of heavy trade
speculation over the past few weeks,
were partially clarified last week as
Lib/UA president A1 Bennett revealed
a major re-alignment of the product,
sales and promotion areas of tne com-
pany. Although it is understood that
there’s a strong possibility of a phasing
out of several of the labels in the com-
plex in the near future, no specific de-
tails on that subject were mentioned
by Bennett. Nor did Bennett’s state-
ment outline the futures of two key
execs. Bud Dain and Dick Bock.
According to Bennett, the restructur-

ing is aimed at positioning its exec
staff to achieve a more efficient utili-

zation of personnel and their expertise.
The moves also serve to bring Liberty
and United Artists even closer to-
gether in sales and promotion areas,
with new lines of authority being
drawn on an East Coast/West Coast
basis. The A&R department will re-
main basically unchanged.
Phil Skaff continues as vice presi-

dent of product and sales, coordina-
ting domestic product, marketing and

NEW YORK — Underground Vege-
tables is not the name of a new rock
group, but of an international audio-
visual company.
The firm, with offices in New York,

London and Miami, is music-oriented,
and extends its services beyond the
production of promotional films.
“Most firms of this type,” says Bruce
Meintjies, head of the New York of-

fice, “are merely producers, but our
activities include a follow-through,
such as a feed-back system we have
developed that logs the exposure of

our promotional films for labels uti-

lizing our services.”
At the moment, UV is producing

only on film (standard reels and car-
tridges), while anticipating a “more
perfected” video tape system. Meint-
jies contends that the firm’s testing
of video tape showed that playback is

limited to 50 plays, at which time the
video portion begins to “break-up.”
UV’s engineers continually inspect
new audio-visual equipment.
UV has available a full-film crew

and composers and lyricists. (A pub-
lishing company, Tomato Patch Mu-
sic will be introduced in the near
future.) An interesting aspect in-

volving the staff of 80 people is that
each shares in the overall profits of
the company.
Besides its promotional film phase,

UV also engages in special projects,
including station-breaks and documen-
taries. The firm has produced an edu-
cational film — from a separate

Capitol Reaching
HOLLYWOOD — The ‘borderline’ au-
dience, open to contemporary music
but not firmly committed to it, is the
target of new marketing plans by
Capitol Records. Thru its three pro-
ject managers, Howard Goldman,
Varley Smith and Walter Wanger, the
label is experimenting with new mer-
chandising and ad campaigns aimed
at this audience.

Stocks React To
NEW YORK — The world or the
Beatles themselves are unsure wheth-
er the Beatles will again perform
as a team, but Paul McCartney’s
stated departure from the group was
taking its toll in the stock market last

week.
Capitol Industries, whose Capitol la-

bel distributes Beatles product
through Apple Records in the U.S.,

was losing ground as a result of the
McCartney press-conference an-
nouncement in London. By week’s end,
the firm’s common stock, traded on
the American Exchange, had dropped
more than 4 points. Shares of ABKCO
Industries, representing three of the
Beatles and their Apple Records (Paul
McCartney is represented by Eastman
& Eastman) was being quoted at

lower prices on the Over-the-Counter
market.
To clear the air over its stake in

Beatles works — as a group and on an
individual basis — Sal Iannucci, presi-

dent of the label, issued a statement
early last week noting that Capitol’s
recording contract with the Beatles,
through EMI, has 6V2 years to run,
and it covers all recorded perfor-
mances, “not only by the group as a
whole, but by any of its individual
members.” Iannucci noted that the
“McCartney” album had a pre-release
order of over $2 million (the set was
released last Fri.). He also said that
Ringo Starr’s first solo LP — fea-

turing the Beatles drummer-singer on
a set of pop standards — was being
rushed into release following its avail-
ability in England through EMI.
Adding to this new Beatlemania was

United Artists announcement that it

would release “Let It Be,” the Beatles
latest (and last?) feature film on May
27. While UA will market the sound-
track LP, it will bear a Red Apple
logo.

In England, the news hardly sur-
prised the music industry here, al-

though it provided an overnight
sensation for the national press and
radio and TV, which put the Apple
headquarters under siege for two
days.

Dave Berger
NEW YORK — Dave Berger, vice
president of ABC Records, died at his

home Wednesday (15) . Berger was 54.

He suffered a heart attack some years
ago.
Berger joined Am-Par Records

Corp., the predecessor of ABC Rec-
ords, in 1958, as promo manager for
the New York market area, after he
had been in charge of promo for the
Brooklyn Paramount Theater over a
period of years. Four years later, he
was named national promo manager
for Am-Par and in 1968 he was ap-
pointed vice president in charge of
the company's expanding interna-
tional operations.
Berger was variously known as “the

man with a thousand friends in the
business” and “the sartorially splen-
did executive whose clothes were al-

ways handsomely tailored and in the
height of fashion.” He also boasted a
deep year-round tan.
He is survived by his widow, Fritzi,

two daughters and a grandchild.
Services were to be held Thursday

(16) at the Schwartz Bros. Funeral
Home, in Forest Hills, Queens, New
York.

Orange To Jamie/Guyden

NEW YORK — Negotiations have
been finalized between Jamie/Guyden
Distributing Corp. of Philadelphia and
Allen J. Orange of Nashville, Ten-
nessee for distribution of Orange’s
new label, Volume Records. The vol-
ume label is part of The Volume
Industrial Complex Corporation, of
which Allen Orange is President.
Orange is the former national pro-

motion manager and producer for
Sound Stage Seven Records. He will
have his first Volume release, Brenda
Duff’s “Midnight Taxi Ride To No-
where”, shipping to distributors this
week. A steady flow of Volume prod-
uct is expected in the future.

McCartney Split
It has been common knowledge that

McCartney and indeed all the indi-

vidual Beatles have been drifting off

to do their own personal things during
the past year or more. In McCartney’s
case the clinching factor was the
naming of Allen Klein as the group’s
business manager, a move McCartney
opposed until outvoted by the other
three Beatles.
McCartney’s candidate for the job

was his father-in-law, American at-

torney Lee Eastman, and the setback
caused by Klein’s appointment has
rankled since with Eastman’s son-in-

law. McCartney has not visited the
Apple headquarters for months now.
Songwise John Lennon and McCart-

ney have been writing separately for

a considerable time, although compo-
sitions bear the Lennon-McCartney
tag in line with a policy decision from
the early Beatle days. Their widely
divergent interests in music and life

generally have been obviously ap-
parent of late.

The Beat To Continue?

The Beatle recording agreement
with EMI via Apple runs until 1974,

and individually the Beatles are un-
derstood to be contracted to Apple
until 1977. Although some cynics have
noted that McCartney’s departure
from the group coincided with the
release of his first solo LP, it seems
irrefutable that the Liverpool four-
some is now a threesome, and the
chances of future disks and appear-
ances as a foursome are very remote.
Yet, McCartney and Starr offered

some glimmer of hope of a reconcilia-
tion. In a “self-interview” released by
Capitol, McCartney asks himself if

the break is temporary or permanent.
“I don’t know,” he replies in part.
And Starr was quoted with more flair:

“The world is still spinning and so are
we and so are you . . . when the spin-

ning stops, that’ll be the time to

worry, not before. Until then, the
Beatles are alive and well and the
beat goes on, the beat goes on.”

George Goldner
NEW YORK — George Goldner, vet-
eran record producer and label exec-
utive who was associated with many
hit recordings, died here in his sleep
last week (15) at the age of 52. Goldner
had a previous history of heart
trouble.
Founder of Tico Records some 22

years ago with his cousin Sam
Goldner, George Goldner introduced
such standard acts as Tito Puento and
Tito Rodriguez. He then formed Rama
Records and was responsible for the
early rock ’n roll hit, “Gee” by the
Crows. Forming a subsidiary label,

Gee, he scored with the first Gee re-

lease, “Why Do Fools Fall In Love”
by Frankie Lymon & The Teenagers.
Rama and Gee also discovered and

recorded The Wrens, The Heart-
beats, The Cleftones and The Drifters,
(under the name The Five Crowns.)
In 1956, Goldner started Roulette Rec-
ords with Morris Levy and Sam
Goldner. Their first two releases were
“Party Doll” by Buddy Knox and
“I’m Sticking With You” by Jimmy
Bowen.

In 1957, he helped form Gone Rec-
ords and released “Are You Lonely
For Me” by The Dubs followed by
“Could This Be Magic” by The Clas-
sics. Also formed in 1957 was End
Records, which hit with “He’s Gone”
and “Maybe” by The Chantells.
Other Goldner hits include “Flying

Saucers,” “Chapel Of Love,” “Leader
Of The Pack,” “Boy From New York
City,” and records by Little Anthony
and The Imperials, The Isely Brothers
and Jo Ann Campbell. Most recently,
Goldner was secretary-treasurer and
roducer for his newest label, Fire-
ird Records.
He is survived by his wife Susan, a

sister, brother-in-law, seven children,
and many cousins.

A funeral service was held last
Thurs. (16) at The Riverside Chapel
in New York.

CBS: Modest Gains
SAN FRANCISCO — CBS has esti-

mated first quarter net sales of $310.6
million, a 20% increase over the $259.9
million first period last year. Net in-

come increased 2% from $13.5 million
to $13.8 million.
Earnings per share were 50" com-

pared with 49" for the first quarter of

1969, according to the financial report
announced last week (13) at the com-
pany’s annual meeting by CBS chair-
man William S. Paley.
“In common with business as a

whole,” Paley said, “the well publi-
cized general softness in the economy
has resulted in something of a cost/
price squeeze for CBS in recent
months, and this is the reason why
profits did not keep pace with sales
during the first quarter. It is too
early, and economic indicators are
too uncertain, to predict results for
the full year. But assuming that busi-
ness in general does not take a further
turn for the worse, we expect full

year earnings to exceed those of
1969.”

Frank Stanton, president of CBS,
noted, in a division by division report,
that the record divisions production
of records and tapes more than qua-
drupled since 1960, the record club
continues to be the world’s largest and
that CBS International Records had
sales of 100 million units in over 100
countries. He also noted that record
industry sales doubled over the past
five years.

Filmways; Lower
1st Half Earnings
NEW YORK — Filmways, Inc. re-

ports net income of $1,145,000 or $.63

per share for the first half ended Feb.
28, 1970, compared with $1,600,000 or
$1.06 per share for the preceding year.
On a fully diluted basis, earnings per
share were $.57 for the six months
ended February 28, 1970 and $.86 for

the comparable period a year ago.
Gross revenues totaled $49,430,000

for the first half compared to

$47,777,000 for that period last year.
February 28, 1969 figures have been

adjusted to reflect poolings subsequent
to that date.

CMA Grosses Surge
NEW YORK — Pointing up the
increasing share of the entertainment-
leisure time market being registered
by contemporary music talent—both
in the areas of concert appearances
and recordings—Creative Manage-
ment Associates is chalking up record
grosses in the pop music field, accord-
ing to Buddy Howe, chairman of the
board.
Simultaneously, Howe disclosed that

CMA has signed a total of 23 names
in the pop music field since last Au-
gust. He attributed much of the suc-
cess of this expansion to David Gef-
fen, CMA senior vice president.
The group of top-drawing contempo-

rary music clients signed by CMA
include Laura Nyro, Crosby, Stills,

Nash & Young, The Rascals, Iron But-
terfly, Smokey Robinson & The Mira-
cles, James Taylor, Buffy Sainte-
Marie, Joni Mitchell, Poco, John
Stewart, Leon Russell, Van Morrison,
Eric Clapton, Jack Bruce & Friends,
Ginger Baker’s Airforce, Fifth Avenue
Band, Mark Lindsay, Paul Revere &
The Raiders, Johnny Winter, Mac
Davis, Turley Richards and Tommy
James & The Shondells.
“We are constantly reviewing our

representation of newcomers with tal-

ent and promise”, Howe said. “Ours
is a format calling for a term involve-
ment with music clients.

In Sales, Earnings

quarter of 1970. Earnings were down
36% to $27.4 million from the record-
setting $42.5 million in 1969. Sales
declined to $777 million from $818.1

million.
Robert Sarnoff, chairman and presi-

operations of RCA Records. As for the
record division, Rocco Laginestra,
exec vp of RCA Records, said, in com-
ments reported in the Wall Street
Journal last week, that the company
was “ ... on target — ahead of last

year in sales and earnings.”

Viewlex 9 Months’
Sales, Profits Up
HOLBROOK, NEW YORK — Viewlex,
Inc. reached a sales volume of
$25,401,000 for the nine month period
ended Feb. 28, 1970 as compared to

$21,658,000 for the same period last

year.
Net earnings for the nine month

period were $2,012,000 or $.53 per
share as compared to $1,467,000 or $.40

per share (plus $.07 per share for ex-
traordinary item) a year ago. This
was achieved, the company said, de-
spite the many new price increases for
material, labor, transportation, etc.

CHARLIE GREEN

About ten years ago, Charlie Greene
hitch-hiked out to the coast and took
an office at Universal Studios. He didn’t

rent the office, he just “took” it. It was
dressing room #160 near stage 125. By
the time Universal found out about it,

Charlie and his Greenstone Associates,

a public relations outfit, were well on
their way.

Figuring that he was never going to be

a millionaire as a PR man, Charlie

opened the Hootenany Club in Hollywood
in 1963. Charlie wasn’t destined to be-

come a rich man as a club operator

either. Hootenany opened in April of ’63

and shuttered eleven months later. But,

it wasn’t a total loss since it was there

that Charlie recorded his first acts on
the audio facilities he had installed in

the club.

The first performer Charlie ever re-

corded was Billy Daniels doing a rock

version of “Old Black Magic." Remem-
ber that one? Didn’t think you would.

But again, all was not lost. Singing back-
ground on that session were a husband
and wife duo named Caesar & Cleo.

Charlie got them to change their names
to their real ones, Sonny & Cher, and
cut a single with them for Reprise,

“Baby Don't Go."
"Baby Don’t Go” didn’t . . . until some-

time later. Sonny and wife went to Atco
and by the week ending August 28,

1965, according to Charlie’s fantastic

memory for dates, S&C had a #1 disk

called “I Got You Babe." Charlie co-pro-

duced Sonny & Cher with Brian Stone
and Sonny. At one point, the duo had
five records on the charts simultaneous-
ly, including 2 albums and one single

by Cher. Charlie, Brian & Sonny did 6 or

7 singles and three albums for S&C
before the association ended.

It was somewhere about this time
that Charlie found The Buffalo Spring-
field, in 1966, at the Whiskey au Go Go.
Charlie produced the Springfield’s dyna-
mite single “For What It's Worth” as well

as their first LP and portions of their

other two albums. Those albums, as
everyone knows, have come to be consi-
dered as posthumous classics after the
group split and went its separate, star-

studded ways.
Charlie also produced a #1 hit, “Wild

Thing” by The Troggs. "Wild Thing" was
a co-production arrangement with Larry
Page. During this period, Charlie was also
handling the management of Bob Lind
who wrote and recorded the hit "Elusive
Butterfly."

Many of Charlie's productions were
handled through York-Pala Records,
a company owned by Charlie and Brian
Stone. Charlie and Brian split in July of
'69, but not before they produced the
Iron Butterfly’s first LP "Heavy." The 2nd
and 3rd Iron Butterfly LPs, "Ball" and
“In A Gadda Da Vida," although produced
by Jim Hilton, were done at a time
when the group was still under contract
to York-Pala Records.

At the present time, Charlie is opera-
ting two new companies, Etcetera and
Tiffany Productions. For his Etc. com-
pany, Charlie has already produced two
albums: one with High Mountain Hoe-
down and another with Dr. John The
Night Tripper, the latter co-produced with
Tom Dowd. For his Tiffany company,
his first LP will be by a group called
Brethren. Brethren was produced by a
staff producer named Jay Senter. Tif-

fany future product will include albums
by Allen Toussaint, produced by Charlie,

a group named Wheatstraw, produced
by Dan Dalton, and another new entity

called Hieronymous Toad.
Considering Charlie’s past track rec-

ord, there should be a lot to look for-

ward to from Etcetera and Tiffany.

THE BOY FRIEND'

O.C. SMITH

R.B. GREAVES

CENTURY PLAZA HOTEL — R.B.
Greaves is today where O.C. Smith
was not too long ago. Both singers
opened engagements at the Century
Plaza Hotel last week, O.C. in the
splendiferous Westside Room and
R.B. in the intimate Hong Kong Bar,
and the contrast between the two
vocalists was an interesting one.

O.C. Smith has built-in soul, but
because of the nature of his recorded
material, has been aiming at a pre-

dominantly white audience. His West-
side room opening shows that although
he’s got the talent to become and re-

main a major star for quite some
time to come, he’s also lacking a
slight bit of direction. The result of

this lack is most easily seen in his

material, which leans too heavily
towards overworked ‘contemporary’
songs, including “What The World
Needs Now,” ‘T'his Guy’s In Love
With You,” “Can’t Take My Eyes Off
Of You,” “Everybody’s Talking” and
“That’s Life.” One is almost tempted
to include “Little Green Apples on
that list, but, of course, that was
O.C.’s biggie. In contrast, O.C.’s ren-
ditions of “Stormy” and “Primrose
Lane” are fondly remembered, as is

his excellent version of “For Once In
My Life.”

O.C. Smith did put on a strong show,
and was well received by the audience,
but we can’t help feeling that some
minor adjustments would "help cement
his success and make him bigger than
ever.
R.B. Greaves, if we may be for-

given, a slight racial comment, is

trying too hard to be black. Nonwith-
stanmng his African ancestry, R.B.
Greaves seems to us to be more suited
to a pop orientation that he was to the
‘soul-brother’ approach he used in

his first show opening night. At sev-
eral points in his act, R.B. indicates
that he is doing an impression of Sam
Cooke (his uncle) or of Otis Redding,
but as the evening wears on we real-
ized that most of his act was an im-
pression, and not really R.B. Greaves
at all. We have to acknowledge an
outstanding performance on James
Taylor’s ‘Tire & Rain” (his chart-
climbing single) and some good work
on “Always Something There To Re-
mind Me” and “Take A Letter Ma-
ria,” and we have to say that R.B.,
if he can solve his identity problem,
might be playing the Westsiae Room
himself in the near future.

FILLMORE EAST, NYC — During the
break, just before Santana began play-
ing a set at the Fillmore, one of the
ushers was heard to say that the group
“don’t need a review from any maga-
zine” since they played “music of the

His attitude reflected the fanaticism
which admirers of this band feel to-

ward them and which was multiplied
thousands of times over in the recep-
tion they received from the capacity
crowds which thronged the hall and
greeted each number with wild ap-
plause.
Certainly Santana has arrived at the

point where they must be considered a
super group. Their Columbia releases
are big sellers both on the singles and
album fronts. In person, they are a re-

latively tight band, seemingly deter-
mined to recreate as closely as possi-
ble the sound which is contained on
their records. And they succeed quite
well in doing this. In fact, being at the
Fillmore for their set, wasn’t a whole
lot different from being in one’s living
room listening to a Santana album.
This is not to say that Carlos Santana

and his henchmen are not doing some
very exciting things musically. Their
renditions of “Jingo” and “Evil
Ways,” whether live or on record,
point to new directions and have more
or less become instant classics. At the
Fillmore, they also delivered a very
impressive “Persuasion” which lived
up in every way to its title.

They were preceded on the program
by It’s A Beautiful Day, anotner Col-
umbia group, and American Dream
(Ampex). Both showed signs of pro-
mise, particularly the latter, although
it was apparent from the first that tne
audience had come for Santana.

Moving Up On The Easy Track
Moving up from ninth to third place

in the Pulse ratings is no mean
achievement when your market is

one of the toughest and largest in
the country. Yet that is the accom-
plishment of WXYZ-Detroit and it

was brought about through an effec-
tive combination of deejay personality
and contemporary MOR broadcast
programming, backed up with strong
news and sports reporting.

WXYZ — Detroit, Michigan. 5,000 kw.

The station recognized that their
basic audience ranged in age from
18 to 49, but they decided to take direct
aim at the listeners in the 25-34 brack-
et. “We play the music of today that
appeals to today’s adult,” explains
promotion manager Andy Driscoll.
“We steer clear of hard rock and
teeny bopper stuff and play the more
mature records.” Some of the artists
on the WXYZ playlist include John-
ny Cash, Simon & Garfunkel, the
Hollies, Tom Jones, the Beatles and
Santana.

Driscoll credits morning drive jock
Dick Purtan with being a major
personality in lifting the station out
of the rating doldrums. Purtan came
to WXYZ after a stint at WBAL in
Baltimore during the summer of
1968. He brought along a satirical
sense of humor and soon earned for
himself a reputation as Detroit’s
“morning wit.” “In Fact,” says
Driscoll, “it’s gotten to the point
now where people actually enjoy
being kidded and insulted on the air
by Dick.” One of the popular jock’s
favorite tricks is to make phonecalls
to random listeners, disguising his
voice and outrageously putting them
on.

Driscoll believes that many listen-

ers tune Purtan in the morning and

just leave the dial there for the rest
of the day. “Each of our other jocks
is just right for his time slot so peo-
ple feel comfortable and don’t start
switching their dials. We think we
offer our audience a good rounded
package.”
That package includes ABC

entertainment network newscasts
each hour on the half hour, as well
as local casts on the hour itself. In
addition, there is an hour of news
which is aired nightly from 6 to 7.

One of the unusual features of that
program is the part allotted to Dick
Osgood, Detroit’s only broadcast
entertainment critic, who offers his
evaluations of newly-opened plays
and films. In a sports vein, WXYZ
frequently uses sports figures in their
promotional tie-ins, in addition to

broadcasting games of the Detroit
Lions.
Most of the station’s tie-ins are

connected with concerts which they
sponsor at local halls and stadiums.
Tickets and record albums are award-
ed to listeners and they are invited
to meet and greet the stars of the con-
certs after the performance at a
special champagne party called an
“afterglow.”
“We aren’t interested in the hokey

types of promotions,” emphasizes
Driscoll. “We don’t see any reason
to clutter up our schedule with a lot

of giveaways and unnecessary con-
tests. We’re not that kind of station
and our listeners aren’t that type of
listeners either.” One contest, how-
ever, which the station believes in

strongly and which has proved popular
with tneir audience is the Cash Call.
The people at the station are proud

of the part they played in the recent
Christmas Toys For Tots campaign.
“We were the prime promo vehicle
for the drive in the city,” says Dris-
coll. “Our ‘Project Joey* campaign
helped to collect 120,000 toys, which
was more than 20,000 over the goal.”
The station was instrumental in get-

ting major regional shopping centers
to act as pick-up points for donated
toys, which were, in turn, picked up
by members of the U.S. Marine Corps.
“WXYZ takes a positive attitude

Unyard things,” explains Driscoll.
“This is reflected in the kind of music
we play, which is uptempo and happy,
though adult oriented. Our air time
personalities are likeable guys.
There’s nothing ponderous about what
we broadcast. We’re not hitting peo-
ple between the eyes.”

CUCUMBER CASTLE — Bee Gees — Aten
SD-33-327
The Bee Gees are two now, but sound out

the good news! Their new album is as delight-
ful as their earlier works. Here are twelve
strong songs, five of which are from the Bee
Gees television special, also titled “Cucumber
Castle.” In a package of glittering gems, “The
Lord” and “I Lay Down And Die” are par-
ticularly outstanding. Also included is the
duo’s recent single, “If Only I Had My Mind
On Something Else.” P.S. The album jacket
is a knockout; it shows Barry and Maurice
Gibb in medieval garb. This LP should
become a chart sizzler.

TOM — Tom Jones — Parrot XPAS 71037
Tom. What more is there to say? The

world’s most famous Jones boy is back with
another powerhouse deck. Tom turns to a
host of today’s hit sounds — “Proud Mary,”
“Sugar Sugar,” “Venus,” “I Can’t Turn You
Loose” — and puts his own special brand on
them. His own hit single, “Without Love,”
leads off the second side. And for dessert,
there’s “The Impossible Dream.” This LP
should shoot up the chart like a rocket.

PORTRAIT — 5th Dimension — Bell 6045
This is the 5th Dimension’s first album on

Bell, and it’s a powerhouse. Produced by
Bones Howe, the LP starts off with the five-
some’s current hit, and continues with top
notch material including songs by Baeharach-
David (“One Less Bell To Answer”), Jim
Webb (“This Is Your Life”), Laura Nyro
(“Save The Country”) and Felix Cavaliere &
Eddie Brigati (“People Gotta Be Free”) . The
Dimension’s fine vocalizing will make this a
huge winner.

HENDRIX BAND OF GYPSYS — Capitol
STAO-472
This live LP marks one of the only times

the Band Of Gypsys got it together on stage.
The band formed just prior to the gig and
broke up a couple of months after this New
Year’s Eve 1970 concert at Fillmore East.
Jimi Hendrix is joined by drummer Buddy
Miles and bassist Billy Cox. It is not Hendrix’
best but it is nevertheless exciting and potent.
His full spirit is missing, yet his enormous
talent cannot be held back, and the deck cap-
tures it. Set is close to half way up the Top 100
Albums in its first week on the chart.

IT AIN’T EASY — Three Dog Night — Dun-
hill 50078
This is a consistent best-selling act that

scores just where it counts — all over the
youth market. Their past two LP’s have
landed high on the charts and have been
known to stay there for months. This one
should do just as well, if not better, because
it is simply better material and the vocal
trio is more polished than before. It is the
type of album from which any number of
cuts could be chosen for Top 10 singles action.
Stock up a ton of this biggie. It’s already on
the charts.

LIVE CREAM - Atco SD 33-328
Atco gives the world a beautiful surprise

package — a “live” LP from the disbanded
super-band, Cream. Rich as can be, it is

everything a Cream fan ever dreamed of.

Cuts “N.S.U.,” “Sleepy Time Time,” “Sw’eet
Wine” and “Rollin’ And Tumblin’ ” are from
live gigs and “Lawdy Mama” is a studio job.
Clapton, Bruce and Baker are heard at their
best — loud and long. The engineering job is

splendid, taming the monsterous amplifiers
and coming up with these clean, true record-
ings. Expect lots of airplay and a top seller
deck. Set hits the chart this week.

ORIGINAL CAST ALBUM
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APPLAUSE — Original Cast — ABC OCS-11
The best received of this season’s new

musicals, “Applause” should prove the ABC
label’s most successful Broadway cast re-

lease, after a number of short-run entries.

The all-important libretto is missing, but
Charles Strouse (music) and Lee Adams
(lyrics) have come up with a score that
“works,” if not one abundant with songs
which can be retrieved from the LP. Some of
the good numbers are the title song, “Good
Friends” and “Think How It’s Gonna Be.”
Lauren Bacall, in her musical bow, has a
charming sing-talk manner.

OLIVER AGAIN - Crewe CR 1344
Last year was quite the year for talented

newcomer Oliver, and 1970 could be even
bigger, thanks especially to this highly lis-

tenable album. His current charter, “Ange-
lica,” is among the tracks, along with the
likes of “Leaving On A Jet Plane,” “Until
It’s Time For You To Go” and “The Twelfth
Of Never.” There’s a breath of Brel and
McKuen too (“If You Go Away”) and several
selections from the pen of William Oliver
Swofford. (That’s Oliver.) It all adds up to a
smash deck from Oliver. Again.

TOM RUSH — Columbia CS 9972
Tom Rush made the charts briefly with his

final Elektra album, “Circle Game,” and he
is coming on very strong with his first Colum-
bia LP, having just hit the Top 100 Albums
chart at #84 with a bullet. Most of the songs on
the album are contemporary ballads. Three
are uptempo rockers. Rush is an artist to be
watched for action in the coming months. He
could be very big.

GETTING TOGETHER - Ferrante & Tei-
cher — United Artists UAS 5501
The twenty fingers of Ferrante & Teicher

are turned loose on some of contemporary
music’s more popular items. From their re-
cent charter,

rtLay Lady Lay,” through the
“Theme From ‘Z’ ” and the Oscar winning
“Raindrops Keep Failin’ On My Head,” the
keyboard team is in fine fettle. For oldies
sake there’s the “Colonel Bogie March,” and
also included is a musical salute to “Hair,”
with F&T’s versions of the play’s title song
and “Good Morning Starshine. Should find
a comfortable place on the charts.

ERIC BURDON DECLARES “WAR” - MGM
SE-4663
Eric Burdon, who made his fame fronting

the Animals, works out here with his new
group, War, that deals with loads of percus-
sion and rhythm. It is a fair attempt at

Latin rock and an excellent (and successful)
attempt at Burdon’s own brand of music. All

material is by the group. This item should
prove itself in short order to be a good sales
number.
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COUNTRY FUNK
Nights in hotels, endless bars,

a year and a half getting tight;

In searching for ways to help unite black people, we. here at SCLC find that
music is one of the dominating factors, and since we as blacks have no song
that we all stand behind, the idea of James Weldon Johnson's lyrics, thoughts,
and feelings of "Lift Ev ' ry Voice and Sing" is the one song that we feel is
delivering the message.

In Chicago radio station WVON agreed with us in every respect, and they have
incorporated in their program, for the next two months, to play "Lift Ev ' ry
Voice and Sing" by Kim Weston every hour on the hour. If your station would
adopt the same policy as WVON, starting April 17th, our people would become
united spiritually and mentally with this song, and it could become the Black
National Anthem.

As Afro-Americans our brotherhood is not in our skin color, because it varies
from black to brown to white. We are a hybrid group, having been bastardized
by the dominating, sexually assertive majority group. Our brotherhood is
founded, rather than in color, in our common experiences. Our souls have the
same longings and yearnings, anguish and pain. Our souls have these things.
A people needs an experience, a style, a language, a song, a common interpre-
tation of at least one strand of our heritage. No poet captured it more
beautifully than James Weldon Johnson. No black singer invests more passion
and pathos than sister Kim Weston. For her services we are grateful. For
your services allow me to thank you in advance.

Kim Weston, as an active, dedicated member of SCLC, has donated all royalties
from this record to the organization, and People Records has donated Kim
Weston's services to Pride Records. MGM Records has donated its services to
the organization in agreement with Kim Weston.

We would greatly appreciate your efforts and endeavors in making "Lift Ev'ry
Voice and Sing" by Kim Weston the Black National Anthem of America.

RAY CHARLES — Everest Archive of Folk
and Jazz Music FS 244
Everest Records has just released a whole

batch of LP’s of old material by various art-
ists, among them Duke Ellington, Josh White,
Sarah Vaughan, Earl “Fatha” Hines, Andre
Previn and Ray Charles. The Charles album
includes three tracks that were recorded in
1939 and seven tracks about which the dates
and other details are unknown. Ray’s voice
and piano sound here quite a bit different
than they do now. In fact, perhaps only an
expert could tell, without being told, that
the young Ray Charles and the mature Ray
Charles are the same person. But then they
really aren’t. Should interest collectors.

BACK TO DREAMIN’ AGAIN/SHE MAKES
ME WARM — Pat Shannon — UNI 73079

This is an exciting album that seems to
have that AM radio formula spelled all over
it: lots of orchestration and rhythm; rich,
full vocal background; material that is spir-
ited; and an interpreter that has a matured,
blue-eyed-soul sound. Chanter Shannon has
turned out a deck that could bring him to the
fore in album and singles circles. Keep an
eye out for this one.

HUNH! —
• Jimmy Witherspoon — BluesWay

BLS 6040
Jimmy Witherspoon comes across with

some powerful vocalizing on this album, ’

which showcases him in eight strong blues
cuts, four of which are his own compositions.
“Parcel Post,” “Bags Under My Eyes,” “You
Can’t Do A Thing When You’re Drunk” and
“Never Knew This Kind Of Hurt Before” are
among the numbers. Backup work provided
by Charles Brown (piano), Earl Hooker and
Mel Brown (guitars), Art Hillery (organ),
Jimmy Bond (bass) and Laveil Austin
(drums) . Good set.

FROM THE BOTTOM — Bobby Timmons
Trio — Riverside RS 3053
No one laughs when Bobby Timmons sits

down to play. But a lot of people smile, be-
cause his enthusiasm and sensitivity shine
through in his performances. So they do on
this album, which features Bobby accom-
panied by Sam Jones on bass and Jimmy
Cobb on drums. There is a cool beauty to
their treatments of “Quiet Nights Of Quiet
Stars,” “Someone To Watch Over Me” and,
of course, “Moanin’.” Strong jazz entry which
could surprise.

EULOGY — Wes Montgomery — Verve
V6-8796
One of the truly fine guitarists was Wes

Montgomery. And he left behind a wealth of
incredibly fine jazz tracks; there are several
of them on this album. An example is “Sun
Down;” another is “Golden Earrings.” From
the Broadway musical “Fiddler On The
Roof,” there is “Matchmaker.” and this is

another standout. At his death Montgomery
was probably at the peak of his popularity.
During the past several years his records
have also sold well and this one should be
no exception.

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NEW YORK - MUSIC TAPPED OUT ON PRISON BARS

The times ultimately shape the music being produced. No music of any period

is apolitical. Significantly, music often reaches its most powerful, highest state

when it reflects the political social temperament.

Listen to almost any major artist or group. There is much, much more going on

in "Let It Be” and “Bridge Over Troubled Water” than merely pretty melodies with

nice, simple words that seem to fit well. Those are easily the two most important

songs of the year. Each is specifically reflective of the times. On the other end of

the spectrum, what are songs like the controversial “Okie From Muskogee” and

"Welfare Cadillac," if not totally political?

We are going through a period of our history in the United States when many
young people, especially, feel that a very definite sense of intellectual and physical

repression is present in our country. This has even led to a Kafkaesque spelling of

"Amerika” (sic) in protest writings. Many of the ‘star’ witnesses or semi-witnesses

in the Chicago "7" trial were musicians.

The feeling of repression, whether real or not, has had an overwhelming influence

on the quality and kind of music being written. Maybe Bob Dylan has moved into a

quieter, more personal period of writing, but where do you suppose all his inspira-

tions were coming from before that? And what about people like Arlo Guthrie,

Country Joe McDonald and Tom Paxton?

Not exactly what you would call bubblegum writers. All of them deal in socio-

political issues. Almost every Black writer usually has at his disposal "wonderful”

memories of a ghettoized childhood in the world’s richest society. Aware Black

writers have been drawing freely from that experience. And let’s not forget guys like

Phil Ochs and Pete Seeger. Remember all the great tv exposure they received in

past years? It’s hard. They weren’t getting any. Their material was too controver-

sial, y'know. Even the Jefferson Airplane has been feeling the definite

sensation of being backed against walls by society.

But most importantly, for our sakes, is the fact that the Airplane is still singing

about the feel of the wall against their spines. And, the Jimi Hendrix footage of

him doing a ’number’ on the national anthem was not excised from "Woodstock."

If the war goes on, racism exists, individual freedoms are trampled upon, artists

must be allowed to comment on them, musically or otherwise without fear of be-

ing stifled.

Things, unfortunately, are not like that in Greece. All anti-government comment
is normally labeled as ‘seditious’ by the military government of Premier George

Papadopoulis. The horribly repressive state of affairs in Greece, the ancient cradle

of democracy, has been brought painfully to light by the popularity of the film "Z”

and the plight of Mikis Theodorakis, the composer of the film’s score.

Theodorakis is Greece’s foremost contemporary composer. His reputation was

solidified in this country as soon as his score for the film “Zorba The Greek” was

heard. It is paradoxical that the music of Greece’s leading composer has been

banned in his native country since 1967. Paradoxical, but not unbelievable. Theo-

dorakis is a self-proclaimed Marxist.

Leftist leanings turn the Greek government off. Turn it off enough to ban Theo-

dorakis’ music in his native country. When a country reaches the point where

music is considered subversive, what can be left of freedom? Since 1967, Theo-
dorakis has been either institutionally incarcerated or under house arrest. Great
atmosphere for the creation of art. The military junta doesn’t want Theodorakis
writing the kind of music he is writing. Theodorokis has set much of the poetry
of Greece to music. Many of those poets unfortunately are Communists. But then
Theodorakis himself is a Communist. He is probably what Attorney General
Mitchell’s outspoken wife Martha would call a "liberal Communist.”
Everyone is well aware that “Z” deals with circumstances surrounding the acci-

dent-like assassination of left-wing Greek deputy Gregory Lambrakis. Theodorakis
wrote the music while confined in central Peleponneseus charged with being
"dangerous to security and public order.” Once the “Z” music was written, it had
to be smuggled out of Greece. It is highly doubtful that the “Z” music ’will be
heard in Greece, at least until there is a change in government. Shortly after the
’liberation’ of the "Z” score, the composer was sent to a prison farm outside of
Athens where, it has been said, he tapped out the basic rhythms of a major mu-
sical work on the bars of his cell.

Theodorakis had contracted tuberculosis during an earlier imprisonment. The
condition recurred recently which probably prompted the Greek government to
allow the composer to be taken from Greece to Paris last week by French writer/
editor Jean-Jacques Servan-Schrieber. It’s really messy when an internationally
acclaimed composer dies on a government while under political arrest. Still

recordings of Theodorakis music are destroyed in Greece. (The world has really
advanced, hasn’t it? From book burnings to record destruction.)
There have already been a flood of requests for Theodorakis to come to the

U.S. to work and teach. It is obvious that the composer's entry into this country,
should he decide to accept the invitations, will send the State Department right
up its beaureaucratic wall. The Theodorakis affair is extremely important to us.
So important, that perhaps the State Department should extend an invitation to
him. Balanced against all the talk of repression in this country, we must keep in
mind that the voices of artists have not been stilled as they have in Greece. The
New York Times reported that several years ago, as a prisoner in Peleoponnesus,
Thoedorakis spoke, in a song, of his feelings about the situation in Greece: "The
laws have taken our dreams away/And our songs have turned to smoke/The roads
have taken lives away/And the joy of us all.”

The Greek experience is right before our eyes. Ah, but that couldn’t ever happen
here.

There s a new vitality," Mary told me. “We have new energy now. It’s like being
re-charged. Jean s voice has given us a new sound.” Cindy added that the group
would probably work through the whole year, this year, without taking a vacation.

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17 year old Dana’s Eurovision win for Ireland with "All Kinds of Everything” has brought her enormous
chart success not only in Britain — currently No. 1 — but throughout the continent where she is busy ful-

filling TV engagements. Decca has just re-signed her for a further five years and a new single and album
is in the can.
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Philips is bowing the double cassette
in Europe on May 1st with an initial re-

lease of twenty and an attractive price
structure. The recommended retail

price of the pop double cassette will be
71 shillings and sixpence, whereas two
single cassettes cost a total of 95 shil-

lings. The double cassette price is also
eight shillings and four pence cheaper
than some pop double microgroove al-

bums. The recommended price for a
classical double cassette will be 74
shillings and six pence, representing
a saving of 25 shillings and four pence
on two single classical cassettes and
15 shillings on some classical double
albums. Philips reps started introduc-
ing the double cassette to dealers on
April 13th, and there is a heavy promo-
tion and advertising campaign lined

up to back the debut. Artists figuring
in the initial release include Herb Al-

pert, Paul Mauriat, Frank Sinatra,
Dusty Springfield, Scott Engel, Los
Paraguayos, Xavier Cugat, Malando,
and the Dutch Swing College Band.

The Oliver deal is a fur-
ther stage in Hemdale’s major expan-
sion program which began with an
entry into the movie world via the
acquisition of Tigon Pictures.

The keen bidding rivalry for Novello
and Co., the educational music pub-
lishing specialists, has ended with a
win for the Granada Group, which has
received over 50% acceptances of its

offer which has been declared uncondi-
tional, thereby nixing any further offer
from other quarters. Granada’s closest
rival for Novello was the American
owned Music Sales, whose last offer
was £35 per share. Granada’s winning
bid was about £36 in a share offer with
a cash alternative of £35 via special
underwriting arrangements.

Precision Tapes, the joint venture by
Pye Records and GRT of America, is

opening its own retail shop in London’s

Soho early in May. Located in Dean
Street, the shop will handle only cas-
settes, cartridges and relevant playing
equipment, and will act as a valuable
market research sounding board for
Precision’s future activities and policy.

Precision’s General Manager Walter
Woyda is currently finalizing staff ap-
pointments for the venture which is

tentatively called New Shapes of

Sound. The establishment of the shop
parallels GRT’s recently opened chain
of specialist tape stores on the Ameri-
can West Coast.
Ray Williams, in association with

Nems Enterprises, has been signed as
personal manager to John Elton, the
singer-composer making his debut on
the DJM label with “Border Song”.
He has been added to the Sergio Men-
des European tour which kicks off in

Paris April 24th and takes in Cologne,
Stockholm, Berlin, Munich, Frankfurt
and Dusseldorf. Williams also looks
after Robin Gibb and negotiations are
pending for a visit to South America
in May for TV and concerts later going
to Argentina, Chile, Brasil and possibly
Mexico. Gibb’s latest Polydor single
“August October” will get US release
coincidental with the tour. Last but
not least Williams Sugar Town music
publishing company, which has exclu-
sive rights to all Jeff Lynn (ex-Move)
compositions, is seeking a new Ameri-
can outlet.

may promote his recordings just by
weight of his name, but a newcomer
needs a strong support, which is not
easily obtainable. “Disco per Tes-
tate” is proposing each record sev-
eral times each week; and this is

the main advantage on Sanremo,
where an artist is judged after a
single performance, and, when many
artists are singing in the same night
it is very difficult for the public not
to be confused. This year, of the
many new artists presented at San-
remo, only the group Ricchi e Po-
veri is still on our charts.

We have heard that Mina’s record
and publishing companies have
signed an agreement to handle a
large part of Enrique Lebendiguer
catalogues. Which catalogues have
been granted to which countries has
not been disclosed, but it seems sure
that this deal includes Fermata,
while RGE should be excluded.

mo and chairman of the Organization
Committee of the II Festival de la

Cancion Latina en el Mundo, presented,
in a very significant ceremony, a gold
medal to Jose-Jose (RCA) for being
“The Revelation of the Year” at the
Festival. All of RCA’s pressing equip-
ment is working overtime to cover the
demand of Jose-Jose’s “El Triste”.
In a big gala Mercado De Discos, the

most important chain of record stores
in town, (18% of the global sales of the
record industry) gave away its “Dis-
cometro Award” to the best sellers of

1969.

The preparative works for the nation-
al contest to find the Mexican product
for the next Rio de Janeiro Festival are
on its way. Taking in consideration the
importance of that event, Mexican
composers of such international stature
as Armando Manzanero, Luis Demetrio
and Roberto Cantoral will take part.
On Polydor, released by Dusa the

new “Mr. James Brown” LP. —On this

one, James Brown with the Dee Felice
Trio, gives some of his 1969 hits such
as “Mother Popcorn” I & II, “The Pop-
corn”, plus surprising versions of
“Sunny”, “All the Way* and “Strang-
er in the Night”.

The new Lennon/Ono single may
prove a strong seller, according to the
first reports from Odeon and the
trade; this would be a comeback of
the British quartet/quintet, or at
least two of its members, after their
latest venture, the “Abbey Road”
LP, which is still selling very well.
In singles. The Beatles haven’t been
appearing much in the charts in the
near past, but it seems that the trend
may be reversed.
Hugo Persichini, Phonogram’s

topper, has issued very good sales
reports for singles during January,
February and March, in spite of the
general slump of the market. Persi-
chini stated that the main reasons for
the increase (volumes were tripled,

if compared with the same months of
1969 and 1968) are the strong reper-
toires (the Polydor and Philips lines)

RCA studios. Other artists recording
for RCA, like Juan y Juan and Carlos
Bisso, are also scheduled for tours to
the States and Mexico, as part of the

plan of international action for local

names scheduled for 1970.

Prodisa’s Jorge Cesar Esperon, who
will jet to the States next month, re-

ports a complete reshaping of the
sales structure in the interior of the
country, and the establishment of

stronger spots in several important
cities like Cordoba, Tucuman, Mar del

Plata and Bahia Blanca, to ensure
proper coverage. The label is cur-
rently promoting two U.S. artists,

Tommy Roe and Tony Joe White, and
expects good results on a national
level.

Korn Publishers are working on the
promotion of the tune that won the
Punta del Este Song Festival; title is

“Ayer Te Vi Llorando” and composers
are Silvio Soldan and Marafiotti. The
original version has been recorded by
Ricardo Rey on Ariel and is already
released, and several others, including
some instrumentals, are expected.

Disc Jockey is working hard on the
promotion of the second LP by Pin-
tura Fresca, already reported in this

column, and there is also a new single
by French orkster Raymond Lefebre.
An LP by Charles Aznavour, released
a couple of months ago with a selec-
tion of his biggest hits, is also selling
well. On the local side, there is an-
other single by Rama and one more
by Paolo: “Tipitipi”.

More about RCA: there is a new LP

Delivery of ‘Combat’

Announced by SEGA

‘COMBAT 1- PLAYER

TOKYO — SEGA is encouraging ar-

cade owners to prepare for "Combat,”
the new single-player battlefield sim-
ilar to that has been delivered on the
West Coast after extensive site testing

in Japan.
“Combat” is a target game in which

a tank fires at moving aggressor vehi-

cles. The player stands in front of a
lighted instrument panel that includes
a tank cockpit rader screen in which
a rotating wand/bip detects distant
war vehicles.
Similar in concept to SEGA’s “Grand

Prix,” “Missile” and “Periscope”
games, “Combat” was designed and
engineered for 25 cent play.
A scale model defender tank is loca-

ted in the player’s field of vision and
a single control stick is used to swing
its turret gun from side to side. When
the gun is fired, by pressing the button
on the control stick, the barrel tip

glows and an illuminated shell traces
an arc across the sky of the playfield.

A standard shellburst is heard when
a target is missed and a secondary ex-
plosion occurs when the shell is on tar-

get.

Target vehicles include rocket launch-
ers, self-propelled guns, armored cars
and helicopters which appear at ran-
dom in five basic positions. To score,
a player must sight a rising aggressor
behind a hedgerow, move his gun into
position and fire a projectile in a visi-

ble trajectory that will hit the moving
target before it disappears.
The number of shots taken are con-

trolled by an adjustable timer. A limit

of one free game can be gained by a
winning score of from seven to 12 hits.

:

Planned Expansion

Teenagers will often say “all the fun’s in the plan-

ning” when they talk about parties, outings and the

like. Grownup businessmen agree, however, that the

satisfaction comes when they see their plans fulfilled

in increased profit volume.
Planning sessions are vital to the growth of large

and small companies. They provide that scheme, that

direction, that schedule of steps which, executed
properly, realize some set goal.

Unfortunately, there’s little professional planning
created at operating companies these days. Most oper-

ators seem to be satisfied in running the business
day to day, meeting problems as they come up,

setting new locations when the opportunity presents

itself and building up the route almost “by accident”.

Some, regrettably, blow the business “by accident”
for want of some kind of formal plan of route growth.
The overwhelming drive among operators is, was,

and no doubt will continue to be, “get new locations”.

While this is the paramount thought, sometimes to

the detriment of established stops, how some go about
fulfilling this goal is anybody’s guess, least of all

their own. What every operator would like the gypsy
fortune teller to predict is that he’ll have all the cream
locations in town next year. But unless he has some
formal plan of expansion, about the only person who’ll

earn those plus dollars is the gypsy.
What we’d suggest for every company is a planned

schedule of growth, as rigid as his accountant’s
planned schedule of payments. Set a goal, let’s say,

for a 10% collection increase by October 1st and then
plot the course toward it. Select a dozen of your
street locations that could best support one of these
new special novelty games, buy four different models
and rotate them over the next six months among the
dozen stops. Write a memo on the bulletin board that

by this coming June 1st, you’ll have a half-dozen
can soda vending machines out on the route and
leave space at the bottom for the names of those
locations. Formulate a specific plan to convert at least

25$ of your existing games onto 2-25$ play, with a

specific deadline date and time schedule, machine
by machine. And engrave this in your desk top:

“Nail down X new locations by X 1970.”
Growing vertically by boosting collections in each

machine and growing horizontally by adding new
locations to the route can be accomplished with
infinitely greater precision by following a professional
expansion plan. Every operator knows his own terri-

tory like the back of his hand. He should sketch out
all the possibilities for expansion, single out the most
promising, and then get to it. The “plus business” that

continues to fall his way “by accident” is then so
much more gravy on the mashed potatoes.

More Ops to Expo

Urged by Exhibs

At Chicago Meet
CHICAGO — Representatives of mu-
sic and amusement machine factories,

scheduled to exhibit their products at

the October MOA Expo, met April 14

and 15 at the Sherman House Hotel
with MOA executives to select individ-
ual exhibit space and air suggestions
which might promote an increase in

the attendance of operators at this

year’s convention. The general
thought was: “bring out more opera-
tors, keep them happy while they’re
here and keep the exhibit floor

packed.”
Representatives from the phono-

f
raph manufacturers included A.D.
aimer of Wurlitzer, Henry Leyser of

A.C.A. Sales and Service, Les Rieck
of Rock-Ola, Jim Newlander of Rowe,
and Bill Prutting and Ed Blanken-
beckler of Seeburg. MOA executives
(who attended both meetings) were
president Lou Ptacek, executive vice
president Fred Granger, secretary
Les Montooth, treasurer John Trucano
and convention chairmen Russ Mawd-
sley, Bill Anderson and Harlan Win-
grave. Both meetings began just be-
fore noon with cocktails and luncheon
followed by the discussion period, and
broke around 3: 15 P.M.
The keyword for this year’s Expo

is “promotion,” and it is obviously in

line with the thinking of the jukebox
manufacturer reps who were in atten-
dance at the Tuesday meeting. “We
could do a little more drum beating
prior to the convention,” said A.D.
Palmer, “and I'd like to see more ac-
tivity on the exhibit floor.”

Those present were unanimous in

their desire to stimulate interest in the
show and to create a more exciting,
entertaining atmosphere in the display
area. Various suggestions were made
along these lines, including the possi-
bility of arranging for celebrities to

tour the convention area, brought out
by Seeburg’s Prutting; encouraging
exhibitors to provide more colorfully
decorated, eye-catching exhibits; the
word “gimmick” was tossed about
freely throughout the discussion.
“Let’s promote the show as a whole

and create enough interest to attract
greater operator participation,” com-
mented Rieck of Rock-Ola.
Inasmuch as operators’ attendance

is of prime concern, it was suggested
that a great deal of pre-convention
promotion be directed at the operator.
“Pre-convention publicity in the trade
papers,” commented Jim Newlander
of Rowe, “and greater effort on the
part of manufacturers and distributors
to stimulate more interest is neces-
sary.” Blankenbeckler of Seeburg
agreed, adding that “more advance in-

formation on the seminars’ subject
matter might increase interest. We
must attract more operators and make
them feel they’re glad they came.”
Henry Leyser of A.C.A. said, “ca-

gard to the latter, the possibility was
brought up that perhaps someone from
the RCA Institute might conduct a ses-
sion on up-to-date electronics (circuit-

ry, etc.) such as those incorporated
into some of the newer machines on
the market.
Ransom White of Cointronics and

Marty Johnson of Nutting Industries
agreed that RCA Institute might be in-

duced to sponsor a booth of its own at
the show. (At this point is it was sug-
gested that operators should be en-
couraged to bring service personnel
to the convention.)
At various intervales during the dis-

cussion Bill DeSelm of Williams, Mort
Secore of ChiCoin and Herb Jones of

Bally cited the fact that it has been
normal procedure through the years
for manufacturers to have engineers
present at their respective display
booths for the entire run of the show,
thus affording operators the opportu-
nity to ask questions about any of the
machines on display.

CHICAGO — The GM & V (insurance)
Corp., a division of Spindel Insurance
Agency, Inc., is presenting an “all-

risk marine insurance” to the coin
machine operating industry, covering
jukeboxes, amusement games and
vending equipment on location.

All three plans (listed below) cover
the following risks, according to presi-

dent Manfred Spindel: Fire and light-

ning, theft of entire unit, vandalism
and malicious mischief, transporta-
tion, riot, riot attending a strike, civil

commotion, tornado, cyclone and
windstorm.
The details of this Contract of Insur-

ance are as follows. There are three

(3) plans which can be used:

PLAN NO. I carries a $25.00 deduct-
ible clause which applies only to theft

of entire unit, transportation and/or
vandalism and malicious mischief.
This clause does not apply to other
losses. “This is the only blan that in-

cludes flood damage,” Spindel said.

The premium for this coverage is

$16.00 per thousand per year. Plan
No. I, as well as item (b) above (tor-

nado, cyclone and windstorm) not
available in coastal states.

PLAN NO. II carries a $50.00 de-
ductible clause which applies only to

theft of entire unit, transportation
and/or vandalism and malicious mis-
chief. This clause does not apply to

other losses. The premium for this

coverage is $14.00 per thousand per
year.

PLAN NO. Ill carries a $100.00 de-
ductible clause which applies only to

theft of entire unit, transportation
and/or vandalism and malicious mis-
chief. This clause does not apply to

other losses. The premium for this

coverage is $12.00 per thousand per
year.

Policies can be written for any
amount, but the maximum liability at

any one location is $4,000.00. Equip-
ment in storage or in warehouses is

not covered.

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Duane Knutson: An Operator With a Varied Program

FERTILE — Coin machine operators
have always had their share of prob-
lems. Problems have a way of repro-
ducing, especially for an operator who
also serves as a town’s mayor and as-

sistant fire chief.

For Duane Knutson, whose commu-
nity activities are as numerous as the
number of selections on his jukeboxes,
a diversity of roles creates a diversity
of problems, but also a diversity of

satisfactions that result from his inti-

mate involvement in this northern
Minnesota community.
More than two decades ago, Knutson

played a major part in providing his

neighbors with a large portion of their

entertainment when he worked as the
projectionist at the local theater. Some-
one else has since assumed the task
of switching film reels, but Knutson
continues to provide the area with a
generous supply of entertainment
through the jukeboxes, pool tables,

pinball and bowling machines of his

Automatic Sales Co., which he operates
in Fertile and surrounding areas.
In 1946, Knutson picked up a small

vending route to supplement his the-

ater income. A year later he entered
the music business and presently
maintains an 80-machine route which
extends to a 40-mile radius of Fertile.

Knutson has dropped his vending line

and is now strictly a music and games
operator.

Fertile, despite its name, is not a
major population center of the mid-
west. Its population is 1,500 and one
might expect an operator to be free
of the competitive worries that char-
acterize a metropolitan area.
But local competition is at times

“cut-throat,” according to Knutson and
an operator in the Fertile area cannot
afford to be complacent. Knutson
serves the seven coin machine loca-

tions in Fertile, but once he gets a few
miles from home, competition becomes
intense.
“Competition makes a better opera-

tor out of everyone,” Knutson says,
“but needless to say it creates prob-
lems. My split with locations used to

be 60-40 going my way,” he adds, “but
now it’s 50-50 due to the competition
with operators within 50 miles of me.
In addition, some operators have made
cash payments in order to gain access
to locations, which really creates a cut-

throat atmosphere.
“A major problem of operating in a

rural area,” Knutson continues, “is

that location owners often want new
equipment when their collections don’t
really warrant it. The pricing on my
phonographs is still three for 25 cents
and the play in a rural area like ours
can’t command any more.”

The demands of location owners,
however, are mild when compared to

those of state legislators who instituted

a three per cent sales tax on Minne-
sota operators two years ago. Knutson
relates that operators are consequently
hit by taxes three times—they must
pay the tax when purchasing a ma-
chine; they must pay a property tax
while maintaining a machine, and are
expected to charge a 3% sales tax from
customers, which is impractical to

collect because of the limitations of

standard machine coin injectors.

As a result of the sales tax, the Min-
nesota Music Operators was formed
to alleviate the operators’ tax burden.
“We’ve been meeting with the state

tax commission and various tax
boards who tell us they’re sympathetic
to our problem,” Knutson says, “but
then they tell us how difficult it is to

get a law off the books.

“The law is certainly unfair,” he
continues, “but in a way it’s our own
fault. If we had this organization two
years ago, we never would’ve gotten

stuck with this oppressive tax burden.”
According to Knutson, an MOA mem-

ber, the Minnesota Music Operators
includes 50 to 60 per cent of the state’s

operators.

Knutson is not a novice when it

comes to approaching legislation, hav-
ing served on the Fertile city council
for the past 11 years and as mayor for
the last five in addition to serving as
assistant fire chief. His diverse roles

overlap occasionally, sometimes in

unusual ways.

There was a tavern keeper, for in-

stance, who thought that Mayor Knut-
son might not object to beer sales after
hours to customers who would be play-
ing operator Knutson’s jukeboxes and

E
inball machines. Mayor Knutson,
owever, informed the location owner

that in such an event the constables of

Fertile would be instructed to close the
location.

Then there was the time a Fertile
location owner switched from one of

Knutson’s jukeboxes to one from an
operator 100 miles from Fertile. The
location subsequently burned down
while Knutson was out of the country,
and one of the only things salvaged
from the location was the competitor’s
jukebox. When assistant fire chief

Knutson returned to Fertile, he had to

endure the jibes of his colleagues who
suggested they had perhaps erred in

rescuing the machine of one of opera-
tor Knutson’s competitors.

Knutson also serves on most town
committees and is master of the local
Masonic lodge. In 1961 he was named

Fertile “Man of the Year.” His wife
helps keep the local awards in the fam-
ily, having been named “1970 Teacher
of the Year.”

One of Knutson’s prime concerns in

recent years has been the potential of
coin machine growth in an area where
the growth of locations seemed to be
static. But the recent interest in “snow-
mobiles” has provided a satisfactory
solution. Service areas built for “snow-
mobile” drivers have provided Knut-
son with three new locations within a
17-mile strip. These stops include beer
bars and offer convenient locations for
pinball machines and jukeboxes.

Although the problem of finding new
locations has been solved, Knutson’s
problems are far from over. There’s
still the problem of keeping Fertile’s
streets paved, cautioning the local kids
about the perils of playing with
matches and convincing his fellow
councilmen that his programs for pol-
itics are as satisfactory as those on his
jukeboxes.

40,000 CM I Shares

Acquired by Mecca

NEW YORK — Cameron Musical In-

dustries, Ltd., New York-based man-
ufacturer of the “Cameron” phono-
graph, announced it has recently con-

cluded a stock transfer agreement
with Mecca Ltd. of London, one of

Europe’s largest leisure-time enter-

tainment corporations.
Under the agreement, signed on

March 24 in London, Mecca has ac-

quired 40,000 shares of Cameron Mu-
sical Industries’ common stock at

three dollars a share. The agreement
also grants Mecca options to acquire
an additional 60,000 shares by March
1971 and 70,000 more shares by March
1972.

Mecca’s leisure activities include
ownership and operation of gaming
clubs, casinos, catering establish-

ments, ballrooms, hotels and restau-

rants. Mecca is also a manufacturer
of coin-operated games and music
eauipment, owns and operates more
than 7,000 coin-operated phonographs
and produces the Miss World beauty
contests.

Jack Gordon, president of Cameron
Musical Industries, termed the agree-
ment “a landmark step bringing the

first active entry by a Giant European
entertainment complex into the Amer-
ican field of coin-operated equipment.
He added, “We are actively seeking
new leisure-time products for manu-
facturing by Mecca and for future in-

troduction by Mecca and Cameron
Musical Industries to the world mar-
ket.”
The “Cameron” phonographs, which

are distributed nationally by the Vendo
Co., are presently being assembled
under Cameron’s license by ACE In-

dustrial Holdings Ltd., a subsidiary of

Mecca, in ACE’s 175,000 square foot

plant outside of Cardiff, Wales.

quality, splitting with tne vendor or
purveyor; kitchen help smuggling out
meat; purchasing agents receiving
kickbacks in return for showing favor-
itism to purveyors, and vending ma-
chine routemen siphoning off cash, or
