A Numbers 'Game'
The numbers game in tape sales has

taken on a more realistic tone. Com-
panies are showing a move from gen-
erally meaningless percentage growth
figures to statements of hard-core
sales relationships in terms of overall

recorded product increases.

During the past two years, duplica-
tors and manufacturers on the disk-

and-tape levels had tended to mask
market intensity of tape by citing

boom percentages-of-growth rather
than figures which might have seemed
featherweight in comparison with rec-

ord sales. This, of course, was applica-
tion of a publicist's approach to a

numbers “game": using supportable
statistics to point up growth some-
times beyond relative fact. One-hun-
dred percent of a dozen is not nearly
the same as one-hundred percent of a

thousand, even if they are equal per-

centiles.

In recent months, however, tape
publicity has brought the industry into

a new phase, one of more representa-
tive play in the game.

Latest comments using percentage
claims have calmed and show volume
in a more reasonable and honest light.

Firms are involved with describing
their tape impact as a portion of the
overall music sales showing. This has
been brought about by three almost
unrelated factors.

First, tape has assumed a powerful
position in the music business as a
whole. Majors are citing at least 35%

of their product sales on the tape
front with no detraction from disk
action. And tape has gained the mo-
mentum to be regarded on a level

footing with disk sales at companies
more accustomed to dealing in the
hard sales facts.

Second, because tape has become
able to stand on a firm footing, with
regard to figures rather than percent-
ages, the tape publicist no longer need
regard the vague power of a percent-
age quote. Even the sponsor who once
stated our product may give “twenty
percent fewer cavities” has seen the
public’s grin at the thought four in-

stead of five cavities is little gain.

Now, he says: “look, only one cavity.”

And, third, the tape business has
learned to regard itself more in terms
of externals. The inward reference of

tape growth has been subtly replaced
by a regard in terms of the larger

MUSIC standing. Even though a large

bulk of the tape industry deals with
sale in blank product, the over-
whelming position of tape as the ve-

hicle for some 35 or 40 recordings
sold out of 100 has prompted overall

broadening of interest. Not only is the
tape vendor and manufacturer able to

express himself in terms of his direct

competitors, but also in the structure
of a more established industry.

Thinking in these terms reflects both
the maturing of tape as an entity and
its ability to progress as part of the
music industry.

NEW YORK — MGM Pictures has
filed suit against Allen Klein and four
companies associated with the busi-
ness manager, ABKCO Industries,
Reverse Producers Corp. and Chips
Distributing.

The third
and fourth charges bv MGM are for
monies allegedly due from an involve-
ment with Klein’s Reverse Producers
Corp. and two film features, “Mrs.
Brown You’ve Got A Lovely Daugh-
ter” featuring Herman’s Hermits and
“Stranger III/’ an Italian western.

Sam Goody Sales
Climb 40% In Qtr
NEW YORK — Sam Goody, president,
reported to shareholders that total

sales of Sam Goody, Inc. for the first

quarter ended March 31, 1970 rose to a
record first quarter high of $5,032,000,
up 40 per cent from $3,579,000 reported
in the same period a year ago. No
earnings figures were yet available,
but Goody indicated that he had no
reason to doubt that they would also
show a favorable increase.

In commenting on the first quarter
sales increase, Goody pointed out that
the 1970 figures included the results

“We feel that we are a progressive

some time back.
Another factor is that during the

course of the day the type of records
played shifts gradually until, by late
evening when the station is only
broadcasting in FM. it has reached a
point where every other selection is an
album cut. During the morning drive
time, there are humor spots, featuring
tracks from comedy LPs. Throughout
the daytime hours, oldies are picked
with an eye toward various age
groups, so as not to play two consecu-
tively from the same period. Then as
the evening comes on the oldies begin
to fit more into the progressive cate-
gory. with items such as the Doors’
'Light My Fire" being heard.
Taking the current sounds on a rota-

tion basis, it comes out like this: Top
20 singles are rotated every 4*/2 to 5>/2

hours, with the hottest five among
them aired on a 2‘/2 hour schedule.
Hitbounds are on a six to eight hour
basis with the fastest-moving on a four
to five hour timetable.

The station personnel consider the
majority of their listeners to be in the
18-30 age bracket. Consequently, there
is a minimum of bubble gum type mu-
sic and an increased emphasis on pro-
gramming for an involved and aware
community. For example, on the re-
cent Earth Day, KRCB invited listen-
ers to come to their studio and tape
one minute editorials suggesting
means by which man could improve
the environment.

WMCA Files Suit To
Lower Voting Age
NEW YORK — WMCA - New York,
along with six young men and women
has filed suit in Federal Court to com-
pel the state of New York to lower the
voting age to 18 years. In the action it

was charged that state election laws
are in violation of the 14th Amend-
ment's guarantees of due process and
equal protection under law to all citi-
zens.

WMCA president R. Peter Strauss
gave the motive for the suit as an ef-
fort to speed up a drive to win the vote
lor 18 year olds throughout the coun-
try.

Records For Stations

prises, a radio consulting firm that
supplies records to its client stations
will soon begin categorizing the rec-
ords it sends to assist stations in de-
termining if lyric content on the disks
is acceptable for airing or contains of-
fensive material. Records will be
classified into one of four groups, and
an alphabetical symbol will be used to
denote each category. They are:
Drugs (D); Sex (S) ; Language (L)
and General (G). Additionally, eacn
record will be marked as Acceptable
(A), Marginal (M) or Unacceptable
(X). For example, a record whose ly-
rics contain unacceptable language,
in Randal’s opinion, would be marked
“LX”; a record with lyrics pertaining
to sex but acceptable for air play
would be marked SA.”
Regarding the classification, Ran-

dal stated, It has been apparent to us
for some while that there is a need for
a proper rating system for records
that are to be played on radio stations,
one similar to that which is presently
being employed by the movie industry.
Such a rating system should not be one
that recommends censorship, but
rather one that offers a guideline for
programming and improved aware-
ness in areas that may be controver-
sial or offensive. It should be carefully
noted that the markings on all records
will only be the opinion of individuals
who have made a personal evaluation
of their acceptability, and the final de-
cision for acceptance or rejection on
the station level will still rest in the
hands of the decision makers at each
station."

Their work in record production started

only a couple of years ago when they got
together following their work in similar
backgrounds.
Simon was a professional musician

who came to America at the age of 17
where he worked nightclubs. He played
"great” trumpet according to Ray. He
was into film production in the early

60’s and then got involved with records.
About 1965 he managed and produced
The Yardbirds (this was after Eric Clap-
ton had left the group and Jeff Beck was
the lead guitarist). He brought the group
to this country three times. Interna! strife

began to gnaw at the group to the point
where he would have to let each mem-
ber record separately and at different

times in order to turn out a recording.
He then suggested the break-up of the
group and the rest is history. He claims
that with the group their albums were
really a collection of singles as opposed
to today’s album that is a collection of

songs from which one or two might be
picked to be released as a single.

Simon then left the group and wrote a
few songs including the Dusty Springfield
hit, "You Don’t Have To Say You Love
Me,” among many others. Following his

songwriting career he started a record
company which, he says, gave him the
opportunity to sleep for a year. During
this time he met Ray, closed the com
pany and teamed with him for record
production.

Ray’s career was that of a singer and

Singer and Napier-Bell

comedian. He was a “great” comedian
according to Simon. He worked as the
resident comedian on Jack Good’s pop
TV show in England, "Oh Boy.” He stuck
with that work for a time and then went
to film school followed by a job in which
he edited film. Ray then went into record
production, working with an English pop
group, Nirvana, and singer Peter Sar-

stedt. He also did the Easybeats records.
His work in record production brought
him in contact with Simon and they
formed the company they call Rocking
Horse Productions.
Besides Fresh and Forevermore and

Scaffold (who they produce for Bell),

the team have been working a great deal
with Clive Sarstedt recently. His album,
they say, has a recurring theme based
on one song, “In A Dream,” which pops
up in other songs throughout the LP.

They want their albums to be so struc-

tured theme-wise as to turn the record
into a movie idea. They try to produce
an entity, like Clive’s LP, with a begin-
ning middle and end and not just ran-

dom songs over twelve cuts.

The two get along well in the studio
with Ray listening to sound and Simon
concentrating on the music. And this

combination has gotten them a fine start-

ing track record— let it flow, let it flow.

Manfred Mann: Chapter Three

FILLMORE EAST, NYC — This has
been the kind of week that young peo-
ple in America will remember for
some time to come. Perhaps more than
ever before the focus has been trained
on the subjects of war and violence in

America. Throughout the nation col-

leges were closed, in the wake of the
tragedy which took place at Kent
State. Student demonstrations were
building toward the large-scale rally in

Washington on Saturday. And some-
how it was fitting that in New York
City, in that town’s most important
rock music hall, Jefferson Airplane
was playing.
The Airplane has always been more

than just a rock band. They are a pol-

itically involved unit which interacts
with their audience in a strange and
fantastic way. Their songs reflect a
good deal of the anger, disillusionment
and militancy which a large segment
of the young populace is feeling. The
bond which exists between them and
their audience is difficult to define but
it is unmistakeably there, and it is

very strong.
There, was no question about the

prevailing feeling at the Fillmore on
Tuesday night. “Tear down the walls,”
sang Grace Slick and we wouldn’t
blame Bill Graham if he looked around
his hall with a trace of apprehension.
Not that anyone was going to tear
down the Fillmore walls; it was just
that the Airplane was expressing with
their music what a lot of people were
thinking. And the crowd responded
with roars of agreement.
Now for a look at the set itself. It

was disorganized. Grace would intro-

duce a song and the band would play
something else. There were more than
a few instances where people missed
their cues entirely or came in far too
late. Grace was fighting her own pri-

vate war with the lyrics. In fact, after
one encore she and Paul Kantner left

the stage, not to return again, despite
frenzied pleas from the audience and
promises from the four remaining
members of the group that they’d be
back. But those four just happened to
be the musicians who comprise the
newly-formed group, Hot Tuna, so it

FILLMORE EAST, NYC — Try to

imagine what it’s like to be a musician
playing on stage while the audience
is continually screaming “Get off the
stage!” On the rare occasions when
I have witnessed such goings on, I

have usually felt at least a modicum
of sympathy for the abused musicians.
But when the abuse comes from the
other direction, when a number of
persons get up on stage and pretend
to be musicians, I must draw the line
and say this is not acceptable.
The group plodded along at the

same tempo, starting nowhere and
finishing in the same spot. Top this
off by the most pretentious and offen-
sive pre-song talks imaginable, and
you’ll have some idea of what Amber-
gris is perpetrating. “Change you’re
material, please!,” cried tne crowd
in genuine frustration. Ads for the
group say: “Ambergris is whale
puke.” I won’t dispute that.

But this weekend was special at the
Fillmore. Mountain was back in New
York for a triumphant 10-month anni-
versary celebration. They had grown
in tremendous spurts since their birth
last August. But it had been a for-
mative growth, much as a child de-
velops into an adolescent very quickly.
All groups must do this just in "order
to survive. That was over now and it

still remained to be seen whether
Mountain could go beyond this into
the upper reaches of the musical
stratosphere.

wasn’t too surprising that they were
anxious to play by themselves for a
while.

If there were uneven parts to Jef-

ferson Airplane’s appearance, there
were also points during the evening
when they were at the peak of their
form. Wev

re speaking of numbers like

the poignant “Good Shepherd” the al-

ways exciting “White Rabbit” and the
spirited “Volunteers.” Also “Won’t
You Try,” and “Saturday Afternoon,”
both from their RCA album “After
Bathing At Baxter’s,” and the
song “Mexico,” which the group was
recently prevented from presenting on
nationwide television. A new number
“Saucers” met with wide acceptance
at the Fillmore and deservedly so. A
refreshing hiatus came when guitarist
Jorma Kaukonen and bassist Jack
Casady teamed for some acoustical
tunes and stilled the house with their
flawless playing and expert vocal har-
mony.
Jefferson Airplane has always been

a popular group in New York. That
they could sell out for four shows in the
middle of the week is an indicator of

their appeal. No doubt about it, they
were the act which drew all people to

the Fillmore. But there was consider-
able curiosity about Manfred Mann’s
group, now called Chapter Three,
which was making it’s first appear-
ance in the States. Their new album on
Polydor had stirred up some interest,

plus a lot of those on hand had counted
themselves fans from the day of “Do
Wah Diddy.” However, once on stage,
the Mann band failed to ignite any-
thing musically. In fact, at times, they
seemed to be playing against one
another. Or, to be more accurate, de-
spite one another. Mann himself is a
brilliant vocalist and a compelling key-
board artist but this was apparent
only when the overloaded brass sec-
tion took a break or a breath, which
wasn’t all that often. The closing num-
ber, their idea of an updated “Mighty
Quinn,” was pretensious and lacked
the charm and vim of the original.

Mountain now displays the awesome-
ly difficult attribute of being able to

get totally inside their music. They, in

fact, become the music. It is intensely
personal, and this makes it the most
exciting kind to watch and hear and
fee.

Mountain is a family in love with
music and with life and they are oSO

sincere in their feelings that the en-
tire audience is engulfed in a golden
glow. There is a very special feeling
between Felix Pappalardi and Leslie
West (it’s as if Felix is Leslie’s older
brother) and as they play their music,
bathed in the same spotlight one can
see them driving each other to high-
er and higher peaks. And Corky Laing
and Steve Knight are right there doing
what no other drummer and organist
can do to weld Mountain into a com-
plete entity. Best of all, the entire
four concerts have been preserved on
tape including a 20 minute version of
“Stormy Monday Blues” which just
might be the first pure rock concerto
for a live album so that everyone
can experience Mountain live.

In many ways seeing Mountain is

like getting married; you fall in love
during the concert and when you come
out the world has changed.

In a time when the middle-of the-road
field seems very stale, Oliver is a
breath of fresh air. It’s not just his
vmce, or his highly easy-going manner,
or his boyish charm; it’s all of these,
coupled with extraordinary musical
direction. The latter was responsible
for a wide range of material being in-
cluded in the fast paced show, and all
of it fitting Oliver perfectly.
Now, Oliver is not the next Tom

skillfully blends enough of the char-
acteristics of each to come out with a
nice individual feel. If we have any
reservations (and we do), they were
mostly caused by the house orchestra,
who couldn’t quite put enough feel into
the two light-rock numbers, “Rubv
Tuesday” and “Lodi.”
.Oliver's opening, which offered
,‘Wno Will Buy,” the not-sung-enough
Bluesette” and his own “Young Birds
Fly” (an almost-hit for the Cryin
Shames) set the stage for the evening.
Oliver’s disertation on how “Young
Birds Fly” earned him a quarter-mil-
lion dollar royalty check (a mistake,
natch) was typical of the low-key hu-
mor he employed throughout the eve-
ning. Oliver did all his hits, with
“Angelica” sounding much stronger
than the record, and “Sunday Morn-
ing” sounding much weaker, while
“Jean” and “Good Morning Starshine”
sounded equally good.
Entertainment is the name of the

game at the Century Plaza Hotel, and
Oliver provides the same in more than
ample quantity.

Diahann’s summer sabbatical from her
enormously successful TV series

mother I am.”
Vocally there’s still a trace of the

eloquent Ethel Waters. But unfortu-
nately she also embraces the method
school of song; mannered, super-
stylized, studied which caused her to

overpower such unaffected ballads as
Berlin’s “Remember” and “How Deep
Is The Ocean.” Miss Carroll has evi-

dently joined up with the “Stanislov-
sky” songstresses. Each sinew, nerve
and muscle of her seductive body is

choreographed to words and music
with little variety to that plethora of
exaggeration. It’s unrelenting and
regrettable.
Miss Carroll’s show was produced by

Joe Guercio who conducts the 24 piece
band. Opening act is impressionist-
comic-mimic Guy Marks who’ll be re-

called by the record trade for his al-

most-hit “Loving You Has Made Me
Bananas.” It’s his best moment in a
spotty stand with impressions of Bob
Mitchum, Gary Cooper and Humphry
Bogart excellent though too long.

Mountain/ Ambergris

B. B. King & Friends

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC — B. B. King
teamed up with some of the greatest
blues performers of all time, at Car-
negie Hall on May 2. The all-blues
show included greats such as T-Bone
Walker, Big Joe Turner, Big Mama
Thornton, Eddie (Cleanhead) Vinson
and Leon Thomas. All record for the
Bluesway label, except Leon Thomas
who represents Flying Dutchman Rec-
ords.

B. B. King has been labeled the
“King Of Blues,” and Saturday night
he became “King Of Carnegie Hall.”
It took B. B. a long time to achieve this
status. To reflect the past for a mo-
ment, it could be remembered that just
two years ago he played to half full au-
diences, while doing extended tours of
the country. After a long trip through
the south, and numerous albums, he
gained the well deserved recognition
of white audiences as well as black.
Most people associate the blues with

sad, deem soulful music. B. B.’s music
is soulful, but to describe his sound
defies all the set rules. He makes
people smile, while relating the mes-
sage of the song, which is refreshing.
A good example of this is his new
single on Blueswav, “So Excited.”
From the moment he plugged in his
funky blues guitar you could feel the
anxiety building to a frenzied pitch.
That is what B. B. King is about. He
is excitment, in every possible way. He
does things with his guitar that could
never be described in words.
His program was well prepared, and

he had some great back-up from Sonny
Freeman & The Unusuals. The group
did a solo stint before B. B. came out
to set the pace. They did a pretty good
job, considering everyone was on their
feet by the time they finished.
By the time B. B. finally came out

the place was in an uproar. He did an
imitation of Ella Fitzgerald, and a nar-
rative version of “Why I Sing The
Blues,” that had the audience in what
seemed to be a hypnotic trance.

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NEW YORK - SYMPHONY FOR SIDE AND SESSION MEN
There exists among music makers a sort of unsung hero. Often this person is

able to make an otherwise “break” album, and his stage performance can often

give an artist's act necessary professional polish. That hero is the session man in

the recording studio — the sideman when on stage.

Certain names have consistently popped up on different albums. Some of those

names of the early 60’s folk era are Felix Pappalardi, John Sebastian, Al Kooper,

David Rea and many others who will probably be mentioned here.

Felix Pappalardi started out playing back-up bass for Martin & Neil, a Greenwich
Village folk duo composed of Vince Martin and Fred Neil. He played bass on a

number of early Ian & Sylvia LP’s and those by Tim Rose, among others. His his-

tory with the Cream is notable — he worked as an arranger, producer and musi-

cian on their records. His production brought him in contact with Kensington
Market and the Vagrants. He picked up Leslie West from the latter group, pro-

duced his LP, played bass on it, and eventually toured with him billed as Moun-
tain.

David Rea is a guitarist extraordinaire, who is soon to record his first album for

Polydor. That album, by the way, is being produced by Felix Pappalardi, an old

friend of his. David, a Canadian, had always wanted to be a guitarist for Ian &
Sylvia and after auditioning for them became same. He worked in the studio and
on the set with them filling in some very fine acoustic licks that had a Nashville

flavor. He also worked with Judy Collins, live and recorded. Still independent, his

name often appears in the credits of numerous albums.

John Sebastian’s story could be a long one. He came to New York to work in

particular as a session man. He got immediate work and is heard on loads of

albums by many mid-60's folk artists playing harp and guitar. He, too, worked
with Pappalardi to back up Martin & Neil. His years with The Lovin’ Spoonful

brought him to the fore and he is now a single artist of high fame.

Al Kooper started out playing organ on Bob Dylan’s earliest electric ventures.

Moving quickly from side to front work, he was instrumental in forming The Blues

Project and later on Blood Sweat & Tears. He lasted with B, S & T for less than a

year, branching out to production work and then back to playing — one of the

original "super-stars.” He has now gone into film scoring for the movie "Landlord,”

which is to be released later this month.
One of the biggest session men in New York is Eric Weissberg. A graduate of

the Julliard School of Music where he majored on string instruments, he has

played with Judy Collins and loads of other top artists. Eric is especially known,
though, for his work on commercials for radio and TV (Mountain Dew beverages,

and many others! He is known to some of his friends as “King of the Jingles”

for that work.

I think about the first time we mentioned David Bromberg was just a few weeks
ago when we saw him at the Bitter End backing Paul Siebel. He’s been around for

some time, though, assisting artists like Dylan, Tom Rush, Jerry Jeff Walker, and
Tom Paxton on guitar and dobro. Very recently, he gave a solo concert downtown
and perhaps he might make that sort of treat a regular thing.

There is a fellow who has built up a fine reputation via the amplifier and guitar

customizing work he’s done at the store he runs in the Village. Dan Armstrong
happens also to be a fine bassist. He’s worked on sets with Charlie Brown, on sets

and wax with Van Morrison and on Peter, Paul and Mary’s "Late Again” album.
Probably be hearing a lot more from him.

Nashville has its own clic of musicians who include Weldon Myrick on pedal

steel, Norbert Putnam on bass, Ken Buttrey on drums, David Briggs on organ and
Charley McCoy on everything. Their collective sound is heard best on Ian & Sylvia’s

later albums, and combinations of them are heard on hundreds of other artists’

recordings.

Other popular pedal steel players are Lloyd Green and Buddy Emmons who
work out on loads of country stuff. Emmons has also worked on John Sebastian

(Con't. on Page 42)

Playboy After Dark is not the perfect music TV show. It is not even the perfect

non-music TV show. While the status-climbing pretensions of Playboy Magazine
(such as the Playboy yacht parties, seduction dinners for two, gift guides and the
like) could quickly be passed over with a flick of the thumb, the Hollywood plas-

ticity of PAD is not so easily dispensed with. And yet, just as Playboy Mag has been
the most contemporary, well-rounded wellspring of information, fiction, enlight-

ened debates and interviews in print, so the TV show is aiming to become its

counterpart (and succeeding nicely) on the airwaves.

So forget the carefully manicured bunny-type chicks that lounge casually at

“Hef’s penthouse” or whatever the supposed set. Forget the neatly groomed,
stylishly-attired young men that support the mini-skirted females. Beyond these
frills, and beyond even Hefner’s pipe, lies a carefully planned hour of entertain-

ment and discussion that in its own way is breaking down barriers as important
as those attacked by the Brothers Smothers.
One of the barriers is the eternal struggle between art (as represented by the

musician) and the dollar (as represented by the TV people). Several top groups
have walked off network TV shows because nobody on the show really under-
stood their attitudes towards their life and their music and they resented just

being hired for their name value. Playboy has taken great care to assemble a

staff of music coordinators who make their judgements strictly on talent. The
artist is not required to do his current hit single, or his golden oldie, but is en-
couraged to select appropriate material for the show, as well as help stage the
act and mix the sound.

The entertainers on the Playboy show, as well as other guests and staff mem-
bers, are given first class treatment during the taping. Food and drink are pro-

vided in ample quantity, so that the festive atmosphere that pours out of the TV
set is at least partly real.

A recent show, admittedly not typical, but assuredly not atypical, featured
Michael Wadleigh, Linda Ronstadt, Country Joe & the Fish and David Steinberg.
Wadleigh brought along some clips from "Woodstock,” while the other guests
just brought themselves. Linda, as usual, brought a little extra.

records, Judy Collins LP’s and those by James Taylor. Talking about pedal steel

sidemen, there are a few on the west coast that include Red Rhodes, Sneaky
Pete and Rusty Young. Red has worked with, among others, John Phillips, Al

Kooper, James Taylor and The Beach Boys. Sneaky Pete is with The Flying Bur-

rito Brothers but has worked with Joe Cocker and a few more A&M artists. Rusty
Young is a steady with Poco. Most recently, though, he picked on the new album
by the Pacific Electric and Gas Company. He’ll probably keep getting around. One
east coast pedal steel player who has gotten around quite a bit is Bill Keith. He
was an original member of Ian & Sylvia’s group Great Speckled Bird; was an

original member of and recorded with the Jim Kweskin Jug Band (on banjo),

recorded recently with Geoff and Maria Muldaur, pedaled his steel on Barbara
Keith’s LP and the one by Ed Sanders, "Sanders’ Truck Stop.” He is one of the

fine bluegrass pickers.

There is a pair of names that is popular in side work — White and Brooks.

And for each of those names there is a pair of men — Gary and Clarence White,

and Dan and Harvey Brooks. Gary White is a bass player who has worked with

Linda Rondstadt, Paul Siebel, and Jerry Jeff Walker whom he met when they
played in the group Circus Maximus. Clarence has played guitar with Arlo Guthrie,

the Everley Brothers and the Byrds. He is now a full-time Byrd. Dan Brooks is a

New York based harp player who has backed Jerry Jeff Walker and Keith Sykes to

name just a few. Harvey has played bass on quite a few records, Judy Collins’

included.

Talking about Judy Collins, her records also feature such session men-turned-
stars like Jim (Roger) McGuinn of the Byrds, Danny Kalb of the Blues Project and
Stephen Stills of Crosby, Stills, Nash & Young, The Buffalo Springfield and The
Cafe Au Go Go Singers of years back.

The last two must-mention people are James Burton and Russ Savakus. James
is the originator of “chicken pickin' ” style guitar and was a regular with Rick

Nelson in his early years. He, too, has backed Judy Collins and has become a

much sought after west coast session man. Russ can be heard on many of Ian &
Sylvia's earlier recordings and has also gone on to play bass on loads of albums
by other artists.

I think I have covered most of the musicians who have made their name and
still build it as session and side men. A good musician, the right musician, is

sometimes hard to find. These have been found.

Incredible As It May Sound

When you've got a name like The Incredible String Band, you had better be

good, Jim. There are a lot of not so nice people sitting out front or standing in the

wings who are just waiting to say "Oh, yeah, what was so incredible about those

guys?” or even worse with a sarcastic tone: “Well, they certainly were incredible,

weren’t they?"

Knowing full well the hazards inherent in such a monicker, Robin Williamson,

Mike Heron, Rose Simpson and Licerice throw caution to the winds and compose
and play the kind of songs they happen to prefer. And the finished product turns

out to be kind of incredible too. At a time when critics and even fans are con-

tinually searching for labels to classify different kinds of music, the String Band
remains elusive. Just when it seems that people have put a musical tag on them,
they surprise with something like "U,” the “pop pantomime” with which they are

presently touring the country.

“U” showed a few things. One, that the group is not timid about experimenting
with a new type of art form — in this case, the area of theatre. Working with the

Stone Monkey Mime Troupe, they devised an evening's magic, consisting of

songs and related mime enactments. They composed a dozen and a half songs
and played them with their character, stic good spirits.

The second thing that was apparent, at least at the Fillmore East where “U” was
performed two weeks ago, was that only the most devoted of the Incredible String

Band fans were interested in seeing the group step off in this new musical direc-

tion. The hall was embarrassingly empty. Where were all the Fillmore regulars,

the ones you see every week screaming for still another encore, demanding what
they feel is their due, often despite a group’s merit? Instead of being “outasight,”

they were simply not in sight. Consequently, they missed one of the Fillmore's

most exciting presentations. As for the String Band, they probably would have
played well, even had there been only two people in the house. They are that in-

volved in their music and it shows.
Incidentally, at present there are no plans to record an album of the songs from

“U." Which means that we are going to have to try and keep beautiful mad songs
like “Robot Blues” and “El Ratto” in our heads along with Mike's infectious rendi-

tion of “Glad To See You” and the finale “Rainbow” in which everyone joins. Oh
well, as Fleetwood Mac might say, we can console ourselves with the knowledge
that the Incredible String Band’s seventh album is on release’s brink. We heard
a preview of one side the other day and were further convinced of their incredible-

ness. Name of the record is “I Looked Up” and it includes a track by Mike called

“The Letter” which is one of those rare things — a good, fun song; there is also

a tune “Black Jack Davy” and this one should become one of the band’s most
requested numbers. If the second side is as good as the first, this may well be
their best and most popular album to date. Not counting “U," currently moving
up in our head's chart.

Water Is Where You Find It

When the Vanilla Fudge called it quits a few months ago it was speculated on
what the members would come up with once they melted out of the fold. About
a month ago, the first band was announced — Boomerang with ex-Fudge organist
Mark Stein. Soon to hit the scene is the next splinter group — Cactus. The quartet
is comprised of Carmine Appice on drums and Tim Bogart on bass, both of the
Fudge, as well as guitarist Jim McCarty and Rusty Day on harp and vocals. The
latter two musicians paid their dues with Buddy Miles and the Amboy Dukes
respectively, and worked together in the Detroit Wheels.
The group took some two to three months to get together and in working order.

When Appice and Bogart were looking to form a band on their own they jammed
with various people including Jeff Beck and Rod Stewart. But they found their

heads leaning more toward an old rock and roll sound particular to their Amer-
ican musical experiences as opposed to the disciplines of those British artists.

The group, in an interview here, emphasized their backgrounds had been in the

teen dances of the early 60’s playing blues patterned rock & roll, and that they
still have a strong feel for it. That sound is what they were after when they set

down to write the material which will be on their first Atlantic LP set for June.
Their debut gig will be May 16 at the Temple University Outdoor Festival,

sharing the bill with Jimi Hendrix, the Grateful Dead, Steve Miller Band and
others.

put “Long, Long Time” out as a single.

Drawing blood on their inaugural album is

Killing Floor, a new five man blues group from
England. Working off the right-on piano of Lou
Martin, the band sets up a vortex of hard sound
on Willie Dixon’s "Woman You Need Love" and a

batch of their own compositions. At the eye of

the whirlwind is "Sunday Morning," a brief inter-

lude piece by Martin, and the group really drives

things home with an eight minute plus number,

Striking with a country rock sound, this quartet

serves up a dozen numbers, all but one of which
were penned by Al Anderson, their lead guitarist

and vocalist. The exception, which certainly

merits mention, is “My Baby Left Me," the rocker

which Elvis worked out on a number of years

back. Wildweeds’ treatment of it compares well

with the King’s. On “Can’t Sit And Watch Little

Susie Laugh” and “An Overnight Guest,” the
group comes through as a fresh and innovative

force. Impressive set which could surprise.

ITS ANITA KERR COUNTRY - Anita Kerr Singers

This is one of Anita Kerr's best albums and
should be accorded a very nice reception in

middle-of-the-road circles. The set was produced,

arranged and conducted by the artist, and she
also sings the soprano part, offering some nice

solos in addition to singing with alto Jackie

Ward, tenor Gene Merlino and bass Bob Tebow.
The twelve country songs which comprise the

material on the LP include “Detroit City,” “Gal-

veston” and Miss Kerr’s own “This Sad, Sad
Life.”

Alto saxist Sonny Criss offers his jazz renditions

of a batch of pop hits on this album, and the

results are great. Criss’ delivers inventive render-

ings of “Sunny,” “Up, Up And Away,” “The Beat
Goes On,” “Ode To Billie Joe,” “On A Clear Day”
and "Eleanor Rigby” in fine style, and, true to

the title of the set, is at his best all the way
through. Should move well in jazz circles.

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RCA Opens Fully Automated British Plant
First U.S. Built Facility In England
WASHINGTON, ENGLAND — May 7,

1970 was a momentous day for RCA
Ltd., for that was the date on which
the company’s own pressing plant at

Washington, Co. Durham in tne north
of England was officially opened by
RCA president Norman Racusin.
The plant, built at a cost of £1.8

million has been designed for fully

automated production from raw ma-
terials through packaging of phono-
graph records. A unique feature of

this manufacturing operation is the
use of an ICL System 4/30 computer
as the nerve centre of all main manu-
facturing and distribution functions.

The plant is located near Newcastle-
Upon-Tyne about 300 miles from Lon-
don and it is the first U.S. built record
plant in Britain. At the opening cere-
mony Racusin hailed the facility as
“a great step forward in RCA's in-

creasing direct activities in major in-

ternational record markets and RCA’s
participation in the anticipated further
growth of the British record market".
He said “this location in Britain

gives us overnight access to all the
major markets of the British Isles.

With our use of vans for distribution
from our warehouse points to stores,

our plant will be able to give swift

and continuous supply of recordings
to all parts of the country. More sig-

nificantly, this facility is proof of our
awareness of the importance of direct
operation in the growing international
markets of the world. Great Britain
assuredly is one of the three most
important recorded entertainment
markets outside the United States,

and our presence there is intended to

give our product the widest possible
exposure. Additionally, it will serve
as a base from which we will develop
new talent both from Great Britain
and the whole world. Britain has been
the source of many major world-re-
nowned recording personalities and

we intend to be on top of any future
trend which may develop in that
country”.

Indie A Year Ago

RCA Records began independent
operation in Britain on June 1, 1969
and has become a significant force on
the British record market. Its position
is expected to be further enhanced
through the operation of its own
manufacturing facilities. The plant,

built of 15 acres, occupies 104,000
square feet of space and features
fully automatic presses. Included on
the site are administrative offices and
there is also room for expansion in-

cluding tape duplicating facilities.

Representing RCA Records’ world
headquarters in New York in addition
to Racusin were Rocco Laginestra,
executive vice president; Dario Sorio,
vice president of record international
department and Irwin Tarr, vice
president of planning. After the plant
dedication a brief ceremony was held
at the Old Hall, Washington, ancestral
home of George Washington’s family,
when Laginestra presented to the
Chairman of the Washington Urban
District Council, Couneellor J. Walker
a memento with an original George
Washington signature. Tne ceremony
was followed by a buffet luncheon at
the Gosforth Part Hotel attended by
RCA personnel from the U.S.A. and
U.K. plus some 25 journalists who were
transported to the venue by RCA in a
special pullman train.

RCA’s Success

RCA has been tremendously suc-
cessful in Britain having chalked up
a formidable achievement without
precedent in the U.K. with the phe-
nominal sales of “Sound of Music”

at 2‘/2 million. More recently they
scored the first U.K. million seller
for many a year with The Archies
“Sugar Sugar” and successfully
launched the RCA International medi-
um prices album series retailing at
19/lld featuring such names as Jim
Reeves, Glen Miller, Elvis Presley
etc. They have not been idle on the
home front either and home grown
talent in the shape of Clodagh Rodgers
has given great impact to the label
with nit singles such as “Come Back

The RCA Ltd., record division man-
ufacturing plant at Washington, Coun-
ty Durham, is the most modern record
pressing plant in the world. The latest
techniques were used in the design;
prime importance being placed on the
easy flow of supplies ana components
to the press floor, the movement of

finished records from the press floor
to the warehouse, and the dispatch
of orders to the loading bay and trans-
port facilities.

The main functions are;
No. 1 The Press Floor
The Press Floor was designed to

give automatic dispensation of mate-
rial to the presses and the return
of unused material with a minimum
of handling.
The press was designed by RCA and
moulds a consistently high quality
phonograph record.

Specially engineered for this press
is a vertical screw type compound
extruder.
The press primarily uses pneumatic

logic for sequencing the various oper-
ations. It is a fixed head design, thus
achieving precision alignment. The
lower bolster is operated by a 12”

diameter hydraulic piston.
The extruder mixes plastic resin in-

gredients and delivers hot material to

the cup. This hot material is transfer-
red to the label magazine. The “sand-
wich’ of hot compound and labels is

transferred to the moulds containing
the music stampers. Two electric eyes
determine if the sandwich is loaded
on centre, and permit the press to

close under hydraulic pressure.
Presses are cored for steam and

water circulation, permitting a heat-
ing and cooling cycle. Tne music
stampers mounted in the presses are
held down by vacuum thus giving in-

timate contact with the pressing sur-
faces. The pressing station is precisely
aligned to ensure uniform pressure
distribution and thickness tolerance,
two very important requirements for
moulding high quality records.
As the press closes and begins to

form the music grooves, the excess
material flows outwards through an
orifice, creating a back pressure. Cool-
ing of the moulds by water circulation
sets the thermo-plastic material.
When the pressing is cooled the hy-

draulic pressure is released, letting

the press open. The phonograph re-

cord is held in suspension by grippers
as the press opens. Air blast aids in

the release of the phonograph record.
The edger table rises to receive the
phonograph record and the grippers
are released. The cycle then repeats.

Mechanical services comprise;
a) Steam Services
Two Marshall Boilers are provided,

fired with butane gas. High pressure
steam serves the record presses, and
low pressure steam serves unit heat
ers, air heater batteries, heating and
hot water services, and gas vapour-
isers in the L.P. gas plant in the ex-

ternal compound.
b) Compressed Air
Duplicate oil free air compressors

and receivers are situated in tne Pow-
er House.
The compressed air system supplies

are for pneumatic controls, service
points within the factory and the rec-

ord presses.
c) Hydraulic System
Consists of a water hydraulic accu-

mulator, three electrically driven high

Over Everybody Go Home” as well
as album sales.

pressure water pumps, two low pres-
sure water pumps, one electrically
driven stationary air compressor. The
system supplies hydraulic power to the
record presses.
d) Hot Water Supply
Steam to water calorifiers provide

hot water throughout the factory.
e) Space Heating
The manufacturing plant is provided

with steam operated unit heaters, con-
trolled by individual thermostats. The
office block is heated by a low pressure
hot water system.
f ) Demineralised Water Plant
Demineralised water obtained from

this plant is pumped to serve the hot
well tank and process cooling tank,
with a separate booster provided to
serve plant items in the matrix depart-
ment and matrix laboratory.

g) Cooling Water
System consists of cooling towers

and cooling water circulating pumps,
and provides cooling water for the re-
frigeration plant and first stage pro-
cess cooling heater exchangers. The
system also incorporates a base ex-
changer make up water treatment
plant and storage tank to serve the
cooling towers.
h) Chilled Water

Chilled water from two refrigeration
plants is provided to the air condition-
ing plants, air compressor after cool-
ers and process cooling water circuits
at 40 degrees F.
i) Process Chilled Water
This system provides water at 70

degrees F to the record presses.

j) Air Conditioning
The air conditioning plant and sys-

tems maintain a supply of air to the
stated environmental conditions re-

quired in the computer area and other
areas where filtered air at specific
temperature and humidity is critical
to operation.
k) Electrical Installation
Compresses high voltage distribu-

tion, package substations, medium
voltage distribution, process and gen-
eral power, lighting and emergency
lighting.

l) Fire Protection-Sprinklers
The sprinkler system is charged with

water under pressure at all times and
is linked with an alarm system.
No. 7 Machine Shop

Self contained and able to handle
most plant needs.
No. 8 Loading Bay
The area has been designed for

speed and ease in loading ana unload-
ing to and from vehicles of all sizes.
No. 9 Computer — ICL System 4/30
Configurations—One 64 K Central

Processor, Three replaceable disc
drives, Five nine-track tape units. One
medium speed printer, One high speed
card reader, One card punch, One in-

put/output writer
The computer control handles all

divisional accounts, stock control, pro-
duction control etc.

No. 10 Warehouse and Inspect Pack
The warehouse is divided into sepa-

rate sections and has been designed for
expansion.
The inspect and pack area receives

finished records from the press room
on a roller conveyor. After inspection
at specially lit benches the records are
bagged and packed for transfer to the
finished goods area of the warehouse.
Onwara shipment to other RCA de-

pots and export orders are handled in

this department.

Taylor Campbell, is still on the national
huskings with Sounds Canadian. Recep-
tions in Winnipeg, Calgary and Van-
couver were equal, if not better, than
those in Eastern Canada. A few of the
doombeating columnists in local dai-
lies, notably Montreal and Toronto,
took their usual non-confident swing
at any attempt by Canadians being
Canadian, and roasted Taylor and
Capitol for even attempting such a
venture. The atmosphere, generally,
however, has been most encouraging
and is now showing fruits of his seed-
ing.

Rudi Slezak, managing director of
the music publishing companies con-
trolled by the Robert Stigwood Organi-
sation Ltd. since 1967, has decided not
to renew his agreement with the Stig-
wood Organisation after its expiration
on June 30th of this year. Slezak is

returning to Hamburg to run his pub-
lishing company Rudolf Slezak Musik-
verlag formed in 1967 in conjunction
with the Stigwood Organisation. The
first foreign companies to be repre-
sented by Rudolf Slezak Musikverlag
were Dratleaf Limited and Abigail
Music (London) . Now in 1970 R. Slezak
Musikverlag represents Planetary
Musikverlag (the German affiliate

company of Big Seven Music Corp.),
Venice Music Inc., Stax’s Publishing
firm, Groovesville Music and various
small companies such as Pattern and
Bamboo Music, White Plains, Betrab
Music and 125th Street Music in the
United States.

Bill Ramsey signed a record-con-
tract by Cornet and produced his first

single: “Haschisch Halef Omar”.
Peer music publishing house an-
nounced good deals in the new release
“Chantilly Lace” by the Shana Na.
The long-termed planned co-operation
between the two English hit authors
Bill Martin and Phil Coulter and their
German partner, Edition Montana,
has started. In the next weeks Bill and
Phil will come to Germany to meet
German top artists and to write songs
for them which are not only success-
ful on the German market. The Gil-

bert Becaud tournee through Germany
was a fantastic success for this artist.

A new bigger Becaud tournee for the
next year is planned. The promotion
of the tournee was done by Edition
Montana.

Brian Auger one of the leading or-

ganists in the world, will come to

Germany in May and June for a con-
cert tour with his band “The Trinity”.
The complement: Brian Auger (organ,
piano, vocal), Gary Boyle (guitar),

Dave Ambrose (bass-guitar) and Clive
Thacker (drums). Just in time with
the tournee the new album of Brian
Auger and The Trinity: “Befour” will

be released by Teldec on RCA. In
April, Dana, winner of the Grand Prix,
was guest star in the tv show “Musik
aus Studio B”. On the 1st of June she
will come again to sing her “All
Kinds Of Everything” in the tv show
“Meine Melodie”. Until now more
than 100,000 copies of this title were
sold. The Simon & Garfunkel-hit
“Cecilia” was recorded by Teldec
with Harmony Grass, The Crew and a
German version with Martin Mann.
“Die Anderen”, German quality-
beater (LP “Kannibal Komix”)
started their America career named
“Apocalypse”. Under this new name
their latest single “Reflection Of A
Summer” will appear.
The English Elton John — since

May on a German concert tournee —
presented with “Border Song” a very
interesting title. Peter Alexander sold
until now 350,000 copies of his single
“Oh Lady Mary” and 100,000 ones of

his LP “Im Land der Lieder”. Big
activities by Peter Kirsten’s Global-
music. Just released are the record
productions: “Piano Firework” by
Marek & Vacek and the single “Take
Me To The Pilot” /“It’s Not Alright”
by Joy Unlimited and a German ver-
sion of the international hit “Bridge
Over Troubled Water” by Peter
Horton.

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Events and uncertainties on both
sides of the Atlantic have caused a
slide in EMI’s share price lately. The
intensifying campaign behind car-
tridges ana cassettes in the States is

regarded in some circles as a poten-
tially damaging blow to Capitol's fu-
ture prospects there, and the Beatle
bother here has also exerted an ad-
verse influence on EMI’s share price.
Managing director John Read has
been quoted as saying the Beatle
controversy makes no overall differ-
ence to the EMI link with them, which
runs for a further six years irrespec-
tive of whether they remain a group
or henceforth appear on solo disks.
Read also forecast the third quarter
continuation of pre-tax profits for
Capitol, but the snare value dip has
persisted, wiping off over 10 shillings
over the past two months.

In a move to stem BBC TV’s ascen-
dancy in the viewing ratings over
the Friday-Sunday period, London
Weekend Television light entertain-
ment chief Barry Took has signed
three of BBC radio’s top disk jockeys
for their own shows. They are Kenny
Everett, who will star in a ten week
series on Fridays called “The Kenny
Everett Explosion,” Ed Stewart, who
also starts a ten-weeker called “Stew-
port” on Saturdays aimed at the pre-
teen public, and Jimmy Young, who
is lined up for a one-shot special.
Terry Henebery, who moves from
BBC TV to London Weekend on June
1st, will produce the Everett series
and supervise the Young show. These
TV pacts will not affect the jocks’ ra-
dio work for the BBC, and, as in the
case of Tony Blackburn before them,
are examples of getting the best of

both worlds.
The Phonodisc distribution depot

for Philips and Polydor product at Il-

ford continues to struggle against
hang-ups and difficulties which have
beset it since its opening after Easter.
The volume of complaints from
dealers is subsiding as the service
picks up the right pace and rhythm,
but indie labels handled by Philips
and Polydor are unhappy about de-
lays and consequent lost business,
and litigation has been initiated by
one company. Most Philips and Poly-
dor singles due for current release
have been put back temporarily to
ease the situation. The trouble started
when the Phonodisc computer seized
up, and it is not expected to be func-
tioning until next month. Internal re-
siting also proved necessary after the
depot opened, and Polydor managing
director John Fruin and Phonodisc
chairman Stephen Gottlieb are con-
stant visitors to Ilford on trouble
shooting missions.
Meanwhile Polydor is bowing a new

LP series this week called 99 with an
initial release of twenty-four albums.
These comprise nine Polydor LP’s,
nine from the Atlantic catalogue and
six from Track. The series takes its

name from its price under the new
decimal currency system which be-
gins next February — 99 new pence.
The cost under the present monetary
set-up is 19 shillings and ten pence.
Polydor sales manager Eddie Web-
ster stressed that the series is not a
budget line concept, but has a sepa-
rate price category and standing of
its own. Some items will be leaders
for full-price product, but mostly they
will be specially selected for the 99
series, and will be promoted hard
like the full-price ranges. Polydor
names in the first batch include Bert
Kaempfert, James Last, Roberto Del-
gado; Atlantic stars featured are

Sledge, Joe Tex, Otis Redding, Ben E.
King and Booker T and the MGs, and
the Track section has Fairport Con-
vention, Marsha Hunt, Arthur Brown,
The Who, Jimmy Hendrix amongst
its line up.

Johnny Keating is marking his re-

turn to the record scene here with a
Decca Phase 4 stereo album called
“Ireland” for which he conducted the
Royal Philharmonic Orchestra. The
album comprises Keating charts of

Irish material and reflects his growing
interest in classical forms of music.
Keating is writing a concerto for
fleugel horn, which he believes to be
the first specifically intended for this

instrument, and the work is likely to

be premiered at the Royal Festival
Hall in the fall with Shake Keane as
soloist. Keating drew international
fame and attention during his days
as chief arranger for the Ted Heath
orchestra, and spent some time in the
States subsequently scoring for
movies and TV series.

Ember Records has captured world
rights excluding the USA for future
recordings by Lena Horne. She will

be in London during the summer to

promote a single and album to be
released at that time by Ember, and
may also play a West End cabaret
season. Ember chief Jeff Kruger is

also hopeful of staging the all-Negro
musical “Big Time Buck White” in

London in the fall, and is aiming at a
limited season at the Royal Court
Theater prior to West End presenta-
tion with Floyd Patterson starring.
Nirvana group man Patrick Camp-

bell-Lyons has formed a publishing
company in conjunction with Mike
Collier of Mother Mistro to be called
New Voyage Music. It will specialize
in progressive copyrights whose au-
thors are seeking an outlet dedicated
to this idiom, and will also handle
material written by Campbell-Lyons
with his Nirvana composing partner
Alex Spiropoulos.
Pye is tne last major to adjust its

disk prices and has conformed with
the general pattern set already by its

competitors. The five per cent returns
allowance is retained on all product,
although a spokesman warned that
this may be reconsidered at a later
date, depending on conditions and
developments in the industry. Pye
pop LPs rise to 39 shillings and eleven
pence, the Virtuoso and Delyse range
climb to 44 shillings and nine pence
and sixpence is added to its Marble
Arch budget range.
Restive rumblings suggest that a

consortium of independent disk pro-
ducers and small labels is more than
a vague possibility in the near future.
The mini moguls are discontented
with their lot as it is through distribu-
tion deals' with the major companies,
believing they come last every time
when the major company salesmen
do their spieling. They also suspect
latent hostility on the part of major
company executives wnere progres-
sive product is concerned, and reckon
there is a generation gap lack of
communication between predomi-
nantly middle-aged major execs and
predominantly youthful small label
chiefs and disk producers. The latest
symptom of the growing gulf is the
cessation of the distribution deal be-
tween Reflection Records and CBS
well before its expiry date. Reflection
is now being handled by BIRD, the
chain of British independent record
distributors, and Paul Ellis of Keith
Prowse, an important link in the
BIRD chain, is campaigning along the
lines of a small label consortium with
BIRD handling distribution. Reflec-
tion’s first single under the BIRD deal
is “Every Little Minute” by Andwellas
Dream.

Precision Tapes Ltd., the brain child

of Louis Benjamin of Pye Records and
Alan Bailey of GRT of America, starts

operations in May. Walter Woyda,
general manager of Precision Tapes
Ltd., advises that the factory at Chad-
well Heath Industrial Estates is cur-
rently being fitted out with the very
latest GRT equipment and will soon
be in full production. Precision Tapes
Ltd. is the first major company to
manufacture both cassettes and car-
tridges and market the merchandise
at the same time. Apart from Pye
and GRT repertoire Woyda has con-
cluded independent licensing deals
with A & M Records, Warner-Reprise,
Disney Bueno Vista, Island, Liberty/
UA and the first release will be 100
items made up of both cassette and
cartridges with simultaneous record
release. The factory is capable of

turning out some two million cas-
settes and cartridges per year, and
the GRT equipment which is being
used is able to produce extremely
high quality product at very high
duplicating speeds, in fact 32 times
the normal speed. Distribution will

be via record outlet, via Pye Rec-
ords van sales force plus non record
outlets such as photographic shops,
garages etc. Latest move of Precision
Tapes Ltd. is the opening of a retail

shop in London’s Soho handling only
cassettes, cartridges and relevant
playing equipment. It will also act as
a market research sounding board for

future policy and activities of the com-
pany. Walter Woyda who joined Preci-
sion Tapes Ltd. on January 1st this

ear is well versed in tape product
aving joined Philips Records in 1966

in order to launch the cassette sys-
tem in the U.K. Tape product was
just beginning to catch on in the UK
but for the intervention of the Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer who levied a
55% purchase tax on tape in the 1968
budget which made the product lose
ground. However, signs are that this

ground can be recaptured very quickly
and Woyda is convinced that within
three years or four 30 to 35% of the
record music business will be in tape.
Englebert Humperdinck’s marathon

U.S. tour has been extended which
means the singer will not be returning
to the U.K. this year. The concert ana
cabaret tour which opened in Pitts-

burg on April 24th and ends in Las
Vegas in January will earn Humper-
dinck between one and two million
ounds. During his absence Decca
ave several tracks in the can for

single and album releases.
Don Arden of Aquarian Manage-

ment has signed ex-Move member
Carl Wayne and is to launch him on a
solo career. He has negotiated a four-
year world wide contract with RCA
and a single will be released in May
followed by an album in June to be
produced by Andrew Oldham. Arden
is currently in the States arranging
US TV dates for Wayne.
Others currently beefing are the

Songwriters Guild of Great Britain,
and the target of their wrath is the
BBC. In an analysis of music broad-
cast by BBC radio during 1969, the
Guild finds that American copyrights
topped the list with 50.25% as opposed
to Britain’s 44.11% share, and ques-
tions why this should be so in view of

British international dominance in

pop music. It notes that the propor-
tions are virtually identical with 1968
statistics, and suspects that a quota
system is being operated to the detri-

ment of British material.

The lengthy playing time of much
of the progressive brand of pop music
has encouraged Pye Records to launch
maxi singles — seven inch disks at 33

r.p.m. retailing at a recommended
price of nine shillings and ten pence.
The notion has been pioneered by Pye
creative services director Peter
Prince and Peter Eden and Brian
Murray, producers for the company’s
progressive label Dawn. The maxi sin-

gles will be stereo only with approxi-
mately eight minutes’ playing time
per side, and the first two are sched-
uled for May 22nd release, featuring

Facility Flow
The edger table (and the phonograph

record) then retracts, tilts and engages
the edger knife.

The extruders are supplied with

compound by an automatic vacuum
system.

The excess ma-
terial from the presses is passed to a
granulator where it is ground to a
small particle size and conveyed to

and stored in a hopper. It is carried
back to the presses, as required.

No. 2 Compound Handling And Blend-
ing Plant
Ploymer is delivered to the factory

in bulk by road tanker of 20 tons
capacity. Two silos are provided to
receive the Polymer. They are 11 ft.

in diameter by 33 ft. overall height.
The polymer, carbon black and sta-

bilizer, which have been automatically
weighed, are discharged to a high
speed combination mixer; from tne
mixer unit the blended material is

discharged into a hopper, for pressing
availability.
This unit is activated from one cen-

tral control panel.
No. 3 Label Department

It is unique to this manufacturing
plant that the label department is

equipped with label coating facilities.

The department also has its own photo-
graphic processing and plate making
room, an automatic indexing guillotine,

a machine for drilling holes in the
centre of the labels, and an automatic
indexing press for cutting out the
labels.

Label backgrounds are overprinted
in sections of six. They are coated
with a lacquer and passed through a
heated section of the varnishing ma-
chine. The sheets of labels are trim-

med for use in the presses.
No. 4 Matrix Department
Since records are moulded from

plastic under high pressure a metal
die is necessary. This die must be an
exact negative replica of the recorded
surface. Electro forming is used.
The process consists of metallizing

the surface of a lacquered disk to

obtain an electrically conductive sur-
face. This is done by silver plating
the lacquered disc in a silvering ma-
chine. The silvering process takes
about six minutes.
After rinsing in de-ionised water the

silvered lacquer is placed in the nickel
plating tank. Approximately .0005”

of nickel is deposited. This initial

coverage of the silvered surface with
nickel is critical to the quality of the
recording.
The lacquer is then placed onto a

rotating head of a high capacity elec-
tro plating machine built to RCA’s
specifications. This machine deposits
nickel at the rate of approximately
.01” per hour. When plating is com-
pleted the disk is removed from the
electro forming machine and rinsed.

The master is then separated from the
lacquer disk.

From the master (negative) a mould
(positive) is produced! The positive
mould is then inspected, played and
tested.
The stampers for the presses are

produced from the mould by process-
ing through the plating machines.

All the operations of the matrix de-
partment are backed up by a control
laboratory.
No. 5 Audio Test

Consists of a master test room and
audio test room, both soundproofed
and incorporating the most modern
equipment. Quality of the records from
each press is regularly checked. The
master tester can monitor any of the
six positions in the audio test room.
No. 6 Mechanical Services
The process engineering services are

designed to meet the requirements
of a 24 hour automated pressing plant.

The major part of the equipment is

activated by sequential controllers,
controlled by time switches.

Vanguard Names 2 Licensees, Renews 7

Vanguard Records has signed dis-

tribution contracts with two new
licensees. EMI (Electrola) will be
exclusive distributor of Vanguard
recordings in Germany. Record Club
of America will be distributing rec-
ords on a non-exclusive contract
through their mail-order club in the
United States.

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May 15th is D-Day (D for disaster
in many respects) for Australian,
English and Canadian records (and
those from many European countries)
in this country. For this is the day on
which it now seems certain that all

air-play on all commercial radio sta-

tions across the country will cease
on all records originated in all Brit-
ish Commonwealth countries! We re-

ported on the dispute, at length, in

the Australian column in Cash Box
dated April 18th, and there was a
brief follow-up in the issue of May
2nd. The dispute arose over the re-

fusal of the Federation of Australian
Commercial Broadcasters (repre-
senting all 114 commercial stations
in this country) to pay a performance
royalty to record companies for the
right to program records. Negotia-
tions have been going on since Octo-
ber 1969 between the stations and the
Australian Record Manufacturers
Association, representing all major
record companies. However, even
though it was reported that the par-
ties were close to an agreement a
few weeks back, this wasn’t the case
and it now seems that all negotiations
have been terminated. The broadcas-
ting stations have settled on Friday,
May 15th, as the date on which play
on countless thousands of records
will cease. The one main record-pro-
ducing country which is not affected
by the restrictions is the United
States of America. This means that
American records will not complete-
ly swamp the air-waves of commer-
cial radio in Australia unless an 11th
hour decision is reached before May
15th which satisfies both groups. The
payment being sought by the ARMA
(record manufacturers) is under-
stood to have been one-percent of the
total revenue of the commercial
broadcasting stations in Australia.
The FACB (broadcasters) have re-

fused to accept the demands of the
ARMA, maintaining that they (FACB)
contribute an enormous amount of
income to record companies through
exposure of their product.
The payment being sought by the

ARMA has nothing to do with per-
formance fees that are paid to com-
posers and publishers by APRA . . .

This is an entirely different matter
and APRA payments are not in-

volved. The present Copyright Act of
1968 in Australia recognizes that the
owners of the masters (record com-
panies and/or producers) have a
copyright on their product and are
entitled to a fee when those products
are publicly performed. The nation-
wide network of stations (non-comer-
cial) owned and operated by the Fed-
eral Government under the control
of the Australian Broadcasting Com-
mission are not affected by the dis-

pute because they are already paying
an annual fee to the record compa-
nies, reported to be (Aust.) $40,000,
for the right and licence to broad-
cast records. At this stage, commer-
cial stations have all but stopped
playing records that are in dispute
in readiness for the total black-out
on May 15th., and many stations
have suspended publication of their
top forty charts. The FACB has pre-
pared a list of ‘safe’ records, those
that are free to play without any
fee, and have circulated it to all mem-
ber stations; and the Federation has
also set-up a program committee in
each state to advise individual sta-
tion managers and programmers on
procedures to follow in arriving at
records that are safe to play.

The record manufacturers haven’t
issued an official statement since the
dispute was first raised about six

months ago, but it is understood that
they have a definite course to follow
which hasn’t been made known to the

trade. Under Copyright Regulations
in this country, no station may play
an imported record until a period of

seven weeks has elapsed since the
disk was first released in its country
of origin. This regulation has never

really been enforced and many sta-

tions in the big cities have fast im-
port services from both America and
England in order to get new imported
product on the air first.

It now seems likely that many sta-

tions will drop their import services
because it is possible that this Copy-
right regulation will now be enforced.
This means of course that import ser-

vices would be of little value to sta-

tions in Australia.
It must be understood that if an im-

port is locally pressed and released
inside that seven weeks period it im-
mediately becomes available for

play. One of the reasons for this Reg-
ulation is that stations were (are)

receiving imports so quickly (often

before the record company had sam-
ples or tapes) and programming them
for say a month before the record
company could get the product onto
the market, that a slice of the mar-
ket was being lost through the heavy
exposure and the record not being
available. Further developments on
this major issue between stations and
diskeries will be reported immediate-
ly in this column because we fully

realize the world-wide interest in this

critical situation.

One of Australia’s most highly-touted
pop groups, Tully, has signed a long
term recording pact with the vast EMI
organisation. Tully have been on a
heavy kick for quite a while and have
won a fantastic reputation without a
solo record, although they are heard
on the original Australian-cast album
of “Hair.” They were featured in

“Hair” for several months. Tully are
presently recording their first album
for release as soon as it’s completed.
Tully does not perform at discos, they
will appear in concert only for person-
al appearances. The group comprises
Michael Carlos, Richard Lockwood,
Robert Taylor, Kenneth Firsh, and
Terrence Wilson.
Miss Dorothy Dodd, president of the

Fellowship of Australian Composers,
is to visit the United States of America
in June. The purpose of the trip is to

promote Australian Music. Miss Dodd
will visit Los Angeles, Washington,
New York and San Francisco. The Fel-
lowship is closely associated with the
Australasian Performing Right Asso-
ciation, Ltd., (A.P.R.A).
American Capitol recording star Lou

Rawls is to visit Australia for person-
al appearances. It is understood that
The Four Tops are also coming here.
Rusty Draper recently completed a
personal tour here. So too has Oliver.
European singing star Ivo Robic,

who is well remembered here for his

giant hit “Morgen”, has been in Aus-
tralia for a personal appearance con-
cert tour which has taken him to most
major centres. In honour of the visit,

Polydor has issued an album called
“Ivo Robic Sings Bert Kaempfert”.
John Diamond, who was formerly

with station 2UW in Sydney, has taken
the post of professional manager for
the Leeds Music group here. John re-

places John Egginton (now manager
of Spin Records) and he reports di-

rectly to Jack Argent, who heads
Leeds music activities in Australia.
Southern Music are belting away on
promotion at three records of their
copyright, “Knock Knock, Who’s
There”, which finished second at
Eurovision this year. The records are
by Mary Hopkin (Apple)

,
Liv Maessen

(Fable) and Laura Lee, on Vogue.
Southern already has the sheet copy on
sale.

Young Dutch kid Heintje is having
his biggest-ever run in Australia with
his single (Polydor) of “I’m Your Lit-

tle Boy.” It’s a monster in Melbourne
right now, and is reported to be getting
strong action nationally now. Heintje
is the top-selling artist in Europe.
Wallaby Music, a subsidiary of Chap-
pell & Co Ltd, has removed the broad-
cast restriction from the musical pro-
duction “Walking Happy,” composed
by Sammy Cahn and Jimmy Van
Heusen.

Following an appearance
in the David Frost TV-show, Eartha
Kitt’s new record “Hurdy Gurdy
Man” (b/w Catch The Wind) was re-

leased on the Spark label by N.V.
Phonogram. N.V. Phonogram released
a special documentary album on its

Philips label, called “Fascism 1935-

1945.” The LP features authentic rec-

ordings from Italy, Germany and
Holland, giving a short history of fas-

cism. The National Institute for War
Documentation, the National Broad-
casting System and the Department
of Justice.

On the Reprise and Warner Bros
labels, Negram launched a marvel-
lous and highly commercial LP re-

lease, including albums by Frank
Sinatra (Watertown), Randy New-
man, John B. Sebastian, Rod
McKuen, Bill Cosby, James Taylor
and many others.

dio Veronica and Radio Hilversum.
This week Negram also released a
new album by Elektra artist David
Peel and his Lower East Side, en-
titled “The American Revolution.”
On short notice Paramount Pictures
will release their movie “Paint Your
Wagon.” Negram-Delta will tie in
with heavy promotion on the sound-
track album. Moreover renewed air-
play is expected on all Stations.

The Basart copyright “Get Yourself
A Ticket” has been recorded by
Frence poptalent Sheila. This song
originally performed by Dutch group.
“Roek’s Family” received the title

“Na Na Na” and is expected to be a
big success. Next June the “Rose
d’ Or” Festival will be held in France.
Basart-Novaton’s staff-writers will
provide all of the music to be played
and sung by a Benelux-team, a.o.
the Dutch group Ekseption who has
been no. 1 on the French charts
with their single “The Fifth” for a
long period. Hearts of Soul, the fe-

male vocal group who represented
Holland at the Eurovision Songcon-
test in Amsterdam, will also be heard
on this festival. Lenny Kuhr, a very
gifted young singer, specialized in
French ‘chansons’ will complete the
Dutch team at this event. At the mo-
ment she is making a concert-tour
throughout France together with-
George Brassens. The Dutch singer
Therese Steinmetz obtained the first
prize on the Rumanian Songcontest
with the song “Je Had Me Kunnen
Ruilen” (You Could Have Changed
Me) written by Basart’s staffwriters
Boudewijn de Groot and Gerrit den
Braber. Marty, the famous 14 years
old Dutch trumpet-player will appear

in Hamburg on German television
in June next with a special show.
One of Albinoni’s most beautiful
Adagio’s as performed by the Dutch
group Ekseption has been tipped off

by Veronica’s Deejays to be another
tremendous hit.

The first single by the Q 65 for Ne-
gram Records has been released by
Hansa in Germany and on Penny Far-
thing in England. In Italy “Don’t Let
Me Fall” will be released by Saar,
while Festival has achieved solo dis-
tribution for Australia and New Zea-
land. On the Reprise label a great
new album was released by Frank
Sinatra, the love story “Watertown”,
written by Bob Gaudio and Jake Hol-
mes. Jake Holmes visited Holland last
month, so a lot of additional promo-
tion could be arranged. Van Morrison’s
album “Moondance” has entered the
album charts at nr. 9 and is currently
the best-selling Warner Bros album
in Holland, closely followed by Frank
Zappa’s “Hot Rats” and John Sebas-
tians first. This week “If You Do Be-
lieve”/“Charmaine,” the new Tee
Set single hot on the heels of “Ma
Belle Amie,” is released this week or
planned for immediate release in al-

most all major record selling-territo-

ries, almost coinciding with the re-

lease of the album “Ma Belle Amie.”
In May, Negram will follow Warner
Bros England in releasing the first

vault of Valiant albums, including in-

teresting material by the Everly Broth-
ers and Fats Domino. This will be
the first ever try-out by Warner-Re-
prise in the middle-price line.

Rick van der Linden, Ekseption’s
hitmaker and Basart-Novaton staff-

writer, is presently in the Dutch
charts again with “Adagio” of Albi-
noni in a specific Ekseption arrange-
ment: an encouraging number 10 no-
tation. Ekseption appeared on Dutch
television with their Pop-oper “Beg-
gar Julia’s Time Trip,’ which has
been released on Lp, bearing the
same title. The LP is expected to be
another smash of this fantastic group.
A cover version of “Red Rover”, orig-
inally sung by Tommy James has
been made by the Dutch group Mai-
ler MacKenzie Band. Recently this

group did a very successful show on
Dutch television and “Red Rover” has
become a well-plugged bubbler for the
Dutch charts.

‘I Can’t Tell The Bot-

tom From The Top” by The Hollies
enjoys a tremendous airplay on sev-
eral Dutch radio-stations and is ex-
pected to enter the local charts very
soon now.

“El Condor Pasa,” a Marks copy-
right acquired by Basart for the
Dutch territory and written by the
Peruvian composer Daniel A. Robles
has been in the Dutch top 5 for 8

weeks now. Los Incas, playing on
quenas, charangos and other authen-
tic instruments as used by the Indi-
ans living high up in the Peruvian
Andes, made an arrangement with
which they reached the 5th spot on
the Dutch hitparade. Simon & Gar-
funkel reached the first spot with
their version of “El Condor Pasa”,
singing a Paul Simon lyric and using
the soundtrack of the Los Incas
flutes on the background. It does
not look as if they are going to leave
their favourable position in the Dutch
charts very soon.

A lot of Tamla-Motown recordings
have hit The Netherlands’ charts”
Bovema’s Pete Felleman told this col-
umnist. “Holland was the first coun-
try on the Continent to score with “I
Want You Back” by The Jackson 5.

Disc was on Veronica Top 40 for 5
weeks straight and even before sales
commenced to fall back, Stevie Won-
der zommed right in with “Never Had
A Dream Come True.” Stevie’s superb
interpretation of this typical nostalgic
Sylvia Moy-Henry Cosby-Stevie Won-
der joint-effort was on the Dutch
charts one full month, and, in it’s se-
cond week on same, was joined by the

Four Tops’ powerful smash “Barbara’s
Boy.” When I flew in The Tops for the
annual Grand Gala Du Disque last

February, I swore we’d get a hit out
of the event-and it worked.” Since
then, Belgium, France, the German-
bloc and the Scandinavian zone have
all released “Barbara’s Boy,” which,
curiously enough is not available on
single in either the U.S. or the U.K.
Currently, two new Motown produc-
tions have moved into the local best
sellers listings: “ABC” by Jackson
5 and “Get Ready” by the Rare
Earth. “We were first in Europe to
release those-we are the first Market
outside the U.S. to have them in the
charts. Felleman added, “my theory
is right: release Hit-product white it

is red-Hot in the States. The record
buying crowd and especially the
younger set, is no less hip over there
than in New York, L.A. or San Fran
and wants their new things pronto.
Also, quality is still an important fac-
tor. Therefore, I never dub from Sam-
ples and release all Tamla-Motown sin-

gles in stereo.” In the album-field,
Pete Felleman was number one to
release “Get Ready” by the Rare
Earth on Motown’s sublabel of that
name. “When I advised the nine
Markets surrounding ours that I had
planned this album, none, except Bel-
gium, seemed to have much faith.

Well, it has promptly blossomed into
one of my biggest LP-sellers ever in

the Benelux, whilst we are exporting
this initial Rare Earth Album-release
to France, Germany, Austria and
Switzerland twice a week. In fact,

another Rare Earth LP is in the works
right now: “Bedlam” by the Rustix.
The 6-piecer plays solid Hard Rock with
slight psychedelic overtones plus a
portion of British influence in the vo-
cal-shadings. It should do great.”
And so, actually, do a handful other
Tamla-Motown albums: Diana Ross
Presents The Jackson 5,” three Fel-
leman-compiled sets, to wit “Four-
teen Fabulous Favorites” by the
Four Tops, “The Best Of The Temp-
tations” (The first Temps’ LP to
really move locally) and “The Best
Of Stevie Wonder,” plus such top
packages as “Cream Of The Crop”
by Diana Ross & The Supremes, That’s
The Way Love Is” by Marvin Gaye
and “What Does It Take To Win Your
Love” by Jr. Walker & The All Stars.
Said Motown-man Pete: “Walker is

a wailer, and yet it’s a curious thing
too: his singles will never do more
than reasonable, but all his albums
are re-ordered continously-even his
very first LP “Shotgun,” which I re-

leased in January 1967”. By the time
this appears in print, some outstand-
ing new Tamla-Motown recordings
will have hit the Market. “Single-
wise I have great hopes for Diana
Ross’ initial solo-effort. Reach Out
And Touch, Felleman told this re-
porter. As for albums, a lot of cats
are going to get the surprise of their
lives when they hear The Four Tops’
sensational Still Water Runs Deep.
These are new Tops, different Tops,
highly musical Tops-in short: Top
Tops!

Hal
Cook, Billboard's vice president

praised Spanish and Majorcan hospi-

tality and perfect organization. Every
thing ran very smoothly, though some
of the Spanish music magazines felt

credentials should have been issued to

their representatives to cover the
event. In contrast with this gap the
Barbarela Discotheque provided every
member of the IMIC witn personal cre-
dentials for free entrance to the prem-
ises and drinks. There were quite a lot

of barbecues, “Andalusian parties”
and “bullfights for beginners" involved
as an IMICs side-show.

Three artists offered “recitals” dur-
ing the IMIC’s week to promote their
international career. They were Mike
Kennedy (Spanish Barclay) at the Au-
ditorium, Joan Manuel Serrat (Novola)
at the Tagomago and Lluis Llach
(MovieplayT again at the Auditorium.
The respective dates were 29 April, 30
April and 1 May.

Mike was Los Bravos’s singer when
“Black iS Black” had a world-wide
success. After splitting he became a
solo-singer, still produced by Alain Mil-
haud. They are now trying to establish
an international image for Mike, whose
surname, Kennedy, is a pseudonym.
His actual name is Kogel and he comes
from Germany, though he usually
sings in English. Serrat has completed
recently a five-months tour of Latin
America where he left behind several
hits, the biggest ones in Argentina. He
shares with Raphael the throne of

Spanish male individual singers, and
may be remembered by “Cash-Box”
readers because of the incident at the
Eurovision Song Contest 1968 when he
insisted in the last moment on singing
Catalonian and was “rushed out.”
Massiel was rushed in . . . and won.
After that, Serrat has been singing in

Spanish quite often, and this allowed
him to woo Latin Americans. But he
still keeps a sort of political front, sang
many Catalan tunes in Palma and re-

peated “La Fiesta,” which was Span-
ish lyrics but is censored. Lluis Llach
belongs to the “nova canco” move-
ment, as formerly did Serrat, and may
have quite a lot of problems for estab-
lishing himself abroad as he only sings
in Catalonian, which is not understood
either in Spain (outside Catalonia) or
Latin America.

The Scapegoat

Whenever an organization or municipality is faced
with an issue concerning the coin machine business,

the important problems in a specific situation are too

often obscured by the stock anti-industry accusations
that politicians and law enforcement officers have be-

come adept at throwing around.

Once again, attempts at severe restrictions on music
and amusement operators are being made. The city

council of Elizabeth, New Jersey has proposed an or-

dinance licensing the sale and operation of music and
amusement machines that might be the most oppres-
sive in the nation (see news story).

Once again, machine distributors and operators are

being cast in the role of handmaidens to organized
crime and contributors to juvenile delinquency.
The former charge has been so overworked that its

discussion is now superfluous. But the latter charge
invites more immediate consequences and hits the

coin machine businessman where it hurts most— in the

cash box or absence thereof. Where machine locations

are restricted, collections aren’t just hurt, they’re elim-

inated.

Elizabeth’s police director Thomas Byrnes was quoted
in the Newark Evening News as saying: “It has been our
experience that ‘corner stores’ operating such ma-
chines become hangouts for kids and sources of com-
plaints from neighboring residents and customers who
must put up with excessive noise and insults.”

The proposed ordinance would also prohibit the use
of machines between 2 and 9 a.m. and youngsters
under 16 would not be allowed to operate amusement
machines unless accompanied by a guardian.

Fifteen years, do-gooders said rock and roll was cor-

rupting our nation’s youth. For the past five years it’s

been fear of the barbersnop. It appears now that elec-

tric guitars and long hair are passe—now the “evil

amusement machines” are in vogue.
Youngsters, particularly teenagers, have and always

will be on the boisterous side. Whether they be at pizza
parlors, in parks or in candy stores, their noise level is

never designed to soothe the eardrums of a convales-
cent.

But should we close up pizza parlors because of the
tough looking kids standing outside who menacingly
chew their pizza crusts? Should we close down parks
because youngsters run around making noise and oc-
casionally fight with one another?

In either case, where does the blame belong? Is the
pizza parlor owner a Fagin? Is the local parks depart-
ment a corruptor of youth? Do we close down either
place because of the complaints made by a handful of
neighbors?

Isn’t the real answer occasional patrols by police
cars or regular warnings by the proprietor? These are
reasonably convenient means for modulating noise in

teenage hangouts.
But when dealing with coin machines, why bother

with logic? Everybody knows that amusement ma-

Obviously, youngsters create noise, not amusement
machines. Even the realistic sound effects of some of

the newer games are not nearly as “devastating” as a

group of energetic teenagers.

When you have problems with youngsters, deal with

youngsters. When you have problems with machines,
call a serviceman. But don’t make a machine a scape-
goat because you know the coin machine industry is a

scattered entity that can rarely, effectively, combat the
many abuses it sustains on state and local levels.

It is absurd to condemn an amusement machine for

the behavior of its player. And anyway, what happened
to the good old days when the general idea was to keep
the kids off the street?
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Anti-Coin Ordinance

Delayed in NJ. City

ELIZABETH — A city council vote on
a highly restrictive proposed ordin-

ance regulating the licensing and sale
of coin-operated and amusement
machines, originally scheduled to be
taken by May 6, has been postponed
until May 28.

The proposed ordinance, formulated
after two previous ordinances were de-
clared void by the Appelate Division
of the New Jersey State Superior
Court, has lately attracted the opposi-
tion of Elizabeth’s mayor Thomas G.
Dunn in addition to that of representa-
tives of music and games operators in

outlying areas whose entry into Eliza-
beth would be restricted by the pro-
posed measure.
Under the proposed ordinance, an-

nual license fees for jukebox distribu-

tors would be $200 and an additional
fee of $10 would be charged for each
machine sold. Distributors of amuse-
ment machines would pay yearly li-

cense fees of $2,000 and $10 for each
machine sold.

Operators of music and amusement
machines in public buildings would
pay a yearly license fee of $100 for

jukeboxes and $10 extra for each mach-
ine and a $1,000 fee for amusement
machines in addition to $10 for each
machine sold.

Distributors who wish to sell mach-
ines here would have to make avail-

able specified financial information
concerning their operations and the
names of corporation stockholders.
The ordinance would limit the number
of operating licenses permitted here to

215, a figure based on population fig-

ures of the 1960 census. The figure is

expected to be expanded to 240 when
the 1970 figures are released. Current
estimates of Elizabeth’s population are
about 200,000.

The ordinance would also prohibit
the use of machines between 2 a.rri.

and 9 a.m. and youngsters under 16

would not be permitted to operate
amusement machines unless accom-
panied by a guardian with no restric-
tion on jukebox play.
The city would also require fees from

distributors and operators for the in-

stallation of bowling alleys and pool
tables in public establishments while
churches, fraternal organizations and
veterans’ clubs would not be required
to obtain operating licenses.
The proposed ordinance has evoked

the accusations and counter-attacks
that have plagued the coin machine
industry for decades. Elizabeth police
director Thomas Byrnes has said that
unregulated distribution and owner-
ship of machines encourages activity
of organized crime and that hangouts
are often opened for youngsters who
disturb local residents while playing
the machines.
Meyer Parkoff, president of the At-

lantic New Jersey Corp., a distributor
in New York, New Jersey and Connect-
icut, replied, “It is just a figment of

the news media imagination that or-

ganized crime controls our industry.
In fact, they avoid /ur business be-
cause of the small p ofit it generates.
I think it’s time that these misconcep-
tions are clarified. We in the coin-op-
erated machine industry can stand be-
side any other business in the country
in integrity and responsibility.”

DENVER — The Skyline Vending
Co. is dealing a new game on the
amusement machine market with
“Your Deal”, a single-player poker
hand game with a five reel mecha-
nism that features a cabinet size and
operation similar to a standard fruit

machine.
According to president John Knight,

Skyline Vending has obtained a fed-

eral ruling that classifies “Your
Hand” as an amusement device
rather than a gaming device.
The machine has two windows

over each reel, a top window that
shows the player the upcoming card
and a lower window where the play-
er’s hand falls. After the machine’s
lever is pulled the reels revolve for

about 18 seconds, gradually losing
momentum. Under each reel is a
stop button that may be depressed
to activate a braking mechanism
that can be manipulated by the play-
er to gain a desired hand. The reels

stop immediately when the braking
button is pressed.
“Your Hand” is ideally suited for

arcades and taverns. It requires
five cent play that attracts a rapid
turnover in use and a rapid accumu-
lation of nickels.

10-Year Pact With Fuji Electric
CHICAGO — Bill Adair, president of

Seeburg’ s Chicago division, recently
announced the Seeburg Corp. of Dela-
ware has signed a 10-year licensing
and- trademark agreement with the
Fuji Electric Co. of Japan to produce
and distribute Seeburg—designed cof-

fee and soft drink vending equipment
for Japan and seven other Far East
countries.

Fuji Electric, one of Japan’s leading
producers of heavy electrical equip-
ment, nuclear reactors, telecommuni-
cations systems, and household appli-
ances, will now also manufacture the
coffee, hot drink, and “Polaris” four-
flavor cold drink vending equipment
produced by Seeburg’s Chicago divi-

sion and a bottled soft drink vendor
developed by Seeburg’s Choice Vend
division.

Under the agreement, the three See-
burg vending machines will be mar-
keted by Fuji Electric in a territory
that includes Japan, Okinawa, Thai-
land, Taiwan, South Vietnam, Indone-
sia, Malaysia, and Singapore. Fuji
Electric is expected to begin manufac-
turing the first equipment by the end
of 1970. Seeburg will receive royalties

on each unit manufactured as well as
other compensation.
“This new agreement with Fuji Elec-

tric to open up the important Japanese
and Far Eastern market for Seeburg
vending equipment is a significant step
forward in the expansion of our inter-

national business,” Adair said. “We
are already well established in Euro-
pean markets and for some time have
sold coin phonographs in Japan, but
this will mark the initial distribution
of vending equipment in a country that
is among the strongest growth mar-
kets in the world.
According to Adair, “Growth in the

market for vending equipment in Jap-
an has shown healthy increases in the
last few years. Over 75,000 soft drink
bottle machines are now in operation,
with a rise in the number of machines
in use from 38,000 in 1967 to 60,000 in

1968. Hot drink vending machines in

use in 1969 is estimated at 7,000 from
6,000 in 1967.

“Sometime in 1970,” Adair said, “we
expect to begin negotiations with Fuji
Electric for a joint sales corporation
to serve these important markets.”

Wurlitzer Introduces ‘Satellite IT

NORTH TONAWANDA — The Wurlit-
zer Co. recently introduced the “Sat-
ellite II”, a remote selection unit that
looks like a jukebox and serves as a
companion to any 200-selection Wurlit-
zer phonograph.

The “Satellite II” is 48 1/8 high,
40" wide, 16 3/16" deep and weighs
180 pounds.
