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For years, the international music
scene has charged U.S. labels with one
most important failing in support of

American product released abroad. This
has been the inability to sponsor and/or
persuade acts represented on newly-

marketed product to make “live” ap-

pearances in key markets overseas on
a wide and consistent scale. TV film

performances are good, but are far

from the sponteneity and excitement
of flesh-and-blood concert gigs—where
a gesture by an act to his audience
can endear him to this crowd as no
artificial communications means can.

Well, Columbia Records and CBS
International decided to reply to the
pleas of its people abroad by staging
a concert appearance at London's Al-

bert Hall by five of its acts who had
never made the European scene be-

fore. The sales success of this innova-
tive move is reflected in the immedi-
ate post-concert sales of two of the
Albert Hall groups, Santana and Flock.

We would also note that as a direct

result of this two-day concert, the acts
—in groups and as individual attrac-

tions—have fanned-out into other parts

of the Continent. In addition, two acts.

Flock and It’s A Beautiful Day,” have
been invited back to Europe to perform
in the upcoming Bath Festival in En-

gland and the Delph Festival in Holland.
Many rock acts, of course, penetrate

foreign shores, usually as part of initial

demand created by their success in

various parts of the world. But, more
often than not, these appearances are
scheduled by booking agents, with only
occasional liaison between the booker
and the record label. Now, the CBS or-

ganization—which backed the concert
appearances by a now best-selling

sampler LP—has taken a giant step
forward in international "live” exposure
of record talent that deserves the at-

tention of the entire U.S. industry.

Since labels bear the main brunt of

promotional and merchandising acti-

vities on behalf of disk acts, it's natur-

al, then, that they be involved in such
exposure, with coordination among a

label’s various associates assuring
strong back-up support.

But, through whatever means em-
ployed, the main thing is to think “live”

when one seeks to break an act in for-

eign markets. Strange as it seems, this

simple advantage in the penetration
of music markets across the oceans
is overlooked, with the thought, per-

haps, that the record product itself,

some promotion and perhaps a short
film take can do the job. Some success
can, indeed, be achieved this way, but
it’s hard to visualize a long-range sales

pattern of significance. After all, build-

ing an act means more than one or two
hits. One vital way to build an act (and
to maintain its success) on foreign

shores is for the act to get over there
as big as life. And as often as possible.

CBS Reply To FTC's Notice

On Negative Option: Study It

NEW YORK — CBS’ direct marketing
services division, which operates the
Columbia Record Club, has replied to

the Federal Trade Commission’s no-

tice of rulemaking proceeding relating

to negative option plans. The FTC
charged that record and book clubs

take advantage of consumers when, as
members, they automatically receive

product unless they notify the club.

The CBS division, which operates
other mail-order units, said it would
oppose the rule which would, in effect,

ban negative option and continuity

selling.

Stay Is Not Granted
NEW YORK — The Appellate Division
of the New York State Supreme Court
last week (12) refused to stay the
preliminary injunction granted on
April 28 to Dee Anthony Management
Corp. against the British agency-man-
agement team of Terry Ellis, Chris
Wright and their Chrysalis Artistes
Ltd. Chrysalis’ attorney filed papers
with that Court to keep Anthony from
enforcing his injunction, but An-
thony’s lawyers opposed the applica-
tion and were sustained by the Appel-
late Court.

An-
thony has had the defendants under
restraint since April 1 when the Su-
preme Court granted his application
for a temporary restraining order.
That temporary order became a pre-
liminary injunction after Supreme
Court Judge George Postel heard the
arguments of both sides on April 17.

The Chrysalis group to whom An-
thony claims U.S. management in-
clude Jethro Tull, Ten Years After,
Savoy Brown, Family, Clouds, Blod-
wyn Pig and others. Anthony’s other
artists include such headliners as Joe
Cocker and Traffic. The trial is pres-
ently set for June 1.

NEW YORK - TOURING IN THE MIDDAY SUN
Everyone agrees, it has been some kind of tour. For the past five weeks, Joe

Cocker and his community band. Mad Dogs And Englishmen, have been criss-

crossing the United States playing everything from one night college stands to

double sell-out shows at Fillmores East and West. Were it only for the breakneck
pace and number of miles covered (close to 12,000), this would rank as one of

the wildest personal appearance tours in recent years. What really put it all into the

realm of the surreal was the number of people in this musical entourage. At its

strongest the group numbered upwards of 45 people and included five children

and a pregnant dog.

At the center, of course, were the guiding spirits of Joe Cocker and Leon Russell

'

who were responsible for putting together this assemblage of musicians, friends,

wives, lovers, etc. It was a family which rode together, partied together and best of

all, worked together, as anyone who attended one of their concerts can testify. The
group did most of their traveling by chartered airplane, with buses employed to

get them from airports to hotels to gigs, etc. That meant that two road managers
really had their hands and heads full, with the responsibility of devising schedules,

keeping to those schedules, arranging for equipment to be transported, seeing

that everyone had enough food and drink and just handling the thousands of

small problems which inevitably came up.

We managed to catch up with Mad Dogs and Englishmen this week while they

were on the last leg of their tour. They were swinging through New England on a

Greyhound, heading for Kingston, R.I., where they were scheduled to perform at

the University of Rhode Island. No one could blame them for being a little tired,

since they'd just finished playing a four set weekend in Port Chester, N.Y., so the

prevailing mood on the bus was one of sleepiness. Missing were some of the

hi-jinks which had enlivened previous journeys of the group, like the great air-

plane confetti battle and the tequila bus parties. Those who were not dozing
contented themselves with idly munching cheeseburgers and sipping beer while

they watched the Connecticut countryside slip by and the Sunday red sun slip

down.
The University campus turned out to be a rambling affair spread around a

large metallic structure which had to be the field house. "Looks like an upside

down submarine," one of the musicians remarked as they filed out of the coach.

Once inside, relaxing over still more sandwiches, in a makeshift dressing room
which, incredibly enough, served during regular school hours as the ROTC office,

the mood began to change to one of anticipation. "When do we go on?" was asked
by many and instruments were being taken out and tuned. Little riffs were played,

some humorous, others just experimental and spontaneous. In a corner, under-

neath a poster which read “The U. S. Army Soldier Has Been Standing On The
Frontier Of Freedom For 199 Years,” stood Cocker himself, on the frontier of still

another concert, one foot already moving demonically in time to some hidden
rhythm.

Outside on the stage the sound men were sizing up the situation. Another
group was to play before the Cocker band. "It’ll take us at least a half hour between
sets," fretted one of the technicians. Mad Dogs And Englishmen uses a plethora

of amps and an amazing total of 25 microphones. As crowds continued to file

into the gymnasium, the other band got going. The lights came down. Occasional-

ly, as the group played. Mad Dogs And Englishmen wandered down the side stage

hallway to watch. Cocker himself came out to stand silently in the wings, unnoticed
by the crowds, as the group's lead singer ironically appeared to be doing a very

HOLLYWOOD - FLACKERY AT ITS LOWEST

We've often been guilty of the falacy of blaming the publicists for any and ail

outrageous claims, but lately we’ve been seeing more and more examples of the

clients themselves supplying false information to their mouthpieces. In some
cases, the flack still has to shoulder part of the blame for not being knowledge-
able enough about the business he's a part of (a fault that is easily correctable by

reading the trades instead of just skimming them and looking for clients names),
but how can anybody watch out for those 'little white lies’ that are a regular part

of the business? Well, we don’t really know, but to help out, we're thinking of

establishing a section of this column that would call attention to exaggerated

greatness.

For instance, one major male vocalist is now being referred to as a ‘Beatle

rival’ because of his claim of being "the only artist in recording history, besides

the Beatles, to achieve four Gold Records for million selling singles in a one year

period.” A quick check of the RIAA would disclose that this artist earned only

three Gold disks in a one year period, with the fourth coming after the New Year.

A minor point? Perhaps, but it’s the artist himself (or his management) who’s
making an issue out of it.

Our favorite shuck concerns a rich and known, but not particularly successful

lady songwriter. Knowing that newspaper columnists know almost nothing about
the record business, she would have one of her many press agents planting

stories of the Temptations, the Rolling Stones, and other big artists cutting her

number one plug song. Did it do her any good? Actually, no. But it made her feel

a lot more important.

Micky Most has failed to get an interim injunction to stop Terry Reid from re-

cording for another company, so Terry is putting together a new group and
scouting around for a new deal. Already part of the group are David Lindley (ex of

Kaleidoscope) on lead guitar, banjo and fiddle, and Bruce Rolands (ex of Joe
Cocker's Grease Band) on drums. A bass player (probably a John Mayall graduate)
will be the next addition. Terry has switched to rhythm guitar and will be able to

concentrate on his singing. Terry and his new group will be back in the States at

the end of June to begin a six week tour.

Because a group has a tremendous advantage in a straight party situation,

where there are no regular paying customers in the audience and there are no
restrictions except their own on length of show, its been our custom not to do
forma! reviews. Informally, however, we found ourselves very impressed with the

Jerry Hahn Brotherhood, who manage to blend unusual instrumental work with

strong songs (most of which were written for the group by a friend from Wichita).

Evidently, word of Hahn’s talent has filtered down from San Francisco, because
there was an unusually good turnout for the Columbia event. End-of-evening con-

sensus seems to be that this is a group to watch, but don’t watch too closely or

they’ll pass you right by.

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FILLMORE EAST, NYC—This weekend was spe-
cial at the Fillmore. Mountain was back in New
York for a triumphant 10-month anniversary cele-

bration. They had grown in tremendous spurts
since their birth last August.

All groups must do this

just in order to survive. That was over now and it

still remained to be seen whether Mountain could
go beyond this into the upper reaches of the musi-
cal stratosphere.

Mountain now displays the awesomely difficult

attribute of being able to get totally inside their

music. They, in fact, become the music. It is in-

tensely personal, and this makes it the most ex-

citing kind to watch and hear and feel.

Mountain is a family in love with music and with
life and they are so sincere in their feelings that

the entire audience is engulfed in a golden glow.

There is a very special feeling between Felix Pap-
palardi and Leslie West (it’s as if Felix is Leslie’s

older brother) and as they play their music, bathed
in the same spotlight one can see them driving

each other to higher and higher peaks. And Corky
Laing and Steve Knight are right there doing what
no other drummer and organist can do to weld
Mountain into a complete entity. Best of all, the

entire four concerts have been preserved on tape

including a 20 minute version of “Stormy Monday
Blues’’ which just might be the first pure rock

concerto for a live album so that everyone can
experience Mountain live.

In many ways seeing Mountain is like getting

married; you fall in love during the concert and
when you come out the world has changed.

poor imitation of Joe. At intermission the sound crew worked feverishly and
managed to make all their connections inside of twenty minutes.

To the crowd it probably seemed as if Joe Cocker with Mad Dogs And English-

men simply appeared full-blown on their gymnasium stage. They couln’t be ex-

pected to know of the hardships of touring, the cramped bus rides, the hurry

up and wait, the rehearsing, everything that went before. They were sitting with

their dates expecting Joe and his band to do the songs they liked and do them
well. They were not to be disappointed. As Chris Stainton hit the opening notes

of "Honky Tonk Women," professionalism seemed to fill the air. It was apparent
that Cocker had acted with uncanny instinct and foresight when he split from
a four man group, the Grease Band, to take up with this ‘‘bunch of heavy friends."

Cocker is a compelling performer. How many singers could remain the center

of attraction on a stage replete with dancing girls, Leon Russell, a vocal choir,

Chris Stainton, a dog and Rita Coolidge? But remain he did. He prevailed. It was
basically the same set he'd been doing on the road but it sounded fresh even
to those who’d experienced it a dozen or more times. And there it is. What sets

Cocker apart from the others? It is the freshness which he as an artist brings to

the performance. Not as if he were singing these songs for the first time, because
then they might be uneven. It's like he’s known them all his life, only he just dis-

covered another facet to each one and is anxious to communicate that discovery

to the audience. He is also a selfless performer, eager to relinquish the spotlight

to a Rita Coolidge, or a Claudia who will do "Let It Be.” Meanwhile, the crowd
was taking it all in and it had to be one of the most spectacularly exciting shows
to play Kingston, R. I. Even the security cops were watching with interest and
applauding, and we saw more than a few members of the local fire dept, there

too.

Afterwards, in the bus again, it was pretty quiet. Then someone put on a tape
of the concert they had just done. As the vehicle sped along in the dark, musicians
and singers nodded at satisfactory moments, frowned when they heard something
which they felt to be off. “We could clean that part up a bit,” someone noted during

a particular selection. And chances are at their next set they did, because this is

a unique band of dedicated professionals and they want It perfect. Maybe they

feel that’s what Joe Cocker deserves. But now they were all going back to New
York, and, in a few days, this crazy, wild and beautiful tour would end. And some-
thing else would begin.

She
also tries to get an entire picture of each community’s underground society by
visiting local head shops, record stores, organic food stores and the like. The idea

worked well in the southern states and now the nose of the mini-bus is pointed
west to take in the northern states.

The trip was launched at a party thrown at Capitol’s L. A. headquarters where
there was food, live bands and all, including a paint-in of the Smog Farm which
turned it into a traveling graffiti works. Liza and Robert washed off that complete
paint job as soon as they reached the Arizona border so they could come home
with their lives—no use provoking anybody. And, as it stands, they provoked no
one.

Their reaction to the South is solidly affirmative— plenty of hospitality and good
folks. They claimed to have encountered, according to Liza, “no ‘Easy Rider’ red-

neck thing. It's a false picture drawn by that film.” Robert put the “Easy Rider”

concept a little more bluntly calling it “a real lie.”

Liza and Robert told of one incident in New Orleans where they met a very

friendly girl named Missy Kelly on the City trolley.

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC — I never
attended an upstate or a midwestern
college. Last week, though, I got the
closest thing to the atmosphere of one
by taking in the Peter, Paul & Mary
concert. The young audience was the
cleanest I’ve seen in a long time (and
keep in mind — The Mothers were
freaking it up downtown at the Fill-

more at the exact same time! ) . A
typical college-and-refined-high-school-
looking crowd turned out to fill its ears
with nearly two-and-a-half hours of the
purest sound this side of the Alleghe-
nies.

ing In The Wind,” “Don’t Think Twice,
It’s Alright,” and a full measure of

their other fine material. Those stan-
dards, by the way, were almost all

sing-alongs, which is nothing to com-
plain about in itself. The audience,
however, sang not just the choruses
but the verses too, often drowning out
the reason everyone was there. Per-
haps the group could limit these selec-

tions in order to give the audience a
bit more of themselves.
Another important aspect of Peter,

Paul & Mary are Peter and Paul’s solo
performances which they use to break
up the night and relieve the work load
on each other. One of Peter’s solos
(which he quickly turned into a sing-
along) was an old union song with
lyrics “I don’t want your millions, mis-
ter. I don’t want your diamond rings.

All I want is the right to live, mister.
Give to me my job again.” He substi-

tuted the words from the traditional
love ballad, “East Virginia,” into the
tune and the contrast was interesting,
although the entire selection went too
long. Probably the most powerful,
timely and touching song of the night
was “The Great Mandella (The Wheel
of Life) ,” the death of a draft resister.

In general, the night was simply a
fine performance by a fine group. The
dormitory will never be the same.

with an excellent version of “Summer-
time.” All four members of this Stax
recording group are expert musicians
but special mention should be made

The new Beatles movie isn’t really
a movie. It’s an opportunity ... to
watch and hear how the hottest group
the record industry has ever know, get
its music together. And from that
standpoint its marvelous.
Perhaps because of “Help” and “A

Hard Day’s Night” does one expect to
see a movie with a plot and photo-
graphic gimmickry. But when you
think about it, the Beatles are very
much beyond that nonsence and TV
(recalling the Monkees’ shows) has
played to death the zany camera tech-
niques used in the Beatles early
movies.
So what the boys are really doing in

“Let It Be” is letting it all hang out.
It’s a completely honest, un-contrived,
crude, open camera view of how the
boys create the great music they have
been producing for almost a decade.
You see how they throw ideas up
against one another and wait to see
what bounces back. You see and hear
the exchange of ideas and you’re also
in on some of the most magnificent
new material the Beatles have put to-

gether in years.
You sense the repetition and bore-

dom of a recording session. And you
experience the joy when things sort of
fall into place and the sound is coming
off exactly as the boys want it.

Considering what was on the track
in the film, a special award should be
given to Phil Spector for his role in
coming up with a “Let It Be” LP from
what was quite crude and incomplete
in most cases on the film. (A beautiful
song like Harrison’s “I, Me, Mine” on
the recording was just a riff and half
in the movie.)
The first hour of the film is very “in-

side.” You catch the group rehearsing,
kidding around, etc. You feel almost
as though you’re peeking in on some-
thing private. In this portion of the
film McCartney really stands out. His
“Besame Mucho” tenor solo is hilar-
ious. You see George and Ringo work-
ing on “Octopus’ Garden.”

In the last half-hour the Beatles get
up onto the roof of their Apple building
in London and jam some 7 or 8 num-
bers (most featured in the LP) creat-
ing some havoc in the business area

live performances.
To see the film incidentally, is to

have to buy the record. We can’t imag-
ine any youngster watching this movie
and not wanting to have the LP. Of
course, we saw the film as the LP was
just released and the songs were still

very new. With the way the LP is sell-

ing now, by the time the pic opens in

local theatres all over the country,
youngsters will be familiar with all of
the songs they will be watching in the
movie, which should make the film a
still more pleasant experience.

Seriously now, are there any of us
who expected Diana Ross to bomb
as a single? I doubt it. Time and
again this young lass has shown that
she has what it takes to be not just
a single, but a major act. If any-
thing, her Las Vegas debut last week
was even more auspicious than we
expected.

If there’s one outstanding trait that
Miss Ross possesses, it’s personality,
and the entire show was geared to

project that personality to the audi-
ence. Opening with two show songs,

“Lady Is A Tramp,” Diana scored in-

stant success. Her ability to ably per-
form her old hits, such as “Reflec-
tions,” without a back-up vocal group,
was another plus.

Goes On The Record
WASHINGTON — Congressman Thom-
as M. Rees of California has lauded
singer Frankie Laine in the U. S.

House of Rejiresentatives on the oc-

casion of the start of Laine’s 25th year
as a recording star.

Noting that Laine has had 14 record-
ings which have each sold more than
1,000,000 copies and at least that many
which have sold almost a million cop-
ies, Congressman Rees said,

“Actually this could not have hap-
pened to a nicer or more deserving per-
son, because the Frankie Laine story
is really the story of the American
dream”. Laine, born Frank Lo Vecchio
in Chicago 57 years ago in humble cir-

cumstances, survived the depression
years by entering dance marathon con-
tests—and holds the all-time world’s
record of 3501 hours, established in At-
lantic City, N. J., in 1932.

Cong. Rees also reported, “Many of

our Governors and Mayors have pro-
claimed both May 23 and May 24 as
T Believe’ days,” at Laine’s request.
“I Believe” has been one of Laine’s
biggest record hits over the years.
Said Rees,
“When I asked him why he wanted

1, he responded, ‘Because among the
millions upon millions of people, young
and old, who do believe in a Creator
and in prayer, and who do believe there
is strength and inspiration to be readily
found every day in our lives, there are
some who formally observe their be-
liefs on Saturdays, and there are some
who formally observe their beliefs on
Sundays.’

Available on Ampex Stereo Tapes

Montreal — Jesse Winchester
arrived in Montreal early in the

Now Winchester has an album
out (on Ampex), produced by
the Band’s Robbie Robertson.

It is a firm, beautifully per-

formed and composed record,

one that will surely mark Win-
chester as one of the important
singer-songwriters. The fact

that Robertson plays lead
guitar on the album and that
Levon Helm chips in on drums
and mandolin here and there is

bound to be of interest. But it is

Winchester’s album through
and through, conveying a

unique personal sensibility.

Winchester’s music is rich in its

depth and heritage, as it is a

consummation of everything he
grewup with. His sound is clean,

like the Band’s, Southern, with

measures of rock and roll, gos-

pel, even jazz— whatever comes
naturally.

He sings as he writes, in a

gentle but strong voice. He’s a

relaxed, perfectly paced singer,

possessing beautiful ballad
phrasing and plenty of funk on

uptempo numbers. Winchester,

like the best singer-songwriters,

does not separate words, music
and performance — it’s all one

thing.

“It used to be that a song
could get across all the feeling

you wanted from very,very sim-

ple words. Now the word has

become more important. But,

to me, I still like a sound song.

I don’t like a lotta words. The
fewer the better, the simpler the

better ... in everything.”

Winchester simply sings away,
with nothing forced or put-on.

The back-ups are fluid and mel-

low, rocking and rolling and, at

times, just being quiet about it.

The album, recorded in To-
ronto, is also a fine production

achievement for Robertson,
simply because he has remained
faithful to the singer.

May is Malcolm Roberts month with a new Major Minor album, “The Voice Of Malcolm Roberts”; TV
dates in Belgium, Germany and Spain; a return trip to South America (scene of his triumph
at the Rio de Janeiro Song Festival) and his appearance in the Novello Awards program
televised at the Talk of the Town and relayed by satellite to the United States.
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Pleasurama, the £1 million enter-
tainment chain of dance halls, disco-
theques, juke boxes and hotels, is

launching two record labels this sum-
mer. One will specialise in the pro-
gressive vein, and the other will

concentrate on middle market reper-
toire. The label names are not yet
decided, but two singers have already
been signed. They are Chris Cobb and
American Delsey McKay, and four
more pactings are predicted before
Christmas. An agency and manage-
ment company will be formed to han-
dle artists signed, and John Toogood,
recently named deputy managing
director, will head the new music
section of Pleasurama. Publishing for
the group’s existing musical interests
is currently handled by Mellin Music.
Pleasurama, whose 1969 profits of

£340,000 were more than double those
for the previous year, is planning the
development of three massive enter-
tainment-leisure complexes. One is

located at Kirkcaldy in Scotland and
includes the Burma Ballroom and
adjoining Viewforth Hotel, another is

at the Savoy Buildings on the main
promenade of Southsea and has al-

ready started with an amusement
center on the ground floor, and the
third will be in London’s Oxford Street,
where an aquatarium, boutique and
amusement areas are expected to be
completed by the end of the year in

recently acquired large premises.

Philips in Holland has developed a
video cassette recording system capa-
ble of recording and reproducing
colour and monochrome television
programs through any domestic re-

ceiver, and it will become available
next year. This VCR uses half-inch
magnetic tape enclosed in a cassette
of pocketbook size. The tape can be
erased, and a new program recorded
immediately, and the videocassette
contains sufficient tape for an hour’s
playing time. The VCR price range
will begin with monochrome players
at less than £122, colour players at
£126, and complete VCRs with tuner
recording facility and playback will

cost an estimated £210. Philips state
that major European manufacturers
such as Grundig, AEG Telefunken,
Loewe Opta, Zanussi and Blaupunkt
have agreed on this system, and dis-
cussions are proceeding with others.

Management Agency and Music con-
tinues to attract attention in a gener-
ally jittery stock market. Its share
price nosedived to 36 shillings at one
point in stark contrast to its peak level
of 90 shillings and sixpence achieved
earlier this year. The MAM price
rallied later, but a cool £12 million was
sliced off the company’s market value,
and the value of the personal holdings
of Tom Jones, Engelbert Humperdinck
and their manager Gordon Mills also
dipped by millions. Interim results
due about now covering the six months
to January 31st are expected to show
pre-tax profits at less than £1 million
against a forecast of a minimum £2
million for the full year, but this
latter target is confidently anticipated
to become reality. The slump in MAM
fortunes has been attributed to tech-
nical market factors, including the
general doldrums caused by recent
international political events and un-
certainties, and disappointment that
some projected acquisitions such as
the takeover of the Mike SulUvan
theatrical agency have not materi-
alised. The life insurance cover on
MAM’s star assets and stockholders
Tom Jones and Engelbert Humper-
dinck have been revised at £3 million
each instead of the original £1. Gordon
Mills’ insurance provision has been
raised from £1 to £1.5.

The dispute is over a fee being
sought by record companies from
radio stations for the right (by Sta-
tions) to play records. The stations
have so far flatly refused to pay any-
thing, with the result that record com-

,

ers of the Australian Association of

Record Manufacturers) have with-
drawn the rights from stations to pro-
gram certain of their products in

which there is a copyright protection.
American originated records are not,
affected by the dispute and will there-
fore continue to be programmed. The
fee being sought by record companies
is a maximum of one percent of the
revenue of the commercial broadcast-
ing industry of Australia, per annum.

This money would then be distributed
to the record companies involved. At
this stage there is little hope of any
settlement to the problem which is

causing great concern to Australian
artists. However, should there be any
changes from time to time in the
whole matter, they will be fully re-
ported in Cash Box.

There’s a new Italian record by
Richard Anthony: Na Na Hey Hey
Ciao Ciao.

EMI.
The Disco Estate situation has not

yet been cleared up. RCA-Italiana

means for these Companies the loss

of important interests. The complex
situation was originated by the deci-

disaster was that this list was pre-

prepared different programs, like

Rita Pavone, who has planned a
tournee in South-America, and Iva
Zanicchi, who had already recorded
a disk with foreign songs. Two com-
panies (Ariston and Phonogram)
succeeded in fulfilling the demands
of that list, but RCA and Ri-Fi could
not. It is quite clear that for next
ear this aspect of the contest has to

e fully reconsidered. For the mo-
ment a solution is not in sight.

Donatello and Dik Dik (both from
Ricordi) are in Germany to record
in German and to make TV appear-
ances. Dik Dik, besides cutting “lo
Mi Fermo Qui”, which was presented
at San Remo, is preparing two albums:
the first will have six Italian titles

and six German, the second will pre-
sent four songs in each language,
plus four in English. These albums
have been requested by Polydor,
which distributes Ricordi products
abroad.
Wan’drin’ Star, the theme from

Paramount’s movie, “Paint Your
Wagon,” is moving, and it has en-
tered our chart this week with the
original soundtrack waxing by Lee
Marvin, released by Ricordi.

Stevie Wonder (RCA) is domi-
nating the very important radio pro-
gram Bandiera Gialla (Yellow Flag)
produced by deejay Gianni Boncom-
pagni.

The Beatles and Tom Jones are the
best-known international artists, and
“My Fair Lady” is displayed in many
windows of record shops. The album
is presented with English and German
text printed on a high class cover by
the East German record Company,
“Amiga”, which specializes in pop
music. The label for classical music
is “Eterna”, and is distributed in

many western countries.

Milan is to be considered the capital
city for Italian music. All the music
industries are located there, with few
exceptions, the most important one be-
ing RCA in Rome. This was confirmed
lately by Campi’s group decision to
move their artistic and professional
facilities from Rome to Milan. The of-

fices for production of film soundtracks
sales and commercial management
will remain in Rome. Campi is a very
important group, which is mainly in-

volved in news magazines publishing.
They control one of Italy’s most popu-
lar weekly magazines., “Sorrisi E
Canzoni”, with over 1 million copies a
week. Their music ventures are re-

ceiving a stronger lead since Doctor
Theo Treppiedi took the position of gen-
eral manager. Campi will be repre-
sented at Disco Estate by Herbert Pa-
gani, who will sing “Lo specchietto”
(The small mirror). From Catherine
Spaak’s movie will be released “Con
Quanto Amore, Con Tanto Amore.”
“Wan’drin Star,” original disc by

Lee Marvin, is receiving top promo-
tional pushing from Ricordi, sales
manager Benin! told us.

Italian music industry seems to be
facing a rather difficult moment, be-
cause of a reduction of single’ sales.
Two main reasons are generally held
responsible for this situation: social
struggles and industry own attitude.
After what was called “Italian hot
autumn,” Italy had a long political
crisis, just terminated, and now we
are facing an unexpected “hot spring,”
which means wildcat strikes, called
without warning or previous notice,
and often against. Trade Unions. That
is resulting in loss of millions of work-
ing hours, and that meant that mil-
lions of dollars have to be deducted
from salaries. Such a deduction is,

obviously, cutting the buying power
for products like records and books
etc., which before was done every two
or three weeks. In the records mar-
ket, this is effecting singles. The al-

bums sales are untouched, or nearly,
because another category of public is

attracted by it, and it is a category
who is suffering less from salaries
losses.

We may expect that after 7th of
June, date of important elections
through Italy, the social battle (which
has strict political implications) will
be terminated. But at that time it is

very improbable that our industry had
already solved its problems, which
are mainly involved with over-produc-
tion and too complicated distribution
systems. Commercially the main mis-
takes appear to be the tremendous
splitting of market between over 20 in-

dependent distribution lines, and the
heavy discount policy, practiced by
many without any advantage for pub-
lic. On that special point, we have been
told that a minor lable, which had a
successful record lately, sold it .with
an extra discount of 10%, and offered

projects we have entered into since
starting our production company. We
want to hear the albums, assess
them and see what they are worth.”
Several weeks ago IMC formed

Soundtrack Productions, a specialty
firm headed by Plumb to work ex-
clusively in film music. “We have
been talking to several major com-
panies who are deeply involved in

soundtracks and have been offering

our services in the merchandising
of this product,” says Ponchep.

Tolisano Steps Down
As FAMA President

JIM TOLISANO

MIAMI — A joint convention of the
Florida Amusement and Music Assn,
and the Florida Automatic Merchan-
dising Council was held here May
8-10 at the Plaza Hotel amid what
retiring FAMA president Jim Tolisano
termed “a great spirit of coordination
and cooperation between the two seg-
ments of our industry.”
Tolisano, stepping down after a year

of his two-year term because of a
heart attack suffered last year, was
succeeded by Wesley Lawson of Win-
ter Haven. Ed Ejyed was elected pres-
ident of FAMC.
Prior to the convention, it had been

speculated that a merger between
the two organizations was imminent.
However no steps were taken in di-

rection of merger during what was
essentially a “probing affair,” ac-
cording to Tolisano.
“This was our most successful con-

vention yet,” Tolisano said, “and
we’re looking forward eagerly to the
next one which will be held sometime
next fall.”

Tolisano explained the change in

dates from the May schedule is due
to the problems caused by a conven-
tion held during the session of the
Florida legislature. The conflict of

dates makes it necessary for FAMA’s
executive director, Robert Rheinehart
and Associates, to divert attention
from lobbying attempts in Tallahas-
see to attend the convention.

Financial Responsibility

Thirty days hath September, April, June and Ac-
counts Payable. The latter, however, have a peculiar

habit of extending to 60, 90, 120 days, a year or more.
Operators stall off prompt payment to their distribu-

tors for new and used equipment, dealers push off

their payables to factory suppliers . . . both parties

relax their responsibilites for one and a million ex-

cuses, and it’s bad.

While there are indeed companies who must rob

from Peter to pay Paul, most coin companies are

comfortable enough to meet their financial respon-

sibilities on time. Unfortunately, it's been those on
the receiving end who are just as responsible in

creating overdue receivables as their slow customers,
simply by permitting such practices to go on unan-
swered for fear of aggravating a “good customer.”

It is our thought that a sale is not a sale until the

product has been paid for. Granted, the good old

American credit line has been responsible for the

fabulous success our economy has traditionally en-

joyed, but “buy now, pay later” doesn’t mean “take

now and wait for the collection agency to squeeze it

out later.”

The problem in our particular trade is further

aggravated by the enormous amount of equipment
payables the average operator must cope with month-
ly, added to the loan, bonus cancer which unfortu-

nately, but clearly, has its foot on the operator’s

throat.

This is not an indictment of the entire trade,

merely a reminder that bills should be paid when
they are due. Dealers should remind themselves that

putting their customers on a prompt schedule is

actually good for the operator. Operators, who can
create the most problems by stalling, should remind
themselves the ultimate power is in their hands and
along with power goes the responsibility not to abuse
it.

It’s unreal to think that a good number of larger

operating companies have incorporated computerized
data processing in their accounting departments while

just as many operators are doing business without

so much as the help of a professional accountant.
This trade needs more uniformity in all its practices

and this is one glaring problem which should be set

straight right away.

Get modern, get sensible, get your books in order

and your payables up to date. Keep that machine
traffic moving and this great industry as healthy

and prosperous as it is.

a new Project III records single in the
mail this week. The disk, Tony
Motola’s ‘Tequila’, is more than just
another free “try it on your route” re-

cord. . . it is an integral part of a new
promotional program begun by Proj-
ect HI president Enoch Light to ex-
ploit the power of the.jukebox to stim-
ulate consumer retail sales.

Light, a veteran record-maker and
artist (the Light Brigade) is also a
highly regarded marketing expert. He
has always considered the neighbor-
hood jukebox as excellent showcase for
new product and the ideal complement
to the radio station is single disk pro-
motion. However, he stipulated that
the operator, conditioned to buying
chart-proven material, is difficult to

move unless the new record has been
proven in one way or another.

“Our program is a more thoughtful
approach to soliciting the operating
business,” Light stated last week.
“What we do is send a mailing poll to
about 300 key radio stations, request-
ing their opinion on the best single cut
out of one of our recent hit albums. We
then record this cut and an appropiate
flip side, as a single and issue it both
to the operators and the radio people.
What you then have, as with the Tony

Motola ‘Tequila’, is a hit-quality disk
by a proven name.

Commission recently approved a
Senate plan to mint 150 million silver
dollars commemorating the late pres-
ident Dwight D. Eisenhower.
