The United Nations, charged with

maintaining peace and harmony
among nations, wants to hear from
youth on the vital issues that con-
fronts the peoples of the earth. As
part of the UN’s 25th Anniversary
celebration, the world organization is

sponsoring a World Youth Assembly,
in New York from July 9-18, which
will accommodate up to five youth
participants from each of the 126
member states. Some 750 under the
age of 25 will convene under the
theme of “Peace, Progress and Inter-

national Cooperation.”

Before the UN can begin to ponder
the possibilities of making this gather-
ing an annual event, the organization

is presently concerned about getting

the first World Youth Assembly off-the-

ground. And people and other private

sources who care are needed to raise

the $750,000 required to make the
event a reality. So far, about $160,000
has been raised. And, thanks to the
generosity of Michael Butler, producer
of “Hair," the assembly is guaranteed
at least $112,500 in further funding,
with the possibility of a total of $225,
000 coming in from income obtained
from eight touring companies of “Hair.”

The music industry should be a nat-

ural source of support to bring about
the World Youth Assembly. The tie-in

between this gathering of youth and

“Hair” is obvious. At least as obvious
is the role that today’s music scene
should play in this worthy event. For

youth looks to today’s music to re-

flect its ideals, and the industry itself

must let youth know that it cares
about a dialog among youth, espe-
cially one designed to reach their

elders.

After Butler disclosed his intentions

to have “Hair” productions support the
World Youth Assembly, a UN official

was said to remark: “Having ‘Hair’ in

the act will turn it (the assembly)
on.” As appropriate as it was to give

such ‘now’ turn-of-phrase credit to

Butler and “Hair,” even more effort

is required to make this event ma-
terialize.

Needless to say, time is running
short. A committee, chaired by But-

ler, has been organized called “World
Youth Assembly Fund, Inc.” Norman
Racusin, president of RCA Records, has
agreed to serve as a liaison between
the committee and the music industry

in soliciting support for the venture.

Key execs should now have in their

possession a letter from Racusin urging
support. As a reminder, donations,
which are tax deductible, should be
made out to World Youth Assembly
UNA, and mailed to Youth-UN, New
York, New York 10017.

Near week’s
end, Viewlex common shares, reflect-

ing the current market plunge, was
selling at about $6 a share.
Ben Peirez, president of Viewlex,

noted that the arrangement was a
departure from the company’s earlier
announcement of a proposed acquisi-
tion of the assets of Jubilee. He said
that immediately following the closing

of the deal, tentatively set for this

Friday (5) ,
details will follow. The ap-

proximate purchase price of each
share of Jubilee is $2.85.

Blaine Option

With the removal of the Jay-Gee
Record Corp. into a new corporate
setup (see separate story), the deal
would give Viewlex a controlling in-

terest in JI assets that remain. These
include the Monarch pressing plants
on the east and west coasts; a dupli-

cating plant in Calif.; AFM Engineer-
ing in Calif.; Record Label, fnc. in

Calif.; and JI’s medical division. It’s

understood that Jerry Blaine has an
option to purchase back the medical
division up to the end of this year.
Blaine presently considers himself
retired. But, he told Cash Box, if he
decides to enter business again, it will

probably be to exercise his option for

the medical division.

S. Blaine, Eichner Form Corp.
To Operate Jay-Gee Record Co.
NEW YORK — Jay-Gee Records and
its various labels and affiliates have
shifted from Jubilee Industries con-
trol to a newly-formed record opera-
tion, JDM Record Corp.
Principal officers of JDM are Steve

Blaine, president, who had a similar
post at JI, Mickey Eichner, vp, also
from JI. JDM has acquired all the
stock of Jay-Gee Records and Select
Sound Studios and has also brought
over the Jubilant Music wing of JI.

Also involved are all existing artist

contracts as well as the entire tape,
single and LP catalogs of Jubilee,
Josie and their subsid labels.
The artist roster includes the

Meters, the Happenings, Wild Man
Steve, Emmy Lou Harris, Honey & the
Bees, Mary Well, Doug Clark and
Rusty Warren.
This move ends the participation in

the management of Jubilee Records
by Jerry Blaine, who formed the label
in 1947, starting on the road to suc-

staffed in New York by Mrs. Helen
Nerko, who will deal directly with
worldwide affiliates as well as assist
Gould in the flow of artists and infor-

mation from here abroad and visa
versa.
In the area of creative services Rick

Bolsom will direct Paramount’s pub-
licity and artist relations departments
and Ruby Mazur has just been named
art director for the company.
Advertising for both the labels and

the corporation will generate through
Creative Crowd Advertising Agency.
Another pair of key executives in

the Famous set up are corporation
controller Don Cuzzocrea and produc-
tion manager John Lemmermeyer.

Catalog Pruned

In other major revisions, a large
number of titles were pruned from
the labels’ catalogs and all outstanding
merchandise has been taken back
from outlets, clearing the way for a

flow of contemporary, heavily pro-
moted product.
Also, the labels’ artist rosters in

both the pop and country areas have
been revised and broadened with the
addition of some dozen acts. The first
of these new acts to be released by
Paramount was Ambergris with an
LP titled after the band, which has
established itself and is climbing the
charts.

Singles Flow

A steady flow of singles and LP
product in the rock, middle of the
road and country areas has been
scheduled for upcoming months, with
emphasis on Roy Clark, Andy Kim,
The Illusion, The Mills Brothers, Hank
Thompson, Peggy Little and other
new as well as established acts.
The labels will function on the theory

of releasing product which is coor-
dinated for mutual promotion, e.g. a
hard rock, a C&W and a m-o-r single
in a given week. This, the company
explained, will avoid the self-defeating
situation of sending a promotion man
out with more records than he can ef-
fectively work in a given period of
time.
The key to the entire system is an

overlapping communications network
between field and home office staff.
Field, distribution and office personnel
and each individual group, employing
both verbal and written reporting ana
feedback, as well as a series of news-
letters designed to put all the facts
about current records in the hands of
everyone with a need to know.
Through this operation, Gallagher
plans to expand the company’s opera-
tion in all musical areas.

In addition to the A&R facilities in
N.Y. and Los Angeles, the Nashville
operation of the labels is being bul-
warked with the addition of a soon to
be announced executive director, who
will increase the labels’ activities with
an increasing roster of country artists
and producers.

In the Famous Music Publishing
Companies, headed by vp and general
manager Marvin Cane, the scope and
depth of the publishing operation,
which is completely independent of the
record operation, has been enhanced.
Famous Music, and its associated
companies Ensign Music, Memphis/
East and others is one of the largest
publishing operations in the U.S.
Through its association with Chappell
Music worldwide (Famous/Chappell)
it is a competitor in every market
internationally.
Cane, in addition to developing ever

new areas for the corporation's exist-
ing catalog, is working with new
writers of today’s pop music with an
eye to both commercial product and
the scoring of films and TV. Famous
vp William Stinson will continue to

act as the company’s liason with the
Paramount Pictures Corp. in Holly-
wood.
Gallagher said, in assaying the

public clebut of the newly formed com-
plex: “The development of the Fa-
mous Music Corporation as a total
music complex is an exciting chal-
lenge to me. Its potential for expan-
sion in all areas of the music industry
afford us many avenues for the inno-
vation and development of new con-
cepts. But most particularly the
revitalization of the Paramount Rec-
ords Division is the first time in my
career in the record industry that I

have ever had the opportunity to to-

tally reorganize without the standard
encumbrances of traditional policies.”

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Announcing The Release Of Beethoven’s Biggest Hit in

Once every year or so an emphatically unlikely single comes out of

nowhere to render the pop cosmos, well, topsy-turvy.

Such a record was Procol Harum’s “A Whiter Shade of Pale” in

1967, Joe Cocker’s “With A Little Help From My Friends” in the

waning moments of 1968, or the Edwin Hawkins Singers’ “Oh Happy
Day” in 1969.

Such a record is Miguel Rios’ “A Song Of Joy,” right now.

Unlikely? You bet your booties . . .

Would you, after all, have ever suspected that a pop adaptation of

Beethoven’s "Ode To Joy” by a Spanish teen heart-throb backed by

an orchestra and chorus under the direction of South American Suite

composer Waldo de Los Rios would so electrify the airwaves from the

Pyrenees to Toronto that even so august an observer as Rolling Stone’s

man in Canada and Beatle confidante Ritchie Yorke would be moved
to exude in its behalf:
" ... It is such an overwhelming record that once you've

heard it you will remember it for life ... It may well be-

come the anthem of a generation searching for Utopia ...”
We wouldn’t have either. But unwary though we may have been,

we’re only too delighted to bestow this marvel upon the United

States, whose pop charts would otherwise have looked rather barren

during this, the Beethoven Bi-Centennial, without a little something

by that unlikely composing chap at their pinnacle.

A Song Of Joy !

FILLMORE EAST, N.Y. — And we all

asked ourselves, on hearing Jethro’s

new LP, “Benefit,” how have they
changed; because they were indeed
different. The music was more com-
plex; denser, and somehow more ur-

gent and forceful. The answer stared
back at us from the LP cover, but few
bothered to look.

Jethro Tull is now a quintet and they
are a new group; new in the sense of

metamorphosis. This is the second
change for Jethro. After the first al-

bum, lead guitarist Mick Abrahams
(founder of Blodwyn Pig) left, and
this paved the way for the Tull sound
that everyone knew, because with
Mick’s departure went the tangible

blues influence that marked the “This
Was” album.
Now Jethro has John Evan playing

organ and grand piano. His influence

changed the sound of the group even
more than the addition of Nicky Hop-
kins did to Quicksilver. Jethro’s sound
is more driving; it’s actually heavier,
in the strict musical sense. And they
are playing so much better. Everyone
is now taking solos within the context
of the material. Of special note is Ian
Anderson’s new material. A long num-
ber, entitled “My God,” previewed
from their fourth LP due in the fall,

is a superlative work of great power.

Ian blew a superb flute solo in its

midst, employing to good effect an
echo chamber. For all his wild and
amusing cavorting on stage, when it

comes to playing, Ian is a master
flautist and delicate craftsman.
“Dharma For One,” a staple with

the group, has been completely rear-
aranged to include a stunning guitar
solo by Martin Lancelot-Barre. Under-
neath it all is John Evans’ beautiful
keyboard work that is alternately
churning and lyrical. And of course
there is Ian’s hilariously blue com-
ments between numbers. A super show
by super showmen.
John Sebastian, one of New York’s

prodigal sons, returned to the bosom
of his childhood for a rousing hour of

songs, harp playing, talk, and just

plain nostalgia. “Since this is the last

show, I’ll play anything you want,”
grinned John. And he then preceded to

honor requests for “She’s A Lady,”
“Darlin’ Be Home Soon,” “Day-
dream,” on and on. John is beautiful;

happy, laughing, astonished at the

huge welcome the audience gave him,
and above all, an accomplished musi-
cian. You’ve been away too long, John.
Clouds, a Scottish trio, opened the

show with some strange but not un-
likable music.

First Edition

NOW GROVE — Can Kenny Rogers
and the First Edition find happiness
in the Now Grove? Yes. Was Kenny
Rogers and the First Edition’s open-
ing at the Now Grove a success? Yes.
Can we celebrate that success with
some constructive criticism? Why not.

We were around when the First Edi-
tion was still part of the New Christy
Minstrels, and we were around when
the group made its New York debut
at the Bitter End, and we’ve been
around as they’ve gone thru several
personnel changes and racked up sev-
eral hit records, and from where we
sat, they haven’t really changed that
much in the two-plus years they’ve
been together. From what we remem-
ber, the Edition was meant to be a
‘hip’ Minstrel group, playing ‘now’
songs instead of those old watered
down fake/folk tunes, and in that re-

spect they’ve succeeded very well. (Al-

though we weren’t too happy with their

rock versions of “Cornin’ Thru The
Rye” and “Camptown Ladies”). Their
material, chosen by the group, their

various producers (Mike Post first,

and now, Jimmy Bowen) and probably
some others, is top notch. Their “Wop
Art Song” is still a classic, their hits

stand up extremely well, and a few
other tunes, such as “It’s Raining In
My Mind,” “Hello L.A.,” “Bye Bye
Birmingham” and “Gallup Ain’t Going
Nowhere” (featuring a Terry Williams
solo) all fit nicely. We’re still trying
to figure out how Kenny Rogers got
top billing, because Terry Williams
handled most of the talk, while the
singing was evenly split between Wil-
liams, Rogers and Ken Vassey, with
an occasional high note from Mary
Arnold, (and an occasional drumbeat
from Mickey Jones.)

It was the talk that disturbed us
slightly, because it seemed more in

place at a college concert than at an
L.A. nightclub. Another Christy carry-
over, but one that was hep rather
than hip. For the money the Grove
patrons have to shell out, and for the
money the group is getting, it would
have been nice to hear some better
jokes between numbers.

The Flying Burrito Bros., represent-

ing A&M Records did a fine job, and
it is hard not to think of the Everly
Bros, who have been a large influence
to the group’s sound. Their standout
number was “Wild Horses,” a song
borrowed from the Rolling Stones.

I personally welcomed the small au-
dience, but it becomes difficult for an
artist to put a hundred percent into a
rehearsal type of performance which
was the case throughout the evening.

Bobby Darin

THE LANDMARK, LAS VEGAS —
Bugalooing across stage, puffing out a
Dylanesque harmonica solo, pounding
a frenetic re-souled Steinway tribute
to Aretha Franklin, gospelizing Paul
Simon’s “Bridge Over Troubled Water,”
or reflectively plunking on an unampli-
fied guitar, Darin has got to be, pound
for pound, America’s most protean
musical performer.
Last week at the Landmark, after

a year of Big Sur and small combos,
he and Mack were nearly halfway back
to the splish-splash redolence of ’58.

Opening was a transitional affair, a
man for all segments show, encom-
passing some of the nation’s more
noteworthy contemporary titles

(“Bridge Over Troubled Water,”
“And When I Die,” “Spinning Wheel,”
“Everybody’s Talkin’”), a sampling
of his own social consciousness (“City
Life,” “Simple Song of Freedom,”
“Long Line Rider”), a smattering of

Dylan and Hardin (“I’ll Be Your Baby
Tonight,” “If I Were A Carpenter”).
And for basic Bobby buffs he was toss-
ing in a few choruses of ol’ “Mack
the Knife,” resurrecting that ancient
era of lyrical non-involvement. Backed
by an inspired 11 piece group (4 trum-
pets, 3 reeds and rhythm section; most
songs arranged by bassman Quitman
Dennis), Darin was in spectacular
form. Assimilating all he has learned
in a decade of evaluating and experi-
menting, he managed to compromise
without dissipating integrity. His see-
through lace shirt and immaculately
pressed blue jeans were vestigial re-

minders of his ’69 appearances at the
Sahara here and L. A.’s Troubadour.
Darin continues to illuminate Ameri-
ca’s traditions and tragedies. And this

time around without alienating his

“plain jane” establishment fans. Ex-
tended standing ovation was not un-
expected and richly deserved.
Opening laughs are supplied by dead-

pan black comic Irwin C. Watson, a
Darin discovery who was introduced
at the Grove a few seasons back. His
routines have been updated so they
are still fresh and bright. They touch
upon such diverse subjects as race re-

lations, brain transplants and ugly gals
(including one who had “big circles

all over her body from fellows who
had been touching her with ten foot

poles”).

They showed them-
selves to be effective communicators;

“master cartridges” onto a blank
cartridge inserted by the buyer. The
unit is activated by a token (which
is taped onto the blank cartridge,
purchased from a participating mer-
chant on location) .

.-Tape, deposits his token and presses
the selector button of his choice. The
machine requires approximately 3‘/2

minutes for the re-recording process

Complete Cartridge-TV System

To Be Premiered By A vco Corp.
NEW YORK — Avco's Cartridge Tele-
vision, Inc. is manufacturing and
marketing the first American mass-
produced home cartridge color tele-

vision system, Cartrivision (CTV)

.

Admiral Corp. has become the first

television set manufacturer to adopt
the new CTV system.
Announcement was made last

week by James Kerr, president of
Avco Corp. and Frank Stanton, presi-
dent of the cartridge-tv subsidiary,
that the single unit combining tv recei-
ver and audio-visual cartridge system
and a full line of cartridges will be
made available to the public early
in 1971. CTV will be publicly demon-
strated for the first time at the Con-
sumer Electronics Show in New York’s
Hilton Hotel, June 28 — July 1, 1970.

Built to sell in the $800 — $900
range, the principal CTV component
is a solid-state combination receiver-
recorder-playback unit consisting of
a cartridge video tape deck and full-

size television color receiver built
into a single self-contained unit.

The set has been designed to play
pre-recorded cartridges in full color
with high-quality presentation on the
television receiver. It will also record
television programs off the air for
instant play-back, with no developing
or processing. The system is addition-
ally designed to play cartridges of
“home movies” including sound,
shot on blank video cartridges with a
special camera featuring Instant Re-
play.
“We are optimistic about the poten-

tial market for our video tape cart-
ridge system in this country and
abroad,” Mr. Kerr said. “The move
represents a further expansion by
Avco into the growing leisure-time
field.”

A CTV owner will be able to set a
timer when he leaves his home and

automatically record television pro-
grams off the air, allowing him to

see scheduled programs at his con-
venience. Normal television viewing
is available when the cartridge
system is not in use.
“The advent of this System,” Stan-

ton declared, “will enhance the
opportunities for both color tele-

vision set manufacturers and motion
picture companies by providing a
new vehicle for distribution of their
respective products and services.
“We are convinced,” Stanton con-

tinued, “that availability will result
in increasing demand for color re-

ceivers for the television manufactur-
ing industry. CTV will represent a
new outlet for films of all types which
will not compete directly with the
movie theatres.”
Cartridges to be used with the

Cartrivision System will be sold in

15 minute, 30 minute, one-hour and
two-hour formats, on blank or pre-
recorded cartridges. Hundreds of
pre-recorded, full-length movies are
to be made available for rental for as
little as $3.00. A wide selection of
special interest cartridges on sports,
music, how-to-do-it subjects and
cartoons will be available for rental
or sale. Blank tape cartridges in the
four sizes will be sold in a distinctive
yellow package for use by customers
in making home movies with the
camera on tape which can be used
more than once.
To implement the program, Avco

recently acquired a 128,000 square
foot plant on eleven acres in San
Jose, California, which is now being
readied for the manufacture of
cartridges for use in the CTV System.
In addition, a 20,000 square foot
engineering, development, and
office building is being constructed
adjacent to the manufacturing facility.

Allied Gears
LOS ANGELES — Allied Records
has formed a new service wing to

implement programs that will tie

in service for the record industry
with productions for EVR and
quadrasonic sound. The new wing
has just opened in Hollywood under
supervision of Bob Keene as a
service branch separate from the
Vernon area quarters of Allied's
manufacturing facilities.

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NEW YORK - IN THE HALL OF THE MOUNTAIN KING

Ask any rock musician and he’ll tell you that music and business don’t mix.

There is hardly a group around that has not had running battles at one time or

another with their label as to what to release, when to release it, what to put on
album covers, or what must be deleted from song lyrics for the tune to get air-

play. Yet the vast majority of musicians will freely tell you that they know next to

nothing about packaging, promoting, and selling their records. And performers who
go into business find this is indeed the case. So what does one make of Felix

Pappalardi, the musician starting Windfall, his own label? Presumptuous? No.

Felix is a complete producer. As a performer he is inside his music: the creator.

Yet as a producer he is able to step outside the music to direct the overall sound.
It’s an extremely difficult thing to do for a musician simply because he is used
to listening to his one lone instrument and concentrating on it while keeping the

other instruments in the group in the background for the most part. How discon-

certing then, to have to not only listen to the overall sound but to have to judge
sound balance on each instrument. It takes a lot of training to be a producer but,

more than that, it takes vision. You must go into the studio with a visualization

of the total effect you want, otherwise you may very well end up with chaos. There
are entirely too many tracks, takes, overdubs, ad infinitum, to begin making up
your mind in the studio; you get inundated with major decisions.

Felix's background in music is broad and varied. He was brought up on classical

music and received a degree in music from the University of Michigan, where he
learned theory, orchestration, harmony and conducting. For three years, 1963-

1966, he worked in the West Village’s Cafe Feenjon playing bass in a group special-

izing in Arabian music. The rhythm guitarist of that group was Steve Knight, now
Mountain’s organist. Felix became a well known session man between stints, back-

ing Ian and Sylvia on the road.
‘”66 was a changing point for me,” says Felix. "I opened up, became more sure

of myself. I began to produce. I did an LP for my group, two for the Kensington
Market and one for the Youngbloods — the 'Get Together

1

LP. ’66 was also the year
I met Cream. We all happened to be at the Atlantic studios at the same time and
I was introduced to them. Almost at once ideas began to flow; you know, every-

thing just came together right away.”

Out of that momentous and fortuitous meeting came the “Disraeli Gears” LP

and “Strange Brew,” a single written by Felix, his wife Gail Collins, and Eric Clapton.

Suddenly, irreversibly, Cream was a quartet, because now their music was a prod-

uct of four heads.

The group’s next album, “Wheels Of Fire” stands as a landmark in rock music.

On it Felix opened up two tracks for Ginger Baker’s gigantic drumming and placed
it in the center of the stereo arc (an innovation that has since been used by in-

numerable groups). The effect was startling. No longer were the drums shunted
off to one side to sound compressed and unnatural. Instead of letting the studio

dictate the limits of the music, Felix actively used what he knew about recording

techniques to literally expand Cream’s sound. Now those two sets of drums, the in-

tense driving force of the group, dominated the center, as they did in live gigs,

with Eric's guitar on one side and Jack Bruce’s bass on the other. What made
Cream an exciting stage act had now extended itself onto wax.

All that’s past now, though not forgotten. If Felix never produced another record,

the Cream sessions would be enough satisfaction and recognition. As it is, they

were the beginning; the first groping steps toward an unparalleled music career.

Windfall Records was set up as an act of faith and love by Felix. It is a money-
making organization second, "That doesn’t mean I don’t want to make money,”
Felix explains. “It’s just that Windfall has been a dream of mine. Now that it is

mer with a new skin. Word has it that the Merry Minstrel has formed a new group,

Open Road, to back him on his annual Fall tour, which looks like it may last all

year. With Don on guitar and vocals, the group also consists of Mike Thompson
on bass and vocals and John Carr on drums. Open Road will soon hit the high

seas, traveling from gig to gig on Donovan’s 117 ft. yacht. The tour begins in the

U. S. in Sept, and will continue to all major cities of the world, which may or may
not include Peking (no one’s said yet, but I don’t think Don speaks Chinese). As
for Donovan’s next album, which was promised for last November, well, “it’s in

the works.”

Steve Paul always said Edgar Winter’s album would be different and a work of

genius, and we'll have to admit he’s right. Interestingly, most of the tunes were
co-written by brother Johnny (who also plays on the album) but stay far away from
the rock and blues bag. Edgar is leaving Johnny’s group to form his own band,

while Johnny has enlisted the McCoys to back him for his Fall tour. While the

McCoys are perfectly capable of playing Johnny’s brand of hard rock, they would
also seem a natural choice for Edgar’s ecclecticism. Maybe they could all shine on?

Anybody interested in a TV special based on Frank Sinatra’s "Watertown" album?
Well, we hope so, because the album’s writers, Jake Holmes and Bob (4 Seasons)

Gaudio are working on one. Jake has decided to record “We’re All We Got," a song
he wrote for Detroit’s United Fund Campaign last year. The brotherhood tune is

following the "Give A Damn” route and Elliot Mazer will produce it for posterity.

Talk is starting to build up about Grin, featuring 17 yr. old whiz kid Nils. Nils, a

writer/guitarist, is featured on an as yet unreleased Donovan LP (the one we were
talking about earlier, maybe) and has also been working with Neil Young on his new
album. David Briggs, who produced Young's last LP, as well as the second Alice

Cooper set, produced Grin. Album features Steve Stills and Young in guest slots.

Bobby Darin will be debuting in Europe with his one man show — commencing
June 17th at the Royal Albert Hall in London. Other cities he’ll cover in his two
week tour: Manchester, Holland, Madrid and Barcelona.

Judy Dyble, the original femme voice with Fairport Convention (that first album
of Fairport’s has finally been released ... by Atlantic) has teamed up with Jackie

McAuley, a one-time member of Them, to form Trader Horne. While low-keyed folk/

rock isn't my favorite, this album (Trader Horne’s album, that is) has captured my
fancy, leading to speculation that it may do the same to many other folk virgins

when it’s released in this country by Janus. Be warned.

real I'm doing it my way. The thing about large record companies is that most
couldn't care less about music or people; you’re a cipher distinguished from all

the other ciphers solely by how much money you're bringing in. That's why I

picked Bell to distribute Windfall. You're an individual there; they care about what
you're trying to do.”

Along with Windfall, whose business end is largely handled by Bud Prager, came
Felix’s group, Mountain: born in late August, 1969. They opened in Ungano’s in

New York after about ten days of being together. Immediately after came a rather

mediocre semi-solo album by Leslie West. By October Mountain had found a new
drummer, Corky Laing, and rehearsals began in earnest. "We now have a genuine
family unit playing together," Felix told me late in December, during a recording

session break. “This was the first Christmas I didn’t spend with my family; I spent

it with my musical family.”

Out of these sessions spanning four months (Nov-Feb) came “Mountain Climb-

ing!" Painstaking care went into every phase of its creation, not only in laying down
the tracks, but in mixing, stereo separation, and the actual placement of the songs
on the record disk. The LP itself deserves some discussion in that it may be the

most important album in Felix’s career. Undoubtedly Mountain, as a group, will

make better ones, but for Felix, personally, “Climbing!” is a turning point. “I believe

so strongly in this project, that if it doesn't sell I’ll pack it in,” Felix told me during

the early part of the sessions.

The first track, “Mississippi Queen,” is Mountain with its strictly American roots

showing; a powerful, timeless song of youth in much the same way as Leon Rus-

sell’s “Delta Lady.” Of Jack Bruce’s “Theme For An Imaginary Western,” the next

song, Felix says "I’ll never re-do a song again" (he produced an earlier version for

Jack on his solo LP). Nevertheless Mountain’s version is superior in every way.

Felix’s achingly beautiful voice conjurs up perfectly the wide desolate plains of the

song, and bass, drums, organ, mellotron and guitar all contribute to the loneliness

of the Western wagoneers. “Never In My Life” expresses the family’s feelings at

the sessions.

“For Yasgur’s Farm,” which starts side two, is a major work. A duet between
Felix's smooth light voice and Leslie’s deep dark voice, it has been in Mountain's

live repertory since the beginning and first showed where they were going. This

moves into an acoustic instrumental by Leslie. “People who said Leslie sounded
like Eric (Clapton of Cream) just weren’t listening very closely. This track will

prove it to them," says Felix. There’s just a spiral from this to "The Laird,” softly

flowing on the bottom, sharp and crackling on top with Leslie’s guitar to empha-
size Felix's gently sung but stinging vocals. After a Mountain-hard-rock break of

“Sittin’ On A Rainbow,” the album closes with “Boys In The Band" also a major

work and Felix’s personal favorite. To say that it is classically rooted would be a

misrepresentation inasmuch as classical music is so much a part of Felix. Every-

thing he does comes from his mind and his gut (writing is a visceral act; good
writers write as they feel). So the classics are always there with him, extending

his range as a musician to infinity.

“Boys In The Band” is Chopin, and Bach; it is a rondo and a fugue; it is saying

goodbye and hello: a dance of death and life; it is an ellipse, a never-ending cycle;

it is Mountain and it is Felix Pappalardi.

Doctors Find Crimso Completely Well

One of the finest albums to come out of Britain last year was King Crimson’s "In

The Court of the Crimson King." And as a first LP it is singular in the new direc-

tions in music it explores. But after its release and a short tour of the U. S., re-

ports stated that the group was splitting up.

Crimso’s leader, Robert Fripp dropped by last week to dispel any such disas-

trous and unfounded rumors. The group is indeed alive and thriving as witness
their new single “Catfood” and LP, "In the Wake of Poseidon.”

“‘Poseidon’ is the soundtrack for an imaginary film," says Bob. "The idea is that

from the four elements, earth, air, fire and water, you can get twelve personalities,

such as the warrior who is fire and earth. We personify these characters through
the music."

About Crimso’s personnel changes, Fripp has this to say: "After the U. S. tour

we split into three parts. Greg Lake (vocalist) joined up with Keith Emerson (ex-

Nice); Mike Giles (drums) and Ian McDonald (mellotron) are playing with friends

of theirs and I am still here with Pete Sinfield, who does all the lyrics. Basically the
second album is two people plus friends. What we want to do is to build up a pool

of musicians to work together on our LP’s.”

“Poseidon” is a direct progression from “Court." Like Mountain's music, Crimso's
is constantly growing, and therefore, constantly surprising; constantly invigorating.

It is total music because it surrounds and engulfs the listener. It isn’t, as Bob
would say, “tap your foot and nod your neck” music.
Upcoming for Crimso: a third LP with Keith Emerson and John (Colosseum)

Hiseman, a second U.S. tour, a cartoon made from the "Moonchild” track from
the "Court” LP, and a film using the “Devil’s Triangle” cut from the new album.
Crimso is in bloom.

Long Short Takes

Talked with some good folks this week. One of them was Karen Wyman, the 17-

year-old singing sensation (beware of yellow journalism!). Overnight she has
launched into a strong career in singing with dates set at the Sands (from June 3)
with Don Adams, and the Shamrock Hilton (from June 17) in Houston as the head-
liner. She’s already tucked a lot of national TV time under her belt, too. Her first

LP was released last week by Decca, and provides her with a lot of enthusiastic
conversation matter — how the material is so “now,” how she got what she wanted
in a strong, brassy instrumental backing, and how much she likes the group,
Chicago. We talked a little about acting, how she sees singing the same as acting,

how she has read for a few parts; and about her Life magazine six-page feature on
her that is still up in the air. School’s out so you'll be hearing a lot more from
Karen.

Picked up on the staging techniques (among other things) of the Ace Trucking
Company the other day in an interview with the RCA improv comedy quintet. They
explained that they open the show with a suggestion period from the audience for

sketch ideas. The group says this frees the audience's inhibitions. Unlike some
improv groups that work out in theater surroundings and use improv as an acting
exercise, the Truckers make it very clear that they work "purely for entertainment
using slapstick and cerebral comedy techniques" and in saloon atmospheres or

college halls for drinkers and otherwise. Got a lot of TV and concert action coming
up so be on the lookout for them. They’re a moving experience (I couldn’t resist).

Geoffrey Everitt is leaving his

post as general manager of Radio
Luxembourg (London) Ltd. later this

summer, and is believed likely to take
command of the projected Manage-
ment Agency and Music label tenta-
tively called Button. Everitt has made
no statement on the situation to date,
but confirmation that he was exiting
his Luxembourg position has been
obtained from the station’s headquar-
ters in the Grand Duchy. Everitt is a
veteran Luxembourg executive and
an expert in British pop music of long
standing. He joined the station as a
disk jockey in 1946, based in the Grand
Duchy and later transferred to the
London office, where he became gen-
eral manager in 1959. His departure
will probably herald a change of di-

rection for Shaftesbury Music, the
publishing and independent recording
outfit managed by Radio Luxembourg.
Everitt has a stake in this company,
which was founded in 1959 by Cyril
Stapleton, and it would represent a
useful addition to the MAM empire.
Everitt has scored three hits in a row
with singer Joe Dolan, producing the
disks released by Pye and published
by Shaftesbury. The Button label will

be pressed and distributed by Decca
when it makes its bow and will receive
the same increased royalty rate suc-
cessfully negotiated earlier this year
for MAM moguls Tom Jones and
Engelbert Humperdinck. MAM man-
aging director Bill Smith hinted when
announcing the group’s interim re-

sults that a takeover involving a prom-
inent name in the music business was
forthcoming and that the transaction
centered on plans for MAM’s record
label. This is taken to refer to Everitt
and the acquisition of Shaftesbury
Music.
The MAM interim figures made it

clear that the group would top its

predicted £2 million profit before tax
for the current year, but the glad
tidings produced no more than a tem-
porary rally in the share price. Smith
revealed that MAM earned £737,000
for the six months ending January
31st last, compared with a forecast for
the period of £675,000 and total income
of £873,000 for the whole of the pre-
ceding twelve months. With more cash
resulting from the recently improved
royalty deal with Decca concerning
Jones and Humperdinck and a healthy
revenue flow from their American
engagements, pundits are predicting
a total MAM income of at least £2‘/4
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million for the current year. The com-
pany is still backed as a good invest-
ment despite its dipping share price.

This latter is attributed mostly to the

general market slump caused by un-
easy international economic and polit-

ical conditions -and further exacer-
bated locally by the unknown outcome
of the British General Election on
June 18th.

T*he enclosed circuit TVer of the
recent Ivor Novello Awards beamed
via communication satellite to Amer-
ica has sparked an unprecedented
copyright situation apropos the songs
performed during the show, which was
produced for the TVR company by
Jack Lynn. John Edwards of the
Mechanical Copyright Protection So-
ciety is investigating the matter with
Lynn’s co-operation, and the main
complication seems to center on the
States, where the existence of BMI
and ASCAP instead of one copyright
licensing body as in most European
countries is an important factor in
the temporary hang-up.

Alain Boublil’s Taboo recording and
publishing operation is now being run
from its own office within the Pye
Records organization. Boublil has
named David Paramor as the com-
pany’s London supervisor consequent
upon his own heavy French commit-
ments which now demand a major
part of his time in Paris. Paramor,
son of Lorna Music boss Alan Para-
mor and nephew of Norrie Paramor,
is continuing his own producing activ-
ities and looking for masters from
other indie operators. His brief also
includes locating copyrights for Bou-
blil’s Baboo Music enterprise in

France and Sugar Music in Italy.

Paramor’s production for Taboo of an
album called “Orgasm” by the Head
Machine has been rejected by Pye,
which normally releases Taboo mate-
rial here, on account of its title and
contents. Major Minor has released
the LP, which BBC spokesman antici-

pated ahead of actually hearing it

would get no airplay.

Brian Hopkins, hitherto Tamla Mo-
town label manager at EMI, has been
named popular repertoire deputy mar-
keting manager for EMI Records.
Hopkins first joined EMI as a sales-
man three years ago, and is suc-
ceeded in the Tamla chair by John
Reid, who comes in from the EMI
music publishing section. EMI staff
producer Jonathan Peel has left the
company to start indie operations with
Mike Vaughan, manager of the Easy-
beats. They have formed two com-
panies, Peel Productions and Mike
Vaughan Productions, located in Lon-
don’s Park Street, and Peel will con-
tinue producing EMI acts such as
Topaz, Greatest Show on Earth and
Orange Bicycle as well as seeking
new talent for placing with other
labels.

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In view of monopolizing by some
booking agencies of the Toronto group
scene, there has been an organizing
of the important school circuit which
is calling for a boycott of the union
groups. A recent get-together of sever-
al school councils in the Etobicoke
district confronted a panel made of
student council members, a repre-
sentative of Local 149 of the Toronto
Musicians Union and two members of
the newly formed Concept 376. Al-
though some booking agents were in

the audience they were somehow ex-
cluded from the panel. Some obser-
vers find that high prices for groups
have been passed along to the schools
in view of the high percentages taken
from the groups by booking agents,
management firms and promotion
firms. Some booking agents control
all three of these rake-offs. Many
groups have found it difficult to con-
tinue because of the percentages paid
leaving them with hardly enough to
get by on. The Musician’s Union was
criticized for not controlling these
Union sanctioned booking agents. Now
that the ball is rolling for boycotting
Union groups in the western area of
Toronto, meetings with other areas
are planned which could have a snow-
ball effect throughout Upper Canada.
Columbia Records is getting into

high gear with their album release
of Bruce Cockburn on the True North
label. The set has already entered
the area of best sellers insofar as
Canadian releases are concerned. A
single “Going To The Country” with
“Spring Song” is to be culled as a
single. True North is the new label
property of Bernie Finkelstein, well
known for his finding, grooming,
launching and selling of several Can-
adian groups who went on to inter-
national fame. These included The
Paupers, Kensington Market and
others.

Columbia’s director of promotion
and publicity, Bill Eaton, is readying
a national promotion that should
see the Cockburn set break nationally
within a few weeks.

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and 40 for “Festivalbar.” We have not
considered the international produc-
tion released in Italy and the various
covers, and we have excluded from
above mentioned figure all the records
by newcomers for which we have not
been informed of a major promotion
plan.

Ombretta Colli, the beautiful wife of
Giorbio Gaber, has just waxed her first

record for Carosello label: “Gocce Di
Pioggia Su Di Me”, Italian version of
Academy Award winner “Raindrops
Keep Failin’ On My Head.” Carosello
has pacted the British group The Mo-
towns, who is quite famous in Italy,
having won a Cantagiro. Next release
will present two Italian songs: “Las-
su” and “Sai, Forse T’Amero.
Pino Massara, composer of great

world hits like “Permettete Signonna,”
has open his own Company, Blah . . .

Blah . . ., which will be active in pub-
lishing and recording field. First re-

leases include Nicola Arigliano and the
new group I Migranti. Blah . . . Blah
. . . records will be distributed by Pho-
nogram, which is developing its cata-
logue by acquisition of independent
productions and distribution of indepen-
dent labels. Previous example of this

policy was the contract signed by Pho-
nogram with Little Records, the label
owned by Little Tony.
Ricordi is planning a strong promo-

tion of Antoine’s new disc “Canzonac-
cia,” which is already the musical sig-

nature of very important radio pro-
gram “Gran Varieta,” which reaches
an audience of over 4 million. In next
month Antoine will appear as a guest
star on Orietta Berti snow “La cugina
Orietta” (“Our Cousin Orietta”). At
the end of July, Joan Baez will be in
Italy, and Ricordi has programmed a
strong campaign for that period.
Within a few days the list of finalist

songs of Disco Estate will be released,
but to date, we do not have any reac-
tion from the public and even from re-

tailers on the over 50 records that are
running. This is probably due in a large
part to the heavy series of strikes that
Italy witnesses during this spring, and
that are taking away the public’s at-

tention from records. Just to give an
idea of the losses last “hot autumn”
imposed to our country, we may con-
firm, from official data, that in three
months workers have lost salaries for
over US $2,200,000,000.

Sales for the period ending March 31,

1970 were $18,362,000 compared to

$6,353,000 a year ago. Net income af-

ter taxes was $745,000, more than dou-
ble the $328,000 reported after the first

three months of 1969,

Net income per common share was
29 cents compared to 15 cents for the
first quarter of 1969. These computa-
tions were based on 2,608,613 average
shares outstanding during the first

three months of 1970 compared to 2,

202,863 average shares outstanding
during the same period last year. Per
share amounts and the average num-
ber of shares outstanding were
adjusted to reflect the three for two
split of common stock that took ef-

fect in February of this year.
Bally’s annual report is its first as

Bally became a publicly owned com-
pany during 1969. The report reflects
increases over 1968 in all computed
categories.
Total sales for the year ending Dec-

ember 31, 1969 were $26,992,000 com-
pared to $25,191,000 for 1968. Net in-

come taxes was $1,819,000 compared
to $1,598,000 in 1968. Net income per
share for 1969 was $.75 per share on
average shares of 2,431,800 compared
to $.73 on 2,202,862 average shares the
previous year.
As a result of increased profits, four

editorial:

The Depression Complex

We always hesitate before writing on the subject of

economic recession, for fear of adding cream to a cake
that might have been only half-baked in the first place.

But there’s too much gloom in the showroom these
days to continue to ignore the obvious — the spectre of

a recession is the chief topic of conversation on the
coinrows of America and regardless of its validity or

lack of it, it’s beginning to hurt equipment sales.

To be honest, each area of the country is being af-

fected in varying intensity. Some, for the record, are en-

joying uncommon prosperity in machine sales. Others,

essentially due to difficulty obtaining outside financing

at a sensible rate of interest, find business very soft

indeed.

But equipment sales represent only one sector of the

coin industry’s economy and when we look at the other

end, the operating end, we see general prosperity. Mat-

ter of fact, a lot of operators remember enjoying peak
prosperity back in the days of the real depression and
still feel that a tight economy will force Mr. and Mrs.

America to the inexpensive coin equipment for enter-

tainment and away from the more costly pursuits of

leisure.

This great paradox is responsible. for this industry’s

reputation as a “depression business.” Again, there is

no real depression at hand, nor really will there be if

people look at things realistically.

The most realistic thing is to enjoy a good line of

credit at the banks and finance companies in your lo-

cale. For some, unfortunately, they cannot produce a

professional statement on route costs and earnings to

encourage good credit. The most unrealistic thing is

to fall prey to dark rumors and draw back on service

to the location either by cutting salaries, eliminating

some employees, buying fewer new machines than the

route demands, and the rest. This false wall of protec-

tion is meaningless and ultimately destructive, because
a cheapened product or service always forces the cus-

merto look elsewhere.
Briefly, any operator who arbitrarily tightens up his

expenditures for the baseless fear that people aren't

going to play the machines as much anymore, is doing
himself and his industry a great dis-service. God forbid,

but should the day come when a genuine depression
reaches its hand into the consumer’s pocket money,
he’ll still find enough to keep the machines going
strong. It's happened before.

No, if this trade is going to hedge on anything, try

putting the screws to greedy bar owners who think Fort

Knox just opened every time you come into the place.

Try aligning your finances to the point where any bank
could read your statement and say, “this is exactly what
we like to see.” Don’t let nonsense take the place of

"coin machine sense” which has proven time and. again
that you only take out of it what you put into it.

An “empty” signal lights up
when the coin supply becomes low.
Security features include a “tam-

Your
comments I am sure originated from
the news item on Page 68 concerning
the anti-coin machine ordinance being
roposed by the Council in the City of
lizabeth.

What gets me in this entire situation
is that everybody talks about public rela-

tions and fighting for the principles of
our industry and yet no one does any-
thing about it. I do not see any leader
standing up and refuting the statements
of the police commissioner of the City

of Elizabeth who pointed the finger at

our industry and said, "It was crime con-
trolled.” Only one man took the interest
to travel to New Jersey and appear be-
fore the Council and refute these atro-

cious lies and accusations which, as
you know, have no basis. Where were
the other leading distributors whose
business is based upon good relations
with city officials? Aren’t they interested
in getting behind some program that
would put our industry in a mucfftretter
light with the public? I certainly com-
mend Mr. Parkoff for his time and effort

in pointing out to the public that accusa-
tions which are false should not be
made even though they come from the
police commissioner.

tempers, lives and human dignity, it

is impossible for any segment of so-
ciety, particularly business, to main-
tain a socially isolated position.

Questions are being asked of long-
standing institutions and answers are
not easily forthcoming. When answers
are forthcoming, the interrogator does
not always have the patience to wait
for them.

This basic complaint, though in-

spired by recent campus turmoil, has
been posed frequently during recent
years. Boycotts of war toys at Christ-
mas time and the decision of the di-

rectors of Expo ’70 to ban war games
from the “Gameland” tent express
similar sentiments.

In his reply, Sugerman said in part:
“I can certainly understand, appre-
ciate and sympathize with your gen-
eral outrage and opposition to war
in itself. However, the fact that we sell

machines with a war motif does not
necessarily reflect that fact that we,
ourselves, are militant or pro-war in
our own personal philosophy, nor does
it imply that we, ourselves, are anx-
ious or eager to earn monies by the
tragic and fatal killings of either col-
lege students or any other segment of
our society, as you have so implied
and suggested in your letter.”
During the controversy over vio-

lence on television, several points per-
tinent to his exchange were raised.
While television critics have suggested
that excessive violence might induce
criminal tendencies in viewers, espe-
cially the young, television’s defenders
have claimed that media violence
serves as a positive, vicarious outlet
for viewers with frustrations and anx-
ieties that might otherwise be ex-
pressed in a real-life situation rather
than in the living room.
Exploring this point, Sugerman

added:. “It is our feelings, that today,
living in an electronic machine age, it

might prove far better for society, in

toto, that people learn to release their
inhibitions, anxieties, and aggressions
by playing a machine of target skill

and even war motif, or any other
amusement device, to that effect,
rather than people actually engaging
in physical violence, as is being done
by certain of those unfortunate vic-

tims, who are themselves, often times,
the worst protagonists of physical
violence.”
