Perhaps it's difficult to digest a "less
product" philosophy in times of eco-
nomic difficulties. For the more cynical
among us might use the occasion to
regard approaches of this sort as
merely indicative of industry reaction
to a tight -money market.

Tight -money market or no, we be-
lieve that a "less product, more punch"
album concept is a progressive step
toward further industry growth. It
means a number of advantageous
things in the ultimate sale of LP's.
There is too great a loss in precious
promotion and merchandising time
when labels have to contend with vast
LP release schedules. Even before a
record company sees signs that a por-
tion of an LP release is not going any-
where, there is an attempt to give most
if not each of the releases a chance to
make it. Even here, there is a dilution
of efforts, since even the largest of
companies can't provide the full sup-
port necessary to squeeze out all the
sales potential of an LP.

The "less product, more punch" con-
cept, however, is, as some label execs
have been saying lately, a way in which
all albums in a modest release sched-
ule can have a role as "project" mer-
chandise. This means that product,
from its very inception, can be "pam-

pered," so to speak, with sales, pro-
motion and merchandising plans
arranged to afford each LP the oppor-
tunity to reach its greatest sales poten-
tial. And, the industry has been
learning of late, there is a lot to be
said for large initial pressing orders
on more or less "sure-fire" product,
with the point in mind that the record
fan is certain to have the product
available to him on demand, while he
is not detoured by an upcoming
"heavy" album.

We must reiterate once more that
easing the flow of LP's should be re-
garded not as a retrenchment of indus-
try goals in the face of economic
downturns, but makes sense during
any economic situation, bust or boom.
It's designed to recognize the great
and ever-growing demand for recorded
product, with the basis o' its operation
on the idea that this market can best
be penetrated by concentrated efforts
on product that has been well -thought-
out from the very germ of its inception
to continuing thrusts to bring it home
to the consumer.

The "less product, more punch"
blueprint is designed to help guarantee
LP's an increasing share of the leisure -
time market.

Propose Interim Fee
In ASCAP Vs. NBC;
BMI Seeks % Share

NEW YORK - A proposed interim
solution to the ASCAP vs. NBC-TV
rate hassle would call for monthly
payments of $360,000 a month for a
blanket license. Concept was put forth
by Judge Sylvester J. Ryan of New
York Federal Court, who oversees
ASCAP's consent decree with the
Government. NBC could, however,
continue to press its application for
a license covering 2,217 ASCAP works
now pending in Federal Court.

Meanwhile, BMI, involved in a per-
use legal suit with CBS -TV, is asking
the network to pay 70% of its payments
to ASCAP on the basis of BMI's con-
tention that the station is using more
BMI material, 67.4% over ASCAP so
far this year, according to BMI.
ASCAP received about $6 million from
both CBS and NBC last year, while
BMI received $1.3 million. The BMI
request, filed in an affidavit in Fed-
eral Court, also contends that
ASCAP's greater income from the
two networks puts it at a competitive
disadvantage in the recruitment and
maintenance of its writing talent and
catalogs.

FRONT COVER:

Letter." This week, his second A&M
LP, entitled "Joe Cocker!" was
awarded RIAA gold certification.

Two
other major talent spots, Bill Gra-
ham's Fillmore operation and Aaron
Russo's Kinetic Playground, have
already involved themselves four-
square in the music business, while
former Scene owner, Steve Paul, has
become a major factor in the manage-

ment and production ends of the busi-
ness with such clients as Johnny
Winter, Edgar Winter and the
McCoys.

Exec Lineup

The Whisky operation, which finds
club manager Mario Maglieri acting
as president and Bob Lefebvre as gen-
eral manager, will include manage-
ment, publishing and booking wings
to support the disk operation. Le-
febvre comes to the new label after a
year with Charlie Greene's Tiffany/
Etcetera complex as operations di-
rector and a firm background in the
disk business thru various activities in
Montreal prior to his move to the
States.

Janice Hien, with the Whisky since
its inception, will serve as operations
and publishing manager for the firm,
handling the Elezar (ASCAP) and
Elead (BMI) activities. The two firms
are now operating full scale and are
now in the process of signing writers
and acquiring new copyrights.

Singles Thrust

RCA's Rock Center Strikes Balance

Between Indie & Internal Disk Flow
NEW YORK - RCA Records' re-
cently -created rock product center
will attempt to strike a healthy bal-
ance between indie production deals
and internally produced product.

The basis of this approach, ac-
cording to Gary Usher, head of the
division is his contention that "too
much in any direction is not a good
idea." "If one of these sources gets
cold, then you may be able to rely on
the other."

Usher, who'll be based in Hollywood
but spend as much as one week a
month in New York, is presently
erecting a strong internal creative
staff. On the west coast, where, Usher
says, some 50% of rock area success
originates, he's brought in Dick More-
land as rock manager, while Ron Bud-
nick serves as producer. Bill Cowsill
is working with the label on an indie
basis. Already, Usher notes, the west
coast operation has "a greater flow of
activity in the past two months than in
the past two years." In the east, Don
Burkhimer is rock manager. Burk-
himer is now looking for an east coast
producer, too. On both coasts, each
of the internal producer arrangements
call for the responsibility of seeking
indie production deals.

Two -Pronged Concept

Usher is personally involved in the
talent acquisition area. While he is
undertaking the normal procedure of
"pruning acts," he's out to bid for
important additions to RCA's rock
roster. Usher holds a 2 -pronged con-
cept of product flow. Some
acts, he explains, require a greater

Brings Buddah Office To City
NEW YORK - The Buddah/Kama
Sutra group of labels has opened a
Chicago office. The office was previ-
ously located in Pittsburgh. Jack
Hakim, midwest operations manager,
has moved from Pittsburgh to head up
the Chicago office.

"Chicago is the second largest rec-
ord market in the country which
means that sales volume and promo-
tion throughout the midwest tends to
be affected by this major trendsetter
city," explains Neil Bogart, vp & gen-
eral manager. "When a record be-
comes a hit in Chicago, it eventually
becomes a hit throughout the midwest
and then the world."

Importance Revived

Hakim will be working with Emmett
Gardner, local promo manager for
the Buddah group, out of the London
Records distribution office. Agreeing
with Bogart on the advantages of the
Chicago location, Hakim added,

"during the past several years, the
midwest has once again emerged as
the pacesetter for breaking and estab-
lishing new records and artists in all
fields of recording. Midwest program-
mers and music directors have taken
the lead in finding and programming
the records aimed for the mass audi-
ence instead of limiting themselves to
a specific type of music. The midwest
represents America, and musical taste
reaches all boundaries due to the
cross section of nationalities and
ethnic groups. In Chicago, the hub,
there are seven 50KW stations in
which two are contemporary top 40,
WLS and WCFL. Chicago also has the
greatest cross section of R&B, good
music, and progressive stations all
capable of breaking records them-
selves.

"Also included in this area are the
nation's greatest concentration of sec-
ondary markets. These cities in many
instances are responsible for many of

Tour Going On Film
NEW YORK - National General
Television Productions will film the
U.S. State Department -sponsored con-
cert tour of Yugoslavia, Romania and
Poland by Blood, Sweat and Tears.
Tour marks the first official visit to
Eastern European countries by an
American contemporary music group,
with the aim of promoting friendlier
relations among young people in the
three nations.

According to Malcolm C. Klein,
NGTV president, and Seymour Berns,
NGTV vice president in charge of pro-
duction, the nine -man group will leave
by air from London this week (16) for
Zagreb, Yugoslavia, first stop on a
27 -day, ten city tour of the three coun-
tries. The Columbia label stars will be
accompanied by a production crew of
32 led by director Donn Cambern and
producer Lou Rudolph.

Blood, Sweat and Tears, whose al-
bum bearing their name is the biggest
seller in C lumbia Records annals and
a multi -Grammy Award winner, was
selected by the State Department be-
cause their music "bridges all genera-
tions."

National General Television will
film the entire tour which will consist
of musical concerts, meetings and ex-
changes of ideas with local youth, and
visits to major tourist attractions of
the three countries.

A Visit To 'Sesame Street'
NEW YORK - Columbia Records is
marketing the original cast recording
from the critically acclaimed educa-
tional television series, "Sesame
Street."

The record, which was produced by
Tom Shepard, Columbia producer, is
contained in a specially -prepared
package which will carry a suggested
retail list price of $4.98. Columbia's
Arthur Shimkin, who served as the
project's director, worked closely with
staff members from The Children's
Television Workshop (producers of the
series) to construct the package con-
taining an LP and a 24 -page, full -color
book, with the lyrics to many of the
show's familiar songs. The package
also contains a 22" x 33" poster. This
album is designed to carry special
appeal to the nation's 12 million pre-
school (three -to -five-year old) children
and their parents.

The record contains 19 songs in all,
written by Joe Raposo, Jeffrey Moss
and Jon Stone, (as well as a sponta-
neous linking dialogue) which are
sung by "Sesame Street" cast mem-
bers Matt Robinson (Gordon), Loretta
Long (Susan), Bob McGrath (Bob),
Will Lee (Mr. Hooper) and The Mup-
pets (created by Jim Henson), Jim
Henson (Ernie and Kermit), Frank Oz
(Bert and Cookie Monster) and Car-
roll Spinney (Big Bird and Oscar).
This cast is assisted by a group of
children who are also an integral part
of the television series.

The book contained within is
12" x 12" and is 24 pages long, printed
in full color and illustrated. It allows
the listener to follow the songs on the
record as well as to sing them with the
LP or while watching the show itself.
The songs and illustrations have been
carefully selected from the 130 dif-
ferent "Sesame Street" episodes, so
that they cover a wide range of topics
including the alphabet,
the concept that the child has two of
many parts of the body and that they
are the same size (eyes, ears, etc.),
going for a ride (on a boat, in a car,
on a train), the teaching of the num-
ber 5 (in two ways) and the letter J,
the concepts of up and down and that
things are different from each other
(e.g. sounds) and many. other skills
and concepts that are invaluable to
the pre-schooler.

First Quarter Consumer Electronics'
Sales: Some Increases, Some Declines
WASHINGTON - Total U.S. sales of
consumer electronics, including im-
ports, for the first quarter of 1970
showed declines in phonos, TV, radios
(AM). FM radio continued to increase,
as did tape recorders and players.
Phono sales in the first quarter totaled
1.1 million units, compared to 1.5 mil-
lion in the same period in 1969.

Figures are based on a survey by
the Electronics Industries Associa-
tion (EIA).

Total television sales in the first
quarter reached 2,652,479 sets in 1970,
vs. 3,363,678 sets in 1969, down 21.1
percent. Color television's share
reached 1,160,419 sets. Some 1.8 mil-
lion sets of first-quarter sales were
produced in this country. U.S. manu-
facturers also imported some 429,000
sets for merchandising under their
own labels; foreign -label TV sets
amounted to some 421,424 units, or
about 15 percent of the total television
market.

The total home radio market in the
first quarter (excluding television and
phonograph combinations and auto
radios), amounted to 7.6 million units,
compared to 8.3 million units in the
same period in 1969. U.S. manufac-
turers produced .6 million units and
imported 1.3 million units for sale
under their own labels. Foreign la-
bels, with 5.7 million radios imported,
accounted for 75 percent of the sales,
vs. 67 percept in the first quarter of
1969.

Total U.S. sales of auto radios in
the first quarter, at 2.8 million units,
matched the 3.3 million units sold in
the same 1969 period.

The FM share of radio sales con-
tinued to increase. Some 5.0 million
radio sets were sold in the first quar-
ter, compared to 4.1 million sets in
the same period in 1969. Home radio

For New Dylan LP
NEW YORK - Bob Dylan is about
to receive his seventh gold record,
an instant one for his new Columbia
LP, which has already sold enough
albums to meet triple the require-
ments necessary for RIAA (Record
Industry Association of America)
gold certification. Dylan's latest Col-
umbia effort, a special two -LP -record
package, entitled "Self Portrait," has
already rolled up in excess of $3,000,-
000 in sales, making this the second
"instant 'Gold' winner," in a row,
for the Columbia recording artist/
musician/poet.

The album produced by Columbia's
Bob Johnston, contains twenty-four
songs including some of the perform-
ances from his Isle of Wight concert,
and several Dylan interpretations of
the works of other writers, "The
Boxer" by Paul Simon, "Early Morn -
in' Rain" by Gordon Lightfoot and
"Blue Moon" by Rogers and Hart,
among others. The bulk of the LP,
however, is Dylan singing Dylan
and includes many new pieces never
previously recorded by the artist. The
cover of the set is self portrait of Dy-
lan.

"Self Portrait" will be Bob Dylan's
seventh Gold Record. His other million -
dollar -seller LPs include "Nashville
Skyline," "John Wesley Harding,"
"Bob Dylan's Greatest Hits," "Bring -
in' It All Back Home," "Highway 61
Revisited," and "Blonde On Blonde."

Donovan Forms Trio;
Releases New Album
NEW YORK - Donovan's tenth and
latest LP is scheduled for immediate
release and marks a new departure
for the Epic recording artist. Dono-
van now has the permanent backing
of Mike Thompson on bass, lead
guitar, and vocals, and John Carr on
drums and vocals. The resulting trio
call themselves Open Road. The LP,
also called "Open Road," features
twelve new songs composed by Dono-
van.

Open Road is currently on a tour
of Japan, with concerts in Tokyo,
Kyoto, and Osaka. In September,
Donovan and Open Road will sail
from England to the States on the
first leg of a world tour that will take
them to every continent. The tour
will take a full year to complete, as
stops along the way via yacht will
include Hawaii, Tahiti, New Zea-
land, Australia, Spice Islands, Philip-
pines, India and will end up with a
swing through Europe.

AF Sets Its Own
`Environment' LP's
NEW YORK - Audio Fidelity is mar-
keting the first two editions of a con-
templated multi -volume series of en-
vironmental sound recordings. Herman
Gimbel, president, said the series,
called "Ambience" (a surrounding or
prevading atmosphere: environment),
will offer hours of respite, and a re-
minder of what natural sounds sound
like, and will be recorded live "on lo-
cation" by producer Eddie Newmark.
Several weeks ago, Atlantic Records
entered the "environment sound" mar-
ket.

Ambience one features on one side
of the album "Serenity: The Silent
Surf" and on the other side: "Col-
loquy: "Unruffled Feathers". Am-
bience Two takes the listener on a
trip in the country with insect and
bird sounds heard on the side titled
"Peace: A Pastoral Journey," while
the reverse feature "Contentment:
Hearth Warming" or the sounds of
crackling fire in the hearth of an
actual large 19th century beach house.

Mitch Manning, general sales
manager of Audio Fidelity, pointed
out that the records are aimed at
serving as backgrounds to"whatever
the individual may want to do," and
at the same time he noted that the ad-
vance orders from college and "other
progressive areas" have been unpre-
cedented in the company's history.
It's also interesting to note that the
albums can be played at any speed
and with each speed the listener
hears different, fascinating sounds.

`Straight' Track
Due From Colgems
NEW YORK - RCA Records is rush-
ing the release of a new Colgems label
soundtrack album from the Columbia
Pictures release, "Getting Straight."
The firm features two new Colgems
rock groups, P. K. Limited and The
New Establishment.

In the album, P. K. Limited is heard
not only in the title song, "Getting
Straight," but also in "Feelings,"
"Ain't No Way" and "Shades Of
Gray." The New Establishment is
heard in "I'll Build A Bridge" and in
"Party Scene" which also features
a dialogue between Elliott Gould and
the feminine lead of the film, Candice
Bergen.

KFGM-Toronto

North Country Music
Once almost the exclusive property

of Nashville and points south, coun-
try music has blossomed and its in-
fluence is now being felt in many more
diverse markets. Perhaps its most
northern frontier has been established
by CFGM-Toronto, presently the only
full time country station in Ontario.

The station, which has established
for itself a comfortable niche among
the top three in Toronto, programs a
sound which is evenly divided between
single hits and album tracks. Accord-
ing to program director John Hart,
the hottest twelve country hits are
exposed every four hours, with the
next 28 most popular songs getting
airplay each eight hours. Interspersed
at a rate of three per hour are oldies,
and there are 35 albums a day for
jocks to select tracks from.

It has turned out to be a winning
combination. Though the station is the
only one of its kind in the region, it
has not always been in such an ex-
clusive position. Other stations have
attempted country formats but have
been unable to come up with a sound
to draw listeners away from CFGM.
Last December, the station took an-
other step to solidify its place on the
Ontario waves, when they increased
their power from 10,000 to 50,000 kw.

Proof of CFGM's communication
with its audience can be found by look-
ing at a recent concert by Johnny
Cash which the station sponsored at
Toronto's Maple Leaf Garden. A
crowd of more than 18,000 showed up
for the event, shattering the Garden's
previous attendance record which had
been set by the Beatles. There had
been no ads, announcements or promo-
tion of any kind for the Cash appear-
ance, except for the spots broadcast
by CFGM.

The station has sponsored simil...r
shows, featuring such country stars
as Buck Owens, Merle Haggard and
Roy Clark. Every month, CFGM pre-
views for its listeners a new motion
picture at a special theatre party,
with tickets awarded to winners of a
postcard drawing.

On -the -air personnel are encour-
aged to develop and project their in-
dividual personalities and each has
won for himself his own distinctive
following, according to Hart, who
himself holds down a slot. Morning
drive man and music director Bob
MacAdorey, who recently purchased

a small farm on the outskirts of Tor-
onto, has evoked a sympathetic and
amused response from listeners with
his tales of the tribulations of farm
life. Such stories have done much to
enable listeners to feel closer and
identify with the CFGM people.

In the area of news, CFGM has
taken a magazine style approach.
"We treat some stories like features
but we don't drag them out," says
Hart. "Basically, we try to focus on
unusual and interesting bits of infor-
mation rather than merely recounting
the news matter-of-factly." Casts are
heard five minutes before the hour.
Editorials are done on a daily basis
and are heard three times during the
twenty-four hour period. Sportswise,
CFGM air races from nearby Green-
wood and Mohawk tracks, interject-
ing these into their regular program-
ming.

The station has done a considerable
amount of on -the -air promotion. The
Word Game was a popular diversion
inviting listeners to guess a mystery
word, clues to which were given reg-
ularly. The audience was also asked
to select their favorite artists in a
Million Dollar Weekend Country
Golden Sound Special.

CFGM is currently looking ahead to
1971 when in accordance with the re-
cently passed content regulation, they
will be compelled to air 30% Canadian
talent. While this might pose a prob-
lem for a country station, Hart was
confident that CFGM would rise to the
occasion, broadcasting enough quality
Canadian country artists to meet the
necessary standards.

Atkins, Fiedler Team
For Hour TV Special
NEW YORK - Chet Atkins, RCA re-
cording artist and executive, made a
return visit to Boston last week to per-
form with the Boston Pops Orchestra,
conducted by Arthur Fiedler.

An initial visit by Atkins to Boston
several years ago resulted in an RCA
Red Seal album, "The Pops Goes
Country," which was one of Red Seal's
best selling albums. Atkins returned
to Boston for a second album, "Chet
Picks the Pops."

Result of last week's trip was an
hour-long television special filmed by
Boston's television station WGBH for
the 180 -station National Education Net-
work. It is one of 13 specials filmed
by the Boston Pops under a $500,000
grant from the Corporation for Public
Broadcasting.

The Atkins special is to be aired in
July. Fiedler and the Boston Pops
have recorded for RCA for 35 years,
during which more than 47,000,000
Pops records have been sold.

degree of artistic freedom in the cre-
ation of their wares. Yet, he also feels
that some artists require closer ties
to a label's creative staff. "Artists
sometimes forget that they are born
into the recording industry, not out of
it," he points out. As to trends, the
exec maintains his feeling, expressed
in a statement he made when he joined
RCA, that "today's trend is the fact
that there is no trend." He adds, how-
ever, that "what's in has to go out and
what's out has to go in."

He believes that the west coast pro-
vides an "environment, living condi-
tions and a way of life that places a
different emphasis on creative free-
dom more than any other area." He
also regards west coast youth as being
"more advanced" than their counter-
parts in other parts of the country.

Besides such areas in the U.S. as
Hollywood, New York and Chicago,
Usher sees a stream of solid rock
product coming from Canada ("where
I've heard some of the best masters
of late") , England, Holland and Aus-
tralia, among others.

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Producer's Profile
(The following is a slightly edited tran-

script of a taped telephone conversation
between country producer Billy Sherrill
and Cash Box.)

"In about 1962 I started working as an
engineer with Sam Phillips at Sun here
in Nashville. I worked there about three
years and Sam taught me more about
the business I guess than anybody. And
then the people from Epic came along-
! don't know exactly how I became an
A&R man but I became friends with Bob
Morgan who was head of A&R at Epic-
he hired me. That was about '65. Prior
to that I had played in rhythm & blues
bands all my life and that's all I really
knew. I played sax and piano, a little
bass-a little bit of everything and not
much of anything. Mostly club work and
no studio work at all. Then when I got
with Epic I tried to cut what I thought
were some pretty good R&B records but
nothin' ever really happened to them
with the exception of some stuff I did
with Ted Taylor-some of the rhythm &
blues act of his-did fairly well.

"And then I began to get hung up on
the country thing and we tried for about
a year and nothin' really happened-
well, close to a year, until I did a thing
with David Houston called "Almost Per-
suaded" and we were close to a million
on it and it's still selling. It sort of turned
mine and the label's mind around-let's
see, it was about '66. And then all of a
sudden we took a new look at things
where we really began to get the country
music in our blood and it's been that
way ever since. And since Houston had
that I think everything he's had has gone
to No. 1. He's had about eleven in a row.
Been real happy with that. 'I Do My
Swingin' At Home,' his last one, keeps
his streak goin'. I've worked with Tammy
Wynette-she strolled in the office one
day and everything she's done went No.
1 with the exception of the first record-
I think 'Stand By Your Man' was probably
her biggest record. I think her first rec-
ord was about two and a half years ago-
she just came on like Cinderella from
out of nowhere to the top-like instan-
taneous. We just got a gold album a few
weeks ago-I think it was the first gold
by a straight country chick that was
ever done, you know. I wrote and pro-
duced everything she ever did except
for one song-'D-I-V-0-R-C-E' written by
Curly Sutton. And we've had a real fan-
tastic relationship. She's done good
things, you know.

"I'm still with Columbia and Epic as
director of country music from Nashville.
I have a lot of fun-it's a ball. I did about
the last six things on Bobby Vinton and
they all turned out to be real nice for us.
We had a million seller on 'I Love How
You Love Me.' His 'Please Love Me For-
ever,' the Tommy Edwards thing, did
real good-in fact, that was the first
thing I cut on Bobby. And everything
we've had has been a hit since then. In
fact, we have a new one coming out to-
day.

"Before I started with Epic I did some
things-I wrote 'Sugar Lips,' that Al Hirt
did. I didn't do too awful much around.
I guess I've written over thirty songs-
I've just been lucky with all of 'em. I

compose mostly on guitar and piano. I

play on most all the sessions. I do a little
vibe here, a little organ there, I love to
like do one little thing on most of them,
you know. I find a little hole somewhere
and I put a piano lick in it or whatever.
-I don't like to play with the musicians-
! always wait 'til after they leave and then
I stick something on there all by myself.

"With the exception of country I'm out
of my bag with the exception of Vinton-
! cut him just like I do a country cat any-
way-we use the same guys and just go
for good songs. I've been cutting him
for I guess two years-two or three years.
I think we got a thing just about to hit
with Patti Page now-it's the first thing
I ever cut with her-I did it country
though: it's goin' up the country charts
real nice. I'm doin a Charlie Rich this
week-I think he's one of the most fan-
tastic talents in the world. I just hope I

can bring it through.

Billy Sherrill

"I spend 90% of my time lookin' for
songs. The easiest thing on earth is to
cut a hit record in country but the

hardest thing on earth is to find a hit
song. If I can get a hit song I got a hit
record-I don't sweat findin' the record,
I sweat findin' the song. I think if it's
good enough, anybody will play it-I
think Tammy proved that with "Stand By
Your Man" which I think is the only
country record the straight, hard country
with four pieces and a steel-played on
all the Drake stations in L.A. and New
York and all that. So, I guess there're
only two kinds of records-good and bad.
There are two or three sets of musicians
that are tocsin' around for the sessions
I do. They're all good pickers down here.
I use Pete Drake quite a bit on steel and
Lloyd Green.

"I sort of slid out of the R&B. Rick Hall
down in Florence-we kind of came up
together and I played a sax in an R&B
band, Rick played a fiddle in a country
band. And somewhere along the way we
made a complete crossing. Now all I

care about is country music and all he
does is record rhythm & blues. He threw
the fiddle away and I threw the sax
away

"I listen to about a thousand songs a
week and if I find two in there I'm very
happy. I guess there are so many ways
to say 'I love you' and all of a sudden
some cat will walk in with a little differ-
ent way and you say 'God, that's it,' and
you book a session on it. The songs are
the diamonds and the woods are crawlin
with good singers-it's just hard to find
a good song for 'em. I think the main
reason that once an artist gets up there
and gets over the hump and stays up
there is because he begins to get the
cream of the crop of the material. It all
goes back to that-anyone can die with
a bad song, and I've never heard a great
arrangement or a great singer make it
with a weak song. So, to me, that's about
the most important thing in the whole,
world.

"Off hand I can't remember anything I

ever cut that didn't get on the charts.
There are about four or five writers down
here that I'll stop what I'm doin' man,
and I love to play poker, and there are
four or five writers that I'll get up out of
a poker game if they walk in with a song.
That's Charley Putnam, Dallas Frazier,
Carmol Tailor, let's see, if I mention
three I'll make about nine others mad,
Harland Howard's consistent. But there
are a few of them who, if they call you
and say I have a hit, you drop a full
house and listen to it, you know. But
they're a very small percentage. A lot of
guys write so damn many things and
you got to hear so much stuff that it
begins to be a drag. But some of the
guys are very consistent. If I hear of a
Billy Sherill song, I cut it in a second.
About twenty of my songs have gone to
number 1. I pray a lot."

METROPOLITAN OPERA HOUSE,
NYC - Have the Who become the
Whom? Now that they have performed
their rock opera "Tommy" within the
confines of the previously sacrosanct
Met. Not a chance. If anything has
changed, it is the Opera House itself.

Upon arriving at Lincoln Center,
one sensed an atmosphere of joyous
overthrowing. This must've been what
storming the Bastille was like, only
without the violence. It was going to a
revolution, where you knew your side
would win.

The Who is one of the most visual
acts in the rock world. It is impossible
to review their performance without
touching upon the impact which they
have through the sheer force of their
appearance on the stage. There is the
white jump -suited Peter rownshend,
thrashing his guitar with arc strokes
as he executes his patented leaps. Oc-
casionally he reminds one of the cir-
cus' "human cannonball" just as that
equally gymnastic fellow has bounced
off the net. There is Roger Daltrey, a
brooding presence, burying his head
gravely before the tortured plea "See
Me, Feel Me." And, of course, Keith
Moon, flipping his drumsticks high into

Gary Puckett

COPACABANA, NYC - It's always
interesting to watch a singer, who has
enjoyed great success appealing pri-
marily to the teenybop set, try to ex-
pand his material and audience. Dur-
ing his opening night performance
here, Gary Puckett vindicated the
taste of the young record buyers who
put him atop the pop charts as he dis-
played a powerful voice, an imagina-
tive repertoire and above -average
songwriting talents.

After a few strong pop ballads such
as "If I Ruled the World" and "If You
Go Away," the Columbia recording
artist showed a fondness for the oldies
with a rocking "Johnnie B. Goode"
and a medley of Union Gap million
sellers that included "Woman, Wo-
man" and "Young Girl."

Puckett's performance reached its
peak during his emphasis on gospel
and blues material when he delivered a
soulful "Change Gonna Come" and
"I, Who Have Nothing," numbers that
highlighted considerable vocal power.
A distaff trio backed Puckett during a
rousing gospel medley that included
"Brother Love," "Let Me Ride" and
"Oh Happy Day."

Don Cooper

GASLIGHT, NYC - If the trend to-
ward country styled unamplified
music continues, it will be artists
such as Don Cooper, young people
with clear songwriting and perform-
ing talent, who will take it beyond
that trend stage to make it a per-
vasive musical form.

Cooper was introduced to New York
audiences at the Gaslight, a club well
suited to his easy going style and
likeable personality. Drawing on
much of the material from his first
Roulette album, the artist quickly
established a relaxed mood, and, per-
haps more important, managed to
sustain it.

His "Bless The Children" was a
moving plea for understanding, while
"Sad Eyed Queen Of The Mountain"
was an evocative lament of a love
that has been lost. "Mad George"
was an amusing character study, de-
livered with just the right touch of
wryness. Can an acoustic set be com-
plete without a James Taylor tune?
This one could have, but the Gas-
light audience appreciated Cooper's
version of "Something In The Way
She Moves" all the same.

Cooper broke up the set with some
humorous comments, casting light
on events leading up to the composing
of several songs. A word about his
guitar playing: it wasn't flashy, only
good.

In live performance it
emerges as a loosely connected series
of songs delivered with dedication and
power.

The Who responded to encore re-
quests with stirring renditions of
"Summertime Blues" and "My Gener-
ation." The latter song was especially
appropriate in view of the surround-
ings. A generation was standing in the
halls of its elders and the music of
that generation was ringing.

FORUM, L.A. - Three Dog Night is
still top dog in L.A., at least to the
20,000 plus fans who filled the Forum
last week.

As
they came to the close of their act with
"Celebrate," the audience excitement
modulated along with the music, send-
ing Three Dog Night off with the stand-
ing ovation they worked so hard for.

Preceeding three Dog was Holland's
Shocking Blue, known in this country
for their recent singles hit "Venus."
Though Holland has been a major
source of singles strength in recent
months and many have looked to that
country to provide a new source of on-
stage excitement, Shocking Blue was
no better than our own singles groups.

TROUBADOUR, HOLLYWOOD-Doug
Kershaw, the Warner Bros. long-
haired, country fiddle -freak, who be-
came an instant smash after his TV
shots with Johnny Cash, headlined the
show.

Backed by his drummer and bassist,
Kershaw proceeded to fiddle the night
away in one of the most enjoyable
sets we've seen.

Joined by Waylon Jennings on gui-
tar, and his mother, Rita Kershaw
(who is also featured on Doug's latest
album "Spanish Moss"), his opening
night set turned into a hoedown.

Kershaw's enthusiasm was so con-
tagious that the entire audience was
infected. His now famous "Louisiana
Man" brought half the crowd to its
feet while the other half sat and kept

time. He drove through "Orange Blos-
som Special," and switched from elec-
tric violin to guitar for a few new
cajun numbers.

He was brought back for two well
deserved encores and left the audi-
ence brushing straw out of its hair,
waiting to see the next show or run-
ning out to buy his new album.

Don McLain, a folk singer, enjoyed
a warm reception in his Troubadour
debut. Accompanying himself on gui-
tar, he went through a number of orig-
inal songs. His material leans heavily
on social comment, and at times bor-
ders on being early "Dylanesque."
His delivery, however, is light and
melodic.

Jake Holmes

BITTER END, NYC - New York is a
town with few middle -values. This is
strongly apparent by the lack of show-
places for artists who have climbed
above their early stages (literally in
both senses) , but are not "heavy" or
Empire Room stuff.

So, Jake. Holmes is still a Bitter
Ender though it is now some three
years since he started there and in
spite of the musical growth that his
new group exhibits.

Stronger in the sound department
and carrying a greater instrumental
impact than in his acoustic -only folk
beginnings, Holmes comes on with
the charm/humor/sarcasm that called
attention to him personally earlier-
but now he backs it up with power

in his songs. Even his old material
("Genuine Imitation Life" for exam-
ple) is bolstered by the inventive
arrangements now employed.

His later compositions, several al-
ready on record with Polydor, show
continued growth on Holmes' part (as
do his writings for other performers
including Sinatra and the Seasons) .

Only two things are yet to be cor-
rected for him-one the condition of
N.Y. clubs that could call attention to
him for a broader listener spectrum;
and the other, perhaps addition of
vocal accompaniment that would put
more spine in Holmes' vocal sound.

Modern Jazz Quartet
HONG KONG BAR, L.A. - The Mod-
ern Jazz Quartet, has been around for
a long time, and though once they
were considered very experimental and
far-out, time has caught up with them
to some degree and now they are just
four men turning out highly pleasing
music.

They still can use a gimmick or two,

The four men, pianist John Lewis,
vibraharpist Milt Jackson, drummer
Connie Kay and bassist Percy Heath,
have worked closely together for more
years than we can remember, and
there is no fault to be found with their

precision. For us, the MJQ's best mate-
rial is, unfortunately, work they have
done with others, such as the brilliant
"Sketches," cut many years ago with
the Julliard String Quartet, or any of
a number of songs cut with Launndo
Almeida on the "Collaboration" LP.
This material, needless to say, they
can't do. One or two other old favor-
ites, such as "Pyramid," are in the
group's repertoire for us old-timers,
along with several newer pieces. All
in all, the Modern Jazz Quartet is still
one of the most interesting combos
around, and you should turn someone
you love on to them right away. Their
newer product can be found on Apple.

Aretha Franklin
Bobby Stevens

INTERNATIONAL HOTEL, LAS VE-
GAS - It's been a year since Aretha
Franklin last let talent loose before a
live audience, and from the undercur-
rents running thru the main showroom
of the International Hotel, it seemed
that the audience was more nervous
about her impeding reappearance than
she was.

It didn't take long for the first lady
of soul to let everybody know she was
in full command, even though she had
to fight a continual battle with the or-
chestra, which didn't seem to be able
to provide the driving rhythms that she
needs to fully assert her mastery. The
International house band is acclaimed
as one of the best, and rightly so, but
apparently there are limits beyond
which they cannot function at full
strength without some additional drive.

In this case, the needed impetus was
provided when Aretha sat down at the
piano. As soon as she started playing,
you forgot that she had been singing
"There's No Business Like Show Busi-
ness," and just let yourself get totally
involved as she poured out "Eleanor
Rigby" and "Dr. Feelgood." By the
time she slipped into "Spirit In The
Dark," the International Hotel had al-
most turned into a revival meeting.
This was the Aretha we remember and
this is the Aretha we'd like to see
more of.

Downstairs in the lounge, former
Checkmate Bobby Stevens was intro-
ducing his new act, billed as Bobby
Stevens and the Checkmates (featuring
Sweet Louie) , which is about as con-
fusing as you can get. Stevens show,
however, was right on from the open-
ing number, a "Dancing In The
Street"/"Uptight" medley, and proved
him a formidable new personality.

The new Checkmates rhythm section,
featuring guitar, bass and two drum-
mers, was exceptional, turning in the
type of truly soulful performance that
is not usually associated with the slick
Vegas lounges. The eight piece horn
section was well -matched and the care-
fully -planned arrangements didn't
waste a note.

Stevens and the group caught the
audience up in their enthusiasm and
carried then away with their renditions
of `Sweet Caroline," "Walk On By,"
"Proud Mary" and "Can't Turn You
Loose," with the latter featuring Sweet
Louie turned loose on drums.

Stevens' version of "I (Who Have
Nothing)" proved him a captivating
ballad singer as well, and his "Baby
I Need Your Lovin"' rounded out the
night and beginning of a brilliant
career.

UNGANO'S, NYC - Country Funk,
the new group on Polydor, bowed in
at Ungano's this week and at least
one thing was certain: you can't judge
a group by their name these days.

Avco In Negotiation For Film
Product On Its CTV Cartridge
NEW YORK - An agreement in prin-
ciple with United Artists and negotia-
tions with three other movie compan-
ies are expected to provide some 300
feature films for non-exclusive distri-
bution on tv cartridges for Avco's Car-
trivision (CTV) by this summer. This
will make up nearly two thirds of the
product that will be ready when the
first models of the CTV player/tv re-
ceiver at its debut in the CES conven-
tion.

During a pre -show meeting, Cartri-
vision president Frank Stanton and
Stan Gelfman, vp in charge of pro-
gramming, stated that the agreement
will call for Avco configuration dupli-
cation and distribution of at least 50
U.A. films from the company's catalog
(including "Treasure of Sierra
Madre," The Maltese Falcon," "Red
River" and "The Jazz Singer" with
other titles to be named later). Both
declined to name the other companies
with whom negotiations are now being
conducted.

Gelfman said that the CTV cartridge
product would initially include nearly
500 titles, 300 expected to be full-length
movies and the rest a balanced collec-
tion of music performances, education-
al, sports and informational films.
There are to be double these numbers
in distribution by the model's market-
ing date in '71.

Looking to the future of the video-
tape cartridge, Gelfman expected a
series of new uses to be incorporated
such as the application of this medium
to magazine concepts and reference
use with regular supplements to up-
date the original cartridge in these
forms.

The model that is first from Avco
(manufactured by Admiral) includes
a player built into a television receiver
body enabling the viewer to program
his own material or watch the local
station's broadcasts. Since the Cartri-
vision will enable the owner to tape
telecasts, he may also set a timing
mechanism to record shows even if he

"It is especially important," he said,
"for the makers of movie shorts which
are extremely limited in their market-
ing now. The cartridge would permit a
series of brief films to be packaged
together." This notion tied with Gelf-
man's cartridge -periodical theme as a
short -story collection motif.

The idea of a new market and new
outlook were also being regarded,
Stanton noted, in Avco's selection of
films from the movie catalogs now un-
der negotiation. "In many cases mov-
ies have been made as a large screen
venture, but even more often a film is
enhanced by the closeness and relaxa-
tion given through home -viewing.
Many of the pictures that will be dup-
licated for CTV are films that might
have fallen short of company expecta-
tions as movie -house shows, but which
are particularly suited to the CTV sys-
tem."

This idea of developing product for
small screen and a small audience
should be particularly important to the
newer, young movie makers, Stanton
said.

Marketing Prospect
The distribution of CTV cartridges

provides another intriguing area for
thought since the lease/rental system
that seems best suited to providing
audio-visual cartridges to the public
provides a select and subscription
audience. This would pinpoint the
viewers and give manufacturers and
rental agencies clear information as an
aid in determining future pi osenta-
dons and outlets.

One of the areas being strongly con-
sidered by Avco is through movie -
house leasing operations. "The movie
operator," Stanton said, "need not feel
that cartridge television films are
going to hurt his audience. In fact, an
open invitation has been extended to
exhibitors to view Cartrivision at the
CES. We feel that we can work with
the movie exhibitor by giving him an
extra service to offer his customers as
a rental station. He, in turn, provides
a visual oriented market for us and has
the capabilities of installing a car-
tridge -leasing area for our product
that will give the customer a chance
to take home films for his entertain-
ment."

Avco has mapped a series of car-
tridge designs for the coming market,
a black -housed CTV cartridge for sale
to the customer with a pre-recorded
program that may be played, rewound,
etc.; a yellow cartridge for rentals
which may not be rewound without a
special key that will be the property of
the rental office giving home -viewers
a one show recording; and a yellow
cartridge for recording at home.

The machine is capable of dispens-
ing 240 titles and is designed with a
front showcase dashboard allowing
full graphics of the tape to be dis-
played.

grammed to accept coins and bills
from $1 to $5, according to Bernard
Lewis co-partner with Bernard Feld
in IAMC.

Unlike the previously announced
coin -tape machine by Electrodyne,
which duplicates from a master in the
machine, this model follows the con-
ventional coin -machine technique of
accepting cash and returning a pre-
packaged unit. Internally, the tapes
are contained in a hanging rather than
stacking structure. With insertion of
the proper amount the tape selected
will drop down to the customer.

Coin return mechanisms repay the
customer if he changes his mind about
the purchase or if his selection is out
of stock.

Use of a coin -vending machine,
James Tiedjens (NTD president) said,
is a major advancement in the mass
merchandising of tape product.

NTD Consolidation

Tiedjens also stated that NTD has
begun consolidating all its acquisitions
into a cohesive national company head-

quartered in Milwaukee. The stream-
lining of rack jobbing and record dis-
tributing firms is being accomplished
through a series of meetings with home
office executives and management
representatives of the individual com-
panies involved.

A four -man team has just completed
a two-week tour under the supervision
of Tiedjens to visit each of the NTD
subsidiaries.

NEW YORK - THE FAMILY THAT PLAYS TOGETHER STAYS TOGETHER

There seems to be a music phenomenon of unprecedented proportions devel-
oping in the British Isles. It involves a good number of record business people of
all kinds, producers, songwriters, background vocalists, and session musicians,
who are all veterans in the music scene. These people have banded together to
create a series of hit groups which include at the time of writing (they threaten to
expand or reform at any moment): Edison Lighthouse, White Plains, Brotherhood
Of Man, Pipkins, Blue Mink, Current Craze, and, upcoming, the Bandwagon.

Tony Burrows is a member of Edison Lighthouse ("Love Grows" was a top-
tenner here and in England); White Plains ("My Baby Loves Loving" is currently
#11 here); Brotherhood Of Man ("United We Stand" is #16); and Pipkins, a duo
with Roger Greenaway, whose "Gimme Dat Ding" is #23 this week.

Tony began in the business as a member of a local Bristol act, moved on to
join hitmakers the Ivy League and the Flowerpot Men, then left to become a ses-
sion singer. Soon, along with Madeline Bell (now with Blue Mink), Sue and Sunny
(now with Brotherhood Of Man), and Rosetta Hightower (of the Orions), became
one of the most widely used and respected vocalists. It's a very healthy sign for
the music business as a whole to finally be giving these people the recognition
they deserve, not only in England but here in the States. Two of the most widely
acclaimed American session singers are now on the verge of making it on their
own. Merry Clayton, who gave added impetus to the Stones' last LP, has a chart
single, her first as far as I can tell, with "Gimme Shelter;" and Rita Coolidge (of
Joe Cocker's Mad Dogs, et al.), who had a brief solo career, and is now about to
be signed by another company. In addition, Claudia Lennear (ex-Ikette and Mad
Dogs) is beginning a solo career, guided by Denny Cordell of Shelter Records.

Now with Tony's solo debut, "Melanie Makes Me Smile," on the brink of suc-
cess here (it has just made the charts), he has left his lead singing chores with
Edison Lighthouse to pursue his own career.

"Melanie," along with "Love Grows," and the new Lighthouse single "She Works
In A Woman's Way," were all written by Tony Macaulay and Barry Mason. Macau -
lay's first break in the business came after a four and a half year stint at Essex
Music when his group (he produced them) the Foundations hit internationally with
his song, "Baby Now That I Found You." After this he wrote and produced "Back
On My Feet Again" and "Build Me Up Buttercup" for them. Now Macaulay has his
own production company, Mustard, which is responsible for the Lighthouse, Band-
wagon and the Tony Burrows' records.

All in all, Macaulay, now 25, has been involved in the production of 21 hit songs
and 7 film themes, capped this year by two Ivor Novello Awards (the British
Grammys) as British songwriter of the year and for co -writing "Lights Of Cincin-
nati" the runnerup in the best song category. This was in addition to the Gold
Record he received in this country for "Love Grows."

Barry Mason, Macaulay's writing partner, enjoyed a brief solo career some years
back (his single "Over The Hills And Far Away," is one of the first "heavy" under-
ground records) until he met Macaulay and they began a successful songwriting
collaboration. On his own, Barry has been responsible for a great many Tom Jones
hits ("Delilah" and "Love Me Tonight," to name a few) as well as singles for Engel -
bed Humperdinck.

HOLLYWOOD - ON WRITERS AND THEIR WRITINGS

I started out to do a column putting down record reviewers for not having any
taste, and realized that a review of the reviewers wouldn't get anybody anywhere.
What set me off was a review in the current issue of Rolling Stone, wherein the
writer, after calling an album "merely excellent," ends his review by saying "If
she gets hold of some super songs and learns how to sort out the dull material,
she could do very well." What does that mean? Perhaps the writer was reviewing
this lady's next album, which he was producing in his head. Or else, he just felt
that the lady in question was too nice to receive a bad review.

What is called for, in my humble opinion, are two steps. One step would ensure
that an album selected for review has been listened to by several of the reviewers
on a particular magazine, and that the review used reflects the majority opinion
as closely as possible. The second step would be a numerical rating system,
which would put all the reviews in that issue in the proper perspective. For in-
stance, "Let It Be" was among the most put-down albums of the year. Now, after
reading John Mendelsohn's review in Stone, I'd have to say that on a logical basis,
I agree with most of his criticisms, and yet, of all the albums, I've heard this
year, that is certainly one of my five favorites. However, in that particular issue of
Stone, there were many other albums which received favorable reviews, but none
of them, in my opinion, or the opinion of some 3,000,000 record buyers, or prob-
ably the opinion of the majority of the Stone staff, was as enjoyable to listen to.

It's hard to use a rating system, because you run into the problem of rating folk
records against R&B records against country, etc. That could be solved, perhaps
by establishing sub -review heads for the various categories, whenever the cate-
gories are that clearcut. (Like, a Merle Haggard album is country, and James
Brown is R&B, no matter how you cut it). When an album strays between two or
more fields, each sub -head would give it a rating. So, a "Phil Ochs Greatest Hits"
album which mixes styles, could get one rating as a folk album and one as a rock
album.

Reviews, because of their personal nature, are very subjective. However, without
reviews to spread the word, good or bad, the record industry slows down. But
what's happening now is that the style of the review is becoming more important
than the record. Several editors I know don't mind printing a bad review of a
good album (or vice versa) if the review is well written or carries a 'heavy' name.

Reviewers themselves need more self-discipline. I know I don't like opera, so I

won't review an opera record. Many writers however, don't recognize their own
prejudices, and continue putting down soul -oriented groups even though they've
hated soul music since their nanny stepped on their hand.

The British Hit Factory Family has another set of writer -producers in Roger
James Cook .and Roger Greenaway. They are both members of Current Craze for
which they wrote the debut single, "Lady Pearl." Singly, Roger Greenaway is a
member of the Pipkins, White Plains, and Brotherhood of Man, and has just com-
pleted LP's with these groups. Roger Cook is a member (with Madeline Bell) of
Blue Mink and has a solo LP on release in the U.K. and forthcoming here.

Together, Cook and Greenaway started as David and Jonathan a few years back.
Now they are responsible for such hits as the Fortunes "You've Got Your Trou-
bles," Gene Pitney's "Something's Gotten Hold Of My Heart," and Blue Mink's
"Melting Pot" and "Good Morning Freedom." In addition they wrote and produced
the White Plains "My Baby Loves Lovin' " and the follow up "I've Got You On My
Mind." Their own publishing house, Cookaway, handles their compositions as
well as material by other songwriters.

Sue and Sunny, .the pretty songstresses adorning the Brotherhood Of Man,
started out as a group by themselves but got sidetracked by Lesley Duncan (a
songwriter and queen of the British session singers) who persuaded them to go
into session work. Lesley is also responsible for opening the session doors for
Madeline Bell. Madeline came to London with the "Black Nativity" show in 1962,
and met Lesley. Together they backed up Dusty Springfield in all her recordings
for Philips. Later Dusty returned the favor by backing up Madeline for her solo LP.

All in all, the British Hit Factory is a family that looks set to grow into dynastic
proportions. Just the fact that there are so many people of such diverse talents
who have teamed up together, bodes well for the future. While we may not be
hearing from these groups as they are now in years to come, it is quite evident
that all the people involved in this first real musical commune are building a solid
stepping stone towards a bright future. eric van lustbader

EAST COAST GIRL OF THE WEEK

mand? Mavbe you did. Patty Mizzy, secretary to Ed Kaminski (east coast divisional
promotion manager) at Capitol, has held a number of jobs including one of mak-
ing commercials. One of them was the voice in the Dodge spot-"Come on and
buy a Dodge . . ." to the tune of "Milord." One other commercial she did the
voice for was the "Don't Cross The Street
In The Middle" jaywalking spot which
she wrote with the help of her father,
ASCAP composer Vic Mizzy. For that
spot, they won two awards, one of them
the Public Service Award.

Age 25, Patty attended private schools
and lived on both coasts. She's amassed
a good deal of knowledge about song -
writing from her dad, and she has
worked and continued to work at writing
words through Music Makers Pubs. for
"foreigns"-songs that come from other
countries that are given a new set of
English lyrics (not a translation but en-
tirely new ideas). She devotes an average
of three hours a night to writing, editing
and revising her own lyrics for those
songs.

Before her job at Capitol, which she's
held for five months, Patty worked in the
news departments of KABC and WNEW.
At the latter station she produced a Sun-
day News Close -Up titled "Bogart-The
Man Behind The Cult." Other j61.3s she
has had were ones at Ashley Famous and with Sam Speigel.

Talking a bit more about her work with songwriting, Patty says that the people at
Capitol are expecting her master of the recent foreign she's working on called
"I'm Alive" which she says is kind of like "Those Were The Days." Patty says she
loves her job at the label (this week she brought around the promotion records
because her boss was at the company convention in Hawaii) and tells Ed that
she'll only quit when she has $10,000 in the bank. And, as it looks from here, for
a girl who claims she has had such success simply because she "lucked -out"
every job, that day could be very soon.

From friendly
reports filtering thru this office, several major FM'ers are concurring with our own
quality judgement. For all you Danny Weis fans, don't worry, he's still with the
group.

SPECIAL NOTE TO STEVE HARRIS: As Fred Holman said in the New York column
last week, there's a lot to be said for increasing the quality level of pictures avail-
able to the contemporary press. Let Elektra once more lead the way.
SPECIAL NOTE TO ARTIE KORNFELD - The second album we're going to hype is
the first release on your new Eleuthera label by Bert Sommer. In addition to Bert's
major contribution (he is the artist, after all) we'd like to thank you for turning in
your best production ever.

Bert's first album for Capitol, released last year, almost had what it takes, but
just missed the mark. The quality that makes this a better album is that the art-
ist, who's essentially telling of various situations in his own life, has matured and
now has a better perspective on what is going down around him and inside him.
Of course, anybody can sit down and try to describe what he feels and what he
sees. Not everybody can do it very well, and fewer still can describe their life in
such a way that a lot of strangers can identify with them. Bert is one of the few.
When he describes his pain, you can feel it, when he delights in his pleasures, you
find yourself up with him. To make the listeners feel, that is the great art that
Bert Sommer practices very well.

Jefferson Airplane would be the most sought after recording group in the world
right now, if the Rolling Stones were not up for grabs also. Such is life. As life
goes on, the Airplane go on with it, followed by their press agent sending out head-
lines like "Jefferson Airplane Jets To Europe For Bath," which merely tells how
the Airplane will be playing at the famed Bath Festival in Great Britain on June 28,
right after their appearance at the Rotterdam Festival on June 26. Group's PR
chick was nice enough to note that also appearing at Bath will be John Maya'',
Canned Heat, Johnny Winter, Pink Floyd, Fairport Convention, Colosseum, It's A
Beautiful Day, Keef Hartley and, would you believe, the Maynard Ferguson Big
Band, on the first day; while the second day will see the Airplane joined by Led
Zeppelin, the Moody Blues, Steppenwolf, Frank Zappa, the Byrds, the Flock, San-
tana, Dr. John the Night Tripper and Country Joe & the Fish.

Titled after his current single smash, this
album spotlights the young man who has emerg-
ed as a powerful force on the R&B front. In ad-
dition to "Turn Back The Hands Of Time," Davis
offers the Johnny Taylor click "Love Bones," the
foot stomping "I'll Be Right Here" and the soft
and so soulful "I Keep Coming Back." Big ar-
rangements and a chorus are the order of the
day on this LP which should stir up big sales
waves.

SING AWAY THE WORLD - Ed Ames - RCA
Victor LSP 4381

Ed Ames' fans should welcome his latest al-
bum effort, "Sing Away The World." The popular
MOR songster lends his talents to a dozen num-
bers including "Sing Away The World," "Bridge
Over Troubled Water," "Early In The Morning" and
"What Are You Doing The Rest Of Your Life." His
performance should result in substantial sales
for the LP.

MARRYING MAIDEN - It's A Beautiful Day -
Columbia CS 1058

This maiden is certainly beautiful. It's A
Beautiful Day has really expanded since their
first LP. Leader David Laflamme's electric violin
soars and wheels in intricate counterpoint to the
group's (they all sing) excellent vocals. All the
cuts are penned by members of the group ex-
cept Fred Neil's poignant "The Dolphins." The
musicianship on the LP is exceptional, espe-
cially Fred Webb's keyboards and Hal Wagenet's
tasteful guitar work.

CLOSER TO HOME - Grand Funk Railroad-

Third deck from Capitol's Grand Funk proves
the most potent yet from the hard rock outfit.
Album is a showcase for lead guitarist Mark
Farner, as he wrote all the cuts and sings lead
on the set. Best track is "Sin's A Good Man's
Brother," though all eight are good. Mark's vocals
are strong and are influenced by the Rod Stewart -
Terry Reid brand of singing. His guitar work is
fine throughout and it is ably enhanced by some
excellent bass work. Should be a heavy item.

WORKINGMAN'S DEAD - Grateful Dead - WB
1869

Dead's new easy-going rock style is well pointed
up on this deck which features some fine, close
harmony music. Jerry Garcia's good pedal steel
playing is accented on a few cuts. There are
eight tracks on the deck, possibly the best of
which is the first, "Uncle John's Band." Deck
also lends itself to good underground airplay
and should make the charts.

TO BE FREE - Jackie DeShannon - Imperial
LP -12453

Jackie DeShannon has assembled several of
her recent single efforts and some tuneful new
material of her own composition and emerged
with a likeable and thoroughly listenable LP.
Along with "Brighton Hill" and a medley of "You
Keep Me Hangin' On" and "Hurt So Bad," she
offers the sunny "What Was Your Day Like" and
the Leonard Cohen piece "Bird On The Wire."
The artist has many loyal fans and should in-
crease her legions with this album.

Pop Best Bets

STRUTTIN' - Meters - Josie 4012
The Meters have established themselves as a

group to reckon with, and this album adds more
weight to their reputation. LP contains their re-
cent chart hit, "Hand Clapping Song," as well
as their charter before that - "Chicken Strut" -
and 10 other tunes, among them "Liver Splash,"
"Wichita Lineman" and "Ride Your Ponly." The
four member R&B act should do well with this
LP.

THE LAST POETS - Douglas 3
The Last Poets are four black angry young

men who are seeking to awaken their fellows to
an awareness of the black condition. The Poets
chant their verse in a fierce, highly rhythmic
manner, and their language is quite uninhibited.
They have attracted a good deal of attention
during the past few weeks, and now their album
has hit the charts. The set is an item to watch.

THEM CHANGES - Buddy Miles - Mercury SR
61280

This is one of the more spirited efforts from
the drummer/vocalist. His band is tight and
brassy and his voice is in fine form. The title
song has already broken into the top 100, and
there are seven other tunes on the deck includ-
ing Neil Young's "Down By The River," Otis
Redding's "Your Feeling Is Mine," and songs
by Miles and other writers that seem to have
that something that may put this set on the
chart. Be forewarned.

JOHN SIMON'S ALBUM - John Simon - Warner
Bros. 1849

Simon sounds like a cross between Leon Rus-
sell and Harry Nilsson and that can't be bad. In-
deed this first effort by Simon shows that he has
great potential as not only a singer but as a writer
and musician. Simon, known for his producing
abilities (he has produced The Band for one),
has assembled a veritable constellation of side
men to play with him on the LP.

Official Creative Productions is a
subsidiary of Official Industries, Inc.,
a New York based, publicly owned
company with offices at 445 Park
Avenue headed by eastern sales man-
ager Bernie Woods, who worked with
Mynatt in coordinating the promotion.

Twenty-six year old Miguel Rios has had tremendous chart success with "Himno A La Alegria" in all Span-
ish speaking territories, and is now breaking out in the international market, where, in Holland, the Eng-
lish version, "A Song of Joy," made the Top 3. Italian, French and German versions have also been
recorded and backed by personal appearances throughout the continent. Miguel Rios is contracted to
Hispavox Records Spain. The record is a hit in the U.S. on the A&M label.
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The future pattern of disk retailing
in Britain resolved itself into more
distinct shape with the announcement
of Polydor's Sound Seller scheme.
It bears a close resemblance to EMI's
Music Center concept, which cele-
brates its first birthday on July 1st, and
it has been devised by Polydor man-
aging director John Fruin, the man
who masterminded the details and
launch of the Music Center scheme
during his EMI service. It makes its
bow on July 1st coincidentally and
will offer a 71/2% discount rate, a
special introductory offer, an annual
rebate and sales promotion support for
dealers who become Sound Seller
stockists. Three stock packs of Poly-
dor product are involved the varying
volume of the retail trade. Pack A is
aimed at dealers stocking all ranges of
product and comprises 150 LPs, from
full -price pop through standard price
middle-of-the-road repertoire to 40
of the top -selling Deutsche Grammo-
phon yellow label classical albums.
Pack B is an all pop selection of 175
records covering a wide area of
Polydor's pop and middle-of-the-road
repertoire, and Pack C is exclusively
classical with 75 best-selling DGG
catalogue items. Dealers ordering
the B & C packs will obtain 71/2 dis-
count on the widest range of Polydor
Sound Seller product, and this is added
to the normal 36 rate. A further re-
bate of up to 3% will be given to
dealers on all Polydor product, ir-
respective of price category or label,
provided an agreed annual turnover
target has been reached. Polydor
singles and the new 99 line of LPs are
not included in the Sound Seller pro-
ject, but will be taken into account for
the annual quantity rebate. This lat-
ter will be restricted to dealers enter-
ing the Sound Seller scheme who will
have "the cream of our catalogue"
available to them, according to Fruin.
LPs released will not become eligible
for inclusion in Sound Seller Packs
until after four months, and any deal-
ers left with Sound Seller stock four
months after its deletion will be able
to exchange it for anything in the
catalogue. Fruin is hoping for 2000
retailers in the scheme which he says
will give tham an overall increase in
the margins of their operating costs.

Meanwhile back at EMI's Music
Center scheme, sales and distribution
manager Cliff Busby revealed details
of a major dealer incentive contest
tagged "Going Places" which will run
from September 1st through January
30st 1971. It offers twenty pop prizes
of vacation trips for two in America,
and there will be 200 prize awards
each month during the duration of
the contest. All Music Center deal-
ers and their staffs are automatically
enrolled in the idea, and each center
will be classified into one of ten leagues
according to its location and annual
EMI turnover to ensure comparable
Centers compete on equal terms.
The monthly prizes will be prize point
checks calculated on a sliding scale
depending on sales value achieved
and the checks can be used to obtain
a wide selection of prizes contained
in a lavish illustrated catalogue
being circulated by EMI. The Ameri-
can trip will go to a representative
of the top two Centers in each
league, and the top EMI district sales
manager and three best salesmen in
the Going Places comptition will
also make the trip, which takes in
New York, Las Vegas, the Grand
Canyon, San Francisco, Los Angeles,
Hollywood and Disneyland a twelve

day period. Busby expects the con-
test to attract more dealers to Music
Center membership, which already
totals over 1000. Mono stock was to be
withdrawn from the Music Center
packs in line with current market
trends, and two new packs were being
added to the existing ten. One would
consist of 200 pop albums, heavily
slanted to the progressive field, and
the other would comprise 100 pop and
100 classical LPs, designed for deal-
ers with a mixed trade and those
wanting to develop a classical trade
without a large stock investment.
A cassette pack would also be intro-
duced to the Music Center scheme
later this year, and a 71/2% discount
rate added to the existing 51/2% and
10% provisions.

Following the arrangement which
brings Radio Luxembourg London
chief Geoffrey Everitt into the Man-
agement Agency and Music fold to
run its Button disk label, a new divi-
sion of the MAM empire is being
formed. Called MAM (Music Publish-
ing), it will comprise Shaftesbury
Music, which Everitt has been run-
ning from Luxenbourg's London of-
fice, Sphere Music, which came to
MAM with Harold Davison's interests
and Melanie Music, which was under
the control of some MAM directors.
Shaftesbury and its associate com-
panies Shaftesbury Record Produc-
tions and Shaftesbury Artists Man-
agment have been acquired by MAM
FOR £67,000 cash and 30,000 MAM
shares. Amongst Shaftesbury copy-
rights are the world success "Love
Is Blue," and its pre-tax profits this
year are estimated at a minimum
£21,000 and the new MAM (Music
Publishing) combine is expected to
exceed £50,000 pre-tax results in its
first year. It will be operated by its
own staff in conjunction with MCA
publishing subsidiary Leeds Music.

On medical advice Leslie Grade
has given up his executive functions
with the Grade Organisation and has
also quit the boards of the Associated
British Picture Corporation and the
Blackpool Tower Company. Grade
has accepted an invitation from
the board of EMI Industries to be-
come non -executive life president
of the Grade Organisation. His bro-
ther Bernard Delfont is the new
GO chairman, and directors Richard
Mills and C. Douglas Harrison have
been named deputy chairman and
chief executive and vice chairman
and managing director respectively.

Barry Class's Trend Records has
bowed a new label called Bread
and Butter with a single by Marcus
Lipton entitled "Hand In Hand" as
the first release. Lipton was Socialist
Member of Parliament for the
Brixton area of London until the
recent dissolution, and hopes to be
so again as a result of the June 18th
General Election. The topside of the
disk has a Bread logo, and the flip
called "Friends In Need" has a But-
ter motif. The sides are referred to
as slices, and the catalogue number
MP 6500 was the size of Lipton's ma-
jority when first elected to the House
of Commons twenty-five years ago.

Brings Gallagher, Reshen To Meets
LONDON - Bill Gallagher, president
of Famous Music, accompanied by
business manager Neil Reshen, arrived
in London last week and, together
with Leslie Gould, UK managing di-
rector and director of International
Operations Famous Music USA, met
with Chappell execs Jacques Chab-
rier and M.E. Ricketts to discuss the
final stages of a completely new pub-
lishing agreement. While in London,
Gallagher revealed the formation of
Famous Music (U.K.) Ltd. with U.S.
directors Dave Judelson and Galla-
gher and Gould as managing director.

Gould will work very closely with
Paramount Pictures and will be co -
responsible for the music content in
productions throughout Europe. One
of the first projects involved is the
Claude Bolling score for "Borsalino"
starring Alain Dellon which has al-
ready been premiered in France and
which opens in London mid -summer.
Soundtrack is issued on Paramount
which, incidentally, has its own label
identification throughout the world,
and 20 single versions of the Borsa-
lino Theme have already been re-
leased on the French market. Also as
managing director of Famous Music
(UK), Gould will seek out young
writers to score for Paramount films
and Tom Springfield, Greenaway and
Cook and Elton John have been ap-
proached.

Jacqui & Lindsay Image
TORONTO - Jacqui & Lindsay Mor-
gan, a Burlington Ontario married
couple, and formerly from Cardiff
Wales, are fast on their way to gain-
ing a national image in Canada. They
scored well with their appearance on
the CBC-TV network show "Luncheon
Date" (5) out of Toronto and made
one of the few musical performances
on the variety talk -type show. What
has resulted from this appearance
has set the duo up for several more
appearances on the CBC. Their man-
ager, Andy Anka, who operates be-
tween Toronto and New York, is now
negotiating for these appearances.

The couple came to Canada three
years ago and formed their own pub-
lishing house making appearances
locally.

London Ont., Red Lion Inn; and at
Toronto's Jarvis House which is sit-
uated in the tenderloin and where
they were successful in drawing a
completely new crowd. Toronto's beer
halls have only recently made at-
tempts to entice customers and this
one was exceptional.

Jacqui plays a tambourine and an
elaborate drum set up while Lindsay
performs beautifully on a 12 string
acoustic guitar which is amplified
through a very sophisticated sound
system. They perform most of their
own material with good colouring
from standard, pop, folk and show
tunes.

Their next stop is the Brass Rail in
Halifax and perhaps south to the U.S.
They have not entered into any defi-
nite recording plans although they
have been approached by several
companies.

Famous Label
Yet another facet of the Famous

operation is the formation of Famous
Records. A company with a difference,
however, in that there will be no label
manager. Gould, as administrator,
will draw his repertoire from inde-
pendent sources not only from Britain
but Europe as well and give it world
wide exposure.

ics." Paramount licensing agreement
with EMI expires Jan. 1971, and dis-
cussions are currently being held with
EMI and other major record com-
panies throughout Europe.

While in Europe, Gallagher and
Reshen, accompanied by Gould, met
with independent record producers in
order to bring to fruition various deals.
In Paris they negotiated production
deals and had discussions with M.
Le Grand and Claude Bolling regard-
ing future works these composers will
write for Famous Music.

Largest Domestic Activity Yet
TORONTO - What many doombeat-
ers said couldn't be done is, in fact,
being done. Today there is the largest
percentage of domestic product activ-
ity evident on the charts than ever
before in the history of the Canadian
recording industry.

The official citation reads: "To
John Sebastian, artist of rare merit,
harmonica soloist of world fame,
whose exceptional gifts as a musician,
virtuoso and recitalist have garnered
him with the acclaim of the most
demanding international critics."
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The new Moody Blues record 'Ques-
tion' (Threshold) will probably be one
of the bestselling rock singles of the
summer. Only two weeks after its re-
lease 'Question' zoomed to the no. 1

spot on the national charts, which is
even in Holland a rarity.

The Dutch duo Sandra & Andres re-
corded a tremendous song, called 'Let
Us Pray Together' (Philips) which was
released through N.V. Phonogram.
Record has been licensed to various
countries including the US and En-
gland.

The Red Bullet Production Co. will
promote three concerts by Traffic in
Holland on July 17, 18 and 19. The bill
will include other Island acts such as
Free and Bronco. Traffic will do a live
half hour TV -show for VPRO television
on July 16. A new album by Traffic is
expected early July, enabling Phono-
gram to tie in with promotion.

AVRO television aired a show by
Liesbeth List. The show featured the
greater part of Miss List's new album
`Liesbeth List Sings Jacques Brel'
(Philips).

N.V. Phonogram starts new promo-
tion on the Vanity Fare record 'Hitch -
in' A Ride' (Page One). It was released
several months ago and failed to click
at that time. Now, with the record high
in the US charts, Phonogram promo -
men make new efforts. N.V. Phono-
gram rush -released Neil Diamond's
fantastic record `Soolaimon' (UNI).

June 11th, Reprise recording artist
Norman Greenbaum and his producer
Erik Jakobsen visited Amsterdam to
appear in NCRV's TV -program 'Eddy,
Ready Go'. Greenbaum sang 'Spirit In
The Sky'; `Vehicle' by Ides of March;
Fleetwood Mac's 'The Green Mana-
lishi' and 'Freedom Blues' by Little
Richard. New singles with a great hit
potential, released last week, included
Canned Ham' by Norman Greenbaum,
'Oh Lonesome Me' by Neil Young and
the Neon Philharmonic's 'Heighdy-Ho
Princess'. The best-selling Elektra al-
bum today is the latest Doors LP 'Mor-
rison Hotel', closely followed by the
Incredible String Band's 'Changing
Horses'. New albums, planned for re-
lease on short notice, include `No. 6' by
Tom Paxton, 'I Looked Up' by the In-
credible String band and 'Suite Steel',
featuring Sneaky Pete, Rusty Young
and Buddy Emmons.

On the Hispavox label Negram re-
leased the new Los Payos single, en-
titled 'Senor Doctor'. On the same la-
bel a new single and a brand-new al-
bum by Miguel Rios will be released as
soon as possible. Miguel's 'A Song Of
Joy' was a hit in Holland some months
ago and is still getting strong airplay.

On the Stax-Volt group of labels,
Negram launched a dozen great new
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albums by David Porter, January
Tyme, Isaac Hayes, Booker T. &
M.G.'s a.o. The Booker T. LP, 'Mc
Lemore Avenue' and the second Isaac
Hayes LP especially are expected to
become strong sellers.

Ariola-Benelux reports the coming
release of James Lloyd's single 'Keep
On Smiling' in the U.S.A., Mexico, Mid-
dle and South America by Colossus.
Also good sales for the Apocalypse LP
`Kannibal Komix'. The recordings for
a new single and a second LP have
been finished already. World famous
star Anna Moffo (soprano) sings on her
first Eurodisc LP 'Toujours l'Amour'
her favorite operetta titles. On June
26th. Germany's greatest performer
Udo Jurgens will give a one time Hol-
land concert in Kerkrade on his 225
concert tour. His new Gold Album has
just been released here. Ariola heavily
promotes her album 'Franz Lehar In
Memoriam' issued to commemorate
the operetta -composer's birthday, 100
years ago. Authentic tapes made it
possible that the late master tells his
own life -story on this record.

Last week Jose Feliciano was in Hol-
land for one .performance. Feliciano,
very popular in Holland after the sen-
sational performance during the Dutch
Grand Gala Du Disque in February,
appeared for over 25,000 wild enthusi-
astic Dutch 'fans' in the Olympic Sta-
dium in Amsterdam, and played and
sung for over two hours. During the in-
terval he received out of hands of Wim
Brandsteder, managing director of
Inelco Holland, the Golden Record for
25,000 sold LP's of 'Fantastic Feliciano'
on RCA Camden. During the first 5
months of 1970 three LP's of Jose be-
came straight best-sellers 'Fantastic
Feliciano', 10/23' and the
double -album 'Alive Alive o'. Also on
the hit -market Jose was present with
`No Dogs Allowed'. Last Saturday Eu-
gene Ormandy and the Philadelphia
Orchestra were in Holland to have a
concert in De Doelen in Rotterdam. On
RCA Victor in Holland, Inelco released
up till now 11 LP's of this famous con-
ductor and orchestra, including a pro-
motional record with works of Liszt,
Dvorak and Smetana.

A new single entitled 'Thursday
Night' has been released by one of the
most outstanding Dutch groups spec-
ializing on Blues: Cuby & The Bliz-
zards. Every record made by this
group during its four years existance
resulted to be a hit of great importance
and this last single, which is a quick
riser, is also expected to enter the
Dutch Top 10 very soon.

Ekseption's musical brain, Rick van
der Linden will write the music for the
French film 'Fantasia Chez Les Ploucs'
based on the American bestseller 'Dia-
mond Bikini' by Charles Williams. The
premiere of this picture, in which Ek-
seption performs Rick van der Linden's
music, will take place on the 15th of
October 1970, in Paris. The main actors
and actresses are a.o. Mireille Darc,
Lino Ventura, Jean Yanne and Annie
Girardot. Big Seven's Michael Perl-
stein joined forces with Basart on the
promotion of the Dutch Mailer Mac-
Kenzie Band's highly successful ver-
sion of 'Red Rover' throughout Europe.

Marco Antonio Vazquez still top
seller for Discos Peerless with his
latest hit "Besando La Cruz," 9th

place in the local hit parade.

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Topic of conversation number one in
the German branch at present is the
German hit competition, which was
arranged and transmitted by the Sec-
ond German TV in Mainz on the 4st of
June. 12 titles of the 527 compositions
which were given in were choosen for
the finale. The winning title was "Das
schoene Maedchen von Seite," com-
posed by Hans Blum, texted by Carl -
Ulrich Blecher, sung by the South Af-
rican Howard Carpendale (Electrola) .
This title won handily. In second place
was "Alle Blumen brauchen Sonne",
composed and texted by Michael
Kunze, sung by Renate Kern (Polydor)
and the third place song was "Wo
Liebe ist, da ist auch ein Weg," com-
posed by Carl Goetz, texted by Michael
Kunze and sung by the Jugoslawian
Bata Illic (Polydor.)

When the compositions passed the
jury it was noted that there was no
suitable songs for a number of prom-
inent stars who were nominated. such
as Karel Gott, Peggy March, Manuela,
Rex Gildo, Siw Malmquist, Katja Eb-
stein and Heino. Therefore these
singers were eliminated. It seems that
the record industry is not interested
in sending very big names into the
race such as Peter Alexander, Udo
Juergens, Freddy, Roy Black, Mireille
Mathieu and Wencke Myhre, because
they have plenty of exposure even
without this competition.

Another thing was that on a group
of the Second German TV which had a
right of veto on the choice and the
casting of the titles the following art-
ists ran aground: Gaby Berger, Kirsti,
Edina Pop and Drafi Deutscher. Tonia
had to decline because of contract
difficulties. More refusals came from
Gitte and Henry Des. A poor choice of
singers was left and also the titles of
the finale never before had such a low
standard.

In a press conference the organizers
announced that in 1971 the German hit
competition shall happen again. There-
fore it is in each case a success for the
authors, artists and recordfirms. The
production of the TV -transmission
costs altogether about 300.00 DM (ap-
prox. $83,333).

This arrangement is a competition
between authors and not for artists.
Nevertheless the artists are the cen-
ter of attraction. France Gall the
French singer had the most festival
experience of this year's participants.
Last year she reached third place in
the German competition and in 1965
she won the "Grand Prix Eurovision
de la Chanson." In this year she had
no luck with a poor title and reached
only 10th place. Because most of the
competition titles were rather bad, it
was not very difficult for Howard Car-
pendale to sing the title of the success-
ful composer Hans Blum with his first
place entry. Hit chances are also ex-
pected for the second title of Renate
Kern. But it must be said that all these
12 songs of the German hit competi-
tion might have no chances on the in-
ternational record market.

Polydor, this week, acquired
distribution rights for the Bazzooka
label. Initial release from this new
Freddy Cannon enterprise will be
"Mexico Woman" by The Collection.
Top single action from Polydor is the
Cream's "Lawdy Mama." Label chief
Frank Gould reports good national
action on this and "Boys In The Band"
on Spring.

One of the hotest domestic singles
belongs to Modern Tape (MTCC).
"I've Got A Feeling" by Sands Of
Time has broken nationally resulting
in a U.S. release on Buddah's National
General label. The session was pro-
duced by MTCC's John Driscoll and
Bob Martin with Gary Salter as exec-
utive producer. Session took place at
RCA's Toronto studios.

Quality's new group Poor Souls have
shown steady gains with their "Lookin'
Round" deck, produced by Barry
Keane. The label's promotion, a tin
cup with pencils stamped with the mes-
sage "give the Poor Souls a chance"
struck favour with many jocks across
the country resulting in solid play.
Quality has named CJDC Dawson
Creek as the official winners in their
national Hot Air contest. Promoted to
bring attention to Syndicate Of Sound's
"Brown Paper Bag", radio stations
from across Canada were asked to
submit a tape of themselves blowing
up a brown paper bag. The tape for-
warded by CJDC's production man-
ager, Jim Scheer, much imagination
and talent was presented involving
sound effects of a strong wind, a dam
bursting, and large explosions with
much sceeming. Buddah's vice pres-
ident Neil Bogart (NYC) dug the idea
with suitable compliments to Quality
Records. Ottawa's Canada Goose seem
to be off and flying with their initial
single release for Tonsil Records,
"Higher And Higher," Quality, this
week bows their new Celebration la-
bel, taken from the title of their re-
cently bowed bi-monthly publications.
Mel Shaw is editor of the paper ail('
co-ordinates much of the promotion for
all of Quality's labels. Latest acquisi-
tion for Quality is the Greg Hambleton
Tuesday label. First release will be
"The Ten Pound Note" by Steel River.
Cutty Sark, formerly The Patmacs,
have broken into Upper Canada with
their first release flying the Quality
banner. "Puff The Magic Dragon" has
already hit for this Edmonton crew
with the flip "Whiskey In The Jar" al-
so showing signs of catching on.

Tagged "A -Production Of Canadians
By Columbia," the label has released
"You Can't Always Get What You
Want" by the much talked about
Robert E. Lee Brigade. Using a meg-
aphone type of delivery throughout,
giving it a Roaring Twenties appeal,
the disc has found favour with MOR
programmers and could break into the
Top Forty charts as well. Domestic
album product showing good sales
gains and receiving heavy airplay are:
"Mashmakhan" and "Bruck Coke -
burn." Singles from both albums have
been culled and are ready for release.
"Everything's Beautiful" by Ray
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Stevens on Barnaby is the big action
single for Columbia with the Pacific
Gas & Electric's "Are You Ready" on
Columbia showing excellent chart
gains as well. O.C. Smith is coming up
fist with his "Primrose Lane" entry.

Terry Jacks looks assured of the top
end of the chart with his London deck
"I'm Gonna Capture You." Also on
London, Vancouver's Collectors have
shown steady gains with "Sometimes
We're Up." A couple of entires from
Rodeo Records, distributed by London
look hot for the country field. Mike
Graham's "No Pity For A Fool"
made a surprise gain for an unknown
artist, and "Fortunate Son" by The
Rainvilles has become an immediate
hit in the areas where this man and
wife duo have played. London will dis-
tribute Canadian Music Sales' product
throughout Quebec and The Atlantic
Provinces. Top of the heap from this
group is Stompin' Tom Connors who is
now receiving action on two singles,
"Big Joe Muffewaw" and "The Ketch-
up Song." The later has just been re-
leased. Julie Lynn s another Dominion
artist making a good showing with
"The Great Pretender." A recent At-
lantic Provinces tour by Stompin'
Tom, a native of Prince Edward Is-
land, saw the Spud Island (P.E.I.) roll
out the red carpet for their favorite
son. A parade was held through down-
town Charlottetown and because Tom
had brought much attention to the Is-
land's prime export, potatoes, through
his lid "Bud The Spud" and also hav-
ing brought attention to the Island as
a tourist spot, the Minister of Agricul-
ture, D.J. MacDonald and Minister of
Tourism Dr. Lorne Bonell took part
in the welcoming celebrations.

Brian H. Masters from C -How
Welland broadcast a segment of the
opening.

Woodhouse has been busy with push-
ing through Capitol's "Sounds Canadi-
an" promotion and has seen much
success. Bobby Curtola, one of the
heavyweights in the promotion opened
at Toronto's Town & Country and, as
he usually does, packed the opener to
capacity. His three week stay would
appear to be another highly success-
ful engagement. His Capitol lid "Jean"
has gained much national action as
has his new album. Woodhouse and
Curtola's agent, Marie Martell, came
up with many new ideas for the pro-
motion of Curtola's supper club show.
Anne Murray bowed her new Capitol
album which immediately clicked with
Toronto retailers. Her single "Snow-
bird" has now become her hit. For a
time the flip "Bidin' My Time" looked
like the plug side but programmers
have shown a preference for the flip,
written by Gene Maclellan, also a
Capitol artist.

Tom Northcott flew into Toronto for
negotiations with GRT of Canada and
took advantage of the visit to promote
his new New Syndrome release "Crazy
Jane" which he produced at Vancou-
vers Studio Three Productions. His
single has been receiving good airplay
across the nation through his personal
fly -ins to radio stations. New Syndrome
is distributed by The Compo Company.
Also from Compo, Sebastian has
shown moves towards a national
breakout with his Apex lid, "Back In
Love Again." This Montreal talent re-
cently received the nod of Decca U.S.

The world famed Vienna Boys Choir
back down under for an extensive na-
tion-wide tour. On this current tour,
their sixth since World War II, they'll
give a total of thirty five concerts.

Tamla-Motown's Stevie Wonder
knockin' em dead with his personal
stint at the hotel Chevron's Silver
Spade Room in Sydney. Stevie will be
followed by such stars as Brenda Lee,
Earl Grant, Ella Fitzgerald, and Al
Martino. Later in the year Bill Medley
will also appear. Plans are also under-
way again to ensure that many top
names from overseas not only appear
in Sydney, but also make the trip
five hundred miles southward to Mel-
bourne, a city of comparable size.
Melbourne's Lido nightclub and Life
International are mentioned as pos-
sible venues. When its considered that
Melbourne record buyers are as avid,
if not more so than their Sydney
counter -parts; its ridiculous that an
arrangement of the sort now planned
doesn't exist. Currently the only Mel-
bourne outlet for regular appear-
ances of entertainers of a top calibre
is the Chevron Hotel. Britain's Helen
Shapiro recently ended a stint there,
and now MCA's Leapy Lee is appear-
ing.

The record dispute: The embargo
on the performance via radio of re-
cords originating out of Europe and
Australia continues. Only American
records are being aired together with
a handful of local discs produced on
independent labels which, unlike the
major disc concerns, are not demand-
ing any royalty for air -play. This
handful of independents are becoming
stronger day by day, and as a para-
dox, many of them are either pressed
or linked in some way with the big
companies who are responsible for the
ban coming into being.

For instance, the most successful
"new" label born out of the present
dispute is Fable Records who have
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no less than six singles riding the
charts. Fable is pressed by the Phil-
ips company who release on the Pho-
nogram label. Astor Records are dis-
tributing the Sweet Peach label which
is also okay for air -play here. Any day
now news is expected concerning RCA
who look like entering the field with
a new label featuring talent available
for air -play. The giant Festival Re-
cords company also has plans well
advanced for the same reason.

Meanwhile top artists here con-
tracted to major labels are not being
heard on any of the 114 stations con-
trolled by the Commercial Federation
of Broadcasting Stations. Several of
the really big names on the disc scene
here told Cash Box hat since the
dipute arose some months back they
have not had the courtesy of being
informed of their position by their
respective labels. Understandably
they're hopping mad about the lack of
air -play, as this results in a slacken-
ing -off with regards to personal ap-
pearances. (The main income for a
personality here is derived, not from
the actual record, but from the de-
mand it creates for appearances
around the country.) The same artists
informed Cash Box hat if the situa-
tion does not change in the immediate
future, they will be organising a na-
tional conference of all recording art-
ists affected by the dispute. In the
meantime, enterprising television sta-
tions who have in recent times turned
a blind eye to demands for pop music
shows, have now brought into being
several new teen -styled programmes
aimed at supplying the demand which
radio stations are not meeting be-
cause of the ban. The two most power-
ful networks have music shows al-
ready under way with two of this
country's hottest properties Ronnie
Burns and John Farnham.

Various predictions have been
made as to when the dispute will end,
but as we go to press there is de-
finitely no end in sight. The major
record companies meanwhile are mis-
sing out on an increasing amount of
revenue because all their records of
local or British/European origin are
not being played. Nevertheless all
reports seem to indicate that the big
companies producers are still hard at
work inside the studios creating many
new sides, just as if nothing had hap-
pened. This is perhaps the only real
indication that maybe the end of the
dispute is in sight. That however is
mere guess -work. Only a handful of
executives at the top know whats
going on, and they're not talking!
Currently the sound of radio is purely
American, and is somewhat "dated"
as more and more hits from the past
are brought back into station play -
lists.

Its a long time since a star the
calibre of Shirley Bassey has ap-
peared in Melbourne; and even longer
since a star was "double booked",
appearing at two different spots for
rival promoters in the same month.
Shirley Bassey will play the Lido for
enterpeneur Ferdie Nemith, and then
return at the end of the month for two
concert appearances at the Palais
Theatre, St. Kilda. Naturally Miss
Bassey's record company outlet (EMI
Australia) are delighted.

1970 arcade range with its new "Bonan-
za" rifle game. The realistic machine,
with tremoring sound effects, repre-
sents Williams' first entry into the tar-
get game area this year.

Perching behind the sights of "Bo-
nanza," the player assumes the role of
a western prospector desperately at-
tempting to maintain a modest stake
with 25 shots per game against a fast-
moving, shifty band of land -grubbing
desperadoes fielded by Bonanza. The
targets, in-depth and at varying levels,
include marauding horsemen, bobbing
desperadoes and fixed targets for those
who have "difficulty" nailing those
varmints on the run.

In addition to the challenging tar-
gets, the game features sound simula-
tions of pounding hoofs, gun shots and
a mine shaft explosion that creates a
machine -shaking effect. The game's
sound system is serviceable through
front and rear access panels.

"Bonanza," an attractively decorat-
ed game, measures 69 inches high, 26
inches wide and 35 and one-half inches
deep. The game weighs 320 pounds
when crated and can be obtained with
single, double or triple chutes.

Williams recommends two for a
quarter play for "Bonanza," and an-
nounces the new target game is avail-
able for immediate purchase through
local Williams distributors.

CHICAGO - The MOA is currently
undertaking a mailing effort to en-
courage members to offer sugges-
tions that will add to the interest and
significance of Expo Seven -O, to be
held here October 16, 17 and 18.

Generation Gap

When members of this trade sit down for a drink
after an association meeting, or gather at a salesman's
office on coinrow U.S.A. to speculate on the future of
the music and games industry, you can almost always
count on hearing the complaint: "there's no young tal-
ent coming into this industry." Needless to say, when
your route operator lodges this complaint, it's usually
a case of mixed emotions: he'd like to see new blood
coming into the trade but he's not too happy when a
couple of young hotshots decide to open up a route
business and start knocking off some of his locations.

Truthfully, there's not a man in the trade, who hon-
estly cares about the health of that trade, unconcerned

its future leadership. After all, any
industry is only as good as the people whose policies,
decisions, talent and sincere concern keep it moving
ahead. But where is the new blood, they wonder. If
it's not coming from outside the trade, can the industry
generate its own? Well, contrary to popular opinion,
this trade can and is generating its own fresh, young
talent and it's coming from within.

Right now, there are a score of educated and enter-
prising young lads in key positions at dealers and fac-
tories. Doubtless, there are several hundred such peo-
ple in tops spots at operating companies, running
routes founded years back by fathers, fathers-in-law,
uncles or what have you. Not to knock the industry's
pioneers, but these "second generation" execs enjoy
a more honest attitude toward this business and are
not burdened with allegiance to policies once effective,
but out of place in today's very different industry. In
short, they are not committed, emotionally or other-
wise, to old ideas; are open-minded enough to try
something new and are educated enough to recognize
ways of meeting and beating the changing economic
patterns this and every other industry is facing.

This article is not a citation of merit for those young
execs, although much credit is due anyone courageous
enough to seek his career in an industry where even
its own founders rarely recommend it to their sons.
Rather, it is a message to the latter . . . to the "heavies"
in the trade who are either ashamed of the way they
make a living, have begun to believe all the publicity
assaults on this great industry, or far from recommend-
ing it to young people in their charge, take great satis-
faction when these youngsters find work elsewhere.

We don't want them to go elsewhere. Where will this
industry be if its own people abandon it? Instead of
knocking something that's been pretty damned good to
them, trade veterans should preach its merits, point
out its singular benefits, show how important it really
is in the leisure world and how much fun it brings to
Mr. and Mrs. America and their children.

ChiCoin Esquire Shuffle
Combines Walnut Beauty
With Plus -Play Features

CHICAGO - Chicago Coin has produc-
ed one of the year's "ten bestdressed"
amusement machines with its new Es-
quire six -player puck bowler. Hand-
somely clad in a newly designed, "mod -
look" cabinet with formica sides, "Es-
quire" is a game that operators "can
take anywhere."

The new bowler offers three varia-
tions of play-regulation, dual flash
and flash-o-matic. Featured are "su-
per frames" that include the third,
sixth and ninth frames during which
a strike earns a bonus score for the
player. Also spicing "Esquire" is the
"beer frame" that lights up during
the fifth frame of the regulation game,
providing an additional merchandising
feature that adds a little ginger (and
perhaps a little malt) to an already
hopping game.

"Esquire" is a particularly fast -
paced game as the player does not
have to wait to attempt his second
shot. The average time for each game
is less than a minute.

The game's playfield, also formica,
is extra wide and the enlarged cash
box features triple coin stainless steel
entry. A plate on the front door high-
lights three lighted coin denomination
windows.

Chicoin recommends 15 cent play for
one game and two plays for a quarter.
It is, however, also adjustable for 100
and even 250 play. "Esquire" is avail-
able with three individual coin chutes.
The game is eight feet, 10 inches long
and is available for immediate deliv-
ery through Chicoin distributors.

French Ops In Japan
Mr. and Mrs. Claude Bedos and

HIALEAH - "Wild Cycle," the simu-
lated motorcycle rider game produced
by Allied Leisure Industries, has been

shipped to its dealers for national dis-
tribution. The single player machine
represents Allied's first entry into the
racing games area and according to
sales manager Gene Lipkin, Allied
Leisure hopes the game will serve as
a springboard for total involvement
in amusement machine development
and production.

The player operates "Wild Cycle"
by maneuvering a pair of handlebars
that control the movement of a rider
on a miniature motorcycle.

The game's time limit is adjustable
by the operator at the location from 55
to 105 seconds, regulated by a timer
at the rear of the machine. "Wild
Cycle" may be placed on either one
or two -for -a -quarter play. Allied Lei-
sure advises the game is available for
immediate purchase by games opera-
tors thru its dealer network.

Philip Morris Executive
Scores Tobacco Critics

KANSAS CITY - The tobacco indus-
try was urged recently to speak out
against its critics and was warned,
"If we continue to remain silent as we
have in the past, those opposed to us
will continue to make unsupported
charges and allegations."

In an address before the Missouri
Assoc. of Candy and Tobacco Distrib-
utors, James Bowling, vice president
of Philip Morris Inc., went on to say,
"On the other hand, if all of us in the
tobacco industry work together in a
positive and meaningful way, the pub-
lic will demand the anti -smoking
groups speak with a sense of respon-
sibility and that they be truthful."

Bowling said the industry must
"take a stand. The day is passed when
we can let prevarication pass as truth
because we fail to respond. We must
challenge those who feel they have a
license to do or say whatever they
please under the guise of acting in the
public's welfare."

Bowling cited an American Cancer
Society press conference at the Wal-
dorf Astoria Hotel in New York last
February. The press conference was
held to announce smoking experiments
on beagle dogs which, the Society
claimed, was proof that cigarettes
produce cancer.

He explained that the Tobacco In
stitute was not satisfied with what
he termed "press conference science"
and requested the American Cancer
Society to produce the data and make
it available for inspection by indepen-
dent scientists.

"The Cancer Society refused to do
this," Bowling said. He added that
"The Tobacco Institute placed adver-
tisements in some newspapers and
magazines, calling attention to the
lack of objectivity. Several letters
were received, congratulating the In-
stitute for speaking out. The New York
Times, in an editorial, expressed sur-
prise at the Cancer Society's refusal
to submit its findings to be verified."

Turning to the anti -smoking com-
mercials being given free time on
national radio and television, Bowling
said that the FCC decision to grant
such free time "sets a precedent that
may be far reaching in its impact and
could profoundly affect everyone. The
door is now open for groups opposed
to other products to demand free time
on national radio and television to ex-
press their opposition."

Bowling went on to say, "This opens
a basic question that affects everyone
doing business in the United States. If
groups oppose certain products, for
whatever reasons, should they be
granted free time on national radio
and television to express their opposi-
tion? At this moment it happens to be
the cigarette industry. The next time
it could just as easily be any other in-
dustry."

He noted that the leading advertis-
ing trade publication Advertising Age,
said in an editorial that commercials
of the American Cancer Society and
the American Heart Association "cur-
rently appearing on the air . . . make
untruthful and misleading statements
which no commercial advertiser could
hope to get away with. The should be
stopped."

Bowling said that "cigarette advert-
ising, marketing and sales promotion
operate under a number of restric-
tions. In addition to the ones imposed
upon us by the Federal Trade Com-
mission, the Federal Communications
Commission, Congress and other reg-
ulatory agencies, there is also volun-
tary self -regulation."

Bowling stressed "the necessity for
strong distributor organizations at the
local, state, regional and national
levels. By acting together, we can best
be heard and thereby indicate to the
public our confidence in the industry
as responsible and influential business
leaders.

He concluded by telling the distrib-
utors, "What we face today is an old
problem. There have always been
