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The piracy, bootleg and counterfeit
crime is costing the recording industry
at least $100 million in annual sales,
not to mention the costs to artists
in non-royalty payments. The industry,
ever* increasingly aware of this evil,

has begun marshalling its forces, legal
and otherwise, to fight it.

Yet, its potency in gaining ground
against the production of bogus disks
and tapes is greatly weakened when
some of the key sources in the battle
indicate indifference or more concern
over making an extra dishonest buck.
The point is this: when a wholesaler
and/or retailer receives a phone call in

which an offer is made to sell disks
and tapes at prices totally out-of-line
with established industry prices, there’s
every possibility that the fellow on
the other end of the line is attempting
to pass on bogus merchandise. Right
then and there, the bogus product battle
can win a vital campaign if the whole-
saler and retailer will reach one of the
industry associations which have be-
come united in their efforts to win the
war, including NARM, the wholesalers
association; the Recording Industry As-
sociation of America (RIAA) and the
Sam Fox Agency.

It should be pointed out that while
some of the bogus disk/tape pack-
aging as far as counterfeit merchan-
dise is concerned bears remarkable
fidelity to authorized product, there is in

practically all instances a marked in-

ferior quality of sound. This means that
customer complaints are likely, and
that does no one, from manufacturer
to retailer, any good.
As Jim Schwartz, NARM president,

told Cash Box, “We must get rid of the
apathy that allows this evil to occur.
Too many are bending and buying to
keep this thing going.”
To get the ball rolling to help stamp

out this evil, we urge again that when
one is being offered what stacks up as
bogus merchandise, he should make an
immediate call to one of the associa-
tions (or manufacturer itself) listed
above. These organizations are wait-
ing for the calls that can initiate
proper actions to bring to justice those
who care little about the labors of the
many who desire to earn a decent
return on their legitimate investment.
They are, in short, criminals in every
sense of the word. Apathy in the strug-
gle to beat the bogus disk/tape racket
is a crime of sorts, too.

FBI Arrests 2 On Tape Counterfeit Charg
NEW YORK — The FBI, moving into
the tape counterfeiting area for the
nrst time, has made arrests in Miami
Fla of two men charged with violating
r ederal counterfeit and conspiracy
statutes.

North Miami, were arrested following
the entry of the FBI into an alleged
sale of counterfeit 8-track cartridges
to Jim Schwartz of Schwartz Bros of
Washington, D.C. The FBI, armed
with search warrants, located a ware-
house, at 154-23 N.E. 21st Ave. in North
Miami, under the name of Stereo-
Miami, Inc., where FBI agents seized
73 cartons of cartridges, yet to be de-
termined if counterfeit merchandise.
Both Cramer and Schwartz were re-

leased by the U.S. Commissioner in
Miami on $2500 bond each. According
to the FBI, the president of Stereo-

Cases containing over 20,000 8-track

cartridges were seized by the FBI at
Dulles International Airport, after a
telephone buy was setup between
Schwartz and the alleged counter-
feiters Most of the cartridges, sold at
$3 each, were of chart albums released
mostly by the Columbia and Capitol
labels After notification that its tapes
might be the victim of counterfeiting

Columbia Records sent an engineer to
Washington to verify their bogus na-
ture. It’s understood that the quality
of manufacture of the labels was ex-
cellent but that the quality of sound
was inferior.
The FBI charged the two men with

the manufacture of counterfeit labels
and fraud by wire.
The FBI move is considered part of

a strong Government enforcement
campaign against disk/tape counter
feiting.

Telefunken & Teldec Introduce A
Video Disk; Mkting 2 Years Away
Low-Cost Players

Use Existing TV's

BERLIN — Telefunken and Teldec
teamed to introduce a video disk here
on June 24 that will be marketed,
both records and player, about the
same time the various audio-visual
cartridge systems will be launched
on the marketplace. The player units
used through existing TV sets, will
range in price from about $125 to $250,
according to Dr. Ing. Felix Herriger
deputy chairman of AEG-Telefunken
and managing director of its “radio
television phono" division. Dr. Her-
riger said that color transmission will
be ready following “certain technical
details" to be ironed out.

Dr. Herriger said that Telefunken
and Teldec are prepared to “examine
any likely form of cooperation" as to
the issuance of licences on a world-
wide basis.
For use in the home, the video disk

has a running time of five minutes for
a 9-inch record and 12 minutes for a
12-inch disk. Longer programs can be
viewed with the aid of an automatic
changer. The basic material used for
the video disk is said to be a “very
inexpensive” type of plastic foil. Mod-

ern methods of mass production will
allow for a relationship of over 1000 to
1 between playing time and copying
time. Indicating its use in musical
terms, a demonstration included a
performance of Kirsti of “Pierre, The
Clochard."
Also noted was the fact that the

video disk system includes the even-
tual development of making one’s
own recordings in picture and sound.
The record player — which plays

disks at 1500 rpm — operates on the
principle of pressure pick-up which
is a new development. The pick-up
diamond is not moved by the groove
deflection, but receives in an immov-
able position the pressure pulses from
the automatically elastically deformed
video disk in the rhythm of the stored
signals. A pressure transducer con-
verts the signals in such a manner
that they are visible on the TV screen.
The press conference, incidentally,

was just a few weeks before Tele-
funken gave a public demonstration
of the first tape recorder 35 years
ago. The company claims equal ‘fidel-
ity for its video disk in comparison
with video tape systems.
Teldec is a joint subsidiary of En-

glish Decca and Telefunken.' Sir Ed-
ward Lewis, chairman of the board
of English Deeca, was present at the
press conference.

The Doddletown Pipers, who opened
the show, by Las Vegas standards,
a good show act.

English comedian Billy Baxter,

while not sending the audience wild,
displayed a refreshing insight into
religion via a long dissertation on the
lack of identity of Protestants.
To Perry, old veteran Perry, go all

the laurels. Considering this was his
first night club appearance in some
twenty-plus years (his last gig was at
the Copa for $750 a week back in the
1940’s), he came on very relaxed (as
if he knows any other way to be).
“I’ve Got You under My Skin”
opened the show, followed by "Hello
Young Lovers,” “Everybody’s Talk-
ing,” “If I Had A Hammer,” “With-
out A Song” and “Prisoner Of Love.”
Only after letting everybody know
that the old Como voice and the old
Como cool were still intact, did Perry
decide to stop and say hello. He did
so via the best production number
we’ve seen, “I Can Almost Read Their
Minds,” in which he discoursed about
his graying hair, his weight, his atti-

tudes, etc.

Perry acknowledged contemporary
music, after a cute rap on music
festivals and how he enjoyed them,
by singing “Didn't We.” Then he
moved into the old easy chair for a
few songs, occasionally joined by the
Pipers, did a Sing To Me Me'dley,
did a dance number based around the
Funky Chicken and closed with
“You’ll Never Walk Alone.”

All in all, it was a great show,
even though most of us did miss hear-
ing a few of Perry’s golden hits. How-
ever, his new RCA single, “Love Is
Spreadin’ Over The World,” may be
his gold contribution for the future.'

Dave Van Ronk

GASLIGHT CAFE, NYC — Dave Van
Ronk, long a stalwart on the New York
folk scene, returned to the site of

many of his triumphs as he opened a
four day engagement at the Gaslight.
Van Ronk was in an exuberant mood
on Wednesday night although he es-

sayed a number of introspective songs.
As a result, an interesting and unusual
mood was established and maintained
throughout the set.

Opening with a version of the tra-

ditionally flavored “Candy Man,” he
soon turned to the work of two of to-

day’s most important composers, Joni
Mitchell and Leonard Cohen. Miss
Mitchell was well represented by her
painfully beautiful song-poem “The
Urge For Going” which received a
sensitive treatment from Van Ronk.
Out of the Cohen catalog came “Bird
On The Wire” and Dave excelled on
this one too.

The artist used a simple dirge-like
beat to give added irony to his own
composition “Luang Prabang,” a bit-

ter denunciation of the patriotism of

war. This is a powerful work, and one
which demands just the proper ap-
proach in order to keep it on this side
of the mawkish. At the Gaslight it re-

ceived just that proper approach from
the gifted Van Ronk. The conviction of

his belief showed through on every
line.

The artist has just been picked up
by Polydor on a long-term contract
and a new Van Ronk album will be
forthcoming.

The Band/Sea Train

CENTRAL PARK, NYC — Levon And
The Hawks drew the largest attend-
ance in the five year history of the
Schaefer Music Festival when they
performed there on Monday night. Le-
von and company are of course The
Band and they treated the crowd of

5,000 plus who where inside the pavi-
lion, and the throngs on the rim out-

side, estimated as numbering more
than 20,000, to a set which included a
representative sampling from their

two Capitol albums and several pre-
view selections from their as yet unre-
leased third LP.
Audiences have come to expect flaw-

less musicianship from the Band and
this one was not to be disappointed. Al-

ternating on instruments and playing
in their characteristic carefree fashion,

they sailed through “Rockin’ Chair,”
“The Unfaithful Servant,” “Across
The Great Divide,” “The Night They
Drove Old Dixie Down” and other fa-

vorites. Although at the second show
the group encountered considerable
sound system difficulties (“Chest

Fever” was performed in its entirety
without the benefit of microphones)

,

the quality of their singing and playing
was never in question.
“You ain’t never heard this one be-

fore,” announced Levon Helm in kick-
ing off the first of three new tunes. On
these, the accent was on a slightly

harder guitar sound and Robbie Rob-
ertson responded with an aggressive
attack. Upon first hearing, “Time Will
Tell,” which closed out the set, was the
most striking of the new items.
The evening had gotton under way

to the sound of Sea Train, an able
group which specializes in a kind of

country styled rock bearing more than
a little resemblance to the music of the
Band. Had they been on a bilj along
with a more contrasting group, they
might have made a more indelible

mark. Nonetheless, they did show they
possess the credentials to become a
major attraction and their set was
pleasing and freewheeling throughout.

I admit it; I’m an Anglophile. And
what I find disheartening is that I

always have to explain why I am
what I am, when it should be the most
obvious thing in the world. How many
American groups can you name that
are setting trends in music? How
many that really think out and care
about the product they’re turning out?
After you get past Mountain and the
Airplane it’s pretty slim pickings. Cer-
tainly there’s nothing to compare with
the Stones, Who, Jethro Tull, Procol
Harum, Joe Cocker, Traffic, Led
Zeppelin, Ten Years After, Moodies,
etc.

We’re going to hear a lot from
the new English groups such as King
Crimson, Barclay James Harvest,
Brinsley Schwarz, Cochise, If, and
Quatermass along with solo artists
such as Elton John (who will be huge)
and Cat Stevens.
Yet with acts like Chicago around

it seems that all is not lost for us
on this side of the Atlantic. They are,
in a word, superb. When they first

came out they suffered the “obvious”
comparison to BS&T. As it turns out
that was like comparing a bolt of
fine silk to a used Kleenex. Chicago
sounds like no one except Chicago.
And they have accomplished handily
what BS&T has struggled unsuccess-
fully to do since the departure of

A1 Kooper: they have achieved the
total integration of their horn section
within the group as a whole.

In addition, the group contains a
number of first-rate writers whose
musical training seems to include
the classics. Hard to pick out the best
soloists, but if pressed I’d say Terry
Kath’s vocals and guitar, Bob Lamm’s
deep brown voice, and above all, Jim
Pankow’s constantly astounding trom-
bone. Also on the plus side is that
the group’s material is so varied,
from the speeding “25 Or 6 To 4”

to the classically seasoned seven-part
“Ballet Of A Girl From Buck County”
to their sizzling encore “I’m A Man,”
that literally had the whole audience
up and clapping. Chicago is one of

our three or four finest groups.
Just before Chicago, Britain’s Blod-

wyn Pig ambled stageward for an
interesting if uneven set (you see I’m
not a total Anglophile) . Leader-gui-
tarist Mick Abrahams was with Jethro
Tull for their first LP and now writes
most of Blodwyn’s material. The
songs, when they don’t get out of

hand, are quite fine, but all too fre-

quently, in an attempt at all-out im-
provisation, the group tends to get
over loud and messy. Still, there’s
more than enough talent there to

warrent another look.

Waylon Jennings

PALOMINO CLUB, L.A. — The Pal-
omino is the best place in L.A. to

catch top country talent. In fact, it has
been voted the number one country
and western nite club in the West by
the Academy of Country and Western
Music every year since 1965. And the
atmosphere is unbeatable. As the an-
nouncer from KBBQ welcomed Waylon
to Sin City, a blue-eyed waitress in a
red and white outfit agreed loudly with
a “damned right.” The Palomino can
seat as many as 500 people, and for
Waylon it did.

Waylon Jennings, who just turned
33 this month, has had a large country
following since 1965, when he signed
with RCA and started turning out hit

after hit. Now he’s even encroaching
on the pop world as everyone from Ed
Ames to Linda Ronstadt is doing his

material. For further fame, Waylon
just did the soundtrack for Mick Jag-
ger’s movie “Ned Kelley.”
Preceding Waylon at the Palomino

was Don Bowman, a country comic,
trite but true, and the Palomino house
band Tony Booth. As soon as Waylon
walked on stage, it was obvious why
he was a headliner. He is tall, dark,

and immaculately mean, and his voice
is as commanding as his looks. He
started the set with one of his early
hits, “The Only Daddy That’ll Walk
The Line.” He followed with Neil Dia-
mond’s “Kentucky Woman” and his
latest RCA hit “Singer of Sad Songs.”
Apparently he wasn’t in top form as
he acknowledged, “I’m out of rhythm,
but it’s okay because it’s my band.”
Waylon can put on a good show with-

out even trying, and that seemed to

be the case that night. His whole set
was low key, and occasionally even off

key. In 35 minutes he ran through a
number of his hits in condensed form
as if he didn’t have the energy to finish
them; or, as in the case of MacArthur
Park, he just couldn’t remember the
words. But even half a Waylon Jenn-
ings performance is quite a show, as
the audience’s abundant applause
showed. Waylon appropriately ended
the set with “Brown Eyed Handsome
Man.”

If Waylon Jennings ever got it to-

gether, he could be a giant in the mu-
sic business. In the meantime, he is

still one of the best.

Thelma Houston
P.J.’s, L.A.—Whatever problems cur-
dled Thelma Houston’s opening night
performances at P.J.’s were shaken
down, put in tune and on the beam
by the second night of her engage-
ment, signalling the go-ahead for Miss
Houston’s live recording for Dunhill
later in this tenure. Notable in this
salvaging of substance over sonics
was conductor-arranger John Myles'
suppression of the eleven piece band
which had flooded the small, low-ceil-
inged club and frequently drowned
Miss Houston.
While much of the pleasure of the

vocalist’s performance is in the sheer
joyousness she invests in such salty
and seductive frenzies as “Cheap
Lovin” and “Hard To Handle,” mov-
ing wildly and wittily across the floor
in bare feet and Afro robes, it is with
the ballads, “Something In The Way
He Moves” and “Bridge Over Trou-
bled Water,” that she demonstrates
her special and sensitive dramatic
aptitude.

If “Hard To Handle,” featured in
“Myra Breckinridge,” is saved from
an androgynous fate by a wailing
shot of estriol, her “Bridge” under-
goes an even more remarkable trans-
formation. In Miss Houston's reading,
nicely colored by the addition of flute
duet, the song becomes less a lamen-
tation than a reaffirmation. In the
popular record, one felt the singer was
sinking. Miss Houston prevails. Miss
Houston walks on the waters.
Also pleasing was her sermonizing

of “Put A Little Love In You Heart,”
her bump-punctuation of the Academy
Award winning “Raindrops,” and a
nice rendition of Laura Nyro’s “Save
The Country,” which defied audiences
to keep from swaying.
While the big band seems ill-advised

for this room, it may have been dic-
tated by other dates on the tour and
the concept of the live album. Still,

Miss Houston does not need the com-
petition nor the vocal strain it en-
courages.

Original Caste
COLONIAL TAVERN, TORONTO,
CANADA — The Original Caste fared
well at Toronto’s Colonial although
opening night became a bit trouble-
some with the noisy drinkers. In spite
of that, Canada’s Original Caste came
off so well there has been a decided
increase in sales on their album, and
their current single “Nothing Can
Touch Me (Don’t Worry Baby, It’s

Alright)” although there is a growing
interest in the flip, “Country Song,”
written by group member and leader
Bruce Innes.
This was the first time the Caste had

ventured into Upper Canada and with
a couple of hits under their belts “One
Tin Soldier” and “Mr. Monday” they
took on the image of an international
club group which accounted for the
good houses during the week and the
better than average press coverage,
the latter usually lacking for a Cana-
dian group.
The “Soldier” offering drew much

applause from the audience. This has
the longest running record of any on
the Canadian charts, running from
September of 1969 through to February
of 1970.

There was no peak in the perfor-
mance of the Caste. They came on
strong and finished equally as strong.
Their version of “Climb Aboard A
Train To Sault Ste. Marie” sounded as
professional as any of the songs about
foreign centres e.g. “Galveston,”
“Arizona,” and their offering of “A
Day In The Life” was exceptional and
allowed the beauty of the Caste’s sim-
plicity shine through. With just voices,
lead, rhythm and bass guitars and
drums, the Original Caste were as
cool, vibrant and professional as any
of the top name groups that have
passed through this city in the past
few years.

TROPICANA, LAS VEGAS — TwoUNGANO’S, NYC — Brian Auger is

a rock organist with roots tracing back
to jazz.

for itself a high musical goal, and,
more often than not, attains it.

TROUBADOUR, L.A. — Linda Ron-
stadt is a great talent, make no mis-
take about that, but I have to make
it perfectly clear that she still hasn’t
been able to come up with the proper
musical framework to make her the
superstar she deserves to be.

try-based music. Linda scored best
with the songs she had to belt, such
as “Only Mama That’d Walk The
Line,” “Lovesick Blues” and “Break
My Mind,” which she describes as the
first psychedelic country song. The
ballads, “Such A Lovely Woman”
and her new single, “Long, Long
Time,” which should have been ex-
tremely powerful, suffered a little

from the lack of cohesiveness among
the musicians. Two nice additions to

the repertoire included an old

latter performed with just the slight-
est instrumentation.

Kris Kristoferson, making his night

club debut, is one of the major new
songwriting talents. Though he was
only fooling around a little on the
stage, he manages to project a power-
ful personality, and if he decides to
become a serious performer, look out.
Gordon Lightfoot, in an unusual move,
has released Kris’ “Me And Bobby
McGee” as a single. Kris has just
finished scoring Dennis Hopper’s “The
Last Movie.” As all these things come
together, the public will be slowly
turned on to this young man, until
he joins the ranks of the great talents
of today. Kris’ specialty, up til now,
has been social commentary songs,
both serious and humorous, and
there’s certainly a place for him upon
the contemporary musical spectrum.

On that last night,
everybody got their licks in, including
Cleanhead. Although he could barely
make it to the stage, once he got his

horn in his hand, Cleanhead seemed
straighter than the rest of us. Johnny
was content to stay in the background
most of the time, banging away on the
piano, or occasionally the vibes. His
one spotlight number, a reading of

“Willie And The Hand Jive,” got him
all the attention he needed.
Johnny’s regular singers, Delmar

and Marge Evans (no relation) han-
dled a sizeable portion of the show by
themselves, wailing on some of the
songs on Johnny’s recent Okeh album,
which is certainly R&B at its best.
Johnny, greeted by nothing but

raves, has no plans to go back into
retirement, and his presence on the
scene can do nothing but make it bet-
ter. Much better.

Elects Top
Writers Of Past
NEW YORK — The Songwriters Hall
of Fame, by acclamation of the Board
of Directors, has elected 74 deceased
American composers.

'Rock’s’ Roxon Tells

NEW YORK — Lillian Roxon, author
of the “Rock Encyclopedia,” has warn-
ed business executives that the “busi-
ness community must tune in to youth
before youth tunes the business com-
munity out.”
Miss Roxon made these remarks

last week (24) while serving as moder-
ator of a discussion on the “Impact of
Rock Music on Business,” held at Trin-
ity Church on Wall Street. She empha-
sized that the “youth of today not only
possess a major portion of the buying
power in our economy but are also the
trend setters.

Miller Bros. Hat Coim.; George Kias,
Coca Cola Bottling Company of New
York; Miss R. Vivian Sargent, Person-
nel Officer at Chemical Bank; Alan M.
Augustine. Plymouth Motors; and Fa-
ther John Moody, Trinity Church.
Presenting a copy of the “Rock En-

cyclopedia” to Father Moody of Trini-

ty Church, Miss Roxon expressed the
hope that her book would serve as a
useful guide to business executives who
wish a bridge to the world of the young.

Dates For 6 Shows
NEW YORK — Wes Farrell, president

A computer can be a man’s best

friend. When the man is a program
director, such as Ron Elz of KADI-
FM and the computer is an IBM 360
which is programmed to formulate
a complete schedule of on the air

musical activity.

The computer, which was installed
at the station one month ago, is cap-
able of digesting thousands of facts
regarding types of songs, station for-

mat, playing times, etc. to come up
with a blueprint which is a balanced
guide for programming. Each week,
all pertinent information is fed into
the 360; one minute later the compu-
ter has issued a perfectly balanced
play sheet for the next seven days.
Thanks to the machine', the station

can schedule records of a particular
style at regular intervals throughout
the day. Similarly the computer will

insure that no repetition of any kind
will occur. For example, a song per-
formed by Bob Dylan could never be
scheduled for the time period immed-
iately following a song written by Dy-
lan and sung by another artist.

Among the many advantages of the
computerized system, Elz cites the
enormous amount of time which has
suddenly become available to him-
self and the deejays, which they can
now devote to the other station duties.
Soon even more time will be theirs,

since plans are already afoot to turn
the 360 loose on compiling the KADI

“Outasight Record Report” chart,
which is distributed weekly to leading
record stores and shopping centers
in the St. Louis area. The report has
a circulation of 15,000.

The music reaches the airwaves

Fifty-one LP’s, including one
hitbound, are featured on the playlist,

with approximately the same number
of singles available for airplay.
KADI attempts to play as much

music in an hour as possilbe, keep-
ing deejay chatter down to a bare
minimum In the wee hours of morn-
ing, as much as 52 minutes of record-
ed music has been known to emanate
from the station during an hour per-

iod. During the peak hours KADI still

can fit in 42 minutes of records.
The station refrains from contests

and editorials. A list is maintained of

listeners who have called the KADI
offices for any reason. Recently the
station invited 3,000 of these to a pre-
view screening of the Beatles film
“Let It Be.”
Though KADI has been on the air

less than a year, it is already attract-
ing a sizeable amount of the 16-30 audi-
ence. An important factor is the num-
ber of college students in the St. Louis
area. Both St. Louis University and
the U. of Missouri have large cam-
puses there.

NEW YORK — A record breaking
Consumer Electronics Show exhibitor-

ship brought a good deal of initiative

toward pointing a way for the second
half of this year’s tape sales. The
hardware manufacturers, in the ma-
jority, seemed to show an affinity to

the new fields of four-channel sound
and the promise of a visual cartridge
marketplace.

Generally a segment that awaits
software developments, the producers
of playback equipment for both these
fields appeared to be taking up the
challenge of marketing equipment
even before a large library of soft-

wares had been made available. Thus,
the exhibitors are giving the impetus
to both music and film industries to

prepare “blades” for the proverbial
razor.

Earlier scattered four-channel pro-
gram showings appeared to have
reached their mark with a wide vari-

ety of hardware dealers. With RCA the
first into mass production of a four-
channel Quadrasonic set and car-
tridges, and a half dozen other firms
earlier committed to the area, the CES
brought unveilings of new 4-channel
entries from a handful of newer back-

ers who are making available a
broadly price-ranged choice of 4-ehan-
nel systems including an automotive
unit for less than $100.

The major drawback thus far has
been standardization and compatibil-
ity, but the straight-ahead release of

both open-reel and 8-track cartridge
Quad-sound players and material
seems to be laying groundwork of its

own rather than waiting for a firmer
foundation.

Few of the manufacturers at the ex-
hibition were willing to wait for the
future-date cassette 4-channel, though
several major companies have select-
ed the more conservative course of
viewing the consumer reaction to the
development as well as the configura-
tion.

Though Ampex was showing four-
channel sound as an exhibit in its

“store” setup, spokesman playing both
open reel and cartridge material an-
ticipated a cassette market for four-
channel sound. Neither unit shown,
and none of the demonstration tapes,
were slated for general release.

Cartridge & Cassette

Hit Each Other’s Area

Of Strength In Force

NEW YORK — Behind the scenes
developments have come to the fore at

the CES showing new strengths being
exercised by both cartridges and cas-
settes. The configurations are both
bolstering forces by attacking the
other’s area of previous power.

In the case of the 8-track cartridge,
manufacturers of hardware are now
beginning to offer more and better
equipment for making recordings, thus
striking at the single most important
advantage offered by the cassette. The
further acceptance of 8-track as the
first cartridge for 4-channel playback
has enhanced the automotive power of

this configuration and helped 8-track's

drive into home entertainment, for-

merly the stronghold of cassettes.
Additions of blank 8-track tape at

several companies and the growing
number of player/recorders designed
specifically for the family home music
center spearhead this foray into the
cassette fortress.

Counterattack

On the other hand, cassette support-
ers have also unveiled a series of

drives aimed at countering the
strength of the 8-track. Confirmation
of cassette production for Chrysler
1971 model cars marks the first break-
through for the configuration in the
automotive field, the conventional
stronghold of the cartridge. Offered as
an option with this manufacturer, cas-
sette units are also expected to gain
better favor in Detroit through the ex-
panded issue of reversing players, sev-
eral of which were on view at the CES
last week.
The other major disadvantage

fought by cassettes, sound reproduc-
tion inferior to that of cartridge, also
came under closer scrutiny due to in-

troduction of the Dolby noice reduc-
tion system as a means of bringing
cassette to the level of a high fidelity
medium.

In all, the approach taken by back-
ers of either system has been more
hitting the opponent in his own area of

strength and overcoming a lead than
building further on one^s established
power.

Light Shines With
New Sound, Again
NEW YORK — Enoch Light seems to

have become synonymous with new
sounds. The musicians whose “Per-
suasive Percussion’’ became THE
demonstration record with stereo, the
man who pioneered use of 35mm mag-
netic film as a recording medium, and
the artist whose performances were
featured on the first 8-track Lear car-

tridge used for demonstration to the

Fora Motor people, that Enoch Light
was the man whose taped recording

' df-was featured at the more than hal

dozen four-channel sound setups at last

week's CES.
The one tape that cropped up at each

of the manufacturer displays of four-

channel playback systems used his

“Spaced Out” LP remastered from the

Project Three recording.
According to Light, he had become

interested in 4-channel seven years
ago, when General Electric had con-

structed a set worked out by Light and
the late Dr. Lloyd Ryan. Since there
was then no market for the system, the

project was dropped.
However, Light now expects to mar-

ket his “Spaced Out” album in the
four-channel configurations and will be
making early tapes available to deal-

ers for use in demonstrating the first

players on the market.

Wellington Increases

Chain Store Estimate
NEW YORK — Wellington Eight In-

dustries, Inc., Trenton, N.J., the coun-
try's largest chain of car stereo cen-
ters, has revised upward its estimate

producing video-cartridge viewing
equipment. CBS’ price tag on its EVR
player of $795 has already been under-
cut by firms who are basing their es-

timated costs on the larger market to

be afforded by consumer retailing.

Magnavox indicates an “under $800”

set, CTV was last cited as a receiver

hundred dollars” and the general
range of other estimates run between
four and eight hundred dollars.

Since the short take portion of this column has been gravely neglected for the

past few weeks we’ll try to print some of the more noteworthy of the bunch that

have been piling up in the drawer.

Joshua White, whose light show was in residence at Fillmore East for two years,

has switched to television. The first sampling of his work will be at the Berkshire

Music Festival (for the occasion re-named Fillmore At Tanglewood) where his

four, color cameras will focus on the July 7 concert by The Who, Jethro Tull and
It’s A Beautiful Day.

Also included in the program
will be televised highlights of the concert the night(s) before. One which should

turn out to be super-replayable will be the set with The Tony Williams Lifetime

jamming with Jack Bruce, Eric Clapton and Miles Davis.

There is a cut on Joni Mitchell’s “Ladies Of The Canyon” album titled “Big Yel-

low Taxi" in which she makes a stab at the rape of the environment. One of her

lines in the song is "They paved paradise and put up a parking lot."

Our Rock Critic button arrived last week (Buddah smiled) and we suddenly
joined to that elevated, aristocratic and perverse segment of pop society. We may
now actually converse with other guys who wear Rock Critic buttons. We’re even
permitted unbridled tete a tetes with art and flick critics — tho’ only on special

occasions. Like when we corner them at the Screen Director's Guild or Jefferson

Gallery.

Which brings us to Mr. X (that’s not his real name), that flick critic with enor-

mous prestige and power, who recently suggested to us that he would soon be
joining the clan panning “Catch 22” (a film which we feel is not without flaws but

among the more rewarding cinema efforts of 70). Mr. X’s chief complaint with

the feature was that it had cost Paramount some $22,000,000 and “could be the

downfall of the studio.” That set us to thinking — always a most dangerous prac-

tice for Rock Critics. We wondered if reviewers should be involved with such con-

siderations. Does one, for example, look at a Picasso, evaluating it by how many
hours were spent in its planning and execution? Or how much paint Pablo may
have squandered?
Or (another art form heard from) this business of recording — should one, we

wonder, total up the cost ledger in reviewing a single or LP? Recently, we have

heard, a pop singer-composer spent in the neighborhood of $103,000 for his

initial LP, not an all time high. But certainly an exorbitant figure for an indie

master. How can the Rock Critic not be swayed in his judgement when he hears

of this extravagance? More and more it appears (in print) that Rock Reviewers

are, almost automatically, downgrading what they consider as extortionate

product.

We asked an art critic how he assessed a painting — allowing that it was a dif-

ferent art form than recording. He said that he first asked himself if he liked it!!

Then later he compared it to other works by the same artist (and others in the

same school) and additional factors — such as its historical place in art. He did

not consider its initial cost or its pricetag.

Not a bad credo for our Rock Button compatriots. Which brings us back to

Buddah Records who sent us the knickknack . . . thanks. But we can’t help won-
dering if the button was meant for our lapel or our lip.

JACKS JACKS — The Poppy Family (Terry and his wife, Susan Jacks) are in town
for appearances on local and network TV this week — still basking in the affluent

warmth of their million selling single ("Which Way You Goin' Billy?”) which, not

incidentally, cost exactly $125 to produce. But their next release (“That’s Where I

Among the artists already con-

firmed as signed: Joe Cocker, Led Zeppelin, Jethro Tull, John Sebastian, Grand

Funk Railroad, Doug Kershaw, Canned Heat, Johnny Winter and Ten Years After.

There will also be a substantial representation of Canadian talent. The promoters

are anticipating a crowd of 200,000.

The Harlem Cultural Festival has four dates left this year, all at the Damrosch
Bandshell at Lincoln Center: Soul Music on July 19, Tribute To The Late Otis Red-

ding on July 26, Blues Music on August 9, and one other yet to be announced on

Aug. 16.

Members of the Another Mother For Peace organization have named Bobby

Darin the recipient of their award medallion for his anti-war efforts. He has begun

scoring the music for his independent film, “The Vendors.” The music will be di-

vided into two parts. The first section, improvisational, will contain no pre-com-

position.

Major Minor Records. The number has also been recorded in Dutch and German for release throughout
the continent.
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The June 18th election of a Conser-
vative Government has infused much
of the music business here with the

same rosy glow of optimism that

upped share prices on the Stock Ex-
change when the Conservative victory

became obvious. Hopes are high for

the abolition of the widely detested
Selective Employment Tax, and the

possibility of a Value Added Tax being
introduced is already looked on favor-

ably in some music industry quarters.

VAT would benefit retailers to the ex-

tent that disks, cassettes, musical
instruments and the like could be
stocked and the tax due on them paid

over the counter by the customer and
retailer at the time of sale instead of

dealers having to pay it as now, in

advance of actual sale. The Conserva-
tives are also firmly committed to the

introduction of commercial radio as
an alternative to the present BBC
monopoly. Pundits expect commercial
stations to be operating by 1972 on a

regional basis licensed and controlled

by an additional department within the
existing Independent Television Au-
thority. The BBC’s local stations al-

ready in operation are expected to

continue, but the new ones planned for

later this year may well be diverted to

commercial broadcasting outfits in the
areas concerned, and the final total of

forty or so BBC local stations covering
the entire country will obviously not

be attained now. But a serious ob-

stacle to the implementation of a com-
mercial radio pattern for the country
is the continuing intransigence of the
Musicians Union on the question of

needle time, the allocation of hours
permitted for the broadcasting of rec-

ords. This restriction has hamstrung
the BBC for years in its program plan-

ning and policy, and there is no reason
to suppose that the change in govern-
ment has mellowed the MU’s attitude

in any way. Indeed Hardie Ratcliffe,

MU general secretary due to retire

next spring, has just candidly stated
that the union would like to see the
BBC’s present needle time ration re-

duced still further, and there is no
indication that his successor amongst
the three candidates for the job will

endeavor to modify this outlook and
attitude. Nobody has yet given voice
to a solution that will circumvent this

stand-off imposed by a union with
32,000 paid-up members, but in view
of the fact that it seems likely that a
few million recently enfranchised
young voters put their cross against
Conservative candidates’ names on
account of that party’s advocacy of

commercial radio if for no other rea-
son, then a solution will assuredly Ue
found.

The Rootes automobile group is re-

liably tipped to authorize more than
100 of its dealers to stock 8-track car-

tridges and machines this fall under
a selling operation jointly planned by
CBS and RCA. These two companies
will supply racks for the outlets con-

taining twenty-five titles from each
catalog, and the machines will ema-
nate from Rootes bearing the Chrysler
logo. Rack replenishment will be taken
care of by RCA and CBS and it is

anticipated that the full Rootes dealer
roster of 200 will eventually be han-
dling tapes and playing equipment.
Ampex is already supplying CBS and
RCA tape repertoire to garages and
this facility will continue. The signifi-

cant factor about the Rootes proposal
is that it represents the first consent
on the part of an automobile manu-
facturer to market tape entertainment
with the new cars, and is regarded as
a step nearer the time when playing
machines are installed in new automo-
biles on the production line. RCA is

also co-operating with Radiomobile to

promote stereo car tape players and
8-track cartridges in disk shops
throughout the country by means of

demonstration stands featuring two
new Radiomobile machines.

U.K. record sales for February this

year rocketed upward by a devas-
tating 60% compared with February
1969, and seem a happy portent for a
bumper year. Singles made a spectac-

ular recovery by notching a 24% in-

crease on the figure for the
_
corres-

ponding month last year, and albums
climbed by 10%, but exports have
sagged by this same amount of 10% for

the first two months of 1970. Total

February sales were worth £3.1 mil-

lion, and total disks pressed were
8,929,000. Sales for the first two
months of this year are 21% up on the

total for the same period in 1969.

Ambassador Music have begun an
extensive promotion campaign in con-
nection with singer/contract writer
John Hetherington recently signed to

a recording contract with RCA by
Ray Mills. His first single release is

“It's Only Me.” The campaign in-

cludes distribution of over a thousand
promotion folders to be mailed to dee-
jays and producers and other key mu-
sic industry personnel. 10,000 posters
are also being distributed to record
shops, discotheques, ballrooms and
clubs, and Hetherington and Ray Mills
have just returned from an extensive
promotion trip around England. TV
spots in the U.K. and on the continent
have also been lined up. John Small,
another Ambassador signing, was re-

cently signed to Paramount/Dot in the
U.S. First release will be a John
Hetherington composition “Can't No-
body See My Face” issued in the
States with British release date to

follow. Other current Ambassador re-

leases include “Together We Can
Make It” by The American Youth
Choir; “The Only Boy In My Life” by
Eloise Laws on CBS and “Soldiers
Who Want To Be Heroes” by Rod
McKuen on Ember.

A dinner party at the newly opened
April and Desmond’s restaurant was
the setting for the launching of Tim
Hollier’s new Fontana album and the
celebration of the formation of Poppy
Records. Offices have been set up for
independent record production and
music publishing in association with
Roger Fennings in London and N.
Scott Knight and Tom Clark in Boston.

Strict tempo dance maestro Victor
Silvester is leaving EMI Records after
a 34-year association to commence a
string of albums for Pye called the
Victor Silvester Dance Series. The la-

bels will bear an image of Silvester
in the same way that Reprise labels
carry a likeness of Frank Sinatra on
his records. Silvester has already
started work with his orchestra in the
studios with indie producer Tony
Palmer and the first three LPs will be
released in the fall. He will also
record mood listening albums along
the lines of his Silver Strings disks for
EMI. Silvester has sold tens of mil-
lions of strict tempo records during
his years with EMI’s Columbia label.

Mitch Murray has resigned as
British agent for MIDEM, a post he
has held since the annual convention’s
infancy in 1967. He has been reluc-

tantly obliged to take this step on
account of pressure of work with In-

tune, the publishing venture he runs
in partnership with his songwriting
collaborator Peter Callander. His
duties are expected to be assumed by
MIDEM’s British staffman Roger
Watkins. Intune is currently riding
high with the Cliff Richard Columbia
single “Goodbye Sam Hello Sa-
mantha” and scored recently on both
sides of the Atlantic with “Hitchin' A
Ride” by Vanity Fare on Page One.

The dispute between major record
companies and one hundred and four-

teen commercial broadcasting stations

in this country has worsened.
As reported, the major diskeries

represented by the Australian Record
Manufacturers Association (ARMA)
have stopped pressing product for the

small independent labels ’which have
sprung up as a result of the dispute.

(The ARMA is seeking a fee for the

broadcasting of all records originating

out of Europe, England and Australia.

The radio stations refuse to pay and
therefore cannot play the discs in ques-
tion without infringing the copyright
Act.)

Most successful of the new indepen-
dents is Fable Records which until a
fortnight ago was distributed by Phono-
gram Records. (Philips) Many top-line

performers not held to major labels

by contract have gone over to Fable
to make it the most successful of the

new Aussie labels.

Founder and President of the Fable
stable as it’s become known, is Ron
Tudor, a former A&R manager for the

W&G company here, who is acknowl-
edged as the man who has done more
than anyone to establish a thriving rec-

ord scene down under.
With no less than a dozen hits and

potential hits on his plate, Tudor epito-

mizes the handful of struggling inde-

pendents now faced with the task of

keeping their labels afloat.

“Pm determined this new develop-
ment won’t put me out of business,”
Tudor said. “Ironically, some of the

major companies which are dead
against me, got established in the fif-

ties during another similar dispute.

And one of the most upsetting aspects
of this war for me is the fact that the
record companies for whom I have
roduced so many hits in the past,

ave not even bothered to keep me in-

formed of what they were doing.”
“I had no alternative but to launch

Fable. As a record producer radio
plugs are my lifeblood.

Now that many local releases have
been held up or cancelled, I would
have been bankrupt if I had not started
my own company”. The record dispute
has resulted in several major firms
closing down whole sections of press-
ing plants as the expected decline in

production and sales becomes a reality.

With virtually nowhere to go for the
pressing of product, the independents
are looking further afield; several
have approached plants in Singapore.
Cash Box understands that discs

pressed outside the country can be im-
ported at virtually the same cost as if

they were pressed locally.

This is due oddly enough to the ma-
jor record companies themselves who
some time ago successfully sought an
agreement with the Australian Tariff
Board, whereby records from overseas
can be imported in bulk, without the
payment of any duty.
This deal, negotiated on behalf of the

major companies by the ARMA has
allowed budget-priced discs like those
sold in the Music For Pleasure series,

to be imported and sold here at truly
competitive prices.

(A normal 12" lp retails at $5.75,

while the Music For Pleasure series
and similar low-priced product retails

at between $1.75 and $2.50. All the
major companies have extensive cata-
logues of budget-priced albums on the
market.)
The major companies have ceased

pressing product for independents on
instructions from the ARMA; it there-

fore seems highly likely that the inde-

pendents will be making use of press-

ing facilities abroad, and thanking the
ARMA for making it possible.

It is an incredible situation!

FOOTNOTE: In recent months the
ARMA has brought into being an or-

ganisation known as the Phonographic
Protection Company of Australia;
(PPCA) and it is this body which now
takes care of Association matters,with
particular regard to the record dis-

pute.
Hot on the heels of the opening of

the Australian-produced “Ned Kelly”
movie starring Mick Jagger comes
news of a locally written album of

songs under the title “Kelly Country.”
The songs composed by well known

composer Walter Edwards are per-
formed by Anne and Johnny Hawker
who enjoyed a good deal of success
with numbers like “Cinderella Rodker-
fella” and “Real True Lovin’,” the
latter composed by the Carson-Parks
song-writing combination. The set is

issued here by the Astor label.

Initial release here following his de-

parture from the Monkees is “Little

Red Rider” by Michael Nesmith and
the First National Band. RCA Records
report good initial reaction.

Interesting to note that, unlike many
singles on the market nowadays, RCA
are practically the only major com-
pany pressing hit singles in stereo.

Quality of the pressings is excellent
which makes it a little difficult to

understand why more hit pressings
are not available in stereo.

The man behind the Aussie produc-
tion of “Hair,” Harry M. Miller has
been appointed Commercial and Pro-
motion Consultant for the Australian
Opera. Miller, who started as an entre-

peneur in New Zealand, has been res-

ponsible for bringing some of the really

hot recording properties to this coun-
try. More recently he handled the tour
by Shirley Bassey and is currently en-

gaged in directing the current stage
play “The Secretary Bird” starring
TV’s “Avengers” lead Patrick McGee.
Boxing personality Lionel Rose has

had great success with “I Thank You,”
a song by local dj-composer Johnny
Young. The track has become the title

for a most successful Ip issued here
by Festival Records. The hit single

has sold over 100,000 copies which
gives it a place alongside songs like

“Pub With No Beer” as one of this

countries greatest-ever sellers.

Currently in Sydney-town at the
Chevron Hotel; a comparatively new
cabaret act in the Blossoms; Darlene
Love; Fanita James and Jean King.

Not to Be Ignored

The jukebox industry’s nose has been out of joint

some years now over what is roundly considered its

near-total neglect by the record manufacturers. Vari-

ous complaints have bounced from “not enough adult

music” to “we need more stereo singles” to the latest

gripe — “today’s singles run too long.”

The music operator seems to want all new releases

to run somewhere between two and three minutes
in length. Not too long, which wastes prime earning

time at the location; not too short in order to give the

customer enough music to warrant two-for-a-quarter

play. But far from heeding the demands of the oper-

ating trade, record people seem barely aware of the

problem. When they’re hit with the gripe, they’re

politely amused and often joke: “just imagine telling

the Beatles to record only 2Vz minute tunes so the

jukebox guys can make more money.”

Speakers, Business Session, Banquet
Highlight C.O.I.N.’s Quarterly Meeting
OMAHA — Thirty operators and wives
attended the quarterly meeting here of
Coin Operated Industries of Nebraska
June 14 at the Prom Town House
where a banquet was held during the
evening, attended by 44 persons.
The afternoon was devoted first to

speakers and then to a general busi-
ness meeting. Speakers included MOA
secretary Les Montooth, Keith Barrett,
account executive for Planned Equity
Corp., which underwrites a “Balanced
Financial Plan,” and C.O.I.N. presi-
dent Ed Kort, who delivered a pro-
gress report.
The meeting was devoted to coin in-

dustry problems in Nebraska and
throughout the nation, including such
problems as direct machine sales to

locations, penalties on machine break-
ins and length of records for jukebox
play.
Montooth spoke about the need for

improved communications between
state coin machine associations, dis-

cussing his visits to other association
meetings and explaining the legal and
economic problems faced by associa-
tions in other states.
Discussing the orgainzation and

dues of other associations, he said,
“Once an association has something to

offer its members, then membership
increases come easier. I’ve always
dreamed,” he stressed, “of someday
seeing a state association in every
state that would account to the nation-
al and send members or directors to

the national.”

Barrett then spoke about his com-
pany’s plan for employees which he
said has been installed in 5,300 firms
within three years. He discussed in

detail employer and employee respon-
sibilities under the plan and the con-
sequent benefits for each.
President Kort delivered a brief

summary of C.O.I.N.’s past activity,

claiming several accomplishments,
such as the assignment of a standing
awards committee, the initiation of a
survival assistance program, a push
for two for a quarter play on juke-
boxes and quarter play on games,
efforts to combat direct sale of ma-
chines to locations, formation of a
standing committee on new legislation

and Nebraska’s MOA membership,
which is second highest in the nation
on a percentage basis.

Among those cited for outstanding
contributions to C.O.I.N. and the in-

dustry in general were past president
Howard Ellis, Nebraska MOA repre-
sentative Ted Nichols and MOA direc-

tor Ed Zorinsky. Zorinskv and Ellis

were cited as instrumental in the pas-
sage of Bill 1360, which levied an as-

sessment on operators instead ef a
sales tax and helps curtail directsales
to locations.

Kort concluded, “There have been
many depressing situations, but on the
other hand many pleasant ones too.

I’ve certainly enjoyed my term in the
head seat, and I hope that I have man-
aged some good for C.O.I.N.”

Market research has determined a number of things

about the music operator’s buying habits. One, he’s

really not interested in buying stereo singles for his

machines to the extent that he’ll choose them over

the mono hits. Secondly, his original interest in little

IPs is now passive at best. Thirdly, his reported thirst

for adult records has been so utterly exaggerated at

association meetings and in print that he’s beginning
to believe it himself — all the time knowing he buys
from the pop charts because these disks have proven
their mass appeal and he wants to earn the most for

every record dollar spent.

Trouble is, everyone has been telling the music
operator what he should want to find on the one stop's

counter without really bothering to consult with the op
himself. Sure, many spokesmen from the operating
trade have voiced their own specialized programming
needs, but when this secular stuff is publicized to the
point that it far overshadows the op’s real needs — hit

selling disks — then something's wrong. The music op
is a chart man plain and simple. He buys by the chart

and as such, fans that initial sales spark into a profit-

able flame for the record industry.

How then does the record industry view the oper-

ating industry? Not by the records they buy but by
the ones they don’t. The IP’s, the stereos the old

fashioned adult. Record people consider the operator
somewhere “out there in the twilight zone. You can
kind of tell when they’re on to a record when it jumps
from 50 with a bullet one week to 23 the next. It’s

the ops gettin’ on it.” They mean that after a record
sells well enough to earn a prominent spot on the sales

chart, the operating trade will then lay into it with

gusto. These volumn operator purchases serve to send
it higher and higher on the charts, and so on and so
forth until it peaks and disappears.

The part played by juke operators in the success
of a single record is obviously of great importance to

record makers, but considering their chart-oriented

selection habits, record people have no urgent need
to romance them. In addition, those who have tried

directly to enlist the operator’s support for a new
single, found little or no reaction. Therefore, record

companies may very well respect the music operator’s

buying power but have learned they can do little

else to stimulate a more productive and profitable *

alliance.

Two things are obvious. Music operators shouldn’t

just complain to record people for this or that; they
should demonstrate their gripes thru the records they

buy, and as such, move the record up the chart or *

drop it off. Secondly, record people should consider
the operating industry more than some “vague un-
known”. They should get out and see what operators
look like . . . even if (and that's only a qualified "if”)

it doesn’t amount to one extra record sale. Tho the
operator's buying habits might be too rigid to bend, his

patronage over the decades (which might conceivably
account for 40% of all single record purchases) should
be acknowledged.

For starters, the record business should get reac-

quainted with the jukebox op. There are hundreds of *

operator meetings held across the country each year-

from local association gatherings up to and including
the MOA Expo. Label execs, local record distribs and
even artists should be on hand at some of these
affairs and exchange thoughts with our people. Our
machines are complementing the radio promotion of *

singles on the way up the charts; our buying power
keeps more than a few record companies solvent,

and many more rich. The music operator is not to

be ignored!
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La. House Committee Votes Down Anti-Coin Bill;

Governor Likely to Push Bill Until Session's End

N.J. City Mayor Signs

Licensing, Sales Bill

Harmful To Operators

ELIZABETH — A watered down ver-

sion of a highly restrictive civic ordi-

nance regulating the licensing and
sale of coin-operated music and
amusement machines was signed into

law here by Mayor Thomas G. Dunn,
to take effect July 1

The most restrictive provision of

the law limits the number of amuse-
ment machines placed on location

throughout the city to one for every
400 people. The allowed number of

amusement machines, based on the

1960 census of 120,000, limits the total

to 300. There is no such limit on juke-
boxes. Recent estimates place the cur-

rent population of Elizabeth at 190,000.

Under the law, all operators must
pay $500 for an annual master license

to place amusement machines on loca-

tion and an additional $20 for each ma-
chine as opposed to the original late

spring proposal of a $2,000 machine
license ana $10 for each machine on
location. The fee for jukebox opera-
tors is $200 for the license and $20 for

each machine placed on location.

All coin-operated machines are re-

quired to contain tamper-proof coin
counters within 90 days of the law’s
effective passage. All operators are
required to file a report of their an-
nual gross receipts before January 31

of the year after that concerned, al-

lowing the operator only one month to
file his report to Elizabeth’s Finance
Office. These reports will then be turn-
ed over to the New Jersey State Po-
lice, who will be expected to make an
annual report concerning the findings
of its examination of the operators’
reports.

A section of the original ordinance,
which would have prohibited the use
of amusement machines between 2

a.m. and 9 a.m. and by youngsters un-
der 16 at all times unless accompanied
by a guardian, was omitted from the
present law.

The ordinance, which created con-
siderable controversy here among the
city council, police department and
coin-operated machine operators and
distributors, was actually the third

such ordinance proposed here in re-

cent years. The previous two ordi-

nances were declared void by the Ap-
elate Division of the New Jersey
tate Superior Court.

Area operators, whose available lo-

cations are severely restricted, and
area distributors, whose machine
sales to operators are consequently
hurt, are hopeful that similar court
action can be taken against the pres-
ent ordinance.

BATON ROUGE — State Senate Bill

.559, which contains provisions that
could deal a fatal blow to the coin
machine industry in Louisana, was
voted down here last Wednesday by
the House Ways and Means Commit-
tee, 10 votes to eight.

The bill, which would outlaw bingos
and make all amusement machines
susceptible to confiscation and destruc-
tion if used for gambling purposes,
would under normal circumstances
be effectively defeated. But Gov.
John J. McKeithen had said, before
the bill’s committee defeat, that he
would attempt to override the com-
mitte’s vote, and personally present,
it for a full House vote a move un-
recedented in Louisiana political

istory. The governor has until July 8,

the closing date of the state House,
to gain passage of the bill.

The proposed bill is the culmination
of more than two months of relent-

less political pressure directed at the
state’s coin machine operators, stim-
ulated in part by a Life magazine
story about “Mafia activity” in Louis-
iana.
According to local coin machine

spokesmen, considerable pressure
for the bill’s passage has been placed
on legislators by state officials, es-

pecially the governor and media. They
further maintain that several state
representatives, sympathetic to the
coin machine industry, have been in-

timidated, particularly by television

cameras that have been allowed to

film legislative proceedings.
The bill under consideration is one

of more than a dozen similar bills

which have been proposed during the

past two months. Senate Bill 559 was
passed in the Senate and went to the
House which decided by a 54-35 vote
to place the bill before the 20-member
Ways and Means Committee for hear-
ings and a subsequent vote.

Called to testify before the Com-
mittee was Bob Nims, president of

A.M. A. Dist., Inc. of New Orleans.
Appearing voluntarily was Mick
Putch of Southern Music, Freeport.
The testimony of coin machine oper-
ators and distributors was supported
by thousands of telegrams from loca-

tion owners throughout the state,

many of whom are likely to suffer
crippling setbacks from the passage
of Senate Bill 559.

The bill would classify all bingo
machines as illegal gambling devices
and also empower local authorities
to confiscate and destroy purely
amusement machines “if used for

gambling purposes.” All amusement
machines are included in the bill —
pinball machines, pool tables, shuffle
alleys, flipper games, etc.

After a law enforcement officer

apprehends those charged with “gam-
bling”, courts of local jurisdiction

would be empowered to render a de-

cision. If a quilty verdict is handed

down, local authorities could take
whatever action they might consider
with the machines concerned.
As a countermeasure to the heavy

anti-coin machine pressure, plans are
in preparation to organize a state
association to protect operators. Tom
Hughes, president of S & H Dist. in

Shreveport, and Bob Rooney of State
Novelty, Baton Rouge are organizing
a meeting of all Louisiana operators
to be held July 14 at the Holiday Inn
in Bossier City.

It is Hughes’ contention that the coin
machine industry is being used as a
scapegoat to absorb the unfavorable
publicity directed at Louisiana govern-
ment officials since the national maga-
zine article was published. Hughes,
who unsuccessfully tried to organize
the operators some five years ago,
considers organization the only viable
preventive means against further
legislative attack.

“If we had an active organization
during the past few years, this would
have never happened,” Hughes
said. “If the controversy over the
bill doesn’t bring operators together
now, nothing ever will,” he added.
Hughes, a distributor, says that

although distributors’ help will be
given during early organizational
stages, the association will be designed
for operators to whom the association
will be completely turned over after
the group achieves cohesiveness.
Hughes says he is currently trying

to organize an association similar
to that of the neighboring Arkansas
Music Operators Assn., which he says
is one of the strongest state associa-
tions in the country. Hughes says
that dues collected by the Louisiana
association would help pay for a
professional lobbyist in Baton Rouge
to protect the interests of the com
machine industry in legislative mat-
ters.

of funds,” Hughes emphasized, “be-
cause it’s been awfully difficult fight-

ing the present bill with no money at
all.”

Louisiana operators have been
severely threatened not only by bills

providing punishments for gambling
violations, but also with bills that
would establish astronomical licensing
fees. Anti-gambling bills such as
House Bill 72, introduced by Rep.
Leon C. Soniat Jr., and Senate Bill

206, introduced by Sen. Jesse M.
Knowles, have been followed by sever-
al proposed licensing bills. The most
severe is Senate Bill 245, introduced
by Sen. Jemar W. Adcock of Monroe,
that would increase license fees from
$50 to $2,000 for each amusement
machine placed on location. The
license fee would be applicable on
state, parish and city levels. Con-
ceivably, an operator could pay
$6,000 for one amusement machine
placed on location. State operators
have been trying to offset this pro-
posal with House Bill 1102 that
would provide for less severe li-

cense fee increases.
At present, in addition to the general

license fee, operators must pay
..yearly fees for individual machines.
They pay $450 for each bingo table,
and $100 per machine for all other
amusement devices.
“The operators pay more taxes

in this state than the wholesale
liquor dealers,” Hughes said.
According to Hughes, such legisla-

tion would wine out the Louisiana
coin machine industry, and deprive
the state treasury of one and a half
million dollars in tax revenues,
which it currently receives from the
industry.

“If these bills go through, I don’t
know what I’d do,” Hughes says.
“This is my 33rd year in this busi-
ness. I’ve been in it since I was 17.

It has been my life.”

NEW YORK — The Jayark Corp., pro-
ducer of the “Super/8” cartridgeload
sound movie projector that has been
used primarily for industrial, educa-
tional and sales purposes, is offering
its machine as a coin-operated amuse-
ment device.

The projector holds up to thirty min-
utes of color film in its cartridge and
contains an internal speaker to produce
full fidelity sound. The machine is en-
closed in a cabinet with a timer and
coin meter and has a continuous loop
cartridge with power controlled film
travel.

The “Super/8” also contains a tran-
sistorized amplifier and a four by six
inch speaker with a frequency re-
sponse of 100 to 8,000 cycles. The ma-
chine is topped by a nine by 12 inch
screen, on which the picture is illumi-
nated by an 80 watt quartz halogen
lamp.
