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Everybody loses. The rock fan. The
act. The promoters. The music busi-

ness. And, oddly enough, community
groups, which, in one instance, had a

lot to gain through a rock festival in

terms of a financial cut, but, through
acts of self-destruction, decided to

reaffirm the presence of a rock festival

on New York’s Randall’s Island as

taking place on their “turf.”

Thus, this has been a summer of

great disenchantment with regard to

outdoor rock festivals. Especially when
last summer came to a close with

“Woodstock,” whose spirit of good-
will—still here for us to view on film

—seems a distant memory, a momen-
tary could-have-been in America’s dia-

log with its children.

We know too well that today’s rock

music has political and social over-

tones—so much of it a decent expres-

sion, in one way or another, of what
we thought Woodstock was all about.

Yet, are we being carried away by the

“message” so much so that we make
the rock event itself a political hap-

pening, an occasion to state our views

before we let the music go on? The
city fathers do it by erecting walls to

prevent rock festivals. Many so-called

rock fans do it, less interested in the

artform than in doing-their-thing at the

expense of others who pay good money
in anticipation of a good day or night

of the music they love. Sometimes, it’s

sad to say, rock acts do it, by “playing

to the crowds” who hang on every

word they utter, making inflammatory

off-hand remarks not in the musical

context that “signal” impressionable

youngsters to test authority.

Yes, rock music, reflecting its times,

is not a Beethoven sonata, or the

Boston Pops. In its unbridled joy or

kinetic anguish, the best of rock is

making claim to its right to speak out

through the medium of words-and-

music. But, it should be clear that a

rock event is not a political rally, but a

musical event whose acts may or may
not have something to say musically

about the world around them. If the

music isn’t satisfying, and if the words

don’t have the ring of poetry, such a

performance has no place at a musical

event, and its “message” should be

delivered somewhere else.

When the point is learned that rock

festivals are musical festivals, we feel

that a lot of things will take care of

themselves in terms of community in-

terest and gate-crashers. But, right

now, everybody loses.

all the club or cafe format showplaces
which have tried to give younger
crowds more than weekend entertain-
ment have proved inoperable.

It isn’t true,
and only a small handful of people
come to the Bitter End unless it is to
see an artist they are drawn to.”
There are a number of exceptions,

and the validity of Colby’s state-
ments is supported by examples such
as Ten Wheel Drive, Tom Rush and
Tom Paxton who have received con-
siderable exposure that has been
beneficial as a stepping stone to other
clubs and concerts as well as to build-
ing an audience for their records.

In a number of cases, the club also
serves as a testing ground for per-
formers or for new material being
tried out by better known acts.

“So,” Colby notes, “it is as foolish
for performers to be insensitive to
the small clubs as to themselves.”

AFL-CIO died here last week (21)
of an apparent heart attack at the

age of 69. Surviving Kenin are his

widow V. Maxine Kenin, two sons
David and James, a brother Frank
K. Kenin of Portland, Oregon, and a
sister Fanny Kenin Friedman, also of

Portland.

Lawyer, Labor Leader

Kenin successfully combined a ca-

reer as a practiticing attorney and
professional musician to become an
esteemed labor leader and president of

the 300,000-member American Fed-
eration of Musicians. An official of the
Federation since 1943, he was elected

President on June 4, 1958, succeeding
James C. Petrillo.

Kenin was born in Vineland, New
Jersey in 1901, the son of a member
of Samuel Gompers’ Cigar Makers
Union. He grew up and attended
school in Portland, Oregon. He at-

tended Reed College in Oregon and
in 1930, following three years as a
night student at Northwestern College

of Law, was admitted to the Oregon
bar.
During both his college and law

school days, Kenin played as a violin-

ist, first with the George Olsen or-

chestra and then heading his own
band. During the 1920’s and early 30’s

his orchestra played hotel, radio, the-

atre and club dates, mostly on the
West Coast.

Entering- the practice of law in

1931, Kenin devoted himself to his

general law practice, although he
maintained membership in Portland’s
Local 99 of the AFM. In 1936 he was
elected president of his Local.

In 1943, Kenin was invited by Pe-
trillo to fill an interim position on the
Federation’s International Executive
Board and, surrendering his law prac-
tice, subsequently was elected to

regular consecutive terms on the IEB.
He also served as president of Local
99. In the twenty years of his tenure
there, membership in the Local grew
from 500 to 1,300. Kenin relinquished
this post in 1956 to head up the
Federation’s first International office

on the West Coast.
He was unanimously elected AFM

International President at the 1958
Convention in Philadelphia.

Since that time, the Federation has
moved in many important new direc-

tions: It was a major force in suc-

cessful efforts to establish the Na-
tional Endowments for the Arts and
the Humanities; it won the long battle

in Congress to reduce the twenty per
cent cabaret tax that had deprived
musicians of employment; pension
funds for musicians have been es-

tablished; television programs have
been persuaded to eliminate cut-rate
foreign music in scoring, and Amer-
ican musicians have been rehired;
wage scales and working conditions
have been improved; scholarship pro-
grams to encourage young musicians
have been expanded.
Kenin was a principal force in the

establishment of the Inter-American
Federation of Entertainment Workers
and the International Secretariat of
Entertainment Trade Unions. He was
a Vice President of the AFL-CIO, and
a member of its Executive Council.
He was past President and present
Treasurer of the AFL-CIO Council
for Scientific, Professional and Cul-
tural Employees; a member of the
Advisory Committee of the Kennedy
Cultural Center, and a past member
of the National Council on the Arts.

Simon’s “The Boxer” the opening
number of the night, was the most
appropriate song they could do. With
a little imagination you can see the
similarity of the song and their
childhood beginnings in that very
same Forest Hills. So that was just
the start of one of the finest concerts
nine dollars could buy.

It was about nine o’clock (a half
hour late) when they appeared on
stage and started to sing before any-
one even noticed them. Paul Simon
wearing blue jeans, a striped shirt
and a New York Yankees cap. Art
Garfunkel wearing the same blue
jeans, and a worn button down shirt,
looking very Forest Hills, followed
The Boxer with “59th Street Bridge
Song” and “Fakin’ It.” By this time
the well dressed and extremely quiet
crowd knew they were in for an extra
special treat. Maybe because they were
playing in their own back yards and
their mother was there to watch them,
but perfection was the only way for
them. Paul Simon, a bit of an actor
& comedian also, felt it necessary to
stop one song and start over so he
could do it a different way, best de-
scribes the altitude they were aiming
for. The moon was burning a fiery
orange in the sky and the warm night

grew hot as everyone strained to listen
to Paul Simon’s guitar and Art Gar-
funkel’s beautiful vocals. They did
all their famous songs, covering all

five of their great Columbia albums,
which brought back memories to
many. As extras were some rock and
roll greats like “By By Love.” Before
intermission they did one from their
new album, a folk song from Peru
called “El Condor Pasa,” and finished
the first half with the great “Home-
ward Bound.”

For the second half of the show
the boys concentrated on solo num-
bers, and both showed the profession-
alism they have. The highlight of
the night, was the million selling (and
Art’s finest solo) “Bridge Over
Troubled Waters.” This brought him
a thunderous and well deserved stand-
ing ovation. After a set of encores,
the show ended just as strangely as
it had started, with the boys just
walking off. They came back to take
bows, with sheepish grins on their
faces as if uncertain as to whether
the crowd enjoyed them. They are un-
equaled by any other act around and
.they know it! By this time the moon
was a golden glow standing high in
the sky and a strange setting for the
quiet crowd to file out onto the sleepy
streets surrounding the stadium, and
back to the desolation of their cars
and homes to discuss one of the few
real music treats they had ever wit-
nessed.

Blood, Sweat <& Tears/John Hartford
HOLLYWOOD BOWL, L.A. — “Peo-
ple say that we sound ‘too precise.’
Well, anybody who’d spent six years
at Juilliard is trained to sound ‘pre-
cise.’ Actually, the members of this
band probably have much individual
free blowing space as any other rock
group.”
David Clayton-Thomas’ statement,

made at a press conference the after-
noon before, was at least partially
proven during the course of Blood,
Sweat and Tears’ Hollywood Bowl con-
cert. Each member (except drummer
Bobby Colomby) did indeed have at
least one lengthy solo. Contrary to
their recorded performances, though,
the band sounded far from precise. In
fact, they were quite—and consistent-
ly—ragged. This, they explained, was
because it was their first U.S. appear-
ance following their Iron Curtain tour,
and they really hadn’t much oppor-
tunity to perform material from their
new Columbia album.
Whatever the excuse, their audience

didn’t seem to mind a program char-
acterized by performers tripping, fall-

ing mikestands, occasional out-of-key
playing and an extremely obvious
showbiz approach to the whole thing.
BS&T did, however, have the decency
to make a sound check during the
afternoon (something that the Band
hadn’t done the week before, with
really unfortunate results). Four care-
fully-planned encores were taken, with
the real chestnuts (“You’ve Made Me

So Very Happy” and
Wheel”) saved for last.

‘Spinning

The “showbiz approach” mentioned
above was typified by the group’s
presentation of “Symphony for the
Devil” done up with lots of mood
lighting and sinister instrumental ef-

fects; the only thing the piece lacked
was the sight of Clayton-Thomas pop-
ping up in long red underwear and a
horned headpiece.

Possibly because he was brought in

as a next-to-the-last minute substitute
for broken-wristed Gordon Lightfoot,
R.C.A.’s John Hartford presented his

45 minute sock-it-to-’em set of proven
audience-pleasers. Comprising about
nine numbers, it was virtually the
same program presented at his last
couple of local club appearances.

Hartford’s group, Iron Mountain
Depot, performed with competence;
their lack of inspiration understand-
ably may have been symptomatic of
the boredom brought with repetition.
Probably the most unexpected—and
for that reason memorable—feature
of the whole set was their playing “I
Want You (She’s So Heavy)” as Hart-
ford left the stage following his en-
core of (surprise!) “Gentle On My
Mind.”

CENTRAL PARK, NYC — The Byrds
just keep on, adding a few new things
here, doing an extended improvisation
there, and generally generating good
feelings among themselves and their
listeners. At the Schaefer Festival
they were right up to snuff.

Roger McGuinn and the crew opened
the set with a Bob Dylan song, “You
Ain’t Goin’ Nowhere.” The Byrds are
always at home doing Dylan’s ma-
terial and this number, from their
“Sweetheart Of The Rodeo” album,
usually gets things going for every-
one. Roger then introduced a new
song “Welcome Back Home,” a coun-
try flavored item which was given a
nice gently rocking treatment.

Somehow the Byrds’ version of
“This Wheels On Fire” seems to
get more prophetic with each per-
formance. Shifting winds of a building
rainstorm gave it even more intensity.
But no rain fell on the Byrds.

The medley portion of their set
featured a good deal more solo work
and improv playing than usual. Fol-
lowing “Turn, Turn, Turn” and “Mr.
Tambourine Man,” and serving as a
prelude to “Eight Miles High,” there
was a ten minutes plus jam by the
bass guitarist and the drummer. Ap-
parently the Byrds would like to move
further along in this direction, so al-

though this break was a trifle too
long, it augurs well for the future.

To cries for an encore, Roger and
friends ambled back onto the stage
to sing “So You Want To Be A Rock
And Roll Star.” More than just a
spoof and a goof, this has always
been an excellent plain old happy
tune, and the Byrds’ rendition of it

on this not quite stormy night was a
treat. The group exited, once again,
to prolonged applause. Obviously the
audience would have stayed for a
dozen more encores.

Also on the program was Van
Morrison who, while raindrops fell all

around, offered a well balanced set
comprised of numerous selections
from his “Moondance” album. We
particularly liked his singing of
“Brown Eyed Girl.” Morrison records
for Warner Brothers. e.k.

CENTRAL PARK, NYC — Arlo
Guthrie brought many smiles to many
faces as he performed in his own
inimitable fashion at the Schaefer
Music Festival this week. Playing
both guitar and piano and singing in

the manner to which he has become
accustomed, Arlo was .... well, Arlo
was just Arlo.
What is it about a New York City

audience that there are people so rude
as to demand songs and insult artists
who don’t cater to their whims. Sev-
eral noisy and obnoxious people did
their damnedest to disrupt Arlo’s set
with continued cries for “Alice’s
Restaurant” (“See the movie,” advised
Arlo) and the “Motorcycle Song,”
neither of which got done. This Re-
prise artist is moving forward into
different material now and it is good
material. Still there are some who
prefer the security of the past. At any
rate, Arlo was scarcely ruffled by the
outbursts and calmly went about his
business.
One of the real highlights of the

set came very early with the singing
of “Okie From Muskogee,” the

GARDEN STATE ARTS CENTER
N. J.—Despite serioas social turmoil
in nearby Asbury Park last week,
British songstress Petula Clark drew
admiring swarms of summer concert
goers throughout her week-long en-
gagement at the handsome Garden
State Arts Center. Her act was pol-
ished, combining wit and nonchalance
with a distinctive and sensitive sing-
ing style and it no doubt pleased her
fans as well as winning her new de-
votees who had thought of her only
as the girl who sings “Downtown.”

Basically, Miss Clark’s set is con-
structed around her personal hits “I
Know A Place,” “Don’t Sleep In The
Subway,” “This Is My Song,” “My
Love,” “I Couldn’t Live Without
Your Love,” but she also delivered
standards and near standards like
Paul McCartney’s “Yesterday” as
well as newer material including Si-
mon and Garfunkel’s epic “Bridge
Over Troubled Water.” Highlights of
the evening were a moving interpre-
tation of the (vastly underrated)
Leslie Bricusse ballad “You And I”
and a “Beat Goes On” medley, an

preachy and overly self-righteous song
which has become a hit in the country
market. After hearing Arlo’s tongue
in cheek, deadpan version of this, it

seems hard to believe that the song
was originally written in earnest.

Some equally memorable moments
came with “Percy’s Song,” which film

freaks will remember as the tune
which Bob Dylan was in the midst of

writing and Joan Baez was singing in

the movie “Don’t Look Back.” Arlo’s
treatment was even-keeled, benefit-

ting greatly from his rhythmic piano
technique. Returning to the guitar,
Arlo offered another Dylan piece,

“Don’t Think Twice, It’s Alright.”
Arlo’s own “Ring Around The Rosey”
and “Coming Into Los Angeles” were
thoroughly enjoyable as well.

Preceding Arlo Guthrie was Man-
hattan Transfer, the new Capitol
quartet. They have a sound not unlike
the early Mamas & Papas, not quite a
fair comparison, but one which is cer-

tain to strike most people upon first

hearing them. They performed several
songs accompanied by Gene Pistilli,

lately of Cashman, Pistilli & West.
e.k

historical review of rhythm which
had the singer performing everything
from Strauss-like waltzes to Elvis-
flavored rock.

Backing the vocalist was a fine or-
chestra made up of brass and reeds
from the Buddy Rich band, plus
strings, plus Clark regulars Hugh
McCracken on lead guitar and Kirk
Hamilton on bass. Frank Owens,
Petula Clark’s Musical Director, con-
ducted from the piano neatly co-
ordinating the overall blend.

First half of the evening was am-
ply filled with the tightly disciplined
yet musically explosive orchestra of
Buddy Rich. The big band format
was standard but the sound was 1970
as the group ambled through spun
out versions of “Keep The Customer
Satisfied” and selections from “West
Side Story,” both of which included
brilliant solos from band members
and powerful percussive inventions
from Mr. Rich. The orchestra plays
in the States this summer before
heading for a tour of Britain in the
fall.

WESTSIDE ROOM, CENTURY
PLAZA, CENTURY CITY—If it’s the

teens who dictate the tastes of the

recording industry, it’s still their

affluent establishment elders who
support the supper clubs. John Gary
knows the buttered side of his bread.

He’s more of a MOR entertainer than

most. His repertoire is aimed squarely

at Mr. Businessman and his Mrs. In-

terweaving pop and (mostly) stand-

ard ballads with nimble notes for

change of pace, he has managed
(with nary a single chart record,

though his RCA album sales are sub-

stantial) to command and please

large audiences.
Gary is a noteworthy note-holder.

And it’s refreshing to watch him, so

secure in his own element that he

doesn’t feel compelled to also (like so

many others) be a comic. It makes
the spontaneous humor between him
and the audience a pleasant extension

of his personality. He’s perfectly at

ease in handling the ringside reparte.

His voice is melefluous without
being monotonous. His low notes are
full of timbre and are demonstrated
best in such songs as “Don’t Let Me
Go” and “For Once In My Life,”

while his head tones remain pure and
easy with the likes of “Malegena Sa
Le Rosa.” He handles the lighter

tunes nearly as well. “She Loves
Me,” for example, is done with both
warmth and humor. A Bacharach-
David medley is particularly impres-
sive as he uses Hal’s words to Burt’s

tunes—not necessarily together, as

they were written. What issues is a

melodic montage of such items as

“Raindrops Keep Falling On My
Head” played in counterpoint to a

vocal rendition of “I’ll Never Fall in

Love Again.” The medley is one of

the high points in an engaging flow

of good songs performed with com-
pelling proficiency.
Gary is backed by A1 Pelgrini’s

band with tasteful arrangements,
well controlled by pianist-musical di-

rector John Hammond. Eddie Duran
is featured on guitar and he’s obvi-

ously one of the best sidemen
around.

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NEW YORK—‘NEW YORK POP’—WHY IT FIZZLED

There’s an excellent possibility that all the facts behind last weekend's N.Y. Pop

Festival on Randall’s Island will be irretrievably lost. Like all disasters mounted on

a grand scale, many of the answers to the question “why?” are darkly shrouded

in the smokey rubble of the aftermath.

Problems started for Brave New World Productions over a month ago when
they were presented with a series of demands to be met at the test by the Young
Lords. The result of this was a press conference held last week at which Bob Gard-

iner, co-producer with BNW told me, in apparent sincerity, that they were going to

set a precedent at “N.Y. Pop” by liberating the people from the financial enslave-

ment of agents and promoters by allowing the “Community” (the Young Lords

and the White Panther/Ryp Coolective a share of the profits from the event. In

addition, internal security was to be handled by the Lords.

Gardiner seemed most proud of the fact that BNW was allowing the Coolective

two hours each night “for political rap, to hip people to what’s really going on in

the communities in the City, and to allow ghetto groups to perform.” Yet on Sun-
day when I talked to Gardiner backstage at Downing Stadium (this was after Don
Friedman of BNW refused to talk to me, retiring to his limosine for safety against

the ravaging hoards of the Press) and asked him what was going on he said:

“Well, you know Friday night was great, just great, except that the young Lords

got up on stage and began this political rap and nobody was into it, you know,

they were here for the music. The Lords were warned beforehand that the audi-

ence was not here to listen to politics and that it just wouldn’t go down. We were

proved right; the kids didn’t dig it and they were booed off the stage. After Friday

they've been cool and haven’t tried it again.” Yet many of the backstage crew
stated that the political rap had been attempted again Saturday, the worst night.

Friday seemed to be okay; people who had tickets got in, most of the groups

scheduled to play got paid and subsequently did play. What happened between
Friday and Saturday is hard to say. The Lords decided to open the concert up to

the public and make it a free gig “for the people.” Meanwhile groups like Tony
Williams Lifetime, scheduled to appear Saturday night were cancelling. Others,

like Delaney & Bonnie, arrived at the Stadium to find they weren’t getting paid

and promptly walked out. As far as I could ascertain, about the only group ad-

vertised to perform who did was Ten Years After.

Sunday, the Stadium was open to the people again. The atmosphere was not

good backstage. Everyone was pretty down, including not only the roadies but the

performers themselves. Mick, one of the Mountain road men said, “I’ve seen
worse run festivals, sure, but I’ve never seen a worse atmosphere for playing.

Mountain’s main man Felix Pappalardi fold me "All I’m interested in doing is

getting up there and playing, that’s what we came for. We got a call this afternoon

saying we’d go on at 8 so we should have the band here by 7. Now we're being told

we’re not to play 'til at least 11.” None of the artists seemed too happy about sit-

ting around waiting to go on. One said “Man, they’ve got a thousand diddly bands
showing up to get on and play.” In fact Mountain, Van Morrison and Dr. John
were the only scheduled acts that showed on Sunday. As for the crowd, the play-

ing field was about two-thirds full with some people sprinkled around the seats.

What’s so sad about the entire weekend is that it could have been so good. The
three-day line up included some of the best talent in the industry; the sound sys-

tem, usually a large problem at outdoor concerts, was excellent; the people at the

Stadium from BNW were, for the most part, very courteous and, wherever possible

extremely helpful. What went wrong? Maybe too many people were more interested

in raising revolutionary flags than they were in seeing that the audience (those

that paid) got their money’s worth in what, after all, they came to see: rock music.

writings of underprivileged (mostly black and Puerto Rican) children that were

collected in a book by the same name. Gary and the director went through about

1,000 children of all ages and circumstance in order to fill the cast of twelve sing-

ers. A lot of the youngsters who were picked had never even been on a stage be-

fore. Gary calls the show a major breakthrough in theatre because it is operatic

using today’s music to come across with the contemporary sound—not the Broad-

way pseudo-rock style, but the real thing.” Many of the show’s songs have a solid-

ly commercial flair, and they are being picked up by numerous singers and groups

(The Sweet Inspiration was one of the first to wax two of the songs from the

show on Atlantic, and their reading, along with the back-up of the Muscle Shoals

sidemen—is hit sound). All in all, from the time the idea was conceived until the

time of final rehearsals, took only about a year.

Before "Nobody,” Gary worked as a teacher in Bedford Stuyvesant and picked

up extra bread doing pop TV and radio commercials. He’s also written a "Rock
Oratorio” which he describes as "a contemporary Hebrew thing, done by re-setting

the whole Friday night service to today music.” It’s been done several times locally

and is set to tour nationwide. Right now, Gary's working on a "Broadway dimen-

sion” musical that will have “subtle, political undercurrents, similar to those

utilized by various classical composers.” Remember the man’s name— it will be

most familiar in composer circles for some time to come.

OUT OF THE HOME AND INTO THE FRYING PAN

The music of Don Cooper young Roulette folk artist is filled with recollections.

Recollections of places, aspirations, women. His songs most of which he’s written

tell more about where he’s been than where he’s at exuding moods of loneliness

and an attempt to relate past recollections to present experiences.

It should come as no surprise then that the 23-year-old artist has been con-

stantly on the move primarily in the Midwest where he’s witnessed countless life

styles and developed an understanding of the area’s people—an understanding

that has been sensitively transferred to his songs.

Among the places Don has called home are Kansas City, St. Paul, Des Moines
and Columbia, Missouri, where he attended the University of Missouri for four

years, receiving a degree in English Educaton.

He considers Columbia home now because, he says, he’s never stayed anywhere
more than four years. “I don’t recall a home,” Don says, "and I guess traveling so

much has left me with a lot of disassociated feelings.”

In his conversation and in music, Don does not condemn or apologize for his

wanderlust. Rather, he appreciates his travels for contributing to an in-depth

understanding of diverse life styles and a rich realm of experiences.

Don is still traveling, but his itinerary has become more structured. It now in-

cludes the Powder Ridge Festival, the Merv Griffin Show, and studio work toward
a third Roulette album, a follow-up to his “Bless the Children” LP.

Don’s goals are simply stated but ambitious. "I want to make good music the

rest of my life,” he says. Don’s efforts thus far in a brief career indicate that his

goals are achievable. But just where, geographically, that music will be made is

anybody’s guess.

SHORT TAKES

other, Sunday's The Face Of The Earth. The Organ Grinders pulled into town in

their 1954 school bus from their 40-acre farm in Maryland in order to play the

playing on August 10 with the Supremes in Cambridge, Mass.
Heard from Gail Buchalter yesterday and she’s now located in Nashville operat-

ing her new publicity office called Down Home Public Relations (she’s already

snared Pete Drake’s account and a few others). A lot of you may remember her

from Mercury’s New York office and might try reaching her down there.

Canadian 11-man group, Illustration, is opening on August 7 at The Downbeat
Supper club in New York. Normally a jazz club exclusively, the Longchamps
dinner spot is accommodating the rock group for its six-week stint. Album is on

the Janus label.

Muddy Waters Blues Band plays the dollar-concert at the Museum of Modern
Art on August 6 at 7:30 p.m. Next week (30) it’s Leon Thomas—same time,

same place.

Eric Clapton has finally gotten it together—a group, that is. Along with Eric

on lead are Carl Radle (bass), Jim Gordon (drums) and Bobby Whitlock (organ).

For some obscure reason the act is called Derek and The Dominoes and is now
on a three month tour of Britain. They'll be in the States in Sept, to record an

After a day of pedaling on his trusty ten
speed, he managed to get to Nyack, N.Y., a rather disappointing accomplishment,
even by his own admission. After all, there are people who commute that far

every morning. But the MM had some good excuses for his poor showing: his

pack had begun spilling gear all over the road, plus he had taken several wrong
turns and narrowly escaped a rock slide on the Palisades. Determined to stick to

his quest, he rose early the next day, cycled to a point 1,284 feet above sea

LOST AND FOUND DEPT.—With the veritable deluge of material that crosses

our desk every week it is possible that for one reason or another an album of

merit gets lost in the shuffle.

Her voice may not appeal to everyone because of its extremely

high register (although Joni Mitchell and Judy Collins haven’t had much trouble),

but the most exciting aspect of the disk are the songs, especially "Tomorrow
Bound,” “I Don’t Dare,” and "Joshua” which are astonishing in their crystal

beauty. Special mention should be made of Lee Holridge’s creative arrange-

ments. LP is on Decca. Listen to it.
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ABSOLUTELY LIVE—The Doors—Elektra 9002

Yes, Cynthia, there really is a “live” Doors

album; and yes, it really is a two-record set. All

long tracks then, of the Doors on stage en-

gulfed in the great atmosphere they project.

Some oldies like “Alabama Song,” “When The

Music’s Over,” “Soul Kitchen,” get fine read-

ings, while new songs like “Love Hides,” “Uni-

versal Mind,” and “Build Me A Woman,

crackle with Doorsian excitement. Also included

is Jim Morrison’s famous tone poem, “Celebra-

tion of the Lizard,” that builds some beautiful

images. Producer Paul Rothchild deserves

much credit for including pre- and post-show

crowd reactions so that the atmosphere of the

evening comes boldly through. As for the group

itself, they never sounded better.

BAND OF GOLD—Freda Payne—Invictus ST-

Freda Payne, the powerhouse songstress,

who seemed to explode out of nowhere with

her “Band Of Gold" single, shows impressive

credentials on this, her debut album. Along

with “Band,” the latest of the Holland-Dozier-

Holland artists renders “This Girl Is A Woman
Now,” and “Deeper And Deeper,” the latter

sounding like a logical follow-up to her current

charter. Freda should establish herself on the

pop as well as the R&B front with this deck.

BARREL—Lee Michaels—A&M 4249
Interest in Lee Michaels has been building

like a giant groundswell and this, his fourth

LP should be the one to break this talent wide

open. Lee plays organ, sings, writes, and is

ably abetted by drummer Frosty. The time is

right for his songs of America in flux and tor-

ment. “What Now America,” with its overtones

of Ohio and its dire consequences, stands as a

monumental work of younger generation feel-

ing. In contrast, “Uummmm My Lady” is an

evocative portrait of Lee’s lady. Yet even in the

slower cuts there’s an urgency that correctly

reflects the attitudes of today's constantly in

motion youth. Blockbuster potential here;

when it breaks, the sky’s the limit.

Fop Pichs ON THE WATERS—Bread—Elektra 74076
Bread’s second album has become one

the most eagerly anticipated musical events
of the year. Now that it’s here the question is,

does it live up to the advance talk. Nothing
you’ve heard about this LP could possibly do
justice to the absolutely exquisite music con-

tained within the covers. From their joyous
smash “Make It With You,” to the buoyant
“Blue Satin Pillow” to the swaying, building

“Been Too Long On The Road,” this is guaran-
teed anti-depressant music. It is alive and it is

beautiful. David Gates, James Griffin and Robb
Royer have emerged not only as singers and
musicians of the first order but also as three
of the finest song writers of today. Play it and
become a believer.

THE DELFONICS—Philly Groove PG 1153
Delphonics offer up a hit LP as follow up to

their smash “Didn’t I (Blow Your Mind This
Time)” which is included in the strong set. The
soulful trio glides effortlessly through nine win-
ning selections (one track is an instrumental)
aided and abetted by some outstanding or-

chestrations and arrangements. Most powerful
cuts are Barry Mann's “When You Get Right
Down To It” and Thom Bell/William Hart’s
“Trying To Make A Fool Of Me.” A sure charter
here.

THE LAST PUFF—Spooky Tooth—A&M 4266
The demise of Spooky Tooth, one of Britain’s

most beloved groups was sad indeed, but if

this last LP is any indication no one knew just

how great a loss their disbanding was. From
first track to last this is driving, original rock
music. Group’s version of “I Am The Walrus”
is tight, biting, and exciting. On Joe Cocker’s
"Something To Say” the band sounds like a

combination of the inimitable Joe and Led
Zeppelin. There's also a sensitive reading of

boy-wonder David Ackles’ moving “Down Riv-

er.” Spooky’s sound is right in the middle of

mainstream heavy rock.

“Lilywhite,” a story of
lost love, is a fitting finale to the LP, the melo-
dy spinning and cartwheeling in the mind for
minutes after it ends. Cat is back—watch out!

I NEVER PICKED COTTON—Roy Clark—Dot
DLP—25980

Another of the country artists to cross suc-
cessful into the pop field is Roy Clark and this,
his latest album, includes his recent single “Is
Anybody Goin’ To San Antone” and his current
“I Never Picked Cotton.” Other songs getting
the distinctive Clark treatment are the Kris
Kristofferson item “Sunday Morning Coming
Down” and “Thank God And Greyhound,” a
very amusing ditty. Watch for Clark to gain
more fans with this strong entry.

Philips is setting up its own sep-
arate budget operation within its disk
organization, and managing director
Frtd Marks has named David Allwood
as the new operation’s general man-
ager. Allwood joined Philips some
time ago after long service with EMI,
and his team on the new project will
be Lionel Burdge as marketing man-
ager in association with merchandis-
ing manager Ted Hughes, who was
formerly Polydor salesman in the
West End of London. Allwood is also
lining up four regional managers and
a team of van salesmen to work ex-
clusively on budget product. He will
handle special merchandising of
Philips budget repertoire, and will
also be responsible for the acquisition
of suitable outside catalogues and in-
dividual deals.

Jerry Kasenetz and Jeff Katz will
headquarter in London permanently
with effect from this coming fall, and
are signing a large roster of British
acts for their future recording activi-
ties. Amongst them are Freddie and
the Dreamers, now scoring in the
French chart with their Kasenetz-
Katz production “Susie’s Tuba”, the
Mindbenders, Billy J. Kramer and
singer-songwriter Graham Gouldman,
who penned “Susie’s Tuba” with Kas-
enetz-Katz American composer
Ritchie Cordell.

McKuen
sparked great interest on a previous
TV appearance with “Soldiers Who
Want To Be Heroes,” and re-recorded
it for release. His original version
was issued by Ember. Neil Young, of
Crosby, Stills, Nash and Young, will

have his third solo LP released in

September, and the Grateful Dead,
who are doing a European tour this

month, have their “The Workingman’s
Dead” album released July 31st.

Mason Williams, also in line for a
BBC TV special to be produced by
Stanley Dorfman, has a September re-

lease set on his “Hand Made” album.

CBS has captured British release
rights to the American Metromedia
catalogue, and the first release was
on July 25th with Bobby Sherman’s
“Hey Mister Sun.” The Metromedia

It's Up & Away For Canadian Disks;

'Quota Quickies' Don't Materialize
TORONTO: What used to be an aver-
age of three single releases every
three months for Canadian produc-
tions has now jumped to an almost
unbelievable six each week.
The dread of “quota quickies”

didn’t quite come off. Most record
companies invested heavily in their

releases and programmers and the
public have recognized this fact.

Chart action and finally sales returns
have justified the thousands of dol-

lars shelled out by Columbia, Capitol
and RCA. Mashmakhan’s single and
album releases are showing indica-

tions of returning a good portion of
the initial cost, something rare, in-

deed with Canadian releases. Capi-
tol’s Edward Bear and Anne Murray
have also returned a good portion of
their taping sessions, in sales, to the
company. The Guess Who, who ap-
pear on the Nimbus 9 label in Cana-
da, distributed by RCA have more
than paid their session costs. Al-
though capturing U. S. gold for al-

bum and single releases, “American
Woman” is the first album for which
they have certified for Canadian
gold, a pleasant indication that pro-
grammers are finally recognizing
Canadian hit potential, simultane-
ously.

Warner Bros.
The Gordon Lightfoot single “Me

and Bobby McGee” on Reprise has
made good national chart gains and
brought much attention to his album
release “Sit Down Young Stranger.”
Warner Bros, has released an expen-
sive and lush Rick Neufeld deck,

“Moody Manitoba Morning,” which
was penned by this highly talented

Manitoba folk singer. The label was
so excited with this Bob Hahn
(Laurentian Music) production, they
immediately asked for permission to

use Canada’s new MAPL logo which
indicates whether the production was
Canadian and the parts necessary to

qualify for the new CRTC regula-

tions. The Neufeld single, both sides

(“Boissevain Fair,” the flip) was
written (music) by a Canadian M,
performed by a Canadian A, pro-

duced in Canada P, and the lyrics

were written by a Canadian L.

London
London Records has bowed more

singles in the last couple of months
than it has in ten years. Besides the

big money makers, The Poppy Fami-
ly and Terry Jacks, label has a MOR
winner in Ginette Reno and her Par-

rot single “Crowded By Happiness.”
Also on Parrot and showing good
interest by programmers is the Chil-

liwack release ‘^Chain Train.” A cou-

ple of singles on 6th Avenue, “Four
Days From Onday” by The Wiggy
Symphony, and “A Little Girl’s Lov-
er” have made a good showing, par-

ticularly on the West Coast. Tomor-
row’s Eves have bowed their London
single “Hallelujah” produced by Tom
Northcott.

EMI Ups Its Singles To $1.14;

See SimilarTag For Licensees
LONDON — EMI Records upped the
price of its own single product by a
shilling to nine shillings and sixpence
($1.14) on July 13.

The company promised a later
statement on singles it distributes on
behalf of American licensors, but the
trade anticipates that these will also
follow suit in deciding on the nine
shillings and sixpence rate. EMI has
also increased the discount given on
singles to 35%, plus what it desig-
nates as a 5% redundancy allowance,
giving a total effective discount of
38%. These terms were reached after
consultation with the Gramophone
Record Retailers Committee of the
Music Trades Association led by hon-
orary secretary Christopher Foss.

Cost Rise Cited
Announcing the price hike, EMI

Records managing director Philip
Brodie reiterated that the company
had no intention of restoring the 5%
returns allowance to dealers on all

product, the abolition of which raised
a storm earlier this year, but he
conceded that there is less possibility

of selling off dead single stock com-
pared with LPs, and the 5% redun-
dancy allowance was being intro-

duced in recognition of that fact.

Brodie cited a 30% climb in wages
and salaries over the past four years
as a primary cause for the increase,
plus a rise in royalties, and pointed
out that the price of single disks had
remained the same during those four
years, apart from increased in pur-
chase tax. With this price rise of 3%
and again excepting the extremely
high rate of tax, the single was still

one of the cheapest in the world.
Trade reaction to the rise has been

mixed, with smaller dealers generally
bemoaning it and drawing attention
to the fact that the gap between the
cost of a single and a budget album
has narrowed yet again, and this can
only be to the detriment of the sin-

gle’s sales chances. Other retailers

Certain people will be quick
to label the practice “payola”, but
give-aways are only one side of the
story.

Spain and Latin America are now
much nearer than they were two
years, even one year or six months
ago, and the bridge which has
spanned over the Atlantic has a
beautiful name: music.

What Price Good Will

“Good will”, that almost intangible factor which
binds location and operator together, has often proven
a most difficult thing to put a price on during negotia-

tions for the purchase of any route operation. After

the market value of the route equipment is added to

a projection of collections over X number of years, how
much extra is the operator entitled to for the good
will he's built up with his customers?

There are really no universal figures on the worth
of location good will and secular prices are usually

negotiated between buyer and seller before the sale

of each individual route. The buyer is aware that once
he takes over, it’s his job to keep the good will ball

rolling in the locations, especially at the stops not

secured by contracts. Should the relationship of any
said location with the former operator be predicated

solely upon friendship, the new operator must beware
of taking on what could turn into a “lame duck” loca-

tion. In short, when a bar owner is only staying with

an operator for friendship reasons, always refusing

lucrative advances from competing operators, what
chance does the new operator have of keeping that

spot now that the friend is out of the picture?

These are fears which only find their answer in the

test of time. Sure, the easy way is to demand that the

former operator stay on the job for a year or so after

the sale. But the independent op who may have “sale”

in the back of his mind today, in lieu of retirement

tomorrow, should consider steps now that will bend
location good will toward the company and away from
himself personally. And the best way to accomplish
this is thru visibly professional route service accom-
plished by visibly professional route employees . . .

and by securing as many “transferable” contracts with

route stops as possible.

Let’s create an analogy. There’s a “mama and
papa” grocery store down the street which enjoyed
brisk neighborhood trade over the years, until a big

supermarket moved into the area. After a while, the

bulk of the grocer’s business comes from “customer-
friends” who come by from habit and because they
know mama and papa. The store may continue to do
a good amount of business but what happens when
they sell to new owners? Often, it’s disaster.

The trick for operators then, is not to run a “mama
and papa route”. Sure, personal, friendly relations

with locations is important but it can cripple the selling

value of the route if these relations supercede the
quality of the service. Your route should be identified

first and foremost as a company, and only secondly as
your company.

Lots of ops have built fine routes by keeping tight

with their locations, to be sure, but today’s faster-

paced, extremely competitive trade, calls for a dif-

ferent approach. We must realize there are new people,

big money people, actively searching out locations and
routes in the music and games field. When they can’t

“buy” a spot away they'll start thinking of buying your
whole route. Make sure you have your paperwork in

order, both to protect your holdings and, in case you
might be coaxed into selling, to get a better price.

Utah Operators Plan

Organization Meeting

For Statewide Assn.

SALT LAKE CITY—Utah opera-
tors will hold a meeting at the Am-
bassador Athletic Club here August
20 to organize a state association.
Lou Ptacek, president of MOA,

and executive vice president Fred
Granger will address the meeting and
offer assistance concerning associa-
tion organization. Ptacek will talk
about what trade associations have
meant to him as a businessman and
Granger will discuss the subject from
the viewpoint of a professional asso-
ciation executive.
Utah has had an organization since

1957 that has been localized to the
Salt Lake City area rather than de-
veloped on a statewide basis. But be-

cause of developing state legislative
problems concerning the coin ma-
chine industry and MOA’s continuing
emphasis on the need for state asso-
ciations, Utah operators have decided
to organize on a statewide basis.

More than 50 operators are expected
to attend the meeting.
Both Ptacek and Granger are en-

couraging developments in Utah.
Ptacek said, “Besides strengthening a
particular state’s industry and the in-

dustry at large, I consider the de-
velopment of state associations an
important part of our overall public

relations program.”
Granger says, “Those states with

an association have been less har-
rassed by excessive taxation, fo rex-

ample, than those states with no as-

sociation at all.”

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NAMA Reports Net Profits Increase

Vending Companies in 69 Survey

CHICAGO — The 1969 operating
ratio report released recently by the
NAMA shows net profit before income
taxes for vending service companies
at 5.95 per cent of sales, compared to

5.77 per cent in the 1968 report.

NAMA officials cautioned that the
results in this 23rd annual report com-
piled by Price Waterhouse & Co. are
divergent from more recent vending
company profit reports because the
1969 survey is based to some extent
on sales made in the third and fourth
quarters of 1968.

It appears that the economic slow-
down and cost increases not yet offset

by commensurate selling prices have
caused less favorable profit results

for many vending companies in more
recent reporting periods.
“At this point in time the 1969

operating ratio report’s figures are
historic and not indicative of results
reported bv most of our members thus
far in 1970.” said Dick Schreiber,
NAMA president.

The 1969 report is based on data
filed by 133 companies with aggregate
volume of more than $1 billion in an-
nual vending sales (67 per cent of
this volume is from companies with
fiscal years which cover part of 1968
sales)

.

Total sales of products through
vending machines passed the $5 bil-

lion mark for the first time in 1969,
amounting to $5,472,000,000, accord-
ing to announcements earlier this

year.
The Price Waterhouse & Co. report

reflects rising operating costs com-
pared with 1968, particularly on such
items as total payroll, machine main-
tenance cost, insurance, sales tax and
other taxes. Of every dollar of sales,

18.34 cents was SDent for salaries and
wages, uo from 17.85 cents in 1968.

Schreiber said that direct compari-
sons with previous years are difficult

because until 1966 many participating
firms had included a sizeable percent-
age of “sales other than through vend-
ing machines.” While these non-vend-
ing sales percentages stood above 20
per cent of total sales in the annual
reports several years ago, their ratio
in the 1969 report was 7.94 per cent
of total sales ( 10.49 per cent in 1968,
4.43 per cent in 1967). “This throws
the profit ratio comparisons off con-
siderably and I would caution that
this factor should be taken into
consideration,” Schreiber commented.
“We plan to correct this problem in
future studies.”

WILMINGTON—One of the first

things Garland Garrett Sr. did when
he returned to his Cape Fear Music
route (last Tuesday night) after a
trip to San Francisco was to go to

the beach. Garrett has never been one
to place pleasure above pressing
business—it’s just that he operates
some 400 music and amusement ma-
chines along a 70-mile stretch of

North Carolina beach areas.

With the summer season in high
and hot gear, Garrett doesn’t even
have a chance to get wet. He’s kept
occupied with his beach locations and
others that extend to the five states

of North Carolina, South Carolina,

Georgia, Alabama and Tennessee.

Further plans for expansion are cur-

rently under consideration.

Garrett, a 35-year veteran of the
coin machine industry, entered the
business after graduation from high
school and started the Cape Fear Mu-
sic iCo. in 1948. Cape Fear Music has
since expanded and last year Garrett
founded the Cape Fear Amusement
Sales Co. to handle his amusement
machines.
The knowledgeable coin veteran

has introduced young blood into his
operation, employing his son, Gar-
land Jr., during the past four years.
Garland Jr., 31, is a graduate of Vir-
ginia Polytechnic Institute and
worked for two years as a public

accountant before joining Cape Fear
Music.

Garrett Sr. is gratified by his son’s
career interest in the coin machine
business, but adds, “I’ve seen the time
when I wouldn’t want my son in this
business.”

Garrett vividly remembers the days
when the coin machine industry was
saddled with a particularly bad image
and notes with pleasure what he con-
siders a great improvement in repu-
tation and respect from other busi-
nessmen and government officials.
