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A Potential Market Of 
Considerable Multiples 

It's probably a left-handed compli- 
ment of sorts when the industry has 
to be reminded of its potential from 
time to time. Reaching full potential 
for any industry is, of course, an illu- 
sion, but we've often stated here that 
the U.S. market for records and tapes 
should make a million -selling mile- 
stone a so-so achievement. In sup- 
porting our thesis, we've pointed to 
one -unit LP albums that have sold well 
past a million copies. Maybe we're 
adding a good deal more frustration 
to the matter by pointing to the sale 
of the Cotillion label's 3 -LP package 
of "Woodstock." OK, it was an event 
of a life -time, fated for spontaneous 
media response that by and large in- 
dicated that heaven -on -earth, love for 
thy neighbor and all that was just 
around the corner. Also of note is the 
success of the Who's 2 -LP "Tommy" 
gold album. 

But, what is fact is that the "Wood- 
stock" package is certain to reach the 
1 million mark in sales long before 
1970 calls it a day. Apart from the 
event itself and film version, this kind 
of sales bonanza demonstrates that 
$14.98 list, tight -money or what have 
you, there's a dedicated record -tape 
buyer out there, more than willing to 
buy his ticket of admission into to- 
day's best entertainment value when 
the spirit of the product offered him 

moves him. 
As a matter of further fact, though 

somewhat less dramatic, many single 
LP's by leading attractions are selling 
well beyond a million copies, doing so 
without so much as a raised -eyebrow 
from a label's sales manager. It's a 
good sign that the industry is getting 
used to this kind of sales response; 
it would be a bad sign, however, if 
the eyes of the industry were not set 
on more distant horizons, a greater 
realization of the potential of its prod- 
uct. We realize that today's emphasis 
on leisure -time activities and the abil- 
ity to provide them stiffen the com- 
petition against the sale of records. 
Yet we should be aware that some- 
times they feed the flames of greater 
industry sales. If people lead more mo- 
bile lives, for instance, then they can 
take their pre-recorded entertainment 
with them through tape cartridges. 

There's an old cliche that states 
that everybody would like to write a 
hit song. It follows then that most 
people like music. It's the business of 
the music business to make continual 
thrusts-through appropriate product 
and the means of merchandising it- 
in an attempt to make almost every- 
one interested in pre-recorded music. 
At this stage, it means increasing the 
market in considerable multiples of its 
present penetration.

Reflects U. S. Talent Drive 
NEW YORK-Janus, year -old label 
partnership between GRT and Pye 
tl,ecords of England will make its 
biggest assault on the LP market 
this fall. 

In two stages, the company will 
market at least 12 albums by the 
middle of October. While the re- 
lease will reflect Janus' ties with 
Pye, there'll be a supply of Ameri- 
can talent. This represents the 
philosophy of Marvin Schlacter, 
president of Janus, to establish a 
strong talent roster from this side 
of the Atlantic. According to Sch- 
lacter, Janus will apply a "total 
concentration" on its acts, working 
to establish them on a long-term 
basis. 

Among the U.S.-originated names 
in the release are Harvey Mandel, 
former Canned Heat guitarist and 
now touring with John Mayall on 
the Continent, Johnny Winter, 
Andy Robinson, Funkadelic (on 
the Janus -distributed Westbound la- 
bel), Cissy Houston (moving over to 
Janus from Commonwealth United 
Records), Potliquor, Tripsichord 
Music Box and Indian Puddin & 
Pipe. All are represented in the 
fall release.

NEW YORK - ABKCO Industries 
reports earnings of $1.53 per com- 
mon share for the nine months ended 
June 30, representing an operating

Cotillion's Bienstock: 
Racks Saying `No' To `Woodstock' 
Have Lesson To Teach Industry 
NEW YORK - The fact that an 
estimated 60% of the nation's racks 
don't handle the "Woodstock" pack- 
age hasn't prevented a sale of 950,000 
of the 3 -LP set on Cotillion, but it 
does point up pressures on product 
containing four-letter words. 

Generally, the pressure has come, 
notes Cotillion's Johnny Bienstock, 
from parents who've heard the album 
when their children have played it. 
They complain to store's manager, 
who, perhaps not aware of the LP's 
content, take it out of stock. Key 
racked chains that do not carry the 
"Woodstock" set include Kresge, J. 
C. Penney, Kay Mart, some 
Woolworth stores, among others. 

Bienstock feels the label-and the 
industry itself-has two lessons to 
learn from this form of censorship. 
One is that in this day and age of 

Cy Coleman, Company Talent Fill 

Vacuum Of Musical Theatre Neglect 
NEW YORK - The musical the- 
ater isn't dying, it's merely a victim 
of "benign neglect." 

Rushing in to fill the vacuum 
and then some is composer Cy Cole- 
man, who believes Broadway can 
fill his Notable Music Company 
with hits in terms of copyrights 
and, for his label of the same name, 
hit recordings. 

Coleman, a theater composer in 
the traditional vein, feels now is 
the time to develop properties. With 
the basic philosophy of "doing a 
show and doing it well." His own upcoming contribution will be 
"Eleanor," with lyrics by Dorothy 
Fields (his lyricist on "Sweet Char- 
ity") and a book by Jerome Cooper - 
smith. It concerns the courting of 
Eleanor Roosevelt and her Pres- 
ident -to -be, FDR. While set in the 
early 1900's, Coleman feels that 
there's a theme in the show for all 
season's, the conflict between 
Eleanor and FDR's possessive moth- 
er. An original cast LP deal is immi- 
nent. Coleman is also recruiting 
talent for other productions, in- 
cluding "Sensations," a musical ver- 
sion of "Romeo & Juliet" by Wally 
Harper and Paul Zakrzewski and 
"Cities," described as a "contem- 
porary romp into city life" by Tom 
Paisley and Hod David. Johnny 
Morris and Barbara Fried are writ- 
ing "Up Youth," while writers are 
yet to be chosen for an untitled 
Murray Grand musical review star- 
ring Hermione Gingold. 

Importance of Catalog 
Coleman concedes that it's diffi- 

cult to get top so-called "good mu- 
sic" performers to cut showtunes 
today, since they now prefer to 

give rock -originated material a try. Nevertheless, Coleman feels 
there's nothing like a Broadway 
show to supply a music publishing 
operation with catalog. His publish- 
ing firm, he says, is riding high on 
performances, with income in some 
cases on the level of having a 
number 1 hit record. He cites "Big 
Spender" from "Sweet Charity" as 
one example. "Sweet Charity" was 
the first Coleman score he pub- 
lished through his own company. 
E. H. Morris has such others as 
"Wildcat," the source of another 
major performance copyright, 
"Hey, Look Me Over," and "Little 
Me." 

Yet, Coleman also has within his 
complex a record company with 
which to expose in the singles mar- 
ket show scores published by Nota- 
ble. And, for the future, he's ob- 
taining video cartridge rights in all 
deals he negotiates. 

Although a composer in his own 
right, Coleman does not go into 
critical analysis of the efforts of 
the writing talent he brings to- 
gether. Thus, he stresses the ad- 
vantage of not being in competition 
with the music of others. "It tells 
the writers whether I like it or 
not." he says. "I don't go into the 
matter of chord or melodic struc- 
ture." Coleman is not concerned 
with "figuring out the market." 
"Those who do," he says, "are usu- 
ally too late." 

To cope with his increased the- 
ater activities, Coleman has en- 
larged his staff to facilitate upcom- 
ater activities, Coleman has en- 
fessional manager of Cy Koleman 
Enterprises, is coordinating all pub- 
lishing activity and label deals. 

MGM Opens Latin Music Drive 
With All -Mkt Exposure Concept 

Ralph Lew To Cut 
For Latino Line 
NEW YORK - MGM Records is em- 
barking on a major thrust in Latin 
music via a new Latino line. 

Participating with the label in the 
venture is vet Latin music man Ralph 
Lew, who will supply, on a non- 
exclusive basis, Latin product 
through his recently -established 
Quantes Music production firm. 

Lew, former head of Roulette Rec- 
ords Latin department, says the 
MGM program will attempt to expose 
Latin music in a manner similar to 
that of the exposure of all kinds of 
product. The label will seek airplay 
on pop, rock and underground outlets 
and through college markets. "While 
all Latin music must contain the bas- 
ic beat of a Metronome," Lew ex- 

plains, "there are many changes that 
can be made around this, and new 
concepts in Latin sounds will be a 
part of the program." 

Lew also feels that there's immense 
talent among Spanish -background 
youth and extreme dedication to their 
Latin music heritage as well. He said 
he's done his own research on the 
field, one conclusion of which was 
that these youngsters have strong 
feelings for rock music. 

MGM is marketing an initial four 
albums in its Latino series, each of 
which will be preceded by a single 
from each LP. Distribution and ser- 
vicing to radio stations will be on the 
same basis as any pop product. 

The LP's are: "Oyelo Sonar con 
Ralph Roig Y Su Orchestra," "Pa 
'Alante con la Orchestra Dee Jay," 
"The New Sound of Ray Rivera's 
Orchestra" and "Que Vacilon con La 
Preferida de Felix Cara Ballo." 

mass merchandising of recordings, 
the traditional record retail shop 
showed its strength. "This album is 
history for the kids," says Bienstock, 
"and if they can't get it from one 
source, they'll get it from somewhere 
else." Secondly, the matter demon- 
strates that there's often a "social 
knowledge gap" between the people 
who determine what product is to be 
racked and the changing social cli- 
mate as it relates to youth.

He soon learned the line consisted of 
buyers of the "Woodstock" package. 
The album reappeared soon after for 
sale at his store. 

Bienstock admits to initial 
wholesaler criticism of marketing a 
$14.98 package, which, contractually, 
cannot be broken up into single LP. 
Price, Bienstock asserts, is no longer 
a factor. Pressure against stocking 
the set is.

Bessie Smith 
Grave Marker

blues singer, Bessie Smith, whose 
grave had laid unmarked since her 
death is an auto accident in 1937.

Spring, 1971, On AVCO Cartrivision 

NEW YORK - More than 200 musi- 
cal video cartridges covering the en- 
tire entertainment field, including 
full-length rock and pop concerts, 
country and western music, and clas- 
sical productions of operas and bal- 
let, will be available to the consumer 
by Spring, from 1971, from Cartrivi- 
sion. Announcement was made by Sa- 
muel W. Gelfman. vice-president in 
charge of production and program- 
ming for Cartridge Television, inc. (a 
subsidiary of AVCO Corporation) 
which has developed the Cartrivision 
system. 

Ge'fman said he is currently in ne- 
gotiation with the representatives of 
Leonard Bernstein. Van Karajian, 
Rolling Stones, The Band, Harry 
Belafonte, Judy Collins, Joan Baez, 
Arlo Guthrie and Pete Seeger, among 
others, relative to specially -produced 
video cassette shows running any- 
where from 30 minutes to two hours 
for use with AVCO's new Cartrivi- 
sion system. 

"Some shows we will finance our- 
selves," Gelfman said. "Other produc- 

EVR Called 'Paperback' 

Of Motion Picture Biz 
LOS ANGELES -"Evr will become 
the paperback of the motion picture 
industry," predicted Robert E. Brock- 
way, president of the CBS Electronic 
Video Recording Division. At a press 
conference at the Beverely Hills Ho- 
tel last week, he predicted that re- 
venues from EVR cartridge rentals 
and sales will become as important to 
producers and distributors of motion 
pictures a. the paperback has become 
in book publishing. 

Addressing members of the Na- 
tional Academy of Television Arts 
and Sciences, Brockway also predict- 
ed that tape will not survive as a 
playback device in pre-recorded vi- 
deo, but that only systems developed 
especially for this market, "like 
CBS's EVR," will predominate. 
Brockway also indicated that EVR 
cartridges and teleplayers are "on 
schedule." 

He warned motion picture pro- 
ducers and distributors not to delay 
decision to offer their libraries in 
pre-recorded video form; that plans 
must be made immediately by major 
companies, if the motion picture in- 
dustry is to reap a harvest of profits 
from this new field. 

Brockway also warned Hollywood 
executives against being "trapped by 
confusing claims from allegedly com- 
peting system'." He said that filmak- 
ers would reject videotape systems as 
a major vehicle for pre-recorded vi- 
deo, not only becasue of lack of pro- 
tection against piracy afforded copy- 
right owners, but also because of the 
"technical superiority of the CBS 
system." Acknowledging that video- 
tape has an important role in televi- 
sion, Brockway said that its primary 
use in the new field would be in pro- 
ducing original product for pre- 
recorded video and for that small 
segment of the potential market 
wanting to record programs "off -the - 
air for later replay." 

"The role of pre-recorded video is 
not to make films and telecasts avail- 
able for viewing at another time. Vi- 
deotape has been around, available to 
accomplish this, for some years, but 
no major penetration with the public. 
The real value of EVR lies with its 
ability to bring forth a variety of 
professionally pre-recorded product, 
most of which has never appeared on 
television before," Brockway con- 
tended.

Gelfman predicted that the eventu- 
al purchase price of a musical video 
cartridge would be reduced to what a 
long-playing record now costs at the 
retail level and that such cartridges, 
not only in the musical area but also 
in all other fields where sight and 
sound can be wedded, would become a 
major economic force in the coun- 
try's fiscal health. 

"We envision that the musical al- 
bum of the future will be a complete 
visual production, some with a story, 
some non-linear, some things that we 
can't even envision at this time. 
AVCO's Cartrivision will be a prime 
supplier in this exciting new field," 
he said. 

Cartrivision already has 200 
feature films in its catalogue, includ- 
ing 75 from AVCO-Embassy Pic- 
tures, 50 from United Artists, 28 
from Lion International and the rest 
from various independent distribu- 
tor-. Ready for distribution by Feb. 
1971, the films will be consumer - 
marketed on a rental basis. 

Included among the titles are such 
outstanding motion pictures as: 
"Bocaccio 70," "Divorce, American 
Style," "81/2," "Darlin," "Robbery." 
"The Lion In Winter," "Belles of St. 
Trinian," "Wee Geordie," "I'm All 
Rio -ht, Jack." "The Green Man" and 
"The Day The Earth Caught Fire". 

The Cartrivision sets, which will be 
on the market in early 1971, are ex- 
pected to retail in the $800-900 range 
for the combination Cartrivision 
tane -deck and the television receiver. 
Admiral Corporation of Chicago re- 
cently became the initial television 
set manufacturer to adapt the Car- 
trivision tape deck system. 

Production of the Cartrivision tape 
deck units, which will eventually 
work with all TV receivers manufac- 
tured, will take place at AVCO Car- 
tridge Televison facilities in Ala- 
bama, Ohio and Indiana.

Sir Lew Grade describes the deal 
as one of the most important to be 
signed in the entertainment indus- 
try on either side of the Atlantic. 
"We realize only too well," he 
says, "the tremendous potential of 
this agreement which brings to- 
gether the finest British and Amer- 
ican talents in the business of mu- 
sic publishing." 

Apart from the Beatles' songs, 
the new company gets off to a for- 
midable start by securing the U. S. 
and Canadian publishing rights to 
such hits as Mungo Jerry's, "In The 
Summertime," which has world 
record sales in excess of 3 million. 

The publishing association with 
ATV began some time ago with Kir- 
shner's big "Sugar, Sugar" hit by 
"The Archies" and, more recently 
with Pye Records' big Mungo Jerry 
hit "In The Summertime." 

"We are conscious of the fact 
that, for the first time an Ameri- 
can publishing organization will be 
responsible, in certain areas, for 
many of the Beatles' songs that 
have dominated the hit-parades of 
the world over the past years," Kir- 
shner said. 

"But there's much more to the 
deal than just that. We have no 
hesitation in stating that it is our 
intention to make this new publish- 
ing venture the most predominant 
in the world. It goes without say- 
ing that we shall be searching for, 
signing and developing new writing 
talent from all parts of the 
world." 

Jack Gill, chairman of Northern 
Songs, who will look after the U. 
K. end of the venture with Louis 
Benjamin, Managing Director of 
ATV's Pye Records, says of the new 
venture: "We think it makes sound 
commercial sense for ATV Corpora- 
tion."

Hamilton, Denver, John Pell, Boston 
and Joe Schuler of Winston-Salem. 

RCA Signs Mongrels 
New Canadian Group 
NEW YORK - RCA Records has 
signed the new Canadian rock group, 
The Mongrels, to an exclusive record- 
ing contract. The group comes from 
Winnipeg in Manitoba, the home 
grounds of RCA's The Guess Who, 
and were discovered about three years 
ago by Randy Bachman. Bachman, 
who until recently was part of The 
Guess Who and coauthored all of that 
group's initial hit singles, is currently 
producing The Mongrels' debut Victor 
album which is scheduled for a fall 
release.

Elvis Presley 

INTERNATIONAL HOTEL, LAS 
VEGAS - M.G.M. is currently film- 
ing a documentary of Elvis Presley, 
and one of the sets they are using 
for this film is the show-room of the 
International Hotel. However, the first 
footage of the film that was shot last 
Monday will probably be out -takes 
as Elvis just did not play the Presley 
part to perfection as he has previ- 
ously done. The extras in the audience 
like Juliet Prowse, George Hamilton 
and Barbara Stanwyck portrayed the 
star-studded crowd far better than 
Presley played the star. 

Elvis is irrefutably the most excit- 
ing thing that ever happened to rock 
as he is the best singer and per- 
former in the field, but the King's 
crown was definitely tarnished by 
Monday's performance. Elvis could 
not get the show off the ground be- 
cause he was plagued with too many 
problems. He had ego trouble with 
Joe Guercio and his thirty piece or- 
chestra. Elvis also had to contend with 
the MGM cameras that were con- 
stantly in motion. And Presley did 
not have sufficient time to rehearse 
the fifty new songs he needed for this 
engagement. His unfamiliarity with 
the new material was obvious as he 
had to read the lyrics to the B. J. 
Thomas song he performed. 

As Elvis started the hour set, he 
looked immaculately masculine in his 
high collared white fringe outfit. He 
rushed through some of his earlier 
hits as if they were a necessary but 
unpleasant obligation. Then he showed 
the crowd how casually he could sing 
contemporary ballads like "Some- 
thing" and "Bridge Over Troubled 
Waters." On "Sweet Caroline" and 
"Patch It Up," he recaptured the ex- 
citement of his first Vegas appear- 
ance, but the rest of the set did not 
even come close to his previous per- 
formances. Even his infamous gyra- 
tions were not up to par, as he re- 
marked halfway through the show 
that he felt like an old stripper. And 
he was, to the extent that the ability 
was still there but not the believabil- 
ity. 

Presley is the best performer in 
pop, and it's a drag to see him when 
he's not at his best. He will be ap- 
pearing at the International through 
Labor Day; and, hopefully, the prob- 
lems that plagued him on opening 
night will soon be eliminated. Elvis is 
the King of rock and roll and should 
not come off as a pretender to the 
throne.

Nancy Sinatra Show 
CAESAR'S PALACE, LAS VEGAS- 
It's an occasion when the daughter 
of the world's most famous fifty-four 
year old chanter opens in Vegas. Last 
year (and just about this time) 
Nancy Sinatra made her Vegas debut 
at the International Hotel and it was 
a dazzling event, preceded by a cock- 
tail clambake with half a hundred 
glorified celebs in attendance. It was 
followed by a midnight supper for 
150-with 100 more crashers. This 
time around Caesar's Palace planned 
a topper-a three day affair, includ- 
ing Nancy's premiere at the Circus 
Maximus on Thursday (Aug. 6), a 
western barbecue (poolside) for 1000 
(Aug. 7) and a black tie ball and 
banquet on Aug. 8th. All this, coin- 
cidentally, coincided with the hotel's 
celebration of its 4th anniversary. 

Miss Sinatra's show was as glit- 
tering as the ceremonies surround- 
ing it. Again (like last year's Inter- 
national extravaganza) it was plan- 
ned along the lines of a tv special, 
with skeletal sets, quick blackouts, 
at least six clinging gown switches 
(pink is obviously Miss Sinatra's 
favorite shade and she was unques- 
tionably in the pink throughout) and 
a massive cast of vocal and dance 
talents. The Osmond Bros., the Blos- 
soms and ten members of the Hugh 
Lambert dancers were on hand, along 
with Nat Brandwynne's considerable 
orchestra-almost dwarfing the Cir- 
cus' huge stage. 

Highlights (there were many in 
the 80 minute show) were the Blos- 
soms' soulful "Let it Be" and "Bridge 
Over Troubled Water," the Osmond's 
"My World is Empty" and "Close to 
You" (group's choreography is pre- 
cise and compelling, their vocal tech- 
nique and showmanship outstanding), 

Jimmy Osmond (age 6) belting a 
devastating version of "That's Life" 
(with jacket over shoulder-"I wish 
I could see my dad's face," said 
Nancy), the Osmonds (again) joining 
Nancy for a soft shoe treatment of 
"San Francisco" (a showstopper), 
and a rousing closer-Neil Diamond's 
"Holy Holly" with the entire cast 
singing to a neo-sypmphonic back- 
drop; a goosebump event. Again, 
Nancy has wisely surrounded herself 
with some prodigious talents. And 
she seemed more self assured than 
last time out. Her voice is not ex- 
traordinary but is pleasing enough. 
And on soft sell material (like "Cir- 
cles," her closing theme) she's most 
appealing. Included, of course, the 
inevitable "Boots Are Made For Walk- 
ing," that insolent little toe tapper 
with those quarter note bass figures, 
the song that catapulted her into the 
show biz limelight. Strange, who or- 
chestrated that '66 date, stands tall 
as both orchestrator and conductor- 
and even manages a vocal chorus or 
two-recalling that it's almost a dec- 
ade since he gave up vocalizing for 
the baton. Book is letter perfect. 

Lest we forget (we didn't) there 
are additional cred,ts: Hal Blaine 
(5 times straight the Grammy win- 
ning percussionist) on drums, pro- 
ducer -director Hugh Lambert, costume 
designer Donfield, sound engineer 
Eddie Brackett, choral director Jimmy 
Joyce, hair stylist Izzy Marion-and 
they all deserve approbation for the 
results. Next act (guaranteed not to 
be an anticlimax to this) scheduled 
in the same room two weeks hence- 
what's-his-name, Nancy's dad.

UNGANO'S, NYC - It has been an 
eventful week for Chicken Shack, the 
new British group which records for 
Blue Horizon Records.

Rounding out the group were Dave 
Bidwell on drums and Paul Raymond, 
pounding out a strong keyboard at- 
tack. 

The group's LP is entitled "Accept 
Chicken Shack."

Judy Collins 
SCHAEFER MUSIC FESTIVAL, 
CENTRAL PARK, NYC - After hav- 
ing done several numbers at her 
Schaefer Festival concert, Judy Col- 
lins confided to the audience that she 
and her accompanying musicians had 
not worked together in several months 
and were a little rusty. No one seemed 
to have noticed. 

For some artists, the park serves as 
a natural environment to enhance 
their performance. In the case of 
Judy, her singing actually enhances 
the surroundings, making one more 
aware of the setting, yet never to the 
point of distraction. It just seems fit- 
ting that she should be there. 

For the evening she had selected a 
sampling of songs by Joni Mitchell 
and Leonard Cohen along with sev- 
eral compositions from her own pen. 
"Someday Soon," sung at a slightly 
quicker pace than on her Elektra re- 
cording, was followed by "My Father," 
this time with Judy playing the guitar 
rather than the piano (as on the disk). 

Two of Cohen's most striking songs 
were joined together in a medley. 
These were "Hey, That's No Way To 
Say Goodbye" and "Sisters Of Mercy." 
Judy has a clear comprehension of 
Cohen's insight and she imparts it, as 
a friend. On Joni Mitchell's "Chelsea 
Morning," she was exuberant while 
"Both Sides Now" emerged as the 
sort of reflective song it was written 
to be. 

She closed with her hearty rock 
number "Hard Lovin' Loser" and re- 
turned to hush the house with Dom- 
inic Behan's "The Patriot Game," a 
delicate work which, to be effective, 
requires the most sensitive of read- 
ings. It was effective. 

Judy is working with some excellent 
musicians. Their names are Richard 
Bell (piano), Susan Evans (drums), 
Gene Taylor (bass). The artist ac- 
companied herself on guitar, as usual, 
and also soloed for a couple of num- 
bers (including her own song "Since 
You Asked") on the piano.

RAINBOW GRILL, NYC-Before 
his opening night show here, Duke 
Ellington walked among the audience, 
giving friends his traditional kiss- 
twice on each cheek. Then the Duke 
sat down and melodically caressed 
his keyboard for the next 90 minutes 
with the accompaniment of his out- 
standing eight -piece group. 

The evening was musically auto- 
biographical as the group played 
several of the most prominent tunes 
of the 70 -year -old Duke's career, most 
of them written at least partly by 
Ellington. A notable exception was 
Billy Strayhorn's "Take the A Train," 
the Ellington theme song, brilliantly 
highlighted by the horn of Cat 
Anderson. 

Other Ellington classics played in- 
cluded "Rockin' in Rhythm," "It Don't 
Mean a Thing," "Mood Indigo," 
"Caravan," and "Satin Doll," the 
last-named co -written by the Duke, 
Strayhorn and Johnny Mercer. 

As notable as his group's quality 
traditional jass was the vitality and 
exuberance of Duke whose pleasure 
derived from the performance seemed 
even greater than that of the audience, 
which was considerable. 

Appearing with the group was Tony 
Watkins, a vocalist with a deep, rich 
bass who sang several mellifluous 
numbers, including "Makin' That Love 
Scene" and "In My Solitude."

They also 
performed a number of songs made 
famous by other artists, in addition, 
of course, to a generous selection from 
their own hit catalog. 

Dispensing cheerful banter and 
moving in non-stop dance patterns, 
the girls, Mary Wilson, Jean Terrell 
and Cindy Birdsong, won applause 
with Jimmy Webb's "MacArthur 
Park" then turned the stage over to 
Jean who offered an eloquent reading 
of "When You Walk Through A 
Storm." She is an artist who not only 
possesses a far reaching voice, but an 
ability to sustain a mood, certainly 
quite an achievement when a person 
is singing in the middle of Central 
Park. 

Out of the hit kit came their cur- 
rent, "Everybody's Got The Right To

years. In fact, one of the panel dis- 
cussions on tape (see NATRA con- 
vention program) will be conducted 
under the theme of "How Does the 
Black D. J. Gain Employment (Other 
Than Tokenism) On The Top Forty 
Station." Thus, black deejay strides 
within the black radio community is 
not enough, NATRA feels. The 
thrust at the organization is to de- 
velop the concept that the black 
deejay has a place in all phases of 
music broadcasting.

R&D: The 

'Catalog' Sound 

Human nature, being what it is, tends to relegate to indif- 

ference long -running success. Nowhere is this more true in 

the recording business than in the area of R&B sounds. 

Somehow, new sound fancies seem to cast a shadow over the 

day-to-day sales momentum of the R&B sound. R&B music is, 

in a sense, a catalog sound, affording labels involved in this 

field steady success, not just in one section of the market- 

place, but in the broad spectrum of pop music buyers as well. 

Each week, the Top 100 lists a number of more or less "pure - 

styled" R&B sounds that, obviously, are winning over a wide 

cross-section of the record/tapebuyer. 

Interesting at this stage, the very soul of R&B music, the 

sound of gospel music, is adding an even stronger dimension 

to the continued appeal of this often understated music. 

Since gospel music itself has often stressed, with great beau- 

ty and poignancy, the burdens of a people and their faith in 

a better future, a gospel feel pervades a number of recent 

and current hits that, like gospel, state without rancor or re- 

morse a message of timeliness. There's "Bridge Over Trou- 

bled Water" by Simon & Garfunkel, "Let It Be" by the Bea- 

tles, "Lay Down" by Melanie & the Edwin Hawkins Singers, 

"Are You Ready" by Pacific Gas & Electric, "United We 

Stand" by Brotherhood of Man, "Everything Is Beautiful" by 

Ray Stevens, whose gospel approach is acccented by a 

church choirlike chorus. 

Thus, R&B music, making social commentary or not 

(though lately there's been an abundance of the former), and 

the gospel feel are combining to indicate the timelessness of 

their own appeal. Perhaps the present gospel touch which 

some years ago made a vain try at a "new" trend in music, is 

not the wave of the pop future, it still serves to highlight the 

R&B-gospel approach as one that offers the industry tried- 

and-true acceptance, that acceptance of which we sometimes 

take too much for granted. 

As we noted at the start of this piece, human nature sends 

out to pasture, so to speak, some of the good things in life. 

Like Broadcast Music, Inc. (BMI), once pointed out with great 

drama in an ad series called "The Day Music Stopped," the 

world of music would certainly be shocked to find the sound 

of R&B no longer available. That would bring a lot of music 

to a grinding halt.

Tuning In On ... 
WABX-FM, Detroit 

High Energy Alternative 
A station which programs progres- 

sive rock along with folk, jazz and 
classical selections is something of a 
rarity and in Detroit that rarity is 
known as WABX-FM. Situated in one 
of the most competitive markets in 
the country, this station has managed 
to attract continually increasing 
legions of listeners, particularly in 
the 18-34 age bracket. Currently 
WABX is picking up close to 20 of 
the upper teen audience. 

The station converted to its 
present format in February of 1968. 
Prior to that WABX was an MOR

kw. Howard Graf man, president; 
John netz, general manager; Dave 
Dixon, program manager; Harvey 
Ovshinsky, news director; Jerry Lu- 
bin, music director.

of musical tastes." One of the 
deejays, Dave Dixon, is a folk enthu- 
siast, who previously spent two years 
with Peter Paul & Mary, working on 
special projecte. He also co-authored 
the hit song "I Dig Rock And Roll 
Music." 

WABX takes a particular creative 
annroach to its treatment of news. 
"We don't rip and read," says Detz. 
"Our newscasts are fully produced 
with music underneath. For example, 
an item about a drug arrest might be 
accompanied by a Jefferson Airplane 
track." The casts are heard every two 
hours. Twice a week, there are spe- 
cial fifteen minute reports of the 
latest happenings in the music busi- 
ness. 

The station ties its promotions in 
with worthwhile community activit- 
ies. WABX bought out the entire the- 
atre for the opening night of "Hair," 
sold tickets for one dollar each, and 
turned over the entire proceeds, 
amounting to $1200, to a local drug 
withdrawal clinic. The station's free 
concerts in the park have drawn as 
many as 12,000 people despite rain- 
storms. "Our guys go out to these 
concerts and get feedback, which 
helps us in better serving our listen- 
ers," explains Detz. The station 
works very closely with the Detroit 
Public School System and, in the 
Fall, will be taking bands into the 
classrooms for special classroom ap- 
pearances, to entertain ghetto chil- 
dren. 

Discussing the station's success, 
Detz comments, "We are a much 
more high energy station. We consid- 
er ourselves a programming and in- 
formational service for the 18-34 age 
group. We have a basic policy of 
honesty in our programming, promo- 
tion and sales approach. Plus, we are 
a complete alternative to Top 40 ra- 
dio."

Needless to say all the cuts 
were written by Carole with either Gerry Goffin 
or Toni Stern. Each one is a gem. You may 
recognize "No Easy Way Down," and "Goin'

a classic. Carole has a soft husky voice. She 
neither screams nor wails.

A TIME BEFORE THIS - Julian's Treatment -

This is a unique album based on a provoca- 
tive idea. Julian Jay Savarin has transformed 
his soon to be published sci-fi novel, "The 
Galactic Chronicle." into rock music. The epic 
will, when completed, span three LP disks. 
Here's the first; a work of polished atmos- 
phere. Smooth -voiced Cathy Pruden does most 
of the vocals.

Instrumental- 
ly. the group is excellent and put over this 
difficult concept with fine flair. Deserves a long 
close listen. 

WEASLES RIPPED MY FLESH - The Mothers 
Of Invention - Bizarre 2028 

The music on the alubum comes from live 
and studio recordings made of the group be- 
tween 1967-69. A lot of the feeling of the 
original "freak out" sound is distributed 
among cuts that feature Zappa's later serious 
experimentation. Song titles are still killers: 
"My Guitar Wants To Lill Your Mama," "The

THE GATES OF JUSTICE - Dave Brubeck - 
Decca 710175 

On listening to Dave Brubeck's "The Gates 
of Justice" one is immediately reminded of 
Leonard Bernstein's powerful, moving work, 
"Kaddish." Like Dave's earlier work "Light In 
The Wilderness," this is neither classical, jazz, 
or operatic but is a successful amalgam of 
all three. From the tremendous scope of music 
presented here it's easy to see why Brubeck 
was getting claustrophobic within the confines 
of the quartet setting. The personnel: Dave 
(piano and organ), Jack Six (bass), Alan Daw- 
son (drums), McHenry Boatwright, bass -bari- 
tone, Cantor Harold Orbach, tenor, the West- 
minster Choir, and the Cincinnati Brass En- 
semble with Erich Kunzel conducting. An im- 
portant LP in Dave's career.

Cannonball incorporates an orchestra into 
this latest work that features three pieces: "Ex- 
perience In E" by W. Fisher and J. Zawinul, 
"Tensity" by David Axelrod and "Dialogues 
For Jazz Quintet & Orchestra" by Lalo Schi- 
frin.

Dig this man Songer who fed 100,000 people a day for free on oatmeal 
and apples; who dealt with a huge group of gate crashers by giving them 
festival shirts and turning them into ushers; who handed out thousands of 
rain parkas each day in case of rain; who told his concessions, "If you want 
to be on my land you charge the lowest prices you can for what you are sell- 
ing." So hot dogs went for 250 at Goose Lake while they cost $1.00 at Straw- 
berry. Too much. 

Rich Totoian met Mountain in Goose Lake. He's also part of the Mountain 
Family. He's their national promotion manager. Think about that for a min- 
ute. Rich got a call from the festival site telling him they were right on time. 
"I heard you ran 7 minutes late last night," Rich said by way of a compliment. 
"Yeah," came back the annoyed voice, "but only because Small Faces showed 
up 7 minutes late." Incredible!

What went before: While the group was still asleep, Sheldon, Mick and Tom, 
Mountain's family of road men, were driving to the Detroit airport with the two 
tons of equipment that they had packed up and loaded into the rented truck 
the night, before, after the group had made their way out off the stage, past 
the waiting groupies, writing autographs and nodding to the "Oh wow's" and 
"Far out's" of the fans. Late nights and early mornings and no spotlights and 
no cheering; that's what Sheldon, Mick and Tom live with. Their's is a labor of 
love; a total commitment and dedication to the four leaders of their Family. 
That morning in Detroit, like every other morning on the road, the trio drove 
to the airport to personally supervise the loading of the equipment on to the 
plane bound for Chicago. This was their flight which, as always, was about three 
hours before the group's flight. And when Mountain arrives everything is ready 
and waiting. Everything. The Brobdignagian amps have been set at the proper 
angle, wires coiled sinuously, snaking back and forth from wall outlets to the 
backs of the amps, drums set just right, nailed down because Corky, in the 
fury of his attack will otherwise tumble the kit about him, snare so many inches

HOLLYWOOD - ROCK OF AGES 

A few weeks back we promised our readers a column on rock collecting. And 
here it is - from our guest columnist, Michael Ochs, Columbia Records' man- 
ager of the west coast publicity. We figure it's O.K. to have a guest columnist 
every now and then (what do you want - good grammar or good taste?) and 
if Burt Prelutsky can fill in for Joyce Haber, anything goes. Mike has been in- 
volved in rock and roll since 1957 when he took a job with a juke box company 
in order to get free records. Since then he has labored as a D. J., rock photo- 
grapher, rock manager, rock critic and rock publicist. In his spare time he is a 

rock of ages collector. He gave us the following copy in order, he says, to "waryr 
the trade of this rapidly growing mania." The rest of this is in Mike's 
own hand. . . . 

There are two types of oldies freaks. One kind is only interested in the music 
and will settle for oldies collections and reissues, while the other type must 
have the original record on the original label. This column is devoted to the 
latter. Although people have been collecting old blues and jazz records for 
years, early rock records have just recently become valuable. Because this field 
of collecting is so new, there are no set prices or rules yet. 

A copy of the Ritchie Valens Live At Pacoima Jr. High School album on the 
Del -Fi label was recently sold for one hundred dollars, whereas one can still 
find copies of the same record for forty-four cents in a number of bargain bins. 
Therefore, the value of a rock record appears to be as much as the buyer is will- 
ing to pay for it. It is definitely a seller's market, and the only guiding rule is that 
if there is a demand for a rare record, price it high. For instance, an Elvis Pres- 
ley 45 on the Sun label will bring anywhere from twenty-five to a hundred dol- 
lars, even though the same record is available on a four dollar RCA album. How- 
ever, the most valuable rock records are those of the black vocal groups who

Mountain And Jethro Tull 
Mountain (Among the Red Rocks) 
Gary Kurkirst, Felix, Gail, Bud Prager 
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from the bass drum which is just so many inches from the tom toms, cymbals 
at just the right height. And now the sound check, first on the instruments and 
then on the voices and Mick is out front listening intently as he delicately mixes 
the sounds coming from the group through the complex Leslie console. Fingers 
fluttering over dials and tone controls while the ear hears what few others can, 
and what comes out is Mountain strong and clean with the virile pounding of 
Corky's controlled intricate drum patterns spiralling out from Steve's solid foun- 
dation organ colorings and underneath Felix's amazing round midnight blue 
bass figures and above Les' guitar weaving it's solar red curtain of lights and 
ebonies, trumpets and whispers, sound and silence. . . 

Tomorrow arrives with a dry and dusty croak. And throats open hesitantly 
and hoarsely to greet the new day a mile up in Denver. And Leslie gasps for 
the air his giant lungs need and cannot find. Red Rocks Park outside of Den- 
ver in the foothills of the Rockies. Red primeval sandstone layered and thrust- 
ing up through the earth that spawned it in gargantuan and terrible upheavals 
millions of years ago. A natural amphitheater built into the side of a mountain 
using bricks from the same area so you can't tell where nature leaves off and 
Man begins. A unique situation. 

And it's straight from the plane to Red Rocks for a photo session with Gail 
and sound checks with the road men. By the time Mountain arrives, the stands 
are two thirds full even though it's only 2:30 p.m. and the concert won't begin 
until 8. The group goes through their check in front of the audience, something 
a lot of groups wouldn't do. The crowd is appreciative and all sounds well. 

And Bud Prager is there. He and Felix are the managers of the Mountain 
Family. They began the group fifteen months ago on $80,000 and Felix's vi- 
sion. Now, just over a year later the vision not only has form but substance. 
But you can't start something and then leave it alone. It needs constant care. 
That's why Bud is there. 

And suddenly two parachutists release colored smoke over the audience, kids 
have been climbing up the steep precipices on either side of the stands and 
most are in place perched precariously amid thrusting outcroppings of rock. 
And American flags start to wave and the recorded music fades and Sheldon 
gives the drum kit one final check and sets out extra picks for Leslie and drum- 
sticks for Corky while Tom sets out iced water for the group members and 
checks the amp leads and Mick begins the long climb to his Leslie mixer. All 
lights go out. The giant friendly amps purr and hum deliciously at what is about 
to come: 1,500 watts of tornado power. And now Mick is set and the spots 
come on and the crowd roars at peak pitch as, smiling, Mountain, moves on 

stage and instruments and voices alike sing their soaring silver song of joy and 
peace and . . .

BACH & ROLL 
That catchy little title is a piece of typical hype that has been omnipresent 

among the group The New York Rock & Roll Ensemble since its founding four 
years ago. The original band, a quintet, consisted of three musicians trained in 
classical music and two rock musicians. They started by playing a long New York 
stint at Wheels. Out of a five set night, one of them would feature the classical 
trio (dressed in tails) doing chamber music. A hit at first with the press, the 
group soon found itself being billed as being able to bridge classical and rock 
musics. According to leader Mike Kamen (keyboards, vocals), they never actual- 
ly set out to "conscientiously put the two together. Aside from the fact that 
rock is an outgrowth of all music, classical included, the trying to jell rock and 
classical together has never worked." Mike claims that the "rock to Bach and 
back to rock" type of publicity was hard to overcome and people had trouble 
psychologically adjusting to a band who was supposed to be doing so much in 

blending those three hundred years difference in music and was only coming 
out with amplified rock music. 

A long association with Atco records came to a close several months ago and 
with it the "Bach Rock" image (that had actually gone long ago, but the idea 
still remained at the company). Mike says that with the new company (Colum- 
bia), it is the first time the actual sound of the group has come across on rec- 

ord. Now a quartet, the band has also been re -christened The New York Rock 
Ensemble. Mike says the sound on the new record, called "Roll Over," and in 
the new material generally, is stronger. Because of the original identity thing 
with the group, Mike says the NYRE took on the attitude that "if there were 
positive grounds for criticism, then there were positive grounds to make the 
music better, and on this album we looked to do that." 

Throughout the year the band plays a rigorous concert schedule and the 
present tour is very important to them-it is album promo. A wrench in the 
works, though: guitarist Cliff Nivison has been stricken with hepatitis (it caused 
quite a stir at the Columbia convention recently, because it was there that he 
came down with it). Filling in is Henry DeVito, former roadie for the group and 
present pedal steel/rhythm guitarist for another New York -based group, Fron- 
tier. Mike says that Henry was a little nervous at first (try first -timing in front

recorded in the early and mid fifties. 
In rock collecting, unlike blues and jazz, the 45 is the most valuable, followed 

by the 78, and then the L.P. A 45 of "Red Sails In The Sunset" by the Five 
Keys on the Aladdin label will bring a price of over two hundred dollars. In fact, 
any Five Keys single on Aladdin is worth at least fifty dollars. For those who 
have old record collections and know little about their value, welcome to the 
club. There are no set values; however, there are certain labels that are now 
inherently valuable. Any 45 on Blue Lake, Sabre, or Chance is worth quite a 
bit; and if it is made of red vinyl, it is even more valuable. 

Because of the lack of knowledge on the worth of rare rock records, some 
record stores have been known to charge $15 for a $4 record, while in the same 
store there will be a $20 record in the dollar bargain bin. So far, the only estab- 
lished price scales are those of the auction lists that are springing up all over 
the country. The largest auction list for old rock records is run by Val Shively 
out of Philadelphia. Val has the largest list of known collectors; and, although 
his prices are quite high, he gets them. However, people are becoming 
increasingly aware of the true worth and rarity of rock records through the col- 
lector's magazines that are being started. 

The first record collector's magazine was Jazz Information, which began in 
1938; and since then, there have been a number of magazines that catered to 
that strange and curious breed known as the record collector. But only recently, 
Jan., 1970, have rock collector's magazines appeared. R&B Collector, Quartette, 
and Record Exchanger are magazines devoted to the rock collector, and amaz- 
ingly they all started in California in January. Record Exchanger is dedicated to 
the black and white of rock, while Collector and Quartette deal only with the 
black of it. And since Collector and Quartette are aiming for the same reader- 
ship, they are merging this month to form R&B Magazine. 

You see, the people involved in these magazines are not really in it for the 
money. If they break even on each issue, they are happy. These magazines are 
primarily published as a vehicle to reach the rock collectors and to share their 
knowledge of the field. The new R&B Magazine is published bi -monthly and is 

available for $3. a year from Richard Hite, 18632 Nordhoff St., North- 
ridge, Calif., 91324. This is the best collector's magazine as it is crammed with 
invaluable information for the oldes freak. 

The average issue contains such features as a history of the Soul Stirrers, 
Sam Cooke's first group, and a complete discography on the group, even down 

to records that were recorded but never released. In addition to carrying ads 

for some of the major auction lists in the country, R&B Magazine also conducts 
their own auctions. There are also interesting stories on the art of collecting, 

What some people will do to get rare records will amaze and astonish you. Pos- 

ing as a Priest, and canvassing door to door is not an unusual practice for the 

ardent collector. 
Many record companies are reacting to this increasing interest in early rock 

by reissuing recordings that were previously unavailable, but this will not satisfy 

the insatiable collector. Many collectors derive more enjoyment from finding 

a rare record than from listening to it. A record does not have to e good to be 

valuable. So before you throw out those worthless old records in the garage, 

would you please drop me a line.

The second LP from the Cleveland band, called "The 
Second Damnation," will be out in September, and will feature all original ma- 
terial. 
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WSM Shows `Heart Of Opryland' 
NASHVILLE - WSM's new Grand 
Ole Opry House, heart of the 
$25 -million Opryland U.S.A. enter- 
tainment -recreation complex now un- 
der development, will be the nation's 
largest radio and television broadcas- 
ting facility. When completed in 
1972, the new, fully -air-conditioned 
Opry House will seat 4,350, and ac- 
cording WSM officials, will retain the 
intimacy and family atmosphere 
which have helped make the Grand 
Ole Opry famous. 

The Opry House will be the focal 
point of the 110 -acre Opryland Park 
in the heart of the 369 -acre Opryland 
site six air miles from downtown 
Nashville. Ground was broken June. 
30 for the development. 

The Grand Ole Opry was founded 
almost 45 years ago by WSM and its 
parent company, National Life and 
Accident Insurance Company. For the 
past 27 years it has been staged in 
what was once known as the Ryman 
Auditorium. The Opry played to a 
live audience which totalled more 
than 300,000 last year, and its radio 
audience is one of the largest in the 
world. 

Plans call for an intimate, relaxed 
atmosphere in structure and position- 
ing of the new 147,270 square foot 
Opry House, aimed toward family 
comfort and entertainment. To gain 
the ultimate in "intimacy" a semi- 
circular "thrust" performing area has 
been designed for the stage so that 
Opry performers will be able to walk 
out into the audience. Normally 50 

feet wide and 35 feet deep, the per- 
forming area will easily expand, 
througn use of a hydraulic lift, to 80 
by 110 feet to accomodate network 
television shows. 

Fourteen dressing rooms and re- 
hearsal rooms will be included, plus 
an artist lounge, band and recording 
rooms with ample administrative, 
control, and storage space provided. 

Functioning separately from the 
Opry House, a Television Production 
Center will provide a 300 -seat studio 
with complete facilities for broad- 
casting and videotaping nationally 

syndicated country music shows for 
WSM and WSM-TV and the daily 
music programs which will be a 
feature of Opryland, U.S.A. 

It is estimated that one million 
persons will attend the Opry during 
the first year of operation in new 
Opryland U.S.A.

Shirley Bassey is a truly international star. During the last six months, she has toured Italy, Australia and New 
Zealand; appeared in France and Germany and completed a two week season at London's Talk of the Town 
nightspot. No stranger to the charts in the past, she is currently having enormous success in Britain with her 
version of "Something" on United Artists. After an autumn stint of cabaret in Las Vegas and New York, she 
returns to Britain for concerts, television and recording. 
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Board of Trade statistics for April 
reveal a continuing healthy boom for 
British disk production and sales. 
9,095,000 records were pressed dur- 
ing the month, a 9 per cent increase 
on April 1969, and there was a 16 
per cent increase in album produc- 
tion with a total of 4,993,000. Singles 
also maintained a slight improvement 
with a pressing figure of 4,092,000. 
Total record sales for April were 29 
per cent up on last year at £3.1 mil- 
lion, with exports rocketing up by 44 
per cent and the home market show- 
ing a 26 per cent increase. Sales for 
the first four months of 1970 have 
scored a 22 per cent improvement 
over the corresponding period last 
year and production for the same per- 
iod is 11 per cent higher with a total 
of 37,546,000. 

Shortly after Liberty ended its 
pressing and distribution agreement 
with Philips, it has been announced 
that Island Records will henceforth 
receive these facilities elsewhere. Is- 
land sales director David Betteridge 
stated that the company had been 
sent a letter by Philips managing 
director Fred Marks to the effect that 
Philips wished to terminate its agree- 
ment with Island. This agreement 
expires about now, and Island was 
generally expected to seek alterna- 
tive arrangements as a consequence 
of the Philips-Polydor Phonodisk dis- 
tribution turmoil earlier this year 
when Island threatened at one point 
to sue for breach of contract. At this 
stage it looks likely as though Is- 
land may follow Liberty to EMI for 
its pressing and distribution follow- 
ing talks between the two parties. 

Ian Grant has exited RCA Records 
to go into indie disk production, tak- 
ing his assistant Chris Youle with 
him. Formerly a BBC radio producer 
specializing in country music, Grant 
joined the A&R department of RCA 
about fourteen months ago, and his 
post on resignation was manager of 
the Victor label. Grant stated that 
RCA's plans for 1971 did not con- 
form with his own ideas, and he 
judged it a suitable juncture to go 
independent, a move he had been 
contemplating for some time. The 
parting was amicable, and he has al- 
ready discussed two potential record- 
ing projects with his former employ- 
ers. Grant's brother Keith is a top 
executive at Olympic Studios and will 
obviously be involved in his future 
indie disk producing. Graham Hay - 
some, RCA classical and budget label 
manager, has taken over Grant's 
Victor label responsibilities. Other 
recent departures from the RCA staff 
are Adrian Newton of the interna- 
tional exploitation staff, Tony At- 
kins of the A&R department and 
Sue Evans who was in charge of 
public and fan club enquiries and 
liaison. 

Alan Keen took over the general 
managership of Radio Luxembourg 
August 3rd in succession to Geoffrey 
Everitt, who has been with the 208 
station since 1946. Everitt was taking 

a short vacation in Luxembourg be- 
fore assuming his role of managing 
director of the new MAM record label. 
Keen was formerly program director 
of the pirate Radio London and then 
ran Metric Music, the Liberty pub- 
lishing subsidiary for a spell before 
establishing his own Alan Keen Music 
publishing group. He has taken these 
companies with him to Radio Luxem- 
bourg's Hertford Street London office 
where they will be run with 208's 
Louvigny Music by his publishing 
assistant Geoff Wilkins. 

Cyril Shane has signed a three- 
year exclusive production deal with 
Philips following talks with the 
label's British chief Fred Marks. The 
pact is for the world and the bulk of 
the production work will be under- 
taken by Shane's son Stephen, with 
contributions from other producers as 
well. Shane is maintaining the full 
operation of his publishing interests 
which he set up two years ago after 
leaving Shapiro Bernstein Music 
whose catalogs he launched in this 
country. Shane Music has notched ten 
big hits and over 300 disk covers dur- 
ing its existence and is publishing 
the Henry Mancini score for "Sun- 
flower" the new movie starring So- 
phia Loren and Marcello Mastro- 
ianni. Shane recently moved his of- 
fice and is now located at 69, Harley 
House, Marylebone Road, London. 
N.W.1. 

For his Mervyn Conn and MC pub- 
lishing companies Mervyn Conn has 
signed a three year deal with Altus 
Music (Germany); La Compagnie 
(France) and Toshiba (Japan). In a 
five year deal the Carnaby record 
product is to be distributed in Spain 
via Ekipo and John Walker has al- 
ready recorded several tracks in 
Spanish.

NMPA Study Of Latin Mkts 
Gets Underway With Mexico 
NEW YORK -A special study, star- 
ting with Mexico, is to be undertaken 
in several Latin American countries, 
in which numerous areas of key in- 
terest to American music publishers 
will be examined. Handling the pro- 
ject under a special assienment by 
the National Music Publishers Asso- 
ciation will be Dr. Natalio Chediak, a 
prominent figure in international 
copyright circles. 

Dr. Chediak's anpointment to the 
task came about as the result of rec- 
ommendations from an NMPA char- 
tered task force on foreign develop- 
ment, established earlier this year 
under the chairmanship of publisher, 
Jean Aberbach. 

In announcing the appointment, 
NMPA president Sal Chiantia, assert- 
ed, "This is the first time, to the best 
of my knowledge, that a music pub- 
lishers' association has undertaken a 
project such as this internationally. 

"We hone very keenly, that as a 
result of Dr. Chediak's studies, Amer- 
ican publishers and writers will be- 
come better acquainted with the spe- 
cific conditions existing in various 
Latin American countries. Of equal 

importance, we look to an increased 
understanding between publishers in 
America and the countries concerned. 

"We are quite firm in the belief," 
Chiantia continued, "that the work 
we are initiating now may very well 
mark a new beginning of greater in- 
ternational cooperation in the world 
music publishing fraternity, improved 
economic results and more effective 
international communication between 
publishers and writers alike." 

A graduate of Havana University 
Law School, Dr. Chediak is an au- 
thority on international copyright, 
and was one of the founders of the 
InterAmerican Bar Association and 
the InterAmerican Federation of So- 
cieties of Authors and Composers. 

He wac a delegate of Cuba at the 
Geneva Conference which led to the 
Universal Copyright Convention and 
to a number of UNESCO General 
Assemblies. Dr. Chediak is also rec- 
ognized as an authority on In- 
terAmerican copyright, having served 
in the post of Advisor to the Pan- 
American Union in the field of copy- 
right, among other positions.

Masanobu Iihara), record wholesale 
dealer in Tokyo, obtained good gross 
sales in 1970 (July 1'69-June 30'70) 
as $13,972,000 which is 27% increase 
compared with that of former year, 
$10,972,000. 

As their target in 1970 was $13,- 
889,000, the result indicates 0.4% in- 
crease. The sales amount of music 
tape is about 12% ($1,673,000) i.e.

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`Zip-A-Doo' I ntro'd 

By Bally; Pin Game 

With High Scoring 

Bally 'ZIP -A -D00' 
CHICAGO - Bally Mfg. Corp. an- 
nounced delivery last week of "Zip- 
A-Doo", a new two -player pinball 
game that features astronomical 
scoring. Out -hole bonuses worth up 
to 10,000 points and kickout holes 
worth up to 5,000 points contribute 
to five -figure point totals. 

The out -hole bonus increases by 
1,000 points, from 1,000 to 10,000, 
every time one of four advance bonus 
targets is lit. A ball leaving through 
the left or right out -lane, when the 
corresponding bonus light is lit, 
scores the highest lit bonus. The 
highest lit bonus remains lit through- 
out the game, giving the player a 
chance to achieve the out bonus on 
every ball shot. 

The kickout-hole also yields a 
bonus, scoring 1,000, 2,000, 3,000 or 
5,000 depending upon the score lit, 
when the ball enters the kickout 
holes. In place of a 4,000 score in the 
kickout series, an "extra ball" light is 
lit. A ball shot into the kickout hole 
when "extra ball" is lit delivers an 
extra ball to the shooter tip. 

Other contributors to high, five - 
figure scoring are two of the top 
rollovers which score 1,000 points 
each and a side alley feature that 
scores 1,000 points in each of three 
alleys. The two out -lanes do not yield 
a bonus but are worth 1,000 points 
each. 

"Zip -A -Dao" is adjustable for 
three or five -ball play, with or with- 
out a match feature, and is available 
with any combination of one to three 
coin -entry chutes. The game is 
presently available through local 
Bally distributors. 

EDITORIAL: 
Coin Machine Sense 

You won't find it in a text book, and even if you 
did, it would be a waste of time trying to learn "coin 
machine sense" in any other way than through ex- 
perience on the route. Successful operators have it; 
so do many machine designers at the factories. Call 
it an acquired instinct, coin machine sense has guided 
hundreds of operators to the rich rewards of success; 
its absence has locked hundreds more into the medi- 
ocrity implied in the dull phrase: "I'm making a living." 

What is coin machine sense? Basically, it's the un- 
common ability of looking at ones product thru the 
eyes of its consumer. In our case, its the "talent" of 
being able to approach a music or amusement ma- 
chine with the jaundiced eye of the player. 

Like the writer who can't edit his own stories, too 
many operators do not have the discipline of stepping 
in front of their machines with quarter in hand and 
playing the part of the customer. They can't erase 
their operator -slanted ideas on machines, and as such, 
may enjoy a game or jukebox simply because it works 
well, forgetting whether or not it's fun. They'll gloss 
over all the yellowed title strips on the jukebox and 
see only the new additions, forgetting the customer 
scans the whole panel. This operator won't notice the 
shoddy condition of the pingame at Sam's Bar, be- 

cause it looks better than the one he just left at Joe's; 
but the customers in Sam's don't go to Joe's and do 
see a crumby looking machine ... and are not all that 
willing to play it. 

Coin machine sense serves the operator when he 
visits his distributor showroom and checks out the 
new games on display. Sure, every operator will play 
the games a few times, but the guy with sense gets 
really into it, almost like a kid. The other guy might 
be too preoccupied with price, size, service -fears, to 
really get the full meaning of the product-is it en- 
joyable enough to earn a continuing coin? 

The sensible operator doesn't lump his individual 
locations into one vague route; he mentally divides 
that route up into individual locations as if each spot 
were the only one he had. 

Think back to the old days when you started out, 
servicing one, two, maybe only three machines. Now 
there was service. There was the novelty of the busi- 
ness, the excitement of entertaining customers with 
really class stuff. If it wasn't classy, it was still great 
fun. And that's where the coin machine sense began, 
the sense of showmanship which still stays in the 
heart of every good operator.

Featuring 'Strikette' 

Williams 'PALOS VERDE' 

CHICAGO - The credit for intro- 
ducing bowling to the hemisphere is 
generally accorded the Dutch keglers 
who played nine -pin on the village 
greens in New Amsterdam. But in 
"Palos Verde," the new six -player 
United shuffle alley by Williams, the 
motif features the ancient civilization 
of South American Indians. 

The scoreboard is dominated by a 
sequence of ancient Indian rituals but 
Williams is breaking from tradition 
with the "strikette" feature that al- 
lows a player to keep shooting dur- 
ing an individual frame as long as he 
continues to strike.

The game may 
be ordered with single, double or 
triple chutes and is available for 
immediate delivery through local 
Williams distributors.

SPRINGFIELD - Mike Sasyk, a di- 
rector of ICMOA here and a veteran 
coin machine operator, was recently 
elected mayor of Madison, Illinois, 
defeating three other candidates in a 
special election held to replace the 
late mayor who had been a local 
political figure for 30 years. 

Sasyk, 48, was chairman of the 
board of police and fire commission- 
ers before the mayoral election. He 
defeated Raymond Kozielek, acting 
mayor since the death of Mayor Ste- 
phen Maeras, 1,489 votes to 1,177. 
Two other candidates received less 
than 100 votes each. 

Sasyk said the controversial issue 
of tavern closing hours will be seri- 
ously considered during his adminis- 
tration. Madison bars presently close 
at four a.m. every day.

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Expo Forum Committee Plans Seminar 

On Impact of Newer Amusement Games 

GREENVILLE, S. C. -A seminar 
explaining the impact of the newer 
amusement games on the coin ma- 
chine industry will be an opening day 
feature of the MOA Exposition, to be 
held in Chicago October 16, 17 and 
18. 

The seminar's topic, "New Vistas in 
the Amusement Game Industry", was 
chosen daring a conference phone 
call last Tuesday among MOA execu- 
tive vice president Fred Granger and 
the four members of the Expo Forum 
Committee-Fred Collins Jr. of Col- 
lins Music in Greenville, S. C., Harry 
Witsen, Cannon Coin Machine, Had- 
donfield, N. J.; Norman Pink, Ad- 
vance Music, Minneapolis, Minn. and 
John Snodgrass, Servomation of 
New Mexico, Albuquerque, N. M. 

The seminar topic was chosen to 
inform operators not only about the 
newer type games in production, but 
also the new locations, such as de- 
partment stores and shopping cen- 
ters, that the new machines have suc- 
cessfully penetrated.

"What we want to do on the semi- 
nar," Collins explained, "is to help 
the operator to help himself." Collins 
maintains that games operators and 
some operators who primarily oper- 
ate jukeboxes would buy more games 
if they were informed about the new 
location possibilities. 

Collins attributes the access to new 
locations to the earning potential of 
the new games and the realistic 
sound simulations achieved by the 
sound modules of these games. 

"The sound of these machines at- 
tracts a lot of customers," Collins 
explained. "They hear the beep of the 
'Sea Raider', the zoom of the 
`S.A.M.I', the roar of the `Speedway' 
and they're anxious to come over and 
play the games. 

"Department stores are especially 
impressed by the profit potential of 
these machines," he continued. "These 
locations are rapidly realizing that 
these machines can yield earnings per 
square foot that are certainly greater 
than those of any merchandise in the 
store." 

Collins attributes much of the suc- 
cess in gaining new locations for coin - 
operated machines to the computer 
quiz machines that quickly gained ac- 
ceptance in previously unaccessible 
locations such as department stores. 

He also cites condominiums, apart- 
ment complexes, hotels and motels as 
new locations for music and games. 
He says some of these locations have 
placed jukeboxes at the edges of 
swimming pools and have opened 
game rooms with three or four pieces 
of equipment. 

(Collins estimates that in an apart- 
ment complex, 200 units are required 
for a successful location. 

The MOA seminar will attempt to 
explain to operators how the new 
locations can be acquired. Included in 
the seminar will be pointers on how 
an operator can contact marketing 
managers of department stores. 

"Within the next 10 years," Collins 
predicts," 98 per cent of all major 

department stores will have coin ma- 
chines on display or individual 
amusement rooms." 

The Forum Committee has invited 
eight factory representatives to par- 
ticipate in a panel discussion on new 
amusement games. Invitations have 
been extended to SEGA, Bally - 
Midway, Chicago Coin, Allied Lei- 
sure, Williams, Nutting Associates 
and Nutting Industries. 

The Forum Committee is hopeful 
that representatives of some of the 
rapidly expanding national accounts 
will be on hand to explain the poten- 
tial of the new games locations. 

The seminar will be held October 
16 from 3:30 to 6 p.m. and will be 
followed by the convention guest 
speaker. The Forum Committee is op- 
timistic about the educational value 
of the seminar. "I feel we're going to 
do a jam-up job with this session," 
Collins said. 

One of the floats at the recent annual Rose Festival Parade in Newark, N.Y. 
was that of John Bilotta, president of Bilotta Enterprises, Newark, and 
princûpal of the Rochester Lancers professional soccer team. Bilotta dis- 
played a miniature soccer field and publicized the Wurlitzer "Statesman" 
and Bally "Space Flight" to communicate his ideal of world understanding 
through sports, music and space exploration, coinciding with the parade's 
theme of "It's a Wonderful World."
