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Dilemma Of Old-Line
Music Publishers

Management of long-standing music
publishing companies face a great di-
lemma: how much manpower, time and
effort to allot to catalog songs in view
of the decline in use of this material—
old showtunes and Tin Pan Alley favor-
ites—on recordings.

It's no secret, of course, that re-
cordings of material in this vein—and,
for that matter, new material that re-
flects a like heritage—are just not the
“in” thing in indie producer and A&R
man circles. Even the most appropriate
record acts for such material can’t be
counted on to rush into a recording
studio and be the first on the music
industry block to market a fine new
show song, much less one from the
past.

While many of the old-line publish-
ing operations have undergone exten-
sive management and ownerships
changes that have put great emphasis
on going ‘‘contemporary,’”’ there's no
doubt that catalog temptingly lurks in
the background and frustratingly so.
Many of these executives are con-
vinced that this material, much of it
revolutionary in its day-and-age,
should not lie fallow, but should be
exploited anew for youthful audiences
who may have no idea that these songs
served as the basic foundation of
American popular music for more than
40 years. Management also feels that
many of these songs are not dated,
but timeless in their appeal. They sim-
ply require tender, loving care, or, as
Famous Music put it recently, the de-
sire to “‘put diamonds in new set-

tings."”

Yet, it's a fact of modern music
business life that there isn’t much time
these days for ‘‘tender, loving care,”
a process not suited to the recording
industry’s recruitment of youthful acts
and their songs for “instant”” Top 100
activity. There’s no doubt there's a lot
of income to be made from “‘perform-
ance hits,” as Cy Coleman recently
told Cash Box, but recordings have
long replaced sheet-music sales as a
source of the kind of “excitement”
that builds the reputation and success
of music publishers.

The old-line music publisher, there-
fore, cannot ignore the contemporary
sound, just as it didn’t ignore chang-
ing musical styles that saw ragtime
give way to swing, or operetta give way
to the sound of American musical
theatre. Nor, perhaps, should contem-
porary sound acts, particularly those
who restrict themselves to their own
music, ignore the possibilities of find-
ing oldies that could fit into their mu-
sical formats.

But, the responsible exec of any old-
fine music publisher cannot throw in
the towel when it comes to his com-
pany’'s catalog, particularly when, we
feel, that many remain waiting to be
discovered again. It would be ironic if
the very disuse of these songs stimu-
lated their revival. Whatever, catalog is
not going to disappear from manage-
ment’s concern. Perhaps it's true, to
paraphrase Irving Berlin, that a “‘good
song keeps coming back like a good
song.”

NEW YORK — Columbia Records
has mad= three major exec appoint-
ments. Clive Davis, president of the
company, has promoted Stan Snyder
to vp of sales and distribution, while
Ron Alexenburg has assumed the
post of vp of Epic Records and
Columbia Custom Labels sales and
distribution.

Snyder, previ-
ously director of Columbia sales and
distribution, will plan, organize and
direet all functions related to the
promo, distribution and sales of
Columbia disks and tapes, Master-
work Audio Products and accessories
and all other product handled by
Columbia. He will direct the develop-
ment of short and long range mar-
keting and sales objectives. Also,
he’ll supervise the activities of the
company’s nationwide network of
branches and distributors. Snyder
joined Columbia in 1964.

Alexenburg, in the Columbia orga-
nization since 1965, will direct pro-
mo, sales and merchandising activ-
ities for both Epiec and Columbia La-
bels, and give direction to the compa-
ny’s field force handling both divi-
sions.

Popovich, a member of the Colum-
bia family since 1962, will coordinate
promo activities of the national pro-
mo staff, the regional promo manag-
ers and local promo personnel. He'll
also plan and develop promo programs
for specific releases and artists. He
reports directly to Snyder.

TIC Net Declines

NEW YORK, N. Y. — Sharply lower
second quarter and six months’ earn-
ings and increased gross income for
Transcontinental Investing Corp.
were announced last week by Robert
K. Lifton, chairman of the board.

Gross income for the three-month
period ended June 30 was $26,168,000
compared to $24,307,000 reported for
the seeond quarter last year. For the
six months the company grossed $52,-
859,000 in comparison to $48,007,000
grossed during the first half of 1969.

Net income for the second quarter
was $286,000 or .03 cents per share
compared to $1,653,000 or .20 cents
per share reported for the same
three-month period last year. For the
full six months the company earned
$507,000 or 0.6 cents per share com-
pared to $3,139,000 or .39 cents per
share earned in the first six months
of 1969. Second quarter and six
months per share earnings were com-
puted on the basis of an increase in
the average number of shares from
8,148,000 in 1969 to 8,827,000 in 1970.

Lifton said that the earnings were
in line with previous estimates re-
garding the change in the pattern of
the company’s income this year. Dur-
ing the first six months of 1969 earn-
ings reflected the profitable sale of
some of the company’s holdings. In
the first half of 1970 the company
was not involved in such sales activi-
ty. Instead, it devoted its efforts to
its new land development operations,
which should result in increased
earnings in the final periods of 1970
— particularly in the fourth quar-
ter.

Lifton added that lower earnings
has also been anticipated from the
company’s record and tape merchan-
dising subsidiary. However, he added
considerable progress has been made
over the past few months in improv-
ing operations in this company and
by the final quarter, traditionally the
company’s heavy selling period, it is
expected that Transcontinental Music
Corporation will be operating at a
greater profit rate than last year.

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AFM Members OK New TV Net Pact

NEW YORK, N.Y.—Ratification of a
new two-year contract between the
American Federation of Musicians
(AFL-CIO), and the television net-
works has been announced by Federa-
tion president Hal C. Davis.

The vote on the new contract was
497 to 78. AFM members working in
television were polled in major pro-
duction centers by secret ballot. In
all, 1199 ballots were mailed to
affected musicians, Davis said.

Highlights of the pact, which is
retroactive to Aug. 1, 1970 and ex-
pires July 31, 1972, are: )

Wages for casual musicians In-
creased 12% in the basic air rate from
$34.10 to $38.19 for a half-hour
show; up from $44 to $49.28 for an
hour show; and from $66 to $73.92
for shows of 90 minutes. Twelve per
cent increases also for additional
time, and in participating sponsor
rates. Rehearsal rates for casual mu-
sicians have been raised from $13.42
to $15 per hour. The rate on the
hour-long variety special increased
from $13.42 to $15.50, beginning with
the 16th hour.

In addition, wage increases of 12
per cent now apply to the rates for
music preparation work and for re-
hearsal musicians.

Major Gain Cited

An important gain for musicians,
Davis said, is a commitment by the
networks that they will furnish to
the Federation, within 30 days of the
effective date of the contract, a list of
all shows using music, and the pro-
ducer of each show. Further, they
will require each outside packager of
a show to sign an agreement or a
letter of adherence with the AFM.
“This is extremely important in
terms of policing both the domestic
re-use and foreign-use provisions of
our contracts,” Davis said.

The contract marked the start of
employer contributions to the Health
and Welfare Funds, where existing,
in behalf of casual musicians. Also
negotiated was a substantial increase
in the welfare contributions for staff
musicians from $3 per week per man
in New York only to $4.70 per week
per man in New York and Los Ange-
les.

For staff musicians, weekly wages
have been increased to $300, up from
$277.70, and there are corresponding
increases for them in overtime and in
doubling. Staff musicians’ rehearsal
fees also were increased, as were car-
tage allowances.

With respect to job security provi-
sions for staff musicians, the follow-
ing terms are in effect: All staff mu-
sicians in Los Angeles and New York
(with one minor exception at ABC)
who were employed on July 31, 1970,
are guaranteed employment until

Goody Half-Yr Report

of operations for the first half and
twelve months ended June 30, 1970.

Earnings for the first six months
of 1970 amounted to $90,306, or $.13
per share, calculated on 683,000
shares, as compared with $74,489, or
$.11 per share on 650,000 shares, for
the comparable six months of 1969.
Sales of the company for the 1970
first half amounted to a record $9,-
876,860, as compared with $6,930,992
reported in the same 1969 period.

For the trailing twelve months
ended June 30, sales amounted to
$19,176,651, as compared with $14,-
901,866 recorded in the comparable
twelve months through June 30,
1969. Earnings rose to $636,073, or
$.95 per share, as compared with
$412,689, or $.68 per share for the
respective twelve month periods.

Per share results for the 1969 peri-
ods have been adjusted for the 2-for-
1 stock split in December, 1969.

Sam Goody, president, noted that
start-up costs in connection with es-
tablishment of the new wholesale di-
vision, as well as interest expenses
incurred in financing the acquisition,
prevented first half earnings from
expanding further.

Goody indicated that the compa-
ny’s ninth retail store is scheduled
for opening in September in the
regional King’s Plaza Shopping Cen-
ter in Brooklyn, New York, and that
the company’s 10th unit would be
located in a large shopping center
being constructed in Woodbridge,
New Jersey, which is scheduled for
completion by next spring.

Sam Goodyv, Inc. (O.T.C.) presently
operates a chain of eight retail audio
and record stores. Through a wholly-
owned subsidiary, Brun-International
Recotape Corporation, the company
is also engaged in the wholesale dis-
tribution of records, tapes and ac-
cessories.

The system is completely
self contained and carries its own
generator for power supply when nec-
essary. When the unit draws power
off local current lines, it utilizes a
motor frequency control ecrystal os-
cillator unit, which maintains the
speed of the equipment regardless of
the power frequency. These power ca-
pabilities allow the Location Record-
ers System to be utilized anywhere in
the world.

The system is specifically designed
for recording live concerts, coupled
with TV stations or video tape facili-
ties which needn’t maintain their own
sophisticated, high fidelity sound
equipment. It was recently put to use
in this way to record the sound for
“Mid Summer Pop,” a TV special,
which will be aired on Avco Embassy
owned stations. The show was cre-
ated and videotaped by Avco Em-
bassy’s Cincinnati outlet WLWT at
the Cincinnati Pop Festival. Location
lecorders recorded and post-synched
the sound for them.

It has also been used for unique
on site recording for commercials, in-
cluding a Delco Battery spot under
Niagra Falls.

Material, alphabetically arranged and
placed in segments of 5 cuts to a
band, stems from “Its A Long, Long
Way To Tipperary,” the World War I
song, to the latest Top Ten Ronnie
Dyson record “If You Let Me Make
Love To You Then Why Can’t I
Touch You” (IColumbia).

Should Have
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Utilizing the most up-dated, popu-
lar or original version the album rep-
resents the works of the major Chap-
pell show writers including Harold
Arlen, Comden and Green, Noel Cow-
ard, DeSylva, Brown and Henderson,
Dietz and Schwartz, the Gershwins,
Oscar Hammerstein, E. Y Harburg,
Lorenz Hart, Jones and Schmidt,
Burton Lane, Alan Jay Lerner,
Frederick Loewe, Johnny Mercer,
Cole Porter, Richard Rodgers, Harold
Rome, Stephen Sondheim, Jule Styne
and Kurt Weill.

In addition, the album was special-
ly designed to include all musical
tastes from pop to rock, show, blues,
jazz and country. Many top pop writ-
ers such as Bernstein and Millrose,
Courtney and Link, Paul Leka and
Tom Springfield are represented.

July 31, 1971. At that time, the quota
of 256 (NBC) in Los Angeles will
terminate. However, all present NBC
staff emplovees in Los Angeles are
guaranteed (even in the event of dis-
ability or death) a special severance
payment based on four weeks of pay
for each year of service, with a mini-
mum of 12 weeks and a maximum of
60 weeks. This guaranteed right to
the special severance can be lost only
by voluntarily quitting the staff.

In New York, there will be a re-
duction of 15 staff magsicians (five
from each of the networks) on July
31, 1971, These 15, too, shall receive a
special severance payment based on
one week’s pay for each three months
of service with a minimum of 12
weeks and a maximum of 60. The
remaining New York staff musicians
will be guaranteed employment for
the second year of the contract.

Westside Room, Century Plaza Ho-
tel, L.A. — It has taken Jackie De
Shannon six years to travel that cir-
cuitous route from the Ash Grove, a
coffee house on Melrose, up-town to
the lush, fashionable and more affluent
confines of the Century Plaza’s West-
side Room. The roads have been paved
with several near gold sides, a
Grammy nomination, credits as both
producer and songsmith, and, for the
past couple of years, a top five rating
among the nation’s most performed
females on disks. The last time she
in-personed in town (’64) it was with
a small combo and she exasperated
at least one trade reviewer who re-
jected her ahead-of-trend folk-rock
approach. This time around she’s
backed by strings, brass and big band.
But the roots are the same—blues,
country, folk, rock, jazz. Doubting
Toms, who think that De Shannon may
be merely a potent disk talent, are
advised to race (but phone first for
reservations, word of mouth should
make this stand a sellout) to the
Westside spot. Miss De Shannon is a
revelation, sans peur and san reproche.
Her secret, we’d guess, is that she
puts a lot of love in her art.

Her forty minute stint is an emo-
tional experience for artist and audi-
ence. A compelling stylist with fault-
less and exacting phrasing, she’s as
wistful as a willow in a windstorm on
such songs as “When the World Was
Young,” or “Two Sleepy People” and
a whirling, soulful dervish with “The
Weight” or “Hurt So Bad.” Her voice
is an articulate instrument, phlegmy,
clear, cloudy, husky; wrapped like a
vise on those vignettes. Her rendi-
tion of Leonard Cohen’s “Ballad of
the Bird on the Wire” is a gospel
highlight. But so is “Let it Be.

This has been a rare season for
chirps. Diana Ross intro’d her new
act in Vegas (and reprised it in L.A.
a few weeks back) and was rather in-
credible. Liza Minnelli had a mem-
orable show at the Ambassador a
few months ago. De Shannon’s is at
least equal (and at the moment we
won’t quibble with the contention that
her one-woman performance is the
best encountered this year). In a nut-
shell, with a nod to Cole Porter, De
Shannon is delightful, delicious and
de-lovely.

The Stooges

UNGANO’S, NYC — Elektra record-
ing artists, The Stooges appeared at
Unganos this past week, and per-
formed each night to a sell out erowd
of curious onlookers.

There have been, during the past
year, dozens of articles written about
the sensational Iggy Stooge. Right-
fully so. Iggy is sensational—as a
performer and as an acrobat—but he
is supposedly a rock vocalist, and at
that profession, he is anything but
sensational.

Iggy Stooge is in a class by him-
self, and the other four Stooges—in
another class. As a performer, Iggy
is breathtaking. As an acrobat, he is
as agile as a cat—but as a vocalist, he
lacks in voice quality and frankly
can’t sing at all. His stage act is an
exact copy of Jaggers, and as a result
—Iggy also lacks originality.

The fact that the remaining four
Stooges (they’ve added a saxophone)
are seldom mentioned is understand-
able. They are a back up band and
can hardly be called fine musicians.
They remain on stage, stationary,
while Iggy—dancing, screaming, and
throwing himself atop the audience,
steals the show. The Stooges, though,
aren’t all bad. They play loud, pulsat-
ing rock and roll music which, along
with Iggy, is what the people pay to
see,

The Stooges second Elektra LP,
“Fun House,” has just been released
and should do very well considering
you don’t have to watch the group
while you’re hearing their music.

BARNEY GOOGLES, NYC — Now
for some serious words about Tiny
Tim., Serious, you ask. Yep. Often
overlooked in discussions of this art-
ist is the fact that he has a sincere
appreciation for old songs. He re-
spects the work of composers such
as [rving Caesar and Con Conrad, and
despite the comic aspect of his per-
for.nance, there is a strong underly-
ing current of seriousness, even rev-
erence,

Two songs by the above named
composers, “My Castle In Spain Is A
Shack In The Lane,” by Caesar, and
“Why Should I Give My Love To
You,” by Conrad were among the an-
cient items unearthed by Tiny dur-
ing his one night appearance at the
Upper East Side’s Barney Googles
club, Other more familiar oldies in-
cluded “Good Ship Lollipop,” “Animal
Crackers,” “Don’t Sit Under The Ap-
ple Tree With Anyone Else But Me,”
“Baby Face” and “I’'m Gonna Sit
Right Down And Write Myself A
Letter.” All were done with the en-
thusiasm and free wheelingness which
has come to be associated with Tiny

Tim. The artist accompanied himself
on ukelele.

Lest anyone think that he isn’t
right on top of today’s music scene,
he took a page from the catalog of
John Fogerty, doing a hard rocking
version of ‘“Bad Moon Rising.” Fol-
lowing the trend toward the Fifties
sound, he also gave us his interpreta-
tions of “Blue Suede Shoes,” “Rock
Around The Clock” and “Great Balls
Of Fire.”

Tiny has done a lot for the tulip.
Possibly as much as the entire coun-
try of the Netherlands. So it was fit-
ting that the Reprise artist close
with “Tip Toe Through The Tulips,”
the song which he has made, through
the force of his personality, his own.
In this number, as in the others, Tiny
Tim showed that he is one of the most
entertaining fellows around today. He
makes people happy and, while that
may not be all entertaining is about,
it’s certainly an accomplishment to
be proud of, So here’s to Tiny, a show-
man in the old and still the new tra-
dition. And we’re serious.

GREEK THEATRE, L. A. — The idea
behind combining the talents of
Tommy Roe, Billy Joe Royal, Joe
South & Dennis Yost and the Classics
IV (all from Bill Lowery’s Atlanta
stable) Into one power-packed show
must’ve looked good on the drawing
board, but in person it didn’t quite
come off. What did come off was the
emergence of Joe South as a potential
superstar and the pleasant realization
that Linda Ronstadt (a late addition
to the bill) has finally found a band
that gets it on.

The show opened with all the per-
formers on stage, taking turns doing
one of their hits. Yost and his group
followed with a set of hits, “Spooky,”
“Stormy,” “Everyday With You Girl”
and “Traces,” which were nice but not
outstanding, Yost, who seems to have
copped Wayne Newton’s movements,
did lead a driving version (on vocal
and drums) of “Gimme Some Lovin’.”

South, looking sligthly wacked out
of his skull, followed with the most
low keyed, yet effective presentation
we’ve seen in a long time. He has the
natural magnetism of an Elvis or
Neil Diamond, but he hasn’t been per-
forming long enough to understand it
or harness it properly. It will come in
time, as will probable TV success. In
his several stints, he did the songs
he’s famous for. If you don’t know
them, get a copy of his “Greatest
Hits” album on Capitol.

Donna Theodore

COPACABANA, NEW YORK — Solo
distaff disk artists aren’t exactly the
rage these days, but at one point dur-
ing her act at the Copa, Donna Theo-
dore indicates that she might be an
exception. Not that she doesn’t prove
a superior vocalist many times be-
fore this point, and, certainly, one of
the prettiest. But it’s when she sings
her first single for the Scepter label,
“Don’t Hang No Halos On Me,” a
Chips Moman production, does her
disk career look bright. It’s a dynamic
performance. Most of Donna’s act is
geared for the night club floor, often
too smooth and glossy medley rou-
tines, hip swinging and standard pat-
ter. She does come through, it’'s a
pleasure to note, with fine, sensitive
work, such as “Can’t Help Loving
That Man of Mine,” “Lover, Where
Can You Be.” Disk-wise, and vitally
so, she’s got the goods that can de-
liver on ‘“Halos.” Opening the new
Copa show, debuting last Thursday
(20), was Dick Doherty, an energetic
songster who's more at home in
straight pop than on rock, which is
the kernel of his act. A rock-pop
combo accompanies.

Billy Joe, who seems to have the
fastest feet in the West (which means
he does a wicked shuffle), forsook his
lounge band (the Royal Blue) for this
engagement. On his old hits, “Down
In The Boondocks,” “I Knew You
When” (one of the best performances
of the evening) and “Hush,” he was
dynamic. On “Cherry Hill Park” and
“Everything Is Beautiful,” he was a
lounge act again.

Roe, with the most hits to his credit,
has to be acknowledged as a gifted
light-pop (read ‘bubblegum’) tune-
smith and as an accredited hitmaker.
As an in-person performer, he doesn’t
quite come off. Lack of a defined per-
sonality is one of the reasons, in-
ability to sing certain material (in-
cluding some of his own) is another.

Ronstadt proved once again that
what she lacks in class she more than
makes up for in talent, only this time,
with a together band behind her, she
turned in the most exciting set we've
seen from her yet, and earned the
only real encore of the night. It looks
like her current hit (“Long, Long
Time”) has given her the confidence
and enthusiasm to get it together for
once and (hopefully) for all.

Perhaps with time, “Together” will
come together. It would be nice to have
the good old days of packaged shows,
ala Alan Freed, with us once again.

DANGERFIELD’S, NYC — After
years of relative obscurity Rodney
Dangerfield has gained attention as
a top comic, primarily because in re-
cent years ‘‘slob appeal” has proven

THE BITTER END, NYC — Tamal-
pais Exchange, a new group which
has signed with Atlantic, was intro-
duced to the trade at the Bitter End.
In case you missed them, it doesn’t
really matter, since they should be
around the music scene for a good long
time.

The group is composed of two guys
and three girls, not exactly your con-
ventional type of line-up. But then
there is really nothing conventional
about the Exchange. Certainly not
their sound. While it will necessarily
evoke comparisons with that of the
early Mamas & Papas, still it moves
and flows in constantly changing di-
rections, utilizing individual talents to
the utmost, pairing vocalists off here,
employing an instrumental solo there,
ete., until the total, in terms of dis-
tinctiveness and impact, seems even
to have been exceeded by the sum
of its parts. Yes, Tamalpais Exchange
is something to mull over.

The girls, Skippy Kay, Pam Talus
and Penelope Bodry, put their voices
together for many of the songs.

The
two-disk package includes not only 21 songs
but a full-side musical narrative version of
White's classic “‘Story of John Henry.” Material
for the collection was taken from tapes during
the 1955-62 peak of White's career, and fea-
tures ““Sam Hall,” *‘Jesus Gonna Make Up My
Dyin’ Bed” and ‘‘Midnight Special’” among
others.

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NEW YORK—ALMOST FREE SAMPLES

Where do you turn when you realize you're listening to records that are forty
minutes of a heavy group trying to scare you to death with their mean, minor
key music; or a band that is swinging along just too softly; or a soloist whose
voice gets grating after the seventh cut? One place to turn is to sampler records
or sampler-type records. There is a big difference between the two. On one hand
there are the samplers that can be purchased only through the mail, and then
there are the ones that are commercial, record store albums. Both contain
selections by different artists from the sampler’s label or from different label
affiliations.

By far, the leader in the non-commercial field is Warner/Reprise who has
four samplers amazingly priced at $2, a new one titled ‘‘Alternatives” at $1,
and another sampler put together by Frank Zappa called ‘‘Zapped’” which is also
priced at one buck. All are mail-order, and all but the last two are double
record sets. The albums feature most of the labels’ artists with the majority of
cuts coming from the performer’s LP’s as well as some first-time-released cuts
(like Jimi Hendrix’ “Stone Free’’ from the ‘“Record Show” sampler). One of the
better features of their packages is extensive bio and incidental notes on each
of the artists featured in the sets.

The commercial samplers are interesting, too. My favorites are the two from
MGM—both film soundtrack albums: ‘‘Zabriske Point” and ‘‘The Strawberry
Statement.” Here’s a case where artists appear ‘‘courtesy of . . .”” as The Pink
Floyd—Harvest Records, The Grateful Dead-—Warner Bros., The Kaleidoscope—
Epic, Patti Page—Mercury, etc. Those are some of the artists on ‘'Zabriske
Point.”” More up-to-date is the ‘‘Strawberry Statement’’ LP. Featured artists are
Neil Young, Crosby, Stills, Nash & Young, Buffy Ste. Marie, Thunderclap New-
man, The Red Mountain Jug Band, and some classical orchestras. Good albums.

Another couple of commercial samplers are Columbia’s ‘‘Heavy Heads” and
newly-released ‘‘Heavy Hands” albums. Others include Capitol’s ecology-geared
package titled ‘“‘Listen In Good Health,” UA’s ‘‘Progressive Heavies” album, and
the “Easy Rider” hit soundtrack set on Dunhill. All these again include only the
labels’ artists or various performers from different companies.

What 1 like most about the sampler and sampler-type albums is the very basic
diversity of styles, voices, musicianship—all adding up to interesting, program-
med blocks of music. One or two other labels have tried the Warner/Reprise
approach to samplers, and several have tried the commercial scheme. The future
lays bare to loads of possibilities of combinations of music and packaging in
samplers. In the meantime, investigate refreshing yourself with a sampler.

HOLLYWOOD—THE CURSE OF THE AMOS HONDA

Will Motown Records make the Bobby Darin announcement at the tenth an-
niversary meet later this week? The label has been overturing to sign Darin
for about seven years. Now we hear that he’ll be cutting his first Motown LP
in September. . . .

For the past five years we’ve been referring (in print) to the Amos Tourna-
ment as a combination golf meet and bacchanal. And each year our N.Y. re-
write man switches “bacchanal’”’ to innocuous phrases like ‘‘gala fest.”” Anytime
that 70 guys get involved in an alcoholic orgy, we claim that’'s a unbridled bac-
chanal. For those who don’t know (including our re-writer) all contestants are
required to ‘‘water down’’ (that is consume alcohol) at selected points dur-
ing the two day meet. Otherwise they lose strokes. Minimum drink—every other
hole—a jigger. That’s old news for anyone who has staggered through the tour-
nament or this column. But what has never been mentioned in print is the
strange and terrifying tale of the curse of the $290,000 Honda.

It started two years ago when Jimmy Bowen, proprietor of the Amos, decided
to giveaway (as a rotating prize) his $220,000 Honda, a relic of his halcyon
days as a hubby. When Bowen was granted his divorce, he claims it was at a
cost of $220,000. “All | got was the Honda.”” In ’69 Eddie Reeves won the cycle
and the cycle continued. Within four months after the Amos meet in '69, Reeves
was divorced—at a cost of $70,000. And this year the $290,000 Honda was
passed along to Budd Dolinger, v.p. and g.m. of Mediarts Records. Budd was
reluctant to accept the prize. We don’t blame him. As of last week Dolinger’s
marriage was a cloudless affair, throned in highest bliss. But there’s that omi-
nous two wheeler parked in Dolinger’s driveway on Wells Drive in Tarzana these
days. So while Budd phones distribs to promote and sell his Orson Welles LP
(““The Begatting of the President”) we wonder if he recollects the last line in
the album—*‘come my brethren, let us pray.”

THE PRISONER’S SONG—We believe it was Mark Twain who said (or wrote)
“what a good thing Adam had—when he said a thing, he knew nobody had
said it before.” In the record biz, like most other industries, originality is merely
undetected plagiarism. A mousetrap by any other name is still a mousetrap.
Still, there are a couple of albums in the planning stage that intrigue us. The
first is a Sing Out LP that Dick Moreland, west coast manager of RCA’s “‘rock”
division, will be cutting at California’s Tehachapi State Prison next week. The
sides are due to be released in November. But most of the guys heard on the
record won't be released for the next ten years. And though they have never
recorded before, they all have records. Sides will feature 46 prisoners from the
state institution, doing mostly spiritual songs—all original material with the
possible exception of ‘“‘Battle Hymn of the Republic.” Songs were written by
George “Sunny” Brown, former alto sax player with the Basie band. Brown is
a three time loser, a great musician and an unlucky con. If memory serves,
Sun Records had a quartet in the fifties known as the Prisonaires. But they
cut singles only. The Moreland production will be titled “Tehachapi Sing Out”
and Moreland says a college tour for the group is in the planning stage. That
and perhaps a Hollywood Bowi concert. Dick also cuts Nilsson, Nesmith, Fat,
Murray Roman and Rickie Lee, among others. Nilsson’s next album, incidentally,
will contain several selections from his forthcoming TV special, “The Point,"
and is set for Nov. release.

Page, who will name further staff for
Rocking Horse soon, is planning a
release schedule of eight albums and
approximately fifteen singles per
year. At the beginning of September
Page will make a lightning European
tour visiting his distributors in Ger-
many, Belgium, Italy, Spain and
France.

A major reshufling within the BBC
is slated for October at the beginning
of a plan to separate pop Radio 1
from middle-of-the-road Radio 2 in
physical terms matching their aes-
thetic division. Radio 1 will head-
quarter in Egton House next door to
Broadcasting House in Portland
Place, which at present houses the
Gramophone Department and huge
disk library. The latter will remain,
but the Gramophone Department is
being absorbed in the changes in so
far as its pop and light functions are
involved. Radio 2 will be centered in
Aeolian Hall in New Bond Street,
where it will be handled by Kenneth
Barnes with a team of five executive
producers comprising Geoff Owen,
Jimmy Grant, Ted Nash, Michael Bell
and one more to be named. Mark
White will head Radio 1 and his ex-
ecutive producer staff will be Teddy
Warrick, Derek Chinnery and one
more to be named. Douglas Mug-
geridge remains controller of both
services and his personal assistant is
Laurence Stapley who will also be in
charge of Radio 2’s non-musical out-
put. Minister of Posts and Telecom-
munications Christopher Chataway
has given the green light to the BBC
for the dozen more local radio sta-
tions scheduled to be opened over the
next vear but the fate of the remain-
ing forty projected to obtain nation-
wide coverage remains in doubt.
Their chances are very slim in view
of the planned introduction of com-
mercial radio, whose advocates are
already concerned that the dozen ap-
proved new stations are likely to
complicate the introduction of sue-
cessful commercial operations in
some key areas.

Boardroom Dbelligerence affecting
the Hemdale group of companies has
spread disturbing ripples throughout
the sensitive music and leisure area
of the Stock Market and could adverse-
ly affect the proposed public share
flotation of the Robert Stigwood Or-
ganization. The Hemdale hoo-ha in-
volving a clash between managing
director John Daly and two other di-
rectors, property millionaire Laurie
Marsh and stockbroker Gerry Needle-
man, has resulted in Marsh and
Needleman leaving the board. They
are aligned with actor David Hem-
mings, whose income the enterprise
was originally founded to exploit,
and on whom Hemdale has served
writs alleging breach of contract
with certain subsidiaries and claim-
ing the return of an alleged £43,-
000 loan. There have been moves
to win institutional stockholder sup-
port for the triumvirate, and City
pundits reckon Marsh can rally
sufficient voting power to move back
in and run Hemdale with different pol-
icies. The same pundits deplore the
acrimony, however, believing it dis-
courages public investment in show

business shares, especially new ones
like the Stigwood operation. The fact
that two of Stigwood’s top acts and
bie earners, the Bee Gees and Cream,
are now no more is not lost on the
more switched-on potential investors,
either.

MAM and AIR London have ended
their protracted flirtation aimed at a
possible merger by amicably deciding
to stay apart. The volatile MAM en-
terprise had cast interested eyes at
the thriving consortium of AIR Lon-
don producers and operatives headed
by Beatle Svengali George Martin in
its quest for fruitful sources and di-
rections for expansion, and an addi-
tional attraction was undoubtedly AIR
London’s brand-new studio complex
due to be opened later this year
at Oxford Circus. One result of the
abortive merger talks is that Peter
Sullivan of AIR London will no long-
er produce disks by MAM’s two top
moneyspinners Tom Jones and En-
glebert Humperdinck, but the MAM
spokesman emphasised that this deci-
sion was also “taken mutually and
amicably.”

The One-Stop Records retail chain
has gained exclusive retail rights for
the mammoth Isle of Wight Festival
which opens August 28th. One-Stop
managing director Brian Gatland
fixed the deal with Gordon Kay of
Fiery Creations, which is staging the
fest. Gatland’s team of twelve will
sell disks in a 20-foot marquee
throughout the event, which is ex-
pected to attract at least 100,000
youngsters over its duration and this
will be the seventh fest serviced by
One-Stop this year. The bulk of the

In one of the most factual reports
of the Strawberry Festival, the Tele-
gram’s Ritchie Yorke did a piece on
John Brower, one of the promoters
involved and headed it “Strawberry
Fields a personal triumph for John
Brower.” The rumor that Brower had
suffered a $350,000 loss was shot
down. According to the article, it
cost $500,000 to put the three day
Festival on and Brower expects total
revenues to be in the neighborhood
of $450,000. Top buck was paid the
talent including: $25,000 each to Sly
and The Family Stone and Ten Years
After; Grand Funk in for $20,000;
Mountain for $17,500; Jethro Tull at
$15,000; Delaney and Bonnie a $12,-
500 fee; and the Youngbloods, $5,000
with Melanie getting $3,000.

In Operation

LONDON — The Performing Right
Society is now using a CMC KeyPro-
cessing System at its Berners Street,
W. 1. headquarters, It includes four-
teen keystations, consists of equip-
ment worth £50,870 and is being used
by the PRS to ensure that collection
and distribution of members’ royal-
ties is dealt with as economically and
efficiently as modern computer tech-
nology allows.

The PRS, the association of com-
posers, authors and publishers of
music which controls the public per-
forming and broadcasting rights in
virtually all British and foreign
copyright music, grants music users
blanket licences authorizing them to
perform any and every work in the
Society’s repertoire—the work of
some 180,000 copyright owners is in-
volved. Musw users of all sizes, from
the BBC down to the smallest cafe or
pub, are thus enabled, by a single
transaction to cover
against infringement of the perfor-
ming right in virtually all copyright
music.

All but the smallest users send the
PRS detailed returns of all music
performed and these returns, com-
prising more than three million per-
formances a year, have to be an-
alysed by the Society to enable it to
distribute the royvalties among its 4,-
000 members and 38 affiliated societ-
ies overseas. In 1969 the total roval-
ties distributed exceeded 8 million.
At any given time there might be as
many as 250,000 titles in current use
from the Society’s total international
repertoire of more than two million
musical works.

The PRS system, with 14 keysta-
tions, is the largest KeyProcessing
installation in  Central  London.
KeyProcessing is a computer-
controlled keyboard data input sys-
tem that prepares data for processing
faster, more efficiently and more
economically than either kevpunches
or magnetic tape encoders, both of
which it has been designed to re-
place. At the PRS one of the system’s
funetions will be to collate all the
‘returned’  information mentioned
above and to express it in an accept-
able langvage for processing by the
computer.

Quarter Games

rr i

Quarter games . . . ‘“‘special novelty games,” “‘sight
and sound marvels' . . . call them what you will, but
they have indisputably set a trend in games operation.
For the record, the quarter game usually costs more,
offers the player more and earns more for the operator
when placed at the right location.

To laud the engineering talents of the factories, at
home and abroad, which produced these marvels is
already old hat and the industry is already taking such
enormous strides forward as audio-visual explosions,
streaking missiles and wind blowing in the face of the
guy playing a race game for granted.

One thing a games op never takes for granted is a
full collection box 'cause that’s still the biggest thrill
left in this industry. When one operator learns from
another about the good dough he booked with a quar-
ter game, that's the greatest sales stimulator any dis-
tributor could hope for. The dealer knows that any
operator will pay a premium price for a new machine
if it's going to make premium collections. Even some
of our “‘order taking’' dealers are putting “‘sell’” back
into their work because there’s new merchandise on
hand and new reason to call up Joe Operator who
hasn’t been called the last twelve months.

Yes, quarter games are a whole new bag. But hey
... aren't a lot of operators still in their same old bag
—street locations period? Afraid so, at least that's
what we've doped out. Many of the lads have been so
accustomed to servicing only tavern and restaurant
stops, and so frustrated from years of resistance at
off-street places, they judge the quarter game by
whether or not it will fit into their existing routes. In
many cases, it simply will not,

Now, we're not saying the special novelties are not
location games. In thousands of cases, they are so
popular they're literally bringing additional bar trade
into taverns which offer a guided missile or race game.
But, the purpose of these new pieces is not to replace
the standard tables, pins, shuffles, etc. It is to grab the
best dollar by placing them in such highly transient
spots as resorts, hotels, terminals, department stores,
shopping centers and the rest.

What? You don't have such stops on the route? Well,
now we're getting to the nitty gritty. New locations in
new, untapped areas . . . and these quarter games
happen to be the best damned door openers the in-
dustry has ever had in its hands. Now we've got some-
thing so obviously great, so clearly enjoyable that
every operator worth his salt can sell with pride. We're
not saying store and hotel managers are ‘‘clamoring
to get these machines in their places.” It will still take
“‘selling power’’ to set up such a stop, but like the dis-
tributor we mentioned, ops have new merchandise to
offer and they're sure to find a more receptive re-
