The “‘one world” concept of music
could be in for a serious setback if
coordination of releases isn't blue-
printed in a more efficient manner.
The greater the tie-in between Amer-
ican and foreign labels, the greater
is the need to work out release
schedules that afford a better con-
tinuity in the marketing of product
by acts who've made a successful
chart journey from abroad to the U.S.
It’s been pointed out to Cash Box that
this is not necessarily the case.

It's bad enough when U.S. com-
panies must face internal problems
with regard to a continuous and timely
succession of recordings by hit acts
or those who might require a second
disk sound that can put them into the
winner’s circle. But it should be clear
that both the label abroad and its rep
of one form or another in the U.S.
suffer as a result of poor release pat-
terns. One exec we know is climbing
the walls in anticipation of the follow-
up sound on a first-time-out hit disk
by a foreign artist—he just can’t seem
to get it across to the tie-in label that
a long delay in the sequel sound can
spell doom not only in terms of a sec-
ond hit, but the establishment of the
act on a long term basis.

Perhaps it's a question of attitude.
The U.S. recording industry, we

feel, has matured greatly over recent
years. Most responsible labels are no
longer content with one-shot, run-for-
the-money master deals. They hope to
gain a market penetrating hit only in
terms of making long-range career
plans on the artist’s behalf. In short,
it's a sticking-with-it philosophy that’s
healthy for everyone concerned. We
believe all labels in the world recording
community should share this view, or,
at least, be aware of conditions in the
U.S. If they want penetration of the
world’s most important market, then
they should make certain that their
relationships with American com-
panies take this into account. We
might add that this advice should be
examined by all, here and abroad, who
are involved in the careers of per-
formers, with the realization that a
one-time chart success is not a guar-
antee of longevity, but a vital step-
ping stone in the difficult, time and
money consuming climp to stability
(as ‘‘stable’” as one can get in dealing
with public taste).

The long-range viewpoint of Amer-
ican recording companies must be
gotten across to foreign companies
not only in relation to follow-up prod-
uct, but in the very initiation of deals
that expose foreign acts on these
shores.

NEW YORK — Bell Records, is mak-
ing its strongest Top 100 showing
ever with four hit singles and three
best-selling albums.

The Fifth Dimension is on the
charts with “On The Beach;” Vanity
Fare is scoring with their third sin-
gle, “Summer Morning;” Dawn, a
new group, is into the top twenty
with “Candida” and Five Flights Up
debut this week with “Do What You
Wanna Do.”

Album activity includes “Mountain
Climbing” by Mountain, which re-
cently went gold; “Portrait” by the
Fifth Dimension, the group’s debut
LP on Bell; and “The Delfonics” by
the soulful trio of the same name.

“By releasing albums and singles
that appeal to all types of audiences,
Bell Records has been able to grow
in many areas simultaneously,” says
Irv Biegel, vp & general manager.
“Not only are we firmly established
in the top 40, underground and soul
areas, but often these areas overlap,
with our artists reaching listeners in
several markets.”

Some say good groups never die.
Traffic is in the process of proving just
that fact. After establishing the
Spencer Davis Group as a world-wide
hit act with “Gimme Some Lovin’”
boy prodigy (he was 18 at the time)
Stevie Winwood retired to a Barkshire
cottage with friends Dave Mason, Jim
Capaldi, and Chris Wood to develop
their own musical style. The result
was Traffic who burst on the scene in
the blaze of “Paper Sun.” Hit singles
and LP’s followed but problems within
the group (Dave Mason was con-
tinually quitting and rejoining) pre-
vented them from fulfilling their po-
tential.

After a twelve-month/million-dollar
hiatus with Blind Faith, Stevie decided
that Traffic deserved another chance.
So he got together with Chris Wood
and Jim Capaldi (Dave Mason had
already embarked on a solo career)
with the resulting twin explosions of
“John Barleycorn Must Die!” (their
biggest United Artists album seller to
date) and a phenomenally successful
U.S. tour that won them rave reviews
from coast to coast.

Traffic is also on the top 100 with
their largest American single to date,
“Empty Pages.”

NEW YORK — Screen Gems-
Columbia Music, the publishing unit
of Columbia Pictures Industries, is
blueprinting a program to maintain
its spiralling income.

In statistical terms, the division
completed its 1970 fiscal year on June
30 with a 25% increase in mechanical
income and a 20% increase in per-
formance fees over fiscal 1969.

Guided for the past seven months
by Lester Sill, vp and general man-
ager, the unit is stressing diversity in
the exposure of its music, the signing
of key writing talent and a continua-
tion of foreign rep deals. An added
touch in diversity is the increasing
use of SG-Col copyrights in the
jingles area, where such copyrights
as the “Look of Love” (Max Factor)
and “Born Free” (Newport Ciga-
rettes and Alberto-Culver) expose the
company’s catalog to millions of ra-
dio and TV viewers.

Firm Seeks Various
Media For Exposure

‘Catalog of Gold’

“We’ve got the best contemporary
catalog of gold,” notes Irwin Robin-
son, vp of administration and busi-
ness affairs in New York “and we’re
mining it very well.” Robinson is
partly alluding to the Aldon Musie
catalog purchased in the early 60’s,
many copyrights of which are among
‘chei steady income producers for SG-
Col.

The company, which can point to
five current Top 100 singles, plus a
host of album sessions, is exceedingly
deal conscious as it looks to maintain
its rosy picture. On the writer end,
there have been recent signings of

Clive Davis Cites
Gain Over Recession

NEW YORK — Based on a best-ever
six month showing, Columbia Rec-
ords will surpass 1969’s year of
sales, making 1970 the strongest
sales year in the history of the com-
pany.

Clive Davis, president of the label,
said that the company’s “concentra-
tion on only the unique, qulaity ar-
tists” was “paying off handsomely.”
“With the smallest artist roster in
history,” the exec explained, “we are
achieving record breaking sales . . .
Since this is being accomplished in a
recession year, the future looks very
bright indeed.”

During the first half of the year,
the label maintained chart leadership
with new and established performers
like Simon & Garfunkle, Blood,
Sweat & Tears, Chicago, Bob Dylan,
Miles Davis, Santana, Pacific Gas &
Electric, It’s a Beautiful Day, the
Byrds and Johnny Cash. Thirteen

There’s also
a billboard display on Sunset Strip
for Kannibal Komix, a German group
receiving a big U, S. send-off from
Colossus.

This
biography (measuring 1215 x 12%),
with its profusion of fine reproduc-
tions, is a $125 retail value, but will be
included free of charge to those or-
dering the complete twelve volume
Beethoven Edition in 1970.

Because of its size, the entire
prepacked version with the bonus
book is available only by ordering
through a local record dealer. Com-
plete units will be stocked solely at
Deutsche Grammophon’s warehouse
and will be drop-shipped directly to
the customer in Nov., pending receipt
of the confirmed order. To expedite
this precedure, distributors and deal-
ers will be supplied with kits, consis-
ting of order forms and presentation
certificates in acknowledgement of
customers orders.

The albums also may be purchased
individually from dealers inventory,
although the bonus book will not be
available to those who wish to buy
single or all volumes on an induvidu-
al basis.

Jubilee Group In
State Of Euphoria,
New ‘FM’ Diskery

NEW YORK A new disk line
aimed at I'M radio exposure has been
established as part of the Jubilee
Group.

Steve Blaine, president, and Mickey
Eichner, exec vp and director of A&R
and national promo, said the label,
Euphoria, will bow this fall with an
undisclosed number of LP’s by new
groups and performers. LP product,
they said, will constitute 80 to 90%
of the unit’s product flow, with sin-
gles culled from the area.

Eichner is concluding negotiations
with various artists, their reps and
producers for a talent line-up. Nearly
all product will come from the indie
producer area. “There’ll be different

musical styles—hard rock, folk,
chamber rock, experimental music,
contemporary  classical,” Eichner
said.

“that BMI’s income from internation-
al sources will increase greatly in the
years to come. Our position in the
American market is inevitably paral-
leled around the world. We have
maintained an 80% share of all trade
paper charts for the past five years.
We expect this to be reflected in use
and income elsewhere.”

Other favorable factors cited by
Cramer include the development of
new markets and users as well as
changes in existing laws. A signifi-
cant example of this is the new Japa-
nese copyright law which takes effect
Jan. 1, 1971. Payment of performance
fees for playing of recorded music is
required for the first time from
broadcasting and wired music users.
“About 40% of the 100 million popu-
lation of Japan is under age of 25,
with musical tastes remarkably like
those of young people in the United
States,” Cramer observed. “This
added income from Japan will great-
ly increase BMI’s share of foreign
royalties.”

Viewlex Fiscal '70
Decline In Earnings

NEW YORK — Earnings at Viewlex,
Inc., for the fiscal year ended May
31, were down, while sales increased.

Earnings for the period came to
$1,702,000 based on sales of $32,754,~
000, while in fiscal 1969 profits came
to $2,446,000 on sales of $32,730,000.
Earnings per share were 45¢ com-
pared to 67¢ a year earlier.

According to Ben Peirez, president
and chairman of the board of View-
lex, fourth quarter income was ad-
versely effected by the current
economic situation, the nationwide
trucking strike which snarled deliv-
eries to customers and prevented de-
liveries to the company’s plants, the
general uncertainty and rising labor
costs.

“. .. during the first nine months,”
he said, “we had similar problems
without the substantial squeeze on
our sales and profits. However, our
fourth quarter and total year oper-
ating earnings were penalized by this
combination of circumstances.”

Peirez stated that a detailed report
on the activities of all subsids would
be provided to all stockholders in the
annual report to be mailed shortly.

HOLLYWOOD Al Kasha, exec
vice president of National General
Corp.’s music divisions, has had his
contract renewed by the company.

During his tenure with the compa-
ny, Kasha has founded Montage Mu-
sic Publishing (ASCAP) and Carthay
Music Publishing (BMI), begun Na-
tional General Records, set up a rec-
ord distribution arrangement with
Buddah Records, a tape distributing
contract with Ampex, and, in associa-
tion with others, written songs for
such films as “The Cheyenne Social
Club.” The latter was sung in the film
by James Stewart and Henry Fonda
and is currently in release by The
National General label. In addition,
he has signed numerous artists for
the label and has produced records
with them.

Prior to joining National General,
Kasha headed the west coast music
publishing companies of ICBS, April -
Blackwood and Daylight Produc-
tions.




Deplore Diskery Licensing Failure

HOLLYWOOD — Oliver Berliner,
president of Gramophone and Hall of
Fame Music Companies, leading
Coast publishers of Latin American
dance music, has scored the failure of
record companies to secure recording
licenses from publishers for their
new releases.

“The ‘majors’ are almost as guilty
of this as are the smaller labels,”
says Berliner, “The major labels will
sometimes call Harry Fox, BMI or
ASCAP; but if there is no listing of
the song there, the label usually re-
leases the disk with no further at-
tempt to determine or locate the
song’s owner” Unfortunately, Ber-
liner notes, many publishers do not
wish to be represented by the Fox
Office, and furthermore BMI prefers
not to index songs that have not
been recorded nor truly published.
Thus, a song never before recorded
may be listed nowhere. In addition, to
the fact that a publisher may never
know that a diskery has released his
song, he also loses the performance
royalties because his song has not
been indexed by the performance so-
ciety inasmuch as both the society
and the publisher are of the belief
that the song has never been record-
ed. Also, BMI will not pay per-
formances backdated more than six
months from the indexing date, thus
precluding payments on old releases
just recently discovered.

“We are luckier than most,” re-
ports Berliner, “In that we are
friendly with a nearby radio station
that plays our type of music, and we
see virtually every new release they
get because one of our staff does a
show on the station. We discover an
unlicensed release of a song of ours
many times each year, and on labels
of supposed honor and stature. In
spite of this, we are -continually
shocked to see BMI performance roy-
alty payments for songs indexed by
them vet for which we have issued no
recording license.”

Subpublishing Problem

One of the problems, Berliner con-
tinues, is with subpublications of
songs recorded elsewhere but re-
leased here. Sometimes the American
releasing label will pay the American
subpublisher (and the foreign pub-
lisher “quietly” accepts this money).
But more often than not, the Ameri-
can label, knowing that it is a for-
eign song, will make no effort to
locate the local subpublisher. Berliner
believes that every diskery, foreign
and domestice, that sends a master to
another country should be compelled
by the copyright laws of its own
country (or the customs laws of the
importer’s country), to notify the lo-
cal publisher, whether he be the
copyright proprietor or merely a
subpublisher, that a master recording
containing his song is being sent
elsewhere. Upon receipt of said no-
tification the local publisher would
then notify the copyright proprietor
who could then take steps to protect
his rights in the importer’s country.

Patterson Named
Chess Promo Mgr.

NEW YORK — Worthy Patterson is
national promo manager for the entire
Chess family of labels. Patterson will
report directly to Arnie Orleans, di-
rector of marketing.

Patterson comes to Chess from one
year at Paramount Records, a divi-
sion of Famous Music Corp. He was
eastern regional promotion director,
in which capacity he handled artist
relations, trade relations and was tel-
evision liaison. He was subsequently
promoted to the post of national
promotion director.

Previously, Patterson worked for
RCA Records from 1966 to 1969,
where he was first a field salesman
for the New England area. He was
next made regional promo man for
the New York, Connecticut and New
Jersey areas.
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“It is bad enough that a publisher
is at the diskery’s mercy at royalty
time, but it is adding insult to injury
when a label refuses to seek a rec-
ording license,” laments Berliner
whose grandfather, Emile Berliner,
invented the disk record. “We also
frequently encounter cases where once
the label has been caught it refuses
to secure a recording license or even
answer correspondence. They act in-
sulted that we had the ‘audacity’ to
catch them. Sometimes they force us
to engage legal counsel to go after
them; then, after we have spent legal
fees greater than the royalties due us
they capitulate out of court. We are
now beginning to take the position
that such firms will have to pay our
legal fees in such instances, other-
wise we will not settle out of court
but will ask a judge for costs and
damages and interest.,’

HOUSTON — An aura of mystery
continues to surround the 15th annu-
al convention of NATRA, the Na-
tional Association of Television and
Radio Announcers, which was held
last weekend in Houston. Closed door
sessions, necessitated by a rift be-
tween NATRA and the Fraternity of
Recording Executives (FORE), have
led to increased speculation concern-
ing the future courses of both orga-
nizations.

Commenting on his organization’s
relationship with FORE, NATRA
prexy Alvin. Dixon of WAPX-
Montgomery, Ala., remarked that it
was ‘“as good as a government
check.” He denied knowledge of any
closed door gatherings, stating that
the one combmed meeting which was
held with FORE was an open door
session. He characterized the conven-
tion as a “great success” in that it
“restored confidence among members
at the grass roots level, some of
whom had lost faith in the organiza-
tion after last year’s convention. This
vear we showed that NATRA is on
its way up. The meeting in Houston
gave us all inspiration and new de-
termination.”

“A Bold Step Forward . . . If It
Ain’t Right Then Make It Right!”
was the convention theme and it was
reflected both in workshops and gen-
eral meetings. Among topics dis-
cussed in workshop sessions were
“Selecting and Charting,” “How Does
The Black D.J. Gain Employment On
The Top 40 Stations” and “The Re-
sponsibility Of Management.”

Management of Media Creations
noted that the consolidated revenues
of Music Promotions and its subsidi-
aries for the fiscal year ended Dec.
31, 1969, were approximately $183,-
000 and that net profits, after taxes,
were approximately $26,000 during
that period. However, it was further
noted that Promotions and its sub-
sidiaries sustained a net loss of ap-
proximately $10,000 for the six
months ended June 30, 1970. Its loss
for the first six-month period reflects
an historical pattern resulting from
the fact that these companies report
their revenues on a cash receipts ba-
sis and is, therefore, not necessarily
indicative of their results of oper-
ations for the full fiscal year.

Management of Media Creations
also announced that, including the
foregoing results of operations of
Music Promotions, Media Creations
had consolidated net revenues of ap-
proximately $1,600,000 during the
six-month period ended June 30,
1970. During that period, Media
Creations and its subsidiaries sus-
tained a consolidated net loss of ap-
proximately $79,000, including the
loss incurred by Music Promotions
referred to above. The foregoing re-
sults of operations are based on
unaudited figures.

Barry P. Epstein, chairman of the
board of Media Creations, stated
that, in his opinion, the loss sus-
tained by Media (Creations during the
first six months of this year reflect-
ed, among other factors, a substan-
tial downturn in business volume in
the advertising industry. He further
stated that Media Creations was
presently operating profitably and
that he anticpated that the results of
operation for the twelve-month peri-
od ending Dec. 31, 1970 would be
profitable.

Media Creations, Ltd. became a
publicly held corporation in July
1969. In addition to its interest in the
musical composition fields through
ownership of the outstanding stock
of Music Promotions, Media
Creations, through its subsidiaries, is
engaged 1n television film production
and distribution in Los Angeles, Cali-
fornia and in the distribution of ra-
dio and television commercials in the
New York City area. If the proposed
sale of Music Promotions is consum-
mated, Media Creations will relin-
quish its existing interests in the mu-
sical composition field.

Over the past six months, SG-Col
has made a major assault on the
foreign publishing market, the most
recent of which is global representa-
tion of the Norman Newell catalog.
Previous deals have involved Johnny
Cash’s House of Cash (outside of the
U. S. and Canada), England’s Page
Full of Hits, Limbridge Music, Mews
Music; and Belgium’s World Musie.

SG-Col, which regards itself as a
“top 3” publisher, is a Top 100 sin-
gles publisher in five spots, including
disks with songs by David Gates
(“Make It With You”), Coffin &
King (“Hi De Ho”), Barry Mann &
Cynthia Weil (“I Just Can’t Help Be-
lieving”) “Joanne” (Mike Nesmith)
and “When You Get Right Down To
I1t” (Barry Mann).

So on to If. They’re rock musicians
and proud of the fact. They play long,
tightly controlled numbhers with ex-
pertise. Dick Morissey and Dave
Quincy, the reeds, are especially fine
because they do much ensemble play-
ing rather than continuous soloing
which enhances the tonal coloring of
the group. J. W. Hodgkinson’s sparse
vocals seem to be around just when
they’re needed, which is nice.

If’s material, all group-penned, is
for the most part original and inter-
esting. My only complaint is with
drummer Dennis Elliott who doesn’t
seem to have a powerful enough style
to control the changing tempo (which
he and bassist Jim Richardson must
do) of the group. After all it’s up to
them to provide a rhythmic foundation
over which the other group members
can state melodies, harmonies and spin
off extended solos. Still If is a new
group and if, at this germinal point
in their hopefully long career, this is
their only problem, well they’re doing
all right.

He returned to Chicago very
recently for a series of four concert
appearances in the spacious Audi-
torium Theater and drew a heavy at-
tendance. His magnetism was still in-
tact and his singing performance flaw-
less, but the audience’s enthusiasm
fell short of expectations, due largely
to the fact that Eng spent a little too
much time on chatter, double meaning
one-liners and the like. The great de-
bate between the star and one or two
members of the crowd on whether or

not Engelbert Humperdinck should re-
move his pants persisted laboriously
throughout the show and, frankly, be-
came a bit boring after a while.

But when he did sing he was mag-
nificent! This was obviously what the
crowd came for and they responded
vigorously to each number performed.
His repertoire consisted largely of his
numerous hit records (“Lonely Is A
Man Without Love,” “My Marie,”
“Last Waltz,” “Release Me,” ete.), an
outstanding version of “Didn’t We,”
“My Wife The Dancer” complete with
bumps and grinds; and material from
his popular weekly television show.
Engelbert Humperdinck is a superstar,
at best when he’s doing his own thing.

TROUBADOUR, L.A. — The Elton
John experience is delicate, catchy,
and foot-tapping. As evidenced by his
U.S. debut in the intimate confines of
Doug Weston’s Troubadour, there is
no denying that the young Uni artist
has the class as a songwriter and the
presence as a performer to make it
really big. Crossing naturally between
easy-listening pop and mellow rock,
John’s songs are funny and sad, and
are delivered with lightness, gentility,
and much love.

His forty-five minute stint demands
and holds one’s unflagging attention.
Although “Border Song,” his current
single, is his most spirited and deeply
moving tune, John sounds totally in-
gratiating in any mood. There is, for
instance, the baroque delicacy of
“Song For You,” the uncluttered lush-
ness of “Country Comfort,” and the
evangelical warmth of “Burn Down
The Mission.” His voice is small and

he can’t easily control and he strings
Bernie Taupin’s gracious and rather
beautiful lyrics together in an appeal-
ing row.

John, who accompanies himself on
piano, is aided by a really first-rate
duo, Nigel Olsson (drums) and Dee
Murray (bass). At times, the three
make superbly instinctive and inspired
rock ‘n’ voll.

Opening the Troubadour show is
Elektra’s David Ackles, a solid per-
former whose moody and strangely
beautiful songs are usually melan-
choly vignettes, dejected odes, or sad
remembrances. Although he breaks up
all that misery with a few tastes of
sardonic gaity, Ackles is still best
taken in small doses, having a tend-
ency to border on the saccharine over
a long set.

Tape Standards & Consumer Protection Aired
Meeting In N.Y.

At First Large-Scale I.T.A.

NEW YORK — About 130 audio and
visual tape firm executives attended a
luncheon sponsored by the Interna-
tional Tape Assn, held last Wednes-
day at the Plaza Hotel.

The luncheon, which featured nine
guest speakers, was chaired by Oscar
Kusisto, president of Motorola Auto-
motive Products, who was also the
first speaker.

The featured speaker was Mrs. Vir-
ginia Knauer, special assistant to
President  Nixon  for consumer
affairs. Mrs. Knauer discussed the
growth of the tape industry, asking
manufacturers to pursue self-
regulatory practices in order to pro-
tect the consumer.

She said that an information effort
is important to enable the consumer
to distinguish between different types
of tape products, emphasizing that
the average consumer becomes “con-
fused” when a field of products is so
diversified as the tape industry. She
added that a push toward self-
regulation would contribute toward a
healthier consumer environment and
that if such regulation is not volun-
tarily forthecoming in industry at
large, the U. S. Congress may make
it mandatory.

Mrs. Knauer’s speech, not particu-
larly germane to the tape industry,
touched on several general consumer
problems such as purchases of inop-
erative machines, unsatisfactory re-
pair procedures and lack of effective
product warranties.

AVCO Opens Cartrivision Tape Factory

NEW YORK — The first production
facility in this country designed to
manufacture magnetic tapes for car-
tridge television use has begun oper-
ation in San Jose, California, ac-
cording to Frank Stanton, president
of Cartridge Television, Inc., a sub-
sidiary of Avco Corporation.

The $2 million, 145,000 sq. ft.
plant, which will employ 250 techni-
cians and electronics specialists, will
begin mass producing blank and pre-
recorded tapes for the firm’s new
home cartridge color _television sys-
tem later this year, Stanton stated.
Charles Brown, vice president and
general manager of the San Jose fa-
cility, will be in charge of tape pro-
duction operations, Stanton added.

Called Cartrivision, the system will
be the “first American set to play
pre-recorded cartridges in full color
with high quality picture presenta-
tion on a television receiver, as well
as to automatically record television
programs off the air, with instant
playback and no processing,” Stanton
said.

The system is also designed to
make and play cartridges of “home
movies,” including sound, on blank
video cartridges through use of a
special camera featuring Instant Re-
play T,

The Cartrivision sets, which will be
on the market in the spring of 1971,
are anticipated to sell in the
$800-3900 range for the combination
recording unit and the color televi-
sion receiver. Admiral Corporation of
Chicago recently became the initial
television set manufacture to adopt
the new Cartrivision tape deck sys-
tem.

Cartridge tapes to be processed at
the San Jose plant will be in 15-min-
ute, 30-minute, one-hour and two-
hour formats. Blank cartridges, can
be erased and used again. They are
expected to be priced at $24.98 for
the two-hour cartridge, $16.98 for
one-hour, $12.98 for 30 minutes and
$9.98 for 15-minute cartridges. No
processing is involved.

Hundreds of pre-recorded, full
length movies will also be made
available for rental for as little as $3
in red-coded packages for home
viewing. Arrangements have already
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been made to tape films produced by
United Artists and Avco Embassy
Pictures, and discussions are under
way with other American and Euro-
pean major and independent distribu-
tors. In addition, a wide selection of
special interest cartridges featuring
sports, how-to-do-it projects, busi-
ness, education and industry topics,
documentaries, cartoons and other

subjects will be made available for
rental

“The ‘Gold Box’ provides proven
best sellers from top name artists at
a savings of up to $2.00 to the con-
sumer,” Pariselli said.

To merchandise the new tape pack-
ages, AST has designed a standing
floor display—with retractable stand—
that can also be used as a wall dis-
play (see photo). Another option for
retailers is a shipper display box
with bold black and white lettering to
attract customer attention.

Mrs. Knauer’s stress on the need
for better product information was
highlighted by Kusisto, who blamed a
lack of such information as the cause
of “customer confusion”, which, he
said, has a restraining effect on the
marketplace.

Extensively discussing progress of
audio tape cassettes was Paul Nel-
son, vice president and general man-

ager of the North American Philips |

Corp., pioneer in the cassette field.
Nelson said that the audio prefer-
ences of the consumer have become
much more sophisticated in recent
years, demanding better quality
sound. To satisfy that demand, Nel-
son explained, cassette manufacturers

are now entering the “hi-fidelity”
field.

He noted that technical progress
was achievable while maintaining

compatibility, citing a new Norelco
cassette deck with a frequency re-
sponse in excess of 15,000 Hz to be
introduced next year. “True high-
fidelity quality with compatibility is
our goal,” he said, “Quite frankly, we
aim to displace the open-reel tape
recorder as the preferred system for
audiophiles.” He also called on the
industry to halt the “flow of cheap,
inferior quality cassettes now coming
into the market.”

He discussed the controversial
“four channel” systems, now in de-
velopment, and said “We’re not con-
vinced it has long-range conse-
quences.”

He added his firm has no objec-
tions to the “four channel” sound,
provided the tape systems offer play-
back compatibility with machines
previously sold.

Other speakers included Miss Alice
Donnenfeld, special counsel to Time-
Life Audio, who discussed the sale of
copyrights of video cassettes; Tom
Bonetti, vice president and general
manager of GRT Music Tapes, who
discussed the need for a more practi-
cal approach to firms’ tape quality
standards; John Jackson, BASIE Sys-
tems Inc. manager of technical ser-
vices, who discussed the quality of
cassette production; Irving Stimler,

president of Optronics Libraries, who |

offered a projection of the expanded
uses of video cassettes during the
next decade; M. Warren Troob, ITA
attorney, and Ed Mason, president of
Belair Enterprises.

After the speeches the podium was
returned to ITA executive director
Larry Finley, who conducted a brief
question and answer period.

“No Time To Live.” Stangely it’s the only cut
that doesn’t quite come off because the
gentleness of the lyrics don’t match Winter's
gritty voice. Beautiful tracks such as ‘‘Rock
And Roll, Hoochie Koo,” “Am | Here?,”” and
“Look Up,” as well as a host of others com-
pletely dispel any fears that the group,
through constant reforming, would suffer. A
first rate album that expands Winter's range
as an artist and writer.

LAY A LITTLE LOVIN’ ON ME—Robin Mc-
Namara—Steed STS 37007

Robin McNamara, who recently topped the
charts with the hit single, “Lay A Little Lovin’
On Me,” should do it again with his album of
the same name. Robin belts out some beauti-
ful ballads like ‘“Hang In There Baby,” ‘‘To-
gether, Forever” and ‘““You Don't Love Me
Anymore.” Backed on the album by the
Broadway cast of Hair, this package can’t
miss!

CHECK OUT YOUR MIND—The Impressions—
Curtom—CRS 8006

Coming off the singles chart with ‘‘Check
Out Your Mind,” the Impressions are headed
right back on with their current LP of the same
name. Curtis Mayfield is responsible for writ-
ing and producing the entire album which is
destined to be one of their biggest yet. Most
impressive cuts on the album are ‘‘You're
Really Something Sadie,”” ‘“Do You Wanna
Win,” and the dynamic ‘‘Baby, Turn On To
Me.” Turn on to the album.

CURTIS — Curtis Mayfield — Curtom 8005

In the beginning there was the Impressions.
And there was Curtis Mayfield. And from him
came hit after hit; and groups; and a label.
And now his first release as a solo artist. It
turns out to be one of the most important
albums of the year. All eight tracks are May-
field-pennec and are among the finest he has
yet composed. The arrangements by Riley
Hampton and Gary Slabo are excellent and the
musicianship throughout the set is constantly
exciting. The best news of all, though, is that
Curtis has put a great deal of thought into
his writing for this set. The opening cut, “If
There’s A Hell Below We're All Gonna Go,” is
an interracial shot in the arm. As a matter of
fact all the cuts are strong on message but
are handled so well that you’re never hit over
the head with preaching. Curtis may become a
musical landmark.

Over a year ago Thunderclap had a world-
wide smash with “Something In The Air,”" a
track that has appeared in two films since,

worth the wait. The set features ‘‘Something
In The Air,” but much much more. Speedy
Keen wrote all but one of the unusual but
arresting cuts which employ much brass
(played by Andy Newman) and other strange
instruments such as Japanese Battle Cymbal.
All in all an outstanding first LP. Highlight is
the long ‘‘Accidents” which gives Andy much
time to stretch his magic piano fingers.

GOOD VIBES — Gary Burton — Atlantic
SD 1560

Quietly and with style, Gary Burton has
emerged from the smoke of jazz clubs and
supporting roles to stand tall, one of the most
innovative musicians of today. At the recent
Newport Jazz Festival he and his group just
about walked off with the show. Now he has
followed that up with a superior album one
which should find ready acceptance both
among seasoned jazz buffs who have for
some time recognized this vibist's talent, and
rock oriented listeners who may be really
getting into him for the first time. Check out
the contrast on two tracks from Side One, the |
speeding ‘‘Vibrafinger” and the smooth ‘‘Las
Vegas Tango'’ and listen to the interaction of
Gary’s accompanists who include Sam Brown,
guitar, and Steve Swallow, bass. Among the
more outstanding instrumental sets.

TRANSITION — John Coltrane — Impulse
AS-9195

The John Coltrane vaults have been open-
ing wide of late and this is the latest collec-
tion to issue forth. All three of these tracks
were recorded in 1965, so they represent an
specially mature Coltrane sound. At that time
he was working with a particularly tight trio
consisting of McCoy Tyner on piano, Jimmy
Garrison on bass, and the dynamic Elvin
Jones on drums. “Dear Lord,” at 5:34 the
shortest piece on the deck, shows the mu-
sicians off at their relaxed tempo best. '‘Tran-
sition” reflects Coltrane’s interest in modali-
ty as does ‘“‘Suite” a 21 minute plus work
which is among Coltranes most complex mu-
sical statements. With its accent on prayer,
meditation and affirmation, it harks back to
the artist's North Carolina upbringing. An im-
portant LP release. \

MOON MAN — Charles Lloyd — Kapp KS

3634

Consistently one of the most interesting
musicians around, Charles Lloyd takes an-
other bold step forward with this album. As
usual with Lloyd, unpredictability is in the
air as he and his cohorts wend their way
through eight selections, all but one com-
posed by the Moon Man himself. Some fine
instrumental work and rather heavy vocalizing
set this one above the ordinary. Keep an eye
on it especially as it may catch on in under-
ground markets too.

It's a proven fact: Rock just doesn’t happen on TV. Hullaballo and Shindig,
more a product of Hollywood's ‘Cash in on anything that sells’ policy than their
trying to understand the Rock Music Movement, have gone by the boards never
to return. Rock groups still suffer the abysmal humiliation of being paraded on
like freaks in the middle of prime time shows inbetween the Flying Zebitski
Brothers and that troup of performing armadillos dressed in pink skirts.

Further, any time the Mod Squad or Ironside walks (or wheels, as the case
may be) into a discotheque, the music going down in the scene bears no resem-
blance whatsoever to rock. How sad that TV producers should be so out of
touch with what’s happening and not even care.

Recently the Tube has seen the advent of “The Now Sound,” a weekly four
hour show (channel 11-Saturdays in N.Y.) that plays the ‘Top Hits’ while dancers
or filmed segments are alternately shown. It's crude and pitiful, but it's all
we've got (unless you'd care to include American Bandstand). Even the rock
purists have abandoned hope because they feel that the poor TV speaker quality
limits the scope of the music on the Tube.

Well somebody cares out there in Show Biz land. Like John T. Murphy and
Walter Bartlett of Avco Broadcasting who put up the firm’s money for the crea-
tion of “Midsummer Rock,” a 90 minute capsulation of the Cincinnati Pop Fes-
tival held earlier this year. Michael Goldstein the producer was given carte
blanche for his dealings in getting the show together. It features Grand Funk
Railroad, Mountain, Iggy & the Stooges, Alice Cooper and Traffic.

The cross section of groups is astounding in that it fairly accurately reflects
almost the full gamut of rock with groups who are making their television debuts.
All fifteen hours of the Fest were recorded and then edited down to the final
length. The results, with few exceptions, are excellent. One major reason for this
is the fact that the show will be a simulcast with video and standard audio
on TV while the soundtrack will be simultaneously broadcast in two-track stereo
over FM radio. No more tinny speaker sound marring the music.

Most of the groups come over as never before: Mountain's magical music,
lggy’s far out antics, Traffic’s new-found exuberance are shown to good effect,
proving that the Tube is indeed a suitable medium for rock’s massage. Alice
Cooper and Traffic’s sets are enhanced by a colorful and imaginative light show
provided by Joshua White and the Pig Light Show. Director Bob Heath has
done a herculean task in filming and editing the footage. Only once in the 90
minutes does a Hollywoodism rear its ugly head. Midway through the show
Jack Lescoolie (that's right) talks with a reporter about the event and for a
few frightening minutes it seems as if they are talking about an all-day track
and field meet.

Most of the music is uncut and uninterrupted and inbetween sets reporters
talk to kids in the stadium and parents outside. Dates for broadcast are: NY-
Aug 30 over WNEW-TV & FM; LA-Sept 2 over KTTV; SF-Oct 10; Cinci and the
Ohio area-Sept 10; for other cities keep checking the listings.

It's far from a perfect program but it is so important because it's a break-
through a first beginning step. For now it’'s enough to watch ‘‘Midsummer Rock”
and know that there are people out there trying. Carry on.

HOLLYWOOD — BIG MOVE, BAD SHOW

It was just about ninety-two years ago that Thomas Alva Edison sing-songed
““Mary Had a Little Lamb’’ onto a tinfoil cylinder. It never made the national
charts — not even a local “breakout” — but Bill Drake tells us he’s watching
it closely. If it starts to show in San Diego, he’ll test it in S.F.

The first charts we remember were printed in Variety in the very early thirties.
It was a top 15 list of songs (not records) and was carried in the Wednesday
editions. The titles were compiled by sheet music sales (mostlyy plus live per-
formances and network “plugs.” Lucky Strike bowed with its Hit Parade a few
years after and offered the top 15 at first (Wednesdays and Saturdays on NBC
and CBS) and later a top ten and then ‘The Lucky Seven’’ was carried into the
fifties on TV.

Today we’d guess that there are about 2,087 charts — half the radio outlets
in the country, some record shops, the trades (of course) and lately a slew of
consumer mags are offering top ten albums and/or singles. We’'d guess that

some of these are based on all three trade paper charts — a sensible iQea if
the mag can't poll enough stores, one stops and racks. The problem is, on
occasion, these sales polls are pieced together by incompetents — or worse —

relatives of managers of acts, fans, and (so we’re told) even the acts themselves!
We don't know the explanation for Show Magazine’s current top ten chart, the
one that lists Shazam by the Move in its top ten LP chart. We're assured by
A&M’s sales dept. that the album (and we’re not discussing its artistic merit,
only its sales) is far from a top ten item. Huntington Hartford is Show Maga-
zine's editor-in-chief and Digby Diehl (also an honorable man) is editor. Since
the Move ain’t moving, we do wish they’'d check into the reason for the chart’s
misrepresentation, A typo? For real? Or just for Show? X-CLUSIVES—An affirma-
tive reply to our rhetorical question in this space last week, we’d guess. Bobby
Darin hosted Motown’'s 10th anniversary convention for distribs and overseas
licensees in S.F. last weekend. It should be official by now—Darin’s back and
Motown’s got him . . . He'll be opening at the tandmark on Sept. 2.
.. . A new release from Columbia to the effect that John Hammond has signed

AN INDIAN PRINCESS LYING ON HER BACK?

First the name. Tamalpais Exchange. Though the group has been playing
together less than two years, their monicker has has already been misspelled
more often than Procol Harum’s (no less a distinguished music emporium than
the Fillmore East has erred continuously on this one) and mispronounced at
least as often as the name of Ten Wheel Drive's lead singer. It is correct to
say Tamal-pious. Add to that the confusion about the origin of the name
Tamalpais Exchange. No, it was not lifted outright from a phone book, nor
does it refer to a mystical tribe of massacred aborigines, as has been reported
elsewhere, but, according to Mike Brandt, who should know since he plays
guitar in the band, alludes to a mountain north of San Francisco. This elevation,
rising to a height of 2,604 feet (we looked it up) is shaped like an Indian
princess lying on her back. It was also the scene of many successful rock
festivals during the mid-sixties, back before local citizens and governments
began outlawing good times. Mt. Tamalpais stands near the boyhood home of
Michael Knight, who also plays guitar for the group, and who was responsible
for the first half of the band's name. The second portion comes from “Ex-
change,” a short-lived show in which the group performed off-Broadway last
season.

The two Mikes first got together with Skippy Kay, Pam Talus and Penelope
Bodry down in Miami. Pretty soon they had assembled a review type entertain-
ment featuring their own material and entitled “‘Sacrifice.”” This was basically
the show which they brought to New York. When it folded here, the five stayed
together, continuing to write songs and develop arrangements. Brandt and
Knight compose most of the Exchange’s music. ‘“Basically,” says Brandt, ‘‘what
we're doing tends to be social, something we turned to when we got tired of
writing love songs. | mean we had love songs all over the place. In live per-
formance we work toward a kind of exchange with the audience. When it's
happening, we're reflecting the audience and they're reflecting us."”

The group’s first album, on Atlantic, is set for release along with a single
entitled ““Flying Somehow.”” Which means pretty soon a lot of people will be
getting into the delicate harmonies and fine sounding acoustics in which the
quintet specializes. Tamalpais Exchange. Remember the name. And how to
spell and pronounce it.

IT'S JUST A COOKAWAY, COOKAWAY

Just after Roger Greenaway graduated from school he met Roger Cooke.
They became good friends and three years ago founded Cookaway Music, pub-
lishing the first solo and joint ventures of Roger and Roger. Then two years ago
things seemed to happen all at once. Greenaway met an office boy who wrote
and sang some phenomenal material. His first efforts like ‘‘Skyline Pidgeon’
are published by Cookaway: Elton John. Then came the Commune groups in
which Greenaway appeared: White Plains (he and Cooke wrote ‘““My Baby Loves
Lovin' "), Pipkins, Brotherhood Of Man, and Current Craze, all of which Green-
away has now left to concentrate on the business end of Coockaway (Cooke is
the performing half of the partnership: Blue Mink, solo career) and to do some
production work, The Cookaway Company is deeply involved in the commercial
jingle scene. They're responsible for the Coke ‘It's A Real Thing’ slogan as well
as the Ray Charles ‘In Between the Heartaches’ Coke advert that won Best
Ad award in '69. Greenaway’s newest project is a singing duo called Young And
Renshaw. He’s in the process of selling the master to a U.S. label now.

IF YOU CAN KEEP YOUR HEAD. . ..

Taking their name from a Rudyard Kipling poem, If, a seven piece English
jazz group sat comfortably and discussed their first major American tour. “We
were petrified at first,”’ said bassist Jim Richardson, ‘‘because we knew everyone
paid to see Traffic, and their applause for us was only polite.” After two or
three dates though, the applause became more and more enthusiastic as If
was well on their way to bringing their brand of music to the American public.

Apart from Colosseum, If is the only English jazz group around. Dave Quincy,
reed man, writes most of the groups material, but is always open to suggestions
from the remaining members. “‘Dave brings us the lead sheets, and we all start
playing’’ explained sax man Dick Morrissey. “Then, we see how it came out!”

There are no gimmicks with “If.” They are all music. Their vocalist, John
Hodgkinson is one of the best in the business, and their sound is unusually
refreshing. “If'" has been together for only seven months, and in that time they
have managed to put together a totally new concept of English music.

Last year the figure of total
royalties distributed was in excess of
£8 million, and at any given time
there may be as many as 250,000
titles in current use from the PRS
international repertoire of over two
million musical works.

Greek Government
Repeals Decree On
Royalty Payments

Stanlely Adams, on behalf of AS-
CAP, sent a cable to Dimitri Xan-
thopoulos, administrator of the
Greek society, AEPI, which said in
part: “We are pleased that yvou suec-
ceeded in convincing the Greek Gov-
ernment of the severe 1epercussions
which this law-decree would have
brought to composers and authors of
the whole world, and we ask you in
the name of the 16,000 members of
our society to convey the expression
of our satisfaction to his Excellency
M. Georges Papadopoulos.”

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EDITORIAL:
The Art of Programming

There is a widely held belief that the larger a juke-
box route is, the less attention to the selection of new
records is given. This, of course, is untrue consider-
ing that many of those larger routes got so large be-
cause the quality and earning power of their product
—music—was superior.

Larger routes are usually treated by their owners
as a federation of “sub-routes’’, with each assigned to
a specific route manager. Smaller ops are their own
route managers; the big boys will employ half a dozen
or more managers who are considered executives,
given almost total responsibility for the maintenance
and profitability of their sub-routes, and paid accord-

Ingly.

One of the most demanding responsibilities on the
route manager is selection of new records for his
machines. While some large operations employ one or
more ‘‘record girls”’ for this responsibility, the majori-
ty of your seasoned routemen take this job to heart.
It is, indeed, a skill and like other skills, its measure
shows up on the profit ledger—in our case, the coin
box.

People outside the trade would think the guy or
gal who selects new titles for the machines has but
one simple task—to order X number of copies of
three or four ‘“‘hits’”’ as they appear on the national
trade charts and then stick 'em on the boxes. Hardly!
The programmer is faced with a peculiar dilemma—
since the machines are only serviced roughly every
fourteen days, what might be a top 40 title when he
orders the disk, could very well be sliding into oblivion
by the time he gets it in his hands and puts it out.
Conversely, if he goes way out on a limb and ‘“‘picks”’
a brand new release, it may sit dormant on the boxes
until the radio stations start exposing it to the general
public, if they ever do. Ergo, the “art’”’ of program-
ming.

Let’s visit with a typical jukebox programmer. He's
a route manager in his early thirties. He's got respon-
sibility for about 50 music machines spread over a
ten mile radius, taking in, say, 30 bars, a dozen res-
taurants and diners and a bunch of oddball stops like
social clubs, department stores and a seasonal beach
club.

He walks into route headquarters Monday morning,
checks the answering service for a list of breakdowns
(or breakin’s) which occurred over the weekend, dis-
patches his mechanics to take care of the grief. He
pours a cup of coffee, lights up, and assembles the
tools of his trade for the task of selecting new route
records—the trade magazines with their sales charts
and other programming assists like reviews of new
releases, radio station action, etc., plus a brief list of
location requests. If the requests are for oldies, he'll
probably check out the library for them. If some aren’t
there, he may try to get them from a dealer, a fellow
operator or forget about them. Now for the new ones.

Midway Launches ‘Sea Devil Target Game

SCHILLER PARK — Larry Berke,
sales manager of Midway Mfg. Co,,
has announced delivery of the firm’s
“Sea Devil,” a submarine target
game. According to Berke, “Sea Dev-
1l is similar to Midway’s ‘Sea Raider’
but has greater earning potential be-
cause of added technical and play
appeal features.”

The player sights his target on a
ball bearing mounted periscope that
reveals six target ships, including
one ‘‘surprise” target, which sail
across a black lighted sea. The course
of the torpedo is simulated on the
periscope screen and each hit results
in a flash explosion with solid state
sound and the disappearance of the
hit target.

The torpedo load is adjustable to
six, eight or 10 each game, allowing
the operator to adjust play to his
needs. The circuit systems of the
“Sea Devil” have been simplified to
facilitate maintenance.

The game’s finished cabinet is 2915
inches wide, 23 inches deep and 76
inches high. A slide-away stepstool is
included with the game that is topped
by a three-dimensional display sign.

“Sea Devil” is available for
immediate delivery through local
Midway distributors.

First, check the top 100 chart titles he hasn’t got
out yet, especially the ones with bullets. Then go over
the guides, the up and comers, the secular features
like R&B and C&W and then scan the reviews for the
artists he likes. Then with a list of locations to be
visited that week, he figures which records would work
best at each stop, depending on the type of clientele
and how it's been spinning the play wheels. He'll then
either call the one stop or visit it in person—in either
case, he’ll usually ask his advise on the selections,
plus a couple of titles the one stop may be hot about,
and include those in his order.

When the records arrive at route headquarters,
they're laid out with strips according to location and
eventually picked up by the collectors and “lugged”
out to the route. That night, two or three new titles
show up on the juke box at Joe's place and Joe's cus-
tomers ‘‘cast their votes’ via the coin chute.

It's obviously a lot of work if the route manager
does it right. Imagine trying to buy the perfect album
as a birthday present for a relative and multiply that
decision by 50—this is what the programmer faces
regularly throughout the year.

The veteran jukebox programmer will tell you there
are no such things as ‘“‘sure hits”’ on the machines.
Some are fond of telling you they had to yank a big
chart record off the boxes because it wasn’t being
played, just to punch the point home. Veterans in the
recording industry are very well aware of the jukebox
programmer, and while they may not know his face,
they have a respect for his knowledge of music as
well as his enormous buying power in the singles
market. And while record makers may not think they
can do anything about overlong singles, controversial
material and blatantly suggestive lyrics, they know
the programmer can and often does pass 'em by.

The programmer is a man to be reckoned with when
he stands up and sounds off on records at national
and local association meetings, he must be listened
to and his demands acted upon.
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Royal Dist. Buys
Southland of Ky.

CINCINNATI—Joe Westerhaus,
Jr., president of Royal Distributing
Corporation here, announced the pur-
chase of Southland Distributing of
Louisville, Kentucky, from Gil Braw-
ner. The transaction was consum-
mated on August 17, 1970, with Alan
R. Vogeler, of the law firm Xyte,
Conlan, Wulsin, and Vogeler, handling
the closing.

It is intended that the Louisville
operation will be operated as South-
land Royal Distributing, a branch of
Royal Distributing Corporation, with
Gil Brawner as branch manager, and
that all present lines of coin-operated
amusement machines will be contin-
ued. Southland Distributing Company
has been operating in Louisville, and
throughout Xentucky and Southern
Indiana for more than five years.

Royal Distributing, which has its
home office in Cincinnati, and a branch
office in Columbus, Ohio, has been
operating in the coin-operated ma-
chine business for more than 20
years. In Kentucky, Royal will handle
the following lines: Chicago Coin,
Bally, Williams, Allied, Westinghouse,
Irving Kaye, and Brunswick.

Westerhaus stated that “the com-
pany looked forward to expanding its
operations and doing business in the
state of Kentuclgf.”

2 Break-in Laws Passed

CHICAGO — Michigan and Delaware
recently enacted laws which levy im-
prisonment and fines for breaking
into vending machines and other co-
in-operated equipment, following the
passing of similar legislation by the
U. S. Congress for the Distriet of
Columbia.

“This brings to 13 the number of
states which now have such laws on
the books,” said NAMA legislative
counsel Dick Funk, “and we are high-
ly pleased that the NAMA effort to
protect our industry’s security is
meeting the approval of concerned
legislators.”

Both laws were signed by the
states’ governors on July 24, with the
Delaware statute taking effect imme-
diately and the Michigan measure be-
coming applicable on January 1
1971.

The Michigan law provides for im-
prisonment up to three years and for
a fine up to $1,000, while the Dela-
ware legislation has a similar fine
and a prison term up to two years.

Morley New ACE Head

LONDON — Eric Morley, who last
year assumed control of Mecca Ltd.,
one of Europe’s largest leisure con-
glomerates, recently became chair-
man of the bhoard of Automatic Coin
Equipment Ltd., a Mecca subsidiary
and one of Great Britain’s largest
manufacturers of coin-operated equip-
ment.

Morley succeeds Maurice Collings,
who has resigned as chairman of
ACE but will remain a Mecca board
member. Morley’s son Michael, an
ACE production d irector, will re-
main an ACE board member. Another
son, Roger, has resigned from the
ACE board. During June the former
chairman and his two sons returned a
million Mecea shares to the company.

Three other ACE directors, Perigo,
Lane and Pannett, who with Morley
joined the ACE board as Mecca rep-
resentatives when Mecca took over,
will remain in their present posi-
tions.

Two new temporary directors, Alan
Dick and Michael Heerey, were
named to the ACE board. It had been
previously announced that Dick would
join ACE to help reorganize the
company and factory.

During last month’s personnel
shakeup at ACE, negotiations contin-
ued between Mececa and Maxwell
Joseph, head of Grand Metropolitan
Hotels, concerning a proposed mer-
ger of the two firms under the Mececa
umbrella.

The terms of the merger were
placed at about $79,000,000, but com-
plications arose when Mecca’s direc-
tors were hesitant to accept Joseph’s
per share offer for Mecca stock.

To facilitate moving the big pieces, Cortlandt’'s trucks have electric-power
liftgates and the whole procedure is about as painless as possible. Al says he's
earned more at this type of location with these games than in many of his
more ‘‘permanent’” stops like bowling alleys, but you do better tc move 'em
soon as the collections begin to slow up.

ISLE INKLINGS—We read with some amusement an interview in the Coin Slot
section of Great Britain’s The World's Fair, an entertainment industry trade
weekly. The World’s Fair recently spoke with John Kerr, sales director of Golding
Audio, whose firm is marketing its ““System 8" background music system. Pro-
moting his product, Kerr predicted that background music will surpass jukeboxes
as the most accepted form of musical entertainment in public locations. “In a
society that is constantly growing more sophisticated,” Kerr asserted, ‘“‘the juke-
box and the garish, inevitably blaring noise it creates is becoming less accept-

able, There is a heavier emphasis on atmosphere and noise destructs rather than
constructs atmosphere.”

Kerr also said that jukeboxes tend to drive people away from locations rather
than attract them and that with a background music system, atmosphere could
be created at the ‘‘turn of a switch.”

He was further quoted as saying, ‘“The halycon days of the jukebox have gone
forever. | believe there will always be a market for jukeboxes but it will become
a very restricted one.”” The ‘“‘System 8 carries eight-track stereo or monaural
music and can be connected to a phonograph, radio, public address system or
amplifiers already on hand.

But imagine asking a location owner to shell out perhaps 20 bucks a week
for a sound system in exchange for a music box that is netting him 30? The
gloomy forecast for the jukebox and the optimism for the ‘“System 8" seems to
us an indication that not all of that good English gin is exported to the U.S.

JERSEY JOTTINGS—Spoke with Oscar Parkoff, president of Atlantic New
Jersey, who remains disconcerted about the licensing restrictions on coin ma-
chines in the city of Elizabeth, which has maintained quotas on the number of
machines that can be placed on location and has limited distributor licenses.
Oscar says there is desperate need for a state association that can combat
civic officials such as those in Elizabeth and help erase the disreputable indus-
try image that has been used as a potent anti-industry weapon by local officials.
Oscar would like to see a state group formed, working hand-in-hand with the
MOA. He says a state organization could help gain operator licensing on a state
rather than local level thus removing local political machinations from ordinances
concerning coin-machine operators and distributors . . . On the bright side, Oscar
reports that he is moving a “little of everything” with his leading items the
Seeburg “‘Apollo” phonograph and tobacco counter.
