Bill Gavin Meet:
A Vital 'Encounter’

A large measure of the impact of
last year's Bill Gavin Radio Program
Conference was delivered through di-
gressions from the printed agenda.
There were things that just had to be
brought up, but which were not spe-
cifically outlined on the agenda. Vital
radio matters like the role of blacks
in broadcasting, the problem of cen-
sorship in terms of music program-
ming, whether it be an alleged back-
lash on the R&B sound or the content
of lyrics. The convention evolved into
one of the most forthright of any in-
dustry gathering.

Much has happened over the past
year, not, unfortunately, in terms of
solving problems, but, to a great ex-
tent, aggravating them. Earlier in the
year, Ccmmissioner Robert E. Lee of
the Federal Communications Commis-
sion (FCC) publicly attacked the pro-
gramming of rock songs with a nar-
row-minded indictment of rock as the
source of much of our social ills. Just
recently, the Vice President of the
United States similarly “probed’ the
content of rock lyrics to unearth un-
founded accusations that a lot of rock
supports a drug culture.

Thus, at this critical point, Bill
Gavin is readying his sixth annual
Radio Program Conference on the
west coast, Nov. 20-22. We have re-
ceived welcome reports that an “en-

counter’’ format devised by Gavin will
mean an ‘‘open-forum, full participa-
tion by everyone who registers and
a total, real no-hype opportunity to
introduce, define, wrestle with and
otherwise come to grips with im-
portant issues.” The Conference fur-
ther hopes that *“. . . everyone present
can . . . talk as much as to listen.”

Obviously, radio and records come
into play whenever matters of lyric
content emerge as a source of con-
troversy. Also, both media—as Com-
missioner Lee and Vice President Ag-
new make it plain—are involved in the
social upheaval of our time. It is this
kind of agenda and open discussion
that take priority over any other mat-
ter in the relationships between the
radio and record industries. Not only
must the two fend-off attempts to
censor their concept of what consti-
tutes responsible programming and
product without ill-disguised Govern-
mental attempts to force the issue,
but both must face broader issues of
equal employment opportunities and
greater response, as far as radio is
concerned, to local community needs.

We hope that representation at the
Gavin meet will offer two sides of
many issues. We hope that they will
have a large audience to which to air
their views and that this audience it-
self will be heard from, too.

NEW YORK — Warner Bros. Music
has negotiated a deal with the Rob-
ert Stigwood Organisation for print
and distribution of Casserole Music
material, George Lee, WB Music vp
and general manager, revealed at a
series of sales meets held in New
York last week. .

WB Music will release an Eric
Clapton song folio shortly, includ-
ing  Clapton’s ‘“After Midnight.”
Over the past year, the company
has printed over 200 new publica-
tions, from contemporary song foli-
os and single sheets in the pop and
country fields to band and choral
arrangements and instruction books
in the educational fields.

Set for future product are
“Mountain Climbing—Beaucoup of
Blues,” based on Ringo Starr’s new
Apple LP; “Herbie Mann—Memphis
Underground,” “The Band?3tage
Fright” and “Bob Dylan and Van
Morrison.”

The New York meets, attended
by the entire sales and production
staffs, focused on new product. Lee
feels optimistic about the future of
song folios and educational materi-
al. “If the product is good, it’s sal-
able,” he stated.

RCA Net Declines
70% In 3rd Qtr.

NEW YORK Net income was
down a sharp 70% and sales down 4.9
in the third quarter for RCA Corp.,
reports Robert Sarnoff, chairman and
president.

Net income for the first nine
months of the year dropped 50.8%
with a lower sales result of 3.8%.
Sales in the third quarter came to
$804.7 million from $846 million a
year before. Net income dropped to
%12.1 million or 16¢ a share, from
“17 8 million, or 59¢ a share a year
before.

Sales for the first nine months
came to $2.377 bhillion compared to
$2.472 billion, with a net slide of
%54.4 million compared to $110.6 mil-
ion.

Sarnoff stated that the longest
strike in the company’s history—101
days at 12 manufacturing plants —
and “continuing softness in certain
sectors of the nation’s economy’ con-
tributed to the declines. He mnoted
that consumer electronic sales and
declines in ad revenue at the Nation-
al Broadcasting Co. were among the
specific areas showing poorer results.
He predicted ‘“moderate expansion”
of the economy in months ahead.

'CBS Third Qtr
Decline In Net

NEW YORK -— CBS estimates third
quarter (13 weeks) net income of $17
million on estimated net sales of
$296.6 million, compared to 1969
third quarter (14 weeks) net income
of $18.3 million on net sales of $296.8
million today by William S. Paley,
Chairman, and Frank Stanton, Pres-
ident.

Estimated third quarter earnings
per share are 62¢, compared with 68¢
for the third quarter of 1969.

For the first nine months of 1970
net income is estimated at $47.2 mil-
lion on net sales of $890.4 million.
Comparable 1969 results were $48.6
million and $816.2 million respective-
ly. Estimated nine months earnings
are $1.72 per share, compared with
$1.78 per share for the first nine
months of 1969.

Commenting on these figures,
William Paley, chairman, and Dr.
Frank Stanton, president, said, “The
third quarter decline in earnings is
attributable to the CBS/Broadcast
Group whose results felt the effect of
the general economic softness. The
company’s other major operating
groups showed improvement over
last year’s third quarter.”

Lower Fiscal Net
Reported By G&W

Gulf + Western Industries, Inc.,
has reported net earnings, before se-
curities transactions, of $49,825,000,
equal to $2.26 a share, on sales of
$1,629,5662,000 for the fiscal year
ended July 31, 1970.

In fiscal 1969, comparable earnings
were $50,982,000, or $2.15 a share
($2.00 on a fully diluted basis) on
sales of $1,563,564,000.

In fiscal 1970, the company had a
net loss from the sale of securities of
$5.1 million, equal to 26 cents a share.
This compared with a gain from secu-
rities sales of $21 million, or $1.00 a
share (67 cents on a fully diluted
basis) in fiscal 1969.

After giving effect to securities
transactions, total net income for
fiseal 1970 was $44,771,000, equal to
32.00 a share, compared with $72,-
050,000, or $3.15 a share ($2.67 fully
diluted) the year before. For fiscal

1970, fully diluted earnings are the
same as primary earnings.

All earnings-per-share figures for
fiscal 1970 are based on fewer shares
outstanding due to the company’s
acquisition of its own shares.

The |

average common and common equiva-
lent shares outstanding declined to
19,547,000 in fiscal 1970, from 21,005,-
000 in fiscal 1969.

The firm’s leisure-time area, includ-
ing Paramount Pictures, were among
the divisions showing lower profits.

Charles G. Bluhdorn, Chairman of
Gulf + Western, said the company’s
operating groups turned in a credit-
able performance in fiscal 1970 in
view of the slowdown in general eco-
nomic activity, spiralling costs that
narrowed profit margins, and strikes
at some G--W plants and at those of
major customers.

“However, despite these adverse
conditions, Increased economies and
efficiencies enabled us to almost match
the operating results of the previous
fiscal year. In fiscal 1970, all eleven
of the company’s operating groups
showed a profit and seven increased
their earnings over the levels of the
previous fiscal year,” he added.

Norelco Urges 3-Way
Cassette Compatibility

NEW YORK — A solution to the
problem of quad-stereo-mono compa-
tibility in cassettes was advanced
QOct. 13th by Norelco before the Au-
dio Engineering Society convention.

In a specially prepared paper, Ed-
ward R. Hanson, technical manager,
Home Entertainment Products Divi-
sion of North American Philips, told
the meeting of sound specialists that
3-way 4-2-1 compatibility—the capac-
ity to play four-channel, stereo or
mono cassettes interchangeably with-
out loss of quality on any cassette
machine—is feasible and 1is the
“prime condition” for avoiding mas-
sive obsolescence at industry and
consumer levels and serious invento-
ry problems among distributors.

“The basic mono-stereo compatibil-
ity that has prevailed so far in the
cassette industry can and should be
extended to the suggested four-track
medium,” he said.

Hanson made it clear, however,
that he did not foresee an immediate
upswing in four-channel cassette
hardware or software. “These results
are being published today to demon-
strate that compatibility—which has
been one of the main factors in the
cassette’s extraordinary growth—
need not be sacrificed, and to encour-
age further work in 3-way 4-2-1 com-
patible cassettes. Although it’s far
from clear whether the public will
eventually accept four-channel as a
standard mode, we must be prepared
for the eventuality.”

He added that the system was
being offered as a basis for industry
standardization in much the same
manner as the original Noreleo/Phil-
ips cassette was offered a number of
years ago.

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NEW YORK — GREAT SONGS OF THE 60'S . . . . AND THE 50'S AND THE
40'S AND THE 30'S AND THE 20’S AND THE . . . .

Whatever controversy that might surround the publication of a compendium
called “The New York Times Great Songs . . . of the Sixties” would usually
be limited to the selection of material Milt Okun, editor of the handsome, spiral-
bound edition, has done well in choosing 82 favorites of the 60's. If | could
name one song l'd like to have seen included it would have been Richard
Rodgers’ ‘‘“The Sweetest Sounds,”” a peak Rodgers tune with his peak lyric to
date. Whatever, Okun has quite casually cast-off the previous period of
songwriting—erroneously labelled “Tin Pan Alley” in his forward—as one ex-
pressing a single emotion—‘‘romantic love.”

This, of course, comes as a supreme shock to show music devotees who
could name countless songs by the Gershwins, Rodgers & Hart, Cole Porter,
Irving Berlin, et al, in which the subject matter of their times were treated with
delicious satire, not vicious satire, perhaps, but commentary, nonetheless,
on the social mores of their periods. And even ‘‘romantic love” (What's so
terrible about that?) was often treated by the best of America’s composers
with tongue-and-cheek (e.g. ‘I Wish | Were in Love Again” or ‘“Blah, Blah,
Blah” by Rodgers & Hart and the Gershwins, respectively). Because he seems
to inherently feel the lack of inventiveness or technical ingenuity in much of the
material he selected, Okun all but dismisses the ‘‘craftsmen’’ skill of the so-
called “Tin Pan Alley” composers—a term, by the way, he might use to de-
liberately symbolize the lack of depth of the era he is writing about. When,
may | ask, has “‘craftsmanship’” not been a major force in creating art? Now,
one would suppose from Okun’s remarks,

Ironically, Okun rectifies his lapses of judgement in the forward in his
selections, for many of the songs, while written in the 60’s, basically refer to
both the melodic and lyric skill of past years. Like ‘‘Cabaret,”” “On a Clear
Day,”” “Try to Remember,” “The Impossible Dream.” And then there are the

HOLLYWOOD—THE FIFTY-SECOND STREET MELODIES LINGER ON

A Quincy Delight may sound like a baker's creamy concoction. Actually it's
the first and middle moniker for our nation’s most prolific composer of mo-
tion picture and television scores. Quincy Delight Jones Il arrived on the coast
just about five years ago. In that span he has composed twenty-six scores for
films (including *“John and Mary,” ‘“Out of Towners,” ‘“Bob and Carol and
Ted and Alice,” ‘““For the Love of Ivy,” “In Cold Blood,” “In the Heat of the
Night”” and “The Pawnbroker”). For television he has themed *“‘The Bill Cosby
Show,” *“Ironside,” ‘“‘Hey Landlord” and others.

Quincy has been in the running for three Oscars. He was nominated in ’67
for the score to “In Cold Blood,” and in the same year his song ‘‘Eyes of
Love” was among the five named for ‘‘best song.” In ’69 his title tune from
the Sidney Poitier flick ‘‘For the Love of lvy” was also nominated.

Yet Jones has not yet composed a huge chart song. We cornered him at
the Hungry Tiger last week and asked him if this dubious distinction disturbed
him. “I would love to have a hit on the charts,” he said, avoiding a head-on
answer, “but [ can’t feel bad about it because | haven’t done what | should
do to deserve a #1 song. My whole thing has always been orchestration. If =<
it bothers me I'll go sit down and really get involved in it the way Bacharach
does it. You can’t write hit songs on the side and still be in love withi the
orchestra.” ‘“How does Bacharach do it?”’ we wondered,

‘I suspect he spends most of his time writing songs—then works for three ¢
weeks on the arrangements. As for me, | can’t violate the film . . . ‘Raindrops,’
for example, was strong material but it was incongruous, it was shoe-horned
into the film. Still it worked. [f ‘Butch Cassidy’ makes 41 million dollars and
the song is a monster with 600 versions, nobody cares about the aesthetic *
side of it—that’s something else.”

How did Jones feel about the utilization of pop acts and records in film
music? “You can’t be some guitar player who has had a top 40 record last
year, you've got to have a theatrical sense of music. A score like ‘Easy Rider’
lopped in hit records; it lacked a complete, cohesive and creative effort. On
the otherhand ‘The Graduate’ and ‘Joe’ were not afterthoughts, they were
shot with the songs in mind . . . | suspect that ‘Easy Rider used records
because they didn’t have the budget to do anything else. Obviously there are
scenes where records fit—others where you can’t take records and have it
come across, The most effective songs have been the ones having a third
dimensional approach . . . music is the unpredictability of sound related to
image. Randy Newman knows—guys like him will be the bridge.”

And the future of music on records?

“There’s a hit on Bach every year, whether it’s the Swingles or Walter Carlos
or whoever. You can’t change the body of the 12 notes. You can put a bossa
nova on it this year and a bugaloo next—it’s still organic. Probably the worst
era we ever had in America was in the late 50's with the Crew Cuts and Paul
Anka and people like that—it was the garbage era of pop music . . . we've
had an emotional revolution in this country under everybody's noses. But to-
day’'s life style seems to be transplanted from the 40’s—almost a carbon
copy. The down front generation of the jazz and pop scene appears to be
singing the same words, doing the same things . . . the whole number with
the heavies dying off fast because of living too hard—Charlie Parker, Billie
Holiday, Fats Navarro—I feel like I'm living on 52nd Street.”

“l think it's great that pop composers are exploring the various ethnic
sounds. [ expect that we’ll be hearing Greek and Slavic things soon, fusing it
with jazz, rock, madrigals, zulu, classical.”

Jones’ most immediate projects—composing and orchestrating an album
for Sinatra with the Bergmans doing the lyrics, a soul cantata for Ray Charles
which’ll be performed in Houston in Feb. with the Houston Symphony, a 60
voiced choir and Ray's rhythm section and an African film, “The Adventures

FILLMORE EAST, NYC—Let’s go
back in time for a moment. Back to
the Apollo Theatre, 1963. The act
is the Temptations. The music great,
but insignificant next to the beauti-
ful dance routines the group practiced
long hours to perfect. Routines that
made audiences an intimate part of
the show. With songs like. “My Girl,”
“Beauty Is Only Skin Deep,” and the
classie “Ain’t To Proud To Beg” they
dominated everywhere theyv went. It
was a great time for musie back in
1963. . . .

1970 is here now and the music
is still great, but most of that great
staging is gone. along with the inti-
macy it created. ALAS! enter Buddy
Miles. The sound is loud and driving.
and the intimaey is back. Plaving
with his largest group to date, 10
musicians he held the audience at bay
with an act the Temptations would
be proud of. At command the audi-
ence sang, clapped, jumped up and
down, and did practically all they
were told to do. Good show Dr. Miles.

Preceding Miles was Johnny Winter
the Texas blues man. Winter wuas
plaving with the McCovs this time
and the electronic sound of blues
were almost enough to burst many
eardrums. Doing a wide varietv of
material it all ended up the same
wav. sereaming loud. It must be
said though, if wvou can get info
Winter’s music. it was a treat to
wateh him perform. Unfortunately
Fdger, Johnnv’s hrother was absent,
but it was soon forgotten under the
continuous wailing of guitars.

Winter's material is standard for
the introduction and leads into what
micht be best deseribed as “free form
guitar.” There is the hasic rhvthm
throughout the song, while Johnny
runs up and down the electronic
scale nearly destroying all recogni-

tion of the original number. Then he
comes back to the standard rhythm,
leaves again, comes back and ends.
This continued all night, and when
you thought it became just too much
it all ended. Excellent show Mr.
Winter.

always-pleasant, but still true “Tin Pan Alley”-ish qualities of “‘Strangers in
the Night,” *“‘Sunny,” “Those Were The Days.”

Rock music, as Okun explains, did reach its maturity in the 60’s, and did
represent a revolution of sorts—more in what is said, perhaps, than its melodic
vehicle. But, Okun’s dismissal—and that's the right word—of the great pop
music of the 20's, 30’s and 40’s is an assessment that’s more the after-effect
of reviewing the “Hit Parade” of the past rather than a real study of the
pop songs of the period—the songs that may not have emerged as hits,
but do reflect an awareness of the world around them, if that's what Okun
must have in his pop music. il

PAUL MAURIAT: DOORS OPEN — WORLD WIDE

Doors are bound to open for the man who conducted what is believed to be
the biggest instrumental seller of the decade of the 60’s. The man is Paul
Mauriat whose Philips recording of “Love is Blue” sold about 5 million copies
following its release in 1968. The orchestral sound of this Frenchman, thanks
to the hit, is a global “live” attraction, now playing the U.S. and set through
next May for dates in Japan, Latin America and South Africa. One aspect of
concerts, Mauriat explains, is the need for arrangements that differ from his
recording scoring. For best concert-hall effect, this means a greater emphasis
on brass. Programming involves contemporary tunes and a bit of the classics
mostly, Pagannini and Chabrier. Also there’s comic relief from saxist Gaston;
he and pianist Andre Borly are the only other Frenchmen who tour with Mauriat.
Another door opener for the thin, mod-dressed performer is the opportunity to
do U.S. film scores, a field he’s already been into in France. He likes the “‘mu-
sical freedom’’ of working in this medium. A door has also opened for Mauriat to
fend his name to good-works. This includes his participation as one of five mem-
bers of a committee to advise Prince Saddrudin Aga Khan, high commissioner
for refugees of the United Nations Organization, on the next LP, “World Star
Festival,” that's sold to benefit UNO. ‘““Many more recordings” are promised
during 1971.

PETER HAS A HOUSE IN SWEDEN BUT . . .

It constantly amazes me how closed off to new sounds many people are.
I mean you can play them the greatest cut in the world and if they don’t want
to hear it they just turn off. Consequently it’s usually a tremendous uphill climb
for most new artists. It shouldn’t be that way for Clive Sarstedt because he,
like Elton John and John Buck Wilkin, is a writer and singer of rare power,
grace and style.

His RCA album, recently released contains some beautiful songs, like the
“IYII Always Be Winter-Looking For Jesus” tracks that really pack a wallop. All
the material is not, admittedly, that good but it hardly matters because, as
Clive says, “I’'m way beyond the songs on that album.”

Clive stopped by last week on his way to the Coast. | remarked that the LP
had a good feel to it. “That’'s because everyone that | knew that happened to
be in London when the sessions were in progress dropped by to sing or play.
So the atmosphere was relaxed and happy,” said Clive. *The next LP will use
much fewer people. Just a rhythm section, | think.”

Clive will be here about a month. And if Work Permit problems came be
overcome will do some touring with an American group consisting of bass and
drums. We’re looking forward to that.

of Yao” with a possible hit song, “Zinge Zinge” which’ll be sung by Mbulu
Letta.

He credits Hank Mancini for “busting down the doors,” bringing in the new
wave of screen composers. Since Jones was born in Chicago in '33, he was a
little late for the Chicago jazz scene (and, for that matter, the heyday of 52nd
Street jazz) but like Louis Armstrong before him, he started blowing into a
trumpet as a teenager and by the time he was 21 was playing in Lionel Hamp-
ton’s band. When he left Hampton in '53, he freelanced in N.Y., did arrange-
ments for Ray Anthony and others. In '55 he took up the trumpet again, tour-
ing with Dizzy Gillespie. Again he quit the band trail and spent a year and a
half in Paris, composing, arranging and conducting, for Barclay Records. He
visited the Scandinavian countries in '56. And in the fall of '59 was hired as
musical director for the Harold Arlen blues opera “Free and Easy.” He arrived
on the coast in ’65. His style is not exploratory. Unlike many composers who
have experimented with atonality and extended forms, he has remained within
the classic jazz framework. He continues to champion ‘‘the jazz thing” explain-
ing that ““there’s too much fertility in that ground, music must return there in
order to grow.”

BREAD ON THE WATERS—Elektra’'s Bread, on the heels of their million-selling
single ‘“Make It With You” and their new chart climber, ‘It Don’t Matter to
Me'" (currently the most performed record in town and our personal pick for
Grammy record of the year) returned from Europe after promotional appear-
ances in London.

NEW YORK — Strengthening an al-
ready firm commitment to the music
of the Southwest, Mercury Records
will  distribute Jimmy Duncan’s
Soundville label, it has been an-
nounced by Charles Fach, Mercury
vice president. Soundville is a part of
Duncan’s huge $2.5 million Houston
production center which includes one
of the nation’s largest and best rec-
ording studios.

“This arrangement gives us new
access to material from the Texas-
Gulf Coast area from the biggest
studio in the Southwest,” according
to Fach. “This part of the country
has always been rich in fine musiec.
The Sir Douglas Quintet who record
for Philips, Steve Miller, and Johnny
Winter are all from Texas.”

“Furthermore,” IFach continued,
“Jimmy Duncan’s Soundville studio is
the most fantastic studio I have ever
seen. It’s the Astrodome of recording
studios. You can get 80 or 90 musi-
cians into the room.”

“Goodbye, Goodbye” a single by an
Abeline, Texas,
dance, will be the first Soundville re-
lease. An album and a single by the
Bojangles, the band that hacks up
Liza Minnelli in her club and televi-
sion dates, will follow. Mercury ex-
pects to release several LPs and sin-
gles from Soundville in the next
year.

Duncan, a country and Western
songwriter-producer with many hits
to his credit, including the million
seller, “Special Angel,” planned the
Soundville complex so that a talent
can walk in from the street and have

In addition to the record company
and the studios, Soundville includes
four music publishing companies;
Sound Art, a talent management
agency headed by Fred Mirick; an
FM radio station; projected televi-
sion facilities; plus various pro-
ducers, arrangers, and lyricists. To
man all of this, there is a staff of 15
whose average age is a surprisingly
youthful 25. Eddie Kilroy serves as
General Manager of Recording Activ-
ities and Publishing.

The pride and joy of the complex,
the two recording studios utilize 16
and 24 track tape recorders. One of
the rooms, 38 feet by 52 feet with a
22-foot ceiling, is the largest in the
country.

Says Duncan: “My goal is to make
Houston the music center of the
world. That’s the whole idea behind
Soundville,

“If you look at the record charts,
almost a third of the entertainers are
from the Southwest, but until now,
there have been no adequate facilities
to take full advantage of the avail-
able talent.

The Wheeling Scene

NASHVILLE — After 37 consecutive
years of broadcasting the famed
“World’s Original Jamboree” (the
second oldest continuous radio show
in the world), new things are now
happening fast at WWVA in Wheel-
ing, W. Va. that are certain to help
broaden the base of good country
music, especially in the heavily popu-
lated north-east where the 50,000
watt WWVA signal is strong.

Less than one year ago, Emil
Mogul, president of Basic Communi-
cations, Inc., the parent company
that owns WWVA, purchased the
Capitol Music Hall in downtown
Wheeling. Being the largest theatre
in the state, this gave adequate space
for the WWVA staff and studios, ad-
ditional offices for the new music
complex, and gave the Jamboree a
beautiful new home for its famous
Saturday night shows. Within this
Capitol Music Hall, the image of the
old Jamboree has now changed con-
siderable. Two staff bands are on
stage with a back up vocal group, a
ramp from center stage out into the
audience and other innovations such
as careful scripting and rehearsal,
have changed the complexion of the
show. It even has a new name —
Jamhoree USA.

Perhaps the most interesting as-
pect of the Wheeling scene is the
gradual developmen of other phases
of country music activity. At the time
the music hall was purchased, the
parent corporation also bought out a
major country music publishing cat-
alog that had been built and owned
by the new general manager Quentin
“Reed” Welty. In addition, Jamboree
USA, Inec. has recently gone into the
record business with its own label,
with three singles currently on the
market. The tour division has been
expanded, and plans are now in the
works to get more involved in road
show production, possible television
syndication of the Jamboree USA

E Defi;ning a Hero

NASHVILLE Bill Anderson’s
“Where Have All Our Heroes Gone”
is stirring up controversy, but reac-
tion to the patriotic resitation is run-
ning overwhelmingly in favor of the
Decca recording.

Anderson, who  worked with
newsman Bob Talbert of Detroit in
writing the song, said his mail is
“100 to 1 in favor of it, at least”.

But there are those like a man
from New Jersey who wrote the
singer: ‘“Anyone who would compare
a great humanitarian like Joan Biaz
to a shott’em clown like John Wayne
needs to see a psychiatrist”.

Anderson quickly pointed out that
nowhere in the song is DMiss Biaz’
name mentioned. In fact, no one is
named in any way other than favor-
able . . . people like Wayne, Stan
Musial, General Eisenhower, and oth-
ers.

“When I do the song on stage, I
tell the people at the end of the song
that T hope they are not applauding
for me, or applauding for the song”
Anderson said, “but are applauding
because they are concerned about the
little boy and girl sitting in the sec-
ond row . .. my two little girls . . .
other children of the world; that they
want to see them look up to and
admire the right kind of people as
they try to make our country the
right kind of place to live”.

Although the records appear on its
playlist this does not guarantee air-
play. Morning man and the one re-
sponsible for the station’s music list,
Duff Roman, doés maintain a high
percentage of Canadian content on
his show. He is one of the first pro-
ducers (record) to make a noise in
this country and helped launch many
careers including David Clayton
Thomas.

The unfortunate situation with re-
gard to the station’s policy of “play
if you like” those Canadian disks on
the playlist is that many of the jocks
obviously prefer to play the tight
Top Thirty and perhaps give only
token play to the domestic variety —
| so far unproven. CKFH has however,
| upstaged their counterpart, up the hill
(CHUM), by breaking several Cana-
dian singles. Perhaps the most suec-
cessful being, “Ten Pound Note” by
Steel River on the Tuesday label and
“TI Believe In Sunshine” by Madrigal,
also on Tuesday. They were also one
of the first stations to break “As The
Years Go By” by Montreal’s Mash-
makhan, This record has now sold an
unbelievable 100,000 copies, for which
the group received company Gold.

Many radio stations across Canada
are now convinced thaat come January
there really will be legislation of 30%
Canadian content on radio and that
no good fair cabinet minister will
wave his wand and save the broad-
casters from their fate of being equal

partners with Canadians 1in the
preservation of Canadian culture.
Some  stations are now  pre-

conditioning themselves for that big
Juneau date and those who are wait-
ing for the last day will find it all
that much tougher to comply.

Saying Hello
To A Computer

NEW YORK — Israel Diamond, cor-
porate systems coordinator for The
Peer Southern Organization, is in
London for a visit to Southern U.K.
| for meetings with the “computer.”
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MCA-UK will be known simply as
MCA in the future, and is reverting
to British Decca on a licensed basis.
The deal was negotiated with Decca
by MCA president Mike Maitland and
Dick Broderick. Most American MCA
product went back to Decca a year
ago, but the MCA-UK office retained
rights to the US label Uni and Brit-
ish-produced material. Distribution
was through Decca’s Selecta subsidi-
ary. Now all MCA output will go
through Decca direct, and no distine-
tion will be made between American
and British product. British acts
affected by the change include singer-
songwriter Barry Mason, the Mon-
tanas and former Manfred Mann vo-
calist Mike d’Abo. MCA’s British
managing director designate Derek
Everett has the chief task of signing
new talent. He sees the company’s
independent London office essentially
as a small production unit, with
probable press and promotion staff to
back up Decca’s work in this area.
The label is currently readying a
huge campaign on the “Jesus Christ—
Superstar” double album, which
features Deep Purple vocalist Tan
Gillan, Mike d’Abo and Murray
Head, as well as scores of name mu-
sicians.

Record merchandisers, the racking
consortium formed by Britain’s ma-
jor manufacturers, 1s planning to
move into racking of tapes following
Precision Tapes’ decision to launch
low-price cassettes at 30s later this
month. Managing director Ian Miles
has been discussing expansion into
the tape area with Precision’s gener-
al manager Walter Woyda. RM’s first
outlets for tapes will probably be 60
stores in the Woolworth chain, which
already has its record racks. Miles
said he had not regarded the racking
of full-price tapes as worthwhile, but
felt there was great potential now
budget ranges were coming. Apart
from Woolworth, he considers a third
of RM’s other outlets to be worth-
while for tapes at present. The com-
pany, which launches its own Gold
Award 12s 6d album series later this
month, with product from the US
Damil label, is expanding at a rapid
rate. Development is particularly
strong in the food supermarket area
with the Tesco chain taking RM
racks for the first time, and the com-
pany’s merchandising force is to be
increased from 18 to 25 by the end of
the year.

At next year’s Midem in Cannes, 17
British companies will be represented
for the first time, a sign of the
growing importance of the meet.
They include the Jones-Humperdinck
company MADM, the Robert Stigwood
Organisation, Ember Records, War-
ner-Reprise and its publishing com-
pany, Warner Brothers Music. Also
present for the first time will be Ken-
ny Young’s Kangaroo Music, Geoff
Stephen’s Vaudeville Music, Gale Mu-
sic, Goliath Enterprises, Express Mu-
siec, Sparta Florida Musie, Chrysalis
Music, Reflection Records, Pama Rec-
ords, Ambassador Music and the
Mechanical Copyright Protection So-
ciety. To date more than 70 UK com-
panies have booked space.

CBS has parted company with
Dandelion, the progressive music la-
bel formed by the UK’s leading un-
derground jock John Peel in associa-
tion with Clive Selwood, his manag-
er, after only a year of its five-year
distribution contract. Tt is understood
the split was by mutual agreement.
Peel is now talking with Warner-
Reprise, and first product via this
company is likely early in the New
Year. CBS has also split with anoth-
er of its distributed labels, Nems, the
company set up by the late Brian
Epstein which was originally the
management and agency home of the
Beatles. Nems boss Vice Lewis is cur-
rently negotiating for a new distribu-
tor for the company’s label following
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the CBS split. Last release on Nems
was an orchestral album by Lewis,
“Classics My Way”. Lewis reportedly
wants to give the label a more prog-
ressive slant, in keeping with the
path followed by the Nems agency,
which handles such acts as Pink
Floyd, Elton John, Deep Purple and
I'otheringay in the U. K. The Nems
label made a very successful debut
three years ago, hitting No. 1 with
its first single “Yesterday Has Gone”
by Cupid’s Inspiration. But there
have been no significant singles hits
since then.

Trend Records, part of the Class
International group, has signed a
three year exclusive manufacturing,
distribution and marketing deal for
the UK and Germany only with Phil-
ips. The label had been with Pye
since its debut a year ago. First acts
under the deal will be Warm Dust
and Swegas.

The publishing company owned by
the US Invictus label, have been se-
cured by the Keith Prowse Music
Group. KPM has already made avail-
able the sheet music of the first two
Invictus singles by Freda Payne and
Chairman of the Board, both current-
Iy in the UK top 10.

The new Philips-Polydor budget la-
bel, as yet untitled, held its first sales
conference last week and announced
the appointment of four regional
managers. They are David Keiller,
Roy Derbyshire, Arthur Johnson and
John Reynolds. The conference was
attended by Philips managing direc-

tor Fred Marks, Trevor Timmers and |

Peter Knight (Polydor) and all Fon-
tana Special salesmen. Material will
continue to go out under the Fontana
Special banner for several months,
certainly until January. Label boss
David Allwood flew recently to Ger-
many to negotiate with Polydor for
use by the budget company here of
much of the label’s deleted and non-
used product.

TOKYO — Fifteen thousand visitors
attended the recent 9th annual Coin
Machine Show here. The “Nihon Kei-
zai” newspaper (Japan’s Wall Street
Journal with 3,000,000 circulation}
called the exhibition an “outstanding
success” and singled out SEGA’s “Jet
Rocket” as the best game of more
than 300 on display.

SEGA chairman David Rosen, who
flew in from overseas to attend the
exhibition, told reporters that the
success of the show reflected primari-
ly the continuing growth of the in-
dustry. “We are becoming a well es-
tablished industry” he said.

NAMA chairman Masaya Naka-
mura told newsmen that most of the
thousands of visitors were associated
with the leisure-time industry. He in-
dicated that the holding of the show
together with ITFA (hotel and resort
equipment) and the Osaka-bhased
Japan Reecreation Equipment Assn.

After the Show Is Over

To those who attended the MOA Exposition, which
ended yesterday (Oct. 18), welcome home. We hope
you had an enjoyable three days in Chicago, moreso,
we hope what you saw and heard will be put to
fruitful use on your route or in your distribution oper-
ation.

The latter is the true measure of every industrial
exposition . not whether the food and the booze
was free-flowing but whether the machines, merchan-
dising ideas and operating techniques the operator
discovered at Expo can be translated directly into
more dollars earned from the route.

Therefore, while the Expo is still fresh in every-
one's mind, it's the perfect time to sit down at the
desk, sort out all the brochures and notes you col-
lected and jot down the best thoughts and ideas other
operators exchanged with you at the show. If one
fellow gave you a good lead where to buy oldies, file
it with your route programmer. If you were impressed
with another operator’s successful history in operating
quarter games in taverns, write down the names of
your own most likely locations now. In short, get all
your paperwork up to date while the thoughts are
fresh and then plan to move in the most promising
directions.

To be sure, the trade magazines will carry extensive
Expo reports in next week’s issues. But while this
brings a good deal of the excitement and innovative
ideas to those who were unable to attend, it can
never equal the in-depth experience of being there in
person. For after all, this is what you bought with
your flight ticket, hotel room, registration and expense
money personal, face-to-face experience with
everything important happening, or about to happen,
in coinbiz. It could happen to you later but you better
get your programs going now.

Panty Hose Vendor

The Multi-Mech Corp. of River GGrove,
Il1l. has introduced a patented, coin-
operated vending machine for panty
hose. The machine offers a selection
of eight fashion colors in one size
that fits all women from sizes 8%
short to 11 long and retails for $1.50
each., Each vendor stocks 60 panty
hose, displayed in plain sight in a
cabinet that occupies three feet of
floor space. Suggested locations for
operators include offices, factories,
schools, hospitals, airports, railway
and bus terminals, drive-in theaters,
beauty shops, resorts, restaurants,
night clubs, stores, hotels and motels,
tourist centers and bowling alleys.
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NORTH TONAWANDA — Wurlitzer
promotion director A. D, Palmer, dis-
cussing the public introduction of the
firm’s new ‘“Zodiac” phonograph at
the recent MOA Exposition, said that
the new machine represents a “dis-
tinct departure” from previous Wur-
litzer models in its color, lighting,
trim and form.

The “Zodiac” theme is displayed on
several of the play information
panels which are in chrome-plated
frames in the top of the phonograph
dome. Symbols of the houses of the
Zodiac are colorfully displayed, each
created with the effect of Steuben
glass etching, lighted in a variety of
colors.

Die castings frame the sides of the
machine’s upper dome and surround
the “make selection” and coin entry
area. The cabinet consists of panels
of pecan finished Parkwood, metal,
glass and translucent plastics.

Three phonograph mechanisms are
available—for 200, 160 and 100 selec-
tions, all housed in the same cabinet.
All regular service and maintenance
is accomplished through the front of
the phonograph with the dome in a
raised position and the single-piece
front panel completely removed.

C. B. Ross, Wurlitzer service man-
ager, says that in service configura-
tion, one of the most obvious innova-
tions is the decision to mount the
amplifier, junction box, stepper, pow-
er supply and playrak at the top of
the dome, above the record changer,
rather than on the cabinet floor. This
arrangement facilitates service be-
cause the major electrical com-
ponents drop forward from hinged
bases and are supported by fall sup-
ports in their service position.

The mechanisms are also accessible
for service. Mounted on two sliding
rails, the entire record changer, with
the release of two thumb screws,
moves forward and then is raised to
an upward position where two sup-
ports automatically drop down to
maintain a 45° angle tilt allowing no
obstruction for the service of the
components on the lower side of the
mechanism.

The dual channel, stereophonic am-
plifier provides 40 music watts for
the phonograph cabinet speakers plus
additional 40 watts for auxiliary
speakers. It includes a seratch com-
pensator, balance control and individ-
ual base and treble controls.

The “Playrak,” Wurlitzer’s credit
system, is located for accessibility. Tt
enables operators to set levers for a
wide range of plays-per-coin. The
play direction panel contains the coin
entry, reject button and select light.
It also features a coin plate indica-
ting the number of plays-per-coin in-
serted. The 200-selection keyboard
offers a choice of plays from 20 letter
and 10 number buttons. The 160-se-
lection version has 16 letter and 10
number buttons and the 100-selection
keyboard has 10 letter and 10 number
buttons.

A rear terminal panel, covered by
a metal plate released from inside the
cabinet, offers access to the operator
for connecting remote speakers, se-
lectors and the income computer.

Optional LEquipment Offered

[ Among the optional equipment
offered on the Zodiac is a digital
“record-now-playing” indicator. When
a coin is inserted and a selection
made, two digital symbols — one a
letter and the other a number, light
up to follow the seeking action of
the record magazine. Letters come to
rest on the number-record combina-
tion of the record to be played.

Also new with the “Zodiac” is a
four-quarter accumulator. This unit,
which has a read-out panel installed
in the right side of the upper dome
grille, permits insertion of quarters
| or half-dollars to a total of $1.00

before selections are made.

The dollar bill acceptor, another
option, has a separate cashhox acces-
sible to the collector with the dome
in raised position. The income com-
puter gives instant reading and print-
out of all money inserted in the
phonograph and its wall boxes or
“Satellite” combination selector and
speaker, which rests on the floor.

A security cash box is offered
which automatically locks its coin
opening when removed from the pho-
nograph. A second key to open the
security box and remove money re-
mains in the possession of an author-
ized person with whom the security
boxes are deposited. The stepper has
a new configuration and is positioned
at the top of the phonograph ad-
jacent to the junction box for easy
connection.

Wurlitzer also offers a paging sys-

tem  which includes an  high-
impedence, semi-directional micro-
phone. The control unit, mounted

wherever needed, controls the on-off
switch and volume control. The sys-
tem mutes the music when the micro-
phone switch is open for paging.

Wall Boxes Available

Wall boxes are also available with
or without top mounted speakers for
use in conjunction with 100 and
200-selection phonographs. They ac-
cept all coinage. “The Satellite II”
combination speaker and selector
rests on the floor and may serve as a
second jukebox. It requires connec-
tion to a 200-selection phonograph
and has its own playrak to estab-
lish separate coin-per-play combina-
tions if desired. The “51337 wall
speaker makes possible stereo cover-
age in locations with unusual confi-

guration. .
The introduction of the Wurlitzer
Zodiac was accomplished with a

three-step program encompassing a
two-week period. On Monday, Octo-
ber 5th, the new line was shown to
distributors and their wives, who
were guests at the firm’s three-day
distributor meeting at the Playboy
Plaza Hotel in Miami Beach.

Sales and service personnel of each

During the week
beginning Monday, October 19, all
distributors in the U. S., Canada,
South and Central America and the
Carribean areas will hold open house
to familiarize music operators with
the features of the “Zodiac” line.
