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Price Increases: 
Undoing The Illogic Of 
'Profitless Prosperity' 

The recording industry is making 
logical business sense in re-evaluating 
and, in some cases, following through 
on wholesale and consumer price in- 
creases. For in that instant classic 
phrase of Dave Kapp's some years 
ago, the industry is still haunted by 
a condition of "Profitless Prosperity." 

The industry has always been self- 
conscious about price adjustments, 
giving off the impression that by some 
twist of fortunate fate it conducted 
its affairs in a vacuum far removed 
from the economics of continually ris- 
ing costs in all areas it takes to bring 
a recording to the consumer. Capitol 
Records has, of course, made the most 
dramatic news by increasing the list 
price of its $4.98 pop LP product to 
$5.98 and, perhaps more significantly, 
going to market with a $1.29 singles 
price. This has followed general price 
increases on the wholesaling level by 
most companies, including RCA and 
Columbia. Neither RCA nor Columbia 
felt obliged to justify wholesale price 
adjustments, but again reflecting in- 
dustry self-consciousness, issued 
statements on the Capitol decision. 
While both labels did not follow Capi- 
tol's move, their use of the words 
"understand" (Columbia) and "sym- 
pathy" (RCA) indicated that we'll be 
hearing from them on the subject, with 
particular Columbia emphasis and 
concern on the singles price. (Colum- 
bia feels it can retain a $4.98 LP line 

based on a "variable pricing" policy 
that takes into account cost factors). 
Many dealers operate on a calcu- 
lated "Profitless Prosperity" approach 
to recordings, too. Large users utlize 
the attractiveness of recordings, espe- 
cially the big hits, as 'loss leaders' to 
lure customers into a store for pur- 
chases in addition to recordings. Why 
not dealer pricing practices that put 
back the profit that can be gained by 
a highly saleable product? 

Columbia, we feel, is properly con- 
cerned with the $1.29 singles tag an- 
nounced by Capitol in view of its pro- 
fessed fear of an "adverse" affect 
such pricing may have on the single's 
"attractiveness" to consumers. This, 
the label said, would be used as a 
"guideline" to its proposed study of 
singles pricing. For singles, Columbia, 
realizing the promotional value of 
singles in stimulating the sales of 
LP's, is really saying "What price sin- 
gles price increase?"-and that makes 
sense, too. 

But, the overwhelming fact is that 
the industry must, from time to time, 
look into its pricing structure to undo 
the illogic of enduring "Profitless 
Prosperity." Whether it does so on a 
product -by-product basis ("variable 
pricing") or some other means, the 
industry must insure that its success 
is not measured only by the charts, 
but by profit -and -loss statements as 
well.

Dealers, Manufacturers Trade 
Pricing Views At ARD Meeting 
NEW YORK - Dealers vs. manufac- 
turers could have been the billing for 
a main event at last week's Associa- 
tion of Record Dealers meeting in 
New York last week (16). For those 
were the lines drawn in ARD's floor 
debate on the newly announced price 
increases for single and LP record 
product. 

Virtually all dealer voices raised in 
the dialog portended that cost eleva- 
tions would "kill the sale of singles" 
and "injure new and less established 
performers." While, manufacturer 
representatives attending offered jus- 
tification on the basis of cost and 
presented a calmer outlook regarding 
the effect on sales. 

The bulk of dealer censure was di- 
rected at the price and policy lines 
issued by Capitol, while virtually no 
criticism was leveled at the less dra- 
matic announcements from Columbia 
and RCA, among others, of price 
raises on the wholesale level. 

Major objections to the Capitol 
hikes were that the list increase on 
singles $1.29 was far too steep, repre- 
senting a more than 20% jump at both 
wholesale and retail levels; and that 
the $5.98 list on all LP's (new and 
catalog) was unreasonable. "Variable 
pricing" used by Columbia to support 
sales of less established artists and 
catalog product was cited as a more 
advantageous method of effecting LP 
price increases.

Coffee and 
cigarette increases brought warnings 
from sales outlets. In both cases, 
sales dropped during the first few 
weeks, and then returned to former 
levels despite the extra charge to 
consumers. 

Similar results were expected in 
this industry. 

One of the dealers concurred, stat- 
ing that his in-store sales included 
some 75% in volume on new product 
which already carried a $5.98 tag. 

It was further suggested that the 
larger profits afforded by the new 
prices would not be pocketed by man- 
ufacturers, but that they would even- 
tually be passed on to the dealer in 
terms of better merchandising aids, 
more promotion behind product and 
greater benefits particularly in the 
area of advertising.

Sales, Income Up; 
3 Beatles Own Shares 
NEW YORK - ABKCO Industries

At a shareholders meeting here 
last week (16), the company an- 
nounced revenues of $3,485,000 and 
earnings of $464,000 or 37c a share.

The 
prior period also had extraordinary 
income of $345,000, equal to 27c a 
share, attributable to reduction of 
Federal income taxes arising from a 
carry forward of prior years losses.

All per share 
amounts have been adjusted to reflect 
the special 10% and 3% stock divi- 
dends paid in Oct., 1970 and Feb. 
1971, respectively. 

Beatles' Shares 
At the meet, which also saw the 

shareholders elect Allen Klein, Henry 
L. Newfeld and Joel Silver as direc- 
tors and approve the appointment of 
Arthur Andersen & Co. as the firm's 
independent auditors, Klein revealed, 
as a result of shareholder ques- 
tioning, that he had sold, personally 
and for investment purposes only, 
shares to John and Yoko Lennon 
(20,000), George Harrison (10,000) 
and Ringo Starr (10,000). Klein also 
said that he did not expect Paul 
McCartney's action in England to 
dissolve the partnership between he 
and the other Beatles in Apple 
Corps, managed in the U.S. by 
ABKCO, to materially affect the in- 
come of the firm. ABKCO is not a 
party to the suit, he noted. 

Following the meet, the board of 
directors elected the following 
officers: Allen Klein, president; 
Harold Seider, exec vp; Henry L. 
Newfeld, vp & treasurer; Joel Silver, 
vp & secretary; William H. Speak- 
man, 3rd, vp; Alan E. Horowitz, as- 
sistant secretary; and Krishnan 
Malik, assistant treasurer. 

Harold Seider, exec vp of ABKCO, 
noted that the company was engag- 
ing in preliminary discussions with 
the American Stock Exchange that 
could lead to a listing of the compa- 
ny on the exchange. ABKCO stock is 
presently traded Over -the -Counter. 

Kinney Gains In 

1st Fiscal Qtr 
NEW YORK - Kinney services, Inc. 
established record highs in both net 
income and income per share in the 
first fiscal quarter of 1971, ended 
Dec. 31. 

William V. Frankel, chairman of 
the service company, told the annual 
meeting of Shareholders at the New 
York Hilton last week (16) that "in- 
come per Common and Common 
equivalent share for the first quarter 
increased to a record $.55, from $.50 
a year earlier, a 10% gain. Fully di- 
luted income per share was $.51, up 
from $.46 a year earlier". 

Frankel stated that "Kinney's net 
income in the first fiscal quarter of

Tucker led his own 
orchestra in hotels and restaurants, 
and was acting bandmaster in the 
United States Navy during World 
War I. After nine years he left the 
Fire Department and concentrated on 
his music career, and co-founded the 
music publishing company, Tucker & 
Marchant. He rejoined the Fire De- 
partment in 1937 and remained ac- 
tive until 1958. 

A resident of Woodside, New York, 
Tucker is survived by his widow. 
Funeral services were held last Wed. 
(17) at Queen of the Angels Church, 
Skillman Avenue and 44th Street in 
Sunnyside at 9 A.M. 

Int'I AGAC 
cont'd from p. 7 
where. 

"In other words, we American 
songwriters and composers of serious 
musical works fare better in lands 
across the sea than we do right at 
home. While this situation is unfair 
to the American writer, it is certainly 
unfair and inhospitable to the for- 
eign creative man and woman who is 
treated with honor in his own coun- 
try, but is subjected to the condition 
of public domain in our homeland 
when his brainchild reaches its mid- 
dle age. 

"It is also true that while Ameri- 
can authors and composers are al- 
ways paid under European law for 
the public performance of their 
works in European juke boxes and 
motion picture houses, the foreign 
author and composer is denied these 
rights in the U.S. because the per- 
formance of his work is not similarly 
paid for in American juke boxes and 
motion picture theatres." 

AGAC feels that the world commu- 
nity of authors and composers should 
receive the same benefits and protec- 
tion in the U.S. that American writ- 
ers receive abroad. To that end-the

side risk in the event of recession or 
other adverse factors, while at the 
same time providing a reasonably 
optimum opportunity for growth". 

Recording Unit

awarded 28 RIAA-certified gold rec- 
ords in 1970. He praised the manage- 
ment of this division for "their 
awareness of public acceptance, their 
alertness to change in taste."

public information Bob Altshuler, 
whose department will be handling 
the publicity servicing function, while 
Schaffer wil operate out of facilities 
Columbia has provided for Douglas' 
use, developing concepts and intimate 
liaison between Douglas and Colum- 
bia.

This includes not only a com- 
plete inventory of records and tapes, 
but complementary lines, such as 
phonographs, needles, stereo acces- 
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sories, tape units, earphones, etc. This 
aspect of having the good while the 
demand exists, according to Paul 
David, is the key. "We've built our 
business on our ability to anticipate 
through research and to deliver. It's 
that simple." 

New Store Concept 
Stark's scientific approach to mar- 

keting records and tapes is, by their 
standards, old hat. Newest among in- 
novations is the design of their mall 
retail outlets. Explains David, "We 
began by building a module, to scale, 
of what we called 'the perfect record 
and tape shop'. For months we re- 
fined each aspect. Every detail was 
included, from potted plants to wall 
decor." 

The result? Stark's own design, in 
conjunction with prominent architect 
Raymond E. Coia of Canton, Ohio. 
Interiors feature custom carpeting; 
vinyl walls; tailored, low -slung fix- 
tures; vivid dramatic coloring; spa- 
cious aisles; built-in stereo systems- 
in short, wall-to-wall innovations. The 
exterior design features a break -front 
entrance with panoramic glass and 
two-tone marble formica fronts, off- 
set by the distinctive Camelot Music 
(Stark's mall retail outlet) horse's 
head atop a disc logo. 

"Until a few years ago," Davis 
says, "mall developers considered rec- 
ord and tape retailers as step -chil- 
dren, as far as making space avail- 
able was concerned-are with good 
reason. It's no secret that, in many 
operations. once the lease was signed 
it was only a matter of putting in 
racks and choking the display win- 
dows full of sale information. No 
decor, a minimum of furnishings, and 
a lean stock. It's still being done to- 
day. 

"By contract, we've tried to keep 
Pace with modern building trends and 
the importance of corporate identity 
through tasteful furnishings and de- 
signs. As a result, by having a facil- 
ity which complements the mall, our 
stores are well -received and are as- 
signed the proper area to round out 
the tenant mix." 

A total of 10 months in the plan- 
ning (in addition to 3 months of ex- 
tensive training for new store sales 
personnel), the first of Stark's new- 
est 2.400 sq. ft. installations was 
opened this past December and with 
success. 

The initial opening day crowd to 
see the new store and a guest ap- 
pearance of The Lettermen was esti- 
mated at 2,200, channelled through 
the store in less than two hours. 
David: "This was the supreme test 
of our new store concept. I'm happy 
to say that it passed with flying col- 
ors. We already have others just like 
it under construction." 

Own Tape Packaging 
And while all the talk in the indus- 

try concerning the package or no - 
package tape Question was flourish- 
ing, Stark took the initiative, and 
elected to do its own packaging of 
tapes, a decision that required an ini- 
tial investment of $50 thousand. Now, 
all tapes are boxed and heat -sealed in 
clear plastic prior to shipment to re- 
tail stores. "Marketing did a study 
which, when boiled down, indicated 
that it was the way to go", David 
says, "and that was that". He com- 
mented that the visibility aspect was 
essential to consumer impulse buying. 
"Our sales increases prove it was and 
is the right move in our markets." 

According to David, the ability to 
"deliver the goods" cannot be over- 
emphasized. Translated in terms of 
dollars, the Stark philosophy repre- 
sents a minimum of $70 thousand of 
inventory for each mall retail store. 
"We're extremely fortunate that, with 
volume purchasing power, we are able 
to have a widespread of merchandise 
and the inventory depths that allow 
back-up stocks, replenishments. and 
the ability to react to the latest mu- 
sical whims. This includes not only 
current "heavy sounds", country and 
western groups and singles, but eth- 
nic selections, classics, and sacred 
music as well. 

New Cactus LP 
NEW YORK-Atco Records is rush - 
releasing the new album by the rock 
group Cactus. Group's new album, 
called "One Way . Or Another", 
was completed late last month. Ini- 
tial orders, even before any records 
have been shipped, are "extremely 
heavy," says the label. 

Their first album, "Cactus," hit the 
charts shortly after release. 

Since then, the group has become 
hot on the one-nighter circuit. Last 
summer, hit the third act at the 
Fillmore; Mar. 19 and 20, Cactus 
plays the Fillmore as the headliner. 

New Faces Album 
HOLLYWOOD - Warner Bros. Rec- 
ords has rush -released a new album 
by the Faces titled "Faces - Long 
Player," in conjunction with the 
group's national tour, which is now 
in progress. 

The LP, the Faces' second for War- 
ner Bros., contains both live and stu- 
dio performances. Six of the nine 
songs were written by one or more 
members of the group, which includes 
Rod Stewart. Ian McLagan, Kenny 
Jones, Ron Lane and Ron Wood. 

Beach Boys Tour, 
Prepare New LP 
HOLLYWOOD - The Beach Boys 
have temporarily shut down their 
recording studio, in preparation for 
the group's first American concert 
tour in two years. The tour opens 
Saturday (20) at the Santa Monica 
Civic here, in Calif. It then moves 
on to a number of U.S. cities, high- 
lighted by New York (24), where 
the group will perform at Carnegie 
Hall, and Boston (28), where the con- 
cert will be at Symphony Hall. 

The studio shut -down comes amidst 
the first series of sessions for The 
Beach Boys in several years. No one 
has been admitted to the studio, be- 
sides members of the group and back- 
up musician Darryl Dragon. There 
have been several speculative reports 
on what's going on inside, but no 
one in the group will confirm or deny 
their accuracy beyond saying that 
Dennis Wilson seems to be a major 
force in the sessions and that his 
brothers Brian and Carl are taking 
active roles, along with Dragon. 

Brother Records director of engi- 
neering Stephen Desper, commented 
only that "it's all being done in 
quadrophonic sound, but I can't say 
what is going down on the tracks."

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - Rather 
than bore you with the details of 
another one of their magnificant per- 
formances, suffice it to say that Poco 
is one of the tightest, most melodic, 
energetic, satisfying groups in the 
music business. It is impossible to 
sit still during any one of their 
performances-their music won't al- 
low it. They come on strong, get even 
more powerful as they continue, and 
when they're done, the audience is 
breathless, exhausted. Listening to 
Poco is to become completely im- 
mersed in their lives.

PHILHARMONIC HALL, NYC - 
Curved white walls and roof, arched 
and squared. It was the only place, of 
course. A hall that had seen and 
heard the efforts of Bernstein, Szell, 
and Maazel, now played host to those 
orchestrated wonders of pop: the 
brothers Gibb. 

Time and love had proved they 
couldn't make it alone. They need 
each other. That's an important 
enough statement in itself. And so 
some months after the bitter words 
and the actual split, Barry, Robin, 
and Maurice announced that they had 
met, decided that what had gone 
down was in the past, and that hence- 
forth the Bee Gees lived again. As 
solid proof they offered "Lonely 
Days," a number one single, "Two 
Years On," a current top fifteen LP. 
And the tour. 

So into Philharmonic Hall with an 
orchestra led by Bill Shepherd their 
musical director. With the first bars 
of "N.Y. Mining Distaster" the ca- 
pacity crowd sat electrified by these 
three angelic and brilliant brothers. 
Immediately it became clear just 
why it was inevitable that the Bee 
Gees must remain together because, 
it is not their individual voices that 
creates the Gibbs' music but the 
blend of all three voices: Robin's 
heavy vibrato, Barry's clear rich 
tones, Maurice's slightly harder -edged 
notes.

To be sure there were some minor 
flaws. For instance Robin seemed, 
annoyingly, to sing too far from the 
mike, and the mix from the orchestra 
seemed slightly too trebly. One also 
had to get used to Robin singing a 
quarter beat ahead of the accompani- 
ment and Barry playing a few wrong 
chords. But as the evening progressed 
these trifles became increasingly less 
noticable until they were swamped 
by the Bee Gees' incredible composing 
and singing talents. They were a non- 
stop delight. 

Highlights? Why almost every 
number, but especially "Really And 
Sincerely," the early medley of 
"Jingle Jangle" and "Morning Of My 
Life" (one of the boys' best composi- 
tions) , "Holiday," which saw Maurice 
playing some mighty fine piano riffs, 
"I Started A Joke," "Gotta Get A 
Message To You," the gigantic spine - 
tingling "Lonely Days" that closed 
the regular set, and their encore, 
"Massachussets," for which fully half 
the audience moved silently down the 
graceful sweeping aisles of Phil- 
harmonic Hall to stand enraptured, 
at the feet of these miraculous pop 
stars. 

Opening the evening were the 
Staple Singers, who performed a 
number of lackluster songs. And no 
one could blame the large segment of 
the audience for walking out. 

The Byrds 
Redeye 

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC-Since their 
inception seven years ago, the Byrds 
have flirted with super -success with- 
out attaining it. Could it be that now 
it is within their grasp ? At Carnegie 
Hall Wednesday night, they scored a 
major triumph, playing a spectacular- 
ly cohesive set, and kicking off an au- 
dience reaction unlike any we have 
seen at one of their concerts. 

The Byrds were up for this one. They 
literally bounded onto the Carnegie 
stage and launched "Lover Of The 
Bayou." From there it just kept biuld- 
ing, through "Jesus Is Just Alright," 
"Truck Stop Girl," "Mr. Tambourine 
Man" (featuring Roger McGuinn and 
Clarence White as singing partners) 
until "Chestnut Mare" turned the 
thick. It set off waves of applause 
which were to be repeated for each 
succeeding number including the jam - 
my "Eight Miles High," and the in- 
credible encores of "So You Want To 
Be A Rock 'N Roll Star" and "Mr.

Opening the show was Redeye, a 
reasonably tight quartet which scored 
with their first song, "Games," before 
settling into a comfortable but too 
familiar groove.

In signing the document, Mayor 
Granberry observed that despite Hol- 
ly's travels and the high measure of 
fame he garnered during his career 
"he continued until his death to hold 
Lubbock to be his home and consid- 
ered the citizens of Lubbock to be his 
closest friends and neighbors."

NEW YORK-WEIRDNESS HAD NOTHING TO DO WITH IT 

"I don't know anyone great who's not really weird," said John Stewart, who 
has already laid a claim to greatness although, at least on the surface, he doesn't 
appear to be weird. John had just wound up a week's gig at the Bitter End and 
he was pretty happy and satisfied, not having looked forward to playing New 
York City. "Coming from California, we just have the idea that New York audiences 
are dumptrucks waiting to smother you," John commented. But no trucks, dump 
or otherwise, had turned up. There weren't even any drunken demands for 
"Scotch And Soda." 

What do James Taylor, Carole King, Russ Kunkel, Doug Kershaw, Peter Asher, 
Danny Kooch and Kenny Buttrey have in common? All played on John Stewart's 
album entitled "Willard." John's made a lot of friends since he first started play- 
ing music. His first group, (are you ready?) John Stewart And The Furies made a 
little noise, then came seven years as a member of the Kingston Trio. "After that 
I lived for about a year on "Daydream Believ'er," John said. Pretty offhand 'for a 
man who wrote about the best song the Monkees ever recorded. 

Following his "Daydream" hiatus, John joined the campaign trail of Robert 
Kennedy in California. "I remember absolutely everything about that whole ex- 
perience. Kennedy was traveling around on a train. My partner, Buffy Ford, and 
I would go ahead and it would be our job to entertain the crowds while they were 
waiting for the Senator." Later after the tragedy, John composed a moving song, 
"Click Clack" about that campaign and his reactions to it. 

What Stewart is doing now reflects a mature vision and the musical ability 
which he has picked up over the years. His voice is sometimes compared to 
Johnny Cash's, but it's not an accurate judgment. While it has a certain strength 
and huskiness about it, there is also a smoothness and a curve which are uniquely 
Stewart's. One listen to "July, You're A Woman," another of his great composi- 
tions, is all it takes to know. 
CONTINUING TO BOOM-Freddy Cannon, whose hit string for the Swan label in 
the late 50's and early 60's was among the more joyous rock expressions of the 
day (e.g. "Tallahassie Lassie," "Palisades Park," "Way Down Yonder In New 
Orleans"), is now happily engaged in record promo out of Hollywood for Buddah 
Records. But then Freddy always projected an image of contentment, whether the 
hits were coming with regular frequency or at intervals of several years. He finds

HOLLYWOOD-BENNY RIDES AGAIN 
Somebody mentioned the other day that Popsie had been in a hospital but that 

that he was "coming along." Popsie. We knew his last name once. But that was 
more than thirty years ago in a dim world of big bands and cactus needles, the 
Ipana Troubadours and Henry Wallace, Harry Horlick and the A&P Gypsies. 

Now Popsie is best know on the east coast as the music biz photographer. But 
in '39 he was the closest thing to our living idol. 

B.G. was the man and if you don't know who B.G. is then maybe you should 
skip this space and jump down to our west coast gal of the week. No, stay, 
please. We'd like you to hear about him. His name is Benny Goodman and he is 
the reason why we, and thousands like us, took to Selmers and horn rimmed 
glasses and RCA Victor and Bluenote Records. He was known as "Papa" and 
"The Ray" and "The King of Swing" and, back in the 30's and through the 40's, 
he fronted the most eloquent big band the world has ever known. We tried to 
immitate his ways-his smile, his scorching legato, his inventive phrasing, even 
the ray he pierced his sidemen with when they didn't perform to his expectations. 
B.G. was (and is) an authentic genius and Popsie was his band boy. Which means 
that Popsie carried his clarinet. Which means he actually knew guys like Harry 
James and Gene Krupa and Ziggy Elman and Lionel H'mpton and Teddy Wilson. 

We would arrange to arrive early at the Madhattan Room or Manhattan Center 
or the Meadowbrook so that we might, on occasion, watch Benny test his reeds, 
puffing scales which, to us, were celestial concertos. 

They did a movie on Benny's life over at Universal with Steve Allen a few years 
ago. You can catch it on channel 2 every so often. It's in color and the music is 
superb, though we doubt if Benny's real life was nearly as dull as his reel life. 

Now he's out with a brand new album on London, the label that introduced us 
to Ted Heath in the late 40's. It's titled "Benny Goodman Today" and was cut 
(in Phase 4 stereo -spectacular) live at a B.G. concert in Stockholm, Sweden. Most 
of his perennials are included ("Don't Be that Way," "Stealin' Apples," "String 
of Pearls," "One O'Clock Jump," "Sing Sing Sing," "Big John Special") and the 
total sound is rather incredible, even if the solos (by those other than Benny) 
are not nearly as inspired as the originals. There are a couple of new tunes, a 
great one by pianist Bill McGuffie titled "Dear Dave" which alone is worth the 
admission to the two record set. 

The album probably won't make the best seller charts. Big hand Lp's seldom 
do these days. But maybe in the next world there'll be a special province for 
re -sampling those giants who have already left us-and those who are booked to 
follow. Perhaps then Popsie will let us carry Benny's horn.

Hog, new Columbia group, cutting here with Daniel Moore producing . . . Elton 
John, odds-on favorite to cop the Grammy award as "New Artist of '70," booked 
for a second U.S. tour in April . . . KABC-FM switches call letters to KLOS -FM 
on March 22 . . . Both the N.Y. and L.A. Times half -paged the Litrov-Levinson 
created "Bloodrock Means Never Having to Say You're Sorry" poster promo fea- 
turing Capitol's own Howard Goldman and Liza Williams-Liza is our "West Coast 
Whatisit of the Week" . .. a few months back we tapped Annette Ferra as our 
coast girl of the week, suggesting that if ever anyone planned a musical version

CANADA - Brian Chater of 
Summerlea/Winterlea Music reports 
activity with the company's copy- 
rights outside Canada. 

"Doctor Tom" has now been re- 
leased in both England & Europe 
with a rover version recorded in Ital- 
ian, and "Fly Little White Dove, 
Fly" by The Bells, on which Summer - 
lea owns the "B" side "Follow The 
Sun", is now available in the U. S. 
and is also just released in England, 
Europe and Japan. 

In recent weeks, other material has 
been placed with foreign publishers 
in England, France, Germany, Italy 
and Belgium for recording by local 
artists. 

Writer Francois Guy has also re- 
cently signed a recording agreement 
with Scepter Records in New York 
and is at present recording for early 
release in Canada and the U.S. 

world markets. We can only rep- 
resent to them, one more outlet for 
their talents. Preliminary surveys in- 
dicate to us that the needs of the 
broadcasting industry in Canada 
break down as follows: 

50% M. O. R. 
30% Contemporary (Rock) 
17% C & W-Folk 
3% Classical, Ethnic, etc. 

"The job of an independent pro- 
ducer is to make hit records that sell. 
Our mandate is to help supply the 
needs of the broadcasting industry in 
Canada, bearing in mind the 30% 
Canadian content rulings, effective 
January 18th. Where is the 50% M. O. 
R. and the 17% C & W -Folk going to 
come from when most of the inde- 
pendent producers, of sheer necessi- 
ty, must concern themselves only 
with the 30% Contemporary records 
which sell. Contemporary records 
`sell' incidentally, because this is the 
product most pushed by the majors. It is my feeling that to this point, 
Canadian tastes in music have not really been defined because most of 
the music promoted and charted is that which is popular in the U. S. 
The assumption that Canadian tastes 
are identical to our neighbours to the 
south is not necessarily true. We pro- 
pose to expose, promote and market, 
and ultimately, get charted, that mu- 
sic which is truly popular, here! A 
further extension of our mandate is 
to produce records which reflect 
Canadians and Canadian talent, not 
records which are simply copies of successful U. S. or U. K. acts. And if this `thing' is ever going to happen, 
all of us must reject the attempts of foreign -owned record companies to 
exploit our raw talent by having 
them emulate the music of other 
countries in the name of Canadian 
content. 

"With respect to the mention of pirate radio stations in England and 
the payola that ensued, it is common 
knowledge payola has always been 
the easy way to get inferior product 
exposed. With a base of quality pro- 
duction which will have value in world markets as our criterion, we anticipate no such problems in dealing with independent producers 
or anyone else. If any of the CIRPA 
members have the product or talent 
meeting these requirements, we would be most anxious to hear from 
them. The reception afforded will be far from cold but rather that of any 
good businessman wanting to buy a product he needs."

NEW YORK - Britain's Ember Rec- 
ords plans to market a special album 
devoted to the early works of Acade- 
my Award -winning film composer 
John Barry. 

The album, to be personally super- 
vised by Barry, will comprise some 
16 tracks demonstrating Barry's com- 
posing and arranging talents.

UPC, the disk subsidiary of the IBC 
recording company, has suspended 
the release of new product for sever- 
al months for "a period of retrench- 
ment", according to IBC executive 
Goerge Clouston. The existing cata- 
log of the label, launched last year, 
would continue to be promoted dur- 
ing this time, but the label manager 
Liz Gardener and her secretary have 
left. She took over from the original 
UPC chief Eddie Tre-Vett when he 
quit last December and will now con- 
centrate on her publishing activities 
with her Dolmyn Music company 
which is the co -publisher of the re- 
cent No: 1 hit "Grandad" by Clive 
Dunn. 

Negotiations have been progressing 
for the acquisition by Syad Ali, head 
of the Keith Prowse Wholesale firm, 
of the Birmingham -based wholesale 
company H. R. Taylor, and are near- 
ing the final stage at the time of 
writing. The Taylor Organisation is a 
member of the British Independent 
Record Distributors chain, as was 
Keith Prowse, and if the talks come 
to fruition, Ali will then control both 
the exclusive disk distributors in the 
network.

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EDITORIAL 
The Selective Operator 

Both consumers and industry people have suffered 
their share of troubles from the economic recession 
of 1970. Naturally enough, everyone has reacted to 
the money -tight, inflationary economy by becoming 
a bit more selective in what they buy ... whether it 
be the housewife reading the product labels more 
carefully at the supermarket or the operator becom- 
ing even more picky about the merchandise he buys 
at the distributor. 

There's really everything in the world to gain by 
becoming more selective in what you buy, provided 
the standards you use to guide your purchase are 
genuine. Selectivity in the marketplace is probably 
the only good thing that will result from the reces- 
sion but it can work to everyone's disadvantage if 
they buy simply by price or not at all, rather than by 
quality in the goods on display. 

Surely, every operator has always been careful 
about the jukes and games he buys. But over the 
past year, he's learned to give new items a real good 
going over before he plunks down his cash (or his 
notes). He not only wants to know the test location 
record of a new game, he wants to know what types 
of locations the new items were in, how many people 
came in, how much service was required in what 
length of time and so on, and he wants proof that 
the answers are accurate. Some have gone so far as 
to demand getting new machines on consignment and 
do their own testing before buying, but that's really 
going a bit too far, we think. 

All this obviously means the operator wants all his 
new merchandise to be proven money-makers . . . 

better than anything else available. Same holds true 
in new record purchases. The music op wants his 
records pre -sold and that means being on the charts 
... preferably with a bullet. All this is fine, but lately, 
some tradesters have begun to wonder if the operator 
is asking a bit too much of his suppliers and not 
taking on sufficient risk obligation himself. 

There's no secret that the operators make more 
money than anyone else in this business, generally 
speaking. They also risk the least when you consider 
the enormous chance a games factory takes in de- 
signing a new item, tooling up the line to make it, 
producing a first run, shipping to distributors and 
crossing fingers that it will sell. When the ops turn 
thumbs down it means big trouble for the distribs and 
factories ... in some cases it has meant bankruptcy. 

We bring these not -very -novel thoughts up for a 

specific purpose. In the course of becoming super - 
selective, the operator does himself and his industry 
a disservice over the long haul if he waits until every- 
thing's a smash hit before he buys it. Somebody's 
got to take the lead and try new merchandise, after 
all. Somebody's got to use his good old coin machine 
instinct when buying brand new records and machines, 
else new stuff would never take off at all. 

Who are these brave souls, we wonder? These op- 
erators with the guts to use their skilled sense in- 
stead of laying back waiting for the sure thing? They 
are the real movers in this business. Ever think that 
while you wait for something to hit instead of relying 
on your instinct before buying, it's already making 
money for a competitive operator down the street? 
Consider the life -span of new games and records and

until some other operator proved it for you. Consider 
also that the folks in your locations go to other loca- 
tions where new, exciting merchandise is working, and 
by the time you get around to bringing it in yourself, 
it's almost old hat. 

If you're really watching your nickles and pennies 
these days, then we suggest keeping the "show -me" 
attitude before buying anything. But, if you're pro- 
gressive and profit -minded, then catch those new rec- 
ords before they hit the charts, put out those new 
games before every other operator in your area does. 
Get back to the habit of making hits, and the hits will 
make more for you.
