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This Business Of
'Nostalgia’

Recordings have dictated musical
taste, among other cultural attitudes,
for so many years that it seems to be
having trouble sizing-up a trend to
“nostalgia” and ‘‘romanticism.” The
book world and then Hollywood gave
the industry ‘““Love Story’ to stimulate
an unabashedly romantic music theme
of the same name, and Broadway
gave it ‘No, No Nanette' as its con-
tribution to nostalgia. Wasn't it yes-
terday that the recording industry was
calling the shots? It seemed to have
an unfailing ear for the kind of music
people wanted to hear. Now one won-
ders. For if this ‘“‘return’” to more
simplified expressions of emotions is
all that it's cracked up to be, the re-
cording industry is being caught off
guard. Is it so smug, so sure of its
place as a musical trendsetter that it
will let go unrecognized what may
stack up as the most important musi-
cal phenomenon of a long, long time?

We think it's time that the business
took stock of itself~—and we mean
that quite literally. For under the
mountains of contemporary sounds
there lies a treasure of nostalgia, a
fact that one needn’t go too far to get
an idea of. Just watch TV and try to
manage to avoid those mail-order
commercials that offer what seems to
be the complete output of the music
industry up to 1959 for only $5.98. It
can't be done.

Not only should the business begin
investigating what is already on rec-
ord; it should try to apply what seems
to be the national mood of the ‘“‘cool-
ing of America,” as Time Magazine
put it, and give a contemporary feel to
this feeling. A lie, you say? A hype,
you declare? Maybe so. But, hasn't the
industry hopped on many a musical
bandwagon before, spending a good
deal of time and money to see a new
sound trend through?

OK, this isn’t the best of economic
times to try and see if the thing is
really there. But, in our view, the
whole matter has deeper meaning.
Maybe reality is getting kind of hard
to live with, and folks don’t want to be
reminded about it in what amounts to
headline-screaming rock. Maybe we
are coming to our senses about many
of the things good rock said was
wrong with us. Maybe the kids, who
put us on to rock in the first place,
are being exposed to older pop music
values and are coming around to lik-
ing what they hear.

There is something in the air. And
while rock seems to be taking a
breather before it may (or may not)
get going with a great new sound, the
industry should try to catch up with
its past or borrow from the present to
present its case for ‘“Nostalgia” and
“Romanticism.”’

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UDC, UA’'s Wholesale Subsid,
Begins National Operations

NEW YORK — UDC, a wholesaling
subsid of United Artists Records,
now a 100% company-owned dis-
tribution operation, has inaugurated
a system for distribution of the la-
bel’s records and tapes as well as
other independent lines. UDC’s na-
tion-wide distribution network of 32
branches are all serviced by five
regional stocking locations, strategi-
cally located in order to provide ser-
vice to any location within 48 hours.

Mike Lipton, vice president of mar-
keting, said that UDC’s revised dis-
tribution system is aimed at “increas-
ing expediency and efficiency in meet-
ing the changing marketing needs of
the industry.” Since the beginning of
the year, UDC handles the entire dis-
tribution operation for the company.
Service to these outlets has been con-
solidated to five regional stocking lo-

cations, facilitating central control
and co-ordination of marketing
efforts. This is beneficial to both

United Artists’ labels and the other
independent lines now being added by
our branches across the nation.”

The evolution from a partial
branch, parital independent distribu-
tor system, to a 100% company

owned situation was initiated at the
time of the Liberty/United Artists la-
bels merger to become part of the
Transamerica family in 1968, and
reached completion in Jan. of this
yvear.

'BBC Rocked By Payola Charges

Hires Counsel
On NOW Claims

LONDON — A storm of allegations
about bribery and corruption has
broken around some BBC radio pro-
ducers and disk jockeys in the form
of a series of expose articles in the
~asgs circulation Sunday newspaper
News of the World.

There have been rumors rumbling
for some weeks about suspect prac-
tice in obtaining airplay for records,
and several other newspapers have
been sniffing around the sidelines
without discovering or achieving
m'ch, apart from the departure of a
BBC TV producer. The NOW has
named names, and given details of
alleged parties, overseas vacations
and fall-scale orgies, and has already
received two writs for libel from two
of the individuals named. The music
industry has reacted with pronounced
scepticism because while it acknowl-
edges there may be a few rotten ap-
ples in every barrel, it does not sub-
scribe to the paper’s generalized con-
clusions that underhand favors and
depravity are rife, and in particular

Bell/Windfall Renew Dist. Deal:
Mountain Label Sees $3 Mil Year

NEW YORK —The Bell and Wind-
fall labels have renewed a distribu-
tion pact calling for Bell’s long-term,
exclusive handling of the label and
its super-star act, Mountain, featur-
ing Leslie West and Felix Pap-
palardi, according to Larry Uttal,
Bell president, and Bud Prager, pres-
ident of Windfall.

The announcement noted that
Windfall’s total revenues in 1970
were “slightly over $1 million” and
that the company expects to triple
that figure this year from recording,
publishing and personal appearance
income.

Uttal termed Bell’s association
over the past 18 months “mutually
beneficial, marked not only by suc-
cess but also the pleasure and satis-
faction of working with professional
record people who really know what
they’re doing. This has been evident
from the release of Mountain’s first
gold LP ‘Mountain Climbing’ and
their top twenty single ‘Mississippi
Queen,” to their current album ‘Nan-
tucket Sleighride,” which is in the top
ten three weeks after it was released.

Prager indicated that he was “par-
ticularly pleased at the smooth
course taken by the negotiations
which had to be structured to fit the
special requirements of Mountain.
Such courtesies as freedom of re-
cording, design and visuals were es-
sential in dealing with a group in

which every aspect has been so indi- |

vidually handcrafted.”
Windfall was formed a year and a
half ago by Prager and his partner

Felix Pappalardi, one of the leading
writers, performers and producers.
Pappalardi is vice president of Wind-
fall Records and also leader, bass
player and vocalist with the group.
His previous production credits in-
clude four gold LPs and “Sunshine of
Your Love” by Cream and the Young
Bloods’ “Get Together.”

Windfall has its own full-time en-
gineer and quality-control specialist,
Bob D‘Orleans. Gail Collins directs
art and visuals and Gary Kurfirst
supervises all aspects of Mountain’s
personal appearances.

Mountain features Leslie West as
lead guitar and lead vocalist; drum-
mer Corky Laing and organist Steve
Knight, plus Pappalardi. The group
is currently planning its first Europe-
an tour this summer and will head-
line at Fillmore East during Easter
week. In a few weeks, they will leave
on a national tour which includes a
concert date in Denver

och.

Some cynical quarters in the music
business see the current furor as a
possible move to discredit the BBC
and its mode of operation at a time
when the future of radio broadcast-
ing, including the introduction of
commercial stations, is under consid-
eration by the Government.

NEW YORK — Polydor Inc. reports
that, effective March 15, the list price
of both Deutsche Grammophon and
Archive labels will be raised to $6.98.
This $1 hike in list price does not
affect the special SKL series. Also
unaffected by the price change will be
MusiCassettes and 8-Track car-
tridges, which have been listed at
$6.98 since their introduction to the
market three years ago. Distributor
orders received prior to March 15,
will be honored, based on the current
list, label president Jerry Schoen-
baum stated.

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Uni 6-Month Period Termed
Best In Label's History

UNIVERSAL CITY — In what he
described as the “most rewarding
period” in the label’s history, Russ
Regan, Universal City Records vp &
general manager, reports that the six
months ending Feb. 1, “far and away
exceeded” any comparable sales term
since the company’s inception.

“Uni’s particularly healthy condi-
tion is due to a number of factors
not the least of which is the success-
ful development of strong artists,
and a flow of innovative product,”
Regan noted. He pointed to Uni’s
thrust, during this period, into the
area of LP’s and tape sales. “Besides
maintaining our stature in the single
record sweepstakes, we have made
enormous strides in the creation of a
lucrative catalog, reflected in recent
months on charts and at the retail
level.”

Regan called the entry last year of
Mike Maitland to the scene as MCA
Records president, and the subse-
. quent formation of a factory owned

distribution system, a “significant”
plus. “Without shouting about it,” he
said, |“we’re very pleased with MCA’s
overall marketing organization.”

Uni’s spirited sales surge during
latter six months was brought about
following a thorough pruning of the
existing artist roster. Armed with
diversified product, Regan and his di-
minutive staff then set out to careful-
ly “work” a select group of produc-
tions

While Neil Diamond has always
performed admirably for Uni, the la-
bel’s application of a so-called total
concept in marketing has paid off. In
addition to a gold single, “Cracklin’
Rosie,” and another huge record, “He
Ain’t Heavy,” the singer-composer
racked up RIAA certifications these
last six months for three albums,
“Touching  You, Touching Me,”
“Gold” and “Tap Root Manuseript.”
Uni’s Diamond catalog has virtually
turned into pure gold.

In late 1970 Uni released Elton
John's first U. S. album simply enti-
tled “Elton John,” produced by the
Dick James Organization in England.
Shortly thereafter an American tour
was arranged to expose the per-
former to domestic rock press and
other key opinion makers. Besides
“Your Song,” a top 10 single, RIAA
has just certified his first album, and
the newest package, “Tumbleweed
Connection,” 1s headed in the same
direction. The Englishman has also
received three Grammy nominations
for his efforts. Uni itself, as a result
of the magnitude of the EJ project,
has also enhanced its position in the
mainstream record community, with a
number of prestige products headed
its way.

Atlantic Rights To
‘Soul To Soul’ Track

NEW YORK — Atlantic Records has
secured the sound track album rights
from the forthcoming film “Soul To
Soul.” This is the film featuring soul
and gospel artists which will be
filmed during the 14th independence
celebration in Ghana.

The eight day event in Acera, the
capitol of Ghana, will bring together
Wilson Pickett. Roberta Flack, Les
McCann and Eddie Harris, Marion
Williams, Tke and Tina Turner, San-
tana, The Staple Singers and the
voices of East Harlem. (Santana will
not appear on the soundtrack LP).
They will all appear on March 6 in
Black Star Square in Aeccra in a con-
cert that will last form six in the
evening to six in the morning. This
will be the highlight of the Indepen-
dence Celebration and is expected to
draw 100,000 people.

“Soul To Soul” will be directed by
Denis Sanders and filmed by Aura
Productions, Ine. in association with
Nieram, Inc. Richard Bock and Tom
Mosk will produce with Edward
Mosk |as exec producer. Picture will
be brought to the screen by Josef
Shaftel and distributed in the English
speaking world by Cinerama Releas-
ing.

The past six months was also
marked by a strong LP from Bill
Cosby, “Live At Madison Square
Garden,” nominated by NARAS as
“best comedy LP.”

3 Beatles, Klein Answer McCartney

LONDON — Statements in contrast
to Paul McCartney’s charges against
the Beatles—part of his attempt to
dissolve his partnership with the
group in Apple Corps—were read in
High Court here last week. Morris
Finer, counsel for John Lennon,
George Harrison and Ringo Starr,
introduced the statements before Jus-
tice Stamp, including one from Allen
Klein, business manager of Apple
Corps interests in the U.S.

Remarks from the three Beatles
made personal observations on
dealing with MecCartney, particularly
in the release of his first solo LP,
“McCartney,” and the appointment of
Allen Klein as the Apple Corps busi-
ness manager in the U.S. Finer him-
self stated that when Klein took over
as manager of the Beatles in 1969 he
tried to get them out of a “dreadful
mess” by ‘“generating income as soon
as possible.”

In answer to allegations that the
group’s accounts were in jeopardy,
Klein’s statement read: “I’'m con-
cerned to answer these attacks and to
repudiate these allegations.” The
Beatles have greatly benefited from
my dealings and they are in no sense
in jeopardy. He said he also intended
to “. .. deal with the general attacks
on my  commerical integrity.”
McCartney’s counsel, David Hirst,
had earlier attacked Klein as ‘“a man
who has a very bad commercial repu-
tation, and that McCartney has
neither “accepted him as a manager
nor trusted him.” It was Lennon who
introduced Klein to the three other
Beatles. “The only other major con-
tender for the manager’s job were
the Eastmans (Lee and his son,
John), Paul’s wife’s father and her
brother.” Lennon said he was against
their having as their manager anyone
with such a close relationship with
any particular Beatle. “Apart from
that,” he added, “the Eastmans did
not have the right experience or
knowledge for the job.”

Lennon in another written state-
ment said that after the death of
Brian Epstein, Apple was full of
“hustlers and spongers.” Said Len-
non, “staff came and went as they
pleased . . . We have since discovered
that around that time two of Apple’s
cars completely disappeared and also
that we owned a house that no one
can remember buying. But within a
few weeks after appointing American
Allen Klein as our manager, the
effects were known. In the early
months of 1969, Klein dismissed in-
competent or unnecessary staff. The
hustling and immense hospitality
were ended. Discipline and order ap-
peared in the Apple offices.”

Lennon stated that the four Bea-
tles started to receive monthly ac-
counts of their personal spending,
copies of bills and where necessary,
explanations. They also got regular
bank statements of their income and
investments. “In addition, Klein told
me, George and Ringo, almost daily,
what he was doing, and what he was
trying to do, to the point of almost
boring us,” said Lennon.

NMPA Examines A/V's Music Impact

NEW YORK — The impact of video
cassettes on music publishers and
songwriters is treated in a study just
released by the National Music Pub-
lishers’ Association (NMPA).

Citing significant potential rewards
as well as uncertainties connected
with the new medium, the study out-
lines long-range implications arising
from negotiations between music pub-
lishers and producers of video cas-
sette programs.

Royalties Altered

While emphasizing that the video
cassette’s emergence as j
medium depends on many imponder-
ables, the report discusses the proba-
ble effects on performance & mechan-
ical fees, the major publisher & com-
poser revenue sources, if the new
form does achieve widespread popu-
larity.

1t notes that the impact on televi-
sion performance fees would proba-
bly be greater than on royalties from
the sale of records.

“There are more than 10 million
open reel tape recorder and tape deck
owners in the U.S., and it has become
increasingly apparent that the tape
music demands of this market are not
being met with existing distribution
methods,” Hall said. “We are hopeful
that mail distribution can serve this
substantial market.”

Presently 222 selections from more
than 3,000 titles in the AST open reel
catalog are available by mail. Orders
are filled within 24 hours of receipt.
Customers pay list price for their

He added, “If you let this year’s
produet disappear into the past, and
next year’s—and then decide to enter
pre-recorded video for cultural en-
richment and profit, you’ll be obliged
to start fresh with only the new prod-
uct coming up. But if you save this
season’s hits and next season’s, they
will be nothing less than money in
the bank.”

Not only Broadway hits but mar-
ginal plays which would never see
production in today’s high-cost high-
risk climate. will furnish theatrical
producers with great future profits,
Brockway predicted.

Ampex Sales Climb
Slightly In 3rd Qtr.

NEW YORK — Ampex Corp. sales
were up slightly for the third fiscal
quarter ended January 30. The sales
were above last year’s 3rd qtr., but
earnings continued well below last
year. Total nine months sales and
earnings were below last year’s
marks.

William Roberts, chairman of the
board, reported sales figures of $82,-
953,000 in sales, up from $80,332,000
a year earlier. Net earnings were $1,-
350,000 or 12 cents per share, com-
pared with $4,018,000 or 37 cents.
" Nine months sales came to $221,-
913,000, compared with $229,601,000.
Earnings totaled $2,730,000 or 25
cents a share on 10,874,406 average
shares outstanding compared with
$11,444,000 or $1.06 on 10,837,372
shares.

Roberts said some improvement
was evident in both sales and product
orders over the previous quarter, but
that the mix of sales did not result in
marked earnings improvement.

“We have not as yet experienced a
return to normal sales activity in
several of our capital equipment pro-

' duct areas,” Roberts said. “Shipments

of computer peripheral equipment for
end-users continues too grow dra-
matically. Most of this is lease busi-
ness that will provide both revenues
and earnings in future reporting
periods due to conservative accoun-
ting treatment utilized by the compa-
ny.

HOLLYWOOD — Norm Winter has
left his post as director of press in-
formation at MCA Records (Decca,
Kapp, Uni) to form a national pub-
licity agency, Totem Pole, headquar-
tered at 8255 Sunset Strip.

Curtis Mayfield
Ami Rushes

BITTER END WEST, L.A.—If Cur-
tis Mayfield’s debut here wasn’t :
total success, it wasn’t for lack of
trying. The singer-composer and his
band put in a good fifty minutes on-
stage, incorporating into the act both
new songs and established favorites.

The program included the Mayfield-
composed “Gypsy Woman” and “Peo-
ple Get Ready” (hits from his days as
leader of the Impressions), songs
from his Curtom album, and a couple
of numbers that haven’t been released
yet. He looks a star (for the occasion,
dressed in a stylized bush jacket, with
a cartridge belt and heavy leather gui-
tar strap as accessories). His rhythm
and occasional lead guitar playing is
certainly adequate, and the guitar
work of Grant MacMillan is more
than that. And so is, for that matter,
the work of the rest of his tight four-
piece band.

What little difficulty there was—and
that will be corrected soon, at the rate
Mayfield is going——came from per-
forming an act seemingly aimed chief-
ly at black audiences in a predomi-
nently-white atmosphere. The black
turnout at the Bitter End West was
several times higher, proportionately,
than normal; but it’s still hard to
generate a lot of audience enthusiasm
when you ask a room 25 full of whites
to sing “Say it loud, 'm black and
I'm proud”. Much of Mayfield’s ma-
terial is, rightly, racial in nature.
After all, he writes to reflect his own
backeround. And the songs aren’t rac-
ist. Rather, they're of the “we’ve got
to get ourselves together” variety.

Mayfield’s voice, and his talking/
preaching/singing style, tend to be-

Second-billed Ami Rushes is a girl
whose singing style is roughly in the
Janis Joplin-Genya Ravan vein, but
a bit jazier than either. Miss Rushes
is also quite attractive, which should
help her on her quest for stardom.

She and her accompanying group
(who got about as much solo time as
she did) performed such numbers as
“Compared to What”, “(Groupie)
“Superstar” and “Sticks and Stones”.
The band shows considerable promise,
and consists of Tom Leavy on bass,
Barry McManus on drums, Andy
Cohen on piano and Otis Hale, who
doubles on guitar, sax and flute. His
playing is especially exciting; some-
thing the rest of the band also realize,
as thev allow him most of the solo
space (he even gets to sing an original
song).

Miss Rushes had a cold on the night
reviewed, and her set was limited to a
brief thirty-five minutes. But with a
bit more work in outlying areas and
smaller clubs, giving herself and the
band a chance to get themselves more
together in front of an audience, she
and the group will be well worth see-
ing—and hearing.

Poco. Richie Furay. George Grantham. Paul Cotton. Timmy Schmit. Rusty
Young.

Poco is
concerned only with entertaining people. “'All we wanna do is play music, enter-
tain our audiences and make them happy’’ said Richie Furay, “we just love play-
ing.”"

Poco is a combination of positive energy and complete happiness that is re-
flected both in their personal lives and in their stage performance. *‘Paul is the
newest member of the group,’’ continued Richie, “’he was with lllinois Speed Press,
and he’s been with us for about three months—but he's like a brother—it’s like
we knew him all our lives—he’s part of the family, we’re all one big happy family."”

HOLLYWOOD—ROCK, AROUND THE CLARK

Anyone ever wonder what ever happened to Jack Armstrong? You remember—
the all American kid who raised the flag for Hudson High, peddled a billion
Wheaties flakes and repped the motif and mores of middle U.S.A, in the early
1930's. The Shadow should know. Qur guess is that he grew up to be Henry
Barbour, the old fashioned square (“and proud of it') in “One Man’s Family.”
Barbour was our nation’s answer to Galsworthy’'s Great Britain saga, an un-
wordly wise, unhip Soames Forsyte. He was a life long member of the WPA
(white, protestant, All American).

Armstrong and Barbour passed away when the soaps and serials straggled
out of the depression and into the twilight zone. But it’s just possible that they
have been reincarnated as Richard Clark, All American Bandstand.

Clark & The Bandstand have raised the flag on ABC-TV for the past 19 years,
boys, and for more than half that time he boasted a five day weekly strip. In
one period, with his Saturday night “Dick Clark Show’” and his Sunday network
“World of Talent” program (plus his Philadelphia local dance parties) he was
seen on sixteen hours of live television each week. The Bandstand show was, in
the late 50's, the most significant promotion tool for a recording act or record
label in our land, Anything played on those shows was taped by hundreds of
p.d.’s or their secretaries from coast to coast and usually added to the stations’
playlists. Today, the Bandstand no longer wields that power. Still it reaches in
excess of 8,000,000 homes weekly.

Dick started on a Utica TV station 24 years ago. In '52 he was jock on
WFIL, Philly. In '56 Clark was tapped by WFIL to take over Bob Horn's Band-
stand show after Horn had hit pg. 1 headlines and was unceremoniously dropped
from the station’s payrolls. The show, which ran from 3 to 314 hours daily,
eventually evolved into the American Bandstand and became the most copied
musical format in the world.

In the summer of '57 Ted Fetter, ABC-network p.d., answered a letter of
inquiry from Clark, suggesting Clark drop in to visit when he was in N.Y., not-
ing he might *'possibly be interested’” in a network show featuring kids dancing
and pop music of the day to insert into their afternoon format. Clark followed
up the invitation diligently and the program went on the air in Aug. '57 for an
“experimentai’’ 13 weeks. After several weeks ABC decided to check the show’s
audience response, testing with a “Why I'd Like to Have a Date with Sal Mineo”
contest. A few Bandstand mentions enlisted 40,000 replies. A “‘dance” response
contest followed with more than a million pieces of mail pouring into ABC's
offices (proving, perhaps, that 960,000 more preferred dancing to dating Sal
Mineo). Nineteen years after American Bandstand is still being shown on 180
ABC stations, the American Forces Network, the Virgin Islands, Hawaii, Alaska,
Canada, Guam, Puerto Rico etc.

The show’s format (and indeed Clark himself) seems unchanged with the
years. Clark contends there are basic elements, basic ingredients which have
insured its success. ‘“The show is very simple—it’s music, kids dancing and a
host. That’s all there is to it. The slight ramifications of why—the balancing of
the menu is like a formula for Anacin or tinkering with a carburator. I'm positive
—I know why it's been on this long. But I'd be kinda silly to teach somebody
else how to do it.”

At the moment Clark is involved with several other properties. There is, of

course, Dick Cilark Tour Productions, one of five or six of the largest show pro-
duction firms in the country, The operation offers everything from off-Broadway
shows to circuses, rodeos and rock shows. There's another variety format readied
for fall TV airing. Another currently syndicated as a joint venture with the Alan
Hammill Corp., titled ““Man Hunt”" and billed as a contemporary women’s show,
airing 5 days a week in 44 markets.

And Clark’s current pet, in 52 markets here (and nine more set to carry it
in Canada) is ‘‘Like Young," taped in Montreal with a long haired quietly as-
sertive MC, Jim McKenna (who bears a startling resemblance to Clark and/or
Jack Armstrong). Clark fell upon McKenna and ‘‘Like Young” about a year ago
when he was searching for a projected quiz show MC. He was shown clips of the
show and, though he felt McKenna's contemporary appearance wasn't that sale-
able for a women’s daily TV strip, he became interested in the hour musical. “I
asked the Canadian-Marconi people if | might have distribution rights.”

Clark notes that “‘Like Young' is, along with ‘Bandstand,” the only nation-
ally seen contemporary promotional tools available to the record industry. In
the past several weeks the show has featured Jake Holmes, Steppenwolf, the
Assoc‘ation, Stevie Wonder, the Union Gap and Shirley Bassey.

Clark is also hard at work on the ‘“Years of Rock’" feature film being assembled
for Warners, a nostalgic adventure which’ll present a 20 year history of con-
temporary music (from the early 50's to the present) set against the sociological
and political upheavals in the last two decades. It'll involve more than 200 record
acts and will run 97 minutes. At the moment it's planned for saturation dis-
tribution during Xmas week, '71.

Clark still caters to the 25 and under generation, the kids who might have
campaigned for Reagan but are committed to accelerating change, that middle
America now outnumbering its elders. They are the kids who are bleeding in
Laos, farming in Dakota, basking in the affluence of a ‘‘scorned society” and
spending millions on ‘“Jesus Christ Superstar’’ and ‘‘Pearl.”

They are a far cry from those ‘“camp’ days of Armstrong and “One Man’s
Family,” the “stick-walkers’” and ‘‘sell-outs.”” Not neary as predictable as the
James Dean, Dungaree Dol} crowd. Still Clark survives and, superficially immut-
able, distends. Why? “I'd like not to give you the answer,’ he says, “because
you're really asking a magician for his trade secrets.” As for the further adven-
tures of Clark and his magic formula, why not tune in tomorrow? Same time,
same station.

K EMI chief executive John Read
confirmed that the company would be
interested in acquiring the AMP trio
if DMGM, the joint owner, was
prepared to sell, and Edwin Day of
AMP said that there had been talks
concerning the 50% stake in the con-
sortium held by his family.

Ray Williams has been named UK
manager of Al Bennett’s newly
formed Cream Records Enterprise.
Negotiations are being finalised for
EMI to handle the label in Britain
and license it throughout Kurope,
and Bennett’s parallel publishing
companies Butter and Churn will be
administered here by KPM Music,
part of EMI’s publishing arm.
Williams has six years experience in
the music business covering press and
public relations, A&R work with Lib-
erty before it merged here with UA,
publishing with the Chappell group
and management of Idle Race and
Elton John. He still has his Sugar-
town Music in operation under the
UA DMusic aegis. Williams will seek
British acts for Cream and also set
deals with indie producers.

The growth of the mobile dis-
cotheque as a means of entertainment
has brought infringements of the law
and bad feeling in its wake. Opera-
tors in the medium are required to
obtain a license from Phonographic
Performance Ltd before they open
for business, but many through igno-
rance or deliherate evasion are
failing to get this necessary official
permission. Members of the DMusi-
cians Union are acting as detectives,
reporting mobile discotheque oper-
ations to the PPL, which has already
brought several successful prosecu-
tions. MU assistant general secretary
Harry Francis stated that union
members have lost thousands of
pounds worth of engagements to ille-
gally operated mobile discotheques,
and a PPL spokesman said that the
main culprits were the rank amateurs
who only operated for a few weeks
before discovering there was in-
sufficient profit in the idea, bt dur-
ing those weeks caused a lot of trou-
ble and hard feeling by often work-
ing at venues which had employed

musicians in the past.

Radio Luxembourg is hoping to
broadecast the concert by Frank Zap-
pa and the Mothers of Invention
which the Royal Albert Hall authori-
ties recently banned a few hours be-
fore opening. The RAH management
ohjected to some of the material in
the “libretto” submitted on the day
previous to the concert on the
grounds that it was obscene in their

opinion, and two members of the
London Philharmonic Orchestra,
hired to accompany the Mothers,

walked out after the first rehearsal
for the same reason. Luxembourg has
been negotiating with Zappa and his
manager Herb Cohen with a view to
recording the concert in the UK or
alternatively dubbing the Mothers on
to tapes from ILos Angeles, and
scheduling the show for staff deejay
Kid Jensen’s nightly progressive Di-
mensions program at some future
date. Doctor Robert Moog has
dubbed his Synthesizer on to some
new jingles recorded for use by Lux-
embourg beginning this month writ-
ten and conducted by Phil Henderson
and the station claims that this is the
first occasion that Moog has been
personally associated with such a
proiect.

Radio Monte Carlo International is
beine backed financially to the tune
of £3 million by Prince Ranier of
Monaco and the French Government
in its campaign aimed at the eventual
target of round-the-clock nrograms
in English beamed to the UK. A new
800 kilowatt transmitter is being
completed which the station claims
will make it the most powerful in
Turope and Monte Carlo Internation-
al chief Maurice Gardett plans to in-
crease the present output of three
hours each night by another 30 min-
utes in October. Its shows are taped
in London with disk jockeys Dave
Cash and Tommy Vance compering,
and flown to Monte Carlo for trans-
mission. Gardett caleulates it will
probably take three vears before the
station shows a profit on advertising
revenue and possibly longer than
that before it achieves its ambition of
broadcasting round the clock.

The Mayfair Hotel was the setting
for the debut of the teaming up of
Georgie Fame and Alan Price at-
tended by music industry personali-
ties. Difficulties of recording contracts
have been overcome by an agreement
hetween CBS (Georgie Fame) and
Decca (Alan Price) that all future
joint product will be issued on the
CBS label.

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EDITORIAL.:
Tighten Up on Security

Last week, Washington issued a list of cities with
the highest crime rates in the country. Detroit, Wash-
ington, Baltimore and New York had the dubious
achievement of being the top four in crimes reported,
and while it provoked some sick jokes on the TV talk
shows, it's not funny to the street operator who's
machine break-in's, hijackings and other varieties of
cash thievery are biting him hard.

In 1969, the F.B.l. reported that almost 50,000
“vending machines’’ were forcibly broken into and the
cash boxes emptied. The loss in collections and in re-
pair bills came to $4.9 million. And incidentally, this
represents only the visible loss; what about the almost
incalculable loss in coins and inventory from key
thieves and, unfortunately, some route employees
themselves? No, there’s nothing funny at all about
this to the big city street operator.

What really can be done to correct the situation?
First, let's admit it cannot be entirely erased, it can
only be minimized. But even minimizing the loss of
cash and machines can save the operating company
a huge chunk of the money it would otherwise loose
if it didn't knuckle down and fight.

The first program every big city operator should
have is a log book of all his visible and suspected
losses. Charting break-in's by location is relatively
easy, but the operator must also make a periodic
check on his inventory and on the expected take in
each machine to search out key thievery and em-
ployee kleptomania.

Those locations with a high incidence of problems
must be collected from as frequently as possible. It's
a good idea to make collections at these places at
staggered intervals to fool any inside customers who
like to hit the day before your man is expected. Foul
'em up by going there three days in a row, then a
week later, then two days later . . . you get the idea.
Needless to say, if your equipment is being wrecked
too often at a certain stop, give them the old pigs . . .
don’t put in any new equipment.

Another needed program is building a better rap-
port between the industry and local police depart-
ments. It’s not enough to simply report a breakin—
the cops should be harassed and hounded to find the
guys who did it. Even if they don’t unearth the thief,
at least they’'ll exercise a bit more effort if the operator
burns up the phones and makes a pest of himself.
Remember, the squeaky wheel gets the most oil.

Now, a bit about the non-visible thievery. The sharp
operator keeps a close eye on his vendible inventory
in the shop, fine. But does he keep stringent policies
on the whereabouts of his route keys? The bigger
routes should all have clearly-marked keyboards
where his routemen can hang up their keys at night,
and any missing sets can be spotted immediately.
They should also place their keyboards in an area of
the shop secured by the alarm system. Further, each
key must be marked ‘Do Not Duplicate.

Concerning key thieves themselves, there are a
variety of gimmicks the operator can use to spot
check his route’s security against an unauthorized

Some key thieves are quite slick and don't
empty a cash box, they just take small portions at
frequent intervals. One good trick is to paste a strip
of clear magnetic tape across a machine door. If you
do it inconspicuously enough, the thief will snap the
tape when opening the door, without noticing it, but
you the operator will. Knowing which of your machines
are being hit, you can either change the locks or the
units entirely.

The point is, every music and games operator and
his responsible route managers must become aggres-
sive when security is in question. It's hard enough to
earn the take, let’s at least keep as much of it away
from the key and crowbar set as is humanly possible.
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Midway's ‘Pilot' Ships

CHICAGO — Midway Manufacturing
Co. has announced delivery of “Stunt
Pilot” a new f{lying target game,
featuring a dual control panel. A
barn storming pilot manipulating a
bi-plane of 1916 vintage over and
through obstacles—that is the sen-
sation the player receives when he
grabs the controls of this great game,
commented Larry Burke director of
sales.

Pgrm. for Needy

NEWARK — Rowe Int’] Inc., a sub-
sidiary of Triangle Ind. of Newark,
N.J. | announced recently that under
an exclusive agreement with a newly-

formed Mexican Co. Rowe will man- |

ufacture automatie bulk vending units
specially engineered to dispense pas-
teurized/homogenized milk 24 hours
a da; at a cost of less than 10 cents
a quart.

Carl S. Menger, chairman of the
board of Rowe and its parent com-
pany, Triangle Industries, Inc., and
Ricardo Romay Wisbrun, director
general of Corporacion Tecnica Dis-
tribuidora de Leche en Volumen, S.A.,
of Mexico City, said the Rowe systenr
of milk distribution eliminates two
major obstacles which in the past
hindered efforts to provide milk to the
poor people in emerging and under-
developed nations—the relatively high
cost of distribution through glass
bottles and/or paperhboard containers
and the danger of spoilage due to lack
of refrigeration.

The Triangle chief executive added
that the principal henefit of utilizing
the Rowe system ‘“is, of course, to
the consumer, but it has another im-
portant benefit—since the entire
process is native to the participating
country, it provides new opportunities
for employment at the local level.”

Carl Menger said that Corporacion
Tecnica will be Rowe’s exclusive sales
agency in Spanish-speaking countries
and its non-exclusive sales agency in
the other nations of the Free World.
Corporacion Tecnica is already work-
ing on a project for Rowe in India,
Mr. Menger added.

In Mexico City, the consumer puts
his container in the dispenser and ac-
tivates the mechanism by putting a
token into the coin slot. Tokens cost
approximately 6% U.S. cents and for
each token inserted receive a liter of
milk, which 1is reconstituted from
skim milk, powder, water and coco-
nut oil and vitamins.

Ricardo Romay Wisbrun said he |

believes the success of the Rowe sys-
tem in Mexico City—where Rowe, in
cooperation with a Mexican govern-
ment agency, manufactured the
equipment for some 400 vending de-
pots in low-income areas—*“demon-
strates the economy and efficiency of
the sysf?em and what it can mean to
millions' of others in the future.”

Deliveries are made by a fleet of
sealed tank trucks, which pump the
milk into bulk storage tanks at each
vending depot. The milk is continu-
ally recirculated from the bulk tank
through the vending system as a
means of keeping the complete sys-
tem cold for three days between de-
liveries. Each veading depot is self-
contained, with a 550-gallon refrig-
erated bulk milk storage tank, meter-
ing device, sanitation system and a
four-unit specially modified version
of liquid vending systems of the type
used for dispensing coffee and soft
drinks. The operating systems are
protected within the depot, and only
the attendant has access.
