Economy Greels
Trade At MIDEM

As the world of music converges in
record numbers at MIDEM this week,
it does so with a substantially im-

proved international climate of mone-3*

tary stability. For if anything marked
the past year or so, it's been a con-
siderable malaise of uncertainty. The
validity of a prospering one-world mar-
ket of music, which took hold in the
late 60’s, should continue in the years
to come at an accelerated pace, we
feel, thanks largely to the recent re-
assessment of monetary policies by
the key industrial nations. Rare has
been the nation, large or small, that
has not seen its economic health im-
paired by some monetary or economic
policy instituted by one of the major
industrial nations.

With what certainly seems like a
solid new monetary foundation to
work on, the world music community
is in a better position to deal within
and outside territorial boundaries, to
express in terms often stated here
that an overwhelming majority of na-
tionalities share tremendous. common
interests in the sound of music. This
concept of a great interchange of mu-
sical ideas can now be carried forward
with specific programs, such as a bet-
ter flow of simultaneous release sched-
ules, the exploitation of local sounds
to be presented on the international
market.

And on another important matter,

“the New Year is off to an encouraging

start. This is the successful battle
against unauthorized duplication of
musical works on recordings. There is
now an international treaty covering
this abuse, and, on Feb. 15, the grant-
ing of a limited copyright on record-
ings becomes part of the existing U.S.
Copyright Act. Both of these acts can
bring back, on a global scale, hun-
dreds of millions of dollars to rightful
owners of music and recordings.

Naturally, MIDEM is a great place
to start things humming again. We are
amazed year after year at the number
of important business relationships
that begin at MIDEM. While there are
plenty of deals actually finalized at
MIDEM, Cash Box continues to report
throughout the year a flow of major in-
ternational deals—on all levels of mu-
sic business activity—that started to
roll due to discussions in Cannes. And
as we are so often told, many arrange-
ments of great consequence come
from parties who meet for the first
time at MIDEM.

In view of what looks like a rosy eco-
nomic climate ahead, the world of mu-
sic meets at MIDEM with the confi-
dence that accomplishments can be
translated into success in the market-
place, where, we should add, the ulti-
mate consumer of music should be
more inclined to buy more pre-record-
ed music.

Rock 'n Roll Nostalgia
Is A Chart Fact Of Life

NEW YORK — “Rock 'n roll,” both
the term and the musical form, has
seen a marked chart resurgence in re-
cent weeks.

While its musical legacy is now
simply referred to as “rock,” the
original term coined in the 50’s is
cropping up in charted titles, along
with frequent musical references to
its earlier sound.

Three items on the Top 100 singles
chart combine both kinds of refer-
ences: Ten Years After’'s ‘‘Baby
Won’t You Let Me Rock ’N Roll You”
(#90, Columbia); Edgar Winter’s
“Keep On Playin’ That Rock ’N Roll”
(bulleted at #72, Epic) and “Rock 'N
Roll” by Detroit, (#97, Paramount).
Another example of the use of the
term in a title is Traffic’s latest single,
“Rock 'N Roll Stew” (Island) cur-
recently listed as Looking Ahead.

The number one album and single,
Don  McLean’s ‘“American Pie”
(United Artists) relates the effect of
such early rock ’'n roll figures as Bud-
dy Holly on the singer/songwriter’s
life. Also on the charts are various
revivals of early sixties classics: Rob-
erta Flack’s re-make of the Shirelles’
“Will You Still Love Me Tomorrow”

FRONT COVER:

Charley Pride, one of the leading
figures in country music for the past
five years wrapped up a fantastic
year in ’71 on the pop charts without
having to sacrifice his Nashville
sound in any way whatsoever. It
seems that the Top 100 LP and single
charts have instead come to see
things his country way.

The RCA artist received three gold
LP awards during the past twelve
months and is still going strong with
his most recent album, “Charley Pride
Sings Heart Songs” (#56). His most
recent 45 release is his first single to
become a top pop as well as country
item: “Kiss An Angel Good Morning”
(#23).

And so it seems his name befits his
music as well as himself.

“Love Is Strange,” and Nilsson has
revived the Shirley & Lee tune, “Let
The Good Times Roll” on his “Nils-
son Schmilsson” LP (#79, RCA).

An early hit for Danny & The
Juniors (ABC Paramount) claimed
that ‘“Rock And Roll Is Here To
Stay.” And so it appears today.

Trade Views Contrast On
Growing AM Album Cut Plays

NEW YORK — The recording indus-

‘try is assessing the greater frequency

of LP cut play on AM radio in a
contrasting way.

The “down” point of view suggests
that manufacturers are no longer as-
sured of a consistent pattern of sin-
gles play after a station has put a
single on its playlist. As these trade-
sters see it, this results in an inability
to make careful merchandising judg-
ments. They feel, for instance, that
stations are no longer holding to a
pattern of play, such as once an hour
or every two hours. With such a pat-
tern, manufacturers often send a
known quantity of disks into a mar-
ket—perhaps 8,000 singles for an un-
known artist or 20,000 for a previous
hitmaker. With irregular singles play,
sales departments find the matter of
allocation confusing.

Other tradesters however, say the
LP cut increase is working out well.
Some stations, they note, are actually
playing singles releases in the guise

RIAA Gold Record Awards
In 1971 Lowest Since 68

NEW YORK — There was a marked
decline in the total number of RIAA-
certified gold record awards in 1971.

According to the RIAA, 146 awards
were made last year, 54 for singles
and 92 for albums. This compares to
a record high of 169 awards certified
in 1970 for 113 albums and 56 singles.
The 1971 total is the lowest since 1968
when RIAA certified 120 awards, 75
for singles and 45 for LP’s. In 1969,
gold record awards amounted to a
total of 157, 64 singles and 93 LP’s.

Although the 1971 figures show a
decline in gold record presentations,
it should be noted that the RIAA does
not certify recordings above the 1 mil-
lion unit or $1 million mark in terms
of singles and LP’s, respectively. Much
product of late achieves sales far be-
yond the certification mark. On the
other hand, the downward move could
represent the inroads made in the sale
of unauthorized recordings, which, of
course, are marketed on the basis of
hit product. This problem is expected
to be solved to a greater degree by the
recording copyright amendment to
the Copyright Act, which goes into
(;ffect with product made after Feb.

5.

The top gold record label of 1971 is
Columbia Records, with two singles
awards and 15 LP awards for a total
of 17. In the artist category, there’s a
4-way tie for first place, with four
gold records each by Aretha Frank-
lin, the Partridge Family, Three Dog
Night and the Carpenters.

The Executive Award is given not
only on the basis of an exec’s success
in his own company, but he must also
have made contributions toward fur-
thering the advancement of the music
industry in this country and through-
out the world.

Davis and Como will accept the
awards at the NARM awards banquet
as part of the association’s 14th an-
nual convention at the Americana Ho-
tel in Bal Harbour in March.

SQ Quad Disks

LONDON — EMI Records will adopt
CBS’ SQ quadraphonic disk system.

While some U.S. companies have
decided to hold off on a matrix quad
disk—most notably RCA and the Kin-
ney Group—the SQ system has been
winning adherents, both by labels and
a number of component manufactur-
ers.

Brit. '72 View:
Cautious Optimism

LONDON-—The British record indus-
try has approached the New Year in a
spirit of cautious optimism. The
gloomy and stagnant economic atmos-
phere of the last twelve months has
begun to brighten under the impetus
of the government’s autumnal set of
reflationary measures and the forth-
coming spring budget is likely to be
aimed at providing an additional sti-
mulus for the consumer market. Many
senior industry executives are hopeful
that the current punitive 45% rate of
purchase tax on records and tape prod-
uct will be substantially eased at
that time.

But even without the benefit of
such a reduction it seems likely thate
the major record companies wilk
be forced by rising production and
distribution costs into introducing an-
other round of retail price increases
by the early autumn. Decca Records
have just announced a limited in-
crease in the price of the company’s
albums and tape product which will
take effect from the beginning of
February. The increase, which has
been contained within the 5 per cent
ceiling laid down by the Confeder-
ation of British Industries last Au-
gust, brings Decca into line with simi-
lar action taken by RCA last October.

For the six months ended Oct. 30,
Ampex reported a loss of $3.4 million
on sales of $155.3 million. For the
same period last year, there was a net
income of $136,000 on sales of $139
million.

Shows At Carnegie, Philharmonic

NEW YORK — The Newport Jazz
Festival is moving to New York this
year. The well-known yearly event
will be distributed over ten days and
will take place at Carnegie Hall, Phil-
harmonic Hall and Yankee Stadium,
with other special locations currently
under negotiation.

Festival producer George Wein
listed two reasons for the change of
locale. First and most obvious was
the incident last year when flocks of
youths without tickets attempted to
crash the gates to see rock groups

I_.ondon Push
On Al Green

NEW YORK — London Records is
wheeling up its biggest promotional
guns in support of Al Green. Green’s
“Tet's Stay Together,” now in the top
five singles charts, is already a mil-
lion-seller, as was “Tired of Being
Alone,” his first major hit last fall.
Green’s LP, “Gets Next to You,” is
also a major chart entry.

As Green, who is on the London-
distributed Hi label of Memphis,
prepared to open a one-week stand at
New York’s famed Apollo Theater
last Wednesday (5), the first week of
a two-week visit to the Big Apple,
London was preparing a four-part
drive for his new album, “Let’s Stay
Together,” due for general release
within a fortnight.

First-up, a mailing of several thou-
sand “birth” announcements will be
made to tradesters and press and pro-
mo people throughout the world, her-
alding the “birth” of a new hit al-
bum. One week later, the same exten-
sive mailing list will receive a special
package with a mini-cassette contain-
ing four selected tracks from the new
album. The cover of this will be the
same as that on the album itself (to
come later) which in turn duplicates a
recent giant Al Green poster that was
prepared and distributed by the com-
pany.

Finally, the third week brings a
mailing of the new album itself,
which contains inside the package a
slick of the cover and on the cover
itself, a special message to the recipi-
ent, from D. H. Toller Bond, president
of London Records, who takes note of
the high regard in which the company
holds Al Green and outlines some of
its plans for the artist. The final
phase of the promo incorporates a
heavy supporting ad campaign on ra-
dio and in a host of publications.

Also
on the committee are Preston Robert
Tisch, president of Loew’s Corp. and
Michael Burke, president of the N.Y.
Yankees.

In total, the program includes 27
events. Concerts are planned at Phil-
harmonic and Carnegie from July
1-6. The Yankee Stadium shows are
on July 7 & 8. Special events will
include a July 4 boatride, “Connois-
seur” concerts, heritage fairs, semi-
nars and a closing gospel concert on
July 9.

Monte To GWP

NEW YORK Lou Monte has
signed a recording pact with GWP
Records, according to Jerry Purcell,
president of the label. Monte’s first
single for GWP, “I Have An Angel In
Heaven” b/w “I Really Don’t Want To
Know”, will be officially released on
Jan. 20.

Purcell also disclosed that Monte
and Terence Jones, national promo
director for GWP, will embark on a
10-city tour on Jan. 24 to promote
Monte’s single. They will visit
deejays, distributors and jobbers and
make personal appearances in Hart-
ford, Boston, Philadelphia, Pittsburgh,
Chicago, Baltimore Washington New
York Providence and Cleveland.

. If you'll recall, a couple of months ago a whole spate of groups announced their
intention to get involved in the registration of our nation’s youth, now that they
are eligible to vote. All the groups involved promised to set up voter registration
booths at concerts. One went so far as to say they were going to do a series of
free concerts to which the only admission price would be a registration receipt.

Figuring that they’ve had plenty of time to get rolling, we checked with one of
the first groups to announce their intentions—Chicago. The most outward sign
of their involvement is the chart of registration laws supplied with the fong-gold
four-record “Chicago at Carnegie Hall”” album. We asked the group’s press officer,
Allen Goldblatt, how it came into being.

“We had been looking for a way to become involved without being used.
Chicago, like any popular group, has a tremendous access to the media, one that
Jim Guercio and the group felt could be positively used in the development of
social change in the country.

*Jim had read the Rolling Stone cover story on Nicholas Johnson and was im-
pressed with his attitude. We called Johnson’s office, and they recommended
that we contact Tracy Weston in Washington and Marv Segelman in Beverly Hills,
representatives of the Stern Community Law Firm.

““The group was to play a concert at the John F. Kennedy Center for the Per-
forming Arts in Washington on September 16. The night before, we all attend-
ed a dinner at Philip Stern’s home in Washington. Johnson was there, as was
Ralph Nader and several representatives of the government. Joe Minarik
of the Youth Citizenship Fund had put together a chart of voter registration laws
for the Fund newsletter. They were looking for the best way to distribute it
nationally. The group became quite excited, and Jim suggested that the chart
be included with the album. We spent the next day preparing the chart, and had
it printed and inserted in the album—delaying the release another two weeks.

“Since then the chart (or parts of it) has been used in college newspapers, on
radio station playlists, and in a number of other ways. There's no copyright on the
material, of course, and we encourage as many people to use it as possible.”

Chicago has performed in more than 60 concert situations since the start of
their voter registration drive in October; at each of those locations, there has
been either a voter registration or voter information center. “The problem.”
Goldblatt explained, ‘‘is that in some states the laws are such that we can’t
register people in a temporary location or on certain days of the week. When that’s
the case, we'll just distribute information to anyone interested.”

The registrars are recruited in the area in which they will be working; in the
South, where the campaign began, most of the registrars were workers with black
civil rights groups. “They were the only people down there who were organized
enough to do what needed to be done.”

Promoters and house managers have been generally quite cooperative, accord-
ing to Goldblatt. Group members cite them for their efforts. What little resistance

NEW YORK—NILSSON: DO WE DARE CALL HIM HARRY?

He stands on the cusp of formidability and shyness, of I-don’t-give-a damn and
gee-you-really-think-I'm-that-good?—steadfastly. And no hurricane could cause
him to teeter dangerously close to either extreme. People annoy him and people
make him feel important. They make him nervous and they make him smile. He
doesn’t need anyone and he needs everyone. We may uneasily call him Mr.

Nilsson or Harry but he’s really Nilsson. Not “just Nilsson” . . . Nilsson! It's not
like Annette or, Fabian or Dagmar. It IS two names because it is one first and one
last.

On first impression, you doubt. An artist that will not come out into the open
must have something to hide, right? The lack of a musical-visual identity beyond
the realm of the fantasizing record buyer or the clever cover artist can cause one's
entire work to fall into disrepute. Seclusion breeds mistrust and mistrust contempt.
If he's got something to say, then let him say it on the stage—right? To Nilsson,
that line of reasoning smacks of bread and circuses.

“| can't say | dislike performing. I've never tried it, so that wouldn’t be truthful.
But | don't see any reason why | should . . . Why before why not. The whole
picture of a musician on stage, jumping around on stage is really funny. Wait,
forget that . . . It's not. But | don’t want that anyway. I'm not out to impress
anyone.”

Yet it is the truth that without stepping out on a stage even once, by keeping
his musical reputation a recorded one (with sidetrips to ABC-TV with music for
the first eight episodes of ‘‘The Courtship Of Eddie’s Father”” and the entire con-
ception of the special “The Point” which begat LP of the same name), he has
built an enviable “image.” We think of him as a stunning singer and songwriter,
and while he won’t agree outright, he thanks you. But we aiso think of him as a
grand pianist. That he claims he isn’t. ““When you can play neither the piano
nor the guitar well, you’re really quite a limited musician.” But all in all, many
would sacrifice all to work under the limitations which still manage to produce
that music which is unmistakably his, whether he views it as having a distinct
character or not. Yes, he’s come a long way from his first recording of ‘16 Tons’’
(on the then-subsidiary of Capitol, Tower). His new RCA LP might be called
“Nilsson Schmilsson” but it's about as far from tomfoolery as Mrs. Miller is
from her next recording session.

of local concert music stations despite
changes in ownership and policy.
Such ‘“fierce loyalty,” he said, rep-
resents a happy augury for the future
of concert music broadcasting.

Bloom noted that the concert hall
audience is a special interest one. Al-
though he could not cite tremendous
growth in audience numbers, he be-
lieves that there is an increase in au-
dience, but only in proportion to the
increase in population, with no mean-
ingful change in ratio.

He
pointed to increasing cultural activity
at the college and university level as
a meaningful opportunity for concert
artists.

Despite the fact that concert music
sales currently represent only 5% of
total record income, Munves was op-
timistic about the future. His activit-
ies at Columbia Records, and now at
RCA, have been directed at a new
audience for the music. By getting at
the counter-culture youth market, he
felt that the audience could be greatly
increased.

Proctor Reply
To Suit By
Giovanni

NEW YORK — +Carl Proctor, owner
of Right-On Records held a press
conference in the Gotham Room of
the Park Sheraton Hotel, Tuesday
(11) to make a public reply to a Jet
Magazine article in the Jan. 13th is-
sue. According to the article, Nikki
Giovanni a poetess who has an LP
album released on Right-On Records,
“Truth Is On Its Way,” had filed a
suit in New York Supreme Court
seeking a $70,000 judgment from
Carl Proctor owner and chief officer
of Right-On Records. The article also
says that the suit is asking for an
accounting of the sale of her rec-
ording. In a prepared statement
Proctor stated, “These are serious and
grave charges and regardless of the
legal outcome of Miss Giovanni’s
suit, what is of primary importance
to us is that we maintain our integri-
ty as a small, independent, record
company, dealing primarily with
black artists and merchandising, and
marketing our product in the black
community.” In the statement Proctor
also said, “we entered into an agree-
ment with Nikki Giovanni because we
believed in her talent and we felt that
she believed in our ability to produce
and market her successfully. The con-
tract contained many considerations
not normally accorded a new rec-
ording artist. The reason for this was
that we were entering into an entirely
new area of recorded product, and
there was a verbal agreement to rene-
gotiate, should this recording prove
to be unsuccessful.’

Proctor went on to state, “In ex-
plaining to Richard Fulton, Miss
Giovanni’s personal manager, and Da-
vid Cogan, Miss Giovanni’s business
manager, that we did not intend to
make the record a hit and then sell
the master to another company, this
was one of the prime reasons that
Miss Giovanni signed with us in the
first place. However, if the opportuni-
ty afforded itself, that based on the
success of Miss Giovanni’s album, we
were offered a label distribution deal
by a major label, it would be neces-
sary for us to renegotiate our con-
tract.”

Motown Offer

At the completion of his statement,
Proctor again remarked than an offer
from Motown had gone through
several negotiable stages and an offer
was finally presented to Giovanni in
which she was to be given 50% of the
monies we were offered in advance
from Motown against her royalties.
Miss Giovanni left the decision up to
Richard Fulton and Dave Cogan. This
offer was rejected. Proctor stated, “at
no time, did we ask that Miss Giovan-
ni accept a lower royalty rate, than
provided in our original agreement.”

RIVIERA HOTEL, PALM SPRINGS,
CALIF. (ELEKTRA SALES CON-
VENTION)—One of the things that
make our business fun is to be on the
scene when a show business “happen-
ing” occurs. We were very fortunate
to witness three, count-’em, three such
heart-warmers last week while at-
tending the Elektra Convention in this
city. Although the audience was load-
ed with all WEA reps, the people who
distribute the Elektra label’s product,
we have been to more than one-
hundred such manufacturer-distribu-
tor product meetings and shows,
enough to be able to discern true en-
thusiasm from polite recognition.
Upper-most in the minds of every-
one who saw it happen was the debut
of Harry Chapin, a new ballad, folk-
type singer who weaves stories thru
music. He’s absolutely brilliant. His
songs may take five, six or nine min-
utes each to perform, but they're
marvelous word-music pictures of life
as seen through the eyes of an un-
believably sensitive young man. And
he’s got a great voice that varies with
the type of material he performs. You
would have sworn he spent his entire
life in a New England fishing-whal-
ing village from the lyrics and deliv-
ery of “Dogtown.” His touching
“Taxi” ballad almost (some did)
makes you cry. And you know he was
blue many times from “Any Old Kind
of Day.” His songs are brilliant and
suspenseful. A great new talent. The
only difficulty that will have to be

worked out is a method of exposing
such long songs on commercial radio.
Harry works with three men, guitar,
bass and a refreshing blend of a cell-
ist.

Carly Simon, the #1 new female
of 1971, had to follow this sensation,
but pulled it off with class. It stunned
us how a young performer with less
than a year under her belt as a star,
could be so beautifully composed. In
addition to sounding great she said all
the right things. She knew she had
followed a great performance by Har-
ry and could have easily fallen into
the trap of trading off of the earlier
performer’s sucess with a line like
“wasn’t he great folks?” But instead,
she just sang superbly herself and
after she had won the audience over
with her own great ability, compli-
mented Harry with believable sincer-
ity. In addition to sounding great,
Carly is probably one of the sexiest
women on the contemporary scene.

The Doors were another treat. This
is the first time we had an opportunity
to see them work since the death of
Jim Morrison. And they're a treat.
They're a powerful rock group with
great sounds, including some amazing
work by guitarist Robby Krieger. And
you seem to appreciate their musical
ability more now that your attention
is not riveted to one individual the like
of the giant, handsome idol Jim Mor-
rison was.

ICE HOUSE, L.A.—A trip to Pasa-
dena brought quite a reward to fans
of Mike Nesmith. The singer and
composer, usually working as a solo-
ist these days, brought with him for
this six-day engagement Red Rhodes,
perhaps the best steel guitarist in
Southern California and certainly one
of the finest in the United States.

Rhodes, who has played on all of
Nesmith’s four RCA Victor albums,
adjusted the volume of his instrument
so that it blended well with the sing-
er’s voice and acoustic guitar. The re-
sult was a considerably more re-
strained sound than one might normal-
ly expect from the instrument, but a
sound that complimented the music
beautifully.

For the two opening-night sets re-
viewed, Nesmith repeated much mate-
rial—about half the numbers, in fact.
With the exception of “Different
Drum,” the composition he wrote and
was a hit for the Stone Poneys, all
songs performed appear on one or an-
other of his albums; the most notable

Randy Burns &
Skydog Band

FOLK CITY, N.Y.—Randy Burns &
the Skydog Band dropped down to
New York from Connecticut last week
to play a one-night stand at Folk City
for various record label and music in-
dustry people. With one album under
their belt, the boys left Mercury Rec-
ords a few months ago and are work-
ing on sewing up a contract with a
new label.

It’s difficult to categorize this five-
piece group. In terms of music, they
are electric folk-rock, but in terms of
emotions communicated, there is
something unique.

When Randy cre-
ates a hushed reverence with an origi-
nal like “Christmas Lights,” or when
bassist Bruce Samuels charms every-
one into broad grins with “Bonnie’s
Tune,” the points that win the audi-
ence aren’t tightness and exterior
gloss, they are honesty and inner sen-
sitivity.

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Traffic
J. J. CGale

ACADEMY OF MUSIC, NYC—AI-
though a poor opening act choice for
Traffic, J. J. Cale did manage to im-
press those who were listening with
their shufle-rock and minimum vol-
ume level. The music has its roots
in the Bill Doggett school of 50’s
instrumental r&b and the “Night
Train” school of soul bunny-hop. Vo-
cally, J. J. is a down-right blues sing-
er who might be better off with a bit
more power in the decibel ballpark.
His sound is pleasantly gritty and
meditational and totally benefitting of
the type of instrumentation the band
is about. The most successful number
in the set was “After Midnight,”
pointing to the fact that if the band
would spice their set with more in-
terpretational numbers, crowd reac-
tion would more accurately reflect
their talent.

Pretty soon the big kids arrived to
play. From the opening notes of “Rock
And Roll Stew,” it was apparent that
Traffic was going to have one of their
more splendiferous evenings. Also
clear was that they were intent on
giving us a heavy helping of songs
from their current Island LP. Nothing
could have been more welcome. Though
a group with the talent and staying
power of Traffic might be excused for
simply trotting out a parcel of their
greatest hits, it's always refreshing,
when they shun that easy path to
delve into their most recent material.
Best of the new lot were “Light Up
Or Leave Me Alone” and the intri-
cately balanced and wonderfully long
“Low Spark Of High Heeled Boys,”
the latter tantalizingly saved for last
—and logically so for not too many
numbers could follow it and hope to
matech its magie.

Traffic always seem to be like old
friends. It was good seeing them
again. Thev brightened what had been
a rather bleak New York Thursday.

Larry McNeely

ASH GROVE, L.A. — Bluegrass mu-
sic generally has been compared to
the sound made by a rippling stream.
If that’s the general case, Larry
McNeely’s banjo playing sounds like
a rushing torrent—if he’s not the
fastest alive, he’s certainly the fast-
est I've heard (and that includes quite
a few).

The Capitol artist, accompanied by
guitarist Geoff Levin and bassist
Jamie Faunt, opened his first Sunday
night set here in 3rd gear wih a high
speed version of Foggy Mountain
Breakdown, and then shifted into
overdrive for almost the entire re-
mainder of the set. It seemed at times
that he was incapable of playing any-
thing longer in duration than a 64th
note as he tore through “Sugarfoot
Rag,” “Cocaine” (!) a fiddle tune
medley and “Greensleeves’” on banjo
and guitar. He exhibited a wide range
of healthy influences, including John
Fahey, Don Reno and others, and
even Benny Goodman. On “Slipped
Disc,” a number from the bandleader’s
1946

into a tour de force for his own trio.
Fortunately for the sake of pacing,
he slowed down at last for a couple
of numbers, the most impressive of
which being fellow Capitol performer

Alex Harvey’s “White Dove.”
McNeely’s writing and singing may
not be up to the calibre of his play-
ing, other than in the extremely im-
portant sense that he’s developed
some very creative licks on his instru-
ments, but after all he’s young, ambi-
tious and very obviously a talent to
be reckoned with for many years to
come.

FOLK CITY, N.Y.—Buzzy Linhart is
stompin’ on his old stompin’ grounds.
Years ago (as many as six or seven),
we found Buzzy turning out folk sets
with Lance Wakely at the old Nite
Owl, which is a scant two hundred
feet up the block from Folk City. And
then it was the Seventh Sons, again
at the Nite Owl and around the cor-
ner at the Cafe Au GoGo.

And here we find Buzzy again. But
the difference is that he is making it.
Now he’s riding the wave that he was
struggling to catch two hundred feet
and seveh years ago.

In between now and then, there has
been a lot, and it shows in the music.
Buzzy is continually growing with
new songs and styles, but he main-
tains a unity of thought by revolving
it all around a basic feeling of friend-
ly funk.

“You’ve Got To Have Friends” is
Buzzy’s song and his philosophy. He
has always played for his friends and
he always will. He has just reached
the point where the number of his
friends is large enough to make him
ponular.

The friends Buzzy is playing with
are drummer Luther Rix, bassist Dan-
ny Trifan and most recently Jeff Bax-
ter, who plays guitar and pedal steel
guitar. Buzzy has been together with
Luther and Danny for a while and
when vou hear the tone blend of Buz-
zy’s vibes and Jeff’s steel, you don’t
even have to ask how tight they'll be
when they’re old friends.

WHISKY A GO GO, L.A. — If there
is such a thing as a “San Francisco
sound,” you can also say there’s a
“Berkeley sound” from across the
bay. It’s your basic hard rock, tem-
nered with ‘“‘acid” and folk—especially
jug band—influences. Like Creedence

Clearwater. Or Country Joe and the
Fish. Or Joe Crane and the Hoodoo
Rhythm Devils.

They're a good time music group,
not spendiing much attention on-de-
tails like dress or a ‘“show.” Fact is,
the most colorful thing about them is
their name. The songs are Creedency,
the effect heightened a bit by Crane’s
Fogerty-ish voice. Dexter Plates
plays upright bass, Glenn “Hambone”

rhythm. The songs are o.k., perhaps
the best of the set being “Arkansas”
with its nice vocal harmonies and
the sure-is-better-in-the-country-than-
it-is-in-the-city lyriecs. The group re-
cords for Capitol.

Arthur Lee headlined. The former
leader of Love is rather a legendary
musician in his home town, and even
more so abroad. He’s put together
some pretty good groups in the past,
and his present quartet is consider-
ably better than a lot of the acts to
play this club. All unknowns—two
apparently played with Buddy Miles
at one point—and all unidentified,
they kept up a solid wall of well-
played sound throughout the set.
Lee’s songs, all originals, lacked the
variety that one might wish, but were
of a recordable standard, certainly.
Highlights for me were “Open Up
Your Heart and Let the Sun Shine
In” (not the standard) and “Sing Me
a Sad Song.” The sound is essentially
Hendrix-y, without being imitative.
The lead guitar player was most im-
pressive. Lee and his group are cur-
rently “between contracts.”

“The price we finally asked
Capitol for each unit took into ac-
count the passing-along of these dis-
counts.”

Klein noted in his assertion that
Capitol failed to pass along the 5%
discount, it meant that the album had
received virtually no advertising,
which, he felt, would cut into the
eventual number of albums sold.

Klein also stated that he wanted
the money to go to the charity now
when it’s most needed, rather than
wait for the end results of how many
units the record actually nets out. As
a result, we have gotten the $3,750,-
000 advance from Capitol, but Apple
stands the risk of returns and Apple
will have to refund the advance if
the figures anticipated are not met.

“l Can’t Stand It.” The knock-out track is
“Takuta Kalaba/Turn On Your Love Light"
wherein she is joined by Olatunji's drums of
passion. A fitting marriage indeed as Genya
is certainly a smoker herself.

It's a
hopeful sign. ‘‘Fragile” is only the latest in
what is becoming a string of superiative Yes
releases. These five men make such wonderful
sounds. Whether they are playing something
they wrote last month or offering a variation
on a work by Brahms, they are intense and
adventurous. With “Fragile’”’ they will take the
one small step remzaining to mzke them one of
the first supergroups of the seventies. Handle
“‘Fragile’”” with care. It's a powder keg.

THE BALLAD OF CALICO—Kenny Rogers And
The First Edition—Reprise 2XS 6476

Two of the First Edition, Michael Murphy and
Larry Cansler, have created what amounts to a
period piece opera. The period is the 1880's,
the rlace is Calico, a bustling silver mining
town, and the opera is peopled with the char-
acters who lived there. It's an interesting at-
tempt to bring a bygone era to life and when
it succeeds, chiefly in the songs on which
Rogers himself solos, it is quite captivating.
Two record set features nineteen new songs—-
many of which are capable of standing inde-
pendently of the total work. LP’s jacket and
accompanying lyric book add a nice authentic
touch. Couid biossom into a sizable chart item.

ALL THE GOOD TIMES—Nitty Gritty Dirt Band
—United Artists UAS 5553

Irrepressibie. Rollicking. Comical. Full of life.
The Nitty Gritty Dirt Band are these things and
more. “All The Good Times’’ will enhance your
good times and if you’ve been lacking for such
times lately, it will start them going again. By
now it is apparent that no musical category
will hold these boys down—they just play their
music. And Jackson Browne's music (‘‘Jama-
ica Say You Will””). And Richie Furay’s (*Do
You Feel It Too™). Less familiar fare but every
bit as appealing: ‘‘Baltimore’” and “Slim Cart-
er.”” Yes, we enjoyed this album.

GREENHOUSE—Leo Kottke—Capitol ST-11000

To test the humitlity rating of any guitarist,
simply place this record on the turntable and
see to what extent said subject writhes in
jealous agony. No Leo isn’t flashy, he’s just
faster and smarter than the devil and getting
better every day. So too is his vocalizing—he
sings on four cuts here, the two miost out-
standing being Paul Siebel’s *Louise’” and his
own “You Don’t Have To Need Me."”” As for the
instrumental tracks, they are each precision
sketches of word, thought or deed—personal
but always transcending the synapse between
human beings of a!l sorts. in the hothouse of
albums, this is so much more than some
simple sprout. “Mudlark’” has a worthy suc-
cessor.

KITTY WELLS & JOHNNY WRIGHT SING

in that big home permanent in the sky. Songs
such as ‘“Heaven Will Be My Home" and ‘‘God
Put A Rainbow In The Cloud” deal with the re-
wards of striving to be holy to reach the be-
yond, while tunes like ‘“Jesus Take A Hold"
are concerned with very down-to-earth issues
such as the world’s political problems. Gospel
is a music of experience, and Kitty Wells and
Johnny Wright have plenty of experience, both
worldly and heavenly.

“The End Of The World"”" was only the be-
ginning for Skeeter Davis. The young country
songstress with contemporary ideas has con-
tinued to produce significant material, from
her first hit up until her recent “One Tin
Soldier,” included in this set. Her style has
many traditional country roots in it which
gives her appeal with the c&w purists. But her
interest in current trends not only makes her
popular with the newer audience, it allows the
purists to keep in touch with today's artists
and events. In addition to ‘“‘One Tin Soldier,”’
Skeeter does other recent compositions such
as Tim Hardin’s “Reason To Believe,”” and
Kris Kristofferson’s ‘“‘Loving Him Was Easier.”

there has been has come from people who are conservatively-oriented, even
though the group refuses to endorse any candidates. “The idea isn’t to get any-
body in particular elected. What we're trying to do is get more people involved.
We couldn’t endorse anyone even if we wanted to—there are seven members of
the group, plus Jim Guercio, plus all the other members of the organization. How
can anyone expect us all to agree?”

Typically, tables will be set up in the foyer of the auditorium or hall, and they
will be manned before, during, and for a short time after the concert. During the
performance a group member—usually pianist Bob Lamm—will make a state-
ment urging participation in the registration drive. The audience at a typical
Chicago performance is estimated at being upwards of 10,000, with an average
age of just about the requisite 18 years.

Occasionally, special promotions are worked out. In San Antonio, a contest was
run by the group in conjunction with radio station KTSA. The first 100 listeners to
register 55 voters each would receive a copy of the then brand-new Carnegie
Hall album.

The group has not been particularly publicity conscious with their efforts. In
fact, Chicago claims to have turned down much potential publicity: “‘The audience
today is quite intelligent, and they're looking for any potential ripoff. If they
thought that we were trying to exploit them or the right to vote for our own per-
sonal gain, then our own efforts would be suspect and, ultimately, invalid.”

MIKE SETTLE—If you're not paying too much attention to music, if it's not a
way of life or even a living but just a casual interest, chances are your aware-
ness will be chiefly of the obvious. You'll know about Burt Bacharach, for instance,
or Carole King or about The Beatles.

But as your awareness increases, you'll recognize names appearing from time
to time that perhaps most others do not. You'll become aware of the craftsmen
who have, through the years, done their part to build the industry to its present
form without receiving the kind of mass recognition that has come to others
more fortunate. .

Take Mike Settle, for instance. Now on UNI, he’s been on such labels as Reprise,
Columbia and Folk-Sing and earned a living for many years as a singer and
composer. Yet his name's hardly a household word. Or is it? What if the house-
holder knew that Mike had been a New Christy Minstrel, had written a top-100
hit for Peter, Paul & Mary, was writing songs with Shel Silverstein before he was
fashionable, and was a founding member of the First Edition? Oh, that Mike
Settle. The one with songs recorded by Andy Williams and Bill Anderson and Ray
Stevens and Lonnie Donegan. Oh, yeah.

Born and raised in Oklahoma, Mike's first big chance occurred when a big city
folk group called the Cumberland Three came through Oklahoma City. They
visited a club called the Gourd, where Mike was playing. One of the group mem-
bers was leaving, and Mike was asked to join. Which he did. The group was other-
wise notable for the presence in it of one John Stewart.

Mike lasted about a year with the group; went back to Oklahoma, formed a
duo with Mason Williams, and wound up as a discovery of singer-composer Bob
Gibson, singing as a solo at the Bitter End in New York—Williams having joined
the Navy.

Mike landed a publishing deal with TRO-Hollis, who released two albums of his
material on their Folk Sing label, distributed through London. *‘The first one was
quite an experience. | got together with Eric Weissberg and Marshall Brickman—
he’s producer of the Dick Cavett Show now—and we got a $15-per-hour studio
in New York. We cut the album in three sessions, and it cost a total of $1,500.”
Mike turned out to be the only artist to record for the label; his albums are now
collectors’ items of a sort. Roughly produced to an extreme, they remain examples
of a fine songwriter's early efforts.

About that time, Mike and Silverstein got together and wrote a number of
songs. One of them, ‘‘Masochistic Baby,” appears on Settle’s second Folk-Sing
album. Another, “Muddy Old River,” was recorded by Joe & Eddie for Crescendo.
And then there was the time ** . . . we decided to write some gospel songs. So we
sat down for two days and wrote about ten of them. There's nothing to it, all
you need to do is quote some scripture and put a couple of minor chords into
the bridge. They weren’t particularly good, though . . .”

Then came an album for Reprise—early folk-rock, but hardly a critical or
commercial success. Yet it led to a stint with the New Christy Minstrels, Mike
replacing banjoist Larry Ramos. “They asked me if | could play banjo. I could,
but it was nothing spectacular. | thought that I'd be doubling guitar, which [
play pretty well.

Genya Ravan’s obscenity trial
which has made headlines everywhere
from the first page of the Wall Street
Journal to the last issue of Look is
now scheduled for February 15th,
postponed from January 4th at her
own request. New Jersey promoter
Ken Roberts pressed charges when
Genya used the word “fuck’” on stage
and she could receive a $500 fine
and/or a six month prison sentence
on the charge, a disorderly misde-
meanor.

Genya admits to being “guilty” if
that’s the word. “Just look at the
movies today,” she elaborated. “That
word means zilch. Everybody uses it,
it’s just an expression. I mean, I even
use it in front of my mother. I want
this to come out in the open, but I'm
not ready to be a crusader.”

According to her publicist, Richard
Gersh, Genya will appeal a guilty
verdict only if it entails a prison sen-
tence.

MESSAGE FROM BERNARD CHEVRY

BERNARD CHEVRY—GENERAL MANAGER—MIDEM

The only market for the record and music publishing industry in the world, the
sixth MIDEM will be held in Cannes from the 15th to the 21st January 1971. it
will take place in the modern and ultra functional “Palais des Festivals’”’ whose
installations are now familiar. Above all it is a meeting ground for professionals
in all phases of Show Business. However, we are pursuing our policy of opening
it up to the public an example of which was the presentation of the artists in the
Garden of the Municipal Casino last year.

Rather classic in its approach to Pop Music, the MIDEM will take on a new
dimension this year. It will bring together well known bands, of course, but also
those who are considerated to be ‘‘avent garde”.

As far as attendance in concerned, we shall certainly break our previous
record: in all 42 countries will be represented at MIDEM by some 4,500 profes-
sionals. The progression has been spectacular: in 1967, the first year of our
Cannes reunion, we brought together 900 participants from 14 countries.

The major force of the MIDEM is the assembling of all the professionals in the
business at the ‘‘Palais des Festivals’”, which was designed for this. Appointments
are made from one office to another; continual meetings take place and immediate
contact is made with the most dynamic elements in Show Business.

Three international galas will be held with two performances of each, on the
17th, 19th and 21st of January (Last year there were but two). We have changed
the hours so that the guests may enjoy the Cannes ‘‘cuisine’’ either before or
after the show, the first performance will be held at 8:30 p.m. and the second
at 11 p.m. In allowing this margin, we will be able to avoid any last minute prob-
lems should an artist be late for the first performance.

Once again, the selection of artists will be ‘“‘up to date’”, whether it is a
question of the best known or the young whose talent is just coming to the fore
internationally. Our selection will be made on the basis of success attained dur-
ing the year. Obviously, the quality of the Gala is of extreme importance. We
never forget that our public is made up of specialists as well as the press, radio
and television representatives from all the world.

Music writers for film will be featured at the MIDEM which is new, but we will
inaugurate something else: for the first time, one entire night will be devoted to
“‘Pop’’. On Thursday, January 20th, a circus tent for 6,000 will be erected next
to the Palm Beach for the Internationa! Electric Band Night. From 9 p.m. till
dawn one band after another will perform on two different stages with just one
intermission. At mid-night, the European Premiere of the film made about Jimi
Henrix just before his death called **Jimi plays at Berkely” will be shown. All the
participants at MIDEM will of course be invited but we wilt welcome as well a
young public which will lend to the event the atmosphere which is customary to
the performers.

Once a year the MIDEM offers all the professionals the opportunity of coming
together and attaining satisfaction on an international level. They bridge the gap
between various trends, become aware of noveities in the business, present songs
and music they want to make known beyond their borders. Our reunion is not
limited in material: it is not limited to a market. We believe the participants pre-
pare well in advance “Their MIDEM”, which was not the case two years ago.

The Cabaret is a
200-selection coin phonograph which,
according to the factory, is designed
to deliver the “most superior stereo
sound spread of any phonograph ever
on the market” from a full range net-
work of speakers in a 51” wide furni-
ture-styled-cabinet. It was previewed
to the industry at the October MOA
Expo.

The factory advised that the major-
ity of their first production models
will go toward filling orders already
logged by operators and distributors.

The company will shortly be ship-
ping a specially-prepared promotion-
al brochure on the Cabaret. The bro-
chure will describe the features of the
machine and also contain a promo-
tional 7" stereo record, outlining the
technical and market capabilities of
the machine on one side, with demon-
stration stereo music on the flip side.

Wurlitzer distributors will program
the demo disk on the Cabaret sample
at their showroom and invite opera-
tors to listen to the stereophonic
spread of the music. The factory con-
tends the fidelity of the Cabaret is
comparable to the finest $2500 home
stereo setup; yet, the machine is
being priced in the range of their
current Super Star jukebox.

Wurlitzer also advised that their
revolutionary ‘‘Carousel” cassette-
tape jukebox will also be available in
greater numbers in the months ahead,
although quantities will still be on a
more or less ‘“ration” basis to deal-
ers.

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EDITORIAL:
Friendly Competitors

The music operating business has been character-
ized as ‘‘fiercely competitive,” and rightly so. When
one operator's gain (e.g. an additional location) is
usually another operator’s loss, it's mighty tough to
recommend close cooperation with a local trade. And
perhaps this, more than anything else, has inhibited
the flowering of more effective local associations.

But no man, nor company, is an island. Without the
inter-communication of ideas, everyone would grow
in separate directions until such a tangle of confusion
would develop that the relative order within the in-
dustry would collapse. Granted, trade publications,
conversations with distributors, and other informa-
tion sources do exchange most of the important trade
events and policies to keep the business running in
a uniform direction. But there’s nothing quite as in-
formative as the friendly banter between two local
operators who cooperate, trust and work with each
other to help each other.

How do these relations begin? Usually out of neces-
sity . . . say where one operator desperately needs
an amplifier for a music box repair in a real hurry
and decides to call a couple of his competitors instead
of a distributor. He'll get his amp from some op-
erator who may call a few weeks later to borrow some
cigarettes. One thing leads to another, a friendship
develops, distrust dissolves and a close working re-
lationship is established that will benefit both. Of
course, it usually precludes jumping each other, but
how much of that goes on anyway.

In the case of two smaller operators who do their
own collecting and service calls, the relationship can
often get so tightly knit that machine keys are often
exchanged. Sometimes it's more convenient for one
operator to pull an emergency service call on one
of his friend's machines, if it's not too much bother,
and vice versa. Also, one operator may fall ill and
the standing agreement may be for the other operator
to make the rounds of his friend's route, should that
be required.

Some or all of the above may seem preposterous
to certain operators, especially those in the big cities
who often view their competitors with the same af-
fection as a pigeon views a pigeon hawk. That's too
bad, because in the majority of cases, a dynamic,
helpful relationship between two operators only serves
to help, and those tradesters who prefer to go it
alone in an isolated, buttoned-up shell would do them-
selves a big favor and open up with someone. The
days of the black windows, the unidentified machines
on location and the guarded conversations between
fellow operators have to end someday.
