We leave it to the public to decide 
the merits of musical trends, including 
the content of song lyrics. In com- 
ment and condemnation, the industry 
went through a "drug -reference" trend 
several years ago. It was a trend- 
especially in condemnation on the 
use of hard drugs-that the industry 
should continue to offer if only as a 
means of public service at a time 
when the drug addiction problem re- 
mains a serious cause for social con- 
cern. 

Whether for commercial acceptance 
or in the spirit of meaningful propa- 
ganda, we are happy to note that some 
artists are still carrying the message 
of the self-destruct nature of addiction 
to hard drugs. The Who's new LP con- 
tains "Getting In Tune." Helen Reddy 
recently recorded, on an LP, David 
Blue's remarkably vivid anti -drug mes- 
sage, "C'mon John." And now James 
Brown, no stranger to musical mes- 
sages designed to give identity and 
meaning to the lives of those who are 
victims of racial discrimination, has 
recorded a powerful anti -drug state- 
ment, "King Heroin." 

It is important that artists of major 

stature continue to provide, in the 
manner they know best, such public 
service "announcements." For while 
we may easily dismiss other pop music 
trends, there remains a continuing 
need to keep the anti -drug message 
alive, particularly when it comes to 
performers who are held in great re- 
spect by the young. The approach, it 
must be emphasized, must be one to 
which the kids can relate: musically at- 
tuned to their tastes; lyrically not only 
artistic, but precise in its depiction of 
the dead-end of drug usage. 

Radio, of course, enters the picture, 
too. Without its concern for the ex- 
posure of anti -drug material of artistic 
as well as social merit, there is but 
silence from the medium best suited 
for carrying the anti -drug message 
across. 

Let the trends of pop music be as 
they may, but the industry must not 
consider the sound of anti -drug com- 
ment merely a trend, but a continuing 
process of education in the form of 
entertainment. For the evil of drug 
usage is a "trend" that continues to 
kill our children.

Playboy Label Declares To 
Distribs: 'We Mean Business' 
HOLLYWOOD - Just back from a 
cross-country swing to meet its dis- 
tributors, four Playboy Records execs 
look back with satisfaction on the 
achievement of taking the first steps 
necessary to establish Playboy as a 
company to be reckoned with. 

"What we set out to do," said na- 
tional sales manager Ron Goldstein 
last week, "was to explain Playboy 
Records to our independent distribu- 
tors and to explain, too, why we were 
going the independent route. And 
that is: we want to create and 
maintain our own image as a full- 
fledged record company." 

Accompanying Goldstein were Bob 
Cullen, the company's exec vice pres- 
ident; Mike Papale, national promo- 
tional director; and Stuart Rowlands, 
national publicity director. The four 
met with their field forces in four 
regional meetings over the period of 
a week, one in Miami and others in 
New Jersey, Chicago and Los Ange- 
les, all at local Playboy facilities. 
"We shall use 'in house' facilities," 
Goldstein said, "whenever and wher- 
ever we can, naturally, but will other- 
wise remain completely autono- 
mous.") The meetings were attended 
in each case by some 20 to 25 sales 
and promo personnel representing 

distributors in neighboring areas. 
And in each case they were intro- 
duced to Playboy product and policy. 

Assurances Given 
The policy manual Goldstein 

created for the field was, by design, 
about as stripped down as it could be: 
"We wanted to take into account only 
the problems distributors face out 
there today. We know they've got 
money and return problems. We know 
they have a right to be leery of a 
batch of new acts from a new record 
company. So we wanted to assure 
them that we mean to do business 
with them, and he fair about it.

It was Cullen's role during the

Thru Buddah 
NEW YORK - Edward J. Holland, 
president of the newly -formed Music 
Merchant label, has reached a dis- 
tribution agreement with Neil Bogart 
and Art Kass, co -presidents of The 
Buddah Group. Although financial 
terms were not revealed, Holland did 
describe the deal as "an extremely lu- 
crative one". 

This is the second major label deal 
Holland has made with Buddah-the 
distribution of Hot Wax Records, of 
which Holland is also president, 
marked his first association with the 
company.

Summer Fest; Playboy Tie 
NEW YORK - The City of Miami 
Beach, Florida, plans this summer to 
become the first American community 
to sponsor a major music fest. The 
City will base the Festival on Playboy 
Magazine's annual Jazz and Pop Poll 
winners. 

The two-week Miami Beach Play- 
boy Jazz and Pop Festival, in the 
manner of Berlin, San Remo and oth- 
er world cultural centers, has been 
approved and will be funded by the 
city's Tourist Development Authori- 
ty. It will run from Aug. 10 through 
Aug. 23, and will involve hotels and 
businesses throughout Miami Beach. 

The Miami Beach event will offer a 
wide range of top musical attrac- 
tions, many of whom are current or 
past winners of either the Playboy 
Readers' Poll or of the All -Star Musi- 
cians' Poll, made up of the previous 
year's all-star winners. 

TDA has named Charles Cinnamon, 
director of the Youngsummer '70 pro- 
mo and former director of special 
events for TDA, as festival director. 
Arlyne Rathberg, former entertain- 
ment director for Playboy Clubs and 
Hotels, will be the festival's producer. 
Playboy vice president Lee Gottleib 
will coordinate for his organization. 

Six Concert Nights 
The format contemplated for the 

Festival provides for six nights of 
concerts by "superstars" in contem- 
porary music, with two performances 
each night. Both of Miami Beach's 
major arenas, the 10,000 -seat Conven- 
tion Hall and the 3,500 -seat Miami 
Beach Auditorium, will be used. This 
would make a total of more than 120,- 
000 seats available for the 12 Conven- 
tion Hall complex performances 
alone. 

In addition, there will be other con- 
certs and special events to alternate 
with the appearance of the musical 
big guns. Some will feature up-and- 
coming talent. Others will be evenings 
with special theme, style, or ethnic 
appeal, such as Country and Western 
Night,Black is Beautiful Night, Latin 
Night, and others. 

Community musical groups, includ- 
ing the Miami Beach Symphony and 
Greater Miami Philharmonic, will also 
participate actively. The Festival is, 
in fact, planned as a community -wide 
enterprise, and has already been as- 
sured full cooperation of the City's 
hotels and tourist -oriented facilites, 
including airlines and -wholesale

$9.8 Mil Loss 
In Fiscal '71 

Anaheim, Gal., Jan. 28, 1972. Cer- 
tron Crop. has reported a net loss of 
$9,877,000 and net sales from continu- 
ing operations of $12,466,000 for the 
fiscal year ended Oct. 31, 1971 com- 
pared with a loss of $2,057,000 and 
sales of $14,665,000 for 1970. 

Per share loss was $3.44 for 1971 
compared with .76 cents for the previ- 
ous year. Certron's net loss of $2,057,- 
000 in 1970 was after giving effect to 
a tax recovery of $1,898,000. 

Losses from continuing operations 
in 1971 were $3,743,000. Additionally, 
Edwin R. Gamson, president, said the 
firm incurred a loss of $5,193,000 
from discontinued operations and an 
extraordinary loss of $941,000 in the 
year just ended. 

According to Gamson, the company 
discontinued its proprietary lines of

1971. Certron manufactures and dis- 
tributes audio recording tape, cas- 
settes, 8 -track cartridges and preci- 
sion plastic products. The company 
believes that by concentrating its 
efforts in these areas, the results of 
its operations will be materially im- 
proved during the current fiscal year, 
Gamson said.

It is doing so now in the con- 
viction that the association with the 
Festival, backed by the City of Miami 
Beach rather than a private sponsor, 
can only reinforce the Playboy repu- 
tation for knowing and encouraging 
the best in contemporary music. 

Playboy Enterprises' own hotel in 
Miami Beach, the Playboy Plaza, will 
be one of those participating in the 
citywide promo. Playboy also plans 
an Awards Banquet to wind up the 
Festival period, with guests being 
winners of the 1972 Playboy poll. 

To get the Festival underway, TDA 
has allocated an initial $30,000. The 
total proposed budget for talent and 
staff is currently estimated at $360,- 
000. 

Cinnamon said that plans are al- 
ready well advanced for the sale of 
tickets on an international basis, and 
that travel arrangements with partici- 
pating ticket agents and airlines are 
certain to be made. 

The recent approval of TDA, and 
the actual launching of the Miami 
Beach Playboy Festival, climaxes 
more than six months of preliminary 
effort by John Huddy, entertainment 
editor of the Miami Herald, and Cin- 
namon. It was Huddy who originally 
authored the Festival concept for Mi- 
ami Beach. He first proposed the idea 
to the seven -member TDA last Aug., 
1971, but it was only recently that his 
efforts, Cinnamon's, and those of the 
Festival's champions on TDA, led by 
executive director N. Allen Robinson, 
actually bore fruit. The go-ahead on 
the Festival won approval by a five - 
to -two margin.

Optical Systems Plans Pay Cable Operation 
DAYTON, OHIO - "Pay Cable, 
CATV's shy step -sister has arrived," 
Geoffrey M. Nathanson, president of 
Optical Systems Corp., told industry 
leaders here, as he announced for 
the first time his company's plans 
to bring movies and sports to South- 
ern California cable subscribers 
within the year. 

In an address before the two-day 
Policy Makers Conference On Urban 
Cable Communications, sponsored by 
the Rand Corporation and the Ket- 
tering Foundation, Nathanson re- 
vealed that Optical Systems Corp. se- 
lected as pilot markets the cities of 
San Diego, Santa Barbara, Bakers- 
field, and Palm Springs, California. 

"Optical's Customers," said Na- 
thanson, "will be able to watch cur- 
rent theatrical motion pictures in 
their homes for as little as $1 or 
$1.50." Stressing these are the same 
films that are playing or have re- 
cently played in their local theatres 
and they will see these pictures on 
their television sets without any com- 
mercial interruptions." He also indi- 
cated sports events, often played in 
sold out auditoriums, arenas, and 
stadiums, at ticket prices generally 
in the $5 or $10 range, will be avail- 
able in the home for the entire family 
for $1 or $2. 

Optical utilizes a special decoder 
which Nathanson refers to as "Our 
Little Black Box." This unit is 
placed on the top of a cable sub- 
scriber's television set. To activate 
the decoder and thereby receive the 
programming of his choice the cus- 
tomer utilizes "Decod-A-Cards", 
small plastic cards about the size of 
a credit card which he has purchased

NEW YORK - Musicor Records is 
releasing an unusual new single by 
the St. Thomas More Folk Group en- 
titled "Come Back Home," featuring a 
10 year old soloist named Nancy.

Services are conducted in a one- 
story factory building in the Vander- 
bilt Industrial Park in Hauppauge. 
The purpose of the group was to in- 
troduce contemporary folk and rock 
music into their Mass, thereby giving 
the young people of the parish a 
chance to play a more active part in 
church services and open a means of 
communication between the young 
and old in the enjoyment of a Mass 
through music. On occasion the folk 
group features a solo during their 
service sung by director Bill Marinel- 
li's daughter, Nancy, and alter hear- 
ing her singing "Come Back Home" 
accompanying herself on guitar, Mar- 
inelli had her perform the song dur- 
ing communion service at church. She 
was asked to repeat it with the choir 
the following week and subsequently, 
the Jeromes convinced Marinelli and 
the group to record the song for Mu- 
sicor. 

The session was recorded at Groove 
Sound Studios in New York last week 
and samples are being shipped around 
the country.

NEW YORK-'S' NO BIRD, 'S' ANNE MURRAY! 

She's been called the girl next door so often that I'm beginning to become 
convinced that I grew up in a strangely drab neighborhood. But if that's whole- 
some-outdoorness you see in her face rather than MOR -tinsel, it shows your 
perceptiveness. Anne didn't start out to be a singer. She wanted to be, and was 
a phys ed teacher first. 

Anne grew up with five brothers in the Maritime Provinces of Canada and 
learned all there was to know about football and baseball for survival's sake. 
Yet in her own school, there was no gymnasium whatsoever. Needless to say 
there were also no physical education teachers, and it was Anne's dream to go 
back home after college and become the first. 

Almost immediately though, her career became entangled with show business. 
While still teaching, (after some success on radio) she began a musical fling on 
TV and the "Sing Along Jubilee" show. While it was only a slot in the chorus of 
a summer replacement, she also didn't have to worry about the show being 
cancelled or conflicting much with her teaching. Somehow there's less fickleness 
up north and this show was the closest thing her countrymen had to Ed Sullivan. 
So it ran and ran and ran. And as viewers began a writing campaign demanding 
that the red-cheeked wholesome blonde be put up front with solos of her own, 
she became more and more of a star until a Canadian diskery, Arc (whose roster 
at one time also included Ocean and David Clayton -Thomas) recorded an album 
on her for local distribution. 

A Capitol contract and four best selling albums later, Anne has a rather fanatic 
Canadian following and, interestingly enough strong country music status in the 
States. "This really puzzles me," Anne remarked. "I'm not a country singer, and 
I'm just learning about the music now. I played seven days straight of state fairs. 
The greatest thing about them is the people, who really enjoy seeing and hearing 
you. The sound systems are bad, but you can't worry about them in the cow 
dung. It all goes up in the air anyway. Country fans are the most loyal and I'm 
very happy they've taken to me." 

She's never really had the opportunity to star in a hall fit for her talents. 
There have been lots of bills headlined by Glen Campbell, in Las Vegas and Holly- 
wood, paralleling her role on Glen's TV series, but no solo concerts aside from

HOLLYWOOD-EMITT RHODES: AMERICAN DREAM COME TRUE 
Hawthorne, California. It's a place you may have heard of-The Beach Boys 

were raised there. A trip through the Los Angeles suburb will tell you more about 
their music than all the rock critics in Detroit could. Flat land. Light industry. 
Lots of welding shops. Row upon row of unassuming frame houses. Not a whole 
lot to do except surf-the beach isn't that far away-and cruise Hawthorne 
Boulevard. The Beach Boys aren't the only musical celebrities to come from this 
environment. Another is Emitt Rhodes. He was raised there; his parents still 
occupy the same house. The only major change, it would seem, is the garage. 
In the spot where Emitt's sister had her wedding reception, where at one time 
there used to be the family pool table, there's now an eight -track recording studio. 

It's not much of an eight -track studio, but how many of your neighbors have 
one? Emitt's board consists of several microphone mixers wired together. It's 
set up in such a way that he can only record on one track at a time, but since 
he does all the instruments and vocals on his albums, that's o.k. 

"It's easier when I do it alone. That way I have complete control over what I 

produce. The record company would like me to record in a regular studio and 
use session musicians. But I'd lose control that way. What I do is do all the 
arrangements myself, play the instruments, record myself and then deliver a bill 
for studio time with the album. The last one cost about $5,000." 

In an admittedly jerry-rigged situation, Emitt has created some rather unusual 
techniques for recording himself. For the acoustic guitar parts, he plays his 
instrument six feet away from the microphone. He uses three mikes on his 
drums-one overhead, one on the bass drum and one on the snare. For vocals, 
he sits in a chair, listens to the tracks through a headset and watches the dials 
on his recorder through the door. He has to be careful of a couple of things. 
"It sounds pretty quiet here, but the sound leakage is terrible. There are cars on 
the street outside, and planes passing overhead. We're close to the airport. All 
of that comes through the mikes quite clearly." 

Emitt got his first job by answering an ad. He doesn't remember whether it 
was in a music store or on a supermarket bulletin board, but you get the idea. 
He was to replace the drummer in a local group that was to soon land the job 
as house band in a new Hollywood club called the Hullabaloo. "I got in the band 
and was the youngest one there-just 14. We played all the hits and wore uni- 
forms. We were called the Palace Guard. 

"The Hullabaloo (now the Aquarius Theatre) has all these dressing rooms 
backstage. I learned to play guitar between sets there, just to pass time. I'm 
an excellent rhythm guitarist now,and pretty good on lead. But there's something 
that evades me about playing lead guitar. I have the technique-I can copy 
somebody else's lead-but what it takes to put together a lead line isn't entirely 
clear to me. The guitar player with my band is helping me out. He explains it as 
being a percussive instrument, and I can understand that. 

"I still consider myself primarily a drummer. Drums are a rhythm instrument, 
and rhythm is the foundation for everything." 

We asked Emitt why he didn't tour more. "Doing concerts is a diversion of my 
attention. I like to concentrate on songwriting and recording, and keep away from 
anything that distracts. It's not that I don't like to play with a band; the people

Those who expect a continuous stream of 
songs like "Daisy May" and "Don't Pull Your 
Love" from the team of Hamilton, Joe Frank 
& Reynolds, may be surprised by this set which 
finds the trio in a less frantic mood. A slew 
of Lambert -Potter compositions, best of which 
are "Don't Be Afraid Of The World" and "Ain't 
No Woman (Like The One I've Got)" meet up 
with a medley which includes "Bridge Over 
Troubled Water" and "You've Got A Friend." 
A tasty and thoroughly winning entry. 

MANFRED MANN'S EARTH BAND-Polydor 
5015 

Manfred Mann was there when it started 
and is still making it happen today. In the early 
days of Beatlemania, this South African organ- 
ist was one of the anchor men of the top 
English pop group bearing his name, turning 
out hits such as "Do Wah Diddy," "Pretty 
Flamingo," and later, "The Mighty Quinn." 
Now, as leader of the Earth Band, Mann re- 
tains his direct, potent style and remains a 
hallmark of taste. Every cut on the album is 
great, and each cut is different than the last. 
Standouts are Dylan's "Please Mrs. Henry", 
Dr. John's "Jump Sturdy" and "Part Time 
Man." 

LENNY-Original Broadway Cast-Blue Thumb 
BTS 9001 

The hit Broadway show turns up almost in its 
entirety via this double album, recorded live at 
the Brcoks Atkinson. Naturally the proceedings 
make a great deal more sense if you've already 
attended a performance of the play. However, 
the record has much to recommend it, particu- 
larly the extraordinary acting work of Cliff Gor- 
man who captures the late Lenny Bruce with 
frightening intensity. "Lenny" is provocative 
and highly -charged theatre and much of its 
excitement come across here too. 

AMERICA-Warner Bros. BS 2576 
They look very very young on the back 

cover, and sound very very wise within. Leave 
it to the English to give us a group called 
America, one with all the potential of CSN&Y 
to boot. While almost entirely acoustic, the 
album reverberates with excitement. Not the 
kind that tears you limb from limb, but the 
kind that bring you from cut to cut with eager 
anticipation and a snowballing sense of ap- 
preciation. "I Need You" is the most com- 
mercial cut, but FMs should find "Riverside," 
"Sandman" and indeed every track here up 
to their highest standards. Could be the big 
find of 1972.

JOY-The Ventures-United Artists UAS-5575 
This one is subtitled "The Ventures play the 

classics." It features the durable guitar domi- 
nated group on a host of compositions by 
Beethoven, Bach, Ravel and Tchaikovsky. Some 
of these adaptations have recently been hit 
singles-"Melody Of Joy" (from Beethoven's 
9th Symphony) for example. Others will be in- 
stantly recognizable even by those who are 
not steeped in the classics.

R INNER CITY-Original Cast-RCA LSO -1171 
Broadway's "Inner City" wants to tell it like

Recorded in France, where Roussos now makes his home, the albums naturally 
includes his overseas hit "We Shall Dance," released here, too, as a single, but 
it contains much, much more spanning a broad range of musical interest. The 

really striking feature, overall, is the generous application of Middle Eastern 

instrumentation, tonality and rhythm. Roussos credits this Byzantine mix to the 
fact that besides being born in Alexandria, he spent his formative years in various 
other North African cities, as far west as Marrakech. Even picked up a speaking 
knowledge of Arabic before making it to Greece. There, still as a kid, he sang in 

local Orthodox churches, adding to the store of influences that surface in his 

music today. Roussos left Greece five years ago, a bare three months after the 
Colonels came to power ("It had nothing to do with that, it was just that I had 

some growing to do as an artist, and France obviously had more to offer.") Since 

then, in part as lead singer with a group called Aphrodite's Child, Roussos has 

sold some six million records-roughly a third of these overseas sales deriving 
from his "We Shall Dance" single. Next on his schedule is a two -record album 

with compatriot songwriter Hadjidakis. Then maybe Ravi Shankar. Or maybe both 

together. c.b.

Of Love" and "All Your Kissin' Sho' Don't 
Make True Loving."

Popular vocal stylist returns with another 

set guaranteed to be greeted with great en- 
thusiasm by the MOR market. Disk is about 
even divided between familiar favorites like "I 
Can't Get You Out Of My Heart" and "Love 
Story" and newer but no less appealing fare. 
Some really nice moments on "There's No 
Such Thing As Love" and "Music From Across 
The Way." A half dozen more tunes round out 
the album. 

PURE DEVOTION - Lindy Stevens - Decca

First of all, Lindy Stevens has a very striking 
voice-one which shimmers on the high notes 
and dips down gracefully for the lows. Second- 
ly, her album of songs is a genuine discovery. 
A number of the ten songs included here 
might be considered devotional in content if 
not necessarily in delivery. "Penny -gold," 
"Walking By His Open Door," "Some More Of 
Your Loving" and "It'll All Come Back To You" 
are among the standouts. 

I GOTTA BE ME-Gideon & Power-Bell 1104 
Solid handclapping rock doesn't come along 

every day so when it does it deserves a 
hearty welcome. This is the kind of disk you 
can get and dance to. It was recorded at the 
Keystone Korner Club in San Francisco. Nu- 
cleus of the action is young Gideon Daniels, 
a strong shouter who stamps each song with 
the force of his personality. Listen to the appro- 
priate "I've Gotta Be Me" track and see if 
you don't agree. But you won't want to stop 
there. Lively non-stop music lives!

HILTON (INTERNATIONAL), LAS 
VEGAS - There aren't many legends 
left to lure Vegas patrons. Chevalier 
is gone, Sinatra in mothballs, and Dy- 
lan a perpetual holdout. Still, there's 
Presley, In this, his sixth stand in two 
and a half years, he has assembled 
the Sweet Inspirations, J. D. Sumner 
and the Stamps Quartet and Joe 
Guercio to conduct a mammoth or- 
chestra, adding up to about fifty mu- 
sicians and vocalists on stage. And 
with a performance that is at least as 
impassioned and inspired as his Au- 
gust '69 debut in this room. 

"C. C. Rider" is his turbulent open- 
er. A white sequined karate -cowboy 
outfit, a gold -lined cape and matching 
scarf, his flamboyant costume. A $400 
belt (gift of the International) dan- 
gles from his waist. He saunters 
across the hotel's immense stage, 
mumbling, shaking, shouting, croon- 
ing, tossing sweated scarfs to adoring 
fern fans who race to the stage to be 
kissed, touched or merely noticed. The 
swivel hips and long sideburns are 
unmodified, immutable. The talent, 
constant, confirmed. 

A couple of dozen of his eternal 
copyrights are included to resurrect 
recollections of our past. Once again 
he's irrevocably in love and "all 
shook up," "workin' on a chain gang," 
"sad and blue, cryin' over you." 
Pleading, "let me be your teddy bear." 
Accusing, "you ain't nothin' but a 
hound dog, cryin' all the time." And 
the memories and magic of all the 
things we were, press between the 
pages of our minds. 

His version of "Bridge Over Trou- 
bled Water" is the equal of any, cal- 
culated to demonstrate his power and 
range. He immediately tops it with a 
violently emotional treatment of 
"Dixie," tied to "All My Trials" and 
"The Battle Hymn of the Republic." 

Another reminder of his phenomen- 
al abilities. Swivel hips, karate chops 
and camp aside, he sustains as one of 
our nation's wonders; an immensely 
talented blues shouter, among the 
more eloquent pop and country 
singers ... The 37 -year -old legend is 
back. Las Vegas wakes and smiles.

PHILHARMONIC HALL, LINCOLN 
CENTER, NYC-"They were really 
patient out there," remarked Gordon 
Lightfoot following his concert here 
last Friday night. He was referring 
to the capacity audience which had 
sat in respectful wonderment as the 
Reprise artist introduced eight songs 
from his upcoming album, interspers- 
ing them with familiar material from 
his stocky songbook. 

Alternating between six and twelve 
string guitar playing, Lightfoot of- 
fered ample proof that he richly de- 
serves the appellation "Great Per- 
former," unlike several of his pre- 
decessors in this series. It would be 
literally impossible for him to sing 
everybody's personal Lightfoot favor- 
ite during the course of one evening 
but he certainly made a real effort 
to include as many as he could. And 
as for the crowd-well, they were 
more than content to let him do the 
deciding. 

Maybe that's what makes a Gordon 

Lightfoot 
Lightfoot concert such a special event. 
The audience trusts his judgment and 
loves him as an old friend. On Fri- 
day he responded with classics such 
as "Early Morning Rain" and "For 
Loving Me" as well as fairly recent 
songs like "Miguel," "Minstrel Of The 
Dawn" and "Sit Down Young Stran- 
ger." His version of "Me And Bobby 
McGee" is always welcome and, of 
course, he obliged us with his hit 
single of last season "If You Could 
Read My Mind." All of the new pieces 
were stamped with that particular 
Lightfoot brand and none more so 
than "Ode To Big Blue," an eloquent 
and affectionate tribute to the blue 
whale. 

The number of happy people exiting 
a concert hall can often be a pretty 
good indicator of an entertainer's 
worth. Following this concert, several 
thousand smiling faces drifted out on- 
to the street. Lightfoot had done it 
again!

Ike & Tina Turner Review 
Natchez Trace 

NASHVILLE, TENNESSEE-It's ob- 
vious when a performer enjoys per- 
forming and Tina Turner was clearly 
enjoying herself before a near capa- 
city crowd in Nashville's Memorial 
Auditorium. However, prior to her 
appearance, Natchez Trace, a rela- 
tively unknown act on the music 
'scene made their professional debut 
to an audience that had definitely just 
come to see Ike and Tina. The boy - 
girl duo, backed by a three member 
band, provided a delightful blending 
of very strong voices with original 
material and quickly made the initial- 
ly uninterested audience sit up and 
take notice. "Nashville Arriving" was 
particularly pleasing as it told of their 
first impressions of the city they now 
call home. Two risque "country and 
western" tunes drew laughter and 
warm acceptance for these talented 
and versatile youngsters. 

The Ike and Tina Turner Review 
opened with the band displaying ex- 
pertise in the handling of their in- 
struments to set the tempo for what 
was to follow. The pace livened even 
more when I'ke with his special brand 
of charisma joined them and reached 
a near fever pitch with the appear- 
ance of the provocative Ikettes. "Take 
Another Little Piece of My Heart" 
exhibited the individual skills of each 
girl and established their importance 
as a part of the Review-if there were 
ever any doubts. 

Then came Tina and from that 
moment on she literally held the 
audience in the palm of her hand. 
Explosive, sensual, talented and hard 
working are only a few inadequate 
adjectives to describe this lady. Her 
ability to take almost any type of 
tune and turn it into dynamite par- 
tially explains why she has reached 
the pinnacle of success. Her every 
movement and every word leaves little 
doubt that she enjoys being a woman. 

A roar of approval was heard with 
the opening strains of "Proud Mary" 
and when the spotlight centered on 
Tina for "I've Been Loving You Too 
Long," one could feel the breathless 
response. As Ike's voice emerged in 
a suggestive man -woman -husband - 
wife exchange of banter during this 
tune, the crowd groaned with delight. 
Closing with "I Want To Take You 
Higher," the review reached a sum- 
mit in planning, timing and audience 
appeal.

Alice Cooper 
NRBQ 

CAPITOL THEATER, PASSAIC, 
N.J. - Alice Cooper is a killer. This 
five -piece theatrical -rock group has 
its telescopic sights set on the hearts 
of American youth, and its aim is 
deadly accurate. 

Proof that the group is on target 
was further demonstrated by a set at 
John Scher and Al Hayward's Capitol 
Theater operation in Passaic, N.J. 
Reaching a hip, New York audience 
(as Cooper did at the Academy of 
Music last month) is one thing, but 
getting the same frantic response 
from a New Jersey crowd or teenag- 
ers in Roanoke, Va. (where the group 
played the night before) definitely 
shows that Alice Cooper has a large 
slice of American Apple Pie. Only in 
Alice's case, it seems that everyone is 
more interested in the cutting knife 
than the slice of pie. 

Alice Cooper's method of captivat- 
ing the audience has many carefully 
planned levels. Theatrically, Alice 
acts out a multitude of teenage fan- 
tasies, such as chopping a plastic 
baby doll to bits with an axe, or play- 
ing with a live boa constrictor while 
teasing the audience with a fencing 
sword that has a pile of dollar bills 
stuck to it. Musically, the group has 
the new sound of groups such as 

Black Sabbath and Grand Funk, 
which has already caused a gener- 
ation gap between 15 -year -old rock 
fans and 20 -year -old fans. The 
group's entire stage show is now in 
the form of a carefully rehearsed play 
entitled (What else?) "Killer." 

The Capitol Theater, which started 
its rock policy a few months ago, has 
a spacious and nicely coordinated at- 
mosphere in which New Jersey teens 
find no trouble relating to music and 
each other. Acoustics are fine, but the 
sound system could use more rein- 
forcement. 

NRBQ rounded out the bill with a 
set of funky rock tunes that merged 
an oldtime feel with a new point of 
view. The quintet works its style 
around a clean and tight sound with 
uncluttered but highly effective ar- 
rangements. Al Anderson, formerly of 
Connecticut's Wild Weeds, has joined 
NRBQ on guitar recently and has al- 
ready taken the sound and image a 
long way. The next logical step is for 
the group to perform some of Ander- 
son's original songs, which are top 
hit material.

Paul Parrish 
SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORI- 
UM, L.A. -A surprise last minute 
addition to a recent Seals & Crofts 
concert here was Warner Bros.' Paul 
Parrish. It was what he called his 
first public appearance. We'll take his 
word for it, but his performance 
showed a professionalism that's lack- 
ing in far more seasoned singers. 

Parrish composes, sings, and plays 
adequate piano and guitar. His sing- 
ing is reminiscent of a male Joni 
Mitchell, and his writing hits some- 
where between hers and Randy 
Newman'is. He is, in other words, an 
ideal Warners performer. 

The sounds, all originals, got better 
as the evening progressed. Adding 
greatly to their impact was Parrish's 
amusing dialog and a routine in 
which he demonstrated the styles of 
various composers as they learned 
"Jingle Bells." Mozart and Beethoven 
were obvious and fun, but William 
Blake was pretty far out for Santa 
Monica. 

Drawn out over a period of time, 
Parrish's vocalizing sounds a bit 
same -y; a familiar tune or two would 
help a bit. But the performance was a 
happy surprise and a welcome addi- 
tion to the show.

Country Gentlemen 
Rosalie Sorrels 

ASH GROVE, L.A. - With eight or 
nine albums available, it seems that 
the Country Gentlemen should have a 
more widespread reputation than they 
do. As it is, with the albums on the 
Rebel label and this their first local 
appearance, apparently, the reputa- 
tion will take more time to grow. 

Led by guitarist Charles Waller, the 
group has a bluegrass instrumenta- 
tion, and play their share of tradi- 
tional tunes. But, interspersed with 
the hoedowns are traditional country 
numbers, pop material like "Take Me 
Home, Country Roads," and ballads 
like "Silver Dagger." Two highlights 
of the set reviewed were Waller's ex- 
cellent impression of Hank Snow 
(singing numbers ranging from "One 
More Ride" to "Rhumba Boogie"), 
and the group's slow-motion version 
of "Cripple Creek," a set -piece that is 
far better seen than described. 

Second -billed Rosalie Sorrels 
brought with her a band of up to four 
accompanying musicians and did quite 
well by herself.

Jackson Browne 

BITTER END, NYC-Last week we 
went to a party. And last week we 
went to a show. Both were at the 
Bitter End, and both were for Jack- 
son Browne. But since, as he tells 
us in song, Jackson doesn't do too 
much partying these days, we'll skip 
the free food and flashbulbs and talk 
about the show. 

Jackson Browne is one of those 
people who can look like he's 18 at 
one moment and then look like he's 
35 the next moment. So it goes with 
his music-his songs and performance 
have the guise of youthful naivete, 
but beneath the surface lies worldly 
maturity and deep -thought wisdom. 
"Jamaica Say You Will," "Take It 
Easy" and "These Days" sound de- 
ceptively simple, but continue to un- 
fold their depths with every succes- 
sive listening. Browne has the two- 
fold gift of being able to communi- 
cate instantly with directness and then 
being able to maintain communication 
with sublety, exemplified by the 
straightforward sensitivity of "Song 
For Adam." 

The statement that Jackson Browne 
is arriving on the folk scene was 
punctuated by a guest set one night 
by David Blue, and Bitter End visits 
by Bob Dylan and Leslie West. Future 
concert dates with Joni Mitchell 
should also help place his name on 
the map. 

Sandy Denny headlined the show 
with a loose collection of contempor- 
ary and Olde English ballads with 
occassional sidetrips to Scotland and 
Ireland. Total control of her voice and 
the ability to weave a tale into a 
trance were offset by lack of control 
between songs which was at first 
cut, but eventually left long gaps of 
boredom between the otherwise fine 
tunes such as "Matty Groves," "John 
The Gun" and "Who Knows Where 
The Time Goes." Top kudos go to 
Miss Denny's backup, who displayed 
agility and versatility, especially seen 
in the creative and totally fused gui- 
tar playing of Richard Thompson.

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GMA Tightens Ballot Controls; 
'72 Dove Awards In Music City 
NASHVILLE - New rules for gos- 
pel music awards, including a tighten- 
ing of controls in balloting 
procedures, were approved by the 
board of directors of the Gospel Music 
Assoc., meeting in quarterly session 
in Nashville. 

Members of the GMA will ballot in 
two voter categories, those in the 
rade (or industry) will be one group- 

ing and the general membership (or 
fan) will be the second, according to 
Marvin Norcross of Waco, Texas, 
chairman of the board of directors. 
Norcross explained that the industry's 
annual Dove Awards will be deter- 
mined by adding the percentages of 
their votes in the two voter catego- 
ries. Dove awards will be given in 14 
achievement areas, and each member 
will be allowed to vote in not more 
than 10 of these divisions. 

The 1971 awards were presented 
during the GMA annual banquet Oct. 
9 and subsequently all of the year's 
Dove Awards were invalidated by the 
board. The invalidation came about 
after disclosure of unethical 
procedures in solicitation of votes for 
the awards. 

Along with rules governing ballot- 
ing procedures, Norcross said the 
board also listed violation penalties 
for groups or individuals "breaking" 
the rules. Penalties ranged from a 
"reprimand to being ineligible to vote 
or being disqualified from the awards." 

Norcross said as grounds for such 
action, the board specified such illegal 
activities as "buying votes, giving 
gifts in exchange for votes, soliciting

votes through the mail, using sample 
ballots in mailings and -or advertising 
and accepting gifts or money in ex- 
change for votes." 

Commenting further on the vote 
procedures, Norcross explained that 
in the past GMA members were al- 
lowed a multitude of votes in a three - 
ballot process to name the Dove 
Award winners. The three -ballot sys- 
tem has been retained. 

The first ballot will be a nomina- 
tion ballot with each member eligible 
to make one nomination in any 10 of 
the 14 categories he chooses. The sec- 
ond ballot will narrow the nomination 
field to five in each category. The 
third and final balloting determines 
the winner. In the past, members 
could nominate as many as five in 
each of the categories. 

The board also agreed to hold the 
1972 Dove Awards program in Nash- 
ville next fall. Finalization of plans 
will be made during the next quarter- 
ly meeting of the board, scheduled far 
April, also in Nashville. 

In other action Tuesday, two new 
members were added to the board of 
directors, representing the promoter 
category. Previously, promoters and 
talent agency officials were listed in 
the same category. Now there will be 
a talent agency -artist management 
category. Currently representing this 
division on the board are Don Light 
and Herman Harper, both of Nash- 
ville's Don Light Talent, Inc. Named 
to the promoter representation were 
Tom Drake of Kansas City, Mo., and 
J. G. Whitfield of Pensacola, Fla. 

NASHVILLE - The Third Annual 
Country Radio Seminar is scheduled 
for Nashville's King of the Road Mo- 
tor Inn on Friday and Saturday, May 
12 and 13, according to Tom McEn- 
tee, MGM Records country promotion 
manager and founder of the Seminar. 
The Seminar, which will 'be under the 
direction of management consultant, 
Dr. Will Miles, is devoted exclusively 
to the problems of country broadcast- 
ers and is organized by country re- 
cording industry and Nashville radio 
representatives on a volunteer basis. 

"We are starting early this year so 
that we can better inform country 
broadcasters of the dates and purpose 
of the Seminar," McEntee said. "In 
that way, we hope to entice more of 
them to attend. We are especially in- 
terested in attracting more small 
market management and program- 
ming people". 

Hotel accommodations and Semú._r 
arrangements will be handled by 
McEntee, Tom McConnell Mega Rec- 
ords; and Dale Morris, Cartwheel 
Records, while Mac Allen, WKDA Ra- 
dio; Dave Olson, Shelby Singleton 
Music; Biff Collie, United Artists Rec- 
ords; Dan Hoffman, Sunbury -Dunbar 
Music; and Jerry Seabolt will be re- 
sponsible for the Seminar agenda. 

RCA Records will host a cocktail 
party on Friday evening for all Semi- 
nar registrants and Elroy Kahonek is 
responsible for those arrangements.

These 
are the only social events planned for 
the two-day affair.

Mel Tillis has his style down pat. His mellow 
and relaxed manner of rambling through a 
tune is given a wry twist of humor or irony 
every so often to add the right touch of real- 
ism. This set best exemplifies Tillis' smooth- 
ness, and includes two cuts sung with Sherry 
Bryce ("Take My Hand," "Living And Learn- 
ing") and one with the Mike Curb Congregation 
("I Went A Ramblin' "). Other highlights in- 
clude "The Arms Of A Fool" and "Brand New 
Mister Me." 

BILL & JAN (OR JAN & BILL)-Bill Anderson 
Jan Howard-Decca 5293 

Whether they're called Bill & Jan or Jan & 
Bill, this popular country duet can be best 
exemplified by the cut on this album called 
"We." The perky Don Reid song tells of ad- 
ventures together while searching for common 
goals, not caring who comes first just as long 
as it was done together. This is the basis of 
Bill & Jan's LP (or is it Jan & Bill?) Actually, 
since the album leads off with their hit, "Dis- 
satisfied," the idea of a mild feud for top 
billing is purely for fun and not the way things 
really are. If you need further proof, listen to 
their remake of the Supreme's "Someday We'll 
Be Together" and "Don't Let It Happen With- 
out Me." 

THIS IS TOMMY OVERSTREET-Dot 25994 
Kicking off this album with his current hit, 

"Ann (Don't Go Runnin')", Tommy Overstreet 
runs through an assorted set that includes a 
few tunes popularized by other c&w artists, 
such as "Easy Loving," "Kiss An Angel Good 
Morning," "Take Me Home, Country Roads" 
and "She's All I Got." Produced by Ricci 
Mareno, this set features vocal backgrounds 
by the Jordanaires. Other selected cuts include 
"Is It That Easy," "Within This World Of Mine," 
and "How'd We Ever Get This Way." 

RINGS AND THINGS-Tompall & The Glaser 
Bros.-MGM 4812 

Leading off with their hit, "Rings," Tompall 
& the Glasers use this album to salute song- 
writers that they have worked with. Each of the 
eleven tunes has a different writer or writing 
team ("Sweet, Love Me Good Woman" was 
written by William Holmes & Larry Kennedy 
and "You're In Carolina" was written by 
Holmes, but in conjunction with Dan Pate). 
It seems as though each of the three Glaser 
brothers got to choose his own personal 
favorites, since they alternate as producers 
on different cuts. The overall effect is a wide 
variety of styles and sounds, all coherently 
assembled under one family roof for a top 
album. 

THE FAR-OUT WORLD OF HOMER & JETHRO 
-RCA 4648 

Although their act was as easy-going as 
could be, Homer & Jethro's razor sharp wit 
cut out a corner all their own in the world of 
country music. From their spoofs on popular 
tunes ("The Gal From Possum Holler (The Girl 
From Ipanema)") to their insane dialogs be- 
tween songs, and even to the hilarious ex- 
pressions on their rubber faces, these boys 
were designed to make people laugh. When 
Homer died last August, Jethro continued as 
a soloist, saying "To try and replace Homer 
would be impossible." Here on this album, 
we find some of the duet's last material, in- 
cluding "Daddy Played First Base," "The Ballad 
of Roger Miller" and "We Didn't Make It 
Through The Night." 

CATCH THE WIND-Jack Barlow-Dot 25995 
In addition to his chartrider, "Catch The 

Wind," Jack Barlow uses this album to pay 
tribute to other country artists by doing ar- 
rangements of songs that they have made 
popular recently. Along these lines, Johnny 
Paycheck's "She's All I Got," Freddie Hart's 
"Easy Loving" and John Denver's "Take Me 
Home, Country Roads" are all included. After 
catching the wind, Jack discovered that "They 
Call The Wind Maria." Other selections include 
deep -voiced versions of "Somewhere In Texas," 
"Early Morning Sunshine" and "Play It Again."

PORTER WAGONER (RCA 0648) 
What Ain't To Be, Just Might Happen (2:10) (Owepar, BMI-P. Wagoner) 

This peppy tune bubbles with optimism, the cheerful vocals tastefully accented 
by happy steel guitar licks. Bound to leave folks smiling, this Porter Wagoner 
original shouldn't waste any time climbing high in the surveys. Flip: "Little Bird"

JEANNIE C. RILEY (Plantation 85)

this tune and should zip up the charts with no trouble. Flip: no info available.

KITTY WELLS (Decca 32931) 
Sincerely (2:41) (Arc, BMI-Freed, Fuqua) 

With the aid of steel guitar and country piano, Kitty Wells adds the right touch 
of nasal twang to this classic pop ballad to set it squarely into the c&w market. 
A hot nostalgia item, this record should sell very well with both old and new 
listeners.

Murry Kellum should get a solid chunk of airplay w,.n this bouncy novelty tune 
that employs catchy lyrics and slippery steel playing.

This tune about the natural beauty of Arkansas should travel the same back- 
woods path up the chart as John Denver's "Take Me Home, Country Roads."

The first American entertainer in- 
vited to perform in Chile since the 
inception of the Allende government, 
Yarrow, a former member of Peter, 
Paul and Mary, is scheduled to appear 
twice at the festival between Febru- 
ary 9 and 14. 

Yarrow's acceptance of the invita- 
tion was predicated on the under- 
standing that his presence will rep- 
resent an attempt to further a cul- 
tural dialogue between Chilean and 
American citizens. 

Clarifying his feelings about the 
purpose of the visit, Yarrow said, 
"I'm going to CHile not only to per- 
form but to sense and to feel what is 
happening in Chile today. It is my 
intention to talk not only to suppor- 
ters of the Allende government, but 
also to those who criticize it from 
other points on the political spec- 
trum. I hope to convey to the people 
of Chile in my songs a sense of the 
social awareness in our country so 
that they might know that we, too, 
have a vision of a time when we can 
all be united by the brotherhood of 
man." 

Yarrow will be singing songs from 
his recently recorded first solo album, 
"Peter," as well as some Peter, Paul 
and Mary songs that have been popu- 
lar in Chile. 

Sue Roberts, business affairs manager 
of Elektra and Tracey Stern, general 
manager of Nonesuch, division han- 
dled the presentation for Elektra, 
with a showing of a 16mm film out- 
lining the direction of Elektra policy 
and its success. Jerry Greenberg, seni- 
or vp & general manager of Atlantic 
Records used tape and film highlight- 
ing the extensive soul and jazz pro- 
duct on the label and presenting new 
Atlantic signings. Tracks from the 
new Rolling Stones album were also 
played. 

For the European subsidiaries, Ian 
Ralfini, Siegfried Lock and Bernard 
de Bosson, representing Britain, Ger- 
many and France respectively took 
the stand. The German company 
showed a slide and tape presentation 
demonstrating the structure of the 
German operation; for Britain Phil 
Carson outlined marketing plans for 
the next three months; and Bernard 
de Bosson gave a speech detailing the 
development of the company and in- 
troducing new signings.

The entertainer will appear on con- 
secutive Sundays, Feb. 20 and 27, at 
the NYA's new permanent home, the 
Shaw Theatre, Euston Road, with all 
proceeds going to the NYA Appeal 
Fund. 

John will be backed by musicians 
Nigel Olsson on drums, Dee Murray 
on bass and Davey Johnstone on lead 
guitar. The Uni Records artist's only 
other scheduled appearance this 
month was in concert with the Lon- 
don Philharmonic at the Royal Fes- 
tival Hall on Feb. 5.

Production of albums rose by 
seven percent to a total of 7.6 million 
while singles increased by two per- 
cent to 4.0 million pressings.

During the first ten months of 1971 
total sales were up by nine per cent 
to £32.2 million with exports slipping 
by two per cent to £5.1 million against 
the same period in 1970.

CashBox Canada 
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The month of January has been 
slow but interesting. Allan Waters, 
president of CHUM Ltd. who made 
another bid for a foothold in Montre- 
al, this time via CFCF, was given 
approval by the CRTC. The conditions 
however, whereby Waters could take 
over the multi -million dollar oper- 
ation included the sale of his CKVR- 
TV plum in south central Ontario 
within a reasonable time and the sale 
of all the radio outlets within the 
Marconi complex within one year. 
This would leave him with only the 
CFCF television outlet. Waters said 
no to the CRTC. Rumours are now 
running high that John Basset and a 
few of his associates may be the 
next bidder for the Montreal giant. 

The two conditions necessary for 
the CRTC 30/// AM play came into 
effect January 18. Radio stations gen- 
erally have now accepted the regula- 
tions as the law of the land and are, 
for the most part, showing themselves 
as establishing more of a Canadian 
identity. There has been a problem of 
some Canadian companies with parent 
companies in the U.S. who are re- 
garding the legislation as "restric- 
tions" and have pulled the plug on 
allowing more budget for Canadian 
product. Some however, are showing 
a growing interest of accepting the 
regulations and have stepped up ac- 
tivity in order to take advantage of 
the 30%. Of the majors, Columbia has 
moved ahead along with Capitol and 
Kinney. Both Kinney and Columbia 
have established A&R offices in 
downtown Toronto so as to be closer 
to the action and away from the 
great walled image of head office. 
Kinney is off to a good start with a 
couple of Canadian signings, Brave 
Belt, who just won the Maple Leaf 
System vote with "Never Comin' 
Home" and Next, like Brave Belt out 
of Winnipeg. Next have been showing 
good sales with their album release 
and were given the red carpet treat- 
ment from Manitoba's Government 
House, residence of the Lieutenant 
Governor, a first for a Canadian mu- 
sical group. 

The independents are also showing 
signs of renewed vigor. Quality Rec- 
ords, who have always been ahead in 
pumping out product, have another 
winner with The Stampeders' single 
release of "Monday Morning Choo 
Choo". This is done up in the same 

styling as their world winning "Sweet 
City Woman" and has already cap- 
tured important MOR and MOT air- 
play. They are just now slowly de- 
scending the charts with their "Devil 
You" deck. Rain, who received air- 
play but no chart action on CKLW 
with their London lid, "Out Of My 
Mind", have stiffed but not before be- 
coming a strong national chart con- 
tender. Their producer Greg Ham- 
bleton has an album ready to roll and 
a U.S. release by Bell to back it up. 
Alsc on London, The Poppy Family 
have hit hard with "Good Friends" 
showing strong action on both MOT 
and MOR stations. The label's nation- 
al promotion manager, Mike Doyle, 
found a surprise ally in The Poppy 
Family with Dave Johnston, music di- 
rector at the country giant CFGM. 
They like the flip, "Tryin" and have 
tried it on their listeners. Could be 
The Poppy Family have found anoth- 
er outlet. 

Polydor has shown good form with 
recent releases by Frank Mills, "Love 
Me Love Me Love", and Joey Grego - 
rash, "My Love Sings". Anne Atten- 
borrow is showing- well with her sin- 
gle, "I Shall Be Released". 

GRT's success story is still that of 
Lighthouse. However, they've just 
signed Mainline and their single re- 
lease "Get Down To" takes them into 
the very progressive Country/Rock 
field that has created some attention 
with the programmers. An album by 
the Toronto group has also been re- 
leased. 

Capitol Records, always one step 
ahead in the Cancan race. have issued 
their Phase II "Guide To Canadian 
Content Programming" which is con- 
sidered a giant assist to programmers 
struggling to find the necessary pro- 
gramming material to fill their Cana- 
dian content. On the chart scene they 
are forging ahead with Anne Mur - 
ray's latest, "Cotton Jenny" which 
has picked up play on MOT, MOR and 
Country stations. Fergus, a new sign- 
ing has broken into the MOT field 
with his single release "Same Old 
Feeling".

The company cited that the dull re- 
sult is one of many examples of the 
general situation of the music mar- 
ket.

EDITORIAL: 
Collection Guarantees 

Most every business which deals directly with the 
public guarantees its solvency by adding a profit 
onto the product or service it sells. The entertainment 
industry, however, operates pretty much on an "if 
come" basis ... if the folks show up at the concert, 
at the amusement park, at the stadium, then a profit 
will come. 

The music and games business, as an integral part 
of the broad entertainment industry, also operates 
"if come", even tho each operator can pretty much 
count on an average number of coins going into each 
of his machines each week. However, unlike the con- 
cert producer who puts up his advance money and 
normally gains it back, with a profit, a week later, the 
coin operator often waits many, many months before 
the cost of his attraction-the machine-is amor- 
tized. Therefore, we believe it's vital that every oper- 
ator safeguard his "if come" gamble a bit by de- 
manding either a minimum collection guarantee from 
his locations on each machine, or, by requiring a 

specific amount of money "in front" before the col- 
lection is split. 

Minimums, front money, etc. are widely used in 
our industry but locations set thus are still far and 
away the exception rather than the rule. The reason 
is obvious-static from the location owner. Operators 
today prize each and every one of their locations so 
much, they find it difficult to impossible to even raise 
the vending price on cigarettes when the taxes go 
up, much less tell their customers a $10 bill is com- 
ing off every collection pile before the remainder is 
split. 

Surely, every operator believes in guarantees in 
theory. But it's not easy to put it into practice when 
your competitors are all still operating on "if come". 
That certainly smacks of the birth pangs the industry 
went thru in upping the music price to 2-25ç , no? But 
the price eventually did go up, proving that any fiscal 
revision between operator and location can be done 
if approached properly. 

Let's be sensible about this. The tavern industry, 
for one, is taking much too much money out of the 
coin business in loans, bonuses and commissions. 
Why the neighborhood bar can be an equal partner 
with the operator without paying for the enormous 
cost and upkeep of the equipment is hard to com- 
prehend. Surely the normal service expenses at a 

typical tavern (e.g. new amp for the juke, two hours 
work on the pin, couple of new sticks and balls for 
the table) often eats up the operator's share, and 
then some. If the tavern's your partner, let him share 
in these expenses-not by paying half your bills as 
they're incurred-but by granting a fixed sum of the 
cash box each collection to go toward offsetting this. 

You know, it might be a good idea to itemize all 
the service expenses at just one of your stops for a 

six month period. Add up replacement parts, labor 
time, cost of records, sticks, balls, etc. and you may 
find the bottom line frightening. Sure, everyone's got 
stops that never give a problem but it's folly to spread 

Old -Fashioned Op 
Scored by NA Exec 
MOUNTAIN VIEW-Nutting Asso- 
ciates, Inc. reports geared up produc- 
tion to fill sizable bauk orders of their 
new Computer Space unit. "Accept- 
ance of the unit by the industry has 
been tremendous. There is nothing 
on the market that will compare with 
this machine," boasts Dave Ralstin, 
Nutting's marketing director, "not 
only in income production but in engi- 
neering and design." According to 
Ralstin, income reports from around 
the country indicate that the Com- 
puter Space "may well be the all-time 
high industry producer. You know, 
it's odd," says Ralstin, "on second 
thought it's really not so odd, but 
statistics report that the average op- 
erator has been in the business for 
over 25 years. That's average! This 
puts many operators in their sixties 
and seventies-and how many men 
do you know that are aggressive at 
that age?" questions Ralstin. 

"I think it could be safely said that 
one reason the young educated ag- 
gressive element in our society is 
not impressed with our industry is 
because it seems to carry less prestige 
than other businesses. There just 
aren't enough young people in the in- 
dustry. The reason I am expounding 
on this is because it makes my job 
less pleasant. Computer Space is com- 
pletely new to the industry, as was 
Computer Quiz when it first came out. 
A new concept, a new design that 
cannot be compared with anything on 
the market. It is the aggressive dis- 
tributor and operator who recognize 
the Computer Space and are the first 
to make money with the unit. It is 
the non -aggressive distributor or op- 
erator who says, 'Son, I've been in 
this business for almost 30 years and 
the game is too sophisticated.' I've 
heard it more times than I care to 
remember, and it's this same opera- 
tor who watches an aggressive op- 
erator put a new Computer Space 
in his location and it's this same dis- 
tributor who all of a sudden finds 
equipment in his area he didn't sell. 

"The moral of the story is that 
future games from the manufacturers 
that serve the industry must and will 
continue to become more sophisticated.

Just after we 
learned of Sophie's loss, we received a call from Arnold Kaminkow of General 
Vending in Baltimore, informing us that company founder George Goldman also 
passed away Wed. (3rd). See story elsewhere this issue on George. 

QUALITY CONTROL-WHERE ARE YOU?-Seems to be a serious problem 
brewing with 45rpm singles right now, concerning the technical quality of the 
disks themselves. We've received several letters and calls lately, from both opera- 
tors and one stops, screaming about unnecessary service calls due to record 
deficiencies, one stops are up -to -here getting tired of hearing operator's gripes 
and say the real complaint should be lodged with the offending record companies. 
Many operators do write these lables, listing problems they've had with records, 
but it seems the complaints are going unanswered. Chief among these deficiencies 
are: record warpage (increasing, they say), mislabeling of records (some disks 
come labeled with two 'A' side labels, others have the labels from the record they 
want on a completely different disk also issued by the same firm). thin vinyl (one 
very prominent label's disks have been described as "paper thin"), the perennial 
favorite-bad start -in groove, and last but obviously not the least-the hole being 
off center. This last one really takes the cake. When we first heard it out at the 
MOA seminar we thought it impossible to press a record with an off -center hole, 
but certain pressing processes used by some labels today can do this if the 
quality control don't do their job. Worst of it is the midnight service calls that 
take an operator ten miles or more from home, just to find that the sensitive 
jukebox mechanism won't abide the eccentricities of a defective single. That's 
time and money unnecessarily spent and it's no wonder the one stops get so 

much steam. Hope the record companies responsible wake up to the fact that 
the technical performance of a single is as important, if not more important, to 
the operator than its artistic performance. 

RECORD EVENTS-Otto Wilkinson at A-1 Record Sales says the new single by 
Linda Jones, 'Your Precious Love', on the Turbo Label (Dist. All Platinum) is 

getting heavy Jukebox requests locally and the side looks like it will be heading 
to the top of the jukebox programmers list. Otto also reports that the new Tommy 
James, 'Tell 'Em Willie Boy 'S A' Comin' on Roulette and the new Paul Simon, 
'Mother And Child Reunion' on Columbia are already garnering the orders. 

UPSTATE ITEMS-A. D. Palmer, chief of advertising at the Wurlitzer North 
Tonawanda plant has prepared an exciting brochure that includes a 45RPM pro- 
motional record insert highlighting the new furniture styled juke, "Cabaret." The 
kit is in the mail to Wurlitzer distributors who will find the promotional record 
of considerable interest. The 'Cabaret' record, produced by A.D., is entitled, "A 
Sophisticated Approach To Automatic Music, Side 1 and 2, points out the engi- 
neering qualities and design qualities incorporated into the furniture styled juke- 
box. The listener is also rewarded with the musical reproductive powers of the 
'Cabaret', covering the full musical range from low to high. The piano clarity is 

displayed with Peter Nero at the keyboard. The fullness of the brass with the 
artistry of Quincy Jones and the clearness of strings with Leonard Bernstein 
conducting.
