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Dealing In 'Futures' 

There was a time when labels en- 
gaged in the daily race (and grind) to 
uncover that "hot" master, with little 
consideration given to the potential of 
the act over the long -run. By its very 
definition, the "hot" master had im- 
pressive credentials to offer, mainly 
sales -gathering airplay by some "ba- 
rometer" market. 

The economics of the record busi- 
ness have dictated a change in this 
approach. No longer can one justify 
constant investments in one big 
splash, only to leave the company 
where it stood before: looking for an- 
other one-shot success. And, too, 
there is the change in radio format, 
such as the tight playlist situation. 
It's simply difficult to break and make 
new artists. 

The major labels, guided by a con- 
sensus of inter -company or trade/ 
consumer reaction, still offer an out- 
let for the newcomer, of course. But 
this is simply not enough to guarantee 
a future flow of substantial income to 
keep a large operation in tune. What 
has evolved is a "futures" concept. 
This is, in essence, an attempt to gain 
label affiliation from a consistent hit - 
maker at a time in the future when 
his present contractual obligations are 
completed. 

Naturally, there must be careful 
consideration of what act is likely to 
retain his sales stamina over the 
years. Gone is the era of virtual as- 

surance that a given, well -established 
star will not find himself completely 
out of musical fashion. In its reliance 
on the youth market, the music in- 
dustry has run up against a consumer 
group who, as they mature, may 
quickly reverse field and run into the 
arms of a different drummer. 

Yet, under the present state of 
things, labels which claim a large 
youth following feel obligated to make 
"futures" judgments. And thus take 
long-range, heavy financial gambles 
with today's superstars who may be 
open to new label tie-ins, even if that 
desire can not be met until well into 
the future. 

While it's true that superstars who 
have an aura of longevity about them 
are not the industry's most common 
commodity, label investments that are 
required to obtain the limited number 
available are of such consequence that 
they can bring about new attitudes at 
these companies; the desire to see 
that these acts continue their winning 
ways puts intense pressures on label 
staffs and this could be to the detri- 
ment of breaking through with other 
well-thought-of talents. 

Many of the industry's key labels 
are now weighing the pros and cons 
of "futures" dealings. Some, of 
course, have taken the plunge. What 
the future holds for "futures" sign- 
ings is still unclear.

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Adler's Ode Visual To 
Star Disk Industry Acts 
HOLLYWOOD - Ode Records pres- 
ident Lou Adler has formed Ode Visu- 
al as a multi -media production com- 
pany that will specialize in films 
about and featuring record industry 
personnel. 

Headquarters for the new produc- 
tion unit will be on the A & M lot in 
Hollywood, home base for the Ode 
label. Additional offices will be 
opened in the coming months in New 
York, London and Nashville. 

Adler revealed that he sees the new 
production facility as both an adjunct 
of the record industry as well as a 
separate and distinct entertainment 
production facility. 

"Up to now," Adler says, "most 
film production involving record stars 
has amounted to little more than a 
film clip of an artist performing his 
or her latest hit. These clips are sent 
out to stations around the country 
and world in a buckshot operation, 
hoping to get as much free airing as 
possible." 

Adler says that although Ode Vis- 
ual will continue this function, "we 
expect to do it on a more professional 

basis as well as to follow-up with per- 
sonal contact." 

As an example of Ode's approach, 
Adler said that the company spent a 
great deal of thought and money on 
filming a television featurette last 
year on Carole King to introduce her 
to the overseas market. 

"The results were phenomenal," 
Adler says. "It was played in many 
areas during prime -time and several 
national networks asked to buy a spe- 
cial on her. 

"In this country," Adler says, "the 
film was sent to various markets on a 
trial basis, and the results were the 
same." He says that Ode has also 
completed a similar featurette on 
Merry Clayton for overseas distribu- 
tion. 

In addition to these film clips, 
Adler says that the company's initial 
production plans will include several 
television documentaries and as many 
musical specials as is deemed feasible. 
Also motion picture shorts.

ACADEMY OF MUSIC, NYC - The 
problem with most rock bands today is 
that they insist on playing music of 
the late 60's when the calendar reads 
1972. Many rely on their original in- 
terpretations of unoriginal rock 'n 
roll songs to get them by. Others nev- 
er even bother to become original at 
all. But, in a time when more than 
ever, rock music must make substan- 
tial gains and progress to stay alive, 
there has emerged a handful of 
groups who have paved the way. 
Groups who have blazed a trail all 
their own. Amongst them are Jethro 
Tull, Deep Purple Mountain, Emer- 
son, Lake & Palmer and now, Yes. 

Not too many months ago, I sat 
listening to `The Yes Album' for the 
very first time. When it was over, I 
smiled. It was obvious to me. They 
played music of the 1970's. And they 
played it like it's never been played 
before. Yes could do it all! Then came 
`Fragile,' and apart from it being rep- 
resentative of the markings on their 
equipment, it describes the sensitivity 
of thier music. For Yes music is frag- 
ile! 

From their opening selection, 
"Roundabout," through their encore, 
"Yours Is No Disgrace," Yes com- 

pletely captivated their audience by 
blending their brilliant vocal harmony 
with an equally brilliant display of 
thoroughly precise musicianship. 
While each performed solos on his 
particular instrument, the group 
worked basically as a total unit. 

Individually, the group consists of 
lead vocalist, Jon Anderson; drummer 
Bill Bruford; guitarist, Steve Howe; 
bassist Chris Squire; and Rick Wake- 
man on all keyboard instruments in- 
cluding organ, piano, harpsichord, 
mellotron and moog synthesizer. 
Even more interesting is the fact that 
three of the five Yes members sing, 
and all contribute in the songwriting 
department. 

Apart from "Roundabout" and 
"Yours Is No -Disgrace," Yes per- 
formed "I've Seen All Good People," 
"Your Move," and "Perpetual 
Change" from their Yes album, and 
"Heart Of The Sunrise" from their 
current bestselling "Fragile" offering. 

Somehow, Yes is what I've been 
waiting for. And they have arrived 
in a big way. If you've been wonder- 
ing whether or not rock music can 
survive in a time when more and 
more acts are going acoustic-the an- 
swer is YES! k.k. 

Alex Taylor 
Malo 

WHISKY A GO GO, L.A. - Alex 
Taylor resembles everybody's college 
roommate-slightly drowsy manner, a 
paunch that comes only with thor- 
ough knowledge of the inner work- 
ings of a six pack, good-natured and 
giving an impression of being someone 
who'd do anything to help a friend. 

As such, Taylor also fulfills Every - 
man's wish to sing songs he likes 
accompanied by a truly top-flight 
band. Songs like "From a Buick Six," 
Charlie Rich's "Who Will the Next 
Fool Be" and Steve Stills' "Four Days 
Gone." 

Taylor's virtues as a singer appear 
to come chiefly from an easy famil- 
iarity with the material, rather than 
any great technical prowess. Like- 
wise, his untutored manner onstage 
contributes to the character he por- 
trays. 

Not that he puts on a sloppy show- 
Taylor's set is a lot tighter than most 
to play this club, with a minimum of 
fooling around between songs. It's 
just that, it's all pulled off with an air 
of informality and charm. 

The band, of Taylor's "Friends and 
Neighbors," is as good a group of 
back-up people as you're likely to find 
anywhere, with the keyboard player 
particularly noteworthy. All got into a 
particularly swinging groove on 
"Southbound," a tune from Taylor's 
first Capricorn album. 

People who think of Malo as being 
Santana's brother group just because 
Carlos Santana's brother is in it seem 
to be listening with one ear or fewer. 
Malo, as it turns out, is Latin -rock, 
but there the similarity ends. 

For Malo's both a tougher band 
than Santana and one that's closer to 
the traditional Latin dance band, 
Santana being blues -oriented and 
Malo being rhythm and blues. That's a 
generalization to be sure, but so's 
"Latin -rock." A lot of the r&b feeling 
is generated by the super horn sec- 
tion, playing what sounds like quite 
"arranged" charts over a very tight 
rhythm section. Perhaps the weakest 
aspect of the group's performance re- 
viewed was the vocal work which was, 
fortunately, kept to a minimum in fa- 
vor of the hard -driving rhythms. 

No, Malo has in reality little more in 
common with Santana than-oh- 
Alex Taylor has with James. The si- 
bling rivalry keeps them both strong.

Dennis Coffey 
MAVERICK'S FLAT, L.A. - Dennis 
Coffee's group, the Detroit Guitar 
Band, consists of congas, a drummer, 
keyboard player and bassist. What? 
The Detroit Guitar Band with only 
one guitar? How does he get away 
with it ? 

'Simply by playing rhythm and lead 
simultaneously, thus sounding like 
several guitarists all at once! 

For most numbers, he'll take a 
rhythm riff, repeating it and adding 
various filligree until the result is 
something really big and really 
funky. His prowess with a ballad was 
demonstrated on his version of "Nev- 
er Could Say Goodbye," from an up- 
coming Sussex album. Well, the guy's 
got to be versatile session work is 
his business. 

Attempt at any sort of a stage 
presence was minimal; the group 
counts on their music to carry the 
weight. And for the most part it 
does, although it would be consider- 
ably better -utilized in a situation 
where dancing is possible: theirs are 
among the all-time great discotheque 
records, and the live sound is just as 
movement -provoking. A special men- 
tion should be made of Coffey's bas- 
sist, a big bear of a man with a big 
bear of a sound. t.e. 

Eric Andersen 
CASTAWAYS, NYC - Eric Ander- 
sen, prototypical singer/songwriter 
and his own sharpest critic. He was 
first to note that his early tunes were 
chiefly about only two things: high- 
ways and girls. Well, highway pro- 
grams are not as big as mass -transit 
systems and "girls" is just plain sex- 
ist these days. But Eric's still the pro- 
totypical singer/songwriter. 

There is no other voice so beauti- 
fully sculpted in the upper ranges, so 
up -from -the -earth mellow in the low. 
While "Violets Of Dawn" has not 
wilted for all the intervening years, 
new tunes like "Is It Really Love?" 
and "Blue River" display a growing 
sense of strength and self-confidence. 
And his version of "Daddy Frank 
(The Guitar Man)" succeeded in turn- 
ing this upper eastside club into a 
country setting quicker than you can 
say Merle Haggard. 

We eagerly await his upcoming 
Columbia LP and all the renewed in- 
terest it should bring him and his 
music. r.a. 

Don McLean 
CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - He has 
created himself a monster. It bothers 
him. "Just because you're paranoid, it 
doesn't mean they're not out to get 
you," he mused during a concert that 
received press coverage as though it 
were a news event. In a way, it was, 
for what Don has wrought is a lot 
more than a #1 song. 

Comments before the show ranged 
from: "But what else does he do be- 
sides `American Pie?' " (a minority 
stance), to "Gee, I hope he does some 
things from his first album." A few 
people walked out-perhaps because 
they couldn't wait for the evening's 
close to hear the biggee. For the 99 
9/10! who stayed riveted to their 
seats, McLean gave 'em their money's 
worth. And the crowd seemed to en- 
joy Seeger -influenced banjo oldies as 
much as the more familiar tunes from 
his #1 LP. By appearing unaccompan- 
ied, he became all the more focal 
point of all attention. And on his 
shoulders alone rest the success of the 
night's entertainment. 

For those wondering what his next 
single will be, our applause meter 
would indicate "Vincent" as first 
choice, not too far ahead of "Winter - 
wood." For those hoping for a new 
tune in the near future, we have only 
McLean's observation "Maybe there'll 
be no next!" 

It was a weird picture-people 
jumping up and down, singing about 
"this will be the day that I die" with 
smiles on faces and admiration/love in 
hearts. Also unusual, the a capella 
round singing that actually came off 
inside the cake -like Carnegie Hall at- 
mosphere. Whatever else he may be, 
Don McLean is not your ordinary 
singing bard.

BITTER END, NYC-The grass is 
always greener on the other side. The 
Beatles didn't make it in England 
until they left for Hamburg, Germany, 
and then returned to England billed 
as the top group in Germany. Jimi 
Hendrix went unnoticed in this coun- 
try until Chas Chandler brought him 
to England so that when he returned 
to his nativeland everyone thought 
he was English. And now three young 
Americans who moved to England 
have returned as the new sensation. 
Only this group is called America, 
which gives us a clue where they're 
from. 

But the incredible quickness of 
America's American success is baffling 
everyone, especially the group! Their 
music is pleasant contemporary folk 
using acoustic guitars and occasional 
bass. Their original songs are simple 
and easy to remember, but there is 
nothing about either their music or 
personalities that craves attention. 
By just sitting there and quietly play- 
ing, they have become the object of 
more attention than they know what 
to do with. Perhaps their success is 
a lucky click of circumstance, or 
maybe its a subtle blend of talent, 
but either way, it's a magic dream 
come true for three kids. 

There are few nightspots in which 
a comedian can address himself to a 
young audience and it would seem, 
fewer comics capable of succeeding 
at it.

Would 
we had a dollar for every "beautiful" 
that was laid upon her altar, for then 
we could buy enough albums to dis- 
tribute to the unenlightened among us. 

In all, she sang a total of six new 
tunes, ranging from the introspective 
"For The Roses" (not your ordinary 
"lonely singer in the limelight" tune) 
to the analogy -filled, socially -conscious 
"Banquet." While often referred to 
as one of the few "genuine feminin- 
ists" on the male -dominated music 
scene, only one song ("Oh Honey, 
You Turn Me On, I'm A Radio") set 
out in the concrete any point about 
liberation. Even here, it was layered 
between multi -meaning passages and 
themes, one in particular tactfully 
chiding AM radio for neglecting the 
kind of music that can sell out a 
hall like Carnegie. Now to be recorded 
by Atlantic -distributed Asylum, she's 
in a position to continue on her own 
road whether the boss jocks care for 
her or not. Eventually, that "Big Yel- 
low Taxi" 's gonna take them all 
away if they don't listen and fess up. 

Although Joni was indubitably the 
headliner, there was a considerable 
amount of interest among the audi- 
ence regarding the appearance of 
Jackson Browne, the young Califor- 
nia -based songwriter/singer who also 
records for Asylum. Strumming ef- 
fortlessly on his acoustic guitar, 
Browne was magnificent, creating 
whirls of lyrical images and letting 
his richly textured voice underline 
them in memorable fashion. "Song 
For Adam," a portrait of an acquaint- 
ance which grows more moving with 
each rendering, was joined by the 
gospel -tinged "Rock Me On The Wa- 
ter," "These Days" and "Take It 
Easy." On piano he did a splendid 
"Jamaica Say You Will." Browne is 
a spellraster who should be a top - 
billed attraction before long. r,a. & e.k. 

Dawn 
INTERNATIONAL HOTEL, LAS 
VEGAS - In this, their first Slot 
City booking, Bell's Dawn proved 
themselves to be of considerably more 
interest than the usual lounge act- 
enough so to be able to headline and 
totally justify the billing. 

Tony, Telma and Joyce have put 
together with musical director Rich- 
ard Delvy an act that gives each 
singer time to showcase his talent, 
with room left for the group's hits. 

The 40 -minute set opened with the 
theme from "Shaft," which comes off 
surprisingly well in hands other than 
Isaac Hayes'. After a couple of more 
tunes featuring the trio, Tony Orlan- 
do solos more than capably on "Ain't 
No Sunshine," the first less -than - 
frantic number in the set. The tempo 
shifts up again with "Don't Knock 
My Love" and "Joy to the World" 
(this is a Vegas lounge, after all). 
Orlando leaves the stage and the girls 
take over for a nicely -performed 
bacharach-David medley, with Joyce 
Vincent giving a light, delicate treat- 
ment to "Make It Easy on Yourself" 
and Telma Hopkins delivering "A 
House Is Not a Home" in a stronger, 
huskier manner. Then comes "Knock 
Three Times" and a finale of Mac 
Davis' "I Believe in Music" complete 
with audience participation. 

Prior to his fairly recent touring 
with Dawn, Tony Orlando has been 
off the boards for several years, mak- 
ing his complete professionalism 
all the more noteworthy. And it's diffi- 
cult to tell if the girls sing better 
than they look, or vice-versa. In ei- 
ther case, it's pretty damn good. t.e. 
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Bobby Darin 

COPACABANA, N.Y.-We had the 
great pleasure last week of witness- 
ing the fourth stage in the show 
business metamorphasis of Bobby 
Darin. And it was beautiful to be- 
hold. He's finally crawled out of the 
blue jeans phase and he's now back 
in a tux (even tho the shirt is em- 
broidered). But he seems to have 
matured so. He has his usual con- 
fidence, of course, but it's no longer 
cockiness. He's matured to the point 
where he can kid himself (and he 
does about his height, his hair) and 
in doing so he completely wins over 
the audience. Darin is also a sensa- 
tional comic. He knows a great line, 
and his timing is absolutely brilliant; 
almost as good as his delivery. After 
only fifteen minutes into his act, you 
feel you've really gotten to know 
this entertainer . . . it's not as tho 
you're in a room just to hear a guy 
sing. You feel you're his friend and 
you're on his side. And judging from 
the cheering, standing, screaming - 
for -more crowd, Darin made a ton 
of friends opening night. 

But in addition to being a better 
comedian than 99% of the comics 
featured at the Copa (his story about 
turning down hit songs broke up the 
entire audience) Darin is still the 
master of rhythm. I can't think of 
anyone who has a better rhythmic 
sense than this pro, and he also ap- 
preciates the value of a great rhythm 
backdrop provided by a band that 
cooks. He plays guitar, plays drums, 
splish-splashes at the piano, sings 
funky blues, a still great "Mack The 
Knife", a new up -beat - "Help Me 
Make It Thru The Night" arrange- 
ment, his own "Simple Song of Free- 
dom", does a little harmonica accom- 
paniment, and is an all around top 
grade entertainer. If he can come up 
with a hot new single for Motown, he 
could be bigger than ever. Because 
he's better than ever at the Copa. 
It's good to have the real Bobby Darin 
back on stage.

Jake Jones 

WHISKY A GO GO, L.A. - Jake 
Jones is a club band from the St. 
Louis area, recenty signed to Kapp 
and making a debut local appearance 
for one night here. Like most club 
bands, they're capable of handling a 
variety of disparate material-the set 
reviewed included versions of Emer- 
son, Lake & Palmer's "Knife Edge," 
"Theme from 'The Wide Country' " 
and "Let's Go Get Stoned," all han- 
dled with enthusiasm and skill. The 
most notable original tune performed 
was "Crepe Paper Soldier." 

The group consists of a bassist -lead 
singer, drummer, keyboard player and 
a guitarist who doubles on flute. The 
group handles long instrumental pas- 
sages well, and it's nice to hear a lead 
singer who doesn't rely on too many 
mock -soul grunts and groans. In fact, 
he has a rather legit -sounding voice 
and drops out of it only on "Stoned." 

Headlining was Sod, with a rhythm 
lineup augmented by trumpet, sax and 
an organist who doubles on trumpet. 
The trumpet .player is a pretty good 
lead singer, but musically the group 
falls into many of the same traps 
Chicago does-too busy horn parts, 
lackluster vocals and generally weak 
material that buckles completely un- 
der the weight of the arrangements. 
They're consistantly loud; an attempt 
at subtlety here and there wouldn't 
hurt things a bit. They're capable mu- 
sicians, however, and their per- 
formance is of a moderately high 
standard. It's just that they don't 
seem to have much new, different or 
particularly exciting to offer at the 
moment.

Loggins & Messina 
TROUBADOUR, L.A. - Columbia's 
Kenny Loggins and Jim Messina, as 
judged from this recent appearance, 
are one of the label's brightest hopes 
for the future. 

Their album title is "Sittin' In," but 
their performance soon gives it the 
lie. It's a carefully planned, well - 
structured show. 

Loggins begins solo, accompanying 
himself on acoustic guitar for "Dan- 
ny's Song," a lively ballad that goes 
on about two choruses too long in 
this context. Following is "Long - 
Tailed Cat," another tune from Log- 
gins' work with his previous band, the 
excellent Gator Creek. By the time the 
third number comes up, Messina has 
joined on lead guitar and various 
other members of the band are adding 
instrumental depth to the show. "Lis- 
ten to a Country Song" is a Poco-ish 
number, not surprising in the light 
that Messina was a founding member 
of the group. 

In addition to a good rhythm sec- 
tion, the band includes two horn play- 
ers who switch instruments frantical- 
ly, often several times within a single 
song. Besides adding color to the mu- 
sic, a certain amount of visual inter- 
est is added by the procedure. And 
thanks to their work one number, 
"Rock 'n Roll Mood," sounded like 
Eddie Cochran accompanied by Scotty 
Moore and Fats Domino's horn sec- 
tion-pretty powerful stuff. For a re- 
creation of the group's single, "Va- 
hevella," Tommy Reynolds, late of 
Shango, was added on steel drum and 
conga. 

Audience response was good, re- 
spectful and heartfelt. With a little 
more exposure, the label will :be able 
to say more interesting things about 
Loggins than that he wrote a song 
recorded by the Nitty Gritty Dirt 
Band.

Nana Mouskouri 
CARNEGIE HALL, N.Y. - Athens - 
born Nana Mouskouri is truly a musi- 
cal citizen of the world. Hardly ne- 
glecting the rhythms and tender pas- 
sions of her own musical heritage, 
she is perfectly at home with a reper- 
toire of French, Irish and American 
songs, including such newer entries as 
Paul ,Simion's "Parsley, Sage, Rose- 
mary and Thyme" and "Bridge Over 
Troubled Water," "Put Your Hand In 
the Hand," "Nickel Song" and 
"Where Do I Begin?" (theme from 
"Love Story"). To everything she en- 
dows her lovely voice to there is in- 
ner understanding, a simplicity that 
eschews overstatement. The entire 
concept of her stage presentation is, 
in fact, simplicity itself. No attempt 
at "show biz" flare in her dress; no 
stage illusions other than her fully 
realized characterizations of the peo- 
ple who inhabit her songs.

With respect to recordings made 
after Feb. 15, and copyrighted under 
the Federal law, infringers, whether 
manufacturers or sellers, will 'be sub- 
ject to the injunction, damages and 
loss of profit provisions of the Copy- 
right Law and, in the case of willful 
infringement, to criminal prosecution 
by Federal authorities. 

In the case of piracy of sound re- 
cordings made and issued prior to 
Feb. 15, prosecution under appropri- 
ate state criminal laws or civil suits 
for injunctions and damages under 
State Unfair Competition Laws will 
be available to record companies 
against offending pirate manufactur- 
ers, wholesalers and retailers of their 
products.

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Debut New Editing Process On Tv 
NEW YORK - "Hellzapoppin," the 
comedy special airing Wednesday, 
March 1 on ABC-TV (8:30-9:30, EST) 
will be the first network television 
production to have been totally edited 
by the CMX 600, the new editing 
device that has combined features of 
film and video tape editing processes. 

The CMX 600 was developed about 
a year ago by CMX Systems, a joint 
venture of CBS -TV and Memorex_ 
Corp., a specialist in memory storage 
devices, and has been operational for 
several months. According to Carolyn 
Raskin, producer of "Hellzapoppin," 
the availability of the CMX 600 device 
permitted a much wider latitude of 
creative freedom in taping the show 
than had been the case with current 
editing systems. "Hellzapoppin," a tv 
updating of the classic Olsen & John- 
son Broadway comedy revue, is a 
free -form slapstick variety show in- 
volving numerous rapid cuts, many 
more than the traditional hour-long 
tv program. 

The show was taped in a manner 
similar to a film technique, gathering 
over eight hours of footage which 
was edited to the required 52 minutes 
in three days. 

The CMX 600 System is a collection 
of computer memory banks, video dig- 
ital tape recorders and magnetic vi- 
deo disks. It combines the frame -by - 
frame precision of film editing devices 
with the speed, flexibility and lower

ASCAP Adds More $ To 
Standard, Pop Awards 
NEW YORK - Cash awards to writ- 
er -members have been announced by 
ASCAP president Stanley Adams, in 
supplementary reports of the society's 
standard and pop awards panels. 
These awards are the final ones given 
by the special Panels for the Year 
1971-1972, and bring the total amount 
to $720,250 to be distributed among 
2,134 members. 

In notifying the members, Adams 
said: "Through these awards ... the 
Society seeks to offer encouragement 
and support to its new writer - 
members, many of whom are becom- 
ing increasingly prominent in the 
contemporary musical scene, as well 
as to recognize the long-term con- 
tributions of its established writer - 
members." 

The Standard Awards Panel, in an- 
nouncing the composers and authors 
receiving this recognition, reported: 
"We feel that the current award re- 
cipients reflect the variety and scope 
of the activities of ASCAP standard 
composers." Among those who are 
being given this cash recognition are: 
Lee Hoiby, composer of the opera, 
Summer and Smoke based on the 
Tennessee Williams play, which is 
now scheduled for production by the 
New York City Opera Association in 
March; William Albright, whose "Or- 
ganbook I" received the Queen Marie - 
Jose Prize in 1968, and whose "Or- 
ganbook II for Organ and Tape" was 
premiered last month at the Cathe- 
dral of St. John the Divine; Gerhard 
Samuel, former conductor of the Oak- 
land Symphony and now Associate 
Conductor of the Los Angeles Phil- 
harmonic, and James Reichert, whose 
recent work includes incidental music 
for the 1971 Pulitzer Prize play, The 
Effect of Gamma Rays on Man -in -the - 
Moon Marigolds. 

Among the 101 writers receiving 
awards in the pop field, such recently - 
signed ASCAP writers as Frank Zap- 
pa, Stevie Wonder and Stephen 
Schwartz received cash awards from 
the Popular Awards Panel. 

The Panel also made awards to a 
number of ASCAP members whose 
compositions appeared on the trade 
paper charts, including such writers 
as: Jonathan Edwards, whose first

In making its announcement, this 
Panel took note of the fact that rec- 
ognition, such as Grammy Awards, 
deserves congratulations from the 
Panel, although income limitations 
precluded the Panel from making 
awards to some of the ASCAP nomi- 
nees. In congratulating the ASCAP 
writers nominated this year, the 
Panel mentioned Sid Wayne, co -writer 
with Armando Manzanero (SACM) of 
Song -of -the -Year nominee, "It's Im- 
possible"; Duke Ellington, whose 
"New Orleans Suite" was nominated 
for Best Instrumental Composition; 
Ron Landry, co -writer of "Ajax

Comedy Recording; and for Best 
Score from an Original Cast Show 
Album: Stephen Sondheim's Follies; 
Richard Rodgers' and Martin Charn- 
in's Two By Two; Stephen Schwartz' 
Godspell, and Touch by Ken Long, 
Jim Crozier and Gary Graham.

NEW YORK - NEIL SEDAKA AND JERRY BUTLER: SINGER/SONGWRITER 

FOUNDATIONS 
To most, "singer/songwriter" is keyed in time either to the early sixties folk 

revival (Phil Ochs, Eric Andersen etc.) and the later birth of the self-contained 
folk-rock and hard -rock band. But the fifties had its own singer -songwriters, both 
in rock and r&b, and the best of them are still alive and very well thank you 
even in the trendless -as -yet seventies. 

Neil Sedaka grew up in Brooklyn's Brighton Beach with glasses, braces and 
Bach. "A social reject at 14," Neil also felt strongly about the music of Johnny 
Ray and Guy Mitchell. An older boy in his building buzzed his doorbell one day 
about writing music to his lyrics, and to this day Howie Greenfield is Sedaka's 
most perfect partner in tunesmithing. While still a student at Juilliard, Neil got into 
the record biz (first playing the bells on The Willows' "Church Bells May Ring" 
later forming The Tokens in which he sang lead for a short period until the group 
reformed with two original members and went on to "Tonight I Fell In Love," 
"The Lion Sleeps Tonight" and the rest). Neil's first hit was originally written to 
be The Shepperd Sisters' follow-up to their "Alone," but after playing it for 
Connie Francis, "Stupid Cupid" became hers. 

A few doors down on Ocean Avenue (not far from Neil Diamond) lived a certain 
Carole Klein whom he dated for a time, brought up to Don Kirshner's office and 
who soon became a friendly competitor under the name of King. Neil's first solo 
outing was a smash ("The Diary"), but his biggest was a certain tune called "Oh, 
Carol" without the "e." From 1958-63, Neil sold over 20 million of his own 
records and had his tunes covered and recorded by many other acts. In post - 
Beatles realizations, he stopping recording and turned to songwriting interspersed 
with Catskill, Las Vegas and international appearances. This period saw him 
produce "Workin' On A Groovy Thing" and "Puppet Man" for the 5th Dimension, 
"Rainy Jane" for Davy Jones and a ferocious desire to be his own man, sans the 
tie and tails. 

Neil is back on record now with an LP, "Emergence" on Kirshner. He has 
emerged on the club circuit sticking almost exclusively to his new material ("You 
can't sing 'Happy Birthday, Sweet 16' forever; I'll never do one of those r&r revival 
things" and feeling more comfortable than ever. While he regiments his song - 
writing to a strict four day, four hours per day week, ("Creativity's at its best that 
way"), he's still got enough time left over for his family, especially seeing to it 
that his daughter gets all the music she can cope with. He used to dress up as 
the mysterious piano teacher Mr. Bugunka, to the edu- and edifi-cation of the 
child, but he's since passed the role over to a professional instructor. "She's out- 
grown my fun and games," he smiles. A sign of the times to be sure, for his own 
music has too. 

Jerry Butler's music has come to a point outside of his own recording and 
writing career. Having founded the Jerry Butler Chicago Writers' Workshop, Butler 
is out to give new talent the encouragement that he had to provide for himself. 
While so many writers find it difficult to sell tunes to other performers besides

HOLLYWOOD-PHIL WALDEN: YOUNG, WHITE AND PERSONABLE 
"That's the way they always refer to me in magazines like 'Jet' " explains the 

president of Capricorn Records. Phil's name comes up fairly often in the black 
press; he's been associated with Otis Redding and Sam & Dave, booked the first 
Stax-Volt tours of Europe, and has otherwise managed to keep track of what's 
going on in the r&b market. 

But more recently, Walden has been moving into other areas. Capricorn has 
signed on with Warners for distribution, and Walden is signing acts from all over 
the country. We tracked him down as he visited L.A. to catch Alex Taylor's recent 
Whisky appearance. 

"Jet" isn't off the mark; Walden lives up to their four -word characterization. He 
also seems to have a firm hand on the music business generally. 

Phil started an agency while in college. His three bands included Johnny Jen- 
kins', an outfit in which Otis Redding figured. "Otis played several instruments, and 
he'd fill in for whoever couldn't make it. He didn't play any of them with particular 
virtuosity, but always well enough to get along." Next came a term in the Army, 
where he was a junior grade officer put in charge of assembling entertainment 
for the troops in Germany. "I was a second lieutenant with a staff of thirty people, 
a car and a plane. It was a hell of a lot better than running up and down hills 
with an M-16." 

Back in the States, Walden went into management, with Redding his first 
client. He continued to book shows, and still deals in booking and management 
in addition to running Capricorn. 

Walden is the type of executive who will sign an artist on sudden impulse; he 
first heard Duane Allman as the guitar player on Wilson Pickett's version of "Hey 
Jude." "I signed him and brought him to Atlantic. Jerry Wexler told me I should 
have my own label. We were trying to think what to call it when Jerry asked my 
birthsign. I told him that I was a Capricorn. Jerry, as it turns out, is one too. That 
settled it." 

Because Walden and Capricorn are headquartered in Macon, Georgia, they 
still retain the image of a regional company; an image they are trying to dispell. 
"We really aren't all that regional. I'm much more interested in our bands playing 
New York than I am in Birmingham, Alabama." Walden notes that such Capricorn

Of more recent vintage, there are 
such as "Lucretia MacEvil" and "Go Down 
Gambling." A concise history of the group 
with all the imitators. 

ROCKIN'-The Guess Who-RCA LSP 4602 
Old time rock and roll is alive and very 

well in Canada. What!? Why ask questions 
when the new Guess Who album is here and 
dedicated to the proposition that rock can be 
fun wherever you find it. All it takes is one 
listen to the group's new single, "Heartbroken 
Bopper" to know that the accent here is on 
reelin' and rockin' just like we did last sum- 
mer and the summer before and the one be- 
fore that. "Get Your Ribbons On" and just 
about any one of the other selections should 
get you on your feet and dancing. Looks like 
another top album for Guess Who. 

FANNY HILL-Fanny-Reprise 2058 
With their first couple of albums, Fanny has 

established their credentials as one of the 
more exciting rock and roll bands in the land. 
With "Fanny Hill," they have really hit pay - 
dirt. This is the album which should make be- 
lievers of anyone who may be left who doesn't 
already recognize their worth. Things get 
started right away as the foursome whip 
through "Ain't That Peculiar," which features 
some dynamite slide guitar by June. "Blind 
Alley" is another stomper and should you be 
in the mood for something softer, well Fanny 
has provided that too-try "You've Got A 
Home." A fabulous album. Like the original 
"Fanny Hill" it will live on! 

NEVER GET OUT OF THESE BLUES ALIVE- 
John Lee Hooker-ABC 736 

Veteran bluesman John Lee Hooker was 
playing the boogie before many of us were old 
enough to wear diapers. As the title of his 
new album implies, he'll continue playing his 
own special brand of blues as long as he lives, 
but that doesn't mean that there won't be 
subtle changes along the way. For instance, 
this set features backup by many of the newer 
blues artists who have developed over the past 
decade, such as Elvin Bishop, Charlie Mussel - 
white, Mark Naftalin and Steven Miller. LP 
highlight is a duet with Van Morrison on the 
title tune. 

EVERYBODY KNOWS ABOUT MY GOOD 
THING-Little Johnny Taylor-Ronn LPS-7530 

To avoid confusion later, let us start off by 
stating this is the Johnny Taylor who had a 
million seller with "Part Time Love" and not 
the Johnny Taylor presently recording for 
Stax. The "Little" designates a questionable 
distinction, as both are "big" talents. Title 
track is his most recent hit, but the LP also 
includes his just released single, "It's My 
Fault Darling." Johnny has a style which ex- 
tends well below surface soul and whether it's 
a ballad or an up number, it's all Taylor -made 
for funk. Will be extremely strong in r&b mar- 
kets, as this is his first LP in quite some time, 
and absence has made the buyer grow fonder. 

MUSIC FROM TRUE VINE-Mike Seeger- 
Mercury SRM 1-627 

Mike Seeger, formerly with The New Lost 
City Ramblers, breaks an all -too -long record- 
ing silence and emerges with a solo LP which 
captures his love of and talent for old-timey 
country music. While Nashville may be more 
interested in Johnny Cash than in Uncle Dave 
Macom or Fiddlin' John Carson at the mo- 
ment, there is a sizable audience for both 
Mike and his faithfulness to the roots of 
country. Co -produced by Paul Nelson, this LP 
is a tribute to the music it features and a 
find for that segment of the audience search- 
ing for honest, homegrown Americana. A 
Cash Box "special merit" bullet for all con- 
cerned!

HENDRIX IN THE WEST-Jimi Hendrix-Re- 
prise MS 2049 

Some of the finest guitar playing that the 
late Jimi Hendrix did is available in this post- 
humous album from Reprise. To be sure, 
there are vocals here too as the late great is 
heard on eight tracks, but the real news is 
the astounding amount of great instrumental 
moments. The British National Anthem gets 
the same irreverent and freaky treatment as 
ours did so memorably at Woodstock and then 
Jimi rips through some oldies like "Blue Suede 
Shoes" and "Johnny B. Goode." There's even 
a startling version of "Sergeant Pepper's 
Lonely Hearts Club Band." Wow is the word. 

HELLBOUND TRAIN-Savoy Brown-London 
XPAS 71052 

The cover is magnificent. It's kind of pop 
arty and kind of nightmarish. Inside is more 
of the chugging, boogieing music of Savoy 
Brown, the British band which rocks along de- 
terminedly led by Kim Simmonds. Kim is re- 
sponsible for the lion's share of the composi- 
tions here and "If I Could See An End," "Lost 
And Lonely Child" and the title tune are three 
of the finest. Another strong entry from one 
of the most dependable groups around. 

McKENDREE SPRING 3-Decca DL -5332 
As the title might seem to indicate this is 

the third LP from McKendree Spring. The pre- 
vious two were exceptional records and this is 
in that same grand tradition. Fran McKendree's 
vocals are as sharp and deep as ever and Mi- 
chael Dreyfuss is his usual whiz self on violin 
and theremin. Listen to Mike on "God Bless 
The Conspiracy," one of the band's most popu- 
lar in -person items, now brought to record in 
marvelous fashion. Jerry Jeff Walker's "Fading 
Lady" and Keith Sykes' "Hobo Lady" are two 
more jewels and we also liked ... ah, hell, we 
liked the whole record. If quality is your watch- 
word, you can't do better than to pick up on 
McKendree Spring. 

EVERYBODY'S TALKIN'-King Curtis-Atco 
SD 33-385 

King Curtis' untimely death deprived the 
world of a great musical talent. This record 
only enforces that sense of loss. On its eleven 
tracks Curtis plays as never before. King 
Floyd's "Groove Me" kicks things off and 
among the follow-up highlights are "Love The 
One You're With," "If I Were A Carpenter," 
"Alexander's Ragtime Band," the old Bill Dog- 
gett rocker, "Honky Tonk" and Jimmy Seals' 
"Ridin' Thumb." Some splendid listening here. 

"BABBACOMBE" LEE-Fairport Convention- 
A&M 4333 

Following the current trend of "concept" al- 
bums, Fairport Convention have assembled an 
LP with a concept that fits nicely into the 
group's Olde English style of electric music. 
The story of John Lee of Babbacombe is told 
in music and narration, accompanied by a 
descriptive leaflet. John Lee, who was accused 
of killing his mistress was thrown in jail and 
sentenced to be hung. Three attempts to hang 
Lee all ended in failure due to a scaffold that 
refused to work whenever the condemned man 
was placed upon it. By English law this made 
Lee a free man, who later accounted his tale 
to the amazement of others. And this fascinat- 
ing tale makes a fascinating album for Fair- 
port Convention, who all lived happily ever 
after. 

DOCTOR HOOK-Dr. Hook And The Medicine 
Show-Columbia C 30898 

Somewhere in that great divide between 
Poco and Dr. John, betwixt The Byrds and 
Capt. Beefheart, amongst bedfellows Neil 
Young, The Mormon Tabernacle Choir and 
Tom Foolery, Dr. Hook And The Medicine 
Show practice without license, but with good 
spirits and lots of clever Shel Silverstein tunes, 
any of which rival "A Boy Named Sue" as his 
best work. This quintet has figured out how 
to interpret the clown prince of novelty tunes 
in a country -rock light and it's bound to shine 
and smile on all of us. Put this potion to your 
ear and hear the Shel.

INSTRUMENTAL DIRECTIONS-The Nite Lit- 
ers-RCA LSP-4580 

They're coming on fast on the instrumental 
scene and their name is the Nite-Liters. "Afro - 
Strut," their current single smash, is here and 
it sets the stage for a bunch of superfine 
numbers, among them "Wichita Lineman," 
"Cherish Every Precious Moment," "(Them) 
Changes" and a medley of "MacArthur Park" 
and "What's Going On." Oh, and the "Theme 
From Shaft," sounding better than ever. 
Should win a ready following in no time at all. 

UNCLE JIM'S MUSIC-Kapp KS -3661 
From out of the West (Los Angeles, any- 

way) come Uncle Jim's Music, a very mellow 
five man band. The eleven songs are in a 

rock/country vein and among the instruments 
well utilized are harmonica, amplified violin, 
fiddle and pedal steel, the latter played with 
commendable taste and control by one Thomas 
Whitehorse Dunstan. This is a sit back and 
listen kind of LP so all we can say is sit back 
and listen! You'll find it enjoyable. 

TRANQUILITY-Epic E 31084 
What is in a name anyway? A lot in this 

case. Tranquility, a new British group, plays 
music which is well, kind of tranquil. But not 
tranquil in a dull way. More like in a restive 
and laidback way. For their first album the 
quintet has assembled some first class songs, 
most of them composed by vocalist and lead 
guitarist Terry Shaddick. "Look At The Time 
It's Late," "Walk Along The Road" and 
"Oyster Catcher" deserve your attention. 

Jazz Picks 
CONSTANT THROB-John Klemmer-Impulse 
AS -9214 

Let's put it this way; this isn't exactly what 
you'd call mainstream jazz. On the contrary, 
it's adventurous and innovative jazz-some of 
it high flying, some of it close to the roots. 
Klemmer is a sax player of skill and imagina- 
tion and his accompanists are all of the top 
drawer variety-fellows like Jim Keltner, Shel- 
ley Manne and Howard Roberts. "California 
Jazz Dance" is an eloquent up -tempo thing, 
while "Crystaled Tears" gives Klemmer the op- 
portunity to play softly and movingly. Marni 
Nixon shows up on the title track and acquits 
herself very nicely indeed. Jazz aficionados will 
gobble this LP up but those who normally pre- 
fer other types of music should also find it 
interesting. 

SCIENCE FICTION-Ornette Coleman-Colum- 
bia KC31061 

All through the changing Sixties, there have 
been certain musicians who have proceeded 
ahead, confident that they were in the van- 
guard of things. Ornette has been one of 
these. Though often labeled a jazz musician, 
he truly transcends such classifications. "Sci- 
ence Fiction," his latest release, is aptly 
named. The eight songs here are voyages into 
the outer limits of arranged as well as impro- 
vised music. "What Reason Could I Give," 
featuring a haunting vocal by Indian artist 
Asha Puthli, and "Rock The Clock," a wailer 
on which Dewey Redman contributes some 
highly unusual musette work, are only two of 
the excellent tracks. Ornette, playing his usual 
variety of instruments, is masterful through- 
out. 

THE PHILOSOPHY OF THE SPIRITUAL-Rich- 
ard Davis-Cobblestone 9003 

Richard Davis is the 'bass player; when other 
top bassists talk of virtuosity, style and tech- 
nique, the conversation will inevitably revolve 
around Richard Davis. Aside from his continu- 
ous stream of studio work, Davis plays with 
the Thad Jones -Mel Lewis Orchestra, the N.Y. 
Bass Violin Choir and has sat in with the Bos- 
ton Symphony Orchestra under the baton of 
Igor Stravinsky. This album, on Buddah's Cob- 
blestone subsid, explores new musical realms 
as well as old. The new pieces are from the 
second bassist on the LP. Bill Lee, while Davis' 
revised version of "Dear Old Stockholm" can 
be traced through Miles Davis and Stan Getz 
to Swedish roots. Pianist Chick Corea, guitarist 
Sam Brown, drummer Sonny Brown and per- 
cussionist Frankie Dunlop play for this set.

themselves, Jerry's philosophy is that a "performer is only as good as his songs" 
and hence, he should always be on the lookout for new material. 

The most successful team thus far to emerge from his organization has been 
the pair of Terry Callier and Larry Wade, who wrote the Dell's last and current 
chart singles as well as most of the material on the group's "Freedom Means" 
LP. Other writers in the workshop include Rev. Jesse Jackson's brother Chuck, 
William Butler (who wrote Jerry's hit "I Stand Accused"), ex -ABC newman and 
musicologist Sam Brown, Jackson's partner Marvin Yancy and James Blumenburg. 

But all his fellow writers are successes to Jerry. "They are learning to write 
anywhere, and for anyone by writing everywhere and for no one in particular." 
Although most do not see performing in their future, Brenda Lee Eager who wrote 
"If It's Real What I Feel" is half of Jerry's current chart single "Ain't Understand- 
ing Mellow" and is credited as such, for both singing and writing. 

With the duties of administration taking up so much of his time, Jerry has not 
been as prolific a writer as he once was (past credits include almost all of his 
hits from "For Your Precious Love" and on through "Only The Strong Survive" 
as well as the Dusty Springfield/Aretha Franklin hit "A Brand New Me"). 

His current standing as a performer is still unmistakably just that, current. A 
recent Madison Square Garden r&r revival show was a minor success for him 
compared with his solo appearances. "The Ice Man" (a name laid on him by 
Philly dj George Woods because he didn't move around much in his act like 
Jackie Wilson and The Isley Brothers who hit just about the same time) never 
seems to melt away. But it would seem that the Workshop still comes first, not 
being just a toy to satisfy his ego, but a life -purpose. 

Through an affiliation with Chappel Music, Butler's fight to keep the whole thing 
going with sufficient money and expertise behind it seems assured. But it's his 
own presence and dedication which has seen a grass -roots idea rooted deep into 
the music business succeed as a human enterprise. Above all, Jerry believes in 
people and they seem to be able to believe in themselves all the more for his con- 
fidence, simultaneously outwardly and inwardly directed. robert adels 

RICHARD LANDIS: BAREFOOT BOY MAKES GOOD 
His story is almost unbelievable. In fact, I wish I had a share of the screen 

rights: 
Richard Landis was never too sure whether he wanted music or whether it 

wanted him. Perhaps it was an education at the High School Of Music And Art 
that confused him at first. But the experience did teach him how to progress 
from the school of "Moon River" piano (everything in C) if nothing else. 

There was this girl and he was supposed to meet the folks one night. But 
a poker game started to eat its way into the dinner hour and as he was winning 
$2000 at the time, he felt he'd better stay on and maybe lose a little so they'd 
let him leave in one piece. He got out at 3 AM, and was about to walk into his 
apartment house when he noticed a pile of stereo equipment, records and 
clothes lying in the middle of the rainy -night street. Never fool with a woman 
scorned? 

Wanting to get away from everything at this point and having the money to 
do it, an ad for Barbados caught his eye and he acted on impulse. The $1300 he 
had won got him going until he found a job allowing him to act out a Sidney 
Greenstreet/Hoagy Carmichael fantasy in a native lounge. Play it again, Richard. 

One night the English actor Oliver Reed walked in and asked Richard if he'd 
like to go back to England and meet some music folks he knew. He did, and 
while there, hooked up with Spencer Davis and Peter Jamison for a short U. S. 
tour. (Somewhere along this long road, he did some post production film editing 
on "Putney Swope," which really kind of fits in when you think about it.) Richard 
did finally stick with the music and has recently seen himself through a Dunhill 
single ("A Man Who Sings") and LP ("Natural Causes") produced by Charlie 
Calello. Lyricist on many of the tunes is Joan Meltzer whose thoughts you can 
taste, touch, smell and feel as well as hear. It's hard to describe the LP in bag - 
terms, but it is an orchestrated singer -songwriter trip with piano up front and a 
free soul all about if you haven't heard it yet. 

The first rock album Richard ever heard was BS&T's first. His favorite ever is 
Laura Nyro's "Eli" LP. Most of his early influences were exclusively jazz: Bill Evans 
and Herbie Hancock mainly. As far as vocal influences are concerned, when he 
can't come up with one, it makes a lot of sense: he simply doesn't sound like any- 
one else and that's refreshment enough in these days of varigated Carole King and 
David Clayton -Thomas impersonations. 

Right now, he's getting strong backing from Dunhill promotion -wise, and 
the problems of breaking a new artist are thereby greatly reduced. When 
Richard makes it (notice we didn't even think "if"), Barbados and Manhattan 
can both be proud. And Richard can move into a new apartment and buy a nice, 
dry stereo. Right now he's living with some friends. And he's about to make 
some now ones. robert adels

acts as Livingston and Alex Taylor, Jonathan Edwards and, for that matter, The 
Allmans, are not from the Macon area. "Jon Landau, the writer, brought me Liv 
Taylor before James had his first Apple album out, We originally signed Liv as a 
songwriter. Atlantic didn't want to release any product by him as a vocalist at 
first." 

When asked about the future of The Allman Bros. Band, Walden says, "I always 
thought of them as a band and not as Duane's backup group, which seems to be 
the popular impression. I know they think of themself that way. Duane didn't want 
to be singled out. He would insist that all the band members be included in 
publicity photos. 

"Duane always said that he had it made as a guitar player. Every time he'd 
play something nice he'd get credit for it, and every time Dickie Betts would play 
something exceptionally good, Duane'd still get credit for it. 'Shit,' he'd say, 'I 
got it coming from both ends.' 

"Dickie's a fine guitar player, and I think you'll find him doing a lot more sing- 
ing with the band. On stage, they've always been more instrumentalists than 
vocalists anyway ... and even with Dickie and Greg sharing the vocals it'll still 
be chiefly instrumental." 

Now, while record companies are scouring the South, as Walden puts it, "any- 
one who can play two chords," Capricorn is expanding its sights. Frank Fenter is 
making a trip to London to sign British acts, and Walden has signed White Witch 
from Florida and Maxayn from San Diego, with another California act or two in 
the works. The chief criterion to be on Capricorn? "I'd rather be entertained 
musically than by a lot of jumping up and down."

Piracy Law 
MEMPHIS - In a precedent -setting 
move, Enterprise Records, a division 
of the Stax Organization, withheld 
mastering of its new "O. B. McClinton 
Country" album until Feb. 15 in order 
to give it the protection provided un- 
der the provisions of President Nix- 
on's tough new copyright law against 
piracy. The new legislation protects 
phonograph records mastered on or 
after Feb. 15, 1972. 

Stax executives were joined by a 
bonded guard at the Stax mastering 
facility in Memphis to mark the 
inauguration of both the new law and 
the new O. B. McClinton album, the 
first to be mastered and released un- 
der the law's protective provisions. 

Before the new anti -piracy law 
went into effect, Stax hired a security 
force of ex -FBI agents to monitor its 
operation from the start of the rec- 
ording to the delivery of discs and 
tapes to legitimate retailers. 

A pirate who can get hold of a 
pre-release sample tape or disc such 
as "O. B. McClinton Country," for 
example, may be able to make and 
sell half a dozen copies of it to other 
pirates for $1,000 to $5,000 each be- 
fore he starts his own mass produc- 
tion of counterfeits.

Superstars? Uncover Pirated Tapes 

In 2 Japanese Cities 
TOKYO - The Japan Copyright As- 
sociation has investigated two cases 
of pirated tapes which were found in 
Hitachi -city, Ibaragi Prefecture, and 
in Kita-ku, Tokyo. 

At a general store in Hitachi, the 
association found three kinds of 24 
pirated cartridges which contained 
various hit songs at the price of 1850 
yen (about $6) a cartridge. The own- 
er of the store said he bought these 
unlabelled tapes from an unidentified 
salesman. The association is investi- 
gating this salesman. 

Also, the association is investiga- 
ting the case of pirated tapes which 
had been used for juke boxes placed 
ait some restaurants of Kita-ku, 
Tokyo, through information from the 

local police. These unauthorized tapes 
used for one reel juke boxes were 
cartridge tapes which contained hit 
songs of various labels. 

There are some amateur piraters 
who pirate tapes of juke boxes, be- 
cause they can expect the gains of 
about 30 thousand yen a month with 
a one reel juke box. 

Since counterfeited video cassettes 
(open reel) has taken 60% of the 
market, the Japan Video Tapes Asso- 
ciation has decided to use silver grey 
"U" cassette tape covers with the size 
of 3/4 inches for authorized products 
to discriminate from unauthorized 
products as of Feb. 15. Also, to pro- 
tect legitimate video cassettes, the as- 
sociation is studying to change the 
color of reels. 

Communications Three, 
Juno Awards: Historic 
TORONTO - Programmers, second- 
ary and major, including those from 
the giant Maple Leaf System, traded 
punches at the industry's Communica- 
tions Three (Feb. 26) at Toronto's 
Inn On The Park.

Football-or soccer-has produced 
its own brand of superstars over the 
years but it is now becoming the cur- 
rent craze for football teams to 
transfer their vocal `talents' on to 
disk. Perhaps the biggest team to 
score in this way was the England 
World Cup Squad but the smaller, 
less financially backed teams are also 
trying their luck. Football songs have 
been around for many years of 
course. 

As far back as 1960 folksingers 
Robin Hall and Jimmy McGregor 
took "Football Crazy" into the charts 
and Billy Wright, former England 
captain together with his team sang 
"Songs Just For Kicks". But it was 
Bill Martin and Phil Coulter who re- 
ally showed the way in 1969 when 
they wrote and produced "Back 
Home" for the World Cup Squad and 
the country showed their support by 
getting it to No: 1 in the local charts. 
After a short pause there is now a lot 
of activity on the soccer front with 
Chelsea recording for Penny Farth- 
ing; Hartlepool for United Artists; 
Hereford for EMI and Stoke City for 
Trent. 

One can't say whether the recording 
of football teams is a viable proposi- 
tion although "Back Home" was a 
resounding success but the sound of a 
bunch of untrained voices falling out 
of loudspeakers will certainly not ap- 
peal to everyone. Then again, if the 
old cliche "It's amazing what you can 
do in a studio" applies we could be 
listening to albums of our favorite 
football teams instead of the London 
Philharmonic or Jonathan King. Who 
knows, West Bromwich Albion may 
yet play the Royal Albert Hall.

NEW YORK - John Cacavas, former 
exec with Chappell and Co. Inc. In 
New York, and now living in London, 
has just been contracted for a series 
of guest conducting assignments on 
the BBC and in Brussels. The appear- 
ances will be in the early spring, fol- 
lowing completion of a current proj- 
ect of writing a background score 
for the motion picture, "Redneck," 
being produced by Joseph Shaftel. 

Cacavas, who with another former 
Chappell associate Arch Lustberg, 
had much to do with bringing about 
the successful though brief recording 
career of the late Senator Everett M. 
Dirksen, has also recently completed 
the title song and incidental music for 
the Scotia International film, "Pancho 
Villa," which stars Telly Savalas, 
Clint Walker, Chuck Connors and 
Ann Francis. Lyrics were written by 
Don Black, whose credits include lyr- 
ics for "Born Free." "Diamonds Are 
Forever" and "To Sir with Love." 

Cacavas' most familiar work of the 
moment is the theme for the BOAC 
TV commercial, "BOAC Take Good 
Care of You," which features the 
well-known British actor, Robert 
Morley, delivering the sales spiel. 

Also just concluded in the Cacavas 
work file are two albums for Dick 
James DJM Records in London, 
featuring the singing debut of Telly 
'Savalas. Cacavas co -produced with 
Charles Wood and also arranged and 
conducted for these 'LP's, first of 
which is set for early spring release. 

Other recent prospects include pro- 
duction of "Space Alphabet," an LP 
for Golden Records; "Brown County 
Revisited," a set of original songs for 
Ms own Acropolis label; and educa- 
tional band and choral writing for his 
Chappell affiliated pubbery, Athe- 
naeum Music. 
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The coal miners strike here has af- 
fected electricity supplies causing 
black -outs all over the country and 
it is hitting the music industry in 
various ways. A quick round -up has 
shown that RCA's Washington plant 
has eut down to a three-day week halt- 
ing all production on up -coming sin- 
gles concentrating on singles already 
released and albums while EMI and 
Decca are keeping production at the 
normal level by relying on their own 
generators.

Canadian folk - 
singers Morin and Wilson have an 
album on Sovereign "Peaceful Com- 
pany" as has Earl Jordan titled "Jor- 
dan", and there is a single from Josef 
Horowitz "Source of the Nile" theme 
music from the current TV series. 
The Two Worlds artists management 
company also formed by Nesbit is re- 
sponsible for negotiating a tour for 
Flash which will take them on the 
continent in April and possibly on to 
the States. On the publishing side 
Big Ben Music has rights to all acts 
on the Sovereign label as well as 
material by Bob Dylan, and the 
Planetary -Nom catalog. 

Paul McCartney's new single "Give 
Ireland Back to the Irish" has run 
into difficulties with all channels- 
BBC, TV, ITV, BBC Radio and Radio 
Luxembourg all refusing airtime on 
the single. The GPO has also refused 
to be connected with the disk which 
means that the dial -a -disk service 
which Apple were planning in the ab- 
sence of any other form of promotion 
cannot be used. EMI will be distribut- 
ing the single but a number of the 
larger retail chains have expressed 
their doubts as to whether they would 
stock it. 

Songwriters Christ Arnold, Dave 
Martin and Geoff Morrow have 
formed a partnership with Dick James 
to be known as Ammo -James Music. 
All administration will be through 
James House although the trio will 
run a separate promotion office. First 
copyright will be "Find Mr. Zebedee" 
by Edison Lighthouse on the Bell 
label. 

Henry Hadaway of Satril Manage- 
ment and Music has launched a new 
label to be known as Satril and has 
signed a lease deal for distribution 
with Eddie Kassner of President Rec- 
ords.

EDITORIAL 
Flexibility 

Of the myriad number of subjects discussed at the 
recent MOA seminar at Notre Dame University, the 
most important, but also the most elusive, was "where 
to find new locations." Servicing existing locations is 

one thing to operators ... the "thrill", though, still 
lies in the "hunt"-hunting and landing additional 
stops for the route. 

The odd part in this is that many operators say 
they want and need additional stops but in actual fact, 
they're talking about new tavern and restaurant stops 
for the jukes and games, and forgetting about the 
oddballs like the shopping centers and the laundro- 
mats. They discount these "oddball" stops simply, 
but understandably, because they don't fit the tradi- 
tional mold. You can't "sell" a location like that the 
same way as a bar; and often, you don't collect and 
commission the same way, so why bother? they feel. 

Well, the bother is clearly well worth it, and once 
your feet are wet, you'll find very little difference be- 
tween the standard and the off -beat stops. It's a mat- 
ter of becoming more flexible in your attitude toward 
the music and games business ... a business that's 
far and away bigger than just bars and diners. 

With several, shall we say "oddball" types of ma- 
chines now on the market, it's easier than ever to hit 
new types of stops with either a standard commission 
deal or a straight lease or rental. You've got a couple 
of very classy furniture -styled music machines at your 
disposal for chic lounges and supper clubs-even your 
better ladies clothing emporiums. You've got a radical- 
ly different music earner with the cassette machine 
... small enough to fit just about anywhere-unusual 
enough to slip right by the anti -jukebox location own- 
ers. You've got some handsomely -tailored amusement 
games too, for the stops that think the "honky tonk" 
look not quite right for their clientele. 

So here we are with the hardware in hand and the 
locations waiting out there (tho they don't know it). 
Now it's a rather simple matter of sitting down over 
a cup of coffee, with your head routeman, and jotting 
down every single possible new stop in your route 
radius that comes to mind. Single out those with the 
most promise (maybe that bustling laundromat in 

town) and then single from those the stops located 
nearest to your route headquarters and make some 
calls. 

Be prepared to meet new people on their terms, 
for starters. Possibly they'd be much more comfor- 
table with a fixed lease or rental. Figure out what you 
need per week to profit from and pop it on them. 
Maybe that ritzy lounge in the big motel, whose aver- 
sion to jukeboxes has been irritating you for years, 
just may make an about face when you show him a 

handsome full -color brochure of a new furniture -styled 
phonograph. Matter of fact, he may ask you how 
long's this been around? Of course, you'll reply: 
"brand new, and I came here first because I knew 
you'd really appreciate an exquisite item like this." 

Point is, you've got to stop speculating about new 
types of stops and start calling on them. It's different, 
it's challenging and well worth it when you score. And 
it makes your attitude just that much more flexible 
and open to new roads to profit.

Target Novelty Based On Africa -WWII 

MCI DESERT FOX 

MILWAUKEE - March 15 is the 
shipping date for Milwaukee Coin In- 
dustries' new game, the Desert Fox. 

"We've gotten fantastic test loca- 
tion response from all ages," said 
John Ancona, MCI's director of mar- 
keting, "from the littlest kids right up 
to the vets who actually fought in 
World War II. It really turns them 
on!" 

The `Desert Fox' pits the player - 
pilot against the forces of Rommel's 

Afrika Korps. "The targets are repli- 
cas of Panzer Division encampments 
in authentic scenes of the North Afri- 
can desert: tanks, trucks, weapons 
carriers, fuel dumps, airplane han- 
gars, staff cars, tents and personnel, 
including Arabs on camels," Ancona 
stated. (No score for personnel or 
camels.) 

Player activity simulates actual low 
level flying conditions; the sound of 
the aircraft engine changing pitch as 
the player pushes the control stick 
forward to dive or pulls back to 
climb. Engine sounds are continuous 
throughout the game as the player 
hears his machine guns firing and 
both sees and hears his target ex- 
plosion when he scores a hit. Eight 
hits wins bonus time. 

Both game time and difficulty are 
operator controlled by setting the 
game length for 60, 90 or 120 sec- 
onds. All sound effects are electroni- 
cally produced by plug-in circuit 
boards and Ancona stresses that the 
images are produced "without trou- 
blesome film." 

Designed for maximum location 
visibility, the cabinet is painted bright 
yellow, with Rommel's picture on 
each side plus a repeat of the `Desert 
Fox' logo. Red, white and blue deco- 
rate the instrument panel and the 
game's lower panel is a black, red and 
yellow picture of an 88mm gun crew 
and tank with the words, "FLY 
AGAINST THE AFRIKA KORPS." 

One or two plays for 25¢, the 
Desert Fox measures 63%" high, 
24%" wide, 351/2" deep, weighs 210 
lbs. 

"Very attractive," is Ancona's de- 
scription of the price, "and a great 
game for any location."

NAMA NOTES: Wisconsin vending operators will no longer be required to pay 
a sales tax on paper cups, paper plates and wrapping materials due to a change 
in interpretation of the Sales Tax Law sought by NA M A and its affiliated Wis- 
consin Automatic Merchandising Council (W A M C ). The State Department of 
Taxation made the revision retroactive to January 1, 1972. The original Sales Tax 
Rule, TM S-33, was issued in November 1969. A series of discussions between 
the Department of Taxation and NAM A and the WA M C during the past two 
years resulted in the favorable ruling this month. 

"This revision will represent a great tax savings to Wisconsin vending operators 
and eliminate red tape for suppliers," said N AM A government affairs department 
director Richard W. Funk. "These purchases have traditionally been exempt in 
all but a few states, making the Wisconsin tax a rather rare situation." 

Funk also said the State Sales Tax Law has a specific exemption for containers 
used to transfer tangible personal property to the purchaser. The Department of 
Taxation concluded that its previous interpretation of the exemption was too re- 
strictive. 

Other items sold to vending operators which will remain subject to the sales 
tax include paper napkins, plastic throw -away utensils, etc. 

Industry representatives who participated in the discussions with the State 
included WA MC president Jack Turner, legislative committee chairman Carl Mill- 
man, attorney Harry Franke and Funk.
