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The Catalog Boon: 
Exposure & Effort 

Lo and behold, the word "catalog" 
is making tradesters smile these days. 
Cash Box has been hearing nothing 
but glowing remarks from execs on 
the revival of catalog sales. 

Not that catalog has ever complete- 
ly lost its status as important "rainy 
day" inventory; it's just that a number 
of factors have come in to play to 
make this area of the business take 
on a new lustre. 

First, the "bad news," if you will. 
There's no denying a lack of excep- 
tional excitement on the current prod- 
uct scene. There are, to be sure, a 
bevy of important sales draws on the 
market, yet the industry justifiably be- 
moans the lack of newcomers on the 
order of the Beatles. This condition 
makes buyers peruse catalog and 
catch-up on all-time LP greats they 
may have missed. 

Now, the "good news." Recent de- 
velopments on the retail and whole- 
sale levels of the business have been 
a strong stimulus to catalog sales. The 
"retail explosion," covered previously 
in many Cash Box editorials, is, in es- 
sence, the re-emergence of the full - 
line retailer who now makes readily 
available and exposes all kinds of 
catalog merchandise. "Headshops," 

too, have in depth contemporary cata- 
log product. This kind of general 
stocking of product had been sadly 
missing in recent years. 

Another major development has 
been the growth of branch operations. 
Atlantic Records, for instance, says it 
owes a lot to its current boom in jazz 
LP sales to the establishment of the 
W -E -A branch setup. Catering only to 
the Warners, Elektra and Atlantic 
lines, the branches are discovering it 
is worthwhile, indeed, to investigate 
catalog and put effort behind it. It's 
obviously paying off. Even though it 
handles lines outside of its parent's 
orbit, London Records' branch opera- 
tion is reporting similar happy news 
for its catalog product, as is Columbia 
Records, which, of course, has been 
a catalog leader for many years. 

Aside from the "no Beatles point 
of view," we think it's more important 
for the industry to think of catalog in 
terms of catalog itself. The industry is 
getting the message-just as it does 
when a single gets airtime play-that 
catalog requires "exposure and effort" 
to get it off the shelf and into the rec- 
ord buyer's library. In this manner, 
catalog can be both "rainy day" and 
"sunshine" merchandise.

Travel `Market -To -Market' 
NEW YORK - Establishing acts on 
a "career basis" has evolved a new 
sophistication in the use of marketing 
tools at Columbia Records. 

"The pay-off," cites Bruce Lund- 
vall, the label's marketing vp, "is 
not in a new act's initial sales, but the 
successful attempt to develop the act 
on a career basis." 

This all begins with an awareness 
of the kinds of artists that can break 
over a wide market range. At Colum- 
bia, the A&R department naturally 
starts the ball rolling by its decisions 
on artist signings. Their views stress 
two factors: does the act have some- 
thing new and innovative to say in 
pop music ? or, if it doesn't break new 
ground, is it commercial ? 

"From the point of preliminary ter- 
ritorial reaction," Lundvall explains, 
"we ask the question: How can we 
expand the act's market, based on 
image?" 

It is this "market by market" mar- 
keting approach that Columbia now 
feels is vital to national, continued 
acceptance of its artists. This direc- 
tion also reflects today's limited ex- 
posure avenues: tight playlists and

fewer "live" showcases. 
So following a sales pattern that 

may develop in an important market 
or, perhaps, by an act's already -noted 
"hometown" following, Lundvall's sec- 
tion goes to work. 

Admittedly a more expensive form 
of marketing, the label's marketing 
section's forces are marshaled in the 
particular marketplace. This will in- 
volve such units as product manage- 
ment, the promo dept., press, sales, 
advertising, cover art design. "The 
idea," Lundvall adds, "is to move in a 
common direction, to be tuned into 
the same wave length." Also coming 
into play is the recently -adopted con- 
cept of label involvement in artist 
tours, so that the label is virtually 
into the booking area. 

Support Plan 

This "on -going support plan" can 
be based on two factors: the so-called 
"underground" act whose acceptance 
is mainly through appearances; or the 
rallying point might be a hit single. 
In the latter area, it's extremely im- 
portant that "tastemaker groups" be 
made to realize that the act is not a 
one-shot attraction, but a career re- 
cording entity. A useful tool here, 
Lundvall notes, is to book the act 
with major attractions. 

Lundvall says Columbia has de- 
veloped a philosophy where by mod- 
est initial album sales by a newcomer 
is not used to measure the effec- 
tiveness of heavy expenditures in 
merchandising. Taking the long -haul 
view, the company believes it has es-

Famous Enters Historic 
Print Deal With Hansen 
Guarantees Based 
On $10 Mil Sales 
NEW YORK - In what is regarded 
as an historic print deal in music 
publishing, Famous Music has entered 
into a new exclusive three year ar- 
rangement with Charlie Hansen of 
Hansen Publications that guarantees 
Famous income based on sales of $10 
million over the period. 

Aside from the monies involved, the 
Famous/Hansen alliance is significant 
in that it involves Famous' full com- 
mitment to farming out its print 
rights. 

"We have formed this alliance," 
states Marvin Cane, chief operating 
officer of the company, "because I 
don't believe music publishers should 
be in the print business." "We have 
discovered through trial and error 
that running a print division means 
being submerged in overhead," he 
adds. 

The deal with Hansen, the largest 
print house in the world, is a continu- 
ation of exclusive ties that began in 
1969. Before this period, Famous op- 
erated its own print division, though 
it made occasional non-exclusive ties 
with Hansen. Print right deals usually 
involve a 30% royalty to the music 
publisher on sheet music and 10% on 
folios. 

The $10 million figure is based on 
past performance. In 1971, notes Sid- 
ney Herman, vp of administration at 
Famous, the company had print sales 
of $5 million. Over the past three 
years, the company has produced a

NEW YORK - Terry Knight and 
attorneys Howard N. Beldock and 
Jerrold H. Kushnick have filed a $14 
Million libel suit in New York Su- 
preme Court against the public rela- 
tions firm of Rogers, Cowan & Bren- 
ner, Inc., and Robert M. Zarem, one 
of its employees. 

Charging malicious intent and libel, 
the lawsuit contends that a press re- 
lease appeared in publications 
throughout the world allegedly issued

purported to contain details of a fed- 
eral complaint filed against Knight, 
Beldock and Kushnick by the mem- 
bers of Grand Funk Railroad. 

Knight's libel suit charges that the 
press release, although purporting to 
state matters contained in the com- 
plaint, actually contained "false and 
defamatory material not included 
within the complaint . and was 
issued for publicity value in an effort 
to affect the . disputes involving 
Mark Farner, Donald Brewer, Melvin 
Schacher and John L. Eastman". 

The lawsuit charges the Press Re- 
lease falsely stated that Knight was 
the "former manager" of Grand 
Funk Railroad when, according to the 
suit, "Knight is and was . the 
current manager of Farner, Brewer 
and Schacher". 

The libel action also charges that 
the press release falsely stated 
"Knight ... in collusion with Beldock 
and Kushnic, made a record deal .. . 
and took 66% % of all the record roy- 
alties for himself . . . the net result 
was of approximately $2,500,000 of 
record royalties paid by Capitol Rec- 
ords for Grand Funk records, Knight, 
it is believed, kept for himself in ex- 
cess of $1,700,000".

Tape Co. Chief 
Jail Sentence

pirate tape operation in Charlotte, 
North Carolina, has been sentenced 
last week to a 20 -day jail term after 
being found guilty of criminal con- 
tempt for violating a court injunction 
against engaging in the manufacture 
and sale of pirated recordings. 

Fines were also imposed on two

The sentences were handed down by

J. H. Pettus, president of Eastern 
Tape Corporation, Charlotte, and vice 
president of G & G Sales, its manu-

facturing arm. Pettus was the one 
sentenced to jail. William T. Ander- 
son, an engineer with G & G Sales, 
was fined $250, as were Eastern Tape 
Corp. and G & G Sales, Inc. The fines 
are the maximum allowable for crimi- 
nal contempt under North Carolina 
law.

Pettus and Anderson, as well as 
Eastern Corp. and G & G Sales were 
given 15 days to furnish evidence to 
the court that they were no longer 
engaged in the illicit duplication of 
recordings as enjoined by the court.

To date, Lollos' programming ma- 
terial can be described as "features 
and film shorts whose content would 
normally preclude telecast on com- 
mercial TV due to political viewpoint, 
avant garde artistic treatment, etc." A 
good example of a VTN program is 
the recently acquired "Winter Sol- 
dier", produced in association with 
Vietnam Veterans Against the War, 
which has won wide critical acclaim 
but was rejected by all three commer- 
cial networks. In Lollos words, "we 
are giving the students the kind of 
programming they can't get on free 
TV, and it's working." 

Lollos VTN system employs the 
colleges' existing telecast facilities 
and viewing monitors.

tions brought against the defendants 
by Capitol Records, Inc., CBS, Inc., 
MCA, Inc., and United Artists Rec- 
ords, Inc. The defendants and all oth- 
ers in active concert and participation 
with them were enjoined from manu- 
facturing and selling unauthorized 
duplications of the plaintiffs' prod- 
ucts. 

In January of this year, an investi- 
gation by the Recording Industry As- 
sociation of America, produced evi- 
dence that Eastern Tape Corp. had 
engaged a booth at the Housewares 
Show in Chicago, at which it was 
exhibiting tape recordings pirated 
from a number of legitimate compan- 
ies, including those of the companies 
who had already obtained preliminary 
injunctions in North Carolina. Injunc- 
tions barring the continued sale of 
pirated recordings by Eastern Tape 
Corporation were issued by the Circuit 
Court of Cook County, Illinois, on 
suits immediately instituted by CBS, 
Inc., and Capitol Records, Inc. Motions 
were then made in Mecklenburg 
County Superior Court, asking that 
defendants be held in criminal and 
civil contempt.

"no such charges are made in the 
complaint". Further, his suit charges 
"the dollar figures of record royalties 
are inaccurate and falsely imply the 
amount of record royalties received 

. when in fact Farner, Brewer and 
Schacher received a greater amount 
of record royalties". 

The suit also charges that the press 
release falsely stated "Knight im- 
properly took 68% of all publishing 
royalties ... through the artifice of a 
non -existing corporation designed to 
defraud Grand Funk", when, ac- 
cording to the suit, that statement is 
also both untrure and misleading and 
that "no such charge is made in the 
complaint". 

The libel suit also charges that the 
press release falsely stated "Knight, 
Beldock and Kushnick created a com- 
pany GFR Enterprises Ltd. to receive 
all income from Grand Funk's person- 
al appearances". According to 
Knight's suit, the actual complaint 
never made such a charge as purport- 
ed by the press release and is "false 
and misleading" in that GFR Enter- 
prises was formed "at the direction of 
Farner, Brewer and Schacher." 

Further, Knight, Beldock and Kush - 
nick's lawsuit declares that the Press 
Release also stated the complaint had 
charged they took "30% of stock in 
GFR Enterprises for which no pay- 
ment was made" when, according to 
the suit, the charges are both untrue 
and are also not contained in the 
original complaint. The libel suit fur- 
ther declares that "payment was 
made" for the stock held by Knight, 
Beldock and Kushnick. They have 
also charged that where the press re- 
lease stated they "improperly took 
fees believed to be in excess of $750,- 
000 from the company's receipts" that 
is both untrue and, again, not charged 
in the original complaint and is, ac- 
cording to the suit, "false" and 
misleading and . . . composed and 
published ... maliciously". 

The lawsuit also points out that 
where the Press Release says "more 
than $1,000,000 wee improperly in- 
vested in an oil drilling company" it 
is untrue and also was not charged in 
the original complaint as purportedly 
quoted. 

The PR firm has also been sued for 
alledgedly stating in the press release 
"the complaint also seeks an 
explanation as to why out of millions 
of dollars earned by Grand Funk the 
three members of the group are virtu- 
ally left with nothing". According to 
the suit, "the complaint seeks no such 
explanation and ... the members of 
Grand Funk Railroad have not been 
virtually left with nothing". 

Knight, Beldock and Kushniek's 
lawsuit charges that the press release 
was contrived to .ontain "false" ma- 
terial that did not appear in the com- 
plaint and was maliciously intended 
to hold them up to "contempt and 
ridicule" and was issued for "publici- 
ty value". Knight, Beldock and Kush - 
nick have further charged in their 
lawsuit that the statements were de- 
signed to injure both their reputa- 
tions and professional activities and 
were issued in an effort to affect other 
disputes involving Grand Funk mem- 
bers and John L. Eastman.

BITTER END, NYC - If you haven't 
seen Anne Murray, you haven't really 
heard her. Her new powerhouse Capi- 
tol LP, "Annie" has done much to 
clear up some muddled .misconcep- 
tions we might have had about her in 
the past, but seeing is truly believing. 
While many female performers try 
their best to look like something ei- 
ther just shot out of a cannon on an 
off -night or just flowing out of the 
hautest of couturier's, Anne brings 
just a glimmer of glamour to the 
girl -next-door look and works from 
there. But she doesn't have to try 
hard. It's all there from the start. 

Wielding some of the most compel- 
ling, effortless vocals in the eastern 
1hemisphere, she has no trouble 
switching gears from ballad to her 
personalization of a boogie. Together 
only two weeks, her new band (who 
likes to be called Richard up until the 
first tune and "Dick" thereafter) 
meshes their elements in we've - 
known -her -all -our -lives fashion. Ma- 
terial from her "Annie" LP provides 
most of the set's high points: "Rob- 
bie's Song For Jesus," "Drown Me" 
and "Falling Into Rhyme." But there's 
also the fun of reactivating Barbara 
George's "I Know" or the sweetness 
of her "Snowbird." 

In the audience this particular 
night was the Premier (non - 
Canadians may read "Governor") of 
Nova Scotia. If the world could be 
governed as smoothly as Anne han- 
dles her own, we'd all have a lot more 
time for good music. But until Utopia 
falls upon us, we'll just have to make 
room for Annie. That way, at least 
there'll be some semblance of good 
sense and good feeling in our lives. 

Fellow Canadian and Capitol artist 
Christopher Kearney opened the 
show, a singer/guitarist accompanied 
by two sidemen. While we have noth- 
ing against acoustic music in the 
folky vein, it is clear that Chris has a 
voice that could easily lead him into 
the more intense world of rock. At 
his leveling point he's merely pleas- 
ant this way, but given more dynamic 
elements to work with, he'd really be 
able to let loose. In his chosen stra- 
tum, he has to work that much harder 
for a climax to a set, but it comes in 
"Rotkin' Chair Ride," perhaps the 
finest number in his original reper- 
toire.

Ella Fitzgerald 
CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - Ella! 
Ella! This was the standing ovation 
plea at the close of Ella Fitzgerald's 
two hour concert performance, Satur- 
day Evening, May 13. When it comes 
to pure songstyling artistry, what 
peer hath Ella Fitzgerald? That little 
Yellow Basket (A-Tisket, A-Tasket, 
composed by Ella) may have faded 
somewhat with the seasons, but not 
Ella. She is timeless! She has al- 
ready gathered so many laurels, 
it's difficult to find ways to pay 
tribute to this woman who is truly 
the Queen of Song. Whether backed 
by a symphonic orchestra or perfor- 
ming with just her own Tommy Flan- 
agan Trio as was the case, Ella is 
simply marvelous. 

From the opening refrain of 
"Spring Is Here," she had the audi- 
ence sitting in the palm of her hand 
as would an anxious trembling bird 
thrilling to every caress and magical 
note. Ella takes one on a flight, and 
what a flight! Especially, when she 
does her thing, 'scat singing.' With 
countless albums to her credit, she 
has an unbelievable repetoire that in- 
cludes every musical form. Her rendi- 
tions of "You Go To My Head," 
"Someday He'll Come Along" and 
"Indian Summer" are only samplings 
of the pearls that she performs in 
concert. Truly a woman for all sea- 
sons.

Chicago 
CARNEGIE HALL, NYC-Chicago 
came blazing into the famed Hall, 
for their opening performance and 
an SRO audience was an hand to 
greet them. In fact, tickets were sold 
out months in advance for their ex- 
tended engagement. Chicago did not 
disappoint their audience, judging 
from the reaction. The group held 
everyone spellbound with their spe- 
cial arrangements that so uniquely 
weaves the brass into rock and jazz. 

The first half of the program 
opens up with a special "Ballet" 
number incorporating many musical 
forms that really displays their great 
talents. Of course, other standout se- 
lections were "As You Walk Away," 
"All Is Well" and "Does Anybody 
Really Know What Time It Is." 

After intermission, Chicago opened 

with "Sweet Love" and an absolutely 
fantastic selection entitled "State Of 
The Union." "Saturday In The Park" 
is a new number that will be in their 
forthcoming album and it has all the 
earmarks of another giant seller. 

A song dedicated "To Richard & 
His Friends," carrying out a war 
motif was a brilliant production num- 
ber featuring the guitar and drums 
and it actually recreated all the sound 
and drama of war at its climax. At 
the closing of "Beginning" they got 
a tremendous standing ovation. 
Whether they play funky or hard 
rock, Chicago has again demonstrated 
their musical powers. Closing with 
"Free," instigating a wild plea for 
an encore number, one can easily see 
why Chicago is spinning on top. It's 
a super group all the way. d.d. 

THEATRE REVIEW: 
Hark! 

MERCER ARTS CENTER, NYC - It 
would seem that reviews which were 
once the staple of the now dying or 
dead supper club scene are attempting 
to make a final stand off-Broadway. 
But in the post -Hair generation, there 
seems to be little more that the form 
can offer in the way of innovative 
entertainment. "Hark!" is a small 
show in almost every respect, and it 
seems we've seen it all in moments 
when we were all more receptive. 

Despite the lack of a set, there is 
more to watch than to listen to here. 
Moods are created and manipulated 
through skillful lighting against a 
white backdrop and the costume and 
choreography level of artistry far ex- 
ceeds that achieved by the music. 
While the flow of songs works well as 
a thread of one become the the fabric 
for the next, none can really stand up 
alone. 

"Hark!" is a compromise between 
the topicality of the old "That Was 
The Week That Was" and the univer- 
sality/banality of the mediocre 50's 
review or original high school musi- 
cale. A few performances, especially 
that of Jack Blackton, make the even- 
ing worthwhile, but as the saying 
goes, you won't be walking out of the 
theatre hummin.' t.I. 

Billy Backhold 
ZERO'S, LONG ISLAND-Every city 
has its underground musicians. Wash- 
ington has Roy Buchanan, Los An- 
geles has Steve Mann, Muscle Shoals 
has Tippy Anderson, Detroit has Den- 
nis Coffey (until he surfaced with 
three hits) and New York claims 
Billy Backhold. 

Billy has played the behind -the - 
scenes game quite literally, serving as 
backup guitarist for the Broadway 
production of "Jesus Christ Super- 
star." He has also spent a good deal 
of time in recording studios provid- 
ing guitar backup, working with stu- 
dio pros such as fellow guitarist 
David Spinoza, bassist Stu Woods, 
and drummer Rick Marotta. 

Backhold previously played with 
the Soul Survivors, known for "Ex- 
pressway To Your Heart." He now 
fronts a tight and efficient quartet 
under his name, showing to what ex- 
tent a musician can interweave his 
fingertips with his imagination. He 
has superlative touch and control, and 
accomplished command of his finger- 
board. On original tunes such as "D. 
C. Joy," he achieves a gutteral, whin- 
ing tone that creates instant excite- 
ment. "Without You" is a more mel- 
low ballad that demonstrates emotion- 
al sensitivity as both guitarist and 
vocalist. 

Being an underground musician is 
fine as long as you don't get buried 
from underexposure, so Billy is work- 
ing his way to the surface-he lets 
his fingers do the talking because 
they certainly are fluent.

Pamela Polland 
BITTER END, NYC-"They told me 
you'd be a pretty tough audience, but 
I don't think you're so bad," re- 
marked Pamela Polland as she rose 
from the piano after playing a widely 
varied and thoroughly captivating 
set for an SRO crowd at a press 
party here last Wednesday. Actual- 
ly Pamela's advisors were right-it 
was really a "show me" house-but 
even the most hard-nosed critic has 
to bend when confronted with such 
a clear case of composing and per- 
forming prowess as that demon- 
strated by this young woman, over 
the course of seven songs, three of 
which were from her just released 
debut album on Columbia. 

Working without a back-up group, 
Pamela opened with "In My Imagin- 
ation," a neatly constructed piece 
which is scheduled to be her first 
single. Following "Out Of My Hands 
(Still In My Heart)" and "Please Mr. 
D.J.," she paused to introduce some 
of her newer material. A song about 
a strange infatuation with an at- 
tendant at a filling station was un- 
usually moving and a romping tune 
about an odd variety of lovers had 
the Bitter End benches shaking. 

Pamela's piano accompaniment was 
polished and straightforward. She 
knows just how to add musical flour- 
ishes without distracting from the 
basic theme of each song. Her sing- 
ing-particularly when she dipped 
into some darker tones-was a thor- 
oughgoing delight. She is quite simply 
one of the brightest new artists to 
appear in recent times.

John Stewart 
BITTER END, NYC - John Stewart 
is modest and subtle, but nonetheless, 
a forceful performer whose firm con- 
victions have many musical and lyri- 
cal points to make. He concentrates 
on his present act, which is simple 
and to the point, and never tries to 
bask in his past glories. 

But as John Lennon said upon the 
Beatles' demise, "The dream is over," 
and although John Stewart did write 
"Daydream Believer" for the Mon- 
kees, he is not one to let his past 
overtake and control his future. He 
continues to forge ahead, using his 
distinctive folksy style to comment on 
the changing times. Sure, he reminis- 
ces as we all do, but he applies his 
memories of the "good old days" to 
what's happening now. For instance, 
"Mother Country" depicts Americana 
as it was and as it is, and "There 
Ain't No More Wild Horses On Wild 
Horse Road" tells of how the machine 
age has robbed us of life's more fun- 
damental pleasures. And that unique 
tremble in Stewart's voice makes his 
images all the more real. 

This review makes John Stewart 
sound like an old man, which he is 
not-he is a young and vital artist 
who has just managed to make a lot 
of fine music for his age, and, Lord 
knows, he'll make lots more before 
he's done. m.p 

Dusty Springfield 
CENTURY PLAZA HOTEL, L.A. - 
Returning to the scene after a too - 
long absence, Dusty Springfield 
showed her opening -night Westside 
Room audience that she has all the 
potential to come across as strongly 
this time around as she did a few 
years ago. Whether that potential is 
used to its fullest advantage, though, 
is another question altogether. 

Her show has been put together by 
some of the sharpest minds around, 
having been written and "produced" 
by Earl Brown and "staged" (choreo- 
graphed?) by Tony Mordente. Unfor- 
tunately, it simply didn't jell. Miss 
Springfield, who has had years of ex- 
perience, came off as an inexperienced 
amateur, nervous and clumsy. 

Part of the difficulty, a great deal 
of it, in fact, was the show itself. 
With the program bouncing between 
show tunes, familiar rock pieces 
("Love the One You're With" and 
"Joy to the World") and the ballads 
and bluesy numbers more readily 
identified with her such as "Just a 
Little Loving" and "You Don't Have 
To Say You Love Me," the combina- 
tion tended to overwhelm. The se- 
quence could have as easily been 
routined for Petula Clark or Ann - 
Margret. 

On the material to which she's more 
suited, though, Miss Springfield did 
very well. "Ain't No Sunshine," ad- 
mittedly done to death in clubs these 
days, came off well, as did a soft 
version of "Since I Fell for You." 
Audience response was strongest to 
the "hit medley" including "The Look 
of Love," "Brand New Me" and "Son 
of a Preacher Man." 

With the right material, Miss 
Springfield has an unbeatable sensual 
vocal approach. Hopefully in the fu- 
ture, she'll ease down on the Vegas 
showbizzy aspects of her performance 
(the opening "Shaft" instrumental, 
for example) and stick to the type of 
material she handles so incomparably 
well. 

The sound system was unspeaka- 
bley muffled, and the orchestra 
seemed underrehearsed. This isn't the 
normal state of affairs at the West - 
side Room at all. What happened?

The long program (one lengthy set 
instead of two short ones) featured a 
collection of originals plus such bor- a 
rowed material as Paul Simon's 
"Punky's Dilemma," Arlo Guthrie's 
"Coming Into Los Angeles" and a 
brace of Joni Mitchell compositions, 
"Big Yellow Taxi" and "For Free." 
All were performed well; it's note- 
worthy, though, that she tends 
toward choosing songs written at the 
artists' coyest moods. 

Miss McDonough's own songs were 
quite respectable, especially "Peace- 
makers" and a heavy-handed bossa 
nova referred to simply as "The new 
song." "Dirty Dishes" is also worth 
mentioning. 

For most of the program, the win- 
some Miss McDonough performed 
solo, accompanying herself on guitar 
and chatting with the crowd. For 
several numbers, though, she was 
joined on piano by her producer, Bar- 
ry Fasman. Her singing is fine, often 
with a sort of James Taylor phras- 
ing. Her strumming is a bit deter - 
minded fox some of the lighter materi- 
al, but when she sings and plays "No- 
body Knows You When You're Down 
and Out" it's as good a version as 
you're likely to hear from a white, 
middle class midwestern 18 -year old 
girl. t.e.

Tom Jones, the singer of ballads, and Tom 

Jones the funky rhythm singer, are both on 
display in this disk. The ingredients are simple: 
some of today's finest songs: "If," "You've 
Got A Friend," "Kiss An Angel Good Morning" 
and seven more; the seasoning of Tom's im- 
peccable delivery and presto, a dish fit for the 
top ten of the album chart. Current single 
"The Young New Mexican Puppeteer" is also 
featured. Watch this LP take off! 

SOLID BRASS - Herb Alpert & The Tijuana 
Brass-A&M SP 4341 

Mention the word "brass" and the name of 
Herb Alpert should pop instantly to mind. 
"Solid Brass" is, in essence, the latest in- 
stallment of greatest cuts from Herb and his 
merry men. Who can ever forget "This Guys 
In Love With You" or the theme from "Casino 
Royale?"

CHASTISEMENT - The Last Poets - Blue

The past two years have seen the Last Poets 
truly emerge as important spokesman for 
Blackness. But their appeal goes out beyond 
racial categorization for they voice many of 
the hopes and frustrations felt by oppressed 
people everywhere. Listen to "E Pluribus 
Unum" and hear one of the most incisive and 
damning indictments of the money changers. 
Listen to "Hand Off" and feel the underlying 
resentment of many races. But most of all 
listen to "Birds Word," a swirling epic poem 
by Alafia Pudim, which traces the development 
of the black man's music name by name. 
Once again the Last Poets have made a provo- 
cative searing album. 

FRANK SINATRA'S GREATEST HITS, VOL. 2- 
Reprise FS 1034 

Save for an occasional tribute to Spiro T. 
Agnew, Frank Sinatra has retired as an active 
singing performer. But the songs which he put 
his stamp to continue to live on. This second 
volume of goodies by the thin one includes 
many tunes previously unavailable in LP form. 
"My Way" and "September Of My Years" 
emerge as personal statements. Sinatra's treat- 
ments of "Something" and "Love's Been Good 
To Me" are also standouts. The beautiful and 
thoughtful piece "Cycles" is here too. Eleven 
songs in all-quite a collection.

NEW YORK-PAMELA POLLAND OF MILL VALLEY, CALIFORNIA 

If you happened to catch a performance of Mad Dogs And Englishmen or if 
you saw the movie, you might have been struck by the non-stop dancing girl in 
the vocal choir. That was Pamela Polland. If you remember a group called 
Gentle Soul which flourished briefly during the late Sixties, you might have been 
impressed with the lead singer. That was Pamela too. And if some exceptionally 
fine sounds have begun to drift from your FM radio during the past two weeks, 
chances are they were tracks from Pamela's first album on Columbia. 

Pamela was in New York this week to play the Bitter End (see review elsewhere 
in this issue), to refute "the myth that I am a demi-flowerchild" and to talk about 
her music. One of the common denominators of good songwriters is the ability 
to look at the events of ones life and transpose personal feelings and experiences 
into meaningful lyrics. Pamela puts a tremendous amount of herself into her 
compositions, revealing thoughts of loneliness and disillusionment, and fantasy 
and juxtaposing them with bursts of genuine joy. 

Take a song called "In My Imagination." It's about seeing a person in the 
distance, thinking it is someone you really care for, finding out you were mistaken 
and then allowing yourself to slip into a fanciful daydream. This is a fairly com- 
mon experience but the way Pamela treats it-setting up what amounts to a 

dialogue between her imagination and the factual side of her mind-is novel. 
Take "When I Got Home," a variation on the "all alone by the telephone" 

HOLLYWOOD-THE RISE OF "MAGIC MARK" 
Last week, we were mentioning the drop in the number of superstars calling 

by the Cash Box Towers, leaving their footprints embedded in the money -green 
plush of our wall-to-wall Bigelows. Who, then, should appear in our very midst, 
but Magic Mark, the Super Yandle. 

Mark is a superstar. He knows it, we know it, and a few others do. He's a 

superstar in the same sense, and for the same reason that Marc Bolan is a super- 
star and was even before anybody had ever heard of Tyrannasaurus Rex. It's 
in the blood. And, it's a matter of attitude. 

Mark first came to light for most members of the L.A. entertainment community 
when, under the name "Trevor Dolleigh," he wrote a monumental column for 
Entertainment World magazine, called "Life With the Superstars." Mark would 
speak with awe of the parties attended by the likes of Eric Burdon, Arthur Lee, 
and sundry other L.A. rockers. He was naive, to be sure, but young Trevor had 
style. The columns are now priceless treasures for many. 

Later, Mark wrote for the locally -distributed paper, Rock On. The raison d'etre 
for the sheet seemed to be the propagation of the legend of a group, Pegases 
(sic). Leader of the group? Right. 

These days, Mark is a contributing editor to the underground (very under- 
ground) Los Angeles Star. The last two issues featured an interview with and by 
Mark, and the results of the Los Angeles Star rock and roll poll. Conspicuous

theme which includes all of the rationalizations which a disappointed person 
invariably uses to account for another's apparent lack of interest" It's a beautiful 
song and Pamela approaches it with sincerity and warmth. 

Pamela was born in Los Angeles but she now makes her home in Mill Valley. 
In fact, just speak the words "Mill Valley" and her eyes light up. She's made a 
lot of friends there and has even established a gospel choir which regales San 
Franciscans with exuberant and spontaneous performances each Sunday after- 
noon. All of the members are singers and/or musicians and the atmosphere is 
one of communal informality. 

Carol Hall has a term for songs like Pamela's. She calls them "emotional 
band -aids." When I mentioned this to Pamela she laughed. "It's true. I really 
have to write my songs. I have to let them out. I can't help it." During the next 
few months, as her album goes out to more and more ears and as she tours from 
town to town, a lot of people are going to be very glad that she can't help it. 
She is something quite rare-an artist of intelligence, grace and, most of all, 
honesty. Maybe the Seventies won't be so bad after all. ed kelleher 

NEW YORK-GLADYS HOPKOWITZ: HER MASTERS VOICE 
This does not represent any backtrack policy -making on our part. The East & 

West Coast Girl Of The Week feature is still a thing of the past. But while we 
have written about female performers, few lines have been spent on women in 
other aspects of the profession. Gladys Hopkowitz happens to be the only female 
master cutter in this country (as far as she or her employer, Mastertone Studios 
can verify). And in addition to the curiosity value inherent in this state of affairs, 
she also has some interesting thoughts that bear closer consideration. 

The master, of course (well, not of course to as many of us as we may think) 
is the first step in the manufacturing process of phonograph records after the 
product in tape form has been completed. Without getting too technical about it, 
the master disk is the first vinyl transformation of the taped production that a 
would-be commercial disk release must go through. From it, a plate is made and 
through the miracles of our mass technology, is thereby pressed into any number 
of (hopefully) separate and equal recordings. It is a fairly inexpensive step 
(Mastertone charges $100 for a stereo LP master of one two-sided disk -to -be, 
which for shipping and other practical reasons is always cut as two one-sided 
oversized vinyl components); but the saying "a chain is only as strong as its 
weakest link" becomes clear on a practical level when we view the process as a 
whole. 

The master cutter has to be three people. One, an individual with a good ear 
for tone quality and frequency differentials. Two a person with the technical 
capacity to co-ordinate the various equalizing controls and adjustments on both 
the tape playback mechanism and the awesome --looking cutting equipment itself. 
Three, someone who can give the client (be it a producer, artist or label) not only

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORI- 
UM, L.A. - The show was ridiculous- 
ly lengthy, drab at times, and certain- 
ly a good deal less exciting than it 
should have been. But it was still 
probably the most impressive collec- 
tion of avant-garde jazz musicians 
Los Angeles has yet seen at one time 
and in one place. 

Tenor saxophonist John Klemmer 
opened the proceedings, plagued by 
the altogether execrable house sound 
system which was to work against the 
musicians throughout the evening 
(savvy rock bands usually bring their 
own sound systems); his set was 
well -played, sometimes cliche -ridden, 
and occasionally extremely imagina- 
tive. With all due respect to his band- 
Fender bassist Dennis Parker and two 
former members of The Fourth Way, 
pianist Mike Nock and drummer Ed- 
die Marshall-some of the finest mo- 
ments were Klemmer's unaccompan- 
ied, electronically -modulated solos. 
His purity of tone suggests a space 
age Stan Getz. 

Archie Shepp, who 'can be one of 
the most fiercely brilliant reedmen of 
the new jazz on a good night, played 
a controlled, impeccably logical, 
1969 -vintage set that ranged from an 
angry, growling, musical poetry read- 
ing to an affectionate, Hawkins -like 
treatment of "Sophisticated Lady." 
His encore was the Kaper/Webster 
tune "Invitation," presumably indicat- 
ing that the roots of the avant-garde 
extend in diverse directions indeed. 

Shepp's pianist was Dave Burrell, 
an unorthodox, innovative musician 
whose accomplishments include an 
outrageous jazz traduction of "La 
Boheme" and whose strangely - 
mannered technical proficiency is 
something of a legend. Unfortunate- 
ly, he seemed not to have played with 

Impulse Jazz Tour 
Shepp for some time, and his solo 
work was limited to one delightful 
extension of the "Sophisticated 
Lady" theme. Bassist Jymie Merrit 
and drummer Beaver Harris were im- 
pressively professional. 

Mike White's group might be de- 
scribed as avant-garde Muzak; it's 
an interesting amiable ensemble 
(White's acoustic violin is joined by 
Kenneth Nash on percussion, Ed Kel- 
ley on piano, and Ray Drummond on 
bass), but White himself is simply not 
much of a soloist, and the set went on 
for nearly an hour too long. There's a 
soft, intricate, Eastern cast to the 
music; it's entrancing at first, then it 
Grows tedious. 

More determined members of the 
audience stayed to see the show's 
headliner, Alice Coltrane. She took 
the stage at midnight (the evening 
had begun at 7:30), and played until 
2:30. She confined herself to organ 
(she also plays harp and piano), and 
was accompanied by Ben Riley on 
drums and Charlie Haden on bass, by 
a three-man Indian ensemble lead by 
Ashish Khan, the young sarod virtu- 
ouso from Shanti, and by a small 
string section. It may have been the 
sound system's fault, but the three 
sections seemed like three separate 
groups, blending fairly rarely into 
one cohesive unit. 

There were certainly moments of 
great individual strength, though, 
from Mrs. Coltrane, from Haden as a 
soloist and as a part, with Riley, of a 
truly incredible rhythm section, and 
from Khan. The two -and -a -half-hour 
performance included four composi- 
tions, Mrs. Coltrane's "World Gal- 
axy" and "Journey in Satchidananda," 
and two staples of the John Coltrane 
legacy, "My Favorite Things" and "A 
Love Supreme." c.a. 

Kenny Rogers & 
PERSIAN ROOM, NYC - Midway 
between their two-week surprise en- 
gagement (an "ah -ha!" because of the 
room's generally ultra -MOR booking 
mood), they broke the house record. 
Making no compromises whatever to 
the crowd musically-in fact, seeming 
louder and funkier than ever-Kenny 
Rogers & The First Edition let the 
audience come to them. Wow, did it 
work out! 

The quintet looks great on stage, 
and there was no question of their 
blending in with the house orchestra 
visually. But the addition of strings 
and horns complemented them with- 
out smothering, and when the strains 
of "Don't Try To Lay No Boogie 
Woogie On The King Of Rock And 
Roll" filled the room, beef wellington 
began to seem as basic as beef pot 
pie. Not only does their success here 
speak well for their own drawing 
power across age and social barriers. 
but it might indicate a new direction 
for supper clubs to take in the future. 
But enough of trend guessing-let us 
stick to the substance of the evening 
itself. 

The First Edition 
Whether its their ease on stage or 

the fervor of their musical delivery 
that makes the evening move along 
so well, it is obvious why KRATFT 
have become the first self-contained 
group to host a TV series. Co- 
ordination and pacing. Rogers does 
not step on toes, and so each member 
of the group is allowed his or her 
rightful share of the spotlight. Quiet 
Kin Vassy is a dynamite vocalist on 
the hard stuff, and Mary Arnold puts 
a lot more than surface umph into 
tunes like "Crazy Love." Terry 
Williams is the comedian of the 
group and Mickey Jones' drumming 
gives them all a distinctive punch. 

Unlike too many groups, they do 
more than perform their "Greatest 
Hits" LP on stage. They do some 
interesting medley magic with Paul 
Simon tunes (ranging from the inevi- 
table "Bridge Over Troubled Waters" 
to the witty "Punky's Dilemma") and 
can get everyone wrapped up in a 
gospel sing -a -long. Lesser -known ma- 
terial from their LP catalog like "King 
Of Oak Street" also shines. r.a. 

Ashton, Gardner & Dyke and Company 
McKendree Spring 

FOX WEST COAST THEATER, 
LONG BEACH, CA.-Ashton Gard- 
ner and Dyke are English, and their 
recordings are released in this country 
on Capitol. The entire group consists 
of keyboards, bass, drums, guitar, 
trumpet, trombone and sax. To the 
casual observer, there's no telling 
which of the above is Ashton, Gard- 
ner or Dyke and which are merely 
"company." 

One might suspect that the piano 
player is somebody, and indeed he is, 
Tony Ashton. He swaggers and 
lurches back and forth from piano to 
organ, banging a chord on one, a riff 
on the other and back again. He'll 
pick up the mike cord with his teeth 
and use it to make the microphone 
follow him from instrument to instru- 
ment as he supplies the vocals. On 
piano, Ashton sounds a bit Leon Rus- 

sellish, particularly on intros, and has 
more of a Billy Preston style on or- 
gan. The other members of the aggre- 
gation perform a long set of uniform 
material with great skill, if no other 
distinction. 

Also on the bill were McKendree 
Spring, a Decca group. The instru- 
mentation is drumless, with the 
rhythm generated by the bass and 
guitar sufficient to carry their sound. 
Featured soloist is an electric violin- 
ist who uses a lot of wah-wah but 
doesn't dazzle technically. The materi- 
al performed would have found a 
more receptive audience in a less row- 
dy atmosphere; the Fox crowd just 
wanted to boogie. And providing that 
kind of atmosphere is not one of 
McKendree Spring's strong points.

what they say they want, but also what is required if the following steps are to 
be successfully completed. Sound is one very subjective thing, and the physical 
requirements of the entire manufacturing process quite another. Compromises 
between the ideal and the reality must be made, and his (her) ability to make 

these decisions is the cutter's gift. 
Gladys, like all cutters, works by the job, not the hour. But if the client isn't 

satisfied, he doesn't return. There is also a very obvious one-to-one relationship 
between the cutter and his work: whatever is right or wrong with the master is 

potentially under his/her control. And this situation, quite uncommon in this 
age of committee, assembly line and hierarchy buck -passing breeds an unusual 
degree of personal pride in the work done. While Gladys feels that the cutter 
regarding himself solely as an "artiste" is so much PR and egotism, she does 

take an obvious pride in what she does. 
The major labels like RCA, Columbia and other large companies with their own 

studios can and do frequently cut masters with their own personnel. Mastertone 
however, has mastered everything from Beverly Sills product on ABC to the new 

but highly successful jazz/soul line of the Perception/Today group, as well as 

various and sundry but equally demanding and available projects such as 

language record sets and radio spots. 
There are many women in Europe doing what Gladys does here, but due to fact 

that she was America's first, she naturally had to learn her craft from a male 
cutter. Sidney Feldman took her out of the clerical department of Mastertone in 

'64 (himself a veteran who has teen master cutting since '45) and smiles when 
he says the student has at times outshined the professor. Feldman believes 
women are better suited for the job to begin with, being able to channel all their 
energies into one demanding task more readily than men, and also having gen- 
erally greater sensitivity to higher frequencies. 

Gladys had had little formal engineering or musical training but with the de- 

velopment of her ear, quickly has become not only an ace in her line but some- 
what of a renegade philosopher as well. She believes for one, that everyone, from 
producers and engineers on to cutters should have their hearing tested regularly 
so as to ascertain their own strengths and weaknesses at various spots along the 
frequency spectrum. That way, two people talking about the same production 
would have a common ground, or would at least be aware of compensatory 
measures that need be mentally taken to talk about a given sound in one plane 
of reference. 

In fact, Gladys notes, nobody really can tell you for whom the final technical 
considerations of a recording are made. No one has defined what the hearing 
capabilities of the "average" listener are or should be, nor have they decided 
that a recording should be engineered for anyone outside of the creative process. 
Knitpicking may or may not have its rightful place then, in the absence of firm 
ground rules. 

In the matter of hearing tests, Ms. Hopkowitz knows the whys and the where= 
fors all too well. Her proposal has not been well -received for two reasons. Firstly, 
those who work with sound are reluctant to submit to such testing, as it might 
point up some flaws in their hearing patterns so serious as to bring their past 
work into question and to put their ability to carry on in their profession effect- 
ively in doubt. Secondly, as it is known that constant exposure to loud, disjointed 
sounds (the kind industry members have to live with during constant playback 
and mixing procedures) can lead to permanent hearing impairment of many 
sorts, the employers of these experts (namely, the production houses, the studios 
and the labels) could conceivably be held legally accountable for such lòsses 
once uncovered. 

Can one man change the musical world? Can one woman? Gladys Hopkowitz 
could get people talking on a more objective level in this subjective business if 
the obstacles can be surmounted. Her ideas make sense, but whether or not 
they can become accepted practice remains to be seen. robert adels

The American listening public has been ex- 
posed to blues in just about every form of mu- 
sic, be it country, rock, soul or jazz. There has 
been so much blues that it can all too often 
blend into one similar sounding blur. Because 
it can all sound the same to the overexposed 
listeners, when someone who can sing the 
blues and sound different comes along, he is 
considered truly special. This truly special 
qualification can be given to Conway Twitty, 
who burns his unmistakeable brand into "I 
Got A Woman," "Hound Dog," "Whole Lotta 
Shakin' Goin' On" and "Fever." 

HANK WILLIAMS, JR.'S GREATEST HITS - 
VOLUME 2-MGM 4822 

Being the son of Hank Williams and being 
a country singer as well has its advantages 
and disadvantages. The obvious advantage is 
the greatness of the family name, while the 
disadvantage lies in often having to constantly 
live up to father's footsteps. And since the 
start of his career, Hank Williams, Jr. has had 
to prove himself time and again, but he has 
weathered the test and passed with flying 
colors. The proof lies in this MGM album, his 
second volume of chart hits that established 
him as a top country talent in his own right. 

COUNTRY SINGER-George Jones-RCA 4727 
And who, disguised as George Jones, 

mild-mannered country singer for a number 
of great metropolitan labels, provides a never- 
ending flow of albums and singles depicting 
Truth, Justice of the American Way. Although 
his warm smile makes him look as shy and 
passive as Clark Kent, George Jones is Super- 
star in reality, turning out one chart item after 
another. This is a collection of older material, 
but rather than being a greatest hits album, 
it is a set of George's favorites, including 
"Love Bug," "Our Happy Home," "The Poor 
Chinese" and "Treasure Of Love." 

MOUTH OF MISSISSIPPI-Jerry Clower-Decca 
5342 

The mouth of the Mississippi River flows 
into the Gulf of Mexico. Billed as the Mouth of 
Mississippi, Jerry Clower's humor flows into 
ears all across the country, and, rather than 
coming right out of the other ear, it usually 
exists from between the lips via the stomach 
in the form of howls, chuckles and belly 
laughs. Jerry is a warm and humane enter- 
tainer (on the side he raises money for The 
Gideon's International) who projects his fun - 
loving philosophy into his material and then 
sits back to watch it spread throughout the 
audience like ripples in a bubbling river. 

ROY ORBISON SINGS-MGM 4835 
Roy Orbison is a straightforward, honest -to - 

goodness talent. No frills attached-no fancy 
clothes or monologs between songs-he has 
something urgent and necessary to say with 
his music and he gets right down to it with- 
out wasting time. Orbison began his career 
as a pop artist, but because of his basic and 
direct sound, he can communicate to a wide 
range of listeners, including the country audi- 
ence at which this LP is aimed. Highlights in- 
clude "Rings Of Gold," "Beaujolais," 
"Changes" and "Cheyenne." 

THE SUPERCOUNTRYLEGENDARY TEX RITTER 
-Capitol 11037 

Supercountrylegendary-that's a pretty big 
title to wear, but Tex Ritter probably fits it 
neatly into his ten-gallon hat, along with the 
long list of his achievements over the years. 
A president of the Country Music Assoc. and 
one of the first six artists named to the Coun- 
try Music Hall of fame, Tex's legendary hits in- 
clude "High Noon" "Goodbye Old Paint" and 
"Green Grow The Lilacs." On this album of 
contemporary material such as Dallas Frazier's 
"The Wind Of Oklahoma" and Tom T. Hall's 
"Bourbon Man," Tex shows that living legends 
are still allowed to grow with the changing 
times.

Singapore Dealer Guilty 
In Bogus Tape Crackdown 
SINGAPORE - The Singapore 
Copyright Act 1968 is considered to 
have given acceptable protection for 
recording right since its implementa- 
tion. There were, however, some 
doubts as to the queston whether cas- 
settes and cartridges were covered by 
the Act. Consequently, Singapore 
could be considered as one of the 
worst illegal taping areas in the 
world. 

On May 17, however, a dealer/sub- 
wholesaler by the name of Golden 
Sound Records stood trial in a Magis- 
trate Court, claiming that he did not 
know that the cassettes and car- 
tridges were pirated copies as he had 
purchased them from a travelling 
Chinese salesman from Malaysia. The 
dealer was found guilty, fined US$200 
and the cassettes and cartridges were 
ordered to be returned to the owners 
of the copyright (CBS, Cosdel, Decca, 
EMI and Phonogram). 

This case has clearly established 
that unauthorized copying on to tape 
(and record) as well as selling such 
products is a criminal offence under 
the laws of Singapore. Recording 
companies have announced in a press 
statement that they will take all 
necessary measures to eradicate this
