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Can A Music Station 
Be Non Music -Oriented? 

Is it possible for a music station 
not to be music -oriented? From what 
we hear ourselves and others this ap- 
parent contradiction can be very much 
a reality. This is based on the fact that 
when music programming is simply 
the programming of recordings and 
little else, that station should not qual- 
ify as a music station as such. 

For a music -oriented station should 
be one on which there are truly "disk 
jockeys," not merely "announcers" 
who are called upon to do nothing but 
identify the record (and some Top 40 
stations don't even do this!) and give 
the commercials and/or weather -traf- 
fic information. 

A disk jockey to our way of thinking 
is someone who loves music and 
should convey his feelings about what 
he is playing to his audience. There 
should be a healthy rapport between 
the disk jockey and his listeners. Thus, 
if he digs a particular selection on the 
playlist, he should tell his listeners 
so-perhaps even chiding the engi- 
neer to spin the disk once again. On 
the other side of the coin, he should 
be allowed to put down a playlist en- 
try if he doesn't think it meets his 

musical standards and maybe invite 
his listeners to give their opinion on 
this particular selection. 

A music station, simply, is a radio 
station that "thinks music" as much 
as it envisions that its audience does. 
It should excite its listeners about 
music, for it's an audience that is ex- 
cited about music. While it is fine that 
a station is providing a source of music, 
its line of communication must extend 
beyond the performance of the record 
itself and into the personality of the 
person in the time -slot. He should 
commit himself to the station's music, 
and for someone who supposedly digs 
the sound of music, this shouldn't be 
too difficult. For music is an emotional 
affair, exceedingly open to all sorts of 
feelings, pro or con, that can help a 

station establish a more meaningful 
musical image. And what better time 
in the evolution of pop music to make 
one's feelings known and appreciated! 

Hopefully, we have explained how 
it's possible for a music station not to 
be truly a music -oriented outlet. A mu- 
sic -oriented station has that follow- 
through in "talk" that leaves no doubt 
about it.

La. Anti -Piracy 
Bill Passed; Perm. 
Injunction In Ore. 
NEW YORK - The industry's anti - 
piracy drive has seen several gains 
and one loss in recent weeks. 

Louisiana has become the 11th state 
to pass an anti -piracy law. Acting on 
previous passage by the state House, 
the Senate passed House Bill 572, 
which takes effect Jan. 1, 1973. Its 
provisions, affecting the manufactur- 
ing, wholesaling and retailing levels, 
calls for a fine of up to $1000 on the 
first offense; up to $2000 on the sec- 
ond. 

In a setback, Florida's anti -piracy 
statute has been declared unconstitu- 
tional by Federal District Judge Lay- 
ton. The decision will be appealed, 
with assistance from the Recording 
Industry Association of America 
(RIAA). 

In another action, a permanent in- 
junction has been handed down 
against G. I. Joe's, Inc. in Oregon. 
Warner Bros. Records had instituted 
a class action suit against the compa- 
ny. Judge William M. Dale of the 
Circuit Court of Oregon, County of 
Multnomah entered the decision on 
June 26, preventing the company 
from duplicating and selling bogus 
product. 

Senate Unit OK's 
2 -Year Extension 
Of Copyr't Law 
WASHINGTON - The U.S. Copy- 
right Law, awaiting Congressional 
revision, has been granted a two year 
extension by the Senate Judiciary 
Committee. The extension, introduced 
by Sen. John McClellan (D -Ark.) last 
Sept. 20 as Bill S.J. 274, is expected 
to find easy Senate approval, but 
rough going in the House of Rep- 
resentatives, where revision is consid- 
ered of greater concern. Sen. McClel- 
lan is chairman of the Subcommittee 
of Patents, Trademarks and Copy- 
rights. 

For the past decade, Congress has 
approved one or two year extensions 
of the Copyright Act to save many 
copyrights from going PD before a 
new Act is passed. The new Law, 
among other changes, would protect 
copyrights on the basis of the life of 
the author plus 50 years.

In NY; Wein: Annual Visit 
NEW YORK - The phrase that New 
York is a summer festival took on 
literal meaning last week as the New- 
port Jazz Festival roared into its new 
headquarters turning Manhattan into 
a week-long jazz buff's dream. In}pre- 
sario George Wein scheduled more 
than two dozen events over a period 
of nine days, utilizing the city's ma- 
jor concert halls and winding up the 
proceedings with a two night stand at 
Yankee Stadium. Before the festival 
was even half over, Wein, buoyed by 
audience response and box office tal- 
lies, indicated that the annual event 
would be held in New York for many 
years to come. 

Among the week's highlights were 
a midnight dance, a jampacked boat 
ride, several all night blowing ses- 
sions and the world premier of "Skies 
Of America," a new work for orches- 
tra composed by Omette Coleman. 

Though it was not officially a part 
of the Newport fest, a CTI sponsored 
concert at the Felt Forum got things 
off to a swinging start on June 30. 
Headliner for that evening was Milt 
Jackson. The following day saw the 
beginning of the Wein produced 
events with a pair of Schlitz Salutes 
To Jazz held at Carnegie Hall and 
Philharmonic Hall. Accent for these 
and for the next day's concerts, was 
on traditional jazz, with such stal- 
warts as Stan Getz, Billy Eckstine 
and Sarah Vaughan participating. 

A genuine surprise came in the 
form of a Midnight Dance at the 
Commodore Hotel on Sunday even- 
ing. Though the bands of Duke El- 
lington, Count Basie and Sy Oliver 
could certainly be considered old-line 
aggregations, a large contingent of 
under -thirties jazz fans showed up. 
This event was particularly signifi- 
cant in that it triggered a barrage of

Carnegie Hall was the scene Mon- 
day night of an unusual blending of 
jazz styles.

Saving his explosive drum solo for 
last, Jones gave free rein to his sax- 
ophonist Dave Leibman and the ex - 
Ten Wheel Driver responded with 
some of the most original and excit- 
ing playing heard during the entire 
fest. The mood shifted dramatically 
when Bill Evans, working with only 
stand-up bass and drums accompani- 
ment, proceeded to lay down a taste- 
ful and polished set which hushed the 
house and culminated in a vigorous 
and prolonged ovation. Evans was 
easily the star of the entire evening. 

The headlining act Chase was a late 
replacement for Blood, Sweat & 
Tears. Led by ace trumpet player Bill 
Chase and sporting four additional 
trumpets, Chase had scored a distinc- 
tive triumph at last year's abbreviated 
fest when, although newcomers, they 
stole the show with a freewheeling 
hard blowing set. At Carnegie, how- 
ever, it was a different story. With 
the exception of a rousing rendition 
of their hit single, "Get It On," they 
were strangely uneven as they meand- 
ered through several selections from 
their "Ennea" LP. A steady stream of 
concertgoers heading for the exit 
doors was a pretty fair indicator of 
Chase's inability to ignite anything 
substantial. 

Tuesday afternoon's boat ride was 
a decided hit with the general public 
since it offered even non -jazz fans a 
diverting and reasonably inexpensive

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Morrie Price 
Dead At 71 
NEW YORK - Morrie Price, veteran 
industry figure who, along with Irv- 
ing Green and Irwin Steinberg, pio- 
neered the growth of Mercury Rec- 
ords, died on Friday, June 30, of a 
heart attack, at the age of 71. Price 
was considered one of the music busi- 
ness' most knowledgeable and effec- 
tive sales and marketing executives, 
qualities which he put to use in the 
establishment of Mercury as a major 
indie label. He was associated with 
the label from its inception in 1946 to 
1960, when he opened his own dis- 
tributorship in Chicago. The oper- 
ation was sold to MGM Records, and 
Price went to work for the label as 
sales manager. He had held various 
positions in the industry until his 
death. 

Price is survived by his widow, 
Henrietta, and a son, Mel, who is also 
an executive in the industry. A funer- 
al service was held last Monday (3) 
in Chicago.

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NEW YORK-GEORGE CARLIN: GRADUATION OF A CLASS CLOWN 

He used to be called "The Hippy Dippy Weatherman." Now, you just say, 
"Hiyah, George!" That's the biggest change. 

In a general sense, we have seen a resurgence of comedy on the recording 
scene in the past year or two: Hudson & Landry, Lily Tomlin, Firesign Theatre 
Cheech & Chong and of course the success of George Carlin's first LP for Little 
David, "FM & AM." But none of these talented comics are "standing up" in 

the traditional sense. The comedy is not "humor" of the same mix it once was. 
Conversationalism and improvisation are a greater contributor than they once 
were. Characterizations are either fully explored (see Lily Tomlin's Ernestine and 
Edith Anne) or passed over for more personal examples of something that used 

to be called the avant garde but which George Carlin refers to as plain "crazy 
stuff." The new comedy comes a bit more naturally, and out of less structured 
situations. "Thinking out loud is fun," Carlin has observed. "The confirmation 
is immediate , .. Being honest means I don't have to lie or remember what I said 
before ... The public used to know my material before, but not my name. That 
was before my only character was myself." 

Carlin's next LP is called "Class Clown," and that he was (is?). "In the eighth 
grade, I got myself a tape recorder. First I wanted to be Danny Kaye; later it 

was Jack Lemmon. My first desire was to be an actor ., .. I am primarily a child 

of the media. I thought by getting a couple of guest shots on TV as a comic, and 

especially if I looked nice, I'd eventually get my own show ... Comics are always 

the least available performers and the most in demand." Evenutally George did 

get to act outside of the TV comedy spot., He got to appear in "With Six You Get 

Eggroll" with Doris Day. "I wasn't exactly the center of attention there." And 

not too long after that experience (although not to imply any cause and effect 

HOLLYWOOD -1972: Quietly Rising Stars 
Everyone has his particular favorite unheralded artists; musicians and song- 

writers who, for one reason or another, have not quite crossed the borderlines 
from cult -figure obscurity to generally recognized "stardom". My own favorites 
(Gene Clark, Townes Van Zandt and Michael Nesmith) have not yet achieved the 
level of appreciation they all deserve; but to be honest, there is a tremendously 
good feeling about being into an artist before that success comes. 1972, so far, 
and if all indications are correct, will continue to be a year in which many of us 
will lose our privately enjoyed artists to a wave of public adulation; but that's 
a small price to pay for the pleasure of seeing someone finally get their due. 

The past six months have seen the first solo recordings of long time behind - 
the -scenes figures David Bromberg and Jackson Browne make a definite mark 
in both sales and critical praise. Their next albums will assuredly be the clinchers, 
and they both merit what attention they've been getting, but their individual 
success has been long expected and neither has had the stigma of a former 
failure or past association holding them back. The true surprises of 1972 have 
been the surfacing of artists that have had many years of struggling or low - 
selling records behind them already. An extreme example of this belated success 
is The Dillards, now on Anthem. They have been together most of their lives, 
recorded five albums over nine years for Elektra and only now are enjoying a 

real public response to their music. The Dillards are currently doing a series of 
one-nighters with Elton John and are booked for club stands all over the east. 
Record buyers are reacting to the national campaign United Artists is waging 
and the groups sudden exposure has already garnered them a place in the top 
100. U.A. also has the Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, who with a history of excellent 
albums and a few hit singles, has taken on a fairly ambitious project. A specially 
priced three record set entitled "Will The Circle Be Unbroken" will be released 
in the fall. Conceived by the Dirt Band, but in no way dominated by them, this 
is one of the first totally co-operative efforts between new and old country

relationship) he went to the hospital for a hernia operation, grew a beard and 

went through some personal changes that took about a year to come out in his 

craft, as a "new rap." 
Gone was the Indian Sergeant, the character that first clicked on Mery Griffin; 

no more newcaster, no more WINO deejay. Except to show the change in pro- 

gress on "FM & AM." But relying on a witty conversational approach required 

backtracking of another sort. Going back in personal time, autobiographically to 
an age when he "used to be Irish," to a period when he was "growing up with 
the music just as they were putting the " 'n" between "rock" 'n "roll." 

The "new rap" is basically four humor types: media parody, straight auto- 

biography, topical and "crazy stuff." They are all based, at least in Carlin's mind, 
on his own personal experiences as well as the groundwork laid by Lenny Bruce, 

Mort Saul, Nichols & May and Ernie Kovacs. Bill Cosby too, basically for the 
joy of relating to your audience in a true first person. 

The "new rap" has to be lived off stage to really work. (Besides, inconsistency 
would be quickly picked up by critics if you yourself didn't catch it first.) Living 
the new rap means having no second thoughts about telling Middle America via 

the Virginia Graham show about your drug experiences, and your reasons for 
the advocacy of marijuana, which are not funny. It also means bringing your 
nine year old daughter to your act at the Bitter End for her birthday and not 
feeling you had to change anything, especially that bit about "the seven words 

you can't say on television." 
George Carlin is always looking at life, but one of the most sensible generaliza- 

tions to stem from his vigilant gaze is the observation that "all humorless people 
are neurotic." And as long as there's a George Carlin, there will be less of that 
disorder around-or at least a whole bunch of positively hysterical folks to keep 

you company. robert adels

It is too early to know how it's going to do, ("Blue 
River" has only been out two weeks) but Eric's music surpasses so much of 
what is currently popular, that with proper handling it should finally give him a 

hit record. 
What the remainder of the year holds for the latest efforts of those artists 

still sitting on the threshold is, of course, unknown and predictions are a cheap 
commodity, but there will be a number of safe bets for major breakthroughs. In 

a few months time new albums by Paul Siebel, Louden Wainwright (now on 
Columbia), Townes Van Zandt, Steve Goodman and Gene Clark should bring 
their respective labels something to shout about and the continuing sales of 
recent releases by John Stewart, Bonzo Dog Band, Brinsley Schwarz and Dan 
Hicks seems to bode nothing but the best yet to come; Encouragement like no 
other for record companies to stick by their lesser selling artists. 

It is in the next few weeks, however, that new records by three of the most 
important unsung songwriters will appear and boggle the minds of an unsuspect- 
ing public and industry" July fourth sees the release of David Ackles already 
much -praised "American Gothic" and the following week will give us the first 
recording in years by Steve Young, now on Warners, Long a subject of hushed 
conversation, the mention of Steve's only other record (A&M; Rock, Salt and 
Nails) still evokes knowing glances and secret handshakes from those lucky

means of whiling away the Fourth of 
July. Buffs, naturally, were enthused 
about the appearance of the Kid 
Thomas Preservation Hall Band from 
New Orleans, along with Papa French 
and the Original Tuxedo Jazz Band. 

Miles Exits 

The first snag in the fest occurred 
when Miles Davis announced that he 
would not appear for his Carnegie 
Hall concert. Davis stated that he had 
never consented to appear and ac- 
cused promoter Wein of exploiting 
musicians. Wein responded in a good- 
humored way, labeling the trumpet 
player "the Bobby Fischer of jazz." 
Freddie Hubbard replaced Davis for 
the gig, appearing with Sonny Rollins 
and McCoy Tyner. 

"The only thing I can figure," said 
Wein, "is that Miles thought with all 
the publicity the festival was getting, 
he could get more by not appearing." 

The eagerly awaited premiere of 
Omette Coleman's "Skies Of Ameri- 
ca" took place before a capacity 
house in Lincoln Center's Philharmo- 
nic Hall on Tuesday night. It proved 
to be a sweeping and completely en- 
grossing work-one which featured a 
fascinating interplay between im- 
provisers and orchestra. Coleman 
himself played sax in his inimitable 
style. The piece has just been released 
on Columbia. Appearing on the same 
bill was Charles Mingus who also was 
working in an orchestral context. He 
was his usual superb self on bass and 
conducted the band with flair and 
good humor. Some first rate musi- 
cians, including Bobby Jones and Joe 
Farrell, contributed solos. 

Thursday night saw the second of 
two midnight jam sessions at Radio 
City Music Hall. The first, a 6,000 
seat sell-out, was held on Monday and 
featured a veritable Who's Who of 
jazz greats. Despite the fact that the 
sound was truly awful, the audience 
got off on the experience of hearing 
musicians of diverse styles jamming 
in what usually amounted to unison. 
Best moments came when Max Roach 
ripped up the place with a solo, and 
when Rahsaan Roland Kirk appeared 
to take charge of the proceedings. 
Timid is certainly not the word for 
Kirk, who set the pace for a half hour 
blow which left some of the older 
musicians a trifle out of breath. 

'Jazz Me' 

With the festival generating re- 
markable interest in jazz, Buddah 
Records helped stir up more by book- 
ing a number of their Cobblestone 
jazz artists into Folk City and 
rechristening the village nightspot 
Jazz City for the month of July. The 
company supported their move with 
buttons and tee-shirts emblazoned 
with the words "Jazz Me." 

City Hall stepped into the spotlight 
on Wednesday when Mayor Lindsay

At press time three days of jazz 
remained but the opinion was already 
virtually unanimous that the Newport 
Jazz Festival in New York was a 
smashing success.

Originally a hit record in 1970 by 
Brotherhood Of Man, "United We 
Stand" has since been recorded by 
such artists as Sonny & Cher, Glen 
Campbell, Anne Murray and the Mike 
Curb Congregation, among others. 

Library Of Congress 
Acquires Old Disks 
WASHINGTON, D.C.--Mrs. Mabel 
Strohl has given the Library of Con- 
gress part of the large collection of 
sound recordings assembled by her 
late husband, Joseph B. Strohl, Li- 
brarian of Congress L. Qunicy Mum - 
ford has announced. 

This group of recordings contains 
about 3,000 discs and cylinders. It in- 
cludes over 400 records published be- 
fore 1908 by the Gramophone and 
Typewriter Co. of London and its sis- 
ter companies on the continent, and 
more than 200 more 'Published after 
the word "Typewriter" was dropped 
from the company name. 

There are .180 rare Fonotipias, 200 
early brown -label Odeons, nearly 400 
French Pathés, 13 pre -1900 Berliners, 
and a good representation of smaller 
European labels, such as Anker, 
Zonaphone, Favorite, Homokord 
Chantal, and Polydor. The collection 
also includes the first specimens to 
be received in the Library of Con- 
gress of such unusual record labels 
as Butterfly, Tilophon, Fairview, 
Disque Eden, Parade, Heneyphon, 
Applaudando, Clarus, Cantophon, 
Metropole, Quillet, and others. 

Alexis Formed 
NEW YORK-Veteran British blues - 
man Alexis Korner has formed the 
new band, "Alexis," his first group 
since 1969. 

Featuring vocalist/partner Peter 
Thorup, who toured with Korner on 
a recent Humble Pie tour through 
the States, Alexis also includes three 
former members of King Crimson- 
Mel Collins (sax), Boz Burrell (bass) 
and Ian Wallace (drums). 

New Church, the last band Korner 
performed with in 1969, was the 
group Brian Jones had wanted to 
join shortly after his split with the 
Rolling Stones. New Church debuted 
at the Stones concert in Hyde Park 
in July of that year in a moving 
tribute to Brian. 

Alexis, who have already begun 
preparation of a debut album for a 
Warner Bros. release in July will 
announce plans for a major coast to 
coast tour shortly.

The 
concerts were held in Caesarea on 
July 1, Jerusalem on July 3 and in 
Tel Aviv on July 4 and 6. 

As a recording artist, Mancini is 
one of the biggest selling stars in 
Israel. and on the occasion of this 
tour, Eastronics, Ltd., RCA Records' 
Israeli licensee, is releasing the al- 
bum, "Big Screen, Little Screen." 

Eastronics also plans extensive 
record promotions keyed to Mancini's 
visit to the Holy Land.

Barenboim On 
D. G. / Polydor 
NEW YORK - Daniel Barenboim, 
the international pianist -conductor, 
will record for Deutsche Grammo- 
phon, according to the terms of a 
contract he has just signed with 
Polydor International in London. 

Barenboim will be conductor, pian- 
ist, chamber musician and accompani- 
est on at least 12 projected record- 
ings. Symphonies by Bruckner, the 
Brahms "Requiem" and Mendelssohn 
chamber music are at the center of 
recording plans. 

Brahms' "Requiem" with Baren- 
boim conducting Dietrich Fischer- 
Dieskau, Edith Mathis, the London 
Philharmonic Orchestra and the Ed- 
inburgh Festival Choir will be re- 
corded during the 1972 Edinburgh 
Festival later this summer. It will 
be released on two LPs with Brahms' 
"Vier ernste Gesange" which has al- 
ready been recorded by Dietrich 
Fischer-Dieskau. 

Barenboim will direct two Bruck- 
ner symphonies, one of which will be 
recorded in the spring of 1973 with 
the Chicago Symphony Orchestra. 
Barenboim will also lead Pinchas 
Zukerman and Jacqueline du Pre in 
Brahms' "Double Concerto," Op. 102. 
For Beethoven's "Triple Concerto," 
Op. 56, also with Zukerman and du 
Pre, he will conduct the English 
Chamber Orchestra from the piano.

Columbia Records; Brown Meggs, 
Capitol Records; Lou Simon, Mercury 
Records; Al Bell, Stax Records; Iry 
Biegel, Bell Records; Michael Lipton, 
United Artists Records; and Joe 
Fields, Buddah Records. 

No cash contributions are being 
solicited. This industry -wide program 
has several facets, which will be oper- 
able through local authorized rack 
jobbers and distributors, with the co- 
operation of the manufacturers. The 
final determination of the evaluation 
of loss and aid to be received by 
individual retail stores and 
wholesalers will be a cooperative 
effort among manufacturer -rack job- 
ber -distributor. In addition to the 
manufacturer, pressing plants will 
also come into the picture, where a 
determination must be made as to 
whether or not damaged merchandise 
can be only re -packaged, or whether 
it is damaged beyond use. 

Inventory Replacement 

Several avenues for aid have been 
outlined and suggested via NARM. 
The purpose of the program is not to 
give actual monetary aid, but to help 
damaged businesses reestablish them- 
selves. The most important facet is 
the replacement of damaged invento- 
ry. Each manufacturer, through his 
distributor and rack jobber, will make 
individual determinations in each 
case, according to the particular situ- 
ation. In addition, credit consider- 
ations have been suggested. A short 
moratorium on the payment of bills 
could materially aid a distressed mer- 
chant; in addition, recommendations 
have been made for a 4 to 6 months 
dating program on a re -stocking 
plan. In severe cases, where dealers 
have been completely wiped out and 
are not covered by insurance, there is 
the possibility of inventory replace- 
ment at cost. 

In addition to the primary focus on 
record and tape inventories and credit 
by the record companies and their 
distributors, Robert Borchardt, pres- 
ident of Recoton, has volunteered to 
contact all accessories manufacturers, 
and involve them in a similar pro- 
gram. Gordon Freedman, president of 
Freedman Artcraft, one of the leading 
record and tape display fixtures com- 
panies, will head up the effort to 
provide aid to merchants whose 
fixtures are unusable. Plans are being 
worked out for reconditioning of 
damaged fixtures, or the possibility of 
replacement at cost, in the severest 
cases. 

Although the five state area of 
Florida, Virginia, Maryland, Pennsyl- 
vania and New York have been hit by 
floods, by far the worst situation ex- 
ists in Central Pennsylvania. Hardest 
hit have been Harrisburg, Lewisburg, 
Steelton, Wilkes-Barre, Kingston , 

Bloomsburg, Berwick and Du Bois. A 
number of Kresge and Woolworth 
stores have been inundated in these 
cities. Fowler, Dick and Walker, a 
department store in Wilkes-Barre, has 
suffered extreme damage. Smaller re- 
tail operations hard hit are Frank 
Bros. in Millersburg, Keystone Dis- 
count Store in Columbia, The Book 
and Card Mart in Wilkes-Barre, and 
Joe Nardone's in Kingston. 

Great Western 
Gramophone 
Inks Glencoe 
HOLLYWOOD - Don Shain, presi- 
dent of Great Western Gramophone, 
a newly -formed Columbia Records 
custom label, has announced the sign- 
ing of Glencoe, the first British group 
to join the label. 

Miles Copeland, who is also man- 
ager of Wishbone Ash, recently came 
to the U. S. to conclude the deal with 
Great Western Gramophone. 

Guitarist John Turnbull, previous- 
ly with Bell & Arc, has joined Glencoe 
and they begin recording at Olympic 
Studios in London early in June with 
an August or September release date 
currently planned.

Claire Hamil 

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORI- 
UM - If nothing else, this concert 
was worth attending simply because 
the bill itself was so varied. Claire 
Hamil, a seventeen year old English 
girl singer in the tradition of Joni 
Mitchell, Eagles, a country -rock band 
in the tradition of Poco, and Procol 
Harum, in the tradition of great mu- 
sic; but it turned out to be much 
more. It is rare that all components 
of a concert manage to hold up their 
various ends, but it is even more rare 
that an audience coming to see a par- 
ticular group is able to enjoy the sup- 
porting acts as well. 

Claire Hamil, though possessed of a 
voice often reminiscent of Miss 
Mitchell's, has an infectious presence 
that immediately won over the bust- 
ling crowd that kept filtering in dur- 
ing her set. She captured both my 
attention and fancy with her joyful 
manner and simple music . and 
she's got great eyes to boot, but 
that's a whole other thing. Eagles, 
while not pioneers themselves in 
country -rock, do have a couple of 
pioneers as members; Bernie Leadon 
of the Flying Burrito Bros. and Ran- 
dy Meisner of Poco, and ably explore 
the mid -range of music first set forth 
in this idiom. Their musicianship is 
flawless. their vocals precise and their 
material excellent. What they lack in 
uniqueness they more than make up 
for in, if I may use the word positive- 
ly, professionalism. Eagles' commer- 
cial potential is obvious, i.e. the suc- 
cess and quality of their first single, 
co -written by Jackson Browne and 
Eagle Glenn Frey, "Take It Easy," 

but I hope, as they establish them- 
selves in the Eagles identity, that 
they will seek ways of expanding 
their music beyond its present associ- 
ations. They certainly have the talent 
to do so. 

Procol Harum is an experience unto 
themselves: one of the few groups to 
come out of the psychedelic/Sgt. Pep- 
per era to continue to create original 
music. Procol's sound and per- 
formance remain among the heaviest 
in terms of physical and cerebral 
effect on the listener; almost hypnot- 
ic. Their set consisted of the usual 
concert fare; a combination of past 
hits and newly recorded material had 
given a fair picture of the group's 
progress. Procol's early work, 
"Whiter Shade of Pale," "Conquista- 
dor" and "Salty Dog", were saturated 
with intricate lyrical imagery that 
more than matched the intensity of 
the music itself, and it is in that area 
that Procol's newer songs differ. As 
was evident in "Grand Hotel" and 
"Doctor, Doctor" (both to be included 
on the upcoming album) the lyrics 
have taken on lesser force, so that the 
music and performance dominated. If 
these two numbers are any indication, 
Procol still has it in them to break a 
few musical barriers. 

The entire spectrum of this concert 
ranged from light and airy to over- 
powering and I left exhausted and 
pleased. It was one of the few con- 
certs I've been to this year that I 
found totally satisfying. 

Melanie 
Janey & Dennis 

CENTRAL PARK, NYC-The party 
aura which hovers in the near en- 
virons of just about every Melanie 
concert got an added boost when the 
Neighborhood artist appeared in Cen- 
tral Park, one of the few places in 
the city where a party seems to be 
going on round the clock. Melanie 
was making her annual visit to the 
Schaefer Festival and, as she has 
several times before, she succeeded 
in delighting a capacity house and a 
large overflow crowd which lay back 
on the adjoining rocks and lawns. 

While a movie crew jockeyed for 
good shooting positions, and the audi- 
ence clamored for a multitude of re- 
quests, Melanie was undeterred and 
quickly settled into a comfortable set 
which featured vintage material as 
well as selections from her "Gather 
Me" album. She also took the oppor- 
tunity to introduce a couple of new 
songs-"Do You Believe" and "Lay 
My Hands Across The Six Strings." 
Repetition and variation have often 
figured in Melanie's compositions and 
did so in both of these. After clearly 
establishing the basic elements of the 
tunes, she opened them up to some 
interesting possibilities, singing with 
spontaneity and an improvisational 
air more common to the very best 
jazz soloists than to so called "pop" 
performers. 

Often Melanie saves a surprise for 
last and this time it came in the form 
of a magnificent interpretation of 
Jagger & Richard's "Wild Horses." 
Avoiding the trap of attempting to 
match the intensity of the Stones' 
delivery, Melanie gave it a wistful 
quality which made it compelling in 
an entirely different way. Quite an 
exciting close to quite a nice party. 

Opening the show were Janey & 
Dennis, who also record for Neighbor- 
hood. They are an appealing team and 
acquit themselves well on low-key 
numbers, while really excelling on 
kick -out -the -jams boogie-ing music, 
chiefly due to the sure -handed piano 
playing talent of Dennis.

Larry Coryell 
Clean Living 

Marc Johnson 
GASLITE AU GO-GO, NYC-When 
Larry Coryell walks onstage and in- 
troduces himself and his group, he 
exudes a very likeable personality 
and seems to be a very human being. 
Once he starts playing, it's hard to 
still believe that he's human! 

Coryell has been a remarkable gui- 
tarist for many years; the first time 
I encountered him was at the Au Go - 
Go in 1965, while Paul Butterfield 
was headlining with Mike Bloomfield 
and Elvin Bishop. Bloomfield was 
blowing minds left and right with 
his guitar leads, but then I saw him 
back stage, huddled in a corner and 
staring intently at Coryell, who was 
casually playing. Coryell broke a 
string and Bloomfield immediately be- 
came frantic, exclaiming, "Wait, I'll 
get you another ax. Whatever you do, 
don't stop playing!" 

Coryell was the guitarists' guitar- 
ist back then, and he's made strides 
forward with every new album and 
set. His current presentation is stag- 
gering to behold. Based around his 
new Vanguard LP, "Offering," the 
set is meticulously scored, but with 
ample improvisation room for all the 
musicians, including pianist and syn- 
thesizer player Mike Mandell, and 
saxist Steve Marcus. 

Now that John McLaughlin's jazz- 
rock guitar has penetrated the mass- 
es, the public -at -large are ripe for 
Coryell's potent fusion of styles. Any- 
one who can play Eric Clapton riffs 
in Wes Montgomery octave style is 
sure to intrigue a wide audience. And 
once the fans are captured by Cory - 
ell's flash, they will become aware of 
his subtlety as well. 

Clean Living is a seven -piece coun- 
try -rock group with music that lives 
up to its name. The sound is very 
pure and the tone is totally bal- 
anced, which requires very clean 
playing when there are seven pieces 
in the group. Old rockers such as 
"Party Doll" were interspersed in a 
very tasty set of harmonious 
originals. 

Uriah Heep 
Maxayn 

WHISKEY - With their recently - 
released Mercury album, "Demons and 
Wizards", moving extremely well 
(#58 with a bullet on Cashbox's 

chart for July 15), England's Uriah 
Heep hit the Whisky A Go Go for a 
five-day engagement and while their 
reception was not tumultuous, it was 
in keeping with the group's growing 
popularity. One droll patron was 
heard to remark "Uriah Heep good!". 

And, aside from a couple of inher- 
ent liabilities (which could be rec- 
tified), the highly -proficient quintet 
offers up a tight, well-balanced and 
hard -driving set which is very much a 
la mode Anglaise. Their most obvious 
problem is a marked tendency to 
sound a little too much like Three 
Dog Night when employing three-part 
harmonies. The group's only other 
real drawback is harder to pin down, 
but it basically boils down to a cer- 
tain lack of any truly outstanding 
musical imagination. Uriah Heep isn't 
saying anything particularly unique 
but, to their credit, what they do have 
to offer musically is put across with a 
vengeance. The group has energy to 
spare and, given the primarily hard - 
rock bag they're into, this is definitely 
a plus factor. 

During the course of their hour- 
long set, Uriah Heep scored heavily 
with enough of their original materi- 
al to suggest that the group does 
have sufficient potential to take them- 
selves (and their audiences) much 
further creatively than they have to 
this point in time. They were particu- 
larly impressive on a rich. orchestral - 
like ballad called "July Morning" and 
left no doubt that they can rock out 
with the best on a scorching little 
number entitled "Easy Living". 

Sharing the stage with Uriah Heep 
was a new Warner Bros. act called 
Maxayn. Featuring a young, female 
lead vocalist with a raspy, but not 
unappealing voice, the R&B-oriented 
quartet exhibited a praiseworthy in- 
strumental cohesiveness, but their 
material and basic style is highly- 
derviative to the point of inducing a 
state of near boredom in the listener.

Yvonne Elliman 
BITTER END, NYC - She's not 
quite over being Mary Magdalene yet. 
Hollywood won't let her. 

Yvonne hasn't done a solo club gig 
in two years, and could not perform 
with a band for this one: she had 
only one week for her "return" before 
she was off to Israel ("where it hap- 
pened") for the "Superstar" shoot- 
ing. It's not fair to a band to get 
them working for a gig of six days 
and then leave them on the hook. So 
Yvonne did it solo, and without much 
preparation, was forced to stick to 
her older material. 

While this material was responsible 
for her getting the B'way role, it 
doesn't fit her like it used to. Her 
voice loses power on the highs and 
becomes a thin whisper, a power that 
is more than "there" when she closes 
with "I Don't Know How To Love 
Him." The Decca artist obviously has 
the ability to perform any way she 
wants to, but she has to have the time 
and desire to find material she is both 
familiar and comfortable with. 

Once she can give up being Mary 
and start being Yvonne (and we don't 
blame her for not passing up the 
movie role one bit), a star will be 
born in our skies. Until then, she 
belongs to the stage and the screen.

CASTAWAYS, NYC - The last time 
we told you about Randy Burns & 
The Sky Dog Band, it was 'tween 
labels time. Now, Randy's billed as a 
solo on Polydor, but he tours with 
the Sky Dog boys and it is they who 
help him out on the album's high 
points, despite some rather small print 
label credits. 

Randy has developed a damned sen- 
sual performing stance to go with his 
voice. Often he puts down the guitar 
all together to get the body language 
across. It's fine, really. The musical 
total of Randy and Sky Dog more 
than compensates for any overt 
"Look at me, I'm a star" innuendos; 
besides, he deserves a lot more credit 
than he's gotten so far. "Circle Of 
Joy" may be perhaps too good of an 
opener; it is so dynamic that some of 
the following countrified tunes pale by 
comparison. But the general feel is 
one of a gainfully good time to be 
had by all. Hopefully with the sup- 
port of the label, "all" will soon be 
numbering in the hundreds of thou- 
sands. 

Larry Groce's performance 
provided us a genuinely unique ex- 
perience. He has a vocal quality that 
defies description, but the end results 
include everything from goose bumps 
to feelings of "Ah, so this is what 
singer/songwriting is all about!" The 
Daybreak artist is more than com- 
plete performing solo with acoustic 
guitar-he has an admirable bag of 
self -penned material from which to 
draw as well as fine interpretive pow- 
ers for Paul Simon and Mike Murphy 
material. When we walked in the 
club, we had no idea he was there. 
Not only did he make his presence 
immediately known, but he converted 
many a fan almost as quickly. He 
may soon prove to be an important 
reason for the musical ascendence of 
Dallas to the constellations in musi- 
cal heaven. Things have been relative- 
ly quiet since San Francisco and 
Nashville, but that's just about to 
change. r.a. 

Trust Me

Trust Me is a group that, as the 
name implies, will ask for an audi- 
ence's faith and understanding. The 
reason they need this trust is because 
their music explores many uncharted 
regions where untrusting souls would 
fear to tread. 

And for the small investment of 
good faith and attentiveness, the 
listener is rewarded with a fascinat- 
ing blend of blues, mid -fifties scat 
singing, raunchy rock and an ever- 
present dash of Frank Zappa -type 
insanity. Tunes such as "Michael, 
Michael" accented the insanity, while 
"Tennessee Blues" and "The Prom- 
ise" covered a more serious and folky 
side. 

The Dawson Boys are a cool breeze 
on a hot summer's night. Blowing in 
from South Carolina, brothers Ed 
and Bob will be a great asset by cir- 
culating fresh life into New York's 
stagnant air. Although the Dawsons' 
roots extend back beyond the origi- 
nal folk boom of the early 1960s, their 
current stage act is highly contem- 
porary-the music remains delightful- 
ly folky but incorporates all the mu- 
sical changes that have gone down 
over the years. 

The Dawsons' singing is a joy, and 
their songwriting is the stuff of which 
publishers' dream -fantasies are com- 
posed. Tunes such as "The Death Of 
Love" and "My Compadre" create 
that rare chill on the back of the 
neck, while "The Racoon Tune" and 
"The Only Game In Town" cause 
continuous grins of understanding.

they are bound to happen as sure as 
the wind blows. m.p.

enough to possess it. It is perhaps, though, the most publicly unsung, unheard 
artist now creating that will prove my point about '72 being a year for the under- 
dog. Within the next year, Michael Nesmith will undoubtedly become a most im- 
portant and influential force in today's country and country -rooted music. Aside 
from a major appointment soon to be announced, that will put Nesmith in a posi- 
tion of helping to finally bring many facets of country music together under one 
roof, RCA is readying the release of his fifth album. Called "And the Hits Just Keep 
on Comin' " and utilizing only the talents and instruments of Mike himself and 
virtuoso steel -guitarist Red Rhodes, it is unquestionably a milestone in the evolu- 
tion of country music. With his Texas roots very obviously at the core, Nesmith 
has combined his country soul with a quite ethereal one and has written an 
album of what he cautiously refers to as "metaphysical country music". "And 
the Hits Just Keep On Comin' " is so stunning musically and lyrically, and so 
basic in performance, that it at once redefines and explores the future of country 
and western music. It is also simply the best all-around record to cross my path 
this year. 

Whether or not the coming success of these old war-horses will make it more 
difficult for newer artists to make a showing is yet to be seen. It is very difficult 
to keep up with the many unknown writers/performers that pop up each month 
and it is even more difficult to fairly evaluate them on the basis of one album. 
It is not often that with his debut album an artist can be placed in the company 
of the people mentioned above, but Michael Murphey, with the release of his 
first album, "Geronimo's Cadillac" on A&M, achieves that remarkable status. 
Though hardly an overnight success -Murphey has put in seven years as a staff 
songwriter for Screen Gems-his first recording came about after Murphey had 
forsaken his time in L.A. and returned home to Austin, Tex. Bob Johnston, the 
great original producer of Dylan, Simon & Garfunkel and Johnny Cash, came 
to hear Murphey at a club in Austin on the recommendation of a friend and two 
weeks later had Murphey in Nashville recording "Geronimo's Cadillac." The 
album was brought completed to A&M, is now released and kicking around try- 
ing to find some listeners. It will be a while before his surprisingly well -received 
stint at the Whiskey last week, his upcoming tour and the response to the title 
song of his record being released as a single show how the public in general 
will react to Murphey, but more than any other recent new artist I can recall, 
Michael has the will, ability and talent to pull it off. Keep an ear on him.

The odds against Aztec Two -Step making it with their debut Elektra album are

EDITORIAL 
Ops and Politics 

After the forthcoming political party conventions 
close, the campaigning begins in earnest. Everybody 
from aldermen to town supervisors to state legisla- 
tors to congressional representatives and senators 
will be "on stage" again, and needing all the "back- 
stage" support they can get to wind up on top elec- 
tion eve. 

A good number of coin operators have devoted 
considerable effort (and financial support) to help 
the candidate(s) of their choice over the years, both 
to assist someone they believed deserved to be in 
office, and to assure themselves of a sympathetic 
ear when the trade's legislative needs were at stake. 

Let's face it-the status of machines in regards 
to taxing, numbers permitted at locations, types per- 
mitted for operation, etc. etc. is tenuous in many 
locales in this country. But thanks to those within 
the trade whose political involvement has insured 
"understanding" on the part of their "friends" in 
government, many significant breakthroughs have 
been gained over the years; at the very least, the 
status quo was maintained. In other areas, unfor- 
tunately, lack of contact with lawmakers has seen 
repressive legislation pass through. 

Very few industries fail to urge their members to 
devote some time cuddling up to local lawmakers, 
especially during campaign time when help is invaria- 
bly remembered when (and if) the fellow gets elected. 
Support comes in many forms, of course, from dona- 
tion pledges right down to stuffing fliers in mailboxes. 
One of the best techniques for plugging into the poli- 
tical power bloc is to belong to your local party club, 
from which much of the campaign hoopla emanates. 

The lesson again is to become "visible" to the 
people who count, and very few count as heavily as 
those who pass or reject the laws which restrict your 
earning power.
