Lessons To Learn
From Black Radio

Along with the boom in ‘‘black
music’’ has come the increasing im-
portance of black-oriented radio sta-
tions. It has reached the point where
many of these outlets are competing
effectively for share-of-audience with
their Top 40 counterparts. The latter,
of course, are also reflecting the im-
pact of black acts and their music.

There is, however, a basic differ-
ence between the two forms of pro-
gramming, one that is surely contrib-
uting, along with the power of the
black sound, to the success of black-
oriented outlets. Latter stations are
generally operating on a less re-
stricted programming schedule, of-
fering, by and large, more time de-
voted to not only the established re-
cordings, but new entries (and, im-
portantly, new acts).

Moreover, the definition of an “‘es-

tablished’ act in black radio is much

broader than Top 40’'s. Witness recent
successes by such long-standing art-
ists such as the O'Jays, Jerry Butler,
the Staple Singers, Joe Tex and Jim-
my Castor. If a number of releases by
an act fails to click, but there is an
impressive hit history behind it, black
radio appears more likely to give their
new disks the benefit of the doubt.
While album cuts are by no means
the exclusive domain of black sta-
tions, they do lean on artists with
broad appeal but few single hits to
their credit. Black radio has thus
brought acts like Donny Hathaway and
Grover Washington to the forefront,
and the confidence on the part of the
industry has been rewarded with sub-
sequent heavy LP sales in the market-
place. Top 40 playlists of LP's are

even tighter than those of singles.

Thus, where Top 40 radio is still
adhering to a very tight playlist policy,
the black market radio format is pro-
viding its market with a greater array
of hit and interesting new sounds as
well. The industry’s case against tight
Top 40 formats is well documented
and is considered one of the prime
reasons why new pop acts are having
a difficult time of it getting their po-
tential hit sounds off the ground. The
increasing success of black radio is,
in fact, extending to an overall pop
audience as well.

We believe this development, even
taken from the point of view of radio’s
own competitive factor, is something
that Top 40 radio should be weighing
with considerable thought. For if black
radio is finally coming into its own, it
adds a healthy new spirit of competi-
tion within the music broadcasting
field. If black radio’s strides are part
of a policy of giving its widening audi-
ence more sounds of merit, than it
naturally behooves Top 40 radio to
provide a similar, expanding format,
no matter what kind of musical pro-
gramming it deems best fits its lis-
tenership.

From a music industry standpoint,
of course, it means that its lifeblood—
the development of a continuing sup-
ply of new talent—is going to get a
better shake from radio exposure.

The time has come for Top 40 to
re-evaluate its tight programming for-
mat, with the concept that giving mu-
sic fans more of what they want to
hear is giving Top 40 radio a greater
reach in the marketplace.

Police Pirate Raid Of
Upstate NY Warehouse

PORT JERVIS, N.Y. — After weeks
of mvestlgatlon and surveillance,
officers of the New York State Police
Bureau of Criminal Investigation and
members of the Port Jervis Police
Department raided a warehouse,
seized more than 1800 allegedly pirat-
ed pre-recorded tapes and arrested
two men who were principals in the
firm distributing the bogus tapes.

In addition, state police seized the
firm’s business records in which were
listed ore than 25 retail stores
which were being supplied with the
pirated tapes and display racks.

Raids by state police on these
stores, located in various parts of
Monroe, Orange, Sullivan and Ulster
Counties in upstate New York, re-
sulted in the seizure of another 2100
tapes and the display racks.

BCI Alert

The Bureau of Criminal Investiga-
tion also teletyped an alert to its
offices throughout the state asking its
investigators to be on the lookout for
other retailers selling pirated tapes.

The two arrested men were iden-
tified a‘s Robert G. Slmonson, 47, and

Justice Dept
‘Vigorous’
Push Vs. Pirates

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The first ar-
rest (see Cash Box, Aug. 26 issue)
for violation of the newly enacted
provisions of the Copyright Act giv-
ing limited protection to sound re-
cordings (P.L. 92-140), signals the be-
ginning of a ‘“vigorous” and “siza-
ble” prosecution effort against so-
called record pirates, according to
John L. Murphy of the Justice De-
partment.

The current case involves illegal
duplication of the best-selling record,
“Still Bill,” produced by a small Cali-
fornia company. A complaint filed in
the U.S. District Court in Atlanta
charges the suspected pirate, under 17

policy; previously these agreements
had each been for three years.

Contract Highlights

Highlights of the new Television
Agreement, which is retroactive to
Aug. 1, 1972 and expires April 30,
1974, were announced by Davis:

An across the board annual 5.59%
increase (the maximum amount legal-
ly permissable) in those areas where
musicians will benefit most, namely in
the areas of Strip Variety (programs
aired five times weekly).

In other areas with greater hours
of rehearsal, maximum available in-
creases were placed on the rehearsal
hours with the result that the hourly
rehearsal rate effective Aug. 1, 1973
will be $17.28, up from the old rate of
$15. Prior to this negotiation, Davis
said, the Federation had not been able
to move toward closing of the gap
between air rate and rehearsal rate.

—The agreement calls for a doub-
ling of the Health and Welfare con-
tribution, which will enable many
more musicians working in television
to qualify for these benefits.

—Pension Fund contributions will
be increased to 6% (from 59) effec-
tive August 1, 1973.

—A new category providing for the
recording of themes has been estab-
lished. This is intended to create new
job opportunities and prevent loss of
income to members performing on ex-
isting productions.

—A new contract provision
guarantees musicians employed for a
series of variety shows employment
for at least a 13-week cycle, subse-
quent to engagement for more than
two consecutive shows.

—Increased guarantees and higher
re-use payments were achieved for
members performing on Bank Acts (a
performance intended to be broadcast

at a later date for a particular
series).
Also, provisions relating to calls

and call backs have been strength-
ened.

—In connection with the staff quota
phase out, which was a condition of
the previous contract, the Federation’s
negotiators were able, even when con-
fronted with a demand for total elim-
ination by July 31, 1972, to spread the
phase-out over 18 months, and obtain
an agreement on a severance pay for-
mula embodying guarantees and fur-
ther job protection at increased rates
for staff musicians working on a
series variety show on January 31,
1974.

—Increases in late payment penal-
ties and cartage rates were achieved.

During negotiations, the AFM es-
tablished its position that whenever it
finds producers going overseas to
score music for television shows oth-

| erwise produced in the United States

or Canada, the union will immediately
list such producers as Unfair, and
pursue a boycott against those who
sponsor these shows.

Redd Evans
Dies At 60

NEW YORK —Redd Evans, com-
poser, author, publisher, musician and
record executive, died last week at
New Rochelle Hospital, New Ro-
chelle, N.Y., at the age of 60.

Evans, famous for the many hit
popular songs he composed, was born
in Meridian, Miss., July 6, 1912, He
was educated at the U. of Arizona
and Kent College of Law. After col-
lege Evans began playing saxophone
and was a soloist with such big bands
as those led by Teddy Wilson and
Horace He!dt. He later founded his
own publishing and record firms.

A member of the American Society
of Composers, Authors and Publish-
ers for almost 30 years, Evans wrote
many memorable tunes including
“There I've Said It Again,” “Ameri-
can Beauty Rose,” “I've Only Myself
To Blame,” “No Moon At All” and
“Don’t Go To Strangers.” His chief
collaborator was David Mann. As a
voung publisher, Evans and his firm,
Valiant Music, received national
awards for his own “There I've Said
It Again” in 1945, as well as for
publishing “Ballerma in 1948 and
“Too Young” which received the
Michael Award for best radio and TV
song in 1952.

Evans is survived by his widow,

Vivian, and two sons and two daugh-
ters. Funeral services were held at
Riverside Chapel, Mt. Vernon, N.Y.

This is the second LP on the label from the
man who has most obviously inherited the
King Curtis legacy as a sax player capable of
both tenderness and power. Like Curtis, his
recordings are a perfect compromise between
iazz and pop, There are standards old (Billy
Holiday’s hit ‘‘Lover Man’ and ‘‘Body And
Soul”) and standards new (“Where Is The
Love,” ‘‘Lean On Me” and the album'’s title
track). Of special interest, his current single,
the funky ‘‘“No Tears, In The End” and ‘‘Love
Song 1700 based on melodies from Henry
Purcell. Bob James has arranged and con-
ducted a masterful chart album for Grover.

'OT ‘N’ SWEATY—Cactus—Atco SD 7011

Cactus has dissolved, and this is their last
album. The chart group should have little
trouble going out in style here. Side One was
recorded live at the April '72 Mar Y Sol
Festival in Puerto Rico.

Label Ties

Turning again to his record compa-
ny ties, Silver emphasized that he was
probably in a unique position at CMA
to bring management and record com-
pany experience to bear in all his
dealings outside the agency, noting
that in some cases his is the only
agency working directly with dis-
tributors. “If I know that CMA has an
act on a WEA label, for instance, and
that act is going into Chicago, I'm on
the phone to their man there in two
seconds. Normally, agencies don’t
know what record distributors do nor
how much power they have, nor how
much money they can spend in a spe-
cific area. We’re the only ones, again,
who can talk the record companies
into taking radio spots and doing
promotion in areas they wouldn’t or-
dinarily go into before.

“I mean, it's not just whether the
artist has product out or not, there’s
a continuity that has to be kept going
wherever the artist works. He’s got to
turn somebody on. And that some-
body is going to have to go to a
record store sooner or later. You just
have to keep a kind of momentum
going if the artist is going to sell.”

Tours Invalid?

And that brought Silver to another
point relative to the touring artist:
“Tours are meaningless. No American
act has been broken on a tour—
English acts, yes, for some unfath-
omable reason. But there are so
many variables. I consider it a com-
plete disadvantage for an artist to
appear on a bill with aects from his
own record company. You get pretty
short shrift that way. The only shot
is if you are on a different label. In
that way you’ll get some individual
attention. Also it may not be to X
artist’s advantage to play with Jethro

He
might be better off playing a 350-seat
club in that same town for five days.
So I look at the tour concept as real-
ly an invalid one today.

“Besides, I find that everyone in the
business is much readier now to take
a shot on something new, and by the
same token, much quicker to end it.
Suppose you came in here, no one
ever heard of you, you got a record
deal with A&M, product coming out in
October, I'd tell you I could book you
across the country. If you fall on
your ass, that’s it. I won’t want to
hear from you again. You have to
deliver, and that’s where the manager
comes in—to make sure that an act is
ready, that they have rehearsed.
Sometimes a promoter will buy an act
back simply because they appeared on
time to go on. It’s as simple as that,
and it’s spelled ‘professionalism’—
being there and being there on time,
doing your 45 minutes the way you're
supposed to, with the record company
there to help the promoter and do
radio spots, and so on.”

Silver drew a parallel between the
record company of today and the film
studio in years past. “The record com-
panies,” he said, “now ocecupy the
same position that the major studios
once did vis-a-vis our popular artists.
Now, instead of finding Lana Turner
on a stool in a Hollywood drugstore,
you find Leon Russell in Tulsa, Ok-
lahoma—and you support him and
nurture him and publicize him and
work him until such point as he can
do it on his own and he’s ‘box office’
That’s where the stars are, not in
motion pictures. The motion picture
stars of the future will all come from
the music business, in the same way
that at one time they all came from
vaudeville.”

(Note Neil Diamond’s upecoming
stint on Broadway, Ed.)

“Thus I'm here,” Silver coneluded,
“to try to negotiate more realistic
record contracts. Basically the record
industry is pretty archaie—why, for
instance, should record deals always
be predicated on two albums a year?
Five or six years ago the major agen-
cies decided that the music business
was not to their interest, and they all
essentially turned the record compa-
nies over to the artist managers. To
turn that all around, now, is a consid-
erable undertaking.”

It was a long show,
with lots of time spent adjusting the
stage between sets, but the audience
didn’t scem to mind—they were there
to sec Lennon’s only scheduled per-
formance since the Beatles, and didn’t
mind waiting.

Who is John Lennon, anyway, now
that the dream is cver? Was he only
sleeping yesterday and today is he
awake? The Beatles used to be a
cause, but now that they are no more,
John has found another worthwhile
cause in his Willowbrook benefit (just
as George Harrison did with his
Concert for Bengla Desh). This show
not only helped the retarded children,
it also gave Lennon a great reason
for performing. After all, how can
an ex-Beatle superstar be so com-
mon and capitalistic as to perform
for money under normal, common
circumstances? Lennon chose an oc-
casion where there was a binding
force to unify the audience on com-
mon grounds. It was the perfect set-
ting for him to pull off “Come To-
gether,” which he performed to many
people’s surprise.

This way, the evening became more
than a musieal show, it was an event.

Desh event revolved around the many

Rod Stewart and Faces
Ballin’ Jack

HOLLYWOOD BOWL Rod Ste-
wart has a beautiful notion that when
he performs, he isn’t up there singing
for an anonymous heap of humanity.
Instead he’s putting on a show for
people he likes to think of as his
friends. This was evident at the start
of the act when he said, “this is a
party, so come closer.” At that mo-
ment thousands of fans, turned
“friends,” rushed to the stage. Simul-
taneously, a handful of ushers, turned
white, started trying to restrain the
uncontrollable excitement.

Rod Stewart and the Faces on
stage are something else again. They
don’t just turn out musie, they turn
out entertainment. With a complete
bar on stage (including bartender)
Stewart and his “mates” were in con-
stant motion. Twirling miecrophones,

at once on stage, John Lennon’s hap-
pening focused into a narrower but
more personal level of his own per-
formance. This came out especially
during “Mother,” a song that bared
John’s innermost feelings. “Imagine”
struck a sympathetic chord amongst
the listeners, and was tastefully pune-
tuated by rave-ups such as ‘“Well,
Well, Well” and the Presley classic,
“Hound Dog” (“Elvis, I love ya!”
John shouted during the song).

It’s easy to see how Lennon helped
the Beatles to make it originally.
He’s a born performer, with super
smooth stage moves that come from
a precision sense of rhythm and plen-
ty of aggressive drive. He knows ex-
actly which voeal phrasings will cap-
ture listeners and at which time. His
guitar work is a powerful vehicle
when it comes to pushing a group
sound out into the audience; he plays
conceptually with tone and clever
parts, rather than just mechanical
riffs. Most of all, his presence on-
stage simply demands attention—

| Jchn Lennon has the knack of get-

ting people to watch him.

And John Lennon’s wife, Yoko Ono,
has the knack of getting into her hus-
band’s scene. Her music is a strange
and different world than John’s, using
a surrealistic and avant garde ap-
proach when compared to John’s
straight-on and commercial style.
Now that the couple have been play-
ing together for a while, they are
beginning to establish common mu-
sical grounds which they can use to
incorporate their music. Yoko’s new-
est kick for this show was singing
original reggaes while John led the
band. The band was Elephant’s Mem-
ory who have been backing Lennon
recently with adept and dynamic
arrangements, highlighted by Stan
Bronstein’s molten sax playing.

BITTER END, NYC—What does a
solo performer do to get together an
informal and different kind of band
to perk up his stage act? Well Jack-
son Browne’s got something that’s
unofficially called “The Browne &
Blue Review” and let me tell you, it’s
a good time and a half!

First-off, he’s found Dave Lindley
(also known as “The Lindley Broth-
ers”!) who's primary accomplishment
is violin genius, although his exper-
tise stretches without strain to in-
clude back-up vocals, guitar (slide
and acoustic) as well as mandolin.
The combination of Lindley/“The
Lindleys” (no, we won’t explain it
folks) and Browne has turned the
headliner’s former stage hostility into
commitment; and—when the audience
is really up and attentive—there’s a
funky repartee goin’ down. Browne’s
lawyer (an ex-member of The Even
Dozen Jug Band before degree day),
Bob Gurland, plays trumpet without
the instrument in sight (must be
heard and seen to be fully appreci-
ated) and the ecrowd doesn’t know
what hit ’em. David Blue joins in on
a few numbers to round out the en-
tourage and so all in all, you couldn’t
care less that he didn’t do “Doctor
My Eyes.” If anything, you're most
affected by the as yet unrecorded
things like “Honey Let Me Introduce
You To My Rednecked Friend.” We've
always admired Jackson on disk; now
he’s got a stage act he’s comfortable
with, there seems to be nothing to
stop him from single-handedly re-
storing melody to its rightful place
in the music scene today.

Fellow Asylum artist David Blue
opened the show solo and proved that
despite the often “been down so long”
of his musie, he can crack a smile or
two when he cares to. Listening to
him is like finding some tenement in
the artist’s section of Inner City and
looking through all the keyholes, one
by one. Sure, in some of the rooms,
not much is really happening, but the
overall knowledge of the human con-
dition acquired in this secretive man-
ner is not to be forgotten. “House Of
Changing Faces” was one standout
in his highly engrossing set.

| Sounder
Columbia’s Taj Mahal has gone

back to his roots to score what is
probably the first country blues film
soundtrack, “Sounder.” The movie
itself is set in rural Louisiana in the
30’s and is a “different” kind of black
film. Together, the experiences mesh
as a supremely sensitive treatment of
a small story with big ideas.

This is no action-adventure, but a
very personal account of a black
sharecropping family’s life. The story
is chiefly seen through the eye’s of
the oldest son, David Lee Morgan
(Kevin Hooks), although the film
takes its name from the family dog;
this and other examples of symbolism
run rampant through the sometimes
overly long feature. Should one care
to analyze it all, the central story
would suffer in the end. You can gen-
eralize the family’s plight all you
want to society as a whole, especially
black society—but the wonderfully
rounded sketches of each of the family
members still are the film’s most pow-
erful elements.

Taj Mahal is no stranger to the
country blues he has assembled for
the soundtrack. The music becomes
all the more a part of the script as he
is featured as a minor character
who’s existence centers around his
National guitar and his bluesological
grasp of daily life and the cosmos,.
The choice of a Lightnin’ Hopkins
version of “Jesus Won’t You Come
By Here” as the main theme becomes
more perfect as the film progresses.

Who is the audience for this film?
Certainly not the “Shaft” crowd, and
white audiences may be disinterested
| in it unless it is prepared before-

hand. Small, meaningful storylines
have enjoyed mass acceptance on TV
(“JT,” an oft-rerun special also star-
ring the young Hooks has proven
that); hopefully “Sounder” will not
be caught in the apathy web woven
around “G” theatrical fare. In this
case, the designation stands for “Go
see it!”

Writers and other sorts are convinced that there is a ‘“Texas scene’’; to be
sure, not yet the size of the San Francisco phenomenon, but at least the equal
of the Chicago singer-composer conglomerate (John Prine, Steve Goodman et al)
and more identifiable than the comuter-based Nashville community (where so
many—after checking out of the studio—fold their tents like the weekend camp-
ers and as noisily slip away). Steve Miller and the Winter brothers (Johnny, Edgar)
gave it a hard rock start, but now there are mellower and different moods to be
captured there. Leon Russell & Freddie King recently recorded live down at the
Armadillo World Headquarters (““The Filmore of Austin,” and formerly known as
The Vulcan Gas Company) and the singer-composer image is now burgeoning.
True, some of its shining lights have moved on to LA (Mike Nesmith, Larry Groce),
but others like B. W. Stevenson and Michael Murphey prefer to live where much
of their inspiration does.

A number of Texas musicians have told me, ‘““You gotta speak to Murphey. He’s
THE KING!” Relating this to Mike himself, he is rather adamant in his response
that he is not royalty of any kind. And he's also about more things than just
Texas, although he’d be the last one to put it down. ““I'd just as soon keep out
of the PR angle of it, creating a trend around a place.” So if there is a king of
this realm, he’s not about to parade down the street in regal attire.

The ads for his ‘‘Geronimo’s Cadillac” LP on A&M make much of the fact
that this is the first artist to attract the attention of Dylan/Leonard Cohen pro-
ducer Bob Johnston in a long time. So how did he get to this venerated personage
with what has been described as his ‘‘cowboy rock?’ *“Happy hapinstance,”
Murphey explains.

Far from being an unknown commodity before hooking up with Johnston,
Murphey had been making the rounds of the more influential coffee houses for
a number of years, functioning as kind of a 3-D demo for his songs which were

HOLLYWOOD—ALAN PARKER: THE MAKING OF A POP STAR

To the everyday people driving or walking through Los Angeles, the name and
face of Alan Parker may ring a bell.

To Decca Records, it is only the beginning of an unusual promotion campaign.

To Alan Parker, it is a little embarrassing to see himself everywhere he turns.

For the past two weeks, the Los Angeles area has been saturated with nearly
5,000 posters baring Alan Parker’'s face and name, nothing more. Soon, this
month, there will be an additiona! 10,000 posters with stickers attached to them.
The posters will be the same. The stickers will simply read ““Decca Records.”
These additional posters will appear throughout the country as well as in the Los
Angeles area.

But that isn’t the end. One very hot Saturday or Sunday, there will be ten or
twelve lovelies in bikinies walking the West Coast beaches and passing out
thousands of Alan Parker buttons. There are also plans for handling out 10,000
Parker Pen freebies.

By now you are all wondering, who is Alan Parker? He is from Southern Cali-
fornia and began seriously playing guitar and writing songs while marking time
in the Marine reserves. Now you're saying to yourselves, Marine reserves?

Alan recalls, ‘‘I was the only one who could play guitar so | got out of doing
a lot of things. You know, they want you over at the officers tent because they're
drunk and they want to hear you sing.”

Well, the marine reserve days are over and so are the days when Alan was
once a member of the group called Smith. When Smith disbanded, he and a few
friends recorded an album for Capitol where it sat for awhile and still remains.

More time has passed, and we find that Alan and Ron Krietzman, his close
friend and co-producer, have since joined Decca and the MCA organization. Alan’s
first and newly released LP on Decca is entitled ““Band of Angels.” The single
culled from the album is called ‘‘Fanny Mae.”

subsequently picked up Roger Miller, The Monkees, Flatt & Scruggs, Bobbie
Gentry and (for a whole 2-record set’s worth of “‘Calico,’””) The First Edition. He
calls this “the grapevine system’ of plugging your tunes. ““If the stuff's any
good. and if it is heard in the right places, osmosis will take care of the rest.”

While the “Calico” LP was being recorded in Nashville, he made the acquaint-
ance of a sometime itinerate house painter, R, A. Caldwell; he invited himself
into the studio and subsequently offered to hook Murphey up with a guy for
whom he wrs doing yardwork at the moment, Bob Johnston. “I told him then
that | didn't want to meet Bob. | thought, here was a guy, a nice guy, who just
didn’t know how things were done in this business and | didn’t want to embarass
him."’

Six months later while playing The Rubaiyat in Dallas, R. A. walked into his
life once more (he had gotten a house painting gig in town, but still kept up
contact with Johnston). The legendary producer who was dragged into the club
by the insistent Caldwell heard the first half of ‘‘Calico Silver” and rushed
Michael on down to Nashville, allegedly to “finish the audition and make a
demo.”

Sometime between encounter one and two with R. A, Murphey met "“'The
Rainbow Man,” who gave Mike a bunch of miniature prints of the natural wonder
to dispense to his audience, spreading the good word. While looking for John-
ston’s Nashville home. Murphey came across the intersection of Caldwel! Lane
and Rainbow Place and knew everything that was about to transpire was sup-
posed to.

The “‘demo™ Johnston produced was really the basic tracks for ‘‘Geronimo’s
Cadillac.” He didn’t tell Mike that's what he was really up to for fear of making
him nervous. And then he discovered Johnston’s plans for getting the album on
A&M, a company in whom Mike had the greatest faith although they had had
turned him down twice before. Murphey’s wife, the former Diana Farrow had been
Jerry Moss’ secretary (after a stint with Brian Epstein) and according to Mike,
“Jerry didn't want to sign me for fear of everyone saying he was just helping
out a friend.”

Though another company offered him more money up front, Murphey hooked
up with A&M, for destiny’'s sake as well as his own personal view of the company.
“| like everyone there. They don’t say ‘hey baby’ to you while shaking your hand
400 times. Jerry Moss, he’s just a funky prince.”

“| really like the new album. It's closer to what we sound like. The guys in my
band are all totally creative musicians. We've been together for awhile, you know,
with Smith and on my first album. Ed Byer plays the keyboards, and Phil Parker
plays drums. No, Phil isn't a relative. He lives with Jamie Shane on a beautiful
ranch in Topanga Canyon, where we Jike to rehearse or relax. Jamie played
guitars on the album, but he’s playing with Canned Heat now, so Jud Huss, who
played bass and slide guitar, will be playing lead. Gary Barone plays trumpet,
fluglehorn, and timbales.

“The personality identification is important for an unknown like
myself. If people haven't heard of you, they're not going to buy your album. Of
course, it's different with The Stones or Rod Stewart. They don’t need a consumer
push because people know them, which is fine.”

The building of a personality, the making of a star, a pop star. That is what
Decca’s promotion campaign is all about. The MCA organization and Alan Parker
are all very excited.

Within the next few weeks, there will be thousands of posters, stickers, pens,
and buttons in circulation with only one purpose: to introduce Alan Parker to the
public. What happens after that is up to the people. mark albert
THOUGHTS ON A SUMMER JUST PAST—There was a time when | thought a
certain kind or 12-string guitar was a “Gibson” because it was named after
Bob.

than ever before, but fulfilled, contented—augmenting his performance with a
generous measure of new originals; Toni Lamb, noted astrologer/singer/writer,
delicate banjo backing her dulcimer voice; and Biff Rose, recording a “live’” album
for UA and revealing that the five years since he was first there have sharpened
his vision but, amazingly, have not dulled the edges of his human-enjoyment.
Nostalgia, for each of these is special in a separate way, a coincidence, for they
found each other and felt for each other and now, with Judy Mayhan, Jack Elliott
and other luminaries, live all music and laughter and gentleness in Mendocino.

Judy Mayhan had appeared in Los Angeles just two weeks before, at the Ash
Grove with Jerry Riopelle. It was a memorable and most wonderful evening of
music—Judy of the fey, appealing voice that summons thoughts of summer
afte}noons, and Jerry bringing joyous funk, dancing-in-the-aisles exuberance to
the Eame keyboard that had so delicately sung under Judy’s fingers.

But where were the people? Surely Los Angeles is not bordered by the Trouba-
dour, the Rainbow Bar and Grill, the Whisky and the Bowl. The Ash Grove is just
down the street, and Pasadena is no farther than the Forum. Both consistently
present full and delightful evenings of music, and both feature fine artists—
possibly under-known, but discovery is a joy unto itself. The vibes (to recall old
phrases) are top-notch, most times—but then, I'm old enough to remember when
going to the Troubadour was like being in someone’s living room. Yes, Virginia,
that was a long time ago.

To me, it seems that being a musician must be a very loving, giving thing.
For a peripheral music person (those who can’t do, do what they can as close as
they can) it is a joy to participate, to receive these freely-given songs. For that
reason, | find it hard to be truly critical: think of the feeling, the care that goes
into a performance. So, like Mel Brooks, | feel ‘‘even a rotten one is good.”” And
when it speaks to me, when the music is right for my ears, it's more than good:
it's a blessing, a benediction, an affirmation.

Lately, I've been touched—and moved—by many artists, making music in
their various and precious ways: and this from my heart, is the "‘thank you” |
couldn’t speak. Of course, to the five artists just mentioned; to The Sisters Love,
in rehearsal, conversation and on record—soon to be released on MoWest, and
watch out!; to Lesley Gore, whose first album in five years, also on MoWest, is
a human and personal revelation; to Len Chandler and John Braheny's Alternative
Chorus and Songwriter's Workshop (soon moving to a new location, now at 5288
Fountain Monday nights at 9:00), which, somehow, epitomizes all that is mean-
ingful in the preceding ramble; to Marty Cooper, whose soon-to-be-released
album on Barnaby is possibly the finest I've ever heard, and you should watch
for it, as well; to Jackie de Shannon, in her dynamite performance at the Trouba-
dour; to Goose Creek Symphony and Joy of Cooking, each to each; and more,
and more, SO0 many more.

Los Angeles in the summertime is a cultural delicatessen. There's so much
to do, so much to see—it’'s almost impossible to choose. The alternative, of
course, is to attempt everything and check into a rest home in September. But,
to one who grew up in lowa in the bleak Fifties, when the major event of the
year was a live “‘big band” at a lake fifty miles away, it's kid-in-a-candy-store time.
All [the time. And it is to appreciate.

PASSING REMARKS—Rory Gallagher, former guitarist and guiding light for
Bri;ain's Taste, is currently on an extensive cross country tour of the States pre-
viewing his first Polydor album, ‘'Rory Gallagher Live.”"
