'‘Early-Cuts’

The industry, the performer and
the consumer have reached a new
level of sophistication in the release
of early cuts by many of today's re-
cording acts. In various LP editions,
these recordings are presently flour-
ishing, despite the fact that much of
the product may or may not repre-
sent the acts in the current state of
their art.

In order to put this development
into better perspective, a little indus-
try history is in order. Labels and art-
ists have in the past been extremely
sensitive about early recordings made
before acts had gained wide popular-
ity, which was often the result of both
greater professionalism and/or a new
artistic approach that met with con-
sumer acceptance. There would often
be a rash of legal actions taken by an
artist against the release of product
through his former Iabel affiliation,
with the claim that the sides ‘“‘did not
reflect his present artistic bent.”” Or,
an act’s new label would actually buy-
up early masters with the intention of
seeing to it that these sides remain
indefinitely in the can.

Now, this has all changed. There is
virtually no protest of any kind
against the release of early artistic
endeavors on recordings. Firstly, of

course, labels and artists have dis-
covered there is a big market for this
material. This market, we feel, has
been created by the desire of today's
rock fans to get their hands on any
recordings—often artistic considera-
tions put aside—by a particular act
in order to possess a total recorded
library that gives a more complete
picture of an act's creative flow
through the years.

Current hitmakers who are a part
of this early-cuts bonanza include Neil
Diamond, Al Green, John Mayall, Guess
Who, Grateful Dead, Jimi Hendrix,
Gregg and Duane Allman, David Bowie,
Procul Harum and Humble Pie. These
examples cover the entire spectrum
of re-issue formats, from re-issues by
former labels to master purchases by
a label never previously involved in
the act to buy-ups of catalogs by labels
currently releasing the acts.

This situation, we believe, is a
healthy one. Not only in terms of ad-
ditional label sales volume available
through oldies, but in the matter of
setting the record straight and filling
the gaps in an act’s entire recorded
career. Also, the history of recorded
music in the pop field is better served,
and today’s pop audience is being bet-
ter served by their availability.

Rald Large
Pirate Plant
In Los Angeles

1LOS ANGELES — What was termed
“one of the nation’s largest pirate
tape duplicating plants” was raided
last week by agents of the Federal
Bureau of Investigation and officers

of the T.os Angeles Police Depart-
ment, who seized more than 75,000
pirated 8-track cartridge tapes, a

quantity of pirated cassette tapes, and
dupBeating equipment.

The plant, which employs 20 per-
sons, was said to be capable of pro-
ducing 5,000 pirated tapes per shift
and was operating on a shift-and-a-
half a day.

The raid climaxed an investigation
by Federal and local law enforcement
authorities, based on information
supplied by the Recording Industry
Association of America.

Site of the raid was Audio Special-
ties Distributors at 4138 Eagle Rock
Boulevard here. The firm was said to
be headed by Arpad Loecsey, also
known as Art Goldman and Jerry
Schwartz. Federal agents were armed
with a search warrant charging viola-
tion by the firm of the recently enact-
ed Federal Copyright Law protecting
sound recordings made after Febru-
ary 15, 1972, Local police had their
own warrant charging violation of the
state’s  Anti-Piracy Law, Section
653(h) of the Penal Code.

RIAA 72 Gold
Hits Record
191 Recordings

NEW YORK — The recording indus-
try tapped more RIAA-certified gold
in 1972 than in any year since the
certifications began in 1958.

A total of 191 gold recordings were
certified last year—125 albums and 66
singles—compared to the previous
high of 169 set in 1970. In 1971, a
total of 146 recordings were certified,
92 albums and 54 singles.

The leading label associated with
gold last year was Atlantic (22), fol-
lowed by Columbia/Epic (21) and
Warner Bros/Reprise. Interestingly,
the W-E-A (Warner Bros., Elektra,
Atlantic) account for a total of 50
singles and albums certified as gold
by the RIAA last year.

To obtain RIAA gold, a company
must submit its sales audit by an
independent firm of certified public
accountants. To qualify, a single must
achieve a minimum sale of 1 million
copies, an $1 million in sales of the
LP and/or its counterpart on pre-
recorded tape.

He also manages Mark Almond
and has placed both acts on labels
other than his own. The reason he
placed Jo Jo on Asylum was simply
because “David Geffen was willing to
pay a fortune for the group.” Linson
would probably agree that he is not
competing with Asylum or Columbia
in so much as what his own label at
an artistic level has to offer. He
maintains, “We’re not in a hurry, and
for now we're a small tasty label.”

‘Artistic Autonomy’

New Spindizzy product is generally
never prescreened or listened to by
Columbia until it has been finished
and is ready to be merchandised. This
provides the custom label with artistic
autonomy. Linson regards Columbia’s
role as a “finance and distribution”
corporation.

Art Linson is also producing the
John Kay screenplay “Cherry Terry,
the Rockin’ Robin,” to star Ellict
Gould. The soundtrack, with musie
nostalgic of the 50s will be on Spin-
dizzy.

Linson originally started in films,
co producing ‘Drewster McCloud” with
Lou Adler. He got into the record
business because he feels it’s more
immediate. “A film can take as long
as three years to finish, and by the
time you see it on the screen, you
deserve an award just for that”.

The latest Spindizzy LP is by Grin.
Forthcoming will be an album by Si-
mon Stokes and another by Kathy
McDonald.

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WHN's Sullivan: NY's ‘Modern Country’

NEW YORK — Two simple and di- |
rect concepts will serve as guldmg
lights for the new “modern country”
sound for New York, to be unveiled
mid-February by Storer’s WHN. Ac-
cording to general manager John
Sullivan, a self-described “novitiate”
in the format, the station will adopt
two initial programming policies: the
stress on the already familiar and a
“never say never” attitude to whatev-
er future shape the new music ap-
proach might assume.

The station feels that the change-
over from MOR to country need not
be a jolting one. McHugh Hoffman re-
searched the viability of a NYC coun-
try outlet through extensive field re-
search using a trial format tape con-
taining 12 artists. Sullivan discov-
ered that of the twelve artists rep-
resented, the MOR station had al-
ready made six of them familiar to
its audience. “MOR has ceased to be
a distinctive musical format in many
areas,” the gm explained. “Every-
body’s playing everybody else’s mu-
sic.” He feels that the “modern coun-
try” approach in the process of its
development will distinguish WHN
from other stations on the dial and
also become a broad demographic
success. “CMA (Country Music Asso- |
ciation) statistics show that the
demographics for the country sound
today are much, much broader than
they were even ten years ago.”

Sullivan is particularly interested
in the ‘“looking ahead” attitude of
the Nashville community. “I know
their glories and traditions, but I
asked where they were going; I was
very pleased with their answers.”
Sullivan was most intrigued by the
fact that the musical community was
talking in terms of Kris Kristoffer-
son, John Denver, James Taylor and
Neil Diamond as well as Ray Price,
Lynn Anderson and Johnny Cash.
“Charley Pride’s breakthough is just
one sign that the entire scene is
opening up tremendously.” ‘

The station is thus talking famil-
iarity rather than playlist at the mo-
ment: familiarity not only in terms
of the music that will be played. but
in terms of the over-all sound of the
station. “We are not going to be a
country  jukebox,”  Sullivan ex-
plained. “We will maintain our ‘IFem-

inine Forum’ concept in the late
mornings and early afternoon, inte-

grating the talk as we have been
doing with 8 to 9 records per hour.
Someone has alrea(ly described this

‘In Goncert’ From

part of our programming as ‘country
song without the musie.””

Sports will continue to be another
solid element in over-all program-
ming. The current air personalities
will also carry over into the new
format. Allan Hotlen will continue as
pd, Bob Russo as assistant pd. Chuck
Renwick, gm of WJW 1is on a leave
of absence in order to help guide
WHN into its new sound, on a con-
sultant basis.

Because Sullivan sees the “modern
country” format as “a whole new
world,” there will be no “never” ’s in
terms of developing the station’s new
direction. He intends to stress the
‘modern’ part of the sound designa-
tion. wishing people to know that
WHN won’t be playing Hank
Williams and Hank Snow exclusive-
ly. “But that doesn’t mean we will
never play them either. . . . The mar-
ket is like a sponge, and we intend to
keep a ‘wide open book’ attitude in
everything we do.”

Sullivan is quick to point to the
current success of the Tex Ritter
American Motors campaign (sales up
26% since the company took a coun-
try road) and the recent country-
flavored ad programs initiated by
other car manufacturers. On his re-
cent six-day trip to Nashville, he ex-
perienced first-hand artististic and in-
dustry excitement to the idea of New
York’s first country station since the
WJRZ format changes, and the first
ever with a 50kw signal.

“We still intend to be a total radio
station that plays good music,” Sul-
llvan summanzed

U.S. Treasury
OK's Cooper's
LP Cover Art

NEW YORK — Alice Cooper’s “Bil-
lion Dollar Babies” album cover will
be printed and released as originally
planned. The decision was announced
by the group’s management last week
after consultation with attorneys who
had met with Treasury Department
of’ﬁéials last week in Washington,
D.C.

The controversial section of the
cover was a color photo of the rock
group posing with a million dollars—
real dollars—in cash. The picture was
taken in London where the album was
recorded, and the U.S. money had
been flown from America especially
for the photo.

Color Service of Los Angeles, act-
ing according to a Secret Service
memo, had asked the L.A. Secret Ser-
vice for approval of the color print.
The L.A. Bureau determined that
Washington approval was necessary,
and thus the album cover’s printing
was temporarily stalled. Sections 474
and 475 of title 18 of the United
States Code pertain to the printing of
photos of U.S. currency.

Alice Cooper’s manager Shep Gor-
don and attorney Howard Siegel of
Pryor, Braun, Cashman & Sherman
met with officials of the Treasury
Dept. in Washington and the opinion
of the Secret Service Counsel there
was that “the reproductions of cur-
rency submitted by you for examina-
tion are not in sufficient similitude or
likeness to any genuine currency to
constitute a violation of the foremen-
tioned statute.”

Capitol plans a comprehensive mar-
keting approach to these releases, ac-
cording to marketing v.p. Brown
Meggs, including trade and consumer
press advertising accompanied by
wide-ranging radio time buys.

Music Row Hotel

NASHVILLE — First American Na-
tional Bank of Nashville is providing
permanent financing for the first ho-
tel to be built in the city’s famous
“Music Row” area.

Kid Ory Dies
HONOLULU—Legendary jazz trom-
bonist Edward (Kid) Ory died last
Tuesday (23) at a hospital here
where he had been hospitalized since
Jan. 9. The causes of death were
listed as pneumonia and heart fail-
ure. He was 86.

During his career, “Kid” Ory had
played with some of the greats of
jazz music such as King Oliver,
Johnny Dodds, Sidney Bechet and
Jimmie Noone. He is also given credit
with giving Louis Armstrong his first
real playing job. He appeared in nu-
merous shows and was featured on
many network radio programs.

“Kid” Ory was actively involved in
full time performing until 1964 when
he went into semi-retirement due to
his age. He wrote and recorded that
all time great jazz number, “Muskrat
Ramble”.

The Superior Court complaint was
brought by Three Dog Night members
Cory Wells, Danny Hutton, Chuck
Negron, Jimmy Greenspoon, Iloyd
Sneed, Michael Allsup and Joe Scher-
mie and alleges invasion of privacy,
improper use of the group’s name and
likeness in ATI advertising, and busi-
ness and professional code violations.

ATI, according to the action, rep-
resented Three Dog Night in limited
areas of activity during an eight

month period last year, Feb. 9-Oct. 8, ‘

1972, but thereafter wrongfully con-
tinued to portray itself as the group’s
agents.

The suit claims that Three Dog

Night consequently has been “greatly |

humiliated, professionally embar-
rassed, had their reputation damaged,
and the value (ol the group name)
substantially diminished.” It further
alleges that ATI, through advertising
and involvement with Three Dog
Night, “did, in fact, create public con-
fusion and deceive the entertainment
industry in particular and the public
in general.”

And it asks the court to confirm
that ATI in the past and now has
never been the group’s exclusive rep-
resentative and does not have author-
ity to represent the group in any
capacity.

The Labor Commission petition
charges that ATI, Ltd., failed to ob-
tain an artists manager license in
California and, therefore, wrongfully
collected fees from Three Dog Night,
Inc., totaling $132,785,65 and is
presently withholding deposits of
$50,000 also due the group.

In further alleging that ATI vio-
lated provisions of the state labor
code, Three Dog Night asks $3-mil-
lion in punitive damages.

CHANDLER PAVILLION, LA. —
Gordon Lightfoot is a magician of a
very special sort. The Dorthoy Chan-
dler Pavillion, used to the elegance of
the chandelier set, took on an elfin
lightness during Lightfoot’s recent
sold out performance. His exception-
al versatility was demonstrated with
“It’s Worth Believing,” a favorite
song off of his new Reprise LP “Don
Quixote,” his golden “If I Could Read
Your Mind” and the dyed-in-the-wool
country tune “Second Cup of
Coffee.” He spoke very little between
songs, which otherwise included his
early “Steelrail Blues,” “The Old Man
Who Came Home from the Forest,”
“0Old Dan’s Record” (from the
Reprise album of the same name)
and “Softly She Loves.”

Lightfoot is perhaps the last of the
recording romanticists in the purest
sense, during a time when the hu-
manities seem veering towards radi-
cal realism. Where most of today’s
voices and the themes they sing
about are stark, Gordon’s are subtle.
More wistful lyrics than those of “If
I Could Read Your Mind” would be
hard to find.

Along with his backup men, Terry
Clemens on lead guitar and Richard
Haynes on bass, Lightfoot received a
standing ovation and encored with
“In the Early Mornin’ Rain.” This
euphonic title seems somehow able to
summarize the very mood the artist
portrays.

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC — Formed
in 1968 and describing it as, “The
World’s Greatest Jazz Band of Yank
Lawson and Bob Haggart”, the group
performed in concert, Wednesday eve-
ning, Jan. 17th, through the auspices
of The Visiting Nurse Service of New
York.

HOLLYWOOD—SAM NEELY, AND THE CORPUS CHRISTI COMMUTE

Sam Neely has been to prison. Sam Neely has quite a record. The prison was
Attica, where Sammy’s concert gave the prisoners a precious two-hour leave from
their miseries last year. The record is on Capitol and is cafled ““Sam Neely II"",
and it's available to anyone not presently in custody. It serves up more of the

smooth-pouring country-folk compositions Sammy showcased in his first Capitol |

album, “‘Loving You Just Crossed My Mind.”” The title cut from that smashing
debut effort rose to #29 on the Cashbox singles chart with virtually no pre-pro-
motion last fall. There should be more bullets twirling in this newest collection
from this 24-year-old, quick-drawing Texan.

About his prison performances, Sammy sincerely feels there is a desperate
need for entertainment to brighten the jailhouse gloom. “'Prisons are necessary,

| suppose, but those who are in there are paying dearly for their crimes. There |

appears to be so little that is constructive or positive going on there. | believe
an institution should provide some rehabilitation for those they control. Per-
formers can contribute to it by investing some of their time there. You don’t
really know what it's like until you walk into one of those places. Even though
| could walk out out any time, the oppression of it began to wear on me im-
mediately.

“Do you remember being back in school when they'd call you out of a class
once in a while for an assembly? Well, multiply that feeling by about a million
and you only begin to perceive what it's like for those inmates when they file
into the prison auditorium for a show."”

NEW YORK—BRENDA LEE EAGER: A SOUL POWER PACKAGE

Most likely there are many people around Mobile, Alabama, including her
family (which now numbers eleven brothers and sisters) who would be able to
vividly recall the time when Brenda Lee Eager at age 4 made her singing debut
from the Church rostrum. She was also standing on a stool while delivering her
song. Observers at this event may have noted mentally that Brenda, even at
the tender age of 4, already had the ingredients that would put her in the “some-
thing special” class. And indeed, today at age 25, Brenda (a member of Peaches,
4-femme soul gals, serving as Jerry Butler's backup vocal group) stands very
close to the threshhold of stardom. Maybe, only a step or two away from the top
of the ladder. Almost everyone who has seen Brenda perform, whether it be a
duet with Jerry, or a solo effort, will practically wind up talking to himself or to
anyone who will listen, and the comments are spiced with superlative raves. After
seeing Brenda at the recent Latin Casino opening in Cherry Hill, N.J. Kelly Isley
(Isley Bros.) remarked, “There is no question, absolutely no question, as to the
direction she is going. ‘‘Her whole being seems to flow with soul power when she
delivers a song.”” When Butler was told that Brenda simply destroys one with her
spine-tingling performances, Jerry’s comment was, ‘'I'm singing with her every-
night, and she has the same effect on me.”

Durand, who is also a motion picture producer with such credits
as ‘‘The Virgin and the Gypsy” and the critically acclaimed ‘‘Cactus in the Snow’’,
intends to have Sammy write and perform the entire music track for his new
film about a pinball hustling odyssey called “Tilt”.

Rudy also wanted Sam to play the lead role, which is curiously enough about
a struggling rock musician, but Neely mixed it. ‘I don’t want to get involved with
the whole Hollywood personality bit. I'll just come to California during the year,
and record. Then I'll go right back to Corpus Christi. Maybe there aren’t so many
long hairs over there, but the life is still natural, simple and basic, and that’s
the way | intend to remain. Anyhow, I’'m not an actor, so | really couldn’t honestly
play the part.”

Durand might've argued that Sam would’ve only had to play himself in the
film, but with two ebullient Capitol albums behind him, it must be said that
Sam Neely is a “‘struggling” musician no more. stann findelle

“Pops Foster—the Autobloglaphy of
a New Orleans Jazzman” which he
edited from his taped interviews with
the late musician. The book was pub-
lished by the University of California
Press, and is likely to become a clas-
sic of the human history of jazz.
Stoddard has written ASCAP pres-
ident Adams that he intends to use
the prize money to complete the re-
search for his new book on “Black
Jazz on the Barbary Coast.”
Williams, now a Washington, DC res-
ident in his capacity as head of the
music programs of the performing
arts division of the Smithsonian In-
stitution, won his ASCAP-Deems
Taylor Award for a book on “The
Jazz Tradition” which was first issued
by Oxford University Press and later
appeared in a New American Library
paperback.

Each of the winners received a $500
check and an engrossed scroll. Similar
scrolls were presenied by President
Adams to their publishers. Judges for
the awards were composer-pianist-
radio exec Billy Taylor, Professor
Hugo Weisgall whose compositions
include several operas, and two other
composers who serve on the ASCAP
board, Gerald Marks and Dr. Vincent
Pezsmhett] of the Juilliard faculty.

'Movies Beamed Thru
Vid. Cassette Player
‘ By Goldmark Comm.

KEY BISCAYNE, FLA. — An elec-

| tronic television program origination
system that uses a battery of pre-
timed video cassette players to beam
first-run movies over broadband com-
munications circuits to homes wired
for Cable TV was recently demon-
strated by Goldmark Communications
Corporation, a subsidiary of Warner
Communications Inc.

The new system will be used in 10
cities beginning in Feb. to show first-
run movies in the home via Cable TV.
According to Dr. Peter C. Goldmark,
president of Goldmark Communica-

tions, the automatic system called

‘ “Star Pak” contains a tiny solid-state
‘(1evice that monitors picture signals
as they leave the system to eliminate
possible distortion before they reach
the home television set.

Dr. Goldmark, the former president
of CBS Laboratories and the man
who invented the long-playing phono-
graph record, the first practical color
television broadeasting system and
electronic video recording for the
home. said that first-run movies to be
programmed by the system marks the
first time that films produced by ma-
jor movie studios will appear on tele-
vision before showing in local the-
aters. The pilot experiment for new
movies is being conducted by Televi-
sion Communications Corporation, a
subsidiary of Warner Communica-
tions Inc. one of the nation’s largest
Cable TV operators.

The new Star Pak svstem has al-
readv been installed in Pottsville, Pa..
and Reston, Va.. and several thousand
additional homes in eight other pro-
gram  centers including Winter
Haven, Fla., are scheduled to be added
to the svstem soon.

Dr. Goldmark said that the Star
Pak network ‘is expected to be fully
operational by March,

The system is designed to provide
programming for an entire Cable TV
network and uses three video cassette
playver to feed full-length movies and
other programs with special messages
interspersed through automatically
controlled preset timing. The operator
merely inserts selected pre-
programmed video cartridges and sets
the system for totally automatic op-
eration. Several programs varyving in
length can be used at one time with
the Star Pak to provide viewers with
a variety of programs.

The solid-state device used in the
Star Pak syvstem to prevent possibilit-
ies of picture distortion or interfer-
ence on the home screen is the first
such device to he used in Cable TV
programming. Dr. Goldmark said. As
a result. pietures seen on home sets
are comparable to the best auality
pictures available on commercial tele-
vision.

Cable TV svstems around the na-
tion have previously encountered such
nroblems consistentlv. particularly in
remote rural areas where reception in
the home can often he inferior to
commercial television. he added.

Dr. Goldmark said that negotia-
tions are underway to license major
manufacturers here and abroad to
mass produce the automatic Star Pak
svstem for the Cable TV industry
which has more than 6.000,000 sub-
scribers in the United States alone, as
well as for use in business and educa-
tion. Pricing for the new svstem has
not been established vet, he said.

The Star Pak svstem is considered
a forerunner to Cable TV automat-
ed ‘““dial-it-from-your-home” console
which visualizes two-way operations,
enabling Cable TV users to punch a
button and order up programs of
their choice as well as recelving spe-
cific information on various subjects
such as health care, education and
merchandise shopping.

Dr. Goldmark predicted that such
svstems coupled with other emereging
developments will make Cable TV a
multi-service medium.

PLAYER—-Elton John—MAC-2100

An almost certainty for the #1 spot on the
chart, Elton's latest contains the #1 single
‘“Crocodile Rock” and nine more powerful
originals. Davey Johnstone has been added to
the basic band of Dee Murray and Nigel Ols-
son. Paul Buckmaster's orchestral arrange-
ments and in particular some very excellent
brass work, make this his most exciting LP to
date. “Daniel”’ sounds like a strong follow-up
single, although “I'm Going To Be A Teenage
Idol"” could beat it out on its lyrical merits.
The extended powertrack for FM play should
prove to be ‘“Have Mercy On The Criminal.”

TRUE STORIES AND OTHER DREAMS—Judy
Collins—Elektra 75053

Those fans who have been wishing that
Judy would write more of her own material
should have a veritable field day here. Five of
the nine tunes are her own, including her
return to protest-type music in ‘“Che.”” Her
beguiling single, ‘“Cook With Honey," leads off
the album which is also highlighted by Tom
Paxton’s song about the Attica prison riots,
“The Hostage.” A bevy of musical guests of
honor includes Bill Keith, Eric Weissberg, Lou
Killen and Ray Barretto among the congrega-
tion.

THE BEST OF B. B. KING—ABC ABCX-767

The title is a hard promise for deliverance’s
sake. But the commercial B. B. most of his
current fans have come to take as the whole
of the man is indeed here. The best known
tracks are ““The Thrill Is Gone,” ““Humming-
bird” and ‘“‘Ain’t Nobody Home.”” The atbum
does address itself to his earlier blues by
including live versions of 3. B. staples like
“Sweet Sixteen,”” but in general, it concen-
trates on more recent material. Lots of heavy
guests, but the real King of the blues knows
who he is. And so do we.

THE BEST OF THE JAMES GANG FEATURING
JOE WALSH—ABC ABCX-774

With their first three ABC/Dunhill albums to
draw upon, this composite picture of the mid-
western rock trio takes a familiarly strong
shape. Yes, the Gang have enjoyed hit singles—
“Funk #£49", “Walk Away,” ‘‘“Midnight Man’’—
but the power behind the group comes not so
much from one song as it does from their
total hard rock conception. Rhythm, decibels,
harmony—all are sifted into a very crowd-
pleasing and identifiable blend. Should do ex-
tremely well in all markets.

THE BEST OF THE NEW SEEKERS—Elektra
EKS-75051

The group has since moved to another la-
bel, but they enjoyed many hits on Elektra
and this is the first time they have all become
available on one LP. Here are their best known
songs—‘I'd Like To Teach The World To
Sing,"” ‘‘Look What They've Done To My Song
Ma’ and ‘“‘Beautiful People’’—along with their
other evergreens: ‘“Nickel Song,”’ ‘‘Beg, Steal
Or Borrow' and ‘“‘Blackberry Way.” Should do
well initially and go on to become a solid
catalogue item.

SOMEBODY ELSE’'S TROUBLES—Steve Good-
man—Buddah BDS 5121

When Steve's first LP came out, there was
talk of the Chicago folk scene becoming a
national institution. On his beautifully pro-
duced second LP, he proves he’s his own
musical city—and he needs no national trend
to put himself in the public eye. The man who
wrote ‘‘City Of New Orleans’ delivers 11 more
personal performances (self- and friend-
penned) with ‘“The Dutchman’ in line for
standardom from the time the track first hits
the tonearm. Guest musicians include Dave
Bromberg, David Newman and Maria Muldaur
who just exudes high-grade talent on her duet
with Steve, ““Don’t Do Me Any Favors Any-
more."
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WATTSTAX: THE LIVING WORD—Live Concert
Music From The Original Movie Soundtrack—
Stax STS-2 3010

This should go down in recording history as
the black Woodstock. Headlined by Isaac
Hayes and The Staple Singers, ably supported
by Eddie Floyd, Albert King, Carla Thomas,
The Bar-Kays, Rufus Thomas and The Soul
Children, this strong 2-disk set should top the
charts for weeks to come. The movie will help
with some of the excitement, but basically the
music lives and speaks for itself. Potential
singles to be would include Hayes’ “Ain’t No
Sunshine” and the dynamite job the Staples
do on “Oh La De Da.”

CLAPTON—Eric Clapton—Polydor PD 5526

And the Clapton hits just keep on comin’!
Little matter that he hasn’t been in the studio
for over two years. His many re-packages have
been selling better than the majority of other
acts’ new releases; this one should be no
exception. Featuring his current single ‘“‘Bell
Bottom Blues,’”” the LP also glows with “Tell
The Truth,” “Told You For The Last Time”
and “‘Bad Boy.” And the power of Clapton is
not strained.

BIRDS OF FIRE—Mahavishnu Orches-
tra—Columbia KC 31996

The supreme hope of new jazz, the eternal
optimism of powerband progressive rock with
style, the potential of the innovator to be
recognized at a time co-existent with the
creation — all these seemingly acommercial
dreams and desires are wrapped up in one:
Mahavishnu Orchestra. Columbia did a re-
markable job in exposing the group’s first
effort for the label—the music did the rest.
John MclLaughlin, Rick Laird, Jim Hammer,
Jerry Goodman and Billy Cobham continue to
make some of the most unusually creative
total music of the day, present and future.
And it sells like we always hoped it could.
Praise the Muse!

SLAYED?—Slade—Polydor PD 5524

The group that spells funny and plays like
their divine mission is to wake the dead comes
across with their first studio LP for the label.
Already a top British charter, this group has
yet to gain the acceptance they are capable of
in the States. Their current ‘Gudbuy T'Jane”
is out to change all that, and this ballsy,
graphically rockin' album should help their
case. ‘| Won't Let It 'Appen Agen’’ is future
singles material; they also get off on the oldie,
‘‘Let The Good Times Roll.”’

CAMEO—Dusty  Springfield—Dunhill  DSX-
50128

It’s been all too long a time between re-
leases for one of the few chanteuses around
who understands and delivers rock when the
song demands it. The Barri/Lambert/Potter
production team that did magic for the Four
Tops should duplicate their success for Dus-
ty’s Dunhill debut. Best potential singles are
Ashford & Simpson’s ‘‘l Just Wanna Be There"”
and a Latin-flavored ‘“Easy Evil."" Arrange-
ments from Jimmie Haskell and Michael Omar-
tian are powerful, but still give her the ca-
paciousness she needs.

SAM NEELY-2—Capitol SMAS-11143

Sam Neely gives us no simple answers to
personal/social/cosmic problems, but does
offer some telling insights. Unlike some of the
singer-composer crop, Sam’s writing is geared
as much to commercial impact as it is to
saying something people can feel. Rudy Du-
rand produces him with this in mind and Lee
Holdridge’s string and horn arrangements put
the final glossy touches on his portraits.
There's been a lot of favorable talk about him
from within the industry, and it looks like the
success of his single ‘‘Rosalie’” will help bring
attention and sales to his second LP effort.

Davis released ‘‘Come On
Honey™ about a year ago and it should have been a top 10 record, so—pick up
his LP and you decide. We feel that there are at least three other hits in it.

NEW YORK-—STEVE GOODMAN: WITH PEN IN HAND

If one were to look over the top 100 singles or albums, he would be most un-
likely to find the name of Steve Goodman on it anywhere. At this particular point
in his career, Goodman is more of an underground legend than a top 40 singer/
songwriter. Goodman's influences combine the very best of country (Hank
Williams & Jimmy Rodgers) with the honesty and sophistication of folk (Dylan,
Paul Simon, Kris Kristofferson) so that his songs can relate on all levels.

Goodman'’s early career began in Chicago where he played in small cafe's and
night spots similar to our own village clubs. At one of his shows, Goodman opened
for Kristofferson, and immediately impressed Paul Anka who was in the audience
watching. After the set, Goodman asked Anka to hear John Prine, a close friend—
and soon after, both Goodman and Prine were on their way to New York where
Prine signed with Atlantic, and Goodman with Buddah. Goodman’s first album
was produced by Kristofferson in Nashville, and though it did not break any sales
records, it did announce to the nation that a new singer/songwriter had arrived.
For from that same album came a song called “City Of New Orleans’’ which be-
came a top 20 hit for Arlo Guthrie. And even though the success of the single
still didn't spark any huge album sales for Goodman, it did put him on the map
as a talent to be reckoned with.

For Goodman’s second album, Arif Mardin was called in to produce. This in
itself was an honor considering that Mardin is one of the finest producers in the
business having previously worked with Aretha Franklin, John Prine, Donny
Hathaway and others. But that wasn't all. Also appearing on his second album are
Bob Dylan and David Bromberg, long time friends.

Steve Goodman’s second album was released this week, and there’s just no
telling how far his songs will go. But one thing is certain: Goodman is the kind of
artist who develops cautiously. His realism will ultimately make him a legendary
songwriter as was the case with Kristofferson. It's only a matter of time before
everyone is singing ‘‘Good morning, Steve Goodman, how are you!"
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POP PICKS

THE HISTORY OF THE GRATEFUL DEAD—
Pride PRD-0016

A serendipitous treat for Dead fans. Culled
from two earlier MGM-distributed Dead LPs, we
hear Garcia & Co. going through their stuff on
soul from Motown (‘“‘Dancin’ In The Streets’)
and Memphis (“In The Midnight Hour").
There's blues (“It Hurts Me Too"') and even a
bit of dixieland (‘Lindy,” ‘‘Stealin’"). And
perhaps the earliest recorded version of *I

CMA Warns Fair Managers
Of Tape Piracy Epidemic

NASHV
board meeting in Scottsdale, Arizona
(Jan. 4-5 the C.M.A. voted unani-

mously to instruct its general counsel
Richard Frank, Jr. to alert the na-
tion’s fair managers to the growing
danger of tape music piracy. The de-
cision was prompted by the rapid
growth in pirated tape selling right
at many of the nation’s local and
county fairgrounds.

In a letter directed to CMA board
member and talent buyer Hap Pee-
bles, designed to be read at the Fair
Managers Seminar held in Wichita,
Frank stated:

“As vou know, ‘pirate’ tapes are
those illegally manufactured from a

ny. These ‘pirate’ tapes are usually
sold at prices less than the wholesale
price of legal tapes. This is made
possible by the fact that the tape
pirate pays no royvalty to the rec-
ording artist or record conmpanies,
rarely to the owner of the song copy-
right, and bears none of the expense
of producing and advertising the
original record.

“It is estimated that sales of illegal
tapes during 1972 were in excess of
$200 million, Frank wrote.

“A number of States have enacted
laws declaring illegal duplication to
be a criminal offense. The Federal
Government has imposed further
criminal sanctions against the pirat-
ing of product produced after Feb.
15, 1972. In addition, a Federal Court
of Appeals has ruled that the unau-
thorized use of a song on a ‘pirate’
tape is a violation of the U.S. Copy-
richt Act and subject to the criminal
penalty provisions of that Act. The
Supreme Court has recently refused
to overturn that decision.

“In addition to the criminal aspects
of piracy, the pirates and those asso-
ciated with them may be the subject
of civil law suits for unfair competi-
tion and copyright infringement.

“If vou would bring to the atten-
tion of the fair managers the serious-
tape situation and
its effect on all those in the legitimate
entertainment industry, vou will be
doing a service to the industry and to
those governmental units who spon-
sor the fairs.”

Additional plans are underway by
the C.M.A. board to combat tape pi-
racy in all areas through a heavily
concentrated educational campaign
directed to the general public via ra-
dio, television, newspapers and maga-
zines, coast-to-coast, Frank revealed.

Seeburg to Make Slot Machines;
First Units to Ship This Fall

| CHICAGO — Sam Stern, president of
Seeburg, has officially announced the
firm’s decision to manufacture slot
machines and market same (in terri-
tories where permitted) through its
existing network of world wide dis-

tributors. Stern advised that engi-
neering work and parts/cabinet
tooling on prototypes, now in the

works, should be complete in four or
five months, with initial shipments to
begin in six to nine months.

Stern said the decision was
prompted by the presentation of bills
to legalize gambling in at least ten
states in the USA over the past cou-
ple of years (expectation of victory
in at least some of those states is
high). Stern also feels the making of
slot machines is a natural extention
of the firm’s present manufacturing
activities in coin-op phonograph,
vending and amusement machines.

Final decisions concerning the
brand name the machines will bear
(either Seeburg or Williams) and ex-
actly where the units will be manu-
factured (either at Seeburg or
Williams or perhaps even at an addi-
tional Chicago facility) will be made
shortly. However, Stern advised that
they intend to make and market a
“full line” of slots, including four and
five reelers, 3 line, criss cross and
multiple coin acceptors.

Seeburg has already hired on a
team of veteran gaming machine en-
gineers and Stern advised that addi-
tional engineering personnel will be
taken on if needed. He also revealed
that specialized slot machine sales
personnel may also be hired to help
market the equipment.

ment is in full production, slot opera-
tors will be able to purchase them at
recular Seeburg and Williams dis-
tributors serving legal territories. He
did reveal, however, that the firm will
probably set up a sales and service
organization in the State of Nevada
to serve that market.

“We have an excellent network of
distributors all over the globe,” Stern
advised, “covering all key areas
wheve this type of equipment is oper-
ated. Should an area open up where a
distributor is not on hand, we will
establish one.

“Seeburg looks forward to in-
creased manufacturing and earnings
now that we are back on our own.
1973 looks extremely promising for
our entire product line and the advent
of our gaming machine line should
increase our earnings generously.
