Whatever the final disposition of 
CBS' case against the former presi- 
dent of its record division, Clive Davis 
(a major industry spokesman for the 
past few years), the great Columbia 
label and the rest of the industry must 
now weigh the impact of this shocking 
affair. 

For Columbia itself, its new man- 
agement team must instill a new con- 
fidence of leadership to the industry 
of which many have respectfully con- 
ceded for years: "Columbia leads the 
way." Not only has Columbia proved 
a leader in terms of annual sales vol- 
ume and dynamism in merchandising 
structure; it stands, in fact, as a model 
of how a sophisticated operation can 
greatly enhance the potential of a re- 
cording act's long-term career in the 
marketplace. 

While there is nothing necessarily 
sacred about a company's standing in 
its own community, this is no time for 
the cynics to hold sway; it is no time 
to take misguided pleasure in the 
thought that the "mighty -have -fallen." 
For if a company like Columbia can 
fall in the light of the alleged scandal 
-and there is no reason to believe 
that this will be Columbia's fate - 
the industry has achieved little in 
terms of its tremendous growth and 

basic stability over the last decade. 
The days and months ahead for the 

business may be uncomfortable but 
this is a posture that is not exactly 
new to an industry that has had to live 
down the very fact that its music in 
recent years has tended to reflect the 
world as it is. We believe that Co- 
lumbia has taken a giant step in the 
reaffirmation of its position in the 
industry with the return of Goddard 
Lieberson as president of the CBS/ 
Records Group. A man of immense 
public as well as industry stature, 
Lieberson's renewed association on a 
direct basis with Columbia Records 
will assure the label of a continued 
imaginative thrust in the crucial area 
of artist development. He is also likely 
to renew his high standing as a most 
articulate spokesman for the industry -a facet demanded by Columbia's 
dominant position in the industry. We 
cannot, of course, make precise judge- 
ment on Irwin Segelstein, former vice 
president of the CBS -TV network, who 
is new to the recording industry; he 
has, however, more than 25 years of 
experience in the area of radio and TV 
programming. We wish Lieberson and 
Segelstein well in the difficult and de- 
manding days ahead, and we know the 
industry shares this wish, too.

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Clive Davis Is Out, But... 

Lieberson Sees In -Depth Expertise 
As Columbia's Ace -In -Hole For Future 
NEW YORK - In the wake of the 
disclosure that Clive Davis had been 
discharged as president of the 
CBS/Records Group and its label, 
Columbia Records, the company's 
new management team is riding on 
the in-depth expertise of its key ex- 
ecs and staffers to continue the la- 
bel's dominant standing in the indus- 
try. 

Davis, president of CBS Records 
since 1967 and president of the 
CBS/Records Group since 1971 and a 
director of CBS, lost his post as a 
result of a civil action by CBS in 
Supreme Court of New York charg- 
ing him with improper use of com- 
pany funds (see separate story). A 
month ago, an aid to Davis, Dave 
Wynshaw, was discharged by the com- 
pany, as was, at a later date, Tony 
Rubino, director of marketing admin- 
istration. No court action was taken 
against either exec, although 
Wynshaw is described as an "agent" 
in CBS' legal action against Davis. 

Goddard Lieberson is returning to 
his role as president of the CBS/Rec-

During the past year Epic recording 
artist Edgar Winter has truly come 
into his own.

ords Group, a role he relinquished to 
Davis in July, 1971 when he was ap- 
pointed a senior vp at CBS. Irwin 
Segelstein, formerly vp of the CBS 
Television Network, has been named 
president of Columbia Records. Un- 
der the 1971 realignment, Davis had 
retained the presidency of Columbia 
Records. The international records 
division of the CBS/Records Group 
continues to be directed by Walter 
Yetnikoff, president of the unit. The 
realignment was announced by 
William Paley, chairman of the board 
of CBS. 

Lieberson remarked at a press con- 
ference last Thursday: "Columbia 
has been going for a very long time. 
I've been connected with it for 34 
years-and that's a lifetime for a 
lot of people and we've known be- 
fore that things don't happen in a 
company by one person. It wasn't 
Clive. It wasn't me. It wasn't Janis 
Joplin. It wasn't 'My Fair Lady.' " 

Describing a meeting at the compa- 
ny last Wed. (29), a day following 
the announcement of Davis' depar- 
ture, he said he was "so enthusias- 
tic" about the Columbia staff who 
had brought him up-to-date on prod- 
uct plans, which he said will realize 
the "best product release in some- 
time" at the label's annual sales con- 
vention in San Francisco in July. 

Music's evolution 

Lieberson stressed that change of 
musical thrust at Columbia was an 
evolutionary process. "Rock music 
didn't start at this date. Jazz didn't 
start at this date. It was a long 
growing process. I, too, was at the 
Monterey Festival, and I initiated our 
going out there, if the facts were 
known ... I went because I was used 
to going to the jazz festivals there. 
These things are evolutionary, not 
revolutionary at all. This is not a one 
man show and isn't going to be. It 
can't be. You have no idea of the 
complexity of this business. Part of 

Lieberson Segelstein 
our enormous success is based on 
sales plans that are very often bril- 
liant and efficient . . ." 

Segelstein Comments 

Although he said he was speaking 
from the perspective of "one-day- 
although a heavy day"-Segelstein 
said "you do get an impression in 
one day." "This is not the first time 
I've been in a show business situa- 
tion. You have to be impressed with 
the professionalism. If I had any sin- 
gle impression, it was the vitality, 
the energy and the fact that these 
guys know what they're doing, well 
or better than any other group in 
any other area." 

Lieberson, who it's understood had 
been scheduled to retire to live in 
New Mexico, where he has a home, 
said that as "time goes by, Irwin will 
be more involved in day-to-day activ- 
ities, and I will be interfering less. I 
will be here as long as I'm needed." 

In terms of the label's future prod- 
uct output, Lieberson stated that 
basic new emphasis on musical styles 
was "not necessary, we're in the 
mainstream already. It's a day to day 
business. I told the A&R people yes- 
terday, that the kind of A&R people I 
hate are the people who stand on the 
corner and stand in one place long 
enough in order to get a hit. That's 
not the A&R business; so you're al- 
ways probing, and we're always

Clarify Anti -Noise Code Say

According to Mickey Gensler, pres- 
ident of the Association of Record 
Dealers of New York & New Jersey 
(ARD), retailers are not seeking to 
rescind the law, but to realize amend- 
ments that would set limits on the 
noise level. As the code now stands, 
Gensler noted, noise levels are not 
defined. 

Gensler has sent a letter to Mayor 
John Lindsay citing "unnecessary 
harassment of retail record dealers." 
"Under a hastily and conceived noise 
code," Gensler writes" record dealers 
have been given summonses for play- 
ing their loud speakers. Not for 
playing them too loud, which can be 
justified, but by playing them. One 
dealer was given a warning because a 
radio he was playing inside his store 
could be heard outside when his door 
was opened. We have certainly 
reached the height of stupidity and 
bureaucratic bungling with these tac- 
tics ... It is incongruous, stupid and 
inconceivable that in a city that has 
the raucous noises of pneumatic 
drills and sanitation trucks that con- 
tribute to cacaphony, building cranes 
that make noise, bulldozers, street re- 

pair men, etc., the sound of music 
should be frowned upon." 

In conclusion, Gensler tells the 
Mayor: "We will cooperate 100% 
with any code that sets standards 
that are sensible and enforceable. 
Until then call the noise gestapo 
officers. Please, write a noise code 
that distinguishes between unneces- 
sary and excessively loud noises, and 
the normal sound of happy people 
going about their everyday occupa- 
tions." 

Gensler has also notified dealers in 
the five boroughs to send a signed 
letter to the Mayor, the President of 
the City Council, the Borough Pres- 
idents and candidates for Mayor and 
the City Council. 

Minn. Gov OK's 
Anti -Piracy Law 
ST. PAUL, MINN. -A bill enacted 
by the Minnesota legislature making 
the manufacture, distribution or sale 
of unauthorized duplications of sound 
recordings a felony has been signed 
into law here by Governor Wendell 
Anderson. 

The new anti -piracy law makes vio- 
lations punishable by a fine of not 
more than $25,000 for the first 
offense. Subsequent offenses can bring 
a fine of up to $100,000 and/or im- 
prisonment for up to three years. 

CBS Charges 
Against Davis 
In Civil Suit 
NEW YORK - CBS' civil action in 
Supreme Court of New York against 
Clive Davis, former president of the 
CBS/Records Group and Columbia 
Records, seeks the return of more 
than $94,000 which CBS claims Davis 
used for personal benefit. 

The complaint, which requires Da- 
vis to answer the charges within 20 
days after service of the summons, 
also charges the submission of false 
invoices and other statements to CBS 
in the alleged misuse of company 
funds. The action also claims that Da- 
vis was paid more than $350,000 in 
remuneration in 1972, including a sal- 
ary of $135,000 additional compensa- 
tion of $74,000 and special incentive 
compensation of $150,000. Davis, 
whose lawyer is Vincent Broderick, 
former Police Commissioner of New 
York, unavailable for comment on 
the CBS action. 

Here are the specific charges 
against Davis as outlined in the com- 
plaint: 

"During the period 1970-71, defen- 
dant engaged several contractors, in- 
cluding John Langenbacher Co., Inc. 
("Langenbacher"), John Doris, Inc. 
("Doris") and U.S. Veneer Co., Inc. 
("Veneer") to perform extensive al- 
terations and improvements to his 
personal residence at 88 Central Park 
West in the City of New York. 

"At defendant's behest, Langen- 
bacher, Doris and Veneer performed 
extensive alterations and improve- 
ments to defendant's personal resi- 
dence. 

"Defendant, acting through his 
agents David Wynshaw ("Wynshaw") 
and others, improperly caused or per- 
mitted plaintiff to pay for said alter- 
ations and improvements in the 
amount of at least $53,729.20. 

"The payments described in par- 
agraph 9 were induced and procured 
through the submission to plaintiff by 
defendant's agent Wynshaw of false

Capitol's Coury: Single Still 
Quickest Way To Break New Act 
HOLLYWOOD - Bhaskar Menon, 
Capitol's president, recently asked Al 
Coury, his vice president of national 
promotion: "How can you tell when 
a record is good enough on it's own 
that you can finally get off working 
it? This question was answered with, 
"When it is top ten in L.A., Boston, 
New York, Detroit, and Philadelphia, 
or when it's top ten with a bullet in 
Cash Box. 

Coury has reevaluated this answer 
since then and told Cash Box last 
week that he now contends you 
should never stop working a record, 
not until it dies. This philosophy was 
proven when his Raspberries record, 
"Let's Pretend," had lost it's bullet 
two weeks in a row but pertinacity 
(a word that Coury himself seems to 
personify) helped to regain it this 
week. 

How did he do it? Coury and his 
cadre of 25 promo men have the pro- 
motional aspect of the record indus- 
try down to a science. He affirms 
that it entails constant drilling -a 
continual communication with his 
men to collect data and to feed them 
new statistics to work with. Coury 
described this cycle of the operation 
as "loading the guns" (Friday morn- 
ings) and "putting the fuse in" 
(Monday mornings). 

Al Coury, who began as a sales- 
man with Capitol 15 years ago and 
went from there to promotion, artist 
relations, A&R, and noW v.p. of pro- 
motion. Helen Reddy's "I Am Wom- 
an," which took six months to break, 
was the first number -one single Capi- 
tol has had in five years since Bobbie 
Gentry's "Ode to Billie Joe," not 
counting the Beatles' Apple product. 

Singles: The `Break' Record 

Al reported that the quickest way 
to break a new act is via the single 
record, and he feels that the industry 
tends to minimize the importance of 
this concept. Capitol has developed 
many new acts recently via this "sin- 
gle record" theory, including artists 
like Edward Bear, the Raspberries, 
Hurricane Smith, Skylark, and Rick 
Springfield. Over a 12 -month period 
(May 1972 to April 1973) Capitol 
artists received fifteen RIIA gold rec- 
ords and among these Leon Russell, 
the Raspberries, Helen Reddy, Pink 
Floyd, and Edward Bear garnered 
their first gold records. 

About the sales promotion team 
under Al's aegis, he says, "They are 
each the best individuals in their 
market and the highest paid. Not 
only do they deserve it, but I want 
every competitor in their town to 

Jerry Fine 
Succumbs To 
Heart Attack 
HOLLYWOOD - Gerald "Jerry" 
Fine, vice president in charge of na- 
tional promotion for Chelsea Rec- 
ords, died suddenly from a heart at- 
tack on Sunday, May 27, at the home 
of David Mook, head of the music 
publishing arm of the Wes Farrell 
Organization. He was 36. Fine was 
signed by Wes Farrell in early 1972 
to his exec post with Chelsea Rec- 
ords, following a career in the mer- 
chandising and promotion areas of 
the music business.

When queried as to whether or not 
the Beatles would reunite to make a 
new album, Coury's comment was, "I 
think it's inevitable." He pointed out 
that the new Ringo Starr LP out 
next month features "contributions" 
of one sort or another by all of the 
Beatles. He said when the three of 
them had finished the tracks, they 
were sent back to Paul, who added 
what touches he thought they 
needed.

Guilty Plea 

In Arizona 

Piracy Case 
PHOENIX, ARIZ. -A tape pirate 
pleaded guilty to 13 counts of violat- 
ing Arizona's Anti -Piracy law and 
was fined $3900. 

The defendant, Daryl D. (Skip) 
McFarlin, owner of Sounds Unlimited 
and the S & D Distributing Co., here, 
had been arrested on February 2, 
when officers of the Department of 
Public Safety raided a number of pre- 
mises he owned and seized hundreds 
of pirated tape cartridges, duplicating 
and packaging equipment and raw 
tape. 

He appeared last Tuesday (29) be- 
fore Justice of the Peace Walter E. 
Bloom and pleaded guilty to 13 
counts of violating the Arizona re- 
vised statute 13-1024. Judge Bloom 
fined him $300 on each count and 
ordered that the fine be paid in three 
monthly installments of $1300 each, 
the first payable at 11 a.m. that day. 

When McFarlin failed to appear 
and make the first payment, Charles 
F. Hyder, Deputy Attorney for Mari - 
copa County, who had prosecuted the 
case, asked that a bench warrant be 
issued for McFarlin's arrest and told 
the Judge that he would ask that a 
six-month jail term be imposed. 

McFarlin showed up in Court the 
following morning, made the first 
payment of the fine and the Judge 
then rescinded the bench warrant. 
However, the defendant was warned 
that he would face further action if 
subsequent payments were not made 
on time.

BMI Rule Change: 

Bonus Payment 

Termed Easier' 
NEW YORK - BMI is changing its 
rules by which a writer can qualify 
for a bonus "in a way which will 
make it easer for many writers to 
qualify," according to Theodora Zav- 
in, senior vp. 

As of July 1, the writer payment 
schedule will read: 

1. A writer whose earnings for 
logged United States and Canadian 
broadcast feature performances are 
not less than a total of $3,000 for the 
last 8 calendar quarters for which 
performance figures are available is 
eligible to enter into an agreement 
with BMI for a term of 3 years fol- 
lowing qualification providing for an 
additional payment equal to 25% of 
his earnings for logged United States 
broadcast feature performances dur- 
ing such 3 year term. 

2. A writer whose earnings for 
logged United States and Canadian 
broadcast feature performances are 
not less than a total of $6,000 for the 
last 8 calendar quarters for which 
performance figures are available is 
eligible to enter into an agreement 
with BMI for a term of 3 years fol- 
lowing qualification providing for an 
additional payment equal to 50% of 
his earnings for logged United States 
broadcast feature performances dur- 
ing such 3 year term. 

3. The words "last 8 calendar quar- 
ters" as used in this section shall not 
refer to any period prior to the 8 
quarters ending June 30, 1972. 

4. The bonuses described in Sub- 
division 1 and 2 hereof are not cumu- 
lative.

Despite Patti's precarious condi- 
tion-she's expecting a baby any day- 
she and partners Nona Hendryx and 
Sarah Dash generated so much excit- 
ment that the seats in the auditorium 
were still reverberating long after the 
concert's end. 

Starting only ten minutes behind 
schedule-a rarity for most per- 
formers-the girls got off to a loud, 
but stimulating start, after a glib in- 
troduction by poetess Nikki Giovan- 
ni. Although Patti couldn't jump 
around as much as she'd have liked to, 
especially on such numbers as the 
Stones' "Wild Horses," she was nev- 
ertheless a powerhouse of energy and 
her voice was in rare form. 

A two minute film clip of the 
group's early days as Patti LaBelle 
and the Bluebells singing "You'll 
Never Walk Alone," when Patti hit 
those indescribable high notes, was 
followed by an ingenious bit of 
nostalgia: Ms. LaBelle, Hendryx 
and Dash appeared in red sequined 
strapless gowns and bouffant -styled 
wigs belting out such oldies as "I 
Sold My Heart To The Junkman" and 
"Somewhere Over The Rainbow." It 
was marvelous! 

After a short intermission, LaBelle 
was brought back by Ellis Haizlip, 
producer of WNET's SOUL show, 
who assured us of the group's future 
success. This time the girls were 
bedecked in very far-out fashions. 
Nona was clad in white from head to 
toe: sleek white jump suit, hood, 
boots and cape; Patti wore a yellow 
fringed gown, her hair cornrowed and 
attached with yellow feathers; Sarah 
was in a green and black cut-out 
dress with black ostrich feathers at- 
tached at the shoulders. 

Highlighting this segment of the 
show was a beautiful ballad written 
by Nona, "Can I Speak To You Be- 
fore You Go To Hollywood?" It was 
a smooth, sensuous number in which 
each girl did a solo. Also interesting 
was their interpretation of a Nina 
Simone standard, "Four Women." 

After receiving a well -deserved 
standing ovation with shouts for an 
encore, the dynamic trio performed 
their famous song "Moonshadow," 
then threw dozens of roses to the 
wildly frantic audience who had by 
now stormed the stage.

looking all the time ..." 
He said that while he and Segel- 

stein would play a role in future 
artist acquisitions, they would not 
work "unilaterally." "I think we have 
to have respect for the people who 
work in the A&R department, and if 
they can't come up with some artists, 
then I think we ought to get rid of 
them. We'll all make decisions on big 
commitments ... I don't believe quite 
enough in the genious theory that 
one person can do everything." 

As to his musical involvement, 
Segelstein said he spends many hours 
listening professionally, "as anybody 
in television has to do." Segelstein 
joined the CBS TV network in 1965 
as a vp of programs in New York, 
and in 1970 was appointed vp of pro- 
gramming administration. He has 
been involved in specials, late night 
programming and general scheduling 
on the east and west coasts, often 
involving musical acts. 

Segelstein draws an analogy be- 
tween TV and the music business. 
"Obviously, televison is not the rec- 
ord business, and I make no pretense 
of knowing a great deal about what 
makes it work. There are, clearly, 
similarities .

Material 
starts with artists and creators, and 
we have to encourage, find and sup- 
port them."

Milton Berle presented the award 
in ceremonies at the Beverly Hilton 
Hotel, where Stax vice president Lar- 
ry Shaw stressed the company's suc- 
cess was due largely to the work of 
song writers. 

Berle stressed the Stax-Wolper 
film, "Wattstax," which recently 
scored successfully as an official se- 
lection at the Cannes Film Festival, 
as significant of the blending of mod- 
ern music with motion pictures. 

Shaw said, "recognition such as 
this helps to build a better under- 
standing and unity among all peo- 
ple." He was joined by Frank Sina- 
tra, named Entertainer of the Centu- 
ry, and Gene Kelly, who presented 
the organization's first Arthur Freed 
Memorial Award at the ceremonies.

NEW YORK: SEALS AND CROFTS: A BREEZE FOR ALL SEASONS 

The current successes being experienced by Seals and Crofts are in no way an 
overnight happenstance. The popular duo's recent singles chart hits "Summer 
Breeze", "Hummingbird", and their current "Diamond Girl", coupled with the 
simultaneous chart busting LP's "Summer Breeze" and "Diamond Girl" are the 
products of, and well deserved rewards, of years of hard work, scuffling and, 
more specifically, dues paying. The wait may have very well have been long, but 
the many rewards thus far have been well worth waiting for. 

Jim Seals, 30, and Dash Crofts, 31, have been performing together now for 
over sixteen years and, according to Dash, have been good friends even longer. If 
you can joggle the memory a bit and drift back to 1958 and a tremendous 
instrumental smash hit, "Tequilla" by the Champs, then you are more greatly 
acquainted with the duo than you may have originally imagined. Jim and Dash 
were integral members of the Champs. At age 16 and 17 respectively, it was 
obvious at the time that the wheels had been set in motion and that both Jim 
and Dash were destined to perform together long after the Champs had faded 
into the rock and roll annals of oblivion. 

To look at Seals and Crofts, today, fifteen years after their original music 
successes, and to listen to their dual philosophies on life and the like, it has 
become totally obvious that the two have grown closer together than ever before 
in their personal, as well as performing, lives. Dedicated believers in the Bahai 
movement (not as much a religious sect as much as a life style, as Dash 
describes it) Jim and Dash are able to relate their thoughts and feelings of 
brotherhood and peace as well as the concept of the "Family of Man" equally as 

well through both conversation and in song. In fact, as Jim, the predominant 

HOLLYWOOD-CRYSTALLIZING THE SYNTHESIZER 
In 1965, at the Columbia/Princeton Music Center, the first synthesizer was 

developed, and like its proliferating successors (eg., Moog, EMS), it derives its 
name from its name from its control system, or its ability to interlock various 
components. By design or accident, its use has been most often associated with 
groups or artists striving for heretofore uncustomary difference in sound rather 
than just additional auditory adjuncts. Moreover, it has become something of a 

celebrity among instruments in that its acceptance has transversed most musical 
mezzanines from pop rock to hard rock to jazz. 

Malcolm Cecil and Bob Margouleff, two young men with an ear for this re- 
latively new market, became part and parcel of the synthesizing scene about 
two years ago. Together, with an outlay of over $100,000, they have developed, 
built and now operate a new type of synthesizer, leasing it and their services to 
a wide range of artists. In an interview with Cash Box, Malcolm provided some 
needed illumination on the instrument. 

CB: How does a synthesizer work? 
MC: Basically, one is trying to create sound, the characteristics of sound. It's 

like being a sculptor, except for using stone or clay, you are using a pure form 
of electrical energy and the purer the energy, the better the sound. Hitherto, 
musical instruments have always been acoustical in nature-something was 
vibrating. Then came the area of electrical devices wherein mechanical vibrations 
were converted to electrical vibrations, "treated" and reconverted back into 
mechanical vibrations with an amplifier. Now with synthesis, the initial process 
is no longer acoustic. There is no sound until you put it in the loudspeaker; it 
is totally electronic manipulation. The sound itself is created by the "juggling"

writer of the duo, describes it, their songs are more than simple vehicles with 
which music is integrated with a lyric. In what has always seemed apparent to 
myself, Jim further related that his songs create a mood powerful enough to 
bring about a total visualization of a specific time, place and, quite often, 
lifestyle of a person, place or thing. "Summer Breeze" was probably the best 
indication, as most easily visualized", of that truism in that the overall work 
simply oozed a glorious still-life quite possibly never before as powerfully created 
in song. Both Jim and Dash readily agree that their creative talents, as well as 
their overall success, all fall into place as a direct result of their Bahai dedica- 
tion. 

As true as the fact may be, the duo's current successes were still the products 
of long years of hard, dedicated work by those believing in the pair. It seemed 
recently that all roads led to New York's Carnegie Hall, where Jim and Dash 
played a total of four concerts, complete with backing 37 piece orchestra to four 
sold out houses, including two midnight concerts on a Tuesday and Wednesday 
night. 

Materially speaking, the duo has been able to capture not as much the mood 
and feel of the times as much as a surrealistic picture of the way things should 
be. Brotherhood is constantly on the minds of the two as they follow in their 
beliefs and both agree that that feeling of warmth is projected to their audiences 
which naturally pick up the "good vibrations". Having witnessed a Seals and 
Crofts performance recently, I, too, can be said to be in full agreement. 

The future for -Jim and Dash seem certain at this point. A live recording of 
their Carnegie dates, possibly in the form of a two record set, will be released 

sometime later this year as a fitting and joyous momento of the good memories 
and friends acquired on this tour. Jim and Dash, seeing this tour as the most 

successful in their history look forward to others in the future as do their hungry 
followers who devour each melodic tone. 

It may be fact that music of the seventies has not yet found true direction, 
but music such as that turned out by this marvelously gifted duo will be around 

forever and definitely has it's place during any season, of any year. Seals and 

Crofts promise to be breezing along for many seasons to come-and we're all

around of the electrons, which gives you your three parameters: 1) pitch, 2) 

amplitude and 3) tonal color. 
The control of voltage is the whole art of synthesis. Every volt "given -in" will 

result in an octave change of pitch. If one volt is fed into the instrument, it will 
change its pitch by one octave or fraction thereof. So on the synthesizer we 

are able to change those three parameters at will with voltages that can be 

generated from a variety of sources-such as on our equipment, for example, 
with a computer which can remember a series of voltages and then apply ac- 

cordingly. 
CB: What is the difference between your synthesizer and others? 
MC: Our synthesizer has six distinct voices. Most have only one voice, and 

they are called monophonic instruments in that you can only play one note at a 

time. We have taken the best synthesizer models-Moog, ARP, EMS and our own 
specially designed equipment-and put them into one integrated form. 

Most synthesizers use a keyboard as an interface. With our instrument, an 

artist can play their individual instrument through ours, using their's as the inter- 
face, by use of control voltages. The advantage here is that a performer can 
express himself rather than have us interpret a sound for him. We also have 
sequencers and digital designs for alternative access. In other words, the flexi- 
bility of our installation allows for accessibility. 

We also have an unusual control system that enables us to control many more 
elements than would normally be available. By being able to do this, the in- 
strument has become a "time" instrument, capable of producing six events 
simultaneously versus a studio instrument which can only produce one or two 
events simultaneously. Thus, the instrument is partly designed for stage playing. 

BC: Who are some of the artists with whom you work? 
MC: Steven Stills, Dave Mason, America, Doobie Brothers, the Bee Gees have 

all made extensive use of it. And the blind artist Stevie Wonder as well. Being 
unsighted, he has problems having people write down his arrangements as he 
hears them or plays them for that matter. With the synthesizer, all we have to 
do is generate the correct tonal quality for him and put -in the correct register 
and from that point Stevie takes over. 

CB: Is there an intrinsic value in its use or is it actually somewhat of an in- 
dulgence? 

MC: Naturally, we feel that there is an enormous amount of value to its use.

Being that it is the only instrument invented since the saxophone over 50 years 
ago, the theoretical possibilities of its creating new sounds are limitless-the 
only limits being that of its creative user. The beauty of it is that it is able to 
create sounds that have never been heard before. Therefore, it can "blend" 
with any instrument. 

Also, since an album can cost anywhere from $10,000 to $80,000 and our 
services usually run around a $1,000 (@$220 p/hr, synthesizer and studio 
time), it's a bargain. In fact, we find people most often come to us towards the 
end of their album when they're reached the stage that they want sweeteners 
and 17 strings at $100 a man for a couple of three-hour sessions will cost them 
$10,000. That's no good. So they save money, we make some and everybody 
is happy. barry mcgoffin 

HOLLYWOOD-SNUFF GARRETT: HURRYING OFF INTO THE SUNSET- This is 
a short story about a record producer, with a long list of credits, who had to be 
short winded due to the fact that he had long wanted to meet Roy Rodgers and 
the time was set for very afternoon of his CASH BOX interview. Now, to want to 
meet Roy Rodgers when he is not even in vogue requires a true cowboy fan, 
someone who was born and raised in a legendary cowboy setting like Dallas, 
Texas. That's where Snuff Garrett was born and raised. He quit school at 16 and 
went to work for Big State Distributors there in Dallas. When he learned from 
some friends that Hollywood was the "land of opportunity," he quit his job and 
acted on those spurs of wisdom: "Go West young man, go West." 

Radio/TV Start 

He came to star city with about 95 dollars in his pocket and spent about 60 
of it to see Maurice Chevalier, who was then playing at Ciro's. Well Texans always 
do things in a big way even if Chevalier wasn't a cowboy. Snuff was lucky enough 
to get a job behind the counter at Music City earning a weekly salary about equal 
to what he had spent on Maurice. This particular stay in Hollywood was inter- 
rupted by an opportunity to return home and become a disk jockey. So he re- 
turned and became a top radio personality doing the next best thing to cowboy 
stunts like broadcasting from the pinnacle of a flagpole or doing a marathon show. 
He even had his own TV show during this time. He gave it all up, though, to 
accept an invitation from Al Bennett to come to the coast again and become a 

promo man for Liberty Records. At Liberty he quickly became a factotum, doing 
everything, including producing. His first producer's hit was Johnny Burnett's 
"Dreamin'." 

Production 

Snuff went from $90 a week to $35,000 a year, his first year. He produced all 
of Bobby Vee's million sellers. Garrett was also one of the very first staff producers 
to negotiate for producer's royalities. He also co-authored "The Night Has a 

Thousand Eyes" with Vee. (The tune was just recorded again by the Carpenters.) 
Snuff further created the successful series "The 50 Guitars of Tommy Garrett," 
which just finished at number 35 a few weeks ago. The funny thing is that Tommy 
(Snuff) can't even play guitar. When he left Liberty in the mid sixties he started 
his own independent production company and publishing firm.. His partner in this 
enterprise was a kid he found playing session piano called Leon Russel. To- 
gether they produced all of Gary Lewis and The Playboys' hits. 

The Big Move 

In 1968 Garrett sold his Viva Music catalouge to Warner Bros., for over two 
million dollars in cash. Right then, if he wanted to, he could have produced his 
own Western flick, but he formed instead Garrett Music Enterprises. He produced 
Cher's come back single," Gypsy's Tramps and Thieves" and Vicki Lawrence's 
smash "The Night the Lights Went Out in Georgia." The latter tune was also sup- 
posed to be for Cher, but apparently Sonny didn't think it was a hit. This, as you 
remember, caused some industry controversy a few months ago when Snuff 
severed his producing ties with Cher. However Snuff exclusively told CASH BOX 

last week that they have been reunited and that he is producing what be believes 
her next big hit this week. 

Snuff is also producing Liza Minnelli (her current "Singer" LP is her biggest 
to date) and Jim Nabors. Other principles in Garrett's music enterprise are Don 

Blocker, Ken Revercomb, and arranger Al Kapps, who will be producing Jerry Vale 
for Columbia. At this point the interview came to a hoof -halting stop as Snuff 
rushed out, autograph book in hand, to keep his appointment with Roy.

R LI B INGREDIENTS-I had an opportunity to spend the Memorial 
Day weekend in Detroit and I enjoyed the stay despite some very unsettled 
weather conditions. I also had an opportunity to watch Brian Holland (Holland, 
Dozier, Holland) at work in Motown Studio B. It gave me a great thrill to walk 
into a studio where so many great things had happened. One could almost 
sense the aura of history-contemporary musical history-but, history never- 
theless. Brian was at the console re -mixing a Laura Lee single and the sounds 
he puts together are fantastic. Holland, Dozier, Holland; with their Invictus, 
Hot Wax and Music Merchants labels, are and have been a major entity in the 
creative music field. Brian, readily admitting that he owns a great deal to Berry 
Gordy, spent ten years with Motown and he learned what a studio was all about. 
Brian, who places his emphasis on melodic flow, began strictly as a writer of 
songs; but his fantastic ability with the studio boards puts him in a category 
that is referred to as "genious". He has an incredible ear when it comes to 
sounds. 

Brian and LaMont Dozier are mainly responsible for laying down the basic 
tracks. Then (not to overlook Eddie's talent and contributions) Eddie Holland 
contributes the overall musical concept that is desired. This talented trio have 
and continue to set many musical trends. With numerous hit songs and gold 
records, they are a significant force as a musical entity. 

According to Clarence Tucker, vp in charge of the Invictus, Hot Wax and 
Music Merchants operations; and Ronald Dunbar, vp and exec. producer; 
state that the search is now underway to bring in more creative producers 
and recording/performing talents.

In total sales disk -records were 10,- 
048,000,000 yen (84.5%) and music - 
tapes were 1,840,000,000 yen (15.5%), 
respectively. On the other hand, Japa- 
nese music accounted for 5,356,000,- 
000 yen (45%) while western music 
accounted for 6,540,000,000 yen 
(55%). The sales target of the 23rd

CBS Pub Latin 
Business Up 

2000% In 5 Yrs. 
NEW YORK - CBS International's 
Latin American publishing subsidi- 
aries report an estimated 2000% 
growth in the past five years, a reflec- 
tion of the strong rate of economic 
growth of Latin America as paced by 
Brazil. "Things have gone so well for 
us that occasionally as many as seven 
out of the top ten chart hits in vari- 
ous Latin American countries are 
published by CBS International sub- 
sidiaries," reports Sol Rabinowitz, vp 
of CBS Int'l. 

"Latin America was a sleeping 
giant," Rabinowitz says. "Five years 
ago, no one dreamed of a Latin 
American gold record but today our 
writer/artist Roberto Carlos has a hit 
Discos CBS LP which is on its way to 
becoming the first million selling LP 
or single in Latin America. Released 
in November, 1972, it's already sold 
over 800,000 copies in Brazil alone. 
Repertoire for our Latin affiliates 
consists of an equal mix of local and 
licensed material and as in the sub- 
sidiary recently had three hit songs 
kicked off by TV commercials." 

The four CBS Int'l Latin subsidi- 
aries are run by local personnel. 
Howard Dean McCluskey heads up 
Melograf S.R.L. in Buenos Aires, 
which covers the territories of Argen- 
tina, Chile, Uruguay, Paraguay and 
Bolivia; the Brazilian subsidiaries, 
Editora Mundo Musical and Editora 
Latino Americana De Musica, are 
headed by General Manager Henrique 
Gandelman; in San Jose, Costa Rica, 
Mundo Musical S.A., covers the terri- 
tories of Central America and Pana- 
ma and is managed by Eduardo Le- 
maire. In Mexico, Hector Martinez 
Anaya manages Mundo Musical, S.A.

zuela, Colombia, Ecuador and Peru. 

Manuel Villerreal, vp of Latin 
American operations for CBS Int'1, 
(Naucalpan, Mexico office), works 
closely with Rabinowitz, to oversee 
all Latin American publishing activity 
and maintain close communications 
among their branch offices.

TV Crews Start Filming 
Country Music's Story 
NASHVILLE-Production of WDCN- 
TV's introductory one -hour special 
public television series on the history 
of country music got underway re- 
cently in Nashville with the filming of 
Minnie Pearl, Roy Acuff, the Grand 
Ole Opry, and the Old Time Picking 
Parlor. 

Robert B. Cosner, producer of the 
series, stated that he will center a 
major portion of the special around 
the film of the Grand Ole Opry. The 
film, shot May 25, will include the 
audience for the Opry shows, and the 
backstage atmosphere at the Ryman. 

The introductory program, tenta- 
tively scheduled for release on public 
television in the late fall, will offer 
an overview of the story of the 
Nashville sound. Tracing the roots of 
country music from Elizabethan En- 
gland to the mountains of the 
southeastern United States, the spe- 
cial will document the development 
of the country sound through radio 
and television to its position of na- 
tional prominence today. The special 
will introduce 13 half-hour color pro- 
grams, each focusing on one chapter 
of the story. 

Impetus for the series came from a 
grant to WDCN-TV by the Junior 
League of Nashville, Inc., to produce 
the special. Members of the Junior 
League are serving in several capaci- 
ties in the production. Many other 
segments of the Nashville community 
-writers, performers, music producers 
and country music organizations are 
all involved in assisting the station 
to assure both historical accuracy 
and audience interest throughout the 
programs. 

WDCN-TV, the public television 
station for Nashville, is the produc- 
ing station for both the special and 
the series. The station has selected 
Richard F. Siemanowski of New 
York, winner of two "Emmy" awards 
(Africa, for ABC, and American 
White Paper: U.S. Foreign Policy, 
for NBC), as writer -director of the 
proposed programs. 

WDCN-TV, Nashville's public sta- 
tion, is owned by the Metropolitan 
Board of Education. The public tele- 
vision activities are under the man- 
agement of the Nashville Public Tele- 
vision Council Inc., T. Scott Fille - 
brown, Jr., president. 

Cliffie Stone Joins ATV; 
Nashville Office Planned 
HOLLYWOOD - Cliffie Stone, a vi- 
tal force in country music during the 
past three decades, has joined the 
ATV Music Group as director of its 
country music division. He will head- 
quarter here and, at the same time, 
supervise activities in Nashville and 
other major recording centers. 

The announcement was made by 
Sam Trust, head of the British -based 
music publishing operation, which 
began an aggressive entry into the 
U.S. market in April. 

Stone brings into ATV a number 
of key country artists and writers 
whom he has been producing, among 
them Kay Adams, Molly Bee, Chase 
Martin and Hank Capps. 

Staffing a Nashville office will be 
among the first responsibilities for 
Stone, according to Trust, who 
added, "Nothing gives me greater 
pleasure than reuniting with Cliffie, 
whose skills and proven record of 
success in country music is well- 
known." 

Stone and Trust earlier were asso- 
ciated at Beechwood Music, the Capi- 
tol Industries publishing subsidiary 
headed by the latter. Central Songs, 
the country music link at Beechwood, 
was formed and operated by Stone, 
who subsequently sold it to Capitol 
Industries and, until last year, con- 
tinued to head that firm. 

Under his direction, Central Songs 
became one of the world's most im- 
portant country music catalogs, and 
in the process, Stone helped develop 
a roster of significant country art- 

'ists, such as Tennessee Ernie Ford,

Buck Owens, Ferlin Husky, Lefty

Long active in country music 
affairs, Stone is a former board mem- 
ber of the Country Music Association 
and this year is serving as president 
of the Academy of Country and 
Western Music in Hollywood. 

The ATV Music Group is part of 
Sir Lew Grade's London -based ATV 
entertainment complex. Its publishing 
activities, comprising five active cat- 
alogs and a series of significant 
copyrights, including many songs by 
the Beatles, will now be coordinated 
through a fully -owned operation. 

In addition to the catalogs, Trust 
and his organization will be dealing 
with soundtracks from various TV 
series produced overseas for world- 
wide distribution, including the 
"Strauss Family" eight -part series 
set for ABC-TV airing, and from mo- 
tion pictures, including Paul McCart- 
ney compositions for the next James 
Bond film, "Live and Let Die." 

Said Trust, "We're into every mar- 
ket, on an aggressive basis. Now, 
with the addition of Cliffie Stone, we 
will enjoy the best possible thrust 
into the country music field. 

Additionally, a series of key staff 
appointments were made by Trust on 
both coasts. 

Butch Parker was named west 
coast professional manager, comple- 
menting Steve Love, who will hold 
the same position in New York. 

Irving Chezar will have adminis- 
trative responsibilities in the east, 
while Frances Amitin will direct 
copyright supervision in Los Ange- 
les. Diane Parker will handle general 
coordination on the west coast. 

Further staff appointments will be 
made in the 60 to 90 days, according 
to Trust. 

The ATV Music Group will operate 
in New York at 1370 Avenue of the 
Americas and, beginning June 1, at 
6255 Sunset Boulevard in Holly- 
wood. 

Country Artist of the Week: 
KRIS KRISTOFFERSON 

LIVING THE LEGEND-Kris Kristofferson says "call these echoes of the 
goings -up and comings -downs, walking pneumonia and run-of-the-mill mad- 
ness, colored with guilt, pride and a vague sense of despair." The man Kristof- 
fer Kristofferson is a very complex human being, as is usual with most gifted 
people. 

Born in Brownsville, Texas, on June 22 (on the cusp of Gemini-Cancer), 
Kris is the son of a retired Air Force major general, so it was expected that 
he would follow a military career. 

A Golden Gloves boxer, an ROTC commander in college, a Rhodes Scholar 
with a degree from Oxford, Kris devoted five years to military service flying 
helicopters in Germany, held a commission as a captain in the Air Force and 
an assignment as an instructor in Fnr'' Tit then 
he took a good look at himself, 'i: ,. c ,, a 
writer. 

He left the Army and moved to Naaiiv ilie any' tìte o (t Limes sïarted, times 
of refining the gold. He had written two novels and many songs but he saw a 
number of years of financial worry and servile work before success came. 

Many friends walked beside Kris on his way to becoming recognized as one 
of the great writers of the generation. Chief among them was Bob Beckham, 
vice president and general manager of Combine Music (for which Kris writes). 
Fred Foster, president of Monument Records, signed Kris to a recording con- 
tract. Then hit songs were recorded by top artists, songs like "For The Good 
Times." "Help Me Make It Through The Night," "Jody and The Kid," "Loving 
Her Was Easier," "Me and Bobby McGee," "Sunday Morning Coming Down," 
and on and on the songs keep winning every top award in every field. 

Kris is not a country artist and writer, writing and singing country songs, 
neither is he a folk writer and artist, nor is he what is called "pop." 

Kristoffer Kristofferson belongs to a universal world where all men hear 
music. His words and melodies capture the essence of a feeling and the listener 
can connect. 

Kris has just begun and is moving into other creative artistic fields where 
he is rapidly showing his abilities. The Warner Bros. movie "Blume In Love" 
in which he played a leading role, is a top contender at the 1973 Cannes Fes- 
tival in France. "Pat Garrett and Billy the Kid," a Sam Peckinpah MGM movie, 
co-stars Kris as Billy the Kid, with James Coburn, Bob Dylan, Jason Robards, 
Barry Sullivan and others. 

Kris Kristofferson bears the burden of a man endowed with so many creative 
talents it will take more than one lifetime to pursue them all. 

His current hit single titled "Why Me" was produced by Fred Foster and 
Dennis Linde.
