LP; Goldmark
Reflections

STAMFORD, CONN. — Twenty-five
yvears ago this month the Colum-
bia Broadecasting System introduced
what it termed the 33-Y5 rpm “long-
playing record” or LP, perfected by a
Hungarian immigrant named DPeter
Goldmark. Earlier attempts to make
music with 33Y5 rpm speed were not
too successful.

How has Goldmark fared? “I’ve al-
ways been a salaried individual,” he
said on the 25th anniversary of his
invention and revealed that he has
never received financial royalties on
the development which quickly be-
came a world industry. When he left
CBS several years ago, he was head
of CBS Laboratories.

Looking back on the LP and its
development Goldmark, who now
heads his own company Goldmark
Communications Corp.,, a subsidiary
of Warner Communications Ine., said:
“I’ve always invented for societal ben-
efit. Unless I knew that something I
was asked to explore would benefit
people directly, I turned it down.”

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Sen. Buckley Seeks Wide
Fed. Probe Of Industry

NEW YORK — TU.S. Sen. James
Buckley has called for a thorough,
multi-agency investigation of the
recording business.

The New York Republican-
Conservative held a press conference
at his office in New York last Mon-
day (25) and through a prepared
statement and question-and-answer
period stated that alleged use of
drugs and other forms of payola
within the industry called for such
action.

He declared in his statement that he
had written four individuals “request-
ing that they institute appropriate ac-
tion”: Dean Burch, chairman of the
Federal Communications System, At-
torney General Elliott Richardson,
Clay T. Whitehead, director of the
Office of Telecommunications Policy,
and Sen. John Pastore, (D-R.1.) chair-
man of the Subcommittee on Com-
munications. In addition, Sen. Buckley
said he had instructed members of
his own staff to conduct an inquiry
into the music industry.

Here is the full text of the state-
ment by Sen. Buckley:

The dismissal last month of the
president of <C.B.S. Records has
touched off a number of allegations
and rumors affecting C.B.S. Records
in particular and the record industry

in general.

In a column published in the New
York Times last week under the title,
“The Drugola Scandel,” William
Safire writes of what he says is ‘“the
use of hard drugs—cocaine and he-
roin—by the businessmen in music to
bribe their distribution outlets, or to
entertain their entertainers.” Mr.
Safire further states that hard drugs
are “the new currency of the record
industry.” What is particularly dis-
turbing is his allegation that execu-
tives of the Columbia Broadcasting
System are, in effect, covering uo this
scandel.

I have no way of knowing if Mr.
Safire’s allegations are correct. Nor
do I know whether the stories now
being circulated about business prac-
tices in the record industry arve re-
motely close to the facts. Last Tues-
day’s Wall Street Journal, for ex-
ample, reported that ‘“rumors and
vague charges of mob infiltration, pay-
offs in sex and drugs and outright
fraud have shaken the industry’s ex-
ecutive ranks.”

These rumors and allegations are
deeply disturbing. Their implications
are serious. They reflect on a major
industry—much of it headquartered in
New York State—that accounts for

Phonogram_La;eISFhrough
Malverne In Four Markets

‘Innovation’
Cited By Label

CHICAGO — Phonogram Inc. says
it’s the first major company to en-
courage and act on a “major innova-
tion and breakthrough” for indepen-
dent distribution. Malverne Distribu-
ting in New York will serve as dis-
tributor of the Phonogram line (Mer-
cury, Philips, Vertigo) in four ad-
jacent and related territories, ac-
cording to Irwin Steinberg, president
of Phonogram. The move will be
effective July 2.

The territories include New York,
New Jersey, Hartford, Conn., and
Boston. These areas comprise over 17
per cent of the national market, based
on Phonogram’s figures. Previously,
all of the label’s distributcrs each
handled one of the areas.

All areas will be serviced through
Malverne’s warehouse in Long Island,
according to Lou Simon, senior vice
president/director of marketing. Si-
mon said a thorough investigation
into the logistics of servicing the
Hartford and Bostdn areas from New
York were made jointly by Phono-
gram and Malverne. The investigation
showed overnight service from Long
Island to be ‘virtually 1009% effec-
tive.”

Hirsch Comments

According to Al Hirsch, president
of Malverne, the move represents the
“need for a super independent concept
for the welfare of the industry which
can nullify weaknesses in the inde-
pendent distribution area.” Hirsch
said that the company will service the
four areas with an individual sales
force, sales manager and promotion
manager. While the New Jersey area
will be serviced out of New York,
offices have been opened in East
Hartford at 1128 Main St. and in
Boston at 77 Summer St. Malverne
was the original Mercury Records dis-
tributor in New York when the label
was formed in 1946. In 1955, Mercury
opened a branch system, but returned
to indie distribution three years ago,
at which time Malverne re-gained the
line.

“This move permits us to consoli-

date and coordinate total marketing
and promotion efforts in a wide
area,” according to Jules Abramson,
sales manager.

Although there are no other specific
plans to further consolidate distribu-
tion at this time, the possibility does
exist only under the right conditions,
Abramson concluded.

Knight Action

NEW YORK -- Bhaskar Menon,
president of Capitol Records Inc. and
Capitol Industries Inc., has been sub-
poenaed as a material witness in the
multi-million dollar breach of con-
tract suits by Terry Knight against
member of Grand Funk Railroad.

Through Capitol, Knight’s lawyers
say, Menon was served with a subpoe-
na on June 25 and has been scheduled
to appear in New York on July 5 to
testify as to his knowledge of the
facts in the Federal case.

Capitol’s alleged involvement first
became public when Knight charged
that New York attorney John East-
man induced the members of Grand
Funk Railroad away from his man-
agement firm prior to Marea 7, 1972
and that sometime thereafter Farner,
Schacher and Brewer signed a three-
yvear contract with Capitol and al-
legedly received an approximate ad-
vance of $300,000 against future roy-
alties while still under contract to
Knight.

Knight recently filed suit in U.S.
Federal Court in New York which
charged Capitol, under Menon’s pres-
idency, with unlawful conversion of
funds. Knight has charged Capitol
with illegally converting more than
$510,545.97 in record royaities due
Knight’s companies for its own use.

i(nigilt Decision
Re. GFR Trademark
Case In Knoxville

NEW YORK — Terry Knight has
secured another decision in the multi-
ple court battles involving the alleged
trademark violations on the Grand
Funk Railroad tour last fall.

The U.S. Federal Court in
Knoxville entered a judgment of de-
fault against GFR Enterprises, one of
the three defendants in Knight’s suit
seeking $300,000 in damages.

Knight has brought a shareholders
suit against GFR, the Knoxville Civie
Center Auditorium and the city of
Knoxville for alleged infringement of
the registered trademarks “Grand
Funk” and Grand Funk Railroad”.
The trademarks are registered with
the U.S. Patent Office and Knight has
charged the auditorium and city with
illegally making a profit from the
unauthorized use of the mark.

The trial to hear the charges again-
st the city and the auditorium will be
held in the Federal Courthouse in
Knoxville on July 30.

Meanwhile, it was disclosed that the
scheduled Grand Funk Railroad per-
formance at the Singer Bowl!l in New
York was cancelled last week. Prior
to this, Knight publicly denied rumors
of a settlement in any of the cases. In
his statement to the press Knight
confirmed that all unauthorized users
of the trademarks would be “vigor-
ously prosecuted”. A spokesman for
Grand Funk said that the New York
date was cancelled because the group
had many “rain dates” to make-up.
Group will play the Roosevelt Stadi-
um in Jersey City.

particular needs. He discussed demos
and said that a writer should not try
to make a demo that sounded like a
finished record. It then would be
judged as a record, not as a song. The
demo should only reflect the writer’s
intent and style.

Billy Taylor contributed several
suggestions on ways to go that would
foster writer-record company rela-
tions. Taylor noted a deep concern of
the need for copyright revision, and
more rigorous enforcement of the
laws concerning piracy. Taylor called
for a strong letter writing ecampaign
by writers and their friends to Con-
gressmen,

Other writers asked whether AS-
CAP and BMI writers could collabo-
rate.

NEW YORK — A $110,948.64 damage
suit has been filed in Federal District
Court here against Al Ross and ASR

The suit asserts that Ross, who al-
legedly at no time had a proprietary
interest in the corporation, wrongful-
ly attempted to induce clients and
prospective clients of Levinson Asso-
ciates, Inc., to instead become Ross
clients. This, the suit declares, vio-
lated a written agreement between
Ross and the firm, and it interfered
with contractual relations the firm
had with its clients,

The record industry has oftened been likened to an aleatory vinyl wheel of
fortune when it comes to predicting the odds of success. It's a lot of chance, and
chance seems to depend on the turn of a card (rather the return of a r.s.v.p. card
sent to notable critics and members of the press, whose presence can sometimes
influence success). It is the toss of a coined campaign—slogans of tumidity
rather than humility which help to promote prosperity—and of course it is the
spin of a disc, providing that program directors remember the catchy slogan that
usually accompanies each piece of vinyl: As Tony Randall would probably say,
speaking for his Odd Couple character Felix Unger, “Oh the fortuity and fatuity of
it all.”

In this ambience of chance one discovers that even the Odd Couple TV starrers
Tony Randall and Jack Klugman have made themselves a record. Not one for
Guinness Book of World Records although the fact that neither of them (especial-
ly Jack) is considered an accomplished singer could earn them recognition there.

Luck was on their side. All the critics and press turned up. The Odd Couple
party was held at Pips on a fading weekday afternoon. Earlier that day a piano
had been specially procurred and moved into the private key club with the
understanding that it would have to be one that would self destruct on a certain
key or would be moved out immediately at the reception’s close, along with party
crashers and others who didn’t own a Pips passe-partout. The piano, for the first
hour or so, served as a place to support bibulous guests and as a spot where
they could set down their hors d’oeuvers.

NEW YORK—SPEEDY KEEN: AND THE NEXT THUNDERCLAP YOU HEAR.

Before beginning, let me preface by stating that spending an afternoon with
Speedy Keen was quite a pleasing and memorable experience. Possibly the most
impressive aspect of the man was his genuine sincerity and his absolutely “real”
nature. Real performers are hard to find and it's always a true find when sincerity
is obvious.

John ‘‘Speedy”” Keen is but 27 years old. If the name isn’t familiar yet, it will
be. He first came to public light as a result of his participation with the
Thunderclap Newman group anc their brilliant, classic ‘““Something In The Air”’
single and “‘Hollywood Dream"” album, but that was not the actual musical
beginning for the man. As a writer, Speedy composed ““Club Of Lights'’' for Oscar,
the lead performer in the British version of '‘Hair”" as well as "“I’'m An Ear,” which
was performed by The Who on their “The Who Sell Out” LP.

Speedy also produced in England for a time. Some of his works include albums
by Valentine (unreleased in the 3States) and (believe it or not) Frankie Reed and
His Rock and Roll Circus. Which brings us to the present and Speedy’s solo debut
LP, “‘Previous Convictions,” an absolute gem of a disk.

“Previous Convictions” is, in effect, Speedy Keen's baby, and a product of
which he is quite proud and justifiably so. Included on the album along with his
own material, Speedy included a version of Bob Dylan’s classic “Positively Fourth
Street’’. As for the inclusion of the song, Speedy says that he always wanted to
be original but his respect for Dylan as the “man of the moment for the
generation” was overwhelming. The inclusion of the song should be flattering to

No one expected that this music box in the guise of a table would suddenly
lend itself to a “simple melody’ that Tony and Jack would sing along to under
the glare of TV cameras. When the song ended so had the party. The post-party
comments were very favorable. Everyone thought the food was good and guests
especially heeded the message printed on tenuous cocktail napkins, which read,
“The Odd Couple Sings?”’

Turn of a card, toss of a coin, and the flop of a page on the calendar showed
lunch with the comic duo at a Hollywood restaurant. Randall and Klugman were
found conspicuously squeezed into a booth, their glutei barely holding on. This
wasn’t even their table but rather that of friends they had table-hopped to for a
moment. They rose to greet their CASHBOX interviewer and then looked to each
other with hopes of being led to the properly designated table. About this time a
consultation with the maitre d’' seemed like the appropriate thing to do. His
answer: “No reservation but we’ll try to accomodate you as soon as possible."

“No reservation,” Klugman protested in disbelief, threatening that he was
hungry enough to forgo the restaurant in favor of a hot dog stand across the
street. Klugman didn't mean to be short tempered, but it was just that he had
been up since six that morning promoting the record. And while Klugman
protested, Randall maintained his civilized countenance and offered smiles that
suggested that Klugman was only kidding. Finally the benign owner of the
establishment rushed over to Randall and his ailing gourmand, apologized for the
service and secured them a table. Now Klugman was feeling better. He really
didn’t want a hot dog anyway as he quickly placed his order for eggs benedict.

Now the interview was almost ready to commence. It did, right after a woman
escorted her two-year-old daughter up to the table in pursuit of an autograph.
The toddler was obviously too young to even know what the word “autograph”
even meant, but she knew that mommy wanted her to hand Mr. Klugman a piece
of paper and a pen. When the mother had got what she wanted, they toddled
away. Tony's aside: “The schmucky woman."

While the food was being prepared, Tony explained the preparations that went
into the making of their album. Randall tells us that the LP was conceived by

Dylan as Speedy's treatment is definitely one of tender, loving care. He also
believes that the song was advanced for the time it was released and that it is
definitely suited for today and that today’s generation should listen to it's lyrics
very closely. He admits to never attempting to top the original, just to portray the
song to the next generation coming up, a generation with which he is quite
concerned.

Speedy is a conscious individual in that he is very concerned about the prob-
lems of the seventies and admits to his concern over the drug problems of the
generation. In fact, he is in the process of writing an ‘‘expose” of morphine in
the form of song.

Speedy Keen is a drummer Ly trade, but plays guitar and keyboards as well.
More specifically, he is a renaissance musician. He learns instruments and how to
play them for the parts he wants to play on his recordings. His past session work
includes studio time with John McVie and his group and “‘Screaming’” Lord
Sutch, among others, previous to his association with Andy Newman and the
Thunderclap group.

In describing the “sound’” and “‘intention” of Thunderclap Newman, Speedy
simply explains that at the time everyone was duplicating a basic hard rock
sound, but the result was that everyone ended up creating basically the same
thing. Thunderclap tried, and succeeded in creating that “new’’ sound and as
Speedy puts it, “the formula simply worked'. The dissolution of the group came
as a disappointment to many but Speedy claims that in the near future,
Thunderclap may very well give it a go again . . . we certainly hope so.

As an individual performer Speedy is ready to begin performing but won’t do so
in the States until the Fall when he will be the opening act on the Who's
American tour. His philosophy on performing live is simply that he's hoping to
relate to his audiences on a personal level. Speedy Keen to audience, as opposed
to Speedy Keen's material to audience. Judging by the warm, individual, friendly
nature of the man. he should'nt have too much difficulty. He sincerely believes
that performances should never have to be a battle, especially when opening for
a band such as The Who. He even admits to possibly becoming embarrassed over
a positive crowd reaction. On the other hand, Speedy related that a negative

He certainly deserves
whatever degree of success his aspirations hold. Speedy Keen, to put things in
proper perspective, is a nice guy. Americans are certainly in for a treat.

Klugman interjected,”” They offered to pay my way to London. | figured
a free trip like that would be worth it.”” A cursory recounting shows that Tony is
the more seasoned singer of the two. He has previously cut two more albums and
a Broadway show (‘‘Oh Captain’’) while Klugman has only had one Broadway cast
album (“Gypsy’’). Jack did recall the time he sung a song called ‘‘Lucky’ in a
film of the same title. It was relatively easy for him to recall since he seldom
sings. The song ‘‘Lucky’’ describes Klugman's singing abilities. Tony Randall has
his own lucky song called “‘Lucky Lindy" off of one of his old solo albums. He
recently sang it at a party before the man in charge of the Metropolitan Opera.
When queried as to how the fellow liked it, Tony said, ‘‘His compliment was ‘In all
my years of opera | have never heard a voice like yours.""

Klugman hasn’t been “lucky'’ enough yet to see his English muffins soaked in
hollidaise sause but in the endurance he continues to politely answer questions
about “The Odd Couple Sings."”

When asked about his paid vacation in London, he replied, ‘‘Five grueling days
at ten hours a day. Every time | thought we had finished a song, Tony. . .” he
paused in ambivilence and then continued, “kept telling us we could do it better.
Tony is a perfectionist.”” The perfectionist admitted to many, many retakes in the
studio until finally there was no more studio time left. Had the studio time been
unlimited, Jack might have still been eating his eggs benedict there. Klugman
revealed that on the parts where the two of them had to harmonize Tony would
record his part first and then sing in Jack’s ear the correct part for tone deft
Klugman to emulate. Tony said, ‘‘You see I'd hum along in his ear,” and Klug-

man spoofed, ““And | followed him anywhere.”

On the record Tony and Jack sing some Broadway tunes and some pop.
London may release “You're So Vain'' as a single. Randall conceeded that he had
never heard of the song until they sent him a copy of it to learn. Tony, in fact,
has never purchased a pop record before. The last record he bought was
Kathleen Ferrier's “Kindertolenlieder.'” Jack's last visit to a record store was for
an LP by Steve and Edye.

Both Jack and Tony will tour in Neil Simon’s “Odd Couple’ for a part of the
summer, then resume their fifth year on the television show. In departing from
the restaurant a pedestrian caught sight of their album cover and mumbled to
themselves aloud, “The Odd Couple Sings. Gee | didn't know that.”” Odds are that
most don't, but hearing is believing. Odds are that most will like the package in a,

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Angel Film Writer LP Series

LOS ANGELES — Citing its stand-
ing as the only major classical record
label with a Hollywood homea office
(Capitol Records at Hollywood and
Vine), Angel is seriously into the
film music scene. In fact, two new
releases of music by Miklos Rozsa
and Alfred Newman are being added
to their movie catalog this month.

Merchandising and advertising
manager Brad Engel, himself a movie
soundtrack collector, points out the
immense popularity enjoyed teday by
soundtracks and modern recordings
of vintage themes. “Beyond the fa-
mous scores by great estzblished
composers like Walton’s Shake-
spearean films, Prokofiev’s ‘Alexan-
der Nevsky’ and ‘Ivan the Terrible’
and Shostakovich’s many film scores
(we have two albums from these on
Melodiyva/Angel), there is all the fine
work being done by the Hollywood
professionals. Rozsa and Newman
represent a golden age of underscor-
ing, but there are the younger com-
posers whose innovations have added
much to the art. On Angel we recent-
ly released Richard Rodney Bennett’s
‘Lady Caroline Lamb’ and Alfred
Ralston’s ‘Young Winston.” ard John
Lanchbery’s score for ‘Peter Rabbit
and Tales of Beatrix Potter’ was a
surprise hit.”

One of Angel’s best-selling
soundtrack albums is “Henry VIII
and His Six Wives”; while the

feature film has not yet been released
in America, the album benefits, Engel
believes, from the exposure of com-
Orange,” ‘Slaughterhouse-Five’ and
for the similarly titled BBC-TV
series, “The Six Wives of Henry
VIII,” which also featured actor
Keith Michell and authentic English
Renaissance music.

Films that incorporate the elassics,
Brad Engel says, are a tremendous
boost for classical record sales. “ ‘El-
vira Madigan,” ‘2001 ‘A Clockwork
Orange,” ‘Slaughterhouse-Five’ and
‘Ludwig’ stimulated catalog sales on
the legitimate classical repertoire

utilized in the films. And we've made
much of the music readily accessible
in albums tied specifically to the
films. Our philosophy here is towards
complete compositions whenever pos-
sible—not just the snippets.”

Angel’s two new albums, “Miklos
Rozsa Conducts His Great Film Mu-
sic” (8S-36063) and “Alfred Newman
Conducts His Great Film Music” (S-
36066), were recorded by Angel’s
parent firm Capitol, and won praise
for their stereo sound when original-
ly releases. ‘“But remastering has
made them even better. Besides,
they’ve been very scarce for the last
few vears since the Capitol Classics
line was dismantled, and the current
film music revival was the perfect
time to bring them back.”

amgng the scientific profession,” he
said.

Goldmark, who developed the LP
because of his love for classical music
(he became annoyed with constant in-
terruptions to classical musical move-
ments with 78 rpm records and
sought a method to improve it),
mused that he still gets a courtesy
copy of new LP’s. He has received a
copy of every long-playing record
produced by Columbia and other rec-
ord producers and owns one of the
country’s most complete record li-
braries. He even received a gold copy
of the Russians’ first long-playing rec-
ord in recognition of his achievement.

The holder of more than 160 pa-
tents, Goldmark describes the years of
invention on the LP and other de-
velopments in his biography “Maver-
ick Inventor: My Turbulent Years In
CBS” to be published in November.

more than $2 billion in sales per
year—more than the aggregate re-
ceipts from professional sports and
the film industry combined.

But what is particularly disturbing
about the allegations of corruption in
the recording industry, is that the
sales of their ma_jor money earners,
rock and pop music, are geared spe-
cifically to a young, predominantly
teen-age audience. It is common
knowledge that drugs are an integral
part of the rock music scene. If it is
true that hard drugs have become
“the new currency of the record in-
dustry,” if drugs are in fact used as
an inducement to sign on enter-
tainers, one ‘has to ask the extent to
which these practices may explain the
drug-orientation in rock music of
which so many have complained.

There is still another aspect of the
matter that concerns me. Young
Americans may not read The Wall
Street Journal or the business pages
of the New York Times, but they are
the principal readers of such publica-
tions as Rolling Stone that cater to
their interests in pop and rock music.
The feature article in the current is-
sue of Rolling Stone reports in detail
on the charges of payola and cover-
ups at C.B.S. Their impression of
business ethics and practices, there-
fore, may be colored to an unusual
degree by the reporting of these de-
velopments. It is therefore extremely
important that future issues of Rol-
ling Stone and other publications
such as Newsweek be able to report
that this whole matter has been sub-
mitted to the broadest, most probing
investigation, and those found guilty
of breaches of the law appropriately
punished.

We must make it clear that we do
not maintain a double standard
where white-collar crimes are con-
cerned. We must demonstrate that we
will pursue and prosecute corruption
and fraud in business with the same
determination that we pursue crimes
committed in other areas of life. I
hope we do not have a corporate
Watergate on our hands; but if we do
it is vitally important that we seek
the truth about ethical and legal
abuses in the record industry with the
same determination that we are pur-
suing the truth in the Watergate
affair.

I am aware that criminal investiga-
tions are now underway with respect
to charges of wrongdoing at Colum-
bia Records and elsewhere. I do not
suggest that less than a thoroughly
competent job is being done in their
investigation. These charges, howev-
er, have given rise to such grave
questions as to prevailing business
practices in the industry as a whole—
questions involving fraud on the con-
sumer, trafficking in drugs, corrupt
and unfair business practices, and un-
derworld involvement that I believe
the broadest possible inquiry should
be launched by the appropriate enfor-
cement, legislative and regulatory
arms of the Federal Government. To
this end I have written the following
individuals, requesting that they insti-
tute appropriate action: Dean Burch,
Chairman of the Federal Communica-
tions Commission; Attorney General
Elliott Richardson; Clay Whitehead,
Director of the Office of Telecommu-
nications Policy; and Senator John
Pastore, Chairman of the Subcommit-
tee on Communications.

Pending the receipt of assurances
that this matter will in fact be given
immediate and careful attention, I
have directed members of my staff to
conduct a thorough investigation of
all the available facts relevant to the
allegations that have been made con-
cerning business practices in the rec-
ord industry.

Their bubbling
enthusiasm made onlookers momen-
tarily forget they were viewing tyros
going pro.

Next came Motown’s Willie Hutch,
whose stage act is also relatively
new. Backed by three svelte girls,
he sang all of his own compositions
including his current hit ‘“Brother’s
Gonna Work It Out.” As soon as this
particular brother works out a few
rough edges he’ll turn into a major
concert/club performer.

Avco’s Stylisties brought their mel-
low nuances to the stage next. Their
long string of hits are performed
with fine cheoreographed tableaux.

Finally it was time for an act that
was celebrating its tenth anniversary
in the music business, Motown’s
Temptations.

The question was answered with
dispatch as soon as Climax Blues
Band took the stage. Climax Blues
Band is not just another blues band.

The Sire Recording artists repre-
sent a musical strain much broader
than the traditional blues form, for
one thing. It’s 1973, but people still
feel the blues. They still want to wail,
jump and shout, and they want a basie
rhythmic pattern, easily identifiable,
a common experience, to relate to
while they boogie. So we will have
blue-eyed blues since that’s the idiom
most of the pop/rock audience is able
to swing with. Climax’s vocal harmon-
ies resemble the Everly Brothers’
vocals more than the gravel-throated
traditional blues style. Their sax is
incredible, pushed through a Leslie
speaker! Lyries are timely, more in
keeping with today’s audiences. The
band enjoys working together as a
unit. The audience howled for more.
A successful evening!

Iabulous Rhinestones play very
traditional blues with a passion.

Movie Review:

Jesus Christ Superstar

RIVOLI THEATRE, N.Y.C.—In the
beginning there was the Original Cast
LP which soon followed by the Broad-
wayv production and the resulting
Broadway Cast LI’. Now, or as the
publicity campaign has been stating
it, “and now the film . . .” and the
accompanying Soundtrack. Oversatu-
ration? Quite possibly.

“Jesus Christ Superstar” has been
made into a full length feature film
that is truly dazzling to say the least.
Filmed in the Israeli desert, the raw
extravagance of the natural set is awe
inspiring and director Norman Jewison
(“In The Heat Of The Night,” “Fid-
dler On The Roof,” etec.) utilizes the
natural grace of the environment to
the hilt. It’s a shame that the cast is
not up to the occasion.

“Superstar” is still a rock opera.
There is no dialogue to be found in
the just under two hour spectacular,
but that’s what opera is all about
anyway. The real problem lies in the
totally unbelievable manner in which
the majority of the cast performs, or
at least emotes, the now-classic ma-
terial. The fact that the music has
been post-synched mayv have some-
thing to do with it. but overemotional-
ism probably is the greatest culprit.

Ted Neeley, as Jesus, looks the part,
especially on those frozen frames that
catch the sincerity in his eyes, but as
an actor performing the brilliant
“Superstar’” material, he leaves a good
deal to be desired. His portrayal of
Christ is shallow and for the most
part lacking in foundation. As for the
remainder of the cast, there are a few
acceptable performances but the weak
definitely outnumber the strong.

Yvonne Elliman, again recreating
the role of Mary Magdalene, seems a
bit too shy for the part but occasion-
ally shines in bringing a certain sweet
innocence to the character. She is fea-
tured in one of the film’s emotional
highlights, the “I Don’t Know How
To Love Him” sequence, which was
shot during early evening and is a
display of true cinematic magnificence.
The song speaks for itself.

Two characters worthy of mention
for their fine performances are Joshua
Mostel, as King Herod, in a wonder-
ing mock comic role, and Carl Ander-
son, as Judas Iscariot, who in being on

WHISKEY, L. A—How do you talk
about music when its presence seems
to be an ancillary, if not accidental,
circumstance to a group’s perform-
ance? And performance it was. Col-
umbia’s Iggy, glistening with sweat
over his near-nude muscled body sug-
gested a frustrated athlete in rhap-
sodic splendor as he combed and
climbed around the stage enjoving to
the hilt the fuss and ruckus down
where we were.

As an afterthought,
you may feel yvou are going to expire
in one vulgar swoop, but there are
worse ways.

THIS PRICE IS RIGHT—Alan Price—Parrot—
PAS 71018

The truth of the matter is that Alan Price
has newver been wrong and his recent “‘O
Lucky Man’ sound track proves that state-
ment decisively. This ‘‘classic’ re-issue covers
the keyboardist’s early solo performing days
and, to once again reveal truth, should have
been re-released long before this. Included
here are Alan’s great performances of “‘| Put A
Spell On You,” “Simon Smith And His Amaz-
ing Dancing Bear,”” ‘‘Living Without You' and
“The Hcouse That Jack Built.”” Not only is the
Price right, so is the material and the excite-
ment it generates. A very necessary addition
to anyone’s collection from a very talented
and very necessary artist of our times.

RICHARD TUCKER & ROBERT MERRILL AT
CARNEGIE HALL—LONDON BP 26351

The voice, that grand instrument, is what
this set is all about. And how glorious are the
voices of Richard Tucker and Robert Merrill,
captured here during their memorable Carne-
gie Hall concert last Jan. The two men do
solos, duets on great opera pieces plus two
lighter numbers, “If | weré a Rich Man” from
“Fiddler on the Roof"’ and the Yiddish favor-
ite, ‘““Raisins with Almonds.”” George Schick’s
piano is the only accompaniment, except, of
course, for the rapturous applause that greets
each artist’s performance.

TEN WHEEL DRIVE—Capitol—ST 11199

Entering into ‘‘Phase Three’’ of their power
shift, Ten Wheel Drive appears with what
might as well be their ‘““debut’” LP. The group
has been restructured and now includes Ann
Sutton (former temporary lead singer of the
Rascals) as vocalist and an almost entirely
rearranged rhythm section. The results are
fine and should do much to put the group
back on the map. Highlighting this collection
of jazz-rock oriented tunes are ‘‘Ezra,” '‘Mon-
soon Rain”” and “Close Up The Cheese” as
strong single possibilities, but take this collec-
tion as one entity. A pleasant surprise to say
the least.

Actually, the title here should be “No Turn-
ing Back’ considering that this is a major
turnig point for this fine veteran musician-
songwriter. The turn to solo performing is
going to prove a wise move, though, as Eddie
demonstrates a tender ability to spin a song
and portray his lyrics with a strong degree of
believeability. Best single possibility is ‘‘Natu-
ral Drive,”” a solid moderately paced rocker
which could turn on an audience to this fine
performer. Those folks backing Eddie include
Felix Pappalardi, Noel Stookey and Rusty
Young, with Stookey producing as well. There
are going to be ears turning around to this
one so start listening closely.

NED DOHENY—Asylum—SD 5059

With each release, it's becoming more ap-
parent that Asylum is fast becoming the rich-
est label around today. The release of this Ned
Doheny debut LP only solidifies that trend.

Tony Joe has finally come up with the per-
fect dessert to serve up following his very
tasty “Polk Salad Annie.”” This collection will
do much to increase his following and take
this fine songwriter to the heights, as a per-
former, finally. In what is a very homey collec-
tion, from down home cover design to soft,
country oriented folk, Tony Joe displays a
warm, individual talent that cannot be denied.
From *“California On My Mind"" to Saturday

PAPER MOON—Original Recordings featured
in the Soundtrack—Paramount PAS 1012

Set in the 30's, the track of the much-
acclaimed Peter Bogdanovich film contains 15
original recordings from the 30's, including
perrormances by Bing Crosby, Paul Whiteman,
Dick Powell, Hoagy Carmichael, Tommy Dor-
sey, among others.

This LP is more than just a case of two for
the price of one.

The keynote is rock,
but the accents are definitely on tight harmon-
ies and fine musicianship. Best tracks include

bers of the Association and clients
of the Harry Fox Agency. He
opened the meeting with a resume
of the history and development of

the Association and the Fox Agen-
¢y, its licensing service.

Leonard Feist, NMPA’s Executive
Vice President, reported on the cur-
rent situation relative to U.S. copy-
right revision, and recent copyright
developments abroad. He also report-
ed on the Association’s activities in
other legislative areas and gave a
forecast of developments which might
be anticipated in the near future.

Following a report of develop-
ments in the anti-piracy field by Mr.

Inter-
estingly enough the country pro-
grammers have picked up on the flip,
a Gordon Lightfoot penning of “Red-
wood Hill.”

Sweet Plum’s newest entry, “Sit-
ting On A Poor Man’s Throne” by
Copper Penny has shown early indi-
cations of becoming a national hap-
pening. London Records, distributors
of the label, have manned a national
promotion of the single.

United Artists have another Cana-
dian happening in Snakeye’s “Blue
Feeling.” They are also moving well
with  Karl Epikson’s “Carnival
Town.”

Polydor have their foot in the door
with “Bongo Rock’” by the Incredible
String Band, a Vancouver-based
group who release on the Pride label.
Polydor still look good with the
“Carry On” deck by CIiff and Ann
Edwards although some of the sup-
port they thought they had from ma-
jor contemporary stations hasn’t
come through.

WEA have come strong with sever-
al new releases, one being the Van
Morrison release of “Warm Love.”
They are also looking good with a
Canadian entry, “We Are All Of Us”
by Michael Vincent on the Atlantic
label. The big Canadian news from
WEA js the phenomenal success of
Michael Tarry’s ‘“Rosalie.” This sin-
gle has been one the entire Canadian
industry have been keeping their eyes
on. The deck was released in the U.S.
a couple of weeks ago and early indi-

cations have it making gradual
gains. CKLW is still playlisting the
single and now that product is in the
stores in Detroit it’s just a matter of
time before it hits that all powerful
chart. Tarry will be working closely
with the Detroit promotion people
for WEA in an effort to get the
record off the ground.

Capitol’s entries are still holding
out with Anne Murray’s “What
About Me” as strong as ever with the
adult contemporary and country pro-
grammers. Edward Bear’s “Close
Your Eyes” is close behind with Sky-
lark’s “Wildflower” now descending
the charts. The Helen Reddy deck;
“Delta Dawn” has shot up the charts
with incredible speed.

London has a tiger by the tail with
“Soul Makossa” by Manu Dibango.
They almost lost a grip on this one
with the threat of several covers
making it into the market before
they could get it off the press. Mike
Doyle, national promotion for the la-
bel however, pulled all stops and rush
shipped the single in time to save the
day for London.

A&M could have a winner in Lor-
ence Hud’s “Master of Pantomime”
although the action has been slow
and sporadic. The young artist re-
cently completed a tour of Western
Canada with Bruce Bissell, west coast
promo for A&M which gave his sin-
gle a large sized boost. A&M have
their hopes pinned on Lee Hurst’s
“Whole Lotta Your Love” now
showing nicely with contemporary
programmers.

With the business currently in a
slump it’s surprising to see the
amount of Canadian product rolling
off the presses. Most of it is receiving
strong play from many of the con-
temporary programmers.

Shortly thereafter, a
re-issue of Montez’ first major hit,
“Let’s Dance,” reached the top 10 in
England and went on to sell well in
many other territories around the
world. A “Let’s Dance” LP was re-
leased, also achieving international
success.

Just One of Many Oddities
Of Operating In Alaska

ANCHORAGE, Alaska — Twenty-
eight Alaska music operators and
service representatives attended a
special Wurlitzer service seminar
conducted by Wurlitzer service man-
ager C. B. Ross in Anchorage. The
seminar was organized by Northwest
Sales Company, the Wurlitzer dis-
tributorship in Seattle, Washington.
Buzz Heyer of Northwest Sales and
Bill Herbord of Automatic Products
joined Ross as seminar principals.
Walt DPeteet, former Wurlitzer field
service engineer, was a guest.

The attendance marked one of the
largest turnouts for an Alaskan sem-
inar. Servicemen came from as far
away as Kotzebue and Kodiak Is-
land, nearly 700 miles away. Several
of the servicemen also attended the
Wurlitzer service seminar in Seattle
earlier this year. In fact, Jack Griffin
of Crown Vending in Achorage was
the Grand Prize winner in Wurlitzer’s
recently concluded Serviceman’s
Sweepstakes as a result of his entry
filed at the Seattle seminar.

The vast expanses between cities
and rigorous weather have made the
Alaskan operator exceptionally self-
sufficient. Most operators call on cus-
tomers and make service calls by
using privately-owned airplanes.
Summer is a particularly busy season
because there 1is daylight almost
around the clock. Normal operating
practices are maintained continuous-
ly, however, despite the long cold and
dark winters. Of course, servicemen
must leave their trucks running while
serving a location to guard against
the severe temperatures.

Business is unusually brisk. Tav-
erns remain the most popular form
of entertainment in the cities.
Suburbs are almost non-existent.
Live entertainment is limited to
western music bands, the occasional
rock group and topless dancing girls.
The typical route includes musie, cig-
arettes and games. Two plays for
twenty-five cents is the standard mu-
sie vend.

In the mainstream, the Alaskan op-
erator and serviceman function very
much the same as their counterparts
in what is commonly called “the low-
er 48" states. There exists a healthy
respect for pioneering and hard
work, but plenty of time is spent at
recreation. Fishing and camping are
universal pastimes. Motor homes are
popular. Hunters track mountain
sheep, bear, moose and caribou. In
cold weather, auto races are con-
tested on the frozen lakes.

Alaska music operating has its
share of oddities, too. For example,
operators in Kotzebue deliver phono-
graphs to locations in dog sleds. At
Tyler Vending in Kenai, office work-
ers look out windows and can watch
the white whales chasing salmon. An-
other operator, Johnny Knox, flies
his bush plane into Indian villages.
The Bureau of Indian Affairs buys
generators which provide light for
their villages from the money taken
from the phonographs.

All in all, the jukebox industry in
Alaska is prosperous and well-
staffed. Ross found the Alaskan ser-
viceman to be a cut above the aver-
age in ability and ingenuity. The dif-
ferent maintenance problems the Alas-
kan encounters daily have made him
a handy practitioner of his trade.

Bilotta Views Growth In Flipper

NEWARK, N.Y — Johnny Bilotta,
one of the industry’s leaders in the
promotion of equipment and of new
uses for equipment, is currently en-
gaged in a drive to organize the
several scattered groups promoting
flipper game tournaments. In a recent

article he printed and circulated
among interested parties, Bilotta
summed up his ideas and his pro-
gram,

Wrote John:

“The Pinball machine, that amaz-
ing contraption with the flashing sil-
ver ball that cascades it's way
through a maze of coils and lights, is
now enjoying a rebirth. Due to the
hard work and persistence of some
very dedicated people, the Pinball
machine is coming out of the dark
corner of the local tavern into the
eyes of the public, with a shiny new
image. That image has been hard
won, in the courts in some cases, and
good promotion and public relations
in others.

“In 1970, we established what I be-
lieve to possibly have been the first
Pinball game room on a college cam-
pus. Rochester Institute of Technolo-
gy was the school, and today there’s
hardly a campus in the area without
a game room. The acceptance of Pin-
ball for what it is, has come from the
youth, and it is now spreading to
other segments of our society. Pin-
ball has enjoyed articles in major
national magazines such as Playboy
and several center spreads in the ma-
jor newspapers throughout the coun-
try. Why? Because the youth on the
campuses have picked up on the
sport, and media realize that national
trends are often started with the
youth. Pinball is a great sport, de-
manding skill, concentration and a
competitive spirit.

“In 1971 we had the first state Pin-
ball tournament at Geneseo State
composing students from one end of
the state to the other. At that time,
the industry took our tournament
idea quite lightly. Many said it was a
good idea, but could not see how it
could really benefit them. Out of the
tournament has grown publicity, out
of publicity has grown a public
awareness that Pinball is not some-
thing evil. Out of a new public
awareness is growing more accep-
tance, and thus more locations for
the operator, and more sales for the
monufacturer.  NOW THEY SEE
THE LIGHT. New organizations are
suddenly forming to promote tour-
naments, locations want more games,
and operators want to know how
they can promote their own Pinball
tournament. Over three years of
work has gone into the idea of pro-
moting Pinball on the campus and to
the people. Experience is the name of
the game. We have sponsored many
tournaments at my own expense, and
have captured the right approach in
a small film I’ve had Herb Gross pro-
duce.

“The major point of this entire
article is that we could lose all which
it has taken years to gain by using
the WRONG APPROACH. With the
gain in popularity of Pinball, some
operators or locations might see fit
to promote cash prizes in connection
with tournament competiton, and or
allow private gambling between com-
petitors. This would slide the Pinball
machine back into obscurity and the
dark age of unwarranted control. The
tournament should be patterned like
the A.B.C. Bowling competition
where by the players entry fee makes
up the cash prize maney to be dis-
tributed.
