TV Speakers

Visually, television has come a long way since its
introduction as a mass market home entertainment
vehicle a little more than 25 years ago. Bulky,
postage-stamp sized 7” screens have evolved into
slim units that treat the viewer to “living” color up
to 25” in screen size to smaller, transistorized units
with self-contained battery packs.

Unfortunately, that's where the progress ends,
for television remains circa 1947 in terms of sound
quality. The latest models still give the buyer tiny,
tinny speakers that do little to provide total beauty
in terms of sight and sound. Many artists from the
world of recordings are, in fact, reluctant to make
TV appearances because of the fear of coming across
poorly, sound-wise, in the home. Even those who do
appear are constantly critical of the results, among
them, most recently, singer/musician Ray Charles,
who urged better speaker quality on a recent edition
of the Dick Cavett Show.

Basically, of course, TV should have good sound,
since it utilizes FM broadcast. Yet, even with great
audio techniques in the TV studio and the medium of
FM to transmit the sound to the home, all is lost if
the final link in the transmission—the TV speaker—
is of little quality.

And that ““quality” is certainly “‘little” at this point,
a point when, we would add, the sound of music,
particularly that of rock, is getting increasingly more
important pregramming play on TV. Everyone who
has more than a passing interest in good quality
from their phono systems are well aware that the
best quality recording is no avail if it is played on a
low-quality phono system or one in which one of the
key elements—turntable, amplifier or speaker—is
low-grade or not properly matched with the other
units.

It's time, we feel, that TV manufacturers begin to
upgrade the quality of its speaker systems. Even at
greater cost to the consumer, we think such an up-
grading would be a welcome advance in the total art
of transmitting sight and sound. We believe that
millions of TV viewers are also recording fans who
over the years have demanded and received higher
quality phono systems. The audio industry and rep-
resentatives of the recording field should, we feel, sit
down with TV manufacturers and discuss the matter
of TV sound to determine the prospects of greater
TV speaker performance. Only then will TV have
caught up with the advanced state of the aural art
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to offer the consumer the best quality in TV/audio
entertainment.

AGAC's New Catalog Admn
Unit Stresses Writer-Artist

Does Paperwork,
Not Exploitation

NEW YORK — A catalog adminis-
tration program—formally called Ca-
talog Administration Plan (CAP)—
has been instituted by the American
Guild of Authors & Composers
(AGACQ).

The Guild, formed in 1931 (as the
Songwriters Protection League) to

Her latest Ode Records album,
“Fantasy,” has catapulted to Num-
ber 3 on the Cash Box Top 100 al-
bums chart in a matter of six weeks—
proving that the composer-performer
and her Ode mentor-producer Lou
Adler have done it again.

Carole’s “Tapestry” album, one of
the phenomenons in the entire history
of the record industry, has already
sold more than 103%-million copies
around the world and is sure to hit
the 11-million mark by summer’s
end.

And still Carole continues to break
.new ground. Her 12-city, 13-concert
tour of the United States this spring—
a very limited affair after a two-year
absence—was a box-office and critical
success. On the heels of that event,
she’s now in Europe for a whirlwind,
eight day tour that marks two new
first for the first lady of disks: it’s
her first head-lining appearance there
and it’s the first time she’s appeared
on the continent.

Gold is as natural to her as it is to
Ft. Knox. Her last four albums in a
row reached instant gold status. They
are “Tapestry” (1971), “Music”
(1971), “Rhymes and Reasons” (1972)
and “Fantasy.”

And with the exception of a pos-
sible television special, filmed during
her May 26 Free Concert in New
York’s Central Park. She will be
working on her next album almost
immediately—which like the preced-
ing ones should prove to be an
“event” of the first magnitude.

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protect writers’ rights in dealings
with music publishers, has formed the
unit in recognition of “the drift
toward self-publishing” by many of
today’s writer-performers.

The program, for members of the
Guild, basically takes certain adminis-
trative details out of the hands of
writers who wish to maintain control
of their own copyrights. These in-
clude proper registration of copy-
rights at the U.S. Copyright Oftice,
filing notices of use, recording of any
assignments, songs cleared at per-
forming rights societies, mechanical
licenses proper issued via the Harry
Fox Agency, royalties due properly
received, royalties due composers
properly accounted for and payments
made on appropriate dates, account-
ing to the writer-publisher for in-
come received by song, by source and
his publishers share thereof.

No Property Interest

AGAC’s stresses that CAP does not
have any propriety interest in any
copyright that it will administer, not
will it engage in any exploitation or
promotion of catalog, nor negotiate
print or foreign rights.

At a press conference in New York
last Thursday (12), Ervin Drake,
president of AGAC, and other AGAC
execs, pointed out that the growth of
the writer-performer in recent years
have left many—including their rep-
resentatives—in the dark with regard
to the proper administration of their
works.

A statement by Guild said that CAP
resulted from a visit in the summer of
1972 by a “prominent’” New York at-
torney who claimed that he could
“not service his clients in this com-
plex area as well as their interests
deserve.” By virtue of AGAC’s own
long-standing  Royalty  Collection
Plan, the lawyer felt that the Guild
was an “obvious avenue” for such an

Sen. Buckley Claims Staff Prohe
Of Payola Substantiates Charges

Forwards Queries
To RIAA’s Gortikov

NEW YORK — Following leads de-
veloped in the consumer press and
other sources, members of the staff of
U.S. Sen. James Buckley claim to
have uncovered evidence confirming
allegations of drug use and payola
which have appeared in news accounts
over the past weeks.

“Based on my own investigation I
am convinced the stories which have
been appearing are accurate,” said
Leonard Saffir, Buckley’s press secre-
tary. Saffir said he and other mem-
bers of the senator’s staff have talked
to a number of people about pub-
lished allegations and have also
turned up “things that haven’t been
reported yet.” Reports indicate 12 to
15 people were questioned.

Since calling for a multi-agency
federal investigation of the recording
industry last week, Buckley has also
met with executives from CBS and
the CBS Records Group, according to

published reports, including CBS
president Arthur Taylor and vice
president Richard Jencks and CBS

Records Group president Goddard
Lieberson.
The New York Conservative-

Republican also sent a letter and six-
part questionnaire to Stan Gortikov,
president of Recording Industry As-
sociation of America (RIAA), asking
for information on the use of drugs
within the industry and whether or
not record companies have ever issued
“policy statements” concerning “the
use of drugs by pop music stars under
contract” or ‘“the recordings of music
that might be deemed to encourage or
glamorize the use of drugs.”

NEW YORK — Atlantic’s new Lon-
don office has been announced by
Ahmet Ertegun, president of the la-
bel.

The London operation will be head-
ed by Phil Carson, formerly Joint-
Company Manager for WEA. Ertegun
stated that Carson will report directly
to New York, and will be responsible
for the company’s entire U.K. oper-
ation.

In accordance with WEA policy,
manufacturing, sales and distribution
will be handled through WEA
(U.K.), headed by Richard Robinson.
The marketing and promo of Atlantic
product, including the Rolling Stones
and Manticore labels, will be the re-
sponsibility of Atlantie’s London
office.

The
industry also includes hundreds of in-
dependent producers, manufacturers,
managers and promotion and dis-
tribution specialists, as well as broad-
casters and music publishers.”

Court Acts In -
James Gang Favor
In ABC Action

HOLLYWOOD—In a decision handed
down by the Superior Court of the
State of California for the County of
Los Angeles the Court held that ABC
Records had failed to pick up their
option on the James Gang’s contract
within the required time period, and
therefore that its suit was without
merit.

The Court stated, “It is the in-
tended decision of the Court that
judgment be rendered in favor of the
defendants (James Gang) on the Com-
plaint. On the Cross-Complaint, the
Court awards the (James Gang) the
right to an accounting . . which
shall be in accordance with the stip-
ulation entered into by the parties
concerning such accounting.

All contractual relationships between
th parties had terminated prior to
October of 1972, and the attempted
exercise of the option . . . was inef-
fective. Costs are awarded to the de-
fendants.”

The Court’s minute order gave ABC
Records 45 days from 15 June to
“afford defendants the right of audit
and accounting, and an independent
auditor shall examine the records of
ABC Records, Inc. Within sixty days,
the auditor shall render a written
report to defendants with a copy of
such report to be presented to ABC.”

Court Grants
Knight Motion
Versus Capitol

NEW YORK — A motion made by
Terry Knight Enterprises, Ltd. has
been granted by the Supreme Court
here ordering Capitol Records, Inc. to
appear in New York on July 26 for
discovery proceedings to uncover al-
leged property which Capitol holds or
debts which it owes to Grand Funk
Railroad members Mark Farner, Don-
ald Brewer and Melvin Schacher.

Simultaneously, a cross motion
made by Capitol on behalf of Farner,
Schacher and Brewer which sought to
vacate a $1 million Attachment Order
against the performers was denied by
the Court.

In his decision, the Honorable Jus-
tice J. Carney ruled: “The ground
urged by Capitol Records, Inc. for
vacating the Attachment as against
it, that the situs of the funds is not
within the state, lacks merit. Ac-
cordingly, any debt which it owes to
the (performers) subject to the At-
tachment can be attached in this jur-
isdiction.”

Capitol had also moved to have the
Attachment limited to reach only 10%
of the three performers’ earnings.
Justice Carney denied Capitol’s mo-
tion and ruled such an objection “can-
not be herein considered . such
objections may be made only be de-
fendants subject to an Attachment. In
the (Terry Knight Enterprises, Ltd.
vs. John L. Eastman, Donald G.
Brewer, Mark Farner, Mel Schacher
and GFR Enterprises, Ltd.) case, fur-
thermore, as the (performers) have
been served and put on notice of this
motion and cross motion and have
not appeared, there is even more rea-
son so to hold.”

Justice Carney concluded: “Finally,
no merit is found to the contention of
Capitol Records, Inc. that it should
not be required to avpear for deposi-
tion in New York City. It is directed
that Capitol Records, Ine. by an
officer, agent or employee having
knowledge of the relevant facts shall
appear ... on July 26, 1973 at Special
Term, Part I of this court.”

Menon Testinﬁyl-
In Knight Suit

NEW YORK — Capitol Records pres-
ident Bhaskar Menon appeared in
New York last week (11) under sub-
poena from the U.S. Federal Court to
testify as a material witness in the
multi-million dollar law suits brought
by Terry Knight against Capitol Rec-
ords, Grand Funk Railroad members
Mark Farner, Melvin Schacher, Don-
ald Brewer and New York lawyer
John Eastman.

Menon’s testimony, which reported-
ly ran for more than seven hours,
followed the appearance and testimo-
ny of Capitol vice president Charles
Tillinghast, who was also under fed-
eral subpoena.

Knight has charged Capitol in a
federal law suit with illegal conver-
sion of funds. Knight’s suit charges
Capitol with unlawfully converting
more than $510,545.97 due Knight’s
companies for its own use.

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NEW YORK—WILLIAM ‘POPSIE’ RANDOLPH: THE END OF AN ERA

So often in our industry, people most deserving of credit go entirely unnoticed.
Many who work day in and day out for years are overshadowed by the glamour
and success of others. On March 26, 1919, William Randolph was born. And
from that day one, he has worked above and beyond the call of duty. Those in
the industry know him best as Popsie the photographer, but he’s become more
than that. During his career which spanned some 45 years, Popsie has taken in
excess of 1 million photographs. He photographed such celebrities as Elvis
Presley, Frank Sinatra, Marilyn Monroe, Erroll Flynn; Presidents Eisenhower,
Truman, Roosevelt, Nixon; Robert & Ted Kennedy and The Queen Of England to
name just a handful. His photos appeared in Life, Look, Newsweek, Time,
Saturday Review, and on the front pages of The New York Times, Daily News
and Chicago Tribune.

In 1929, when he was just 10 years old, William Randolph doubled as a shoe
shine boy by day, and a newspaper salesman by night. Randolph realized that
the big tips came from the stars, so his paper sales were concentrated in after
hour clubs. For the next four years, (1929-1932) he served as errand boy for
some local radio stations with the hope of being introduced to some important
celebrities.

But Randolph’s first introduction to the music business came via his meeting
with Manny Goldrich, owner of the now famous Manny’s Music Store still located
in Manhattan. It was during this period, (1933-34) that William Randolph became
known as ‘Popsie’. “Manny taught me everything | know,” said Pops’e, ‘'he gave
me my first steady job for 50 cents a week and a chance to meet all of the
famous bandleaders.” As a delivery boy with Manny’'s, Popsie became infatuated

Webster's fefines ‘gospel’ as something accepted as an infallible truth and so
when Tim Rice, author and lyricist of ““Jesus Christ Superstar’” tells us that his
and Andrew Lloyd Webber's rock opera has sold five million albums, one accepts
this as the ‘gospel.” This particular gospel according to Timothy makes ‘‘lesus
Christ Superstar’” one of the most colossal selling albums in the world second
only to Simon and Garfunkel's “Bridge Over Trouble Water’” and Carole King's
‘‘Tapestry’” which Rice reported as both being around nine million copies.
However a trenchant Tim logicated that since his rock opera was a double album
that that means it actually sold ten million copies which would then make it one
of the most purchased records in the history of recording. This shouldn’t come
as too much of a surprise since the material from which it was derived is often
considered to be one of the best selling books in the world. Rice reflected, ‘‘If
someone had told me to sit down and write a musical that would sell ten million
albums, I'm sure that | wouldn’'t quite know what subject to write it on.”” Well
how then did ‘“Jesus Christ’” evolve to superstardom?

Referring to Websters again (probably a book nearly at pari passu popularity
to the Bible) one discovers that the word apostle means one sent on a mission.
It seems to be an apposite word to our story here in more ways than one. It
describes how Tim Rice actually met Andrew Lloyd Webber and eventually wrote
about the gospels in such a remarkable way that they’ll still talk about them
even when they've died. Now how exactly did Jesus cross pop?

After studying law for two years Tim decided that his real ambitions lied
somewhere in the world of music. He had a far greater propensity for the scales
of music than those of justice and so he quit law school aspiring to become a

with the Trumpet. ‘I've always idolized Louis Armstrong, and | figured that
anybody could play Trumpet because it only had three buttons. | took trumpet
lessons at the New York School of Music for 25 cents a lesson, and | only learned
three notes. | started hanging out with some of the musicians who came into
Manny’s and hoped that one of them would give me a Trumpet.”

Still determined to make it in the music industry, Pops.e took it upon himself
to act as a clearing house at Manny's. Whenever rew bandleaders came into
town, Popsie would tell them which musicians were ava’lable to go on tour. His
first gig with a band came soon after Popsie had met with irving Cahn. Popsie
went to work for Cahn's band for one dollar a night plus left-over food. For his
salary, Popsie would drive the band truck, set up the stage and do various and
sundry chores for the musicians. But Popsie was always one step ahead. He'd
have the coffee ready before they asked for it. He'd have the stage set up before
rehearsals. And the band appreciated it.

The word began to spread. Soon, everyone wanted Popsie. But Popsie wanted
the biggest. Between 1934 and 1938, Popsie worked with Ted Lewis, George
Olsen, Ted Powell, Tommy & Jimmy Dorsey, Woody Herman, Buddy Berrigan,
Artie Shaw, Benny Goodman and he even helped out at Toscannini rehearsals!
As a small token of his affection, Benny Goodman presented Popsie with a

camera one afternoon, and the rest is history.

In much the same manner as he began in the music industry, Popsie now
turned his attention to photography. He already knew most of the celebrities, so
the beginning was quite simple. But Popsie wanted to settle down and find a job
where he'd get a regular weekly salary while still being in the midst of the music
world. *‘l never wanted to leave the music business at all’’ states Popsie,”” so |
took my camera to Cash Box and | was hired. | guess they knew that | was
friendly with most of the bandleaders.” And that he was!

rock singer. It was also around this same period of time that he conceived of the
idea to put together a rock and roll encyclopedia. Tim’'s mother who is a well
known free lance writer advised him to see a book publisher friend of hers. This
was the 'mission’ Rice was sent on. When he arrived at the publishers with his
Lillian Roxon adumbration, he was told the man was already having extreme
difficulty selling books about the color of Mick Jaggers eyes, let alone the
abhorred thought of dealing with a book encompassing all the rock idiom. Rice’'s
abjurer didn't throw him out on his ear but instead asked Tim what else he did.
Tim told him that he sang and had written lyrics to a few songs at which point
the man told him that just coincidentially enough he happened to know of a
young pianist composer who was looking for a lyric writer. So it was that Rice
had asked and received. It's a bit ironic to think that the word Bible actually
comes from the Greek word meaning book and here it was that a man who
published books should be instrumental in assisting fate by uniting two talents
not yet twenty years old who would write a major musical work on the Bible.

Tim Rice wrote Andrew Webber a letter. His choosing this atavistic form of
communication rather than a telephone call further adds a quixotic, poetical
quality to their introduction. Webber wrote back and that's how the orthodox
genius of Webber and Rice came to be. Tim recalled how he next went to
Andrew’s flat, heard him play, and observed that Webber was brilliant and that
he was destined to make it regardless of it they ever wrote together or not. They
began to collaborate even though Rice admits ‘| didn’t think | was a writer at
all. | still wanted to be a singer.”

Their first musical endeavour together was no ‘‘Jesus Christ Superstar” but
rather another biblical story that of Joseph and his coat of many colors. “Joseph
and his Technicolor Dream'’ started out as a play written for a children’s school
production, was then picked up by educational publishers, segued into an album,
and is currently a successful stage play in London's West End. It's taken

Starship I’s video tape facilities
will be utilized by the group for in-
stant-replay of performances while
enroute to the nearest “center of op-
eration.” Bedrooms and showers on
board will provide immediate relax-
ation, and the fully-equipped dining
facilities will eliminate the need for
“dinner-stops.”

Contemporary Entertainment Serv-
ices, creators of Starship I, is cur-
rently finalizing negotiations to
provide similar tour-services for three
other major performing groups, to be
announced shortly.

Columbia re-issued Tanya Tucker’s Delta Dawn
single. We have always felt that ‘‘Delta Dawn'' could have been a giant record for
Rod Stewart . . . Watch out for Brian Cadd’'s ‘‘Silver City Birthday Celebration
Day.” 1t sounds like a smash. You'll be hearing lots from him in the years to
come . . . Donny Osmond looks like he may have a two-sided hit with ‘‘Young
Love” and ‘A Million To One"” . . . Dobie Gray should have little difficulty in
following up his “'Drift Away” smash. New release is the beautifully melodic
“Loving Arms’’ which is also destined for top 10 success.

Thirty-two years ago, Decca Records released ‘‘Boogie Woogie Bugle Boy' by
The Andrew Sisters. For those of you who don’t remember it, it was a featured
song in the Bud Abbot & Lou Costello film, ‘“‘Buck Privates.”” Based on the
success of Bette Midler's version, Decca has reissued the original track.

EYES ON ALBUMS—Elton John's Rocket Record Company has set its first LP
release with “If It Was So Simple” by Longdancer, and ‘“Smiling Face’’ by Davey
Johnstone . . . History of the Grateful Dead Volume 1 (Bears Choice)"' has just
been released by Warner Brothers . . . Based on the incredibly single and album
success of Deep Purple, Warner Bros. has re-released the ‘““Gemini Suite” album
which features Jon Lord, lan Paice, Roger Glover, Yvonne Elliman, Albert Lee and
Tony Ashton . . . ““Whatever Turns You On’ by West, Bruce & Laing has just
been issued by Columbia. This is the group’s second LP . . . RSO Records has
come out with ‘“Best of The Bee Gees Volume 2" which contains “My World,”
“1.L0.1.0.” “Run To Me,”” “Wouldn't | Be Someone,” ‘“How Can You Mend A
Broken Heart,” “‘Lonely Days,” ““My World,"”” and others. Album does not contain
““‘Saw A New Morning.”” Why?

During the height of the rock 'n rolling 50's, the team of Buchanan and
Goodman released a comedy single which contained portions of popular songs
interwoven between the questions of a narrator. The single, ‘‘Flying Saucer’ was
an immediate success and was ultimately followed by ‘‘Santa & The Satellite’
and half a dozen other successful comedy outings. Most recently, one half of
that successful team, Dickie Goodman returned to the scene with a single called
“‘Convention '72."”” Another hit! Chains Records, distributed by Rainy Wednesday,
has just released an entire album containing the above mentioned tracks as well
as ‘“The Touchables,” ‘‘Super-Fly Meets Shaft,”” and the current hit single,
“"Watergrate.” Apart from the enjoyment value, record will be a collectors item
very shortly.

The Newport Jazz Wrap-up

NEW YORK—Kicking off at Noon,
F'riday, June 29, at Wollman Amphi-
theater in Central Park, and eclosing
out at the Nassau Coliseum in Long
Island on July 8th, the 2nd annual
Newport Jazz Festival to be held in
New York City, offered every form
of musie. More than 60 events were
scheduled throughout the city and its
suburbs. Well over 300 musicians par-
ticipated in the events including per-
formances by almost all well-known
jazz figures. There was also a musiecal
tribute to the late Louis Armstrong
and a ceremony renaming the Singer
Bowl to the Louis Armstrong Me-
morial Stadium. George Wein, pro-
ducer of the event, presented a fes-
tival that has to be described as a
rewarding and enriching experience.
For those New Yorkers who turned
out to witness the concerts and artists
in action. Most will agree that stand-
ing ovations were not uncommon.
From-gut blues—New Orleans style
—swing—avant garde-—contemporary
—electronic to get-it-on soul, the city
and environs was ablaze with sights
and sounds.

The original Benny Goodman Quar-
tet got together at Carnegie. Teddy
Wilson, on piano; Lionel Hampton, on
vibes; Gene Krupa, on drums, and
Goodman on Clarinet are the original
four. Bassist Slam Stewart joined
them in the Carnegie set and it was
an enjoyable excursion of musical
fare of the late ’80’s and ’40’s. They
played the Goodman standards, in-
cluding “Moonglow.”

Duke LEllington, at Philharmonie
and also on the closing night at Nas-
sau Coliseum, rolled it out with some
exciting rockin’ rhythm that knocked
the audience out, The Swedish vocal-
ist, Alice Babs working with the Duke
is an absolutely incredible performer,
her “Checkered Hat” offering is a
work of art. The Duke included, “Per-
dido,” “C-Jam Blues” and it was foot-
stompin’ sound all the way.

The great Count Basie Band of the
'50’s was reunited in a program en-
titled: ‘““Basie Now and In Retro-
spect.”” Singers Joe Williams and
Helen Humes held forth with Snooky
Young, Benny Powell, Henry Coker,
Al Grey, Marshal Royal and many
others who comprised the Basie band
of the ’50’s.

Many of the great artists per-
formed more than one date. Ray
Charles was honored at Carnegie with
a tribute to Ray written by Baldwin.
But, it was at Nassau where Ray
Charles with the full band and his
five Rayettes came on after Donny
Hathaway and proceeded to do his
thing. He absolutely took the place
apart with an SRO audience going
wild. It was a no-nonsense lets get-it-
on performance. And, it was every
bit of that. Aretha, with 26 pieces
behind her and the Prima-Donna
group, proved without question that
she is still the number one female
with a performance so compelling
even the orchestra became spell-
bound.

Shea Stadium was the scene for
Stevie Wonder, Staple Singers Grover
Washington, Ramsey Lewis, Freddie
Hubbard, Roland Kirk, Roberta Flack
and War. The performances were
flawless,

A Thirties Ball was held at Rose-
land and some 3500 dancers were on
hand to dance to three different
hands—Woody Herman, Duke ILlling-
ton and Count Basie.

Dave Brubeck, Ella Fitzgerald,
Sarah Vaughan, Stan Getz, Eubie
Blake, Elvin Jones, Chico Hamilton,
Max Roach, Earl Hines, Clark Terry,

Archie Shepp, Charles Lloyd are also
among those who performed their
particular brand of musie.

Sarah Vaughan, with Michel Le-
grand and Stan Getz, ran the gamut
from blues to scat singing and a vocal
duet with Legrand “Watch What Hap-
pens” proved that Sarah still rates as
one of the top jazz singers. Also, on
the same program was Tom Scott’s
L. A. Express, which gave goers a
taste of West Coast Jazz. Michel Le-
grand, writer of the music for the
film, “Lady Sings the Blues” directed
the orchestra backing Sarah and Stan
Getz. The New York Musicians Festi-
val as part of Newport held several
events at Alice Tully Hall. These con-
certs given by musicians who are con-
sidered experimenters and innovators
are a vital function in jazz offerings.
The Charlie Rouse Sextet; Danny
Mixon Trio; Abdullah; Walter Bishop,
Jr. Quartet and Byard Lancaster-
sound of liberation were some of the
groups offering original material; of-
ten exciting.

The famed Apollo Theatre in Har-
lem was turned into a Jazz mecea.
Some of the artists appearing, in-
cluded: Irene Reid; Dizzy Gillespie
Quintet; Kenny Burell Trio, Dakota
Staton, Charles Mingus, Louis Jor-
dan; Herbie Mann, Two Generations
of Brubeck; Roy Haynes Hip Ensem-
ble and the Jazz Opera Ensemble,
plus many more.

From the opening afternoon fea-
turing -Gerry Mulligan, Gato Barbieri,
Charles Lloyd and Wein's own group,
the Newport Ensemble and Margie
Joseph, to the final wrapup at Nassau
Coliseum, the festival would have to
be termed as an artistic success. Over
16,000 were jammed into the Coliseum
to get turned on by Tito Puentes,
Duke Ellington, Ray Charles and
Aretha Franklin. These formidable
artists just simply had the Coliseum
rocking from the very first note.
There was an intermission following
the Duke. Then, Donny Hathaway
picked up the pace and it was full
steam ahead. “Donny socked it to ’em
with his latest, “Love, Love, Love.”
Ray Charles gave the audience what
it wanted to hear and included, “I
Can Make It Through The Day.” But,
the icing on the cake was the fantas-
tic performance by Aretha Franklin
who was in top form and top voice.
“Day Dreamin,” and her new release
“Angel,” written by sister Carolyn
helped to turn the evening into a
magical event. A true black experi-
ence.

The Newport Festival, after 18
years in Newport, is now history in
its second year in New York. Despite
steamy heat, often rain, and minor
sound difficulties, most of the 60
events went off on schedule, whether
held indoor or outdoor. It was cer-
tainly an event in which music held
the top-drawer for ten days. The
crowds were orderly and eager. Let’s
hope this is only the beginning of an
era and that this kind of dynamic
start can flourish for years to come.

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Song Festival
To Feature
Top Name Acts

NEW YORK — Jerry Lee Lewis,
Anne Murray, Richie Havens and
Waylon Jennings are the first of 18
top musical stars to be signed to per-
form at the forthcoming American
Song Festival which runs from Aug.
30 to Sept. 2 at the Saratoga Per-
forming Arts Center, Saratoga, New
York.

Larry Goldblatt, who heads up the
festival, the first of its kind in the
United States, estimates a total crowd
of 100,000 for the semi-finals and the
finals of the American Song Festival.

The first American Song Festival,
Goldblatt said, has been designed to
not only give a few of America’s 25,-
000 professional songwriters exten-
sive recognition and large cash
prizes, but to also make an additional
matching sum available to amateur
composers.

Eighteen solo performers or vocal
groups will provide the entertainment
for the concerts. Selected so as to
represent rock, country and western,
jazz, folk, rhythm and blues fields,
each peformer or group will present
one professional and one amateur
Festival composition as well as songs
they have made famous.

On the final night, Goldblatt said,
the 12 final entries will be performed
by the entertainers that introduced
them in the semi-finals. All 12 will be
recorded, and a special album will be
presented to all 36 semi-final entries.

Goldblatt said that first prize win-
ners in each group will receive $50,-
000 and a grand piano. The other 34
semi-finalists will each receive $1,000.
Goldblatt, who has already received
more than 15,000 entries from around
the country, said that the deadline for
entering the festival in either the pro-
fessional or amateur categories has
been extended to July 25.

An entry fee of $5.35 obtains an
official entry blank, blank recording
cassette and a composer’s handbook
with information to entrants on the
functions of a music publisher and a
performing rights society, copyright
laws and a list of reputable music
publishers.

Klemperer, 88,
Dies In Zurich;
An Era Ends

ZURICH — Otto Klemperer, 88, sym-
phony conductor regarded as the last
living link between contemporary and
19th century composers, died July 7
in Switzerland.

He was widely regarded as one of
the foremost interpreters of the music
of Beethoven and Mahler. Most of his
work is represented on the Angel la-
bel.

At various points in his career he
led the Berlin Opera Orch., the Los
Angeles Symphony, the Budapest
State Opera Orch. and the New Phil-
harmonia of London,

A friend of Richard Strauss and
Gustav Mahler, Klemperer himself
wrote several symphonies, five operas
and other works. A native of Breslau,
Germany, he and his family fled to
the U.S. in 1933. He retired from con-
ductiong in 1972,

He is survived by his son, Werner,
the actor, and a daughter, Lotte.

“Joseph’ nearly nine years to work itself to it's present celebrated status. In fact
in those lean days, ‘“Joseph” probably didn't provide Tim and Andrew with
enough English pounds to even buy themeselves a coat. Nevertheless they kept on
writing together. Rice managed to get a job at EMI looking for talent which gave
the two of them a bit of a chance to get some tunes published but nothing really
ever took off. Then Andrew came up with an idea every bit as ccruscating as
Rice's book idea on the history of pop. It was to create a pop museum which
would display such bibelots as Elvis's jockstrap or Pete Townsend’s broken
guitar. This pop eclectic exhibit would require financing and so Webber spurred
by his own unequivocal youthful enthusiasm called up David Land and Sefton
Meyers. He read the names of these financial entrepreneurs in a newspaper and
decided to call them up. Meyers was actually the financier while Land headed up
his entertainment division. They weren't impressed with the idea for a pop
museum but they were impressed by Webber's enthusiasm and asked him just as
the book publisher a few years earlier had queried Rice, “What else do you do?"
Consequently lLand became acquainted with ‘“Joseph and His Technicolor
Dream’’ and signed the team as writers. At one point when Sefton had decided
to disolve much of his entertainment interests, the only thing he retained was
Webber and Rice. That was a lucky thing for him since the two of them had just
finishhed ‘‘Jesus Christ Superstar.” Even Andrew Lloyd Webber didn’t have the
prescience to know to include lan Gillan or Teddy Neeley's crown of thorns in his
plan for a pop museum. Of course he or Rice never dreamed, techricolor or any
other kind, that he would write a rock opera on Christ’s last days. Rice recapped
how they came to pick this theme. Tim says that they wanted to create rock
music which could sustain for ninty and of whose topic would be more important
then a story line of spoken dialogue. They still required a story so they simply
selected the best story they could think of and for this they didn’t even have to
purchase the rights. Orthodox genius. That’'s how the concept originated. Rice
who reports he himself was never very religious views ‘‘Superstar’” as having
appeal far greater than just religious implications due to the clash between two
men, one named Judas and the other Christ. The simplicity of such a theme is
one of the most universal and pristine to be found in any literature.

They took their opera to MCA in England who liked it but wanted to test out
the market by first putting up the money for a single. Tim explained how this
single had to capture all of the sounds of the entire opera. Murray Head was
chosen as the first disc disciple for this all important experimental single. The
song was ‘‘Superstar’ and although it didn't succeed in becoming a major hit
until after it was released it did at least serve in establishing and indicating a
viable market for this rock opera about the clash of two men. All of the principles
on the first recording of the opera accepted a royality percentage of it's gross.
Tim disclosed that to date Murray Head has already made over $60,000 dollars
for his portrayal of Judas. Shortly after the opera had been esteemed a major
triumph Sefton Meyers passed on and David Land brought the ‘‘Jesus Christ
Superstar’’ property to Robert Stigwood for worldwide representation.

It's been almost five years since the opera’s inception and a few weeks ago
Tim Rice and a few of his close friends got to view a private screening of Norman
Jewison's cinematic translation to ‘‘Superstar.”” Rice is as pleased with the
results of the film version as he must be about the extraordinary events, the
trials and tribulations leading up to it. In addition to ““Superstar” and *‘Joseph,”
Tim has also produced an album by the group Scaffold and is setting up a record
deal for them. He is currently at work on a new musical based on the
popular stories of an English butler called Jeeves. He's sticking with another
main character whose name begins with ‘J' and whose life is based on serving
people. The creative imagination and talents of Tim Rice and Andrew Webber
should continue to serve loyal fans for a long time. ron barron

Show Growth

NEW YORK — ¥stimated six months
net income from operations at CBS of
$40.3 million on the company’s esti-
mated net sales of $719.0 million were
reported last week by William S.

' Paley, CBS chairman, and Arthur R.

Tavlor, president.

This represents a 239% increase in
earnings and a 129% increase in re-
venues over the comparable period
last year when net income was $32.8
million on net sales of $643.0 million.
These figures do not include a non-
recurring gain of $5.4 million result-
ing from the first quarter sale of the
New York Yankees baseball team.

Estimated six months earnings per
share from operations are $1.41 com-
pared with $1.13 for the first half of
1972, an increase of 259%. The 1973
earnings per share do not include the
non-recurring gain of 19¢ per share
resulting from the sale of the
Yankees.

For the second quarter of 1973, net
income is estimated at $23.4 million
on estimated net sales of $355.3 mil-
lion, a 14% increase in earnings and
an 11 percent increase in revenues.
For the comparable period last vear,
net income was $20.5 million on net
sales of $318.9 million.

Estimated second quarter earnings
per share are 82¢, compared with 71¢
for the second quarter of 1972, an
increase of 15%.

payola, corruption and fraud in the
recording industry is a form of artis-
tic witch hunt. The time has come for
responsible members of that industry
to show they mean business in not
only cleaning house so far as drugola
is concerned, but in examining their
own exercise of ethical responsibility
during the past few years concerning
the real links between the drug cul-
ture and the world of popular mu-
sic.

“Mr. Gortikov might, at the same
time, explain his own attitude toward
the drug-recording industry problem.
In November of 1970, he referred to
recording industry critics as buck-
passers and cry-babies who bad-
mouthed and tarred the industry con-
cerning drug use, drug lyries, and the
entire drug culture connection with
some parts of popular music. But
then, in 1972, he admitted that the
drug for pay charge was, ‘if true, a
mirror of reprehensible conduct for
all of us, both commercially and mor-
ally” Now in 1978 Mr. Gortikov is
saying the recording industry will co-
operate with any investigative body.
If Mr. Gortikov, as head of the
RIAA, had launched his own investi-
gation in 1970 instead of abusing
those who warned of drug abuse, per-
haps a federal investigation would
not have become necessary.”

The RTAA board meeting concluded
with a pledge to cooperate with any
governmental investigation and a
“reaffirmation of the condemnation of
payola in any form.” Companies
present at the day-long meeting of
the RITAA board included CBS Ree-
ords, London, Buddha, Bell, Famous,
Word, Polydor. Vanguard, Elektra,
GRT, MGM, MCA. ABC, A & M,
United Artists, and Starday-King.

A New York Times story which
described the meeting as “secret” was
belittled by an RIAA spokesman who
noted that a bulletin board in the
lobby of the Plaza carried a notice of
the meeting, as did a sign on the door
of the room where the meeting was
held.

“All RIAA board meetings,” the
spokesman said, “are held with board
members only in attendance.”

In a related development, the Sen-
ate  Subcommittee on Copyrights,
chaired by Arkansas Democrat John
McClellan, will also be looking into
the charges of payola before it begins
hearings on the proposed new copy-
right bill. The hearings have already
been delayed due to negotiations over
cable television rights.

A Spokesman for the Copyright
Subcommittee could not say when the
hearings would eventually be held,
but he said questionnaires about pay-
ola allegations would be sent to rec-
ord companies by the end of this
month.

Suit Filed
In Land Deal

HOLLYWOOD—Suit charging fraud
and the conversion of funds for per-
sonal use in a local real estate ven-
ture has been filed against Sterling,
Salyers, Altman, Inc., Beverly Hills
business management firm, and seeks
some $190,000 in damages.

Plaintiffs in the United States Dis-
trict Court action are Burt Jacobs,
William Utley and Reb Foster, at one
time principals in the Reb Foster As-
sociates Inc. personal management
firm.

The suit alleges that Jacobs, Utley
and Foster were induced to invest
$90,000 as limited partners in a plan
to purchase land and construct an
apartment building at 1256 N. Flores
Road, West Hollywood, toward future
profits and other financial advan-
tages. Thereafter, the defendants al-
legedly took “advantage of plaintiffs’
trust for the purpose of draining the
assets of the limited partnership and
converting those assets to the use of
defendants.”

Among other developments in the
industry probe, the New York Times
last Friday (13) reported that the
Internal Revenue Service had begun
“a broad investigation of the tax
records of recording companies.”

The basis for this investigative
tack would be to ascertain whether
payola funds have been hidden under
claims for legit promo expenses, mak-
ing a case for income tax evasion.
The IRS probe seems to have been
sparked at least partly by the $1.8
million tax lien filed last December
against Johnny Baylor of Koko Rec-
ords, a Stax subsidiary, after Baylor
was searched at Memphis airport in
November and $130,000 in cash and
a $500,000 check made out in his
name from Stax was allegedly found.
Stax, distributed by Columbia, has
acknowledged that the IRS is probing
its records and questioning its staff,
artists and advisors.

And, lastly, Assistant Attorney
General Henry Peterson, whose office
in Newark has been leading the CBS
Records Group probe, reportedly told
Sen. Buckley, in a letter dated July
9, that his investigation “promises to
develop into one of major propor-
tions.”

The Guild said it had developed a
“highly competitive rate” after a
study was made of rates charged by
firms presently in the business of ca-
talog administration. The charges for
membership in CAP are: 7% % of
gross, except domestic small per-
formances (BMI & ASCAP) against a
minimum semi-annual charge, de-
pending on the size of the catalog, as
outlined in a tabled prepared by
AGAC. In addition, there is a one-
time-only setup charge of $2 per
song. Also, the writer member of
AGAC would not be charged the 5%
royalty collection fee now in exis-
tence on any statements received by
him under this plan.

According to Lou Bachman, AGAC
exec director who will be in charge of
CAP, the new division has already
signed about six writer-performers.
He said he expected many more mem-
bers of GAC in view of its public
introduction. There are now about
2700 members of AGAC. For further
information on CAP, Bachman can be
reached at 50 W. 57th St., in New
York.

Plans Underway
For Free NY(C
Country Concert?

NEW YORK—A Philadelphia busi-
nessman has announced plans here for
a three-hour free country music fes-
tival in Central Park for Sept. 15.

So far no acts have been signed,
but a spokesman for Rogers, Cowan
& Brenner, Manhattan public relations
firm representing the promoter, Harry
Jay Katz, said negotiations are pres-
ently underway with several major
artists. Katz was described as a 32-
year-old Philadelphia businessman and
social leader who has worked with
the federal Department of Health,
Education and Welfare and various
state Education Departments as “an
innovative consultant.”

The PR firin issued a release that
reads in part:

“Katz, who currently heads a group
which has put down a $5 million de-
posit on the S.S. United States, re-
cently repossessed by the U.S. gov-
ernment, said the three-hour Central
Park country music festival will
launch the operations of his newly-
formed East/West Productions com-
pany, an organization that will deal
in the areas of music, television and
motion pictures. Katz said negotia-
tions are currently underway to tape
the festival as a 90-minute television
special either for prime-time showing
or for syndication.

“In addition to the concert, Katz
plans to take over a major New York
hotel for what he terms a “country
hoedown” party to run from 10 p.m.
until three Sunday morning, Sept. 16.
Katz says plans include an arrange-
ment with a major denim manufac-
turer to “denimize” the hotel as well
as special denim jackets to be given
to all guests. Appropriate country
food will be served.

“A special chartered jet airliner will
be used to pick up press in various
cities around the country to bring
them to New York for the concert
and the party.

“Katz also plans to take out a
bililboard in Nashville, Tenn., which
will say ‘Come to New York’s Central
Park.

Country Artist of the Week:
JOHNNY DARRELL

ALABAMA BORN AND GEORGIA RAISED—Johnny Darrell moved to Nash-
ville during the mid-sixties and became a part of the new wave of young per-
formers and songwriters that were to expand the “Nashville Sound.” Kris
Kristofferson, Willie Nelson, Micky Newberry, Red Lane and Johnny were
important figures in forming the nucleus of this new type of country music.

Like most country artists, Johnny was introduced to music by his family
at a tender age. “My uncles used to get drunk a lot and have these gatherings
where a whole bunch of people would show up. They'd just pick all night
which nobody did back then. I was only seven, but I'd stay up as long as I
could keep my eyes open.”

As Johnny grew older he developed, and indulged in, a wanderlust to “just
look around.” After a military stint the road ended in Nashville in the field
of music “’cause,” according to Johnny, “it’s always been the best thing in
my life.”

One of the people he met in Nashville was Kelso Herston, who was then
producing for United Artists. Their friendship resulted in a recording con-
tract and the first single they released was “Green Grass Of Home,” followed
with “Ruby (Don’t Take Your Love To Town)”—a song he had to fight to
record—*“Hickory Holler” and “With Pen In Hand.”

As a boy of ten, Johnny first heard Hank Williams, and was impressed and
saddened by the soulfulness of his music. The honesty of Williams has proven
to be the strongest influence on Johnny’s musie—a trait which has, on oc-
casion, made things difficult for him. His talents, individuality and unwilling-
ness to compromise interested Kris Kristofferson, who be¢ame his producer
as well as publisher. An album on Monument is nearing completion and con-
tains mostly songs that Johnny has written. They are songs he felt he had
to write himself since no one was saying what he wanted to hear. A single
from the album, “Dakota! The Dancing Bear,” by Larry Murry, has been re-
leased. It is a song that Johnny has been performing for years and has finally
had the chance to record.

Coin Machines Help to Revitalize
Downtown Cleveland Restaurant Biz

CLEVELAND — The theory that new
phonograph configurations are vital
to the well-being of the music opera-
tor has been greatly reinforced by the
introduction of Wurlitzer’s nostalgic
1050 Jukebox. (The Jukebox, fash-
joned after a style which was popular
over twenty years ago, has been an
instant hit with many location owners
who appreciate its distinctly different
appearance and inherent value as a
patron attraction.)

A recent case in point is The Last
Moving Picture Company, a restau-
rant which has become central to the
rejuvenation of downtown Cleveland’s
Playhouse Square.

Says Hamilton Biggar III, proprie-
tor of The Last Moving Picture Com-
pany, “As far as I'm concerned the
style of the jukebox is as important
to the total decor as the wallpaper.
The Waurlitzer is the only possible
phonograph for restaurants which are
serious about maintaining a nostalgic
theme. There simply isn’t any other
choice.” Biggar is the owner of three
other restaurants where different
Wurlitzer phonographs have an-
swered styling requirements.

Biggar formed the Mad Hatters
Night Club Company in 1970 to build
The Mad Hatter, a rock 'n roll dance
parlor in Cleveland. Since that time,

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the company has built a second Mad
Hatter in Underground Atlanta and a
third in Cincinnati. There are plans
for a fourth in Milwaukee. The Last
Moving Picture Comnany is the result
of the original Mad Hatter’s prosperi-
ty and is a forerunner to still another
restaurant to be opened on the cam-
pus of Western Reserve University in
Cleveland and called The Carriage
House.

Of all the restaurants, The Last
Moving Picture Company has caused
the biggest stir. It has brought inter-
est and economic life back to Cleve-
land’s Playhouse Square, once a bust-
ling theater district where some of
the world’s greatest performers
pnlayed. Playhouse Square, like other
famous downtown centers across
America, was abandoned and left to
deteriorate during the rush to the
suburbs several vears ago. As a re-
sult, downtown Cleveland held little
attraction for the tourist and travel-
ing businessman. The Last Moving
Picture Company has changed all
that.

The Last Moving Picture Company
is indeed an attraction. Long lines of
people form in front of the restau-
rant where three months ago even the
street-cleaner dared not go. Located
on the city’s main artery, Euclid Ave-
nue, the location has accomplished
precisely what it intended from the
beginning when Biggar and his asso-
ciates raised one quarter of a million
dollars among relatives, friends and
interested investors with the promise
that they would rejuvenate Playhouse
Square.

The formula? The Last Moving
Picture Company has a movie indus-
try theme, naturally. Re-runs of old
films are shown continuously on three
screens. The restrooms are marked
“Best Actresses” and “Best Actors”;
the lobby has a ticket booth and old
film projectors from the days of the
silent screen. The menu is a playbill
with pictures of stars adorning the
entrees. Want the Jean Harlow? It's
a full-length New York Strip. “The
Marilyn Monroe” is cheese cake, what
else? The wine list rolls into a film
can. Beer taps from a projector which
is set up on the bar. Drinks are $1.25.
You pour as much as you like right
from the bottle.

Best of all is the music. The Wur-
litzer 1050 Jukebox fills the bar room
with nostalgic music and remote
speakers set in old radio cabinets car-
ry the “golden oldies” to every corner
of the restaurant.

EDITORIAL

We received several rather biting comments from Europe this
week, taking exception to recent Cash Box articles on used
equipment (or rather the scarcity of it) and the foreign market.
In our zeal to stimulate US operators to part with some of their
used goods, in order to pump some verve into the market place,
it seems we sort of typed the overseas trade as a catch-basket
for cast-off merchandise. This was not the intention, since it is
common knowledge that Europe alone accounts for a tremen-
dous portion of every new machine run coming off American
assembly lines. The market is so strong there, for example, that
a number of flipper games are made and shipped out of Chicago
every year expressly with Europe in mind.

But the issue still remains. Many operators and distributors
throughout the world (the U.S.A. included) rely heavily on used
machines in the conduct of business. Even your largest route
will on occasion buy second-hand merchandise off a distributor
or fellow operator to put in a second line or marginal stop.

Where, then, are the used machines? They are either still on
the route or taking up space at the route shop. Why? For several
reasons: 1. many operators in big cities, like it or not, have
been losing locations to urban blight, renewal and vandalism;
also, they’ve been giving trouble spots away just to avoid grief.
2. machine prices are high (what isn't) but some operators
have cut back on their normal volume buying instead of hiking
the play price and passing the increase over to the player. Put
1. and 2. together and it means many operators are buying less
machines because they have a surplus of used machines on
hand and probably think the only way to dispose of the used
goods is to trade in for new at the local distributor.

If (and we say if) that's what’s happening at a lot of routes,
maybe those operators ought to know there are many ways to
dispose of used machines other than the standard trade-in.
Dozens of distributors are scouring the country now in search
of used stuff and might be dying to meet you and pick up yours.
Put out some feelers. Write some letters, make some calls. The
names and addresses of all US dealers are in the Cash Box
Directory.
