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With MIDEM, the largest annual gathering of international music
men, getting under way later this week, it’s a good time to appraise

the international music scene. Timely, too, in view of the uncertainty

that afflicts the major music markets (of which the U.S. is no
exception), what with the concern over oil shortages and various

oil by-products used to manufacture recordings. All this, of course,

has led to the possibilities of an economic squeeze on workers
who are being directly or indirectly affected by the crisis.

What, then, is the outlook for the international music market in

the immediate future? One barometer the global industry can be
thankful for was the generally solid showing of recording sales

during the recent holiday period. Sales reports from abroad,
including, for that matter, the U.S., were rosy. Most viewers of

consumer buying trends and habits were encouraged, if not

surprised. One major international label said it could hardly
keep up with pressing demands for its product in England, a

particularly distressing example of the current energy crisis.

Perhaps there is a great deal of merit in the contentions of many
tradesters that recording sales will be maintained despite the

uncertain economic picture. This view holds that, for instance,

the gasoline shortages means people will be more prone to spend
more time at home, turning to their phonographs for a relatively

inexpensive form of leisure-time activity. There is also something
to say psychologically about a position of strength for recordings
in the home. In times of stress, music is a good relief from the
cares of the day. And, indeed, there is reason to believe that music
on. recordings may begin to reflect an “escapism” approach by
being more positive and, in a way, more hopeful about the future.

Historically, music has provided such an antidote to adversity.

For the world music community as a whole, there may be greater
demands placed on the availability of recordings, rather than a

curtailment of such. This is something the world business has to

think about in its scheduling of product. Also, there is the question
of creativity of music and what may be a new role and direction
in what it has to say.

To be sure, uncertainty that evolves into true economic disaster
is of no value to any industry that counts on the consumer dollar

for its prosperity. But, as things now stand, recordings look like

they will continue to hold their own in the immediate future. And
since the world music markets currently share many economic
problems in common, recordings are most likely to share, for
whatever reasons one can surmise, a valued place in the leisure-

time enjoyment of those who spend more than $3 billion a year
in this area.

Of NARAS ‘Use
NEW YORK —- “Quadraphonic sound
must serve the artist; music should
not become the servant of the medi-
um.” “There is a great temptation to
take advantage of quad’s most dra-
matic elements instead of using it

to enhance a performance.” “Quad
creates a wonderful new spaciousness
for the listener.” “Most recording ar-
tists still need to be educated about
quad so they can understand what it

can do for them.”
These and many other observations

highlighted the monthly membership
meeting of the New York Chapter of
the Record Academy (NARAS) on
The Uses of Quad, held last Wednes-
day evening (9) before an overflow
gathering in the Electric Lady Studi-
os. They came from a quad-involved
panel of famed organist E. Power
Biggs and producers Tom Dowd, Eno-
ch Light, Jack Richardson, Tom She-
pard and Allan Steckler, who also
served as moderator and who kept
insisting that “it is our responsibility

to let artists know what quad can do
for them.” Noting John Lennon’s ear-
ly reluctance to record in quad, Steck-
ler added that “he immediately be-
came enthusiastic about it after we
played a Guess who recording for
him.”

Do Acts Care?

Richardson, who produces Guess
Who, suggested that “most groups
are so Top 40-oriented that they don’t

care about quad.” Furthermore, he
pointed out, “Quad tends to reduce
the intensity of rock music.” Dowd,
Atlantic’s vice president in charge of

engineering, who has produced for

Aretha Franklin, Ray Charles and the

James Gang, pointed out that “it’s

often difficult for artists to come
through with a feeling of spontaneity
if they become too conscious of re-

cording in quad.”
Especially enthusiastic about the

uses of quad was Biggs, who felt that

“quad makes a musical performance
sound easier—less forced. It puts a

feeling of space around the listener.”

than an emotional fulfillment.” “Per-
haps,” noted Steckler in summation,
“the biggest need is for the listners to

be trained to listen differently to quad
than they do to a live, in-person per-
formance.”

anyone’s mind. Liza is sheer dyna-
mite, better than she has ever been
before, and, quite possibly, the most
exciting show woman of our times.

Under the immaculate direction of

Bob Fosse, Ms. Minnelli dazzled her
second night audience on three dif-

ferent fronts, musically, visually and
choreographically. Everything was
perfect. Her songs, including her now-
classic “Cabaret”, “I Can See Clearly
Now”, “Liza With A Z”, “Exactly
Like Me” and even “Bye, Bye Black-
bird” were joyous excursions to de-
lightful places rarely seen on stage.

Her between song and dance chatter
was cute, timely and very entertain-
ing. Her dancing with her four part-
ners Pam Barlow, Spencer Hender-
son, Sharon Wilde and Jimmy Roddy

FELT FORUM, NYC—Mountain is

back! The idea is a bit staggering,
but the few thousand desperate hope-
fuls who stood outside the sold-out
arena in the freezing rain trying to

score a ticket, seemed overwhelmed
at the prospect of seeing Leslie West,
Felix Pappalardi, Corky Laing, and
new guitarist David Perry back to-

gether again. Indeed, they weren’t
disappointed by what they saw and
heard.

I was backstage chatting with Duke
Williams when I felt the entire con-
crete edifice shake violently, nearly
causing me to drop my glass of New
Year’s Eve bubbly. I rushed hurriedly
to the side of the stage and was sud-
denly caught up in a typhoon of elec-
tronic music and an earthquake of
percussion. The whole stage, ampli-
fiers included, was bouncing and sway-
ing as the quartet treated the 5000
enraptured members of the audience
to 130 decibels (give or take a few)
of “Theme From An Imaginary
Western”, “Nantucket Sleighride”,
“The Animal Trainer and the Toad”,
“The Boys in the Band”, and their
biggie, “Mississippi Queen”, which
rivaled Deep Purple’s Wembley Sta-
dium record for loudest song ever
played in live performance.

Naturally the audience ate it up,
all 150 minutes of it, and screamed
and pleaded with the group to come
back and do it again, even after it

was obvious that the boys had left
the stage for good to prepare for the
second show. Mountain is indeed back
and Columbia Records has scheduled
the first week in Feb. as approximate
release date for their latest LP, to be
called “Twin Peaks”, so get ready, an
earthquake’s coming.
Though the evening appeared to be

all Mountain’s at the beginning, Duke
Williams and the Extremes, Capri-
corn recording artists, soon dispelled
the notion that this was to be a one
band show. Everyone in the audience
was surprised and delighted by the
five-song set the group did. It was a
shame their time was so limited,- be-
cause they shey showed an uncanny
ability to play funky music in a well-
controlled, yet compelling manner,
highlighted by amazing versions of
“I’ve Been Lovin’ You Too Long” and
their showstopper finale, “Funky
Broadway”, which had the crowd on
its feet, understandably begging for
more.
Duke Williams, on organ and vo-

cals, Bob Hartnagle on guitar, ‘Cot-
ton’ Kent on piano and vocals, T. J.

Tindall, guitar and vocals, Tommy
Huff, bass, Charles Collins, drums,
and Earl Scooter, vocals, put on a
show that should ensure their up-
coming LP a lot of solid support, d.b.

while the 28 piece orchestra rocked
was letter perfect and equal to the
best, most disciplined Broadway mu-
sical production. Liza marvelously
demonstrated that, unlike other
women performers, she can do it all.

The wide-eyed Ms. Minnelli, daugh-
ter of the late Judy Garland, occa-

sionally brings about visions of her
late mother, but her performance is

most definitely an individual one that
most people would find difficult com-
paring to a performance by the late

Ms. Garland. Her respectful refer-
ences to “Mammy” and a seeming
dedication of the performance to her
mother brought a tear or two to some
of those in attendance who fondly re-

membered similar one-woman shows
by Judy. Although the great Judy
Garland can never be forgotten for
all she did for the world, at this point
it seems that Liza is definitely headed
for successes her mother unfortunate-
ly never attained in her waning years.

Tickets for the Liza Minnelli shows
are scarcer than gasoline right about
now. Should you come across a pair,

the show is more than worth a long
bus or subway ride, even a walk. It’s

difficult to see Liza getting better, but
considering her vibrant, young talent,

I have a feeling she is soon to be-
come a legend in her own time. Re-
gardless of how you spell her name,
Liza is simply magnificent. a.g.

Historically, country music
has always been a family affair, and
the Clarks are a welcome addition to
such illustrious names as the Carters,
the Scruggs, and the Stalers.

popular music.

More than 13,000 spectators rushed
the stage often and gave Gaye a
standing ovation following his hour-
long set, which was accompanied by a
33-piece orchestra. Among the hits he
performed, cheered gustily by the au-
dience as arranger Gene Page led the
orchestra into the opening notes of
each, were “Mercy, Mercy Me,”
“What’s Going On,” “Inner City
Blues,” “Let’s Get It On” and his cur-
rent hit single, “You sure Love to

Ball.”

Especially arranged for the concert

was a medley of Gaye’s earlier hit

songs—“I’ll Be Doggone,” “Movin’

On Up,” “Can I Get A Witness,”

“You’re A Wonderful One,” “Stub-

born Kind of Fellow,” and “How
Sweet It Is (To Be Loved By You).”

Motown recorded the concert,
Gaye’s first live performance—with
only exception being his Push expo

appearance in 1972—in two and a

half years, using the Wally Heider

16-track remote unit sent to Oakland

from Hollywood.

Records, and Suzanne De Passe, vice

president of the Creative Division of

Motown Records, headed a large con-

tingent of Motown Records executives

on hand for the concert.

Ed Townsend, the artist’s producer,

coordinated the recording of the con-

cert.

varying themes. Jan’s classical training is in
flor.d evidence throughout the carefully chosen
selections, all of which are moody and distinc-
tive at the same time.

The sensitive, soulful performer/composer
has really lit a fire with his latest LP on RCA,
highlighted by his new single, “I Like What You
Give.”

Ed, Nick, Warren, Randy, and Stevie, for
several years one of the premier groups in
rock, have an explosive new product which
features them in a commercial yet creative
setting. There’s some good down home boogie
like "Sunday Song” and a haunting version of
the Lennon-McCartney classic, "Eleanor
Rigby.” In addition the quintet displays a mar-
velous range of dynamics on the tunes "Paral-
lax,” “Guess What I Am,” "Jungle,” and

NEW YORK — With specialized pro-
motion and merchandising, pre-
recorded tape product sales can make
up 50 percent or more the unit vol-
ume of a re'ease’s overall sales, ac-
cording to K. White Sonner, vice
president and general manager of
GRT Corp.
Though this is true of rock and

MOR as well, Sonner believes that
potential sales response for Country
music tape is the most impressive
Sales figures for GRT’s release of

Roy Clark’s “Superpicker” LP, as ex-
ample, have reached 86 percent on a
tape to disk product sales ratio.

Success in offering tape product is

keyed to specific tape-oriented mer-
chandising and promotions, Sonner
says.
“You simply can’t hand a distribu-

tor a tape and expect it to sell itself,”

Sonner says. “You have to keep on
top of it in a very specific way. There
is no such thing as a “hit tape in

itself, because a hit tape generally
can only follow a hit disk. But that is

not to say there are no special meth-
ods available to us to make sure that
a tape keeps pace with a hit LP and
sells well.”
Though GRT has total responsibili-

ty in marketing and merchandising its

own tape product, Sonner feels coop-
eration with a record firm is often
helpful and in some cases essential.

“One of our marketing ideas it to

put together Country promotions by
combining various record labels,”

Sonner says. “We can use Country
music from ABC/Sunhill, MGM and
its subsidiaries, Chart, Dot and

The perennial running gag associated with The James Gang has been "Who’s

Jesse and Where's Frank?” Truth of the matter is the group has never had a

Jesse or Frank. It has had a Joe Walsh in it who recently left to form his own

band. Today, The James Gang, after a fifteen month recording hiatus ride again.

This time “the boys,” Jim Fox (drummer), Roy Kenner (vocals, gymnastics),

Dale Peters (bass), and now Tommy Bolin on guitar enter a new frontier with

their new record contract with Atco and a new album called “James Gang Bang.”

it’s a lyrical album title (matched with an appropriate cover) but one regarded

by the group’s last diskery to be a licentious one. This becomes a very interest-

ing issue particularly since the whole country seems currently engaged in some

kind of "obscenity osmosis,” and at the rate we’re going, the industry itself

may not be too far away from rating album covers. The James Gang Bang "shot”

depicts the four members of the group and one girl all huddled together look-

ing over other album covers. Harmless enough. However, the Gang’s previous

record company during a recent litigation trial upheld that the very same

cover originally submitted to them was pecant and furthermore epitomized, at

ieast as they saw it, the dubious respectability of the group. The contestable

cover was even brought into court. After the trial, the copious cover came from

the courtroom along with the James Gang to their new label where the same

cover concept was this time considered copacetic. It’s exactly the same cover

only Joe Walsh’s picture has been airbrushed out and ‘new addition to the act’

Tommy Bolin’s image inserted. Of course it’s not known by this writer if Walsh's

mug was mouthing some profanity or whether his eyes lent a look of lechery.

The question of what is decent and what will offend a record buyer looking

thru the binds at his local record store remains, of course, a matter of per-

sonal choice. Neither label is right or wrong, one simply found the graphic con-

cept inviting while the other outlawed the same James Gang design. Are we
approaching a time where album cover codes are conceived and enforced? If so

the cover code would probably utilize the customary “X” for pornograph re-

cords, followed by PG or parental guidance where parents guide their children,

and finally JG, or juvenile guidance where juveniles guide their parents. This

latter category is logical since most juveniles do in fact guide their parents

today in a neo-cutural appreciation of commercial chef d’oeuvres. Undoubtedly

The James Gang Bang LP would receive a JG. The group, which has garnered

three previous gold albums, reported that they were happy to finally be record-

ing again. They remarked how their abeyance from recording made it a bit

difficult to maintain the "top of the chart” stature they achieved when they

had a consistent flow of new product. The only albums they had out on the

charts during their label legalities were "Greatest Hits” packages which came
out on the charts with a bang and fell off the charts like caducous petals. But

the Gang admits that it helped a little to get them bookings and sort of tie

things over until they were able to record again regularly on another label., The

Gang all agreed with Klenner’s observation, "These days a single builds a huge

following and for awhile since we didn’t have a single out we became worried

about slowing fading into obscurity” he paused a half a second and then hum-
bly concluded “If there is such a thing as God, he certainly smiled down upon

us.” The James Gang are already rebuilding a huge following with their new

Atco single "Must Be Love” culled from "Bang.” It took a lot of guts for The

James Gang to live up to that infamous name and "fire” a record company

but then the Gang are the first to tell you “It’s tough business. You have to

refuse to be pounded in the ground. It’s a question of staying power and how
long can you put up with the crap.” As for staying power, with or without a

record, the group’s been around since 1966. So one would definitely have to

say that this eight year old act using a name that dates back over a hundred

years has "staying power.” Old and new fans alike will be able to see why they

do when they perform on forthcoming “Midnight Special” and “Rock Concert”

TV shows. This month they will be touring with Johnny Winter. ron baron

NEW YORK—WAYNE FONTANA: STILL BENDING MINDS
The British rock invasion exploded with the suddenness that made its impact

so much greater. An impact that was subsequently to change the entire trend
of musical influence bringing groups as the Beatles, Stones, Dave Clark Five,

Gerry & The Pacemakers, Searchers, Billy J. Kramer and Wayne Fontana & The
Mindbenders into international prominence. This tidal wave of musical energy
gave to our shores an unprecedented stronghold on the American charts.

One group, going against the incredible competition of such giants as the
Beatles and Stones was Wayne Fontana & The Mindbenders. "Game Of Love”
was a number one record in 1965, that displayed an up-tempo rock n’ roll song
with a very definite English flair.

Having run the usual gambit of playing clubs on the English circuit, Wayne
and The Mindbenders were playing “The Oasis” in Manchester, as The Beatles
had played "The Cavern” in Liverpool. From here they had gotten together to

record "Game Of Love,” but unfortunately there was no follow up to the great
promise and success the group displayed on this initial effort.

If "Groovy Kind Of Love” comes to mind, as the follow up to "Game Of
Love” you are in error, for "Groovy Kind Of Love” was recorded by the Mind-
benders and did not include Wayne Fontana.

Following “Game Of Love,” something went wrong in this country with the

distribution deal the group had at the time, when they were recording on the
Fontana label (which incidentally has no relation to Wayne). Wayne quipped,
"People kept thinking it was my record company and would follow me around
so they could record for me. Also, there is a string of fish and chip houses in

England named Fontana, and they thought I was in the restaurant business. Fon-

tana is just a popular name I guess.” At this time Fontana records was distributed

through Mercury. There was some sort of legal matter which unfortunately stul-

tified distribution of the Fontana product in the United States.

In 1966 Wayne and The Mindbenders disbanded permanently after four years
of playing together. The old familiarity breeds contempt axiom, as well as per-

sonality clashes helped to sever the unit. Wayne said, “When you're forced to

stay together it’s like a marriage and I wanted out.” So, Wayne split and started

a new group, but still used the Mindbenders name. Consequently, there was a

bit of legal hassle, and to counteract this Wayne billed the act as, Wayne Fon-

tana & The Opposition. This was only temporary and he then changed it back

to the original Mindbenders with an overhaul of personnel.

Although the group only had one smash on our shores, they have avid fans

which include Australia, England and Germany. The group is particularly popular

in Australia where they have a strong following.

The Australian music scene tends to lean a little more to the earthy sim-

plicity of country music and this is the trend Wayne’s new single for Brut Re^

cords entitled, “Sweet America” follows. It’s a rocking tune that dearly incorpo-

rates country elements into its texture, and this is the new direction Wayne
wishes to pursue. “I just want to be simple, he says. 1 want to be creative but

at a simplistic level." Wayne feels that there is really nothing new being done.

The music is played out. At the original inception of the British invasion the

British musicians looked to America for their roots. Artists as Bo Diddley, The

Shirelles, Chuck Berry, Arthur Alexander, and Little Richard, gave way to the

Beatles’ “Love Me Do,’” and the Stones' “Blue eyed soul.” The British invasion

dearly stemmed from American music.

During the burgeoning of the drug movement acid rock and manaica! theatrics

predominated the music scene. Wayne adds, “the bands got tired of freakin’

out.” In other words the theatrics were just an excuse for lack of any real

creative spark. Wayne states, "It lets out aggression. It’s just a sensation, there

is no quality.” Wayne rejects the glitter bands because he sees their transience

through the make-up and sequins. "Glitter bands are not a cabaret act. A glitter

band can’t play a small club. I want to get down to basics. For example a drum-
mer should lay down a beat, there’s no need for flash. It’s nice to watch, but

it doesn't record well. I just like to throw some humor in my act and move at

an easy going pace."

As a matter of fact Wayne does ail the production on his records and spurns
the over-produced lushness which incorporates thirty-two tracks or more. On
“Sweet America” he plays with a single piano note which jumps from speaker
to speaker, but employs a minimum of tracks on the recording. Producing his

own material he would enjoy producing other groups and has a genuine interest

in this area.

About six months ago, he participated with Herman’s Hermits, Gerry & The
Pacemakers, The Searchers, and Billy Jo Kramer in a nostalgia trip billed as the

British Revival which took place at Madison Square Garden. Having had a great

deal of fun doing it Wayne felt good about going back in time for the show.

He rejoined RCA in 1945 and prior to

his early retirement in June, 1973,

held various management positions in

field sales, sales p'anning and mer-
chandising, record distribution, manu-
facturing, a & r marketing and music
publishing. Early in his career Jen-
kins became deeply involved in

country music and has held director
and officer positions with the Country
Music Association.

Prock Quits C/W Seminar
NASHVILLE — Dr. Jerry Prock,
formerly head of the Country Radio
Seminar, has resigned from the Nash-
ville-based broadcast organization,
according to an announcement made
by founding committee member Tom
Mclntee.
Withdrawal came about as the re-

sult of other surmounting commit-
ments involving Prock’s services,
which currently includes this year’s
Gospel Radio Seminar. Previously
acting in a management capacity for
the country radio sessions, Prock will

discontinue all full-time participation
in the annual event, but chooses to
remain active with his research
studies regarding the 2-day work-
shop.

Praising the function for its past
academic value, Prock urges all

broadcasters to give more consider-
ation toward attending the 1974 semi-
nar, in view of a progress pattern
that’s saturating the country radio
industry.
“The broadcast operations now call-

ing for country formats have grown
so sophisticated,” he states, “that ev-
ery country radio staff should consid-
er attending the affair on an annual
basis in order to sharpen the ap-
proach in their own markets, or they
could easily be left lagging in ratings
and ultimately in sales.”

The fifth annual seminar has been
scheduled for March 15-16 at Nash-
ville’s Airport Hilton, and will ope-
rate under the guiding auspices of its

founding committee. Individuals in-
volved consist of Tom Mclntee, Biff
Collie, Mac Allen, Barbara Starling,
Jerry Seabolt and Charlie Monk.
Due to the energy crisis and an

anticipated attendance growth at this
year’s session, it’s urgent that all

official forms be returned immediately
upon receipt to assure stations of
their reservations.

Before he left George, Johnny told him about his buddy Don in Greenfield, and
Don’s guitar picking brother, Gary, so it was only a matter of time before
the Adams boys became part of the Jones Boy’s group. While with George,
Don sang harmony on the Jones classic “The Race Is On” and also recorded a

small hit for himself, “I Just Lost My Favorite Girl”.

Then in 1965 Don left George to try his hand as a solo artist and later

traveled with Feriin Husky. During that time Don recorded and had a chart
record with “Two Of The Usual”; but in order to spend more time at home
with his family he soon quit the road and for the next four years played local

clubs at night and worked for an insurance company during the day.

Then when Johnny Paycheck burst into national prominence with “Don’t
Take Her, She’s All I Got,” his first call was to old Greenfield buddy Don
Adams. So Don joined the Paycheck show as front singer, along with brother
Gary to handle the guitar work. However, it wasn’t long before several major
labels were pursuing Don in order to sign him as an artist. Don chose and
signed with Atlantic’s new country division and two days later was in the
studio recording with producer David Briggs. His first Atlantic record “I’ll Be
Satisfied” saw immediate chart action, and has been followed by his current
chart climbing single “I’ve Already Stayed Too Long”.

Front Money 1974
We don’t want to evoke a laugh but operating expenses are

skyrocketing. No need to list all the inflated costs today's

operators face each week— in equipment, salaries, parts &
supplies, loans, gifts and now, gasoline (if you can get it). The
price goes up and up while the collections, at best, keep pace.
But really, what’s the good of it all if the location doesn’t share
in your grief. We’re obviously once again talking about front

money—only this time, on a broad scale!

Collections have not risen in proportion to the cost of doing
business in this trade. They just have not! Play volume is down
in many areas, probably because play pricing is higher (2-25(1

music and staple games; straight quarter on novelties). That's

okay, because the average collection number is higher this

period as compared to last. But who cares about a few cents

increase when the operator expends two, three gallons of sweat
more to make it. Now, think—how much sweat does the loca-

tion expend for his share. No more than before, to be sure.

It would be ludicrous to suggest a specific amount to take in

front on each type of machine. You all know the tempo and
texture of your own route. Think about $5 or even $3 front on
staple game, maybe $5 to $10 on the expensive novelties and
new jukes. Somewhere you can come up with a number you and
your customers can live with, but it’s got to be done, and it’s

got to be done THIS YEAR!

The position coin machines occupy in the neighborhood
locations is so darned important no location owner in his right

mind won't listen to your appeal for a few dollars off the cash
box in front, before the split is made. And instead of just pick-

ing the easiest stops on the route to begin with, you’ve got to

do it right and do the whole route . . . every stop must give.

It might be easier to get up a letter announcing a front-

money policy and mailing them out to your locations. Say all the
reasons why the new policy is in effect and end by advising that

you yourself will call on each stop to establish it personally with

the owner.

And, don’t you know, when the locations are loosing front

money, boy will they work harder to get that cash box take up
there. There’s nothing sicker than a quiet jukebox on a Friday
night in a jumpy joint. Just how many locations today take the
time to goose it with a quarter? Watch what happens when they
have front money to give up.

1974 is the year to go front money all the way. And now’s
the time to get it all together . . . the mailing, the sales pitch,

the schedule of location visits, the whole bit. Takes guts? Sure.
But what’s the alternative? Waiting for your competitors to do
it and save you the ice breaking? That’s for kids, not for real

businessmen.

NAMA Chairman Addresses Japan Convention
CHICAGO — Alvin M. Corry, 1974
chairman of the board of NAMA, was
a key speaker at the 10th annual con-
vention of the Japanese Vending Ma-
chine Manufacturers’ Association at
the Imperial Hotel in Tokyo.

MIAMI — In an effort to help his
members meet the gas/energy crisis,
Bob Rheinhart, managing director of
the Florida Amusement and Music
Association, issued a 71 point bulletin
listing measures every operator can
employ to help himself.

Rheinhart lists 22 heat-saving ideas
for the route shop and office covering
insulation, furnace timers, employing
infra-red heaters where applicable,
cleaning all heating vent filters regu-
larly and installing wall to wall car-
peting to keep floors warm and the
heat down.

Electrical energy savers recom-
mended include conversion to higher
voltage where practical, checking wir-
ing to insure it’s in good condition
and avoiding turning on flourescent
lights for short periods of time, be-
cause of high start-up cost in power.
To save on lighting, it’s recom-

mended to paint walls in light colors
because darker finishes absorb more
light. Also clean all lamps to achieve
maximum illumination.

Vehicle energy-saving steps cover:
engine. tuning, valve adjustment, use
of radial tires or wide base singles to
reduce rolling resistance, driving at
steady speeds and observing the 55
mile. per hour national speed limit.
Avoid jackrabbit starts and sudden
stops (extra cost can run 3 miles per
gallon), avoid long warm up for engi-
nes, review route schedules to minim-
ize unneeded mileage and consider a
garage operation employing mechan-
ics on a full-time basis to ensure
sould preventative maintenance and
minor repair work.

Seeburg s New York City Distribute

Launches Quadraphonic luke Syste

With Sessions in N
NEW YORK — A Seeburg system
utilizing stereo singles and little LP’s
to achieve quadraphonic (four chan-
nel) sound on a jukebox was intro-
duced to the metropolitan New York
area operating industry last week at
a series of sessions staged in

Elmsford, N.Y., Belville, N.J., Plain-
view, Long Island and New Haven,
Conn.

The system basically utilizes a
small encoding device which tran-
slates music from each of the two
stereo channels on their current Mat-
ador jukebox into four channels, and
is piped into the location from four
separate speakers mounted in four
corners of the chief room. The effect

is extremely impressive and can even
work well with mono recordings.

Seeburg’s Jack Gordon, who piloted

the sessions, advised that the quad
system now enables the operator to

up his music pricing to straight quar-
ter play. “You’ve got to have a pro-
gram to convince the location to go
with quarter play and this is it,” Gor-
don declared.

After demonstrating the system
with a stereo single, a little LP and a

simple record acetate dub, Gordon
told the attending operators that the

sound they had just heard would
make any location eager to take the

system and the straight quarter play.

Seeburg recommends that the play-

list include 40 stereo little LP’s and 40

stereo singles. Both, Gordon advised,

are readily available at most any one
stop. In addition, they have printed

up Music Menus which not only de-

scribe the meaning of quad sound but
list (with cover photos) a total of 85

little LP titles from which the loca-

tion can take its choice.

Titles were culled from the Library
of little LP’s offered by Gold-Mor and
Little LP’s Unlimited. 200 music
menus, personally titled with the lo-

cation’s name, will be issued to each
stop.

In addition, there’s a specially
mounted window card which tells pas-
sersby that the bar or restaurant
features Seeburg Quad Music.

After taking operators thru a his-
tory

.

of play pricing, and Seeburg’s
role in helping increase play pricing,
Gordon advised that today, largely
due to the energy shortage, is the
ideal time to launch the quad system
in the industry. “Today’s neighbor-
hood locations are precisely where
people will go for entertainment. If

those stops don’t have the proper fa-
cilities to attract and keep those peo-
ple coming and spending, they will be
missing out on the chance of a life-

time. This system provides the ulti-

mate calling card for the neighbor-
hood bar and restaurant. It’s new,
different and unique . . . ideal for the
18 to 35 year age group that spends
most of the money on our jukeboxes
and games in the first place.”

Technically, the Matador seems
well equipped to punch out the big
quad sound. The amp, standard at 200
watts, sends out 50 watts per channel.
The amp and pre amp themselves are
located up top in the machine so
there’s no interference with possible
speaker and turntable distortion. To
set up, the operator sets three con-
trols on the decoder after mounting
and phasing the speakers, closes up
the box and that’s it. Pricing works
straight quarter; but will vend six
selections for insertion of one dollar’s

worth of mixed coins (possibly more
when the bill validator is employed).

Gordon feels the matrix system is

better for jukebox ouad because many
jammed locations force patrons into

one corner or another. With the
discreet system, he says all the person
will hear is that part of the record
coming out of his nearest speaker.
“With matrix, you get a fuller

presence,” he stated.

set at straight quarter play! Jack even had music menus printed up containing

85 little LP titles from which the location can pick the 40 he likes best (this

way they can’t gripe when a record might stiff out). It’s quite a package and
already many, many operators are picking out stops for pilot qud installations.

As one operator put it, “it looks very promising, but I’ll tell you, anything that

will help me get straight 250 music going, I’m for.’’ Conscientious record pro-

grammers should get a charge out of the idea. The music blasts out with 50
watts per speaker and even turns a mono single into an event. New York metro
area tradesters are getting first crack; understand Ed Claffey at the Boston See-

burg outlet will show the goods next to operators up there.

Operators will remember a tune by Johnny Desmond called “Red, Red Roses”
because it sold just about every copy to operators exclusively., Now the label

(Musicanza) is going to do it again with a timely ditty called "Energy Crisis” by
Gas, Oil and Electric Company. The title strip itself should cause enough patrons
to give it a spin and the cute novelty should do good on the boxes thereafter.

Many area one stops have already stocked it so give it a listen. Maybe we’ll get

something out of the crisis after all!

HEADING SOUTH—General Vending’s Arnold Kaminkow flew into Miami last

week for vacation and was last seen looking over new goods at the Allied Leisure

factory in Hialeah. “I can’t tell you what they’ve got new here but it's quite the
item,” he says.
